Fire Protection District 
Approved on Third Attempt 

After twice rejecting the proposal, 
Floyd fiscal court last week voted to 
establish a fire protection district at 
Garrett. At the same time, first reading 
was given to an ordinance which would 
set up a fire protection district at 
Maytown. 

In the teeth of opposition from District 
2 Magistrate Kenneth Roberts, the Gar­
rett fire district proposal was stalled last 
December and again in March, Roberts 
saying then that he favored voluntary 
support for the fire department but no 
tax levy. 

Roberts, who was defeated in the May 
primary, last week voted in support of 
the tax, which passed unanimously. 
Establishment of the fire protection 
district means that up to $1 may be 
levied on tax bills for every $1000 of 
assessed value. 

Third District Magistrate Ed Caudill, 
in voting for the tax, noted that Garrett 
firefighters were one of a dozen crews 
fighting a blaze in Wheelwright the night 
before. 

The court agreed in April to set up a 
fire protection district in Wayland, after 
volunteer firefighters there threatened 
to walk off the job unless they receiv­
ed public support. A fire district also ex­
ists at Betsy Layne. A proposal to begin 
one at Allen became entangled earlier 
this year in a boundary dispute with the 
neighboring Cow Creek fire department. 

To pay for county government, Floyd 
citizens this year will be taxed on real 
property at a rate of 16.3 cents per $1000 
assessed value and on autos at a rate of 
19.7 cents.' The taxes have a theoretical 
yield of $682,920 in revenue, about the 
same as last year's tax yield. 

Instead of the usual three possible 
rates, Floyd county was quoted only one 
rate this year. State Local Finance Of­
ficer Robert L. Purdom said growth in 
the assessed value of existing property 
here was not sufficient to justify even the 
four pt;>rcent increase in taxes permitted 
under House Bill 44. 

A "small but crucial" piece of proper­
ty on Mare Creek will be condemned to 
make way for a federal reclamation pro­
ject. The property, which belongs to two 
Marion, Ohio brothers, Randell and Bil­
ly Layne, is needed to relocate a county 
road. The road currently runs atop a 
refuse pile, which is scheduled for 
reclamation next year, it was said. 

A dozen residents of Mine Branch of 
Bull Creek demanded angrily of Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo when he was 
going to honor a May campaign promise 
to blacktop their road. Stumbo said he 
had promised only to blacktop the road 
sometime during his next four-year 
term. In the meantime, he has put 300 
tons of gravel on the road, the road is in 
good shape and, in any case, it needs 
time to pack down before being black­
topped, he said.

State Arson Investigator Barry 
McKenzie said Ancil Ray Miller, 22, and 
James Miller, 21, twice broke into a 
house on Abbott Creek and, on the sec­
ond entry, set it on fire.

Old Inland Steel 
Office Levelled; 
Arson Suspected 

A night blaze which destroyed the 
former Inland Steel Company office 
building at Wheelwright last Thursday 
was prevented from spreading to other 
structures by a dozen fire 
departments-some, from as far away 
as 30 miles-working with Wheelwright 
firefighters. 

Only the crumbling walls of the three· 
story brick structure and a brick safe 
rismg the full height of the building re­

. mained standing. The building was 
unoccupied. ' 

Cause of the 9 p.m. blaze had not been 
determined, early Tuesday, but arson is 
suspected. Barry McKenzie, arson in­
vestigator for the Kentucky state police, 
declined comment until further findings 
are made. 

One source said the fire apparently 
started in the third story, pointing out 
that the roof "exploded" before any fire 
had reached lower levels. 

Some Wheelwright residents suspect 
that a "fire bug" is a t work there. They 
point to the discovery of dyamite caps 
in the nearby clubhouse, which also is 
in disuse, and a recent blaze in the com­
munity building. This latter fire was 
restricted to one chair, however, and 
may have been set as a Hallowe'en 
prank, it was said. 

Answering the call for help as destruc­
tion of a major portion of the town was 
feared were these fire departments· 
Shelby Valley, Left Beaver, Mud Creek, 
Martin, Allen, Cow Creek, Prestons­
burg. Wayland, Garrett, Maytown, 
Knott County and Southeast at Burton.

s Food Most Nutritio 
On-Lunchroom Tables 

In the wake of last week's City Coun­
cil vote to accept bids on the Prestons­
burg television-cable franchise, City 
Manager David Evans made repeated 
but unsuccessful attempts to contact a 
representative of Consolidated Com­
munications to learn their position on the 
new turn of events. 

Evans said he tried to call Marty 
Crawford, the company's district super­
visor in Pt. Pleasant, W. Va., at least 
four times Monday, and twice Tuesday 
morning, but his calls were not returned. 

"I think their response is to ignore 
us," said Evans. . 

Before the council voted to accept new 
bids, Consolidated Communications had 
told city officials they would offer an 
upgraded cable system, capable of pro­
viding a maximum of 30 channels. 

Tamatha Kay Ta~ett, daughter of 
Ermon and Janet Tackett of East Point, 
was injured at about 4:30p.m. as she 
and another girl attempted to jump on­
to a float as the parade was ending near 
the Lake Drive entrance of the grade 
school. While the other girl landed safel;­
on the truck bed, Miss Tackett lost her 
balance and fell between the tires and 
body of the vehicle. 

According to a wi tness, Brenda 
McKenzie, the accident was first notic­
ed by Mrs. McKenzie's daughter, 
Angela, who then alerted her. Mrs. 
McKenzie ran to where the girl was 
trapped and saw that her head and chest 
were being bounced roughly against the 
tires. Mrs. McKenzie cushioned the 
child's body with her arm. 1\lrs. McKen­
zie said the truck continued moving for 
several yards before the driver realiz­
ed anything was wrong.

Trick or Treat 
Hours are Set

burg. Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo 
set the hours for the county at 6 p.m. to 
9 p.m. Trick or treatmg in the city will 
run from 6 p.m. to 8:30p.m., said Mayor 
Harold Cooley Only youngsters 12 and 
under are permitted to wear masks 

After the spate of negative publicity 
the schools' food service department 
received earlier this year, Sharon 
Newsome was not at all sure she wanted 
the job as director. 

Now, two months into the new school 
year, the former home economics 
teacher appears comfortable in the role, 
takes obvious pride in the department, 
and last week-which happened to be 
National School Lunch Week-boasted 
that the most nutritious meals in the 
county are likely to be found in local 
school lunchrooms. 

"We're required to serve a protein 
dish and two vegetables, or a vegetable 
and a fruit, a whole grain bread or the 
equivalent, and a serving of milk. Two 
or three times a week we try to offer a 
sa1ait or coleslaw, and all this for 70 
cents," she said. "Where can you find 
a meal like that at that price?" 

What's more, the school menu reflects 
the fact that people are more conscious 
these days that some foods are more 
healthful than others, she said, although 
that sometimes means walking a fairly 
fine line between what the kids will eat 
and what is good for them. "We still of­
fer fried chicken and French fries," old 
favorites, "but in general we bake a lot 
and fry Jess often," she said. 

Vegetables like broccoli, brussels 
sprouts and asparagus are undoubted­
ly nutritious, she added, "but they won't 
do anyone any good if they're thrown in 
the garbage." On the other hand, 
children need not expect to see potato 
chips on their lunch trays, no matter 
how popular they are. "Nutritionally, 

they don't count," Mrs. Newsome 
explained. 

This year's centralization of food pur­
chasing has not been without its critics, 
the food service director 
acknowledged-some principals and 
lunchroom managers were reluctant to 
surrender the right to do their own pur­
chasing and plan their own menus-but 
the centralized system is proving more 
economical, undercuts criticism that the 
quality of food is better at some schools 
than at others, and is gaining accep­
tance, she said. 

Mrs. Newsome is not about to pass 
judgment on her predecessors, or on the 
validity of the criticism that descended 
on the lunch program last year when 
state Department of Education officials 
went over the system with a fine-tooth, 
comb. "But I can tell you we're follow­
ing regulations as closely as we can," 
she said. "For one thing, all our pur­
chasing is done by bidding. I don't know 
if that was the case before or not." 

In a few cases, cooks might need some 
help in preparing meals attractively, 
and it is help she is anxious to give, said 
Mrs. Newsome, who taught home 
economics at McDowell for 10 years 
before being tapped this year for the 
director's job. She acknowledged, too, 
occasional complaints that popular 
dishes run out before youngsters at the 
end of the line are served. "But it 
shouldn't happen often," she insisted, 
··and there is always a backup dish 
available." 

A prejudice that needs to be over­
come, said Mrs Newsome, is that school 
lunchroom fare ts by defimtion bland or 

unpalatable. "We need to get over the 
stigma that institutional food is yucky," 
she satd. One reason is eminently 
practical-funding for the school nutri­
tion program, which was first establish­
ed by Congress in 1946, is determined by 
the number of children who actually 
participate in it 

But the main reason, Mrs. Newsome 
said, is that, if students feel negatively 
about the lunch program, "they may 
well miss out on what they need." 

"For some, it's the only balanced 
meal they get each day," she said. And, 
in the 16 elementary schools that offer 
breakfast as well as lunch, breakfast at 
school may offer children from poorer 
families their only chance of getting 
breakfast at all. 

"To promote better participation in 
the program, she is planning a 
contest-with ice cream to be 
distributed in the three schools with the 
highest average daily participation­
Mrs. Newsome said. 

In another move designed to boost 
participation in the lunch program, 
Floyd schools have adopted a stan­
dard even stricter than federal rules 
require-no pop or candy may be sold 
in county schools until lunch has been 
served-the food service director noted. 
And at least one school board member, 
Dr. Mary Hall, has indicated she would 
like to see food vending machines 
removed from the schools altogether. 

For parents who would like first-hand 
knowledge of what thetr children are 
eating, Mrs. Newsome has a suggestion: 
" Vtsit vour local school and join your 
child f~r lunch. You're welcome."

Court Denies Rum License 
After Complaints Voiced 

The application of an East McDowell 
man for renewal of his entertainment 
license was turned down last Thursday 
after evidence was presented that the 
premises were disorderly 

Curtis Tackett, Sr. sought renewal of 
the license for his tavern on Frasure's 
Creek but, at a hearing on the applica­
tion, neighbors and a deputy sheriff 
testified that rowdy , brawling patrons 
often created a nuisance there and that 
a live band had recently started up in an 
adjoining building. 

Tackett said a lot of lies concerning his 
place were spread about by people who 
are opposed to the sale of a lcohol in this 
county 

Deputy Sheriff Harold Johnson said he 
had been called " on numerous occa­
sions" to break up fights outside the bar 
and that he once had to clear the road 
outstde after it was obstructed by 
patrons' cars. 

He had had to arrest some patrons for 
public intoxication, mcluding Tackett's 
son, Curtis Tackett, Jr .. the deputy said. 

Phtllip Lucas, a neighbor, said he 
often obserwd drunken behavior and 
fighting outside the bui lding and had 
sometimes seen beer bemg carried out 

to customers' cars on Sunday. A live 
band has recently been playing in a 
newly-constructed building next to the 
licensed premises, and cursing and gun­
fire issue from the premises late at 
night, he sa d. The younger Tackett was 
among th he had seen shooting into 
a creek behind the tavern, Lucas 
testified. 

Lucas ' wife testified that patrons 
sometimes step outside the premises to 
urinate. 

Tackett said he used a club to keep 
order and did not tolerate drunks on the 
premises. He conceded. however. that 
he had sometimes had to " clear out" 
drunks after he had left the bar in 
charge of his son. 

Much of the reported fighting involv­
ed neighbors rather than his patrons and 
the live band cited in complaints was his 
son's band and it used the adjoining 
building for practice sessions, he said. 

In turning down the license renewal 
application. Judge-Executive John 1\1. 
Stumbo cited evidence of drunkenness 
on the premises and satd the proprietor 
appeared unwilling to do what is 
necessary to see that the law is

night. He has a Ky. driver's license. He 
draws Social Security benefits for the 
blind. He has five dependents; they 
draw Social Security benefits checks 
each month. The veteran earned a Pur­
ple Heart in service. He jogs five miles 
or more a day, any kind of weather. He 
is drawing Social Security benefits for 
the physically d1sabled. 

I was born with a bad heart. Two at­
tacks of rheumatic fever made my heart 
much worse. As the years went by the 
worse became the symptoms. By 1964 
my heart was going in and out of 
rhythm, fluttering, skipping fast beats 
up to 175 beats or more a minute, then 
stopping, not quite beating but quiver­
ing like a bowl of Jello. I had the poten­
tial of blacking out at all times. In 1968 
these attacks caused me to black out 
many times, and the potential of black­
ing out was with me at all times, even 
after my open heart surgery to implant 
an aortic pig valve. I have lost many 
jobs due to my heart condition and am 
not able to work. 

I was disabled when Social Security 
denied me disability benefits and I still 
remain disabled. 

What I would like to know is what 
system does Social Security use to make 
the decisions if we are disabled or not. 
Is it a quota system or discrimination­
or what-when some draw the benefits 
and are not as disabled as others who 
are denied Social Security protection? 
In other words, what is disability to the 
Social Security Administration? What 
are the keys as the disabled are denied 
Social Security protection, yet benefits 
are paid to grandchildren who live with 
Gramps? 

Stop the automatic denials syndrome!

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The Dropout 
We are concered with the "casualties" 

of the educational system, those that are 
not "succeeding" in their encounter with 
the higher educational system. 

Our concern gives rise to questions: 
is 1t drugs? or economics? is it heredi­
tary? is the future, as perceived by our 
youth, so horrible? 

Lapses in communication between 
generations were noted by Greek 
philosophers over 2,000 years ago, "lost 
generation" of the 1920's and the silent 
generation of the 1950's. However, the 
current problem of alienation and 
disinterest in the United States is wider 
deeper, and more diffuse than at 
anytime in our previous history. The 
dropout problem affects the rich and the 
poor, the urban and the rural the in­
telligent and the slow learner. It 'appears 
that youngsters question the relevance 
of major societal values and institutions 
finding themselves unable to learn fro~ 
the various opportunities available to 
them. This rejection of many goals of 
our society, the unwillingness to model 
themselves on any stable adult leaders 
and the inability to acquire the 
necessary attitudes and skill for respon­
sible adult behavior, make urgent the 
development of new and innovative ap­
proaches to bridge the generation gap. 

If this is not done, there are serious 
dangers that large proportions of cur­
rent and future generations will reach 
adulthood embittered towards the larger 
society, unequipped to take on parental, 
vocational and other citizen roles, and 
involved in some form of socially de­
viant behavior. It is critical for us to 
focus on and try to solve the root causes 
of the dropout. 

Discontented youth are quicker than 
their elders to disown established pat­
terns of behavior; they are quicker, 
because they are less rooted in the past. 
The youth of today reject not just our life 
styles, but us, us either as hypocrites or 
clods. They are sensitive to the seeming 
contradiction between what we preach 
and what we actually do, how we actual­
ly live. There is a rejection of our life 
patterns as being shallow, hypocritcal 
and irrelevant to truly basic values . 

Our generation and the one before 
ours that shaped our attitudes have been 
successfully preoccupied in producing 
wealth and in making staggering pro­
gress in the advancement of the physical 
sciences and mechanical arts. To the 
young we have become exhausted 
through our efforts to acquire these 
physical powers, or so programmed in 
pursuit of wealth and a secure freedom 
from poverty that we have lost sight of 
our objectives of our underlying values . 

It is common to talk about a genera­
tion gap and a communication gap, the 
young understand us better than we 
understand them. They tune us in and 
understand our language but we do not 
necessarily understand the words they 
use or the patterns with which they use 
words, a style we reject as outrageous, 
rejecting their thoughts because they 
are not presented to us in our style. 

Let us help the young in their searches 
for a better way to live in accord with 
our principles. Let us give them love and 
understanding, with a hope and a 
prayer, and a request directed at them 
as well as heaven. Let them do better 
than we have done in developing a life 
that adheres to basic spiritual values.-

The Millers were sentenced to a year 
in jail and fined $500 for each of two con­
victions of criminal trespass.

Prosecutors said that, on March 5 and 
again on March 8, 1983, the Millers and 
Campbell broke into an empty house 
belonging to building contractors Bob 
Meyer and Tony Bentley. A telephone 
was found to be missing after the first 
entry. On the second break-in, the three 
men apparently "had themselves a par­
ty," vandalizing the house and setting 
fire to it in three places, a police report 
said. Fourteen beer cans were 
recovered at the site, it said. 

Contradicting testimony by Campbell, 
James Miller insisted he was not present 
when the house was entered and burn­
ed. Ancil Ray Miller did not take the 
witness stand. 

At the request of defense attorney Ned 
Pillersdorf. Judge Conley issued a 
directed verdict of acquittal on the 
burglary charges, apparently because 
the Commonwealth had not shown that 
the accused had entered the house with 
the intent of burning it. 

In finding the Millers guilty of 
trespass but not of arson, the JUry may 
have been persuaded by a defense sug­
gestion that the burning of the house was 
accidental.

McKenzie 
praised ::\1iss Tackett's courage through 
the ordeal Said Mrs. :'YlcKenzie, "She 
talked to me the whole time and never 
cried She was very courageous, a little 
Trojan through the whole thing."

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Evans said the proposal included 
various tiers of service, in various price 
ranges.

The city has not yet advertised bid in­
vitations and Evans said he had not been 
in communication with other cable com­
panies since the council's vote. He said 
it might be two weeks before bids are 
asked, as the city needs to check with 
several firms familiar with the process 
of bidding for a television cable fran­
chise. "We want to make sure we do it 
right," said Evans. 

And he said the problem will be resolv­
ed, one way or another. "Either they'll 
put in the money and upgrade the 
system, or we'll find someone else who'll 
take over and give the people what they 
deserve," he said.

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Turner Says Obvious Attempt 
Made To Hamper Rail Commission 

The Kentucky Railroad Commission 
will attempt to resume its regular hear­
ing docket in December, despite the con­
tinued attempt by the office of governor 
and the office of attorney general to 
restrain the performance of duties of 
this commission, its chairman, Jimmy 
P. Turner, of Drift, announced last 
week. 

''Even though I have not received pay­
ment for reimbursement of out-of­
pocket expenses since July of this year, 
due to the refusal of Secretary of 
Finance Gordon Duke to honor the pay 
voucher submitted, I will continue to 
perform my duties as chairman of this 
Commission," Turner said. Three 
separate lawsuits are pending in the 
Franklin Circuit Court and the attorney 
general has been named in one of those 
actions. "The limited resources of this 
office have been consumed in a fight for 
its right to exist," Turner said. "We 
have been denied the right to have legal 
counsel of our choice while the office of 
Governor who has blocked this attempt 
through the Secretary of Finance has 
granted personal service contracts to

Behavior, how­
ever, might give you a clue; a catbird 
I heard about showed up every spring 
at the same window for a ration of 
raisins. That one is apt to be the same 
bird, back at a familiar feeding station.

Banding birds is the only sure way 
I know to tell one individual from 
another. That doesn't mean that just 
anybody can rush out and capture a 
bird to put a band on its leg. Bird­
banders have to be well trained and 
must be licensed by the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service. I underwent a fairly 
rigorous apprenticeship myself, with 
an expert bander. It's a delicate busi­
ness to catch a bird, without harming 
it or badly frightening it, and to slip a 
small, uniquely-numbered aluminum 
band on its leg.

depending on the type of habitat and 
the topography of the handing site. 

Banding has answered for me the 
question about returnees: Yes, some 
birds do come back-for 2, J. 4, even 
10 years. Our own resident cardinals, 
titmice, chickadees, some jays and 
bluebirds, are apparently going to be 
in our area throughout their lives. One 
cardinal we banded in 1975 was caught 
again six years later-20 feet from 
where it was first caught. It's often 
helpful in identifying individuals in a 
family or flock to equip the birds with 
special color hands in addition to their 
metal identification band. 

Birdbanding is more than a hobby, 
of course. It's a scientific endeavor 
that serves a vital purpose: learning 
how birds age, where they go, and 
what their social structure is. Track­
ing and counting birds has helped pin­
point two major problems of our 
diminishing bird population: (1) the 
rapid destruction of the rain forests 
of Central and South America (win­
tering habitats of many song birds): 
and (2) problems-perhaps caused by 
acid rain-on the northern breeding 
grounds of many of the same migrat­
ing birds. 

My own local bird banding has indi­
cated the great need to maintain scrub 
habitats in our suburbs. They provide 
winter cover and food for birds like 
juncos and white-throated sparrows 
and summer cover, fruit and insects 
for breeding birds such as prairie war­
blers, catbtrds and indigo buntings. 

My next personal banding experi­
ment: to see tf the summer goldfinches 
and song sparrows are the same ones 
that visit my feeders in winter. I'll let 
you know how it turns out.

Saving a Bundle Firemen Commended 
• Have you ever stopped to think you 

are getting the old money dagger stuck 
in your back? Just think : a few years 
ago a magistrate's pay was around $1000 
per year and now it is $22,104 per year 
plus a fat $300 per month expense ac­
count, making the total run $25,704. This 
is outrageous for no more than they do 
for their district and to think there's four 
of them thus bringing the total pay out 
to $102,816 for the taxpayers to bear. It's 
just too much to pay for the bit of ser­
vice we get. 

The Mayor and City Commissioners, 
City of Wheelwright, wish to take this op­
portunity to express our heartfelt thanks 
in appreciation of the prompt response 
to our call for assistance by the follow­
ing fire departments on the night of Oct. 
17: Shelby Valley, Left Beaver, Big 
Mud, Martin, Allen, Cow Creek, Pres­
tonsburg, Wayland, Maytown, Garrett, 
Knott Co., Southeast. 

Johnson county is getting along 
wonderfully well with three commis­
sioners that are serving for $12,040 a 
year each and the county government is 
functioning real well for the outlay of 
$36,120. Who voted in the fat cat pay for 
so little done for the county? Let's vote 
in three commissioners for the county 
and save a bundle in money that the tax­
payers don't have to pay out and get 
nothing for it. 

The commissioners are elected by the 
entire county vote, therefore they will 
serve the county at large far more effi­
ciently than the broken up magistrate 
system, just serving one little district 
each and the service they do is always 
in a squabble or fight and you can't get 
efficiency from squabbles and fights. 

The old office building, located in the 
congested business section of town, was 
aflame and burning almost out of con­
trol when our calls for assistance went 
out. Within minutes, the neighboring fire 
departments began arriving with trucks 
and tankers full of water. They and our 
own fire department were able to con­
tain and extinguish the fire, limiting the 
loss of property to that one building. 

This was accomplished in spite of 
great adversities. After using the water 
each brought in their trucks, it was 
discovered that the fire hydrants closest 
to the fire site were inoperable and a 
hydrant further up Main Street had to 
be used. 

Why are our magistrates paid so 
much higher than other counties that 
have them? Martin county only pays 

• them $361.72 every two weeks or $723.44 
per month. Good ole Floyd county tax­
payers shovel out $1842 per month plus 
a gravy train of $300 expense account. 
Looks like us Floyd county suckers are 
paying out three times more, and I am 
sure our magistrates are no smarter 
than Martin or any other counties' 
magistrates. 

The main power line for the city was 
in close proximity to the burning 
building, and for safety reasons the fire 
chiefs and state police requested the 
mayor have Ky. Power cut the power on 
that line. This should have presented no 
problems with the water supply, for just 
four to three years ago the city had a 
100,000-gallon-capacity water tank 
erected at a cost of approximately 
$300,000. for such emergencies. Unfor­
tunately, the water tank was, unex­
plainably, empty. 

And so, after 25 minutes, the power 
was restored and the fire departments, 
at great personal risk, fought and sub­
dued the fire. Let's vote in the commissioners-a 

much better man for the county with far 

• 
more prestige and ability to get things 
done for the county at far less money. 

I am for saving Floyd county money, 

Mere words cannot express how very 
proud the communities represented by 
the aforementioned fire departments, 
must be. We commend each of the fire­
fighters and their departments. Well 
done ! making less taxes for the over loaded 

taxpayer, and in the meantime getting 
far better service for the county. I say 
let's dispose of the magistrate system 
and use the commissioner system.

Signs On Poles Said 
Power Workers' Bane 

Utility poles have long been a popular 
place to tack signs of various types. 
Some of the more popular signs include 
political posters as well as notices of 
yard or rummage sales. 

While the signs might be of interest to 
some people, they also present a hazard 
to the people who must climb poles in 
order to maintain service, according to 
W. W. Zoellers , Pikeville Division 
manager of Kentucky Power Company. 

Zoellers said nails or tacks, used to at­
tach such signs, are generally left 
behind long after the sign has 
disappeared. 

"Those nails can cause grave prob­
lems for power company employees. 
The people who must climb those poles 
to perform various tasks wear special 
climbers called gaffs, sharp points of 
metal which attach to a climber's boots, 
must make very good contact with the 
wood in order for the workers to remain 
safely on the pole. If the gaffs come in­
to contact with a tack, nail or screw or 
some other foreign object, there is a 
strong possibility the climber might slip 
and fall, Zoellers explained. 

In addition, Zoellers said nails or tacks 
also raise the possibilities of a climber's 
clothes or protective clothing or skin be­
ing torn. "Our people sometimes wear 
special equipment to perform work on 
a pole and if it is damaged in some way 
it could cause some very severe injuries 
or death," he said.

VETERINARY TRAINING 
"You've come a long way baby! " is 

a slogan that perhaps could not be 
restricted to the lady in the cigarette 
ads. 

It applies just as accurately to the 
highly trained veterinarian of today. 

Some people still living can remember 
the days when the practice of medicine 
for animals was largely learned by ex­
perience and was not licensed to assure 
any degree of competency. 

Today's veterinary training begins 
with at least three years of college pre­
veterinary studies similar to the pre­
med requirements for medical doctors. 
Most students, however, complete four 
years of college and some receive 
master's degrees or doctorates before 
applying to a veterinary school. 

Even then, many of them are not ac­
cepted because of a shortage of teaching 
capacity. Only one in seven applicants 
are accepted to veterinary schools, com­
pared to one in three for medical 
schools. The veterinary school course 
takes four years to complete, and many 
go on to further training. 

A majority of graduates go into 
private practice, general practitioners 
who treat a dog, a cow or a cat with 
equal ease. Others specialize, either con­
centrating on one animal-horses, cat­
tle, small animals-or specific areas­
cardiologists, opthalomologists, nutri­
tionists, toxicologists and such. 

Still others go into research in a varie­
ty of interests ranging from increasing 
the food supply to space medicine. A 
brand new area of research is marine 
life and aquaculture, with a view toward 
using the oceans to provide food for an 
ever-increasing population. 

Some doctors hold both an M.D. and 
a D.M.D. degree, and it is not unusual 
for experts in certain veterinary 
specialities to be consulted by medical 
doctors. Animal research has provided 
a background for a considerable part of 
the body of knowledge of human medi­
cine. 

Still others become teachers, often 
combining research and teaching. A ma­
jority of established veterinary offices 
act as part-time teachers, taking 
veterinary students as interns during the 
summer months to give them act 1 ex­
perience in diagnosis and treatment. 

Many states require updating of know­
ledge in one form or another, such as at­
tending seminars. 

Some of the state veterinary associa­
tions sponsor annual conventions at 
which seminars discussing new 
research data, new methods of treat­
ment and newly available medicines. 

The Kentucky Veterinary Medical 
Association sponsors such an annual 
convention, called the Mid-America 
Veterinary Conference. Held this year 
Oct. 5 through Oct. 8 at the Hurstborne 
Lane Ramada Convention Center in 
Louisville, the event attracts out-of-state 
veterinarians in addition to a large 
number of Kentucky veterinarians. 

Tltis years session features seminars 
in three areas: Small Animal Treatment 
and Surgery, Food Animal Treatment 
and Surgery and Horse. Dr. Kenneth 
Braun, of the University of Florida, and 
Dr. Steve Henry, a practitioner from 
Abilene, Kansas, will conduct the Food 
Animal seminars on a variety of topics 
ranging from integrated health care for 
dairy herds to veterinary technicians. 

Dr. Ray Dillon, Auburn University, 
and Dr. Richard Ford, North Carolina 
State University, will lead the Small 
Animal sessions. Topics range from 
feline leukemia to heartworm diagnosis 
and treatment. 

Several speakers are scheduled for 
the equine seminar, including Dr. Paul 
Thorpe, Dr. Norman Rantannen, Dr. 
Doug Byers, Dr. Rick Redden, Dr. 
David Fishback, Dr. Kirk Shiner, Dr. 
Jim Smith, all of Lexington, Dr. Michael 
McDonald, Kentucky State Veterinari­
an, and Dr. David Powell and Dr. Ed 
Churchill. Topics there range from pre­
purchase examinations to international 
movement of horses. 

Speaker for the banquet is nationally­
known author, poet and radio speaker 
Dr. Baxter Black. He is a highly com­
petent veterinarian who writes the syn­
dicated column "On The Edge of Com­
mon Sense," who produces the syn­
dicated radio program "Cowboys and 
Sourdough" and has published four 
volumes of cowboy poetry.

Questions, Answers 
Q--Are children of deceased veterans 

eligible for GI home loans from the VA? 
A--Children of deceased veterans are 

not eligible for a GI home loan. 
Q--When I recently applied for a VA 

guaranteed home loan I was advised it 
could not be processed until I repaid an 
outstanding debt for VA educational 
assistance. Is this correct? 

A--Yes It is the VA policy to reconcile 
all outstanding debts to the U.S. Govern­
ment prior to approving a home loan 
application. 

Q--I have been participating in the 
work-study program but circumstances 
have forced me to withdraw from 
school. How can I satisfy my obligation 
on the remaining hours of the work­
study contract? 

A--You can work the remaining hours 
for which you received advance 
payment. 

Q--I receive an annual clothing 
allowance from the VA. Has it 
increased? 

A--As of December 1, 1984, the annual 
special clothing allowance for veterans 
with a service connected disability re­
quiring use of prosthetic or orthopedic 
appliances was $349. 

Q--If I purchase a home using my GI 
guaranteed loan benefit am I obligated 
to live in the home? 

A--Yes. An eligible veteran must cer­
tify that he or she intends to occupy the 
home as his or her principal residence. 

Q--Are dividends from insurance 
policies counted as income when quali­
fying for the Veterans Administration 
pension program? 

A--Yes. Dividends from commercial 
life insurance policies must be reported 
as income under the VA's nonservice­
connected disability pension program.

Forgery Allegations 
Against Clerk Told 
County Attorney 
Says Armstrong 
Statenient Due 

An explanation is due from 
Attorney General David Arm­
strong, Floyd County Attorney 
Arnold Turner, Jr. said yester­
day <Tuesday), as to why 
allegations of forgery against 
County Clerk Carla Boyd were 
never presented to the grand 
jury that indicted 16 people, in­
cluding five county officials, 
last December. 

The fact that the 18-month state police 
investigation that led to the indictments 
also resulted in 174 allegations of forgery 
against Mrs. Boyd was revealed Tues­
day in a news story by Lexington 
Herald-Leader reporter Lee Mueller. 

According to the story, case records 
indicate that between 1980 and 1982, 
when Boyd was deputy clerk under her 
uncle, the late C. Ollie Robinson, she 
allegedly conspired with him to 
defraud the state and county of 
funds by typing fictitious 
receipts for truck registration 
payments. The state Transportation 
Cabinet last month asserted a $319,000 
claim against Robinson's estate for 
registration fees it never received from 
the Floyd clerk's office. 

Investigators said Boyd ad­
mitted typing the false receipts, 
sometimes at a rate of seven or 
eight a day, explaining that "it 
was her duty to do as she was in­
structed.'' The clerk's office was clos­
ed here Tuesday-"due to a death in an 
employee's family," according to a sign 
on the door. 

County Attorney Turner, 
whose request in March, 1983led to the 
state police probe of Floyd county 
finances, said he was ''surprised, 
number one, that there is some 
substance, possibly, to the 
rumors (of wrongdoing on 
Boyd's part) and, number two, 
that it wasn't presented to the 
grand jury.'' 

"If they have any evidence 
that would have been sufficient 
in their judgment to win aver­
dict of guilt, it ought to have 
been presented, " said Turner, 
who added that he intended to 
find out why it was not 
presented and whether a grand 
jury might yet get to review the 
evidence. "It seems peculiar if 
they have a signed admission 

but did not introduce it," the 
county attorney said. 

"The bottom line is, only one man can 
explain it-Armstrong-and he needs to 
do it,'' Turner said. Armstrong failed to 
return a reporter's call Tuesday. 

Phillip Damron, attorney for some of 
those indicted in December, told Mueller 
he was not surprised that the material 
was not submitted to the grand jury. 
Damron charged that the "special pro­
secutors had targeted specific in­
dividuals for prosecution while willful­
ly omitting others" and that "the 
primary purpose of the original indict­
ments was to influence the May 
elections." 

"All I can say is that my request (for 
an investigation) was not politically 
motivated-it was made two years 
before the primary-but, as to how it 
was handled by the state police, the 
attorney-general or the com­
monwealth's attorney, I can't answer 
for them," Turner said in reply to 
Damron's charge. 

But sources close to the state police in­
vestigation let him know, when the in­
dictments were handed down in 
December, that they were "not totally 
happy" with the way prosecutors had 
presented evidence to the grand jury, 
Turner said. 

"This was one of the hardest in­
vestigations they ever worked in eastern 
Kentucky. They felt they had hundreds 
of counts, involving many other in­
dividuals (than those actually indicted), 
that could have resulted in indict­
ments," said Turner, who added that he 
did not know if Boyd was one of those to 
whom the investigators were referring. 
"They felt they had a lot of information 
that didn't go anywhere." 

In typical cases cited by in­
vestigators, an individual or 
firm registering a truck in the 
clerk's office might have paid a 
$200 fee and, months later, Boyd 
would type and sign a phony 
license receipt indicating they 
had paid only $50. The case 
against her was listed as closed 
on March 18, however, "due to 
a lack of prosecution.". 

In a development that he said was 
unrelated to the report of allegations 
against Boyd, Floyd Republican Chair­
man Ronald Frasure announced Tues­
day that Ray Dempsey, Republican can­
didate for clerk in November's general 
election, had withdrawn on account of 
failing health and that the Republican 
executive committee will meet shortly 
to name another candidate. 

Dempsey, a retired miner and 
preacher, lives at Weeksbury. He 
tendered his resignation a week ago, 
Frasure said. Asked whether he thought 
this week's revelations concerning Boyd 
enhanced the Republican candidate's 
chances in November, Frasure said, 
"We think our overall chances are good 
regardless-but it certainly won't hurt.

"The Times Of Harvey Milk" 
To Air In November On KET 

The career and assassination of one of 
the nation's first elected officials to ad· 
mit openly to his homosexuality is trac· 
ed on "Non-Fiction Television: The 
Times of Harvey Milk," airing Wednes­
day, November 13, at 9:00p.m. on KET. 

In November, 1977, after several un­
successful bids for political office, 
Harvey Milk, 47, was elected to San 
Francisco's Board of Supervisors. Back· 
ed by a coalition of gay people, labor 
unions, minorities, neighborhood people, 
and the elderly, Milk became Califor­
nia's first openly gay elected official. 

This 1984 Academy Award-winning 
documentary includes interviews with 
co-workers, friends, and political allies 
of Milk's, as well as footage of Diane 
Feinstein, then president of the Board of 
Supervisors, announcing on November 
27, 1978, that both Mayor George 
Moscone and Supervisor Harvey Milk 
had been shot and killed in their offices 
by City Supervisor Dan White. 

The drama involving Milk, Moscone, 
and White developed after the defeat of 
a proposed controversial state bill which 
pitted San Francisco's gay community 
and straight conservatives against each 
other. The proposed "Brigg's Amend· 
ment" would have banned gays and gay 
rights advocates from teaching in 
California's schools. Milk and White, a 
former policeman and fireman, divided 
sharply on this issue. 

White resigned from his post four days 
after the bill was defeated, but five days 
later announced he had changed his 
mind. On the day Moscone was to of­
ficially deny White's request for 
reinstatment, White climbed through a 
City Hall basement window to avoid 
metal detectors, went to Moscone's of­
fice and shot the Mayor three times, and 
then went to Milk's office and shot him 
eight times. 

Interviews and news footage show the 
anger which propelled a night of riots 
following White's sentencing to seven 
years imprisonment for involuntary 
manslaughter on a diminished capaci· 
ty plea. 

"The Times of Harvey Milk" receiv· 
ed the 1984 Academy Award for Best 
Feature Documentary, and the New 
York Film Critics Circle Award for Best 
Documentary in 1984.

EVA

A year ago EVA-Equine Viral 

Arteritis-was diagnosed at a Central 
Kentucky breeding farm and rapidly 
became a source of concern for horse 
farmers throughout the state. 

This year, no clinical cases of EVA 
were reported. 

A vaccination program developed and 
administered by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Agriculture seems responsible 
for the rapid control of what could have 
been a financially distressing epidemic. 

EVA is an acutely contagious viral 
disease which causes swelling of the 
legs, fever, skin rash and· nasal 
discharge and which may cause preg­
nant mares to abort between the 159th 
and 225th day of pregnancy. Some 
statistics indicate that as many as 80 
percent of infected mares will abort 
their offspring. Severity of the sickness 
varies from individual to .individual, 
however EVA is capable of causing 
death. In any event, it is an important 
threat to the horse industry in this state. 

Apparently it is spread by contact 
with body secretions from animals 
which "shed" the disease. 

When EVA was diagnosed at one farm 
in May, 1984, the Department of Agricul­
ture and concerned veterinarians 
responded quickly and found the virus 
present on 42 other farms. Lab tests in­
dicated that nine stallions were shedding 
the virus. 

An experimental vaccine was quick­
ly developed and tested. Some 2,300 
horses were ultimately vaccinated and 
the vaccine became commercially 
available in February of this year under 
a conditional license from the Food and 
Drug administration. 

In December of 1984, blood samples 
were collected from 668 thoroughbred 
stallions in Kentucky and these reveal­
ed five more stallions shedding the 
virus, for a total of 14. Fifty-two other 
stallions showed positive blood tests but 
were not shedding the virus. 

Once the vaccine was commercially 
available, it was recommended that all 
stallions not showing EVA in their blood 
tests be vaccinated. Most were, more 
than 500 receiving the vaccine before the 
breeding season. 

Mares bred to stallions which had 
positive blood tests but were not known 
to be shedding the disease were tested 
for EVA at regular intervals after 
breeding. 

Shedding stallions were isolated from 
other stallions and mares bred to them 
were vaccinated 21 days prior to 
breeding. All breeding by shedders was 
under direct supervision of Department 
of Agriculture personnel. 

These mares were then quarantined 
after breeding and the vans in which 
they were transported sanitized after 
each use. 

The control measures may seem 
drastic, but what was at stake was the 
breeding industry in Kentucky through 
the rapid spread of a highly contagious 
virus. While mortality is generally low 
in mature horses, the loss of a substan­
tial number of foals through abortion 
could have dealt a staggering blow to the 
horse farmer. 

Instead, the outbreak was promptly 
brought under control with a minimal 
loss. 

The moral to the story is simple. 

Kentucky's veterinarians are well 
qualified to dea1 with diseases not com­
monly diagnosed and Kentucky's 
research facilities equipped to move 
quickly into emergency situations. 
Cooperative efforts between the horse 
farmers themselves and the Depart­
ment of Agriculture furnished the 
logistics by which the disease could be 
identified, isolated and promptly 
controlled. 

While the Department of Agriculture 
indicates that vaccination of stallions 
might again be necessary in 1986, its per­
sonnel feel that the control efforts have 
been highly successful and that the 
economic impact of what an uncontroll­
ed epidemic of EVA might have done 
has been contained. 

That's another aspect of what your 
veterinarian is trained to consider.

Gov. Collins Orders 
Housing Trust Fund 

Governor Martha Layne Collins ttas 
directed Kentucky Housing Corporation 
CKHC) executive director F . Lynn 
Luallen to form a Housing Trust Fund 
that would finance housing for lower and 
moderate income Kentuckians after 
federal mortgage revenue bonds are 
phased out in 1987. Governor Collins 
made the announcement at the second 
annual Governor's Housing Conference 
in Louisville. 

"Unless we act now, these programs 
simply will not be around, but the need 
among thousands of Kentucky's citizens 
will still be here," stated Governor 
Collins. 

The fund would be created from the 
corporation's surplus fund which now 
contains around $8 million. The surplus 
builds from investment earnings and 
monies remaining after debt service on 
bonds and corporate expenses are paid. 

"With the elimination of tax-exempt 
housing bonds, the Kentucky Housing 
Corporation could find it hard to adhere 
to its mandate of providing housing for 
lower and moderate income Ken­
tuckians," stated Luallen. 

The fund would receive all future 
surplus monies and would be restricted 
to construction and permanent financ­
ing of single-family. and multi-family 
housing. Over the next 21) years the fund 
could generate more than $750,000,000 
and help as many as 20,000 Kentuckians 
find safe, decent and sanitary housing. 

Forests Mean Millions 
For Most Of Kentucky 

LEXINGTON-Forests provide more 
than 20,000 jobs in Kentucky and bring 
an estimated $500 million into the state 
each year. Perhaps even better news is 
the fact that there's plenty of room for 
expansion in the industry. 

"There is the potential for dramatic 
increase in the forest products industry 
in Kentucky. Recent technological 
developments have made the commer­
cial use of Kentucky's hardwoods more 
economically attractive to the furniture 
and homebuilding industries," said John 
R. Shelly, Extension forester in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

October 20-26 is National Forest Pro­
ducts Week, and Shelly said Ken­
tuckians should take a moment to in­
vestigate the opportunities that exist and 
are developing for forest owners. 

"Kentucky has nearly 500,000 in­
dividual forest owners, and the forests 
they own cover almost half the state, 
that's much too large a resource, affec­
ting too many people to allow it to lie 
dormant or unmanaged," Shelly said. 

Recent improvements in technology 
have added value to much of Kentucky's 
forests by enabling manufacturers to 
use small and irregularly shaped trees, 
and the housing industry in Kentucky is 
re-discovering the Yellow poplars that 
were so popular among the state's 
original settlers. 

"In the past, small or irregularly 
shaped trees were of little commercial 
value. But recent improvements in saw 
mill machinery have made the use of 
such trees by the furniture industry 
possible, and there is strong potential for 
their value to increase as a result." 

"In addition, builders are returning to 
Yellow poplar, a tree that thrives in Ken­
tucky, for framing lumber. Its local 
availability avoids the cost of transpor­
tation involved in the traditional use of 
Southern pine which is grown in the Gulf 
states," Shelly said. 

At present builders continue to use 
Southern pine, even in Kentucky, 
because the industry is oriented toward 
the harvesting, milling and marketing 
of it. But softwoods, Southern pine and 
Douglas fir primarily, are being 
harvested at a faster rate than they are 
growing, despite diligent reforestation 
practices by most timber companies. 

"The market for Kentucky timber 
could increase dramatically in the not 
too distant future. The opportunity to be 
part of it is here now," Shelly said.

Even small plots of woodland, 15 or 20 
acres, are well worth the effort 
necessary to manage them, and 
assistance is available from a variety of 
local, state and federal agencies. 

"Those small forests could provide a 
nice supplemental income for many 
farmers. People can get advice and 
assistance from their County Agent, 
from state foresters and from the U.S. 
Forest Service, as well as from us here 
at U.K. The point is that now is the time 
to prepare for the opportunities that will 
arise, and what better time than during 
National Forest Products Week? " Shel­
ly said.

More for You in 1986! 

Kentucky landscapes have suffered 
severely due to weather extremes dur­
ing the past few winters and summers. 
It's one thing if only one small shrub or 
a clump of perennials falls victim, but 
quite another story when major trees or 
mature size foundation shrubs die, leav­
ing large holes in our landscapes. If on­
ly someone would invent an antifreeze 
we could feed our plants to make them 
less susceptible to winter extremes. 

Since no magic elixir has hit the 
market yet, can anything be done? Yes 
and no; it depends on the extremes <too 
cold or too warm, too windy, too dry or 

. too wet) our plants are subjected to. We 
can't make our plants fully winter safe, 
but we can prevent or reduce some of 
'the damage_ 

Considerable damage results from im­
proper cultural procedures or improper 
timing of practices. Plants need to slow 
their growth rate down in fall; therefore, 
nothing should be done to overstimulate 
them. Wait to fertilize trees and shrubs 
until after plants go dormant (use leaf 
drop on deciduous plants as an approx­
imate indication of dormancy) or until 
after the first killmg frost. Wait to put 
on winter mulches that are important 
for water conservation and to moderate 
the soil temperature around shallow­
rooted plants Oike azaleas) until freez­
ing weather has started. The mulching 
practice applies not only to landscape 
and fruit trees and shrubs, but also to 
tender perennial flowers and strawber­
ries. This is especially important for 
plants in containers or raised beds. 

Recent observations indicate that sup­
plemental watering in late summer and 
early fall contributes more to winter sur­
vival than late fall watering. As long as 
three to four inches of rain is received 
per month in late fall, no additional 
watering that could stimulate bud break 
or increase soil temperatures should be 
done. 

A void pruning untilla te fall, at which 
time bl:oken, damaged or diseased bran­
ches should be removed. Remove 
growth that could be broken or pulled off 
by ice or snow loads so that unnecessary 
wounding won't occur. Wait until late 
winter to do growth-directing pruning on 
fruit trees. 

Take great care not to injure the 
trunks of trees with mowing or weed 
trimming tools. Basal wounds made by 
equipment, and also by rodents, can 
serve as starting points for frost cracks 
that can open large wounds in trunks. 
Additional trunk wounds can occur from 
sun scald on thin barked landscape and 
fruit trees. Trunk painting and wrapping 
can reduce the problem. 

With woody and perennial plants 
growing in containers and raised beds, 
more damage can occur because plant 
roots, which are less hardy than stems, 
are more exposed. Pay special attention 
to these areas. If plants seem to be 
repeatedly damaged, consider moving 
them (with the exception of evergreens) 
to more protected locations in late fall 
or early winter. If temperatures or 
moisture levels don't seem to be the 
problems in certain areas, the damag­
ing factor may be strong winds. 

Don't neglect winterizing the lawn. 
Late fall and early winter fertilization 
is important to promote good root 
growth, but at the same time leaf growth 
should be restricted by keeping the lawn 
mowed until top growth stops. Don't let 
the lawn go into the winter too long, or 
under a layer of leaves. 

No matter how careful you are about 
winterizing your lawn, garden and land­
scape, there is no substitute for selecting

Dear Mr. Hillis: 

I have learned recently that the Commission has 
authorized a preliminary investigation into the conduct 
of District Judge Harold Stumbo' of the 31st Judicial 
District, Prestonsburg. If I am correctly advised, 
the matter under study is the Judge's record of dismissals 
and reduction of citations in his c ourt. 

At the putset, let me acknowledge t~at this is not 
a matter in which . a Mernber .. ,of .congress has .any official 
standing. But as a citizen of Eastern Kentucky who has 
long been familiar with Floyd County and its people, I 
would like to submit this letter for the record and for 
the consideration of the Commission in this matter. 

I have knmvn Harold Stumbo all of his life. I kne\ol 
his father; I knew his grandfather; and I know his son 
who presently serves in the Ge neral Assembly of Kentucky. 
My close acquaintance with this family is of more than 
fifty years duration. During all of that time, I have 
never known of any action or suspicion of action that 
\vould compromise the integrity that is their heritage and 
their pride. And I am confident that a fair and thorough 
investigation will prove any suggestion of misconduct on 
the part of Judge Stumbo to be without foundation. 

While I have not been a judge, I have been a County 
attorney and a Commonwealth's attorney, and I know well the 
strong passions and emotions that are aroused in the 
administration of justice. I doubt any plaintiff is ever 
really satisfied when a defendant is released by a judge, 
and the fact that the Commonwealth itself is a plaintiff 
does not alter that basic human reaction. 

More than forty years ago I was severely criticized 
by the local press of that very area because, as Common­
wealth's attorney, I successfully moved the then-circuit 
court for dismissal of dozens of felony cases, many of 
which had been on the docket for more than a decade. I .took 
that step because it was my judgment after investigation 
that those cases could not be successfully prosecuted --
for want of witnesses, for want of provable facts, for 
want of substance, and for any of a dozen other legitimate 
reasons. 

That action of mine back in the late 1930s subsequently 
was viewed by the community as a proper one. It was my 
belief then, and I cling to it now, tha t if a prosecutor 
has a weak or questionable case, he can better spend his 
time and the Commonwealth's money in concentrating on the 
strong cases. 

I believe Judge Stumbo to be an upright and honorable 
mart, a belief backed up by his 18-year record of public 
service among his people~ · He is a decent man and a com­
passionate one. · And if he is accused of dispensing justice 
tempered with mercy, he is following the precepts of a 
higher authority than those frequently cited in the 
judicial process. 

If there is any further information I can add about 
the high character of the Judge and his forebears in 
Eastern Kentucky, I will certainly be p leased to supply it. 
I know that a fair investigation of this matter will result 
in his vindication.

IX. BEHAVIOR CONSEQUENCE CHARTS FOR VIOLATIONS OF 
THE CODE 

Pupils at different ages and grade levels are expected to assume 
varying degrees of responsibility for their actions. Therefore, different 
disciplinary measures have been developed to reflect different levels 
of maturity and self-discipline. Each of the three charts on the follow-
ing pages (elementary, middle, and high school) indicates specific con-
sequences for each specific offense, and the consequences that will oc-
cur if there are repeated violations. 

The following consequence chart is a recommendation indicating 

I specific consequences for each specific offense. However, the chart is 
not intended to be a logical sequential order of consequences. The school 
administrator may decide in a proper manner, which is not arbitrary 
or capricious, as to the consequence for offenses. 

Behavior violations are listed vertically. Disciplinary actions are 
listed horizontally. Disciplinary measures increase in severity from left 
to right on each chart.

In Colder Weather

Tire pressure should be checked when 
the weather turns cooler in the fall and 
winter, the Blue Grass Automobile ClJb 
<AAAJ reported today.

A car's tire pressure decreases as the 
temperature drops, about one pound per 
square inch for each 10 degree Farenheit 
drop in temperature. A tire correctly in­
flated at 70 degrees could be as much as 
five pounds under-inflated at 20 degrees, 
AAA said. 

Tires should be checked often and on­
ly when they are ''cold," preferably 
before the car is driven in the morning 
or driven less than one mile. Tires ex­
pand once they heat up, making the air 
pressure reading inaccurate. 

A common misconception is 
lower tire pressure improves traction 
the snow. Under-inflated tires 
more tread than necessary to come 
to contact with the road, affecting 
cle control and creating excessive drag 
which wastes gasoline and wears out the 
tires. 

Mud and snow tires, marked "MIS" 
on the tire sidewalls, require four more 
pounds of pressure than regular tires. 
Extra tire pressure increases snow tire 
treadlife and improves vehicle handling 
on paved roads. Extra pressure added 
to snow tires must not exceed the tire's 
maximum rated pressure as noted on 
the tire's sidewall and listed in the 
owner's manual. 

Motorists should take the following 
measures to prepare their tires for col­
der weather driving: 

-A void mixing radial and non-radial 
tires. 

-Snow tires can be used on all four 
wheels of rear-wheel drive cars to main­
tain a front-rear traction balance. 

-Snow tires should be mounted on 
front wheels of front-wheel drive cars. 

-Check tire pressure of spare tire 
regularly. 

-Buy and use a good quality tire 
pressure gauge. 

-Never inflate a tire beyond the 
stated maximum load level molded on 
the tire sidewall. 

-Tires should be rotated according to 
the pattern and frequency outlined in the 
owner's manual. 

-Extended highway driving wears 
out snow tires quickly. Remove them 
when winter is over.

Three Floyd county residents, all 
students at Eastern Kentucky Universi­
ty, are currently student teaching at 
various elementary, middle and high 
schools in central and southeastern 
Kentucky. 

Nearly 100 EKU students are gaining 
practical classroom teaching experience 
during the 1985 fall semester, Universi­
ty officials said. 

To become student teachers, students 
must be seniors with overall grade point 
averages of 2.5 (based on a 4.0 scale) . 
They are placed in public schools to 
teach for one semester with the 
guidance of a public school teacher and 
a supervisor, said Dr. David Rush, who 
directs EKU's student teaching 
services.

There IS noth new about the idea 
that the commumty should be involved 
in the schools : PTOs and PT As have 
long provided opportunities for parents 
to work alongside teachers.

The of­
fice will function as a clearinghouse, 
said its director, Ruth Ann Akers, pro­
viding a link between classroom 
teachers and community resources on 
which they can draw for expertise. 

One of the first things the group did, 
after receiving the blessing of the board 
in July, was to poll the school district's 
483 teachers on the kind of help they 
could use. They then got in touch with 
a variety of businesses, professionals, 
civic groups and individuals, with skills 

Pike Couple Sentenced 
For Mailing Obscene Pies 

U.S. Attorney Louis DeFalaise an­
nounced last week that a Pike county 
couple has been sentenced in U.S. 
District Court, Lexington, for mailing 
obscene materials. · 

According to Thomas L. Self, assistant 
U.S. attorney in charge of the case, John 
Brent Elswick, 40, and his wife, Loret­
ta Sue, 40, of the Mullins Addition, 
Pikeville, were sentenced Oct. 19 to 
three months in jail and placed on pro­
bation for an additional30 months, bas­
ed on their pleas of guilty to mailing 
obscene photographs from Kentucky to 
Ohio. 

The Elswicks pleaded guilty on June 
20 to a single charge of violating Section 
1461 of Title 18 of the U.S. Code. On July 
23, District Judge SCott Reed sentenced 
each of them to the maximum possible 
punishment of five years in prison but 
ordered that a psychiatric and psycho­
logical study be completed and that they 
then be returned to court for a review of 
the sentence. Judge Reed reduced their 
sentence to three years' imprisonment 
but ordered that this sentence be 
suspended and they were to serve three 
months in jail and be on probation for an 
additional thirty months.

or experience that could fill out or il· 
lustrate a science or home economics or 
history lesson. 

The result is a "resource center," 
staffed by volunteers, who will try to 
match community resource with 
classroom need. "It's meant to be a ser· 
vice to teachers," said Mrs. Akers, who 
presented Supt. Ray Brackett with a 
• 'resource guide,'' listing the vanous 
groups and individuals who have said 
they would be willing to help. "If 
teachers tell us what they're looking for, 
we'll do the leg work for them; we'll fix 
the date and time." 

Even the idea of tapping community 
expertise for help in the classroom is not 
new, noted McDowell Principal Gary 
Frazier. "A lot of schools have been do­
ing this for years, but this makes it so 
much easier," he said. ''In the past, a 
principal has had to go out and hustle on 
his own." 

Frazier is overseeing yet another pro­
ject of the School-Community Partner­
ship Committee, the production of a high 
school literary magazine with the 
assistance of Morehead State Universi­
ty. A graduate of MSU, Frazier said that 
Dr. Marc Glasser faculty sponsor for 
the MSU student magazine Inscape, had 
offered to assist in the production of a 
magazine as a vehicle for student 
writers. 

"I don't know of anything better for 
young writers than the opportunity to 
see their work in print," said Frazier, 
who cited the project as "a good exam­
ple of what school-community partner­
ship is about." 

"Morehead provides time and exper­
tise at no cost to us," he explained, "and 
they get freshman with far better 
writing skills." 

Across Kentucky, school-community 
partnerships are established in 34 school 
districts, said Linda Griffith, who is 
coordinating partnership initiatives for 
the state Department of Education. An 
Appalachian Regional Commission 
grant will be a distributed in the form 
of 16 "minigrants" to foster school­
community partnerships in eastern Ken­
tucky this year, she said. 

"Sometimes we've given the impres­
sion that the schools are off on one side, 
doing their own thing, shrouded in 
mystery,' ' Frazier said. "We want to 
open them up to the community."

On 'Misfits,' Kevin Peter 
Hall doesn't even stand out

Kevin Peter Hall may 
stand out in a crowd - af­
ter all, he's 7 feet 4 inches 
tall- but he's just another 
regular on the new NBC 
series "Misfits of 
Science."

Hall plays Dr. Elvin "EI" 
Lincoln, a scientist who 
created a shrinking serum 
because he was uncom­
fortable with his height. On 
most series, a guy with a 
shrinking concoction 
would stand out, but not 
on "Misfits," whic!1 also 
features characters who 
are capable of turning into 
ice or moving an object 
simply by thinking about it. 

Hall seems quite com­
fortable with his ample 
stature. He even says that 
his 11eight has helped him 
win a few movie roles. He 
quickly admits, however, 
that no dedicated (actor 
wants to make a career of 
playing deformed bears 
(as he did in "The Prophe­
cy") and title roles in mov­
ies like "Monster in the 
Closet." 

"I want to get across the 
idea that big isn't bad," 
Hall says. "I'm a nice guy, 
and I'm happy to be play­
ing a nice guy." 

That his character is 
nice was about all Hall 
knew when he joined the 
Friday night series. He was 
so enthusiastic about the 
role it didn't matter that 
he'd seen no scripts and 
that three of the original 
cast members - Eric 
Christmas, Jennifer 
Holmes and Mickey Jones 
- were being replaced. 

The producers of the se­
ries were equally happy to 
have found Hall. They were 
about to rewrite the role 
because most of the 7-
foot-plus 275-pounders in 
the Hollywood area were 
already employed - by 
the Lakers, Clippers, Raid­
ers or Rams. 

Hall had already gone 
the athletic route. He at­
tended George Washing­
ton University on an ath­
letic scholarship and 
played professional bas­
ketball in Colombia and 
Venezuela. 

But playing with the Lak­
ers or Raiders must have 
seemed like a day at Ma­
libu Beach when Hall got a 
look at the competition 
"Misfits" faces on Friday 
nights: CBS's "Dallas" -
TV's top-rated series -
and ABC's long-running 
sitcoms "Diff'rent 
Strokes" and "Benson." 

"It's possibly the tough­
est spot on the schedule," 
Hall says. "But this show is 
different, and I hope view­
ers are willing to take a 
chance."
