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Dog Nuisance

Things went to the dogs early at Mon 
day night's meeting of Prestonsburg 
City Council. Mrs. Bonnie May. armed 
with taped yelping sessions to back up 
her complaint. pressed the council for 
action against as many as 40 dogs 
which she says disturb the Lancer 
neighborhood until the wee hours and 
use her porch and lawn as a canine 
latrine. 

In addition. she alleged it is now un­
safe for her to walk in the neighbor 
hood. Certain unnamed motorists 
have. at speeds up to 55 m.p.h .. attemp­
ted to sideswipe her and others as they 
walk about the streets. she said 

Animal shelter officials said the 
pound was filled almost to capacity 
and would be unable to accommodate 
the number of dogs of which Mrs May 
complained. Funds are not available 
for picking up strays. the dog warden 
added. In any event. some said. most of 
the dogs in the area are probably own­
ed by residents 

Mayor Ann Latta and council are re­
thinking their dog ordinance in light of 
the complaint and City Manager Fred 
James. City Attorney Larry Brown. 
and Police Chief Stan Fletcher have 
been appointed to study the matter.

For H C' "Huck" Francis. the last 
straw came wh~>n a dinnE-r partner 
commented . gravE-ly and ~ m 
pathetically. "I understand vou're go­
ing out of business." 

The fact. Francis assured his 
guest- and wants to assure everyone 
else-. is that the Francis Store. 
operating in Prestonsburg for 6S vears . 
"intends to be in business for another 
65." 

Nor is his business the only one being 
hurt unfairly. he believes. by recent 
publicity about the closing of several 
downtown stores. "Rumors get around 
because of what has happened in other 
cities:· he said "But wE're alivE' and 
well." 

In fact. he notes. for each of the half­
dozen firms that have left town in the 
last vear or so. at least seven 
businesses- four clothing stores and 
three book stores have opened here 
and a city bank is about to move into 
new. expanded premises. It shows that

president of the Bank Josephine. 
said the banks couldn't afford it 
and. in any event. it wouldn't do 
the merchants much good. 

When the banks abandonpd 
Saturday trading about eight years 
ago. it was only after a studv show­
ed that too few customers were us ­
ing their services to make Satur· 
day hours economical. Fitzpatrick 
said. "We found it a lot more 
economical to provide ATM <auto­
matic teller machinel service 24 
hours a day. seven days a week." 
he said. 

True. an ATM cannot cash vour 
check. but few banks will do that 
today \.\-ithout charging a fee. The 
result is that shoppers increasinglv 
cash their checks at the stores 
where they trade and it makes 
sense for the merchants them 
selves to provide that service. Fit7 
patrick said . "After all. .. he ex 
plained. "if thE>v cash his check. 
they have the first chancE' of sell 
ing him something.''

Seven Treated 
After Contact 
With Rabid Fox 

Seven Floyd countians are being 
treated for rabies after being exposed to 
a gray fox infected with the disease. 

Victims include Prestonsburg police 
officers Mike Meade and Greg Hall, 
Fireman Mike Moore, and Kevin Slone, 
15, a fire department volunteer. Also 
taking treatment for rabies are Mrs . 
Devona Nickles, of East Point, and her 
three-year-old daughter, Gladys. 

The incident began after Indian Hills 
residents reported seeing the fox near 
the apartment complex. Police officers 
were dispatched to the scene. They 
located the animal and called street 
department workers who caught it and 
took it to fire station 1 at city hall. 

With the fox in captivity, firemen con­
tacted Veterinarian Rudolph Ousley, 
who told them that, because of the fox's 
behavior, it was probably rabid . He ask­
ed them to call state wildlife officials for 
instructions on how to deal with the fox. 

In the meantime, Mrs. Nickles, who 
fire officials said worked for a 
veterinarian, was given the animal. She 
took it to Ousley, who declined to ex­
amine it because of the possibility of, 
rabies. A state Fish and Wildlife officer 
was dispatched to the Nickles residence, 
where the animal was destroyed Tesl 
results showed the fox to be infected 
with rabies

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Pupil Test Results Chart 
Progress, Pose Questions 

When it comes to eduration. many 
school administrators and parents now 
appear to have more statistics than 
they know what to do with. With com 
puter printouts spewing out data every 
summer as the result of mandatory 
testing in all grades. educators are 
increasingly asking what the figures 
mean and which numbers matter 
most . 

The number that has most seized the 
public imagination in pa!'\t years-the 
ranking of each school district in the 
state-is one that the Department of 
Education no longer provides. Indeed. 
in response to criticism that the annual 
ranking by district led only to invidious 
comparisons, the General Assemblv 
this year proscribed the practice. · 

"It is not true that 'the 
farther they go, the 
behinder they get.' Test 
scores show that students 
do better the longer they 
are in this school system. ''

Instead. the state's 180 districts are 
now ranked only in 10 groups. or 
deciles. each containing 1 fl districts 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said at a news con­
ference last week that she favored 
ranking each district individually and 
noted that the police of reporting 
district standmgs only by dectles was a 
decision of the legislature. not of her 
department. " I have always been a 
proponent of releasmg as much infor­
mation to the public as possible.'' she 
said. 

In any event. the Lexington Herald­
Leader tabulated the test results. 
yielding a district-by-district ranking. 
For the record. Floyd came in 17flth. 
down from 174th lr.st vear By this 
n·ctt , .g. only Harlan county schools 
<I 79th) and Menifee county <I 80th l Oid 
worse. 

But that figure may not be as sig­
nificant as the finding that Floyd 
students as a whole performed better 
than 52.8 percent of all the students 
nationwide who took the test. Last 
year. they did better than only 47.7 per· 

Getting As Much 
As We Pay For? ... 

One question raised by the new 
educational statistics is to what ex­
tent school administrators and 
teachers can be fairly held respon­
sible for a district's poor test 
results . In order to correct the no­
tion that the schools alone are ac­
countable. the annual report in­
cludes not only test results but a 
variety of factors that are thought 
to have a bearing on the quality of 
education Kentucky students are 
receiving 

These include the amount of 
money spent per pupil. pupil­
teacher ratio. the cost of inst­
ruction. dropout rate. percent of 
poor children in the district. and 
the amount spent on education in 
relation to a district's assessed 
property values-figures designed 
to measure rtot only a district's 
ability. but it's willingness. to pay 
for the education of its students 

When socto-economic indicators 
are taken into account. said Asst 
Supt. Ron Hager. it becomes clear 
that progress in school depends on 
factors that. to some extent. are 
not in the hands of school admin­
istrators or teachers. 

Floyd. for example is in the 
lowest decile on money spent per 
pupil. pupil-teacher ratio. cost per 
pupil for instruction. and atten­
dance rate It is in the second 
lowest decile on percentage of 
economically-deprived students 
and in the amount of community 
support for the schools based on 
the community's ability to pay (as 
measured by assessed property 
valuel. 

By just seeing that their children 
get to school. parents could 
significantly boost funding for in­
struction. which is based on atten­
dance. Hager noted. If the average 
daily attendance of Floyd students 
1 91.4 percentl could be brought up 
to the state average !around 94 
percent\. this district would 
receive an additional $500.000 an­
nually in state revenues for 
teachers. he estimated . 

cent of students nationwide . On this 
scale. 50 represents the national 
average. 

This was the finding emphasized by 
Supt McDonald; that Kentucky 
students again made gams this year 
when compared with their counter­
parts around the nation. This appears 
to be as true. moreover. of Kentucky's 
poorer-scoring eastern counties as it is 
of the rest of the state. 

''The pupils you push 
through become your 
dropouts. Nothing is more 
embarrassing than (to be) 
an eighth-grader who can't 
read.'' 

Could it be true that even the lowest­
scoring Kentucky counties are more 
proficient than the national average? 
Many are skeptical, but McDonald said 
it only shows that educational improve­
ments mandated in recent years by the 
General Assembly are beginning to 
have an effect 

But perhaps the most useful set of 
figures. says Ron Hager. assistant 
superintendent for instruction for 
Floyd schools. is one that is not evident 
if one looks at only the results of a 
single year. To see how well a school 
district is doing in educating its 
students. he said last week, one needs 
to look at how a given grade performs 
from one year to the next. "I'm inter­
ested in looking at trends," he said 

By the Sept. 3 school board meeting. 
Hager said. he hopes to have compiled 
Floyd statistics for the past five years. 
He thinks they will show that, as it 
passes through Floyd schools. a given 
class does progressively better in rela­
tion to the national average as 
measured by standardized tests. 

"It is not true that. as the old saying 
has it, ' the farther they gu. the 
behinder they get.' Test scores show 
that students do better the longer they 
are in this school system," he said . 

One thing that needs to be kept in 
mind by those wishing to make sense of 
the annual test scores. is that the tests 
administered to all students each April

Owners Protest 
Foreclosure Sale 

Although the property did not pass 
from the family, Sterling and Olga 
Ha milton filed an objection in Floyd Cir­
cmt Court this week to the foreclosure 
sale last week of a Mud Creek property 
they owned. 

In the court-ordered sale, Scotty 
Hamilton tendered a $55,000 bid on his 
parents' property. It was the highest bid 
for the tract, which had been appraised 
at $60,000. 

The sale, which was ordered to help 
satisfy a $390,675 debt, followed an un­
successful attempt by the Hamiltons to 
block it, the Teaberry coal operator 
a rguing that the sale should be held up 
at least until he received a full reckon­
ing from the bank. Moreover, no sale of 
his land should be conducted by Master 
Commissioner Marshall Davidson, who 
has conspired with the bank to seize his 
property unlawfully , Hamilton 
contended. 

Pike Circuit Judge Charles Lowe­
who was named special judge in the case 
after Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie Conley, 
a former business partner of 
Hamilton 's , disqualified himself­
declined to halt the sale, however. 

Sale of the property stems from a 
1983 court judgment which found the 
Hamil tons in default on a $606.783 Bank 
Josephine loan. During a 1984 sale. 
Davidson deliberately overstated the 
debt to be satisfied so that no one but 
the bank would bid on the property. the 
Hamiltons have charged. 

In a suit filed earlier this year in U.S. 
D1strict Court. the Hamiltons accuse 
Davidson. the Bank Josephine. bank 
attorney William G. Francis. and their 
own former attorney. Robert E . 
Owens. of Cincinnati. of violating their 
civil rights and federal banking laws. 
of fraud. embezzlement. obstruction of 
justice. and legal malpractice. In an 
Aug. 8. 1984 order. Judge Conley held 
that Davidson should be taken off their 
case. they note 

In addition to the alleged conspiracy 
to seize their property unlawfully. the 
Bank Josephme has refused to give a 
full re.:.~~:oning of their account despite 
many requests to do so. the Hamiltons 
claim. They have reason to believe. 
they say. that the bank has foreclosed 
on various properties of theirs and not 
credited their account with monies 
realized by the sales 

While they have been forced into 
bankruptcy. payments amounting to 
$347.000 have been made to the bank on 
their behalf but never credited to their 
account. the Hamiltons charge 

The initial default judgment award­
ed the bank should be overturned 
because of Judge Conley's earlier 
business relationship with him. 
Hamilton argues. Moreover. he adds. 
he intends to file suit against the Bank 
Josephine as soon as possible for alleg­
ed violations of federal racketeering 
laws. For these reasons. he argues. 
Thursday's scheduled sale should be 
putt off 

Motion for a restraining order to that 
effect has been filed on the Hamiltons' 
behalf by attorneys G. Ray Motsinger. 
of Winston-Salem. N (' . and Robert 
~elvin. of Harlan

While three groups declined in 
relation to the national norm. the 10 
other grades all improved in the se­
cond year. Longitudinal studies would 
demonstrate that. in general. in­
dividual students or groups of students 
fare better the longer they are in Floyd 
schools. Hager believes. 

The fact that Floyd schools still rank 
low by comparison with other Ken­
tucky school districts. Hager argues. 
should not be allowed to mask the fact 
that change is evident here as a result 
of remedial programs and smaller 
class sizes. "It may not look good in 
terms of a district's public image." he 
said, "but it does not mean that pro­
gress isn't being achieved." 

Besides the CTBS. a different set of 
figures is provided by the Kentucky 
Essential Skills Test c KEST). ad­
ministered last April for the second 
consecutive year. The KEST stems 
from legislative mandates to specify 
the skills that Kentucky students are 
expected to master in each grade and 
to design a test to measure how well 
that goal is being met. 

The KEST scores show that higher 
percentages of Kentucky students 
mastered reading and mathematics 
than last year. However. a smaller 
percentage of high school students 
demonstrated mastery in these areas 
than last year . 

As far as Floyd schools are con­
cerned, the test showed that. from the 
second grade on. the percentage of 
students mastering the essential skills 
is not nearly as high in this county as

"Too often, students are 
promoted to grade 2 with­
out mastering the neces­
sary skills. If promotion 
criteria are strictly ad­
hered to, we should expecte 
to see more students re­
tained at the primary 
levels.'' 

That problem is addressed by a rec­
nent change in board policy. which in­
structs first-grade teachers on the 
criteria they are to use in promoting 
students. One yardstick is that pupils • 
will have mastered at least 80 percent 
of the math and reading sills required 
for their grade. 

Strict adherence to that policy would 
mean significantly higher retention 
rates in first grade. but it would also 
help forestall a situation that is now on­
ly too common-the promotion of 
students to upper grades who do not 
have the ability to read their text­
books-Hager argues. 

Insisting that pupils in the lower • 
grades be held back until they master 
the required skills could also do much 
to reduce the district's high dropout 
rate. Hager said. "The pupils you push 
through become your dropouts.'' he 
said ''Nothing is more embarrassing 
than an eighth-grader who can't read." 

The scores of children tested in April 
are now in the hands of classroom 
teachers. They yield an individual pro­
file-showing the child's speci fie 
strengths and weaknesses-as a guide • 
for the teacher. Parents are invited to 
make an appointment with the teacher, 
Hager said, to go over their children's 
results.

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Span Approaches 
Continue To Irk 
Abbott Residents 

Chief District Highway Engineer Kir­
by !son, Jr. met with Rep. Greg Stum­
bo, Sen. David Lemaster and a handful 
of concerned Abbott Creek residents 
yesterday at the site of the new Cliff 
Bridge construction, to discuss the con­
troversial approaches to the span. 

When the bridge opens in about four 
months, lson insists that the approx­
imately 500 feet of visibility motorists at 
that intersection will have will provide 
for safe travel there. He said that will 
eliminate the problems which now exist 
because of a small mountain of rock left 
at the site when the approaches were 
constructed. 

The Abbott Creek residents-among 
them Thomas Hereford, Jr., who has 
emerged as their spokesman, and 
Delmas Saunders, longtime resident of 
that section-weren't notably impress­
ed with Ison's comments, as they 
reiterated their desire that the obstruc­
tion be removed. Sen. Lemaster agreed 
with the residents that the new angle 
wouldn't completely eliminate danger 
there, saying that a small blind spot 
along 1428 will still be caused by a cor­
ner of the rock. Though Lemaster sug­
gested that the corner be removed, !son 
countered that such a procedure would 
cost almost as much as removing the en­
tire rock, which he estimated at $150,000. 

Tentative plans call for existing 1427 
to be closed in conjunction with the con­
struction of new U.S. 23, which will sever 
1427 at the area known as Persimmon 
Point. If this happens, plans call for a 
new KY 1427 to be constructed, running 
roughly parallel to the old road. This 
would eliminate most of the traffic 
which now uses the present intersection 
and, said !son, ease danger there. Such 
construction is at best several years 
away. Rep. Stumbo asked lson to check 
into the feasibility of both removing the 
obstruction and building an underpass 
at the juncture of 1427 and U.S. 23 to help 
make both intersections safer. 

While Ison agreed that an underpass 
there would be desirable, he said that it 
would be difficult to obtain approval 
from the state highway department. 
Ison said he would meet with Bob 
Capito, head of the state highway 
department, and with Transportation 
Secretary C. Leslie Dawson to discuss 
the project. 

A public hearing will be held after 
maps have been completed outlining 
tentative plans for road construction in 
the Abbott Creek area. Interested par­
ties may voice concerns and offer more 
suggestions then, said Ison. 

Lemaster said that, while he was 
pleased that dialog is still open between 
the principals in the controversy, he is 
not completely happy with progress 
made thus far. He said he was disap­
pointed that a letter he sent to Gov. Mar­
tha Layne Collins several weeks ago 
outlining the problem was never 
acknowledged.

Use of Cocaine And "Crack" 
Said Increasing In Kentucky 

In mid-May of last year Andy, 23, of a 
central Kentucky community, got high 
on cocaine. It may or may not have been 
Andy's first lime 1t was definitely his 
last. 

A few hours later, Andy (a ficti tious 
name> became a statistic-Kentucky's 
most recent death due to an accidental 
overdose of cocaine. 

In Kentucky, liquor has long been the 
main drug of use and abuse. Marijuana 
came on the scene in the late '60s . The 
fad drug of the '80s has been cocaine. 
And now cocaine has produced an 
offspring-"crack." 

"Cocaine gained it's reputation as a 
'glamour drug', one which is used most· 
ly by rich people." said Mike Townsend, 
director of the Division of Substance 
Abuse in the Department for Mental 
Health and Mental Retardation Ser­
vices. "It's popularity has increased on­
ly in the past few years, despite the fact 
it has been around for more than a 
century. 

"Cocaine use in Kentucky has taken 
an upward swing in recent months,·· he 
continued. "because the eradication of 
many marijuana fields has forced the 
price of pot higher. Cocaine, on the other 
hand, is becoming more plentiful a nd 
cheaper. Add those facts to the reality 
that cocaine creates more psychological 
dependence than any other drug, and it's 
easy to understand why the drug is fast 
becoming a problem." 

Because of its inland location, se of 
the drug in Kentucky hasn't been as 
prevalent as on the coasts. where it is 
much more available, according to 
Diane Hague. director of the Jefferson 
Alcohol and Drug Abuse Center. 

That is changing. 
"We've seen a gradual increase in 

people seeking treatment for cocaine 
abuse over the past two years," Hague 
said. "During that time. the number of 
people seeking treatment here has 
grown 600 percent, but that is mislead­
ing simply because of the small 
numbers involved. 

which offer education. treatment and 
referral services by trained profes­
sionals. 

The substance abuse division also 
operates the Drug Information Service 
for Kentucky (DISK). DISK provides in­
formation about drug and alcohol abuse 
through brochures. referrals for treat­
ment services, resource guides. reading 
lists and a monthlv newsletter. The ser­
vice can be reached by calling toll-free 
1-800·432-9337. 

In 1985, the unemployment rate for

··crack is the most addictive drug we 
know of, producing a more intense high 
and a quicker dependency than any 
other," Townsend said. "Because the 
cost is only $5 to $10 per dose, it is easi­
ly affordable.

State Medicaid Review 
Contract Is Approved 

Averting a possible interruption in ser­
vice, Cabinet for Human Resources of­
ficials recently signed a contract with a 
Carmel, Ind., corporation to review ad­
missions and medical care provided by 

.ospitals and nursing homes under Ken­
tucky's Medicaid program. 

Human Resources Secretary AI 
Austin announced that the process of 
monitoring hospital and nursing home 
admissions charged to the state 
Medicaid progi"am will be done by In­
diana Peer Review Inc. (PEER VIEW>. 
The one-year contract for $1.: million 
was effective August 4. 

Kentucky was forced to seek a new 
Medicaid review organization after last 

onth 's cancellation of the existing con­
tract for the work to be performed by the 
Kentucky Peer Review Organization 
( KPRO l. KPRO sought release from its 
$2.7 million Medicaid review contract 
a fter losing a similar federal Medicare 
claim review contract. 

"We are confident that the review pro­
cess will continue with few noticeable 
changes and without any decline in the 
quality of service provided," Austin 
aid. "PEERVIEW has established a 
ood track record in Indiana and has 

satisfied all the requirements to obtain 
contracts for federal Medicare claim 
reviews in both states." 

Austin noted that the frequency of 
hospital and nursing home monitoring 
by PEER VIEW will be substantially the 
same as in the past. Those reviews, by 
PEER VIEW medical personnel, involve 
determining patient care needs or the 
necessity of admission to a hospital or 

nursing home. All negative decisions 
v PEER VIEW are reviewed and acted 

u{>on by the cabinet's Department for 
Medicaid Services. 

On Thursday. July 31, Medicaid Ser­
vices commissioner Hughes Walker 
traveled to Atlanta to discuss the pro­
posed PEERVIEW contract. Regional 
officials of the federal Health Care 
Financing Administration authorized 
the department to proceed with the pro­
posed contract between Kentucky and 

EERVIEW at that time. 
·•under this agreement, the federal 

government pays 75 percent of the 
review contract, because PEERVIEW 
is also the agenc)- designated for 
Medicare review," Walker said. 
" Although there were other firms in­
stead, the proposal by PEERVIEW 
meets our needs and saves the Medicaid 
program about a million dollars over the 
previous contract." 

The contract calls for PEER VIEW to

Coyote numbers have been growing 
steadily across the South in recent years 
and are becoming a concern for 
livestock producers. In Mississippi, 
where the growth of the coyote popula­
tion is probably four or five years ahead 
of what is happening in Kentucky, fewer 
than 500 coyotes were killed in 1976. But 
by 1981 annual kills in the state had ex­
ceeded 5,300. 

Coyotes are opportunistic and highly 
adaptive. Some people might even say 
they are lazy in their hunting habits. 
They will go for the easiest meal 
available. They'll eat most fruits, fawns, 
hogs, a variety of small mammals, 
goats, sheep, calves and watermelons. 
This characteristic makes doubtful tales 
of coyotes running down and killing full 
grown cattle or deer. 

"It just isn't likely that they'd go to the 
trouble, in the first place, and they do not 
hunt in packs in the second place," 
Huegel said. 

But the canny canines will attack 
sheep. 

"Sheep are an easy target for coyotes. 
A coyote can almost scare a sheep to 
death and can certainly kill it with a 
minimum of effort. Sheep producers, 
and those contemplating entering the 
sheep business, should be aware of the 
dangers of coyote predation and be 
prepared to take steps to eliminate it," 
Huegel said. 

The first step in controlling coyotes is 
being sure that coyotes are the problem. 
Kentucky as a whole has a problem with 
dogs that are allowed to roam at will. 
The manner of attack and residue left 
by dogs are different from that of 
coyotes. 

"Coyotes generally kill only one 
animal per trip, with bites to the head

or throat. Coyotes kill to eat and they 
will consume all or part of the carcass, 
starting with the large internal organs 
and moving to the hams. 

"Dogs usually kill several animals 
and often maim animals. leaving them 
to die of trauma. Dog attacks usually are 
directed at the animal's hindquarters. 
And dogs frequently seem to kill for 
sport, they almost never feed on the car­
cass," Huegel said. 

Mistaking dog damage for coyote 
damage can result in a futile effort to kill 
coyotes and that can be counterpro­
ductive. 

"To begin with, you are not likely to 
be able to significantly reduce a coyote 
population by hunting or trapping. 
Coyotes are simply too clever. Out west 
people have been trying for a hundred 
years to exterminate coyotes. Those ef­
forts have been futile . 

"The second concern is that in killing 
coyotes indiscriminately you may be 
removing the wrong animals. Most 
coyotes do not feed on livestock. Even 
if you're sure your livestock was killed 
by coyotes you need to kill the coyote 
that is doing the killing, not just any 
coyote you can get at. That approach 
could leave you worse off than before by 
remt'ving the non-livestock-killing 
coyotes from the population while leav· 
ing the guilty animals free to flourish 
without mating or ranging competitio~ 
from the other coyotes," Huegel said. 

Farmers who suspect coyotes have 
been in among their sheep, calves, or 
watermelon patches should contact their 
county Extension office for assistance in 
determining if coyotes are the culprits 
and what steps can be taken to control 
the animals.

Usually at this time of the year 

e\er~ one has either a television set or 
radw close by in an effort to follow 
baseball's pennant races but for those 
fans who enjoy the excitement of a tough 
race, this season's final month may 
prove to be a big disappointment. 

Due to a shortage of power and pitch­
ing most teams have already eliminated 
themselves from this year's playoff 
races. On the other hand, certain teams 
have combined what the others are 
missing to deny most divisions a class1c 
battle to the end. 

However, almost 40 games remain in 
this 1986 season and many possibilities 
can become fact which would make for 
a closer than present finish.

The victory over Chicago brought Cin­
cinnati to within one game of second 
place but eight behind front running 
Houston. The Reds and Astros have a 
total of five games remaining with each 
other and if Cincinnati can beat up on 
Pittsburgh, St. Louis, and Chicago dur­
ing the next 10 games then those early 
September games with Houston could 
have a bearing on who the best of the 
west will be. 

There is no doubt on who is the best 
in the cast because the New York Mets 
haYc beaten up on everyone. New York 
has put together one of the best seasons 
in recent memory but without any pres­
sure on them the Mets could become too 
relaxed and allow a playoff sneak up. 

The only actual divisional battle going 
on is in the AL west where California 
and Texas are doing battle for that top 
spot. These two teams will go head to 
head seven more times during the mid­
dle of next month and this race could end 
then. F'rom now to then someone else 
could sneak into the race and while the 
Angels and Rangers are whipping up on 
each other Kansas City or maybe 
Chicago could walk away smiling. 

:\Ieanwhile, the Boston Red Sox are 
maintaining their healthy lead in the 
east Boston has developed a reputation 
of squandering big leads when Septem­
ber sets in. This time may be Boston's 
time because the Red Sox went through 
a losing stretch recently but nobody took 
advantage of it. 

When a team has starting pitching 
likened to Roger Clemmons, Oil Can 
Boyd, and Tom Seaver and you don't 
capitalize on every opportunity you may 
just be watchmg when the middle of Oc­
tober rolls around. 

With a comfortable lead Boston will 
more than likely take top honors in the 
east. One major reason has already 
been mentioned, the starting pitching. 
It is highly unlikely Boston will lose 
several games in a row because if Clem­
mons can't stop the skid Boyd can. 

Other than New York, Boston is the 
team most likely to hang on. The Red 
Sox are the front running dog with lots 
of room to run while the rest of the pack 
is trying desperately to catch u~, only, 
to trip over each other and slowmg the 
pack, space. 

The team most likely to fall is the 
Houston Astros The Astros have ex­
perienced a season similar to St. Louis ' 
last year when every member of the 
team has their best possible output m 
one season. 

Somewhere during a 162 game year a 
team has to suffer a tail spin and 
Houston's is yet to come. With Mike 
Scott around such an event could be 
avoided but here's telling you it will hap­
pen but the question remains, can or will 
anyone take advantage of it? 

Cincinnati is playing the best baseball 
of their season and if they can put 
together· a major winning streak over 
the next two weeks then they may be in 
a position to challenge the Astros . 

Many classic comebacks have been 
staged in September but if some teams 
don't make their move soon the season 
could be over before September gets 
here. 

Even if the heated late summer races 
don't develop this season will long be 
remembered by baseball partisans.

When the season began I said the Reds 
would win the western division and I will 
stay with that thought until the numbers 
tell me differently. Watch closely as Cin­
cinnati rolls off about ten in a row and 
Houston wilts under the pressure.

Bobcat Scrimmage Unveils Potent 
Offense, Strong Run Defense 
If what the Betsy Layne Bobcats 

showed promise of Friday night holds 
true during the course of this season 
Bobcat football fans could very well be 
in for an exciting and successful year. 

In the contest with AA power MC 
Napier, which was scheduled to be Bet­
sy Layne's season opener, the Bobcats 
introduced an explosive offense which 
has the potential to score from any posi­
tion on the field. 

Led by southpaw quarterback Bud 
Newsome, the Betsy Layne offense 
threw almost at will against MC Napier, 
connecting on several big yardage pass 
plays. 

On the second play from scrimmage 
Newsome hit wingback John Bush for a 
gain of 52 yeards and after a holding call 
Newsome countered with a scoring toss 
to end Matt Conn which covered 18 
yards. The Betsy Layne drive started on 
the1r own 40 and four plays and 1: 24later 
the Bobcats were celebrating Conn's 
touchdown catch. 

In the course of the 18 minute scrim­
mage, Betsy Layne's passing attack 
compiled a total 125 yards. Newsome 
completed four of his five passing at­
tempts with one touchdown. The strong 
armed quarterback divided his comple­
tions evenly between Bush and Conn 
with the latter gaining 38 yards on his 
two receptions while Bush finished with 

87 yards. 
"I thought Bud threw the ball well," 

Coach Jack Hall said. "He is a veteran 
now and we're expecting a lot of leader­
ship from him and I think Bud will give 
us that." 

Although the Betsy Layne Bobcats 
were effective in throwing the ball they 
were just as ineffective in defending 
against the same play, the pass. 

Bobcat defenders surrendered 157 
yards through the air on seven comple­
tions in 10 attempts. The Bobcats inabili­
ty to shut down MC Napier's passing 
game concerned Coach Hall but Betsy 
Layne probably won't face any better 
quarterback/ receiving combination 
than they did Friday night says Jack 
Hall.

Many football people have selected 
Betsy Layne to possibly supply Paints­
ville with their toughest sub-district 
competition but Coach Hall says his 

team's goal isn't to capture a district 
title. 

"Even if we were lucky enough to beat 
Paintsville then we would have to con­
tend with Pikeville so you know what an 
obstacle we are facing,'' Coach Hall 
pointed out. "Our main goal isn't to win 
the district. Our main goal is to have the • 
first winning season in this school's 
history." 

In the trial run Friday night Betsy 
Layne did show weaknesses in some in­
stances, evidence enough was their 
three turnovers, and although his team 
isn't at the lofty level Coach Hall is striv­
ing for he is pleased with his team's im­
provement from a year ago. 

''We're not exactly where I would like 
for us to be but with our talent we may 
be as far as we can be at this time," Hall 
said.

Kentucky Afield ... 

Sq~irrel Season Opens 
With Marked Increase 

Squirrel season opened in Kentucky 
with a marked increase in hunter suc­
cess compared to 1985, according to in­
formation collected by the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources from 
regional law enforcement supervisors in 
an informal telephone survey. 

Over the weekend of August 16-17, 
2,153 hunters were checked by conser­
vation officers in 112 of the state's 120 
counties. Results showed that 3,006 
squirrels had been taken, with 115 
hunters bagging their daily limit of six 
squirrels. Compared with 1985, only 18 
more hunters were checked, but 216 
more squirrels were taken this year. 

Hunters in the eastern part of the state 
enjoyed particularly better success than 
in 1985, with district nine doubling m 
hunter success ratios and district seven 
tripling its average number of squirrels 
taken per hunter. However, squirrel 
numbers are still reported below 
average in this part of the state. 

It should be noted, however, that 
hunters in district two were hampered 
by a one-inch rain on opening day, which 
affected hunting in these counties some­
what. District one, which is the far 
western part of Kentucky, reported of 
the total818 hunters checked, 69limited 
out with six squirrels in a day's time. 
Compared with 1985, this more than 
doubled the 34 of 843 hunters in district 
one who took limits last year. 

This year's survey reflects the con­
tinuous climb for the last four years for 
squirrel hunter success in Kentucky. 
The actuall.39 squirrel per hunter ratio 
for 1986 is only .02 off the highest ratio 
during the 1980's, which was 1.41 in 1982. 
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Bassin' With The Pros ... 

Turning A Kid Onto Fishing 
By THEY FOERSTEH 

Whether you've ever noticed them or 
not. their little round eyes often follow 
your every move. If they get a chance, 
they tag along after you as you walk 
away from your boat. Their smiles say 
"Please mister!" 

Yep, most kids are infatuated with 
fishing and the fancy boats bass fisher­
man are sometimes known for. You can 
almost read the wishes on their cherub 
cheeks as a smile breaks them in an~ 
ticipation of just the slighest recognition 
by you Most kids want to catch fish and 
most adults would like to teach them 
The trouble is most adults don't know 
how to properly introduce youngsters to 
the sport. With National Hunting and 
Fishing Day sneaking up on us in 
September, this week's column will give 
"Bassin' with the Pros'' readers a jump 
on taking a kid out fishing. 

The most common thing to do is to go 
after a species that's not difficult to 

· catch," suggests Randy File, Johnson 
Pro Staff member. "Go after anything 
that you can have action with. If you hve 
on a lake that you can catch white bass , 
or even if it's brim, choose something 
that will hold his attention and keep him 
excited.'' 

Even though there might be lots of ex­
citement, don't venture off onto a three­
hour fishing trip, warns Ken Cook, Evin­
rude Pro Staff member. 

"The biggest mistake that I see is tak­
ing a child on trips that are too compli­
cated, too long. Keep it simple, follow 
the KISS <Keep It Simple Stupid> 
method. Take a kid for an hour or 30 
minutes, or until he loses interest. Don't 
try to keep him trapped in a bass boat 
to try and catch bass. I can tell you that 
from experience I turned my oldest son 
off to it because of that; it was kind of 
a negative experience, but it is a point 
which should be well taken. 

"Careful introduction is probably the 
key to it," Cook emphasizes, "a little bit 
at a time until he has some success. And 
if he gets bored don't hold his feet to the 
fire. He's going to lose interest anyway 
after just so many minutes whether he's 
successful or not. It's best that after he's 
had a little bit of success he can lose in­
terest and then he'll go back to it some­
time with a positive attitude." 

Randy ;File also hammers home the 

point in making this outing a positive ex­
perience for all concerned. 

"The other thing that I would stress­
not only with children but with beginning 
fishermen-is not to try to judge the day 
by what you necessarily have in the live 
well or have caught. Rather, judge it by 
the enjoyment of the whole atmosphere 
and the challenge of fishing. If we're not 
careful, we start children out and things 
are so competitive for them that they 
sometimes miss the true meaning of en­
joying a day of fishing." 

Ken Cook gives us some tips on the 
equipment to start young children out 
on: 

"Probably the best thing for a kid to 
start fishing with is a cane pole, line and 
sinker. That's it. When I started fishing 
with my boy, the first fish he caught was 
on a basic old cane pole. That's the best 
way to go until the kid's old enough to 
have enough dexterity to use a rod and 
reel. 

"The next logical step, when the kid 
is three or four years old, is a push­
button reel and spim~ast road, one with 
small dimensions, obviously. It's impor­
tant to keep some quality aspect into the 
thing so it does function properly 
because he'll quickly get discouraged if 
he gets in a mess. 

"I think a lot of people make the 
mistake of getting a pole that's two-feet 
long. It's very difficult to use a short rod. 
I would say a four- or five-foot rod is 
much more appropriate. 

"I'm talking bait fishing at three and 

four years old, where they'll be watching 
a bobber," Cook continues. "I don't 
think that you can introduce a child to 
lures until they get to be five or six. I 
think by the time a child's six years 
old-if he's shown the interest in the 
more sophisticated techniques, and he 
has enough dexterity to learn the use of 
a baitcasting reel-he can learn pretty 
quickly. He can learn the mechanics of 
casting in just a few minutes. At six 
years old they can do that especially if 
they have an interest in using artificial 
lures. And, of course. they should still be 
allowed to throw a bobber if they want 
to."

• wildlife foods. Sole said the 1986 season 
should prove to be a good one for the 
bushytail hunter, as a result of the good 
availability of food and relatively mild 
winter experienced generally statewide 
in 1985. 

If we can't help you, nobody can. 

Sole said some parts of Eastern and 
Western Kentucky did not suffer as 
severe frosts as did the central regions 
of the state, and thus have better mast 
crops this season. The two districts, 
found at either extreme end of the state, 
show increases in numbers of squirrels 
'as a direct correlation to nut production 
in those areas. 

The 1986 mast crop report has not been 
completed to date, but Sole says from 
most indications the crop will not be as 
good as in 1985, due to late frosts earlier 
this year. The increased numbers of 
squirrels harvested and reported in the 
survey, though, bore out his expecta­
tions for this season based on last year's 
data. 

The actual ratio of squirrels per 
hunter for 1986 is 1.4, compared with 1.3 
in 1985 and 1.2 in 1984. All but one district 
reported increases in numbers taken, 
with the exception of district two in the 
western portion of the state, where the 

. squirrel/hunter ratio was off .5 percent 
from last year.

BARKLEY: Black bass were taking 
plastic worms and crank baits fished 
over drop-offs in 5-12 feet of water: cat­
fish were hitting cut bait and minnows 
still fished over river banks 5-35 feet 
deep; clear, stable at two feet below 
summer pool and 84 degrees. 

BARREN: Crappie were hitting min­
nows fished 12-18 feet deep over brush 
piles; bluegill were hitting crickets and 
worms off steep banks 6-12 feet deep; in 
the tailwaters, crappie were taken mm­
nows, and some hybrid rockfish were 
hitting topwater lures during early 
morning hours, clear, stable at summer 
pool and 82 degrees. 

NOLIN: Black bass were hitting 
plastic worms at night off steep points 
and drop-offs in 8-12 feet of water; crap­
pie were taking minnows around stick­
ups and over submerged cover; some 
walleye were being taken by trolling 
deep runners: clear, stable at summer 
pool and 81 degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Crappie were taking 
minnows still fished over submerged 
cover about 15 feet deep; black bass 
were hitting crank baits and plastic 
worms off rocky points in 5-10 feet of 
water; clear, stable at summer. pool and 
81 degrees. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Black bass were 
taking crank baits and plastic worms 
over drop-offs; bluegill were biting 
worms or crickets near shallow banks; 
murky, one-half foot below summer pool 
and 82 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Catfish were taking 
cut baits over river channels; bass were 
hitting plastic worms off rocky points at 
night; clear to muddy, falling, 18 feet 
below summer pool. 

GREEN RIVER: Crappie were hit­
ting minnows around drop-offs and 
submerged tree tops in 18-20 feet of 
water; muskie were being taken on spin­
ners and deep runners over the river 
beds; clear, falling slowly, one-half foot 
below summer pool and 81 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND: Bluegill were hit­
ting crickets and meal worms over 
submerged tree tops in 4-10 feet of 
water; black bass were being caught on 
crawfish off deep rocky points 10.20 feet 
of water; clear, falling, 21 feet below 
s,ummer pool and 82 degrees. 

DALE HOLLOW: Black bass were 
taking plastic worms off deep banks; 
bluegill were biting worms and crickets 
still fished off deep banks and over 
submerged cover; clear, stable, at one 
foot below summer pool and 86 degrees. 

LAUREL: Trout were taking corn and 
cheese along steep. rocky cliffs in 20 to 
25 feet of water, bluegill were hitting 
worms and crickets over brush piles 6-12 
feet deep; clear, stable, eight feet below 
summer pool and 82 degrees. 

CAVE RUN: Muskie were hitting 
deep running crank baits near cove 
ends; bass were active at night on 
plastic worms along the banks in 5-10 
feet of water; clear, falling, one foot 
below summer pool and 80 degrees. 

PAINTSVILLE: Trout were hitting 
wax worms at night over creek channels 
in 20-25 feet of water; bluegill were tak­
ing nightcrawlers over rocky banks 5-6 
feet deep; clear, falling slowly, three 
feet below summer pool and 80 degrees. 

BUCKHORN: Crappie were hitting 
crank baits trolled 10-12 feet deep over 
old river channels; bluegill were being 
caught on worms and crickets fished 6-10 
feet deep over beds: clear, falling, 4- 1 2 

feet below summer pool and 82 degrees. 
GRAYSON: Catfish were being 

caught using cut bait on trotlines set in 
coves and along the shoreline in 4-6 feet 
of water; black bass were hitting plastic 
worms and crank baits cast about 3-5 
feet deep over mud flats; clear, stable, 
one foot below summer pool and 78 
degrees.

Randy Fite, member of the Johnson 
Pro Staff, emphasizes the basics: 

"We've gotten off into a vast array of 
color selections, lure selections, and this 
and that. Buck Perry is kind of an idol 
of mine and it's his philosophy-of which 
I am a very firm believer-to go back 
to the basics. In other words, don't be 
confused about how fast I should 
retrieve this, should I jerk it or twitch 
it, or this or that. Use water tempera­
ture, the time of year, and how active 
the bass are. Let the bass tell you how 
to work the bait, in other words." 

If you take a minute to think about 
lure action, you'll realize that the 
retrieve is important in enticing the bass 
into action, of triggering its predatory 
response. 

"One of my theories-although I can't 
prove it yet-is that largemouth bass, 
being a predator fish, are hyped up with 
the predator reflex," Cook relates. "One 
of the things that triggers that reflex is 
their hearing, their lateral line hearing 
system, and their sonar ranging device. 
It's such a key to trigger that predatorial 
response that the sound the bait makes 
can or cannot elicit that predatory 
reflex. I think the steady retrieve does 
not lend itself to triggering that response 
as well or as often as stop-and-go 
retrieve." 

In addition to the stop-and-go retrieve, 
there are two other styles the successful 
angler utilizes: very, very fast and very, 
very slow. 

"That's because of the way bass eat," 
Ken Cook explains. ''The very fast 
retrieve tends to trigger that predatory 
response. A very, very slow retrieve­
say with a top water bait like a 
Zaraspook or plastic worm fishing on the 
bottom-gives bass in a neutral feeding 
mood the opportunity to go through his 
series of stretch-and-yawn motions due 
to feeding behavior rather than the 
predatory reflex strike. Retrieving very 
slow gives the bass the opportunity to 
complete those movements before the 
bait gets away." 

If you're working the lure fairly fast 
without getting any action. Randy Fite 
suggests it may be one of two things: 
"Either the water is colder than you an­
ticipated, which makes a bass a little 
more immobile, or perhaps because of 
weather conditions (such as high at­
mospheric pressure) the fish are a lit­
tle more inactive.''

One ot the provisions of the 1983 Social 
Security Amendments gradually in­
creases the age at which people can get 
unreduced retirement benefits from 65 
to 67. This change will be implemented 
between the years 2000 and 2022. 
However, reduced benefits will continue 
to be available as early as age 62, but at 
a lower rate. This change in the law was 
prompted in part by the longer life span 
enjoyed by many Americans. 

The 65-year-old person today is much 
different from his or her counterpart of 
50 years ago when the Social Security 
Act became law. Today, the average 
65-year-old man bas a life expectancy of 
13 years, and the average 65-year-old 
woman has a life expectancy of 17 years. 
Men and women 75 years old have a life 
expectancy of 9 and 12 years, respective­
ly. Furthermore, it is estimated that by 
the year 2030, 18 percent of the popula-

Social Security is financed on a pay­
as-you-go basis. This means that Social 
Security taxes paid by today's workers 
are used to pay today's beneficiaries. 
The longer life span means that today's 
beneficiaries will receive payments over 
a longer period of time. 

The extension of the retirement age 
for unreduced benefits from 65 to 67 is 
an effort to msure financial stability. It 
also recognizes that old age is not a 
disease and does not in itself indicate 
disability. In fact, there is increasing 
recognition that continued activity can 
actually retard the aging process and 
that removing the older person from the 
work force may accelerate it. 

This provision of the Social Security 
Amendments of 1983 is one more indica­
tion of the program's ability to adapt to 
society's changing needs.

off?' " Elson recalls. "I 
said, 'Of course they can 
come off for a network se­
ries.' But as I got further 
into the auditions and the 
call backs, Bernie Brill­
stein - he's the executive 
producer - said, 'I love 
the braces. Gotta keep 
'em.'" 

Most people would 

guess that the most diffi­
cult part of Elson's new job 
would be playing to the 
not-exactly-human Alf 
(who has been given a big 
buildup on NBC's pre-sea­
son commercials). 

"I thought it was going 
to be difficult," she says. "I 
thought, 'How am I going 
to keep a straight face and 
talk to this thing?' But it's 
amazing. His eyes are so 
expressive, and he always 
looks like he's listening to 
you. Some actors will be 
looking around during 
your lines, but not Alt. He'll 
be looking right at you and 
listening to what you're 
saying." 

Elson's own favorite ac­
tor is Audrey Hepburn. 
"She's my idol," she says. 
"I've been watching all her 
old movies: 'Breakfast at 
Tiffany's,' 'Sabrina.' She's 
fantastic.'' 

As for television: "I love 
the NBC lineup," she says 
loyally. " 'The Cosby 
Show,' 'Family Ties' and 
'Cheers.' I also love 'Eight 
Is Enough' reruns and 'The 
Brady Bunch.' I hate to say 
it, but I never miss it." 

Being on television isn't 
an ordinary childhood ac­
tivity, but Elson takes her 
responsibilities as a televi­
sion star seriously. In fact, 
she's still feeling guilty 
about some unanswered 
fan mail from her "Whiz 
Kids" days. "I always try to 
answer my letters," she 
says. "But when we moved 
from New York to LA, a 
whole stack of letters got 
lost in the shuffle. I feel so 
bad about it. I hope that I'll 
have the chance to make 
up for that during 'Alt.' "

Local Officials 
Urged To Watch 
Water Supplies 

The Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection Cabinet today 
declared a statewidP water shortage 
watch primarily for water supply 
systems that depend on small streams 
and have limited storage capacity 

The watch advises local officials to 
carefully monitor their water supply and 
be prepared to take necessary action if 
conditions worsen. The Water Shortage 
Response Plan. which has been sent to 
water systems statewide. outlines steps 
a community should take to handle 
water shortages. It contains instructions 
for mea;:;uring water supplies and pro­
jecting demands, and for voluntary and 
mandatory conservation practices. The 
plan gives detailed guidance to com­
munities. However, local communities 
must decide when to act and what steps 
to take based on local information such 
as the source of their water supply, the 
severity of the shortage in relation to the 
demand, and the size of their storage 
capacity .

The watch was recommended by the 
Drought Monitoring Task Force, a 
group of water resource scientists and 
managers who advise the Division of 
Water The Division's Water Shortage 
Response Plan. developed this summer, 
calls for a watch to be issued whenever 
the task force determines that a water 
shortage potential exists, based on their 
review of the rainfall levels, reservoir 
levels, stream flow and soil moisture. 

According to the task force, the watch 
should remain in effect throughout 
August unless there is rainfall 
significantly above average, which is not 
expected since August is historically a 
dry weather period

The recommendation from Ken­
tucky's task force reported that the 
water situation is most serious in the 
southeastern part of the state. Eastern 
Ke!_ltucky is in the extreme range of the 
Palmer Drought Index, a measure of 
soil moisture. 

Don Harker, director of the Division 
of Water, said operators of public and 
private water supplies should monitor 
water levels throughout August. "If 
there is the slightest indication of poten­
tial shortages or if communities have 
had shortages in the past, they should 
prepare to manage their water use to 
conserve," said Harker. ·'Local officials 
should follow the instructions in the 
Water Shortage Response Plan and call 
the D1vision of Water if they need fur­
ther help. ' '

RABBITS

They don't get the publicity that dogs 

and cats rece1ve, but rabbits are fre 
quently kept as pets by Kentuckians and 
are far from being rare either as pets or 
as commercial breeding enterprises. 

If you're one of those who wants to 
have an Easter Bunny all year long, 
some tips are in order. 

Rabbits are best kept in individual 
pens, cages or hutches. Your 
veterinarian, perhaps your pet store, 
can tell you how to build one. Some pro­
tection from cold winds is necessary. 

Rabbit pellets, available from feed 
dealers. are the most often used feed. 
They prov1de a balanced diet with all the 
needed nutrients. 

Supplements are probably necessary 
if fresh feeds are used, including garden 
vegetables and weeds. Such feeds should 
be introduced slowly, to prevent 
digestive trouble and illness. 

Rabbits enjoy a manger or rack fill­
ed with hay, but be sure it is kept fresh 
and does not become moldy. 

Salt isp necessity and should be kept 
available at all times, along with a con­
stant supply of fresh water. 

If possible, rabbits will consume a por 
tion of their night feces. This is not a 
symptom of nutritional deficiency but is 
a natural occurrence by which they ob· 
tain Vitamin B. If the bottom of the cage 
is wire and the rabbit doesn't have ac­
cess to his droppings, a Vitamin B Com­
plex supplement will be necessary, in 
addition to the pellets. 

Rabbits should not be bred until they 
have reached adult size, judging by 
weight of the adult female of the par­
ticular breed. 

Do not pick up the rabbit by the ears 
Small rabbits are most easily carried by 
grasping them firmly over the loins 
Larger rabbits are most easily carried 
by grasping the skin over the shoulders 
with one hand, and supporting the hind 
legs with the other. 

Don't pick up a rabbit as you would a 
puppy, by lifting under its front legs 
You'll likely get kicked. 

Your veterinarian is expert in rabbit 
care. He's been trained in nutrition, in 
disease prevention and cure, in housing 
and in breeding techniques.

"Teach me to read" is the wish, want 
and need of 23 million functionally il· 
literate Americans who cannot read a 
street sign, understand medicine bottle 
directions or write a letter. On Wednes 
day, September 17, KET will present 
two speciab which take a frank look at 
and offer solutions to America ·s hidden 
problem, adult illiteracy.
