Superintendent Ray Brackett said 
last week that a study of the available 
sites is still under way; the board has 
as yet made no decision about asking 
the state for a change in the current 
site.

Volunteers Work Hard 
To Clean Up Shelter 

A concerted clean-up effort was begun 
Saturday at the animal shelter on the old 
Middle Creek Road. 

Members of the Dewey Dam Dog and 
Cat Protection Society, which has been 
awarded a temporary lease on the 
building by the city of Prestonsburg, 
worked from about 9 a.m. till 5 p.m. 
cleaning various stalls of animal waste 
and other debris. Reportedly, the 
premises had gone so long without be­
ing cleaned that hay in several of the 
stalls was infested with maggots. 

The shelter has been without hot 
water, a telephone or electricity for 
several months. In a deep-freeze not 
working for lack of electricity 
DDD&CPS workers found badly decom­
posed remains of several animals. A pile 
of bones and fur was found behind the 
shelter. 

One reason the shelter had not been 
cleaned recently, said Lisa Barber, 
a member of the DDD&CPS, is that all 
drains had been stopped up, resulting in 
dirty, maggot-infested water standing in 

them. The drains were cleared by a ci­
ty firetruck, and the septic tank was 
flushed. 

In addition to cleaning up inside, 
DDD&CPS members mowed the lawn 
and cut weeds. They also dipped the 
pups and adults dogs at the shelter and 
washed the kittens. 

The shelter will not accept any 
animals this week, as it will not Pe decid­
ed who will be awarded a $10,000 coun­
ty contract to help cover operational ex­
penses until Friday's meeting of the 
fiscal court. Among those hoping to be 
awarded the contract are Frank 
MuHins, who took over for former 
overseer Curtis Hughes after Hughes 
stepped down several weeks ago; Ron 
Shepherd, a Sally Stephens Branch resi­
dent whose stepson had been assisting 
Mullins, and the DDD&CPS. 

Today through Friday, animals may 
be adopted at no cost. There are present­
ly 21 pups, 20 adult dogs, 6 cats and 27 
kittens there. 

Charles-Harkins 
Case Held Flawed 
By Instructions 

A Floyd Circuit Court judgment held 
up by an attorney last year as an exam· 
pie for small property owners who 
think they might have a claim on the 
coal under their land was revfi!Oled Fri· 
day by the state appeals court and sent 
back to the lower court for a new trial. 

The judgment won by Landon and 
Nellie Charles affirmed that, when Ed­
ward Harris bought a 119-acre tract on 
Corn Fork from his uncle. John W. 
Harris, on March 10, 1900, he thought 
he was buying the mineral as well as 
the surface rights. 

That point had been disputed by a 
phalanx of lawyers for Harkins 
Minerals Associates, Inc .. who held 
that John Harris had sold the same 
minerals to Walter Scott Harkins 
under a broadform deed in 1893 and 
that Edward Harris should have been 
aware of the fact. 

The Floyd jury took less than 20 
minutes to find, on February 13 last 
year, that "when he purchased the pro- · 
perty, CEdwardJ Harris had no know­
ledge of any prior conveyances" and 
that. consequently, the oil and gas 
rights on the property belonged to the 
Charleses, who bought the place from 
Harris's son, Russell Harris, in 1967 

But the Kentucky Court of Appeals 
held that jury members may have been 
biased by an instruction given by the 
judge immediately before their 
deliberation, Circuit Judge Hollie Con· 
ley telling them it was up to Harkins 
Mineral Associates to show that Ed­
ward Harris should have known about 
the earlier deed. The appeals court 
held the judge should not have indic­
a ted that one side rather than the other 
had the burden of proof.

Shocked by the drowning of nearly 300 
young children each year in residential 
swimming pools and spas. government 
safety experts are warning parents and 
pool owners to maintain constant, alert 
supervision of children in and around 
pools and spas. 

According to the U.S. Consumer Pro­
duvt Safety Commission, lack of cons­
tant supervision is one of the reasons 
why drowning is the fourth leading 
cause of death to children under five 
years of age. The agency said that of the 
600 drownings in residential pools in 
1982, nearly 300 were to children under 
five, and almost one th1rd were children 
below two years of age. Another 3,000 
children under five were involved in 
submersion accidents, some resulting in 
permanent brain damage. 

"It is vital that parents and caretakers 
be aware of steps they can take now to 
help reduce the high number of annual

Continual super­
visiOn of children around swimming 
pools and spas is critical. .. 

CPSC offered the following safety 
precautiOns for parents and pool 
owners: 

*Never leave a child unsupervised 
near a pool. Be certain that children do 
not have access to the pool area through 
an open gate, open door or through an 
open window. Fence in the pool area 
completely, and install self-closing and 
self-locking gates. Latches should be 
located out of reach of young children 

"'Flotation devices are not a substitute 
for adult supervision. Don't consider 
children "drown proof" because they 
have had swimming lessons. They 
should be supervised at all times. 

Keep toys and other objects attrac­
tive to children away from the pool area 
because a child playing with such toys 
could accidentally fall into the water. 

*Never use a pool with the cover part­
ly in place. Children could become en­
trapped under the cover. 

*With above-ground pools, remove the 
la rge steps leading to the pool whenever 
the pool is not being used. 

*Do not leave children unsupervised 
a round a pool. A portable phone near the 
pool area should be considered during 
the outdoor pool season. 

*Finally, learn how to perform cardio­
pulmonary resuscitation <CPRJ in the 
event of a pool emergency. Never 
a ssume the victim is dead. 

" We must all be alert to the dangers 
associated with pools and spas, and be 
sure we are prepared to handle an 
emergency should a drowning accident 
occur," Commissioner Dawson added.

Remission and survival 
rate for acute myelogenous leukemia 
are improving as a result of new 
therapies "In 1967, only 16 adult sur 
vivors of leukemia could be found 
worldwide," according to Jerry Weaks, 
Chapter President. "Now, according to 
a number of recent reports, at least one 
out of four adult acute leukemia patients 
go into remission and achteve long-term 
survival considered to be cured." Ma­
jor treatment centers are reporting a 
majority of acute myelogenous 
leukemia patients, 50 to 80 percent, have 
experienced remission of their disease 
for three years.

Another plus, accordmg to Griffith, is 
that admissons officials from various 
medical schools are brought to the cam· 
pus to talk with the students about what 
schools are looking for in applicants 
"We also get to visit medical schools 
each year," she added. 

Griffith said she believed her pro 
lessors at MSU had given her a good, 
solid background for medical school 
"I've had excellent professors and you 
could ask them any question. They were 
always there." 

The academic advisors really look at 
student academic backgrounds and try 
to place them at the appropriate level, 
according to Dr. Saxon. "Some students 
are ready for calculus as their first col­
lege math course, while others will 
benefit more by taking basic math 
first," he said. 

''Our low faculty·student ratio-both 
on the introductory and upper division 
levels-permits a great deal of personal 
interaction," Dr. Saxon said. "And that 
being there for the student is so very im­
portant, especially for freshmen and 
sophomores," he added. The basic 
biology curriculum-an essential part of 
the pre-professional programs­
currently is undergoing revisions . "We 
try to make it as up-to-date as possible, 
so that it provides the students the pro­
per background," he said

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Moreover, the appeals court ruled, 
the standard of proof exacted by the 
judge was too high. Conley instructed 
the jurors that, to find for the mineral 
company, they should be persuaded that 
Harkins offered "substantial proof" 
that Harns should have known about the 
earlier deed.

One 
student made charts to teach a diet to 
a non-reader. The others designed diets 
for patients with specific medical 
conditions. 

This experience was one of several 
community outreach experiences the 
students have had in various health 
settings.

Cookouts Cost More 
For Backyard Chef 

Backyard barbecues got more expen­
sive during June as retail price in­
creases for pork and chicken pushed the 
average cost of food in Kentucky super­
markets up by slightly more than one 
percentage point, according to Kentucky 
Farm Bureau's marketbasket survey. 

The hike brought the statewide 
marketbasket index up to $58.37, from 
the May Figure of $57.75 and $57.19 in 
April. It also marked the second c 
secutive monthly increase measured 
the survey. The last time that occurred 
was August 1984. 

Analysts said that lower herd 
numbers and peak summertime de­
mand combined last month to boost live 
hog and poultry prices, which in turn 
caused the retail tabs to climb. Pork 
cuts jumped 7.8 percent during June 
while poultry items averaged 10.3 per­
cent more despite slightly lower prices 
for eggs. 

Other food categories in the surv 
were less volatile. Beef prices stayed 
virtually even during the period, as did 
grain-based foods. Dairy items fell by 
half a percentage point and fruits and 
vegetables were 3 percent lower on the 
basis of reduced prices for fresh 
produce. 

All five pork cuts on the 40-item 
marketbasket survey showed healthy 
price hikes. Loin chops were up by 16 
cents to $2.32 a pound, bacon gained 
cents to $1.81 and ribs, a barbec 
favorite, climbed 17 cents a pound to 
$1.78. 

Poultry showed a similar track, with 
whole fryers up 8 cents a pound to 74 
cents and chicken breasts 21 cents 
higher. costing $1.74 a pound. 

Balancing the marketbasket 
somewhat were dairy and produce items 
which showed price declines Lettuce 
was 'J:7 cents cheaper, at 79 cents a head 
tomatoes were off 7 cents at 89 cen ' 
pound, cheddar cheese dropped 10 t 
$2.69 and ice cream was 10 cents lower, 
averaging $1.56 a half-gallon. 

Looking to the future, most analysts 
say the run-up in prices on hog markets 
has probably peaked, with hogs com­
manding a slightly higher per-pound 
return at present than cattle. Tradi­
tionally. says Kentucky Farm Bureau 
market analyst Jeff Hall, hogs average 
some $10 a hundred cheaper than catt 

But Hall says retail pork prices co 
continue to climb in coming weeks if 
consumer demand for the product 
doesn't fall. Time Jags of about a month 
are normal as price changes work their 
way from commodity markets through 
the food market chain Hall said. 

Morehead claimed the low spot among 
local marketbasket averages with 51.23 
while London checked in with the 
highest figure, 65.52. Overall, volunteers 
working through Kentucky FaJ; 
Bureau Women canvassed retail fo 
pnces in 21 Kentucky communities.

Start Eye Exams 
At An Early Age 

Because eye problems in infants and 
children can go undetected for years 
unless they're caught early, the 
American Academy of Pediatrics' 
( AAP > Committee on Practice and Am­
bulatory Medicine urges parents to 
evaluate a child's eyes, beginning at 
birth. 

An eye examination, checking for 
visual deficiencies and muscle im­
balance, is essential during the first six 
months of life, said Daniel Shea, M.D., 
chairman of the AAP committee. Nearly 
20 percent of the pediatric population 
needs eye glasses. 

The AAP recommends that regular vi­
sion screening begin in the preschool 
years. If undetected, vision problems 
can contribute to poor school perfor­
mance. Initially, parents and physicians 
can spot potential problems by noticing: 

Does the child hold objects unusually 
close to his or her face when trying to 
focus? 

Do the child's eyes appear to cross? 
Is there a family history of eye 

problems? 
By age four , children should have 

their vision tested. To make a younger 
child's first exam easier, parents can 
hold the child in their lap. 

The AAP Committee reports that by 
age five, children should be able to read 
the 20/ 40 line on the Senllen " E " chart. 
If your child's vision is significantly 
weaker in one or both eyes, further ex­
amination is warranted. 

Vision screening and eye examination 
should be performed again between five 
and six years of age, and at periodic in­
tervals thereafter. School-aged children 
should be able to read a majority of the 
20/ 30 line to pass the test, although it 
isn't necessary for them to identify 
every character on a line. 

Nearsightedness is the most common 
eye problem and is correctable with 
glasses. Farsightedness can cause pro­
blems m doing class work, but usually 
doesn't necessitate correction in 
children unless it causes crossed eyes or 
reduced vision.

Nerve Gas Burning 
Termed 'Appalling' 

Attorney General David L. Armstrong 
today said that, after reviewing the 
preliminary report of the U.S. Army 
1ssued July 1. he strongly opposes the 
Army's decision to build an incinerator 
in Madison county to burn obsolete 
chemical agents and munitions which 
have been stored at the Blue Grass Ar­
my Depot for a number of years. 

"I had hoped that the rumors would 
not be true. but apparently the Army 
does intend to build incinerators at eight 
separate sites in the country to burn 
these deadly chemicals and Madiso'n 
county is included in those eight," he 
said. "I find it appalling that the federal 
agency charged with preserving our 
domestic peace has taken a position 
which is causing great unrest in Central 
Kentucky.·· 

Armstrong took issue with the report 
for a number or reasons, but one was the 
failure of the Army to include in the 
report specific information about how 
the incineration would directly affect 
each site. "I wrote to the Army in early 
June asking them to include such infor· 
mation," he said. "I find it incredible 
that, in a country where environmental 
impact statements are required on any 
federal project, the Army would even 
consider burning such dangerous 
materials without completely analyzing 
how this would affect the citizens' health 
and the environment." He added that 
the Army indicates that it will not pro­
vide detailed information about impact 
until after the final report is released in 
December of this year. 

Armstrong also pointed out that the 
Army itself, in the report, lists a number 
of factors which would indicate that the 
Madison county site is not acceptable. 
"The Army admits that Madison coun­
ty is in an area of high population den­
sity, that, in case of an accident, there 
is a higher percentage of elderly and 
young children living in the 'hazardous 
zone,' that more water supplies would 
potentially be affected than any of the 
other sites , and that, again in the case 
of an accident, Madison county has by 
far the greatest number of estimated 
maximum fatalities than at any other 
site,' • he said. 

He added that the report indicates that 
Madison county is the only site in which 
strong citizen opposition had been en­
countered by the Army. "One of my 
main objections is that the Army failed 
to consider other alternatives such as us­
ing more than two of the existing storage 
sites for disposal but less than all of the 
existing eight sites," he said. "Certain­
ly it should be feasible to build three or 
five incinerators " 

Armstrong also criticized the failure 
of the Army to adequately consider 
transportation alternatives, including 
railroad or airlift possibilities, to remove 
the chemicals to other sites for burning 

He said that he is calling on the Army 
to take absolutely no steps in the direc­
tion of an on-site disposal until the final 
environmental impact statement is 
finished in December. "I also ask that 
it include a much more detailed con­
sideration of the alternatives to on-site 
disposal at the Blue Grass Army 
Depot," Armstrong said. "Failure by 
the Army to abide by either of these re­
quests may mean that our office will 
resort to litigation."

There's an adage in the medical pro­

fession that declares "He who has 
himself for a doctor has a fool for a pa­
tient," unless, of course, you're a doc­
tor yourself. Even then, it isn't advised. 

The same dangers exist for people 
who attempt to medicate their small 
animals with people medicine, especial­
ly cats. 

All the emphasis on aspirin-free 
painkillers lately may or may not have 
advantages for people, but if your cat 
seems to be feeling pain and you think 
you can help him with people medicine, 
don't go for any painkiller containing 
acetaminophen. A single extra-strength 
tablet is more than enough to kill your 
cat, by interfering with the ability of the 
red blood cells to carry oxygen. If it 
doesn't kill and is vomited up, even that 
can cause serious damae to the digestive 
tract. Acetaminophen is a no-no for cats. 

As is iboprofen for dogs, except under 
strict supervision. It can lead to severe 
gastrointestinal upsets, including ulcers 
as well a diarrhea. 

Even an overdose of aspirin can kill 
a cat, though it is occasionally used in 
minute doses for specific problems in 
both dogs and cats. Again, it interferes 
with the oxygen-carrying properties of 
the blood, can cause severe anemia and 
respiratory failure. 

Beware of methylene blue when Tab­
by is around. Though it is seldom used 
today, in felines it causes se.vere 
metabolic disturbance. 

Kaolin is another common people 
medicine that must be used with caution 
in small animals. Again, it causes 
metabolic disturbances. 

If your pet gets something in his eye, 
don't go for your own eyedrops. If they 
contain steroids, they can cause an 
overgrowth of bacteria and eventual 
blindness. 

Human sedatives can cause cats to 
become overexcited and human lax­
atives can cause diarrhea and dehydra­
tion in small animals. 

In some instances the chemicals 
themselves are the problem, in others it 
is the dosage level. For example, 
tetracycline is given to both humans and 

'animals-but in vastly different 
dosages. 

So is aspirin used in animals, but not 
in nearly as large a dosage as in people, 
nor as frequently, and certainly not 
routinely. 

The best approach is to call your 
veterinarian, who has pharmacological 
training and can determine which drugs 
are safe and in what quantities and 
frequencies. 

You're gambling when you prescribe 
your own medicine for your small 
animal, and your veterinarian wants 
your pet to bring you happiness, not 
guilt.

Kentucky is home to an estimated 
51,000 youth with emotional or mental 
problems problems which can be eas­
ed, and in some cases corrected, leading 
to a brighter future. 

That's the main goal of the Children 
and Youth Services Branch in the 
Department for Mental Health and Men· 
tal Retardation Services-improving and 
expanding the services available to 
these children and adolescents. 
"In recent years, there has been a grow­
ing awareness, both nationally and in 
Kentucky, that young people with emo­
tional problems are not being adequate· 
ly served," said Commissioner Dennis 
Boyd. "We wanted to make our network 
of servtces for youth the best it can be. 
That's why a separate unit of this 
department was created last year strict­
I) to concentrate on these services for 
childret1" 

To determine what services needed 
more emphasiS, several meetings and 
workshops were held to get input from 
professionals. families and consumers. 
A sun•ey was also conducted statewide 
to determine which services were need­
ed most in each of the state's 14 regional 
mental health centers. 

"What we found was a strong need for 
more famlly·based services and family 
support programs," said directior Jim 
Roberts of the Division of Mental 
Health. "We also determined that day 
treatment and other school-based pro­
grams, respite care and community­
based res1dential services needed to be 
increased · 

In the first nine months for 'the 
Children and Youth Services Branch, 
several new programs have either been 
implemented or funded, according to 
branch manager Margaret Frederick. 

"One of the first tasks we undertook 
was to appoint a children's services 
coordinator for each region," said 
Frederick. "It's important to have at 
least one mental health advocate in each 
region to Identify the gaps and coor· 
dinate implementation of new services. 

Fire Depts. Ask Support 
Thursday, June 26, the Floyd County 

Fire Fighters Association, composed of 
the Allen, Martin, Cow Creek, Maytown, 
Garrett, Wayland, David, Wheelwright, 
Mud Creek, Middle Creek and Southeast 
fire departments, held a special meeting 
at the Garth Vocational School to discuss 
the needs of the volunteer fire depart· 
ments in Floyd county. 

Invitations were extended to the coun­
ty judge, the county magistrates, the 
county D.E.S. officials and all other in­
terested officials. The only elected of­
ficial to attend was the mayor of Mar­
tin, Raymond Griffith. 

Since all of these officials stressed in 
their campaign that one of their primary 
interests was helping the fire depart­
ments, why did no one show up? Is this 
their way of showing how they are go­
ing to help provide us fire protection? 

These firemen receive no pay for their 
time and effort and risk their lives each 
time they go out, so why can't our paid 
officials meet with them and try to help 
them? 

We are inviting these same officials to 
meet with us on August 7, at 7 p.m. at 
the Garth Vocational SchooL We are also 
inviting the news media to meet us at 
this same time. We hope that they will 
at least make an effort to meet with us 
and give us the courtesy of showing 
some interest

We've also conducted depression 
awareness and suicide prevention train· 
ing for teachers, jailers, parents, and 
mental health workers " 

The push to improve children's ser­
vices has resulted in 15 projects in 11 
mental health regions being funded dur· 
ing th1s fiscal year through grants total· 
ing more than $300,000, she added. These 
projects include programs which offer 
family support, counseling and training, 
school-based programs for youth with 
emotional problems and support pro· 
grams for foster and adoptive parents. 

"One requirement for new programs 
is that each one must be coordinated 
through the mental health centers in col­
laboration with another local agency or 
institution which serves children,'' said 
Frederick. "This will help increase 
community-based support for the 
programs." 

Another major goal of the new branch 
is to boost the avail~bility of additional 
services and treatment programs for 
young Kentuckians. These services 
must be balanced between prevention 
and early intervention services for all 
children and those designed to treat 
more seriously disturbed youth. 

"Mental health services should be 
designed to strengthen families and 
keep them intact whenever possible,'' 
said Boyd. "Children should not be plac­
ed in residential programs until every 
effort has been made to work with them 
and their families .'' 

Boyd added that the key to helping 
these children is cooperation. 

"Since no single mental health pro· 
gram can serve all the needs of our 
youth, communities must develop a net­
work of services for children and their 
families," said Boyd. "This network can 
help these young people, while 
strengthening family relationships.' '

"Wildlife Openings" Promise 
Benefits To Animals, Hunters 

In a joint venture by members of the 
Dewey Lake Fish and Game Club and 
officers of the state Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. wildlife 
openings are being created along 
Dewey Lake with a view to improving 
the habitat for deer . turkeys, rabbits 
and quail- and. indirectlv. for local 
hunters as well . · 

Ass1stant District Biolog1st Rich 
Pais said nearly 15 acres have been 
deared for the sowing of winter wheat 
<'rops and about the same ac!'eage is 
yet to be prepared. The purpose of 
diversifying the habitat. he explained. 
is to enable animals to stay well within 
the wildlife management area and not 
to have to roam far and wide in search 
of food 

Specifically. that means reducing 
the number of animals that are forced 
onto stripmine sites whe~e they are 
especially vulnerable to poachers and 
dogs, he said. 

Calling free-roaming dogs "eastern 
Kentucky's biggest wildlife problem by 
far ." Pais said the main threat is not 
from true strays eking out a tenuous 

existence on garbage dumps-dogs 
that are typically much too weak to 
pursue a deer-but well-fed domestic 
dogs chasing deer for sport and well 
able to pursue an animal until it drops 
from exhaustion. 

Enabling deer to feed close by the 
lake gives them ready access to water. 
their main avenue of escape from pur­
suing dogs. Pais said. 

Commenting on the Dewey Lake 
Fish and Game Club's commitment to 
buying and sowing seed for the newly­
cleared wildlife openings, Pais said. "I 
think it's great. You don't see many 
sportsmen's organizations doing this 
kind of thing." 

Also peculiar to this area. said Pais. 
a New Jersey native, is the cooperation 
of animal lovers and sporting organ­
izations in the effort to cope with the 
area's chronic stray-dog problem. a 
joint effort that the fish and wildlife of­
ficer hopes to see strengthened here

Phillips hopes that limiting each 
hunter to one application and assigning 
areas will solve this problem and will 
give those hunters who acutally want to 
hunt on an area the chance to do so. 
Drawings to limit the number of hunters 
are necessary on these areas because 
too many deer hunters could lead to an 
over·harvest of deer, Phillips says .

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Ospreys Return BASSIN' WITH THE PROS 
Resources to restore nesting populations 
of this species to the state. 

Ospreys are large, fish-eating birds of 
prey Once com"mon in Kentucky, they 
were eliminated from the state by 
pesticide poisoning. DDT and similar 
pesticides entered the food chain, con 
centrating in the fish the ospreys ate and 
interfering with the birds' ability to 
utilize calcium. The results were eggs 
with no shells at all, or shells to weak to 
hatch successlully. 

Beginning in 1981, the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources began a 
"hacking" program in an attempt tore· 
introduce these birds to Kentucky. 
Young ospreys were taken from the 
wilds in other states, flown to Kentucky 
and raised in manmade nest platforms. 
Volunteers fed them fish until they were 
fully feathered and capable of flight. 

During their first year. the young 
birds migrate to South America, where 
they spend their first three years . 
Biologists believe that the birds will 
return to the area where they learned to 
fly to build their own nests. 

The ospreys in Livingston county were 
probably stocked at Land Between the 
Lakes in 1983, MacGregory says. Other 
birds were hacked in McCracken coun­
ty in 1984, but it is probably too early for 
these birds to return, according to 
MacGregor. 

Other hacking sites have included 
Franklin, Oldham, Madison and Bullitt 
counties. Since the program began, 60 
young ospreys have been raised in Ken­
tucky. This program, like other 
nongame wildlife projects, is funded by 
voluntary contributions from state in­
come tax refunds. 

Ever wonder why the bass suddenly 
lurw off after you've wrestled and 
released a northern-pike? Do you think 
the fish are getting finicky because they 
no· longer want your lure? Well, the 
answer couid be found in some of the 
odors left behind on your line, lure or

"If you have gasoline on your hands, 
you can transfer that to bait." Linda 
England, Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
member informs us. "Cigarette 
smokers will have a particular odor on 
their hands; any kind of grease, oil or 
sunscreen will transfer to a lure. Also, 
when fish are caught they secrete a 
substance through their skin that's a 
fright substance, and if you handle the 
fish-put it in your live well or release 
it, whatever-you'll get this substance 
on your hands. If you readjust your lure 
or cut and retie your line, you transfer 
this substance to your lure or line. So, 
if you don't cover that up, it will be a 
while before you get another bite." 

It has long been established that bass 
have a keen sense of smell, which they 
use to locate prey, detect predators, 
select mates, and locate certain vegeta­
tion. A bass "smells" through two 
nostrils, located on each side of the 
snout. Water is forced through the 
anterior nostril openings, over sensory 
nerve endings, and out the posterior 
nostril. 

A bass' sense of smell is part of a com­
plicated nervous system, which includ­
es its lateral line nerve system and its 
sense of hearing. Combined, these 
senses allow the bass to pinpoint a prey's 
position and speed. Smell is a "early 

Don't Mow Now, Wildlife Expert Says 
From a quail or rabb1t's point of view, 

now is the worst possible time of the 
year to mow, according to Jeff Sole, the 
wildlife biologist m charge of Kentucky's 
small game programs. 

Quail and rabbits are in the peak of 
their nesting season now, and mowing 
hay fields or weeds will destroy these 
nests . Sole says. 

Sole says that he is receiving reports 
of landowners mowing lands under the 
Conservation Reserve Program. While 
the CRP agreement calls for these lands 
to be maintained, repeated and frequent 
mowings are not required. 

"We're getting reports from Western 
Kentucky of CRP lands being moweC: 
and the landowners commenting that 
it's going to be a good year for quail 
because of all the nests they've 
destroyed," Sole commented. 

While quail will sometimes re-nest if 
the original nest is destroyed, the suc­
cess rate of these later nestings is not 
high. 

"On CRP lands managed for wildlife, 
we recommend a three- to five-year 
mowing schedule," Sole says, "with only 
one-third to one-fifth of the area being 
mowed each year." ·-----...--

Since June a!ld July are the primar­
ly nesting periods for quail and rabbits, 
as well as many other ground-nesting 
species, Sole recommends that mowing 
be delayed until August on fallow lands. 
On hay fields, leaving a strip unmowed 
around the field's border will save many 
nests, since most species choose to build 
nests near woods, fence rows and other 
cover areas. 

Under the Conservation Reserve Pro­
gram, landowners agree to take highly 
erodible acres out of production in 
return fo~annual rental payments from 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture. One 
option for this land is to manage it for 
wildlife, and Sole says the approximate­
ly 800,000 acres available in Kentucky 
can have a significant beneficial impact 
upon wildlife populations. 

While maintenance of these CRP 
acres is required and control of noxious 
weeds is mandatory, regular mowing is 
not necessary and actually defeats the 
purpose of wildlife management, Sole 
says. 

Cool season grasses should be mowed 
in August and cut no shorter than six to 
10 inches, while warm season stands can 
be cut in March or April and left at least 
eight to 12 inches long.

warning" system which works at long 
distances; taste is something the bass 
can only use at close range. 

Bass also have body odors just as 
human beings do. 'This odor helps fish to 
identify their owrrspecies and predators. 
Further, body odor influences the social 
behavior of the school of fish. It is also 
an established fact that the older the 
bass, the more acute its sense of smell 
has become, as the olfactory folds within 
the olfactory organ increase as the bass 
grows in size. 

This keen sense of smell can be utiliz­
ed to the bass fisherman's advantage 
through the proper and effective use of 
bait scents. And the use of these attrac­
tants can mean a big difference in the 
number and size of bass you catch, 

"I use Fish Formula II and Berkley 
Strike," states David Wharton, Johnson 
Outboards Pro Staff member. "I think 
they really make a difference in the 
number of fish that you catch or chances 
to catch fish. I think they will increase 
the number of bites that you will get dur­
ing the day." 

Many bass pros insist that the real at­
traction for bait scents lies in its motiva­
tional properties on inactive fish. 

"I personally feel that they are most 
effective on inactive fish," relates 
England. "They're going to trigger that 
fish to take your lure. I also think-and 
maybe this is a thing that a lot of peo­
ple don't think about-when a fish is 
very active he isn't very discriminating. 
A bait scent on your lure helps an active 
bass choose your particular offering 
rather that something else that may be 
nearby." 

As a rule of thumb, bait scents should 
be applied every 15·20 minutes. Plastic 
lures should be sprayed more often . 
Some pros reapply the bait scent on 
every other cast; however, that frequcn· 
cy is not at all necessary. 

When properly used, bait scents act as 
a screen for repellant odors and also 
stimulate a bass to attack your lure in 
stead of something else or nothing at all . 
The most popular brands include Fish 
Formula II and Berkley Strike. Other 
brands available include Lunker Lotion. 
Mister Twiser Poe-it Potion, Bass-X­
Citer, Gator Bait, Chena Bait, Wh1zkers 
Night Crawler Essence, Blakemore 
Worm Oil, Stanley Jig & Worm Juice 
and Execution Solution. 

The service experts at John~n 
Outboards" and Evinrude Motors• 
recommend that bass boaters and other 
high performance enthusiasts install a 
water pressure gauge on their boat. Out­
boards can lose water pressure if the 
motor is trimmed or raised too high, or 
if the water intake is covered with weeds 
or mud. Loss of water pressure can lead 
to overheating. A water pressure gauge 
gives an earlier warning of trouble than 
an e~gine temperature gauge.

Kentucky Fishing Report 
Light to moderate fishing activity was 

the rule across Kentucky over the 
Fourth of July holiday period covered by 
this report. Bluegill fishing with crickets 
or worms was the best bet statewide, 
with most bass activity now taking place 
early or late in the day or at night. The 
lake-by-lake rundown, as reported by 
conservation officers or creel clerks at 
each lake: 
KENTUCKY: White bass were hitting 
slab spoons and sauger were taking 
crank baits over channel drop offs: clear 
to murky, stable at summer pool and 86 
degrees . 
BARKLEY: White bass were taking 
slab spoons and shallow runners near 
tributary mouths; bluegill were active 
around willow fly hatches and black 
bass were taking plastic worms or crank 
baits along shoreline cover; clear, stable 
at summer pool and 85 degrees. 
BARREN: Bluegill were located off 
steep banks and white bass were hitting 
small spinners cast over mud flats; 
small crappie, catfish and trout were 
biting in the tailwaters; clear. stable at 
summer pool and 87 degrees . 
NOLIN: Black bass were hitting spin­
nerbaits and plastic worms at night off 
steep points : bluegill were located off 
deep rocky banks; trout, catfish and 
bluegill were active in the tail waters ; 
clear, stable at summer pool and 88 
degrees. 
ROUGH RIVER: Bluegill were active 
off deep banks and black bass were tak­
ing plastic worms, crank baits or spin­
ner baits at night off points : clear to 
murky, stable at summer pool and 89 
degrees. 
TAYLORSVrLLE: Black bass were tak­
ing crank baits and plastic worms ov~r 
drop offs ; bluegill were over shallow 
banks; clear to murky, stable at one-half 
foot above summer pool and 84 degrees. 
HERRINGTON : Black bass were tak­
ing crank baits off points; catfish and 
white perch were hitting cut bait fished 
off points; clear, stable, 10 feet below 

summer pool and 80 degrees. 
GREEN RIVER: Bluegill were located 
off rocky banks about 15 feet deep; white 
bass were hi lting spinners in the jumps; 
clear, stable at summer pool and 79 
degrees. 
CUMBERLAND : Bluegill were active 
around brush piles and off gravel banks: 
black bass were taking plastic worms off 
deep rocky points late in the afternoon 
and at night ; clear, falling, 12 feet below 
summer pool and 83 degrees. 
DALE HOLLOW: Bluegill were active 
around submerged cover and black bass 
were hitting plastic worms off deep 
banks ; clear. stable at summer pool and 
86 degrees. 
LAUREL: Trout were hitting worms, 
cheese and corn and white bass were 
taking minnows off deep banks at night; 
clear, falling slowly, five feet below 
power pool and 81 degrees. 
CAVE RUN: Crappie were hitting min­
nows 1Q-30 feet deep around submerged 
cover ; muskies were taking deep run­
ning crank baits over old river channels; 
clear, stable at summer pool and 81 
degrees. 
PAINTSVILLE: Bluegill were active off 
rocky banks around four feet deep ; 
black bass were taking plastic worms off • 
rocky points; clear, falling slowly, four 
feet below summer pool and 82 degrees . • 
BUCKHORN: No report available. 
FISHTRAP; Catfish are taking crawfish 
and nightcrawlers fisMd on the bottom ; • 
bluegill were off steep banks about six 
feet deep: clear, stable at summer pool 
and 84 degrees. 
DEWEY; Bluegill and channel catfish 
were located over creek channels and 
hitting live or organic baits: crappie and 
catfish were being caught in the 
tailwaters , clear to murky, stable at 
summer pool and 80 degrees. 
GRAYSON : Crappie were located 
around submerged cover 6-8 feet deep; 
bluegill were over muddy banks in 4·6 
feet of water: clear, stable at summer 
pool and 82 degrees.

Arleen Sorkin plays 
wacky Calliope to the hilt

"Days of Our Lives" cer­
tainly didn't come up with 
the concept of infusing a 
little comic relief into its 
dally drama to lighten up 
Its story lines, but the 
show's cast Includes one 
of the best oomedy enter­
tainers in the business. 
We're talking, of course, 
about comedian Arleen 
Sorkin, who portrays the 
wacky Calliope Bradford.

Sorkin, who seems to be 
one of the most outgoing 
personalities in the busi­
ness, claims that she was 
once so shy that she didn't 
even consider acting as a 
career goal. 

"Believe It or not, there 
was a time when I was very 
shy," confides Sorkin. "I 
never even thought seri­
ously about performing 
until after I enrolled at Em­
erson College, where I was 
a dance major. Even then, 
1 was uncomfortable, and 
like many dancers I was in­
credibly serious about ev­
erything. One thing I did 
realize was that I had a 
very expressive face, even 
though I could never find 
the proper facial expres­
sion to go with my 

dancing." 
Sorkin's collegiate the­

atrical debut was In a pro­
duction of "Promises, 
Promises," and her role 
convinced her that she 
had a genuine flair for 
comedy. 

"I couldn't believe It," 
recalls Sorkin. "All of a 
sudden, I knew I was com­
fortable wtth that part. I 
was the perfect cheesy 
blonde." 

Sorkin was chosen to 
portray Calliope after she 
met "Days of Our Uvea" 
producer Shelley Curtis 
socially. At the time, Curtis 
told Sorkin of plans to cre­
ate a love Interest for Eu­
gene Bradford (John de 
Lancle), the offbeat char­
acter who eventually be­
came Calliope's husband. 

Despite her one-time 
shyness, Sorkin says, "I'm 
definitely a Calliope type 
today." 

Sorkin's acting credits 
include a long list of ap­
pearances in productions 
such as "The Wall" at 
Washington's Arena Stage 
and the off-Broadway pro­
ductions "Everyman," 
"On with the Stuff" and 
"Trojan Women." She has 
been seen In the feature 
films "Summer Jobs," 
"Cold Feet" and "Trading 
Places." She has guested 
on "Saturday Night Live" 
and still appears whenever 
possible with her own 
comedy group, "The High­
Heeled Women," which 
produced Its own book, 
"From Here to Maternity."

The BOX SEAT 
Baseball's annual All-Star 
Game is steeped in history 
By Marty Linehan 

Tuesday night (July 15, 
ABC) major-league base­
ball will put on its annual 
all-star revue in Houston's 
Astrodome. 

Many years before any-
one had dreamed 
of indoor baseball 
Chicago Tribune sports 
writer Arch Ward had the 
idea of an All-Star Game 
between American League 
and National League stars. 

In 1933, when the Chica­
go World's Fair was grab­
bing the headlines, Ward 
got his idea on the field as 
a World's Fair feature. It 
was called the "Game of 
the Century" (the fair was 
called "The Century of 
Progress"), and tans 
throughout the country se­
lected the teams. 

Babe Ruth, in the twi­
light of his career, led in 
the balloting, and his two­
run homer made the differ­
ence in the game as the 
American League won 4-2. 

The first game was so 
successful that they decid­
ed to make it an annual 
event, and the second All­
Star Game was held in 
New York's Polo Grounds. 
The host New York Giants' 
pitcher Carl Hubbell was 
the star of the game, but 
Hubbell's consecutive 
strikeouts of Babe Ruth, 
Lou Gehrig, Jimmy Foxx, 
AI Simmons and Joe Cro­
nin wasn't enough tor the 
National League, and It 
lost 9-7. 

Ruth and Hubbell were 
just the beginning of a long 
list of players who have ex­
celled when playing 
among the best of their 
peers. Phil Cavaretta of 

the Cubs, for instance, 
reached base five times in 
the 1944 game, and the 
Cardinals' Red Schoen­
dienst's 14th-inning 
homer won the 1950 
game. Pittsburgh's Arky 
Vaughn hit two home runs 
In 1941, but he was over­
shadowed by Ted Wil­
liams' ninth-inning two-out 
game-winning three-run 
clout. 

Philadelphia's Johnny 
Callison won the 1964 
game with a ninth-inning 
home run, Reggie Jack­
son's tremendous homer 
hit the right-field light tow­
er in Detroit's Tiger Stadi­
um and helped the AL win 
in 1971, and more recently 
Gary Carter, when with the 
Expos, hit two home runs 
in the 1981 game. 

The All-Star Games also 
have had a sad side. In 
1937, Dizzy Dean was hit in 
the foot by a line drive off 
Earl Averill's bat, and the 
resulting injury was the be­
ginning of the end tor the 
Hall of Fame lefthander. 
He returned to the mound 
too soon, overcompensat­
ed tor his injured toot, and 
never got his rhythm back. 

The 1970 game in Cin­
cinnati proved to be the 
downfall of Cleveland 
catcher Ray Fosse. He was 
blocking the plate when he 
and Pete Rose collided in 
an All-Star collision that 
left both men hors de com­
bat for a week. Fosse nev­
er regained his major­
league form after that 
game. 

And some people don't 
think the big-leaguers 
really play hard in the All­
Star Game.

Two such yarnspinners, Linda Goss 
and Sandra Pomerantz, will bring the 
art of storytelling to Western Kentucky 
University Friday, July 11, during the 
Fourth Annual Storytelling Conference. 

"Storytelling: The Art of Human Ex­
perience" is the theme of this year's con­
ference sponsored by the department of 
teacher education and it is open to all 
persons interested in the art of 
storytelling. 

Although storytelling is often 
associated with children, Dr. Jefferson 
Caskey, conference coordinator, has 
noticed that storytelling is catching on 
again with the adults. 

"TV has done so much to take away 
from storytelling," says Caskey, who 
also is professor of teacher education at 
WKU. " But I've found that if a person 
can tell a good story, even the adults will 
listen! " he says. 

Regarded by critics as one of the coun­
try's " master yarnspinners.'' Linda 
Goss has become the standard against 
which storytellers today are compared, 
says Caskey. 

Some of her featured performances in­
clude the Corn Island Storytelling 
Festival in Louisville ; the National 
Storytelling Festival in Jonesboro, TN; 
the Clear Water Revival Festival of New 
York State ; the Discovery Theatre of the 
Smithsonian, and she has also been 
featured for three consecutive years at 
the Smithsonian's annual outdoor folk 
festival. 

" Goss is also a talented writer, lec­
turer, and supporter of the folk arts," 
Caskey says. 

Although her traditional storytelling 
is designed to encourage parents to read 
again to their children and to tell them 
stories, she says storytelling should also 
''give people a sense of history and show 
how ancient their culture is and how 
creative and imaginative their people 
are." 

Pomerantz, considered one of the 
outstanding new storytellers on the 
scene, began her career as a librarian 
in Pennsylvania. Last year she was an 
opening performer at the National 
Storytelling Festival held annually in 
Jonesboro, TN. Pomer:1ntz has been on 
sabbatical leave this year studying folk 
arts at WKU and performing and giving 
workshops in the region. 

In addition, Pomerantz is an ac­
complished folk singer, puppeteer, and 
mime. She conducts workshops for 
children and adults on playing and mak­
ing the mountain dulcimer, and she also 
hosted the radio program of folk music 
and lore, "The Front Porch" in 
Philadelphia for three years. 

"We are losing touch with talking to 
each other," Pomerantz says. 
"Storytelling is a way for people to pass 
on their knowledge to other people. "

B1cycles are one of the most hazar· 
dous vehicles on the road today, accllr· 
ding to the Consumer Product Safety 
Commission. 

Dr. Marc Holbrook, emergency 
medicine physician at the University of 
Kentucky Hospital, along with the 
American Academy of Pediatrics' 
<AAP) Committee on Accident and 
Poison Prevention, urges parents and 
pediatricians to take an active role in 
preventing bicycle accidents by 
teaching children proper safety techni­
ques and by changing attitudes toward 
bicycles from that of a toy to that o£ a 
first vehicle. 

hospital emergency rooms in 1985. The 
AAP notes that in 75 percent of motor 
vehicle-bicycle accidents, the bicycle 
rider was responsible. 

The most common cause of death is 
head injury. Ser1ous head injury has 
been reduced in other recreational ac­
tivities such as football and ice hockey 
through the use of protective helmets. 
However, research indicates that 
helmet use among children riding 
bicycles is extremely low. 

As schools let out and the weather gels 
warmer, more and more children will be 
outdoors bicycling. The AAP Committee 
on Accident and Poison Prevention

"Children must be trained to follow 
basic rules of the road," says Holbrook.
