"the new Allen Elementary School. the 
property owners have declared the 
price too low and appraisal of another 
site is now being sought The state 
School Facilities Construction Com­
mission recently gave Floyd school 
authorities an extra eight weeks to pur­
chase a suitable site. No serious work 
can begin on drawing plans as long as 
" the property is in limbo." said ar­
chitect Randy Burchett. When a site is 
chosen. construction drawings could be 
expected to take from 3 1 ~ to 4 12 months 
to complete. he said. 

- Although negotiations for purchase 
of a Goose Creek tract for the con­
solidated Garrett-Wayland school wert> 
said to be "moving along pretty well. .. 
architect Paul Hoffman acknowledged 
that he too has yet to begin drawings 
for the $3.4 million school to be built 
there. 

- With Left Beaver communities still 
deeply divided over the location of a 
consolidated Wheelwright-McDowell 
high school. "the odds are better than 
even that Casey or Woodford county is 

going to end up with the $4.4 million" 
set aside for that school. said architect 
Ellis . 

While Ellis has done preliminary 
drawings for a school on the Minnie 
site he considers "the most 
designable." his reckoning of the 
distance upper Left Beaver students 
would have to travel to a school on that 
site was at odds with the distance a 
Wheelwright parent said she had 
recorded on her auto odometer 

Noting that state guidelines put at 45 
minutes the maximum time .any child 
should have to travel to school. Bar­
bara Gullett said she had clocked at 
24.6 miles the road distance between 
Skull Branch. at the upper reaches of 
Beaver Creek. and Minnie "There's no 
way <a school bus l can do that in 45 
minutes." she said . Ellis said one of his 
employees had figured the distance 
from topographical maps at 17.5 miles . 

Ellis said he was "annoyed" at 
criticism voiced recently at a Floyd 
Board of Education meeting by the 
Floyd County Education Forum. which 
took the board to task for hiring two 
construction managers at a combined 
cost of $717.571 without allowing any 
public input in the decision. The ar­
chitect said the critics were "probably 
out of order to speak before they 
understood" the construction manager 
concept.

HRMC Is Denied Entry 
To Home Health Field 

With the current push toward shorter 
hospital stays an·d lower costs. High­
lands Regional Medical Center of­
ficials argued last year that home 
health care was "the rising star" in the 
health care industry. Approval by a 
state licensing board of Highlands' re­
quest to establish a home health agen­
cy here seemed to guarantee the 
hospital would bathe in the new star's 
light. 

The proposal was plunged into 
darkness last week. however. as tht> 
new Commission for Health 
Economics Control. which has replac­
ed the old Certificate of Need and 
Licensure Board. reversed the licen­
sure board's July. 1985 decision. 

The reversal represents a victory for 
three Floyd home health agencies. 
which had argued that the field was not 
big enough to ;ustify entry of another 
competitor. The home health services 
arm of the Floyd Health Department. 
the Big Sandy District Home Health 
Agency. and McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital appealed thP 
original licensure board decision to 
Franklin Circuit Court. which remand· 
ed the proposal to thP Health 
Economics Commission for its review 
and action. 

Although the hospital argued that 
operating a home health agencv of its 
own would provide continuity of carP to 
patients after their discharge from 
Highlands. the question of whether 
their entry would tread on the toes of 
those already in the field was a touchv 
issut> from the start . 

the Big Sandy Area Health Council. by 
the licensure board's own staff. and by 
an independent hearing offict>r 

Associate Administrator Russell W 
Briggs acknowledged at the time that 
five home health agencies were 
already operating in this area but 
Highlands ' project was unique. he said. 
in that it was the only agency authoriz­
ed to serve a five-county area. It was 
intended to serve Floyd. Johnson. 
Magoffin. Martin. and Pike counties

Order Restrains

By order of Floyd Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley. a Cow Creek couple was 
restrained Thursday from interfering 
with a stripmine operation on their pro­
perty . 

The restraining order capped a 
months-long dispute between Estill 
Crace. Jr. and his wife Phyllis. the sur­
face owners, and Coal Mac, Inc. , owner 
of the coal rights. 

Although the Craces agreed in J une. 
1984 to let Coal Mac come on their pro­
perty in return for a 50-cents-a-ton 
royalty on any coal taken out . the pro­
perty owners have tr i(>~ to interfere 
with the mining operation for several 
months. said Coal Mac r epresentative 
Thurman Woodrow Barker. 

Last Wednesda v . E s ti II Cr acP 
threatened to kill anyone who tried to 
remove coal. the mining firm allegect . 

Councilman William 0. Goebel III 
called the offer " our best shot" at affor­
dable liability coverage. The other coun­
cil members agreed. 

Council also passed two resolutions 
giving the go-ahead to the Prestonsburg 
Park Commission to apply for two mat­
ching grants from the Federal Land and 
Water Conservation Fund to renovate 
Archer Park's swimming pool and build 
a senior citizens' park and hiking trail. 

The renovation of the pool will include 
resurfacing and sandblasting, 
reconstruction of return lines and skim­
mers, repair of the lighting system, and 
improvement of the filtering system. 
Bill Ray Collins, park commission chair­
man, presented the project to the coun­
cil and stressed the need for the renova­
tion, citing the fact that the pool was 
built in the early 1960's, and due to its 
age, major repairs are needed if the pool 
is to open next season, Collins said. 

The second project presented by the 
Park Commission calls for a senior 
citizens' park to be built across from the 
existing senior citizens' building. If the 
funds are made available, four shuffle 
board courts, three horse shoe pits, a 
croquet court, and a pavilion will be 

· built. The planned hiking trail will be 
5,000 feet long and will circle the softball 
fields . Peppermint Park will not be 
touched but the playground equipment 
now scattered through the park will be 
consolidated into one area. 

The total estimated cost is $60,000 for 
each project. If the matching grant is 
approved , the federal government will 
contribute $30,000 and the city of Pres­
tonsburg will contribute the other 
$30,000. However, the city's share will 
not necessarily come from the tax­
payers; it can be made up in the form 
of private contributions, labor, and 
materials. The existing providers fought thP

For some women. the battle of the 
bulge develops into an intense fear of 
fatness 

This fear. coupled with a distorted 
body image, may lead them to harmful 
dieting methods such as hinging and 
purging <bulimia) or not eating <anorex­
ia nervosa l. 

Neither of these behaviors has a single 
cause or simple cure. But Laurie L. 
Humphries, director of eating disorders 
at the University of Kentucky, is trying 
to find answers . 

Humphries has just completed a na­
tional study of the behaviors associated 
with anorexia and bulimia. More than 
5,000 women throughout the U.S. and 
Canada participated in the study. 

According to Humphries, her survey 
is providing the first national informa· 
tion about bulimia and IS indicating that 

TAX-FREE EXCHANGE 
An old tax provision gets a new shot in the arm . Available 

under prior tax law, and sti II avai I able under the new tax law, 
is the ability to trade property without incurring an income tax 
liability. 

There is a common misconception by many taxpayers that 
you can sell an investment and reinvest the funds within a cer 
tain period of time to avoid income taxes. The only place this is 
permitted is on the sale and repurchase of a personal residence. 
On all other property, you are subject to income tax when a sale 
is made. To qualify for a tax-free exchange the following re­
quirements must be met : 

• Both property exchanged and the property received must 
be held for investment or for productive use i n a trade or 
business. 

• Properties exchanged must be of like-kind . (Real estate can­
not be traded for personal property.) 

• The property to be received in the exchange must be iden­
tified within forty-f ive days after the first property is 
transferred. 

The tax-free exchange provision does not eliminate the in­
come taxes on the transaction ; it simply defers them . If the pro­
perty received is subsequently sold, the gain is taxable at that 
time. However, if the property is retained until the recipient's 
death, the gain wi II go untaxed . The estate will give the property 
a "stepped-up" basis with no income taxes ever having been paid. 
Even if the property is sold before the recipient's death, he or she 
will have had the interest-free use of the tax money for the period 
that the property was held. 

Now that the long-term capital gain deduction has been 
eliminated, tax-free exchanges will be even more popular than 
they were before the Tax Reform Act of 1986.

the syndrome is more prevalent but less 
understood than anorexia. 

"In my opinion. 5.7 percent of my 
sample suffer from severe bulimia, 8.3 
percent have mild or insipid bulimia 
while 1.6 percent showed attitudes and 
behaviors consistent with the diagnosis 
of anorexia,'' said Humphries. 

"However, only 1.8 percent had ever 
sought help. Furthermore, a Gallup 
survey done in April had similar results· 
while many people could identify sym~ 
toms of anorexta, very few knew what 
bulimia was," she said. 

From her national project, Humphries 
also learned about the social history of 
the syndromes. 

" I found that eating disorders often 
start with a diet, an innocuous behavior 
that many people engage in." 

"In the case of buhmta, the women 
would turn to hinging and purging, often 
with abuse of laxatives, diuretics, or 
ipecac, after a diet had failed to produce 
the desired result. In fact, there is direct 
statistical evidence that a lot of people 
who use diet pills go on to abuse various 
purgatives which have detrimental 
medical effects including heart ar­
rhythmias and kidney damage," she 
said. 

The use of ipecac, a poison, can 
destroy the heart muscle. This drug was 
used by 2.3 percent of the women 
surveyed to induce vomiting after over­
eating, a high percentage according to 
Humphries. However, ipecac is present­
ly sold without a warning label. 

In light of her research, Humphries 
would like to see the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration put a warning insert into 
the ipecac packages. 

Humphries also wants to study the 
relationship of body weight to menses, 
particularly how low weight can cause 
amenorrhea . 

Currently unknown data , this infor­
mation could help women discover the 
cause of their menstrual problem more 
quickly and save themselves some 
expense. 

For example, if a woman suffers from 
amenorrhea, her low body weight could 
be the culprit and this variable would be 
treated first. If added weight is indeed 
the solution, then the patient has avoid­
ed taking costly tests unnecessarily.

Global Economic Competition 
Is Changing U.S. Jobs, Wages 

International economic competition 
could change the way America's educa­
tional system is structured, says Marc 
Tucker, executive director of the 
Carnegie Forum on Education and the 
Economy. 

Tucker spoke at the Brown Hotel dur­
ing the annual meeting of the Council of 
Chief State School Officers. Superinten­
dent of Public Instruction Alice 
McDonald was the host of the confer­
ence, which had as its theme "Educa­
tion: Key to Economic Vitality and In­
dividual Fulfillment.'' 

Jobs requiring limited skills are going 
to countries like South Korea, where 
workers earn $3,000 for working 363 days 
a year, Tucker said. If the United States 
choose to compete with countries like 
South Korea, eventually equilibrium in 
hours and wages will be reached, he 
said. 

·'Why would people pay us 10 times as 
much to work half as hard?" Tucker 
asked the education officials. 

"It's a question of reaching a standard 
we've never met before," he said. To 
train its workers, the United States is 
depending on an educational system on­
ly slightly different than it was in 1920, 
he pointed out. 

Because of world competition and 
because technology is eliminating un­
skilled jobs, Tucker said, "We must 
become a nation of people doing non-

routine work. We must transform our 
notion of what we have to do to 
succeed." 

The economy is already changing the 
numbers and types of jobs available, he 
said. Rather than hiring data entry 
clerks, gasoline buyers are using credit 
cards to code information into com­
puterized gas pwnps. Conswners are do­
ing the work previously done by com­
pany employees. 

Employment statistics reflect these 
changes, Tucker said. The numbers of 
salesclerks, warehousemen and other 
laborers are decreasing. 

"We must become a leading-edge 
economy, create our niche in the world 
economy. The only reiJ.Son we can get 
paid more for our labor is to produce 
something before the others figure it 
out," he said. 

"Then the work will be automated or 
sent overseas for production. As soon as 
we create it, others will find ways to pro­
duce it cheaper and faster. We must 
keep coming up wit new ideas and 
repeating the cycle." 

America "must reorganize the enter­
prise, combine the resources and rear­
range," he said. 

Tucker urged the education chiefs to 
"organize schools completely different­
ly" to take advantage of teachers' ex­
perience and abilities and to focus on 
"self-starting" students. 

"We must organize schools to provide 
resources to self-starters, to enable 
them to apply a wide range of knowledge 
to the unexpected. Mass production isn't 
going to work. We must build schools 
based on different structures and 
management philosophies," he said.

Jury Finds 
For Barnetts 

A Floyd Circuit Court jury decided 
last week that a Michigan insurance 
firm should pay a former Bucks Branch 
couple for the loss of their trailer. 

The mobile home that Raleigh and 
Flora Barnett bought in July. 1983 
burned down the following March 
while the couple and their two small 
children were reportedly in Florida 
The Barnetts filed a claim with Fore­
most Insurance Co .. of Grand Rapids. 
but the firm had refused to honor it. 

In the lawsuit he filed against the in­
surance company. Barnett sought 
$39.995 for loss of the trailer and $21.000 
for its contents . By the time the case 
went to the jury last Wednesday. the 
figures were amended to maximums of 
$35.000 and $12.421. Eleven of 12 
jurors- two more than are needed for a 
verdict- agreed that the claims should 
be paid in full. 

The judgment came despite defense 
allegations that Barnett had himself 
arranged to have his trailer burned. 
that he had fraudulently inflated his 
losses. and that the trailer was being 
used for illegal drug trafficking. 

When his home burned. Barnett was 
unemployed and in debt. the insurance 
company argued. noting that he owed 
$16.000 on his trailer and had recently 
purchased a home in Plant City. 
Florida. After the fire. gasoline was 
found in the crawl space under thr 
mobile home and along a center beam 
inside, the defendants said. 

After pointing out that the Barnetts' 
policy excluded payment on any claim 
if "the premises are being used for il­
legal trade or business." the insurancr 
firm noted that. in November. 1983. 
police allegedly seized illegal drugs in 
a raid on the trailer and the Barnett<; 
were subsequently indicted for drug 
trafficking. 

On the other hand. Jerry Patton. the 
homeowners' attorney. argued that the 
drug raid occurred four months before 
the fire. There was no evidence. he 
said. that the premises were being us­
ed for illegal trade at the trme of tht> 
blaze That was the argument that ap­
parently swayed the jury, said Patton. 

The Barnetts are scheduled to bt> 
tried in the same court on drug traf­
ficking charges on Dec 15. They are 
charged with possession of more than 
eight ounces of marijuana. 36 Darvocet 
tablets. and 1\10 simulated drug tablets 
and with having 14 Zomax and six 
Tagamet tablets in improper con­
tainers. The drugs were allegedly seiz­
ed after State Det Ernie Dudleson and 
an informant went to the trailer to 
make a purchase on Nov II. 1983

Out-Of-State Firms 
Control Many Jobs 

Most manufacturing jobs located in 
non-metropolitan areas of Kentucky are 
controlled by out-of-state parent cor­
porations, says University of Kentucky 
geographer Thomas Leinbach in a new 
study. 

Leinbach and co-investigator Robert 
Cromley of the University of Connec­
ticut said 79 percent of the total non­
metro manufacturing workforce in 1980 
was employed in branch firms, the vast 
majority of which are controlled by out­
of-state parent companies. 

And although much attention is paid 
to the growth of corporate power in the 
Sunbelt states, and corresponding 
decline in the North and Northeast, this 
does not appear to have had any effect 
on the organization of manufacturing in 
Kentucky, the researchers say. 

Between 1970 and 1980, out-of-state 
control of Kentucky manufacturing ac­
tually increased, and remained almost 
exclusively tied to parent companies in 
the traditional " manufacturing belt."

The researchers said branch opera­
tions are usually established to effect 
savings in labor and fixed costs. Thus, 
branches tend to conform to patterns of 
manufacturing traditionally associated 
with the corporate home territory, 
rather than local patterns. 

" Kentucky has become part of a na­
tional hinterland of production associ­
ated with these (Northern) manufac­
turing centers," Leinbach and Cromley 
said.

Can the champion repeat? All sports 

fans love to ask the question but for last 
year's 15th region champion, Paints­
ville, everyone's favorite question is, 
can anyone beat the Tigers? 

On paper Paintsville appears unbeat­
able, especially when last year's ac­
complishments and returning talent is 
considered. 

Except for their regular season loss to 
Betsy Layne, Paintsville handled 
regional competition with consistent 
ease and four of their five starters are 
back for another season. 

John Pelphrey heads a long list of 
Paintsville talent which could be one of 
the best Eastern Kentucky teams in re­
cent memory. 

Pelphrey has been considered by 
many major publications as Kentucky's 
top high school senior prospect but the 
6' 7" forward isn't alone in Paintsville. 

Joey Couch proved last year that he 
is also a top player in this region while 
Mike Minix and Keith Adkins give the 
Tigers probably the best back court in 
this area. 

If Paintsville has one position weaker 
than a year ago, it would be at the point 
guard spot. Jeff Baldwin did a more 
than credible job of leading a youthful 
Tiger team in '85-'86, but Baldwin is 
gone. However, Paintsville is a senior 
oriented team this season and has more· 
than one leadership quality player. 

To deny Bill Mike Runyon another 
state tournament appearance will be dif­
ficult one for anyone, but the Tiger 
coach knows that just across town exists 
a squad with incredible talent. 

"I think Johnson Central will provide 
us with our toughest competition," Run­
yon said. "They have four starters back, 
and they will have a good club." 

Paintsville always has a difficult time 
beating their cross town rival, and this 
season Central has more talent than 
they have had during the past couple of 
years. 

Playing in the same district that con­
tinues to stay with the draw it is more 
than possible that Paintsville and 
Johnson Central could meet in opening 
round district tournament play. 

Also, the 57th district provides a home 
for always competitive Magoffin coun­
ty. Along with Prestonsburg's Jeff Riley, 
Danny Adams is one of the top coaches 
in Eastern Kentucky, but this year the 
Hornet head man has material to work 
with. 

Magoffin county holds bragging rights 
to one of the top point guards in the 
region with Neal West, who does a 
masterful job of getting his teammates 
involved in winning. 

The Hornets have a front line average 
of 6' 3" which could possibly contend 
with Paintsville and Johnson Central but 
more importantly Danny Adams knows 
how to beat the Tigers. 

"If a team were to beat Paintsville, 
they would have to have one of their best 
games and catch Paintsville on a down 
night," Adams said. "You would have 
to get an early lead, and make them play 
your game." 

Simple enough isn't it? 
Virgie coach Bobby Osborne takes a 

different approach to beating Paints­
ville-talent. The Eagles are a team ac­
customed to winning, and this season 
will be no different. 

The Eagles return three players who 
scored in double figures last season. 
They have height, quickness, and ex­
perience and appear to have the best 
chance of visiting the Sweet Sixteen, that 
is, if Paintsville falls short. 

Headed by Richard Burdine, the 
Eagles are a solid group. At 6' 2' ', Bur­
dine played both guard and forward last 
season and scored 18 points doing it. 

Pint-sized Lonnie Rowe is also back, 
but even though Rowe is short in stature, 
5' 7" in cowboy boots, this guy cancer­
tainly play and could be the quickest 
15th region guard. 

Coach Bobby Osborne says this ver­
sion of Eagle basketball could be his best 
ever, and that is saying a mouthful. 

"If this team comes back with the 
same fire that they left with, then I think 
that we can beat Paintsville," Osborne 
said. 

The Eagles will have an easier time 
of getting to regional play than will most 
other teams which could give them an 
advantage over other tournament 
competition. 

Allen Central is one of those teams 
which will give the regional title a run, 
and Allen Central is one of those teams 
that will receive a stern test in their own 
district. 

The Rebels, like Paintsville, Johnson 
Central, and Virgie, return four starters. 
Allen Central lost by only one to the 
Tigers last season and could give 
everyone a run for their state tourna­
ment money. 

Everyone has their own opinion on 
how the 15th region stacks up and this 
is only another of those opinions, but 
regardless of how the pie is cut, the big 
four of Paintsville, Virgie, and the two 
Centrals will more than likely get the 
largest pieces. 

With a key break here or a disappoint­
ment there, we all could be surprised 
whenJhe time comes for regional play, 
but unti1 then be sure to visit 
your favorite gym. Support your local 
basketball team and we will all benefit.

Gilliam Finishes High On 
Eagles Defensive Listing 

This 1986 football season will long be 
remembered as one of the most success­
ful ever in Morehead State University 
history, and no one will remember it 
longer than John Gilliam. 

Surrounded by criticism and con­
troversy, the Eagles overcame several 
obstacles to equal their most wins ever 
seven. 

This is one reason why John Gilliam 
will remember the 1986 football season. 
"We seemed to turn things around this 
year and hopefully we can keep it going 
and have an even better season next 
season," Gilliam said. 

As a junior, Gilliam emerged as one 
of Morehead State's top defensive per­
formers, finishing second on the team in 
total tackles, another reason why John 
Gilliam will remember 1986. 

"You can't ever really be satisfied but 
I think I had a pretty good season," 
Gilliam said of his third Eagle 
campaign. 

Gilliam, a 6-2, 221-pound linebacker 
from Prestonsburg, ended the season 
with as total of 113 total tackles. The 
Philip Haywood coaching project ac­
counted for 70 solo tackles, tops on 
MSU's squad, and added 43 assists to his 
impressive list. 

What makes Gilliam's numbers even 
more impressive is the fact that he mtss­
ed six quarters of action, including the 
entire Whichita State contest. 

Coming into this season, Gilliam was 
expected to be a starter but wasn't ex­
pected to steal the linebacking show 
from pre-season all-American Randy 
Frazier. 

Actually Gilliam had an opportunity 
to finish as the Eagles' top tackler but 
fell from the top when safety Kelvin 
Bellamy shined against Eastern. The 
former Blackcat star held a two-tackle 
lead over his teammate going into Satur­
day's game, but Bellamy accounted for 
14 stops against the Colonels. 

However, this doesn't bother Gilliam 

even though it would have made 1986 an 
even more memorable season for him. 

"I would have liked to have led the 
team in tackles, but Bellamy had a great 
game against Eastern," Gilliam admit­
ted. "I wasn't sure where I finished in 
total tackles, I'm just glad I got a chance 
to play this year." 

In his career, Gilliam has consistent­
ly been among Morehead State's top 
defenders. In his initial season, the 
former third team all-stater finished 
sixth on the team and came back last 
season to end up fourth on the Eagles' 
defensive list in his sophomore year. 

With this season in the record books, 
Gilliam is already preparing for 1987, 
but before next season arrives, Gilliam 
may receive several honors for his im­
pressive work. 

"Right now I'm just planning on tak­
ing some time off until after Thanksgiv­
ing then I'll get back on the weights. I 
need to work on my quickness, but my 
biggest goal is to increase my strength," 
Gilliam said, looking forward to hts 
senior season. 

From high school football to Division 
1 AA football, the jump is sometimes a 
difficult one, but John Gilliam has 
leaped much further than anyone ex­
pected, even John Gilliam. 

"Really and truly I never thought this 
could happen," Gilliam admitted. "I 
thought I could come here and play, but 
I never dreamed that I could come here 
and finish second in tackles ." 

Looking forward to next season isn't 
anything different for Gilliam. Most 
MSU football people recognize him as 
one of their hardest workers. Couple this 
with his already developed talent, and 
you have one of the top linebackers in 1 
AA football. 

Gilliam says his linebacking partner, 
Randy Frazier, is indeed a professional 
prospect and next season John Gilliam 
may have his teammates saying the ex­
act same thing about him.

Experience, Stronger Bench Expected 
To Make Allen Central Stronger Team 

All last season Allen Central basket­
ball coach Johnny Martin watched his 
Rebel team struggle against deeper 
squads because of the lack of depth on 
his own team's part. 

Allen Central was blessed with a solid 
starting corps, probably as good as any 
in the 58th district, but without help com­
ing off the bench, the Rebels fell short 
of a 15th regional tournament berth. 

However, a year will make all the 
needed difference for Coach Martin as 
the Rebels return four starters and 
benefit from last year's freshmen 
becoming this season's sophomores. 

"We have a solid group of sopho­
mores," Martin said. "They played well 
in front of a big crowd at Sheldon Clark, 
and I won't hestitate to go to them in 
game situations." 

"This group gives us a lot more depth 
than we had last year," continued 
Martin. 

Even though the coach is high on Allen 
Central underclassmen, his group of 
talented second year men may prove to 
be just an added luxury. 

This year's Rebel team is by no means 
an unknown quality. Allen Central won 
18 games last season and four of those 
starters return for a another season. 

Stanton Bentley, leading scorer and 
rebounder with over 16 and 10 respec­
tively, returns along with long-range 
bomber Roger Horne, 15 points, and 
Allen Central's do-it-all man, Ronnie 
Ousley, 15 points per game also. 

Bentley proved he was among this 
region's top big men by outscoring and 
out-rebounding Paintsville's John 
Pelphrey and Hazard's Dewayne Cor­
nett in head to head confrontations a 
year ago. 

Bentley, however, has slowed in pre­
season with various injuries, and his 
coach says the 6' 4" forward isn't near 
where he could have been without the 
ailments. 

Horne, Allen Central's answer to the 
blond bomber craze, can fill it up from 
any position inside 25 feet and has the of­
fensive ability to carry the Rebels when 
his shooting form is intact. 

Ronnie Ousley, 6' 2" forward-guard, 
played every position on the court last 
season and possesses as much talent as 
anyone in the 58th district. His numbers 
reflect it, especially when he stays out 
of foul trouble. 

Allen Central also returns two players 
who saw considerable action at the point 
guard position in Darrin Conn and Rob­
bie Click. Both Conn and Click, as 
sophomores, shared that position h:tst 
season and should excell with the addi­
tional year of maturity. 

Most pre-season polls have Allen Cen­
tral as this district's best team while not­
ching the Rebels as one of the top five 
regional contenders. 

Coach Martin won't exactly disagree 
with this assessment, but the coach is 
quick to point out the tough district road 
that awaits his club. 

"I guess most of them base it on the 
fact that we have four starters back 
from a team that won 18 games last 
season," Coach Martin said of the high 
ranking. "But I'm sure Prestonsburg 
thinks they have a good club as does 
everyone else. This is the most balanc­
ed district we've had in years, and there 
aren't any weak teams in it." 

Rebel fans are expecting good things 
for this year's team, and Coach Johnny 
Martin agrees with his team's 
supporters. 

"I'll be disappointed if we don't have 
a good season," Martin said. "We may 
not win as many games as we did last

With another wm the 19-year-old 
heavyweight is now in line for a shot at 
WBA champ Witherspoon or Tubbs with 
this winner going up against IBF cham­
piOn ,\l!chael Spinks as professional box-
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season." 
At this point in preparation, Coach 

Martin says his team lacks defensive 
qualities of a year ago and board work 
needs work, but both of these problems 
areas may be solved when burley Tim 
Bailey returns. 

Bailey suffered a fractured foot during 
the latter portion of football, but is ex­
pected back shortly.

BETSY LAYNE; a Floyd County high 
school known for producing dominating 
basketball teams, at least during the 
past 10 years, in both men's and 
women's competition. 

And for at least Lady Bobcat basket­
ball, this 1986-87 season doesn't appear 
as if it will bring any changes anytime 
soon. 

In the past five years, Lady Bobcat 
teams have advanced to regional play 
and in this streak lies three district 
crowns. Last season may have been the 
best yet for Betsy Layne, going 
undefeated in county play, thus taking 
home a conference and district 
championship. 

With two all-conference and all­
district players returning, the Lady Bob­
cats should be yet again the team to beat 
in Floyd County women's basketball this 
season. 

With five players standing 5' 9" or 
taller, Betsy Layne will more than like­
ly physically dominate as well as out­
finesse most teams they face. 

La donna Parsons returns as a starter 
from last season and along with forward 
partner Piper Presnell, Betsy Layne has 
a talented and experienced inside game. 

If the Lady Bobcats have a weakness, 
it would be inexperience, but this is an 
area that can right itself as this season 
develops. 

Betsy Layne appears to be strong 
enough to defend last year's champion­
ships, but their competition may be 
stronger than that of a year ago. 

Prestonsburg returns three starters 
from a team which finished second in 
the conference last season, and Coach 
Bridget Clay thinks her team is one of 
the better ones in the district. 

"I wouldn't say we're the best team 
in the district, but I think we can be one 
of the best teams," the Lady Blackcat 
coach said. 

Coach Clay has her backcourt return­
ing with Shon Burchett, 18 points and 
four assists per game, and Paula Har­
ris, 15 points and six assists, back for 
their senior seasons. 

Both Burchett and Harris were all­
conference performers last season and 
have inside talent to work with. 

Karen Frazier brings back her six 
points and six rebounds per contest, and 
Coach Clay expects 5' 9" April Stephens 
to bolster Prestonsburg's inside game, 
while incoming freshman Amy Hicks 
possesses " excellent potential and will 
see a lot of playing time." 

Michelle Clemmons, according to her 
coach, could move into the point guard 
position. Clay says Clem.mons shows ex­
cellent leadership needed to fill this spot 
which will enable the Lady Blackcat 
coach to do many different things with 
her talented guard trio. 

Guard play will be a key for Allen Cen­
tral, also, but the Lady Rebs have what 
could be the region's top point guard in 
junior Tonya Brown. 

In earning all-conference and all­
district, Brown, with solid ball handling 
and defense, led the Lady Rebs to a 
regional appearance. 

The high-spirited Allen Central court 
leader is expected to work with another 
returning starter, Tonya Kester, and 
freshman, Joann Conn, to give Coach 
Bonita Compton a sound nucleus to work 
with. 

Compton says her team is young, no 
seniors on the squad, and inexperienc­
ed but could become a competitive 
team. 

"When you start a couple of freshmen, 
a sophomore, and two juniors, that's 
young, and it's going to hurt not having 
a senior on the team," Coach Compton 
admitted. 

"We've got to get some experience, 
and if we do that with our younger 
players then I think by tournament time 
we will have a pretty good team." 

While Betsy Layne, Prestonsburg, and 
Allen Central battle for that top seed in 
district tournament play, McDowell and 
Wheelwright will strive for contention. 

Meredith Slone takes over for Doug 
Derossett at the McDowell helm where 
he inherits a team returning three 
starters from last year's team.

"The New Breed" 
By A.G. SPENCER 

I have a fondness for things that carry 
years of use and signs of good service. 
old gundogs, old friends, old shotguns, 
old trucks-people, places and posses­
Sions that have proven their reliability, 
that carry memories of good times. 

The old-style hunter has always been 
among the most dearly held of ideals for 
me. Men whose names were synonom 
ous with sportsmanship, fair play and 
fair chase. Men who would sooner be ac­
cused of anything than poaching, tres­
passing, claiming game downed by 
another, or any other unsportsmanlike 
or unsafe behavior. 

The old hunter avoided these misbe­
haviors not because he would be 
ostracized for such actions, although the 
loss of long-time companions and being 
shunned by his fellows would be a terri­
ble blow, but because he couldn't even 
bring himself to consider poor sport­
smanship or game violations. 

Many of these men <some women, 
too!) spent several game seasons under 
the tutelege of their father, an uncle or 
maybe an older brother, not carrying a 
gun during this time but merely watch­
ing and learning. These folks came to 
appreciate hunting for the same reasons 
that most of us do. The sense of wonder 
at watching the forest coming alive as 
dawn rises, the feeling of oneness and 
communion that is shared with nature; 
the sheer pleasure afforded by watching 
a flock of wood ducks vault from the 
water's surface amidst the early morn­
ing mist, the amazement at seeing a doe 
and her fawn for the first time-all of 
these experiences are at once an in­
tegral part of being an outdoorsman and 
the epitomy of that title. 

The only time that the kill became of 
primary Importance for the responsible 
hunter was when it was necessary in 
order to put food on the table. Sure, he 
might induldge in a little good-natured 
ribbing of a hunting partner who had 
missed more than his share that day, but 
both realized that the outing had been a 
memorable experience, not for the 
quantity of game taken but for the com­
panionship, teamwork and sightings of 
animals and scenery. They also under­
stood that one does not hunt in order to 
kill, but rather, one kills in order to have 
hunted. 

Though I am no wizened oldtimer, I 
can clearly remember toting ground­
hogs and squirrels, watching and learn­
ing about safe gunhandling and good 
sportsmanship from an uncle for the bet­
ter part of a year before being allowed 
to carry a firearm afield. I honestly feel 
that spending that time "paying my 
dues," and coming to love the outdoors 
for its own beauty and for the joy of be­
ing outside, rather than for just the 
game provided by its fields and forests , 
is responsible for maintaining my in­
terest in hunting and ecology. 

Unfortunately, there's a new breed 
afield who does not know what it is like 
to feel as though he is a part of the 
natural surroundings. Some are young­
sters who have been turned loose with 
a gun but without the proper instruction 
or supervision required in order to be 
safe, responsible sportsmen. Others 
shoot signs, throw out their popcans and 
other debris to litter the landscape as 
they leave an area, don't ask permission 
to hunt on the property of others, and 
fire at sounds and colors instead of pro­
perly identifying their target, despite 
knowing better. Still others are simply 
looking for something to kill. 

While the inexperienced and the thugs 
in the woods comprise a distinct minori­
ty among sportsmen as a whole, they 
give all of us a black eye in the view of 
the nonhunting public. How many dead 
and wounded livestock, shot-up signs 
and cut fences would it take before you 
ceased to permit hunters to traipse 
across your land? 

Yet, every season we read a bout some 
unfortunate blowing his head off by pull­
ing a loaded gun out of a vehicle by its 
muzzle, or hear of another fatality which 
took place because some dolt couldn't 
distinguish between the plastic sheen of 
a blaze orange·vest and brown fur in a 
bright, sun-lit field, or of another inci­
dent in which someone's pet cat, prized 
hunting dog or show horse was 
destroyed. 

How do we cure this enigmatic prob­
lem? Banning hunting is not the answer, 
any more than it would make sense to 
convict innocent members of a 
murderer's family because of his crime. 
Besides, hunting is widely acknowledg­
ed by game biologists as a valuable 
game management tool, not to mention 
the tremendous revenue generated by 
taxes on licenses and ammunition 
Cwhich exclusively fund each state's 
game and wildlife department) , or the 
clear intentions of our nation's fore­
fathers to maintain the right to keep and 
bear arms and to continue the heritage 
of hunting and proper game manage­
ment. 

As sportsmen interested in preserving 
this heritage of hunting for our children 
and grandchildren, there is something 

we can do about this dilemma. Many 
states already require that you suc­
cessfully pass a hunter's safety course 
before being permitted to purchase a 
hunting license. No, this isn't a tool be­
ing used by some ultra-liberal politcos 
to eventually ban sport hunting. Indeed, 
this requirement is usually found in the 
conservative states in our nation's West. 

A mandatory hunter's safety test 
would eliminate much of the tragedy 
that results from gunplay each year, as 
well as be a valuable instrument through 
which we could leave another important 
heritage to our descendants-the 
heritage of firearms safety. 

As I have written this, I have not seen 
the pages, being blinded by outrage and 
regret. The regret stems from reading 
of the death of 46-year-old Robert B. 
Brown, of Taylorsville, who accidentally 
shot himself in the chest about seven 
miles east of his hometown last Thurs­
day while crossing a fence. Brown was 
carrying a handgun in his pocket, and 
the sidearm discharged as he attempted 
to negotiate a fence. Aside from the 
basic tenet of firearm safety that you not 
cross a fence, ditch or other obstacle 
with any loaded firearm, it is illegal to 
carry a handgun in your pocket, as it is 
then considered a concealed weapon. 
When you are afield, you can only carry 
a handgun on your person legally if it is 
in your hand or in an exposed holster. 

My sense of outrage is caused by the 
fact that one of my beagles is fighting 
for his life at the vetenarian's as I type 
this because some idiot thought he look­
ed like something to shoot at. Not satis­
fied with having nearly killed the poor 
animal with the first shot, this person 
poured on more buckshot as the dog fled. 
I have no idea who did this thing, hav­
ing been away from the house when it 
happened, but it would do no one any 
good for me to know. 

If the dog lives , and is not crippled for 
life, he will be unable to hunt, as this in­
cident will have left him gunshy for the 
remainder of his life. Of course, that he 
will be useless to me as a hunting dog 
is the least of my worries, as I just want 
to get my once-promising one-year-old 
beagle back home, safe and sound. ( Un­
til next week, please be safe. Happy 
hunting!)

Most people don't realize that 
muskrat is not only edible, but his meat 
is really quite good. 

With the current popularity of cookin' 
cajun, this next recipe is particularly 
appropriate. 
Ingredients for Creole Sauce: 

1 4 cup butter 
2 onions, minced 
2 medium green peppers, diced 
1 cup sliced mushroom 
2 cups chicken broth 
salt and pepper to taste 
dash of cayenne 
1 bay leaf 
pinch of thyme 
''4 cup minced ham 
one quart canned tomatoes, peeled 

and chopped 
Saute onions, peppers, and mush­

rooms in butter for approximately five 
minutes in the bottom of a heavy pot. 
Add the remaining ingredients and sim­
mer for about 15 minutes, stirring occa­
sionally to prevent sticking. 

Brown muskrat cut into serving-sized 
pieces in a skillet with hot oil on low 
heat. Add just enough of the creole sauce 
to cover the meat and simmer over a 
very low flame until the meat is tender. 
Stir occasionally to make certain the 
sauce is not sticking or scorching on the 
bottom of the pan. If the sauce becomes 
too thick before the meat is tender, add 
a couple of spoons of hot water Serve 
with brown rice.

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Bassin' With the Pros ... 

Bottom Fishing Tactics 
By TREY FOERSTER 

It's already here : Autumn bassin'. 
For some it's a blessing, for others in the 
north it marks an end of a fishing 
season. Or does it? 

In a rough rule of thumb, the autumn 
period for bass fishing is August through 
November, and is governed by water 
temperature. It only stands to reason 
that as the water temperature drops 
below 60 degrees, bass activity will drop 
off. The heat of the summer months is 
long past, and the cooling off period has 
been active for at least three months. In 
mid fall, water tempeatures range from 
a high in the 70s during the day to the 
high 50s at night and is quite an ally in 
zeroing in on locations of bass. The 
cooler water pulls more oxygen from the 
air, thus envigorating bass for feeding 
activity the next day! 

You must also remember that during 
this mid-fall period, bass are stocking up 
for the winter . However. the food sup• 
ply hardly matches the bass' appetite. 
And you couldn't ask for a better time 
to be out on the water! 

Another favorable factor for the 
angler at this time of year is that bass 
stay closer to deeper areas and bunch 
up there. Only in at least 10 feet of water 
do bass congregate in any numbers; 
most bass pros suggest 10 to 20 feet of 
water I]Jinimum. Don't over look brush­
piles, weedbeds and the like located near 
this deep water. 

and worm. The number-one big fish bait 
for the late fall and winter definitely is 
the jig-and-eel," stresses David Whar­
ton. "The name of the game is to catch 
the big fish. So you may as well throw 
the bait that's going to produce them." 

For some anglers who have not been 
successful with this combination, there 
seems to be a mystique about its usage. 

"There really isn't a great secret in 
using the jig-and-eel," Wharton ex­
plains. "I fish mine a whole lot like I do 
a worm. I change techniques on it, 
presentations of it, depending upon what 
the bass is doing. That's sometbing that 
you'll have to play by ear or learn 
through experience. Sometimes I'll hop 
the bait up off the bottom and let if fall 
back. Sometimes I'll want to drag it a 
little bit, or move it slower. It depends 
on the way the bass are reacting and 
what's going on on that particular day." 

"Until Thanksgiving, we have some of 
the best bass fishing in the country go­
ing on here," states Guido Hibdon of 
Missouri. "In our clear water lakes you 
can use a Fat Gibson, or little grubs and 
jigs. 

"On Table Rock Lake," Hibdon con­
tinues, "the bass are about 35 feet deep 
and you can catch some awfully big 
spotted bass. It seems the deeper you go, 
the bigger the Kentucky spotted bass 
are. The largemouth stay shallower a lot 
longer than the spots do, but in the mid­
dle of November they'll start down and 
get right down there with the Kentuckies 
around 30 to 40 feet deep. "

In the late fall, when water tempera­
tures dips below 55, the bass have pret­
ty much held their fall feed and are 
suspended in the middle of a lake or in 
deep holes in river or creek channels. 
And that's when you need to know about 
deep water fishing tactics. Here are a 
few tips from David Wharton and Guido 
Hibdon, both members of the Johnson

Striper Fishing Gets Better 
And Better At Cumberland 

''There are three primary baits to use 
in fall and one of them is the jigging 
spoon, like a Hopkins Shorty-75 or a 
Mann-0-War, of course the jig-and-eel, 

Late November through early March 
is probably the best time to fish for 
striped bass (rockfish) than any other 
time during the year. 

Lake Cumberland, over the past few 
years, has evolved into one of the 
premier lakes in the nation to catch 
trophy-sized stripers. The current state 
record rockfish, which weighed over 58 
pounds, was taken last December by 
Roger Foster of Somerset, Ky. The 
record Foster broke was set just a year 
earlier, also in December, when Robbie 
Bell, of Monticello, hoisted a striper in 
excess of 49 pounds from Cumberland. 

"The big embayments like Indian 
Creek, Beaver Creek, Otter Creek, 
Caney Creek, Wolfe Creek and Lilly 
Creek are probably the best spots to find 
rockfish at Cumberland, yet they're pre­
sent any where in the reservoir," said 
Benjamin Kinman, technical program 
coordinator for the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources' fisheries 
division. 

Kinman explained the nature of the 
species is to move from place to place 
in lakes, depending heavily on where 
bait fish are located. Gizzard and 
threadfin shad will seek warmer water 
which flows into creeks after a late 
autumn or winter rains, which in turn 
leads the predator stripers to the same 
areas to feed. 

Rockfish were introduced into Lake 
Cumberland in the 1960s, but the fishery 
did not develop until after stocking rates 
were increased in the mid-70s to four to 
seven fish per acre. Following the 1979 
and 1981 stockings at 10 fish per acre, the

process was halted for evaluation and 
determined successful. Supplemental 
stockings were then continued more 
recently in 1984-86 at the rate of five fish 
per acre, which does not jeopardize the 
forage base and maintains a "good to 
excellent" striper fishery, according to 
Kinman. 

He explained fish from 2-5 pounds are 
from recent stockings, then a gap occurs 
until the 18-25 pound range present from 
the 1981 class. The 40 pound and above 
fish are those from the stocking efforts 
in the mid-70's, substantiating his state­
ment that the majority of stripers in the 
lake are trophy-size fish. 

"It's not uncommon to see fishermen 
carry out 100 pounds of fish in one day 
when they're hitting hot,'' said Kinman. 
Even so, the biologist said the striper 
fishery can withstand more pressure 
than it is receiving. "Beaver and otter 
Creek are notorious places to fish 
stripers, yet the rest of the lake <where 
stripers are also present> is not too 
heavily utilized. 

"The problem is locating the fish since 
they move so frequently," Kinman add· 
ed. Stripers are well-known for the fight 
they put up when hooked. However, a 
conventional bass rig with a stiff rod, 
plenty of 14-17 pound monofilament and 
a dollfly jig/twister tail combination 
should work as well as anything else. 
Shad-type crank baits and large surface 
lures have also produced many excellent 
fish from the lake. 

The limit on rockfish and their hybrid 
is five fish per day, with a 15-inch 
minimum size limit. For anglers in­
terested in striper fishing, Striper 
Magazine will be holding a tournament 
at Lake Cumberland November 22-23. 

Kinman mentioned one other item 
anglers should have at their disposal. "If 
you're going to fish for stripers, you bet­
ter take a large-hooped landing net, 
because if you hit a big one, you're 
definitely going to need it. "

The sixth- through eighth-graders 
were among 79 from the Louisville 
school who traveled to the Air and Space 
Museum in Huntsville, Alabama last 
week. Principal Nancy Weber and Janet 
Pearson, who teachers eighth-grade 
science, arranged a two-day bus trip. 

"What would you like to accomplish 
by traveling in space?" one student ask­
ed Morgan. 

"The astronauts do a wonderful job of 
explaining what is going on, but I want 
to be your eyes, your ears and your body 
and share the experience with you," she 
said. 

The next NASA mission will be 
launched in February 1988, Morgan said. 
Its goal will be to launch a third satellite 
like one that was to be launched by the 
failed Challenger mission. The second 
and third flights will be Department of 
Defense missions while the fourth will 
launch another satellite. 

Astronauts are usually scheduled a 
year in advance, she said. Crews have 
not yet hElen selected for those missions, 
so she doesn't know when she may 
travel. 

Morgan said she plans to return to 
teaching after she returns from her mis­
sion. "Most of my important work is 
here on earth. Being Teacher in Space 
is a way of combining two great jobs." 

. After the Challenger disaster, Morgan 
stepped into many speaking engage­
ments scheduled for McAuliffe as well 
as her own. Now she is team teaching 
and allows one week a month for NASA 
travel. 

The shuttle accident revived aware­
ness in the space program, she replied 
to a student's question. "We have more 
connections than we know to the space 
program," she said, mentioning increas­
ed computer use as an example. 

Morgan, 35, is a California native who 
began her teaching career on a Montana 
Indian reservation. She has taught at 
McCall-Donnelly Elementary School in 
McCall, Idaho, since 1975, except for two 
years of teaching English and science to 
third graders in Quito, Ecuador. 

She earned a bachelor's degree with 
distinction in human biology from Stand­
ford University and teaching credentials 
from the College of Notre Dame, Bel­
mont, Calif. 

Morgan also visited Henry Clay High 
School in Lexington and L.C. Curry 
Elementary in Bowling Green, where 
one of Kentucky's Teacher in Space 
finalists, Judy White, teaches.

Covers Floyd Area 

The RC&D Program was established 
by the Food and Agriculture Act of 1962. 
This act authorizes the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture <USDA) to help local 
units of government to conserve and 
properly use natural resources in solv­
ing local problems. It assigns the leader­
ship role to the Soil Conservation 
Service. 

The Big Sandy RC&D area covers 
Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and 
Pike counties. The council that runs the 
area is made up of representatives from 
the sponsoring organizations, county 
governments, soil conservation 
districts, towns and other non-profit 
groups. Council members include 
farmers , teachers, politicians, 
homemakers and others who are 
volunteering their time to solve local 
problems. 

The Big Sandy RC&D council has 
broad authority to seek help from the 
sources they feel are best qualified to 
provide the needed assistance. The help 
may be technical assistance from USDA 
agencies, KY state agencies, local 
governments, conservation districts, or 
private industry. It may be in the form 
of donations, loans, grants, or cost shar­
ing programs. 

The council is assisted by an RC&D 
coordinator, Harry Bilton, a USDA 
employee. Mr. Bilton is a planner, pro­
posal writer, negotiator, innovator, 
motivator, creator, expediter and 
whatever else the council needs. His 
work was instrumental at the Oil 
Springs School, Johnson county. flood 
proofing project

needing a loving, stable home with the 
right family," said Day. 

In 1985 Kentucky was forced to close 
its non-special needs adoption waiting 
list of approximately 4,500 couples, some 
of whom have been waiting to adopt a 
healthy, white baby since 1979. 

At the same time, interest by prospec­
tive adoptive parents in the SNAP pro­
cess has increased. "People are learn­
ing that the term 'special needs' applies 
to a wide range of needs, " Day said. 
"Some of our children do have physical, 
mental or emotional handicaps . 
However, SNAP also has children 
awaiting a home because of their age or 
sibling relationships. " 

Kentucky has one of the nation's 
outstanding overall adoption success 
ratios-nine out of every ten placements 
become final. 

Brooke Darrow, manager of the 
state's adoptions branch, said the high 
success rate is in direct relation to the 
time and effort put into placements by 
the SNAP worker, the local adoption 
caseworker and the SNAP parents. 

"Adoption is a complicated process, 
because simply wanting to give a home 
to a child is only the starting point," Dar­
row said. "We understand the frustra­
tion of waiting for a child. However, 
without adequate preparation for adop­
tion, the alternative may be tragic." 

Kentucky's Special Needs Adoption 
Program involves pre-placement train­
ing and discussions by prospective 
parents with caseworkers and other 
SNAP parents. Once specific children 
have been selected for placement, a 
series of visits take place under the 
watchful eye of the adoption worker. 

If all goes well, a successful place­
ment may be ready for final approval by 
a Kentucky circuit judge within six to 
nine months after initial placement. 

"This is not a quick process designed 
simply to find homes for our special 
needs children," Darrow said. "Some­
times even a SNAP family may wait 
months before the placement of a child 
is made. If the prospective parents place 
narrow limitations on the type of child 
they want, it may be even longer." 

In the end, according to Day, the time 
spent is time well spent. " Being a parent 
today may be the most complex task any 
of us can assume," she said. "In the case 
of adopting a child, especially children 
with special needs, time for adjustment 
and learning are vitally important to the 
future of the child and that entire 
family."

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African Nations Try 
To Balance Needs

NAIROBI. Kenya The tour group 
spotted the elephant carcass on these­
cond day of a three-week photographic 
safari that would take the visitors 
through Kenya and Tanzania. The enor­
mous body was lying in tall grass just 
a few yards from a well-traveled dirt 
road in Meru National Park. a 
700-square-mile wildlife refuge in cen­
tral Kenya. The majestic elephant had 
been slaughtered illegally for its ivory 
tusks. 

The animal had been shot by an 
automatic weapon or a homemade 
muzzle-loader gun. The elephant's back 
\\as to the road. sparing the tourists a 
grisly view of the creature's butchered 
face. Poachers could have just chopped 
the top off of the exposed tusk, but they 
might have split or shattered the ivory. 
So they mutilated the elephant's face. 
removing the ivory from the large 
cavities beneath the eyes. 

The ivory, or "white gold" as it is 
sometimes called, sells on the open 
market for up to $170 a pound and often 
ends up in the Orient. There, it is carv­
ed into jewelry and knickknacks, com­
prising much of a $500 million-a-year 
industry. 

"Elephants don't give up their tusks 
without a fight,·' one safari leader said. 
"You can't just walk up to an elephant 
and break off a tusk. The animal has to 
die before someone gets his hands on 
that ivory "His prediction for the future 
of the world's largest land mammal? 
·'Grim, very grim." 

Throughout Africa, elephants and 
other animals long identified with this 
continent are dying. Poaching is one 
reason: loss of habitat caused by a 
burgeoning human population en­
croaching on areas once inhabited by the 
free-ranging animals is another. 
Ironically, when, for example, the 
animals in Kenya suffer, so does the 
country, which depends heavily on in­
come from European and North 
American tourists. 

Now, however, many officials in most 
African nations-with Kenya setting an 
example-seen determined to put an end

to this \'JCious cycle through a combina­
tion of Yigorous anti-poaching activities, 
improved park management and ag­
gressive measures to reduce their coun­
tries' birthrates. 

Sections of the Masai Mara,located in 
the southwest corner of Kenya and en­
compassing 5-W square miles of the nor­
thern Serengeti-Mara Plains, exemplify 
the dilemma facing these nations, 
Kenyan-born safari leader David 
Penrose says "ln the old days, as the 
elephant herds grew. the animals were 
able to migrate to new areas. In some 
parts of the country, many elephants 
still range beyond a park's borders. But 
in segments of the Mara, the elephants 
run headlong into problems. They get up 
to the park's boundary, and bang, that's 
it. They run into developed areas and 
become potential victims of farmers, 
hunters and poachers." 

Poaching is a more serious problem 
for the black rhinoceros, the fastest­
diminishing large mammal on the 
planet. The ponderous animals are be­
ing killed for their horns at what some 
experts describe as an "unstoppable 
rate." Those horns fetch more than 
$1,500 a pond on the world market. 

At the turn of the century, a million 
rhinos inhabited all of sub-Saharan 
Africa. In the past six years, rhino 
populations have been wiped out in nine 
of those countries. In the 1960s. an 
estimated 20,000 black rhinos lived in 
Kenya alone. Now this country's 
fragmented rhino population numbers 
only a few hundred. 

The poachers' trophy, the rhino's 
horn, is not composed of true horn at all, 
but of matted, compacted hair . Demand 
for rhino horn, says Tom McShane, the 
World Wildlife Fund's African Program 
officer, 1s greatest in North Yemen and 
Asia. 

"In the Middle East," McShane says, 
"rhino horns are made into expensive, 
elaborately carved dagger handles. In 
the Far East, the horn is not used as an 
aphrodisiac, as many people believe, but 
is ground up for medicinal purposes. 
such as a fever suppressant." 

Indeed, according to Nehemiah Arap 
Rotich. executive director of the East 
African Wildlife Society in Nairobi, 
rhino horn is easy to sell, regardless of 
its form. "A whole rhino horn may com­
mand as much on the black market as 
a ground horn. Rhinos are easy to poach. 
They're solitary animals with bad 
eyesight. Once the poachers kill the, 
ammal and get the horn, it's easy to 
smuggle it out of th.e country. Elephant 
tusks are more difficult to hide. And if 
a tusk IS at all damaged, its value 
decreases." 

While most experts agree that the on­
ly way to halt the poaching is to stop or 
control the lucrative market, some coun­
tries, Kenya in particular, are leading 
the way in establishing and equipping 
crack anti-poaching units to protect the 
wildlife. 

An even greater threat than poaching 
to Africa's animals, however, is loss of 
habitat due to a high human birthda te­
the highest in the world. Kenya's popula­
tion is growing at a rate of 4 to 5 percent 
a year compared to a rate of 0.7 percent 
in the United States. "Unfortunately," 
Penrose says. "when habitat is lost, so 
is space for tourism-and the income 
tourists bring. Therefore, the govern­
ment has initiated a program to get the 
population growth under control." 

That program includes an increased 
number of family planning and health 
care clinics and radio, TV and educa­
tional pitches aimed at schoolchildren 
and adults, which extol the benefits of 
smaller families, such as a higher stan­
dard of living. The program is still in its 
mfancy, but officials say the response 
has been encouraging. 

Tourism is currently Kenya's second 
biggest source of foreign exchange­
right behind coffee and tea exports. 
Even though big-game hunting was 
outlawed in 1977, wildlife continues to be 
the backbone of Kenya's tourism trade. 
The government's target is to attract a 
million tourists by the end of next year.

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The tourists are certainly welcome, 
but their sheer numbers can prompt 
headaches. Most of Kenya's 600,000 
tourists crowd into the 13 national parks 
and 24 national reserves between June 
and November, straining resources and 
threatening the fragile ecosystems. 
Several of Kenya's protected areas suf­
fer from such problems as off-road driv­
ing. excessive noise and frequent 
harassment of such vulnerable species 
as the cheetah. 

Cheetahs are hurt by tourism, Arap 
Rotich of the East African Wildlife 
Society says, in part because they are 
daytime hunters. "The cheetahs are out 
there trying to make their kills while the 
tourists are in the parks. The mini-buses 
and tour operators will sometimes move 
between the cheetah and its prey so that 
the tourists can get a better view. This 
is, after all, why people are coming to 
Africa. But the cheetah is a shy animal, 
and once three or four vehicles show up, 
the cat will just walk away; other 
predators will take its kill. Since the 
animal only hunts once every three or 
four days, it could be a week or so before 
it eats again." 

The cheetah faces another problem 
unrelated to tourism. David Wildt, a 
reproductive physiologist with the 
Smithsonian's National Zoological Park, 
says that genetically, "all cheetahs look 
alike " Studies by Wildt and others show 
that the cheetah is vulnerable to disease 
and has an infant mortality rate that is 
estimated at 40 percent. 

"The most plausible explanation for 
the cheetah's unusual genetic makeup," 
Wildt says, "is that at some point in the 
past, the species went through a bot­
tleneck, a severe population reduction. 
This was followed by inbreeding, which 
further diminished the gene pool. But 
despite their genetic uniformity, 
cheetahs are existing in sufficient 
numbers in the wild, and if man doesn't 
interefere, they should do well." 

The East African Wildlife Society is 
one group that welcomes zoo resear­
chers from abroad. "American and 
European researchers have made many 
useful contributions to animal conserva­
tion in Kenya," Arap Rotich says. "In 
many cases, they've been able to breed 
African animals in captivity, gathering 
data that have been useful in forming 
policies for managing our parks and 
animals in the wild." 

Arap Rotich does not jqin those who 
are predicting doom and gloom for 
Africa's wildlife. ''The worst is over for 
the animals. If present trends continue, 
there's reason for optimism." He cites 
among Kenya's activities a planned 
rhino sanctuary at Lake Nakuru that 
would consolidate the vulnerable, scat­
tered black rhinos into a protected area 
where they will be allowed to breed. 
Long-term proposals call for additional 
sanctuaries and eventual reintroduction 
into the rhino's natural habitats. 

"If the government continues to be 
mindful of the animals and gives them 
specific protective measures," he says, 
"their future looks good." 

Presumably, their preservation is a 
good thing for all of Africa's plant and 
animal species, great and small. As one 
safari leader put it: "I don't want to live 
on a sterile planet, and I hope there are 
others who feel the same way. I find 
good company in other creatures 
besides man."

Most of us want to provide well for our 
loved ones, both emotionally and finan­
cially. One way to be sure that your pro­
perty is distributed according to your 
wishes is through wise estate planning 
today.

For example, if you die without a will 
t intestate l your property will be 
distributed according to a formula set 
forth by law. Subject to the general 
rights of a surviving spouse to obtain 
one-half of the real and personal proper­
ty held by the decedent at the time of 
death, the property of someone who dies 
without a will is distributed first to 
children and their descendants, if any, 
and then to one's surviving parents, and 
then to the surviving spouse and other 
surviving relatives. 

You may also take certain steps to 
hold property jointly with a spouse or 
other person so that legal title is controll­
ed by the surviving joint owner im­
mediately upon one's person's death, 
without subjecting that property to 
probate.

Spring and fall seem to be the times 

of the year when a potentially deadly 
disease called Canine Parvovirus makes 
appearances. It has had a devastating 
impact on the world's canine population 
since it was first diagnosed in 1978. 

Even though vaccines are available 
which can prevent it and treatment is 
often effective, particularly in older 
animals, the disease persists. 

The virus is highly contagious be­
tween dogs'and is transmitted by way 
of stool, urine or closely confined air. 
However, exposure to the virus does not 
necessarily mean infection. Apparently 
resistance varies considerably from 
animal to animal, and consequently the 
intensity of the disease and symptoms 
also varies. 

At the mildest, parvo infection may 
not cause any visible symptoms. At its 
most severe, the owner may notice lack 
of appetite, vomiting, profuse and often 
bloody diarrhea, high fever, dehydration 
and often death-all within 24 hours. In 
between, any combination of signs IS 

possible. 
The virus grows cells quickly and at­

tacks the intestinal lining, literally 
dissolving it, resulting in diarrhea and 
severe bleeding as well as poor digestive 
ability. 

In young dogs there is an even more 
insidious form of attack possible, 
because the parvovirus also invades the 
heart muscle presenting the possibility 
of sudden death due to heart failure. 

t This can follow an apparent recovery 
from the diarrhea form of the disease, 
or can occur without the other form ever 

• occurring. 
• Treatment must be swift and intense 
• to be of any success in preventing a 
i large number of deaths in young dogs. 

Older animals, with appropriate treat-
• ment, are much more likely to survive. 

Treatment consists of replacing lost 
: fluids, control of diarrhea and vomiting 
• and antibiotics. The area in which the 

animal is kept must be cleaned with 
disinfectant to keep the virus from 

, spreading. 
: Vaccination is by far the best way to 
: control parvovirus, as well as the least 
: costly. Cost of treatment can be signifi­
• cant, cost of vaccination is modest by ' . : companson. 
• During the first few years the vaccine

"The Boone Legacy" 
By A.G. SPENCER 

The year of 1775 proved to be a very 
busy one for Daniel Boone. Historians 
disagree about his activities in the ear· 
ly part of the year. Some believe that he

was back in his old stomping grounds on 
the Yadkin, while others contend that he 
was exploring the watersheds of the 
southwest Virginia and eastern Ken­
tucky rivers. 

There seems to be more evidence sup­
porting the latter belief, as a rock bear­
ing the inscription "D.B. 1775" was 
found some years ago near the top of a 
mountain on the old Allen farm on the 
Gosling Fork of Goose Creek on Beaver 
Creek here in Floyd County. Com­
parisons with documented carvings of 
Boone's initials lead many to believe in 
the authenticity of this carving. 

Moreover, it is believed that, after 
guiding hunters and explorers onto the 
headwaters of the Clinch River late in 
1774, Boone may have struck westward 
through the Pound Gap, down Elkhorn 
Creek, through Shelby Gap, over Indian 
Creek and on to Left Beaver Creek. He 
is believed to have wintered here, where 
game was then plentiful. It is significant 
to note that one more ascent from where 
his winter camp is thought to have been 
would put him high on the mountains 
where the "Daniel Boone Rock" rests. 
While much of this is only educated con­
jecture, Boone must surely have 
traversed the game trail that led past 
that rock many times during his winter 
foraging.

MSU Enrollment 
Shows Increase 

The final tally for Morehead State 
University's 1986 fall enrollment reflects 
a 3.5 percent increase over the fall of 
1985. 

This fall's headcount enrollment is 
5,894, compared with 5,695 last year, 
MSU President A.D. Albright has 
announced. 

Preliminary figures released to the 
media in late September showed a 2.8 
percent increase. At that time, Dr. 
Albright noted that the figures could 
change between then and the enrollment 
reporting date set by the Council on 
Higher Education. 

The increase reverses a pattern of 
declining enrollmet?-t which has plagued 
Morehead State over the past decade, in­
cluding an 8.2 percent drop last fall from 
the previous year. 

In addition to the increase in head­
count figures, MSU reversed the decline 
in full-time students, actually gaining a 
student over last fall. 

Dr. Albright attributed MSU's im­
proved enrollmentto three primary fac­
tors. "It was a combination of an inten­
sive recruitment drive, an image­
building promotional campaign in the 
region's media, and the addition of a 
new program of upper-division under­
graduate course offerings at four two­
year college sites," he said.

"Are You Swimming In A Sewer?" 
Subject Of "NOV A" Documentary 

Toxic metals, acids, cyanide, raw 
sewage, disease-carrying bacteria and 
viruses- all of these hazardous 
substances routinely are flushed into our 
coastal waters as if they would disap­
pear, never to return. Unfortunately, 
they do return- in the fish we eat and in 
the water we swim. 

"NOV A" dips into our polluted marine 
environment in "Are You Swimming in 
a Sewer?,'' airing Sunday, December 7, 
at 9:00p.m. on KET. 

Daily a massive dose of residential 
and industrial waste water , much of it 
untreated, is dumped into the waters off 
Boston, Seattle, Los Angeles and other 
coastal cities. 

Human waste is only part of the story. 
By far, the most serious pollutants are 
toxic chemicals generated by industry. 
These substances are poured into bays 
and oceans with little understanding of 
the effect on coastal ecosystems. Once 

in the water or in sediments, these tox­
ic chemicals are impossible to remove. 
"It's just unthinkable to use the oceans 
in such a way as to cause an irreversi­
ble contamination that will be with us 
forever,'' warns marine biologist 
George Woodwell. 

Even so, some scientists advocate 
dumping wastes as far out at sea as 
possible, trusting the oceans' supposed 
assimilative capacity. Since no one 
knows where currents will take the 
wastes or how they might poison the 
food chain, this approach may be 
disastrous in the long run.

UK's Corncob Burner 
Exceeds Expectations 

University of Kentucky's "corncob 
burner," which is supposed to produce 
inexpensive energy to dry corn, is doing 
better than expected in its first year of 
actual on-the-farm testing. 

According to Sam McNeill, an 
engineer with UK's College of Agricul­
ture, the biomass burner produced 
enough energy to dry newly harvested 
corn at less than one-half the cost of 
burners fueled by the traditional pro­
pane gas. The burner is being tested on 
a working farm owned by Wayne 
McAtee in Trigg County. 

That savings is especially significant 
considering the current low price of gas. 
As propane prices go up, as most 
economists figure they will, the possible 
savings from the biomass burner will 
increase. 

Although the biomass burner was 
designed by the UK College of Agricul­
ture to burn corncobs, McAtee used 
woodchips which were more readily 
available from a nearby lumberyard in 
his tests. McNeill said the farmer kept 
his own careful records to compare costs 
of the biomass burner with propane. Not

only did he compare costs per bushel, he 
also recorded costs per "point" of 
moisture removed from the corn. 

" First, he dried two batches of corn 
at the beginning of the season using pro­
pane gas," said McNeil. "He found his 
cost using the traditional fuel was 
seven-tenths of one cent per point of 
moisture removed. Since he wanted to 
dry his corn to remove 7 points of 
moisture, his per bushel cost was 4.9 
cents per bushel." 

McNeill added, "Using the wood 
chips, which have a market value of 
$18.50 per ton, his costs were three­
tenths of a cent per point or 2.1 cents per 
bushel." 

By using corncobs, which are free for 
the using, even more savings are possi­
ble, McNeill said. One third the cobs 
from an acre of corn can dry all the corn 
produced on that acre. 

So why doesn't everyone run out and 
buy a biomass burner and use the corn­
cobs? 

The front end cost to purchase the 
burner is one reason. It costs about 
$12,000. Second, it is difficult to gather 
the corncobs at present. Harvesters 
which sell the corn in the field just spit 
the cobs out along with husks and other 
chaff. Manual labor to pick up cobs 
could be expensive.

Nevertheless, McNeill believes the 
biomass burner using corncobs as fuel 
is the way of the future and both 
obstacles can be overcome. Price ..yill 
come down as the manufacturer which 
purchased the College of Agriculture's 
patent recovers its development costs, 
and the UK College of Agriculture's 
engineering department is already 
underway with a new project to develop 
an efficient and economical way to 
gather the cobs.

Why, you may ask. should anyone 
feed birds in the summer'? Don't they 
get enough seed. fruit and insects on 
their own? Probably, yes-if you're 
talking "survival." But there's no rca· 
son not to offer the seed, fruit and 
other food that will draw birds to your 
yard-all year. 

Your summer visitors are apt to be 
a different mix from your winter birds. 
Some of the winter ones will stay, but 
some summer birds aren't around in 
the winter and might not come to your 
yard in the summer except for the food 
you provide. Many young birds. too, 
come to feed with their parents in 
summer, and watching bird families is 
a rare treat : parents teaching their 
young to eat; family squabbles; per­
haps a "runt" learning to get its fair 
share of food. 

With some exceptions, the same 
kinds of food you put out in winter 
will serve the birds well in summer. 

Seeds: Sunflower seeds are a main­
stay, but try standard mixtures with a 
high percentage of proso millets, sun­
flower seed and some cracked corn. 
These will draw many seed-eaters and 
their young. Chickadees and titmice 
are especially entertaining to watch­
with their families of 4-to-7 fledglings 
learning the ropes. 

Fruits: Citrus fruits, plus bananas, 
pieces of apple, and raisins. These are 
not necessary food but, in many parts 
of the country, a fruit salad will likely 
bring in orioles. house finches, gros­
beaks and tanagers. Fruits are almost 
sure to draw mockingbirds, thrash· 
ers, and catbirds (which rarely visit 
northern feeders in winter). Even wood· 
peekers, which normally subsist on a 
diet of insects, may avidly take fruit. 

Consultants Tour 
Downtown P'burg 

Following its selection as a 
demonstration city for the Main Street 
Program, Prestonsburg was toured 
Monday by three members of the Ken­
tucky Heritage Council. The group 
visited the downtown area to evaluate 
the structures and offer advice on 
revitalization . Historic architect 
William Mills Crosby, a member of the 
Heritage Council said, "The people of 
Prestonsburg were very receptive to the 
Main Street Program. Merchants and 
building owners were real positive teal 
upbeat." 

The Kentucky Main Street Program 
was started in 1979 and patterned after 
a national program to focus attention on 
the need for historical preservation and 
the upgrading of downtown buildings. 

Mayor Ann Latta, who conducted the 
tour, also introduced the members of the 
council to the public following Monday's 
city council meeting. A slide presenta­
tion and talks followed on how to imple­
ment the ideas of the program and 
create public awareness. 

"Organization is the key," said Becky 
Shipp, Heritage Council member, and 
she emphasized the importance of com­
munity commitment. She said it is up to 
the Main Street manager to set priorities 
and give direction to the program. A 
part-time manager for Prestonsburg 
will be hired by the first of the year, ac­
cording to Mayor Latta. Following the 
appointment, the city's manager will at­
tend in February a three-day training 
school conducted in Frankfort by the 
Heritage Council. 

All three members said they were im-· 
pressed with the City of Prestonsburg 
and look forward to positive things hap­
pening in the future.

Many seed-eaters, in fact, eat fruit 
and other foods. 

Sugar water: A 4-to-l mixture of 
water and sugar, placed in small, plas· 
tic vials, wired to shrubs and trees, 
will likely draw not only humming· 
birds but a number of other birds. A 
purplish solution of water and grape 
jelly may attract treetop-inhabiting ori· 
oles (the Baltimore in the East; Bul­
lock's and other species in the West)­
especially if you have large trees in or 
adjacent to your yard. 

Exceptions to winter foods in sum· 
mer: Unless you live in the far north, 
there's no need to offer suet and 
rendered-fat foods such as seed balls 
or peanut butter mixtures. They'll 
probably melt. Besides, a summer in­
sect diet gives the birds the high-fat 
content that suet provides in the in­
sect-poor wintertime. 

So, with one eye on your food bud· 
get and the other on your bird feed· 
ers, enjoy the backyard picnic all 
summer long.

For Barbara Walters, the

By now, Barbara Wal­
ters has a pretty good idea 
of what not to do on an ' 

Barbara Walters 

"I think the mistake is to 
try to do it to impress your 
peers, hoping the newspa­
pers will write it up and 
say, 'Wasn't she brilliant?' 
I'd rather ask the question 
that makes everyone say, 
'Did he really? And then 
what? I alway& wanted to 
know that!' " 

Walters, who is now 55, 
has asked plenty of such 
questions in her career . 
She was the one, for ex­
ample, who thought of 
asking Cuba's Fidel Cas­
tro if he was married . 

"I didn't get much of an 
answer, did I?" she says 
when that's mentioned . 
" It's funny, because we're 
trying to get him again , 
and every few months I 
write to him. He sent me a 
wedding present. We had 
to send it back, but I 
thought it was very, very 
touching." 

But wedding present 
and all , Walters has yet to 
nail down the new inter­
view. " It's wedding pre­
sent , yes; interview, no," 
she s.ays. "I'll h.a.ve to write 
to him and tell nim ftiat 

neither of us are getting 
any younger." 

Walters promises a few 
unusual questions and un­
expected responses in her 
latest " Barbara Walters 
Special ," which airs Tues­
day, Dec. 2, on ABC and 
features interviews with 
Lionel Richie, Betty White 
and Richard Pryor. 

The Richard Pryor inter­
view, in which Pryor talks 
about the AIDS rumors 
and introduces his new 
wife , Flynn , and a 2-year­
old son, Steven, whose ex­
istence has been a secret 
until now, is probably a 
highlight . "This is an inter­
view where we edited very 
little, " says Walters. " He 
had so much to say that we 
just let it go. And once Pry­
or decides to do some­
thing, he tells you 
everything ." 

The key to being a good 
interviewer, says Walters, 
is coming up with the good 
follow-up question. 

"I think the ·follow-up is 
more important than the 
original question," she 
says. " Anybody can ask 
that question. It's the next 
question. But too often the 
interviewer is so busy 
looking at his next ques­
tion that he or she does 
not do that follow-up 
question." The right fol­
low-up, says Walters, can 
be as simple as " 'Just a 
second , what? ' or even 
'Fine, but you didn 't an­
swer my question .' " 

Not that Walters doesn 't 
occasionally have a bad 
moment or two herself. 
" My idea of hell is you fin ­
ish and someone comes 
up and asks, 'Did you ask 
thus and such? ' and you 
say, 'Awwwww Exactly 
1Aitrat l forgot.' "

Plan Will Provide 
Cheaper Home Loans 

Thousands of Kentuckians of modest 
means would be assured of home owner­
ship over the next 20 years under a pro­
gram announced by Gov. Martha Layne 
Collins. 

The Kentucky Housing Corporation is 
devising programs to continue low­
interest construction loans and below­
market mortgage loans to families of 
low and middle-income citizens. The 
corporation, a non-profit, independent 
state agency, also is cooperating with 
other state agencies to sponsor a symp­
sium on housing needs for the elderly, 
the governor said. 

Kentucky is leading the nation in pro­
viding the new programs to replace pro­
grams that federal actions are elimi­
nating. "We're moving in housing just 
as we're moving in education and 
economic development," Gov. Collins 
declared. 

The governor made the announce­
ments at the Third Annual Governor's 

• Housing Conference in Lexington Nov. 
19. 

Planning for the programs for low­
cost housing and the elderly already has 
begun but a timetable for accomplish­
ment is not final, said Lynn Luallen, ex­
ecutive director of the housing corpora­
tion. 

Initial plans call for buiding five to 10 
homes in 10 to 15 communities in the 
state, Luallen said. 

Collins said that the Home Builders 
Association of Kentucky is working with 
the corporation on a statewide project 
to "deliver innovative, affordable, hous­
ing designs ... and will take advantage of 
below-market interest rate KHC 
financing."

Special Children In Spotlight 
As Championship Rodeo Begins 

The North American's first Excep­
tional Rodeo clearly showed that 
cowboys have more than grit. They have 
hearts. 

The Exceptional Rodeo held in Louis­
ville, November 13, featured nearly 40 
youngsters as they lassoed fake steers; 
climbed atop fur covered replicas of 
bulls; and rode real horses. Every child 
was a victim of fate. Fate had dealt the 
young people a hand filled with cerebral 
palsy. But, the North American's Ex­
ceptional Rodeo set aside the handicap 
to provide a setting that few will ever 
forget. 

A five-year old boy sat astride a roan 
quarter horse and yelled "yippee" as he 
threw a frail hand into the air ... he was 
flanked and guarded by five cowboys. 
Their chaps were covered with dust 
from the ring and the young man had 
dust on his cheeks and hat, a result of 
cowboy hugs and protective hands. The 
boy's dad said it was the first time his 
son had ever touched a horse. 

Fred Wiehe, WHAS Television & 
Radio Farm Director, stood in the 
center of Freedom Hall and said, "it's 
super, it's super-it's like a Crusade for 
Children." Later Wiehe, who repre­
sented the Exceptional Rodeo's sponsor, 
observed that the rodeo broadens the vi­
sion of handicapped children. 

Apparently little Kris' father agreed. 
Tears eroded a muddy track on his 
cheek as his daughter took a rope from 
a cowboy. "She's never done anything 
like this," he said, "it's great.. . I hope 
we can do it again next year." 

Angela said her favorite event was 
riding the horse. A big, rawboned 
cowboy looked away to hide his emotion 
and grumbled, "God, I'm lucky!" 
Angela turned her crystal blue eyes on 
her cowboy partner and hugged his 
back. He left. And another cowboy took 
his place. 

Nearby, six steer wrestlers stood 
around a blanket covered bull while a 
seven-year-old bounced about on the 
fake critter. Twelve hands steadied the

Hadley Barrett, announcer for the Na­

tionally televised PRCA Rodeo in 
Oklahoma City walked among the 
children and the rodeo professionals 
during the 1986 North American Inter­
national Exceptional Rodeo. Pausing to 
tell a favorite story, the nationally 
known rodeo spokesman also betrayed 
the reason why rodeo athletes support 
Exceptional Rodeo activities: 

"During 1983 we had an Exceptional 
Rodeo just before the national finals in 
Oklahoma City," explained Hadley. As 
the young people finished their activities 
that evening, most excited beyond 
words, one small child was brought to 
the microphone to accept a tiny trophy. 
The child spoke a few, halting words of 
appreciation to the cowboy announcer, 
not a n unusual event at the exciting 
rodeo for the handicapped. "But, says 
Barret, we found out later that those 
words were the first the boy had ever 
spoken, and he 's been talking ever 
since." 

Rodeo events routinely test the en­
durance of cowboys and cowgirls who 
pit themselves against the brute 
strength of bulls and the determination 
of broncs. The Exceptional Rodeo is 
designed to crack the shell of young peo­
ple whose bodies are racked by forces 
beyond their control. The Exceptional 
Rodeo is a new dimension in the small 
universe of handicapped youngsters . 

"This is the best part of the rodeo," 
said John Andrews, a steer wrestler 
from Clayton, Indiana .
