But in a larger sense, Stumbo said on 
his return, the trip was "a campaign, a 
sales pitch . . . to sell people on Ken­
tucky and eastern Kentucky." 

The current strength of European 
currencies against the U.S. dollar 
makes this the right time for attracting

Deputy Foiled, 
Four Escapees 
Still At Large

Four prisoners at the Floyd county jail 
escaped with a stolen car Friday after 
locking their guard in a cell, according 
o police and jail officials. The car was 

found Saturday morning near 
Salyersville, but all four men were still 
at large Tuesday. 

Deputy jailer Harold Tackett was 
alone at the jail and had unlocked a cell 
to admit a new prisoner at about 5:30 
p m Friday, t.~ccorcling to Flovd Jailer 
Lawrence Hale. The other prisoners in 
the cell then jumped Tackett, took away 
his keys, and locked up the deputy in­
stead. One of the four men was reported 
to have fled on foot, while the other three 
stole a 1983 Chevy Caprice, belonging to 
Adrian Blackburn, that was parked next 
door at the postoffice. 
~ The four fugitives include Tony 
Manns, 17, of Salyersville, who was 
awaiti11g transfer to the state peniten­
tiary after pleading guilty last month to 
auto theft, vandalism and criminal 
solicitation. Manns has escaped from 
the Floyd County Juvenile Detention 
Center at least five times in the last 
three years, and was described by 
District Judge Harold Stumbo last fall 
as a thief and escape artist who "has a 
desire to destroy property." 

Also among the escapees was Dennis 
J. Horn, 18, of Allen, who was being held 
on an auto theft charge. Horn had been 
released from jail on a technicality 
March 30, after being held for auto theft, 
but was jailed again the same evening 

ter he was found with a 1972 Cadillac 
longing to Robert B. Goodman. 
The other escapees were Sammy J . 

Preston, 43, of Salyersville, charged 
with attempted murder; and James E. 
Porter, 22, of Dwale, accused of first­
degree assault for allegedly stabbing 
another Dwale man in the chest with a 
knife. Porter had been released from jail 
here in February after serving a one­
year sentence for criminal trespass. He 
left the state after the stabbing incident, 
Feb. 27, but was captured in Long coun­
ty, Georgia, and returned here. 

The men were tracked with 
bloodhounds after a Magoffin county 
woman reported seeing them park the 
stolen Caprice near her home, according 
~o a sheriff's deputy. The dogs lost the 
scent, however, when the men ap­
parently climbed into another vehicle. 
the deputy said.

House Leader 
Promotes State 
On Europe Tour 
Scott county demonstrates. Kentucky 
can reap its share of the business if the 
state's image is polished up and if 
some incentives can be thrown in to 
sweeten the deal. 

The image projected by the gover­
nor's party. which included Commerce 
Cabinet officials and business and 
education leaders, was of Kentucky as 
a manufacturing state. A glossy. color­
ful, 28-page brochure distributed by the 
delegates stressed that Kentucky is 
more than coal. bluegrass. and horses. 

While this was once a mining and 
agricultural state, the brochure said, 
manufacturing is now the largest sec­
tor of the state's economy. "We'd like 
to attract manufacturers." Stumbo 
said Saturday in an interview in his 
Martin law office. "Kentucky ranked 
in the top five or six states last year in 
growth in economic development, 
especially manufacturing." 

Eastern Kentucky has some image 
problems of its own which he did his 
best to correct in meetings with Euro­
pean trade officials and business 
leaders. Stumbo said. Images of moun­
tain illiteracy and violent labor strug­
gles left over from movies like "Bloody 
Harlan" and news coverage of im­
poverished "hillbillies" need to be 
replaced, he said. with a vision of this 
area as a good place to do business. 

"There are unfavorable impressions 
that need to be overcome," he said. 
"Part of economic development is 
simply getting people interested 
enough to take a look at your area." 

Promotional materials distributed 
on the tour touted Kentucky's stable 
and abundant workforce; its uni­
versities, colleges and technical 
schools; its relatively cheap energy 
sources; its location "at the center of a 
31-state distribution area"; its tax in­
centives for businesses; and the avail­
ability of industrial revenue bonds and 
community development block grants. 

"The message we tried to get across 
is that Kentucky is an attractive place 
for industry," Stumbo said. "Our 
overall tax rates are the fairest in the

A gala event is planned for April18 at 
the Kinzer Drilling Building on new KY 
80 to celebrate the dedication of a pro­
minent American flag there. Former 
governors Bert T. Combs and Louie B 
Nunn are expected to be present, along 
with many dignitaries. 

Mr. and Mrs. Willard Kinzer and their 
sons, Terry and Jerry Kinzer, are 
hosting the celebration, and Lexington 
attorney W. Terry McBrayer will act as 
the master of ceremonies. 

The reason for the celebration is very 
simple: "We've always loved and ad­
mired the American flag, and it's 
something we wanted to do for the flag,'' 
said Mrs. Willard Kinzer, who was in­
strumental in the flag being erected in 
front of the family business. ·•we're very 
proud of it and what it stands for and we 
would like to share it with everyone." 

Besides the two former governors, 
those invited to attend include Con­
gressmen Chris Perkins and Hal 
Rogers. Floyd Judge-Executive John M. 
Stumbo and Pike Judge-Executive Paul 
Patton, and Secretary of Energy George 
E . Evans, Jr., who will represent Gover­
nor Martha Layne Collins. 

Many Floyd countians have been im­
pressed by the beauty and size of the 
flag. James D. Fitzpatrick, of Garrett. 
called it "the most beautiful sight I have 
seen in eastern Kentucky for some time. 
And it sure did give me a thrill to see this 
huge flag blowing in the breeze." 

There will be a 21-gun salute during 
the ceremony and two Pearl Harbor 
survivors-Frank Leslie and Homer 
Robinson-will be there along with Ear­
rit Hayes, commander of the Disabled 
American Veterans Post 128.

As More Mothers Work Outside Home, 
Institutions Fill The Childcare Gap

Whatever one thinks of day 
care-and there are those who question 
whether it is good for small children to 
spend many hours a day away from 
their mothers-just about everyone 
agrees it is here to stay. 

Even in areas like eastern Kentucky, 
where traditional family ties still allow 
the child-care burden to be spread 
around a bit if a parent is sick or off at 
work, a changing economy is forcing 
more and more mothers to turn to paid 
outs:.d rs o mind U:eir pte-school 
children. 

If many cannot afford not to hire 
somebody else to take care of their 
children, however, being able to afford 
high-quality care is quite a different 
matter. 

By urban standards, fees at Floyd 
county's three licensed day care 
centers are low-none charging full­
time participants more than $9 for a 
91,/z-hour day. But $45 a week is still 
more than many a single working­
mother can afford, and only one of this 
county's three centers adjusts its fees 
according to family income.

Higher Oil Prices, Coal Boom, 
Predicted By Seminar Speaker

The keynote speaker at last week's 
lOth annual Big Sandy-Elkhorn Coal 
Mining Seminar predicted a coal boom 
starting in 1989. 

E .B. Leisenring, Jr., chairman and 
CEO of Westmoreland Coal Company in 
Philadelphia, said. "The future will be 
here in 1989. This is my estimate of the 
start of another coal boom. Let's hope 
that this one lasts longer than the 
1975-1980 experience, then largely the 
result of articially high oil prices." 

The industry leader said he believes 
the next coal market will be based more 
firmly on modestly higher oil prices and 
on a more sound foundation of limited 
oil production. Yet, citing an increase in 
oil imports (from 28 percent in 1983 to 
33 percent in 1986), and higher spot 
prices of natural gas, Leisenring said, 
"We are again walking into the 
dependency trap .that caught us in 
1970's.·· 

In regard to the acid rain problem, 
Leisenring said, "The one event that my 
company and other low-sulfur producers 
cannot tolerate is the passage of a Jaw 
that calls for most existing power plants 
to be retro-fitted with scrubbers. This 
would cost consumers, you and me. 
billions of dollars per year more than 
any other alternative.'' 

Leisenring concluded his address by 
saying that. "the overall energy picture 
is critical to the country's future. We will 
not be swayed to a policy of diversifica­
tion into businesses we don't understand 
and which are not related to coal. This 
is the conviction that causes us to be 
bullish on coal into the 1990's and well 
beyond. '' 

"Where do we go from here?" was the 
theme for the seminar, and Joseph E. 
Lima. a vice-president with National 
Coal Association, answered the question 
by calling for a reduction in railroad 
shipping charges. Lima criticized 
railroads for their excessive rates and 
said they could be cut by 20 or 25 percent 
and still allow the rail companies to 
make a profit. Lima said the problem 
was caused by a lack of competition. "In 
most cases only a single rail carrier is 
available to move coal for much, or all, 
of the distance from mines to delivery 
points." At the same time, he praised 
barge lines for shipping coal on inland 
and intracoastal waterways at com­
petitive prices and called on them to 
resist the temptation to raise their rates. 

According to Lima, one solution to the 
problem would be the passage of the 
Consumer Rail Equity Act, which has

support-like that sponsored by the 
First Baptist Church in Prestonsburg, 
and another operated by Mountain 
Christian Academy at Martin-are 
making ends meet. Indeed. Sonya 
Maynard, director of the pre-school 
program at MCA, can boast that she 
habitually spends less than her budget 
allocation. It helps, too. that both 
facilities cater to a relatively affluent 
clientele. 

But operators agree it is no way to 
make an easy dollar. After 13 years' 
operation in Prestonsburg, directors of 
Calico Comer, which offered a half-day 
program with a specific pre-school cur­
riculum, voted recently to disband at 
the end of the current semester. A 
group which sought recently to 
organize a day care facility at Betsy 
Layne called it quits after only a few 
months. And directors of the county's 
longest-established day care center 
struggled last week to figure out how to 
pay the bills without putting services 
beyond the reach of their largely poor 
and working-class clients. 

Still listed technically as the Floyd 
County Developmental Child Care Pro­
gram, the operation begun in Auxier 21 
years ago by Cleda Lawson and now in 
new premises on Highland Avenue is 
better known simply as Cleda's Day­
care Center. Because of its sliding fee 
scale, some families pay as little as 
$100 a month to send a child·there. The 
center also takes children referred by 
the state Division of Social Services, 
which pays a meager $140 a month for 
their care. 

Because of its availability to low­
income families. a federal grant and 
loan financed construction of Cleda's 
Daycare and the government sub­
'sidizes the cost of meals for about half 
the children there. But directors said 
last week that the program could be 
put on a sound financial footing only by 
attracting more middle-class clients or 
by receiving a more liberal public sub­
sidy. 

Earlier this month, Lt. Gov. Steven 
L. Beshear announced plans to make 
early childhood education available to 
"anyone who wants it." The guber-

location of the new ~chool. We have 
heard from parents. grandparents. con­
cerned citizens in our school district, and 
concerned citizens outside our school 
district.

Weeksbury would have to be made. 
Could this student participate in ex- · 
tracurricular activities? It would be ex­
tremely .hard to return for ball practice, 
academic team practice. or any thing 
else after the school day was over. 

One point we keep reading is the mat­
ter of the fence to keep the students from 
falling over the cliff. Fences are for 
security also. If you don't believe this 
go to Allen Central. They have a fenc~ 
and no cliff. Besides that, we will be at 
the ~chool for an education, not to fall off 
a chff We are not saying it could not 
happen, but we don't feel that is is very 
likely to happen. 

Together. we can have a beautiful 
school. We can excel in academics 
sports, you name it. We, the students: 
can get along. We think it's time to see 
the adults get along also. 

We're taught to use facts. Instead of 
re~ating what you're told, and adding 
to It-get the facts. Come to the site.

Help for Parents 
As April is Child Abuse Prevention 

month. I thought your readers would be 
interested in the resource available to 
them from Parents Anonymous. These 
self-help groups are not only for parents 
with an abuse problem, but also for 
those who fear they have the potential 
for abuse and want to improve their 
parenllng skills. Parents Anonymous 
recognizes six forms of abuse: verbal 
a bus~, physical abuse, physical neglect, 
emotiOnal abuse. emotional neglect, and 
sexual abuse. Independent studies have 
shown that Parents Anonymous is very 
effective in the prevention and treat­
ment of abusive behavior, and that 
physically harmful behavior stops 
almost immediately when a parent 
becomes a member of a Parents 
Anonymous chapter The longer a 
parent attends Parents Anonymous the 
more decrease there is in verbal abuse. 

Most parents feel they are the only 
ones having parenting problems. When 
they come to a Parents Anonymous 
chapter meeting they find they are not 
alone and that other parents have the 
same fears and frustrations that they 
have. They share their problems and 
learn ~rom each other new and more ap­
propnate ways to deal with their anger 
They work at changing their attitudes 
and learning to handle their problems in 
more constructive ways. The parents 
learn to identify situations that will trig­
ger an abuse episode and how to stop the 
abuse before it occurs. They share 
positive parenting methods and support 
each other in the implementation of 
them. By exchanging phone numbers, 
the . parents have continued support 
available to them tluring the week. In 
case of a crisis, they can call someone 
for help By helping each other conquer 
their problems, they also help them­
selves to become better parents.

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nation. Our worker productivity is 
higher than in competing states." 

Even educational standards. not 
usually thought of as one of the state's 
stronger selling points. were put in 
their best light. "We were happy to tell 
them we've made a major commit­
ment to education, putting $300 million 
into elementary and secondary educa­
tion and $200 million into the univer­
sities without a tax increase." the 
legislator said. 

Kentucky has not been exactly 
among the frontrunners in promoting 
itself abroad. No fewer than 25 states 
already have established European of­
fices. "The competition is pretty exten­
sive." Stumbo noted. But. while 
overseas itwestors have traditionally 
concentrated on urban centers on the 
eastern and western seaboards. Euro­
peans are becoming more aware of in­
vestment opportunities in the rural 
hinterlands, he said. 

Although the developer later ran into 
financial diffficullies. much of the finan­
cing for the $10 million Prestonsburg 
Village development. just south of here. 
came from the investment of British 
miners' pension funds, Stumbo noted. 
Selling this area to overseas manufac­
turers is "the type of thing eastern Ken­
tuckians have got to start worrying 
about," he said. "It is not good planning 
to think we can rely on the coal industry 
for the next generation." 

While land and transportation limit­
ations will always leave eastern Ken­
tucky at a disadvantage as far as 
heavy industry is concerned, there is 
no reason this area could not attract a 
garment factory. a shoe plant. or high­
tech industries, Stumbo said. 

Construction of the Mountain Park­
way. KY 80, and U.S. 23 greatly add to 
eastern Kentucky's attractiveness to 
investors, an appeal which would be 
enhanced by the extension of U.S. 23 
south into the Carolinas, the majority 
leader noted. Completion of the Big 
Sandy Regional Airport and its ability 
to handle air cargo will also be a boon 
to the region, he said. 

Location of a single important plant 
in this area could break through what 
the legislative leader sees as a psycho­
logical barrier to the opening up of 
eastern Kentucky to new industry. "I 
can easily see development of a light 
industrial park on the top of a mount­
ain-around the new airport, for ex­
ample-if government helps with the 
infrastructure. like water and 
utilities," Stumbo said. "We could 
overcome the barrier if someone could 
do it one time and make it work." 

Recalling his conversation in Frank­
furt with a Korean representative of 
the Hyundai Corporation. Stumbo 
pointed out that the auto manufacturer 
stood to gain "a Jot of free publicity if 
they put a plant in eastern Kentucky 
and changed the whole soci~onomic 
base of the region." 

"He seemed somewhat impressed," 
the legislator said.

Department of Occupa­
tional Health, United Mine Workers, 
said that on-the-job drug abuse was 
more of a public health issue than a 
labor issue, and he would oppose any 
testing policy that didn't provide for 
rehabilitation. 

Some 226 people attended Thursday's 
seminar. Represented were coal 
operators, safety directors, personnel 
managers, businessmen, bankers, and 
UMWA representatives. 

Friday morning, Robert L. Vines, 
vice president for health and safety, 
Bitummous Coal Operators' Association, 
called coal mines "safer today than ever 
before." And Stephen F Greb, from the 
University of Kentucky, gave a slide 
presentation on the geology of roof falls . 
Greb emphasized that when roof falls 
are mapped by their geology, patterns 
and trends can be recognized and trac­
ed into unmined areas so that measures 
can be taken to avoid future falls .

But providers and parents should not 
count on state help, warned Brad 
Hughes. a Human Resoorces Cabinet 
spokesman. "There are just too many 
needs out there·~ for day care to get 
much attention in the state legislature. 
he said. Moreover. while several bills 
introduced in Congress this session 
would provide money for day care for 
low-income families, such proposals 
are costly and face strong pressures to 
hold down federal spending. 

Hughes said he expected to see a 
greater contribution by employers­
some of whom are now adding day care 
to employee benefit packages or setting 
up on-site centers-before he saw much 
increase in state subsidies. 

"There is absolutely not enough 
quality day care." said Hughes. "H we 
could finance it. we would." Failing 
that. he said, the Cabinet's licensing 
and regulation division tracks down as 
many unlicensed facilities as it can and 
gives the operators a choice of meeting 
minimum standards or going out of 
business. 

Under state law. anyone providing 
day care for more than three children 
not of their own household must be 
licensed. Before being licensed, and 
then at least annually, facilities are in­
spected to see they meet health and 
safety standards. Regulations govern 
the ratio of children to staff. space. 
safety of play equipment. record keep­
ing, and quality of menu. 

While there are no specific standards 
for teachers or curriculum, some kind 
of "developmental" program must be 
offered. "It must be more than just 
babysitting," said Hughes. And staff 
membe~ are supposed to avail them­
selves of training courses offered 
periodically by the state. 

Of the nature of things, there are no 
accurate figures on the number of un­
licensed facilities; but Hughes 
estimated there are hundreds across 
the state. While operators who are fail­
ing to report their income would be 
understandably reluctant to keep the 
records that licensure would entail, 
however, Hughes surmised that what 
many unlicensed operators most fear 
is becoming caught up in bureaucratic 
red tape. 

In fact, Hughes said, the licensing 
procedure is uncomplicated and most 
unlicensed facilities could come into 
conformity with regulations without 
much difficulty. "I'm not suggesting 
that the majority of unlicensed places 
are offering poor care," he said. "But 
the only standards we have are the 
standards enforced by the agency." 

Current concerns over regulating 
and funding day care appear to have 
pushed aside an earlier debate about 
the long-term effect of a social change 
that sees pre-schoolers, toddlers, and 
even babies spend much of their day 
away from parents in group care. Even 
among groups espousing a con­
servative Christian theology, who 
might once have criticized institutional 
child care as a weakening of tradi­
tional family responsibilities, the em­
phasis is frequently on the strengths 
rather than the risks of group care. 

"It's not for everybody," said 
Maynard, the MCA pre-school direc­
tor, "but children who come here ap­
pear more independent. more mature. 
emotionally stable, and more ready for 
kindergarten. Sometimes I think sen­
ding their children to day care worries 
parents more than the children." 

"Day care can't take the place of 
parents," said Judy Allen, head 
teacher for four-year-olds in the First 
Baptist Church program. And she can­
not vouch for the quality of care in 
private. unlicensed facilities. "I think 
a Jot of babysitters have a tendency to 
turn the TV on." she said. 

"But we try to give them all the Jove 
and correction they need," she said. "I 
don't think this day care has hindered 
the growth or development of any 
child." 

"I think it is best for the first few 
years if a mother can afford to stay 

' home and take care of the child," said 
Cleda Lawson. founder ofC!eda's Day­
care Center. "But some can't. And if 
they can't be with their children. day 
care is the best answer." 

Especially where home life is un­
stable, Lawson said. "day care can be 
better, both for the children and the 
parents." 

Day care should be a national 
responsibility. Lawson said. even if it 
means expanded public funding. "If 
children don't get Jove, good nutrition. 
and discipline when they're young." 
she said, "society is going to pay for it 
anyway." 

"If we spend money on children at 
two. three, four. and five," she said. " 
it will be a lot less than we will <other­
wise! spend in the long run."

Although Shannon was retained 10 
months ago to design the 7()()-student 
middle school, Superintendent Ron 
Hager this week downplayed sugges­
tions that switching architects at this 
stage will delay the school's con­
struction schedule.

Eula Hall, founder of the Mud Creek 
Clinic, defined the poor as people who 
are homeless, uneducated, unemployed, 
hungry, abused, lonely, and people with 
no way out. Hall blamed government for 
wasting money and creating programs 
that don' t reach the people. She pointed 
out from her own experience that the 
poorest kids always have the hardest 
time in school. She hopes that the 
government will create jobs in eastern 
Kentucky and suggested road building 
and beautification projects as two ways 
to put people to work. 

Grady Stumbo's campaign coor· 
dinator for eastern Kentucky, Robin 
Webb, called for reform in the education 
system, reinvestment to stop the loss of 
industry, and a concentrated effort to 
solve the problems of teenage pregnan· 
cy, school dropouts, and adult illiteracy, 
as specific ways to combat poverty. 
Alice Lloyd professor Christine Stumbo 
said that poor people are more likely to 
be afflicted with mental illness, be ar· 
rested, suffer from drug addiction, 
alcoholism, and health problems. They 
are also more likely to be divorced, suf· 
fer from spouse and child abuse, and die 
at an earlier age.

The event was held during Pro· 
fessor Weddle's class on Contemporary 
Social Problems and organized by Bren· 
da Mullins, a sophomore from Hi Hat.

Ideas on how to clean up and beautify 
Prestonsubrg this spring were discuss­
ed at Monday night's City Council 
meeting, and City Administrator Fred 
A James proposed a range of measures 
to brighten the city. 

James called for a concerted effort 
with the state and county governments, 
as well as clubs and organizations and 
businesses. to clean up litter and trash. 
The administrator would like to organize 
clean-up blitzes, post anti-litter signs, 
and put into use new trash containers. 
He also briefed the council on a rate 
schedule worked out with Fire Chief 
Thomas Blackburn for the fire depart­
ment to wash parking lots for city 
businesses. 

Chief of Police Elmo Allen had his own 
idea on how to prevent the problem. "If 
you would talk with the judges about en­
forcing the litter laws our people could 
do something about it." Allen said. 
Councilman William R. Callihan agreed 
with Allen's suggestion. "If they would 
fine a few people-word would get 
around-and you wouldn't see too much 
more of it." 

"I would like to see all of us go out one 
day with garbage bags and clean up 
around town," Mayor Ann R. Latta said. 
She also mentioned that flowers will 
soon be purchased and displayed and 
added, "Dogwoods throw off seedlings, 
and if people want to donate theirs to us, 
we will plant them in the city." 

Councilor Margie N. Osborne said 
something should be done about the 
number of vacant lots with abandoned 
cars and junk strewn in them. Mayor 
Latta said that she believed there were 
ordinances on the books to deal with that 
problem and suggested one remedy 
might be try the adopt-a-lot proram that 
is being used in other cities, whereby 
citizens plant flowers or grow vegetables 
on the land. 

Mayor Latta announced that the Ken­
tucky Municipal League will hold a 
meeting at the Prestonsburg Holiday 
Inn, April29, at 1:00 p.m. to explain and 
offer insurance coverage to the city 
under the new KML liability self­
insurance Pool Program. The program

The animals do not speak our 
language. they must depend on their 
owners to understand and act in their 
best interest. Obviously. there is a ques­
tion of emotional loss for the owner and 
his family. There is also a question of 
guilt. perhaps, when pain and suffering 
are needlessly prolonged and there is no 
hope of cure. 

Your veterinarian may be able to help 
you figure out your answers. though he 
won't decide for you. 

Trained as he is in the psychology of 
animals as companions and the bonding 
that takes place, he is also aware of the 
further heartbreak that may be down 
the road as an animal's condition 
worsens and there's nothi~g to be done. 

He is bound morally and ethically to 
answer your questions about your 
animal's condition honestly and com­
pletely, to the best of his ability.

It's Time To Think About Mower Safety 
An estimated 128 Kentucky children 

EXPERIENCE 
• under age five were injured in mower­

related accidents in 1986- the com­
parable 1985 figure was 17, according to 
the state Department for Health Ser­
vices. The total number of mower­
related injuries in 1986 climbed to an 
estimated 1,349 from 1,130 in 1985. 

Small children should always be kept 
away from a power mower and out of 
the area being mowed, said Conyers. 
Older model power mowers can throw a 
small pebble with enough force to 
bruise, cut or put out an eye. Models 
manufactured since 1982 are designed to 
throw loose objects toward the ground 
rather than outward.

ways to lose a finger or whole hand." he 
said. "If yours is an older model mower. 
turn it off and wait until the blades are 
completely still." 

*The mower's muffler and motor get 
very hot during mowing-be careful not 
to touch them.

These numbers are based on 
emergency room data from a random 
sampling of several Kentucky hospitals. 
The figures do not include injuries 
treated by private physicians or clinics. 

"For the past few years the number 
of injuries among small children had 
decreased every year." said E.P. Con­
yers of the Department for Health Ser­
vices. "We can't say why the number in­
creased last year, but based on that rise, 
we strongly urge parents to be aware of 
how dangerous lawn mowers are. 

"A power mower is designed to cut, 
and it will cut whatever happens to get 
in its path, whether that be grass, sticks, 
fingers or toes," said Conyers, manager 
of the consumer product safety branch. 
Other injuries that can occur during 
mowing include bruises or cuts from 
thrown pebbles or sticks, and burns 
from hot mufflers, motors and gasoline 
explosions.

Children should never ride with adults 
on riding lawn mowers, he said. "These 
machines are made for only one person · 
at a time," he said. "It's dangerous to 
put two on them even if the second per­
son is a small child. And never let a child 
operate a power mower, including a 
riding mower." 

"While we saw an increase in the 
number of injured children, the majority 
of injuries continues to be among 
adults," said Conyers. "So everyone 
needs to be careful, even if there are no 
children present.'' There were an 
estimated 806 mower-related injuries in 
Kentuckians age 25 and older. 

One safety feature on newer model 
mowers is the "dead-man switch." he 
said. This device stops the rotating 
blades within three seconds if the 
operator lets go of the handle. The ob· 
ject is to prevent the operator from get­
ting hands or fingers cut off while try­
ing to clean out the discharge chute. 

"If you have a newer model with safe­
ty features," said Conyers. "by all 
means do not modify it to bypass these 
devices." 

Conyers offers these additional safe­
ty tips 

*The most frequent accident with 
riding mowers is tipping over on slopes. 
When mowing a slope with a riding 
mower. go up and down the hill. Walk· 
ing mowers should go across slopes. 

*Many cuts and severed fingers and 
toes are the result of trying to unclog the 
discharge chute while the blades 
revolve. ''Never get your hands or feet

It's Egg-Citing! 
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County Still Has Long Way To Go In 
Smoothing Path For Wheelchair-Bound 
By Louise Houghton 

For Prestonsburg attorney John 
Howard, steps and heavy doors pose the 
biggest problem. 

For Floyd tax commissioner Lovell 
Hall. the worst obstacle is distance-the 
number of steps from the nearest park­
ing space to the place he needs to go. 

For both men, public telephones and 
water fountains are almost always plac­
ed too high to be used. For them and 
other handicapped people. the problem 
of inaccessibility may be encountered 
almost any day as they go about the ac­
tivities of ordinary life-voting, shopp­
ing, attending church or sports events, 
or visiting the local post office. 

The problem is not limited to people 
usmg crutches or wheelchairs, however. 
Prestonsburg Mayor Ann R. Latta said 
she first gained "barrier awareness" 
when her son was an infant and she tried 
to take him downtown in a stroller 
Children often cannot reach public 
telephones. and they as well as elderly 
people may have trouble opening heavy 
doors or climbing steep staircases. 

Nationally, about 15 percent of the 
population is considered "disabled," ac­
cording to Mike Crowe. Louisville resi­
dent who has muscular dystrophy and 
is touring the state to call attention to the 
barriers faced by handicapped people. 
But that percentage does not include 
people temporarily disabled by an acci­
dent or illness. nor does it include elderly 
people. Old age, which may sap a per­
son's strength and reduce the ability to 
balance, may be the most common 
"disability." since eventually it affects 
almost everyone. 

"If you do not die, you're going to 
become disabled." Crowe pointed out. 

Accessibility has improved a great 
deal in the last 10 years, both here and 
elsewhere. Curb cuts now allow 
wheelchairs and strollers to cross 
streets more easily. and most public 
buildings now have ramps that bypass 
their front steps. Many stores have 
reserved parking spaces for handicap­
ped people near the entrance. to shorten 
the distance those people have to cover. 

But barriers still exist, for a variety 
of reasons In some .cases, attorney 
Howard pointed out. the curb cuts or 
ramps may be constructed so poorly 
that they cannot be used safely. One 
such cut at the courthouse annex. he 
said, is so steep that he feared his 
wheelchair would flip over backward if 
he used it.

HANDICAPPED PARKING spot in front of the county court­
house makes the going a little easier for Buddy Adkins, 19, of 
Hueysville, when he comes to town on business-as long as no 
able-bodied driver is parked there! While access to public 
buildings and sidewalks has improved for the wheelchair­
bound in recent years, many places are still closed to them­
and some non-handicapped drivers are still apt to take their 
precious parking places. 

In other cases. the selfishness of able 
people is the problem. Tax commis­
sioner Hall, who uses crutches, said that 
the creation of handicapped parking 
spaces has greatly improved his ability 
to get around. But. he added, "there's 
a lot of times those places are filled­
and the car doesn't have any handicap­
ped emblem." Before handicapped 
spaces werfi! added at Rupp Arena in 
Lexington, Hall said, he had to take a 
taxicab to get there for sports events. 

Postmaster Donald Osborne said he 
has received only one complaint, several 
years ago, about the inaccessibility of 
the building. The front steps are too nar­
row and too near the street to put in a 
ramp, he explained, but wheelchair 
customers are welcome to use the 
loading ramp at the back. If the ramp 
is too steep to be safely used, he said, 
postal clerks will come out to the 
sidewalk to serve handicapped 
customers. 

The problem may be solved in about 
five years, Osborne added, because the 
post office has outgrown its building and 
he expects to get a new one. The new 
post office will be accessible, as required 
by, federal law.

Hueysville resident Sally Adkins, 
whose 19-year-old son uses a wheelchair, 
said she often tries to talk with non­
disabled people who park in handicap­
ped spaces. "Usually they get angry, 
like I insulted them," she said. 
"Somehmes it feels like you could get 
slugged." In a recent poll, she added, 43 
percent of able people said they would 
park in a handicapped spot because they 
didn't think disabled Il.eople deserved 
special treatment . 

State policy requires that all state of­
fices be accessible to handicapped peo­
ple, according to vocational rehabilita­
tion counselor Carl D. Hall, and his of­
fice has a list of specifications such as 
the proper width of doors, steepness of 
curb cuts and ramps, and space needed 
in restroom facilities . But the goal is 
sometimes hard to achieve because 
many state offices are housed in older 
buildings that don't easily adapt to the 
new requirements.

Still another reason for some remain­
ing barriers is the adaptability of han­
dicapped people themselves. They may 
become so accustomed to not using a 
certain facility that they forget about the 
barriers that kept them away in the first 
place When Howard was asked to name 
some existing barriers in Prestonsburg, 
he did not mention the post office 
because he hasn't been inside it in years. 
"My father or my secretary has to get 
my mail," he said when asked about 
that building specifically .

"Our ramp is not exactly what it ought 
to be," Hall admited, because his office, 
like the post office, is very close to the 
street. But wheelchair clients can and do 
use it. he added, and the main point is 
that the effort was made. "You have to 
do the best you can with what you have," 
he said. 

Making buildings completely accessi­
ble is difficult because disabilities vary 
widely and need different kinds of 
modifications, added Patricia Reynolds, 
also a vocational rehabilitation 
counselor. In addition, she said, the stan­
dards for accessibility have changed 
many times and well-meaning officials 
have a hard time keeping up with the 
changes. Local officials tend to be 
responsive, though, if they are made 
aware of barrier problems, Reynolds 
said. 

Mayor Latta said she was concerned 
about the poor curb cuts and other bar­
riers cited recently by handicapped 
residents, and intends to look into the 
problem. Adkins, while praising officials 
for the improvements that have been 
made, had a further suggestion. 

"I'd like to see the county officials 
spend one day in a wheelchair, .. she 
said. That would show them, more effec­
tively than any other way. the barriers 
that still exist. she believes. 

"Twenty years ago, people with 
disabilities just didn't get out," Adkins 
added. "Now they gel out, but where can 
they go'?"

Pike College Cuts 
Its Debt By Half · 

Pikeville College redw;ed its long 
term indebtedness by over $1 million 
last week by buying back federall.'r fund­
ed loans at a discount rate, according to 
an announcement from college Presi­
dent William H. Owens. 

The opportunity for immediate li­
quidation of 50 percent of the college's 
indebtedness came through a U.S, Office 
of Education plan to sell a large portion 
of its College and Academic Facilities 
Loan Program portfolios. to satisfy 
federal budget resolutions for fiscal1987. 

Pikeville College incurred the loans in 
1960 and in 1971 to finance dormitory 
construction, the renovation of the din­
ing hall, and a portion of the cost of the 
Armington Science Center 

The 40 percent discount offered by the 
Department reduced the college's 
original obligation from $1.~10.000 to 
$853,045. Funds the college was required 
to hold in reserve covered $536,610 of the 
buy-back. The remaining $316.430 will be 
refinanced by local banks. After restruc­
turing, the total indebtedness will be 
$1,120.390. 

Since fiscal year 1985, the College's 
debt has been reduced over $2,450,000. 
Payment of more than $1 million came 
from the earlier sale of the James Fran­
cis farm, the training school building, 
and several residential properties, none 
of which were essential to the operation 
of the college. 

All remaining indebtedness will be 
defrayed through regular annual 
payments over a five-year period, accor­
ding to financial projections in a long 
range plan recently adopted by college 
trustees. 

The major debt reduction greatly 
strengthens the overall financial posi­
tion of the college, President Owens 
said. However, he added. it will not 
reduce the institution's need for gift in­
come from individuals, foundations and 
corporations; a need which will, in fact, 
increase by 25 percent in the next five 
years. 

"We are elated by this turn of events," 
Owens commented on the federal buy­
back plan. "It will enable us to complete 
a shift our trustees have already begun 
from crisis management to strategic 
planning." 

In addition to the elimination of cur­
rent indebtedness, the five-year plan 
calls for a $3,000,000 increase in endow­
ment, significant increases in funding 
for student financial assistance, and the 
enhancement of faculty and staff 
benefits,

The highest prices ever paid for a 
class of yearling bulls from the Central 
Bull Test were received at this year's 
auction April 4. 

The bulls, "graduates.' ' of the Univer­
sity of Kentucky/Kentucky Beef Cattle 
Association Central Bull Test Station, 
brought an average sales price of $1,606, 
with the top yearling, a Polled Hereford 
consigned by Longbranch Farm in 
Brandenburg, bringing in a record $4,000 
bid by Furrow Farms of Adolphus. 

"The snow storm that struck last 
Saturday had us worried. It was the 
worst day for a sale in the 11-year 
history of the event, but it turned out to 
be the most successful sale we've ever 
had,' ' said Carla Nichols, Extension beef 
breeding specialist in the UK College of 
Agriculture, and · consultant to the 
testing program. 

.. All bulls sold had an average daily 
gain of more than 3.0 pounds per day 
during the 140-day performance test. 
Their frame scores averaged 5.3 or bet­
ter. And only one had a 365-day yearling 
weight of less than 1,100 pounds,"

Incidents of child abuse and neglect in 
Kentucky rose in 1986 by the largest in­
crease in five years, both in terms of the 
number of children involved and of 
cases confirmed by the state Depart­
ment for Social Serv.ices, police and 
other law enforcement organizations. 

Social Services Commissioner Anna 
Grace Day said that nearly 18,000 Ken­
tucky children were found to have been 
victims of abuse and/or neglect last 
year compared to 15,386 in 1985. 

"The figures represent the greatest 
annual rise in confirmed cases in Ken­
tucky since tougher federal laws on the 
report.ing·of suspected child abuse and 
neglect were passed in 1980," Day said. 
In that year, confirmed cases of child 
abuse and neglect totaled barely 7 ,000. 

President Ronald Reagan and Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins have proclaimed 
the month of April as national and state 
Child Abuse Prevention Month in an ef­
fort to continue the campaign for in­
creased public awareness of the 
problem. . 

According to Day, the 1986 child abuse 
figures make a couple of points. "Ken­
tucky experienced an increase of 3,000 
additional reports of child abuse and 
neglect last year (23,914) above and 
beyond the countfor 1985 C 20,908)." sl1e 
said. "At the same time, the rate of 
substantiation for these allegations re­
mained extremely constant from 1980 
C 44.8 percent) to 1986 ( 45.5 percentl. 

"This would seem to support the 
theory that our rising figures are more 
due to an aware and concerned public 
than to any sudden mounting in the 
numbers of abused and neglected 
children." 

In fact, the 1986 report suggests that 
more public reporting may be giving 
Kentucky's child protection workers a 
clearer view of the scope of the problem. 

In Kentucky, child neglect remains a 
far greater threat in terms of sheer 
numbers of children involved than either 
physical assault or sexual abuse. Last 
year more than 12,500 Kentucky children 
were found to have been without the 
necessary parental guidance and protec­
tion, up from 4,800 in 1980. 

Cases of confirmed physical abuse 
have tripled in those six years, while 
substantiated sexual attacks on children 
in this state have risen from just over 400 
in 1980 to more than 2,000 last year. 

"We still believe that the actual 
numbers are much higher," Day said, 
"but we also feel that every year the

cases reported begin to represent more 
and more of the iceberg that we know is 
there but are unable to see." 

Today Kentucky's major anti-child 
abuse and neglect effort is centered 
!round a shift toward involving the en­
tire fa mily whenever possible in the 
treatment of problems between spouses 
or part:nts and their children. 

"Family-based services isn't simply 
some catch phrase for the 1980s," Day 
said. "We know that a stronger family 
can overcome some weaknesses of any 
one member of the family. We want to 
avoid the future abuse or the reoccur­
rence of past problems QY getting as 
many people in the family as possible in­
volved in the solution. 

"It means greater swpport for the 
adult or child with a behavior problem 
as well as more likelihood that, should 
(uture threats of abuse or neglect arise. 
other members of the family know who 
and where to turn to for help." 

Child protection specialists and family 
counselors are available in alll20 Ken­
tucky counties through the local offices 
of tile Department for Social. Services. 
Kentucky also has a toll-free hotline to 
get help for children and families ·in 
cases of abuse or neglect by calling 
1-800-752-6200.

"Shoah." the 1985 landmark documen­
tary about the Holocaust. will premiere 
on KET April27. at H p. m. The series will 
a1r over four nights dur ing the observ­
ance of National Holocaust Week. 

This television broadcast of "Shoa h .. 
will include a series of newly fil med in­
terviews with director Cla ude Lanz­
mann. The inter views a re conducted by 
Time magazine writer and "MacNeill 
Lehrer NewsHour " essayist Roger 
Rosenblatt. 

"Shoah." which means "annihilation" 
in Hebrew. is unlike any other documen­
tary about the Holocaust. Without a 
single frame of archival footage, the 
film evokes the horror of the concentra­
tion camps m particular Treblinka. 
Auschwitz and Chelmno-and the terror 
of both those who died and those who 
survived by weavmg a fascinating 
fabric of interviews of participants and 
witnesses, images of the sites as they ap­
pear today, and discussions with 
Holocaust scholar Raul Hilberg. 

Over a period of 11 years, director 
Lanzmann filmed some 350 hours of .in­
terviews in 14 countries. The film opens 
with memor ies of Sim on Srebnik, one of 
two survivors of the camp at Chelmno, 
Poland, where 400,000 Jews wer e exter­
minated over a per iod of four years. In 
the interviews that follow-with the few 
Jewish survivors of the death camps; 
the Polish farmers a nd villagers who liv­
ed next door to the death cam ps: former 
SS officers and Nazi bureaucrats who 
oversaw the mass murders, and former 
freedom fighters who participated in the 
Warsaw ghetto uprising-the step-by­
step machinery of destr uction is chor ­
nicled in painstaking, unrelenting detail.

Express" 
taking Derby revelers past cheering 
throngs to the annual Great Steamboat 
Race. to the Big South Fork Scenic 
Railway. a transformed coal train, 
plunging deep into boulder-strewn gorge 
countrv. these romantic relics offer 
memo;able routes to nostalgia. 

Excursions aboard these restored 
brass-and-steel beauties are offered dur­
ing the summer months by the Kentucky 
Railway 1\luseum near Louisville. the 
Bluegrass Railroad I\Iuseum in Lex 
ington. Caveland Limited in Glasgow 
and the Big South Fork Scenic Railway 
at Stearns. Often sold out. these 
nostalgia-rich trips are frequently book­
ed months in advance. 

"People just long to ride behind a· 
steam engine ... quipped Elmer Vogel. 
spokesman for the Kentucky Railway 
Museum. a retired Louisville welder 
who'd always dreamed of being a 
railroad engineer and is now chief 
welder among the museum's 50-member 
crew. 

Star attraction of the museum. com­
prising acres of locomotives. train care. 
track spurs and memorabilia on the out­
skirts of Louis.ville, is L & N No. 152, a 
"Pacific-type" steam engine built in 
1905, that saw a half-century of service 
before being "retired" to the museum.

The antique classic underwent a 
13-year restoration by the museum's 
dedicated crew. The locomotive is the 
force behind the museum's regularly 
scheduled excursions through the pic­
turesque rolling hills and horse country 
of Kentucky's Bluegrass and into the 
rugged Eastern Highlands. as well as 
the "choo-choo power" behind the Der­
by Festival Express whisking merry­
makers once a year to the big race bet­
ween the Belle of Louisville and the 
Delta Queen. 

The handsome clanker is the oldest ac­
tive "4-6-2" on the contment <4-6-2l is a 
type of wheel arrangement 1. The state­
ly steamer is believed to have pulled 
Theodore Roosevelt's campaign train 
from Corbin to Louisville. and possibly 
the Mobile-New Orleans leg of the "AI 
Capone Special" which conveyed the 
gangster and 43 other prisoners from 
penitentiaries across the country. 

or less dubious distinction today. the 
monstrous 100-ton locomotive now takes 
nostalgia buffs to Frankfort. Lexington. 
Bardstown. Clermont, Corbin. Harlan. 
Appalachia. \"a.. and Jellico. Tenn. 
Trips to Nashville and St. Louis are an­
ticipated in 1987. Vogel said. 

A totalll,OOO persons took part in the 
museum's various outings during its 
!\lay-October season last year, Vogel 
said. An office building planned for the 
sight. however. many force the museum 
to eventually relocate. But Vogel said 
that probably won't happen for some 
time 

The Bluegrass Railroad Museum of­
fers an annual overnight trip to Chat­
tanooga in the fall, with box lunches 
served on board and an outing planned 
to the Chattanooga Choo-Choo. a 
restored train station-turned hotel/shop­
ping complex in the Tennessee city. 

··we'have a large turnout of older peo­
ple who remember riding trains, and get 
people from all over the country." said 
Don Scalf. museum president. One re­
cent year, "we had more than 800.'' he 
said. 

A historic choo-<:hoo in a different vein 
is the Big South Fork Scenic Railway. 
an adapted coal train offering scenic ex­
cursions into the recently designated Big 
South Fork National River and Recrea­
tion Area. A tourist-oriented branch of 
the Kentucky & Tennessee Railway 
which has been hauling coal since 1901, 
this sightseeing line offers an 11-mile 
round-trip excursion into the mighty 
chasm along the Big South Fork of the 
Cumberland River. 

"In some instances, it takes your 
breath away,· said Dennis Tindle, 
advertising sales manager of the scenic 
railway. 

Departing from Stearns, home of the 
Stearns Company, a former coal and 
lumber company, the narrated tour 
takes passengers through towering rock 
ledges and a massive rock tunnel. past 
a workmg mine and long-abandoned 
mining camps, past formerly logged 
vast timberlands. plunging 600 feet into 
the mighty gorge lined with boulders. 
some three stories high. 

"The major thing we are promoting is 
!\!other Nature," quipped Tindle. 

The trip takes two hours: refresh­
ments are available mtd-point on the 
tour when the cars are turned around for 
the return trip. Along the way, one hears 
tales of the former coal camps. with 
memorable names like "Difficulty," 
"Exodus" and "Blue Heron." 

Eventually, the railway is to extend to 
Blue Heron. one of the area's oldest coal 
camps which is to be partially restored 
as a historic village in the National 
River and Recreation Area. Interpretive 
programs on coal mining are to be of­
fered, and the scenic railway is expected 
to eventually lead to a restored coal 
tipple.

ASPIRIN FOR THE HEART 
In six studies conducted in medical centers across the 

country, more than 11,000 people who had suffered heart 
attacks were given 325 mg. of aspirin a day. That is the 
equivalent of about one regular-strength aspirin tablet. 
Researchers found that this treatment reduced second 
heart attacks and/or deaths by approximately twenty 
percent. The treatment is the most successful in cases of 
unstable angina. This condition is marked by chest pain 
and is often predictive of a heart attack. For these pa­
tients, the risk of another attack was halved by taking an 
aspirin daily. Because of these findings, the Food and 
Drug Administration recently endorsed the aspirin treat­
ment for preventing some heart attacks.

Fund Assists Crime Victims C. & G. 
B~· .\tLOI'Ill',\ (1t'lll'nll

Since 1976, the Kentucky Crime Vic 

tims Compensation Board has assisted 
people who have been injured by crime. 
The Board. after reviewing claims by 
needy. innocent crime victims. can 
reimburse them for medical expenses 
arising from physical or psychological 
injury, for lost wages. and. in the case 
of death. for funeral expenses. 

In order to be eligible for assistance 
the applicant must meet several re­
quirements. First. the crime must have 
been reported to the police within 48 
hours of its occurrence and the victim 
or other person making the claim must 
cooperate with authorities. Second, the 
claim must be filed within one year from 
the date of the crime, though under 
unusual circumstances the filing dead­
line may be extended by the Board. 
Third, the claimant cannot be related to 
the defendant or living in the same 
household, although some exceptions 
may be made. Fourth. a victim confin­
ed to jail or an institution run by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources is ineligi­
ble for an award. Fifth, injuries that are 
the ordinary and forseeable results of 
criminal actions cannot be covered. 
Sixth, the victim must qualify as suffer­
ing financial hardship. 

The victim may be reimbursed for 
out-of-pocket expenses for medical 
treatment, up to $150 per week for lost 
wages and up to $2,500 for funeral ex­
penses. The total award cannot exceed 
$25,000. 

When the crime results in the victim's 
death, a spouse, parent. child or anyone 
dependent on the victim for a substan­
tial part of this or her support may file 
a claim. Of course , the amount will be 
reduced by money received from other 
sources such as insurance or restitution 
provided by the defendant. Compensa­
tion cannot be provided for lost or stolen 
property. 

In 1872 English scientist Robert Angus 
Smith coined the term "acid rain" in a 
book called Air and Rain: The Begin· 
nings of a Chemical Climatology. Smith 
was the first to note acid rain damage 
to plants and materials.

Good housekeeping is more than ap­
pearances. How you clean your home is 
important to your health. 

Most people clean their living rooms 
fir t so visitors will be given a positive 
impression. From a health perspective, 
however. the kitchen and bathroom 
shoukl be at the top of the cleaning list 
because they are the places where 
bacteria and viruses are most easily 
grown and transmitted 

Dishes should be washed promptly in 
warm, soapy water and rinsed with 
scalding water. Unwashed dishes grow 
germs. are harder to clean, and attract 
(Or feed> insects and rodents. 

Roaches may come in with the 
potatoes or grocery bags but they need 
not stay. A clean kitchen floor will 
discourage roaches fr9m settling in. 

Food should not be left out or un­
covered in your kitchen. Leftover foods 
should be covered and refrigerated or 
stored immediately after eating. Tliis 
preserves freshness. prevents spoilage, 
and deprives unwanted insects and 
rodents from feasting in your kitchen. 

If roaches, mice or other pests con­
tinue to be a problem, you will probably 
need to call an exterminator or use an 
insecticide or rodenticide. Know your 
options and choose carefully. Poisons 
must be used and stored in areas which 
are out of the reach of your children and 
pets. Some products can be harmful to 
the user if there is not adequate ventila­
tion or if the chemical spills on your 
hands. Many will contaminate foods and 
clothing So follow all directions careful­
ly and properly dispose of the container 
when you are finished. 

Directions on all household cleaning 
agents should be read carefully. Use the 
product exactly as directed. More is not 
necessarily better and may actually 

.reverse rather than improve results. 
Most cleaning solutions can not be 

mixed. For example, never mix chlorine 
bleach with a commode cleaner because 
the combination produces a toxic gas. 

Many cleaners have fumes of their 
own. Take seriously directions to use 
them with ventilation. Open the door and 
windows or switch on an exhaust fan to 
clear away any fumes which irritate 
you, a .family member or a pet. 

Some. "heavy duty" cleaners, 
especially germicides are harsh on 
human skin. Protect ·your hands by 
wearing rubber gloves. 

Bathtubs are~~ cleaned immediate­
ly after ~a<;h use. Most commodes need 
more than a weekly cleaning. Keep a 
sponge near the basin for quick cleanup 
of the bathroom sink.

AIDS Victims May Get 
Medicaid Program Help 

Two Cabinet for Human Resources 
agencies are working together to extend 
health care to Kentucky's AIDS victims 
through the cabinet's home and 
community-based services program. 

The Department for Medicaid Ser­
vices works with local home health 
agencies to offer low-income elderly and 
disabled Kentuckians this alternative to 
nursing home care. 

"If they are qualified for long-term 
care but have the right kinds of care and 
support from family and friends, they 
may be eligible for this special pro­
gram," said state Medicaid Commis­
sioner Hughes Walker. "This includes 
patients who are disabled as a result of 
AIDS." 

Health Services Commissioner Carlos 
Hernandez, M.D., said that his agency's 
staff is available to work with home 
health agencies in training staff in the 
care of AIDS patients. 

Since 1982, when Kentucky's first 
AIDS case was reported, the number of 
reported cases has risen slowly but 
steadily. During those five years, 78 peo­
ple have been identified as having the 
virus. Of these, 25 are still alive. 

"While some AIDS patients may re­
quire hospital care, many may not," 
Walker said. He noted that state nurs­
ing home regulations were changed last 
July to allow long-term care facilities to 
admit AIDS patients. "But like many 
other patients who need long-term nur­
sing care, they may prefer to remain at 
home," he added. 

Kentucky has offered home and 
community-based services under 
Medicaid for nearly four years in 
Bluegrass Area Development District 
counties. In January, the department 
began working with home health agen­
cies to expand the program into Buffalo 
Trace, Gateway, Kentucky River and 
Cumberland Valley ADDS. 

In March, extension of the program 
began in Barren River, Lincoln Trail, 
Lake Cumberland and Northern Ken­
tucky ADDs. It is expected to be offered 
statewide by July L 

The program offers homemaker ser­
vices, personal care, respite care, adult 
day health care and minor home adap­
tations. These are in addition to the 
traditional home health services that 
have been covered by Medicaid for 
many years. 

"We want our clients to be comfor­
table and satisfied with the services they 
receive. We want to offer them as many 
choices as possible," Walker said. 

Anyone interested in participating in 
home and community-based services 
should contact a local home health agen­
cy_ Even if a particular agency is not 
participating yet, it may be planning to 
do so and can begin some preliminary 
work with the patient, Walker said.

The physical therapy and respiratory 
therapy departments of Paul B. Hall 
Regional Medical Center wiJI conduct an 
open house for physicians, staff and the 
general public tomorrow, April 16, ac­
cording to hospital administrator Sam 
P. Fowler. The public may tour the two 
departments between 10 a.m. and 3 p.m. 

Among the new equipment to be 
demonstrated are the pulmonary func­
tion test in respiratory therapy and 
hyperbaric oxygen treatment for open 
wounds in physical therapy. 

As with other departments of the 
medical center, the respiratory and 
physical therapy departments' services 
are available to the public on an outpa­
tient basis through physician referral.

SMALL COMPANY FRAUD 
The owners and operators of small companies are sometimes 

too complacent about employee fraud . 
Many businesses have too few employees to provide for pro­

per segregation of the duties. If one employee is allowed to han· 
die too many functions, such as paying bills, collecting 
receivables, preparing payroll reports, handling petty cash, 
and making bank deposits, the company is wide open to fraud . 

If you're a small business owner, you should stay close 
enough to the business transactions to be able to spot unusual 
problems with the receivables, payables, refunds, etc. Ask 
questions about accounts receivable balances from time to 
time. Insist on being the first one to open the bank statement. 
This provides you the opportunity to spot unusual checks, odd 
vendor names, etc. 

Open all incoming mail from customers and vendors. This 
allows you to see customer complaints and adjustments to ac· 
count balances. 

If you pay your vendors by invoice, always pay on the same 
color of vendor's invoice. This should eliminate the possibi lity 
of paying the same invoice twice, once on the pink copy and 
once on the yellow copy. Indicate the date of payment on paid 
invoices. 

If your employees prepare the payroll reports, have them 
reviewed by your independent accountant. 

Have your accountant review your business and set up in · 
ternal controls. This is the process of segregating duties to help 
minimize the possibility of fraud and creating safeguards to 
help prevent unintentional mistakes. 

If you don't have a full year ·end audit, at least engage an 
independent accountant to hold a cash -flow review. This will 
not necessarily establish the e><istence or non-existence of 
fraud, but it's one more step to help protect your assets.

He could give you 
a chalk talk and get you pepped up after­
wards. He was a great psychologist and 
knew how to handle young men, and I 
think of all his skills that was probably 
his greatest, was his ability to motivate 
people. and he could get right to the 
point of the issue, bring it out in the open 
and tell you how he wanted it done. That 
was why I think he was a great coach, 
and he could have been a great sales­
man. He could sell himself and sell his 
program. and he did that all his life. 

Alton: From the picture the press 
gave of him he was pretty much, as you 
say, a disciplinarian. Was he as tough 
as this picture says, or was there a dif­
ferent side of Adolph Rupp that we didn't 
see?

Former Daredevil Finding 
Baseball Success At Berea 

Berea College is a small school with 
their main recruiting tool being an 
outstanding educational reputation. 

The school relies heavily on walk-ons 
to make up their athletic teams. In fact, 
baseball coach Tom Fisher says his 
recruiting budget is all but non-existent, 
but still Berea attracts many talented 
athletes. 

Former McDowell Daredevil baseball 
player, Danny Tuttle, is one of those 
athletes who chose Berea College for an 
education rather than to be an athlete. 

Tuttle, a freshman with the Moun­
taineers, didn't settle with just being a 
student though. The McDowell graduate 
wasn't even recrUited by Tom Fish~r. 
but now he is one of the coach's top relief 
pitchers. 

"He's had three or four relief stints for 
us, and he's looked pretty good," Fisher 
commented. "We thmk Danny will be 
one of our top relievers, if not this year 
tben in the years to come." 

In his final year as a Daredevil, Tut­
tle won six games while losing only two. 
Although he did see some work in relief, 
mostly Tuttle's time on the mound came 
as a starter. 

According to Tom Fisher. his 
freshman pitcher came to him with 
many polished assets. but also needs 
some additional work to make him more 
effective 

"We're trying to work on his curve 
and teach him a change," Fisher ex­
plained. "He has a good fastball, and 
some other things that he came in with 
which is good. but I think a better curve 
and a changeup would make him a much 
more effective pitcher." 

"Danny can come in and throw two or 
three good innings, and that's how we're 
looking at him right now ... the Berea 
coach continued. "We've got in a bunch 
of young pitchers this year so right now 
it depends on how they develop as to 
whether Danny becomes a starter or 
not. He could become a starter in the 
future, and if we gel a lot of games back· 
ed up. he could start some this season. 
but I'd rather use him in relief." 

Tom Fisher makes it obvious that he 
is happy to have a talented pitcher like 
Danny Tuttle, especially when it comes 
as a total surprise. 

"We didn't recruit Danny. he's a walk 
on. but we rely on that. We count on 
everything we can.·· f'isher said. "We 

don't have a large recruiting budget, 
and we don't give athletes any more 
than we do a regular student so we rely 
heavily on walk-ons and our alumni and 
players getting new talent to come 
here.'' 

Regardless of how Tuttle was in­
fluenced to attend Berea, Coach Fisher 
is happy he did, and says he is true 
Berea College material. 

"Danny's a good talent and he is the 
type person we like to have at Berea. 
That's why I hope everything goes well 
for him, because he fits in so well." 

"He's an excellent player to work 
with," Fisher continued. "I've got him 
in class and he seems to be an excellent 
student. He has good work habits. and 
he is the type of kid that does everything 
you ask of him." 

Back home the compliments are just 
as fine. McDowell baseball coach David 
Hall well remembers the success Dan­
ny Tuttle brought to the Daredevil team, 
but more importantly Coach Hall will 
never forget Tuttle's quality as a person. 

"Danny's a fine baseball player, and 
he·s an equally good kid," Hall said of 
the McDowell graduate. 

"He's one of the best human beings 
I've ever been around. I can't say 
anything bad about Danny. and nobody 
else can for that matter " 

Not only is Danny Tuttle enJoymg 
tremendous success at Berea College. he 
also brings an extra sense of pride to 
J\.IcDowell High School. as well as to the 
Mountaineer baseball program . 

"That's good publicity for the school. 
and it gives the younger kids something 
to work for, .. David Hall mentioned. 
··It's really what you strive for all the 
time.'' 

Tom Fisher is also hoping Tuttle can 
possibly open up additional avenues for 
Berea's Floyd county recruiting. Up to 
this point. Tuttle has received a fair 
shake from Berea College. especially 
their baseball program. The Moun­
taineers and Fisher gave Tuttle an op· 
port unity to continue his baseball career 
while he completes his education 

Fisher is hoping other talented student 
athletes will realize Danny Tuttle's suc­
cessful situation. and follow in his 
footsteps, the steps that lead him to the 
classrooms and basefield of Berea 
eollege. 

reasonable person Very few people got 
to see that side of Coach Rupp. He

John 
Pelphrey, and I still think Pelphrey 
should be down there, over top his own 
son. and the boy from Mason county. 
What's his name ... 

Alton: Uh ... Feldhous. 
Pete: I really think John Pelphrey is 

Mr. Basketball in the state of Kentucky. 
And I've expressed that opinion to them. 

Alton: Back when you played in high 
school. Well, I guess it hasn't really been 

that long ago. But some changes have 
been so drastic. Has basketball chang­
ed a lot since you played? 

Pete: Well, Alton it has changed, but 
I think the philosophy has changed more 
than anything. Teams that I played on 
scored a lot more points than teams do 
today. even with the clock running most 
of the time, and even without the bonus 
foulshot. The philosophy back then was 
man to man defense and more fast 
break like Coach Rupp taught at UK. I 
played under an excellent coach in Den­
zil Halbert who coached the fast brea 
and fast basketball. Teams 30 years ago 
were scoring more points than teams 
are today, and you have all kinds of 
reasons, in my opinion. why you should 
score more points today. They don't and 
the reason why is that in the past 10 
years the philosophy has changed to this 
slow down, patient method of basketball, 
and I think it's too slow. You check my 
high school teams. If we couldn't score 
75 points a game, I had a poor basket­
ball team when I coached. One team, the 
'68 team, averaged 90 points a game, 38 
basketball games, and were runners-up 
in the 15th region. One of my best teams, 
I thought we should have gone to th 
state tournament, but we got upset in the 
(inals of the region by Meade Memorial 
that year. That team scored over 100 
points 10 times, and we did it though 
various different defenses, pressure 
defenses, full court, half court, traps, 
pressure defenses, and the games were 
faster paced. When you have a team like

• ) perimented with it in college, and the 
NCAA themselves loved it. On a percent­
age basis, not everybody, and the high 
schools like it even more. There are so 
many kids who can hit the basket from 
20 feet and beyond. H's going to bring at­
tention to these kids, and it's going to 
help them get scholarships, where 
before they didn't have a chance, 
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than the situation warrants. 
• What started in the media has swept 

through the fans, and now everyone 
wants to take advantage of every 
mistake. Th1s is what confuses me. 

These same people are the reason why 
an athlete is in the spotlight. We have 
made these athletes modern day heroes, 
society's role models, and without any 
desire from the person behind the 
basketball baseball, or football. 

Dwight Gooden. John Lucas, and all 
other athletes get paid to perform a ser­
vice for their employer. They do their 
job as we do ours, but we have made 
their occupations the most important in 
the U.S. 

Most Americans pay big bucks to see 
them work, but employees of profes-

• sional sports aren't allowed to make 
mistakes. 

Folks. they are only human. and with 
that comes human mistakes. We expect 
these people to be above us. Why? 

Sure. Drug use is illegal, but citizens 
are arrested every day because of illegal 
use. They aren't brought under the 
microscope of criticism by the press. 
Athletes are. 

To have their private mistakes made 
public isn't enough either. We have to 
condemn them. make them outlaws, and 
castoffs. 

because it's all gone to height. 6'8". 
6'10". 7' .' 7'1''. Back when I played. it 
was rare for a guy like me to get a ma­
jor scholarship to a big school like UK. 
You had to shoot the basketball, and 
that's how I got it. So it's going to help 
boys get scholarships, and I hope the 
shot clock trickles all the way down to 
htgh school. because it will determine 
who is the best team. It will force teams 
to play the full 32 minutes instead of 
stalling, holding the ball, and seeing who 
can handle the ball the best. 

Alton: These two things have brought 
criticism, some pros and cons, but they 
aren't the only controversy we have in 
high school basketball. Consolidation 
has become a reality in eastern Ken­
tucky. What is your feeling on this mat­
ter, and the effecttveness of the con­
solidation theory? 

Pete: I'm glad you asked that ques­
tiOn. As coach, principal, and 
superintendent, and in the position I hold 
now as administrative assistant. I am 
against the consolidation of high schools. 
I do not think, it improves, first and 
mainly, academically as much as it 
reports to do. However, in athletics and 
other programs I don't see it improving 
things in those areas. and I think Allen 
Central, as I read in your article and I 
have to agree, hasn't produced basket­
ball teams equivalent to the old Martin, 
Maytown, Wayland, and Garrett teams. 
I'm not a proponent of consolidation. I 
think small communities should be 
allowed to keep their schools. I think 
students do better in smaller schools 
where they can identify and participate. 
Just one crude example would take 
Allen Central under the four schools they 
had before consolidation. Those four 
schools, oh with just a rough guess, 
would have 120 to 150 boys participating 
in the basketball programs. All right, 
how many do you have participating at 
Allen Central? There is one comparison. 
Bands. How many do you have par­
ticipating in the band at Allen Central? 
Compare that number with the number 
you had at the four schools. There's a lot 
of room for opportunity, growth, and 
development in the smaller schools, 
because it gives more students these op­
portunities. When you consolidate, in my 
opinion, you cut out 75 percent of these 
opportunities. In smaller schools you 
have smaller classrooms, and 
everybody will tell you the smaller the 
class size the more conducive to learn­
ing, than in the larger classrooms.

School, the NCAA, and a possible career 
in politics. Some of it will surprise you, 
but all of it will entertain you.

Prestonsburg's Martin Signs With ALC 
Prestonsburg High School's David 

Martin confirmed rumors of his inten­
tions of attending Alice Lloyd College by 
signing with the Eagles yesterday 
afternoon. 

With Blackcat coach Jeff Riley, prin­
cipal Robert May, and Alice Lloyd coach 
Joe Stepp looking on Martin inked the 
papers that made him an Eagle. 

"First of all I want to get a good 
education," Martin said of his college 
years. "Alice Lloyd is as good a place 
as any for that, and they have a good 
basketball program " 

In his Prestonsburg career Martin 
scored a total of 833 points which breaks 
down into a 15 point per game average. 

This past season the 6'6" forward 
scored at a 18.5 point per game clip. 
Martin also led the Blackcats in reboun­
ding with a total of 255, good enough for 
a nine per game average 

At Alice Lloyd Martin will join eastern 
Kentucky talent such as Roger Fairchild 
from Johnson Central, and Robbie 
Russell formerly of Magoffin county. 

The Eagles, under Joe Stepp, enjoyed 
one of their best seasons ever this past 
year, and with another addition to their 
front line ALC could even better their 
86-87 record. 

Alice Lloyd, known solely as an 
academic school in the past, has gain­
ed some respect for their basketball pro­
gram, and David Martin could very well 
be the player to take Eagle round ball 
just a step higher. 

"I think he is a multi-dimentional 
player," Stepp said of his latest signee. 
"By that I mean he is a three, four, five 
position player. From 16 feet in he has 
a nice jumpshot, and Jeff Riley did an 
excellent job of teaching him how to post 
up. He'll need some more strength to do 

that in college." 
As is Martin, Stepp is concerned with 

the academic side of his basketball 
players but with the former Blackcats 
Stepp says there is no problem. 

"The best thing about David is that he 
can be there for four years. I won't have 
to worry every three or four weeks 
where he is going to pass or not." 

David Martin has obviously proven his 
basketball and academic ability, but the 
17-year-old senior is worried about other 
areas of college life. 

"Being able to stay away from home 
is the number one thing," Martin said. 
"As far as basketball is concerned I 
think I need some more strength." 

Although Alice Lloyd has had players 
such as BB King, and Erving Stepp, 
Martin may very well represent the 
most talented player the Knott county 
school has ever signed. 

'·coming out of high school David has 
as much raw talent, and maybe more. 
than anyone we have signed,'' said Stepp 
who has recruited successfully several 
players from the 15th region. 

Paintsville's John Pelphrey also an­
nounced where he will attend college 
this fall. The 6'7" Tiger forward will be 
a Kentucky Wildcat. 

After being overlooked most of the 
season by the Kentucky program.

The 1987 spring turkey season in Ken­
tucky will open today. Aprill5. and run 
through April 21 or April 28, depending 
on the county. 

Turkey season at Ft. Campbell is from 
April II through May :3 and is already in 
progress at Fl. Knox. The season at 
Land Between the Lakes opens Aprill5 
and closes May 3. Hunters should be 
aware that special requirements apply 
at Ft. Campbell. Ft . Knox and at Land 
Between the Lakes. and should contact 
these areas before hunting. 

Turkey populations throughout the 
state are doing well. thanks to a suc­
cessful restoration program imple­
mented by the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. Hunter success 
ratios should increase from last year as 
a record number of gobblers are ex­
pected to be harvested. 

Figures from last season show that 5:13 
birds were bagged statewide. with over 
half of this total coming from Land Be­
tween the Lakes. Harvest estimates for 
the 1987 season are as high as 750 birds. 

Turkey tags are available for $6.50 at 
outlets where hunting licenses are sold 
and from county clerk offices. Hunters 
not required to have a hunting license 
are not required to have a turkey per­
mit. However, all hunters must check in 
a harvested turkey at a local check sta­
tion or with a conservation officer before 
5 p.m. on the day the bird is taken. 

Shooting hours during the turkey 
season are from one-half hour before 
sunrise to 12 noon. The season limit per 
hunter is one turkey with a visible beard. 
Two turkeys may be taken only if the 
first is taken from Ft. Campbell, Ft. 
Knox or Land Between the Lakes. Hunt­
ing for a second turkey requires hunters 
to purchase a second tag. 

Gun hunters are allowed to use 
shotguns only. Shotguns must be no 
larger than 10 gauge and no smaller 
than 20 gauge. Only Number 2 shot or 
smaller may be used. 

Several new counties are open to 
turkey hunting this year. The complete 
list of open counties or portions of coun­
ties is as follows: Aprill5 through April 
28 in Ballard. Bath, Pike, Letcher, 
Menifee north of US 460, Harlan, Butler 
east of the Green River Parkway, Boyle, 
Casey, Marion east of KY 55, McCreary 
north of KY 92 and Pulaski county. 

Counties or portions of counties open 
from April15 through April21 are Adair 
north of the Cumberland Parkway, Bell 
south of US 119 and east of US 25E, 
Breckinridge south of US 60, Bullitt, 
Caldwell south of West Kentucky 
Parkway, Carter north of I-64, Christian, 
Franklin west of the Kentucky River, 
Greenup, Henry south of KY 22, Hopkins 
south of West Kentucky Parkway, Lewis 
east of Highway 59, Logan west of US 
431, Marshall southwest of US 68, Nelson 
north of the Bluegrass Parkway, Taylor 
south of KY 70, Todd east of KY 181,

Armstrong Defends Law 
Banning Spotlighting 

Attorney General Dave Armstrong 
has filed a brief with the Kentucky 
Supreme Court arguing that Kentucky 's 
deer spotlighting statute is constitutional 
when considered along with regulations 
of the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

The Court of Appeals, last December, 
held the statute was unconstitutionally 
broad and reversed a 1985 Casey coun­
ty conviction for "spotlighting" deer. On 
November 9, 1984, Carroll Singleton was 
seen shining a spotlight across the fields 
and woods off Long Hollow Road in 
Casey county. Conservation officer Ray 
Floyd, who cited Singleton for "spot­
lighting with a gun in possession," said 
Singleton had a .30-06 rifle on the front 
~eat of his vehicle, next to a cartridge, 
and a clip containing four cartridges in 
his pocket. The Court of Appeals said 
citizens have constitutional rights of free 

speech and privacy which entitle them 
to travel Kentucky roads without fear o 
being charged under the statute. 

The Kentucky Supreme Court on 
March 4 granted A1·mstrong's request to 
review the constitutionality of the 
statute. 

.. Our brief argues that the statute is 
not overly broad and does not substan­
tially infringe upon the constitutional 
rights of either Singleton or other 
citizens, .. Armstrong said. "The Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources 
have administration regulatiOns inter­
preting the spotlighting law which were 
apparently ignored by the Court of A 
peals . These regulations limit the ap­
plicatiOn of the statute. The court fail­
ed to consider the limiting construction 
or these regulations ." 

"Kentucky's spotlighting law is a vital 
tool in the protection of our wildlife and 
must be upheld, " he added. 

The case is expected to be decided by 
fall.

Common Questions Are 
Answered By VA Office 

These are representative questions 
answered daily by Veterans Administra­
tion counselors. Full information is 
available at any VA Office. 

Q.-My spouse and I are veterans of 
the armed forces and plan to use our GI 
Bill education benefits to attend school. 
May we claim each other as 
dependents? 

A.-Yes. Any veteran may claim 
his/her spouse as a dependent for educa­
tion benefits, provided a certified copy 
of the marriage certificate appears in 
both VA files. 

Q.-1 am a former prisoner of war, but 
have n(}t been rated as service­
connected disabled by the VA. Am I en­
titled to VA medical care? 

A.-Yes, a former POW who is not 
service-connected disabled is eligible for 
VA hospital and nursing home care 
without regard to ability to pay. You are 
also eligible for outpatient care on a 
priority basis second only to service­
connected disabled veterans. While you 
are receiving treatment in an approved 
outpatient program, you are eligible for 
needed medicine, glasses, hearing aids 
qr prostheses. [f your POW internment 
lasted 181 days or more, you are also 
eligible for all needed dental care. 

Q.-1 have been rated totally disabl­
ed and I have applied for a waiver of 
premium on my government life in­
surance. Should I continue to pay the 
premium? 

A.-Yes. You should continue to pay 
premiums regularly, as they become 
due, until the VA notifies you of your 
right to waiver. Since the criterion of 
total disability for VA compensation and 
insurance purposes differ. payment of 
your premiums will prevent a lapse in 
your policy should your claim be denied. 

Q.- I draw VA pension and get a ques­
tionnaire about my income each year. 
I just started drawing social security. 
Can I wait for the next questionnaire to 
report it? 

A.-No. You should report any new in­
come immediately. Failure to do so will 
probably cause you to be overpaid. 

Q.-1 have been contacted by a private 
collection agency regarding my educa­
tion debt :with the VA. [s this collection 
agency legitimate? 

A.- The VA has contracted with two 
collection agencies to collect debts 
which are over one year old. Education 
debts have been referred to Data Com 
Systems Corporation and loan guaran­
ty debts have been referred to Corliss 
Credit Services.

Gluck Equine Center 

Dr James R. Rooney, an interna­
tionally known veterinary scientist. has 
been named by the University of Ken­
tucky Board of Trustees to be the first 
director of the Gluck Equine Research 
Center. . . 

In announcing the appointment. Dean 
Charles E. Barnhart of the UK College 
of Agriculture said Rooney was selected 
after a worldwide search for an eminent 
equine researcher. He is now a professor 
in the UK Department Veterinary 
Science and considered an expert on the 
pathology and biomechanics of the 
horse. 

In his new position he will direct the 
activities of the world's largest research 
facility dedicated entirely to equine 
health. Named after the late Maxwell 
Gluck, the $9 million center, on the Lex­
ington campus, is scheduled to open this 
year 

As director of the center, Rooney also 
will be chairman of the UK Department 
of Veterinary Science. 

Honors Dr. Rooney has received m­
clude being named a Fellow of the Royal 
Veterinary College in Stockholm in 1957. 
The next year, he was named a 
diplomate in the American College of 
Veterinary Pathologists. He also has 
served in numerous consulting· roles. in­
cluding the Morris Animal Foundation 
and the U.S. Army Biological Labora­
tories.

Although many critics 
dismissed "Absolute Be­
ginners" as fittle more 
than a feature-length mu­
sic video, director Julien 
Temple's attempt at a 
new form of movie musi­
cal was a noble- and oc­
casionally brilliant -
effort.

"Absolute Beginners" 
will be airing in an exclu­
sive Cinemax presenta­
tion beginning Thursday, 
April 23, and it is an ab­
solute must for those in­
terested in film innova­
tion, rock music or style 
as its own reward. 

It's splashy and color­
ful, and features ingrati­
ating performances by· 
two talented newcomers 
(Eddie O'Connell and Pat­
sy Kensit). But the high­
lights for many filmgoers 
were the brash pop-star 
cameos (David Bowie, 
Ray Davies and Sade). Al­
though the climactic 
"West Side Story"-style 
race riot threatens to top­
ple the film's delicate bal­
ance, Temple's daring, 
risky film deserves a sec­
ond look. 

The flip side of "Abso­
lute Beginners" is a pre-

dictable, safely played 
musical film riddled with 
cliches: "Crossroads," 
airing Sunday, April 19, 
on Cinemax. Ralph Mac­
chio stars as a young 
blues guitar player who 
comes of age while trav­
eling through the Deep 
South with a crusty old 
black man (Joe Seneca). 

It's basically "The Ka­
rate Kid Guitarist" and 
it's every bit as hack­
neyed as that sounds. 
Buy the soundtrack al­
bum for its tasty blues 
licks by Ry Cooder, and 
save yourself the wasted 
time in front of the tube. 

But be sure to save Sat­
urday, April 25, for "Will 
Rogers: Look Back in 
Laughter," an HBO spe­
cial bringing together 
five of today's comedy 
superstars for a salute to 
America's beloved cow­
boy comedian. Dan Ayk­
royd, Chevy Chase, Rod­
ney Dangerfield, Harold 
Ramis and the amazing 
Robin Williams lead the 
laugh brigade, aided by 
never-before-seen film 
footage and newsreels re­
calling the classic humor­
ist's life. 

April 25 is also your 
last chance to look into 
"The Many Faces of Fred 
Travalena," a one-hour 
CBN special featuring the 
flexible funnyman in a 
variety of imperson­
ations, including Presi­
dents Reagan, Carter, 
Ford and Nixon. This spe­
cial spearheads the lOth 
anniversity celebration 
of CBN. So blow out the 
candles, all, and make a 
wish for more good 
laughs in the coming 
year.

The son of Ernie Glen Dotson of 
Cleveland, Va., he was released from 
active duty last August. During his four 
years in the military, he was stationed 
in South Carolina, Indiana, and his last 
assignment was Ft.

Medicare form; and get answers to 
questions."

:\FFECT :\lED. CO\'ERAGE 

A person who is under 65 and disabled 
is automatically covered under Medi­
care hospital insurance after he or she 
has been entitled to Social Security 
disability benefits for 24 months. 

A widow or widower between 50 and 
65 who has been disabled for at least two 
years but who has not applied for Social 
Security disability benefits, because he 

~or she is receiving other Social Securi­
ty benefits may be eligible for hospital 
insurance. Additional information about 
this coverage may be obtained at any 
Social Security office. 

A government employee who is dis­
abled before 65 may be eligible for 
Medicare on the basis of his or her 
government employment. In general, a 
29-month wailing period is required 
before hospital insurance protection can 
start; however, the person should con­
tact a Social Security office as soon as 
he or she becomes disabled. 

A worker. his or her spouse, or depen­
dent child who needs kidney dialysis or 
a kidney transplant should also apply for 
Medicare at any Social Security office. 
If the person is unable to visit an office, 
the application process can be started by 
phone. 

If the person is eligible for :\1edicare. 
protection generally starts with the third 
month following the month in which 
maintenance dialysis treatments begin; 
however. under certain conditions, 
coverage could start earlier. The people 
in the Social Security office can provide 
information about the time Medicare 
protection will actually begin

Fruit Crops Unharmed 
By Recent Cold Weather 

Kentucky peach and apple growers 
still have reasonable hopes of an above­
average harvest this year, despite 
unseasonable snow squalls that covered 
most of the state early this month. 

Gerald R. Brown, an Extension fruit 
crops specialist in the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture, sa id grow­
ing conditions last winter a nd summer 
were favorable for bud development on 
fruit trees this spring. and that recent­
cold snaps across most of the state did 
not seriously reduce the potential for a 
better than usual harvest. 

"I just got back from an inspection 
tour across the southern tier of counties, 
where most of our apples and peaches 
are grown, and almost everywhere I've 
been the apples look super good, and the 
peaches look almost as good," Brown 
said. 

"There are still far more buds left on 
the apple trees than needed to produce 
a full crop. And most of the peach or-

chards I visited still have enough buds 
left for a full crop," he said. 
· There is still the chaitce, however, that 
another cold snap could damage both 
crops. Freezing temperatures which 
could destroy large portions of the crop 
have been recorded in the fruit growing 
regions of Kentucky well into April in 
past years, according to the Agricultural 
Weather Center at UK. 

"We recorded a temperature of 26 F 
in Lexington in May of 1966, and had a 
low of 18 F in Lexington in April of 1982, 
said Tom Priddy, UK's chief ' 
meteorologist. 

"Gra nted, Lexington is not apple­
growing country, but if it's 18 degrees in 
Lexington, chances are it's going to be 
cold in Casey county too," Priddy said. 

''Of course, I can' t see into the future, 
but as this point. barring any disastrous 
weather, I'd say we're in for pretty good 
crop this year," Brown said.
