Court Overturns Conviction 
Of Former Magistrate Roberts 
By B.A. Heinze 

Conviction of former Magistrate Ken­
neth Roberts was unanimously over­
turned, Friday, by the Kentucky Court 
of Appeals. 

He had been convicted in Pike Circuit 
Court in April1986 of one count of theft 
by deception and in May was sentenced 
to a 21,2-year prison term. Since then, he 
has been free pending outcome of appeal 
of the case. 

His conviction stemmed from the use 
in October 1982 of a county credit card 
to pay his share of a hunting trip to 
Wyoming. The Court of Appeals ruled 
that even though Roberts may have us­
ed the credit card, there was no 
deception. 

Roberts, 62, of Garrett, who served 
four terms as magistrate and before that 
was a four-term constable, was but one 
of 16 persons indicted by a grand jury, 
here, in December 1984 after an in­
vestigation by state police into the coun­
ty's finances during the term of County 
Judge-Executive Jerry B. Lafferty, Jr., 
who died in office in May 1983. 

Although three magistrates, Roberts, 
Eddie Caudill, and Lowell Samons, were

appeal, but his attorney has asked for a 
delay in order to appeal Caudill's case 
in U.S. District Court in Pikeville. The 
petition has been scheduled to be heard 
Tuesday, September 8. Ironically, this 
is the same date that Caudill has been 
ordered by Special Judge Will T. Scott 
to begin serving his sentence in the coun­
ty jail.

The trials of former deputy judge­
executive Thomas Lafferty, Sr., and his 
son, former county clerk Thomas Laf­
ferty, Jr., two of the 16 originally in­
dicted by a grand jury, here, and who 
were re-indicted last March 19 by a Pike 
county grand jury, are scheduled next 
month in Pike Circuit Court.

"He's a loner. I never see other tree 
frogs up there," said Roger DeRossett, 
Monday, of his family's "pet": Ojo, the 
tree frog. 

The amphibian took up residence 
about a month ago in a birdhouse the 
DeRossetts have hanging from a tree in 
their front yard. Ojo, named by Mrs. 
DeRossett's three-year-old nephew, 
Ricky Joseph, sits for hours every day 
with his bead and forelegs perched out­
side the birdhouse entrance waiting for 
ants. 

"Yeah, that's all we ever see him 
eat," said DeRossett. "He just sits up 
there waiting for some stupid ants to 
crawl by, and then he eats them. Maybe 
he's a frog that lives in a tree house and 
thinks he's an aardvark." 

But Ojo's life is not just day after bor­
ing day, waiting for ants. "He goes out 
at night and makes frog noises, then 
comes back the next day and sits," said 
Mrs. DeRossett. She was the first to 
notice Ojo, one day when the family was 
leaving on a trip. Getting in the car, she 
looked at the birdhouse and was startl­
ed by what she thought to be a large 
lizard. 

The creature turned out to be a frog, 
and, in truth, DeRossetts aren't sure just 
how big Ojo is. They never see more 
than the front half of his body. "He won't 
come all the way out and let anyone look 
at him. He only comes out at night, and 
then you can't see him. You can just 
hear him."

surplus cruisers from the City of 
Louisville, obtaining them in a package 
deal with the idea that each police of­
ficer would be assigned a vehicle. The 
home fleet plan for each officer to drive 
a vehicle home after duty hours was 
raised in the August 10 council session. 

Officers say the vehicles will get bet­
ter care and overall department morale 
will be higher if the officers are given 
custody of the vehicles. Officers told the 
council that some work had already 
been done, including a paint job on one 
of the cars.

Death of Clark 
Is Ruled Suicide 

The death of an elderly Honaker man 
last Wednesday morning at the home of 
a brother apparently resulted from a 
self-inflicted gunshot wound according 
to Coroner Roger Nelson. 

Irvin L. Clark, 82, of Honaker, ended 
his life around 11 last Wednesday 
morning. 

Deputy Sheriff John K. Blackburn, 
who was the first officer on the scene, 
said that Clark died of a severe chest 
wound. 

A World War II veteran, Clark has 
been a resident of Riverview Nursing 
Home, here, until recently when he went 
to live with a brother on Honaker where 
the incident took place. He was in fail­
ing health and is said to have been suf­
fering depression for some time. 

Eula Hall, of the Mud Creek Clinic, 
said that Clark had been a patient at the 
clinic for years and that he was liked and 
respected by its staff. She said that 
Clark had contributed to the establish­
ment of the medical facility . . 

He was a member of the Free Will 
Baptist Church and the Betsy Layne 
Chapter of Disabled American 
Veterans 

Clark, a retired farmer, was born Oc-

their driving to and from home would 
total 96 miles per day. With 183 work 
days each, yearly, this would add up to 
17,520 out-d-town, off.<futy miles annual­
ly. James estimated the gasoline usage 
at 1,460 gallons and the cost at $1241. 
"It's not the issue of the $1200 for gas," 
James added. "I'm sure they'd pay their 
share of the gas. But our exposure to 
liability increases if the vehicles are 
taken out of town daily." 

At another point, however, James 
pointed out, "We're quoted every other 
week by the news media as suffering 
through a budget crisis. We're going to 
be driving 17,520 miles outside our city 
that is-quote-'-unnecessary for police 
business." 

Mayor Latta, along with council 
members William 0. Goebel, III, and 
Margie Osborne, repeatedly zeroed in on 
the liability issue. 

Also at issue is whether an off.<futy 
Prestonsburg police officer could be put 
in a no-win situation by being in a 
cruiser. Contradictory court cases make 
it unclear whether Prestonsburg city 
police officers can make an arrest or 
take charge should they happen across 
an accident outside the city, and a case 
was cited in which a Paintsville police 
officer was reportedly sued for making 
an arrest outside the city limits. Op-

ponents of the home fleet idea said, too, 
that an officer could be sued for not tak­
ing action if it was obvious he or she was 
an officer as would be the case when 
driving home in a cruiser. 

Mayor Latta indicated she had talked 
with several other city officials and 
found no fourth-class city with a home 
fleet policy that included officers living 
outside the city except in Mt. Sterling, 
and there a three-mile limit had been 
set. "Mt. Sterling tried this (county 
wide) and they said it just didn't work," 
Latta said. "They allow up to three 
miles outside the city because they have 
so many nearby subdivisions that are 
not actually in the city." She went on to 
give several other cities which limit 
home fleet to those who live within their 
city limits. 

Another question raised was whether 
implementing the home fleet policy con­
stituted extra pay for police officers, 
compared with other city workers who 
have no vehicles to drive to and from 
work. City Attorney Larry D. Brown 
said he had contacted the state Attorney 
General's office for an opinion on that 
question and was told Prestonsburg 
"would be opening up a possible Pan­
dora's box."

Drainage Problem Raises 
Ire of Garrett Residents

West Garrett residents are raising a 
stink because of a damaged drainage 
system. 

The controversy concerns a drainage 
pipe that was damaged last winter and 
has since been discharging a foul smell­
ing flow they say is sewage. Residents 
also complain that school children have 
to walk through the mess . 

According to District 4 Magistrate 
Jackie Edford Owens, the damage was 
not done by the county grader but by 
trucks hauling red dog to put on the 
road. Owens said that due to the nar­
rowness of the right-of-way the trucks 
were forced into the drainage ditch con 
taining the pipe. 

Kathy Dye, of West Garrett, said she 

contacted Owens on several occasions 
concerning the drainline but nothing had 
been done. Owens responded by saying 
he realized that there was a problem in 
West Garrett and that work was need­
ed to alleviate the problem. Concerning 
the sewage and odor, Owens said that 
the pipe was only a drainage ditch and 
if sewage was in the pipe then someone 
had hooked to it illegally. He also said 
that he had asked the fiscal court to 
place a three-ton weight limit on the 
road so in the future the trouble would 
not recur. Although he said he would like 
to see the road blacktopped, a lack of 
manpower makes this difficult. "We 
have four men to take care of 10,000 peo­
ple, with 104 jobs to be done on the work 
list," Owens said.

Drug, Alcohol Abuse 
Problems of Seniors 

Drug abuse. Alcoholism. Human pro­
blems most frequently associated with 
teenage and young adult years. 

However, just as age barriers are be­
ing removed from the good things in life, 
there is another group of Kentuckians 
becoming more susceptible to the lure 
of drugs and alcohol-the elderly. 

"Many people in their later years need 
daily medication to combat aches. pains 
and diseases which attack them," said 
Mike Townsend, director of the Division 
of Substance Abuse in the Department 
for Mental Health and Mental Retarda­
tion Services. "Many also experience 
loneliness, financial problems, loss of 
work responsibility and physical and 
mental health problems.' · 

"The growing combination of age, 
self-administered medication, depres­
sion and diminished mental capacity is. 
creating an alarming number of cases 
of older abusers and addicts." 

Although the elderly represent ap­
proximately one-eighth of the U.S. 
population, they consume one-fourth of 
all prescription drugs, according to 
Gloria Doughty, a social worker and 
staff pharmacist at the University of 
Kentucky's Chandler Medical Center. 

Doughty, who has a specific interest 
in counseling geriatric patients, is a fre­
quent instructor at workshops on 
substance abuse among the elderly. 

"On any given day, 95 percent of the 
people over 65 years of age are at home 
and able to take care of themselves," 
she said. "But members of this age 
group may face a significant loss of all 
their senses, and sometimes are not able 
to feel the side effects of drugs­
including alcohol." ' 

Doughty said that when people lose 
their senses of smell and taste, they also 
lose their appetite. That void is often fill­
ed with drugs and/or alcohol. 

"Elderly people develop two kinds of 
dependency," Doughty explained. "One 
I call 'necessary for life' and is based on 
medical needs and necessity for life 
functions. The other is 'necessary 
dependency,' generated over a period of 
time through increased tolerance or fre­
quent use. 

"You'd be surprised at the number of 
times I hear 'How could it be habit for­
ming? I've been taking it for 30 years.' " 

Doughty said that many older people 
use drugs based on self-diagnosis, im­
pulse or suggestion, taking the advice of 
a neighbor instead of seeking help from 
a physician. Others often mix alcohol 
and over-the-counter drugs, unaware of 
side effects that can result. 

"Many people don' t realize how 
drowsy even simple antihistamines and 
alcohol can make an elderly person," 
she said. "And it can become dangerous 
if someone tries to drive or operate 
machinery in this condition.'' 

Townsend said that drug abuse among 
the elderly is just now being recognized 
as a serious problem. 

''A drug or alcohol problem of an older 
person is not as obvious as it is in 
younger people," he said. "That's why 
it takes longer to recognize. I really 
think that we've only begun to scratch 
the surface of how widespread 
substance abuse among the elderly is."

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Goebel argued strenuously for tabling 
the issue until liability and jurisdiction 
questions could be answered, but the 
issue was finally put to ct vote on motion 
by Councilman Thomas J. Tackett. He 
moved to allow all officers to drive 
vehicles to and from work with officers 
living outside the city limits to reim­
burse the city for gasoline used between 
the city limits and their home for a two­
month trial period in September and Oc­
tober. With all eight members present, 
the vote came down to a 4-4 deadlock. In­
formed of the tie, Mayor Latta said, "If 
the Mayor doesn't vote, the motion 
dies." 

She suggested that Tackett's motion 
failed, because it was too broad. When 
no one spoke immediately, several 
police officers who had been observing 
walked out, and Councilman Tackett left 
as well. 

Council member Dr. Gary Brown then 
said his problem was that he didn't think 
it was right for the officers to have t(\ 
reimburse for gas. During the ensuing 
discussion, City Manager James said he 
was sure the increase in morale of the 
force and care of the vehicles was worth 
the gas cost, and Police Chief Elmo 
Allen illustrated the cost saving in 
maintenance. 

In the end, Brown moved that officers 
living in Prestonsburg or within a four­
mile radius of city limits be allowed to 
take their cruisers home, also on a two­
month trial basis. This motion passed 
4-0, with Frank Adams, Adrian Black­
burn, Brown and Goebel voting for, 
William Callihan, Osborne and Harry 
Ray Porter abstaining, and Tackett ab­
sent. Blackburn, Brown, Goebel and 
Osborne had voted against the original 
motion. 

Council also specified that the three of­
ficers who live beyond the four-mile 
limit may be given the same privilege 
if the liability questions can be 
answered. The matter is expected to 
come up again at the next council 
meeting, Sept. 14. 

Another question raised was what to 
do with the extra cruisers. Prestonsburg 
only needed six vehicles to complete the 
one car for every full-time officer plan, 
but the package deal made it "just as 
cheap," according to Latta, to buy all 
nine. One vehicle has since been turned 
over to the City Disaster and Emergen­
cy Services office. This led to a spirited 
debate about what to do with the other 
surplus vehicles. Allen suggested that 
the 15 auxiliary members who donate 
their time should be allowed to share the 
surplus vehicles on the job, while Mayor 
Latta pointed out that the cruisers 
should be kept available at City Hall as 
back-ups if all or most of the full-time 
officers would be taking cruisers home 
while off-duty. 

Health insurance for city employees 
was the next issue viewed by the council. 

Mayor Latta reported on "a very 
serious situation at Mountain Trails," 
the London-based firm currently carry­
ing Prestonsburg city workers' health 
insurance. 

In checking various reports and 
rumors about the firm, Latta said she 
had learned that the state insurance 
department has obtained a court order 
placing Mountain Trails into "rehabili­
tation" in an effort "to save the com­
pany." 

Meanwhile, Latta said "a hold­
harmless" clause in the policy means ci­
ty employees are protected-that no 
health care provider could-"go back on 
a client" if a claim occurs and is unpaid 
due to Mountain Trails' financial condi­
tion. She also said Provident Life has 
agreed to take over all current policies 
at current rates if necessary. 

The situation did spur council to hear 
from Charles Fain, who handles Blue 
Cross and Blue Shield out of Pikeville. 
Fain said his actuarial people would 
have to compute a rate before he could 
quote one. 

On a suggestion from Fain, Mayor 
Latta appointed council members 
Brown, Osborne, Tackett and Goebel as 
a committee to establish the city's re­
quirements for a plan and schedule 
meetings with interested carriers. 

Council had intended to award a bid 
on liability insurance but postponed the 
issue until November. 

First reading was given to an or­
dinance setting minimum fee for use of 
the municipal parking lot by non-profit 
organizations. To defray cost of utilities 
and cleanup, the city will charge $15 per 
day for use, beginning September 16, if 
the 0rdinance is passed. 

Mayor Latta announced the approval 
at the regional level of a $25,000 grant by 
the Big Sandy Area Development 
District for Prestonsburg to purchase a 
new fire engine. She said Floyd county 
snared a total of $84,000 in such grants, 
"and Prestonsburg got $251000 of that, sp 
I guess we did pretty well.'' The grant 
is not certain until approved by the state 
Department of Local Government, but 
Latta said that is generally forthcoming 
after an ADD regional board approves . 

Ironically, Latta also had to report 
that Prestonsburg is behind in money it 
owes to Big Sandy ADD. "The budget 
each year calls for a cash contribution 
to the Big Sandy ADD operating 

budget," Latta said, adding the annual 
amount is $1500. "It has been budgeted, 
but I got a bill today, and it has not been 
paid for the last four years.'' Council. 
quickly voted to authorize payment of 
the $6000 out of the general fund as 
available. 

In other action, Council voted to give 
the old skating rink to the local Army 
National Guard for demolition purpOses 
after James reported the structure was 
so solidly built that his workers cannot 
cost-effectively finish tearing it down. 
The structure is being removed to make 
way for a new outdoor sports area at Ar­
cher Park. 

Council also approved a request from 
the Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue Squad to hold its 29th annual 
fund-raising Labor Day weekend road­
block. It also heard a request from 
Prestonsburg VFW Post 5839 Com­
mander Eddie Akers to allow the club 
to hold bingo games Sunday afternoons 
from 2 to 5 as a club fundraiser for 
repairs and civic activities. Latta and 
City Attorney Brown said they did not 
think Council approval was necessary 
and suggested the VFW check to make 
sure there were no state statutes 
involved. 

Latta had .intended to deliver.a report 
on the Local Issues Conference, which 
she attended. By that time, though, Lat­
ta limited her report to: "It's late. You 
don't want to hear about that. I went and 
it was interesting,"-providing a light 
finish to the session. 
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ty's road system, and work on the 
throughfare will be initiated before 
winter as well as on the Johns Branch 
Road. A resolution was passed to take 
the Morgan Fork road on Little Mud and 
the Mountain View Estates road on Ab­
bott Creek into the county system. 

Included on the court's agenda was an 
ordinance concerning electrical inspec­
tions in the county.

Barber said that he would like 
for beeper bands to be purchased to at­
tach to the wrist of prisoners par­
ticipating in the program to keep tabs 
on them. 

The meeting closed with Magistrate 
Eddie Caudill's recommendation that 
the Allen park golf course will be nam­
ed The John M. Stumbo Golf Course.

Flue-Cured Tobacco 
Prices Reported Higher 

Most flue-cured tobacco markets 
opened recently and are reporting sale 
averages up to $17 more a hundred­
weight than in 1986, with leaf going 
under loan to cooperatives only 9 frac­
tion of the preceding year. 

Opening week sales of flue-cured 
tobacco in the "sandhills" area of the 
Middle Belt (type 11) ;found a much im· • 
proved demaJJd over the opening of the 
1986 season. Grade averages for prim· 
ings were up sharply from a year ago, 
with gains of from $17 to $24 hundred­
weight. 

The Stabilization Corporation receiv­
ed only 1.4 percent of sales, compared 
to 7.7 percent last year. 

Overall demand also was stronger for 
the Eastern North Carolina flue-cured 
belt Ccype 12) . The only exception was 
leaf grades which consisted mostly of 
" carry-over" tobacco. 

Celebrate 50th Anniversary 

Stabilization only received .6 percent 
of leaf that failed to receive a bid of one 
cent a pound over the support price, 
compared to 6.4 percent last year. 

The weekly average for the South 
Carolina-Border North Carolina Belt 
was $140.64 a hundredweight, compared 
to $125.13 a hundredweight during open­
ing week last year. Grade prices averag­
ed from $5 to $35 a hundredweight 
above support prices, with most gains 
ranging mainly from $5 to $11 a hun­
dredweight on most grades over 1986. 
Loan receipts totaled . 4 percent opening 
week, compared to 5.3 percent last year.

The second week of sales on the 
Georgia-Florida flue-cured market still 
showed a strong demand for leaf.

Sales averaged $140.23 a hun­
dredweight, compared to $129.09 last 
year. 

The Stabilization Corporation receiv­
ed .3 percent of sales the second week, 
compared to .2 percent the previous 
week, and 3.1 percent at the same time 
last year. 

Price averages are expected to in­
crease later in the sales season as 
marketings include higher on the stalk. 
The average price support for the 1987 
flue-cured crop is $143.50 a hundred­
weight, compared to $143.80 last year.

Time To Scrap The Welfare System?

QUESTION: I learned six months ago 
that my breast cancer had spread to my 
lymph nodes. Since then, I have been 
receiving a three drug chemotherapy 
regimen that is about to end. I haven't 
felt very sick and I would feel safer if I 
continued with these drugs. My doctor 
says "no" that it wouldn't help. If these 
drugs are known to help prevent the 
cancer from coming back, why won't 
my doctor continue to give them to me? 

ANSWER: It is understandable that 
you would feel safer if you were to con­
tinue chemotherapy after your present 
course of treatment ends. But chemo­
therapy treatment schedules are often 
based on studies or prior experience that 
have shown the most effective treatment 
schedule for patients with the same type 
of cancer. When the best treatment 
schedule is not known, studies using 
varied treatment schedules are done so 
that they can be compared. If one 
schedule is shown to be better than 
another, then that schedule becomes the 
new standard. There is no evidence that 
giving chemotherapy on ari ongoing 
basis is of benefit in most types of 
cancer. 

To continue chemotherapy when there 
is no evidence that it helps, may pose 
risks to the patient. For instance most 
drugs have the potential to cause long 
term side effects and some drugs have 
been shown to increase the risk of 
developing a second type of cancer. 
Also, the longer the drugs are given, the 
greater the chance that the cancer cells 
will become resistant to those drugs. 
This may limit the treatment options 
should the cancer recur at a later date 

You should discuss your concerns 
about ending treatment with your doc­
tor. If your concerns and questions are 
still not answered, you may find it 
helpful to obtain a second opinion.

It is becoming evident that our 

government's welfare umbrellas have 
collapsed upon the very people they 
were intended to protect. That the "War 
on Poverty" was lost long ago is not a 
new thought. What is coming into focus, 
however, is the extent to which failed 
welfare pOlicies are responsible for the 
creation of a permanent underclass. The 
welfare system, far from simply lending 
a hand to families and individuals who 
are temporarily "down on their luck," 
has created a permanent underclass 
which is characterized by illegitimacy, 
teenage pregnancy, unemployment and 
complete dependency upon government 
assistance. Systematic dependency has 
thoroughly corrupted the character of 
this underclass. 

Welfare encourages dependency by 
providing more money for a single 
mother than to one who is married, and 
paying a parent more than a person who 
has no children. This phenomenon has 
taken its highest toll on the black com­
munity, where illegitimacy rates have 
soared from 25 percent in 1965 to nearly 
60 percent today. Although America's 
underclass is disproportionately black, 
the culture of poverty affects all races. 

Today's welfare state has destroyed 
the work ethic essentially by paying in­
dividuals to stay poor, which 
discourages self-motivation. Welfare 
benefits are so generous that a recipient 
can earn more money on welfare than 
he or she can by working. Even major 
workfare programs, such as California's 
GAIN <Greater Avenues for In­
dependence), overlook this crucial flaw. 
GAIN stipulates that a recipient does not 
have to take a job if the job offered is "at 
a wage level that results in a net loss of 
income." With benefits as generous as 
they are, after paying child care, health 
care and transportation costs, a single 
mother would have to earn $5.76 per 
hour-over two dollars above the 
minimum wage-to exceed the "net" 
level. 

The numerous welfare programs­
AFDC, food stamps, subsidized rent, 
medical care, supplemental income, 
general relief, and so forth-distance 
welfare recipients from self-sufficiency 
while failing to assist those who do work. 

Moreover, the array of welfare pro­
grams has created a vast bureaucracy 
whose interest does not necessarily lie 
in solving poverty problems. For the 
many social workers who draw their 
salaries from helping the poor, increas­
ing the volume of business increases 
their power. Because of their self­
aggrandizement, as Heritage Founda­
tion policy analyst Stuart M. Butler 
argues, ''the shape of welfare policy in­
creasingly has come to reflect the in­
terests of suppliers of welfare services, 
not the consumers." 

Large amounts of money allocated to 
help the poor never reaches its destina­
tion. A study conducted in New York Ci­
ty in 1983 found that 74 cents of each 
dollar spent went to the welfare 
bureaucracy, leaving only 26 cents for 
the welfare recipients themselves. 

The economic and social failures of 
the welfare system remain partly mask­
ed by the moral imperative: We must 
demonstrate compassion for our fellow 
man. But is today's welfare system truly 
compassionate? Benjamin Franklin ex­
pressed well the sentiments of the 
American Founding when he argued 
that compassion which blunts the desire 
or necessity to work for a living is 
counterproductive. Compassionate 
welfare grants have turned our inner 
cities into battlefields of crime. Compas­
sionate welfare grants have all but 
obliterated the family unit. Compas­
SIOnate welfare grants have enslaved 
generations of the poor into a permanent 
cycle of poverty. 

As Mickey Kaus poignantly noted in 
a surprising article in the liberal week­
ly The New Republic: "Welfare doesn't 
work. Work 'incentives' don't work. 
Training doesn't work. Work 're­
quirements' don't work. 'Work ex­
perience' doesn't work and even 
workfare doesn't quite work. Only work 
works." 

Kaus and other critics have suggested 
that the government should discoqtinue

The fact that it would cost more to 
give people jobs than to give them 
welfare would pose a short-term pro­
blem. But clearly the long-term invest­
ment in getting people off welfare and 
into the labor market would compensate 
for short-term losses.

Reform of this sort would redress the 
anti-family side effects of the present 
welfare state. It would no longer be 
more profitable to be divorced or 
separated than married; it would no

August 1 marked the first time in 55 years that a member of the Conley fami­
ly has not been in charge of the Garrett postoffice. This was the date that Ed­
na Conley Everidge, who had been postmaster for 25 years, retired. 

Her father, Willis Conley, served as postmaster for 28 years from 1932 un­
til his retirement in 1960. Mrs. Everidge, who began as a clerk at the postof­
fice in 1946, was appointed acting postmaster in 1961 and postmaster in 1962. 

Many changes have come about in the years Mrs. Everidge has been at the 
postoffice. She began selling stamps for first class mail at three cents each 
and saw that price rise to its present 22¢. When she began work, the mail came 
in by train and was sent out for rural delivery by horseback. She saw this 
change to everyday delivery by truck both to the postoffice and then to rural 
routes. During her years as postmaster, she also saw the work force dwindle 
from, in the beginning, two full-time employees, including herself, plus one 
part-time, too, at her retirement, only herself with one leave replacement. 
This is an employee who works one day per week. 

Despite the migration of many to other areas and a declining demand for 
postal service, the Garrett postoffice has been third class at 13 level for several 
years.

CATS AS PETS

Cat lovers, congratulations! A recent 

national survey indicates that cats kept 
as pets are on the increase and have 
passed dogs as pets in numbers. 

There are likely several reasons for 
this shift, not the least of them being that 
a cat is far simpler to care for and poses 
less of a liability problem for its owner 
than a dog. 

If you're considering a cat for your 
next pet, a little common sense about 
breeds and their personalities can help 
make your selection more rewarding. 

Basically, cats are divided into two 
categories-long hairs and short hairs. 

Among the long hairs, the only breed 
which can be registered is the Persian. 
It is a big cat, with long, thick hair, is 
quite affectionate and playful and highly 
intelligent. Allergic reactions to the long 
hair, however, are not uncommon. 

Most prominent among the short hairs 
are the Siamese, Manx, Abyssinian, 
Burmese and Domestic Short Hair. 

Siamese are likely best known for 
their unique markings and voice, as well 
as their intelligence. The Manx, which 
takes its name from the Isle of Man 
where it originated, is without a tail and 
its hind legs are longer than its front legs 
which gives it a distinctive gait when it 
walks. 

Abyssinians are descended from the 
scared cats of Egypt and are among the 
quietest of cats because of their soft 
voice and that they infrequently use it. 
Burmese are similar to the Siamese, ex­
cept that they are solid in color. 

The Domestic Short Hair is what you 
likely think of as an "alley cat" and is 
hardy, fastidious in personal growing 
and now has its own registry. It is grow­
ing quickly in popularity. 

If you're considering a cat as a pet for 
yourself or a friend, it's wise to be aware 
than allergic responses in people vary 
from breed to breed, that some cats re­
quire more personal attention than 
others, that their personalities vary 
from breed to breed. Some are more af­
fectionate than others, some are more 
independent than others. 

Your veterinarian can help you match 
a cat to your personality or to that of a 
friend, as well as give you pointers on 
what to look for and what to avoid in 
order to pick a healthy animal. Many 
veterinarians serves as adoptions agen­
cies as well as clinics, giving bulletin 
board space to help their clients find 
homes for new kittens and occasionally 
for mature pets. 

Perkins Announces 
Passage Of Funding 

WASHINGTON-Congressman Carl 
C. Perkins has announced that the 
House of Representatives passed 
legislation, 330 to 89, which authorizes 
$276 million for the Economic Develop­
ment Administration <EDA>, and $162.4 
million for the Appalachian Regional 
Commission <ARC>. All members of the 
West Virginia-Kentucky delegations, 
with the exception of Ky. Representative 
Larry Hopkins (Republican-6th 
District), voted in favor of the funding. 

"This bill will help us to make great 
strides toward bringing the Appalachian 
region into the mainstream of American 
economic life," said Congressman 
Perkins. 

The EDA and the ARC were establish 
ed to provide aid to economically 
distressed areas of the country through 
the development of public facilities such 
as roads, ports, community water and 
sewage systems, and education and 
health facilities, and through grants for 
private economic development projects. 

"Since he has come to office President 
Reagan has been trying to cut out this 
program," Perkins said, "but we over­
whelmingly passed this bill. Throughout 
Eastern Kentucky, roads have been 
built, water and sewer systems have 
been built, vocational education systems 
and training prorams have~n started. 
Permanent jobs have been created as a 
result of the Federal dollars in this 
region. I am very pleased to see that this 
bill has passed and that the EDA and the 
ARC can continue this positive work."

Trojans Dominate Elkhorn City 
· In Winning Opening Game, 34-0 

Domination may be a strong word to 
use, especially in high school sports, but 
it does sum up Wheelwright High 
School's opening game victory over 
Elkhorn City, Friday night. 

Controlling both lines of scrimmage, 
the Trojans rode the crest of a strong 
running attack while shutting down 
Elkhorn City's offense, cruising to a 34-0 
victory. 

Wheelwright, 1-0, with the season 
opening win, combined on the ground 
and through the air for 324 total yards, 
and limited the Cougars to under 100 net 
yards in completing what head coach 
Roger Johnson had thought might hap­
pen an impressive win. 

"I felt that we could do it if we played 
the way we did last week," Johnson said. 
"We got off to kind of a slow start, but 
we picked up our intensity later." 

The Trojans, with Doug Little and 
Handy Jackson once again enjoying big 
success, ran for 285 yards, exercising the 
type of ball control offense Coach 
Johnson had said was a necessity for his 
team to win. 

Little, a powerful fullback with speed, 
rolled up a total of 127 yards, 117 of those 
in the first half, and scored two 
touchdowns in leading Wheelwright's 
ground attack. 

Handy Jackson, 80 yards on 15 carries, 
also scored a Trojan touchdown on the 
ground while adding four points on con­
version runs. For the second consecutive 
outing, the Wheelwright backfield roll­
ed up impressive numbers, but the 
backs may not deserve the total credit. 

"You can't have a good backfield if 
you don't have a good line,,and we've got 
a good, senior line. "We've worked for 
two years to build up to this level, " 
Roger Johnson said. 

The offensive line, possessing both 
strength and quickness, opened huge 
holes for Little and Jackson, or anyone 
else who carrizd the football Friday 
night. 

Benjy McCay, sophomore reserve 
fullback, came off the Trojan bench to 

rack up 46 yards on two carries and a 
touchdown. Vic Cotton, another 
underclassman runner, picked up 26 
yards on only five carries. 

Little, the only senior member of 
Wheelwright's rushing corps, but the 
Trojans on the scoreboard early when 
his massive offensive line opened a hole 
that allowed the 5'11 ", 190-pound back 
to ramble 33 yards for the score. 

With 4:06 remaining in the opening 
period, Little crossed the goaling, cap­
ping off a 53-yard, five play drive. After 
Jackson ran the two-point try over, 
Wheelwright Jed, 8-0, an advantage that 
held up, thanks to timely defensive plays 
from Shawn McKenzie. 

After Elkhorn City had managed on­
ly 11 net yards on their first two posses­
sions, the Cougars mounted a drive. 
From their own 33 to the Wheelwright 
24, they moved the football, but on a 
third down and six play, the drive was 
halted. 

Shawn McKenzie, Trojan defensive 
back, stepped in front of an intended 
Elkhorn City receiver, picked off the 
Chris Rose pass, and Wheelwright 
claimed possession on their own 11-yard 
line. 

"Shawn caught one down on about the 
10-yard line. They had already com­
pleted one there, but he came back and 
played that one real well," Johnson ex­
plained. "That play was a big turn­
around for us, and the other one he 
caught in the end zone was big, too, 
because they were down on about the 
20." 

McKenzie, a junior defensive back, 
later brought an abrupt end to another 
Elkhorn City drive with his second in­
terception of the night. The Cougars had 
moved the football to the Wheelwright 
20-yard line, but McKenzie, on a third 
and two attempt, picked off a pass in the 
end zone, protecting the Trojans' shutout 
bid. 

Following both interceptions, Wheel­
wright mounted prolonged drives with 
both resulting in touchdowns . After the 
first McKenzie pickoff, the Trojans mar-

ched !I!J yards for a score. 
Doug Little capped the 11-play drive 

off with a one-yard plunge for his second 
touchdown of the night. On the march 
downfield, Wheelwright ate up six 
minutes and 57 seconds of the clock, 
scoring with only 1:33 remaining in the 
half. 

Leading 14-0 in the third quarter 
Wheelwnght added another touchdown, 
this one through the air. With 2:31 re­
maining in the third Bobby Hood con­
nected with Steve Cole on a 20-yard scor­
ing pass, and after Handy Jackson ran 
in the two-point try the Trojans led 22-0. 

Wheelwright added two more touch­
downs late in the final frame, one on an 
11-yard Handy Jackson run, and the 
other with 1 :31left in the contest when 
Benjy McCay broke loose for a 45-yard 
scoring gallop. 

Offensively Wheelwright enjoyed suc­
cess both on the ground, and through the 
air.

The game with Fairview represents 
the first district game of the season for 
Wheelwright in their new district align­
ment.

It is no longer a question of when, but 

now of how much because Magoffin 
County does in fact finally have football 
at the high school leveL 

For several years the idea had been 
tossed around the Magoffin county 
school system, but not until 1987 did it 
become a reality, and not until in­
terested citizens kicked the idea into 
action. 

Last summer several football-minded 
members of the Salyersville communi­
ty put their heads together sometimes 
banging their heads in frustration, and 
came up with a youth league team. 

Led by those same people football 
spread from the prep team of last sum­
mer into the high school ranks of this 
year, and now students of Magoffin 
county at least have the opportunity of 
trying their hand at the gridiron sport. 

Although the first-year Hornets fell 
short in their first-ever football game, 
13-0, to Johns Creek last Thursday, in­
terest and participation appears to be 
satisfactory in beginning a program. 

Thirty-five candidates are learning 
the system of veteran Louis Spike 
Berkhimer, who is serving as head men­
tor in a paraprofessional capacity. 

Jim Bill Lyon is recognized as the ad­
ministrative head coach, but Berkhimer 
will be in charge of teaching the inex­
perienced young Hornets the fundamen­
tals of the game. 

The first edition of the MCHS football 
squad will compete on the junior varsi­
ty level for the first two campaigns.

Cuba also dominated boxing, setting 
a new Pan Am record by winning 10 of 
the possible 12 gold medals.

The statewide dove season in Ken­
tucky will open Tuesday, September 1 
and continue through October 31, and 
then reopen November 28 and run 
through December 6. 

The daily bag limit is 12 and the 
possession limit is 24 birds after two or 
more days of hunting. Shooting hours for 
the first part of the season are from 11 
a.m. to sunset, while hunters may take 
doves from sunrise to sunset during the 
second part of the season. 

Doves are the most popular game bird 
in the state. Hunting these fast-flying 
gray wingsters provides a challenge to 
even the best shooters. The sport is 
leisurely, since most hunters find a spot 
in a fencerow to sit or kneel near a 
feeding area and shoot at passing birds. 
However, often during the late afternoon 
the action can become furious as 
sometimes hundreds of birds may be 
coming in at the same time to feed 
before roosting later that evening. 

Doves can be found near corn, wheat, 
millet, sunflower and other seed fields, 
usually in the afternoon. A good way to 
find places to hunt doves is to drive 
along rural roads early in the morning 
or during late afternoon and look for 
birds perched on power lines or circling 
grain fields. They will also congregate 
near small ponds and along gravelled 
areas. 

Once permission to hunt is obtained 
from the landowner, hunters should find 
a spot where birds are passing within 
range and where the doves cannot see 
the hunters. Fencerows, hay bales and 
bushes or trees are good natural blinds. 
Wearing camouflaged clothing or 
darker colors will also help disguise

hunters. 
The best shotgun loads for doves are 

7-1h., 8, 9, or trap loads, especially dur­
ing the early part of the season. These 
loads have more pellets, which are need­
ed to bring down a speedy dove. 
Shotguns with modified, improved 
cylinder, or skeet chokes give hunters 
better dove patterns than gun barrels 
with tighter chokes. 

As the season progresses, doves will 
fly higher and be more wary. Some 
hunters find that a little heavier load 
gives them more range and makes 
longer shots possible during the latter 
part of the season. 

Hunting doves over food plots is legal 
as long as no other attractants have been 
placed on or near the field, other than 
what occurs from normal agricultural 
growing and harvesting. Fields with 
salt, grain or other attractants scattered 
or placed on them to lure doves are il­
legally "baited" fields.

Billy Joe Napier reports that black bass 
were hitting crankbaits along stump 
rows and creek channels 1·8 feet deep; 
bluegill were taking red worms and wax 
worms over submerged cover 1·12 feet 
deep; clear, stable at summer pool and 
87 degrees. 

GRAYSON: Conservation Officer Jeff 
Adams reports that crappie were hitting 
minnows over brush piles 8-10 feet deep; 
black bass were hitting crankbaits and 
plastic worms early and late over cover 
3·7 feet deep; clear, falling, twoandone· 
half feet below summer pool and 84 
degrees. 

DEWEY: Creel Clerk Jim Marshall 
reports that black bass were hitting 
crankbaits along creek channels and in 
the jumps 1·8 feet deep; crappie were 
active on minnows over brush piles 
about 20 feet deep; clear, stable at one 
and one-half feet below summer pool 
and 85 degrees.

Bassin' With the Pros ... 

Bait Scents Make Sense 
Ever wonder why the bass suddenly 

turn off after you've wrestled and 
released a northern pike? Do you think 
the fish are getting finicky because they 
no longer want your lure? Well, the 
answer could be found in some of the 
odors left behind on your line, Jure or 
hands! 

"If you have gasoline on your hands, 
you can transfer that to bait," Linda 
England, Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
member informs us. "Cigarette 
smokers will have a particular odor on 
their hands; any kind of grease, oil or 
sunscreen will transfer to a lure. Also, 
when fish are caught they secrete a 
substance through their skin that's a 
fright substance, and if you handle the 
fish-put it in your live well or release it, 
whatever-you'll get this substance on 
your hands. If you readjust your lure or 
cut andre-tie your line, you transfer this 
substance to your lure or line. So, if you 
don't cover that up, it will be a while 
before you get another bite." 

It has long been established that bass 
have a keen sense of smell, which they 
use to locate prey, detect predators, 
select mates, and locate certain vegeta­
tion. A bass "smells" through two 
nostrils, located on each side of the 
snout. Water is forced through the 
anterior nostril openings, over sensory 
nerve endings, and out the posterior 
nostril. 

A bass' sense of smell is part of a com· 
plica ted nervous system, which includes 
its lateral line nerve system and its 
sense of hearing. Combined, these 
senses allow the bass to pinpoint his 
prey's position and speed. Smell is an 
"early warning" system which works at 
long distances ; taste is something the 
bass can only use at close range. 

Bass also have body odors just as 
human beings do. This odor helps fish to 
identify their own species and predators. 
Further, body odor influences the social 
behavior of a school of fish. It is also an 
established fact that the older the bass, 
the more accute its sense of smell has 

become, as the olfactory folds within the 
olfactory organ increase as the bass 
grows in size. 

This keen sense of smell can be utiliz­
ed to the bass fisherman's advantage 
through the proper and effective use of 
bait scents. And the use of these attrac­
tants can mean a big difference in the 
number and size of bass you catch. 

"I use Fish Formula II and Berkley 
Strike," states David Wharton, Johnson 
Outboards Pro Staff member. "I think 
they really make a difference in the 
number of fish that you catch. I think 
they will increase the number of bites 
that you will get during the day." 

"I personally feel that they are most 
effective on inactive fish," relates 
England. "They're going to trigger that 

fish to take your lure. I also think-and 
maybe this is a thing that a lot of peo­
ple don't think about-when a fish is 
very active he isn't very discriminating. 
A bait scent on your lure helps an active 
bass choose your particular offering 
rather than something else that may be 
nearby." 

As a rule of thumb, bait scents should 
be applied every 15·20 minutes. Plastic 
lures should be sprayed more often. 
Some pros reapply the bait scent on 
every other cast; however, most agree 
that frequency is not at all necessary. 

When properly used, bait scents can 
act as a screen for repellant odors and 
also stimulate a bass to attack your lure 
instead of something else or nothing at 
all.

Social Security 
SURVIVORS BENEFITS PAYABLE 

By JIM KELLY 
Social Security District Director 

If people in the Big Sandy area are 
nything like those in other parts of the 

country, many of them do not know that 
Social Security pays benefits to sur­
vivors of deceased workers who work­
ed in jobs covered by Social Secllrity 
long enough to become insured, Jim Kel­
ly, Social Security Director for the Big 
Sandy Area, said recently. 

More than 7 million people get sur­
vivor benefits. It is important for sur­
vivors to contact Social Security as soon 
as possible after the worker's death to 
make sure that no benefits are missed, 
Kelly said. In any event, a person sh_ould 
apply no later than the month after the 

onth of death. 

Social Security survivor benefits can 
be paid to: 

A widow or widower 60 or over. 
A disabled widow or widower 50-60. 
A child under 18 or 18-19 if a full-time 

high school student, or over 18 if disabl­
ed before 22. 

A mother or father caring for an en­
titled child under 16 or disabled. 

A parent 62 or older who was depen­
dent upon the worker for half or more 
of his or her support. 

Under a special rule, children and 
their mother or father can receive 

nefits if the worker had Social Securi-
Y credit for 1-1;2 years of work in the 3 

years before death. Also, Kelly said, 
children can receive benefits on their 
mother's Social Security record as well 
as their father's . 

In addition, there is a $255 lump-sum 
death payment that can be made to an 
eligible widow or widower, or if none, to 
an eligible child. 

People who would like more informa­

The telephone number is 
listed in your local telephone directory 
under U.S. Government.

Smart is exceptional in 
'Designing Women' cast

As "Designing Women" 
gears up for its second 
season on CBS, Jean Smart 
still feels somewhat out of

The Monday-night se­
ries is set in Atlanta, and 
gains much of its on-air 
personality from the 
barbed Southern wit of its 
four main characters. But 
Smart, who plays office 
manager Charlene Fra­
zier, grew up in Seattle. 
She is the only cast mem­
ber whose accent is not 
authentic. 

''I'm surrounded by 
Southerners," she says. 
"And it's not just the cast. 
The head writer, the pro­
ducer, the associate pro­
ducer, the costumer .;. I'm 
definitely tokenism." 

Still, Smart feels she un­
derstands the regional as­
pect of the series. "There's 
something wonderfully 
romantic and off-center 
about Southerners, a com­
bination of the traditional 
and the offbeat,'· she says. 
"That's something that 
the series shares." 

The show has been not­
ed for the mterplay be­
tween the cast members -
Smart, Dixie Carter, Annie 

Potts and Delta Burke. 
Unlike ensemble shows 
such as "L.A. Law," which 
emphasize different plots 
and characters from week 
to week, the ensemble 
format of "Designing 
Women" requires the four 
actresses to literally share 
the stage. 

"As far as TV goes, I'd 
rather be in an ensemble 
situation," Smart says. 
"It's a lot of responsibility 
to carry a show by your­
self. If it goes down the 
tubes, you get all the 
blame. 

"Usually in a series 
there's a lead girl who's 
very beautiful and very 
straight, and a sidekick 
who's chubbier and funni­
er," she says. "One of the 
things I like about our se­
ries is that the four char­
acters are very different. 
Charlene is sort of gull­
ible, naive, traditional and 
on the old-fashioned side. 
And that's always the 
way I've thought of my­
self. I come across as much 
stronger, mainly because 
I'm tall and have a deep 
voice. But actually I'm 
real old-fashioned." 

In the course of last sea­
son the series was can­
celed, brought back and 
lost in a scheduling shuf­
fle. It aired on Mondays, 
Thursdays and Sundays 
before returning to Mon­
days, where it has recent­
ly surged in the ratings. 
Smart is looking forward 
to a less chaotic second 
season. 

''I'm JUSt hoping that 
they'll leave us in this 
time slot," she says. "Be­
fore, nobody could find us. 
My mother couldn't find 
us! And I don't think that 
there are many shows that 
people will look for."

'Paris by Night' is both 
a trick and a travesty

Panning George Burns 
is like panning, well, God. 
But Showtime's abysmal 
"Paris by Night with 
George Burns," which 
airs Sunday, Aug. 30, 
would bring out the here­
tic in just about anyone. 
This 50-minute special 
has but one saving grace 
- it makes one hope for 
Mr. Burns' continued 
good health, so this gar­
bage will not be his final 
work. 

George Burns 

The central notion of 
this travesty is a sup­
posed "night on the 
town" that hits such hot 
spots as the Folies Ber­
gere and the Moulin 
Rouge. But from the first 
frame, there are prob­
lems. First, for years 
these spots have been 
nothing but tourist traps, 
like those American 
theme bars that serve 
umbrellas in your drinks . 
Second, we don't see 
more than a glimpse of 
any stage show. Thrown 
into the middle of a bas­
tardized ballet or an 
1890s period piece, we 

~J~P ~J> show .to show 

without any notion of 
what they're about. And 
the cameras seem to be 
positioned just left of 
London, so far away that 
even the loveliest ladies 
look like ants. 

But the special's most 
obvious sin - and its most 
unforgivable one - is dis­
honesty. Its director and 
producer, Marty Pas­
setta, is the longtime di­
rector and producer of 
the Academy A wards 
and other TV specials, al-
though his bland, 
straightforward style 
has never done anything 
to advance the form. 
Here, he has filmed 
scenes of Burns and two 
ostensibly French show­
girls in a studio, then in­
serted them in nightclub 
settings to suggest that 
the SJ;>eCial was filmed in 
Paris. Shots of George et 
femmes riding in a con­
vertible against a back­
drop of a Parisian night 
are similarly contrived. 

Burns was indeed in 
Paris at some point, as a 
sadly ineffective standup 
routine at the Lido night­
club demonstrates. He is 
impossible to dislike, but 
it was painful to see his 
five-minute bit tacked 
onto the end of this deba­
cle. It was even more 
painful to see him go 
along with Passetta's 
faked scenes of him tool­
ing around Paris. 

It takes a special kind 
of contempt to try to 
palm off such phoniness 
as the real thing. One 
wonders why Passetta 
took the trouble. Paris or 
no Paris, this show isn't 
worth the videotape it's 
shot on. • .

Even in primetime, life 
is tough for 'Adderly'

The life of any espio­
nage agent is tough. But 
life has been especially 
tough for once-renowned 
agent V.H. Adderly, the 
title character in the CBS 
series "Adderly."

"Adderly was a top 
guy in his field until he 
was captured," says Win­
ston Rekert, w.hp plays 
the character. "Since his 
accident, he's turned bit­
ter, because he's gotten 
all the lousy assignments. 
Yet because he's so valu­
able, the department 
can't dismiss him - they 
need to keep an eye on 
him. So whatever assign­
ment he gets, he makes it 
interesting and resolves 
it. He has to prove that he 
can still do it." 

The series, which pre­
miered last season on 
"CBS Late Night," is in 
the fifth week of a six-' I

week Friday-night run in 
primetime. Rekert hopes 
the show has attracted a 
new audience. 

"The numbers and re­
sponses that we've got­
ten from late night have 
been good," he says. "But 
it's still too early to know 
what the outcome (of the 
move to primetime) will 
be. If we've done phe­
nomenally well, there's a 
possibility that we'll be a 
mid-season replacement.' 

"Adderly" is different 
from other sleuth series 
in that it is laced with hu­
mor and offers a wacky 
cast of supporting char­
acters. In most episodes, 
while Adderly battles to 
get out of his mundane 
assignments, sympathet­
ic secretary Mona Eller by 
(Dixie Seatle) must cope 
with conflicts between 
him and his supervisor, 
Melville Greenspan (Jon­
athan Welsh). 

For. Rekert, it's the 
combination of humor 
and ensemble casting 
that makes the series 
work. "Everybody has 
found out who their char­
acter is," he says. "So the 
characters arc better de­
fined, and the interplay 
between them carries the 
story. As we work to­
gether, it gets better. " 

Will Addcrly ever es­
cape from Miscellaneous 
Affairs? Rekert says no. 
"If he did, the concept of 
the series would be 
over," he explains. "A lot 
of times he's come close 
to saying, 'Oh, just forget 
it.' But he'd have to go 
out and start his own 
business. What could he

New KET Series Looks 
At Chinese Customs 

Sitting in a shady courtyard in a small 
rural Chinese village, an elderly peasant 
man points to a pair of toddlers. "That 
is my grandson. The other is my grand­
daughter. To give birth to a boy is a big 
happiness. To give b1rth to a girl is not 
exactly a big happiness, but a small 
happiness." 

Though women have made tremen­
dous advances in rural Chinese society, 
many traditional attitudes continue to 
shape life in the village of Long Bow, 
located 400 miles southwest of Peking. 

KET will air "One Village In China" 
in three parts beginning Sunday, August 
30 at 8 p.m. 

' 'One Village In China" examines life 
in Long Bow through the eyes of the peo­
ple who live, work, worship, and die 
there. Through the villagers' stories, 
viewers gain an appreciation of the mix 
of traditional and modern ideas that in­
fluence village life, including the prac­
tice of marriage, medicine, religion and 
agriculture. 

That same evening, KET will present 
an encore "Masterpiece Theatre" 
presentation of "All For Love" which 
explores the power of love and the pas­
sion for power. "All For Love," a series 
of six weekly one-hour dramatizations, 
will begin airing Sunday, August 30 at 
10:00 p.m. 

"All For Love" reveals the most 
powerful of emotions-love-in all its 
different manifestations: from the pas­
sionate and ultimately destructive devo­
tiOn that a woman can feel for an im­
aginary son, to the innocent affection of 
a young girl for a lonely invalid; from 
an imaginary idyll in the south of 
France, to a woman's growing fondness 
for her boarder. 

"One Village In China" is a production 
of the Long Bow group and is presented 
by KQED/San Francisco. "Masterpiece 
Theatre'' is a presentation of 
WGBH/Boston. 

Farmers willing to put in the 
necessary work at the right times could 
find an extra source of income by star­
ting up a small vineyard for table 
grapes. 

Gerald Brown, Extension horticul­
turist with the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, stressed that he 
was talking about table grapes and not 
the type used for making wine. 

Because of a worldwide wine glut, 
right now is not the best time for a state 
not already heavily involved in wine­
making to plunge into that area, Brown 
said, although Kentucky wine afi­
cionados can certainly grow wine grapes 
to pursue their hobby. 

"Still, based on present economic 
data, the potential for table grapes in 
Kentucky is good enough to warrant a 
good look by farmers looking for alter­
native crops," Brown said. 

Brown conducts research at UK's 
Research and Education Center at 
Princeton on 12 different cultivars of 
table grapes to see which produces best 
in this state. He looks at the vigor of the 
vine, yield, quality of grapes, disease 
resistance and hardiness to cold. He also 
tests for optimum irrigation levels and 
studies different trellis systems and 
their effects on grape production. 

"We just harvested some varieties 
last week," Brown said. "After two 
years of study, I feel we have enough in­
formation to suggest you can have ripe 
grapes from the middle of July through 
early September by using different 
varieties of grapes." 

Using different varieties is the key, he 
said, because they mature at different 
times during the season. At an average 
price of 50 cents per pound, each vine 
could gross $7 to $10. With a standard 544 
vines to an acre, that's $5,000 plus an 
acre, Brown said. 

If that sounds too good to be true, it 
probably is. A farmer probably doesn't 
want to plow up his soybeans and start 
a 500-acre vineyard, Brown said. The 
trick, of course, is not growing the 
grapes. It's marketing them. 

"They're not worth a darn in the 
field," Brown said. "You've got to get 
them to market. Realistically, we think 
a farmer ought to keep to about two 
acres at first until he learns how to raise 
them, how to market them and what the 
potential problems are." 

New Federal Law Will 
Shorten Wait For Organs 

A new federal law should drastically 
shorten the wait for organ transplants, 
reports a University of Louisville 
official. 

James Martin, director of U of L's Eye 
Bank, said the Jaw, scheduled to take ef­
fect Oct. 1, will require hospitals receiv­
ing Medicare and Medicaid funding to 
notify families of patients declared 
legally dead of their option to donate 
organs. 

The procedure should lead to "a 
significant increase" in the number of 
organs available for transplants, he 
said. 

Each year, some 8,000 to lO,OOOpeople 
across the nation await donated kidneys. 
Another 5,000 need corneas, Martin said, 
and 400 more await hearts and livers. 

Besides shortening the wait, the law 
may even allow patients to make ap­
pointments for their transplants in the 
fu.ture, he said.

state-led Gov. Collins to institute a 
unique "Crafts Action Plan" that has 
spurred craftspeople into even better 
business methods and expanded returns 
on their work. 

Karen Burnham began by herself 
making her whimsical wooden folk art 
at the kitchen table. She recently open­
ed a retail shop in Bowling Green where 
she employes from four to five 
"helpers." Fran Redmon, manager of 
crafts marketing in the Department of 
the Arts, noted that many of the state's 
craftspeople who began alone or with 
just family now need from four to 12 
craftspeople to help fill orders.

Some Goods News 
About Leukemia 

Leukemia is one of the most common 
cancers to strike children. It occurs 
when blood cells become malignant. Not 
long ago it was considered an unstop­
pable killer. but new anti-<:ancer drugs 
have resulted in long-term survival for 
the majority of leukemia's young 
victims. 

Research still continues, however, in 
the hope of finding an even better cure. 
Current treatment sets out to destroy 
cancer cells. Unfortunately, it also 
destroys normal cells, producing 
unpleasant side effects. 

Two scientists from the National 
Foundation for Cancer Research 
<NFCR> are working on opposite sides 
of the globe to discover a way to change 
malignant cells back into normal cells, 
instead of destroying them. 

Dr. Hector DeLuca, a professor at the 
University of Wisconsin, became in­
terested in vitamin D when it was found, 
in Japan, that adding a vitamin D com­
pound to cultures ofleukemic cells caus­
ed the cells to change from malignant 
to benign. 

Dr. DeLuca is screening a large 
number of vitamin D compounds to find 
the one that is safest for humans. 

In Rehovot,lsrael, Dr. Leo Sachs has 
proven that cancer cells are not irrever­
sibly malignant. Cancerous cells can be 
coaxed back to normal, he says. by pro­
viding them with the right chemical 
environment. 

Professor Sachs has already "cured" 
leukemia in the test tube without using 
poisonous chemicals. By adding colonies 
of various blood factors to leukemic 
cells, he transformed those cells back in­
to normal blood cells. 

The National Foundation for Cancer 
Research is a private, non-profit 
organization based in Bethesda, Md. 
With the help of donors nationwide, it 
has allocated more than $50 million to 
basic cancer research over the last 
decade.

Six-year-old Annie Hall's big brown 
eyes were full of tears. She hadn't 
drowned, but faking a drowning was 
frightening enough. 

Annie, her brother, and eleven 
neighbors staged a mock disaster for 
Our Lady of the Way Hospital August 7, 
which was so real they scared 
themselves. 

Annie was supposedly one of four 
youths involved in a boating accident at 
Dewey Lake during a church-sponsored 
picnic. As the story went, Annie nearly 
drowned. 

Annie discovered that life-saving 
measures aren't necessarily 
comfortable. 

" .. .I didn't like the board I had to Jay 
on," said Annie. "They had a pillow but 
they didn't give it to me." 

Annie said the ambulance crew was 
nice to her but some of the conversation 
made her uneasy. 

"They said if I had really drowned, 
they would have had to put a big tube 
down my throat. .. it was white and it 
was shaped like a banana," she 
explained. 

Things seemed very real when Annie 
was carried into the emergency room. 

"Dr. Martin was there and checked 
me with a stethoscope. A lady asked me 
questions. There was a nurse there 
too ... They took oxygen and put it in my 
nose," said Annie in a tone which clear­
ly communicated her dislike for the ox­
ygen treatment. 

The oxygen made Annie sneeze. The 
sneezes brought good-natured laughs 
from the nurses, but their laughs embar­
rassed Annie and hurt her feelings. An­
nie was cold and even though her 
neighbor, Linda Stephens, stayed by her 
side because she was scared, the tears 
rolled down her cheeks. 

Seven-year-old Lola Collins faked in­
halation of poisonous gases. She and her 
brothers allegedly mixed household 
chemicals in the toilet and were found 
unconscious by their mother. She said 
her experience of the disaster drill was 
"scary." 

"I'd never been to the hospital 
before," said Lola. "They (the staff) 
thought it was real." Lola didn't like get­
ting oxygen either. 

Lola's eight-year-old brother, J.J., 
says he was "scared of the whole thing." 

"I thought they were really going to 
put me in the hospital...It felt like the 
real thing and they treated me like it 
was real." 

John Collins, Lola and J.J.'s nine­
year-old brother, was taken into the 
employee dining room which had been 
converted into an emergency treatment 
area. 

"They took me into this room and it 
had this (portable) x-ray machine," said 
John. "The way it looked, it looked like 
they were going to operate ... They put 
a liquid on my side ... They put me on ox­
ygen, really!. .. It felt cold. Everybody 
was nice but I was mostly afraid they 
were going to operate." 

Eleven-year-old Diana Molden, the 
· Collins' cousin, was in the same boating 

"accident" as Annie Hall and faked a 
head injury. She said the drill was scary 
for her because a needle almost hit her 
in the head. Her neck brace made her 
feel the bumps of the ambulance ride 
and like Annie, Diana would have liked 
a pillow. 

"I really felt sick when the doctors 
asked me questions," said Diana. "I 
started feeling like I really had fallen out 
of a boat.'' 

The "disaster" seemed real for the 
hospital's staff too. The convincing per­
formances of the "disaster victims" and 
the drill's timing helped make it so. 

Pregnant Ann Greene was so calm 
that, even though she was announced by 
secretary Diane Stacey as about to give 
birth, routine admission procedures 
were begun. 

Daniel Collins, four-year-old brother 
of the Collins children, was so paled by 
watching the treatments given his sibl-

ings, that the attending nurse asked if 
he too had inhaled the poisonous gases. 

"I never" was his reply. 
Admissions director Ruth Shelton

The trauma and emergency rooms were 
full." 

"Didn't the blue food coloring we 
painted on their mouths give it away?"

"Why, no," said Shelton, "the three lit­
tle ones we carried in before you all had 
blue lips just like that. I'm concerned 
about them." 

"Don't be," said Hall. They were part 
of the drill too."

The drill wasn't totally terrifying. 
Lola Collins said, "The people were 

nice. They didn't give me a shot. I liked 
getting pushed in a wheelchair. It was 
the first time I rode in a wheelchair." 

J .J. Collins enjoyed fooling assistant 
engineer Cainer Hall who lives across 
the street from him. 

"He had to crawl in the car and get 
me," said J.J. wtth an impish grin. 

J.J. and his brother, John, also liked 
the plums and pop which were part of 
the after-drill treats. Docia Molden said 
the eating was the best part. 

Diana Molden said she would do it 
again as long as she wasn't "in a boating 
accident." Even Annie Hall conceded 
that the ambulance ride was fun. She's 
not sure whether she would do it again, 
however.

When it's just too hot to even think 
about turning on the stove or oven, it's 
time for the main-course salad alter­
native. Simple and cool, salads are also 
economical and nourishing. 

The key to preparing a healthy main­
course salad is to include all the 
nutrients you would include in a regular 
meal. With the variety of ingredients 
available, however, the combinations 
are almost limitless. 

Especially nutritious in a main-course 
salad are vitamin-packed dark green 
and yellow-orange fruits and vegetables. 
Limited amounts of lean meat, fish, egg, 
cheese or nuts provide protein without 
going 9verboad on fat. Legumes are a 
great high-protein, lowfat salad ingre­
dient. And don't forget the important 
fiber you can get from salads featuring 
brown rice, bulgur or other whole 
grains. 

As with any salad, however, don't 
spoil the sound nutrition of lowfat ingre­
dients with globs of fat-laden salad 
dressing. Often a simple splash of 
lemon, or a mixture of vinegar, oil (light 
on the oil) and fresh summer herbs are 
best: they allow the full flavor of your 
peak-season ingredients to come 
through. 

Try these main-course ideas for 
salads that take center stage: 

ORIENTAL~TYLESEAFOODSALAD 
The mild ginger-style dressing is an 

excellent accent to this delicious, lowfat 
salad. It's complete, light meal in itself, 
but soup, rolls, fruit or dessert could be 
added for a more filling meal. 

1 cup uncooked brown rice 
1 medium onion, chopped 
1/2 cup plain yogurt, lowfat 
3 tbsp. cold water 
1 1/2 tsp. soy sauce 
3/4 tsp. garlic powder 
1/4 tsp. pepper 
3/4 tsp. ground ginger 
2 cups cleaned, cooked shrimp 
1 1/2 cups cut green beans <fresh, 

blanched, or frozen) 
1 cup bean sprouts 

. 1 cup red or green pepper, chopped 
Bring rice, onion and 2 cups water to 

boil in medium saucepan; simmer 45 
minutes or until rice is done. 

Meanwhile, combine yogurt, water, 
soy sauce, garlic powder, pepper and 
ginger in small bowl. Blend well and set 
aside. 

When rice is done, stir in dressing, 
shrimp and vegetables. Toss lightly. 
Serve immediately or refrigerate until 
serving time. 

This will give you about 4 servings of 
2 1/2 cups. Each serving will contain on­
ly 2 grams of fat and about 202 calories. 

This salad can be prepared mm-e 
quickly without giving up wholegrain 
goodness by using 1 cup of millet or 
bulgur instead of the rice. Both will cook 
in about 20 minutes, but millet rquires 
2 1/2 cups of water, rather than the 2 
cups for rice or bulgur. Other vege­
tables, such as broccoli, zucchni or snow 
peas, could be used instead of green 
beans. 

CHICKEN AND ARTICHOKE 
HEART SALAD 

Artichoke hearts add an elegant touch 
and delicious flavor to this chicken 
salad, perfect for a summer luncheon or 
light supper. Serve it with whole grain 
rolls or muffins and the meal is 
complete!

1/4 cup mayonnaise

Meanwhile, prepare artichoke hearts 
as directed on package. Drain. Prepare 
dresssing by using a fork to beat mayon­
naise, milk, vinegar, lemon juice, 
mustard, sugar and red pepper in a 
small bowl. 

When chicken can be handled, remove 
from bones and cut into bite-sized 
pieces. In large bowl, combine chicken, 
artichoke hearts, pimentos, celery and 
dressing. Toss gently. Serve, or cover 
and refrigerate until serving time. 

This will yield 4 servings. If made with 
chicken breasts, each serving contains 
about 15 grams of fat and about 260 
calories.

Academics Not Advisable 
For Pre-School Children 

As a record number of American 
4-year-olds head off to school this fall 
the National Association for the Educa~ 
tionofYoung Children (NAEYC) is ad­
vising against placing too heavy an em­
phasis on academic instruction in 
preschools. 

';This year, for the first time, approx­
imately half of the country's 4-year-olds 
will be enrolled in pre-school-that's a 
jump from 43% who were enrolled just 
four years ago," says Dr. David Elkind, 
NAEYC president. "Pre-school can be 
a wonderfully enriching experience 
when the program is specifically geared 
to this age group. Unfortunately, an in­
creasing number of little children are 
being ' taught' as though they were in 
first or second grade, and that is totally 
inappropriate." 

During the pre-school years, he notes, 
teachers should focus on helping 
children learn how to learn- how to pay 
attention, how to follow instructions, 
how to get along with other children, etc. 

etc.- rather than when the teacher in­
itiates and directs all classroom 
activity. 

*When vigorous outdoor activity is 
recognized as a valuable part of the 
child's learning experience, rather than 
as worthless play that interferes with in­
structional time. 

*When children have ample opportuni­
ty to interact with other children in ways 
that help them learn to co-operate, 
negotiate, help, and solve problems 
rather than when they spend most of 
their time working individually at desks 
or tables. 

Elkind said that parents may obtain 
more detailed information on what to 
look for in a pre-school by requesting 
NAEYC's free brochure, "Good Teach­
ing Practices for 4 and 5-year-olds." In­
terested parents can write the NAEYC 
at 1834 Connecticut Avenue NW, 
Washington, D.C. 20009, and enclose a 
business-sized self-addressed, stamped 
envelope.

It is committed to improving the 
quality and availability of services for 
children from birth to age eight, the 
critical years of development.

"At this age, children lack the social 
and mental development needed to pro­
fit from formal academic instruction. A 
heavy emphasis on it frustrates the child 
and weakens his curiosity and natural 
excitement for learning. Moreover, it 
consumes valuable hours when a child 
should be learning the skills that will 
permit him to be successful at home, at 
school, and with friends," Elkind says. 

Elkind gives these examples of 
teaching practices which are ap­
propriate for pre-schoolers and which 
parents should look for in selecting an 
early childhood program, whether pre­
school, nursery school or kindergarten:

*When there is little, if any, use of ditto 
sheets, flashcards, and other rote­
teaching materials.

"They will more 
quickly learn about 'three', for instance, 
by handing out three cupcakes to friends 
than by coloring in three balloons on a 
ditto sheet. " 

*When the teacher talks mostly to 
children individually rather than to the 
class as a whole . 

*When children are allowed to select 
their activities from a variety of 
areas- like blocks, music, art, puzzles,

Members of the Prestonsburg 
Chamber of Commerce and other area 
business people will attend one of 12 
business caucuses conducted across the 
state at the Holiday Inn August 2:7 at 8 
a .m. Burl Spurlock, president of the 
First Commonwealth Bank will be the 
host. 

The meetings, conducted in conjunc­
tion with the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce, will focus on the critical 
need for Kentucky legislators to change 
the state's workers' compensation laws. 

"Our legislators need to focus on this 
issue," said Spurlock. "They need to 
give it their undivided attention in a 
special legislative session."

What is Head Start? 
Head Start is a federally funded child 

development program serving 4-year­
old children from low income families. 
Head Start programs operate under an­
nual grants from the Department of 
Health and Human Services/ Admini­
stration for Children, Youth and 
Families. Program staff plan Head 
Start activities and services with the 
assistance of parents and area residents. 
They also work with other community 
agencies to ensure that children and 
families receive needed services. 

The goal of Head Start is to break the 
cycle of poverty by working with 
children and the strengthening the fami­
ly unit.
