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Abner Fork Families Blame 
Drilling as Wells Dry Up

The residents of Abner Fork at Melvin 
fear they may be left high and dry if 
drilling continues on a gas well in their 
area. 

Virgie Puckett, a 35-year resident 
there, says that water in the communi­
ty has never been a problem, but she 
claims that all of this has changed since 
Peco Resources, a Tennessee drilling 
company, began drilling a new gas well 
for Kentucky and West Virginia Gas 
Company, last week. 

''Our wells just went dry overnight,'' 
Puckett said. "They started to drill on 
Friday and one by one the neighbors' 
wells began to dry up, until now more 
than 10 families are without water." 

Trula Younce, another Abner Fork 
resident, says that her new water pump, 
which cost $1,400, completely burned up 
because of the water shortage. 

Several of the residents told of men 
returning from work in the mines only

to discover there was no water and be­
ing forced to sleep on the floor, because 
they could not bathe. 

The residents of the community agree 
that they had no prior knowledge that 
the drilling was to take place, because 
the company failed to inform them. 

Timothy Johnson, who lives closest to 
the well, says that the next rain will 
wash him off because of the mess the 
company made while drilling. 

The people of the fork now have to get 
water where they can, with some obtain­
ing it from a spring on Jacks Creek and 
others driving to Knott county. 

Mountain Caucus Seeks 
Added Political Weight

If Eastern Kentucky legislators follow 
through on their publicly avowed plan to 
band together-Democrats and Republi­
cans-in supporting measures before 
the legislature favorable to this section, 
the opening salvo may well have been 

.. fired in a revolution in the politics of 
Kentucky. 

People in Eastern Kentucky don't feel 
that they are getting a fair shake from 
the rest of the state, and their elected 
representatives are reflecting their sen­
timents. At a meeting in Hazard, recent­
ly, the Mountain Caucus, made up of 
members of both the House and Senate, 
xpressed chagrin at the shabby treat­

'ment membet·s feel they and their con­
stituents received at the special session 
held in October. To remedy this situa­
tion, the lawmakers met to formulate 
legislative policy for the 1988 session of 
the General Assembly to begin in 
January. One of the major pieces of 
strategy agreed on is voting as a bloc. 

Other priorities set include the 
following: 

• An Eastern Kentucky open house to 
be held in Frankfort where residents of 
the section can air their concerns to 
state policymakers. 

• The completion and widerung of ma­
jor roadways leading into and out of 
Eastern Kentucky. 

• Continuation of the education reform 
package passed by the Legislature in the 
1985 Special Session. 

• Greater insurance availability at 
more reasonable premium rates for 
Eastern Kentucky homeowners. 

• The cleanup of the election process 
in Kentucky.

Swamp Fever Outbreak 
Interrupts Horse Sales

Many horse traders in this section 
were dismayed as well as disgruntled 
when horse sales temporarily were clos­
ed in this and other sections of the state 
following a recent outbreak in Western 
Kentucky of Equine Infectious Anemia, 
more commonly known as Swamp 
Fever or EIA. 

When between 60 and 70 horses died 
of the disease in the western part of the 
state, the state Department of 
Agriculture invoked a law already on the 
books but not enforced that requires a 
Coggins test with certificate of negative 
results for all horses sold. There is an ex­
ception. If old Dobbin is headed for the 
glue factory, the test is not necessary. 
The destination of horses sold for 
slaughter must, however, be specified. 

According to the regulation, horses 
shown at fairgrounds and show grounds 
must also be accompanied by a negative 
Coggins test made during the preceding 

Solid Waste 
Files Suit 
Against 32

Residents who fail to pay their gar­
bage bills are warned of possible legal 
action this week as Floyd County Solid 
Waste has filed suit against 32 
homeowners and businesses who have 
neglected by pay waste disposal fees. 

Bob McAnmch, director of the pro­
gram, says that it's the law and the Solid 
Waste agency will not go away. 

Named in this week's suit are the 
following: 

12 months. For sale purposes, the test 
must have been made within the past six 
months. 

The nearest horse sales for this area 
are held at Paintsville, and many attend 
the sales held at Mount Sterling and 
Elizabethtown. All have reopened, and 
Dr. Michael J. McDonald, state 
veterinarian, said there is no good 
reason for any sale to be closed. If any 
seller arrives without the required Cog­
gins test certificate, he or she should not 
be admitted to the sale until the cer­
tificate is in hand. It would be simpler, 
he said, for the owner to take the horse 
to a veterinanan in his area 10 to 14 days 
prior to the sale date. The test is simple, 
fairly painless, and costs about $10. It re­
quires taking a blood sample which is 
sent to an approved laboratory for 
analysis. 

Swamp fever takes different forms, 
and in the acute stage may result in

Until something is done, the people on 
Abner Fork will just have to wait with 
no assurance that they'll have water 
again.

Native of England Helps 
Many in Time of Trouble

If your home has been destroyed by 
fire. where do you turn for help? If you 
live at Drift or on Left Beaver. the 
answer may be Doreen l\'Iartm of the 
Christian Service .Ministrv. 

Martin, who has been a \:olunteer with 
the ministry since 1974, has become an 
intricate part of the program and com­
munity. Whenever there is a need, she 
IS always on call to help and encourage 

the dispondent, the homeless. or those 
down on their luck. 

Mrs. Martin, with the help of the 
Christian Service Ministry and com­
munity volunteers, helps many indigent 
families each year to have a nutritious 
meal or decent clothing. 

The program is sponsored by the 
Presbyterian Church, but several other 
denominations help to make the 
benevolent venture a success. 

Some of the services that are provid­
ed by the ministry include a food pan­
try, clothing, furniture, crafts pro­
grams, and an innovative Christmas 
store. 

Supplies from all over the country, 
along with local donations, keep the pro­
gram in operation. Martin says that 
while outside support is extremely im­
portant, the food pantry is largely fill­
ed by local church members. 

The idea of the program is to help 
families out in time of emergency, ac­
cording to Mrs. :\lartin. It is her belief 
that with many mines closing and peo­
ple taking minimum wage jobs, a new 
class of working poor has been created. 
Even though several program recipients 
are working, they cannot afford many 
of the essential items we take for 
granted. she says. Those working for a 
low wage are not eligible for food stamps 
or a medical card because their income 
is above government guidelines, thus 
they are, in effect, penalized for being 
employed. Most of the people par­
ticipating in the program are referred 
by a social service agency, because this 
helps prevent abuse, ;\-lrs. Martin 
explained 

One type of poor that she says has 
become prevalent in the area is divorc­
ed mothers living on a small income 
from the Aid for Dependent Children 
Program The ministry helps the 
mothers by furnishing school supplies 
and warm clothing. 

Besides helping to feed and clothe 
mountain familie!S. the ministry also. in 
special case~. helps pay utility bills 
Marlin, who is a firm believer in self 
help, allows the participant to work off 
the payment, pointmg out that th1s gives 
people back their pride. 

Immediately following the serv1ce, a 
covered dish dinner wil1 be held at the 
Martin Student Center at Prestonsburg 
Community College. All members, 
former members and all friends of the 
church, including other denominations, 
are invited to attend this special service 
and the dinner. 

The church has grown from a 
membership of eight at its founding in 
1907 to more than 450 current members. 
Originally named the Irene Cole 
Memorial Baptist Church and known by 
this name until a fev. years ago when it 
was changed to the First Baptist, its 
members built the first church in 1910 
at the corner of Korth Lake Drive and 
Court Street. the present location of the 
Korner Drug. 

After this building burned in 1942, the 
congregation met at the courthouse, the 
Prestonsburg Grade School, and with 
the Presbyterian church members in 
their former location on Third Street un­
til 1947 when a new building was com­
pleted. In 1972, a new structure was 
completed to accommodate the in­
creased number of members. At pre­
sent, a new educational building is under 
construction with completion expected 
in March.

Social Security

Right To Representation 
Legal With Soc. Security 

Many people do not realize that they 
have the right to be represented by an 
attorney or any person of their choice in 
business with Social Security. While 
most people handle their own claims, 
many use a representative when apply­
ing for benefits or appealing an un­
favorable decision. 

The appointment of a representative 
must be in writing. A form for this pur­
pose is available at the Social Security 
office. If the person is not an attorney, 
he or she must state in writing his or her 
name, that he or she is accepting the ap­
pointment, and then sign his or her 
name. 

Social Security works with the repre­
sentative just as it does with the clai­
mant. The representative may give 
evidence to support the claim, be pre­
sent at any interviews, and appeal the 
decision in the case. The representative 
will be notified of any decision in the 
case. 

However, the representative cannot 
sign an application for the claimant. The 
representative's authority ends when 
the claimant requests that it end or after

The Right To P~ivacy 
The right to privacy is one of the basic 

human rights that Americans treasure 
most. Once taken for granted, in recent 
years-with the growth of electronic in­
trusion and the swelling of Big 
Government-it has become necessary 
for Americans to stand up and fight for 
reserved areas of privacy. These include 
family life, church discipline and the 
operation of private schools. 

One of the areas where abuses are still 
all too common is in forced listening. Not 
long ago it was frequent bad luck to get 
on a bus with some bully with a "ghetto­
blaster" turned up loud, and have to sur­
vive as best you could. Most cities now 
have ordinances to protect us against 
that invasion of privacy. 

But now another invasion of privacy, 
also in the form of forced listening, is 
becoming common. That is to be put on 
hold when you try to reach someone in 
an office-and be compelled to listen to 
something called music, or perhaps a 
local radio station, in order to know 
when the party you are trying to reach 
is ready to talk . This is boorish im­
politeness, which is after all the essence 
of forced listening. 

I am making a personal rule, in which 
I invite readers to join, to avoid 
telephoning offices and stores that 
assault our ears with " music" or other 
programs that we do not care to hear.

Winter Cover Crops Help 
Increase Summer Yields I 

Kentucky farmers who use wint~ 
cover crops can expect greater yields in 
their summer corn-especially if they 
choose the proper cover crop. 

Wilbur Frye, a research agronomist 
with the University of Kentucky College 
of Agriculture, has been studying 
various annual legume varieties 
throughout the south to see which is the 
most productive. The results are in, and 
he will report on them at the national 
meeting of the American Society of 
Agronomy next week in Atlanta. 

"Our experiments showed that two an­
nual legumes outperformed al l the rest 
in the south, " h~ sa!d. "Hairy vetch p~ 
ved more effective m northern areas in­
cluding Kentucky, while crimson cldver 
<not red clover which is a perennial 
variety l was the best in the more 
southern regions such as Georgia and 
Alabama." 

By "best" he meant more dry matter 
was produced which produced more 
mulch on the surface which served to 
help conserve limited water supplies in 
the hot, summer months. 

The greater dry matter also resulted 
in greater atmospheric nitrogen being 
added to the soil, a characteristic of 
legumes in general but especiaH 
notable in the case of hairy vetch and 
crimson clover. 

"Even though it's true that these 
cover crops add significant nitrogen to 
the soil, I really can't justify them just 
for tha t reason," Frye said. "It would 
be cheaper to buy the nitrogen and fer­
tilize the field than go to the expense of 
growing the cover crop." 

But he added, " Yet our experiments 
showed that it is cost effective to grow 
a cover crop." 

" What makes it economically 
justifiable is that the cover crop resul~) 
in a greater increase in grain yield than 
would occur if the cover crop weren 't 
there," he said. "Our experiments show 
that just adding nitrogen doesn't get the 
increase in yield that you get if there is 
a cover crop." 

Why? 
" Because of water conservation, " 

Frye said. "We have shown clearly that 
we get moisture conservation during the 
summer months when there is a mulch 
cover to the corn. Less water runoff 
results when the rare rains do occur, and 
there is less evaporation from soil 
moisture." 

By using hairy vetch, he said, a Ken­
tucky farmer can decrease the use o11. 
fertilizer nitrogen by about one-third and 
still obtain optimum grain yields. 

"Clearly, higher grain yields where a 
legume cover crop is used can be at­
tributed to water efficiency as well as 
the nitrogen provided by the legume," 
Frye said.

Great strides have been made in 
health care, with hospitals and oth,er 
facilities being built or modernized 
and more health professionals being 
present in Eastern Kentucky.

The elderly cancer patient had recent­
ly been hospitalized for a biopsy. The in­
cision had stubbornly refused to heal, 
and her physician had offered her a 
choice; nursing home, or Home 
Services.

QUESTION: I am 65 years old and in 
very good health. Recently I read an ar­
ticle that stated the risk for most major 
cancers increases after the age of 50. 
Am I at an increased risk of cancer 
because of my age? What should I watch 
out for as far as early symptoms? 

ANSWER: About 50 percent of all 
cancers occur in the 11 percent of our 
population who are over the age of 65. 
The risk for most major cancers rises 
steadily after the age of 50 before level­
ing off between the ages of 85-90. 

The best way to safeguard your health 
is to learn the early warning signs of 
cancer and have regular checkups with 
your doctor. When health problems are 
found early, they are more likely to be 
treated successfully. Studies have shown 
that the earlier most cancers are found 
and treated, the better the chances are 
for a cure. 

As they age, many people attribute 
symptoms to growing older and fail to 
mention them to their doctor. It is im­
portant to tell your doctor about any 
symptom you are having, unimportant 
or normal for your age. 

Some symptoms of the common types 
of cancer in people over age 50 are: 

'Lung-cough that won't go away ; 
coughing-up blood; shortness of breath. 

- Breast-lump or thickness in the 
breast; change in the shape of the 
breast; discharge from the nipple. 

Colon and rectum changes in 
bowel habits; bleeding from the rectum ; 
blood in the bowel movement. 

-Prostate (men)-difficulty or pain 
when urinating; the need to urinate 
more often, especially at night. 

- Skin-sore that does not heal ; 
change in the shape, size or color of a 
wart or mole; sudden appearance of a 
mole. 

-Uterus, Ovary and Cervix 
(womenl-bleeding after menopause ; 
unusual vaginal discharge; enlarge­
ment of the abdomen; pain during 
mtercourse. 

While these symptoms can indicate an 
illness other than cancer, any one of 
them needs to be checked by your 
doctor.

Having an abusive husband feels like 
being in jail. It's like having chains 
around your hands and feet, being hand­
cuffed to the abuser. He's out for total 
domination. He believes the man ought 
to be in control, and since things may be 
going wrong in other areas of his life, he 
thinks his wife is at least one person he 
can control. 

As I, a visitor at the Big Sandy Fami­
ly Abuse Center, sat listening to the 
women, I reached back into my own past 
for feelings similar to theirs. As a child 
I had at times felt helpless, dominated 
by a bigger person who shouted names 
at me. My reaction had been a numbing, 
paralyzing fear and an attempt to hide 
my inner self away and act like someone 
I wasn't- someone the dominator 
wanted to see. I had felt helpless, emp­
ty, and completely isolated. Such feel ­
ings are painful to recall, even for a mo­
ment. These women had lived with them 
for years. 

But they had broken out of the prison 
imposed by the abuser. They had call­
ed a friend or relative or the Welfare 
Department and had eventually been 
referred to the Big Sandy Family Abuse 
Center. It took great courage for them 
to break away. Their homes had been 
full of fear and violence, but at least 
there the women had been surrounded 
by familiar faces and routine tasks. 
Here they were cut off from all they had 
known. It is a mistake to view these 
women as passive victims. They are 
brave for the most part, and ready to 
take charge of their own lives. 

''How did it feel, I asked,· · when you 
first came to the Shelter'?'' It felt like 
release from jail. There was freedom 
and air to breathe. No longer were they 
smothered by the threat of violence. 

"I learned to sleep at night for the first 
time in a year," one said. "When I was 
at home, I couldn't sleep. He might 
come in any time of night and start yell­
ing or hittng me with his fists . For a few 
days when I came here I still couldn't 
sleep. I felt like he was still out there 
about to attack me. But now I sleep ali 
night." 

As we lounged comfortably on sofas or 
rocked back and forth, the sunshiny 
room was so quiet you could hear a clock 
tick. Violence seemed far away in the 
relaxed atmosphere. 

"It's like a different world here," said 
one woman. "Sometimes at night I still 
hear things and I think it's him. Any lit­
tle sound and I think he's at the window, 
coming after me." But she was able to 
smile at her fears . 

The Center is equipped to shelter fif­
teen women and children, with staff on 
duty twenty-four hours a day. The door 
is kept bolted and strangers are not ad­
mitted. Callers are scanned through a

peephole before the door is opened. The 
location is kept a secret. Only this way 
can the woman feel safe. Many believe 
that wife beating is caused either by the 
woman provoking her spouse or by the 
man's heavy drinking. But these are not 
the real causes. 

"It was not only my husband who beat 
me. It was his parents too," one woman 
admitted. "I wasn't allowed to even see 
my own family or call them on the 
phone. I had to pass by my Mama in the 
street without speaking. I had't talked 
to her in two years when I came here. 
And he wouldn't let me go anywhere. He 
didn't want me to have any friends at all 
-just him and his family." 

"Mine used to follow me everywhere 
I went. If I went down to the washing 
machines, he followed me there. If I got 
a phone call, he listened in. He never let 
me out of his sight." Their husbands had 
wanted complete possession of their 
wives. They had wanted to isolate them 
from contacts with anyone with whom 
the wife might establish a relationship, 
even female relatives. And often the 
episodes of beating began without the 
wife's uttering a word. The women 
never found out why. But they had ex­
isted on a little island of fear and 
violence, cut off from other people by the 
irrational domination of the husband. 

Finally, when they were afraid of be­
ing seriously injured or killed, as the 
beatings tend to worsen over time, the 
women had seized the lifeline extended 
by the shelter. How many others out 
there, I wondered, had been too weaken­
ed to grasp it'? 

Nationally a wife is beaten every thir­
ty seconds, nearly 3,000 a day. About 1/3 
receive injuries serious enough to re­
quire emergency medical attention. In 
Kentucky, 80,000 cases were reported in 
1979. Fifteen abuse centers statewide 
offer shelter to these women. On any 
given day, from one to ten women can 
be found there. That takes care of about 
150 women per week or 7800 per year. 
What, I wonder, about the other 72,200? 

When spouse abuse is discussed, a 
woman's first reaction often is, "It 
couldn't happen to me." I asked the 
women at the Center if they had any ink­
ling of their husband's violent nature 
before the wedding. None had. Courtship 
makes a man act sweet, they told me, 
but a marriage certificate, in some 
men's view, is a license to do whatever 
they want to their wives. Looking at my 
own gentle husband, I realized there 
were a lot of things I hadn't known about 
him before the wedding. Could abuse 
have happened to me? Could it happen 
to anyone'? 

The Center provides information 
about the characteristics of the potential 
abuser. He is usually jealous and posses­
sive ; he tries to isolate and control his 
wife. He has a violent temper and comes 
from a family where violence is practic­
ed. He often uses verbal assaults as well 
as physical : putdowns, insults, slander­
ous names. He may also have a Jekyll­
and-H~de per.sonality, being perfectly 
charmmg at times, abusive and violent 
at others. He is immature and frequent­
ly does not accept the blame for his own 
actions. Or, after a beating episode, he 
may appear penitent and contrite. He 
may promise never to become violent 
a~ain .. He will do whatever it takes to get 
his wife back, but then the violence 
begins all over again. The wives at the 
shelter had heard plenty of promises. 
They no longer believed in them. 

Do abusers ever change? I asked. Do 
they ever stop beating and become lov­
ing husbands'? The social worker 
thought back over the many women she 
had seen come and go since the shelter 
was opened in June 1985. " There was 
one husband I remember," she said. 
"He and his wife were able to work 
things out somehow. All the husbands 
say they are sorry, but this one was 
more than sorry. He was willing to 
change. '' 

" Are any of you going back home," I 
asked. None were. Some were going to 
relatives' homes : some were seeking

jobs. Counsellors at the Shelter help 
them obtain a GED if they haven't 
finished high school. They also help the 
women decide future plans: where to 
live, how to get a job. They even help 
with legal procedures if the woman 
wants a separation or divorce. 

"I'm not going back to that situation " 
said one woman. "I'm afraid of wh~t 
might happen." They discussed possible 
jobs: one wants to care for the elderly; 
another would like to be a housekeeper. 
It would feel good, they declared, to 
receive a paycheck, to drive a car, to get 
wherever they wanted to go. 

There's a whole new life waiting for 
those who leave the shelter. It is a safe 
place for them to heal and plan their 
future-a future that is all their own not 
dictated by another. The shelter 'is a 
place of hope. 

The Shelter is also a place of learning. 
I had come to discuss a new group, 
Parents Anonymous, that is forming in 
this area. The group's purpose is to pre­
vent child abuse by allowing parents 
who are under stress to let off steam and 
discuss better ways of handling their 
children. If you or someone you know is 
having trouble coping with kids, call the 
hotline in Lexington, 1-800--432-9251; or 
call Hugh or Alice Adams about joining 
the group, 874-9874 in Prestonsburg. 

If any wife is being abused, she can 
call the Shelter and make use of their 
services. The 24-hour crisis line is 
886-6025 in this area . If a person needs 
to leave home, arrangements will be 
made. A new future is waiting.

with workshop sessions for twenty-one 
of the countv's teachers.

Eliot Wigginton, the Georgia educator 
and founder of Foxfire magazine. was 
the featured speaker at the workshop for 
the elementarv students . He told the

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More Kentuckians Had Jobs in October, 
ut More Were Looking For Work, Too 

More than two-thirds of the Ken­
tuckians actively seeking new jobs in the 
state during October were successful 
leading to rises in both Kentucky's total 
employment and the state's unemploy­
ment rate 

An add1t10nal 9,800 Kentuckians found 
jobs in October. However, another 4,500 
Kentuckians joined the labor force in 
search of work without success. Those 
two factors moved the state's jobless 
ate up from a revised 6.8 percent in 
eptember to a preliminary 7.1 percent 

in October, according to a report issued 
recently by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. The October 1986 state 
unemployment rate was 7.7 percent. 

Nationally, unemployment in October 
remained even with September's 5.7 
percent rate. Comparable state and na­
tional rates are not seasonally adjusted. 

Kentucky 's chief labor market 
analyst, Ed Blackwell, said, "This big 
jump in our labor force reflects workers' 
normal interest in pre-holiday jobs as 
well as optimism about the state's 
,conomy and their own ability to find 
work.' ' 

A Department for Employment Ser­
vices survey of employers' payrolls 
shows all of the growth was in non­
manufacturing categories. 

"Most of the 3,800 new jobs in educa­
tion were held by students on college 
campuses," Blackwell said, " but 
substitute teachers and other temporary 
school personnel also are included in this 
total. 

"The addition of 2,500 workers in trade 
reflects an anticipated increase in con­
umer spending normally seen at this 

time of year, as most of the new posi-

tions were in department, clothing and 
grocery stores." 

He said educational and social ser­
vices accounted for the biggest in­
creases in service jobs, which grew by 
1,200. 

Mild temperatures helped the con­
struction industry add another 600 jobs. 

Other increases were recorded in 
agriculture (1,600); transportation, 
communications and utilities (900); 
federal government (300); and finance, 
insurance and real estate (100). 

The category of domestic workers, 
self-employed people and unpaid 
workers in family businesses jumped by 
7,600. "This includes Kentucky craft­
speople who operate small businesses 
out of their homes," Blackwell said. "In­
creased production and sales would be 
normal at this time of year." 

Losses were recorded in state and 
local government (down 1,200), which 
Blackwell attributed to fewer workers 
at city, county and state parks and 
recreational facilities, especially golf 
courses, and coal mining (down 1,000). 

"We also showed a decrease in manu­
facturing jobs (down by 300), mostly 
because the layoff of 600 workers at 
General Electric's Appliance Park in 
Louisville offset gains at other plants," 
he said. 

Based on its survey of the state's 
employers, the Department for Employ­
ment Services estimates there were 
1,323,300 jobs in Kentucky in October, up 
6,900 from September's 1,316,400 and 
23,500 above last October's 1,299,800.

A Trio Of Painted Ladies 
I still have a few neighbors who 

regard me with some suspicion. Per­
haps my gardening efforts are a bit 
different. And when I shout down 
the block for the kids to (;Orne meet 
the painted ladies, more than my 
gardening idiosyncrasies are ques­
tioned. 

The painted ladies whose visits I 
encourage are butterflies. Three kinds 
are common in certain parts of the 
United States-the American painted 
lady east of the Rockies, the West 
Coast lady along the Pacific Coast 
and the cosmopolite which ranges 
throughout North America. 

Like the monarch and tiger swal­
lowtails, they're a pretty sure-fire bet 
for the butterfly gardener. As with 
other wildlife species, the key to 
attracting them is providing habitat. 
Offer food, water and places where 
the young can hide and feed and 
your chances of bringing them to 
your yard are excellent. Pesticides 
and butterflies don't mix however, so 
if you must use these chemicals, do 
so very carefully. 

The American painted lady is my 
favorite. She (and her male compan­
ions) are dependable. For beauty, 
few designs in nature surpass the 
intricacy of this species' underwing 
pattern. To encourage adults to visit, 
provide attractive nectar sources such 
as tithonia and zinnias or plant native 
wildflowers such as mountain mint, 
dogbane or goldenrod. Leafy foods 
grown for the caterpillars enable you 
to watch the entire life cycle of this 
splendid creature played out in your 
yard. Key larval foods include pussy 
toes, pearly everlasting and rabbit 
tobacco. The attractively patterned 
caterpillars construct small leaf tents 
that get larger as they eat and grow. 

Pussy toes are the plant of choice 
for me. I've established a small car· 
pet of this poor, dry soil ground 
cover in my front yard and the ladies 
respond accordingly. 

The cosmopolite is not nearly so 
dependable a visitor and for good 

reason. It cannot tolerate freezing 
temperatures and so any of 1ts kind 
left north in the fall simply freeze to 
death. Every spring however, per­
haps the entire North American con­
tinent is recharged when this butterfly 
erupts from its northern Mexican 
wintering grounds and moves north, 
laying eggs on dozens of species of 
plants. Its favorites include plants in 
the thistle group, the mallow family 
including hollyhocks, and certain bean 
family plants. It will sip nectar from 

many plants but thistle may be your 
best bet for bringing them to your 
yard. 

The West Coast lady is not an 
acquaintance of mine. From British 
Columbia south to Baja however, gar­
deners should look for this butterfly 
on butterfly bush, lantanas and a 
variety of native wildflowers. Its cat­
erpillars feed on little but mallow 
family plants. Natives such as the 
globemallows and sidalceas should 
be nurtured in a wildflower area and 
hollyhocks and rose of sharon can 
be planted in more traditional gardens. 

These butterflies are terrific addi­
tions to your circle of friends. Invite 
them to visit your place this summer!

Outlook Good for Goose Season 
Goose season opens in the Western 

Zone December 12, and should be as 
good as or better than last year. 

According to Jeff Lawrence, migra­
tory bird program coordinator, goose 
populations have been on an upward 
trend for the past few years, and states 
like Kentucky that are along the 
Mississippi Flyway should continue to 
benefit. 

"Goose hunting should be average to 
above average this season in the 
Western Zone,'' said Lawrence. "The in­
crease in giant Canadas and other 
species of geese should provide good 
hunting around the Ballard Wildlife 
Management Area and the Hender­
son/Sloughs area ." 

Good goose hunting is often weather 
dependent in Southern states like Ken­
tucky. Colder winters push birds south, 
making more geese available. 

The quota for the western zone is 
16,500 geese this year, up 1,500 from the 
1986-87 quota . The Ballard Reporting 
Area quota is 10,400 and the Henderson­
Union Reporting Area quota is 3,300 
geese. The season in the western zone is 
scheduled to end January 30, but if it is 
determmed that the quotas will be 
reached in either area prior to that date, 
the season will end in those areas . 

Non-toxic steel shot is required for all 
waterfowl hunting in the Western Zone 
and all persons hunting geese in the 
Ballard or Henderson Union reporting 
area are required by law to obtam a 

waterfowl hunting and harvest registra­
tion form. The form must be filled out 
before leaving the field whether or not 
any geese are taken. 

The daily limit on geese is five, with 
no more than two Canada geese and two 
white-fronted geese. The possession 
limit is 10, with any combination of 
Canada, blue (including snow) or white­
fronted geese which does not include 
more than four Canada and four white­
fronted geese. 

Two new areas will be open to water­
fowl huntmg for the 1986-87 season. The 
Haney Tract of the Peal Wildlife 
Management Area will be open to all 
waterfowl hunting. Waterfowl hunting 
will also be permitted on Swan Lake 
Wildlife Management Area in the por­
tion of the Upper Blenderman tract 
located north of Holloway Landing 
Road. 

Waterfowl hunters over 16 are re­
quired to possess a valid federal 
migratory bird hunting stamp and a 
Kentucky waterfowl stamp, in addition 
to a Kentucky hunting license. 

Duck season, which runs from Dec. 
12-Jan. 16, will again be regulated by the 
point system. Canvasbacks may not be 
taken at any time during the season.

Human Resources 
Help United Way 

A record-setting campaign by 
employees of the Kentucky Cabinet for 
Human Resources is going to provide a 
financial boost to many of the state's 
United Way agencies and their clients.

"JoAnn Mink was the driving force 
behind the success of this year's United 
Way effort and set a standard of quiet, 
effective leadership that will be 
remembered by everyone involved in 
the campaign,'' he said. 

The 2,500 employees of the cabinet's 
Department for Social Insurance rais­
ed the largest share of the campaign 
total $40,273, more than double the 
amount raised by DSI employees last 
year.

120 counties as well as the agency's state 
hospital and residential treatment 
centers made contributions that will re­
main with United Way agencies in their 
home communities.

QUESTION: A friend of mine told me 
that having sex at an early age causes 
cancer of the cervix. Could this be true? 

ANSWER: Cancer of the cervix has 
been studied extensively to look for its 
cause but no single cause has been 
found. Studies suggest a number of fac­
tors may be involved. 

Some women are more likely than 
others to develop abnormal changes in 
the cervix which may lead to cancer. 
Such women are considered "at risk". 
Being "at risk" does not mean that a 
person will ever develop cancer. It 
means that the chances of developing 
cancer are greater than average for this 
person. 

While the exact cause is unknown, sex­
ual intercourse is thought to play a ma­
jor role in the development of cancer of 
•'-e cervix. One major risk factor is hav-

~ sex before the age of 18. This is 
tnought to increase the risk because the 
tissue of the cervix changes during 
puberty and it may be more susceptible 
to damage during the time these 
changes are taking place. 

Another risk factor is the number of 
sexual partners. Multiple partners may 
increase exposure to sexually transmit­
ted diseases (venereal disease) . It is 
believed that some of these diseases 
trigger abnormal changes in the cells of 
the cervix. 

As soon as a woman becomes sexual­
ly active, she should see her doctor for 
regular pelvic exams and Pap tests. The 
Pap test or smear is a simple painless 
procedure that helps detect abnormal 
cervical chan.ges early, when they are 
most easily treated and cured.

Nancy Reagan's recent surgery has 
prompted renewed public interest and 
media coverage of breast cancer. It also 
has raised once again the question of 
whether conservation surgery, followed 
by radiation therapy, is as safe in early 
breast cancer treatment as the radical 
mastectomy undergone by Mrs. 
Reagan. 

The first known report of Kentucky 
area women with breast cancer, recent­
ly published in The Journal of the Ken­
tucky Medical Association, provides a 
timely answer. The report concludes 
that breast preservation, with good 
cosmetic results, is possible when con­
servative surgery and radiation therapy 
are used to treat early breast cancer 

"What's important is that patients 
have a choice! Provided a patient has 
early breast cancer, there is now more 
than one way to treat it-the traditional, 
radical mastectomy or localized surgery 
and irradiation," Lindberg added. 

The findings of the eight-year study, 
reported in the October 1987 issue of the 
KMA Journal, correlate with larger 
clinical trials published recently in The 
New England Journal of Medicine and 
other medical journals.

"We are affiliated with the National 
Surgical Adjuvant Breast and Bowel 
Project (NSABP), the foremost group

Lindberg said, adding that the NSABP 
is currently on its 18th experimental 
study. "And the data from these studies 
confirms that, in treating early breast 
cancer cases, the success rate is virtual­
ly the same for breast-saving surgery 
followed by irradication as for radical 
mastectomy."

The U of L report was based on the 
records of 38 patients with small cancers 
of the breast who underwent conser­
vative surgery and irradiation at the 
James Graham Brown Cancer Center 
from 1977 to 1984. Cosmetic appearance 
of the breasts, post-treatment, wa·s 
assessed to be good in 88 percent of the 
patients and acceptable in an additional 
lO percent. 

For 5 to 5-12 weeks after surgery, pa­
tients were treated with a combination 
of x-rays and electron radiation. Follow­
up ranged from 6 months to 8-1 2 years, 
with each patient being examined every 
two or three months for two years after 
treatment; then every four to six months 
for up to five years; and once every year 
after that. 

In the 40 breasts treated, there was 
one recurrence of cancer in the same 
spot in the breast. A subsequent surgery 
remedied the condition, and three years 
later the patient is living free of disease. 

"This one case represents a 2.5 per­
cent incidence of recurrence. The na­
tional norm for recurrence in clinical 
studies of breast cancer therapy is 3 to 
5 percent," Lindberg said. 

"After radiation therapy, it is very im­
portant that the patient continue to con­
duct breast self-examinations regular­
ly, noting any changes in the way the 
breasts and the scar look or feel," Dr. 
Lindberg said. 

"Actually, breast self -exams should 
be an integral part of every woman's 
routine," he stressed. " It is absolutely 
essential that women get to know 
themselves and learn what is considered 
'normal' for them, so that they can 
detect any problems early. Early detec­
tion is still one of the best ways to fight 
cancer."

Educators, legislators and legislative 
staff members meeting in Louisville 
November 20-21 focused on the issue of 
retaining the educational reforms pass­
ed by the General Assembly in the 1985 
Extraordinary Session and 1986 biennial 
session. 

The participants learned anticipated 
shortfalls of $400-500 million in the state 
budget over the next three years must 
be made up either by additional revenue 
or cutbacks before any new programs 
may be considered. Gilmore Dutton, 
staff administrator for the appropria­
tions and revenue committees, outlined 
several possibilities of raising revenue. 

Representative Kenny Rapier of 
Bardstown said that he would introduce 
legislation to tax soft drinks at five cents 
per container. This would raise an 
estimated $75-120 million. Other sources 
of revenue discussed during the con­
ference were reinstating sales tax on 
food and adjusting the state income tax 
to conform with federal change~ .

State Superintendent of Public 
Instruction-elect John Brock addressed 
the conference saying that "we aren't 
going to solve all of the problems we face 
in education overnight but that we need 
to focus all of our efforts together in 
order to make needed improvements." 

In a panel discussion on legislative 
issues for 1988, Representative Jody 
Richards said that legislators who pass­
ed the education reform package have 
a sense of ownership with them and will 
not give those up easily, despite 
Governor-elect Wallace Wilkinson's . 
statements saying that he is not commit­
ted to funding those programs. 

Also during the panel discussion, Jim 
Wiseman, president of the Kentucky 
Chamber of Commerce, called for a 
separate state board to govern voca­
tional education programs. 

David Keller, executive director of the 
Kentucky School Boards Association ex­
pressed concern for the state Board of 
Education's plans to create a staff 
separate from the state Department of 
Education. This would set a "dangerous 
precedent" and divide leadership at the 
state department, he said. Keller also 
said that a law requiring school boards 
to recognize teacher organizations 
would be a "foot in the door" for man-· 
datory collective bargaining. 

Some 240 school board members and 
school administrators attended the con­
ference. The conference was designed to 
bring the education community together 
in working toward common goals dur­
ing the 1988 session of the General 
Assembly. 

The conference was sponsored joint­
ly by the Kentucky School Boards 
Association and the Kentucky Associa­
tion of School Administrators.

The Kentucky Historical Society will 
celebrate the holidays with a display of 
Christmas trees that have been deco­
rated in keeping with photographs and 
written accounts from Kentucky at the 
turn of the century. Beginning Sund&y, 
Dec. 6, five trees representing urban and 
rural areas across the state will il­
lustrate the variety of holiday celebra­
tions observed by families and com­
munities during the years before the 
Christmas tree became a standard holi­
day fixture. 

The earliest tree, erected in a Lex­
ington church in 1873 and described in 
a newspaper account, will be decorated 
with toys and cornucopias filled with 
sweets. The latest, based on an oral ac­
count of Christmas customs in Grayson 
County in 1925, will be a cedar trimmed 
with popcorn and wallpaper chains, cot­
ton "snow," and homemade Christmas 
balls. Three trees representing the years 
in between will include one community 
and two family trees from northern, 
eastern, and western Kentucky and 
feature decorations ranging from store­
bought glass ornaments to catalog 
cutouts. The historical sources that in­
spired the display- a photograph, a 
newspaper story, published remini­
scences, and an oral history account­
will be available for interested visitors. 

Located in the Old Capitol in Frank­
fort, the display will be free to the public. 
The Old Capitol is open from 9 a.m. to 
4 p.m ., Monday through Saturday, 1 to 
5 p.m., Sunday, and 12 noon to 4 p.m., 
New Year's Eve.

AN ORDINANCE relating to use and 
operation of Mopeds. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of Pres­
. tonsburg, Kentucky, has witnessed an 

increase in the use and operation of 
· Moped motor bikes, which are defined 
! in'KRS .186.010 (5}, as follows: 
: "Moped" means either a motorized 

bicycle whose frame design may include 
one or more horizontal cross-bars sup­

' porting a fuel tank so long as it also has 
pedals, or a motorized bicycle with a 

, step through type frame which may or 
may not have pedals rated no more than 
two brake horsepower, a cylinder 
capacity not exceeding fifty (50) cubic 
centimeters, and automatic transmis 

• sion not requiring clutching or shifting 
by the operator after the drive system 
is engaged, and capable of a maximum 
speed of not more than 30 miles per 
hour"; and 

WHEREAS, Kentucky Revised 
statutes Chapters 186 thru 189 contain 
various requirements regarding the use 
and operation of Mopeds, including, but 

1 not limited to the following: 
1. KRS. 186.010 (4) : The Moped itself 

cannot be licensed; 
2. KRS. 186.410 and KRS 189.990 (3): 

·The operator of a Moped must be licens­
. ed or face a fine of Twelve to Five Hun­
dred Dollars ($12.00-$500.00) and six (6) 

· months in jail; 
3. KRS. 186.440: The lawful minimum 

• age of a Moped operator is sixteen (16) 
· years ; 
• 4. KRS. 186.010 (5): The maximum 

safe speed for Mopeds is thirty (30) 
· miles per hour ; 

5. KRS 189.040 and KRS 189.990 OJ: 
Mopeds are required to have at least 
one, but not more than two head lamps; 
and 

WHEREAS, due to the hazardous 
nature of Moped motor vehicles in 
general, and the increased propensity 
for serious or fatal injury as the result 
of the non-usage of helmets or protective 
eye and head gear while in operation of 
a Moped ; and as a general concern for 
the care and safety of those persons who 
operate Mopeds upon the streets, 
alleyways, roadways, parking lots, or 
highways within the city limits of the 
City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF 
•. PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, that: 

SECTION 1: Any person who operates 
or uses a Moped motor bike, as defined 
by KRS. 186.010 (5), upon the streets, 

' alley ways, roadways, parking lots or 
highways located within the city limits 

· of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
• shall be required to wear an approved 
: eye-protective devise, in the manner 
: prescribed by the Secretary of the 

Transportation Cabinet, pursuant to 
: KRS. 189.285 (1 ) (b) , at all times such 
• vehicle is in motion; and shall also be re­
; quired to wear approved protective head 
· gear in the manner prescribed by the 
: Secretary of the Transportation Cabinet 
: pursuant to KRS. 189.285 (2) (c) at all 

times that the vehicle is in motion. 
SECTION 2: Failure to operate a 

Moped as specified pursuant to Section 
. : 1 above, shall result in a fine of $15.00 for 

· each separate offense. 
· SECTION 3; This ordinance shall take

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Toys Can Be 
Danger To Eyes 

The Kentucky Society to Prevent 
Blindness urges all of Santa's helpers to 
check their lists twice for toys that could 
be a hazard to children's eyes. Most eye 
injuries from toys can be avoided, the 
Society says, by selecting toys and 
games more carefully and teaching 
youngsters how to use toys safely. 

No one wants to play the part of 
Scrooge during the holidays but 
children's toys were responsible for 
more than 6,000 eye injuries last year in 
children under 15, according to the 
Society. 

"The best way to avoid toys that are 
dangerous to the eyes is to think through 
the purchase first," says Dr. Martin 
Ehrenberg, the Society's medical ad­
visor. "We buy toys on impulse and 
think about the consequences later." 

Following the age labeled on a toy is 
no guarantee that it will be safe for your 
child. Toys designed for one purpose 
may be used for another purpose by an 
imaginative youngster, or a younger 
sibling may play with an older child's 
toy. 

It is important to consider a child's 
temperament and developmental stage 
before selecting toys. At the same time, 
parents must be diligent about checking 
the toys that relatives and friends buy 
for a child. 

The Society offers this holiday 
checklist for eye safety: 

A void projectile toys such as dart 
guns, BB guns, slingshots, and bows and 
arrows, responsible for a major portion 
of eye injuries from toys. 

Check for sharp, exposed edges, 
points, nails, screws and pins. 

Check for loose parts that can become 
unattached, exposing sharp metal or 
plastic. 

Avoid toys that shatter or break 
easily. 

Examine dolls, stuffed animals and 
other soft toys for rigid interior frames 
that can poke through the outside 
covering. 

A void inexpensive novelty sunglasses 
that can break and lacerate the eyes. 

Inspect old toys for damage or 
defects. 

Recognizing eye injuries in children 
can also prevent long-term damage to 
eyesight, Dr. Ehrenberg said. A simple 
black eye may conceal other damage 
and lead to traumatic glaucoma or 
cataracts years later. 

If a child displays any of the following 
symptoms, it is time to seek medical 
attention-Obvious pain and vision dif­
ficulties. Cut or torn eyelid ; blood in the 
clear portion of the eye. One eye that 
protrudes; abnormal pupil size or shape. 
Something on the eye or under the eyelid 
that cannot be removed easily

Catching Mistakes 

SINGLE PARENTS 
AND HOMEMAKERS 

A year-old project of the Cabinet for 
Human Resources is rapidly proving its 
worth in terms of reducing errors in 
Kentucky's public assistance programs 
and saving tax dollars. 

Project CORE )Co-Operative Review 
of Eligibility) began in November 1986 
as a joint effort of the cabinet's Depart­
ment for Social Insurance, which ad­
ministers the federal food stamp pro­
gram in Kentucky, and the Office of the 
Inspector General, which handles 
special investigations, including welfare 
fraud, for the cabinet. 

Social Insurance Commissioner Mike 
Robinson said the program is designed 
to catch both mistakes and misinforma­
tion on applications for food stamps and 
Aid to Families with Dependent 
Children (AFDCl before the benefits 
have been paid. 

"If an eligibility caseworker finds an 
inconsistency or possible fraud during 
the preliminary investigation of a 
client's application, an investigator 
from the Inspector General's office is 
contacted immediately," said Robinson. 
"A decision is then made on whether or 
not an investigation is warranted, and 
the appropriate action is taken. 
Sometimes, it's just an honest mistake. 

"By catching mistakes before the 
benefits are issued, we reduce the 
department's food stamp and AFDC er­
ror rate," the commissioner said. "If the 
error rate stays below a federally man­
dated level, the state avoids sanctions 

Safety Tips Offered 
On Boosting Battery 

You're late for work, the temperature 
is freezing, you can't find your gloves 
and the car won't start. You lose your 
temper-but you save your eyesight 
because you know the correct way to 
jump-start a dead battery. 

The Kentucky Society to Prevent 
Blindness reports that battery-related 
accidents are a leading cause of serious 
eye injuries. Batteries can produce ex­
plosive gases. If these gases are ac­
cidentally ignited by a spark or open 
flame, the explosion could send battery 
fragments and acid into the eyes. The 
result can be severe eye damage and vi­
sion impairment. According to the Con­
sumer Product Safety Commission, over 
8,000 battery-related eye injuries occur 
each year. 

KSPB suggests these safety precau­
tions: Wear goggles when working with 
car batteries; keep sparks, flames and 
cigarettes away from batteries. Don't 
lean over batteries during jump­
starting. 

Before attempting a jump-start, the 
Society says: Consult the owner's 
manual for instructions. Make sure the 
cars are not touching and the emergen­
cy bi:akes are set. Make sure the igni­
tions of both vehicles are off and both 
are in neutral or park. Check voltage of 
both batteries to make sure they are the 
same. 

To jump-start: Clamp one cable to the 
positive terminal of the dead battery. 
Connect the other end of this cable to the 
positive terminal of the good battery. 
Clamp the second cable to the negative 
terminal of good battery. Connect the 
other end of this cable to the frame or 
any non-painted metallic surface, such 
as the engine block of the disabled car, 
away from the battery. Stand back from 
both vehicles. Start car with the good 
battery first ; start the disabled car. 

Should an accident occur and battery 
acid gets into the eyes, immediately 
flush them with water for at least 15 
minutes. Seek emergency medical assis­
tance. 

When choosing battery cables, the 
Society recommends they be at least 12 
feet in length, well insulated heavy 
gauge wire, have sharp and clean alli­
gator clips, and be color-coded to avoid 
wrong connections. 

The Society has these jump-start 
recommendations graphically listed on 
a bright yellow vinyl sticker. The sticker 
can be affixed to any clean, dry surface 
under the hood or kept inside a car's 
glove compartment.

which reduce the amount of federal 
funds received for these problems." 

During Project CORE's first year of 
operation in Fayette county, the effort 
has prevented more than $135,000 in er­
roneous benefits from being issued, ac­
cording to Inspector General William 
Gardner. 

''There is one investigator working 
part-time for the program in the coun­
ty," said Gardner. "He investigated 200 
cases last year and saved an average of 
$23.66 in benefits for every dollar spent 
on the investigations." 

The project was such a success in 
Fayette county that an investigator was 
selected to work part-time on cases that 
come through one of three Social In­
surance offices in Jefferson county, said 
Gardner. 

"During the first two months of opera­
tion in Louisville, the investigation of 21 
cases stopped more than $23,000 in 
benefits from being sent out mistaken­
ly," he reported. "When funds are made 
available, the program will be expand­
ed to all of the state's regional offices. 
Then, the benefits saved will be even 
more impressive." 

The investigations also produce secon­
dary savings, said Robinson. 

"If word is getting around that ap­
plications with erroneous information 
are being investigated, it becomes a 
deterrent to that kind of activity," said 
the commissioner. 

"However, conducting fraud in­
vestigations isn't the primary purpose 
of the project," said Robinson. "Our 
main goal is to catch erroneous benefits 
before they are sent out and to insure 
that people who deserve benefits get 
them."

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Talented Bobcats Need Help At Point Guard Spot 
What does Craynor Slone do for an en­

core? That, along with who will fill their 
point guard needs may be the two big­
gest mysteries surrounding the Betsy 
Layne Bobcats. 

Slone, in his first season as the Bob­
cats head coach, captured a conference 
title, a pre-season tournament cham­
pionship, and took Betsy Layne to the 
regional tournament. 

All of that came in what was suppos­
ed to be a rebuilding season. 

With a new coach and new players, the 
Bobcats weren't considered as one of the 
15th region's stronger teams. The Bob­
cats weren't even considered as one of 
the 58th district's top teams, but in 
1986-87 Betsy Layne proved to be the 
ultimate surprise team. 

"We sneaked up on some people last 
year," assistant coach Keith Henry said, 
reflecting on last season. "But we won't 
be able to do that this year, because 
most people expect us to be a good 
team." 

Betsy Layne enjoyed an 18-12 perfor­
mance a season ago. Some opponents 
and supporters agree that the Bobcat 
squad was an over-achiever. Craynor 
Slone doesn't think so. 

''That ball club last year was a lot bet­
ter than a lot of people thought it was," 
Slone said. "That ball club was under­
rated.'' 

The Bobcats of 1986-87 recorded unex­
pected victories over regional power 
Virgie, and took Paintsville to the limit 
twice, just to name a couple of their 
many accomplishments. 

But last year is gone, and so are the 
players. Or at least some of them are. 
·The Bobcats lost three starters, in-

eluding their two top scorers and their 
leading rebounder. Talent does return. 
though. 

Betsy Layne returns two starters, 
Todd Sturgill and Duran Newsome, and 
another player. Sam Stewart, that saw 
considerable varsity action last year. 

Sturgill. a 6'2" senior, scored over 11 
points per game a season ago and haul­
ed down enough rebounds to finish se­
cond on the team. 

He will start at one forward position. 
Duran Newsome represents Betsy 

Layne's top returning scorer. 12 a game, 
and is the Bobcats' best outside shooter. 

Already this year Newsome has estab­
lished himself as Betsy Layne's number 
one scorer, tossing 27 points in two 
panorama contests. Newsome, 5' ll", 
plays the second guard for the Bobcats. 

Betsy Layne has been rated as high as 
fifth in 15th region pre-season polls. 
Sturgill and Newsome are two reasons, 
but Sam Stewart may be the biggest 
reason. 

At six-foot-five, Stewart is Betsy 
Layne's biggest player, but his size isn't 
the only reason why the sophomore 
center is considered as an important cog 
in the Bobcats' basketball wheel. 

Stewart, one of the first Bobcats off 
the bench last year, developed into one 
of the top freshman in the region, and 
everyone in Betsy Layne expects him to 
enjoy a strong second season. 

As a freshman Stewart scored over 
three points a game. Most of his offen­
sive production came late in the season 
and is expected to increase this year. 

Stewart also is Betsy Layne's only 
player with shot blocking defensive 
capabilities on the inside while possess-

Shannon, Hall Propel 
McDowell To 3-0 Start 

Lenny Hall sat on the bottom 
bleacher, looking on as the McDowell 
junior varsity team played Jackson 
County, and put the current Daredevil 
basketball situation in perspective. 

"I remember when I was a fresh­
man," Hall recalled. "We won our first 
two games. Then we didn't win much the 
rest of the year. I hope that doesn't hap­
pen this year." 

Hall, a senior forward for the 
Daredevils, has suffered from sub-par 
seasons during his four years at 
McDowell. 

But so far this season, his last as a 
Daredevil, Hall and his teammates have 
enjoyed a perfect season. They won their 
first two games of the season, and op­
timism has begun to resurface through­
out the McDowell basketball 
community. 

Hall, though, reserved his optimism. 
At least until Jackson County was taken 
care of. 

With the help of Dickie Joe Shannon 
and the rest of the Daredevil force, Len­
ny Hall took care of business and the 
Jackson County Generals. 

Shannon, rated as one of the region's 
top guards, tossed in 16 points, and Len­
ny Hall added 15 as McDowell defeated 
Lee County, 61-56, in overtime Saturday 
evening at McDowell. 

In their first three games, Shannon 
and Hall have led the Daredevils to vic­
tory, but their effort required some help 
from the bench force . 

With both teams struggling offensive­
ly in the overtime period, Mark Hall, a 
reserve, came to the Daredevils' rescue. 

With McDowell leading by two points 
and the ball belonging to Jackson Coun­
ty, Hall stole an inbounds pass and 
scored to put the Daredevils up 56-52. 

His first steal came with I : 14 remain­
ing in the overtime period. Five seconds 
later Hall scored his second basket of the 
extra period, once again after he made 
a steal. 

Less than half a minute later the 6'3" 
sophomore transfer student hit the front 
end of a bonus free throw opportunity to 
ice the game for McDowell. 

"They played in the JV and the varsi­
ty game and did a good job in both, " 
Daredevil coach Johnnie Ray Turner 
said of Mark Hall and sophomore center 
Keith Shelton. "They came in off the 
bench and made some big plays for us." 

Mark Hall scored five points, all in 
overtime, and Shelton added four points 
to McDowell's winning effort. 

Henry Webb, a junior guard, tossed in 
11 points to finish as the Daredevils ' 
third leading scorer. 

The Daredevils, who led by as many 
as eight points in the second quarter , 
were forced to come from behind to keep 
their perfect record alive. 

They did that because of a ball hawk­
ing defense that took Jackson County out 
of their regular offense and forced 
numerous General turnovers. 

"I've been harping on them about 
their defense and evidently they heard 
me," Turner said. "They played good 
defense tonight." 

"We played the way we've been play­
ing, but we just couldn't hit our shots, '' 
Turner said. "Our shots just wouldn't 
fall.'' 

McDowell did get enough shots .to fall 

to capture their third win of the season.

McDowell's next action will come in 
the pre-season tournament Friday night 
against the winner of Betsy Layne and 
Prestonsburg.

Lady Bobcats Face Challenge In Race 
For Eighth Consecutive Region Berth 

It would take a long-term fan, with a 
long-term memory, to recall the last 
time the Betsy Layne Lady Bobcats 
weren't considered as one of the top 
basketball teams in the 58th district. 

Their list of wms is long and their 
trophy case is full of reminders about 
dominance gone by and success 
enjoyed. 

Since 1981 a Lady Bobcat basketball 
team has been among the eight teams 
making up the 15th regional tournament. 
In the past five seasons, Betsy Layne 
has either won the Floyd County Con­
ference outright or shared the top 
position. 

The pace has been set and more times 
than not the Lady Bobcats have been the 
pace-setters. Betsy Layne has con­
sistently been among the district's top 
teams and according to most coaches, 
although it may take a stronger effort 
this time around, little has changed. 

"Betsy Layne has to be the favorite. 
They've got a real strong team again," 
Bonita Compton, who figures to have her 
Allen Central Rebels near the top, said 
recently. 

"Allen Central is looking good. I'm 
sure Betsy Layne will have a strong 
team and Prestonsburg will too. It 's 
been that way the past few years, and 
I don't look for much to change this 
year,' ' Meridith Slone, McDowell's se­
cond year coach, said. 

Last year the Lady Bobcats shared the 
conference title with Prestonsburg, then 
earned a regional tournament berth 
when they finished as runners-up to the 
Lady Blackcats in the district tourn­
ament. 

Betsy Layne lost three starters from 
their successfull986-87 squad, but most 
coaches still consider the Lady Bobcats 
as the team most likely to provide staff 
competition. 

But then again those same CQllches 
agree that the conference and district 
tournament affairs could be more 
balanced than in years past. 

"1 thmk this year will be more com-

petitive than it was last year,'' Bridgett 
Clay, Prestonsburg's coach, predicted. 
"I don't see any clear-cut favorite right 
now. At tournament time last year 
everybody came on real strong and was 
playing real well so it should be pretty 
b;;~lanced." 

And last year's tournament could 
have been an indication of what this 
season might hold. 

Each team in the county returns a 
proven performer and starters to go 
with them. Allen Central returns their 
total team, as does McDowell. Betsy 
Layne has three players back who have 
started in the past. 

The Prestonsburg Lady Blackcats 
have three starters returning, and 
Wheelwright lost only one starter of a 
year ago. 

With this type talent available, and 
widespread, the conference race pro­
mises to be one of the most balanced 
ever. With individual talents such as 
Joann Conn, of Allen Central, or Karen 
Frasure, of Prestonsburg, the season 
also promises to be one of excitement. 

Allen Central High School: The Lady 
Rebs were young last season, not one 
senior who saw playing time, and they 
will be young again, only three seniors, 
but Bonita Compton has a talented lot to 
work with. 

Led by Joann Conn, Allen Central 
returns a long list of talented players, 
most with experience from last season.• 

Conn, as a freshman, scored over 19 . 
points a game while hauling down 12 re­
bounds. Both Conn and Frasure are tops 
among returning 58th district players. 

Bonita Compton is quick to say that 
her prize player is the best in the district 
and possibly the top performer in the 
15th region. 

And she isn't a one person show at 
Allen Central. 

Becky Rice, a junior, is another 
returning starter who scored in double 
figures last season. The 5'10" forward 
averaged 10 points and six rebounds a 
game one season ago. 

Tony a Kester, senior point guard, 
adds an outside scoring threat to Conn 
and Rice's inside efforts. Teresa Crum, 
another senior guard, can also bury the 
outside shot. . 

Jennifer Stephens started for the Lady 
Rebs last year. Stephanie Wallen, 
another 5'10" player, was a member of 
the first five . She is expected to enjoy a 
big junior campaign. 

"We have to get some leadership. 
That's the key," Coach Compton said of 
her Lady Reb team. "We have to have 
a leader on the floor, someone that will 
take charge when the going gets rough, 
and I think with the maturity, we're 
another year older, the leadership will 
come.'' 

"We've got three seniors this year and 
they'll be playing so that will make a big 
difference." 

The Lady Rebs finished the 1986-87 
season with a 10-13 record and a third 
place finish in the Floyd County Confer­
ence. 

Wheelwright High School: The Lady 
Trojans finished with a flurry last 
season and with a host of talent back, 
are expected to continue their climb. 

Wheelwright has been to the regional 
tournament only once in the past 13 
years but with returning players like 
April Bradford, Jedon Hood, and 
Tephanie Green, the Lady Trojans may 
be on the right road that leads to the 
region. 

Bradford, only a sophomore, has 
started the past two years while averag­
ing over 10 points a game. She is the 
Lady Trojans' leading returning scorer. 

Hood and Green, two improved inside 
players, also return to lend a helping 
hand to Wheelwright 's winning efforts . 

The Lady Trojans, under first year 
coach Judy Eversole, posted their most 
successful season since the 1983 84 cam­
paign, finishing at 9-13. 

Winning has been a trademark of their 
coach and the Lady Trojans are ex­
pected to continue the tradition.

Betsy Layne starts five seniors but 
after that their experience is slim. The 
Lady Bobcats have only one junior and 
one sophomore so freshmen play could 
be a must. 

"I expect to win a lot of games, but our 
bench will have to improve. We don 't 
have a lot of experience, but they'll be 
working hard."

The 
success of their job is judged on a won­
loss percentage rather than how many 
players earn degrees. 

An NCAA championship and financial 
income has replaced fair play and per­
sonal honor as top priorities. 

How bad are you, Bobby Knight'? 
Don't condemn Knight, because he 

doesn't like playing Russians. Don't con­
demn Bobby Knight for throwing a 
chair. Don't condemn Bobby Knight at 
all.

For Pre-Season Event 

Its history is long and its tradition is 
rich, but· to find a friend of the pre­
season tournament would take a long 
:-earch 

For a coaching friend, that is. 
Considered as one of the top early 

tournaments in the area, the pre-season 
tournament has had a history of excite­
ment and entertainment. From a fan's 
standpoint, it is unequaled. From a 
coach's standpoint, it is useless. 

"We've already got a round-robin 
schedule in the conference. We play 
everybody twice with a possibility of a 
third time in the district tournament. 
You beat each other up all season long 
so what's the use in playing each other 
in pre-season," Prestonsburg coach 
Gordon Parido said. 

As an introduction to the Floyd Coun­

"It gives you an early favorite,"

Parido's Blackcats will open the 
tournament Wednesday night, taking on 
Betsy Layne at 8. 

"I don't know a thing about Prestons­
burg," Bobcat coach Craynor Slone 
said. "I've seen Gordon's teams play in 
the past and they always play hard. 
We've got our work cut out for us." 

It was in last year's pre-season tourn­
ament that Slone began his surprising 
initial campaign as Betsy Layne head 
coach Slone's Bobcats stormed into the 
tourney and coasted out with a first 
place trophy 

Slone has seen pre-season tourn­
aments, played in some, and coached in 
another, still, he doesn't like the present 
format. 

"When I played at Wayland back in 
1955 we had it.

- 1/2 cup sugar 

1/2 cup Snowdrift Shortening 
1/2 cup molasses 
1 egg, lightly beaten 
3 cups Martha White All-Purpose 

Flour 
1 1/4 teaspoons allspice 
1 teaspoon cinnamon 
1/2 teaspoon baking soda 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
Preheat oven to 325'F. In a large 

saucepan combine sugar, shortening 
and molasses.

Since Thanksgiving has passed, can Christmas and Santa be far behind? 
As a substitute teacher at Stumbo School, Grethel, I've been asked frequent­
ly if I believed in/had ever seen Santa Claus. 

Oh, yes, I believe Santa is "real" and here's why: 
Many years ago in my community, there was a little girl who was quite 

sick. She spent much of her time in the hospital or in bed at home. There 
was little time or opportunity for school. Several people, including the doc­
tor, discussed the situation. It was decided she should be taken to Penn­
sylvania to live with her father's relatives. That just might make her well 
again. 

She had several aunts, uncles, a few girl cousins, nearly grown, and boy 
cousins aplenty who could help to meet her needs. The boys and their friends 
almost surely wished her to be in Timbuktu or another far-away place­
just anywhere-when they were discussing swapping comic books, taws 
(marbles), or building go-carts. She knew about boys and their secrecy. 
After all, she had two brothers who acted pretty much the same way when 
a conversation/meeting didn't include girls-period. (A third brother hadn't 
yet arrived). Before year's end the little girl spent some time with each 
of her relatives. 

Christmas was coming but. despite all the shopping trips and early 
delivery of gifts from home, she was still sad. Christmas at home meant 
there would be a gathering of three generations at Mommer's home-even 
though there was no electricity. The tree was always so large that at least 
one of them must have graced the heavens at twilight before it became 
ours. At some point every member of the family would string popcorn, cut 
designs from cardboard to be covered with bits and pieces of salvaged 
aluminum foil, and along with the decorations left from other years that 
Santa must surely have visited grandma "Mommer's" house early on his 
appointed rounds. 

The Christmas eve dinner was served a bit early-always. In the event 
of late hunger pains, there were always baked potatoes from under the 
grate, milk and sandwiches in addition to special treats for special 
occasions. 

It appeared Santa arrived a bit ahead of schedule. Because the alkaline 
battery from the radio had long since been placed in the oven. The heat 
recharged the battery thus guaranteeing Christmas music for a couple of 
hours.

The child could almost smell the turkey /ham that was placed in the oven 
when the battery was removed and the oven cleaned. The pumpkin and 
mincemeat pies were placed in the warming oven earlier in the evening_ 

The memories of the by-gone days, pleasant though they were, often 
brought tears to her eyes. And there's no doubt about it, she sould rather 
have been home. 

At that particular point in time the little girl attended a small, three­
room/teacher country school. A very lovely lady served as both the child's 
teacher and principal. Ironically, she preferred to be addressed as "Miss 
Mary." 

As the holiday drew nearer, the twelve classmates kept asking the moun­
taineer if she believed in Santa. The answer usually depended upon the 
child's degree of homesickness. Certainly the nays had the majority vote. 
Justification! Perhaps, because when she looked at the colorfully 
wrapped boxes, not a single one read-"From Santa." 

Just a few days before vacation, the child went home for lunch. She 
returned to find a letter on her desk. It read, ''From Santa" and contained 
a special invitation for her to visit Christmas Village located on the square 
in an adjoining county.

Then her cousin Buzz 
would give her a ride down the Carl Dean Hill that seemingly took one in­
to tomorrow. It never seemed to end. 

Then her aunt allowed the little gir-l to make homemade bread and rolls 
at a tender age-never a chore-just a treat. 

My children, these are just some of the things I learned and enjoyed, 
because I doubted. Never again, little ones; it doesn't pay. Santa appears 
in different ways to different people.

Small Game Hunting 
Outlook Said Good 

During the month of November 
several hunting seasons open in Ken­
tucky, including deer, rabbit, quail, 
grouse, squirrel, duck, goose and 
furbearers. 

Immediately following the November 
14-23 deer gun season, small game 
season will open Nov. 24. Small game 
season is the most popular with Ken­
tucky hunters. 

According to Jeff Sole, upland game 
program coordinator, small game hunt­
ing for rabbit, quail, grouse and squir­
rel should be good during the upcoming 
season. 

"On a statewide basis, quail are up 24 
percent over last year and rabbit 
populations have increased 15 percent," 
said Sole. "Mild winters over the last 
two years have probably been the 
primary factor for the increases in quail 
and rabbit numbers," added the biolo­
gist. 

Sole said that although grouse popula­
tions are still down statewide, there are 
some areas in the eastern part of the 
state where grouse are doing well. 

"We've passed the lowest point in the 
downward trend experienced over the 
last few years and are now on the up­
swing in grouse numbers," said Sole. 

The most dramatic increases in quail 
populations were recorded in the 
Eastern region at 47 percent, the 
Bluegrass region at 41 percent and the 
Central region at 33 percent. Western 
Kentucky showed a 9 percent increase. 

Rabbit populations were highest in the 
Western and Eastern Pennyroyal region 
and the Knobs/Outer Bluegrass region. 
These areas showed a 34 percent in­
crease over last year. The Eastern Coal 
Field region reported a 13 percent in­
crease, which along with some other 
areas that decreased from last year 
averaged a 15 percent statewide 
increase. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is conducting a statewide 
survey on quail and grouse by collecting 
wings and tail feathers from hunters. 

"We're requesting hunters to par­
ticipate in the survey by mailing in 
wings from harvested birds. Postage­
paid envelopes for the survey are 
available from state conservation of­
ficers and district wildlife biologists," 
said Sole. 

Information collected from the study 
of the wings and tail feathers aids in 
charting the progress of quail and 
Brouse populations and managing the 
resource. Hunters participating in the 
survey receive a report of the informa­
tion collected during the season. 

If you are interested in having a bird 
for Thanksgh:ing dmner, but not 
necessarily a turkey, a four-day duck 

season will be open during the holiday 
weekend Nov. 26·29. Duck hunting re­
quires a valid Kentucky hunting license, 
a federal duck stamp and Kentucky 
duck stamp. 

Duck hunting will be on the point 
system again this season. Canvasbacks 
are a protected species and may not be 
taken at any time during the duck 
season. Goose season in the Eastern 
Zone opened Nov. 8. 

The furbearer season, hunting and 
trapping, and the deer crossbow season 
also opens Nov. 24. Informational 
brochures on all hunting seasons and 
public hunting areas are available by 
writing : Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, Division of 
Public Relations, n Game Farm Road, 
Frankfort, Ky.

Soil compaction has been a concern 
among agriculturalists, and there are 
misconceptions about it. says Dr. Lyle 
Stephens, a Deere & Company engineer 
specializing in soil mechanics. 

The concern has grown as problems 
have appeared where they didn't exist 
before, as equipment has gotten larger 
and farming practices have changed. 
Today, soil scientists like Stephens are 
shedding new light on the matter. 

"Some farmers think that tillage 
causes most of the compaction in their 
fields, but this is usually not true, for a 
number of reasons," Stephens says. 
"Soils tend to be fairly dry at the time 
they are being tilled, so they aren't easi­
ly compacted. Also, the tillage itself 
breaks up compaction in the upper soil 
levels where it often occurs. 

"Fall chisel plowing, ideally in dry 
conditions, can do much to break up 
compacted soils. Deep moldboard plow­
ing can also be an ideal way to break up 
compaction in the top 12 inches of soil. 

"The main thing is to know your own 
fields, their compaction status and re­
quirements for proper care " 

Ideally, soil is about 50 percent pore 
space. Under perfectly balanced condi­
tions, the pore space would be about 
50-50 air and water. Soil compaction 
upsets this balance. Compaction usual­
ly starts at the surface and extends down 
through the soil. An outside pressure 
such as a combine tire forces soil par­
ticles closer together. That compaction 
reaches down to depths determined by 
pressure, total load, and soil moisture. 

When soil is wet it compacts more 
easily because the water between soil 
particles acts as a lubricant, allowing 
them to move against each other more 
easily. Less outside pressure is required 
to squeeze the particles together. 

Although almost any soil can be com­
pacted tightly with enough pressure, 
compaction occurs most easily in soil 
having high clay content or a mixture of 
clay, silt and sand. 

Compaction can be a serious problem 
because heavy wheel traffic can reduce 
or eliminate root growth in 60 percent of 
the upper 12 inches of a clay loam soil. 
Forcing soil particles tightly together 
eliminates the pore space needed by 
plant roots if they are to penetrate the 
soil effectively so they can draw forth 
moisture and nutrients. 

By contrast, a balanced soil structure 
allows air, water and roots to move free­
ly through the soil, creating a healthy 
environment for microorganisms and 
plant life. 

"The time pressures of large-scale 
farming often force farmers to work 
soils during less than ideal conditions," 
Stephens says. "One part of a large field 
may be in excellent condition, while 
another part is still too wet. With today's 
more powerful equipment, a farmer can 
go ahead and work those wet areas. And 
in order to keep on schedule, he does. 

"Part of the soil compaction problem 
has developed as farmers have moved

to earlier and earlier planting dates. 
''The problem can be serious even 

with no-till. The no-till farmer is forced 
to go out in the early spring and pull a 
heavy planter loaded down with seed, 
fertilizers and chemicals through fields 
that are often too wet to work, par­
ticularly with heavy equipment. To 
make it even worse, the soil dries more 
slowly because of the heavy surface 
residue present with no-till." 

Research studies back up what 
Stephens says An Illinois study has 
shown that both no-till and reduced 
tillage systems exhibit more soil com­
paction than conventional tillage. A 
10-year Minnesota comparison of tillage 
systems on clay loam has also shown 
greater soil density (compaction) with 
no-till. 

Harvesting during wet weather can 
also lead to severe soil compaction prob­
lems. "Farmers use bigger, heavier 
harvesting equipment than in the past," 
Stephens says. "Axle loadings can reach 
20 tons or more." 

The main determinent of compaction 
is axle load-how much weight is push­
ing the tires down into the soil. Less 
weight per axle will lessen compaction 
problems, but mounting dual tires won't 
help. Duals simply distribute the same 
weight over a larger area. This does 
decrease the depth of compaction, but 
it does not reduce the total amount of soil 
affected. 

"Four-wheel-drive tractors, or those 
with front-wheel assist, can help over­
come compaction by not having to be 
ballasted as heavily to reduce wheel 
slippage to pull a given load," Stephens 
says. 

"Large field sprayers carrying iull 
loads of water, fertilizer applicators 
loaded to capacity, heavy trucks or 
grain trailers, ballasted tractors-all of 
these machines can cause problems. 

"One solution is to use additional ax­
les on such equipment whenever possi­
ble. If axle loads are restricted to the 
range of five to eight tons per axle, most 
of the soil compaction will be confined 
to the top 12 inches of soil, where tillage 
can help overcome it. 

"At any time of year, one of the most 
important anti-compaction steps is 
matching tractor size and weight to 
draft load. Don't overload your tractor 
by over-ballasting to pull an implement 
too big for it." 

Good tillage management can help 
prevent soil compaction, Stephens says, 
adding that flexibility is the key. Tillage 
methods depend on the type of soil be­
ing worked-even a single farm may 
have several different soil types. Local 
field and weather conditions also play an 
important role. 

"In glaciated areas of the Midwest, 
soils are highly variable," Stephens 
says. "I think every farmer there has 
seen soils that look like they don't 
belong, that are completely different 
from the rest of the soils on the farm. 
You have to have a flexible tillage 
system to meet those different 
situations. 

"Other farmers may not have such a 
wide variety of soil types, but weather 
may fluctuate widely from year to year. 
It's a mistake for a farmer to lock 
himself into a single, rigid ~ay of tillage. 
A flexible tillage system can deal with 
changing conditions."

Atty. General Sues Chrysler 
For Odometer Disconnections 

The Consumer Protection Division of 
the state's Attorney General's Office has 
filed suit in Franklin Circuit Court 
against Chrysler Motors Corporation for 
violations of the state's consumer pro­
tection and odometer laws, according to 
Attorney General David L. Armstrong. 

Armstrong told reporters yesterday at 
a press conference in Frankfort that 
Chrysler maintained from 1949 to 1986 a 
policy which allowed company person­
nel to drive newly manufactured 
vehicles for personal use. "Our suit 
stems from allegations that Chrysler 
either left unconnected odometers in 
these vehicles or replaced them with 
new odometers before offering them for 
sale to consumers as new cars,' ' he said. 

He added that the suit further alleges 
that, on occasion, Chrysler personnel 
who drove those newly manufactured 
vehicles were involved in accidents 
which caused damage. " In these in­
stances, Chrysler repaired the damag­
ed vehicles, reconnected the odometers 
and shipped the vehicles to dealerships 
throughout the country including Ken­
tucky, never advising either its dealers 
or its customers that those vehicles had 
been damaged or had been driven with 
disconnected odometers," he said. 

According to Armstrong, Chrysler 
maintains that records of such use by 
company officials were kept only during 
the last 18 months in which the policy 
was in effect, from July, 1985 to 
December, 1986. "We have reason to 
believe that, during that period, 351 Ken­
tuckians purchased Chrysler vehicles in 
which odometers were disconnected or

replaced," he said, "and two Ken­
tuckians purchased vehicles which were 
damaged in accidents and then sold as 
new." 

He added that his staff would also try 
to get further documentation from 
Chrysler. "Kentucky's Consumer Pro­
tection Act was adopted in 1972 and the 
Odometer Act in 1976," he said. "We 
really can't go after purchases made 
prior to the laws' enactments, but we 
will be looking for violations under cur­
rent law." 

Armstrong said that, in the lawsuit, he 
is seeking restitution for consumers, a 
permanent injunction prohibiting 
Chrysler from such acts in the future, 
and civil penalties ranging from $5,000 
to $7,000 per violation.

ProducNs Marshall 
Herskovitz and Ed Zwick 
can't make up their minds 
about "thirtysomething," 
which airs Tuesdays on 

Timothy Busfield 

"It's about things peo­
ple encounter in their 
lives," says Herskovitz. 

"It's not about the 
events in their lives, 
though," says Zwick. 

"It's the continuing 
situations." 

"It's inimically 
autobiographical." 

"It's us projecting our­
selv<•s." 

"It's an idea that comes 
out of two heads." 

On this they agree. To­
gether, Herskovitz and 
Zwick are a symbiotic pair 
not unlik<' Michael (Ken 
Olin) and Elliott (Timothy 
Busfidd) on the series. 
One will finish the other's 
sent<'nt'<', clarify his point, 
explain what h<' really 
m<•ans 1 

"Each show," Hersko­
vitz says, "is a meditation 
on something ... " 

"An idea," says Zwick. 
"Such as, what arc your 
obligations to your 
friends? How well docs a 
coup!<' know Pach otlwr'! 

We begin with the idea 
and then go to situations. 

"Marshall has a the­
ory," he adds, "that 
there's a boundary in our 
society between people 
who are comfortable and 
people who are uncom­
fortable - with their lives. 
That's what we're trying 
to explore." 

In this they have suc­
ceeded While the plots of 
"thirtysomething" can be 
cloying, the dream se­
quences sophomoric, the 
series does portray realis­
tic characters - yups al­
most as sensitive and nar­
cissistic as the Y -people 
one meets in real life. Not 
surprisingly, the most 
venomous criticism comes 
from viewers who may 
identify with the show 
more than they'd like to. 

"We definitely get gen­
erational reactions," Hers­
kovitz says. "The genera­
tion in question is the most 
sensitive. The others seem 
able to just enjoy it." 

The two producers met 
in the mid-'70s at the 
American Film Institute, 
and after working as free­
lance screenwriters 
formed their own produc­
tion eompany in 1985. 

"We had a contract to 
come up with a series, but 
no ideas," Herskovitz 
says. "So we decided to 
come doscr to home, to 
things we've encountered 
in our own lives. 

"It's not just us, but the 
cast," he adds. "Elliott, 
for instance, is having 
marriage trouble, and 
Timothy (Busfield), who 
plays him, had marriage 
trouble It's based on our 
own situatwns." 

"But the names have 
been changed to protect 
the guilty," Zwick says.

Lane Davies 'says Mason 
has been homogenized 
By Marie Michaels 

For Lane Davies , who 
plays Mason Capwell on 
"Santa Barbara, :· ap­
pearing in the Atlanta 
Shakespeare Festival 's 
productions has become, 
he says, " a regular sum­
mer thing."

During the past two 
summers Davies, a native 
of Dalton, Ga., took time 
out from his soap duties 
to appear in the festival's 
productions of such clas­
sic plays as "As You Like 
It," "The Taming of the 
Shrew" and "Much Ado 
About Nothing." 

"I have it written in my 
contract that I can get out 
to do the festival," he 
says. "If I hadn't gotten 
that, I was prepared to 
leave the show." 

Given his background 
in classical theater, one 
wonders how Davies 
came to portray the mis­
chievous Mason He ex­
plains that he auditioned 
simply because he want­
ed to act more often. 

"I obtained the soap 
role through the usual 
channels," he says "I 
was working, but not 

enough to really fee l like 
an actor and not enough 
to keep my bank account 
happy. So I went on the 
soap." 

Davies had starred in 
soaps before, playing Dr. 
Evan Whyland on " Days 
of Our Lives" in 1981 and 
1982. But the character 
never caught on with 
daytime viewers . So it 
was something of a sur­
prise when Mason was an 
instant hi t in 1984. 

" Mason is written a lot 
better and more consis­
tently than Evan ever 
was, and t hat's impor­
tant," Davies explains . 
"Also, by t he t ime I got 
the role of Mason I knew 
my way around the cam­
eras better than I did 
when I started out as 
Evan." 

When Davies first por­
trayed Mason, the char­
acter was one of day­
time's most delicious 
villains. You never knew 
whose life he would ruin 
next. But that has 
changed during the past 
eight months. He married 
Tori Capwell (played by 
Kristen Meadows), even 
though she was pregnant 
by Cruz Castillo (A Marti­
nt'z). And he fathered a 
child for .Julia Wain­
wright (N"ancy Grahn) 
because she wanted a 
baby but didn't want to 
get married. 

"I've been kind of up­
s<'t with the homogeniza­
tion of Mason of late," 
Davies admits. "Som<' of 
the bite has been taken 
out of thE' character. But 
I'm sure he'll eventually 
be thrown into a circum­
stance that will put it 
back in."

The popular itemized 
deduction of prior years, personal in­
terest expenses, will be only partially 
available for 1987 and completely phas-
ed out bv 1991. . 

Both p{-r:;onal and investment interest 
are affected. For 1987, taxpayers will be 
able to deduct only 65 percent of per­
sonal interest as an itemized deduction. 

Personal interest includes interest on 
such items as car loans and credit card 
balance:;. Personal interest on debt 
secured bv a home or a second home is 
fully deductible with certain restric­
tiOns. Generally, the debt must not ex­
ceed the purchase price of your home 
plus the cost of any improvements. Any 
interest on excess debt is deductible only 
for educational or medical expenses. 
The remaining excess interest is subject 
to the 65% limitation. 

Investment interest generally is in­
terest paid or accrued on money borrow­
ed to buy or carry investment property. 
Investment interest expense up to the 
amount ·of net investment income (in­
vestment income less investment ex­
penses, other than interest> is fully 
deductible. If you have investment in­
terest in 1987 that is more than your net 
investment income, that excess interest 
s subject to the 65% limitation that also 
applies to personal interest. Excess in­
vestment interest not deducted in 1987 
because of the limit can be carried for­
ward to 1988 and treated as investment 
interest in that year.

Just because the holidays are coming 
up is no reason to throw your diet out the 
window. Being conscious of which foods 
are calorie-laden is the first step to keep­
ing on a diet. The second is preparing 
low-calorie foods that are tasty and fill­
ing so that you won't be compelled to try 
every dessert in sight. 

Sue Burrier, foods and nutrition 
specialist with the University of Ken­
tucky Cooperative Extension Service, 
said that crisp and greasy or oily foods, 
smooth and thick foods <sauces, cream 
or butter), sweet and gooey foods (can­
dy, regular soft drinks> and alcohol are 
those to avoid if you're counting 
calories. 

If you already know which foods to 
avoid but the temptation for all those 
sweets and rich foods is just too much, 
Burrier has some tips to help steer you 
away from those diet busters. 

Don't approach holiday feasts after 
fasting all day. A light snack will keep 
you from gorging when you arrive at a 
party. 

Never stand at a buffet or hors 
d'oeuvre table; take one or two items 
and move across the room to chat with 
someone. 

Keep in mind that alcohol has 
calories. A shot (11/2 ounces) of bour­
bon has 120 calories. If egg nog is serv­
ed, limit yourself to one punch cup, 
which has 335 calories. Better yet, have 
a glass of Perrier or club soda with a 
twist of lime. A Virgin Mary (a Bloody 
Mary without liquor) is an excellent 
dieter's drink. 

If you want to try everything at a buf­
fet, take a fourth or a third of the 
average serving size. 

Don't overeat or take seconds just to 
please an insistent hostess. 

Don't eat out without planning; con­
sidering the type of restaurant and the 
alternatives it offers. When dining out 
don't order items with sauces, gravies 
and salad dressings. Ask for side orders 
so you can control the amount you con­
sume. Choose broiled or grilled meats, 
not breaded or deep fried. 

Don't neglect exercises or physical 
activity. 

If you're planning a party, add several 
low-calorie foods to your menu. Keep in 
mind that low-calorie foods usually are 
bulky (salad greens), thin and watery 
(tomato juice), and crisp but not greasy 
(vegetables and fruit). Vegetable and 
fruit trays served with dips or fruit 
dressing are always popular low-calorie 
foods. 

If you want to serve punch, choose a 
mixture of unsweetened fruit juices, 
which contains fewer calories than 
punches with sugar. 

For something other than a cheese or 
onion-type dip, try the following ham 
and spinach dip. The recipe has reduc­
ed fat because of the lean ham and low­
fat dairy products. 

Ham and Spinach Dip 
1 1/2 cups ground 93% lean ham 

(about 1/2 pound) 
1 10-ounce package frozen chopped 

spinach, thawed and drained 
1 B-ounce package neufchatel cheese 
1 cup plain low-fat yogurt 
1/2 cup light mayonnaise 
2 green onions, chopped (include tops) 
1 teaspoon "light" seasoning or other 

reduced sodium seasoning blend 
1 loaf round rye bread or French 

bread 
In a mixing bowl, combine ground 

ham, spinach, neufchatel cheese, 
yogurt, light mayonnaise, green onions 
and seasonings. Refrigerate until ready 
to serve. With a sharp knife, cut top 1/3 
off round rye loaf or French bread. 
Hollow out loaf, leaving a l-inch thick

shell. Cut bread into l-inch cubes. Store 
bread cubes and shell in plastic bags un­
til ready to serve. Just before serving, 
toast bread shell in 400 degree oven for 
eight minutes <this prevents the dip 
from soaking into bread shell>. Place the 
ham and spinach mixture in the bread 
shell. Serve with reserved bread cubes 
and vegetables. Makes about 41/2 cups 
dip.

Kentucky has more horse shows than 

any other state in the nation, and on the 
show bill for every one of them you'll 
find the stipulation that all participating 
horses must present a certificate of a 
"negative Coggins test." The same is 
true of race tracks. 

The requirement for the test and the 
cooperation of owners in complying with 
the requirement is proof positive of what 
owners and veterinarians can do to con­
trol a disease that can devastate an 
animal population. The key is coopera­
tion. 

The Coggins test is designed to iden­
tify, and therefore make it possible to 
isolate, horses which carry the virus 
which causes Equine Infectious Anemia 
<EIA>, an acute or chronic disease of 
horses, mules and donkeys, also known 
as "swamp fever." 

Cause of the disease is a virus which 
will grow only in equines, and once an 
equine is infected with the virus it will 
be infected the rest of its life. The virus 
is quite hardy, resistant to freezing and 
drying, and is transferred from animal 
to animal by either biological or 
mechanical vectors. Blood-sucking in­
sects are the biological vectors, while 
unsterilized surgical instrwnents (often 
hydodermic needles> and common use 
of equipment which can cause cuts and 
abrasions are the usual mechanical 
vectors. 

The acute stage of the infection can 
cause rapid death. More often, the 
disease takes a chronic form detectible 
only by the test. 

Intermittent fever, depression, pro­
gressive weakness and loss of weight 
along with swellings of the legs are signs 
of the disease, but they may not always 
be present. 

There is no specific treatment nor vac­
cine available at the present time. Con­
trol of the disease, which can be a 
serious threat if uncontrolled, depends 
entirely on prevention. 

Control measures include destruction 
of diseased animals with the bodies be­
ing burned or buried deeply, or absolute 
isolation from non-infected animals; 
control of biting, blood-sucking insects; 
strict sterilization of surgical in­
struments, hypodermic and bleeding 
needles, tattooing instruments and 
syringes. Stables in which infected 
animals have been kept should be clean-
ed and disinfected. · 

Though the disease was first reported 
in the United States in 1896, EIA is not 
a serious animal health problem in the 
U.S. today, even though there is no treat­
ment or vaccine. 

If you think your veterinarian is hung 
up when he insists on the value of 
preventive medicine, take a look at the 
control of EIA. It is entirely 
preventive-and highly successful. And 
an excellent example of what you and 
your veterinarian can do when you work 
together.

TV DISH OW~ERS MUST RETREATED FAIRLY 

l-ew developments have affected our li\\?~ more profound!) than 
has the continuing revolution in telecommumcations. 

We might quarrel about some of the effects or th1s revolution. But 
I doubt that anyone 'vould seriously argue that some Americans should 
be denied equal access to the images and ideas that bind us together 
as a nation. 

Yet we hear repeated complain ts to the effect that some two mil­
lion American families, including many in rural Kent uck~, have had 
trouble tuning in those images and ideas. I refer to those \\hO have 
bought home dishes to pick up televi~ion signals transmitted by satellite. 

Many of these families have pa1d $2,000 or more for home dishes 
because they are not reached by cable systems. They have seen their 
satellite signals scrambled by programmers who often -- and increas­
ingly -- are financially interlocked \\ ith multisystem cable operators. 
And they have encountered far too many obstacles in their efforts to 
purchase a full range of unscrambled programs at competitive prices. 

Industry leaders deny widespread suggestions that monopolistic 
programmers have been allowed to go too far in protecting cable sys­
tems from home-dish competition. They have maintained that dish own­
ers' problems will go away as the telecommunications re\olution 
matures under existing legislation. But we have seen only modest im­
provement, and even that would not have been possible in the absence 
of congressional pressure on the industry. 

Dish owners have grown impatient. And so has our Senate Com­
merce Committee. The committee last week approved S. 889, the Satel­
lite Television Fair Marketing Act, of \\ hich 1 am a co-sponsor. 

This bill requires programmers to offer dish owners the same pro­
grams they sell to cable customers. It also requires them to set reasonable 
standards for potential program distributors and to refrain from dis­
criminating against anyone meeting those standards. This key provi­
sion could overcome the apparent unwillingess of programmers to deal 
with third-party, non-cable companies offering to put together program 
packages for dish owners. 

Under the bill, the Federal Trade Commission \\Ould study the 
competitiveness of satellite programming markets. The Federal Com­
munications Commission would look into the price and availabilit) of 
descrambling devices and the availability of network signals to "iewers 
in remote areas. 

In addition, the bill requires public television to make at least one 
clean satellite feed available to dish owners. And, among other things, 
it allows aggrieved parties to take satellite communications cases to 
court. 

I strongly believe that a consensus is developing for action on this 
issue. We don't want to see re--regulation of a Oedgling satellite com­
munications industry. But we do \.\ant to send a strong message to 
programmers. That message is that home dish O\\ ners, along with all 
other segments of this important industry, must be treated fairly. 

Video Tape Available 
For Retired Taxpayers 

A new 18-minute videotape, titled 
"The IRS Tax Guide to Retirement," is 
now available from the Internal 
Revenue Service. The tape addresses 
elderly Americans' most pressing tax 
questions and the impact of the Tax 
Reform Act of 1986. 

The IRS recognizes that retired tax­
payers may have some special concerns 
about their taxes because of the special 
nature of their incomes or because their 
financial circumstances may have 
changed. 

"The IRS Guide to Retirement" is 
presented in a newsy question and 
answer format. T.V. journalist Marie 
Torre and retired IRS Public Affairs Of­
ficer Ron Fleissner answer specific 
questions from several retired tax­
payers and discuss effects of the 1986 
Ta}\ Reform Act. Among the topics 
discussed are filing requirements, new 
standard deduction amounts, pensions, 
taxability of Social Security, IRAs, home 
sales exclusion, medical deductions, tax 
credit for the elderly and sources of free 
information.

Fighting Medicaid Fraud: 
How You Can Help 
By Attorney General David Armstrong 

The Medicaid Program was designed 
to insure quality health care for the poor 
and disabled. Unfortunately, some 
health care providers abuse the system 
and claim millions of dollars'io which 
they are not entitled. As the chief legal 
officer of Kentucky, it is my responsibili-• 
ty to stop these criminals who take ad­
vantage of the program by engaging in 
fraudulent schemes. 

The Medicaid program is built on 
trust. Medicaid expects the information 
contained on the claim form submitted 
by medical providers to be accurate and 
truthful. Although the overwhelming 
majority of Medicaid providers are in­
dividuals of integrity, honesty and pro­
fessionalism, unfortunately, there are 
those who do take advantage of the 
program. 

The simplest type of Medicaid fraud 
involves a medical provider who bills 
Medicaid for services which were never 
rendered. For example, a complete 
physical examination might be billed to 
Medicaid, when in reality the pro­
VIder/physician did not perform these 
services but merely said hello to the 
recipient/patient, or a dentist might bill 
Medicaid for fillings or root canals 
which were never performed. 

Other examples include billing for a 
more expensive service than what was 
provided, duplicate billing for a service 
and supplying generic drug substitutes 
for more expensive drugs billed to 
Medicaid. 

The Division of Medicaid Fraud and 
Patient Abuse was designed to protect 
the integrity of the Medicaid Program 
by investigating allegations of fraud. 
Fraud is one of the greatest threats to 

Medicaid. If you know of irregularities 
in Medicaid billing, please contact my

Working together, those who continue 
to jeopardize the Medicaid pr6gram 
through dishonest and illegal conduct 
can be identified, punished, and 
deterred.

Bottle-fed babies may have fewer 

digestive problems-and their parents 
more peace and quiet-if a natural pro­
tein in breast milk is added to infant for­
mula, according to researchers at the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture's 
Children's Nutrition Research Center in 
Houston, Texas. 

Lactoferrin, which literally means 
"milk iron," is known to help infants ab­
sorb iron from mother's milk and to pro­
tect them against intestinal infection. 
From new studies of laboratory rat 
cells, however, it appears that the pro­
tein also speeds growth and maturing of 
the gastrointestinal tract. 

Two international formula makers 
have expressed interest in these 
findings . 

Center director Buford L. Nichols 
heads the research, funded by USDA's 
Agricultural Research Service. He 
reports, "Infants who don't get mother's 
milk tend to have more colic, diarrhea, 
and food intolerances. Presumably, 
some of these problems are due to an im­
mature digestive capacity." 

"Our studies suggest that adding Iac­
toferrin to infant formula will make it 
more like human milk." 

He says that animals' intestines grow 
considerably during the first 1 to 3 days 
after birth. Newborn pigs, for instance, 
add 8 to 10 inches of intestine in that 
period. And studies of newborn pigs and 
other animals indicate that their 
digestive systems mature faster if they 
are suckled. 

"This growth may not occur in infants 
who get formula rather than breast 
milk," Nichols says, "leaving them pro­
ne to chronic diarrhea and other in­
testinal problems." 

To identify the growth stimulant, 
Nichols and technician Kathryn S. 
McKee devised an assay using rat crypt 
cells- the cells that generate intestinal 
lining. They looked for the component in 
human colostrum- the antibody-packed 
breast secretion preceding milk- that 
stimulated rapid division of these cells.
