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Owens Dissents As Court 
·Approves Budget for ·year

Floyd Fiscal Court passed its 1987-88 

bl:ldget at Friday's meeting, but not 
Without one dissenting vote. "Against!" 
said Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens. 

"It's not the Fiscal Court's budget. It's 
the Judge's," Owens said after the 
meeting. The magistrate said he voted 
against it out of principle because, "The 
Judge allows very little input by the 
magistrates but expects the magistrates 
to vote for it. I won't do it." 

Yet Judge-Executive John M. Stum­
bo said that Owens had over a month to 
study and question the budget and that 
it would have been better if the 
Magistrate had met with County 
Treasurer David Allen prior to Friday's 
meeting and brought his disagreements 
forward then. 

Owens had a list of 11 objections to the 
budget and said he figured the county 
was spending a total of about $200,000 on 
different forms of insurance and they all 
came from one agency. Owens said, "I 
think the insurance contract should be 
bid out to improve our chances of get­
ting a cheaper rate. I realize we've got 
to have the insurance. But they're going

to ride this horse as long as they can." 

Judge Stumbo called the high cost of 
liability insurance, "out of reason," and 
said there are some counties in the state 
that can't afford it. He said he was 
satisfied that the insurance agency was 
providing the county with a good ser­
vice, but hoped to buy insurance at a 
lower premium in the future. 

Owens also took issue with a park 
building and construction item of 
$15,000. Owens said his district needs a 
baseball field because Right Beaver 
residents have to drive as much as 30 
miles to Left Beaver to play. He said the 
money would have been better spent on 
buying a parcel of land that could be 
developed into a park. 

The list went on with Owens question­
ing why the million dollar surplus road 

fund is now listed as part of the general 
fund. "I'm afraid the million dollars will 
be transferred and not be used for 
roads," Owens said. However, the coun­
ty treasurer corrected Owens and said 
the surplus road fund was listed the way 
it always has been. 

James D. Fitzpatrick, of Garrett, 
complained to the court that the railroad 
trestle at Glo that dams Right Beaver 
Creek has still not been cleaned up. Fitz­
patrick said that refuse and dead 
animals collecting there are creating a 
health problem for residents. County At­
torney David Barber told the court that 
he had written CSX and had been 
assured in writing that the trestle would 
be removed. "Hopefully it will be done 
before cold weather sets in, ' Barber 
said. "But the hard part is over. They've 
agreed to take it out." 

Staff Sergeant Fred Bingham, of the 
Kentucky National Guard, appeared 
before the court and offered the 
assistance of his engineering company. 
Bingham said the company was equip­
ped with a dozer, three five-ton dump

Saying that the people of Prestons­
burg had voted the city wet, a local bar 
owner told the Prestonsburg city coun­
cil Monday that the Kentucky State 
Police are unfairly targeting city drink­
ing establishments and in effect retur­
ning Prestonsburg to dry status. 

Cal Franko, owner of Franko's 
Lounge and Grill in Lancer, said state 
troopers routinely make a point of stop­
ping cars at the four-way stop at the in­
tersection of South Lake Drive and the 
Lancer Watergap Road, weekend eve­
nings. He said this has cost him about 
40 percent of his business in recent 
months. It is unfair, he said, because 
patrons of drinking establishments out­
side the city limits do not receive similar 
treatment. 

''I'm not calling it harrassment," he 
said. "I'm saying it's not fair if my 
business is being singled out." Franko 
alleged troopers have been concen­
trating their efforts at the Lancer in­
tersection for about the last six months.

Capt. Roy Sturgill, commander of 
KSP post nine in Pikeville, said Tuesday 
that Franko's was not being singled out. 
He noted that the four-way stop is a 
safe, convenient place to conduct routine 
road checks, and that if drivers were 
found to be intoxicated the troopers have 
to make arrests. 

23 Face Civil Suits Filed 
For Solid Waste Violations

Floyd countians failing to comply with 
a county ordinance regarding solid 
waste disposal are finding themselves 
on the wrong end of a civil suit. 

• Suits were filed by the Floyd County 
Solid Waste Agency last Thursday in 
Floyd District Court against 23 county 
residents and businesses. The suits ac­
cuse those named of either not using the 
service, or not paying for services 
rendered. According to agency chair­
man Robert McAninch, the suits would 
be dropped if the defendants paid fees 

owed and began using the solid waste 
system. He added that Solid Waste has 
never lost such a suit that has come to 
trial. 

All Floyd countians residing outside of 
Prestonsburg city limits are required by 
law to subscribe to Solid Waste for gar­
bage pick-up. 

McAninch stressed that it was not just 
household offenders who were being 
targeted. He said that within the past 
year he has sent letters to 432 coal com­
panies in the five-county area of Floyd,

Bradley Stevens Victim 
In Warco Mine Accident

A massive roof fall during pillaring 
operations caused the death of a Toler 
Creek man, June 16, officials said last 
week. The body of roof bolter Bradley 
Stevens, 26, was recovered at about 6:30 
p.m., 11 hours after the fall occurred 
2,800 feet inside Warco Mining Com­
pany's mine No. 1, south of Martin. 

Ten other workers were inside the 
mine when a section of roof about 30 feet 
thick collapsed into the eight-foot coal 
seam, but they escaped safely, accor­
ding to Joey Lucas, spokesperson for the 
state Department of Mines and Mine­
rals. One man reportedly was saved 
from injury by the canopy of the loader 
he was operating. 

Rescue teams from Martin and Pike­
ville worked all day to reach the trap­
ped Stevens, but their efforts were 
hampered by the large amount of rock 
blocking the way and the continuing in· 
stability of the roof, which had to be re­
secured as the teams advanced into the 
mine. 

Pillaring operations, in which the 
thick pillars of coal that help support the 
roof are removed after the regular min­
ing is completed, can be especially 
dangerous, according to Lucas. They in· 
volve the controlled fall of the small sec-

lions of roof that are unsupported as the 
pillars are removed. Special procedures 
and extra precautions are required, 
Lucas said. 

According to reports from other 
miners at the scene, Stevens was stand­
ing under a section of roof supported by 
timbers and roof bolts, according to 
David Phillips, Pikeville district super­
visor, who helped with the rescue 
operation. 

It was the first fatal accident for War­
co Mining Company, which has been 
licensed to operate since 1985. The com­
pany has a good safety record, accor­
ding to documents filed in Lexington 
with the state Department of Mines and 
Minerals. 

Funeral services were held Friday at 
Toler Creek Baptist Church, of which 
Stevens was a member, with the Revs. 
Buford Thacker, Harold Brewer, Joe 
Slone and others officiating Burial was 
made in the Stevens family cemetery at 
Toler Creek under direction of Justice 
Funeral Home, of Pikeville. 

Stevens was born Sept. 3, 1960, in 
Floyd county, the son of Melvin Matthew 
Stevens and Dolly Howell Stevens, of 
Toler Creek. In addition to his parents, 
he is survived by his wife, Jackie Colleen

"We obviously can't get out and block 
the four-lane," he said. "There is sure 
no intent on our part to hurt his business.

Franko said he has no problem with 
either city police or the county sheriff's 
department. He repeatedly commended 
these agencies for their work. However, 
he did note that occasionally drivers 
would pass a sobriety test administered 
by troopers and later be picked up by 
city or county authorities. 

Prestonsburg Police Chief Elmo 
Allen, himself a state trooper for 26 
years, said that the KSP was not laying 
in wait for patrons exiting Franko's or 
other such businesses within the city. He 
did note, though, that if law enforcement 
officers know where offenders are, it 
makes sense to patrol such areas.

If there seems to be more trash than 
usual around Dewey Lake this summer, 
it's not for lack of effort on the part of 
park employees, according to Leon 
Russell, superintendent at Jenny Wiley 
State Park. "There's just more people 
throwing it down," he said last week. 

Arrowhead Point, a scenic finger of 
land that juts into the lake between the 
main marina and the Goble Branch boat 
ramp, has been a popular picnic spot in 
the past-too popular, apparently. 
Visitors there on a recent afternoon 
wer greeted with soggy ptles of trash, 
bottles and cans. 

A park crew circles the lake by road 
every day to pick up litter, Russell said. 
In addition, employees cruise the lake 
shore by boat "as often as we can." But 
no matter how much litter the crews 
pick up, he said, half a day later, there's 
more. 

The crews keep an eye open for any 
identifying names or addresses in the 
trash they pick up, according to the 
superintendent, and if any are found, the 
litterers are contacted. Unfortunately, 
however, the vast majority of the refuse 
comes without labels. 

Placing more trash barrels around the 
park might be helpful, Russell said, if 
people would refrain from stealing 
them. About 20 barrels have disap­
peared this year alone, as wE-ll as some 
picnic tables. "They make great items 
for backyard activities, I guess," he 
said. 

The superintendent said he is not sure 
what else could be done to solve the pro­
blem, other than struggling to keep up

Though Allen sympathized with 
Franko's concern that his livelihood was 
being threatened, he examined the other 
side of the issue as well. "He doesn't ap­
preciate it, but people's families ap­
preciate it if we keep them out of that 
vehicle," said Allen.

Franko said the word is out that it is 
not safe to drink in Prestonsburg. 
"Customers are saying 'Better not have 
one drink in Prestonsburg. They'll pull 
you in.' " He claimed that other 
businesses in the city are being hurt but 
are apparently less willing to publicly 
voice concern. "These are the things 
that bother me," he said. "I guess I just 
have the guts to speak up about it. I hope 
it doesn't go against me." 

He allowed that possibly the 
customers who complained to him about 
the situation were exagerating. "Maybe 
they were drunk," Franko said. But he 
maintained that when he sees a 
customer drinking too much, that

Senior citizens activities at Archer 

Park will get a boost soon with the awar­
ding of a $22,500 grant from the state 
Land and Water Conservation Fund. 

The money will be used to add outdoor 
recreational facilities for senior citizens. 
There will be two phases to the project, 
according to Park Board Chairman Bill 
Ray Collins. Included in phase one will 
be construction of a croquet court, shuf­
fleboard surface, horseshoe pits, a 
nature trail and a picnic shelter with 
benches and tables. Phase two will con­
sist of replacing the foot bridge which 
crosses Middle Creek behind Pepper­
mint Park. 

Collins said work would begin "as 
soon as we get first sight of that money," 
and predicted that phase one would be 
completed by the end of the summer. He 
said the bridge replacement will likely 
be completed sometime this fall. 

The new facilities will be added inside 
Peppermint Park. The children's play 
area there will be kept, but confined to 
a smaller area. 

Collins was enthusiastic about the im­
provements. He noted that there were 
outdoor facilities at the park for every 
age group except the seniors, and said 
it was about time something was done 
"for those with a little gray in their 
hair."

Floyd county Sheriff's deputies raid­
ed three locations over the weekend and 
discovered a total of a 157 marijuana 
plants. No arrest was made, but 
deputies have a suspect. 

"We know whose they are," said 
Deputy George Hale, "but it's going to 
be hard to prove.'' 

According to Deputy Harold Johnson, 
70 plants were found in a swampy area 
near an abandoned mine on Frasure's 
Creek. Another 80 plants were 
discovered around an old unoccupied 
house, also on Frasure's Branch. 
Deputies staked out a pickup truck park­
ed near the house, all day Saturday but 
the driver didn't return to it. 

Johnson said they traced the license 
plate number to the truck's owner and 
now have a suspect in the case, the same 
person was charged and fined last year 
for possession of marijuana. Also taking 
part in the raid were deputies Randy 
Johnson and Arnold Adams. Besides 
those two locations, seven plants were 
found at a site at Teaberry. 

Sheriff Henry Hale said he expects 
that more marijuana plants will be con­
fiscated as the summer goes on. "That 
makes about 300 plants we've taken 
already," the Sheriff said. "We're get­
ting ready to crack down, on it. It's just 
now getting to where they're growing 
high enough for us to see."

Two Seminars

Charges Dismissed 
Against Mrs. Goble

First-degree manslaughter charges 
against Pauline Goble, of Prestonsburg, 
were dismissed last week at the request 
of the Commonwealth's attorney, accor­
ding to documents filed in Floyd Circuit 
Court. 

She was indicted in February follow­
ing the shooting death of her husband, 
Dan Goble, last December. The indict­
ment noted that the 64-year-old 
·housewife and mother of six children 
had acted "under the influence of ex­
treme emotional disturbance." 

The order for dismissal, signed Friday 
by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley, stated 
that the death apparently was not due 
to any criminal intent, but rather to un­
fortunate circumstances "not par­
ticularly the fault of any single in­
dividual." In addition, it said, the Goble 
children had asked that the family be 
spared the further trauma of having 
their mother stand trial. 

The dismissal order also cited the opi­
nions of her medical attendants that she 
is in poor health and would not be able 
to endure the rigors of a trial. A trial 
date had been set for August 24.

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trucks, and use of a backhoe. He sug­
gested that they could help clean up the 
trash dump across from the airport as 
one project, but the county must first 
furnish the fuel and insurance and have 
letters of approval by a local labor union 
and construction contractor. 

Members of the Middle Creek Fire 
Department gained approval to seek ap­
plication for Fire Tax Status for their 
area. The application process requires 
advertising, petition, and a public hear­
ing before it can become law. Then 
households will be taxed one dollar for 
every thousand dollars of assessed 
value. 

"I think we can help them, but it has 
to be worked out before our next 
meeting," said Judge Stumbo in­
reference to a request by Sister Patricia 
Saul, of Our Lady of the Way Hospital. 
Sister Saul and attorney Henry Kleschen 
presented a resolution to the court ask­
ing it to authorize a bond purchase 
agreement providing for the issuance 
and sale of $1,475,000 in bonds at an in­
terest rate of 9.5 percent.

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customer is "cut off" and not served any 
more alcohol. 

As the state police do not fall under 
city council authority, the matter was 
not addressed by the council. 

In regular city business, a second 
reading was heard on an ordinance 
which would allow Prestonsburg to join 
an insurance pool with other municipal 
governments and public agencies in 
Kentucky. Tagged the Kentucky Muni­
cipal Risk Management Association, the 
pool is designed to create and ad­
minister self-insurance and investment 
trusts for its members. While member­
ship would not obligate the city to obtain 
insurance coverage from the associa­
tion, it would provide an alternative if 
another insurance carrier could not be 
found. 

To that end, council voted unanimous­
ly to advertise for bids from insurance 
agencies. A new, year long, policy will 
need to take effect August 25 to avoid a 
lapse in city coverage. Though the city 
is not required by law to take insurance 
bids, the procedure is used to help find 
the best coverage and rates. 

Though it was with the acknowledge­
ment that it could be ammended later, 
if necessary, council voted unanimous­
ly to accept the proposed 1987-'88 city 
budget. The city has found itself in tight 
financial condition since the federal 
revenue sharing pn>gram ended last 
year. Prestonsburg had been receiving 
more than $100,000 annually from that 
source. In addition, Mayor Ann Latta 
noted that the present administration in­
herited about $100,000 in debts from 
previous city councils. She pointed out 
that the city has paid those debts without 
raising taxes or reducing city services. 
Reduction in staff by eliminating some 
city jobs when they became vacant was 
cited as a belt-tightening measure which 
resulted in the present balanced budget. 

The budget vote was carried over 
from the June 8 meeting .. At that 
meeting concerns were expressed over 
funding cuts, such as a $29,000 trimming 
of the fire department's budget. This 
problem was addressed again, Monday, 
as City Administrator Fred James told 
council that there should be enough 
money available in the general budget 
to fix at least one of the two fire trucks 
in need of repair. 

One way of adding revenue to the 
city coffers will probably be an in<:rease 
in garbage collection fees. First reading 
was given to an ordinance which would 
raise rates from the present $6, set in 
1982, to $8. Fees for persons 62 and over 
would increase from $4.50 to $5 under the 
ordinance. In addition to regular pick­
ups, the city will provide one free pick­
up of rubbish and trash for each house­
hold during the first full week of each 
month. Additional rubbish pick-ups will 
cost $25. The ordinance defines rubbish 
and trash as leaves, grass cuttings, 
wood chips, shavings, sawdust, wooden­
ware, paper, cardboard, straw, discard­
ed clothing, and other combustible mat­
ter not defined as garbage, offal or other 
refuse matter. 

In other action, council voted 
authorization for seeking a loan of up to 
$35,000 to meet the July 1 payroll. The 
loan is necessary because due to cash 
flow problems, the city will not have 
revenue in the bank to pay employees 
July 1, said James. He added that while 
there is a slight cash flow problem now, 
the budget is basically balanced. 

Council accepted a low bid by Paints­
ville Paving Inc. to deliver and lay 
blacktop on 9,000 feet of city streets. The 
bid of $8 per ton was accepted along with 
a decision to purchase the blacktop at 
the state price of $24.95 per ton.

Tried 'In Absentia' 
Couple Found Guilty 
By louise Houghton 

Authorities were not able to locate 
Ralefgh and Flora Barnett, who are 
thought to be somewhere in Florida, but 
their trial was held here, in absentia, 
Monday, and the couple was found guil­
ty on all counts. Accused of trafficking 
in marijuana, the painkiller Darvocet, 
and a "simulated controlled 
substance'' -caffeine tablets-they 
were sentenced to pay a total of $3,000 
in fines and to spend a year in jail, with 
three one-year terms running 
concurrently. 

"I think they'll probably show up the 
next time," commented Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley after he handed down the 
sentences. 

The Barnett home, a double-wide 
trailer located on Bucks Branch about 
a mile west of Martin, was raided in 
November 1983 and police seized about 
eight ounces of marijuana, 36 Darvocet 
tablets and 810 tablets that turned out to 
contain caffeine. Raleigh Barnett claim­
ed that the items were his wife's, but a 
witness testified Monday that the hus­
band appeared to be living at the trailer 
and to be aware of the activities there. 

Also found at the home were ledgers 
that suggested the Barnetts were runn­
ing a charge-account operation, said 
Ernest Dudleson, narcotics detective 
with the Kentucky State Police. The 
ledgers listed first names along with dif­
ferent amounts of money, Dudleson 
said, and since there appeared to be no 
reason for the Barnetts to keep track of 
how much each customer had paid, he 
assumed that the money amounts in­
dicated what was owed by each 
customer. 

The Barnett trailer, which was pur­
chased in July, 1983, burned in March, 
1984, while the couple and their two 
small children reportedly were in 
Florida . Their insurance company 
refused to honor the claim, charging 
that Raleigh Barnett had arranged to 
have the trailer burned and that use of 
the trailer for illegal business made the 
company not liable for its loss. 

A Floyd Circuit Court jury last 
November sided with the Barnetts, 
however, and ordered the insurance 
firm to pay the couple $35,000 for the 
trailer and $12,421 for its contents.

Federal Grant Would Benefit 
County's Water Distribution 
By Jeff Weddle 

Chances appear good that Floyd coun­
ty will receive a $6 million federal grant 
for upgrading and expanding water 
treatment facilities here. 

The first phase of the work will be an 
expansion of the Prestonsburg water 
plant at Lancer. Prestonsburg utilities 
commissioner Bill Harvey Howard said 
plans call for doubling the water plant's 
daily capacity from three million to six 
million gallons of water. The cost of this 
phase is estimated at $2,650,000 and 
could be completed in about 18 months. 

Other plans call for a doubling of the 
Beaver Elkhorn water fa~ility to a 1.5 
million ga1lon daily capacity, the con­
struction of a raw water intake at the 
Dewey Lake reservoir, the purchase of 
three water storage tanks to be placed 
at sites to be determined later, and the 
addition of 40,000 feet of transmission 
line in the southern end of the county. 

Work is also planned for the Minnie to 
Wayland distribution system, as well as 
at Salyers Branch and Salt Lick Creek, 
Wilson Creek, Turkey Creek and Caney 
Creek, and at Conley Fork. 

To complete all the necessary work, 
Howard estimated the county will need 
about $19 million. He said he was pleas­
ed that the $6 million would probably be 
forthcoming, and expressed hope that 

the remainder would be appropriated in 
the future. 

When the improvements are 
completed-possibly within the next 
four or five years-service to about 80 
percent of the county will be improved. 
Initial improvements will bring about 
1,180 households into the system. 

The project is a joint venture between 
county government and the City of Pres­
tonsburg. It is being spearheaded in 
Washington by Congressman Chris 
Perkins (D. Hindman). Locally, Coun­
ty Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo has 
been overseeing the effort, in conjunc­
tion with Howard, the Big Sandy Area 
Development District, the Prestonsburg 
city council and Mayor Ann Latta. 

Stumbo said he spoke with Perkins 
about two weeks ago, just after the pro­
posal had cleared the Subcommittee on 
the Department of the Interior of the 
House Committee on Appropriations. He 
said he believes it will be approved by 
the full House of Representatives, and 
when that occurs, "We'll go to Wendell 
Ford to lead it through the senate." 

Pit Bulldogs Attack 
Floyd Native in Ohio 

A statement issued by Perkins' office 
confirmed that the sub-committee has 
set aside $6 million to fund phase one 
construction. Before this money 
becomes available, however, it must be 
approved by the Full Committee on Ap­
propriations, the House of Represen­
tatives and the United States Senate. 
Perkins' statement expressed optimism 
that the funding would occur. 

If granted, the funds will be made 
available from money earmarked for 
the reclamation of mine land abandon­
ed prior to the 1977 federal reclamation 
law. Howard said it was not just mining 
which has contributed to the need for ex­
panded water facilities, however. 
"Everything we do in our area is 
detrimental to the water table," he said. 
"Building a shopping center or parking 
lot; drilling a gas or oil well, as well as 
mining." 

A Floyd county native was severely in­
jured recently when attacked by three 
pit bull dogs in Columbus, Ohio. 

Curtis Stone, a native of Martin who 
now lives in Columbus and Martin, was 
kept in Columbus's St. Anthony Hospital 
for about a week following the May 21 
mauling. His son, Danny Stone, of Mar­
tin, said the bites would leave perma­
nent scars. He said his father is still in 
pain and will probably remain so for 
another six weeks. 

Stone was hurt so badly for a time that 
he had to walk on crutches. " He's get­
ting along a little better," however. 
"He's only using one crutch now," said 
the younger Stone. 

According to reports published in the 
Columbus Dispatch newspaper, doctors 
were forced to pertorm emergency 
surgery on Stone's legs. He was said to 
have been bitten on both arms, both legs, 
ankles, feet and buttocks. 

The attack occurred as Stone was 
walking through an alley near his home. 
The dogs reportedly broke through a 
five-foot-tall stockade fence to reach 
their victim. The Dispatch said it was 

unclear whether the gate had been 
locked. 

Stone was saved from further injury 
when a neighbor armed with a shovel 
beat the dogs off him. Stone had tried to 
save himself by kicking and hitting the 
animals and reportedly repulsed one dog 
by hitting it with a shoe. "If it had been 
a small kid or a young woman, they 
could have been killed," said Danny 
Stone. 

Columbus Police Officer Gary Rundio 
called Stone's wounds "the worst dog 
bites I've ever seen." 

The dog's owner, Louis Thompson, of 
Columbus, was cited by Franklin coun­
ty, Ohio, animal control officers. Two 
dogs were confiscated. The third could 
not be located. Animal control officers 
there are authorized to put to sleep 
vicious dogs if they bite humans or other 
animals. It was not reported if these 
dogs paid that penalty. 

Stone, understandibly, was quoted as 
saying that laws concerning vicious 
animals need to be tougher. "I just 
don't want this to happen to anyone 
else," he said.

Camp Shawnee Affords Many 
A Chance at Varied Schedule 

EASY DOES IT-Young campers at Camp Shawnee stepped carefully into their canoes for a 
day-long trip. For many of them, it was the first time in a canoe.

Fifteen little girls in shorts and swim­

suits were milling around the pool area, 
helping each other tie on lifejackets in 
preparation for a canoeing trip, when 
one of them came up to camp director 
Gordon Johnson with her arms outstret­
ched. "You want to give me a hug?" he 
asked affectionately, squeezing her 
tightly and lifting her up in the air. 

"You see what the rewards are," he 
said a few minutes later, smiling broad­
ly. Johnson, now beginning his second 
summer as director of Christian Ap­
palachian Project's Camp Shawnee on 
the shore of Dewey Lake, considers 
himself a fortunate man. The former 
Job Corps recreation director now 
spends his summer days-24 hours a 
day-making sure that up to 75 children 
are safe and having a good time. 

It's a challenge, he admitted cheerful­
ly, but he loves it. "It's a great way to 
spend a summer." 

The three-year-old camp, built on 300 
forested acres at the site of a former Boy 
Scout camp, is open to children aged five 
through 17 from a seven-county area in 
eastern Kentucky for the unusual fee of 
$5 per week. Even that amount is waiv­
ed if the parents cannot afford it, and 
Johnson estimated that 75 percent of the 
children are attending for free. 

"We don't want finances to be the 
governing factor," he explained. The 
important point, he said, is that all 
children have the opportunity to attend 
a summer camp. "I want the kids, next 
winter, to be able to look back on one 
real good week." If they can do that, 
Johnson believes, he's doing his job well. 

Eight one-week sessions will be held

this summer, with children aged five 
through nine attending now and the later 
weeks reserved for the older ones. The 
first week' in July will be a specialty 
camp for cheerleaders and majorettes, 
ages 10 through 17, with instructors from 
the National Cheerleaders Association. 
Ballet skills also will be taught. The sub­
ject was designed to appeal to girls, 
Johnson said, but "I wouldn't turn one 
down" if a boy applied. 

Following that will be a sports camp 
for boys aged 10 through 17. It will give 
them an introduction to a variety of 
sports including soccer, softball, 
baseball, football and basketball, and 
also will provide information about 
sports medicine. 

The first week of August, instructors 
from Berea College will arrive with 
equipment to hold a co-educational com­
puter camp. 

The campers sleep on bunkbeds in 
dormitory rooms, with six to 12 per 
room, and eat most of their meals 
family-style around large tables in a din­
ing hall, with two counselors per table. 
The kitchen, supervised by a dietician, 
puts out 300 meals a day of fare design­
ed to appeal to kids without becoming 
too boring to the counselors who must 
eat it week after week: hot dogs, chili, 
submarine sandwiches, watermelon, 
cornbread, fresh fruit and vegetables, 
potato salad, eggs and bacon, biscuits­
and, of course, fresh cold milk. 

"She hates to fry," Johnson said of the 
head chef. "She feeds them yogurt and 
bran and things, too, but they're eating 
it real well." 

The camp also has a swimming pool, 
dock, baseball field, picnic pavilion and 

a chapel. Only the dining hall and the 
chapel are left over from its days as a 
Boy Scout camp, and they have been 
completely remodeled. 

Each camper stays for five days and 
four nights, so four major activities are 
planned, leaving the first day free for 
orientation. Divided up into groups of 15 
to 20 that do different things on different 
days, each child gets to camp out for one 
night, take a long canoe trip and a hike 
of up to 51;2 miles, and spend a day cruis­
ing the lake on a 65-ft. barge. They cook 
their own meals, supervised by counse­
lors, when they camp out, and are en­
couraged to try to make the entire hike, 
although some choose to head back to 
camp early. 

"It's meant to be a challenge to 
them," Johnson said. "Kids need to be 
challenged. If something's easy, it's-" 
he shrugged. Meeting a challenge allows 
a child to feel some pride, he believes. 

The camp is religiously oriented, I 
although non-denominational. Each day 
begins and ends with a recitation of the 
Lord's prayer, grace is spoken before 
meals, and Bible stories are taught. 
Most of the 24 staff members are unpaid 
volunteers who were referred to the 
camp through their church organiza­
tions, from as far away as Colorado, 
Iowa, and New York, and one assistant 
director, Mike Nacius, is a seminary stu­
dent from Mundelein, Illinois. 

Nacius, who is spending his second 
summer here now, said he "fell in love 
with the idea" of volunteerism when he 
was in college. He receives no pay or 
class credit for the work, he said. !W 

"Just being here is credit enough," he 
added. 

Quick, Henry, the Sevin! 
Beetles Too Many To Trap 

Japanese beetles, the bane to many a 
home gardener because of their chomp­
ing of ornamentals, are emerging a 
week or two earlier this year than in the 
past. And gardeners who set out traps 
to eradicate the pests may be inviting an 
increased number to a garden party. 

"Studies conducted here at the 
University of Kentucky show that 
Japanese beetle traps are effective on­
ly in enticing a greater number of the 
destructive pests to your garden,'' said 
University of Kentucky Extension en­
tomologist Rudy Scheibner. 

The traps contain a hormone that at­
tracts the beetles. The theory is that if 
you can attract them and contain them, 
they won't do as much damage to the 
garden. But what happens is that a 
larger number are attracted to the 
garden as well as to the trap and 
damage is more extensive when traps 
are present, Scheibner said.

A nurse from the Health Department 
will be in Price at the Rescue Squad 
Building, Friday, June 26. She will offer 
T.B. skin tests, urinalyses, blood 
pressures, anemia screening and im­
munizations. This clinic is a free service 
of the health department and is open to 
the public. 

Family Planning clinics for the month 
of July will be held Wednesday, July 1, 
at Ba.m.; Monday, July 13, at 12:30, and 
Monday, July 20, at 12:30. No appoint­
ment is needed for these clinics. 

The health department will be closed 
Friday, July 3, for the Independence 
Day Holiday. 

Parents are reminded that all children 
entering school in the fall are to be im­
munized against the childhood diseases 
of measles, polio, diptheria, tetanus and 
pertussis. Children entering school for 
the first time are required to have a T.B. 
skin test. These immunizations and skin 
tests are available free of charge at the 
health department every Monday and 
Wednesday from 8 a.m. until3 p.m. No 
appointment is needed. 

"In the tests conducted at University 
of Kentucky, plants up to 30 feet from 
traps were more seriously defoliated 
than those that were not 'protected' by 
the use of traps," the entomologist said. 

Scheibner suggests other means of 
controlling the pests. Non-chemical 
means, he said, include putting netting~ 
over the plants or picking off the insects 
each day. Both methods are time con­
suming but can limit the amount of 
damage from the beetles. 

Chemical sprays also can be used ef­
fectively to rid the garden of Japanese 
beetles. Weekly applications of products 
labeled for control of Japanese beetles 
usually limit the amount of damage 
caused by the insects, Scheibner said.

Honored at Mother-Daughter Banquet 

James Meece, of Prestonsburg, went 
2hrough astronaut training activities this 
week, leading to a simulated mission in 
space at U.S. Space Camp in Huntsville, 
Al. 

The simulated mission used a realistic 
Space Shuttle orbiter mockup and a 
sophisticated Mission Control mockup in 
Space Camp's new, $4.4 million Train­
ing Center, which was inspired by 
NASA's astronaut training facilities . 

During the mission, trainees perform­
ed experiments similar to those done by 
astronauts and scientists in space. They 

!so used a space walk simulator in the 
shuttle payload bay for another "in 
space" activity. 

The simulated mission climaxed a 
week of scientific learning and adven­
ture for the trainees. They tried on space 
suits, learned principles of rocketry, and 
studied the history of the manned space 
flight program. 

The activities were part of Space 
Camp, which is for youngsters ages 11 
to 13. Conducted simultaneously is the 
U.S. Space Academy Level I program 
for young people ages 14 to 16. A new 
Space Academy Level II, for young 
adults ages 17 to 19, opens in August. 

Each trainee worked with the Space 
mp computer system; built and laun­

ched a solid-fueled model rocket ; ate 
freeze-dried "astronaut food"; and us­
ed a moon walk training simulator. 

During the five-day program, the local 
trainee was assigned a particular role 
in either the orbiter or Mission Control. 
The outcome of the mission depended on 
how well each team member learned his 
responsibilities. 

The countdown, launch, flight, and 
landing were monitored by Mission Con­
trol on a multi-screen system. 

Space Camp sessions began March 8 
and continue through Sept. 4, with ses­
sions beginning each Sunday. Starting 
"n June 5, additional camp sessions will 
0e offered from Friday through Tuesday 
of each week.

Collins said the Cabinet for Human 
Resources expects to spend approx­
imately $1.5 million during the 1987-88 
fiscal year for Medicaid coverage of 
children up to age 18 in eligible, two­
parent, low-income families.

Currently, children through age four 
are eligible for medical assistance if a 
two-parent family's income meets 
Medicaid limits. Children in eligible 
single-parent homes already are 
covered to age 18. 

"While older children may not require 
as much care as infants, we feel that this 
is a group of children at risk-a group 
needing ready access to medical care,' ' 
Collins said. "We believe that making 
preventive health care available during 
the formative years will prove beneficial 
to these children, and I strongly urge 
their parents to make use of the expand­
ed assistance. 

" This change also removes an unfair 
burden on families trying to stay 
together, but finding themselves penaliz­
ed because both parents are at home." 

Human Resources Secretary Al 
Austin explained, "Prior to Oct. 1, 1984, 
most children eligible for medical 
assistance in this country were 
members of single-parent families . At 
that time, changes in federal law re­
quired Kentucky to extend Medicaid ser­
vices to pregnant women and to children 
born after Sept. 30, 1983 in intact 
families. That coverage would have end­
ed with a child's fifth birthday without 
the changes we're implementing now." 

"This is a step forward as we work to 
maintain a fiscally sound program and 
help more low-income Kentuckians 
presently ineligible for Medicaid 
coverage," Austin said. 

Medicaid Services Commissioner 
Hughes Walker noted that about 43 per­
cent of the more than 340,000 Ken­
tuckians eligible for Medicaid are 
children, but payment for their health 
and dental services only requires 14 per­
cent of the medical assistance pro­
gram's budget- $80.9 million in the 1986 
fiscal year. 

"To help us insure that children eligi­
ble for Medicaid receive necessary 
preventive care and that existing health 
problems are identified and corrected, 
their parents periodically are encourag­
ed to arrange necessary health 1md den­
tal checkups," he said. 

All newly-eligible children will receive 
services under the Kentucky Patient Ac­
cess and Care (KenP AC) system. Under 
KenPAC, clients are given the option of 
selecting a physician to assure continui­
ty of health care. 

"The expanded services also could 
ease the financial burden in moderate­
and middle-income families when a 
child has a catastrophic illness," Walker 
said. " In such a case, if the family in­

. come exceeds the ceiling for Medicaid 
eligibility, when the excess income has 
been obligated to pay medical bills, Ken­
tucky's medical assistance program can 
pay additional expenses." 

Applications for assistance should be 
made at the local office of the Depart­
ment for Social Insurance. 

Collins made the announcement 
today in Owensboro during a dinner at 
which she was honored by the West Ken­
tucky chapter of the March of Dimes for 
her contributions to maternal and child 
health in Kentucky.

Inmates Earning GED 
In Literacy Program 

Award Winner 

"Learning is the key that unlocks 
heavy prison doors, and the knowledge 
we attain is the only ticket out." 

These words are from a poem entitl­
ed "The Key," by Vito Genovese, an in­
mate at Roederer Farm Center in 
LaGrange and a tutor in the Kentucky 
Corrections Literacy Program. 

That program was begun in eight of 
Kentucky's prisons in 1985, and is a joint 
effort by the Kentucky Department of 
Education, the Corrections Cabinet, and 
the Cabinet for Human Resources, 
financed by the federal Job Training 
Partnership Act (JTPA). 

In its second year, the program is 
reaching many men like Vito Genovese 
and offering them a chance to gain not 
only knowledge, but also self-respect, 
and consequently, a better chance to 
succeed when they re-enter society. 

Northpoint Training Center in Burgin, 
Western Kentucky Farm Center in 
Fredonia, and Roederer Farm Center in 
LaGrange are planning special June 
ceremonies to recognize academic ac­
complishment in the literacy, adult 
basic education, and GED (high school 
diploma equivalency) programs and to 
generate interest among fellow inmates, 
said Mary Marshall, the literacy correc­
tional coordinator for the state education 
department. 

Thirty-six inmates at Northpoint 
Training Center participated in the Se­
cond Annual Recognition Banquet for 
the Reading Tutoring Program, June 16. 

Both students and tutors, who par­
ticipate in the erogram on a volunteer 
basis, were recognized at the banquet. 
Guests included the adult education staff 
at Northpoint and representatives of the 
Division of Adult and Community 
Education and the Corrections Cabinet. 

In the Reading Tutoring Program, 
Northpoint literacy coordinator Mike 
Price recruits and matches tutors and 
students. Inmates who can read are 
trained in adult education techniques 
and then paired with an inmate who can­
not read. 

The tutoring program assures that 
each student receives individual atten­
tion and progresses at his own rate, 
without fear or risk of failure. 

"These men have known rejection and 
failure all of their lives," Superintendent 
of Public Instruction Alice McDonald 
said. "Recognition and daily encourage­
ment are crucial in helping them 
develop confidence in their ability to 
learn and a sense of accomplishment." 

June 17, Western Kentucky Farm 
Center will hold its graduation and 
recognition ceremony. The program will 
honor GED recipients, as well as 
students in the adult basic education and 
adult literacy classes.

To Locate in State 

Kentucky's economy received a boost 
during the past two weeks as four com­
panies announced plans to locate new 
plants in the state. 

Foster Grant, the nation's largest 
manufacturer and marketer of sun­
glasses and non-prescription reading 
glasses, announced that it will locate a 
distribution and assembly . facility in 
Somerset. Construction on the new plant 
will begin immediately, and operations 
are scheduled to start by early October. 

The Keebler Co., a nationally known 
maker of cookies, plans to locate a 
manufacturing facility in Florence. 
Keebler already operates distribution 
centers in Louisville and Lexington, but 
the new operation will be the company's 
first production facility in Kentucky.

Allison Abrasives, Inc., of Shelton, 
Conn., announced plans to relocate its 
abrasive cutting wheel manufacturing 
plant from Connecticut to Lancaster in . 

Operations at the new 
plant, located at the former York Casket ' 
building, are expected to be underway 
by late fall. 

Employment at the four new plants is 
expected to total 355-380.

James Leavell, an inmate at Roederer 
Fartn and Corrections Tutor of the 
Year, will be one of the speakers. Over 
60 residents will participate, and each is 
allowed to invite two guests. The GED 
graduates will wear traditional caps and 
gowns. 

"Everyone works together in the in­
stitutions to make these ceremonies 
very special events for the men involv­
ed," Marshall said. "All of the inmates 
in the academic programs deserve 
recognition for their dedication and hard 
work." 

Most of the other Kentucky correc­
tional insitutions are planning similar 
recognition events later in the summer.

Kentuckians who file unemployment 
benefit claims beginning next month 
may be receiving a premium, thanks to 
the continued financial stability of the 
state's Unemployment Insurance Trust 
Fund. 

Effective July 5, eligible unemploy­
ment insurance recipients in Kentucky 
will find the maximum amount they can 
receive each week has risen from $140 
to $151. Cabinet for Human Resources 
officials estimate 49,140 claimants will 
be eligible for the higher benefits dur­
ing the 1987-88 fiscal year. 

The change will affect UI claimants 
whose earnings were more than $11,814 
during the 12 months on which their 
weekly benefits are based. Benefits for 
some 25,000 current recipients will re­
main the same. 

"We're pleased that we are able to 
raise the ceiling on benefits for many 
hard-working Kentuckians who tem­
porarily find they are out of a job," said 
Employment Services Commissioner 
James Daniels "We are able to do this 
because labor and management groups 
have been patient and cooperative as 
they have worked with us to ensure that 
Kentucky has a solvent UI Trust Fund." 

More than 61,400 claimants qualified 
for maximum benefits during the 1986-87 
fiscal year. However, during the past 
year the average weekly unemployment 
payment has been about $102. "Almost 
two-thirds of the claimants who were 
qualified for benefits were not eligible 
to receive the maximum rate," he said. 

The increase in benefits, which will 
cost an estimated $6.1 million during the 
1987-88 fiscal year, and a tax decrease 
for employers, which was effective Jan. 
1, were included in legislation enacted 
by the 1982 General Assembly.

"The legislature froze maximum 
weekly benefits at the 198llevel because 
the UI Trust Fund was in debt at the end 
of that year," Daniels explained. 

"State lawmakers stipulated that 
employers' tax rates could drop and 
claimants' weekly benefits could in­
crease when our trust fund had an end­
of-year balance of $150 million, and we 
had repaid all our federal loans to the 
trust fund. At the end of last year, we 
met both criteria for the first time since 
the law was passed," he said. 

Under state law, employers' annual 
tax rates are set at the beginning of each 
year and are tied to the trust fund 
balance at the end of the previous year. 
Meanwhile, any increase in maximum 
weekly benefits changes in July. 

"At the beginning of June we started 
reminding potential claimants that the 
weekly maximum would rise and gave 
them the option of putting off filing an 
initial claim until the higher rate went 
into effect," said state Unemployment 
Insurance Director Ron Holland. 

"Waiting might help some claimants 
receive the higher amount," he said, 
"but it could result in lower benefits to 
others. The base period we use in 
calculating the weekly benefit amount 
shifts forward at the beginning of each 
quarter, and July is the beginning of a 
new quarter. 

"We've asked staff in our local offices 
to estimate the amount a client would 
receive if he or she waited to file a claim, 
but we can't advise anyone on what ac­
tion to take. A client must determine in­
dividually whether it's economically 
feasible to wait and possibly receive 
greater benefits or if it will pose a short­
term financial crisis to delay receiving 
benefits for a week or two." 

Holland also noted that when a claim 
is established, the benefit rate is locked 
in for 12 months. "For example, if some­
one is laid off in May, returns to work 
in June, then laid off again in July, that 
person's unemployment benefits would 
be set in May when the initial claim is 
filed. If a claim is filed in July, it is con­
sidered a continuing claim."

No Home on the Range-

Bob Evans, Dept. of Interior Join 
To Find Homes for Mustangs, Burros 

Celebrate the Fourth of July at the All 
American Wild Horse and Burro Expo 
at the Bob Evans Farm in Rio Grande, 
Ohio. There will be a free gala celebra­
tion Friday through Sunday, July 3 to 5, 
featuring competitive show events, 
animal demonstrations, training and 
handling clinics, entertainment, and 200 
wild horses and burros available for 
adoption. 

This is the ultimate event of the year 
in wild horse and burro show competi­
tion in the East and is co-sponsored by 
the Bob Evans Farms, Inc. and the 
Bureau of Land Management of the U.S. 
Department of the Interior. Competitors 
from many of the eastern states are ex­
pected to pariticipate. The historical 
farm displays of the Bob Evans Farm 
will also be open to the public . 

The competitive show events will be 
open only to government freeze brand­
ed wild horses and burros. There are no 
entry fees and cash prizes or ribbons wiU 
be awarded in each event. The All 
American Wild Horse and Burro Expo 
is a unique opportunity for the entrants 
who have adopted, loved, and trained 
their animals to show how skilled and 
talented they can be. Competition 
classes and demonstrations are design­
ed to show the public how capable these 
animals are so that other animal lovers 
may be encouraged to adopt. 

The Bob E vans Farm will be showing 
"Spanish Gambler," a Spanish Barb, 

which has the characteristics of the 
Spanish and Moroccan horses brought 
to America by the Spaniards in the ear­
ly 16th century. Wild horses are thought 
to have descended from these Spanish 
horses and from horses lost or released 
by Indians, the cavalry, and early 
western settlers. 

Until the Free-roaming Wild Horse 
and Burro Act was passed by Congress 
in 1971, wild horses and burros faced 
starvation and indiscriminate slaughter 
on the open rangelands of the West. The 
Act provides for the protection, manage­
ment, and control of herds . Yet, under 
the protection of the Act and with no 
natural predators, the herd populations 
rapidly increased. The herds faced star­
vation and competed with native wildlife 
and domestic livestock for forage, water 
and living space. The rangelands were 
over grazed and were deteriorating. The 
chosen management option was to 
remove those horses or burros that were 
in excess of healthy herd population 
levels. 

VALLEY AGENCY 

The first round-ups of excess horses 
began in 1973 in the Pryor Mountains of 
Montana . Since then, over 65,000 
animals have been adopted throughout 
the United States. Through the Adopt-A­
Horse or Burro Program, the excess 
animals are offered to the general 
public. The U.S. Government retains 
ownership of the animals for one year . 
During this period, the animal cannot be 
sold, traded, or given away. If an 
adopter cannot keep the animal, the 
government will help transfer it to 
another adopter. When the year is over, 
the horse or burro is inspected to assure 
that it is healthy and has been -treated 
humanely and the adopter is granted full 
title .

Wild horses differ from domestic 
animals in that they have not depended 
on man for their food . Once the horse 
relates regular feeding and watering to 
one person, it tends to learn quicker than 
domestic horses. According to some 
mustang owners, they are also smarter 
than domestic horses. But, they do need 
special handling during training. Until 
gentled, they must be kept in sturdy cor­
rals and stalls at least 6 feet high. The 
corral should be at least 20x20 feet and 
the stall at least 12x12 feet. If outside, the 
stall needs a covered weather shelter. 
Pipes, poles, or heavy lumber are the 
preferred construction materials, but 
heavy gage, small-mesh wire fencing 
with a 10 to 12 inch "sight board" along 
the top is acceptable. Barbed wire and 
large-mesh fencing are too dangerous to 
the horses and are not acceptable. 
Owners and trainers recommend keep­
ing the mustang separated from other 
horses during the training period so that 
it will learn quicker. Once the horse is 
gentled, it may be kept in a regular 
pasture with other animals. 

Mustangs average about 15 hands in 
height and weigh about 900 pounds. For 
the most part, horses are solid colors, 
usually shades of gray. Wild horses are 
of no particular breed, although some 
may exhibit characteristics generally 
associated with a specific breed.

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IRS Offers Sneak Preview 
Of 1987 Revised Forms 

The nation's 78 .2 mil lion full-time 
wage and salary workers had median 
earnings of $369 per week in the first 
quarter of 1987. This figure was 4.2 per· 
cent above the first quarter 1986 level, 

The Internal Revenue Service has 
made available advance draft copies of 
some 1987 federal income tax forms, 
which reflect the changes to the tax law 
under the Tax Reform Act of 1986. 

The IRS noted that the forms are in­
tentionally kept as similar as possible to 
last year's forms, but there are signifi­
cant changes, especially in the areas of 
claims for dependents, personal exemp­
tions and the computation of standard 
deduction. 

For example, the 1987 Forms 1040 and 
1040A require taxpayers to list the social 
sect rity number of all dependents 
claimed on the return who are age 5 or 
older. This provision was added to the 
law to prevent erroneous claims for 
dependents, such as those that occur 
when both divorced parents claim the 
same children as dependents, even 
though only one of the parents is legal­
ly entitled to claim them. 

The IRS urged people who have not 
applied for a social security number to 
do as soon as possible. That can be done 
by filing Form SS-5, "Application for a 
Social Security Number Card," with the 
Social Security Administration. 

Changes affecting taxpayers who 
itemize deductions are reflected in 
Schedule A, which also was released. 
The schedule eliminates the lines for the 
general sales tax deduction and changes 
the lines for personal interest expenses 
to reflect that only 65 percent of such ex­
penses are deductible for 1987. Other 
changes made because of the Tax 
Reform Act of 1986 include changing the 
limit on medical expenses to 7-h percent 
of adjusted gross income; adding a line 
to reflect that moving expenses are 
allowed only as an itemized deduction; 
and adding lines to reflect that unreim­
bursedemployee business expenses and 
certain other expenses are deductible 
only to the extent they exceed 2 percent 
of adjusted gross income. 

Other drafts released are ScheduleD, 
for capital gains and losses; Schedule E, 
for supplemental income; and Form 
2106, for employee business expenses. 

All employees are required by law to 
file a new Form W-4A or W-4 with their 
employer by Oct. 1, 1987. According to 
estimates from surveys the IRS bas con­
ducted, a little more than half the na-

tion's employees have completed a new 
withholding form for 1987. The IRS en­
courages those who have already filed 
a form to check again to be sure their 
withholding will be sufficient for their 
1987 tax liability or will give them the 
desired refund. This can be done with 
IRS Publication 919, " Is My Withholding 
Correct?", which can be ordered from 
IRS forms distribution centers by call­
ing 1-800-424-3676. 

The IRS will release drafts of other 
forms in the coming months . These 
drafts will be included in three in­
stallments in the Internal Revenue 
Bulletin with the first installment in 
Bulletin No. 1987-20, dated May 18, 1987. 
These bulletins are generally available 
at public libraries . The draft copies of 
new forms are also being sent to various 
tax practitioner groups.

New Assault Is Made 
On Gerbig's Disease 

Muscular Dystrophy Association 
(MDA) has launched an unparalleled 
multimillion dollar program to find a 
treatment for the fatal neuromuscular 
disease amyotrophic lateral sclerosis 
(ALS), announced MDA Central Ken­
tucky Chapter President, Bill Leitsch. 
This multifaceted program, the most 
ambitious of its kind ever undertaken, 
involves hundreds of patients and nine 
MDA investigative teams in four 
separate therapeutic trials. 

"ALS is a vicious killer that attacks 
men and women in the prime of life. 
MDA is declaring all out war against 
this killer," stated MDA National Chair­
man Jerry Lewis. "This monumental ef­
fort is without precedent and was made 
possible by the overwhelming response 
of the American people to my 1986 Labor 
Day Telethon, which raised more than 
$34 million in pledges." 

Total lymphoid irradiation is one bold 
new experimental ALS treatment being 
tested in this multipronged attack. In the 
procedure, radiation is used to suppress 
cells that form part of the body's im­
mune defense system. The approach is 
based on the idea held by some experts 
that ALS is an "autoimmune" disorder 
in which the immune system mistaken­
ly attacks nerve cells and destroys 
them. The treatment is being tested in 
a two-year trial involving 60 patients by 
an Association-supported investigative 
team at Johns Hopkins University in 
Baltimore led by MDA clinic director 
Daniel Drachman, M.D. 

In another effort, provocative results 
in preliminary studies have led MDA to 
launch the second phase of a projected 
million-dollar trial of the powerful im­
mune system-suppressing drug 
cyclosporine. Some 1200 patients at four 
of the nation's leading medical centers, 
in Houston, New York, Madison 
(Wisconsin), and Rochester (New 
York> , will participate in the one-year 
study. 

In the newest experimental 
therapeutic approach in ALS, human 
growth hormone will be studied for its 
possible benefit in stimulating nerve cell 
growth and regeneration. Sixty patients 
will be evaluated in a one year trial in­
volving three centers in Los Angeles, 
San Diego, and Kansas City (Kansas) . 

In addition, the association is continu­
ing its million-dollar groundbreaking 
study of TRH- thyrotropin-releasing 
hormone- the first drug ever to show ef­
fectiveness in relieving symptoms of 
ALS. An MDA-supported research team 
at Tufts-New England Medical Center in 
Boston led by MDA Clinic codirector 
Theodore Munsat, M.D. is evaluating 
the long-term benefits of the drug when 
administered through an implanted 
group. MDA-supported preliminary 
studies demonstrating short-term 
therapeutic benefits of TRH in ALS are 
being followed. up by Abbott 
Laboratories, the drug's manufacturer. 
Abbott's studies, spanning 14 cities and 
numerous MDA clinics, seek to obtain 
confirmation of the conditions under 
which TRH is most effective- a 
necessary step before seeking Food and 
Drug Administration approval for use of 
the drug in ALS. 

ALS, by destroying the motor nerve 
cells which control the voluntary 
muscles, causes progressive muscular 
weakness and wasting. It generally 
strikes between ages 35 and 65. There is 
as yet no specific treatment for the

disorder, which causes death by 
weakening vital respiratory muscles. It 
is commonly known as "Lou Gerhig's 
disease,'' after the baseball great whose 
career and life were cut short by the 
disease. 

MDA is the provider of the world's 
largest ALS patient service and 
research program, in which it invested 
some $7 million in 1986 alone. The 
disease is one of 40 neuromuscular 
disorders, including the muscular 
dystrophies, myasthenia gravis and 
spinal muscular atrophies, that MDA 
strives to defeat through its wide­
ranging research, patient care, and 
public health education programs.

KnOW What To Look For 
And A void Heat Stroke 

The recent prolonged period of daily 
high temperatures around the 90 degree 
level have Kentucky's public health of­
ficials issuing their annual warnings 
about heat stress and the hazards of 
overexposure to the sun in particular 
and to hot and humid weather in 
general. 

Carlos Hernandez, M.D., commis­
sioner of the state Department for 
Health Services, said there were four 
heat related deaths in Kentucky in 1986, 
the same number recorded in the 
previous year. 

"It's rare, but it can happen," Her­
nandez said, "especially if people heavi­
ly involved in outdoor recreation or work 
fail to take precautions against too much 
exposure to high heat and humidity." 

Excess exposure can turn sun and fun 
into heat exhaustion, or worse, heat 
stroke which can claim the lives of up 
to half of its victims. 

" It's important that people know the 
difference between the two conditions," 
Hernandez said, "because although 
symptoms for each should be attended 
to, a possible case of heat stroke must 
result in immediate action by 
bystanders and a call for medical help." 

Heat stroke is a breakdown of the 
body's ability to carry off heat through 
perspiration. The victim's skin feels 
very hot and dry to the touch, may ap­
pear flushed at first and then turn gray. 

Heat stroke victims may seem confus­
ed or even delirious prior to losing con­
sciousness. Fever will be evident as the 
body's internal temperature rises rapid­
ly, in some cases, to above 110 degrees. 

Hernandez said, "Two things are 
critical in the survival of a heat stroke 
victim. Emergency medical attention 
must be summoned at once. But before 
the professionals arrive, bystanders can 
make the difference between life and 
death by working to lower the heat 
stroke victim's body temperature." 

This can be accomplished through 
several methods, including bathing the 
victim in water or other cold liquids, 
covering the body in ice or even wrap­
ping the body in wet sheets and fanning 
the surrounding air. Arms and legs 
should be rubbed vigorously in order to 
get the colder blood circulating 
throughout the body. 

Should convulsions occur, a towel or 
some other soft object should be placed 
between the victim's teeth to prevent 
injury. 

Although heat stroke represents a 
more immediate threat from overex­
posure to the sun, Hernandez said heat 
exhaustion strikes with greater 
frequency. 

" Heat exhaustion leaves one's skin 
feeling moist, yet clammy with 
perspiration," he said. "The victim may 
be nauseated, develop a headache or feel 
dizzy or confused." 

Gaitskill Mound 
Named Landmark· 

The Gaitskill Mound, owned by David 
Gaitskill, of Mount Sterling, was recent­
ly recognized as a Kentucky ar­
chaeologicallandmark by the Kentucky 
Heritage Council. This is the eighth site 
to be recognized in this way by the 
Heritage Council's new Kentucky Ar­
chaeological Registry Program. 

"Kentuckians owe a debt of gratitude 
to Mr. Gaitskill for preserving and pro­
tecting one of Kentucky's most impor­
tant archaeological sites,' ' noted Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins. 

Heat exhaustion victims should be 
moved to a cool place and given liquids 
containing small amounts ·or salt. As the 
body's water and salt losses are replac­
ed, the symptoms of heat exhaustion 
should ease gradually. However, if the 
victim lapses into a coma, vomits 
repeatedly or cannot drink the liquids, 
that treatment should be discontinued 
and medical assistance should be called. 

Avoiding the hazards of heat stress 
takes nothing more than a little atten­
tion and common sense, according to 
Hernandez. 

"If you're working or playing outside 
in hot weather, take frequent break 
periods inside or in a cool, shaded area," 
he said. "Drink plenty of liquids, but not 
alcoholic beverages. Consumption of 
alcohol, including beer, may increase 
urination, offset any advantage that the 
intake of the liquid provides and boost 
the possibility of dehydration." 

In other words- play it safe; keep 
cool.

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Pickering's Tips, Opinions On Radio Broadcasting 
Climbing up that radio ladder of suc­

cess is a common goal shared by all of 
those who have spent time talking to an 
audience through the imagination 
created by a micraphome and them­
selves. 

The common goal shared is not 
always a common goal reached. The 
ladder isn't always easy to climb, and 
somewhere along the way a much­
needed step is missing. 

Reaching the top always means com­
ing all the way from the bottom. Kurt 
Pickering may not be as high as the posi­
tion he is ultimately striving for, but his 
story is no different than the other 
thousands that make up radio broad­
casting. 

Following is Pickering's start, present 
position, and future hopes . He shares 
tips with those who have visions of enter­
_ing the enjoyable world of radio, and 

tells of various problems that come with 
the spot on the dial. 

ALTON: You were born in Ohio, 
right'? 

KURT: Uh huh. 
ALTON: How did you work your way 

from there to here'? 
KURT: When I was 19, I didn't quite 

know how to get into radio. Even in the 
small markets, and I grew up in a small 
market, a city of about 6,000. It was dif­
ficult to break in. I pumped gas for a 
year. I kept telling people I was trying 
to find out what I wanted to do with my 
life. I already knew, but I didn't know 
how to get it done. Finally I decided I 
needed to get some experience going in, 
instead of just knocking on doors. That 
meant probably college, but we didn't 
have enough money to put me through 
college. My father had just put my sister 
through college and was still paying for

baseball star Kelly Nickles signed Mon­
day to play baseball at Alice Lloyd 
College. 

Nickles, recognized as one of the best 
defensive out fielders in the area, also 
received ALC's academic scholarship, 
which gives the former Rebel a free col­
lege education. 

As a member of the East all-star 
squad this spring, Nickles impressed 
Georgetown coach Marvin Stringfellow, 
but Kelly's dad, Shannon Nickles said 
that the free Alice Lloyd education may 
be hard to pass up. 

"I was supposed to call him back 
<Stringfellow) for an appointment, but 
all they would give me was a 1,000 
dollars for baseball, and maybe another 
thousand for academics so I never call­
ed him back," Nickles said yesterday. 

"I'm getting a full scholarship at Alice 
Lloyd, and that takes a big financial 
burden off my parents." 

Alice Lloyd is known for its 
academics, but their baseball program 
has made strong strides toward respect­
ability. 

''Mainly I want an education, work on 
my engineering degree, with baseball as 
a second thing," Nickles continued. 
"Baseball is important to me, and that's 
probably why I decided to go there. They 
are giving me a chance to play, and get 
a free education. 

Baseball is also important to Coach 
Ward, head baseball chief at Alice 
Lloyd. Coaching is one of the things he 
gets paid for, and in his first season at 
the Knott County school, Ward showed 
knowledge and interest, something Alice 
Lloyd baseball hasn't had in the past. 

Improving team quality is also impor­
tant to Coach Ward. That is why he sign­
ed Kelly Nickles. 

"On paper, or when you look at him 
he isn't the type that many people would 
call a major prospect, but he gets the job 
done," Ward said. "Kelly is a scrapper, 
and I like the way he plays.'' 

At Allen Central Nickles was used at 
both second base, and centerfield. Ward 
isn't ruling out any positions, but says 
left field may be his new recruit's true 
spot on the field. 

"We're not ruling out the possibility 
that Kelly will play some infield. I real­
ly think his best position would be left 
field because of his arm. He doesn't real­
ly have the arm for center field, but 
we're not ruling out the possibility that 
he will see action there. It really depends 
on who else we sign, and where they can 
play. 

In his final season at Allen Central 
Nickles finished with a .328 batting 
average in what several people said was 
an off year offensively for the Rebel 
product. 

"He's a hard kid to pitch to, Ward 
said. We're not looking at him as a big 
RBI man, but he has quick hands, he 
handles the bat well, and he can move 
rwmers along. That is where he can help 
us most at the plate. 

Among other aspects of baseball that 
Ward has brought to Alice Lloyd is the 
wide open aggressive base, running 
style. Right up Kelly Nickles baseball 
alley. 

"We do a lot of running here, and when 
Kelly gets on base he can help us in that 
area. He isn't really fast, but he has good 
feet.'' 

Not only is Alice Lloyd known as a 
strong academic school, it is also known 
as a strict, tough academic school. Get­
ting baseball talent there isn't a prob­
lem. Keeping it there is. 

"One of our problems is keeping 
players in school," Ward stated. "We've 
had a lot of good baseball players come 
here, but they can't seem to make the 
grade." 

"Of the nine players they signed last 
year, only one played this spring. That's 
the good thing about Kelly. I know he 
will be here as a student too." 

"He can be here for four years, and 
contribute to the team three, if not all 
four of those years." 

Four years may be over doing it. 
Nickles says he may transfer after two 
years at Alice Lloyd to pursue his 
engineering degree at the University of 
Kentucky. 

"If I decide to transfer after two years 
they have agreed to help me. That was 
another big reason why I decided to go 
to school there," Nickles said.

it. So then my next logical step was 
enlistment. The GI Bill was the old GI 
Bill where they paid you a lump sum per 
month when you got out. You didn't have 
to save anything toward it like you do 
now. I went into the Air Force. The tech 
school for broadcasting was in Indiana. 
I wound up being roommates with a guy 
named Ray Keaton, and anyone who 
gets Channel Z7 on their cable system 
knows who Ray Keaton is. He and I got 
to be pretty close friends. I took him to 
my home one weekend, and he took me 
to his home in Morehead. That weekend 
I took one look at the campus and fell in 
love with it. He showed me the radio 
equipment and so forth and what the 
school had to offer me. I made up my 
mind then and there that if I went to col­
lege, which was the purpose of going to 
the military in the first place, it would 
be Morehead State. Then when I got to 
Morehead, it just seems that you find 
jobs in the general region in which 
you're located. If I had gone to Arizona 
State, I would have probably gotten a job 
in Tucson. 

ALTON: Morehead State has a repu­
tation as having one of the nation's top 
radio and TV programs. Would you 
agree with that'? 

KURT: That's a well-deserved reputa­
tion. The reason is simple. A lot of other 
schools, and I looked at other schools 
before I initially chose Morehead. The 
way I just told the story sounded like I 
saw Morehead, and bam, decided to go 
there. When I was a senior in high 
school, I looked at several schools, and 
Morehead wasn't one of them. I had 

never heard of Morehead State then. But 
I visited several different ones, and their 
theory is theory, and I don't agree with 
that. Many universities give you book 
learning at the undergrad level, and to 
get any hands on experience you have 

, to go to graduate school. I don't think 
that's the right way to do it-and who 
am I to say-but Morehead State doesn't 
think it's the right way to do it, either. 
They give you a lot of hands on ex­
perience, both in the classroom, and if 
you are lucky enough to work with 
WMKY, which is the classiest radio sta­
tion I have ever worked for Did you 
work for them'? 

ALTON: <Shrug) I was up there. How 
do you think they helped prepare you for 
what you do now'? 

KURT: WMKY or Morehead State? 
ALTON: Either or both. 
KURT: Don Russell was still the 

sports director at MKY when I was 
there. He is now assistant sports infor­
mation director at Louisville. He is the 
one who taught me what I spouted a 
while ago-preparation, and concentra­
tion, especially the preparation part. 
When I said I learned more about radio 
in the Air Force than in college, that was 
before we rolled the tape. Sorry about 
that. I wasn't referring to sports. I 
already had a lot of things in the bag that 
I had done. I had done some play-by­
play, a lot of it actually, but the dif­
ference in what I knew going into 
Morehead State and coming out was 
night and day. And I learned most of it 
in one class under Don Russell. Away 
from sports they teach you a lot about 

how to structure and prepare a 
newscast. And again you can be taught 
that, and it may go in one ear and out 
the other, but if you do it three or four 
days a week it will stay with you. You 
can learn more of what you are taught 
if you actually do it rather than if you 
just read about it. 

ALTON: You worked at Highlands 
Regional as their public relations direc­
tor. Why did you leave there to join 
WQHY'? 

KURT: Re-join. I had worked at 
WDOC. That was what I was doing when 
I first came to town I went to the 
hospital, because things were not work­
ing out the way I had expected. Why did 
I leave there'? It was probably the best 
job I ever had from a normal human be­
ing's standpoint, but it wasn't radio. 
They did allow me to continue doing 
sports on the side. I came to know that 
I wasn't going to be happy if I wasn't do­
ing radio, or something involved in 
radio. That was only a limited involve­
ment with radio. If someone called up, 
and asked for a condition report I might 
give them an answer that might be 
recorded, and reported, but how many 
times does that happen'? I was inter­
viewed by YMT, and a clip of that ap­
peared on the air, but that happened 
once in a year, and some odd months. I 
forget how long I worked there. It was 
a good job. See, when I went there I 
thought it was a change in career direc­
tion. I thought I was giving up radio, and 
do play-by-play with QHY as a hobby. 
I don't think I could ever be happy out 
of radio.

Morehead's Longball Power Sets 
Floyd County Down In Two Games 

Led by Charles 'Chopper' Gambill, 
Morehead's American Legion baseball 
team slammed seven homeruns on their 
way to a doubleheader sweep of Floyd 
county, Wednesday. 

Gambill, a Magoffin county product, 
drilled four of these homeruns, while 
driving in a two-game total of nine runs 
on a perfect six-for-six at the plate. 

Known as the best catcher in the state 
of Kentucky last year, Gambill is now 
set as Morehead State's number one 
backstop and proved why Wednesday 
evening. 

With two runners on and one out in the 
first inning of the first game, Gambill 
slugged his first homerun, a towering 
three-run shot over the leftfield wall.

Hall, who had relieved Nathan 
Shelton, Floyd County starting pitcher, 
in the second inning, had shut powerful 
Morehead down until that at bat. 

After Shelton developed arm prob­
lems, Hall began his work in the bottom 
of the second inning. Over the last five 
innings, the former McDowell star held 
Morehead to only one hit and one run. 
Hall struck out two and walked four in 
his first outing of the season. 

Shelton, 1-2, suffered the Floyd Coun­
ty loss, going only one inning, but giv­
ing up three runs on five hits. 

Vic Adams, Morehead starting 
pitcher, received the win, pitching all 
seven innings. In his complete game 
performance, Adams surrendered four 
hits and one unearned run. 

Floyd County, trailing 3-Q, scored their 
lone run in the second inning when Big 
Brad Hall reached on a Kip Crager er­
ror, advanced to second as Darrin Conn 
singled, and later scored when Gambill, 
trying to pick Conn off second, threw in-

to centerfield. 
Over the final five innings, Floyd 

County could manage only three base 
hits- a Brad Hall single in the fourth, 
Johnny Ray Harris' one-bagger in the 
fifth, and a Thomas Hall single in the 
final frame. 

Floyd County, 2-3-1 with the double­
header loss, could never get a runner 
past first base in the final five innings, 
falling 4-1.

Off starting pitcher Mark Tipton, 
Morehead scored three unearned runs 
in the first, added a David Gray 
homerun in the second, and chased Tip­
ton in the third inning. 

Daniel Click led the third inning off 
with a single, and was followed by yet 
another 'Chopper' Gambill long ball 
Tipton was replaced on the mound by 
Roger Horne, who experienced a defen­
sive letdown that Tipton had suffered in 
the opening inning. 

Two errors and two outs after Horne 
took the mound, Jason Blair turned a 
pitch around for another Morehead 
homerun, proving to be the Floyd Coun­
ty backbreaker.

ALTON: Regardless of whether it's 
newspaper, or radio, you're going to get 
complaints, and sometimes without 
good reason. How do you deal with the 
public and their complaints'? 

KURT: Not very well. It bothers me· 
when people say I'm not objective. It• 
bothers me when people complain to 
management rather than coming 
straight to me. That really gets my goat. 
In the districdt tournament this past 
baseball season ... The station never

mentioned it to me so apparently it

ALTON: On the other hand, a lot of 
people have told me that they have been 
impressed with what you do, quality­
wise, and are glad that you're doing it. 
Does this, in some way, offset the 
complaints? 

KURT: Like any human being I love 
• to get compliments. I've had a lot of 

positive feedback on the play-by·play. 
I've had people tell me I'm talented, and 
I try to explain to them, but it comes off 
as not taking a compliment well. I don' t 
really agree with them. I don't say thank 
you, period. I say, I'm not talented. I 
work hard. It's really all it takes. Play­
by-play is a skill made not born. If you 
can talk and chew bubble gum. Or talk 
and walk down the street, or however 
you want to put it. You can do good play­
by-play if you have a reasonable depth 
of knowledge about the sport you are do-
ing, and if you prepare. 

ALTON: You have taken 'the route 

most people in radio have to take. Start 
at the bottom and work your way up. 
What would be yolll' advice to a high 
school senior that was interested in get­
ting into radio? 

KURT: Go to college. Do not major in 
journalism or radio. Minor in either. 
Take all the courses in the one that you 
don't minor in. Major in English. That 
is so important if we're talking news, 
sports, copy, any of that stuff. Disc 
jockeying is a skill that I don't think you 
need college for. You will probably get 
farther in the bigger markets if you have 
a degree of some kind . I wouldn't want 
to advise anyone on how to get into 
jockeying, because I've never been in it 
fulltime, but I suspect AA would be a 
sufficient bit of education for disc 
jockeying. It's a hard job. It's a fun job, 
but if you do it right, it also takes a great 
amount of preparation. A lot of people 
think a disc jockey sits there for three 
minutes while the record is playing then 
when the record stops playing they come 
on and talk for 10 seconds, and that is the 
amount of time he works per hour, ten 
seconds every three minutes. It's just 
not true. I don't think education is as im­
portant as your personality, your abili­
ty to entertain an audience. We've got 
some excellent disc jockeys. I don't 
know which have degrees and which 
don't. I think you will be more 
realistically looked at for a job coming 
if you have a degree of some kind, if you 
are looking for something in news and 
sports. As·a disc jockey, I don't know if 
that is important. 

ALTON: Thanks for talking with me. 
In keeping with tradition some people 
will like it, and some will criticize. 

KURT: Uh huh. 
ALTON: Thanks. 
KURT : Okay. You're welcome. 

The Floyd County Times sports' sec­
tion would once again like to thank Kurt 
Pickering for his time and for sharing 
his experience and vast knowledge of the 
radio industry. His voice has brought 
county sports into the homes of many 
parents and fans.

re-joining the New York Mets, announc­
ed he would retire from baseball, 
Monday.

Jn 1969, and again in 1973, Tom Seaver 
teamed with Jon Matlack and others to 
lead the Mets to the world series. When 
Seaver was brought back to New York, 
he didn't sign any contract, but said he 
would be ready to go somewhere around 
June 22. June 22 rolled around, and 
Seaver went. 

During his early career, Tom Seaver 
was recognized as one of the hardest 
throwers in baseball.

Billy Reed, 
sports columnist for the Lexington 
Herald, will speak at the awards 
ceremony beginning at 5 p.m. in the PHS 
Commons Area. The 10 Hall of Fame 
honorees are as follows: 

Fighting for first place in the NL West 
took on a different meaning this past 
weekend in Atlanta .

Ron Oester and Kurt Stillwell 
a lso collected homeruns for Cincinnati 
in the losing effort. 
· One night before Cincinnati had en­

joyed longball success, two homeruns 
and four RBis from Nick Esasky, but 
rookie Pat Pacillo had already given up 
four Atlanta runs in the bottom of the 
first inning. 

The Braves led 7-2 in the fifth inning 
when Barry Larkin sailed a pinch hit 
homerun out of the launching pad, but 
Cincinnati still fell short, 16-5. 

The 16 r uns represented the most Cin­
cinnati has given up this year and is a 
single game high for the Braves, the big­
gest output of its kind since 1985. 

Paul O'Neil, reserve outfielder, pitch­
ed in the latter innings for the Reds, and 
now the latest rumor has O'Neil going 
to Nashville to improve his mound abili­
ty, possibly for a future position change.

Kentucky Afield 

10 Streams To Stock 
Brown Trout, June 30 

Ten creeks and several of their 
tributaries in the southeastern portion 
of the state will be stocked with brown 
trout for the second consecutive year on 
June 30 in an effort to establish wild 
brown trout fisheries in these waters. 

Approximately 40 workers from the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, U.S. Forest Service, U.S. 
Parks Service and Trout Unlimited will 
carry 9,000 three-inch brown trout in 
backpacks and release the fish into the 
steams. Approximately 200 will be stock­
ed per mile to distribute the fish over as 
much of stream as possible. 

This final brown trout stocking is ex­
pected to provide 80 miles of wild brown 
trout fishing water by 1990, when there 
should be a large enough wild population 
from natural reproduction to open these 
waters to carefully regulated fishing. 
The names of these streams will not be 
released until then. 

In addition to these "self-sustaining" 
brown trout streams, browns will also be 
stocked annually on a put-grow-and-take 
basis in other waters. This stocking pro­
gram will begin next year, a fter a 
statewide stream rating study has been 
completed. 

The streams under consideration are 
already stocked with rainbow trout, and 
Axon says the brown trout stocking 
should make trout fishing even bette r . 

"Trout fishing will be ava ila ble in a 
larger area of these streams because 
brown trout will use a wider range of 
habitat," said Axon, "and since browns 
are heartier , bigger and more difficult 
to catch, they should also rema in in the 
streams much longer than rainbows and 
will grow up to several pounds in size.'' 

Brown trout can withstand warmer 
water temperatures a nd will occupy 
deeper pools in streams, which gives 
anglers not only more trout water to 
fish, but a lso a chance to use a wider 
variety of methods to catch these fish. 

The trout that will be stocked a nnua l­
ly will be three inches long when releas­
ed, but will grow to a harvestable size 
and eventua lly provide a better oppor­
tunity to catch trout other tha n im­
mediately after being stocked. The 
names of the streams will be released 
after they have been determined a nd a 
stocking schedule prepared. 

Developing these wild brown trout 
fisheries is one phase of Kentucky's 
overall trout program , which has as its 
goal to establish trout fishing in as much 
suitable coldwater trout habitat as possi­
ble, according to J im Axon, assistant 
director of the Department of F ish and 
Wildlife Resource's fisheries division. 

Wild brown trout streams will provide 
a n addition to the put-and-take ra inbow 
trout program familiar to most anglers. 
The put-and-take program consists of 
releasing ha rvesta ble sized fish into 
streams and tailwat~rs, where most of 
the fish are usually caught shortly a fter 
being stocked. 

Trout a nglers are required to obtain 
a trout stamp before fishing. Trout 
stamps are available at county clerk of­
fices a nd many sporting goods stores.

Martha Layne Collins.

With that sobering re­
ality, actor John Ritter 
drove home the plight of 
Vietnam vets - the rea­
son behind HBO's presen­
tation of "Welcome 
Home," a benefit concert 
airing Saturday, July 4.

Winfrey keeps busy 
with two ABC specials

Talk-show host Oprah 
Winfrey has a busy week 
ahead of her. This week, 
the star of the syndicated 

. "Oprah Winfrey Show" 
hosts two specials, both 
airing on ABC. 

Oprah Winfrey 

On Tuesday, June 30, 
she will host "The 14th 
Annual Daytime Emmy 
Awards," airing live from 
the Sheraton Centre in 
New York City. Winfrey 
has herself been nominat­
ed as Outstanding Talk I 
Service Show Host. 

The awards recognize 
excellence in soap operas, 
game and talk shows and 
children's programming. 
Programs eligible for this 
year's competition aired 
between March 6, 1986 
and March 5, 1987. 

CBS's "As the World 
Turns" leads all shows 
with 20 nominations, in­
cluding Outstanding Dra­
ma Series. NBC programs 
earned 37 nominations, 
with "Santa Barbara" and 
"Days of Our Lives" ac­
counting for 21. "Santa 
Barbara" garnered nomi­
nations in 14 categories, 
including three major ones 
- Outstanding Drama Se-

Once daytime televi­
sion viewers get hooked 
on a soap opera, they de­
pend on seeing their fa­
vorite characters (and 
the actors that play 
them) every week, if not 
every day.

But during the past 
couple of years, it has be­
come common practice 
for an actor to leave a 
program, then reappear a 
few months later with a 
completely different sto­
ry line. This usually di­
lutes the drama of the 
program, and often the 
new story line is discon­
tinued after a few 
months.

CONDITIONS SET FORTH IN THE IN­

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg 
has experienced and is likely to continue 
to experience drastically rising in­
surance costs and the increasing 
unavailability of traditional insurance 
coverages and the elected officials of the 
City of Prestonsburg are desirous of fin­
ding a stable, long.term solution to this 
problem; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg 
is authorized by various sections of the 
Kentucky Revised Statutes to expend 
public funds to insure its public proper­
ties and its officers and employees 
against various public liability and pro­
perty damage risks; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg 
is authorized by various sections of the 
Kentucky Revised Statutes to join 
together with other public agencies for 
the purpose of self-insuring various 
public liability and property damage 
risks and investing public funds; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Interlocal 
Cooperation Act (the "Act"), KRS 65.210 
to 65.300, inclusive, authorizes the City 
of Prestonsburg and the other public 
agencies; and 

WHEREAS, the Act further autho­
rizes the City of Prestonsburg and the 
other public agencies which are parties 
to an inter)ocal cooperation agreement 
to create a "separate legal or ad­
ministrative entity: which may be 
delegated power for conducting and ad­
ministering the joint and cooperative 
undertaking for and on behalf of the par­
ticipating public agencies; and 

WHEREAS, the elected officials of the 
City of Prestonsburg have determined 
that it would be the best interests and 
welfare of the citizens of the city and to 
the advantage of the city in performing 
its public and governmental functions to 
join with various cities, urban-county 
goverments and other public agencies of 
the Commonwealth of Kentucky for the 
purpose of undertaking joint and 
cooperative action to create and 
establish the KENTUCKY MUNICIPAL 
RISK MANAGEMENT ASSOCIATION 
(the "Association") as a separate legal 
and administrative entity and through 
the Assocation to create and administer 
various self-insurance, insurance and in­
vestment trusts in order to provide self­
insurance and/or third-party insurance 
coverages against certain public liabili­
ty and property damage risks, in­
cluding, but not limited to, general, pro­
fessional and auto liability and related 
claims; to provide self-insurance 
coverage against workers' compensa­
tion and unemployment compensation 
liability; to provide life, health and 
health-related insurance coverages and 
to invest public funds; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg 
has been provided a copy of the IN­
TERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREE­
MENT TO ESTABLISH THE KEN­
TUCKY MUNICIPAL RISK MANAGE­
MENT ASSOCIATION <the "Interlocal 
Agreement") and a copy of the Articles 
of Association and By-Laws of the 
Association and has reviewed said 
documents and found them to be 
acceptable. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR­
DAINED BY THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY AS 
FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. The City of Prestonsburg 
hereby approves the joint and 
cooperative program for self-insurance, 
insurance and the investment of public 
funds among the City of Prestonsburg 
and the other cities, urban-county 
governments and public agencies within 
the Commonwealth of Kentucky which 
become signatories to the Interlocal 
Agreement, including the financing of 
said program through the issuance of 
revenue bonds under the terms and con­
ditions of the Interlocal Agreement. 

SECTION 2. The Mayor and the City 
Clerk of the City of Prestonsburg are 
hereby authorized and directed to ex­
ecute, acknowledge and deliver, on 
behalf of the City of Prestonsburg, the 
Interlocal Agreement, substantially in 
·the form attached hereto. 

SECTION 3. The City of Prestonsburg 
hereby approves and ratifies the Ar­
ticles of Association and By-Laws of the 
Association, substantially in the form at­
tached hereto as Exhibit A to the In­
terlocal Agreement. 

SECTION 4. It is understood by the Ci­
ty of Prestonsburg that by executing the 
lnterlocal Agreement and thereby 
becoming a member of the Association, 
the City shall incur no. liability for the 
payment of any funds and that it shall 
be necessary for the City to take further 
action prior to becoming a "par­
ticipating member" in any of .the self­
insurance, insurance ·or investment 
trusts which may be created 15y the 
Assocation. 

SECTION 5. The effectiveness of this 
ordinance is expressly'conditioned upon 
the final approval of the Interlocal 
Agreement, substantially in the form at­
tached hereto, by the Attorney General 
of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, as 
required by KRS 65.260(2), and by any 
other officer or agency of the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky, as may be re­
quired by KRS 65.300.

Our Lady of the Way Hospital sponsored a handwashing 
lesson for 60 campers at the Christian Appalachian Project's 
Camp Shawnee, June 15.

Benefits Involve 
, Responsibilities

In this column, I regularly explain 
your rights under Social Security. It is 
important for you to know about month­
ly disability, survivors, and retirement 
benefits and how to get them. And you 
should be aware of what Medicare pro­
vides if you are 65 or older. 

But there's another side to the coin. It 
is also essential that you clearly unders­
tand certain responsibilities you have 

' under Soc1al Security. Here are some 
prime examples: 

When you file a claim-Benefits are 
not paid automatically when you 
become disabled, retire, or after your 
death. An application must be filed with 
Social Security and certain evidence 
submitted. It is up to you to find out what 
is needed and to cooperate fully in pro­
viding needed proofs or information. Paraag Maddiwar is one of 262 Ken­

tucky seventh grade students who 
qualified for the Duke Talent Identifica­
tion Program <TIP>. His score of 560 on 
the SAT math test earned him this 
honor. 

When you get benefits-You must pro­
mptly report events that may affect 
your payments. For example, notify 
Social Security when you: change your 
address; expect earnings from work to 
exceed the allowable limit (or any 
amount if you get benefits due to 

l. disability); or you marry while getting 
dependent or survivor payments.

Cost On Increase 
For Auto Vacation 

Family vacationers traveling by car 
this summer will spend approximately 
$157 per day for meals and lodging, plus 
$21 for 300 miles of daily travel, the Blue 
Grass Automobile Club-AAA reports. 

AAA's suggested vacation budget, 
based on a family of two adults and two 
children, rose nearly 8 percent of $13 per 
day when compared to AAA's 1986 vaca­
tion cost estimates. Most of the increase 
resulted from higher costs for 1987. 

The estimated vacation budget in­
cludes $80 for meals, $77 for lodgmg and 
$7 per 100 miles (7 cents per mile) for 
gas and oil with the car averaging 23 
miles a gallon. 

Two adults traveling without children 
should deduct $10 per night from lodg­
ing costs and an additional $23 per day 
from meal costs. 

Vacation expenditures depend on a 
family's preference and means, and 
costs will vary by area. Higher rates can 
be expected in large metropolitan areas 
and at resorts in season. 

To help reduce family vacation costs, 
AAA suggest that vacationers: 

Put the car in top mechanical condi­
tion; avoid traveling through urban rush 
hours; make advance lodging reserva­
tions; reduce meal costs by scheduling 
a picnic along the way or eating at fast­
food restaurants; have the main meal at 
mid-day to take advantage of lower 
lunch prices at restaurants.

In addition to these items, a family 
should budget for incidentals. A reserve 
fund for emergencies also should be in­
cluded, especially if the family does not 
carry credit cards, AAA says .

22 Agencies Receive 
Improvement Grants 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
plans to spend more than $7.3 million 
during the next fiscal year to make 
weatherization improvements to homes 
of low-income families. Priority will be 
given to residences of elderly and dis­
abled Kentuckians. 

The $7,356,027 will be distributed to the 
state's 22 community action agencies, 
which serve 118 counties, Louisville and 
Jefferson county governments, and the 
City of Ashland, which also serves Boyd 
county. 

"Allocations are based upon the 
number of low-income families in each 
area compared to the statewide total," 
said Employment Services Commis­
sioner James Daniels, whose depart­
ment administers the program. 

"We expect to serve about 12,400 peo­
ple in 4,775 homes," he said. Work that 
may be performed on a home includes 
caulking, weatherstripping windows and 
doors, reglazing windows, repairing 
walls, insulating ceilings, pipes, ducts, 
walls and under floors, wrapping water 
heaters and placing skirting around 
foundations. 

"The type and amount of work per­
formed is based on the condition of the 
home," Daniels said. "While an agency 
is limited to spending an average of 
$1 ,600 for improvements to each 
residence, at least we are able to make 
these homes more comfortable and 
reduce energy costs." 

Funding for Kentucky's weatheriza­
tion program is expected to come from 
almost $2.3 million from the U.S. 
Department of Energy and almost $3.2 
million from the Home Energy 
Assistance Program. The Low-Income 
Energy Assistance Trust Fund, created 
when the state received a court-ordered 
rebate from Exxon Corporation, is ex­
pected to yield another $1.9 million. 
(State lawmakers directed that the 
rebate be invested, with interest on the 
account to be used for weatherization 

- programs.) 
The Big Sandy Community Action 

Agency, which serves Floyd and sur­
rounding counties, will receive $481,329 
for the weatherization program.

REFILL POLICY 
Many times, the public is confused over policy concer­

ning refilling prescriptions. Basically, a patient is entitl­
ed to as many refills as his doctor has authorized. There 
are exceptions, however. By law, prescriptions for drugs 
that may cause dependency such as amphetamines and 
morphines cannot be refilled under any circumstances. 
Other medications are refillable only within certain 
limits. Many sleep-inducing and pain medications con­
taining codeine fall within this group. For instance,the 
doctor may indicate that a patient may have five 
renewals of his pain medication. This means that the 
prescription can be renewed five times, or it can be refill­
ed within a six-month period only, whichever comes first.

For Wheat, Peaches 
If expert's predictions hold true, Ken­

tucky's winter wheat harvest will ex­
ceed 11 million bushels this year, sur­
passing the harvest of 1984, according to 
forecasts by the Kentucky Agricultural 
Statistics Service. 

Meantime, Kentucky Agriculture 
Commissioner David Boswell notes that 
this year's peach crop in the Com­
monwealth may reach a six-year high 
with more than 10 million pounds, the 
largest since 1981, when 16 million 
pounds were harvested by Kentucky 
peach producers. 

"Mild winter and higher-than-normal 
temperatures during the late spring 
have contributed to what we believe is 
going to be an excellent peach harvest, '' 
said Commissioner BoswelL "On the 
down side, though, an ice storm in late 
March may have resulted in some freeze 
damage in some orchards, and we're 
concerned that recent dry weather may 
cause some sizing problems in some 
areas of the Commonwealth." 

Kentucky's winter wheat yield is ex­
pected to average about 36 bushels an 
acre, which is up two bushels from the 
forecast in early May and three bushels 
an acre more than last year's harvest. 

On June 5, the winter wheat crop was 
rated 50 percent good, 6 percent ex­
cellent, 39 percent fair and only 5 per­
cent poor. Dry conditions, however, may 
hurt the harvest in some areas.

If the 1950s baby pink tile in your 
bathroom makes you feel old because 
you were there when it was the style 
nearly 40 years ago, update it with a lit­
tle paint. 

Nostalgic color schemes and fur­
nishings currently are a popular 
decorating combination, a romantic link 
to the past. But if all they do for you is 
make you count grey hairs, leave the 
pink behind and opt for something a bit 
more modern. 

Ceramic tile can be painted suc­
cessfully if it is prepared properly, said 
Linda Reece, home furnishings 
specialist with the Kentucky Coopera­
tive Extension Service. Choose colors 
such as grey, a cool neutral that's easy 
to work with; black which is stately and 
elegant; or sunny yellow, a sure pick­
me-up. 

"Surface preparation of the tile is a 
time-consuming job, but definitely the 
key to best results," said Reece. "First, 
make sure the tile is clean. Dirt, grease 
and other residue on the tile will in­
terfere with adhesion of the paint." 

Reece said to rough each tile, and the 
grout between tiles if you plan to paint 
that too, with sandpaper or steel wool 
and tack cloth, or wash it with pumice 
which cleans and roughens the surface 
in one step. The surface needs to be 
roughened so that the paint will adhere 
to it. Finish the surface preparation by 
vaccuming or brushing away the dust 
and grit produced by sanding. 

If you don't want to paint the grout 
between tiles, either paint very careful­
ly or cover the white grout lines with 
tape. A variety of tape widths is 
available from art supply and hardware 
stores. The tape can be removed easily 
after painting is completed. 

A primer is essential to ensure adhe­
sion of the topcoat. After applying the 
prime coat, let the surface dry overnight 
before applying the topcoat. 

"Whether working with primers or 
topcoats, always follow the manufac­
turer's directions,'' Reece suggested. 
"When choosing a brand, be sure to pur­
chase recommended solvents at the 
same time since using another type 
could ruin your paint. Clean up spills and 
spatters as you go. Otherwise, you'll 
have a tough time cleaning up drips once 
they dry." 

The two types of epoxy topcoats 
available to consumers are epoxy-ester 
base and two-package epoxies. Epoxies 
give better adhesion to tile than other 
paints, dry to a hard finish and are resis­
tant to chemical and other abrasions. 
For most household uses, it's best to 
choose the two-package epoxy. 

Combine the two parts in a large mix­
ing pot. follow directions carefully. You 
usually will need to stir the two com­
ponents vigorously for several minutes 
to be sure they are thoroughly mixed. 
Then wait at least 30 minutes, or the

length of time designated by the direc­
tions, before painting. This allows the 
chemicals to react and results in faster 
drying. The results will be a stronger 
film and longer-lasting surface. 

Once mixed, the two-component epox­
ies tend to thicken within several hours, 
so be sure to mix only the amount you 
think you '11 need. If you have some paint 
left, it's possible to extend the "pot-life" 
by storing it in the refrigerator. This 
slows the chemical reaction for a short 
period of time, but not more than a few 
days. . 

When working with epoxies, make 
sure your brush is clean. ·Apply the 
epoxy as you would any alkyd paint. Opt 
for several thin coats instead of a single, 
extra heavy coat. The surface will start 
to dry within 15 to 20 minutes and will 
be hard enough to touch in about an 
hour. It should harden enough for prac-
tical use overnight. · 

The paint will continue to cure and 
harden for about a week. If you paint 
ceramic tile in a high-use area, such as 
a shower stall, wait at least four days 
before using the area.

AMBULANCE Americans lose billions of dollars each 

year due to odometers on motor vehicles 
being rolled back and then sold to un­
suspecting consumers for inflated 
prices. Attorney General Dave Arm­
strong announced last week that his Con­
sumer Protection Division has taken a 
major step in increasing its continuing 
crackdown against odometer rollback in 
Kentucky. 

"My Consumer Protection Division 
has been responsible for investigating 
and prosecuting cases of odometer 
tampering and rollback for some time," 
Armstrong said. "However, we have 
been hampered by the lack of ready ac­
cess to vehicle information maintained 
by the Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet. My office has now obtained 
direct access to the Automated Vehicle 
Information System (AVIS) through the 
installation of a terminal in the Con­
sumer Protection Division. This will 
allow staff to access vehicle information 
without leaving their offices." 

The AVIS allows authorized personnel 
to input a vehicle's regis(ration or iden­
tification number into the system and 
obtain a complete history of the vehicle, 
including previous owners. Such infor­
mation is vital in tracing back the 
history of a vehicle and determining 
whether the odometer has been rolled 
back.
