Frederick Nathan 
Collins, a fourth grader at Prestons­
burg Elementary School. Named as 
defendants are William Hitchcock and 
Katie Hatfield. who are parents. 
respectively. of two sixth graders at 
the school. Plaintiff and defendants all 

,.l ive on Stephens Branch. near 
Prestonsburg. 

The suit stems from a Nov. 19. 1986 
accident in which Collins broke his leg. 
apparently after falling from one of 
two uprights used to support a volley­
ball net. Blevins said the upright toppl­
ed when the sixth-graders pushed it. 
Their negligence is attributable to 
their parents. her suit says. 

Also named as defendant in the ac­
tion is the Floyd Board of Education. 
which plaintiff claims was negligent in 
allowing a dangerous situation to exist 
on the school playground and in not 
providing adequate playground super­
vision. 

Prestonsburg Elementary School 
Principal Thomas Tackett said the ac­
cident occurred while students werE.' 
waiting to board buses at the end of the 
school day. At the time of the mishap. 
the attention of two teachers on bus 
duty was diverted by a fight among 
several other students and they did not

Literacy Council Seeking Ways 
~ To Reach, To Teach Unlettered

How do you get a message to a person 

who can't read'? That's the dilemma the 
Floyd County Adult Literacy Council is 
f .... ·.,.g today as it moves into its s(>cond 
year of operation. 

The message is that the ability to read 
is a kind of freedom that enables a per­
son to take more opportunities and make 
better choices. No one is ever too old to 
learn, and help is available for local non­
readers who want to change their lives. 

Much of the council's first-year grant 
of $9,000, received from the state last 
summer, has been spent-to install a 
central telephone line, buy teaching 
materials, and stock the public library 
with books for adults who are just begin­
ning to read. Announcements have been 
placed on radio stations, brochures have 

been distributed at stores throughout the 
county, and posters have been put up at 
many locations featuring the words 
most likely to be recognized by people 
withpoorreadingskills: "pay," 'job," 
"money," and "free." 

Those efforts have been successful, to 
a modest extent. But making a dent in 
the number of Floyd county adults who 
are "functionally illiterate" is a slow 
and at times discouraging task, accor­
ding to one toiler in the field. 

"Somehow we're still not reaching the 
people we need to reach," said Sister 
Mary Gervase Lochotski, a council 
member and adult education teacher for 
the Christian Appalachian Project. • • All 
the numbers are down." The distribu­
tion of 4,000 brochures has brought fewer 
than 50 responses, she added, and today 

Waste-to Energy Plants Said 
Viable Trash Disposal Means

Recent news footage of a bargeload 
of rotting New York garbage. plying up 
and down the eastern seaboard for six 
weeks in fruitless search of a com­
munity willing to take it. makes an old 
idea newly attractive: why not recycle 
it. tap it as a source of energy. turn an 
embarrassment into an asset? 

After a few years of faddish attention 
in the 1970s. recycling fell from grace 
when cheaper oil made waste-to­
energy schemes uncompetitive . But 
growing pressures on sanitary land­
fiJls-combined with significant im­
provements in so-called "alternative" 
technology-are causing local govern­
ment officials to take a new look at the 
possibilities. 

Some of them will be gathering in 
1~ Louisville next week for a state­

sponsored conference on the topic. and 
Bob McAninch. designer and director 
of Floyd county's solid waste pro­
gram-which actually boasts a landfill 
with an enviably long life expectan­
cy-said Monday that he intends to be 
among them. 

The conference. "Energy from Solid 
Waste: An Option for Local Govern­
ment," promises to teach county and 
city (fficials how they might kill two 
birds with one stone-both reduce the 
amount of trash that has to be buried 

~ on scarce landfill sites and save on 
high energy costs-"even turning a 
profit for their city or county." accor­
ding to a press release from the office 
of Gov Martha Layne Collins. 
, McAninch. who has advocated con­
solidating county-based solid waste 
systems. said this week that their cur­
rent fragmentation makes it unlikely 
that individual systems will generate 
the waste needed to make energy pro· 
duction worthwhile. "You need 
volume." he said, "or it's just not 
economtcally feasible "

"Disposing of solid waste remains a 
serious problem in most Kentucky 
communities and counties." said Carol 
A. Wallace, conference coordinator 
from the Kentucky Energy Cabinet's 
division of alternative energy develop­
ment. "Converting this waste to 
energy can offer an attractive. useful 
and economic alternative to landfills 
and the environmental and other pro­
blems they pose." 

A waste-to-energy plant typically 
reduces landfill waste by 75 percent, 
with a proportionate reduction in the 
groundwater pollution garbage dumps

she has about the same number of 
reading students and tutors-in-training 
that she had a year ago. 

About 3,600 Floyd countians over the 
age of?;> cannot read at the third-grade 
level, according to her statistics. That 
means that one out of every eight adults 
here cannot read road signs, food labels, 
bank statements or the bills that come 
in the mail. 

Although these non-readers often are 
intelligent and have learned to hide their 
handicap successfully, it's not hard to 
see why brochures and posters will have 
only a limited impact. Personal contact 
is a much more effective way of getting 
students enrolled, she has learned. 

''I am here because we need you,'' she 
told members of the Floyd County 
Ministerial Association, Tuesday. The 
ministers can help by spreading the 
word among their flocks, she said, or 
they can invite her to speak to various 
church groups. 

Making the community aware of the 
literacy council and its work has been 
a major goal for the council's first year 
and it is being accomplished, according 
to Mike Vance, administrative director 
at Mountain Comprehensive Care and 
vice-chairperson of the council. Vance 
said he has spoken to several groups in 
the last few months, including the 
Rotary and Kiwanis clubs and the 
Chamber of Commerce. 

A second goal has been to establish a 
central telephone number-886-sim­
where P.eOple can get confidential infor­
mation about all the reading programs 
in the area, Vance said. The confiden­
tiality is important, he stressed. "A lot 
of people don't want anybody to know 
they can't read," he said. "They will go 
to great lengths to hide it."

When Gus M. Kalos lifts his hands to 
direct the Prestonsburg Community 
Chorus in its annual spring concert next 
Sunday afternoon, he will be signaling 
both a beginning and an end. 

It will be a moment of rare pleasure, 
undoubtedly. Of all his duties as music 
professor at Prestonsburg Community 
College, Kalas says that directing the 
chorus gives him the most enjoyment. 
His own daughter, a voice teacher who 
lives in Paintsville, will be one of the solo 
performers that afternoon. And the 
piece that the group v.(ill present, a Ger­
man Requiem by Brahms, is one of his 
all-time favorites. 

It will also be his last concert. He 
chose the Brahms requiem for the occa­
sion, because "it's the piece I wanted to 

go out with," Kalos said. "I'd love to 
have it sung for my funeral." 

A requiem is a musical piece honor­
ing a dead person, and the Brahms work 
is no exception. But the tone of the piece 
is not sad or somber, Kalos said. In­
stead, it is rich, romantic, and full of 
melodic lines, a celebration of the salva­
tion that follows death. Parts of it are 
slow and lyrical, while others are fast 
and lively_ The community chorus has 
not performed the piece here for several 
years, he said. 

Kalos, who will be 55 later this month, 
is retiring from his college position at 
the end of this semester after 22 years 
of teaching area residents to sing, play 
instruments, and understand and ap­
preciate the classical music that he 
loves. The community chorus, which he 
organized shortly after he came here in 
the 1960's, has by now become a 
Christmas tradition for many Floyd 
countians when it presents its annual 
performance of Handel's "Messiah." 

A reception in his honor, to which the 
public is invited, will be held immediate­
ly following Sunday's concert in the 
foyer of the Pike Building, hosted by the 
newly-formed PCC Alumni Association. 

Through his work with the chorus, 
with his church, and as a private teacher 
of voice and instruments, Kalos has af­
fected the lives of many people here who 
have no other connection with the 
college. 

·"He was able to discover a lot of peo­
ple who just enjoyed singing," said 
Kathryn Frazier, a former chorus 
member who has attended many of the 
group's concerts since she dropped out 
several years ago. "He did a really good 
job" of motivating members and con­
ducting their performances, she said. 

"I suspect that his retirement will 
mean that for a while the community 
chorus will not be active," she added, a 
little sadly.

Chessie Worker 
Pleads Guilty 
To Theft Charge

Among several defendants entering 
guilty pleas last week in Floyd Circuit 
Court was a !'ailroad employee accus­
ed of selling on the side automotive 
supplies he had purchased on the 
railroad account. 

Gregory Conn, 28. of Allen, was 
sentenced Thursday to a one-year jail 
term on two counts of theft. Except for 
the 60 days he had already served, the 
sentence was probated by Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley. 

Conn was indicted in February on 
charges that he bought oil and anti­
freeze from an Allen dealer last 
November, charging the purchases to 
the C&O Railroad, and later sold the 
merchandise to Thurman West. 
operator of R&T Trucking. at Ivel. 

Chessie System security officers said 
they recovered oil. antifreeze, railroad 
jacks, sledge hammers, and come­
alongs-a kind of manually-operated 
winch-in a storage trailer at R&T 
Trucking's Ivy Creek plant. The mer­
chandise was valued at $1.418. 

The two counts with which Conn was 
charged occurred on November 13 and 
17, 1986, and involved oil and antifreeze 
worth $567. West was not charged in 
the transactions. ., 

The truck operator told railroad 
police he had made four purchases 
from Conn at Conn's instigation but 
was unaware the goods were stolen. 
Conn told him a friend who worked in a 
warehouse was able to get the mer­
chandise wholesale, West said. 

But Conn said the idea originated 
with West one day last fall, when the 
two of them were drinking at Conn's

The professor, trim and youthful­
looking though his black hair is turning 
silver, says he has few definite plans 
about the next phase of his life .

Phillips was sentenced to a year in jail. 
all of it probated except for the 92 days 
he had already served. 

As his case was about to go to trial 
Monday. Paul Miller. 50. pleaded guil ­
ty to a charge of receiving stolen pro 
perty . Under a plea bargain. the felony 
charge was reduced to a misdemeanor 
and the Commonwealth recommended 
a one-year jail term Sentencing was 
set for June 26.

John Oldham was born Nov. 07, 
1878, he was married to his first wife 
Connie in 1901. They had 11 children. 
Connie died and John married his 
second wife Sandy in 1917. They had 
6 children. Sandy died and John 
married his third wife, Cathy, in 
1928. They had three children and 
divorced in 1935. All of John's 
children are living except Alfred, 
John's first born, who died an infant 
in 1902, and Bill, a son of John and 
Connie, was murdered in 1930. 

Bill died intestate, survived by his 
widowed Janet, their six children 
and an adopted child. He also had 
five illegitimate children by Roxie, 
his mistress of many years. Janet 
had a son, Timothy, born 13 months 
after Bill's death, which she claim­
ed was Bill's by a freak of nature. 

One of Bill's six natural children 
was Lanna, who was committed to 
an insane asylum after being charg­
ed with killing small animals with 
a fork.

Resource Team 
To View City 
In Visit Here 

A resource team from Kentucky's 
Main Street program will visit 
Prestonsburg next week to assess the ci­
ty's downtown roads. 

Mayor Ann Latta said the group will 
be here Monday and Tuesday to tour the 
downtown area, meet with local people, 
and make recommendations to the local 
Main Street Board. 

A public hearing is scheduled Monday 
at 6:30 p.m. at the Floyd County 
Library. Anyone interested in the 
downtown area is invited to attend, the 
Mayor said. 

Proposals for a new logo for Prestons­
burg will also be unveiled at the public 
meeting. Mayor Latta said public com­
ment on a selection will be welcome. 

Members of the Resource Team who 
will be here are Scott Barksdale, Ken­
tucky Main Street coordinator; Shea­
Lauren Murphy, resource manager ; 
Sayra Hutchison, architect, who is 
restoration project manager ; Mac 
Nichols, from the National Main Street 
Center, Washington, D.C., and Ray 
Rothgeb, Main Street manager for In­
dependence, Kans. 

Rhondetta Goble, Prestonsburg's 
Main Street manager, will conduct the 
group on a tour of the downtown areas, 
Monday, and set up interviews with local 
citizens. 

"The Resource Team is here to give 
assistance," she said, "and anyone who 
would like to meet with team members 
may call me at 886-9066." 

Team members have expertise in ar­
chitecture, historical renovation, promo­
tion, design and economic restructuring 
and are available for individual or group 
consultation. 

Prestonsburg was selected as one of 
six demonstration Main Street cities in 
Kentucky, last October 
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According to Vance, the number of 
students enrolled in MCC's reading 
classes has increased since last year, 
due in part to the council's radio an­
nouncements. What's needed now, he 
said, are more volunteer tutors to work 
one-to-one with the students . 

The volunteers do not need to be 
teachers, according to Sister Gervase, 
who certified four new tutors this week 
and is training about 30 others. The 
training takes about 10 to 12 hours, 
usually spread over four to six weeks. 

Many tutors volunteer because they 
want to help a specific friend or relative 
who can't read, the sister said. The best 
situation is for a non-reader to be tutored 
by a close family member, because their 
weekly sessions aren't as likely to be in­
terrupted by winter weather or other 
transportation problems. 

Even when the tutor and student are 
strangers to each other, she added, a 
strong bond often develops between the 
two. "There's a real emotional thing 
there," she said, and tutors often gain 
from the experience as well as giving 
help to the students. 

About a third of this year's grant 
money was set aside to buy new books 
for the public library, and that plan is 
now producing results. About 200 
volumes were received last month, both 
fiction and non-fiction, covering subjects 
of interest to adults but written for peo­
ple who are just learning to read. More 
will be ordered soon. 

"We hope to get close to 1,000, and 
perhaps more than 1,000," said library 
director Terry Manuel. The books are 
important to the literacy effort, he ex­
plained, because many students lose in­
terest and drop out if they can't get 
books to read for fun, outside of the 
"work" reading they do for class. 

"We're trying to avoid that," Manuel 
said. Before the council money became 
available, he added, the library had on­
ly about 20 volumes appropriate for 
adult reading students. The number of 
people inquiring about such books has 
increased since the Literacy Council 
was established, he said.

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cause. Wallace said. While recycling 
plants can generate hazards of their 
own, any built in Kentucky would be re­
quired to meet state clean-air stan­
dards, she said . 

Among the waste conversion plants 
in operation around the country. some 
tap the methane gas produced when 
garbage decomposes. Others process 
the refuse into fuel pellets. However. 
the vast majority are high­
temperature incinerators. which pro­
duce steam and sometimes generate 
electricity as well. 

Typically, the energy produced runs 
the plant itself and provides power for 
nearby industries. 

No such plant is yet in operation in 
Kentucky. Wallace said . An in­
cinerator in Franklin, in Simpson coun­
ty, is capable of converting refuse into 
energy but lacks a market for it. she 
said. 

Participants in next week's con­
ference will be bused to Gallatin, Tenn. 
to tour a waste-to-energy incinerator 
that has been in operation for three­
and-a-half years. producing steam for 
sale to an industrial park. 

The Gallatin plant consumes 200 tons 
of garbage a day. but some successful 
plants operate on a daily input of less 
than 50 tons. Wallace said. The Floyd 
landfill at Garth probably handles 
about 75 tons of garbage daily, said 
McAninch, but that volume could be in­
creased to as much as 400 tons if the 
landfill here were operated as a 
regional facility. he said . 

New technology will almost certainly 
make energy production feasible even -. 
from relatively small trash volumes 
and will mean a marked reduction in 
current pressure on solid waste land­
fills. McAninch predicted . 

Wallace said next week 's conference 
wiii include advice on how to gather the 
data needed to determine whether the 
waste-t~>-energy alternative is suited 
for a particular city or county. how to 
initiate a project. and how to finance it. 
She knew of no state money available 
for such a project. which is typically 
financed by revenue bonds. she said.

Whether a three-year-old Floyd 

child. taken from home by district 
court order with in months of the child 's 
birth, will be returned to the mother or 
placed for adoption remained un­
resolved last week, when the state 
Supreme Court in a split decision sent 
the case back to Floyd Circuit Court for 
a new trial. 

Acting on a petition filed by the state 
Cabinet for Human Resources (CHRl . 
Ctrcuit Judge Hollie Conley ruled in 
1965 that the mother's parental rights 
should be terminated because she had 
"substantially neglected" her baby. 

In response to an appeal filed on the 
mother's behalf by a legal services at ­
torney here. the state Court of Appeals 
overturned the lower court decision on 
grounds that a social worker's case 
record had wrongly been used as 
evidence and that. in any event. the 
evidence of neglect was not sufficient 
to justify taking the child from the 
home. 

In a decision handed down Thursday. 
the Supreme Court panel agreed with 
the Appeals Court that at least some of 
the case notes of Prestonsburg social 
worker Maria J . Bradley-who could 
not be present to testify personally in 
the circuit court trial-should not have 
been admitted into evidence. Contrarv 
to the appeals court. however. th'e 
h1gher court held that the evidence of 
neglect was not insufficient to justify 
terminating the mother's parental 
rtghts . 

In a separate. concurring opinion. 
one of the five Supreme Court judges 
recommended that. were Judge Conley 
to rule in the new trial that the 
mother' s rights be terminated. Conley 
should spell out the facts justifying his 
decision Two Supreme Court justices 
dissented from the majority opinion. 

The possibility that a parent's rights 
may be violated by admitting a social 
worker's notes into evidence arises. 
the Supreme Court majority noted. 
from the fact that. once CHR has form­
ed the opinion that a child should be 
taken from the home. the social 
worker's notes may be slanted by the 
need to justify that opinion in court. 

There is no reason to doubt the 
veracity of factual observations con­
tained in Bradley's 19 pages of closely­
written notes. but a question remains 
a bout the objectivity of the case­
worker's opinions and conclusions. the 
court held.

Conces­
sion stands will be selling hot dogs, ham­
burgers, soda pop, ice cream, and other 
summertime snacks. 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann R. Latta is 
expected to proclaim May 16 as "Com­
munity Health Day," according to 
Taunya Shelton, coordinator of the event 
and staff member at Mountain Com­
prehensive Care.

High school graduation is a time of 
celebrating achievement and looking 
with expectation to the future . 

Unfortunately for some American 
teenagers, last year's graduation season 
brought tragedy instead of triumph. 
These teenagers were killed in alcohol­
or drug-related accidents. 

Commissioner Morgan Elkins of the 
Kentucky State Police said 31 Ken­
tuckians aged 16 to 19 were killed in 
alcohol and drug-related accidents last 
year. 

"This represents a 17.36% increase 
over the number killed in 1985," he said. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald recently released the 
results of a survey that confirmed that 
drug and alcohol use is widespread 
among secondary school students. 

Nearly three out of four had tried 
alcohol and one out of three had ex­
perimented with drugs . Half of all 
seniors had used alcohol and one out of 
nine uad used marijuana within the past 
month. 

To combat this problem, the Kentucky 
Department of Education and the Ken­
tucky State Police are sponsoring Pro­
ject Graduation for the second year. 

Project Graduation promotes 
chemical-free graduation parties to 
reduce the number of teenagers who 
might drink and drive at this special 
time in their lives. Project Graduation 
activities such as bowling, bands, bingo 
and other games help teenagers realize

that they can have a good time without 
intoxicants. 

Parents help the student planners 
seek support from businesses in the 
community, which provide door prizes 
and food to make the parties very 
special events. The program focuses on 
graduation, but applies to proms and 
other social occasions.

Nancy Furnish, youth alcohol coor­
dinator in highway safety for the Ken­
tucky State Police, said her agency 
hoped that as more communities 
become involved in Project Graduation, 
they would begin to see a decrease in 
teenage deaths and accidents.

'Consider paying off consumer loans and credit card debt as soon 
as possible You'll get a deduction for only 65% of the interest you 
pay on this debt in 1987. 

*Keep track of your tax·exempt interest income this year. You'll 
have to list it on your 1987 return. 

*Meet the active participation requirements on real estate in· 
vestments if you can so you don't lose any loss deductions (up to 
$25,000) against active income (if you otherwise qualify) 

*If your business operates on a fiscal year, check with your ac­
countant to see whether the new law requires that you shift to a 
calendar year.

S eduled for June 1988 Operation Salesman Of The 

Month An electricity-generating plant near 
Paducah using a new technology that 
burns coal cleanly should be able to 
begin operating in June of 1988, the 
group in charge of the project agreed 
this week. 

''We're on target for demonstrating to 
America that we will soon be able to use 
this technology for the commercial 
generation of electricity," Evans said of 
the construction schedule for the 
160-megawatt plant at Shawnee near 
Paducah. ·'Once this plant begins 
operating, it will be clear that 
technologies such as atmospheric 
fluidized bed combustion are far better 
economic and environmental in­
vestments than current technologies." 

Evans said the steering committee 
that oversees the project met jointly 
with its senior management group at the 
Energy Cabinet in Lexington on April28. 
In addition to agreeing on a June 1988 
start-up date, the group learned that the 
plant is expected to be built without any 
cost overruns. 

The $220 million project is a 
cooperative venture among the Ten­
nessee Valley Authority, the Electric 

Power Research Institute, the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky and a number 
of coal companies, electricity utilities 
and railroads-all of which are 
represented on the steering committee. 

Gov. Martha Layne Collins said, "Pro­
gress on the Shawnee Plant is important 
to everyone in the coal industry and to 
everyone concerned about cleaning up 
America's air and avoiding the higher 
electric bills that would result from acid 
rain legislation. I'm pleased that the 
commonwealth of Kentucky is a partner 
in the project, and I'm especially pleas­
ed that Kentucky coal will be demon­
strated in the plant once it begins 
operating." 

Steve Dixon, project manager for the 
Energy Cabinet, said two significant 
construction milestones have been 
reached recently: On March 15, the 
plant's control building was completed, 
and on Aprill the last of more than 6,400 
tons of structural steel was put in place 
for the boiler building. 

"Reaching these milestones on 
schedule was an impressive achieve­
ment and what made it even more im-

Health and Fitness Task Force Created 
Improving the health and fitness of 

Kentucky's children will be one focus of 
attention for a newly created task force 
announced April29 in Louisville by Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins. 

" People of all ages, except children, 
are exercising and watching their 
health," said Collins. "However, our 
young people are now developing 
lifestyle habits which could pose serious 
health risks later in life. It is time to 
reverse that trend." 

The Governor's Task Force on Health 
and Fitness will be a source of informa­
tion about health and fitness and will 
promote physical activity with a special 
focus on children. 

Collins said the group will work to 
enhance health and fitness programs in 
public schools and will improve the 
physical education and health cur­
riculums in school by emphasizing the 
importance of keeping fit. 

Experts in the fields of medicine, 
nutrition, nursing and aging will make 
up the membership of the task force 
which will be chaired by Susan Johns of 
the Kentucky Department of Education. 
Other members will include represen­
tatives of the Governor's Office, the 
Cabinet for Human Resources and the 
Bluegrass State Games. 

The task force will also review ways 
that Kentuckians of all ages can im­
prove their health. Collins said the task 
force will help to coordinate current 
state programs with the private sector 
to develop community programs that 
will promote health and fitness in every 
part of the commonwealth.

pressive was the outstanding safety 
record maintained during the process," 
Dixon said. Some 400 workers are 
employed in buildmg the plant, he said, 
and the incidence of accidents requiring 
first aid has been one-fifth the national 
average. 

Atmospheric fluidized bed combustion 
is a technology that removes pollutants 
while the coal is being burned rather 
than afterwards as is the case with cur­
rent scrubbing technologies. Moreover, 
the new process produces a dry residue 
that research shows can be useful in 
many applications, including as a soil 
conditioner and as a concrete. Scrub­
bers, on the other hand, produce a 
sludge that is difficult to handle and cost­
ly to dispose of. 

A 20-megawatt fluidized bed unit has 
been operating at Shawnee since 1982. In 
addition, the Kentucky Energy Cabinet 
operates a pilot unit at its laboratory in 
Lexington. Evans said laboratory per­
sonnel also assist with any engineering 
problems that arise at the 20-megawatt 
Shawnee plant as various boiler designs 
and materials are tested.

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Job Program Aims 
At Older Workers 

The Kentucky Literacy Commission 
will receive $180,000 under the Job 
Training and Partnership Act to carry 
out a new program for persons age 55 
and older who want to enter or re~nter 
the job market. 

The Literacy Commission, in conjunc· 
tion with local cooperating agencies, will 
develop Older Worker Readiness 
Centers at three sites in Kentucky, ac­
cording to Jane Beshear, chairperson of 
the commission. 

Beshear said the centers will provide 
a combination of literacy training and 
job search skills and one~n-one support 
to help prepare the older person seeking 
a job. 

The Division for Employment In­
surance in the Cabinet for Human 
Resources reports that the number of 
persons over the age of 55 who are 
registering for work is increasing. 
However, a smaller percentage of these 
potential workers actually obtain 
employment. 

"We know from experience that it is 
often the older individual who was not 
able to take advantage of educational 
opportunities earlier, or whose first jobs 
did not require a lot of education, that 
is being shut out of the workplace," 
Beshear said. 

Beshear added that she feels the pro­
gram also' will demonstrate the value 
older workers have in the workplace and 
that barriers to jobs will be easier to 
overcome as a result of the program. 

"We are very excited about this pro­
ject and through it hope to develop a 
model to be utilized at other locations in 
the state," Beshear said. 

One site, at Northern Kentucky 
University, has already been confirm­
ed. Tentative arrangements have been 
made for the other two sites to be located 
at Somerset and Elizabethtown Com­
munity Colleges. 

The centers are scheduled to begin 
operation this summer.

CONTINENTAL CONGRESS 

The annual meeting of the National 
Society, Daughters of American Revolu­

All daughters were invited to tour the 
White House, Monday, April20, with the 
only identification needed being their 
D.A.R. ribbons or insignia pins. 

With a tap of the gavel, the 96th Con­
tinental Congress was called to order by 
the President General, Tuesday, April 
21. 

The message was read from President 
Reagan, and greetings were conveyed 
from the mayor of the District of Colum­
bia. Keynote speaker was the Honorable 
Elizabeth Hanford Dole, U.S. Secretary 
of Transportation. 

On the evening, of April 22, Mrs. 
Phyllis Schlafly, chairman of national 
defense, introduced the guest speaker, 
Howard T. Markey, Chief Judge, U.S. 
Supreme Court of Appeals for the 
Federal Circuit, who spoke on "The 
Constitution-Key to Economic Free­
dom." 

Following the keynote address, Mrs. 
Schlafly presented "The Remarkable 
Results of Economic Opportunity," a 
multi-media production which she 
narrated. 

A recommendation from the Board of 
Management was the establishment of 
an NSDAR Long-Range Planning Com­
mission to be comprised of nine 
members, who serve on a rotating basis.

The Census Bureau will collect cur­
rent employment and unemployment 
data for this area the week of May 18-23, 
according to William Hill, director of the 
bureau's Charlotte regional office. 

The local data will contribute to May's 
national labor force picture to be releas­
ed June 5 by the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics <BLSJ. The March data, the 
most current, showed a national civilian 
unemployment rate of 6.6 percent. This 
means that 7.9 million workers out of a 
labor force of 111.4 million did not have 
jobs. 

The Census Bureau's monthly Current 
Population Survey includes a national 
sample of some 58,000 households and is 
sponsored by BLS primarily to gather 
labor force data . 

Information supplied by individuals is 
kept confidential by law. Only statistical 
totals are published.

A Morehead State University ad­
mimstrator has become the first Ken­
tuckian to receive the Henry Stone 
Award from United States Judo, Inc., 
the national governing body for judo. 

Bill Rosenberg, director of com· 
mum cation services. was honored by the 
USJI for his outstanding contributions 
to the sport of judo through efficient pro­
gram administration at the opening 
ceremonies of the 1987 National Judo 
Championships last month in 
Pittsburgh. 

As the nation's governing body for 
judo, USJI also is officially recogmzed 
by the U.S. Olympic Committee to 
develop programs and activities m the 
sport for the Olympics. 

Rosenberg's love affair with judo 
began in the early 1960's when he saw a 
sign advertising classes in the sport at 
his hometown YMCA. He tried it and lik­
ed it. Later, when he entered the Air 
Force, he discovered judo was a part 
of his training as a military policeman. 
It's been an integral part of his life ever 
since. 

Leaving the service in 1966, the 
Chester, Pa., native earned his 
bachelor's and master's degrees from 
MSU and established the campus Judo 
Club while an undergraduate. Today he 
still serves as the group 's faculty 
adviser. 

In 1984, Rosenberg was one of 10 in­
dividuals selected nationwide to serve on 
the judo technical staff for the Olympic 
Games in Los Angeles. 

Now considered an Olympic sport, 
judo had its beginnings in the martial art 
of jujitsu, according to Rosenberg. "The 
sport involves throws and holds rather 
than the kicks and strikes found in the 
vanous forms of karate,'' he explained. 
"It's closer in form to collegiate 
wrestling. ·· 

Rosenberg has managed U.S. judo 
teams for the Canada Cup, the Dutch 
Open, the West German Open and the 
Pre-Olympic Tour in 1984. He also 
managed the country's teams for the 
Pacific Rim and Pre-World Training 
Tour in 1985, the Moscow Women's In­
ternational Invitational in 1986 and the 
1986 Jigoro Kano Cup. 

Head scorer for both the Olympic 
Festival and National Junior Olympic 
Championships in 1986, Rosenberg also 
was manager for the U.S. Olympic 
Festival in 1983 and 1985. 

The job of a manager is to make cer­
tain the athletes are there and prepared 
to meet the competitors' schedule in the 
host nation, according to Rosenberg. 
"The manager arranges for transporta­
tion, housing, feeding and uniforms as 
well as making sure everyone has the 
necessary equipment, " he explained.

First State Treasurer John Logan, 
after his appmntment in 1792 by new 
Governor Isaac Shelby, was for all in­
tents and purposes deputy governor 
under his good friend Shelby. Logan 
drafted rules by which local government 
was to be monitored, drafted Senate 
rules, insisted on chaplains opening 
Senate proceedings with prayer and 
created the office of, and set ~alaries for, 
justices of the peace, sheriffs, auditors, 
surveyors and tobacco inspectors 
Logan summoned all papers from 
Virginia that pertained to Kentucky and 
commenced to divide the state into coun­
ty districts for militia quotas. He also 
called for legislation adopting a state 
seal and annual elections. He further 
summoned from county sheriffs all 
taxes therefore collected under Virginia 
Jaw. 

Until1802, when a crude form of bank­
ing became a reality, he guided a rough 
monetary system which ingenious 
pioneers had invented to meet their 
needs. One unit of exchange was the 
Spanish dollar or "pieces of eight." The 
coin, unfortunately, when "doctored" 
slightly by a good blacksmith, became 
a "piece of tin." 

Another of Logan's duties was to see 
to the funding of new counties, which 
were being added at a rapid rate. Thir­
teen were added in 1798, the latter seven 
we discuss this week. 

Cumberland county was formed from 
Green county and was named for the 
Cumberland River, which in turn was 
named after the Cumberland range of 
mountains, which were named by Dr. 
Thomas Walker . 

Gallatm was the 33rd county and it 
was taken from portions of Franklin and 
Shelby . It was named for Albert 
Gallatin, a Pennsylvanian who was 
Secretary of the Treasury under Presi­
dent Jefferson. He served as Am­
bassador to France and Minister to

England. Gallatin was also an authori­
ty on North American Indians. 

Muhlenberg county was named for 
Revolutionary War General Peter 
Muhlenberg and was formed from 
Logan and Christian counties. 
Muhlenberg, as a young pastor of a 
Lutheran church in Pennsylvania, was 
asked to recruit a regiment for the 
Revolutionary War. He did this from his 
pulpit, preached his farewell sermon 
with sword and military hat, and led his 
"German" regiment" through many en­
counters. He was promoted to brigadier 
general and like John Logan, was many 
years treasurer of that state. He later 
served three terms in Congress. Ohio 
county was formed out of Hardin and 
was named after the river that then 
formed its northern boundary. 

Jessamine county was formed from 
Fayette and was named for Jessamine 
Creek which, in turn, was named for 

Jessamine Douglass whose father set­
tled at the head of the creek. She was sit­
ting on a rock in the creek, unmindful of 
any danger, when an Indian's tomahawk 
crushed her skull, killing her instantly. 

Barren county was taken from War­
ren and Green and derived its name 
from the barren or prairie type land 
which typified this area. 

Henderson received its name from 
Colonel Richard Henderson, who pur­
chased a large part of the state from the 
Cherokee Indians. Henderson county 
was formed from Christian county. 
Henderson, a self-taught attorney and 
later judge, formed a company and at 
the Treaty of Watoga, purchased all 
lands from the Cumberland River north 
to the Ohio and west to the Kentucky. In 
1775 he was President of this "new coun­
try, Transylvania," with its seat at 
Boones borough. This purchase was later 
annulled by act of the Virginia Legis­
lature.

STIHL: A dramatic increase in mussel 
harvesting in Kentucky waters has 
made necessary a new regulation to help 
protect th1s resource.

The revised regulation, which became 
effective March 17. increases the size 
limit of shells which may be harvested 
and differentiates among species of 
mussels . Previously, shells could be 
harvested if they were 2-1 2 inches long, 
measured at their greatest length or 
width. Under the new regulation, certain 
shells must be larger than what had 
been required in the past when

measured at their smallest length or 
width. 

The regulation now states that for 
washboard mussles to be harvested, 
they must not pass through a circular 
ring of 3-3-~ inches in diameter. This 
means that the smallest diameter from 
any point across to another point must 
be greater than 3-3 -~ inches before 
washboard shells can be kept 

Likewise, three-ridge mussels that are 
harvested must not be able to pass 
through a ring having a diameter of 2-3 -1 

inches. All other species of mussles, ex­
cept Asiatic clam, must not be able to 
pass through a ring with a diameter of 
2-1 2 inches. Asiatic clams may be 
harvested at any size. 

Musseling hours are from 6 a.m. to 6 
p.m., except at Kentucky and Barkley 
lakes, where musseling hours are from 
8 a.m. to 6 p.m. This exception was in­
cluded to allow commercial fishermen 
who use trotlines in these lakes to 
remove their lines from the water before 
musselers begin dragging brails along 
the lake bottom to harvest mussels. 

Musseling has also been prohibited in 
all embayments on Kentucky and 
Barkley lakes so that fish habitat will not 
be damaged by brailing operations. The 
exceptions for Kentucky and Barkley 
lakes were made because they are the 
two major impoundments for musseling 
in the state. 

The Tennessee River, from which 
Kentucky Lake was formed, is the most 
important musseling water in Kentucky. 
Mussels are collected from other waters 
in the state, but do not compare with the 
multi-million dollar industry that has 
come about from harvesting shells from 
the Tennessee River. 

Mussel shells are used to make 
cultured pearls. Slugs are punched from 
the shells, rounded and placed inside 
saltwater oysters. After 12 to 18 months, 
the oyster will form a layer of mother­
of-pearl around the ball of a shell and 
form a cultured pearl. Valuable fresh­
water pearls are sometimes found in 
Kentucky Lake mussels. 

Shells taken from the Tennessee River 
are of a higher quality than most others 
found in the state, the reason for a 
higher amount of musseling being done 
there. Companies that produce cultured 
pearls favor shells from the Tennessee 
Hiver because fewer impurities in the 
shell · means less time before the 
cultured pearl reaches the market. 

Due to the increased shell prices in the 
last year, more people are becoming in­
volved in the musseling business. 
License sales increased from 42 total <33 
resident, 9 non-resident> in 1985 to 176 
total ( 106 resident, 70 non-resident) in 
1986. Whether this dramatic increase 
will continue in 1987 remains to be seen. 
However, over 50 non-resident mussel­
ing licenses and 108 resident musseling 
licenses have already been sold this 
year. which indicates interest is still 
very high.

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Mine Rescue Contest 
Set in Martin Mine 

A group of miners will go underground 
Saturday morning at Wolf Creek Col­
lieries Mine No:4 in Martin county with 
one goal in mind ... winning. Thes~ 
miners will be participating in Wolf 
Creek Collieries Invitational Under­
ground Mine Rescue Contest. 

This annual contest is held to help 
miners develop and sharpen skills need­
ed in the event of an actual mine 
emergency. Rescue teams of six 
members are asked to complete a prob­
lem in which they explore a mine, con­
ducting any rescue and recovery work 

sible. During the drill, conditions are 
simulated to follow as nearly as possi­
ble those of an actual mine disaster. 

Most mine rescue contests are held 
outdoors, with areas partitioned off to 
represent the mine and its workings. 
What is unique about this contest i& the 
fact that itis held underground at a mine 
at the Wolf Creek site. Undergr.ound 
mine rescue contests are fairly common 
in Europe, but a rarity in this country. 

Bill Prater, safety director for Wolf 
Creek Collieries, sponsor of the event, 
says that he is pleased with the way this 
contest has grown over· the past few 
years. "Because of the time factor, we 

an only take four teams underground 
for the contest, but each of these teams 
will come away with a better under­
standing of what it is like to go 
underground following a mine fire or ex­
plosion," says Prater. 

This is the fifth year for the contest. 
Participants in this year's contest in­
dude: Marrowbone Development, 
Naugatuck, W.V.; Blue Diamond Coal 
Co.-Scotia Team, Cumberland; Eastern 
and Associates Coal, Stone; Wolf Creek 
Collieries, Lovely.

BRUCELLOSIS

Some Kentucky farmers apparently 

have not taken seriously the implica­
tions of continuing to maintain a 
brucellosis-positive herd of cattle. If 
you're one of these, you might consider 
that you're no longer in the majority. 

In 1986, some 350,000 calves were vac­
cinated against the disease, up from 
240,000 in 1985 and 175,000 in 1984. 

An incentive program for depopula­
tion of infected herds was started in 
November. Of the 115 known infected 
herds in Kentucky, 48 were offered for 
slaughter during the first month the pro­
gram was offered. 

At the same time, more stringent 
rules for quarantine of infected herds 
are now being enforced. Brucellosis in­
fected herds are now quarantined for up 
to 300 days after the last reactor is 
removed from the herd. Heifer calves in 
infected herds are quarantined until 
they are tested 15 to 45 days after calv­
ing, which may be more than two years 
after the last reactor is removed from 
the herd. 

One livestock dealer last year lost his 
' license for failing to comply with the 

Livestock Dealer Law regarding brucel­
losis. Suspension of a second license is 
pending. 

Movement of infected animals is 
becoming more difficult, as well. 

Beginning in July of this year, "clean" 
states <those states which have 
eliminated the brucellosis problem) will 
refuse to allow importation of heifers 
from states with high burcellosis infec­
tion rates unless the animals have been 
spayed or branded with an "F" for graz­
ing, feeding or slaughter. 

Both the Brucellosis Committee of the 
U.S. Animal Health Association and the 
Kentucky Department of Agriculture 
say they plan to continue strict enforce-

~ment of the current regulations. 
Brucellosis is a serious public health 

problem. lt affects cattle and sometimes 
horse farmers in the pocketbook. In in­
fects humans with a disease known as 
undulant fever. 

While there is no cure, the disease can 
be controlled and eradicated through 
proper herd management and vaccina­
tion. Several states have already done 
so. 

Federal and state programs are avail­
able to assist farmers in eradication of 
this disease. Kentucky veterinarians 
are kept up-to-date on these programs. 
as well as new regulations which may 
affect the interstate movement of cattle. 
They are also kept up-dated on informa­
tion regarding the disease itself. 

Your veterinarian is your best source 
of information regarding both the 
disease and the current methods being 
used to eradicate it. He'll be glad to 
discuss it with you.

Dr. Grady Stumbo said Thursday that 
his administration will work toward 
developing "clean coal technology" to 
make Kentucky an exporter of energy 
to the eastern United States. 

Stumbo, a candidate for the 
Democratic gubernatorial nomination in 
the May 26 primary , outlined his coal 
policy in a speech to the Pike County 
Kiwanis . "Transportation costs hurt the 
ability of Kentucky coal to be com­
petitive in the utilities market," Stum­
bo said. 

Technology now in use in Southern 
Califorma and Australia would allow the 
quick construction of power plants near 
Kentucky's coalfields, he added, pro­
viding a stable market for the state's 
leading natural resource. 

In addition, such tecnnology will re­
quire the skills of engineers, technicians 
and other specialists educated in Ken­
tucky, giving the state's brightest 
students a reason to stay home, he said. 

Stumbo also pledged to step up en­
forcement against illegal mining, call­
ing such practices " a blight on the en­
tire industry." 

" We will target illegal mines for ex­
tinction," Stumbo said, "and we will 
give our enforcement agencies the tolls 
and equipment they need to get the job 
done." Improved cooperation between 
state and federal agencies will make 
prosecution more efficient and effective, 
he added. 

The future of small coal operators 
should be at the heart of the state's con­
cerns for the industry, Stumbo said. The 
small operators assistance program was 
designed to ease the regulatory burden 
on small operators, Stumbo noted. But 
money collected for that purpose has not 
been spent on the program. "The 
bureaucracy has failed this well­
intentioned program and should be held 
accountable." 

Stumbo said his administration will 
establish a set-aside program to ensure 
that utilities in Kentucky buy a percen­
tage of their coal from small Kentucky 
operators. He also pledged to streamline 
the permitting procedure to help ex­
pedite the process and eliminate the 
bureaucratic tangle many operators 
face . 

The centerpiece of Stumbo's plan will 
be a "key contact" -one person who 
would be responsible for all elements of 
an operator's permit application. Under 
such a system, Stumbo said, an operator 
would know exactly who could answer 
his questions and would not get bounc­
ed around the system from one office to 
another. 

A new crisis facing the industry is the 
insolvency of surety companies cover­
ing bonds held by operators, Stumbo 
continued. Many companies which

entered the bond market were not 
prepared to deal with the cychc nature 
of lhe coal market, he said. 

As those companies become insolvent, 
coal operators find themselves holding 
a bond from a bankrupt surety. As a 
result, the operators face the possibili­
ty of violating requirements for ade­
quate bond coverage through no fault of 
their own, Stumbo said. His administra­
tion will provide assistance to allow 
operators caught in such a situation 
enough time to secure a new bond, Stum­
bo added.

Migratory waterfowl would 
benefit with more wetlands and small 
game, deer and turkeys could prosper 
with proper management on post-mined 
lands," he said.

People who dig wild ginseng roots 
before August 15 are breaking the Jaw. 
and they are endangering a significant 
natural resource which brings $4 to $5 
million into the stale each year. 

"If someone cuts ginseng from now 
through about late August. there won't 
be any new seeds." said C.R. Roberts. 
Extension horticulturist with the Univer­
sity of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

"That means that two or three years 
down the road. the ginseng will be gone 
from that location," he said. "It's the 
biggest reason that ginseng is con­
sidered a threatened species.'' 

A "threatened" species differs from 
an "endangered" species in that there 
is still a considerable amount of ginseng 
growing wild throughout the state, but 
that could quickly change if illegal 
harvest continues. 

Roberts said research studies at UK 
have estimated that as much as 20 per­
cent of wild ginseng is bemg dug too ear· 
ly. as early as May or June or as soon 
as the plant comes up. Authorities are 
trying to clamp down on this. but it is dif­
ficult. Even though there is a law on the 
books prohibiting the harvest of wild 
ginseng before August 15, there is little 
enforcement. 

" Some people in rural parts of Ken­
tucky have been known to barter 
ginseng for food in small country 
groceries, ·• Roberts said. 

Ginseng is sold primarily to Hong 
Kong, Singapore and other oriental 
markets where it is considered of great 
value in medicine and for other uses. Its 
price is about $140 a pound and has rang­
ed as high as $180. 

Each state that exports ginseng must 
meet certain federal regulations. It must 
have a research program and a system 
of monitoring wild ginseng. Roberts said 
UK's College of Agriculture is one of 
those in the forefront of ginseng 
research. 

Leonard Stoltz, also a horticulturist at 
UK. is working on embryo propagation 
and seed germination research to speed 
up the plant development process so that 
the plant can be grown profitably. 

It is grown now, but cultivated ginseng 
brings only about $25 a pound. The dif-

MSU Library Receives 
Gift of Rare Documents 

Morehead State University's Camden­
Carroll Library has received a rare col­
lection of Civil War, local history and 
genealogy material valued at more than 
$6,000. 

The Pearl Bach- Hallie Day Black­
burn Collection was presented to the 
university recently by Hallie Day 
Blackburn, of Dry Ridge, who served as 
senior extension librarian for the state 
Dep~~-'1.\ ent of Libraries and Archives 
fro1.a.- t954 to 1977. Blackburn presented 
the collection to the library through the 
Morehead State University Foundation 
in memory of her mother, Pearl Day 
Bach, a noted eastern Kentucky 
genealogist. 

The collection includes several Civil 
War period volumes, 32 file drawers of 
correspondence and other manuscripts 
on eastern Kentucky genealogy and 
local history, and copies of a 19-volume 
diary kept from 1882 to 1930 by an 
eastern Kentucky circuit preacher, the 
Rev. John J . Dicke. 

MSU's library was chosen as the 
repository for this collection as a result 
of the efforts of former state librarian 
Charles F. Hinds, who was aware of the 
extensive work in the genealogy of the 
region's families done by Dr. StuartS. 
Sprague, MSU professor of history and 
noted Appalachian genealogist, accor­
ding to Larry X. Besant, MSU libraries 
director. 

"We are excited to receive this unique 
collection which has such special impor­
tance to this region," Besant said. "It 
will be a valuable tool for historical and 
social research." 

The wife of William 0 . Blackburn, 
Hallie Day Blackburn was born in Can­
nel City and received her A.B degree in 
education from the University of Ken­
tucky in 1928. Continuing her studies at 
Pratt Institute, she earned a B .S degree 
in library sc1ence in 1929.

ference. Roberts said. is that wild roots 
have a wrinkled appearance that appeal 
to those in the market for Lht> .root 
Cultivated types are smoother and less 
desirable to those markets . Most 
CJJitivated ginsen is Mrvested after 
about four years, which probably ac­
counts for the difference in root ap· 
pearance. If growers would wait about 
eight years, the roots would take on the 
wrinkled look that buyers desire. 
Roberts said. But that increases the ex­
pense of cultivation

"A part of our research program is to 

monitor the wild ginseng in the state, " 
Roberts said. "In Kentucky's 120 coun­
ties. we've found ginseng in about 90 
percent." .

an agreement with the owner not to tell 
anyone where it is . Under the monitor­
ing plan, researchers will monitor the 
plant's development over a five-to ten­
year period to study its growth 
characteristics- and to find out if 
anyone else has found it and dug it.

"We eventually want to collect seeds 
from the different sized plants and get 
into genetics to see if we can develop 
new seeds," he said. 

But for now. the order of the day is to 
try to make people aware of the dangers 
of illegally digging the root " out of 
season" and to influence them to stop 
the practice.

From the beginning, the odds seemed to be stacked 
against "The White Shadow." It centered around Ken 
Reeves (Ken Howard), a white basketba~l coach at a pre· 
dominantly black high school and dealt wtth the touchy su~­
ject of racial tension. And for bask~tball-team members, tt 
required a young, unknown supportmg cast. 

Yet the series which aired from 1978 to 1981, found a 
comfortable pla~e in CBS'~ prim~-time lineu~. Though it nev­
er attracted a large audtence, tt drew pratse from educa­
tional groups as well as a memorable spoof on "Saturday 
Night Live" :_ "The Black Shadow," starring guest host 
Kareem Abdul-Jabbar. 

Sitcom journeyman Howard, who looks like a former pro 
basketball player, was well cast _as Reeves. A.Jormer NBA 
star Reeves had turned to coaching when a his career was 
cut ~hort by a knee injury. His Carver H~gh t~am was a col­
lection of distinctive characters: gang_lmg, msecure .Gol~­
stein (Ken Michelman), scheming Curtts Jacks?n (Enc Kil­
patrick) love-struck "Salami" Pettrino (Ttmothg Van 
Patten)' quiet Thorpe (Kevin Hooks), cynical Reese (Na­
than Co~k) and lethargic Warren Coolidge (Byron Stewar.t), 
who played like a star when he made his best effort. 

"The White Shadow" tried to be realistic. Like "Quincy," 
another issue-oriented series that aired in the late '70s, its 
treatment of topics like drugs, sex and family problems of­
ten was simplistic. But the series had its lighter side - es­
pecially when. the street-wise players interacted with the ge­
nial Reeves. And unlike many high-school programs, "The 
White Shadow" allowed its stars to graduate. Goldstein, 
Jackson and Reese were written out after the 1980 season.

Can Be Controlled 

Approximately 700,000 Kentuckians 
have high blood pressure (hyperten­
sion) , almost 30% of the adult popula­
tion. An estimated 9,149 residents of 
Floyd county have hypertension which 
is a major risk factor associated with 
heart disease and strokes. Although 
medical experts do not know the cause­
of most hypertension, research suggests 
that obesity, lack of exercise, and ex­
cessive sodium intake are often 
associated with the disease. 

Hypertension is the most common 
chronic disease in the country. When 
hypertension occurs, the heart pumps 
harder to move blood throughout the 
body. Left untreated, the heart is forc­
ed to work hard and eventually will 
become strained. Hypertension usually 
has no physical symptoms and cannot be 
cured, but it can be treated and 
controlled. 

Choices can be made in everyday 
lifestyle that can help reduce the risk of 
high blood pressure. Seeing the doctor 
regularly, reducing salt and fat intake, 
exercising regularly, not smoking, and 
avoiding stress. can help a person 
reduce their risk of getting high blood 
pressure. 

Many adult hypertensives are aware 
of their condition, but only 46% maintain 
treatment that keeps their blood 
pressure under control.

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Houseboating In Kentucky: 
he Lap of Lakeside Luxury

The gentle sway of lakeside luxury 

spangle. Skippering one's floating 
"home away from home" into quiet 
bays and coves. Sunrise glistening on 
shimmering waters. A fresh catch from 
one's own ''pier." An invigorating dip 
overboard. The creature comforts of 
one's own "castle on the water." 

Ah, the joys of houseboating, which in 
Kentucky can be as fun-packed, or quiet 
.. hd relaxing as one likes. A house· 
boating vacation in the Bluegrass State 
offers multiple dimensions-or the mere 
simple pleasures- of exploring the 
forest-rimmed, cliff-bordered lakes that 
are pure Kentucky. 

A houseboater in Kentucky is treated 
to an unfolding panorama of trees, hills, 
water, rocky cliffs. and probably a deer 
or two. A Kentucky house boating vaca­
tion, thus, combines rugged scenic beau­
ty with the conveniences of home. Many 
of these ·•floating castles" sport wall-to­
wall carpeting, refrigerators, showers, 
and gas grills and heaters. 

Houseboat rentals are offered at 13 of 
entucky's jewel-like Jakes and reser­

voirs. in all regions of the state. Rentals 
by day, week, weekend or " midweek" 
are offered by 36 private and state and 
county park marinas at diverse loca­
tions, including the state's most popular 
lakes. 

Proving particularly popular are Lake 
Cumberland in southcentral Kentucky, 
with its steep, rocky shoreline, which 
has been compared to a " romantic 
Swiss lake''; nearby Dale Hollow Lake, 
known for its primitive, undeveloped 
shorehne ; and the watery expanse of

Kentucky Lake and Lake Barkley in the 
Western Waterlands, that together com­
prise one of the largest man-made 
waterways in the world. 

Houseboating is also an option at Bar­
ren River, Green River and Nolin Lakes 
111 southcentral Kentucky; Herrington 
and Taylorsville Lakes in the Bluegrass 
region ; and Cave Run, Laurel River, 
Paintsville and Grayson Lakes in 
Eastern Kentucky . 

Chauffeuring those incredible hulks 
across calm, azure waters proves not 
that much different from driving a car, 
marina operators say. The most impor­
tant thing to remember is to guard 
against oversteering which can cause 
the craft to snake down the water which 
no self-respecting pilot wants to be found 
gUJlty of. 

Houseboats also have no brakes, 
which means you must start and slow 
down gradually. The boat's forward 
momentum can be slowed by throwing 
the engine into reverse. Driving a craft 
this big requires extra care when roun­
ding turns and maneuvering between 
boats. The inexperienced helmsman 
should practice turning when there is 
plenty of open water around. 

Docking while coming into shore may 
prove the trickiest task in houseboating, 
operators say, especially as winds come 
up. Dock staffs routinely offer orienta­
tion sessions for embarking 
houseboaters, to familiarize them with 
the craft and how it's steered, how to 
read navigation charts and to be abreast 
of safety regulations. 

Linens, dishes, pots, pans and house­
hold appliances are often furnished for 
the duration of the stay. 

After three or four couples go in 
together, or a group or club pools its 
resources, renting a houseboat can 
prove comparable to, or even cheaper 
than, first-class hotel accomodations. 
And infinitely more relaxing! 

Houseboat rentals range from a $125 
daily for a 40-foot boat accomodating 
four persons to $1,595 for a 58-footer ac­
comodating 8 persons for a full week. 
Most marinas offer a weekend rate, a 
midweek "special" <Monday afternoon 
through Friday morning) and a full­
week rate. 

The houseboating season in Kentucky 
normally runs Memorial Day through 
Labor Day weekend when reservations 
are absolutely necessary. Marina 
operators routinely ask for a security 
deposit, ranging from $100 to half the 
price of the rental fee. 

Kentucky's lakes offering houseboat 
rentals also prove to be excellent fishing 
grounds, although the hot, humid 
months when houseboating is most 
refreshing is usually not the best time 
to make those great catches. And 
houseboating is also not the coyest way 
to nab an unsuspecting bass, trout, crap­
pie or walleye. "When you come in there 
with a houseboat, you scare the fish 
away," a marina operator said. 

However, a houseboater can tie up in 
a quiet bay to catch a scrumptious pan­
fish supper, or find great pickings along 
submerged trees and underbrush, and 
in deeper waters off rocky points. Night 
fishing is also popular since lantern light 
draws microscopic life that in turn at­
tracts schools of shad upon which white 
bass feed. 

Houseboating proves very popular 
with water skiers who bring smaller 
speedboats to race across Kentucky's 
cool, clear waters . 

Offering freedom and privacy not 
often had with traditional vacations, 
houseboats are the many-splendored op­
tion, serving as one's very own sun deck, 
swimming dock, fishing pier, barbecue 
deck, dining room and motel room.

QUESTION : I am a 68 year old woman 
and I have never had an x-ray of my 
breast. Why should I go to the expense 
and trouble of this examination when I 
can't feel any lumps? 

ANSWER: The answer to this ques­
tion is simple. Mammography is essen­
tial to a woman's health because breast 
cancer is most treatable and curable 
when the tumor is small and a mam­
mogram can detect a tumor even before 
it can be felt.

Dandelion Control 
Is Still Possible 

Dandelions are poking their yellow 
heads up all over Kentucky much to the 
frustratiOn of many homeowners who 
work hard to make their lawns an un­
broken sea of green grass. 

Although the ideal time to control 
them is early April before they flower 
or late in the fall after they have finish­
ed flowering, homeowners can keep 
them at bay now by spraying them with 
a chemical that contains 2,4-D, or one 
that contains a combination of 2,4-D. 
dicamba and mecoprop. said J.D. 

'Green. University of Kentucky Exten­
sion agronomist. 

"Usually one application will kill the 
dandelions that are actively growing," 
he said 

Another way to rid lawns of 
dandelions is to dig them up . 
Homeowners using this method need to 
make sure that the plant's rool is pull­
ed up entirely, he said 

Homeowners can spray the entire 
lawn or they can spray only individual 
plants. They need to be ca reful , 
however, nol to allow any of the spray 
to land on any valuable trees or shrubs 
that may be killed or stunted by the 
chemicals, he said.

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Jobless Rate Down; 
Seasonal Work Up 

Broad increases in employment 
helped push Kentucky's jobless rate 
down from a revised 11.5 percent in 
February to a preliminary 11.0 percent 
in March. 

Figures released last week by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources show the 
biggest jump was in farm jobs, follow­
ed by growth in construction, manufac­
turing, services and trade. 

The nation's unemployment rate 
declined from 7.2 percent in February 
to 6.9 percent in March. The comparable 
tate and national rates are not 

seasonally adjusted. 
"Kentucky's unemployment rate 

traditionally declines in these late 
winter/early spring months," said State 
labor market analyst Ed Blackwell. 
"This year we can credit warm 
temperatures with boosting agricul­
tural, construction, services and trade 
jobs." 

Agricultural jobs grew by 4,700, which 
Blackwell attributed to the early begin­
ning of the spring planting season. 

The Department for Employment Ser­
vices monthly survey of employers 
showed construction jobs were up by 
2,100. "This contributed to the addition 
of 1,300 trade jobs, where we saw in­
creases in building materials, hardware 
and garden supply stores as well as in 
department stores and restaurants," 
Blackwell said. 

Manufacturers reported 2,000 more 
jobs, pushing employment in that sector 
to the highest level since December. 
"Part of this increase was the result of 
employees returning to work following 
brief strikes at Eaton Corporation in 
Bowling Green and General Electric at 
Owensboro," Blackwell said. 

"Originally we thought the employees 
at G.E. were not back on the job in time 
to be included in the March report, but 
some were back at work by the time we 
collected March employment figures. 

"We also saw 500 more jobs in textiles 
and apparel," he said. 

"The manfacturing sector of Ken­
tucky's economy has pretty well stabiliz­
ed fol1owing job losses during the reces­
sion in 1982 and 1983,'' he added. 

Kentucky had an estimated 256,100 
manufacturing jobs in March. In 1982 
and 1983 the state's manufacturing 
employment feU below 245,000. Since 
then, Kentucky has averaged between 
253,000 and 257,000 manufacturing jobs 
annually. 

Service jobs increased by 1,500, large­
ly in hotels and recreation. 

Employment in the education and 
state and local government categories 
remained unchanged between February 
and 1\.Tarch. The only sector recording a 
decline during that period was finance, 
insurance and real estate, where 
preliminary figures show 100 fewer jobs 

The federal estimate of Kentuckians 
working was 1,486,100 in March, up 2,000 
from February's report of 1,484,100, but 
below the March 1986 figure of 1,489,900. 

An estimated 184,600 Kentuckians 
were employed, a decrease of 7,500 from 
February's 192,100 but an increase over 
the March 1986 report of 173,000. 

The March labor force estimate for 
Kentucky was 1,670,700, down 5,500 from 
February's figure of 1,676,200 but 7,800 
above the March 1986 figure of 1,662,900. 
The civilian labor force includes non­
military people who are working and 
unemployed people who actively are 
seeking jobs. It does not include anyone 
who is unemployed but not looking for 
work. 

Unemployment statistics are based on 
estimates and are compiled to measure 
employment trends rather than to ac­
tually count people working.

McDowell Bats Come Alive As 
Daredevils Sweep Blackcats 

Friday afternoon a concerned David 
Hall talked of his McDowell Daredevils' 
troubles at the plate. 

"Our trouble is that we're not hitting 
the ball," the McDowell coach said. 
"We've got a couple players hitting well, 
but it would help us if we could get five 
or six players hitting at the same time." 

The first game of the season the 
Daredevils cracked three homeruns. 
Since opening day they have had trou­
ble as a team. 

Saturday afternoon David Hall said, 
"We never gave up today. When some­
one got down, someone else picked 
them up." "It proved what we can do 
when we don't give up, and hitting is just 
a matter of concentration." 

Hall's mood hadn't changed his de­
meanor, and even the just completed 
doubleheader sweep of Prestonsburg 
didn't bring a smile. 

Hall has the district tournament on his 
mind, and not until after then will he 
ease his intensity. 

McDowell has began to show signs of 
rounding into the expected form that 
prompted coaches to select them lOth in 
the region. Playing good baseball, for 
David Hall, doesn't mean success in the 
district tournament. 

"I remember two years ago when we 
won 10 games in a row. then lost the last 
game of the season, and Betsy Layne 
beat us 10-o in the district," Hall said 
then added, "but I think we have as good 
a chance as anyone else if we'll play 
good ball.'' 

The McDowell Daredevils did just that 
Saturday afternoon. They played good 
ball. 

If hitting had been a weak area of 
McDowell's, Jimbo Frazier didn't know 
it. The Blackcat starter walked the first 
three hitters he faced before Russell 
Shepherd pulled him in favor of Craig 
Tucker. 

With the bases loaded, Tucker got 
Mike McQuate to fly out to rightiield, but 
the ball was hit deep enough to score 
Henry Webb. 

Tucker didn't enJOY as much success 
with catcher Mark Perkins. On a 3-1 of­
fering Perkins lined a double to left 
center to plate Brian Hall and Kevin 
Hall. Perkins later scored when John 
Cnsp singled with two out, as McDowell 
jumped out to a 4{) lead after the top half 
of the first inning. 

Pitching has also been an area of con­
cern for David Hall, but he also got that 
problem solved Saturday. With the help 
of a strong offensive shooting, Brian Hall 
picked up his first win of the season. 

The senior righthander held Prestons­
burg scoreless through the first two in­
nings, enough time for the Daredevils to 
build a 10-0 lead. 

After Scott Tackett grounded out to 
short, McDowell rallied to score three 
runs in the second inning, thanks to two 
Blackcat errors, an RBI single off the 
bat of Kevin Hall, and three walks. 

McDowell wasn't through at the plate. 
With two out in the third frame Brian 
Hall, Kevin Hall, and Mike McQuate 

singled. Mark Perkms then collected his 
second double of the game, and his 
fourth RBL 

When two innings had ended, 
McDowell boasted the 10 run-lead, and 
although Prestonsburg rallied for a run 
in the bottom of the third, they could 
never overcome the huge lead, thus a 
lG-5 Daredevil victory. 

The second game wasn't intended to 
be a pitcher's duel between the two 
team's top hurlers, but some games 
don't go as expected. 

David Hall sent Jeff Crisp to the hill, 
while Russell Shepherd elected to throw 
Mark Tipton. Although neither starter 
was hit hard, they were both long gone 
when the second game was finally 
decided. 

Tipton worked three innings, giving up 
only one hit during that period, but in the 
fourth inning control problems led to his 
early departure.

Some say baseball originated from an 
Abner Doubleday experiment. Some say 
the game started by other means. 
History buffs, and fans of this sport tend 
to argue the theory, but one thing can't 
be debated-whoever started baseball 
did America a great favor. 

From three to 103, people of all ages 
can enjoy baseball. Not only is the game 
fun to watch, a participant doesn't have 
to be big or strong to participate. 

Unlike basketball, the big man does 
not dominate. Unlike football, the 
stronger man doesn't have the advan­
tage. Baseball is an opportunity for the 
person that was left out when it came 
time to distribute unusual physical 
ability. 

Being a great athlete certainly doesn't 
hurt, but it isn't a necessity. 

Baseball has been said to be a sport 
of father and son, but there is enough 
room for mothers, daughters, and 
sisters. 

The game has no special added attrac­
tions. It has no cheerleaders, no color­
ful bands, and no dancing girls to enter­
tain at halftime. 

This is not a downfall, though. Base­
ball is a sport enjoyed by its players and 
fans for what it is, not for what is 
brought it to enhance its attractiveness. 

After Clay county won the Sweet Six­
teen tournament in March, their coach 
said, "This was for all the little people. 
This proved that you don't have to be big 
to win in basketball.'' 

In some cases, Clay county's especial­
ly, this is a true statement, but it is the 
exception rather than the rule. Basket­
ball is a big man's game to be dominated 
by seven-footers. 

A little guy, Spud Webb, may be able 
to sneak in and steal the show occa­
sionally, but not often. The short man 
really doesn't have a part in basketball's 
show. but now basebal', that's a little 
man's sport. 

Joe :Morgan, Glen Hubbard, Pete 
Rose, and the list could continue forever 
if one had a mind to list all the profes­
SIOnal baseball players under six feet. 
How many basketball players in the 
NBA are under six feet'? How many pro· 
fessional basketball players are there 
under 6'4"? 

Sometimes we a II get caught up in the 
glamour surrounding high school 
basketball. After all most media outlets 
in eastern Kentucky promote it and 
nothing else. 

Young people can be attracted to this 
type atmosphere, and we do live in the 
shadow of the top college basketball pro-

gram in the country. Being a Wildcat 
would no doubt make one's career, but 
not everyone can be a Wildcat, in fact 
very few can. 

Nobody can tell anyone else what to 
enjoy most. Nobody can tell anyone else 
where they should place their priorities, 
but someone can tell you the fairness of 
athletic support, and the game that bas 
helped more eastern Kentucky 
youngsters than all the others combined. 

Baseball! 
While others were busy going to 

basketball camps, spending their fre 
time on the court, Paintsville thir 
baseman Mike Minix, one of the top 
guards in the state, spent his summer 
improving his baseball skills. 

As a result Minix is headed to Vander­
bilt to play baseball. 

His story is only a repeat of several to 
be told of Johnson county athletes. 
Willie Blair was an all-around athlete, 
but he opted for baseball, and now he is 
playing professionally. 

Harry Meek took Johnson Central to 
the state tournament as a basketball 
guard. Meek was one of the top guards 
in the state his senior year, but he didn't 
let basketball stand in the way of his true 
ability, which was baseball. Meek is now 
a diamond star for the University of 
Louisville. 

The two Johnson county schools have 
consistently produced good basketball, 
and football teams, but they have never 
produced a professional athlete in either 
sport. 

Baseball is a different story. Blair, 
Johnny LeMaster, it's just a matter of 
getting the help they need and setting 
their priorities in an area possible to suc­
ceed in. 

Just across the county line, the same 
can't be said. Floyd county can't boast 
of baseball in the fashion their rival 
neighbor, Johnson county, can. 

Are their athletes better than ours? No 
way, but they do get more support in 
baseball than Floyd county does. 

\\'bile Paintsville and Johnson Central 
go all out to provide their baseball pro­
gram financial and fan support, this 
county is busy promoting basketball, a 
big man's sport. 

This isn't nece~sarily wrong. It's great 
to show support regardless of the sport, 
but each to its own and each should get 
its own just due. 

There is no reason why basketbal ) 
should be supported more, but It is, 
especially by school money, which is 
what hurts most. One principal said

Daniels, Parker Battle Davis 
For Early Homerun Leadership 

Teams fighting amongst themselves 
aren't strangers to professional 
athletics. Several years ago Los Angeles 
Dodgers' pitcher, Don Sutton, and first 
baseman, Steve Garvey, slugged it out 
in the Dodgers' lockerroom. 

This season Mark Aguire and Rolan­
do Blackmon, of the Dallas Mavericks, 
had words and exchanged right crosses 
during a Mav's basketball game. 

These two instances in sports history 
brought much attention to the teams and 
athletes involved, but the latest intra­
squad battle could have the makings of 
the most interesting of all. 

And without controversy. 
Three members of the Cincinnati 

Reds, outfielders Eric Davis, Kal 
Daniels, and Dave Parker, are currently 
fighting it out over early homerun 
supremacy in the National League. 

Like the Dodger and Maverick en­
counters, the sparks have flown in this 
fight, but neither players nor team will 
suffer from it. 

In fact, if the Reds outfield trio 
weren't enjoying the high output of 
longb,llls, Cincinnati could be chasing 
the Western Division park, instead of 
leading it; Pete Rose would get a first 
hand view at the sight Larry Bow a sees, 
and Reds' fans .would be after Marge 
Shott again. 

But Davis, Daniels, and Parker are 
producing, and as a result, everyone is 
happy. 

The battle, as closely contested as it 
is, isn't expected to become heated, and 
isn't expected to stop. What it could do 
is lead Cincinnati to the National League 
playoff series this October. 

All indications say these three will be 
the Reds' major leading post this 
season. At least they have been so far in 
1987. 

When Cincinnati begins to struggle, 
either one or all three come to the 
rescue. Just like last Thursday. Already 
having lost two to the Atlanta Braves, 
the Reds were in jeopardy of being 
swept. 

But up stepped Dave Parker. 
Atlanta has jumped out to a big lead, 

sending Ted Power to the showers ear­
ly, when Parker got his big bat warm­
ed up with a two-run homerun, his lOth 
of the year. 

The Reds' right fielder brought his 
team back just a bit, but his early shot 
also moved him ahead of Kal Daniels for 
the league lead in homeruns. 

Cincinnati still trailed, and did so go­
ing into the bottom of the ninth. Eric 
Davis brought the Reds' close with a 
three-run homerun off Gene Garber, and 
then the Reds scored the winning run 
when Rafael Rameriz threw wildly try­
ing to get Buddy Bell at third base. Bell 
crossed the plate on the play, enabling 
Cincmnati to salvage one of the three 
games in Riverfront. 

With Parker and Daniels tied at the 
top of the National League's homerun 
list, Eric Davis decided to make it a 
three-man race. 

flf Davis had only seven homeruns on the 
season, but Philadelphia was kind to 
him. Before the Reds left for New York, 
their next opponent, they had claimed 
two of the three-game weekend series, 
with their center fielder providing most 
of the offensive punch. 

Friday night, Davis kicked the series 
off in a big way, collecting his eighth and 
ninth homeruns, one a grand slam, in 
support of Mario Soto, 2-0. 

Cincy took an early 5-2 lead, but when 
Mike Schmidt cut the advantage to one 
run, Pete Rose went to his dependable 
bullpen. Frank Williams, Rob Murphy, 
and Ron Robinson, who got his fourth 
save, allowed only one Philadelphia run 
in the final four innings. 

Pete Rose has had trouble with his 
starting pitching this season, but all he 
needs from that rotation is to keep the 
Reds in the game. Their bullpen ranks 
third among National League relieving 
corps, and have been critical in many 
Cincinnati victories, such as the 8-5 win, 
Friday night. 

Saturday night neither the bullpen, 
homeruns, nor good defense could have 
helped Tom Browning. The Phillies 
jumped all over Browning, now 2-4, scor­
ing two runs in the first, three more in 
the second to chase the Reds' starter, 
and cruised to an 8-3 victory. 

Any team that is expected to be a con­
tender has to have a stopper on the 
mound. Coming into the rubber match 
of this weekend series, Bill Gullickson 
had been just that for Cincinnati. 

Gullickson, 4-1, ranks among the 
league's top hurlers, but Sunday after­
noon Eric Davis proved to be the hero. 

Davis swatted three homeruns, in­
cluding a grand slam, his second of the 
series, to propel the Reds past 
Philadelphia, 9-6. 

Cincinnati drilled a total of five round 
trippers off Philly pitching, including 
one by Gullickson himself, and Kal 
Daniels, his lOth of the year. 

Davis's three homeruns gave him 12 
overall, number one in the league. His 
six RBis, the first time since 1982 that 
a Red has driven in that many in a single 
game, moved him into the first position 
in that category, and Davis also leads 
the league in batting average. 

By hitting three homeruns in 
Veteran's Stadium, Davis joins Johnny 
Bench, Reggie Smith, and Rick Monday 
as the only visitors to accomplish that 
feat. 

Gullickson was credited with the win, 
while John Franco, perfect out of the 
Reds' bullpen, recorded his fourth save. 
The little lefthander, John Franco, and 
the big righthander, Ron Robinson, has 
a battle of their own going. Both have 
four saves to their credit, but more im­
portantly, together they provide Cincin­
nati with one of the top lefty-righty relief 
combinations in the National League. 

By taking two out of three from the 
Phillies, Cincinnati moved a full game 
in front of a second place San Francisco, 
who was rained out in Pittsburgh, 
Sunday. 

The Reds boast a 17-8 record overall. 
Their 41 homeruns lead the league, and 
coming into Sunday's contest, Cincinnati 
was tops in the national league with a 
.279 team battling average. A 14-hit per­
formance didn't hurt that any. 

Thus far the Big Red Machine appears 
to be solid at all eight starting positions, 
at least all eight have produced. They 
have depth on the bench. They have a 
strong bullpen, but starting pitching 
looks to be a rusty spot in an otherwise 
well-oiled machine. 

Down in the minor leagues there is a 
man who could just possibly hold the 
answer to Cincinnati's pitching ques­
tions. Former Dodger Jerry Reuss is 
trying to come back, and if he could 
make it all the way to his past form the 
big lefty might just bolster that starting 
rotation, which does have some ability. 

The Reds, especially their bullpen, got 
a well-deserved rest Monday, then open­
ed a brief two-game stint in New York, 
Tuesday. 

After doing battle with the Mets 
tonight, they will return to Riverfront, 
Friday, for a three-game weekend series 
with Philadelphia. 

Note : Barry Larkm, who opened the 
season as Cincinnati's number one 
shortstop, will soon be taken off the 
disabled list. One of the Reds' out­
fielders, either Paul O'Neal or Leo Gar­
cia, will be sent back to the minors.

Those signs weren't flukes. Webb drill­
ed one-strike pitch over the rightfield 
fence to collect his second third, and 
fourth RBls of the game, and his second 
longball in as many games. 

In the top of the third Allen Central 
added four more runs to their already 
huge lead, and after that it became in­
dividual numbers time. 

During the season Allen Central has 
had some players roll up impressive 
personal slats, and Wednesday night 
proved to be a week of production for 
most players. 

The Rebels' second baseman Todd 
Duff went three for four at the plate, 
walked twice, and scored a total of five 
runs. 

Kelly Nickles showed signs of improv­
ing his offensive game, collecting two 
singles while scoring two runs. Kevin 
Webb, rapidly becoming the district's 
top longball threat, enjoyed possibly the 
biggest day of any Allen Central player. 

Webb collected a total of three hits in 
six plate appearances, drove in six runs 
and scored three himself. 

Shortstop Roger Horne didn't exact­
ly suffer with the aluminum. Horne 
fimshed with a pair of doubles, three 
singles, scored twice, and drove in two 
runs. Darrin Conn, possibly the most 
versatile of any player in Floyd county, 
drilled three hits from the ninth spot, 
crossed the plate three times, and col· 
lected an RBI.

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basketball brought in money, baseball 
didn't, and this was why his school 
couldn't support baseball anymore than 
it was doing.

Babe Ruth and Senior League 
organizations also suffer from only one 
regulation baseball field in the county. 

In talking with Oscar Rice, Allen Park 
director, there could be another field 
built on that property.

At Prestonsburg's expense, Rebel 
players padded their offensive numbers, 
but the player who benefitted most 
never came to the plate, pitcher John 
Hancock. 

Although the Blackcats tallied eight 
runs, only half of those were earned. 
Hancock did give up 13 hits, but ac· 
complished what he had to do. 

After his Rebel teammates gave Han­
cock the big early lead, the righthander 
did not allow a walk, one reason why 
Prestonsburg failed to mount any ma­
jor threats. 

The Blackcats have proven their of­
fensive ability, and did again Wednes­
day afternoon. But every base runner 
Prestonsburg put on they had to earn. 
Hancock gave up a lone walk in seven 
innings, surrendered to Jim Frazier in 
the second inning. 

Hancock's opponents surrendered a 
total of six free passes, all of which 
scored. 

With the victory, Allen Central im­
proved to 6-9 on the year, keeping alive 
a three-game winning streak.

Riley, who began his college playing 
days at Georgia Tech, will be reunited 
with his alma-mater where he spent 
three years as a power forward . 

After playing his freshman year at 
Georgia Tech, the former all-stater 
from Wheelwright, transferred to 
Morehead State to complete his college 
playing days. 

Riley graduated from MSU in 1982, 
then served as a graduate assistant 
coach under Joe B. Hall at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky, before entering the 
high school ranks. 

His first head coaching experience 
came at Lawrence County High School, 
were he led the Bulldogs to a 31-25 record 
over a two-year span. Before returning 
to Morehead State, Riley made a two­
year stop at Prestonsburg where he 
compiled a 28-26 record. 

Now the successful high school coach 
will join MSU head coach Tommy 
Gaither, a man Riley has been impress­
ed with. "He seems like he's got a lot on 
the ball, and he is confident in the pro­
gram he's trying to build." 

Immediately following the conclusion 
of this school year, Riley says he will 
move on to Morehead, even though his 
active coaching duties won't start until 
the fall. 

"As soon as school is over I'll go down, 
and help with the camps, but my official 
duties won't start until this fall." 

Those official duties have the former 
Blackcat· coach tabbed as graduate 
assistant coach. Riley defines those 
tasks as a floor and practice assistant 
to Gaither.

"I don't know how many we will sign, 
but I will be aware of the players up 
here, and I'll make Tommy Gaither 
aware of them." 

Some names being shared by area 
alumni and fans include McDowell's 
Brian Hall, Knott County's Daryl Slone, 
and Wolfe County's Steve Johnson. 

Riley probably won't be active in 
Morehead's field recruiting, but being 
from this area he does have an inside 
track on area talent. He, himself, agrees 
that one area of weakness in MSU's pro­
gram is their lack of obtaining quality 
eastern Kentucky talent. 

By moving on to Eagle country, Riley 
leaves a coaching vacancy at Prestons­
burg High School. 

No replacement has been named as of 
yet, and probably won't be until the 
Floyd county school system completes 
its final hiring late this month. 

Filling Riley's position won't be an 
easy task to complete. The big man with 
genuine concerns, gave something 
special to Floyd county basketball. 

Thanks, Jeff Riley, for the class, kind­
ness, and credibility you shared with this 
county. Goodbye coach, and good luck.

Observing Law ~ore· Important With 
Increased Pressure On Fish, .. Game 

With an ever-growihg number· of 
fishermen and hunters continually 
exerting more pressure on fish an9 
game populations, the need for sport­
smen to be aware of aoo understand fish 
and game laws has become increasing-
ly important. ' 

Abuse of the laws causes both short 
and long-range problems, everything 
from a lower opinion of outdoor sports 
by the general public to a reduttion,of 
hunting and fishing opportunities. 

Sportsmen are the most important 
conservation tool in the management of 
our wildlife resources and most sports­
men realize that game laws are design­
ed to protect their hunting and fishing 
opportunities. 

Concientious hunters and fishermen 
take time to learn all they can about be­
ing successful at their sport and favorite 
kind of hunting or fishing. This same 
dedication should include being as 
knowledgeable .as possible about the 
laws and regulations of that sport. 

State conservation officers spend 
much time educating and explaining 
game regulations to sportsmen and 
numerous informational brochures 
about all aspects of hunting and fishing 
are available. Yet, many sportsmen still 
do not understand some basic laws, such 
as that fishing in farm ponds and small 
private lakes is subject to statewide 
license requirements, creel limits and 
size limits. 

- However, when the carbon copy of the 
·license was exami~ed, the correct date 
of purchase was found and the subject 
was charged with 'possession of a forg­
ed instrument. Purchasing the neces­
sary license to hunt or fish is a· sma11 
price to pay to enjoy these opportunities 
and avoid a citation and other complica­
tions that often arise from breaking the 
law .. 

Wfth the height of the spring fishing 
season cmping in May, the gigging and 
snagging season already in progress and 
the opening of frog season just ahead, 
sportsmen need to be sure they under­
stand all the regulations to participate 
in these or any other outdoor sport. 

Heightened public awareness of the 
importance of conservation bf resources 
is bringing harsher penalties and more 
frequent punishments to abusers of 
natural resources, including fish and 
game. Offenses should not be tolerated 
by the court or by sportsmen who care 
about the future of hunting and fishing. 

Information on all hunting and fishing 
regulations are available from the 
Departmet of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources or a state conservation of­
ficer stationed in your local county.

There are some exceptions to license 
requirements, but creel and size limits 
apply to all waters in Kentucky unless 
otherwise designated by the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources.

Wildlife biologists are viewed as 

somewhat of an enigma. What is it that 
we are supposed to do? People's percep­
tions of the job inevitably involve Marlin 
Perkins-type 1mages of wrestling alli­
gators and tranquilizing bears. What 
most people don't realize is that. to be 
effective, the most important part of any 
wildlife biologist's job is managing 
people. 

This is especially true in the moun­
tains of eastern Kentucky. Anyone who 
has lived here for some time will tell you 
that life isn't always easy in eastern 
Kentucky. The mountains are steep and 
the valleys narrow. Travel is difficult 
and time-consuming. There is little 
farmland. These same factors which 
make it difficult for people in the moun­
tains also make it hard for wildlife. For 
example, for a deer to escape from a 
predator in the mountains takes con­
siderably more energy than it would to 
escape in the flat cornfields and 
wetlands of the western part of the state. 
When a deer seeks to replace the energy 
lost in a chase it must search farther in 
the mountains because there are fewer 
agricultural areas available. This lack 
of good habitat in the mountains affects 
not just deer but all of our game species. 

Three or four wildlife biologists and 
land managers cannot change much of 
the habitat found throughout a region as 
large as all of eastern Kentucky but, 
with organized clubs and private in­
dividuals working together with the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife, 
progress can be made. 

In many mountains counties groups 
are already working with the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife to improve 
habitat and increase wildlife popula­
tions . For example, the Fishtrap Sports­
men Club is actively developing the 
Fishtrap Wildlife Management Area by 
creating wildlife food plots. marking the 

Greg Adams Building on the Eastern 
Kentucky University campus in Rich­
mond. Dressing facilities are available 
at either location. 

This year's tournament consists of 10 
divisions with entries limited to three 
events.

area boundary and building gates to 
limit access. The Dewey Lake Fish and 
Game Club has helped create wildlife 
openings and plants 70 acres of food 
plots for wildlife on the Dewey Lake 
Wildlife Management Area . The Line 
Fork and Leatherwood Fish and Game 
Clubs have cleared dozens of acres of 
wildlife food plots and planted thousands 
of autumn olive trees for wildlife food 
and cover on both private and public 
land. The Leslie and Perry County 
Humane Society is working diligently to 
stop the mountains' greatest threat to 
wildlife. the domestic dog, from roam­
ing free through our woodlands. The list 
goes on and on. In almost every county 
there are groups which need your active 
support to help our mountain wildlife. 

In many cases their efforts are 
already being felt. Turkey populations 
are on the increase in many counties and 
more mountain counties will be open to 
turkey season in the future. There has 
been a yearly increase in our mountain 
deer with excellent populations being 
built in Knott county ! where tremendous 
public support for the recent deer stock­
ing has made the difference l and in Clay 
county. Raccoon and fox populations are 
strong on our wildlife management 
areas; especially where local clubs are 
planting food plots and building nesting 
structures. 

While joining a club and working on 
habitat improvement projects are very 
important, there is another way every­
one can help wildlife: report a poacher 
or game law violater. With the new 
Department of Fish and Wildlife radio 
system and toll free telephone number 
!l-800-25ALERTl. a conservation officer 
can be contacted within minutes of plac­
ing a call . All calls are kept confidential 
and the number is to report violations 
only. With public support, a conserva­
tion officer can have many extra sets of 
eyes and ears to help patrol our 
woodlands.

First described in 1977, it is 
caused by a small DNA-containing virus 
that requires rapidly dividing cells for 
its growth. Therefore, young, rapidly 
growing dogs are the most susceptible. 
Treatment is sometimes effective, 
though expensive. However a highly ef­
fective vaccine is available, and it can 
be given to animals as young as eight 
weeks of age with no serious side effects.

''U.S. Department of Agriculture 
estimates that farming and agribusiness 
combined employ more than 23 million 
people.

Protection is also 
available against canine hepatitis, lep­
tospirosis and respiratory disease com­
plex (canine parainfluenza virus, canine 
adenovirus 2 and Bordetella bronchisep­
tica).

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UK Studies Soil Erosion 
On Kentucky's Farmlands 

When one talks about soil erosion. the 
picture of deep gullies breaking through 
and ruining once fertile soil may come 
to mind. 

Perhaps the more insidious type of 
erosion, however, is what University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture resear­
chers call "sheet erosion," a not very ob­
vious type at all but one in which con­
siderable topsoil "runs off' productive 
croplands during heavy rains. 

It may not result in ditches and 
gullies, but after years of such runoff, 
the farmer finds that in spite of his.best 
efforts he is not producing as much per 
acre as before. • 

"Soil erosion ranks pretty high on the 
list as a problem for Kentucky." said 
David Ditsch, UK Extension soils 
specialist with the Research and Educa­
tion Center in Princeton. ''Topsoil in this 
part of the state is only about nine inches 
deep already where there hasn't been 
significant erosion." 

Farmers need to know how much soil 
they are losing each year in order to 
make important decisions about what 
crops to plant and what systems of 
tillage to use. 

Ditsch is involved in continuing 
research to provide those farmers that 
information. He measures soil runoff in 
carefully controlled experiments and 
then predicts probable soil loss over a 
period of time. 

"For three years," he said, "we've 
been taking samples of runoff and 
testing them in the laboratory to deter­
mine the nutrient value of soils washed 
off the fields . We can determine how 
much fertilizer is lost through runoff. 
That allows a farmer to put a dollar 

' value on his lost soil. Until you can put 
numbers on paper, it's hard to tell 
farmers just how much they are losing." 

Ditsch said the experiments involved 
five different treatments. Three of them 
involved full-season soybeans, tilled in 
conventional, reduced tillage and no-till 
methods. The other two were double­
cropped soybeans grown by conven­
tional and no-till methods. 

"We discovered the obvious," Ditsch 
said. The double-cropped tests had less 
erosion than full-season beans 
regardless of type of tillage." 

It was not surprising that soil eroded 
less when there was something growing

oh it, winter wheat in the case of the 
double-cropped soybean tests. 

However, within the double-cropped 
category, the no-till. soybeans had 
significantly less erosion loss than the 
conventional till examples. Also in the 
full-season soybean tests, the no-till 
method resulted in less loss than either 
conventional or reduced tillage. Reduc­
ed tillage showed less loss than conven­
tional plowing. 

Why? And how much erosion is too 
much? And what can you do about it? 

Ditsch said, "We think it goes back to 
soil disturbance. Once you break the soil 
up by plowing it, it's easier to lose it. We 
don't have data on yield losses resulting 
from erosion, but we're continuing to 
study this. We anticipate that at the rate 
of erosion on conventional tilled lands, 
we'll see a significant drop in yield. 
Those are long-term results." 

He added, "We don't really know what 
is an acceptable soil loss rate. That's one 
of the things we want to find out. Dif­
ferent soils have different rates. Dif­
ferent crops have different rates. Corn, 
because its roots go deeper in the soil, 
will have less erosion than shallow­
rooted soybeans. Corn also leaves more 
residue in the fields which adds to the 
soil." 

That means that where soybean 
farmers show significant erosion, they 
might choose to rotate those fields into 
corn production for a few years. Or 
farmers might choose to change their 
tilling methods to no-till to preserve 
their top-soil. 

Schools Are Screening 
For Backbone Curves 

Floyd schools are this week screening 
sixth- and seventh-graders for scoliosis, 
according to school nurse Jennifer 
Martin. 

Scoliosis is a side-to-side curvature 
in the spine that affects about four 
children in every 100. In about a 
quarter of those children-and much 
more frequently in girls than in 
boys-the curvature will become 
worse as the child grows. 

Occasionally the condition is caused 
by a bone or muscle disease but in most 
cases no cause is evident. except that 
heredity appears to play a role. It is not 
caused by poor posture. 

Usually, a child in whom scoliosis is 
detected will simply be observed 
periodically by a physician to see that 
it does not get worse. If the curvature 
becomes more pronounced it is nor­
mally treated by use of a brace and ex­
ercises. Sometimes surgery is needed 
to treat the problem-the spine is fused 
to prevent further curving-but that 
can usually be avoided by detecting the 
problem early . 

Screening is important. Martin said. 
because early detection and treatment 
is the best way to insure that the condi­
tion does not worsen. If scoliosis is un­
checked it can stunt growth. cause 
deformity and pain in the back. and. by 
deforming the chest cavity. can put a 
strain on heart and lungs. 

Without widespread screening. 
scoliosis is not likely to be detected un­
til it is too late, according to an infor­
mational sheet put out by Cardinal Hill 
Hospital . That is because it does not 
usually cause pain in its early stages 
and young adolescents do not usually 
have much reason to see a physician. 

Staff members at each county school 
have been trained to check sixth- and 
seventh-grade pupils not only for 
scoliosis but also for kyphosis <rounded 
back>. lordosis <hollow back>. and 
other abnormal body alignments. Mar­
tin said.

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New State Office Will 
Assist Senior Citizens 

Attorney General Dave Armstrong 
has announced the creation of a special 
Office of Senior Citizens Advocacy 
within his office. 

"Elderly citizens, who comprise the 
fastest growing segment of our popula· 
tion, are vitally important to the state 
of Kentucky," Armstrong said. "Unfor· 
tunately, older Kentuckians also are fre­
quently the victims of crime and abuse 
as well as consumer rip-off schemes. In 
order to better meet the needs of our 
senior citizens, we are launching this 
new program to address many of their 
problems" 

The Senior Citizens Advocacy Office 
will serve as a central clearinghouse of 
information to ad\·ise senior citizens 
about various problems that affect 
them, particularly consumer protection 
and victimization. The office will also 
seek to increase public awareness of 
elderly abuse and neglect. 

The office will be headed by Norris 
Beckley, a Shelbyville native and 
graduate of Morehead State University. 
Beckley also has worked as an in­
vestigator in the Attorney General's of­
fice. "Norris will act as an ombudsman 
and will handle complaints from senior 
citizens," Armstrong said. "He will also 
train our staff in handling specific prob­
lems of older Kentuckians.'' In addition, 
Beckley will be available to speak to 
senior citizens groups.

Local, State Agencies 
Save $5.8 Million Plus 

Effective records management can be 
profitable. according to an assessment 
conducted by the Public Records I>ivr­
sion of Kentucky's Department for 
Libranes and Archives. Department 
staff estimate that in 1986, $5,858,400 
were saved by state and local govern· 
ment agencies due to timely destruction 
of non-permanent public records hous­
ed in the State Records Center or in 
other state or local office buildings. 

The ongoing cost to store and maintain 
records in an agency office setting is ap­
proximately $150 per cubic foot per year 
The $5 million savings is based on the 
destruction of 39,056 cubic feet of non 
permanent records The Cabinet for 
Human Resources alone has saved 
$2,662,950 in record storage costs. 

Under Kentucky's comprehensive 
public records law ( KRS 
171.410·171.740), the Department for 
Libraries and Archives assists all public 
agencies in making proper, legal 
disposition of their records.

The Attorney General's office has four 
major divisions affecting the concerns 
of the elderly-Consumer Protection, 
Utility and Rate Intervention, Victims' 
Advocacy and Medicaid Fraud and 
Abuse Control. The Senior Citizens Ad­
vocacy Office IS the first to deal solely 
with older Kentuckians· concerns, 
however. 

The program is being Implemented 
through a special executive order, and 
cost of the program is being absorbed 
within the Attorney General's existing 
budget. Beckley hopes to establish a toll­
free telephone line through which 
citizens may ask questions or be refer­
red to appropriate agencies. 

International Travelers Are 
Advised To Take Precautions 

International travelers should check 
with a physician about immunizations 
and other ways to prevent sickness while 
abroad. Kentucky's chief epidemiologist 
advises. 

"Kentuckians planning a trip should 
check with a physician well ahead of 
departure for advice on immunizations 
and how to avoid illnesses such as 
traveler's diarrhea and malaria." said 
Michael Moser. M.D .. of the Depart­
ment lor Health Services. ··Physicians 

are advised to get a booster before 
traveling to such areas. 

Marla ria is common in many parts of 
the world but can be avoided if anti­
malanal drugs are taken before and 
during travel in areas of risk. The ap­
propriate regimen of medication 
depends on the area to be visited. Moser 
said.

, also can provide specific advice for 
those who have chronic conditions and 
general advice on travel stresses. such 
as jet lag." 

Much medical advice to travelers is 
predicated on the tndlV!duars health, 
sex. age and the area to be visited, hence 
the need to consult with a personal 
physician. Moser said. but there are 
some general precautions. 

Diphtheria and tetanus boosters 
should be updated every 10 years 
regardless of travel. People who are 
planning a trip should check the status 
of those boosters. he said. Adults born 
after 1957 who have not been immuniz­
ed against measles and rubella should 
get these protections before traveling, 
Moser satd. 

Depending on the area visited, some 
Immunizations that may be recom­
mended are those for yellow fever, 
Japanese B encephalitis and typhoid. 
"Travelers should be protected if these 
diseases are common in the areas they 
are visiting ... Moser said. 

If the itinerarv includes areas with 
poor sanitation. 'travelers may need a 
polio booster and a hepatitis A im­
munization. Adults who had the full 
series of polio immunizations as a child

New Tax Requirements 
Regarding Dependents 

SPONSORED BY : 

The Tax Reform Act of 1986 includes 
a provision that taxpayer identification 
numbers <usually individual social 
security numbers) be provided in most 
cases when a dependent is claimed on 
a tax return. The following questions 
and answers have been prepared to ad­
dress this new requirement. 

The Floyd County Fire Fighters Association 
Q. My wife and I claim our three 

children as dependents on our return. 
Must we do something different when we 
hst them on our tax form for 1987? STUMBO PARK 

A. Yes, if they are atleast 5 years old. 

Allen, Ky. Beginning with your 1987 return, you 
must include the taxpayer identification 
number of any dependent you claim on 
your return who is at least 5 years of 
age. Usually, this is your dependent's 
social security number. 

Q. I intend to claim my daughter as a 
dependent on my 1987 return. She does 
not turn five until the beginning of 
December. Must I still provide her 
social security number? 

Sunday, May 17 
12:00 'ti I 7:00 

A. Yes, if the dependent reaches the 
age of five by the end of the tax year, a 
number must be provided. 

Q. I claim my mother-in-law as a 
dependent on my return. Does this new 
law affect my return? 

Yes. The reporting requirement af­
fects any dependent, not just dependent 
children. 

Q. If I need more information on this 
new law, what can I do?
