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Board To Retain One of Three 
~fter Due Process Hearings 
By Ron Marstin 

One of three school administrators 
whose positions were slated for elim­
ination in a cost-cutting move by the 
Floyd Board of Education last month 
will get to keep his job as the result of a 
due process hearing held last Wednes­
day. The two other administrators, in­
cluding former Superintendent E. P. 
Grigsby, Jr., failed to persuade the 
board that their jobs should be retain­
ed, however. 

After a series of closed-door hear-
• hgs, the board voted unanimously to 
keep the position of physical education 
consultant held by David Turner. On a 
4-1 vote, the board accepted the recom­
mendation of Asst. Supt. Ron Hager to 
abolish the position of administrative 
assistant to the superintendent created 
for Grigsby when he resigned under 
pressure in August, 1005. It also agreed 
to scrap the position of Assistant 
Transportation Director Adrian 
Bentley. 

Grigsby and Bentley were officially 
notified that they face a reduction in 
responsibilities and salary in the new 
school year. The dissenting vote was 

• cast without explanation by board 
member Ray "Shag" Campbell. 

No decision was announced as to 
where the demoted administrators will 
be placed. They may lawfully be ap­
pointed to any position for which they 
are certified. and not necessarily to

other administrative positions. Hager 
said. 

Ned Pillersdorf, the attorney who 
represented the three employees in 
separate hearings, said his clients 
argued that employees with less 
seniority should have been demoted in 
their stead. The due process hearings, 
to which the three were entitled 
because they have held administrative 
positions for at least three years, were 
held in private at their request. 

A delegation from the McDowell 
area who appeared at Wednesday's 
board of education meeting wearing 
lapel stickers reading "No Mitchell 
Site" could have drawn little comfort 
from reports that two state Depart­
ment of Education representatives en­
dorsed the Mitchell property at Hi Hat 
as the best available site for a con­
salida ted McDowell-Wheelwright 
school. 

After inspecting five possible sites on 
April 15, Arnold Guess, associate 
superintendent for local services 
declared the Mitchell property suitable 
for the proposed school and the site 

most central to the pupil population. 
said Hager. Dr. Gene Wright, director 
of the division of buildings and 
grounds. concurred in that opinion 
following an April 22 visit, Hager said. 

A property at nearby Meade Hill. 
which was held by the state officials to 
be preferable in other respects, is not 
available for voluntary sale. Hager 
said later. Any attempt to condemn the 
site could prove costly and protracted 
and the delay would likely mean that 
construction bond money would be lost . 
he said. 

In the meantime. a Lackey property 
has won state approval as a possible 
site for the proposed consolidation of 
Wayland and Garrett elementary 
schools. Hager said a property owned 
by the Astor Collins family on KY 7 
near its junction with old KY 80 has 
recently become available and was 
deemed suitable by Wright on April23. 

A Goose Creek property owned by 
T&K Mining had earlier been approved 
for the new grade school but a relative­
ly low appraisal meant that purchase 
would be costly for the local board of 
education, which must itself pay the 
difference between the appraised 
value and the actual purchase price, 
Hager said. An appraisal is presently 
being sought for the Lackey site, which 
enjoys the advantage of lying between 
Wayland and Garrett, he added.

City To Expand 
Fire Protection 
To 10-Mile Area

Dana contractor Ervin Akers, who 
has led a 41'2-year drive to finance and 
build the system, told council members 
that construction should be complete 
by the end of June. The system, which 
was designed to be self-supporting if at 
least 280 customers signed up, already 
has 323 households on the books, said 
Akers, who serves as chairman of the 
Prater Creek Water District Commis­
sion. 

Bill H. Howard, superintendent of 
Prestonsburg City Utilities, urged the 
council to buy the Prater Creek 
system. While it would mean assuming 
the district's $323,000 loan, the city 
would also receive the benefit of 
$688,000 in federal grant money and 
about $45,000 in subscriber fees which 
helped finance construction of the 
system, Howard said. 

In October, 198Q-shortly before the 
city began a renovation that doubled 
the capacity of its water treatment 
plant and extended its reach as far 
south as Mare Creek-Prestonsburg 
purchased the 22()-customer Abbott­
Little Paint system and the 
200-customer Bull Creek system. Last 
November, the city signed a contract 
to buy the <Mountain) Parkway Water 
system, a deal which is expected to be 
finalized this month. Purchase of the 
Prater Creek system will see the addi­
tion of two water storage tanks and 
about 19 miles of water line to the 
Prestonsburg system. 

Prater Creek was already commit­
ted to buying water from the Prestons­
burg system, with which it will be con­
nected at Banner. As a result of its 1981 
ext>ansion, Prestonsburg has a water 
main extending along U.S. 23 as far 
south as Stanville, through which the 
Prater system will be supplied. Right Beaver Residents Seek 

Removal of Abandoned Trestle 

At Monday night's meeting of the ci­
ty council, Mayor Ann R. Latta announc­
ed that Prestonsburg has received a 
grant of $16,300 to build a firefighters 
training facility which City Administra­
tor Fred A. James said will be built on 
city property near the Cliff bridge and 
will be constructed with the help of Job 
Corps workers. 

"From a business point of view, we'll 
be receiving nearly 21~ dollars for 
every dollar we invest ... the city could 
never have received those grant 
dollars ... and we won't have to pay 
one dime up front." he said.

Estill resident Edsel Moore doesn't 

have to check his calendar to know it's 
spring; Moore can just look out his win­
dow and see the flooding and refuse in 
his back yard. Every year it's the same 
way. 

Moore lives next to Right Beaver 
Creek just below Gloat a point where a 
C&O railroad trestle crosses the creek, 
and when the water runs high, the tres­
tle acts as a dam; brush and trees col­
lect and the water backs up, flooding 
Moore's and nearby properties as well 
as the communities of Glo and Wayland. 

The problem is as old as the trestle, 
t ) but what makes the residents angry is 

that there is no longer any justification 
for the trestle being there since it hasn't 
been used in over 30 years, nor will it be 
in the future. Trees are now grown up 
through the tracks and pieces of rail 
have been ripped up by C&O workers. 
According to retired miner Arnold Fitch 
of Glo, the trestle is on a spur that's been 
abandoned since 1953 when Elkhorn 
Coal Company pulled out. Fitch knows 
because he mined the coal that once sup­
ported the spur. 

Alarmed by recent flooding, residents 
• of the area say there is more at stake 

than the destruction of property caused 
by the flood water. In April, the creek 
ran high because of the snowstorm and 
heavy rains, then dammed at the trestle, 
and backed up, covering the bridges 
leading to Glo. 

Mack Stewart, Wayland town coun­
cilor and assistant fire chief, said that 
for a 12-hour period between six to 
twelve inches of water covered the 
bridges and made Glo inaccessible to 
fire protection and ambulance service. 
"If a house would have caught on fire in 
that time, there's nothing we could have 
done to help them," Stewart said. "The 
water got so swift the only way we could 
have gotten a cardiac patient out is by 
helicopter " 

Stewart whose house m Wayland was 
flooded by backwater in the 1984 flood, 

feels they were lucky this spring but is 
concerned about the future. ''Those peo­
ple pay a fire tax," Stewart said of Glo 
residents. "If we couldn't protect their 
homes, they could sue us. Then we're go­
ing to turn around and sue the railroad 
because the hazard was cause by a man­
made structure. We're not going to take 
the fall." 

Second District Magistrate Jackie Ed­
ford Owens inspected the trestle and told 
residents he will inform the fiscal court 
of the problem at the next meeting, May 
15. Owners then will ask County At­
torney David Barber to write a letter to 
the CSX Corporation that now owns the 
C&O railroad informing them of the 
problem and asking them to resolve it. 
Owens said he would like the railroad to 
first clean out the trees and debris and 
then permanently remove the trestle 
and piers that are blocking and chang­
ing the course of the creek. 

"These people have got some nice 
houses up here, and the railroad has 
made it hard for them," Owens said. "It 
would cost Chessie just a drop in the 
bucket to do the job compared to the pro­
fits they made hauling the coal out of 
here. But the county can't solve this pro­
blem. We don't have the money 
budgeted nor the heavy equipment to do 
the job ourselves." 

Railroad Commissioner Jimmy Gabe 
Turner said that he has notified CSX 
Corporation's General Counsel James 
Cleveland in Ashland about the problem 
and Cleveland has assured him he will 
be sending an engineer to inspect the 
trestle this week. "The people up there 
can rest assured that something will be 
done," Turner said. "It may take a 
while, but I'm going to push for the tres­
tle to be removed. That seems to be the 
only answer." 

Moore would also like the county 
health department aware of the situa­
tion. The smell around the trestle is 
awful. Mosquitoes are a nuisance, and 
besides the junk and garbage, dead 
animals also collect in the brush and 

trees . There is some concern that so­
meone will set the trees on fire. Owens 
attributes the trees to strip jobs at the 
head of Right Beaver, and mentioned 
that Knott county, where much of the 
debris originated, just passed a trash 
Jaw.

Reflects Craftsman'_s Individuality 

BEVLEY TERRY RATLIFF sits at his shaving horse and uses 
a draw knife to carve a walnut chair post. Behind him on the 
wall are bundles of hickory bark that he'll weave to make the 
seat and back of the chair. Ratliff has been called a purist by 
his fellow artists for his aesthetic and demanding melhods that 
go back generations in tradition.

Each chair and piece of furniture he 

makes will always be his. No matter 
who buys it or where it's exhibited. No 
matter how much time goes by; the 
piece will always be a Bevley Terry 
Ratliff work. 

Ratliff is a chairmaker, an artist who 
bonds this way with every piece of fur­
niture he makes because of the care and 
time he puts into them. He makes tradi­
tional Appalachian furniture by hand, 
with hand tools, the way it was done 
generations ago. His work has been 
featured in magazines, exhibited in 
galleries and museums, and sold to peo­
ple as far away as California. 

Thirty-two years old, Ratliff lives at 
the head of Stephens Branch in Manton 
with his wife, Deborah, and their two 
small children, early and Joseph. The 
son of a coal miner, Ratliff was born in 
Allen and came to his art in a round­
about way. He had once had the goal of 
being a psychologist, and after gradua­
ting from the University of Kentucky 
with a bachelor's degree in psychology, 
he worked for two and a half years as 
a mental health worker at Mountain 
Comprehensive Care, but then became 
disenchanted with the job's bureaucratic 
demands and resigned.

Blue Grass Fest 
Ends in Slaying

Reo Hamilton, 38, of Teaberry has 
been charged with murder following the 
shotgun slaying of Teddy Howell, Jr., 26, 
of Meta. The shooting took place Satur­
day evening at the Blue Grass Festival 
held on Ned's Fork near McDowell. 

According to Deputy Coroner Glen 
Frazier the incident occurred at 10 p.m., 
and the victim was pronounced dead 
soon after on arrival at McDowell 
Hospital. Frazier said that Howell was 
shot at close range with a sixteen gauge 
shotgun that has not been recovered. 
The coroner reported that Howell was 
working at a festival concession stand 
and may have came out to calm 
Hamilton when he was shot. Fifteen peo­
ple witnessed the shooting. 

Floyd county deputy Harold Johnson, 
who worked on the investigation with 
KSP Detective J . Rederick, said that 
Hamilton fled into the hills with his 
16-year-old son after the shooting. The 
State Police tried to track Hamilton with 
a dog, but the dog was not able to pick 
up the trail. The following day at 4:30 
p.m. Hamilton gave himself up to 
Johnson. 

Monday morning Hamilton was ar­
raigned before District Court Judge 
Harold Stumbo. A public defender was 
appointed to represent Hamilton and 
bond was set at $150,000, to take effect

Denturists and their supporters from 

across the state converged on Prestons­
burg Thursday, to picket the Court 
Street office of dentist, Dr. Garland 
Godsey, who is a member of the Ken­
tucky Board of Dentistry and opposes 
the legalization of denturists . 

Presently, it is against the law for 
denturist-a person who makes false 
teeth-to fit or sell dentures. Yet Dan 
Hauner, a denturist from Louisville who 
led the pickets, said that denturists want 
to be licensed to treat denture patients 
directly instead of just filling denture 
prescriptions for dentists as they do now. 
By picketing, the group is seeking to 
create public awareness of their profes­
sion and gain publicity for their cause. 

The Kentucky Board of Dentistry is 
mandated by the legislature and com­
missioned by the Governor to enforce 
the laws and regulations pertaining to 
the practice of denistry. According to 
Godsey, a denturist is a person who pro­
vides illegal dental services in violation 
of the law. 

Yet Hauner says that dentists have a 
monopoly and charge twice as much for 
dentures as a denturist does. He also 
believes that if denturists were legal 
they would provide a needed competi­
tion and bring the cost down. According 
to Hauner, the average cost of dentures 
is $700, but he charges only $250. GOOsey, 
however, says his normal charge is $550. 

Because of the high cost of dentures, 
Hauner maintains that 50 percent of the 
people who need dentures can' t afford 
them. To counter that charge, Godsey 
said that the Kentucky Dental Associa­
tion has a denture access program for 
people who cannot afford to pay the nor­
mal cost. The number is 1-800-292-1855. 

Denturists are legal in Oregon, Idaho, 
Montana, Colorado, Arizona, Maine, and 
Canada. Since 1978, denturists have been 
trying to get a law through the Kentucky 
legislature, but Hauner says they have 
been prevented by the dentist lobby. He 
also said the movement has been hurt 
by the fact that Governor Martha Layne 
Collin's husband is a dentist and has 
organized against them. 

"We don't want to do their work," 
Hauner said. "We don't want to make 
crowns or bridges or do fillings. We on­
ly want to make dentures and partial 
dentures-only what is removable." 
Hauner makes the comparison between 
other professions. "You don't have to go 
to a medical doctor to get glasses," he 
said. "Nor do you have to go to one for 
an artificial limb. A denture is a device 
used in chewing. It's a removable part. 
And people shouldn't have to go to a den­
tist to get dentures." 

Godsey said that a patient takes a risk 
in being treated by a denturist. "In my 
examination I take an x-ray of the pa­
tient's mouth to make sure there is no 
pathology in the oral tissue or tumors," 
Godsey said. "A denturist doesn't do

that. " Godsey said that is a standard 
procedure that dentists follow to safe­
guard each patient, but it is something 
that the denturist is neither capable of 
or qualified to do. 

"I'm definitely not for them," said Dr. 
Brent Clark, Betsy Layne dentist. "I 
went to school for eight years. I spent a 
fortune paying for my education, and it's 
not fair to allow these people to practice 
dentistry without going through the 
same schooling and training as I did. I 
don't think they want to pay their dues." 

Clark said while denturists are pro· 
bably technically capa}?le of making 
dentures, since many have worked as 
dental lab technicians, they are not 
qualified to treat dental patients directly 
because they haven't been schooled in 
medicine and diseases. Like Godsey, he 
feels it is dangerous. "They could 
transmit hepatitis," Clark said. "You 
have to know what you're doing." 

Hauner said a bill to legalize den­
turists will be presented to the 
legislature in the next session. In it, the 
bill will require a four-year education 
from an approved school and passing a 
test to become certified. According to 
Hauner, the first two years would cover 
dental technology, plus a year of den­
turist training and a year of residency. 

Until a law passes, Hauner said, den­
turist will continue to lobby and protest, 
and if necessary, go to jail for what they 
believe in. "We're trying to change the 
law," he said, "and if we've got to go to 
jail to win this-we will." 

June 1 Hauner will begin serving a 
30-day sentence in the Jefferson county 
jail for violating a Circuit Court restrain­
ing order that forbade him from prac­
ticing as a denturist.

Why is it that I can grow some 
things like astilbe, poppies, carna­
tions, where they shouldn't grow, 
but cannot have the slightest suc­
cess with, for instance, coreopsis, 
shasta daisies, lupines, Chinese 
lantern, columbine, all of which are 
supposed to be easy to grow. Not for 
me. 

After the dogs dug up my 
camellia, which to that point was 
thriving, I said quits to the camellia 
scene. As someone else said, or 
words to the same effect, "Those 
dogs won't have me to kick around 
any more." 

Now to the annuals. 
Excepting its name, a petunia is 

an unexcelled joy. It will grow 
almost anywhere, and with a little 
pinching off of spent flowers, will 
bloom until frost. Then come up 
with something more dependable 
than zinnias, cosmos, and mari­
golds. Ignore the smell of the latter, 
because it repels lots of insects. I us­
ed to sow them among my 
vegetables when I had time for a 
real garden-a vegetable garden, 
that is. 

I enjoy flowers, but growing corn, 
beans, lettuce, onions, zucchini, 
tomatoes is nothing short of taking 
part in a miracle. 

Radio doesn't faze me; television 
is simply a rather dismal fact of life, 
but that a small seed can produce a 
stalk of corn, a tomato plant, a hill 
of beans, a sprawling squash plant, 
now that's a miracle. It is beyond 
belief. 

And if you really want your 
children to have some respect for 
the awesome wonder of nature, help 
them to sow a few seeds and tend the 
seedlings. 

Now, how did I get on this? It was 
supposed to be for another place, 
another time. But to paraphrase 
Gertrude, "A garden is a garden is 
a garden," and wonderful, wonder­
ful, wonderful.

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Ratliff didn't know what he wanted to 
do at that juncture in his life, but he had 
always been interested in woodworking. 
He had made kitchen cabinets, and one 
summer in Indiana, worked as a wood­
cutter in a speedboat factory. After leav­
ing Mountain Comprehensive Care, he 
helped a friend build a log house. In the 
spring of 1982, he sold a rocking horse 
at the David Appalachian Craft Center 
and was encouraged by people who saw 
it. The next year he displayed a rocking 
chair at the Governor's Derby 
Breakfast, and the piece was praised. 
Since then he's made and sold one piece 
after another to people in Connecticut, 
Pennsylvania, Texas, California, and 
Arizona. 

His work is now all commissioned and 
bought months before it is delivered. He 
makes dining chairs, tables, rocking 
chairs, rocking horses, stools, and 
highchairs and uses various woods: 
hickory, white oak, walnut, ash, or 
cherry, depending on what the customer 
wants. 

It's a long, individual process that· 
starts with Ratliff spotting and cutting 
down the tree he needs. Pains are taken 
the whole way through as he cures, 
handsplits, carves, and shapes the wood. 
He works from a design in his head and 
everything is considered, for example, 
the amount of moisture in the wood, how 
much it expands or contracts. And while 
his furniture has often been exhibited, 
he designs them to be durable and func­
tional. "I make my chairs to be used," 
Ratliff said. "They're not something to 
be put into a showcase." 

In creating his pieces, Ratliff said that 
he strives for a feeling that pulls at the 
heart. "I want tJ appeal to someone's 
feeling, the security of the home," 
Ratliff said. "People have said to me 
who have sat in my chairs, 'This feels 
just like my grandfather's chair,' and 
that's what I go for." 

When he's working, Ratliff keeps his 
mind clear and concentrates on the 
piece before him, especially when he's 
working on fhe joinery. "I don't think 
about how much money I'm going to get 
for it, or when I've got to get it done," 
Ratliff said. "I stopped wearing a watch 
six or seven years ago_ It's not that im­
portant any more. Getting the days right 
is close enough." 

In 1984 his work was judged and he 
was accepted into the prestigious Ken­
tucky Guild of Artists & Craftsman. He's 
been exhibited at the Ohio's Designers 
Guild Show in Columbus, Ohio, the Ken­
tucky Arts Foundation in Louisville, the ~ 
Swearingen Gallery in Louisville, and 
the Appalachian House Gallery in 
Darien, Connecticut. Also, he has taught 
chair making at Berea College. 

After each piece has been joined, 
Ratliff turns it over to his wife Deborah 
who applies several coats of Danish 
finishing oil to seal the wood, then sands 
and rubs the finish until it is perfect. She 
isn't interested in getting the gloss up 
but rather in making a smooth finish. 
"We've had blind people at shows who 
have felt the wood and said they could 
feel how much work went into it," 
Deborah said. 

For the last two years Ratliff has been 
invited to display his work at "Our Ap­
palachian Experience," a crafts show 
sponsored by the University of Fairfield 
in Fairfield, Connecticut. And two years 
ago he had a gallery showing at 
Morehead State University. Just recent­
ly, he was invited to jury-send slides 
and examples of his work-for a "Pure 
Kentucky" exhibition at the Folk Art & 
Craft Musuem in Los Angeles. 

Like a well shaped chair, Ratliff's 
lifestyle also reflects his individuality. 
The Ratliffs live simply and economical­
ly in a large double-crib log house that 
Ratliff built himself. The poplar logs and 
sandstone foundation came right from 
the property site. "I'm living a different 
lifestyle," Ratliff said. "We're not aspir­
ing to mainstream consuming America. 
We've decided-Deb and l-that this is 
what we want. We have a common 
dream." 

Currently, Ratliff is working on a set 
of walnut chairs with hickory bark seat 
and back for a lady from Franklin coun­
ty while Deborah finishes a white oak 
table for people in Michigan. Yet nothing 
leaves his shop until he's satisfied that 
it's his best work. When finished, he 
identifies each piece with the initials­
BTR. But his goal is to perfect and in­
dividualize his furniture to a point 
where an antique critic or connoisseur 
will be able to identify it as a Ratliff 
piece just by looking at it. 

But whether initialized or not, the 1 

satisfaction comes from knowing that he 
made it, that it's his work. "I get a lot 
of satisfaction out of seeing the piece 
finished," Ratliff said. "I get pride in 
that. And in my mind, it's always going 
to be my chair. Even if it goes to some 
Yankee's house in Connecticut."

Attention, Old Fiddlers 
With the help of many Kentucky 

residents, I am collecting fiddle music 
from our older citizens. To date, I have 
homemade cassettes played by people 
65 years and older who learned their 
music before radio and recorded music 
changed our musical tastes. I am col­
laborating to preserve some of the music 
I hear in a more formal way-by mak­
ing it available to those who want to 
learn through the library at Morehead 
State University. Anyone can listen to 
the cassettes at the Morehead State 
University library. The purpose of this 
project is to record and document there­
maining old time fiddle music in 
eastern Kentucky. 

Please think over the people you know 
who are over 70 years old. Do any of 
them play the fiddle? Or did they play 
the fiddle in younger years? Could you 
please send me the name, address and 
telephone number for any person you · 
can think of that perhaps can play or 
would know how to contact someone who 
does. Even if the person you may be 
thinking of has moved on to Indiana or 
Ohio or elsewhere, I still would ap­
preciate your letting me know of their 
talent. 

Along those lines, many Kentuckians 
have recognized the value and impor­
tance of the musical abilities of their 
older family members, and over the 
past thirty years have made home 
recordings . I would like to learn of 
anyone having these recordings. It is 
possible to copy from reel, 8-track, or 
other machines onto cassettes, and I 
would, of course, make a copied set, if 
the family would like to have them. 
Please let me know if you can think of 
families who may have homemade 
recordings of their people. 

With the help of equipment from 
Morehead State University's regional 
service office and Missouri collector and 
fiddler, Bob Butler, I have pursued mak­
ing video tapes of several older fiddlers. 
We would like to hear of others. To date, 
the collection at Morehead State Univer­
sity has some of the music of eight 
players. One of these is Hiram Stamper, 
93 years young. Hiram, with fiddle on his 
chest, still plays regularly, both for his 
own enjoyment, and to entertain visitors 
from near and far. Hiram learned tunes 
from two uncles on his mother's side, 
Lee and Daniel Triplett, of Virginia, and 
from a Civil War veteran, Shade Slone. 
This gives him a very old, very rare, and 
very unique repertoire. Hiram is willing 
and eager to share his knowledge of the 
old music. He and his gracious wife, 
Martha, have gone out of their way to 
assist interested people to play and 
understand the older fiddle music of 
eastern Kentucky. 

Estill Bingham, age 88, has an exten­
sive collection of tunes. Playing in a 
dance band as a teen-ager, he has sing­
ing, dance, party tunes, standard fiddle 
tunes, and war ballads from the Civil 
War. He learned many tunes from his 
father- he calls him "Pap." Pap was 
born in 1850 and knew the Civil War very 
well. Estill retunes the fiddle the way his 
father did and plays several tunes in 
other tunings, some of which are very 
ancient melodies. 

To all.eastern Kentuckians who may 
be able to help preserve the older, non­
standard fiddle music, please feel free 
to contact me. Any information will be 
sincerely appreciated.

McDonald Defends 
Pulling Licenses

McDonald's recommendation to revoke 
the certificates of a teacher convicted of 
sex offenses involving students and one 1 

who falsified credentials in seeking a 
teaching position. Both waived their 
right to a hearing and did not contest 
revocation. 

Expressing regret for the circum­
stances requiring the revocations, 
McDonald said, " This is the first 
board, and the first admi

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Trees Fight Pollution 
And Add to Landscape

For years, city officials have planted 
trees along metropolitan thoroughfares, 
mainly because they are beautiful. Now, 
however. scientists are discovering that 
tress have other attributes. According 
to an article by Mike Toner in National 
Wildlife magazine, urban planners are 
planting trees because they clean up air 
pollution. 

During photosynthesis, trees not only 
convert carbon dioxide into oxygen but 
also filter the air of many of its man­
made and natural pollutants. Hence, 
many city planners are using these 
natural cleaners to help purify the urban 
environment. 

The air cleaning potential of trees is 
well-documented. Scientists in New 
Haven, Connecticut, for example, have 
determined that one large sugar maple 
can remove as much airborne lead as 
the city's cars emit by burning a thou­
sand gallons of gasoline. Similarly, ci­
ty planners in Los Angeles say that by 
the year 2000, trees will remove some 200 
tons of dust and smoke from the region's 
air each day. 

There are drawbacks to the effec­
tiveness of this plan, not the least of 
which is the potential damage to the 
trees themselves. Specifically, too much 
ozone can actually destroy the 
stomata-tiny pores-on tree leaves. 
Worse yet, there is ample evidence to 
suggest that toxic substances and 
polluted air can kill trees not only in the 
city but in forests many miles from any 
urban environment as well. 

Nonetheless, city planners from 
Europe to Australia are including trees 
in their future urban development plans. 

"In most cities of Eastern Europe and 
the Soviet Union, you find tree plantings 
on a scale that most Americans would 
not believe," says Leon Dochinger, a 
plant pathologist at the U.S. Forest Ser­
vice. And, in the United States, cities 
such as Dayton, Ohio, have used trees 
to cleanse the urban atmosphere.

Jury Backs Cookware Salesman 
In Tiff with Irate Customers

Seven sued by a Tennessee firm for 
failing to keep up payments on cook­
ware sets they bought following home 
demonstrations here responded last 
week with a suit of their own. claiming 
they had been defrauded by the 
cookware salesman. 

A district court jury sided with the 
cookware firm. however. awarding 
judgment to the Regal Company in the 
one case the panel was permitted to 
rule on and denying to the buyers any 
of the punitive damages they sought 

The cases against six defendants 
were dismissed Thursday when 
District Judge Harold Stumbo ruled that 
the Regal Company salesman. who 
prosecuted the complaints without the 
assistance of an attorney. had not pro­
perly made his case against them. 

The salesman. Paul Ratliff. of 
Jenkins. said later he thought he would 
not need a lawyer as long as he brought 
to court the purchase contracts he 
claimed were in default. He intends to 
appeal the dismissals. he said. adding. 
"and I'll have an attorney next time." 

Ratliff originally filed h1s complaint 
in Small Claims Court. where disputes 
involving amounts of $1,000 or less are 
adjudicated, where litigants are not 
usually represented by attorneys. and 
where the rules of evidence are 
relatively informal. Trial was moved 
into District Court when the defendants 
countersued. each demanding punitive 
damages of up to $1.500. which is above 
the small claims limit. 

Named as defendants in the original 
complaint were Johnnie D. Lee. of 
Ligon, alleged to owe $1.019 on a Cor· 
don Bleu steel cookware set purchased 
from a Regal salesman in 1984, and six 
others whose purchases date to 1986. 
They are: Eddie Rose. of Harold. sued 
for $729; Virgil Paige, of McDowell. 
$535; Ruby Alice Stratton. of Stanville. 
$1.262: Harold Boyd. of Banner. $840 : 
Loretta Johnson. of Weeksbury. $1,284 : 
and Chester Mullins. of McDowell. 
$896. 

All the cookware sets were later re­
possessed and sold at auction for $125 
each. a sum deducted from the original 
purchase price. the plaintiff said 

In their counterclaim. the defen­
dants said the company salesman 
defrauded them by claiming that food 
would not stick to the pots and pans 
during cooking. While that might be 
true for a master chef, said their at­
torney. Ned Pillersdorf. it was not true 
where the cookware was in the hands 
of the average household cook. 

Pillersdorf sa1d the buyers were not 
told that. under a Kentucky law design­
ed to protect consumers from pressure 
tactics sometimes used by door-to-door 
salesmen, they could repudiate their 
contracts within three days of signing 
them . 

Many of the buyers were pressured 
into signing installment contracts even 
though they could put little or no 
money down and had little credit. their 
attorney sa1d. 

The supposed auction at which the 
repossessed cookware was sold was 
apparently not designed to bring a fair 
price for the merchandise which. in 
any event. may have been returned to 
the Regal Company for resale as new 
equipment. the attorney contended. 

In asking for punitive damages 
against the cookware firm. Pillersdorf 
urged the jury to make awards that 
would "protect honest local merchants 
who deal straight'' and to send a 
message to out-of-state dealers that 
they should "not come into our county 
and do these kinds of things." 

Ratliff argued that the C'ordon Bleu 
line of cookware was designed for use 
at medium and low heat and that. if 
food stuck to the pan. it was simply 
because the users turned the heat too 
high. Moreover, all the purchase con­
tracts included a paragraph explaining 
that the householders had three days in 
which to cancel them. he said . 

The Regal Company has thousands 
of customers nationwide who "dearly 
love" their Cordon Bleu cookware. 
Ratliff said, adding, "The only pro­
blem we have is with people who don't 
want to pay." 

In a conference held in the judge's 
chambers before the jury was asked to 
make its decision. Judge Stumbo was 
persuaded by the defense attorney that 
Ratliff had not properly presented a 
case against any defendant except 
Rose. The judge directed that all the 
other defendants be acquitted. 

The six-member jury, some of whom 
posed questions to the witnesses during 
the trial. decided that Rose. a butcher 
at the Velocity Market at Betsy Layne. 
should pay the $729 for which he was 
sued and that none of the purchasers 
should be awarded punitive damages 
against the cookware company 

Ratliff lamented at one point during 
the in-chambers discussion of the case 
that the documentatiOn he had brought 
to trial- including the purchase agree­
ments, signed testimonials, and postal 
receipts of notices sent to the defen­
dants warning them that their re­
possessed cookware was about to be 
sold at auction- was "only rubbish"in 
the eyes of the law. 

The trial judge explained that. 
without witnesses to back it up. the 
written documentation was in­
admissible as evidence since it was not 
amenable to cross-examination by the 
defense. "We need live witnesses. not 
just written instruments." the judge 
said.

Grade School Athletics Policy 
Under Revision by Committee

Grade school football will become a 
spring sport if the Floyd Board of 
Education adopts a recommendation 
made last week by a committee of 
school principals and coaches. The 
panel hopes that by moving it from 
the fall. where it must compete for 
athletes with the more popular basket­
ball-more boys will sign up for foot· 
ball. said James F."Frankie" Franc1s. 
county schools' athletic director and a 
member of the committee. 

Under a plan proposed by the panel. 
which has been revising primary and 
secondary school athletic policies 
under the direction of former super­
intendent E. P . Grigsby, Jr .. the grade 
school football season will be pushed 
back to April. leaving the first half of 
the school year clear for basketball. 

"There has been a conflict. especial­
ly in the smaller schools. Boys have 
had to choose between basketball and 
football." said Francis. "There was a 
feeling that we have been penalizing 
the kid who wants to play both." 

Spring football is not a new idea. but 
it has been rejected before on grounds 
that it would rule out competitive play 
with school districts that schedule foot­
ball in the fall. Francis said the change 
would not eliminate inter-district 
games completely-<>ther school 
districts will be still playing football 
when the Floyd season begins- and it 
would force Floyd officials to schedule 
more in-county games. 

The new athletic handbook, which is 
in its first complete revision for about 
20 years, includes poliCies drawn up in 
1982 in response to criticism that the 
grade-school basketball season was 
becoming too drawn-out and lop-heavy 
with tournaments. The committee 
would limit to 13 the number of regular 
season games. with an additional three 
tournament games permitted. As has 
now been the case for several years, 
the season would begin September 15 
and the county tournament would be 
over before Christmas. 

Amid current debate over whether 
participation in athletics should be con· 
ditional on maintaining a minimum 
grade level. the Floyd committee 
would insist on a modest academic 
standard. barring any athlete who fail­
ed two or more subjects in the most re­
cent six-week grading period. 

While the new standard is less 
demanding than the old rule-of-thumb 
that athletes must maintain at least a C 
average, it follows the Kentucky High 
Schools Athletic Association rule and 
reflects the fact that. with the growth 
in special education programs. more 
marginal students are likely to stay in 
school and participate in sports, Fran­
cis said. 

"The committee is looking at 
academics first; there is more em­
phasis on academics." Francis in­
sisted. "We can't require a C average 
now but we feel staying on a team can 
be an incentive to do well in class." 

Concern that surfaced five years ago 
about unruliness at basketball games 
is reflected in the committee's in­
sistence that coaches and players 
behave themselves. The rules provide 
that any coach or player involved in a 
fight will be thrown out of the game. 

Hueysville Girl 
Killed in Wreck

A two-car accident Monday night in 
Hueysville claimed the life of Melissa 
Kaye Slone, 18, of Hueysville. 

According to the State Police, Miss 
Slone was driving a 1984 Toyota Corolla 
north at approximately 6:30p.m. when 
a 1978 Ford Bronco driven by Lloyd Ray 
Shepherd, 35, of Wayland, crossed the 
center line, struck the Slone vehicle, and 
overturned. Deputy Coroner Glen 
Frazier pronounced Miss Slone dead at 
the scene of the accident. 

Shepherd was transported to Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital, reported in 
stable condition, and later transferred 
to Highlands Regional Medical Center. 
A juvenile girl, whose name has not been 
released, a passenger in the Slone car, 
was taken to Our Lady of the Way and 
later transferred to St. Joseph's Hospital 
in Lexington. Her condition also was 
reported as stable. 

Frazier said that the Floyd County 
Rescue Squad was called and used the 
jaws of life to extract Miss Slone. 
Shepherd was issued two citations and 
a blood alcohol test was administered at 
the hospital. 

Born September 15, 1969 in Hueysville, 
Miss Slone was the daughter of Delmas 
Slone, of Bevinsville, and Saundra Dud­
dleson Slone, of Stanville. She graduated 
from Allen Central High School in 1986 
and had just completed her freshman 
year at Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege. She attended the Hueysville 
Church of Christ. 

In addition to her parents, she is also 
survived by her maternal grandparents, 
Mr. and Mrs. Buster Duddleson, with 
whom she Jived ; her paternal grand­
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Troy Slone, of 
Bevinsville; her maternal great-grand­
mother, Fannie Duddleson, of Martin;

The 3&-page committee document 
outlines procedures for evaluating and 
selecting referees. safety and security " 
procedures. rules on purchasing equip­
ment through competitive bids. and in­
cludes a section on cheerleaders and 
sponsors. 

The behavior of fans IS largely deter­
mined by the example set by coaches. 
said Francis. who noted that no coach 
had been cited for technical fouls dur­
ing tournament play here this year. 
"There was a time when it was ac­
cepted that the coach was a rough guy 
who kicked chairs and cussed of­
ficials-but not any more." the athletic 
director said. 

Twenty appendices include two chill· 
ing statements on sports hazards. 
detailed advice on protecting players 
from heat, and standard procedures 
for situations ranging from bomb 
threats to host team etiquette. One rule 
stipulates that "the home team will 
furnish the referees a soft drink at 
halftime." 

By the same token. coaches need to 
be paid more. Franc1s said. The com­
mittee calls for a substantial pay hike 
for coaches- up from $300 to $1.000 per 
sport. with a $50 increment for each 
year of experience. 

A teaching certificate is listed 
among the job requirements for 
coaches but the committee requires on­
ly that head coaches be teachers 
employed by the board of education . 
Game officials are also supposed to be 
licensed but. again. the rules seem to 
assume that this will not always be 
practicable.

Court Upholds 
PHS Principal 
Versus Student 

Group Approves Logo 
In Main Street Meet

A high school principal acted proper­

ly in again suspending a student who. 
despite an earlier suspension, attended 
a prom dinner. Circuit Judge HolliP 
Conley ruled Friday. 

Conley denied a motion filed on 
behalf of Prestonsburg High School 
sophomore Brent Akers. who asked for 
a court order restraining PHS Prin­
cipal Robert May from enforcing a 
llkiay suspension levied May 4. The 
penalty was imposed on Akers after he 
had attended the high school prom din­
ner at the Paintsville Carriage House 
Motor Hotel two days earlier. 

In a Floyd Circuit Court hearing Fri­
day, the argument turned on whether 
the dinner should properly be con­
sidered a school activity from which 
Akers was barred by reason of a five­
day suspension he had already incur­
red for a disciplinary infraction. Mar­
tin attorney John D. Caudill. who rep­
resented the 16-year~ld Prater Creek 
boy, said it should not. 

Akers took his date to the Carriage 
House dinner because they had made 
reservations two weeks earlier. had 
their hearts set on it. and did not con­
sider it to be part of the school prom. 
Caudill said. The boy did not attend the 
prom dance. he noted. 

"Mr. May thought they were out to 
rub it in his face. but that was not their 
intention." the attorney said. "They 
were just eating dinner." 

However. attorney John Earl Hunt. 
who represented May and the Floyd 
Board of Education. noted that the cou­
ple had eaten in an atrium area reserv­
ed by school officials and decorated at 
their instruction. The prom dinner was 
clearly a school function, he argued. 

Judge Conley agreed. and Akers 
began his suspension this week. Never­
theless. Caudill said he hopes the case 
will go to a jury before the semester is 
over. 

So speedy a trial would be unusual. 
but any delay could injure his client. 
the attorney insisted. "If a jury agrees 
that the principal's conduct was ar­
bitrary or malicious or constituted out­
rageous conduct. the suspension would 
be nullified" and Akers could make up 
any tests or assignments he had miss­
ed, the attorney said. 

Except for semester exams, students 
are not permitted under school board 
policy to make up work missed on ac­
count of a suspension. Caudill said the 
missed work would hurt his client. 
whom he described as a marginal stu­
dent. 

Akers was initially disciplined for a 
classroom disturbance: the boy broke 
a piece of plexiglass with a rock. his at­
torney said.

"I like it," whispered one woman to 

her friend. 
"Very impressive," commented so­

meone else. 
"That'll get Paintsville's and 

Pikeville's attention," predicted another 
member of the audience. 

Those were some of the reactions 
Monday evening when officials of The 
Preston Group, Lexington public rela­
tions firm, revealed their proposed 
design for Prestonsburg's official city 
logo and a brochure featuring the 
downtown area. Both designs are still in 
rough form, they cautioned, but the goal 
is to promote commerce in the town's 
center, one of the "best kept secrets in 
eastern Kentucky," according to com­
pany president Thomas Preston. 

The proposed logo shows a generic ci­
ty skyline in dark silhouette against a 
background of lighter mountains. 
Superimposed in the middle is a map of 
Kentucky, with the location marked by 
a star, and written below is 
"Prestonsburg" and "Eastern Ken­
tucky's Star City." 

The "star city" idea grew from the 
fact that five major highways lead into 
town, like the five points of a star, ex­
plained consultant Chuck Overy. From 
the air, he added, "all roads point to 
downtown Prestonsburg." 

The 15 or so citizens who came to the 
public meeting had numerous questions 
and suggestions about the proposed logo 
and brochure. They wanted to know why 
the skyline was generic instead of real, 
why the buildings were so darkly 
silhouetted, and whether Jenny Wiley 
State Park should be a part of the local 
map that is included in the brochure. But 
in the end, when Preston asked whether 
the company was "on the right track," 
he was answered with a chorus of yeas. 

Preston also said that the city's 
"unusual variety" of architectural 
styles is an asset for the downtown 
areas, which he described as "darn 
good-looking." 

"You have some very unusual ar­
chitecture in this community," he said. 
"You ought to be proud of what you 
have. It certainly impressed us." 

Following the presentation by the 
public relations firm, a resource team 

from the state "Main Street' program 
offered ideas and encouragement for the 
Main Street effort here. Prestonsburg 
was chosen last year as one of six towns 
with a population below 10,000 to get 
state help in revitalizing their 
downstream areas. 

Unlike the larger Main Street cities, 
smaller towns will not get any state or 
federal money to aid their efforts and 
will need to rely more heavily on com­
munity commitment. But Prestonsburg 
could receive as much as $10,000 worth 
of technical assistance over the next two 
years, according to state Main Street 
coordinator Scott Barksdale. 

"Realistically, for any small town to 
survive, it has to be by the work of the 
community," he added. 

Promoting the downtown has to rely 
on much more than just sales put on by 
retail businesses, according to Ray 
Rothgeb, Main Street manager in In­
dependence, Kansas. The community 
needs to discover its special features and 
distinctive flavor and to captalize on 
those unique aspects, he said. In par­
ticular, he said. promotions need to 
focus on exciting and enjoyable events 
that will entice people downtown even if 
they don't want to do any shopping. 

In Independence, Rothgeb said, 
retailers had traditionally held a sum­
mer clearance sale. But that ordinary 
event became extraordinary when his 
Main Street program decided to call it 
"Dog Days" and lined up an entire pro­
gram of dog-related enticements. With 
the help of many area businesses and 
agencies, they put on a full-dress dog 
parade with prizes for the best 
costumes, a sidewalk adopt-a-dog booth 
sponsored by the local humane society, 
canine obedience classes led by the 4-H 
Club, a hot dog eating contest, and a dis­
count dog-dipping service at local feed 
stores. 

"People are still talking about it to­
day," he beamed. 

The Main Street resource team spent 
Monday and Tuesday touring Prestons­
burg and interviewing residents and 
business owners. Its findings and recom­
mendations were discussed with the 
local Main Street board, Tuesday 
evening. 

Food Pantries Co-Ordinate 
Efforts To Feed the Needy

In the Bible story of the loaves and 
fishes, it was miraculous intervention 
that refilled the two small baskets from 
which the disciples of Christ handed out 
food to the multitude. 

No miracles have been reported 
here, but emergency food pantries in 
Floyd county are in the process of stret­
ching their limited supplies to feed a 
larger number of hungry families. 
What's behind the change are the con­
tributions of an estimated five million 
Americans to last year's widely­
publicized campaign against hunger and 
homelessness called Hands Across 
America. 

Of the money raised in the national 
campaign, $3,500 was sent here this 
spring to help coordinate and stretch the 
resources of the six different agenc1es 
that offer emergency food supplies to 
local families in need. Sponsored by the 
Floyd County Ministerial Association, 
the network of pantries is expected to 
serve more people by purchasing food 
more cheaply, in larger amounts, and by 
making it harder for people to abuse the 
system by getting food from more than 
one pantry. 

To that end, the group has hired a 
coordinator and secured a temporary 
warehouse, and the first bulk food pur­
chase is planned for next week. A per­
manent warehouse is still being sought 
in the Prestonsburg-Allen area, where 
it can be easily reached by food pantries 
throughout the county and in other coun­
ties, too, if the network expands in the 
future. 

At a meeting held Tuesday in Pres­
tonsburg, the managers of most of the 
county's pantries also discussed using 
uniform vouchers and referral slips to 
cut down on abuse and increase the coor-

dination between agencies. The 
vouchers, which can be exchanged for 
food at many area grocery stores, are 
given out by the pantries when their 
shelves are bare or when a person Qn a 
special diet needs a particular type of 
food not available at the pantry. They 
are litUe used at some pantries, while 
others, such as Mud Creek Clinic, may 
hand out thousands of dollars worth of 
vouchers in a year. 

Also dtscussed was the problem of 
abusers, such as those who sell their 
"emergency" food to get money to buy 
liquor. Deciding whether a family is 
really m need, and whether the need is 
truly an emergency, is not easy, said 
Doreen Martin, of the Drift Food Pan­
try. It's a decision that often has to be 
made "from the heart," she added. 

Tuesday's meeting was a milestone, 
said Rev Tim Jessen, pastor of the First 
Presbyterian Church in Prestonsburg, 
who helped write the application for the 
Hands Across America money 
Although the pantry managers know 
each other fairly well, they have not 
previously met on a regular basis to talk 
about their problems and the people they 
serve, he said. 

That kind of sharing, as welJ as the 
bulk purchasing of food and the coor­
dinated distribution of it to the different 
pantries, will play an important role in 
combatting hunger here, he believes. 
"The problem in the country is not the 
scarcity of food,'' Jessen said. "It's a 
matter of distribution."

ment with the accused per on, Ewalt 
said. But having a person on the staff 
who can spend ltme comfortmg victims, 
explaining how the criminal-justice 
system works, and helping witnesses 
and victims get to court to tell their 
stories could result in a higher number 
of successful prosecutions, according to 
Jane Hall, family violence coordinator 
at Mountain Comprehensive Care 

Many criminal cases, especially those 
involving rape or the sexual assault of 
children. never get to court because the 
victims are too frightened or too 
traumatized to help with the prosecu­
tion, Hall said "We're losing these peo­
ple by the sheer virtue that they're 
scared to death,·· she said. "!\lost of the 
time, they just want to go off and forget 
what happened in the first place." 

Even with those cases that do get to 
court, she added. a victim s advocate 
who could "exude a little human kind­
ness" might make the process less dif­
ficult for those involved. 

Hall said that her office, which in­
cludes staff members trained in human 
relations, expects to help the local vic­
tim's advocate. and could help find 
volunteers to fill the posttton as well. 
Several people in this area have express­
ed an interest in aiding victims, she said, 
and students at Prestonsburg Communi­
ty College might be interested in gain­
ing real-life experience to enhance their 
studies. 

The victim's advocate-<>r advocates, 
if several volunteers want to share the 
job-will work out of the Commonwealth 
attorney's office in the courthouse, ac­
cording to Commonwealth detective 

-.Tim Francis, who will coordinate the 
program. The workload will fluctuate 
from week to week, depending on the of­
fice's case load, he said, but the average 
should be about 20 hours per week. 

If a volunteer can be lined up before 
the end of the month, he or she will be 
able to take part in a state training ses­
sion for victim's advocates in Frankfort 
on May 30. Francis said. 

One of the advocate's responsibilities 
will be to help victims prepare a "vic­
tim impact statement'' that is presented 
to the court before the sentencing or 
paroling of a convicted person. The 
statement details the emotional, finan­
cial and personal costs of crime to the 
victim, such as medical or funeral ex­
penses, lost or destroyed property, or the 
need for counseling or other treatment. 

The Victims' Bill of Rights, which now 
has been adopted by 35 states, also 
states that crime victims should be in­
formed about treatment and compensa­
tion programs, protected from harass­
ment and retaliation, notified of impor­
tant trial occurrences, and given back 
their property, held as evidence. as soon 
as possible

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Immunizations Prevent 
Many Dread Diseases

Babies are born immune to many 
diseases. But these immunities wear off 
during their first year of life. Therefore, 
immunization <vaccination) should start 
early in order to help our children build 
their own defenses against disease. 

This is how immunizations work. 
Small amounts of disease-causing 
organisms <or matenals produced from 
these organisms) are weakened and 
made into vaccines. These vaccines are 
injected into your body or taken by 
mouth. Your body reacts by making its 
own disease-fighting substances called 
anti-bodies. Anti-bodies build up in the 
system and guard against these diseases 
for a long time, often for a lifetime. 

The Public Health Service strongly 
recommends that all healthy children be 
immunized against all seven vaccine­
preventable childhood diseases: dip­
theria, tetanus (lockjaw), pertussis 
(whooping cough>, polio, measles, 
mumps and rubella <German measles). 

These diseases are serious and their 
complications can cripple or kill your 
child. Since all but tetanus are very con­
tagious, outbreaks of these diseases can 
occur if children are not protected from 
them. 

Although diptheria, tetanus and per­
tussis are serious diseases which usually 
occur in children, all, especially tetanus, 
can also strike adults. The availability 
and widespread use of the DTP vaccine 
since the 1950's have gradually lessen­
ed the incidences of these terrible 
diseases. 

Immunizations against these child· 
hood diseases can be gotten at your per· 
sonal physician's office or the local 
health department. Vaccines work best 
when given at the recommended ages 
and on a regular schedule. 

Even though your doctor or clinic staff 
will keep a record of your child's im­
munizations, it is very important that 
parents keep an up-to-date record, 
especially when vaccines are received 
from different practitioners and places. 
Most states require children to be pro­
perly immunized before tluay are allow­
ed to attend school. 

Learn all you can about childhood 
diseases and immunizations by discuss· 
ing any questions you have about them 
wtth your doctor or clinic staff. Then 
make certain your child is protected.

Diptheria is caused by a bactermm 
found in the mouth, throat and nose of 
an infected person. Coughing and sneez­
ing passes the germ on to someone else 
in tiny moisture droplets. 

Early symptoms of diptheria are sore 
throat, slight fever and chills. As the 
disease worsens, a grayish membrane 
may form in the throat which can in­
terfere with swallowing and could even­
tually block the passage of air to the pa­
tient's lungs. Further complications can 
include paralysis, heart failure or bron­
chopneumonia. This disease is 
treatable; but more importantly, it is 
preventable through immunization. 

3 
Days 

Tetanus, commonly called lockjaw, is 
caused by a bacterium found mostly in 
soil, dust and manure. Tetanus is not 
contagious. The germs enter the body 
through wounds, punctures or cuts, 
especially those made by knives and dir­
ty nails. 

Headache, irritability, and muscle 
stiffness in the jaw or neck are early 
symptoms of tetanus. As the poison in­
creases, the jaw, neck, arms, legs and 
muscles become locked in spasms. 

Pertussis (whooping cough) is highly 
contagious. Like diptheria, it is caused 
by bacteria in the mouth, nose and 
throat and is spread through the tiny 
moisture droplets expelled when 
coughing and sneezmg. 

Pertussis causes severe coughing 
spells which can interfere with eating, 
drinking and breathing. Complications 
include pneumonia, convulsions, and in­
flammation of the brain (encephalitis). 

In recent years, an average of 1700 
cases of pertussis have been reported 
annually in the United States. Most of 
these cases occurred in children under 
five years of age; more than half occur­
red in infants less than 12 months old. 

Since the DTP vaccine is one of the 
best ways to prevent these three 
diseases, young children should receive 
a series of three DTP shots during their 
first year of life and a fourth shot at 
about 18 months of age. A booster is re­
quired before the child enters school, 
between the fourth and seventh birth­
days. 

Polio is a contagious viral disease 
that, in its severe form, can cause per­
manent paralysis and, occasionally, 
death. 

The polio virus lives in the nose, throat 
and intestinal tract of the infected per­
son. Symptoms include fever, sore 
throat, nausea, headache and stomach 
ache. Sometimes the patient will feel 
pain and stiffness in the neck, back and 
legs. 

Due to the accpetance and use of im­
munizations in the United States, polio 
is no longer a major threat here. 
However, the thousands of cases which 
occur in the rest of the world each year 
are potentially risky for our children if 
they are not immunized. 

All healthy infants should get two or 
more doses by mouth during the first 
year of life and another dose at 18 
months of age. An additional dose should 
be taken prior to entering school. 

Mumps is spread much the same way 
as the other airborne diseases. It causes 
headaches, fever and inflammation of 
the salivary glands <which causes the 
cheeks to swell l. Serious complications 
may lead to deafness, sterility in 
teenage and adult males, or, in rare in­
stances, encephalitis. 

Rubella, also known as German or 
three-day measles, is spread through 
coughing and sneezing too. Generally its 
symptoms are mild-a slight 24-hour 
fever and a rash on the face and neck 
which disappears in 72 hours. But for a 
pregnant woman and her unborn child, 
rubella can be much more serious. If a 
mother gets rubella during the early 
months of her pregnancy, she stands a 
20 to 25 percent chance to miscarrying 
her baby or giving btrth to a mentally 
retarded or physically deformed child. 

Children should receive the rubella 
<MMR> immunization at 15 months of 
age. It protects the child and helps 
eliminate the usual source of infection 
for pregnant women.

School Officials Press 
For Firm Truancy Action

Floyd students have been offered 
everything from free meals to bicycles 
as an inducement to attend school. but 
the real key to raising the county's sag­
ging attendance record, say truancy 
officials, is firm action on the part of 
the juvenile court. 

That is where the system is breaking 
down. the school officials complained 
this week. And. to illustrate their 
grievance. they pointed to the 10 truan­
cy cases brought before the court Mon­
day. 

The defendants ranged in age from 
eight to 13. Typically, they had missed 
from 30 to 60 days this school year 
without any excuses on record . Four of 
the 10 failed to show up in court. The 
others, who appeared with one or both 
parents, were sent home with a verbal 
scolding but without penalty . 

Maurice Allen, director of pupil 
personnel for the Floyd school system. 
and Brent Allen. a social worker at­
tached to the pupil personnel division, 
argued for stronger action. citing a 
state law which permits a judge to levy 
a fine on parents of truants and noting 
that a Kenton coWlty juvenile court 
judge recently jailed a man for failing 
to send his 13-year-old wife to school. 

Both Juvenile Court Judge Harold 
Stumbo and Assistant County Attorney 
Dan Rowland insisted, however, that 
there was little they could do to force• 
truants to go to school. The state law 
cited by the truant officers provides no 
penalties for truants but only for their 
parents. the judge pointed out. 

"I don't believe the juvenile court 
can fine a parent. The parent is not 
before the court. You will have to get a 
warrant for the parent," said Stumbo. 
who added that no law permitted him 
to send a juvenile to the detention 
center for truancy. " I don't want to do 
anything that will get me sued in 
federal court for illegal detention of a 
child," he said. 

The pupil personnel director, who 
vowed he would swear out warrants 
against the parents in future. was not 
placated. "It looks like the coWlty at­
torney would have explained the law 
before this. when we have been trying 
for two years to get truancy cases 
before the court." he said. 

Rowland insisted that the law had 
been explained to the school officials as 
long as nine months earlier. " It seems 
we have a difference of opinion on the 
law," he said. 

In the meantime. Stumbo delivered a 
stern lecture to the mother of a 10-year­
old who had allegedly missed 31 days of 
school. "You are depriving this child of 
the fundamental thing she needs. You 
are doing the child more damage than 
anyone else. You ought to be ashamed 
of yourself." the judge said. 

The mother of two youngsters who 
were also said to have missed more 
than a month's schooling explained 
that one. an eight-year-old, suffered 
from asthma. "And what about the 
other one?" the judge asked. 

" He is sickly too." the mother 
replied. 

Pressed by the judge to explain why 
his 11-year-old son has missed 60 days 
this year. one man explained simply. 
" He plays hooky ." 

The mother of a stocky. 13-year-{))d 
boy who stOOd inches taller than she 
lamented that " the only thing I can do 
is try to get him up and get him to go to 
school. " 

"There is always the willow limb." 
the judge suggested. " That's what they 
used on me." 

Brent Allen explained that a child is 
considered truant if he or she is absent 
or late for three or more days without a 
valid excuse. A child reported truant 
on more than three occasions is 
classified as an habitual truant. he 
said. 

State law provides for a $10 fine on 
the first offense for parents or guar­
dians who fail to send their children to 
school, and a $20 fine for subsequent of­
fenses . Allen complained that no fine is 
ever levied for truancy in juvenjle 
court here. 

The social worker noted that the 
school district loses $8.53 in state funds 
for every day a child is absent. "Taylor 
county leads the state in pupil atten­
dance." he claimed, "because the 
court there has a strong interpretation 
of the juvenile code.'' 

Parents of truants routinely receive 
a warning that they will have to appear 
in court unless the situation is 
remedied. Allen said. " If the j udge 
made an example of a few people. at­
tendance would go up," he said. "If the 
law is not enforced, we don't get any 
help." 

Shakertown Open

The Shakertown at South Union 
historic site in Logan county is now open 
for its 1987 season. The site offers a 
museum of artifacts relating to the 
Shakers' 19th Century community at 
South Union, a museum shop-" Simple 
Gifts", an antique mall filled with 
regional antiques, and the Shaker 
Tavern, serving evening meals and Sun­
day lunch.

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Jeff Burchett Could Be Good Coach ... But He Can't 
- In the late '70s, Jeff Burchett excell­
ed on the Prestonsburg Blackcat hard­

" wood. After he hung up his high school 
sneakers, Burchett took his athletic 

· ability into the college ranks, ending an 
. impressive playing career at Alice 
.Lloyd <;_ollege. 

While perfecting his on-court perfor-
• mance, Burchett also learned the game 
of basketball. During these past two 
years Burchett served as an assistant 
coach to Prestonsburg chief basketball 
coordinator Jeff Riley. 

1 
"That man knows a lot about basket­

ball," Riley said of his past assistant. 

"He has helped me here more than a lot 
of people could realize." 

Burchett is a past assistant to Jeff 
Riley because Riley recently resigned 
his Blackcat post to accept a coaching 
position with Tommy Gaither and 
Morehead State University. 

Since Riley's notification to Prestons­
burg administration, Robert May, PHS 
principal, has been faced with the prob­
lem of searching for a new face to 
assume the Blackcat head coaching 
position. 

From a quick look, most people would 
see Riley's replacement standing in the 

shadows. That replacement has tremen­
dous basketball knowledge, coaching ex­
perience, and no one is more familiar 
with Prestonsburg's program. 

That replacement could be Jeff Bur­
chett, but it can't. 

According to a Kentucky High School 
Athletic Association rule, no person, out­
side the school system, can be a head 
coach. This, in itself, rules Jeff Burchett 
out. 

His tried and true coaching ability 
doesn't even bring consideration, 
because Jeff Burchett isn't a teacher 
within this school system. 

Burchett's situation isn't by itself 
either. Many qualified coaches have 
never , or will never step outside their 
homes as a high school head coach. 

Why? Because they are non-teachers. 
This rule has been criticized by many 

people, challenged by a few, but con­
tinues to stand strong against its 
opposers. 

In the early 1950s, coaches in the high 
school ranks did not necessarily have to 
be teachers, but as people in power 
began to oppose this, the KHSAA voted 
the current rule into being.

When it rains it pours, and Wheel­

' wright couldn't hold back the water 
, when Prestonsburg opened their offen­

sive floodgates, Monday night. 
The Blackcats, in the 57th district 

, tournament's opening round, pounded 
• out a total of 20 hits in defeating 

Wheelwright 20-4. 
After the Trojans went quietly in the 

, first inning against Todd Justice, Johnny 
Ray Harris, who has feasted off Wheel-

' wright pitching this season, .571, open­
ed the game with a double. Prestons­
burg continued to pound Trojan starter 
John Justice, scoring six runs off the 
righthander, then jumping all over 
reliever Greg Hall. 

The Blackcats collected a total of five 
hits and six runs off Justice before 
Roger Johnson appeared from the 
Wheelwright dugout, took the baseball 
from Justice, and turned it over to Hall. 

After Thomas Nairn, the seventh hit­
ter for the Blackcats, bounced back to 
the mound for Prestonsburg's first out, 
Jimbo Frazier reached Hall for a dou­
ble, and later scored on an error. 

All told, Prestonsburg scored seven 
runs in that first inning, but the long day 
had just begun for Wheelwright pitching 
and Coach Monroe Jones. 

Jones' Trojans were already suffer­
ing, having lost starting shortstop Tom­
my Jones earlier and having to go 
without starting first baseman Jimmy 
Tackett, who suffered an injured toe, 
Sunday afternoon. 

Making out the rapidly dwindling 
Wheelwright lineup was a challenge for 
Jones, but on this day, nothing would be 
easy for the first-year coach. 

The Trojans did send a whisper of 
hope throughout their hopeful fans, but 
that whisper soon turned into a rumble, 
a Prestonsburg hitting rumble. 

Wheelwright reached Todd Justice for 
a pair of runs in the top of the second. 
A Shawn Hill single leading off the 
frame, three consecutive walks, and a 
hit batsman produced that, but Pres­
tonsburg soon got those runs, plus much 
more, back. 

The Blackcats, 8-16 on the year, could 
only manage two runs in the second, 
somewhat of a disappointment com­
pared to the other innings.

Sparks scored when Brian 
Wallace followed Tucker's hit with an 
RBI single. 

With two men on, and one out, Joey 
Griffith stepped plateward. As the 
cleanup hitter for the Blackcats, Grif­
fith's job is to drive in runs. All season 
long the junior center fielder has done 
that. 

Griffith came into Monday's contest 
with a team high 25 RBis. He added one 
to that number in the first, and on a one­
pitch, collected three more with a line 
drive homerun over the leftcenter field 
fence in the third inning. 

Griffith later added another run bat­
ted in to his already impressive stat, giv­
ing him a total of 30 for the year. 

Joey Griffith's shot helped Prestons­
burg up their lead to 16-2 after three in­
nings, and Todd Justice would have been 
proud to get all this offensive support, 
but the sophomore southpaw was wat­
ching from the Blackcat bench, having 
given way to Danny Hamilton in the 
third.

Most of those on hand at Allen Park 
yesterday came in anticipation of a pit­
cher's duel between a talented pair of 
lefthanders, Betsy Layne's Bud 
Newsome, and Allen Central's Nathan 
Shelton. 

Newsome, coming into Tuesday's con­
test, had posted a 2-3 record, pitching 
without a great amount of support from 
his Bobcat teammates.

several others across the state, has 
rekindled a new fire surrounding the 
rule, but the fire is still flickering with 
small flames. 

During the most recent meeting of the 
Board of Governors, which is the con­
trolling body of the KHSAA, a proposal 
to defeat the non-teaching policy was 
soundly defeated. 

Tom Mills, commissioner of the 
KHSAA, says that he isn't familiar with 
the reasoning behind the initial voting 
many years ago, but does have an idea 
why school administration doesn't ap­
prove of non-teaching coaches. 

"I think the school administration 
wants the coach and the program under 
their jurisdiction," Mills said. "When a 
coach is a teacher, principals feel that 
they will be closer to the program, have 
more control, and not have as much of 
a disciplinary problem as they would if 
the coach was away from the school a 
major part of the day." 

The KHSAA does have a provision 
that enables people with at least 64 col­
lege hours to serve as an assistant 
coach, but neither the seniority nor the 
money is as attractive. 

Jeff Burchett falls under this 
category. He has 64 college hours, and 
due to this was allowed to serve his 
former high school as a coach. 

According to Jeff Riley, Burchett has 
served well and really without any 
compensation. 

Many fans feel that Jeff Burchett 
would make an excellent head basket­
ball coach, but of course he may never 
prove yea or nay. 

"In the last Board of Governors 
meeting a proposal was introduced that, 
if passed, would waive the rule of non­
teaching head coaches, but it failed 
miserably," Commissioner Mills stated. 
"Never is a long time, but right now in­
terest in making a change isn't evident." 

Many schools throughout this area 
have avoided this situation, especially 
when their program had no qualified 
coaches. 

A teacher has to be listed as the head 
coach, but for several years Tim Bostic 
served as baseball coach a t Magoffin 
County High School. Although Bostic 
received no money, the players did 
receive solid coaching. 

This isn't an isolated incident, either, 
but even in these cases the non-teacher 
isn't gaining the full benefits a hea 
coach should. 

Obviously not everyone, especially the 
Board of Governors, is in favor of chang­
ing anything, and they describe their 
position convincingly ... almost. 

Allen Central head football and 
baseball coach Donnie Daniels says it is 
extremely difficult for someone to serve 
a school as coach without being af­
filiated with the school. 

Wheelwright football coach Roger 
Johnson has often mentioned the dif­
ficulties of not knowing what his players 
are doing inside and outside the 
classroom at Wheelwright High School 
while he is teaching at Osborne Grad 
School. 

Obviously there are both pros and 
cons, good,points from both sides, and 
many questions to be answered about 
the no teach, no coach situation. 

Commissioner Mills says the KHSAA 
doesn't have any plans of changing the 
ruling. He says the high schools are the 
KHSAA. But the schools do not have 
final vote on issues. The Board of Gover­
nors does. 

Unlike those saying non-teaching 
coaches would have disciplinary prob­
lems, one proponent of changing the cur­
rent rule said, "Summer youth league 
baseball has non-teaching coaches, an 
these programs are the lifeline of hi 
school baseball."

Up next on turntable two is that 

familiar spring tune, "Super Soup 
Baseball." This one should bring back 
some memories for all of you recent 
baseball fans. 

Just lay back, crank up the ole radio, 
and allow this remake of an old sports­
writer song to satisfy your repetitious 
desires. 

And isn't it comparable to a stuck 
record? 

Every year, for the past three or four 
seasons, the same discussion crops up 
about this time. "The baseball travels 
farther this year." "I've never seen as 
many homeruns." "The baseball is 
souped up." 

Year after baseball year these same 
quotes are seen in the print media. 
Television broadcasters take up air time 
talking on the subject, and even radio 
announcers give it much of their 
attention. 

Over what? 
A few above the normal sailing out of 

major league baseball parks. That is 
what sparks the continuous conversa­
tion. Just too many homeruns are being 
hit. 

Or this is what some people seem to 
think. 

Spring means the beginning of base­
ball. This in itself is a rebirth of excite­
ment, but the edge is shaved off all that 
enthusiasm as three or four weeks creep 
by. 

Maybe everyone needs just a bit ex­
tra to keep their interest churning, so 
they allow their imagination to take 
control. 

The subject of this year's conversation 
is the fact that several players are hit­
ting at a much nigher ratio of homeruns 
compared to at bats than did Babe Ruth 
and Henry Aaron. 

One thing most people have forgotten 
to point out is the youth of the people hit­
ting these horneruns. Sure, more than 
normal have been sent over the fence, 
but now meet the guys who are doing it. 

Eric Davis, the National League's 
leader, is only in his second year as a 
regular. Rob Deer, one of the top's in the 
AL, is also a new face. Kal Daniels, 
another player pointed out in this 
homerun, souped up baseball thing, still 
isn't a regular. 

Where is Glen Davis? Where is Dale 
Murphy? Where is Gary Carter? Where 
is Darryl Strawberry? 

They aren't hurt! Where they are is on 
the field playing every day. One place 
you don't see much of them is at the top 
of the homerun list. 

These are the players who consistent­
ly lead the homerun derby, so if the 
baseball is traveling farther this year, 
why aren't they taking advantage of it? 

Could it be that the youth movement 
in baseball is also a power movement? 

Statistics tell us this could very'well 
be the case. What statistics do not tell 
us is that the baseball is more lively than 
in past years. 

Why are there more homeruns this 
year than in past seasons? Possibly 
because there is more longball ability in 

the major leagues. Maybe pitchers 
aren't in full form, at least not in the 
form they will have later on in the 
summer. 

Major league baseball does not use 
aluminum bats because of the speed the 
baseball bounces off them. With this in 
mind it would be hard to understand why 
anyone would make a baseball tha 
would come off a wooden bat an 
quicker than it already does. 

The imagination of some take on 
strange twists . Others merely need 
another topic to discuss. Back in the 
year 1961 a man named Roger Maris ac­
complished one of the greatest feats 
ever in baseball. This guy clubbed 61 
homeruns in one season. 

To this day fans still rave about that, 
but they shouldn't. 

The baseball was souped up! No, that 
theory wasn't around then. Well , it pro­
bably was, especially when Maris was 
finished. 

Keep 'em coming Davis, Daniels, and 
Deer. Hey! It isn't the baseballs that 
have the extra. It's the D's. 

Since this past year's basketba 
regional tournament, much controver­
sy has risen because of the Virgie site.

Up until th1s season, Eric Davis had 
been billed as a budding young baseball 
star. Possessing great speed, tremen­
dous power, and a good arm, Davis had 
all the abilities to become a major 
league stardom stealer.

day be a star. Stardom is not a possibili­
ty for the future. It is a reality of his 
present. 

Davis, in 31 games, has clubbed 14 
homeruns. Davis, in 31 games, has 
driven in 35 runs. Both of these numbers 
lead the National League, but homeruns 
and RBis aren't the only thing Davis 
does. He leads or is near the top in every 
offensive category that can be shaken 
out of the statistical shelf. 

Baseball writers and broadcasters 
are joining in numbers to compare the 
talented outfielder to the great Willie 
Mays. This may be unfair, to both Mays 
and Davis. 

Willie Mays was terrific. At the plate 
he was torrid. In the field he was spec­
tacular. Sometimes what Mays did on 
the field was impossible to believe, 
especially after watching it on instant 
replay. You might say Willie was 
aMaysing. 

Murphy worked the seventh and 
eighth innings, striking out five.

Frog Season Opens 
At Noon This Friday 

The statewide frog season in Kentucky 
will open the third Friday in May, May 
15, at noon and continue through mid­
night October 31. 

The daily creel limit on bullfrogs is 15 
and the possession limit is 30. Each day 
for taking bullfrogs begins at noon and 
ends at noon the following day. 

Frog gigging on private land requires 
landowner permission, as does hunting 
or fishing. Most farmers or landowners 
will allow frog gigging when asked. 
Since most "frogging" occurs at night, 
it is especially good idea for sportsmen 
to be sure the landowner is contacted 
prior to going frog hunting. 

There is no regulation concerning the 
size of gigs or caliber of firearm that can 
be used to harvest frogs. However, it is 
illegal to possess a gig of any type, on 
a stream or lake or in a boat from 
November 1 through January 31 of the 
following year. Sportsmen should 
remember, then, to remove gigs from 
their boat on the last day of frog season.

Anyone 65 years of age or older who 
is a resident of Kentucky may take 
classes at Morehead State University 
free of charge under the Caudill 
Fellowship program.

Gubernatorial candidates' stands on 
health cost containment, utility rate in­
creases, state support for home health 
care and guidelines for medical treat­
ment decisions are contained in the 
tabloid-sized voter's guide The ques­
tionnaire was based on the legislative 
program of the Kentucky AARP State 
Legislative Committee. Copies of it will 
be mailed to every AARP member 
household in Kentucky. 

"People 50 and older register and go 
to the polls in greater proportiOns than 
younger age groups," said Marjory 
Blood, a member of AARP/VOTEs na­
tional Board of Trustees. "Politicians 
know older voters have high participa­
tion rates, respect the interests of older 
voters in a wide range of issues, and 
want to address those concerns in­
telligently. AARP/VOTE will help can­
didates reach them through surveys, 
public forums and other activities, while 
enabling voters to Jearn more about the 
candidates." 

Blood, a resident of Augusta, Maine, 
noted that these issues are important not 
only for older people, but for all genera 
lions. "Younger workers are as concern­
ed about rising health costs and the Jack 
of adequate home health care as their 
parents or grandparents because they 
want older relatives to be secure," she 
said. "AARP/VOTE will urge policy­
makers to focus on issues brought about 
by the gradual aging of our population.'' 

Wanda Korte of Somerset, Vice Chair­
man of Kentucky's AARP State Legis­
lative Committee, joined Clark and 
Blood at the press conference. 

Last year, in its first year of operation, 
AARP/ VOTE was piloted in six states 
that had significant Congressional or 
gubernatorial elections: Alabama, Col­
orado, Idaho, Iowa, Maryland and 
Missouri .

. . . we needed a store 
where you could do all 
those things." 

And do them they did. 
In the cookware section, 
co-hosts Linda Dano and 
Nancy Glass prepared a 
summer feast of gazpa­
cho, pasta prima vera and 
chicken wings, then shift­
ed to the designer-collec­
tion floor for a look at 
sexy summer swimwear. 
And all the while , one au­
dience member, pulled 
from the Saturday shop­
pers, conducted a private 
treasure hunt for bar­
gains, trailed by the "At­
titudes" minicam. "We 
like to show bargains, 
and we like to show fan­
tasy," Burke says. That's 
why they included both 
collector designs and 
street-wise discounts. 

Noting that more than 
$259 billion is spent each 
year on department-store 
items, Glass and Dano 
also offered their own 
tips on making your next 
shopping trip more suc­
cessful. And they should 
know. "They were trying 
to shop the whole time 
they were doing the 
show!" Burke admits.

Terrell Anthony: a writer 
first, an actor second

"Acting is something 
I'd never thought of do­
ing until about four years 
ago when, as a writer, I 
became involved with ac­
tors and became in­
trigued with the re-cre­
ation process of acting," 
says Terrell Anthony, 
who portrays Rusty 
Shayne on "Guiding 
Light."

Anthony, who earned a 
B.A. in journalism at the 
University of Missouri, 
later studied philosophy 
and theology at San Fran­
cisco State Cniversity. 
While attending San 
Francisco State, he 
worked as a juvenile drug 
counselor for the city of 
San Francisco and began 
studying acting. 

Anthony came to 
"Guiding Light" with a 
background in theater, 
which is something he 
hopes to return to 
someday. 

''I'm like a lot of ac-

tors," says Anthony. "If I 
could make a living doing 
just stage work, I would 
never care another thing 
about television. The the­
ater is a real turn-on for 
an actor. 

"My first love is writ­
ing, and I spend a lot of 
time at it," Anthony con­
tinues. "I hope that in 
time my writing and my 
acting will combine to 
give me a producer's op­
tions, which I think is 
something that all actors 
of my generation think 
of."· 

In the meantime, An­
thony admits that he 
hopes that the "Guiding 
Light" writers will con­
tinue to allow him the 
freedom to develop Rusty 
into something more than 
just another undercover 
cop. 

"I would like the writ­
ers, producers and direc­
tors of 'Guiding Light' to 
allow me to give more 
and more of a street edge 
to Rusty," says Anthony. 
"I think we need to start 
opening our doors and 
looking out into the street 
- and mirror that side of 
life on the show. 

"I think it would be in­
teresting if Rusty had to 
deal with himself or with 
someone in his family 
who has a drug addiction. 
I also think it would be 
interesting if Rusty be­
came involved with a 
black character. Contro­
versial story lines - or at 
least street story lines -
hold a great deal of inter­
est for me."

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To Take Electricity For 
Granted Is To Take Risk 

1st United Methodist 
Sets Special Services 

First United Methodist Church service 
of Worship will be altered, Sunday, to ac­
comodate the ministry of Gene McFall 
who will be doing a dramatic presenta­
tion on "Paul : A Special Messenger," at 
the 11 a .m. service and at 7 p.m. a 
lighthearted look at "Will Roger's 
USA." These two services have been 
planned by the Worship Committee. 

Eighteen Kentuckians were elec­
trocuted in or around the home during 
1986 and 12 during 1985, according to 
figures released recently by the Depart­
ment for Health Services. 

Safety experts say most electrocutions 
are caused by carelessness. Gov. Mar­
tha Layne Collins has declared May as 
Electrical Safety Awareness Month to 
coincide with a national observance. 

"Electricity is taken for granted, and 
f }Ve forget to have respect for its power 

and danger," said E.P. Conyers of the 
department's Consumer Product Safe­
ty branch. Most electrocutions in the 
home setting can be grouped into three 
categories-combining electricity and 
water, touching power lines and repair­
ing and installing electrical products, he 
said. 

One electrocution in Kentucky occur­
red when a plugged-in hair dryer was 
dropped into a bathtub of water. The 
woman in the bathtub was electrocuted 
even though the hair dryer was not turn­
ed on. 

Other electrocutions have occurred 
when people use some type of hand elec­
trical appliance while standing on a wet 
floor . A "ground fault circuit inter­
rupter" ( GFCI> can prevent these types 
of deaths, Conyers said. 

GFCis sense when an electrical ap­
pliance comes into contact with water or 
is " grounded," and it cuts off the elec­
trical current to the appliance before in­
jury occurs. Conyers recommends in­
stalling GFCis, which can be purchas­
ed in hardware or home improvement 
stores, on outlets within three feet of kit­
chen sinks and on all bathroom and out­
side outlets. New homes are required to 
have GFCis in the kitchen, bathroom 
and exterior outlets, he said. 

"If you ever drop an electrical ap­
pliance into water, do not reach in after 
it," Conyers said. " The only safe thing 
to do is to unplug the appliance first and 
then take it out of the water. Never put 
your hand into water that has a plugg­
ed electrical appliance in it because the 
water will be electrified." 

Electrocutions can occur when an 
antenna, metalladde,r or even a kite line 
comes into contact with a high-voltage 
power line, Conyers said. People have 
been killed while installing rooftop 
antennas when the antennas touch 
power lines and conduct enough elec­
tricity to cause electrocution. Three peo-

~ pie were killed in one such incident. 
Metal ladders touching power lines 

can conduct a fatal shock, he said. This 
situation usually occurs when someone 
is working on or painting a house and a 
ladder is placed too close to a power line. 

With the right outside conditions­
high humidity, rain, damp grass- a kite 
string can conduct electricity when 
touching a power line, he said. Kites 
should always be flown well out of range 
of such lines. 

Women's Pavillion 
Dedicated, Sunday 

The Blanche W. Hall Women' s 
Pavilion of the Paul B. Hall Regional 
Medical Center, Paintsville, was formal­
ly dedicated Sunday, May 10. Almost 200 
people were present as the nine-bed 
suite of rooms was dedicated to the 
memory of Mrs. Blanche W. Hall, late 
wife of Dr. Paul B. Hall. 

Dr. Frank K. Belhasen, medical direc­
tor of Paul B. Hall Regional Medical 
Center , gave the dedicatory remarks in 
which he said, "Blanche Ward Hall's life 
was marked by her deeply Christian 
commitment to the love, care and con­
cern for her fellowman. But nowhere 
was this commitment more evident than 
in her work with children and their 
mothers ." Belhasen concluded, " May 
all who ente r this Women 's 
Pavilion ... patients and s taff, 
alike ... sha re in her legacy of love and 
concern for others." 

Dr. Paul B. Hall responded to the 
dedication by recalling his first en­
counter near Concord in Johnson coun­
ty, with his future bride. "It took me five 
years, but I finally convinced her to 
marry me," the 90-year-old physician 
said. 

Dr. and Mrs. Hall were married in 
1922, eight months before his graduation 
from the University of Louisville College 
of Medicine. Mrs . Hall died in 1986. 

Katie Hall and Paula Hall Flora, 
granddaughters of Mrs. Hall, unveiled 
a portrait of their grandmother which 
will hang in the corridor of the Blanche 
W. Hall Pavilion, and an original pain­
ting of the pavilion logo "Women In 
Touch" which will also hang in the 
pavilion hallway. 

In his welcoming remarks, hospital 
administra tor Sam P Fowler remind­
ed the audience of the commitment of 
Health Management Associates, owners 
of the facility, that the opening of the 
new hospital in 1983 was only the begin­
ning of advances in loca l health care 
services.

External Parasites

beyond doubt. We cherish the memories 
of our childhood pets, we depend upon 
animals to be a companion to and create 
responsibility in our children. We value 
our hunting dogs. We are emotionally 
involved. 
• We depend on our pets for satisfaction, 
and therefore it is not only to our pet's 
benefit but ours as well to keep them 
healthy. Ridding them of external 
parasites is getting to be a more serious 
concern, because the parasites them­
selves are beginning to develop 
resistance to some of the pesticides 
which were formerly effective. 

Fleas, lice, mites, ticks and ear mites 
are the most common external 
parasites. They can be controlled with 
common sense and proper instruction. 

Fleas are perhaps the-most common, 
and are found on dogs, cats or even 
humans during their 30-day life cycle. 
They lay eggs which are dormant in cold 
weather, but begin to hatch when warm 
weather shows up. The key to controll­
ing fleas is killing the larvae as well as 
the adult fleas, and cleaning the pet's liv­
ing quarters as well as the pet. 

Lice can be more serious than fleas, 
because they sometimes penetrate the 
skin and feed on the animal's blood. 
They can cause severe anemis and 
death in puppies and kittens, and 
seriously weaken adult animals. 

Mites are responsible for mange, 
usually seen in two types-demodectic 
or "red mange" and sarcoptic mange or 
"scabies." "Scabies" can be passed on 
to humans. 

Ticks are picked up when your pet 
runs in wild undergrowth or shrubbery, 
and while some ticks are relatively 
harmless, others carry such diseases as 
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever. Look 
for them in the neck area, in the ears 
and in the folds between the body and 
the legs. 

Ear mites, if not controlled, cause ex­
treme irritation and eventually cause 
bacterial infections which can penetrate 
the brain and cause convulsions and 
death. 

All such parasites are controlled easi­
ly, if the condition is caught in the early 
stages. Neither is the treatment 
expensive. 

Your veterinarian is kept up to date 
on the most effective compounds used to 
control parasites, as well as methods of 
use and possible side effects. Powders, 
sprays, special collars, dips, even pills 
are available and effective. 

But your veterinarian should be con­
sulted, because some chemicals design­
ed for use on one animal may harm 
other animals, or not be effective. Your 
veterinarian's treatment is going to be 
more cost-effective, anyWay.

They carry 
on many of the food traditions of the 
past. They enjoy this task and ask for 
your patronage. Most are small 
businessmen who make up the bulk of 
our economy. Restaurants contribute 
over $40,000 dollars a year to the 
Association's scholarship fund. These 
scholarships go to the students in this 
state who wish to pursue a career in 
foodservice at the vocational or college 
level. 

Now, we get to the culinary section of 
this column ... at last. Gettin' to the meat 
of this article takes known' where I'm 
goin' . Reminds me of the fella driving 
down the streets in Louisville look in' for 
a place to eat. He stopped in the street 
and asked an old timer on the corner the 
following ... " How do you get to 
Hasenour's Restaurant? ... the old timer 
thought a minute and replied ... " My son 
drives me there in his car." 

Here we go ... Kentucky is often called 
the " bourbon state," as you know. We 
are also proud of the hogs we raise. 
From Bardstown in Nelson county we 
have a recipe which makes the most of 
both products! (Now ifn" some of you 
folks do not imbibe, let me tell you about 
"alcohol cookin". T'aint any alcohol left 
after cookin ' cause it all evapo­
rates ... Yup, it all goes off in the oven and 
heads up the stack. Just the mash/grape 
flavor sort of lingers on.> 

Bourbon Pork Roast 
Bourbon does something for pork that 

nothing else does. They are perfect for 
each other. Some folks substitute sherry 
wine for the bourbon. This recipe is an 
excellent marriage of different 
seasonings. 

Take a 3lb. pork roast. Preheat oven 
to 350°. Cook 45 min. per lb and bake un· 
covered, fat side up. Rub roast with 
juice of a lemon. Mix together 1 heap­
ing tablespoon light brown sugar, tea· 
spoon flour, teaspoon paprika, and 1/2 
teaspoon salt. Rub all over the roast. 
Sprinkle freshly ground peper over the 
top of roast. Combine 1/4 cup water. 1/8 
cup bourbon, and 1/ 8 cup cooking 
sherry. Pour over the roast. Sprmkle 
chopped parsley over top and place bay 
leaf in the pan . Baste frequently Cook 
for 21/4 hours. After 11/4 hours pour 1/4 
cup bourbon over the top and continue 
to baste frequently the last hour. 

You just follow those directi,ons and 
you will enjoy the roast! Just 
remember, if at first you don't succeed .. 
you will get a lot of advice!

'volunteer parents' is vital, but the state 
must do more than simply sign them 
up," Day said. 

"Two-thirds of these children .are in 
state care because of mistreatment in 
their natural homes . It takes additional 
time and skills for the foster parent to 
be able to step into the temporary role 
of father or mother and help our family 
services workers in the ultimate goal of 
reunion of the natural family."

Carey Durrett, a state foster care 
specialist, says each seminar will be uni­
que in that the agenda is set by the foster 
parents themselves. 

"We know that all foster parents share 
some of the same concerns-areas such 
as managing a child's behavior, teenage 
sex and stress management," Durrett 
said. 

''This year a sample of the parents in 
each district were polled on what types 
of help they felt the greatest need for­
issues like children with disabilities, the 
role of the foster father and counseling 
for the sexually abused child. Each ses­
sion will deal with some issues specifi­
cally chosen by the participants." 

Training will be provided by profes­
sionals from the district's foster care 
recruitment and certification staff, 
regional mental health centers, area col­
leges and universities and community 
leaders working with youth.

day, May 27 at 9 p.m. on KET. 

The half-hour film documents 
Chandler's rise from rural poverty to 
Kentucky's highest elected office and 
beyond as it weaves a rich portrait of 
Americana filled with stories and 
anecdotes. 

"Roads Home" was directed by Dan­
ville native Robby Henson and produc­
ed by Cicada Films of New York. The 
film was funded by Phillip Morris Com­
panies Inc. with additional support from 
Kentucky Educational Television, 
Ashland Oil, Inc., and Hillerich & 
Bradsby Co., Inc. 

During his career, Chandler served as 
Governor of Kentucky (twice), United 
States Senator and Commissioner of 
Baseball, and was a presidential 
candidate. 

He is remembered in the film for his 
unique abilities and style by former 
Courier Journal publisher Barry 
Bingham Sr., biographer Charles 
Roland and George Vescey of The New 
York Times, among others. "We didn't 
use the word glamorous so much in 
those days," recalls Bingham, "but he 
had it. He had a new look about him." 

The film also recounts his early 
political successes as he "bypassed the 
cities and courthouses and took his cam­
paign to the people." Childhood friend 
Simpson Brown remembers Chandler's 
desire to win as he recalls a sandlot 
baseball game when both were youths. 
Chandler walked off the field after a bad 
call by Chandler's father, Joe, who was 
umpire. "We didn't play baseball the 
rest of the evening," says Brown. "He 
hated to lose that bad." 

Noted for his stamina, fiery speaking 
and good looks, Chandler also displayed 
a remarkable memory. "He remem­
bered everybody he'd ever met," says 
Bingham. In another segment of the 
film, Chandler's wife, Mildred, recalls 
an incident when Chandler, campaign­
ing in the mountains, ran into people he 
hadn't seen for a year. "He remembered 
what they had talked about a year 
before which astounded them and made 
them think that he had put them down 
in his mind as a special person," she 
says. 

Chandler was never afraid to chal­
lenge the establishment. His efforts to 
unseat powerful U.S. Senator Alben 
Barkley, however, ended in his first ma­
jor political defeat. "Every now and 
then you dig a dry hole," says Chandler 
with home-spun philosophy. "You got to 
move your digger and dig someplace 
else." He was later appointed to the U.S. 
Senate to fill the vacancy of a junior 
senator who had died. 

Chandler became a world traveler 
during his Senate days meeting with 
such leaders as Ben-Gurion and Gandhi 
as one of five members designated by 
the Senate to visit the world battlefronts. 
Chandler left the Senate, however, to ac­
cept what he considered to be "the best 
job in America'' - Commissioner of 
Baseball. 

As commissioner, Chandler approv­
ed Branch Rickey's request to transfer 
black baseball star Jackie Robinson

from Montreal to the all-white Brooklyn 
Dodgers- a historic decision, although 
an unpopular one. Years later 
Chandler's contributions to baseball 
were recognized. Former Commissioner 
Bowie Kuhn says, "Justice was finally 
done and Happy was put in the Hall of 
Fame." 

Chandler returned to Kentucky and 
became governor again in the mid­
fifties, about the time of court-ordered 
desegregation. "We handled the integra­
tion of schools with about as little trou 
ble as anybody in the U.S.," recalls 
Chandler. 

In 1956 and again in 1960 Chandler 
made a run for the Democratic nomina­
tion for president, but it was not to be. 
Biographer Charles Roland notes, "Un­
questionably, the style of appeal had 
changed. Chandler's greatest appeal 
was when he was in the flesh ... and could 
appeal to the audience directly." Televi­
sion and other modern campaign 
strategies had changed political cam­
paigns forever.

What then is Yom Hashoah to 
Americans? 

Yom Hashoah is the Hebrew for "days 
of remembrance," alld the date refers 
back to the targetting and kilbng of 
c6,000,000 Jews by the Nazis. This cost 
the world Jewish population one out of 
three. European Jewry lost three out of 
five, end most of those who survived in 
Europe are now trapped in the Soviet 
Union. The destruction of the Jews was

Hitler's first goal, and it was the one 
near-success that his 12-year reign could 
register. 

Many of America's leading scientists 
and other leaders were "gifts" of the 
Third Reich-people who fled for their 
lives from the Nazi dictator. Several 
thousand others emerged from the 
camps at the end of the war, the camps 
where some millions perished, to build 
new lives in America. Survivors of the 
time of destruction, they began in time 
to hold services of remembrance of 
those who had been lost. 

By 1970, when the awareness of the ex­
tent of the disaster was beginning to 
penetrate Christian as well as Jewish 
circles, a number of churches began to 
hold memorial services. By 1985 there 
were hundreds of Yom Hashoah 
services- Christian, Jewish, and 
interfaith-on campuses, in congrega­
tions, in local communities. 

When the question of a memorial 
observance first arose in the United 
States, there was a proposal that the role 
of the U.S. Army be featured. The date 
when Dachau was liberated- April 
24-25-was urged. Among the survivors 
there were those who wanted the date of 
the Warsaw Ghetto Uprising: April22, 
when for some days a few hundred 
brave youngsters resisted crack S S 
troops and delayed their advance longer 
than the time it took the Germans to 
defeat the whole French Army. 

Fortunately there was a concurrence 
of dates in late April. The date finally 
chosen converged also with another date 
in the Jewish religious calendar: the 
27th day of Nisan. 

There may be those who wrong­
headedly object to such a connection be­
tween a national calendar day and a 
religious day. But Easter and Christmas 
are long-standing Christian observances 
in our country, and as we become more 
mixed religiously we must learn to ex­
tend to each other's communities the 
grace of understanding and accomoda­
tion. The alternative is to eliminate all 
sacred memories and observances from 
the general calendar. 

In the 20th century, the Age of 
Genocide which opened with the 
slaughter of 60% of the Armenians <the 
oldest Christianized people in the world) 
in the death days of the " Holy Muslim 
Empire" of the Ottomans, those of us 
who believe in America do well to 
meditate from time to time upon the 
wickedness of the Holocaust and other 
genocides. Yom Hashoah is a time of 
meditation, and of re-affirmation of our 
commitment to the liberty and integri­
ty and dignity of the human person. 

Yom Hashoah. Why do we remem­
ber? We remember because a 
monstrous crime was committed, a 
crime that must not be repeated without 
challenge. 

Why do we remember? We remember 
because to forget is to let wickedness 
flourish, to choose the path to exile and 
oblivion.

In a short film produced by the 

Foundation for Teaching Econom­
ics, a group of seventh and eighth 
graders was asked a series of basic 
questions about economics. The 
questions were not difficult, but the 
topic, unfortunately, was foreign to 
them. 

They were asked to describe or 
explain economic terms that are 
equally important and should be no 
less a part of an eighth grader's 
education than understanding 
adjectives or division. 

Their responses were always 
serious yet often comical. "Gross 
National Product" was defined by 
one as "it sounds like something 
you chew up and spit out." Another 
thought the term meant cigarettes. 
When asked the meaning of the 
Federal Reserve, responses ranged 
all the way from "The extra money 
our country has set aside in case of 
a war" to mistaking it for the 
Army Reserve. It's sad to think 
that those same children can com­
plete an additional four to ten years 
of formal schooling and still never 
even learn the meaning of supply 
and demand. We simply have done 
too little to promote economic edu­
cation in our schools. 

There is hope though. The Ken­
tucky CoWlcil on Economic Educa­
tion, an independent, nonprofit, 
nonpartisan organization which 
operates statewide out of a network 
of ten university and college based 
regional centers, is working dili­
gently to change that situation. The 
stated mission of this privately 
funded COW1Cil is to increase eco­
nomic understanding and literacy 
in Kentucky. They have been doing 
just that, without government fund­
ing or obligations since 1974.

Thanks to the KCEE, the cause 
of economic education has made 
great strides in Kentucky in recent 
years and according to Jan 
Heiman, its director of develop­
ment, the work has only just begun. 

Since its founding in 1974, the 
KCEE's main emphasis has been 
on graduate level teacher training. 
During that time, over 4,000 teach­
ers have received training from the 
council on creative and effective 
ways to incorporate the "dismal 
science" of economics into the 
classroom. When introducing eco­
nomics to students as a fonnal part 
of the curriculum isn't possible, the 
teachers have been known to 
involve students in interesting 
projects that make "economics" 
much more real to them than the 
word seems to imply. 

In addition to training school 
teachers and recognizing their later 
achievements, the council is 
involved in locating and providing 
participating schools with the most 
up to date and effective training 
materials. These include films such 
as "Chickenomics, a fowl approach 
to economics" starring the San 
Dkgo Chicken. 

A recent addition to the long list 
of programs supported and pro­
moted by the KCEE is the Stock 
Market Game. This is an educa­
tional game whereby participating 
teams in middle and secondary 
schools are given an imaginary 
$100,000 to invest in New York 
Stock Exchange listed companies 
for a ten week period. The teams 
that end up with the most valuable 
portfolios at the conclusion of the 
game receive both recognition and 
a cash prize. Therefore, there is 
plenty of incentive for each team to

QUESTION: I have heard that Mrs .

learn how the stock market works 
and what qualities make one com­
pany a better investment than 
another. The end result is that the 
students gain real-world expenence 
on how to allocate a scarce 
resource such as money for the 
greatest possible reward or benefit. 
And that's what economics is all 
about. 

Whether or not the Kentucky 
Council on Economic Education is 
providing the citizens of this state a 
valuable service of course depends 
upon whether or not there is a 
recognized need for economic edu­
cation. If you are as yet uncon­
vinced, consider the following: A 
recent survey of high school stu­
dents by the U.S. Chamber of 
Corrunerce found that 67% believed 
there was no need for profit for our 
economy to function smoothly, 82% 
felt that competition served no 
purpose, 62% believed it was the 
government's responsibility to 
create jobs, 63% favored nationaliz­
ing industry and 51% held the idea 
that government creates prosper­
ity. 

While some people think econom­
ics is nothing more than a form of 
employment for economists, most 
of us recognize that a basic under­
standing of it is essential if one is 
ever to successfully function as an 
adult. The Kentucky Council on 
Economic Education is working to 
make sure Kentucky's youth are 
well prepared to assume their roles 
as future leaders and economically 
literate citizens.
