MCC Program 
Lands Work

Mountain Comprehensive Care's 
sheltered employment program has just 
received a contract with Blue Ribbon 
Pen and Pencil Company in Georgetown 
to assemble 200,000 ball point pens a 
month for a six-month period. 

According to Chalmer Howard, the 
mental retardation director at Mountain 
Comprehensive Care, the work will be 
divided between its three sheltered 
workshops in Auxier, Salyersville, and 
Pikeville. The director said the pens will 
be put together in assembly line fashion 
and mean additional work for about 125 
clienL in the three centers. 

The sheltered workshop program pro­
vides meaningful work for mentally 
retarded or developmentally disabled 
people, and the contract comes at a good 
time of the year fo the Auxier program 
which employs about 45 clients in hor­
ticultural work. Because of the extreme 
heat in the greenhouses during the sum­
mer months, the amount of work is 
limited and the workers have more free 
time for ::.upplemental activities. "It will 
be an excellent indoor activity during 
the hot summer months," Howard said. 

The pens have seven individual parts 
and assembling them will require sim­
ple to fairly complex skills. Therefore, 
the work will be accessible to lower func­
tioning clients, Howard said, and it is 
also well-suited to the non-ambulatory 
individuals. 

Howard considers the contract a need­
ed boost to the program and another ex­
ample of how the clients can be produc­
tively occupied. He believes the thera­
peutic value of the work far outweighs

Discussion, Dissension Mark 
Future Building Plans Meet

With plans for four new Floyd 
schools on the drawing boards. the at­
tention at two public meetings here last 
week shifted to the question of which 
building projects should be next. 

Although state education officials 
and Floyd Board of Education 
members have some unresolved dif­
ferences of opinion. there was agree­
ment that the top five new projects- all 
of which could be funded under next 

. ye~r·s alloca ion b:v the stale School 
Facilities Construction Com­
mission- should include a new grade 
school at Betsy Layne and a high 
school in Prestonsburg. Renovation of 
Allen Central High School and 
Prestonsburg Elementary School also 
appeared on everybody's list. 

An expansion of Betsy Layne High 
School-a project ranked as second 
priority by a state team which recently 
concluded a survey of all Floyd school 
facilities-was squeezed out of the top 
five by Floyd board members in favor 
of a new grade school on Prater Creek. 

The Floyd officials' inclusion of the 
Prater Creek school, which was urged 
by board member Ray "Shag" Camp­
bell, of Banner, reflects in part a dif­
ference between state and local of­
ficials about whether Floyd should 
follow state and national trends toward 
construction of middle schools for the 
county's, sixth-, setrenth-, and eighth 
graders. 

The state priorities, presented by Dr. 
Gene Wright, director of the Depart-

ment of Education's building and 
grounds division, include: 

-a complete renovation of Allen 
Central High School, to include in­
dustrial education classrooms and a 
chorus/band area; 

- an addition at Betsy Layne High 
School of six classrooms for vocational 
agriculture and industrial education; 

-renovation of the 1940 building at 
Prestonsburg Elementary to provide 
16 standard classrooms, a physical 
education facility, and restrooms; 

-demolition of the 1948 building at 
Betsy Layne Elementary and con­
struction of a new building to house 21 
classrooms, an administrative suite. 
library, and restrooms; and 

-construction of a new 800-student 
high school at Prestonsburg.

Two Suspected in Robberies 
Nabbed After Dramatic Chase 

A high-speed chase through Floyd 
county Thursday afternoon ended in the 
capture in Pikeville of two South 
Carolina men. The pair allegedly robb­
ed and beat elderly residents in Morgan, 
Magoffin, and Knott counties before 
their capture by state police. 

John Pearson, 24, and John O'Hara, 
30, were stopped when trooper Kenneth 
Frost rammed the suspects' pickup 
truck with his cruiser, forcing it into a 
guardrail on U.S. 23. The chase, which 
begap on new KY 80 near Martin at 2:50 
p.m., ended in front of the Captain D's 
Restaurant, at the southern end of 
Pikeville, about 20 minutes later. 

Frost, who is also public information 
officer at the Pikeville state police post, 
said the men were posing as home im­
provement repairmen to gain entry in­
to the homes of elderly residents. He 
said the suspects then robbed and, pistol­
whipped their victims. 

Pearson and O'Hara face numerous 
charges, including several counts of 
assault, robbery, burglary, wanton en­
dangerment, theft, and traffic viola­
tions, Frost said. They are being held in 
Pike County Jail. 

Bill Boyd, a dispatcher at the 
Morehead state police post, said two 
men assaulted and robbed Curtis 
Keeton, 61, who lives on KY 172 about 10 
miles west of West Liberty, at 11 a.m. 
Thursday. 

At 1:30 p.m., the suspects allegedly at­
tacked and robbed Lola Shepherd, 74, of 
Gunlock in Magoffin county. She was ad­
mitted to Highlands Regional Medical 
Center with face and arm injuries. 

At 2:30p.m., Clyde and Annis Bowl­
ing, both in their 70s, were robbed and 
beaten at their home at Inmon Branch 

on new KY 80 near the Knott-Floyd line. 
At 2:50p.m., a state trooper spotted 

O'Hara's gray pickup on new KY 80 near 
Martin. 0' Hara fled, turning south onto 
U.S. 23 and driving at nearly 90 mph 
toward Pikeville, Frost said. 

Several state police officers attemp­
ted unsuccessfully to stop O'Hara with 
moving road blocks. The fugitive struck 
a cruiser driven by Lt. Paul Maynard at 
Buckley's Creek, near the Pikeville state 
police post, and later collided with a 
Pikeville city police car, Frost said. 

In Pikeville, a city patrolman on foot 
tried to stop the truck, "but they tried 
to run him down," Frost said. O'Hara 
then passed a school bus unloading 
children and struck another vehicle 
before Frost stopped him.

Muffins For Father's Day

golden muffins made with raisins and 
yogurt.

1-1/3 cups sifted flour 
1/3 cup dark or light raisins 

Instructions: Heat oven to 450 F. Grease 
12 muffin cups or use paper liners. In one 
mixing bowl, cream together until light 
and fluffy 4 tablespoons of softened but­
ter or margarine, 3/4 cup of sugar and 
1/4 teaspoon of salt. In the other bowl, 
beat 2 eggs and blend in 3/4 cup of plain 
yogurt, 1/2 teaspoon of baking soda and 
1-1/3 cups of sifted flour. Add this to the 
sugar and butter mixture and stir only 
to blend, The batter will be slightly lum­
py. Add the raisins during the last few 
strokes. 

FilJ the muffin cup two-thirds full and 
bake at 450 F for 15 minutes. After bak­
ing, remove the muffins from the pan 
and serve with butter.

Q.-I receive VA compensation 
benefits. I am now retired and living on 
a limited income, can I also receive a 
VA pension? 

A.-You cannot receive both VA com­
pensation benefits and a VA pension. 
You may elect to receive a pension, if 
you qualify, and the pension would in 
fact be greater than the compensation 
benefit. 

Q.-1 am a veteran with a service­
connected disability rate at 50 per­
cent. I have received an injury which is 
not service-connected, but which will re­
quire a prosthetic appliance. Will the VA 
supply this needed appliance? 

A.-Yes. Any veteran with a service­
connected disability of 50 percent or 
more may be provided with necessary 
prosthetic applicance for any medical 
condition. 

Q.-Can a female veteran claim her 
husband as a dependant? 

A.-Yes. When receiving compensa­
tion, pension or education benefits from 
the VA, the female veteran may claim 
her husband as a dependent. 

Q.-Does a general discharge from 
military service qualify me for benefits 
from the VA? 

A.-Yes. Honorable and general 
discharges qualify veterans for benefits, 
unless other statutory bars to entitle­
ment exist. 

Q.-1 am a Vietnam ve~eran and I am 
rated 10 percent for a service-connected 
disability.

Poor Judgment 
On Friday, May 8, 1987, the Kentucky 

VICA State Olympics were held in 
Owensboro, Ky. Tim Pinson, a Belfry 
Area Vocational Center student com­
peted in the welding contest after win­
ning first place in the Regional Skill 
Olympics in Paintsville, Ky. on April3. 
In our opinion, Tim proved himself to be 
the best in competition, but due to a 
technicality he was denied the first place 
title and the chance to compete on the 
national level. (The reason given was 
that if only one student out of 25-30 secon­
dary and post-secondary could do a 
perfect weld there must be a defect in 
the materials used.) Tim's weld was the 
only one that didn't crack or break when 
tested but the judges decided to give all 
students the same score regardless of 
the condition of their weld. Many of 
these broke completely into two pieces. 
Mr. Shafter Bailey, KY State VICA 
Director, agreed to these proceedings, 
thus giving Tim the same score as all the 
other contestants. Later during the con­
test, Tim was doing the MIG weld por­
tion of the contest, when the machine 
broke down. The judges were informed 
of this and assured Tim that this would 
be taken into consideration. He. was not 
allowed to do another weld although 
another machine was available. During 
scoring one judge did not give any con­
sideration at all, giving Tim a 5 out of 
a possible 40 pts. even after assurances 
that this would not affect his score at all. 
Because of these things, we feel that Tim 
was deprived of first place and the 
chance to compete in the National Skill 
Olympics. Although our students in 
Eastern Ky. do not have all of the 
advantages of students in other parts of 
the state, we feel that they are just as 
talented and deserving. We feel that Tim 
has proven this without a shadow of a 
doubt. Those of you who have not met 
Tim have missed a rare pleasure. He is 
a very special young man, who works 
very hard and with sincere dedication. 
These proceedings have made a lasting 
impression upon him that will be hard 
to overcome. The VICA organization is 
an excellent institution which tries to in­
still leadership and healthy, competition 
in all of it's members. VICA stands for 
patriotism, knowledge, technology, in­
dustrial society and youth, but the most 
important element of VICA is the in­
dividual. We feel that this element was 
missing when this decision was made. 
We sincerely hope that this doesn't make 
all students lose faith in VICA due to 
what we feel was poor judgment on the 
part of some of the deciding parties. 
'Many students competing with Tim ex­
pressed this feeling and we certainly 
agree. We will continue to support VICA 
and urge student participation with the 
hope that our voicing of our opinion will 
somehow prevent a recurrence of this in 
future contests .

On Aprill8, a fire caused by a faulty 
kitchen exhaust fan did extensive 
damage to the first and second floors of 
the house. Then a second fire, May 
IS-started by an arsonist-burned a 
large hole in the second story hallway 
floor. 

through a back window and dousing the 
fire with a garden hose. "It wasn't much 
more than a marshmallow fire," 
Ferguson said. The fire department 
came on the scene minutes after they 
were called and added more water to 
take care of the smoldering. 

Ferguson did not see anyone enter or 
leave the house prior to the fire, but after 
examining the burn pattern and extent 
of damage to the floor, Adams believes 
the fire was started with an accelerant. 
"I'm going to wait for Jab results, but 
I'm treating it as an arson case," Adams 
said. "I'll interview people and try to 
piece the parts of the puzzle together. 
Something might come up."

According to fire investigator Larry 
Adams the first fire started when the ex­
haust fan over the stove locked up and 
overheated. The fire spread quickly 
from kitchen area to the other rooms 
and up the staircase. When the Prestons­
burg fire department arrived on the 
scene, the fire had been burning for a 
half .hour. At the time the Ferguson 
fam~y was away. 

As part of his investigation, Adams, 
took the fan's motor back to the fire 
station and took it apart. There he 
discovered that the "heat source was in­
ternal.'' The combustion was the result 
of the wiring and bushings overheating. 

At the time of the second fire, 
Ferguson, who is now living in a 
backyard trailer, was out in back of the 
house with his son when he first saw the 
fire burning on the second floor. He · 
responded immediately by going

Ferdinand Marcos' Fortune 
How did Ferdinand Marcos turn a 

yearly salary of $5,700 into a personal 
fortune that may be worth as much as 
$10 billion. 

"In Search of the Marcos Millions," a 
"Frontline" documentary airing Thurs­
day, May 28 at 9:00 on KET, traces Mar­
cos' corrupt career as president of the 
Philippines. The program also reveals 
the secret story of the Marcos fortune. 
Filmed in the Philippines, Switzerland 
and the United States, "Frontline" inter­
views Marcos in exile in Honolulu. 

Emmy award-winning producers 
William Cran and Stephanie Tepper ob-

• tained several hours of videotape shot by 
Marcos' own camera crews and obtain­
ed financial records, many in Marcos' 
own hand, which document the looting 

• of a nation and the creation of what may 
be among the biggest private fortunes 
in the world. 

Based on documents obtained by 
"Frontline," Marcos' hidden wealth is 
at least $2,113,260,000; but some sources 
in Switzerland and the United States 
estimate Marcos' true worth at $5 billion 
to $10 billion. The secret of the Marcos 
fortune began to unravel February 25, 
1986, when a United States military 
helicopter snatched Ferdinand and Im­
elda Marcos away from the Presidential 
Palace where they lived for 20 years. 

That night, thousands of Manila's 
poorest, chanting "Cory! Cory! Cory!." , 
swarmed over the iron fence of the 
Malacanang Palace and found French 
perfume, caviar, empty jewelry boxes, 
hundreds of designer dresses and three 
thousand pairs of women's shoes. Each 
pair would cost the average Filipino a 
year's salary. 

The Marcoses deny everything despite 
evidence: court documents, financial 
records, congressional hearings and 
confessions of accomplices. Producer 
Stephanie Tepper says: "The way the 
Marcoses hid their wealth in Western 
banks is a symptomatic of the way in 
which much Third World wealth is 
syphoned off."

Tackett Held in Ohio 
On Car Theft Charge

"He'll turn up. He'll do something 
else," predicted deputy sheriff Roy 
Blackburn after Julian D. Tackett 
escaped from custody March 25. And 
sure enough, Tackett was arrested May 
18 in Jackson, Ohio and charged with car 
theft. 

Tackett, who is 18 and from 
Salyersville, had been temporarily 
released from the Floyd county jail and 
was being escorted by Blackburn from 
a doctor's office when the escape occur­
red. Prestonsburg police took part in the 
search with the sheriff's department, 
but the youth got away. 

According to the sheriff's office, 
Tackett was arrested with his cousin 
driving a car that had been stolen from 
Urbana, Ohio. When police arrested him 
Tackett gave his name as James David 
and a different date of birth, yet officers 
found out about Tackett's criminal ac­
tivity here from the cousin, who was try­
ing to "take the heat off himself." 

Tackett has a history of car thefts and 
escapes from authorities. On August 13, 
1986, Tacket escaped from the Floyd 
County Juvenile Detention Center with 
three other youths when they over­
powered a male staff member and robb­
ed a female worker of her money and 
car. In the two weeks following that 
breakout, he stole two more cars. 

'lHe would have just been getting out 
of jail now if he hadn't escaped," said 
deputy sheriff George Hale. "Now he 
might end up in the Ohio State pen." 

When Ohio authorities finish with him, 
Tackett's problems are far from over. 
The Kentucky State Police have two 
burglary charges pending against him, 
and Sheriff Henry Hale said that he has 
teletyped word to Ohio authorities that 
he wants him held for extradition. 
"We're going to indict him to the grand 
jury," Hale said. 

"I told you," Blackburn said to the 
Sheriff. " Didn't I tell you he would show 
up.,

Rotarians Polled Here 
Say Women Welcome 
By Louise Houghton 

If members of the Prestonsburg 
Rotary Club had their way, they would 
be welcoming women Rotarians into the 
group today. That was the verdict in a 
recent poll of the all-male club's 26 
members, according to president Henry 
Lewis Mayo. 

"Without a doubt, every member of 
our club would accept women,'' he said. 

However, in spite of a U.S. Supreme 
Court ruling in early May that states 
may force their Rotary clubs to admit 
women, no changes are imminent in the 
local organization. That's because the 
Supreme Court ruling applies only in 
states that have passed comprehensive 
laws prohibiting sex discrimination in 
public accommodations, and Kentucky's 
law is too narrowly drawn to make the 
ruling applicable here. So, for the time 
being, the local club will continue to 
abide by the rules of Rotary Interna­
tional, which requires clubs to exclude 
women. 

"We have no choice,'' Mayo said, ad­
ding that the international organization 
could rescind the charter of a local club 
ttiat violated its by-laws. 

Mayo admitted that he has mixed feel­
ings about opening Rotary membership 
to women. On the one hand, he believes 
having women in a club- any club­
tends to make the men pay more atten­
tion to their appearance and behavior. 
Instead of coming to meetings unshaven 
and disheveled, the men will be "polish­
ed and shined when they come,' ' he said. 
"It just kinda dresses up everything." 

On the other hand, he said, admitting 
women would "break down the tradi­
tion" of the 82-year-old organization. It 
would change the image of the club and 
take away the privacy enjoyed by 

me~bers when they get together with 
others of the same sex. 

"I don't see any men getting involv­
ed in women's clubs," he noted. 

Although the recent Supreme Court 
decision was hailed as a "major 
breakthrough" for sexual equality, hav­
ing "tremendous" symbolic importance, 
business women here expressed only a 
modest interest in its impact. 

"I think it's great," said realtor 
Frances Cooley, but added that she had. 
never thought about joining Rotary. IT' 
the club accepted women, she said, "I 
probably would give it some considera­
tion," but it's not high on her list of 
priorities. 

"I hadn't really thought about it," 
echoed Rhonda Blackburn, owner of a 
Stanville advertising agency. But if the 
organization decided to admit women, 
she said, "I'd be interested in knowing 
more about it." 

The Rotary Club here was formed just 
over a year ago, according to Mayo. Its 
biggest activity has been to run the conaa 
cession stand at Jenny Wiley theater, i' 
profitable venture that enabled the club 
to make a committment to contribute 
$10,000 over the next five years to Rotary 
Internaional to help pay for immuniza­
tions in underdeveloped countries 
around the world. The group also has 
awarded scholarships to local students 
and helped a family whose home was 
destroyed by fire, he said. 

The Supreme Court ruling involved a 
Rotary chapter in California which was 
ousted from the international organiza­
tion after it admitted three women. The 
chapter must be reinstated, the co 
ruled, and California Rotary clubs must 
abide by that state's law banning 
discrimination based on race sex

Several neighborhood schools. accor­
dingly. are listed in the state plan as in­
telim centers-that is. as schools on 
which no more money could be spent 
for renovation or new construction. 
Under the proposal. Auxier. Bonanza. 
Daniel's Creek, Drift, Harold. Melvin. 
Prater and Spruce Pine schools would 
be swallowed by larger schools. and 
Maytown and Martin schools would be 
merged into a single new facility, as is 
already planned for Garrett and 
Wayland schools. 

Projects to be considered for the next round ~f funding: 

Most of the local board members had 
a neighborhood school in their district 
that they wanted to save as a perma­
nent site. however : Adams spoke up 
for the Auxier school, arguing that it 
served an area with a growing popula-

• tion; Fred Newsome defended the 
Harold school as a permanent site; Dr. 
Mary Hall wanted to keep Melvin : and 
Campbell defended construction of a 
new school on Prater Creek. 

Adams defended the middle school 
concept. claiming it has proven itself 
nationwide and offers a better transi­
tion from the lower to the upper 
grades. Hager argued that the earlier 
onset of puberty now characteristic of 
U.S. students makes it desirable to 
separate middle-grade from high 
school students. 

Some 92 of the state's 180 school 
districts have adopted the middle 
school concept, said Hager. who noted 
that "we do have sixth- and seventh­
graders coming to school pregnant." 

Under the existing K8-4 plan. Hager 
said, the middle grades are 
"forgotten," seventh- and eighth­
graders are forced to do a lot of repeat 
work. and students in those classes 
begin to drop out of school. Extension 
of the middle school concept county­
wide, he said, represents "the biggest 
single impact we could have on the 
growth of children in Floyd county." 

Campbell argued, however. that the 
school district cannot afford to build 
middle schools which. in any event. 
would mean "moving too many kids 
out of their district." James A. Duff. 
Hall, and Newsome joined Campbell in 
rejecting the middle school plan for the 
county. 

The state priorities generally found 
support among speakers at Thursday 
night's hearing before Covington con­
sultant Jim Biggs, although spokes­
men for some Prestonsburg groups ad­
vised moving the Prestonsburg High 
School project to the top of the con­
struction list. Some also said that, 
rather than renovating the old 
Prestonsburg Elementary School 
building, a new structure should be 
erected. 

Both amendments were urged by 
Floyd Chamber of Commerce presi­
dent Bill H. Howard, who noted that the 
present high school. built in 1954 to 
house 600 students, now has an enroll­
ment in excess of 800. The school's four 
acres allows no room for expansion. is 
subject to flooding, and has no safe 
area for loading and unloading 
students, he said.

P'burg Receives Funding 
For Survey of Buildings 

Three Years Old

Mayor Ann R. Latta has announced 

that the city of Prestonsburg has receiv­
ed a $3,500 federal grant to make a 
historical and architectural survey of its 
downtown buildings. 

The survey and planning grant was 
applied for through the Kentucky 
Heritage Council, and the total project 
cost is $5,000 of which the city will pro­
vide $1,500 as its share in the form of of­
fice space, telephone, and clerical 
services. 

Mayor Latta said the $3500 will be us­
ed to hire a consultant-an architect or 
a person with a degree in historical 
presevation-to study the buildings and 
then write a nomination for a National 
Historic District status. The consultant 
must be selected from a list of 13 approv­
ed consultants that the Mayor has 
received. 

"We have an interesting collection of 
early 20th century buildings," Mayor 
Latta said and mentioned the Hobbs and 
Richmond buildings as examples of 
buildings with a lot of historic 
significance. The Mayor hopes the 
distinction of being a National Historic 
District will help call attention to the 
area and be something to build tourism 
around. 

The survey should be completed by 
September 30 of this year, and in the 
following year, the city will learn if its 
nomination is accepted. Once the 
downtown is designated a historic 
district it will be placed on the National

QUESTION: What causes breast 
cancer? 

ANSWER: Although the cause or 
causes of breast cancer are still not 
known, it is important to know what does 
not cause breast cancer. A bump or blow 
to the breast will not cause cancer. In a 
large survey conducted by the National 
Cancer Institute it was revealed that 
many people believed that bumping and 
bruising caused breast cancer. This is 
definitely not true. A bump may bring 
attention to a breast lump that was 
already present, but it does not cause 
breast cancer. 

Breast feeding does not cause breast 
cancer nor does it protect against it. 
Fondling or caressing does not cause 
breast cancer either. Breast cancer is 
not contagious. 

Unfortunately, little is known about 
how to prevent breast cancer except, 
perhaps, a low fat diet may help. 

A woman's strongest defense against 
breast cancer is early detection. Every 
woman should examine her own breasts 
once a month. In addition, women over 
age 50, or women over forty who have 
a family history of breast cancer should 
have a yearly mammogram. Of course, 
any woman with a symptom or who has 
had breast cancer should also have a 
mammogram.

Darrin Flannery, Prestonsburg High 

School senior, continued the flow of foot­
ball players from Prestonsburg to Union 
College when the Blackcat receiver sign­
ed a letter of intent to play for the Bar­
bourville school, last Friday. 

"We're always looking for people who 
can catch the football ," Union College 
head football coach said. " He is a kid 
that has only played one year so he is 
just starting to develop his football 
talents." 

"Darrin has some talents that I think 
we can develop even further,'' Ross con­
tinued. " I understand that he made 
some big catches at crucial times for 
them, and that's the kind of player we 
like. We like players with that type of 
ability, and we can take it from there." 

In his last season in a Blackcat foot­
ball uniform, Flannery caught 49 passes 
for a total of 827 yards.

Griffith Four Hits Paintsville 
But Blackcats Eliminated Anyway 

Joey Griffith, Prestonsburg left­
hander, limited the Paintsville Tigers to 
four hits Friday evening, but Prestons­
burg was eliminated from the regional 
tournament, anyway, falling 4-1 to the 
Tigers. 

In the complete game performance, 
Griffith allowed only three earned runs 
while striking out two Paintsville hitters, 
but did walk 10 Tigers, eventually the 
result of all four runs . 

"We out-hit them. We out-defensed 
them, but they out-walked us," Russell 
Shepherd said. "Joey couldn't find the 
strike zone because the umpire wouldn't 
give him anything." 

"He called one pitch a ball and I ask­
ed him where it was," Shepherd con­
tinued. "He said high. He called the next 
pitch a ball. It was this much lower than 
the first one." The Rlackcat coach 
measured off about six inches with his 
hands. "I asked him where that one was 
and he said low. How can you pitch to 
a strike zone like that'!" 

Both Shepherd and Griffith repeated­
ly complained during the game about 
ball and strike calls. 

"Tim Trusty, Blackcat catcher, carne 
to me after an inning and said 'Coach I 
don't like to complain but three of those 
pitches he called balls were right down 
the middle." 

Umpire Andrew Joyce didn't call 
many strikes with Griffith on the mound. 
Regardless of where Griffith was miss­
ing the strike zone, or wasn't getting his 
just due, balls called were what led to 
the ending of Prestonsburg's 1987 
baseball season. 

In the first inning, Griffith, finishing 
the season at 3-4, walked Paintsville 
leadoff hitter Jarred Gray. One out 
later, Mike Minix reached on an error. 
With Gray on third, and Minix at second, 
John Pelphrey drilled a single into left­
field to score both runners. 

Hits were scarce for the Tigers, a 
strong offensive team. Pelphrey's lone 
double in the fourth inning was the only 
other clean hit Paintsville could get off 
Griffith through the first five innings. 

. It was the sixth frame, though,that the 
defending regional champs did more 
damage. Mter Griffith walked the bases 
loaded, Gray, facing a tw<rstrike pitch, 
drove home Billy Blair and Tucker 
Howard with one of three Tiger singles. 

Paintsville loaded the bases again in 
the seventh inning on a Frank Osborne 
single and two walks, but Griffith work­
ed himself out of trouble with a popup 
of Howard and a strike out against 
designated hitter, Ray Wells. 

"He's a good pitcher," Mike Minix, 
Paintsville's leading hitter, said of Grif­
fith. " He moved the ball in and out. He 
had good breaking stuff, and when he 
came with it, a good fastball. " 

"I understand he pitched the day 
before so he really toughened for them. 
It's hard to pitch two days in a row like 
that." 

Minix came into the regional tourna­
ment hitting .500, but struggled against 
Griffith, as did the entire Paintsville 
team. "I think it was a combination of 
both," the Tiger shortstop said of his 
team's difficulty at the plate. "We 
definitely didn't hit the ball well, but like 
I said, he's a tough pitcher." 

Griffith's performance may have been 
deserving of a different outcome, but the 
junior southpaw didn't receive much 
help from his teammates offensively. 

Prestonsburg banged out a total of 
eight hits, two each off the bats of 
Johnny Ray Harris and Thomas Nairn, 
but the Blackcats stranded nine runners. 
Three of those died at third after getting 
there with less than two out. 

Harris had the Blackcats going early, 
leading the game IJff with a double and 
advancing to third on a throwing error, 
but Prestonsburg couldn't find a way to 

get Harris home. 
The Blackcats saw another scoring op­

portunity pass them by in the second 
inning when Tim Trusty coaxed a 
leadoff walk off Paintsville starter Keith 
Adkins, stole second, and one out later 
advanced to third on a Thomas Nairn 
single. 

Prestonsburg's lone run came in the 
third inning, thanks to another error on 
Tiger rightfielder Jarred Gray. After 
Harris struck out leading off, Carig 
Tucker singled. Brian Wallace followed 
with another single, and when Gray had 
trouble fielding Wallace's hit, Tucker 
scored from first base. 

The Blackcats, although they had run­
ners on in each of the next three innings, 
couldn't manage any more runs as 
Adkins slammed the door in the final 
frame, retiring the Blackcats in order to 
even his record at 3-3, send Prestons-

burg home, and put his team in the 
regional tournament's championship 
game. 

The Blackcats, at one point, 1-7, finish­
ed the year with an 11-18 record, and ad­
vanced to the regional tourney's semi­
final round. 

"We got better the farther we went," 
Shepherd said. "We improved a lot since 
the first part of the season, and even to­
day we played good baseball." 

"I think we came a lot farther, and did 
a lot more than most people expected us 
to. This was a tough loss to take, but I'm 
looking forward to next year now." 

With the win, Paintsville, 21-9, advanc­
ed to the regional finals where they have 
been for as long as non-Tiger baseball 
fans care to remember. Last year the 
Tigers defeated Johnson Central to 
claim a 15th region title. This year they

Maybe they deserve more than what 
we will give 'em in the lines that follow, 
but I really don't think they worked hard 
just to be recognized or rewarded. Some 
people are simply committed to their 
work. 

Now, nobody expects our awards to 
make anybody's day, but we just want 
to let you know that we realize what has 
been done, and that we appreciate you. 
Kind of like what David Letterman does 
for his viewers with Late Night's viewer 
mail segment. 

CLASSY COACH AWARD: Baseball 
is a game designed for coach and um­
pire to exchange bad breath levels and 
contrasting opinions, but Donnie Daniels 
rarely took part in these encounters. He 
handled his players with care and pa­
tience, and took a non-disciplined Allen 
Central baseball team and turned it in­
to a legitimate contender. Daniels ran 
a tight ship. He rarely argued, and more 
importantly, didn't allow his players to. 

CLASSY TEAM A WARD: Of course 
this one has to go to Allen Central. How 
often do you see players behave in the 
fashion their coach does? In this case it's 
okay. Allen Central won with style, and 
they lost with style, and they always 
worked hard, just like their coach. 

FAN SUPPORT AWARD: Basketball 
has long been the big sport at Betsy 
Layne High School, but in the past three 
years baseball has caught up, if not sur­
passed the round ball sport. Bobcat fans 
have responded with great crowd sup­
port. Game in and game out, they con­
sistently outnumbered fans of their op­
position, and everyone always knew the 
Betsy Layne crowd. Sometimes they 
were loud, sometimes they were harsh, 
but all times they were supportive. 

FAN OF THE YEAR AWARD: I've 
seen him at every McDowell baseball 
game, cheering for all it's worth, but he 
did so much more behind the scene. 
Gary Frazier is my fan of the year in a 
runaway choice, and could very well be 
my Man of the Year in high school 
sports, but we're not giving that award 
away. Frazier gives McDowell athletics 
his utmost attention, and shares equal­
ly with baseball. Many times he calls 
area colleges in an attempt to assist 
McDowell graduates and 
underclassmen. Frazier is, as George 
Hall said, hard to beat. I only wish more 
people in high positions would take an 
interest in the young people rather than 

themselves and a better position that 
they can obtain. 

COACH OF THE YEAR AWARD: 
With the great season Betsy Layne has 
enjoyed Junior Newsome would be the 
logical choice, but Newsome hasn't done 
it by himself. Assistants Tim Rice and 
Keith Henry have played an important 
role in keeping Bobcat baseball moving 
forward. Newsome has the final say, but 
before the head man speaks, Rice and 
Henry have some valuable hints to 
voice. 

SENIOR PLAYER OF THE YEAR 
AWARD: This is a tough one to decide. 
No one player clearly dominated the 
performance of another, but three 
seniors came to the front as high school 
stars. Prestonsburg second baseman 
Brian Wallace finished the season with 
close to a .500 batting average, while 
McDowell's Brian Hall was impressive 
both at the plate, and in the field. Both 
of these players are college prospects, 
but possibly the best of the lot is Betsy 
Layne's Bud Newsome. On the mound 
Newsome is unequalled. At first, he is 
smooth, and at the plate, he hits the 
baseball hard. Newsome should. enjoy a 
great post high school career. He is cer­
tainly talented enough. 

UNDERCLASSMAN OF THE YEAR: 
Oh goodness! How do I get myself into 
these positions? The young talent in this 
county is booming with both quality and 
quantity. Johnny Ray Harris may be the 
best lead off hitter in Eastern Kentucky. 
Joey Griffith is great defensively, at the 
plate and on the mound. Mike McQuate 
can hit with anybody, and Duran 
Newsome may develop into one of the 
best players in the region. These guys, 
along with many others, make 57th 
district baseball a n<rmiss situation next 
year, but the one player that stands out 
in my mind is Betsy Layne junior 
Dwight Jarrell. In his first year as a 
Bobcat, Jarrell provided his team with 
an outstanding leadoff hitter, and steady 
defense in center field. Jarrell has great 
speed, and a great arm, two abilities 
critical for any great baseball player. 
Jarrell 's future may be better than the 
ole chap that has to wear shades. 
INTENSITY AWARD: Allen Central 
basketball coach Johnny Martin re­
named this award as the mad man 
award , but this isn't my intention for it. 
Going a bit crazy may be one of the 
criterias, though. With that we'll hand 
this one out to Tim Rice. Rice is a fine 
baseball man, and a fine man, but he has 
a temper, and a fire that has gotten him 
into trouble on occasion. Some people 
may have formed their own opinions, 
but being emotional, and expressing it

Paintsville Out Hits Betsy Layne 
Defends Regional Tournament Title 

Betsy Layne hit him hard early, and 
they hit him hard late, but during the 
middle innings John Pelphrey was close 
to perfect. 

The Bobcats scored two runs on three 
hits in the first inning. and added two 
more on four hits in the seventh, but 
Pelphrey shut Betsy Layne bats down in 
between those two scoring frames as the 
Paintsville Tigers defeated the Bobcats, 
7-4, in the regional tournament's cham­
pionship game. 

Betsy Layne took an early lead Satur­
day afternoon, scoring two runs in the 
top of the first inning. With one out, 
Duran Newsome, Bud Newsome, and 
Todd Sturgill put together consecutive 
hits with Sturgill's single plating Duran 
Newsome. 

Brad Hall collected an RBI also, 
grounding out to second as Bud 
Newsome crossed the plate. Barry 
Hamilton singled with two out in these­
cond, but, along with another Bud 
Newsome hit in the fifth, was the only 
offensive action the Bobcats could in­
stigate thrugh the five innings. 

"We went up there and quit being ag­
gressive," Junior Newsome explained. 
"We were taking that first pitch, and 
getting behind in the count. Pelphrey is 
a control pitcher, and when you get 
behind with him, he can make it "tough 
on a hitter." 

" We picked it up a bit in the last inn­
ing, but it was too little too late for us," 
Newsome said. "Of course we made the 
first out at third base, which you never 
should do." 

Betsy Layne did wake their bats up in 
the seventh inning, scoring two more 
runs, but by that time Paintsville had 
scored enough to be comfortable. 

In the final frame for the Bobcats, 
Barry Hamilton, a sophomore second 
baseman, led off with a single. Dwight 
Jarrell, junior centerfielder, jumped all 
over a first pitch John Pelphrey fastball, 
with a line drive to the left centerfield 
wall. 
. Duran Newsome, sophomore short­
stop, then scored both Hamilton and Jar­
rell with a double, but when Newsome 
tried to stretch his tw<rbase hit into a tri­
ple, he was thrown out at third.

With some heavy hitting 
and clutch pitching, the Tigers again 
denied Betsy Layne of their first such 
title. 

Centerfielder Todd Burchell led a 
1()-hit Paintsville attack, collecting a 
single, and double while scoring two 
runs as the Tigers found success against 
Bobcat lefthander Bud Newsome. 

The Tigers, after one out, scored four 
runs in the first inning and added single 
runs in the third, fourth, and fifth in sup­
port of starting pitcher John Pelphrey. 

Newsome, finishing his final season at 
4-4, struck out four and walked four with 
a hit batsman in his six innings of work. 

Pelphrey, with the win, improves to 
7-1 on the year. The Tiger senior work­
ed seven innings, giving up four earned 
runs on nine hits, walking three and 
striking out seven. 

The big righthander struggled at 
times against Betsy Layne, a team with 
a collective .360 batting average. The

Kentucky Afield ... 
Doug Henley Named Ohio River Biologist 

By NORM MINCH 
Doug Henley, of Frankfort, was nam­

ed the Ohio River biologist for the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, May 1. 

Henley, who formerly worked in the 
southern fisheries district for the Iowa 
Department of Natural Resources, will 
be investigating and studying several 
aspects of the Ohio River fisheries. 
Emphasis will be placed on the sport 
fishes in these waters and ways to in­
crease the amount of sportfishing done 
in the Ohio River. 

Starting June 1, Henley will begin gill 
netting and electrofishing in the 
Greenup Pool, then from the cannelton 
tailwater to beyond Lock 53 near 
Paducah. Information on the fish 
populations, relative abundance and 
species composition in these areas will 
be recorded for research in the develop­
ment of management strategies. 

In working to manage the fisheries 
available in the river, Henley will also 
be working in conjunction with other 
state fisheries personnel to coordinate 
strategies to benefit all the states 
bordered by the 664-mile river. 

The Ohio River has traditionally been 
an excellent source of commercial 
(ishing opportunities, especially for cat­
fish and freshwater drum. However, 
Henley pointed out there are seasonal 
fisheries for rockfish, sauger, black bass 
and white bass that provide good fishing 
opportunities at about any time of the 
year. 

Fishing below locks &nd dams is par­
ticularly productive for rockfish, sauger 
and white bass, while the several thou­
sand acres of backwater provide superb 
habitat for largemouth bass and other 
species. 

As many Ohio River fishermen are 
aware, there are some spots on the river 
that are difficult to reach, or require a 

Bassin' With The Pros ... 
Spring Tackle Care Tips 

Before you hit the water for the first 
day of the new season, you should make 
sure your equipment is as ready for bass 
action as you are. Spring is the time of 
year that most anglers inspect their 
tackle-that is, if they inspect it at all. 
'Tis the season to check over your rods, 
reels, line, lures and tackleboxes. With 
the costs of these items going up each 
year, proper maintenance can keep 
these tools productive for many, many 
years. 

Tackleboxes-Completely empty the 
boxes and sort the contents according to 
types of tackle. Once the box is empty, 
remove any rust left by the lures and 
any film residue. I use an old toothbrush 
and a mild dishsoap for this job. Rinse 
the box thoroughly, blot it dry, and then 
let it air dry. I complete the cleaning 
process with an inspection of the box's 
hardware-handles, latches, etc. 

Sharpen hooks-This is probably one 
of the most important areas overlooked 
by most anglers. A good, sharp hook will 
catch more fish. There are two types of 
hooks, the straight-point and curved­
point. Each is sharpened differently. 
The straight-point hook is sharpened 
with a file at three different angles to 
make a triangular-shaped cutting edge. 
The curved-point hook is attacked with 
a rounded hone, which sharpens the two 
sides of the hook. If you can't eye the 
sharpness of the cutting edges, here's a 
test that my father taught me: drag the 
hook across your thumbnail. If the hook 
sticks into your nail while you are apply­
ing little or no pressure, then the hook 
is sharp. 

Plugs-Polish your plugs with a damp 
cloth. Eliminate any rust on the hooks 
and put the original shape back into 
them with a needlenosed pliers. Check 
the lips, hook hangers, propellers and 
blades. 

Spinnerbaits-Check all the metal 
parts for the slightest sign of rust. I 
touch up any lead heads that show chip­
ping. I look at the skirts and replace 

long boat ride from the closest launching 
site. Henley feels that more access to the 
Ohio River will stimulate more interest 
in this waterway for both fishing and 
other recreational boating activities. 

Last year, the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources' Division of 
Engineering constructed two ramps on 
the Ohio River at Ogden Landing in 
Ballard County and at Clark's River in 
McCracken county. In 1987, three more 
ramps are planned in Boyd, Carroll and 
Crittenden counties, according to Ben­
nie Maffet, director of the engineering 
division for the department. 

Money used to construct these ramps 
comes primarily from federal Wallop­
Breaux funds . Wallop-Breaux money, 
collected through a tax on fishing and 
boating gear, is used to promote sport­
fishing by such means as the construc­
tion of boat ramps or acquisition of 
fishing waters. 

"As this program progresses and 
leases are worked out with counties or 
individuals, we hope to eventually install 
ramps at all the locations which at pre­
sent have limited access to the river," 
said Maffet. 

The Ohio River covers approximate­
ly 170,000 surface acres, which Henley 
feels is an underutilized resource by 
fishermen . "With more access and a 
continuance of our management plans, 
I think anglers will find the Ohio has a 
lot more to offer than they might 
realize," said Henley. 

In addition to work on the Ohio River, 
Henley will be involved with several 
other major river systems throughout 
the state and many streams. "Kentucky 
has great potential to expand fishing op­
portunities with so many 'inland' water­
ways statewide," said Henley, "and the 
whole intent of fisheries' management 
is to unlock this potential for the 
angler." 

those that have seen better days. I wash 
each lure with a damp rag and wipe dry. 

Spinners-Check all the metal parts 
for that nasty rust and remove it 
wherever it occurs. Inspect the clevises 
and blades for effortless motion. Then, 
give the spinners a quick coating of 
demoisturizing oil. 

Jigs-Check the· lead heads for chip­
ping and repaint them if necessary. 
Also, look over the skirts for wear, tear 
and discoloration. Re-tie the skirts out 
of bucktail of FisHair. 

Soft plastics-I keep all my soft plastic 
lures in a separate tacklebox, or transfer 
a few of my favorite plastic worms to 
baby food jars for leak-proof storage. 
The soft plastic lure contains plasticizer, 
an oily substance that gives the plastic 
its pliability. The plasticizer can leak 
with age or heat and can damage other 
lures stored nearby. If your soft plastic 
"springs a leak," be sure to scour the af­
fected compartment and discard the 
pieces struck by the "oil spill." 

Line-if you remember that the only 
thing between you and a trophy bass is 
your line, you might start taking a lot 
more interest in its condition. Cut off 
about five feet of line after every two or 
three hours of fishing. Remove any por­
tion of line that shows nicks or 
abrasions. 

Rods-Wash your rods with a dish­
soap solution and wipe them dry. Inspect 
the blanks, handles, guides, tips, and 
wrapping for wear. If there is something 
wrong, don't hesitate to take the rod to 
a qualified repair shop for the necessary 
improvement. 

Reels-All reels need to be periodical­
ly oiled and greased according to the 
manufacturer's instructions. As a rule 
of thumb, I take my reels to a repair 
shop every year for their "spring 
tuneup"-much like I take my car in for 
its checkup. I have the shop check parts 
for wear, repair or replace parts 
necessary, oil and grease the reels and 
put on new line. With the proper care 
and maintenance, reels should last you 
many years. 

The eagle uses the same nest year after year, adding new material each year. 

Bassin' With the Pros ... 

Spring Buzz Bait Use 
In the spring of the year, one of the 

deadliest bass fishing lures is a buzz 
bait. 

Buzz baits are a available in two basic 
categories: safety-pin type or in-line 
type. Examples for the former are the 
Clacker, Buzz King, Pistol Pete, Rocker 
Buzz, Weed Eater, Chatter Buzz, Pro 
Buzz 3, T's Shaker, and Paddle 
Whacker. Brands conforming to the lat­
ter type include the Hobo, Floyd's 
Buzzer, Sputterbuzz, Lundahl Buzz 
Spoon, Musky Hawk, Herb's Dilly, 
Skitter-Buzz, Uncle Buck's, and Sputter­
fuss. These lures feature either a double­
or triple-winged propeller. The safety­
pin type resembles a spinnerbait while 
the other type resembles a standard 
spinner. 

The buzz bait works half in and half 
out of the water and its blade or blades 
give off a gurgling sound on the surface. 
These lures are very deadly in shallows, 
murky waters and weedy flats. Some 
pros tip buzzbaits with plastic worms for 
additional action. The most favorite 
weights are between 1/4- and 5/8-ounce. 

"I like to use a smaller buzz like the 
1/8-ounce size or maybe a quarter­
ounce,'' stresses Linda England, 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff member. 
"I like to use the smaller bait in the 
springtime because I don't feel that the 
fish are quite as active or stable as they 
are later on in the year. It seems that the 
smaller buzz baits draw them up 
better." 

One benefit to using a buzz bait is the 
amount of area it can cover in a small 
amount of time. Some anglers use buzz 
baits to locate fish, then go in for the sure 
catch with a worm. This is because buzz 
baits are seen by many anglers as a low 
percentage lure for successful catches. 

''One thing that many, many people do 
wrong in fishing buzz baits is that they 
miss a lot of strikes or lose a lot of fish," 
England said. "If they can't slow that 
lure down, that's one thing that the 
fisherman has more control over than 
anything else to help him catch more 
fish. 

"As with any top-water lure, it (buzz 
bait> goes across the surface," continues 
England. "The fish has to locate it, get 
a fix on it, plan his attack, and then come 
after it. A lot of times when you're run­
ning those baits real fast, the fish might 
not have a chance to get a good angle on 
it. I think that's why a lot of people miss 
strikes on them. The fish just doesn't 
have enough time to prepare itself. If 
you slow that buzz bait down while still 
keeping it on the surface, you'll catch 
more fish ." 

One tip that several pros are eager to· 
reveal is the use of trailer hook, 
sometimes called a stinger hook. This 
device rides in piggy-back fashion on the 
end hook and can be attached to that 
primary hook by an eyelet or a connec­
ting tube. This trailer is used when fish 
tend to strike at the lure but regularly 
miss it. The trailer gives an added piece 
of insurance to the angler for success. 
It is important that these hooks are as 
sharp as possible to insure more 
catches. 

·"I usually put a trailer hook on with 
surgical tubing so it rides upright the 
same way that the main hook does,' in­
structs Linda England. 

As Linda England stressed, lure speed 
is a critical factor. You should reel in 
steadily enough to maintain the lure on 
the surface. Make sure those blades are 
lifting the lure, and for further lift try a 
double or twin blade model. The rod tip 
should be held high at 10 or 11 o'clock so 
the line will be on the surface and you 
can set the hook at a moment's notice. 
Hold the rod too high and you won't be 
able to effectively hook the fish. 

There's a little secret I've used for tun­
ing the blades on the buzz bait. Experi­
ment a little in bending the blades while 
riding in a car-yes, I said a carl Stick 
the bait outside the window and see how 
easily the blades move and how fast. Try 
and get the blades to move fast with 
smooth action and your bait has been 
properly tuned! 

Another trick some anglers use is to 
bend the blade so that it just minimally 
knicks the shaft, which adds a bit more 
noise to the lure. Make sure that you 
don't bend the blade to the point where 
it affects the spinning speed of the blade 
or the action of the lure.

Pete Rose, Cincinnati manager, held 
a closed door meeting with his Reds' 
players Sunday, and then Cincinnati pro­
mptly broke a four-game losing streak 
by defeating the Chicago Cubs, 5-4 Mon­
day afternoon. 

Less than two weeks ago the Reds 
were in first place in the National 
League's Western Division. They were 
10 games above the .500 mark, and were 
leading the league in team batting 
average. 

Hard times fell upon Cincinnati. Their 
already undependable starting pitchers 
struggled even more Eric Davis and 
Buddy Bell suffered injuries, and the 
Reds' hitting dropped from first to 
fourth in the National League. 

As a result San Francisco played their 
way into first place, taking advantage 
of a Cincinnati stretch that saw the Reds 
drop eight of nine games. 

After Bill Gullickson beat Chicago last 
Wednesday to break one four-game 
tailspin, the Reds proceded to drop the 
final game against Chicago, then lose a 
three-game series at home against the 
Pittsburgh Pirates. 

Sunday's 7-2 defeat at the hands of the 
Pirates was the final straw that broke 
Pete Rose's non-meeting back. Rose has 
said before that he doesn't like to call 
team meetings because it means the 
team is playing bad baseball. 

Sunday evening the Cincinnati 
manager called for a meeting. 

Before Monday's game Rose said he 
told his players that baseball was sup­
posed to be fun, but he didn't think any 
of his players had had fun these past two 
weeks. 

In a pre-game radio interview Rose 
said, "it isn't any one player that I'm 
upset with. It's a team thing." 

"It isn't all pitching. In some games, 
we haven't hit the ball well, and in some 
games, we haven't played good 
defense." 

"It's just a rut that a team gets into. 
You're going to have these kinds of ruts 
during the course of a 162-game season.' ' 

Rose also made it clear that he didn't 
want his team to destroy in May what 
they had built up in April. Rose wants 
baseball to be fun, and if winning is fun 
then everyone in Cincinnati enjoyed 
themselves Monday.

Each boat must also be pro­
perly numbered and carry a valid 1987 
Kentucky registration. Running lights 
must also be used if a boat is operated 
after dark. For more complete informa­
tion on the specific requirements, bas­
ed on boat size, contact the Kentucky 
Water Patrol at 80Q-828-BOAT or ask 
your local water patrol officer. 

The Kentucky Water Patrol is an 
agency of the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet 
dedicated to the safety and protection of 
the boating public.

Kentucky Veterinary Medical Association 
Tetany means simply spasms of the 

muscles, the grass is aaded to indicate 
. that the conditionjs brought about by 
grazipg on lush but nutritionally defi­
cient pasture anc!·spring is the time it 
usually is seen in cattle and sheep. 

Problem is, by the time it reaches the 
tetany stage it may be too late. 

Technical name for the condition is 
hypomagnesemia, and it means a defi­
ciency of magnesium levels in the blood. 

It !s.seen most commonly in adult cat­
tle and sheep, especially those which are 
lactating heavily and are grazing on lush 
pastures, though it may occur under 
other conditions. 

The disease occurs in two stages: the 
development of the hypomagnesemia, 
and then the triggering of the clinical 
conditions. The tate of onset of the 
hypomagnesemia varies upon the 
degree of deficiency of magnesium in 
the diet, and is usually as result of 
limited absorption of magnesium 
because it is in low levels in lush pasture 
while nitrogen and potassium are found 
in high levels in grass. Various sup­
plements can be used to counteract this 
condition, if it is known. 

In the most acute form of the disease, 
cows which are grazing in a normal 
manner will suddenly throw up their !I 

heads and bellow, gallop blindly and 
then fall and exhibit severe padding con­
vulsions. Death usually follows within a 
few hours. Sometimes animals are 
found dead of the condition without hav­
ing shown symptoms, other shows less 
severe symptoms such as stiffness of 
gait, hypersensitivity to touch and sound 
and frequent urination. 

Affected animals require treatment 
immediately, which usually consists of 
administration of magnesium and 
calcium compounds and sometimes 
sedatives. 

Prevention is the better method, and 
is largely a combination of increasing 
the intake of magnesium in danger 
periods and of management. Various 
methods are available to increase 
magnesium intake, ranging from sim­
ple supplements to "bullets" which 
release magnesium slowly into the 
rumen. 

Your veterinarian is your best source 
of advice on the method most effective 
for your particular operation, as well as 
your source for emergency treatment 
should the condition slip up on you. He 
can help you predict the danger periods 
and conditions.

Soil Conservation in My Community 
wtll be the subject of the 1987 Conserva­
tion Essay Contest and the 1987 Jim 
Claypool Conservation Poster Contest 
sponsored by The Courier-Journal. 

The annual competitions, open to all 
Kentucky elementary and high school 
students, may be the largest conserva­
tion-oriented contests for school children 
in the United States. In 1986 over 36,500 
essays were written on "Fish and 
Wildlife Habitat: Our Responsibilities, 
Today and Tomorrow" Almost 66,000 
posters were made on the subject. 

The essay contest is in its 44th year, 
over 1.5 million essays have been writ­
ten by students on various conservation 
subjects since its inception. This will be 
the 15th year for the poster contest 
which is open to students in grades one 
through six. In it, students are asked to 
make original posters with the subject 
of the competition as the theme of the 
posters. 

In the essay contest, students in

Farmers who plant their soybeans, 
corn or wheat by the no-till method 
swear by it. 

It's easier. Faster. Just as productive 
as conventional methods. 

University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture research has shown that no­
till planting has less erosion than all 
other types of planting. 

So why isn't everybody planting by the 
no-till method? 

"That's a good question," said David 
Ditsch, UK Extension soil specialist. 

"Some of it is tradition," he said. "The 
farmer's father and grandfather and 
maybe his great grandfather plowed the 

"'land. It worked well enough for them. 
Why change?'' 

Ditsch added, "Another reason could 
be that the cost for chemical weed con­
trol is higher. But research shows that 
increased cost is offset by fuel savings, 
time and equipment costs. You can use 
smaller tractors, and you don't need all 
that extra equipment." 

Farmers also tend to watch carefully 
other farmers' failures, he said. For ex­
a~ple, if one farmer in a community 
tned the new method, and it failed for 
one reason or another, farmers in that 
community might just write off the 
method. In no-till farming, a small slit 
is made in the ground for the seed and 
then covered up instead of turning over 
the entire field by plowing. 

"No-till does take a different kind of 
management," Ditsch said. "You have 
to keep your eyes on it. Timing is more 
critical." 

Many farmers like to plant as early as 
possible, he said, but that's not always 
the best practice for no-till. No-till land 
is cooler than plowed lands, because 
breaking up the soil allows it to warm 
faster. Because seeds will not germinate 
until the soil gets to the proper 
temperature, it sometimes is better to 
plant under the no-till method a week or 
two later than conventional planting 
dates. 

Ditsch said he does expect more and 
more farmers to begin using no-till 
methods. 

"You can get it done twice as fast so 
you can plant twice as much," he said, 
"and the yield per acre will be just as 
good or better."

There's another reason why many 
farmers will almost be forced to adopt 
no-tilling methods, Ditsch said. 

The new Farm Bill requires grain pro­
ducers to show how they are using soil 
conservation practices in order to par­
ticipate in federal support programs. 

"No-till is the best way," Ditsch said. 
·'Since about 80 percent of Kentucky row 
crop land 1s highly erodible, it may be 
the only system some farmers can use 
and stay in .compliance with provisions 
of the Farm Bill.''

To many visitors to Kentucky, the 

charms of the Bluegrass State lie, 
waiting to be discovered, in its many 
historic homes, shrines and historic 
villages. 

And with burgeoning interest in things 
historic and nostalgic, "new" historic 
villages are emerging on the scene, 
reviving interest in the people and 
places of the first state on the western 
frontier. Old is new in Kentucky. 

The historic-site tradition is strong in 
Kentucky. Who could forget the charm 
and serenity of the Shaker Village at 
Pleasant Hill near Harrodsburg, with its 
clean, uncluttered lines and its tempting 
home-cooked aromas wafting from its 
Trustees' Office Inn? 

What visitor to Kentucky doesn't want 
to stop by My Old Kentucky Home in 
Bardstown and pay homage to Stephen 
Foster, or sample the spoonbread and 
regional fare at Boone Tavern in Berea? 

Abraham Lincoln Birthplace National 
Historic Site near Hodgenville still packs 
them in, drawing history-minded 
visitors interested in seeing where the 
sixteenth President was born. Old Fort 
Harrod State Park at Harrodsburg gives 
visitors a good idea of the blockhouses 
and cabins built at Kentucky's first per­
manent settlement. 

History and architecture buffs still 
marvel at Thomas Jefferson's design at 
Farmington in Louisville and Gideon 
Shryock's Old State Capitol in Frank­
fort. And it's always fun to wander and 
explore the historic districts of 
Louisville, Lexington, Frankfort, 
Paducah, Covington and Maysville. 

Borrowing the best ingredients from 
Kentucky's successful recipe for historic 
sites and villages, the Bardstown and 
London communities have embarked on 
historic-village projects of their own, 
launching rustic re-creations of life on 
the Kentucky frontier, where the archi­
tecture and artifacts of bygone eras are 
brought together in picturesque settings. 

Assembling historic structures from 
various locations and reconstructuring 
remnants of Kentucky's colorful past, 
these "living history museums" seek to 
offer quaint samplings of pioneer life. 
These range from reconstructed log 
dwellings and a roadside tavern from 
early days along the Wilderness Road, 
to vestiges of early settlement in and 
around one of Kentucky's oldest towns, 
Bardstown. 

Dedication of Old Bardstown Village, 
Bardstown's newest attraction, is now 
history, one might say- the preserva­
tion project that took this central Ken­
tucky town by storm last summer. The 
village is scheduled to re-<>pen t;or its se­
cond season May 16, with an expanded 
toy soldier collection and a new musewn 
devoted to Indian and early settler 
artifacts. 

The village offers visitors a walk 
through history past 11 old-time struc­
tures, almost all Nelson County land­
marks, and some, reconstructed from 
lwnber salvaged from historic struc­
tures. 

The village had been under discussion 
the past decade as a way of bolstering 
tourism in this already tourism-strong 
grand old town. 

"For some time we had been talking 
about giving Bardstown an attraction to 
give visitors who come to see 'The 
Stephen Foster Story' a reason to stay 
an extra day,' ' said Dr. Henry Spalding, 
a Bardstown physician who led the 
community-wide effort to build the 
village. 

" I think the people here realize that 
we have history and that tourists are in­
terested in history," he said. 

Occupying a picturesque setting along 
the city's Town Creek, the village is just 
across U.S. 150 from the entrance to the 
J . Dan Talbott Amphitheatre where 
"America's favorite outdoor musical" 
is staged. The village site is historic in 
itself, situated just below the creekside 
bluff where Bardstown had its earliest 
beginnings. Founded around 1780, the 
settlement was first called "Salem," 
later renamed after early settler 
William Bard. 

A prominent landmark in Bardstown's 
earliest days was Brown's Mill, a

gristmill with overshot wheel built in 
1798. Memory of that mill is preserved 
by a similar mill moved on-site from 
eastern Kentucky,' which serves as a 
central focus of the village. Situated in 
millrace fashion along the creek, the Old 
Mill with its turning waterwheel is just 
a short distance from where Brown's 
Mill once stood. 

"Mills have a following all their own," 
said Sandi Nipp, manager of Old Bards­
town Village, who said 5,000 visitors 
passed through the village during its 
first three months of operation last sum­
mer after opening with great fanfare 
July 4. 

At the entrance to the village is Village 
Hall, housed in the former municipal 
waterworks building, which features a 
Civil War museum and toy soldier 
museum. An expanded display this 
spring is expected to showcase a 
15,000-piece collection of miniature 
soldiers on parade, donated by Bards­
town resident Dale Van Ormer. (With 
Stone Castle Museum, another Bards­
town toy soldier museum, the city boasts 
two such collections, unique for a city of 
8,000). The Civil War collection includes 
an impressive array of weapons, 
uniforms and musical instruments­
some say as good a collection as can be 
found anywhere. 

Also to be found in the village are a 
working moonshine "still house" where 
"home brew" is made daily during the 
regular season; a blacksmith shop, 
wheelwright shop, weaver's -shop and 
broom maker I candlemaker's shop. 
Craft demonstrations are offered daily 
during the visitor season. A "market 
house'' offers native Kentucky arts and 
crafts for sale. Eventually, the village 
is to encompass 20 buildings, Spalding 
said. 

In similar fashion, hopes are riding 
high on Wilderness Roac Village, a 
pioneer-village "theme park" under 
development near London, to adjoin 
Levi Jackson Wilderness Road State 
Park. The village is to consist of a dozen 
craft shops where working craftspeople 
are to demonstrate various facets of 
pioneer life, such as sorghum making, 
open-pit barbecuing, etc. 

The crafts shops, housed in historic log 
cabins transplanted from various loca­
tions in the London area, are to be in­
tegrated with the existing Mountain Life 
Museum, a compound of log cabins 
replicating pioneer life, already a ma­
jor attraction at the state park. 

The theme park is to include recon­
struction of Freeman Tavern, an 
historic roadhouse that was a welcom­
ed stop along the well-traveled Wilder-

ness Road into frontier Kentucky. The 
restaurant, offering traditional fare, is 
expected to open sometime this sum­
mer, said Ken Harvey, executive direc­
tor of the London-Laurel County 
Tourism Commission. The remainder of 
the village is slated for fall completion, 
he said. 

The project, under discussion since 
1982, is expected to be ready in time for 
1988 tourists. 

History comes alive at Kentucky's liv­
ing history museums. And recent varia­
tions on the theme make for an especial­
ly alluring scene.

The Kentucky Water Patrol would like 
to help boaters avoid accidents this sum­
mer and offers the following tips for a 
safe summer. 

First, never overload your boat 
Check the capacity plate on the boat to 
compare its weight and passenger lim1ts 
with the number of passengers. When 
the boat is underway, make sure the 
passengers are in safe, protected posi­
tions. Kentucky boating safety laws re­
quire that passengers not ride on an 
enclosed bow or outside of the protective 
railings of a boat. It is also illegal to ride 
on the sides. back or engine cover of a 
boat, the back of the seats, or any other 
obviously dangerous location. 

Second, avoid collisions by properly 
operating the boat. Collisions with other 
boats are often caused by the lack of 
knowledge of the rules of the road. 
Basically, a bozt on your right has the 
right of way. On narrow waterways, 
boats should keep to the right of mid­
channel similar to driving a car on the 
highway. 

Third, alcohol and boating don't mix. 
The United States Coast Guard estrrnates 
that over 50 percent of fatal boating ac­
cidents are alcohol related. Boaters need 
to be more aware of the dangerous ef­
fects alcohol has on their judgement and 
reaction time. 

A person's sense of balance is one of 
the first things affected when consum­
ing alcoholic beverages. Over half of all 
boating fatalities occur when someone 
simply falls overboard. 

A boater's vision is also affected by 
alcohol which diminishes the ability to 
see clearly. Blurred vision greatly in­
creased chances for an accident. As the 
amount of alcohol consumed increases, 
the ability to coordinate arms and legs 
is also reduced. An alcohol Impaired 
boater may find it difficult to even swim. 

Changing Your Name? 
Tell Social Security 

Everyone who works in Social 
Security-covered employment-and that 
means almost everyone-should keep 
his or her records up to date. This means 
reporting changes in circwnstances that 
could affect the person's eligibility for, 
or the amount of, Social Security 
payments. Among the changes that 
should be reported is a change in name. 

Many newly married women continue 
to use their maiden names at their 
places of employment. A woman who in­
tends to use her married name, 
however, should report the change to 
any Social Security office and apply for 
a new Social Security card. The new 
card with the same number but with new 
name is usually issued within 2 weeks 

To effect a change in name, a newly 
married woman can use the original or 
a certified copy of her marriage cer­
tificate, showing both her old and new 
names. If she is foreign born, she will 
also need proof of United States citizen­
ship or current alien status. 

Social Security make no charge for a 
name to be changed on its records. Some 
firms advertise that they will provide 
this service for a fee; however, Social 
Security offers this service-as it does 
all other services-free of charge. 

The process can be started simply by 
phoning our Social Security office. The 
telephone number is listed in your local 
telephone directory under U.S. Govern­
ment. You can also visit the Big Sandy 
Area Social Security office located on 
U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville.

April Jobless Rate 
Drops 1.5 Percent 

Kentucky recorded its first single-digit 
jobless rate for 1987 with a preliminary 
April figure of 9.6 percent. 

The 1.5 percent drop from a revised 
March rate of 11.1 percent is the largest 
month-to-month decline in more than 
two years, according to figures releas­
ed recently by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. 

The last time Kentucky recorded a 
decline in the monthly unemployment 
rate of 1.5 percent or greater was from 
February to March 1985, when the rate 
fell from 11.9 percent to 10.1 percent. 

At the national level, unemployment 
decreased from 6.9 percent in March to 
6.2 percent in April. 

"Warm temperatures gave our 
economy a boost as tourism-related and 
agricultural jobs registered big in­
creases," said state labor market 
analyst Ed Blackwell. 

The federal estimate of Kentuckians 
working was 1,514,700 in April, the 
highest level this year. That figure is an 
increase of 26,300 over the March report 
of 1,488,400 but is 2,900 below last April's 
1,517,600. 

An estimated 160,400 Kentuckians 
were unemployed, down 26,300 from 
March but up 4,500 from April 1986, 
when 155,900 were out of work. The state 
jobless rate last April was 9.3 percent. 

"We gained 5,900 service jobs over 
March, mostly in recreation and lodg­
ing. And many of the 3,600 additional 
trade jobs were in restaurants and 
supermarkets," Blackwell said. "With 
good spring planting weather during 
most of April, we added 4,500·farm jobs. 
That brings to 9,200 the number of 
agricultural jobs picked up within the 
last two months." 

The Department for Employment Ser­
vices' monthly survey of employers 
showed 1,200 more jobs in construction 
1,100 in state and local government, and 
500 each in finance, insurance and real 
estate and transportation, communica­
tions and utilities. 

'Manufacturing jobs were down by 
1,500, mostly in the tobacco, food and 
textile production areas. However, 
Blackwell noted the 255,000 jobs in this 
category remain above the 1986 monthly 
average of 253,200 manufacturing jobs. 

The April labor force estimate re­
mained at the March level of 1,675,100, 
but was 1,600 higher than in April1986, 
when it was 1,673,500. The civilian labor 
force includes non-military people who 
are working and unemployed people 
who actively are seeking jobs. It does 
not include anyone who is unemployed 
but has not looked for a job for four 
weeks. 

Unemployment statistics are based on 
estimates and are compiled to measure 
employment trends rather than to ac­
tually count people working.

Barely zip­
pered p~rachutist~ drop into speeding convertibles, large 
women m Wagnenan outfits run wild through the streets 
trumpeting arias, and drunken lovesick revelers croon sere­
nades outside Paris apartment buildings in the middle of 
t~ night. 

People drink cocktails frequently, pass out frequently 
and take everything in the best possible humor. All of this 
madcap. b~hav.ior culminates in a series of room-switching, 
closet-hidmg, sped-up stunts in a country hotel, with a great 
deat of giggling and shrieking, and a very funny, very point­
less gag in which everyone is forced to zoom around in very 
smatl cars at very high speeds. 

Amid all the merriment is the acting debut of Woody Allen 
(who also scripted the movie), in a forerunner of the angst­
ridden, nervous, neurotic intellectual he would later play to 
perfection in movies such as "Annie Hall." In a jaunty beret 
and with a lovelorn expression, he moons after O'Toole's 
girlfriend, with only a hint of the metaphysical worries that 
would infuse his later films.

She raised five TV chil­

With the onset of 
the disease, she has to un­
dertake all the family 
responsibilities. 

"Before I took the role, 
I really didn't know 
enough about Alz­
heimer's," admits Jones. 
"To prepare for the part, 
I read as much as I could 
about it, and I talked to 
families of the victims, as 
well as to friends whose 
parents had the disease." 

Following the show, 
most stations will broad­
cast " .. .. I Hope It's Not 
Alzheimer's," a half-hour 
program in which ex­
perts discuss problems 
associated with Alz­
heimer's disease and pos­
sible solutions. "It was an 
education for me," adds 
the actress. "It was also 
an extremely well-writ­
ten role. I'd worked with 
(co-star) Len Cariou be­
fore (in a TV movie called 
"Who'll Save the Chil­
dren?"), so we didn't 
have to go through a rou­
tine of getting to know 
each other. We already 
knew we worked well 
together." 

Jones, who currently 
spends most of her time 
singing with symphony 
orchestras, has a new TV 
series in the works. But 
she hopes she'll always 
have time to do projects 
like "There Were Times, 
Dear." 

Jones is a staunch be­
liever in TV's ability to 
teach . "The public needs 
to be educated about Alz­
heimer's disease. And the 
power of TV i!'! very 
strong. Just look at 
" 'The Partridge 
Family.' "

Behrens was in the right 
place at the right time

"My memory of want­
ing to be an actor is 
vague," confesses Sam 
Behrens, who parlayed a 
five-day stint as Jake 
Meyer on "General Hos­
pital" into a four-year 
role.

When Behrens joined

the right time. One of 
those heartthrobs was 
Douglas Sheehan, who 
played Joe Kelly on 
"General Hospital" and 
went on to play Ben Gib­
son on "Knots Landing." 
The other was Rick 
Springfield, who played 
Noah Drake. When Beh­
rens is asked how he 
came to portray Jake, he 

laughs. "It was my bril­
liance, my talent," here­
plies. "It was a combina­
tion of enormous talent 
and being in the right 
place at the right time 
that led to a contract." 

But portraying Jake 
hasn't always been easy. 
There was a long dry 
spell in which Jake sim­
ply disappeared into the 
background. "It's diffi­
cult when you're not on 
the show a lot," says Beh­
rens. "I'm not in this just 
to pay the rent. I want to 
work. I think a lot of peo­
ple believe that it would 
be wonderful not to 
work, but when Jake 
wasn't on the show, it 
was terrible. Not working 
is almost as bad as work­
ing with bad material." 

It must have been even 
rougher since Behrens is 
accustomed to working 
long hours. Before he 
joined "General Hospi­
tal," he simultaneously 
appeared on "Ryan's 
Hope," took acting class­
es and appeared nightly 
in the hit Broadway mu­
sical "Grease." 

But Behrens used his 
time off constructively. 

"I took up hobbies dur­
ing the time that I wasn't 
on the show," he says. "I 
learned to fly airplanes. 
Flying is a very concen­
trated hobby. Everything 
else in your mind disap­
pears when you're 
flying." 

His new hobby could 
even make him hi-coast­
al. Behrens has plans to 
fly solo to New York City 
(from California) this 
summer.

If set­
tlement is reached, put all the terms of 
your agreement in writing and have it 
signed by both you and the other party. 

In Small Claims Court, the two parties 
involved in the dispute go to court at the 
assigned time and tell their side of the 
story to the judge. The judge makes a 
decision based on the law governing the 
facts presented. No jury is present. 

There is a statute of limitation concer· 
ning the time period for filing a suit 
which varies with the type of claim. 
After this period, a person cannot file 

BEA 
HOST FAMILY 

You can file your small claims com­
plaint in the county where the person 
you are suing lives or does business or 
in the county where the transaction took 
place. You will be charged a filing fee 
at the time of filing. You must also pay 
for sending a copy of your claim to the 
defendant by certified mail or by the 
sheriff. (These are considered court 
costs , and if you win your small claims 
case, you may ask the judge to award 
these to you in addition to the amount 
you receive for your claim.) 

Remember, the maximum amount of 
money for which you can sue is $1,000. 
Even if your claim is for more than that 
amount, you can choose to sue for only 
$1,000 rather than go through trial in 
another court. The amount of your claim 
should include both the actual amount 
of damage due and any extra expenses 
you paid because of the damage. You 
must be able to prove the amount of 
damages you are suing for. 

You may appeal a decision made in 
Small Claims Court, but it is advisable 
to seek legal assistance because appeals 
are complicated and you want to be sure 
you have grounds for an appeal. You 
must file your notice of appeal within 10 
days of the date of Small Claims 
judgment.

Boone's Brother Officiated 
At First Kentucky Wedding 

Prepare you~ child for 
KINDERGARTEN 

This wedding season, hundreds of 
couples will get married in churches 
across the state. The first couple to get 
married in Kentucky made their vows 
in August, 1776, and explorer Squire 
Boone officiated. 

Boone ventured into Kentucky in 1769, 
looking for his older brother, the legen­
dary Daniel Boone. Squire, a Baptist 
preacher, stumbled across Daniel's 
camp and the two wintered together in 
the wilderness, exploring some of the 
new frontier before returning to their 
respective homes in North Carolina. 

Daniel came back to Kentucky in 1775 
and built a fort along the Kentucky 
River at a place now called Boonesboro. 
After its completion, he and Squire mov­
ed their families to the fort and settled 
permanently. Other explorers joined 
them and the settlement grew. 

In July, 1776, three young women, in-

Reunion After 44 Years 

Determined effort and "lasting friend­
ship" led to an unexpected reunion, this 
spring, when Frances Fields Crisp, of 
Martin, received a telephone call from 
the babysitter she had last seen in 
Craigsville, Va. , in 1943. Then 14 years 
old, Virginia Ellinger Morris, now mar­
ried and living in Michigan, had cared 
for Crisp's two older daughters, aged 4 
and 6, while their widowed mother work­
ed in a nearby factory. 

Morris located her former employer 
by contacting her sister, a beautician 
who still lives in Craigsville, and having 
her ask her customers if anyone knew 
the whereabouts of the former Frances 
Fields. One of those customers proved 
to be Mrs. Crisp's widowed sister-in-law, 
who provided her current address. 

Morris has visited here twice with her 
husband since placing that long-distance 
phone call in March, renewing her 
friendship with Frances Crisp and her 
two older daughters, Phyllis Fields 
Centers and Patricia Fields Shepherd, 
both married now and living in Martin. 
She also brought old photographs, in­
cluding the one above which shows 
Crisp, left, and Ellinger in 1942 or 1943. 

Mrs. Crisp said that Russell Morris, 
Virginia 's husband, was especially 
curious to meet her because she had 
written the girl 's love letters to him. 

Crisp also has a third daughter, Janet 
Rose Howard, living in Ft. Walton 
Beach, Fla.

eluding a daughter of Daniel Boone, 
canoed out onto the Kentucky River. 
Although the women were still in sight 
of the fort, Indians attacked and carried 
them away. Settlers pursued the Indians 
and within a day rescued the women. 

Three weeks later Elizabeth 
Callaway, one of the women captured by 
the Indians, married Samuel Hender­
son, one of her rescuers. The two 
became the first couple married in Ken­
tucky, and Squire had the honors . 

In 1779, Squire moved his family to 
Louisville, and built a cabin at the mouth 
of Bear Grass Creek. He delivered the 
first recorded sermon in Louisville, and 
later became the first Baptist to preach 
in Meade county, when he spoke at a 
hunters' camp. 

Squire Boone died in 1815 at the age of 
70, in Harrison county, Ind., across the 
Ohio River from Brandenburg.

State Offers Grants For . 
School Latchkey Programs 

The Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion has $25,000 to award to local school 
districts seeking to start or expand 
before-school and after-school care for 
school-age children. 

"We know that school officials and 
teachers share our concern for the large 
numbers of youngsters home alone after 
school-those who have been called 
"latchkey' children," Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald said 
in announcing the Dependent Care 
Grant Program. 

"We also know that women work 
because they must if their families are 
going to survive," McDonald continued. 
''Unlike the old days, the extended fami­
ly has disappeared and many mothers 
or fathers are raising children alone."

The solution, she said, is to provide 
supervised care and worthwhile ac­
tivities for the children, ideally at or 
near the child's school. 

Dependent Care grants are intended 
for schools-or for private agencies 
operating programs with a school 
district-that need small amounts of 
money to start or expand care before 
and after school. 

The funds the Department of Educa­
tion is allocating are part of $4.78 million 
in federal funds made available na­
tionally through the new Dependent 
Care Grants Program. Estimates of the 
number of latchkey children range from 
2 to 5 million across the nation. Children 
from age 5 to 13 are included in the 
statistics. 

Grant application forms are being 
mailed to all school districts, and school 
officials may contact the Office of In­
struction at (502) 564-3010 for more 
information.

The following recipes provide some 
lowfat ideas for preparing picnic 
favorites: 

LOWFAT POTATO SALAD 
A one-cup serving of most traditional 

potato salads may have as much fat as 
six parts of margarine, but this recipe 
offers old fashioned flavor with much 
less fat and calories. Or use the idea 
here in your favorite potato salad 
recipe : just cut the usual amount of 
mayonnaise in half, use plain yogurt for 
the remainder, and add lemon juice . 

4 medium boiling potatoes 
3 scallions 
1 1/2 tsp dried parsley 
2 tbsp mayonnaise 
3 tbsp plain lowfat yogurt 
1-1 1/2 tsp Dijon mustard (or to taste ) 
Dash of salt 
1/ 2-1 tsp lemon juice 
Boil unpeeled potatoes until just 

tender but firm <about 15-20 minutes). 
Meanwhile, stir together in a small bowl 
parsley, mayonnaise, yogurt, mustard, 
salt and lemon juice. 

When potatoes are done, cool under 
cold water, peel, and cut into bite-size 
chunks. Stir together with scallions and 
dressing while still warm. Cool until ser­
ving time. 

This recipe will produce about 4 serv­
ings of one cup. Each will contain about 
125 calories and 6 grams of fat.

Plan Would Remove 
Children From Jails 

A plan to remove children from adult 
jails in Kentucky has been approved by 
Gov. Martha Layne Collins. Under the 
proposal from the Kentucky Juvenile 
Justice Commission $600,000 in federal 
funds will be spent on innovative pro­
rams to provide alternatives to jailing 
juveniles, particularly minor offenders 
and runaways, Collins noted. 

"The commission has done an ex­
cellent job of outlining ways to conform 
with the new Juvenile Code that I sup­
ported in the 1986 General Assembly. It 
is important that children in trouble be 
quickly placed in supportive surroun­
dings rather than in jails where they 
may be led into worse trouble," Collins 
asserted. 

The commission, headed by state 
Justice Secretary Norma Miller, also 
noted that children held in local jails are 
at risk for injury from other inmates and 
suicide attempts . 

Under the proposal: 
*$410,000 would be spent on establish­

ing regional detention centers and alter­
natives to jail such as temporary group 
homes, runaway programs, home deten­
tion and temporary foster homes. 

*$100,000 would hire additional people 
to work with local communities on these 
alternative programs. 

$25,000 would fund a conference of 
local officials and juvenile justice ex­
perts to work on solutions to jailing 
children.

Monogamy may seem admirable to 
Western traditionalists , but in the 
animal kingdom a long-term relation­
ship with a member of the oppos1te sex 
is uncommon. According to National 
Wildlife magazine, a bimonthly publica­
tion of the National Wildlife Federation, 
only three or four percent of all mamal 
species practice monogamy. Moreover, 
laboratory experiments are showing 
that many monogamous mammals will 
cheat on their partners, given the 
opportunity. 

Coyotes, wolves, and most other 
members of the dog family are mono­
gamous, and so are many rodents, in­
cluding the beaver, muskrat, and a few 
species of moles. Other mammals on the 
list include some primates. shrews, bats, 
antelope, and others. Mammal species 
that practice monogamy are greatly 
outnumbered by monogamous birds, but 
mammals tend to practice a more 
rigorous form of loyalty. Many birds, 
especially small ones like sparrows, re­
main attached to their mates only for a 
season. Monogamous mammals, 
however, usually mate for life. 

Considering the evolutionary advant­
ages of having multiple sex partners, 
scientists are interested in why animals 
become monogamous. Sometimes the 
answer appears to involve territory. 
Elephant shrews, for example, pair up 
to defend their food supply, driving out 
all other male and female rivals . Before

long, the sole remammg male and 
female learn to tolerate each other in 
what one expert calls "monogamy by 
default ." 

The costs of motherhood may also 
help explain an unusual phenomenon 
found mostly among monogamous 
mammals : fathers that care for their 
young. Few males will help rear young 
whose paternity is in question. But if a 
male knows he is definitely the father, 
he is more willing to invest in the 
offspring. 

Some researchers, however, question 
whether monogamous species form tru­
ly exclusive relationships. Captive 
wolves, coyotes, and monogamous 
monkeys do not hestitate to engage in 
what biologists delicately call "extra 
pair copulations." In the wild, the 
chance of such engagements is limited, 
either because no other potential mates 
are available, or because a jealous mate 
is close at hand. "It' s enforced 
monogamy, as compared to true mono­
gamy," says ethologist Fred Harrington 
of Canada's Mount Saint Vincent 
University. " If a wolf or coyote gets the 
opportunity to fool around, it will." 

If the grounds for monogamy are 
shaky among wild animals, among 
humans they were virtually unknown 
until recently. Patricia Wright, an an­
thropologist with Duke University's 
Primate Center, observes that 87 per­
cent of the human cultures on this planet 
are not monogamous. " And if you look 
at the traits common among mono­
gamous mammals," she says, "people 
just don't fit the mold.'' Devra Kleiman, 
assistant director for research at the Na­
tional Zoo, concludes that monogamy is 
just a "cultural overlay" peculiar to 
Western society. She says that "we have 
an apparently monogamous system with 
behavioral correlates more appropriate 
to polygamy." 

To at least one researcher, however, 
humans would be well advised to 
emulate some of their wild cousins. Ron 
Tilson, a biologist with the Minnesota 
Zoo, notes, "Monogamous mammals 
never get tired of each other, they never 
fight, there's no such thing as desertion. 
Somehow, we haven 't evolved the right 
social attributes yet to keep the male 
and female in that kind of harmony."
