Hueysville Residents View Bid 
To Re-Open Tipple with Dismay 
By Tim Sizemore 

Although it has been two years since 
black dust hung in a perpetual cloud 
over the town, the rumbling of coal 
trucks disturbed the normally tranquil

community, and residents sometimes 
were blocked from access to their homes 
and businesses, the possibility of a 
return to those conditions was the focus 
of a tense meeting last Wednesday be­
tween residents of Hueysville, state 
stripmining officials. and represen­
tatives of the C. C. Craft Estate which 
has applied for a permit to operate a tip­
ple, there. 

Those concerned gathered in a vacant 
store next to the postoffice with 
'llembers of the C. C. Craft family seek­
mg a permit to re-open the operation 
there of a coal tipple shut down two 
years ago, while Hueysville residents 
protested the move citing it as both a 
nuisance and a health hazard. 

Irene Hayes, former postmistress at 
Hueysville, said that no effort had been 
made previously to keep down the dust 
caused by the operation or to prevent 
trucks blocking access to homes and 
businesses of Hueysville residents. At 
one time, the postal service attempted 
to relocate the postoffice because its 
location was considered dirty and 
dangerous. "When it rained, black water 
washed down and pooled in front of the 
postoffice," she added. 

The processing plant, according to 
Hueysville residents, was cited several 
times for failure to comply with state 
regulations governing the operation of 
a tipple. In addition, they said, at times 
the noise and dust levels became 
unbearable despite their requesting 
sprayers be kept in repair and used to 
settle the dust which they say sometimes 
hung over the valley like a cloud. 

The tipple, constructed by Beaver 
Elkhorn Fuels, Inc. in l!n8 when it leas­
ed the site of a coal loading dock from 
the late C. C. Craft, is said to have 
operated for several months without a 
permit.

Knott county District Judge Graham 
Martin, both of Hindman, owned and 
operated the plant from 1!n9 until it was 
sold in 1982 to Envest Coal Company, 
owned by Ted H. Law, of Alderson, W. 
Va., who closed the tipple in 1986. At that 
time it was taken over by the C. C. Craft 
Estate, whose application in December, 
1986 for a state permit was rlenied 
because of technical reasons. 

In addition to coal dust and noise, 

hazards cited include coal trucks lining 
up, blocking access to the community 
postoffice and to several homes. 
Talmadge and Mae Allen said that the 
running truck motors caused noxious 
fumes to such an extent that it pro­
hibited being outside. A veteran of 41 
years as a miner who has lived in the 
area all his life, Allen says he has lived 
with the noise and dust caused by the tip-

Broadform Deed Review, 
New US 23 Hopes Dashed 
By B.A. Heinze 

Recent events in both Frankfort and 
Washington, D. C. are viewed with mix­
ed reaction here. 

Those who held some hope that the 
Kentucky Supreme Court would grant a 
rehearing on its earlier 1984 broadform 
deed ruling were more disappointed 
than surprised by the court's denial of 
the request for review of its ruling which 
in effect struck down legislation which 
provided some protection against strip­
mining to surface owners. 

State Rep. Greg Stumbo, of Prestons­
burg, who introduced the 1984 legisla­
tion, said that he and Rep. Clayton Lit­
tle, of Virgie, expect to introduce a con­
stitutional amendment in the 1988 ses­
sion that would give the same protection 
to landowners that the 1984 law did. 

On the other hand, an attorney for a 
group of coal companies, Richard Ward, 
said the ruling is good because "it lets 
people know exactly where they stand." 
He added that coal companies were 
already paying landowners damages for 
stripminmg coal, but that the new rul­
ing makes the practice more uniform. 
He denied that mo t deeds may come 
under the protected period of 1956 to Ju­
ly. this year, ~aying that the reverse will 
be found. 

This refers to the only change made 
in the court's July ruling which said that 
payment of damages did not apply to 
land conveyed by boardform deed be­
tween May 4, 1956 and the effective date 
of the opinion. Since the opinion of the 
court was not final until September 24, 
mineral owners could have transferred 
property during that time and avoided 
payment to surface owners for damage 
caused by later mining. Under the 
change that loophole has been closed, 
and payment must be made for surface 
damage caused by mining under a 
broadform deed transferred after July 
2, the opinion's initial date. 

The section of the 1984 Ia\\' struck 
down said, in part, that "in the absence 
of clear and convincing evidence to the 
contrary" the intention of the parties 
signing the deed "was that the coal be 
extracted only by the method or 
methods of commercial coal extraction 
commonly known to be in use in Ken· 
tucky in the area affected at the time" 
the deeds were signed. 

A s1milar law was passed and upheld 
in Tennessee.

Sheriff and D.O.T. in News 
Over Weight Limit Questio

August 5 marked an incident involv­
ing coal hauling regulations between 
Sheriff Henry C. Hale and the Depart­
ment of Transportation. Even though it 
occurred more than two months ago, 
almost in the realm of history for 
newspaper coverage, and was settled 
within a few days, the incident is receiv­
ing this week widespread though belated 
coverage. 

Sheriff Hale, like many Eastern Ken­
tucky officials, is in the coal hauling 
business. The trouble began when 
Department of Transportation officers 
cited two of Hale's trucks for being 
overweight, for not having a $360 special 
license plate that allows extended 
weight and for not having a $250 
Highway Usage Tax Decal for each of 
his trucks. The D.O.T. officers were 
ordered by officials in Frankfort to im­
pound the two trucks along with trucks 
owned by others. The trucks were not 
weighed on the site due to traffic conges­
tion, but officers said that they appeared 
to be overweight and they intended to 
weigh them when they reached the Allen 
State Garage and impoundment area. 
They also claim that while they wrote 
the tickets, one of the sheriff's drivers 
went to a nearby store and phoned Hale. 
Following this, D.O.T. officers said that 
as the trucks were being brought to the 
impoundment area a deputy managed 
to get in front of the two trucks owned 
by Hale and lead them out of the convoy 
onto Hale's property. Two deputies then 
removed the 42,000 pound weight limit 
tags and replaced them with 82,000 
pound limit tags, according to the D.O.T. 
officials. 

Sheriff Hale is said to have held the 
citations and told the transportation of­
ficers that they had exceeded their 
authority, saying they had no right to 
impound his trucks because County At­
torney David Barber had recommend· 
ed dismissal of the tickets. 

Sheriff Hale said in his defense that he 
had no problem with the Department of 
Transportation and that the matter had 
been settled more than two months ago. 

He said that he had no idea that the 
trucks had been impounded. He pointed 
out that instead of the customary warn­
ing citation of three days for a first of­
fense, his trucks had been ticketed. The 
reason he parked his trucks on his lot, 
he said, was because of vandalism and 
theft of CB's at the state garage, and 
that he told the officer that the trucks 
would sit until the decals were purchas­
ed. Hale added that he is unsure of the 
law and feels that it is vague concern­
ing new regulations. 

County Attorney Barber says that 1 o 
one's truck should be impounded for a 
first offense. Commenting on the weight 
issue he said, "To say a truck looks 
overweight is like saying a person looks 
dead and charging a person with 
murder." He says that when he spoke 
with an official of the Department of 
Transportation in Frankfort, he told 
Barber that his handling of the matter 
was perfectly acceptable to him.

This is the first confirmed case of 
rabies in a domestic animal in a t leas t 
17 years in either Pike or Floyd counties, 
according to health officials. Gary E . 
Coleman, of the Pike County Health 
J:?epartment, said that this is the firs t 
such case there since he joined the 

• department in 1969. Earl Compton, head 
of the Floyd County Health Department, 
checked records back to uno, finding no 
confirmed cases of rabies in domestic 
animals. He said that in the late 1950's 
an outbreak of rabies in wildlife 
throughout the state caused the dread 
disease to spread to a n unusual number 
of domestic animals. 

Last year, a grey fox caught near here 
was found to be rabid and several peo-

• pie underwent a series of anti-rabies in­
jections. This year, a r ed bat was also 
found to carry the disease but no one 
was exposed to it. 

The current Pike county case began 
when a Walker hound was brought to the 
office of a veterinarian, here, October 4.

After examination of the hunting dog, 
the owner was advised to have it 

t . destroyed and sent for ra bies testing. 
This he refused to do and was then told 

This week, the report came back 
positive- the dog had rabies. 

The owner of the dog, his son, and two 
others who handled the anima l are now 
undergoing treatment. 

Both Coleman and Compton s tressed 
the importance of having rabies shots 
given to dogs and cats. Compton said 
tha t some people innoculate their own 
dogs, but that the vaccine availa ble to 
them is not as effective or safe as that 
given by a ve terinaria n. "Only a veteri-

• na ria n can get 'live' vaccine," he said, 
"and while it costs a little more, it is well 
worth it. " 

If exposed to the danger of rabies, an 
individual is required to undergo a series 
of six injections which can cost from $500 
to $700. 

Even if several a nimals must be im­
munized, the comparative cost is small. 

Mr. Compton said that contrary to 
popular belief, this season is the one 
favorable to the spread of rabies, rather 
than in summer . He cautioned that if an 
a nimal does bi~ a nyone, it should be 
confined, given wa ter and food, a nd 
wa tched . " If it is ra bid this will be a p­
pare nt in 10 to 14 da ys," he said.

Truck Bids

Prestonsburg City Council held no of­
ficial meeting this week after failing to 
have a quorum, Monday night. 

With four Council members present 
a nd four absent, it was a near-miss; one 
more council member on hand would 
have allowed the meeting to be held. Ab­
sent members were Frank A. Adams, 
Margie N. Osborne, Harry Ray Porter 
a nd Thomas J . Tackett; present were 
Adrian Blackburn, Dr. Gary D. Brown, 
William R. Callihan and William 0 . 
Goebel, III. 

Councilman Callihan opened the non­
m eeting by asking Mayor Ann Latta if 
he could make a statement, whether on 
the record or off. " I want to go on record 
as highly praising <City Manager> 
<Fred) James and the street depart­
ment for the excellent job they did clean­
ing up after the (Jenny Wiley Festival) 
parade," Callihan said. "I was down 
there around 10 Saturday night and it 
was pitiful. I was down there again at 9 
Sunday morning and it was pretty well 
cleaned up . And I've had so many peo­
ple tell me, by 11 o'clock you'd never 
know there was a parade." 

The statement drew at least one 
"Amen" and a round of applause in the 
council chamber.

The U.S. Job Corps program has given 
thousands of young Kentuckians a se­
cond chance since it was founded in 1964. 

Under this training program, high 
school dropouts from low-income 
families have a chance to earn aGED 
and learn a trade. 

"The Job Corps' mission is to help 
young people who need and can benefit 
from an unusually intensive program 
operated in a group setting," explained 
James Daniels, commissioner of the 
Department for Employment Services. 
"Its aim is to help these youth become 
more responsive, employable and pro­
ductive citizens." 

The Employment Services depart­
ment recruits, screens and assigns Job 
Corps applicants to centers, mostly in 
the state. During the federal fiscal year 

· that ended Sept. 30, more than 500 young 
Kentuckians enrolled in Job Corps. 

Head Injury Awareness 
Week Is Proclaimed 

Governor Martha Layne Collins has 
proclaimed the third week of October to' 
be "Head Injury Awareness Week" in 
the state of Kentucky. 

"We pray that this will support the 
prevention of auto and motorcycle ac­
cidents which cause most of the head in­
juries among young people," com­
menJed F. W. Kephart, president of the 
Kentucky Head Injury Foundation, Inc. 

There are no specific statistics on the 
prevalence and incidence of traumatic 
head injury in Kentucky, according to 
Kephart, but one Kentucky expert 
estimates that there is a 25 percent 
higher rate here than in the other states. 

Injury to the human brain causes 
emotional as well as physical problems 
both for the victim and his or her fami­
ly, the spokesman said, adding that in 
many cases healing does not take place 
and the problems remain for life. 

"Prevention is the only real cure," 
Kephart stated, "so we appeal to 
everyone to use seat and shoulder safe­
ty belts for all passengers in the car. 
Once the brain has been damaged," he 
continued, "it will never be exactly the 
same again." 

The Kentucky Head Injury Founda­
tion is one-year-old organization 
dedicated to furthering understanding of 
traumatic brain injury, and encourag­
ing the establishment of services for vic­
tims and their families. 

Goals of the KHIF include establish­
ment of head injury support groups 
throughout the commonwealth, and the 
furtherance of head injury rehabilita­
tion efforts. More information on the 
group may be obtained by writing:

Kentucky has two types of facilities. 
Great Onyx at Mammoth Cave, the 
smallest center in the country, Pine 
Knot and Frenchburg are Civilian Con­
servation Centers. They are located on 
government lands and managed by the 
U.S. Interior and Agriculture depart­
ments for the federal Labor Depart­
ment. Earle C. Clements at Morgan­
field, the nation's largest; Whitney M. 
Young Jr. at Simpsonville; and Carl D. 
Perkins at Prestonsburg are operated 
by private organizations under contracts 
with DOL. 

The six facilities have a combined 
enrollment capacity of 3,575. Four of the 
centers are coed; Pine Knott and 
Prestonsburg are restricted to men. 

"The conservation centers at Pine 
Knot and Frenchburg in the Daniel 
Boone National Forest have been 
recognized nationally because of corps 
members' efforts fighting forest fires, 
especially in westert:t states," Daniels 
said. "We are very proud of them for the 
favorable attention they've received." 

Job Corps offers training in more than 
160 different skills, although not all 
courses are offered at each of the 103 
centers across the country. Training 
runs the gamut from auto repair to 
welding, from brick masonry to carpen­
try to culinary arts to word processing. 
The larger centers offer broader cur­
ricula than the smaller ones. 

Before entering a training program, 
corps members complete a two week 
orientation course and an occupational 
exploration program. "This helps them 
make practical career choices," Daniels 
said. The maximum enrollment period 
for Job Corps is two year,s, but the 
average stay is 18 months. 

Members of Job Corps earn 
allowances while they learn, beginning 
with $40 a month upon arrival at a 
center, with the potential to increase to 
$100 a month after nine months, based 
on performance and merit. 

"The main objectives of this program 
are to help each corps member improve 
his or her education, learn a skill and get 
a job," Daniels said.

Don Graves, Extension forestry 
specialist with UK's College of 
Agriculture, said there are enough dead 
trees, culls, thinnings, branches and 
waste tree tops to provide power at the 
current rate of usage for the next 25 
years. 

That includes wood left after commer­
cial logging operations, strip mining and 
land clearing operations in which the 
"waste" product is usually burned, 
sometimes at taxpayer expense. 

It also includes harvest of fallen trees 
in the forest and harvest of "junk" trees 
with little or no commercial value as 
timber. 

''Over five billion tons of wood are rot­
ting in the U.S. today," Graves said. 
"Every bit of it could be converted to 
wood chips which can be used to power 
anything that coal or oil powers." 

Collecting that energy would not hurt 
the forests, he said. It would help them. 

"Harvesting dead wood helps in the 
fight against forest fires," he said. "If 
the estimated 25 to 30 billion tons of dead 
and junk wood could be harvested now, 
it would leave the forests in superior 
condition." 

A forest fire feeds on dead wood which 
clutters the ground to generate enough 
heat to burn the live, green trees. 
Without the dead wood to generate that 
kind of heat, the live trees will not burn 
so easily. Even a deliberately set fire 
usually will only char a live, green tree 
or burn some of its twigs, if the dead 
wood is not present. 

U.S. Forest Service statistics report 
that 1.8 million acres per year are lost 
to forest fires each year. At 100 tons per 
acre, the estimated amount of wood 
fiber per acre, that is about 1.8 million 
tons of wood fiber destroyed by fire, 
much of which could have been saved if 
dead wood had been harvested. 

The massive amounts of junk and 
deadwood in forests make good forest 
management practices difficult, Graves 
said. 

Harvesting overcrowded forests of 
junk trees with no commercial value 
allows the desired varieties more room 
and nutrition to grow better. Harvesting 
overmature trees, which have reached 
the point of maturity where they stop 
growing, allows younger trees more 
chance to get their share of necessary 
nutrients, sunlight and moisture. 

Such "environmental harvesting" 
does not deplete forest resources as 
some people believe, Graves said. It 
enhances the forest's future value as a 
resource. 

"Biothermal energy from waste wood 
can become a major energy supplement 
to conventional energy sources at much 
lower cost," Graves said. "Most states 
have at least some wooded areas, but 
even if only the major wood producing 
states shifted large amounts of their 
power needs to low-cost wood energy, 
the economic benefits would be 
enormous.''

and Social Security. 

In fact, Mrs. McSteen testified, Social 
Security's dogmatic and autocratic 
directives "are themselves an impedi­
ment to restoring stability to the pro­
gram and its operations." 

Not only has the Social Security Ad­
ministration set productivity quotas 
which are unrealistic given current 
budget and staff resources, but the 
quotas fail to take into account state dif­
ferences, she told the Ways and Means 
Subcommittee on Social Security. 

For Your Good Health­
Nutrition, Diet, Fitness 

BORED WITH YOUR WORK­
OUT? ... Has the exercising you used to 
look forward to suddenly become a 
crashing bore? Don't throw in the towel, 
but do try something new. Switching to 
something different, says Good House­
keeping in its November issue, can 
motivate you to exercise all over again. 
And varying your routine can reduce 
chances of injuring the muscle groups 
that you use doing only one kind of ex­
ercise. For example, if you take an 
aerobics class three times a week, try 
cutting out one class and spend that time 
with a less body-stress sport like swim­
ming, walking, yoga or a stretching 
class. This will give overworked 
muscles a break while a new set of 
muscles get toned. 

SAUNA OR STEAM ... What's the dif­
ference between sauna and steam baths, 
and what can each do for you? Good 
Housekeeping's November issue ex­
plains: A sauna is filled with dry heat 
from hot coals; a steam bath is heated 
with vaporized hot water and is cooler 
than a sauna, though the 100% humidi­
ty makes it feel just as hot. Whichever 
you use, all the perspiring you do can 
make you feel great, but there are no 
scientific studies that prove that the heat 
can heal illness or slim you down. Nor 
can a sweaty stint flush toxins from your 
system. There's no harm ira working up 
a good passive sweat, as long as you're 
healthy, you don't have a circulatory 
disease, you're not pregnant, and you 
stay in the sauna or steam bath no 
longer than the guidelines recommend. 
Just don't expect miracles! 

WRIST AND ANKLE WEIGHTS ... 
They're a great way to get more out of 
your exercise routine: They help im­
prove muscle tone, strength, and 
stamina. But, begi1mers beware, cau­
tions Good Housekeeping in its Novem­
ber issue, you may not be ready for 
weights which are best used only after 
you have mastered your exercise 
routines. Some tips on how to use them : 

+ Never wear ankle weights for high­
impact aerobics, including jogging. 

+ Wear only wrist weights during 
low-impact aerobics, including walking. 

+ Use both for calisthenics and see 
results faster. 

Be sure to consult your doctor before 
you start an exercise program or use 
weights. 

MEN AND CALCIUM ... Recent 
studies show that calcium may be just 
as important for men as it is for women 
in preventing certain illnesses, reports 
Good Housekeeping in its November 
issue. Researchers have found that: 

In cases of high blood pressure, cer­
tain patients can significantly reduce 
their hypertension by upping their 
calcium intake. 

Calcium supplements seem to prevent 
abnormal-cell growth in patients at risk 
for colon cancer. 

And calcium may partially block the 
body's absorption of saturated fat, 
lowering blood cholesterol, and 
therefore may reduce the risk of heart 
disease. 

Conference On Needs 
Of Retarded Offered 

The board of the Kentucky Association 
of Retarded Citizens <KARC) met in 
Frankfort September 19. 

Rick Christman, executive director of 
Blue Grass ARC, announced plans for a 
two-day conference to be held in Frank­
fort October 24-25. Yair Riback, 
legislative analyst with Legislative 
Research Commission, will present the 
findings of LRC's study on needs of Ken­
tucky adults with mental retardation. 

A key speaker will be Marti Ford, of 
ARC/US Governmental Affairs Office in 
Washington, who will discuss the pro­
posal in Congress that will allow states 
to utilize federal funds to develop 
community-based services that present­
ly are available only for intermediate 
care facilities. 

Other topics to be presented include 
the matter of preferential awarding of 
state contracts to prison and handi­
capped industries; the Bill of Rights for 
people with developmental disabjlities; 
the implementation of the 1986 bill that 
changed how special education units will 
be distributed; the proposal for Ken­
tucky's implementation of federal man­
dates for early intervention programs; 
procedures for the commitment of per­
sons to state mental retardation 
facilities; and zoning problems and the 
establishment of group homes. 

The final sessions will allow for setting 
some priorities for lobbying and learn­
ing how to be effective in presenting 
these priorities to legislators.

Orders which ignore differences be­
tween states, both in terms of caseload, 
backlog and staffing, can only be disrup­
tive, she said. 

These unrealistic orders result in 
states' "cutting corners-looking for 
ways to get around requirements of the 
law," Mrs. McSteen said. States with 
large case backlogs are understandably 
overburdened, but even those states 
meeting productivity goals do so only 
"at a severe price in job-related stress," 
she quoted one state manager as saying. 

However, Mrs. McSteen said, the real 
v1ctims of the Social Security Ad­
ministration's drive for increased pro­
ductivity in the face of budget and staff 
cuts are the disabled. 

For example, Social Security's in­
sistence on claimants filling out their 
own forms to save staff time all too often 
results in claims not properly developed 
and documented. In such cases, the 
disability determination service has on­
ly two choices-decide against the clai­
mant on the basis of incomplete infor­
mation or send it back to the local office 
for additional information. 

"Given the constraints now imposed 
on Disability Determination Services, I 
am fearful that appropriate, quality 
decisions will be very difficult to come 
by," Mrs. McSteen said. 

Calling on Congress to order the Social 
Security Administration to reopen im­
proved communication with state and 
regional agencies, Mrs. McSteen said 
only such an action would enable the 
federal agency to restore confidence and 
stability. 

"Federal and state agencies, on a 
state-by-state basis, in an atmosphere of 
mutual respect and cooperation, must 
together set reasonable and attainable 
productivity and budgetary goals," she 
said. Otherwise, disabled Americans 
will no longer be able to "rely on the 
equity, accuracy and timeliness of 
disability decisions."

Kentucky's infant mortality in 1986 
plunged to its lowest rate ever, falling 
to 9.8 from 11.2 in 1985, the Department 
for Health Services has announced. The 
state's infant mortality rate had 
previously dropped only a few tenths of 
a point every year since 1980. 

The infant mortality rate is the 
number of babies per 1,000 live births 
who die before their birthday. Recogniz­
ed as one of the most telling factors 
about a society's health status, Ken­
tucky's infant mortality rate 25 years 
ago was 26.9; 19.6 in 1970 and 12.8 in 1980. 

"We are extremely gratified by the 
decrease in the number of infant deaths 
in 1986," said Health Commissioner 
Carlos Hernandez, M.D. "Reducing in­
fant mortality has been a top priority for 
the department, and it elates us to see 
such a reduction. 

"At the same time, we know that one 
year's data do not guarantee or even 
suggest a trend," he said. "We must, of 
course, continue to do everything we can 
to help mothers have healthier babies if 
we are to see the infant mortality rate 
continue to move downward." 

The department is trying to reach a 
federal objective of a 9.0 infant mortality 
rate by 1990. Until this year, there were 
few indicators that the goal could be 
achieved, said Patricia Nicol, M.D., 
maternal and child health director. 

"With the 1986 numbers, we realize 
now that it might be possible to reach 
our goal," she said. "But I think more 
than anything that low number is going 
to make our commitment to lowering in­
fant mortality even firmer." 

Health officials say it's too soon to 
determine exactly what caused the drop, 
but they know that both public and 
private efforts contributed to it. 

The Department for Health Services 
has expanded public prenatal care for 
low-income women to 119 Kentucky 
counties and well child care to 118. Pro­
per prenatal care is one of the most im­
portant factors in having a healthy baby, 
Nicol said. 

The department also is tackling the 
leading cause of infant mortality-low 
birth-weight babies. Since the first of the 
year, nine health departments serving 
24 counties have begun participating in 
a program to reduce the number of 
premature births, the leading cause of 
low birth-weight. The program will 
eventually be expanded statewide. Some

As concern about containing the ris­
ing costs of medical care lms increased, 
greater emphasis has been focused on 
treating Medicare beneficiaries in less 
costly settings such as nursing facilities 
and in the home, rather than in hospi­
tals. One of the vital functions of the peer 
review process is to help ensure that the 
quality of care provided is not sacrific­
ed by attempts to economize. Starting 
October 1 Peerview will begin formal 
reviews of Medicare beneficiary in­
quiries about the quality of health care 
provided in skilled nursing facilities and 
by home health agencies. 

The hotline is a part of wide-ranging 
outreach programs for Medicare bene­
ficiaries including a speakers bureau, a 
system of networking with senior 
citizens organizations, seminars and 
publication of a newsletter. These 
outreach activities are aimed at improv­
ing the public's access to information 
and helping Medicare beneficiaries 
become more knowledgeable health 
care consumers.

"A baby who weighs less than five­
and-a-half pounds at birth is in a crisis 
situation and is in grave danger of dy­
ing," said Nicol. "By identifying women 
likely to prematurely deliver, we can 
promise more intensive prenatal care, 
which can prolong the pregnancy and 
result in a healthier infant."

Health Services has also made an ef­
fort to curb the number of teenage 
pregnancies-babies born to teenagers 
are two to three times more likely to die 
in their first year of life than babies born 
to women in their twenties.

"We have several projects designed to 
prevent teenage pregnancy," she said. 
"We believe that by lowering the 
number of teen mothers we can affect 
infant mortality. By the same token, 
we've intensified our efforts to get teens 
who do get pregnant into prenatal care." 

Another factor in Kentucky's continu­
ing decrease in infant mortality is 
medical advancement in treating 
premature and low birth-weight infants. 

"We are now seeing intensive infant 
care that saves babies as small as one­
and-a-half pounds," said Nicol. "Just a 
few years ago, that was unheard of. " 

The universities of Louisville and Ken­
tucky both have programs, partially 
funded by the department, that aim at 
reducing infant sickness and death, she 
said, and many private physicians and 
hospitals are dedicated to the goal of 
reducing infant mortality.

Job Success Remains 
Linked To Education 

Education continues to be a key deter­
minant of labor market success, accord­
ing to data released by the U.S. Depart­
ment of Labor's Bureau of Labor Statis­
tics. In March 1987, college graduates 
had a very low rate of 
unemployment-2.5 percent-and much 
higher rates of labor force participation 
than persons with less education. High­
lights from these data, obtained through 
the Current Population Survey, follow. 

-The educational level of the adult 
labor force (25 to 64 years old) is contin­
uing to rise; this is particularly evident 
in the increase in the proportion of 
workers-particularly women-with 4 
years of college or more. One out of four 
members of the labor force now has a 
college degree, and women represent 40 
percent of college-educated workers. 

-College graduates have the highest 
rates of labor force participation­
whether male or female, white, black, or 
Hispanic. Overall, 88 percent of all col­
lege graduates (25 to 64 years old) were 
in the labor force in March 1987. In con­
trast, the participation rate for persons 
with a high-school education was 77 per­
cent, and that for persons who com­
pleted less than 4 years of high school 
was 61 percent. Women with a college 
degree had a labor force participation 
rate of 80 percent, 14 points less than that 
for college-educated men. 

-Black and Hispanic workers remain 
much less likely than white workers to 
have a college degree. About 1 out of 4 
white workers have attended college for 
4 years or more, compared with one out 
of seven blacks and one out of nine 
Hispanics. Whites also are more likely 
to have completed high school. Fourteen 
percent of white workers drop out of 
high school, compared with 24 percent 
of black and 40 percent of Hispanic 
workers. 

-In March 1987, as in other years, the 
lowest rates of unemployment were 
recorded by college graduates. The 
unemployment rate for college gradu­
ates (25 to 64 years of age) was 2.5 per­
cent, compared with 4.5 percent for 
those with 1 to 3 years of college, 6.3 per­
cent for high school graduates, and 11.1 
percent for high school dropouts. 

-College graduates are heavily con­
centrated in managerial and profes­
sional specialty occupations. Three out 
of four professional specialty workers 
and almost half of all executives, ad­
ministrators, and managers are college 
graduates.

The term coronary insufficiency is used to describe

Angina pectoris occurs 
especially during exercise, exertion, or emotional stress. 
Although any disease that causes a decrease in the flow 
of blood to the heart can cause it, the most common cause 
is thought to be fatty deposits that narrow the blood 
vessels of the heart. Treatment for an attack of heart pain 
is rest and drugs that open the blood vessels to permit 
more oxygen to reach the heart. These drugs are com­
monly called vasodilators. A physician's major goal is to 
control the pain with these drugs with as little change as 
possible in the patient's normal activities.

·HBO's '1st & Ten' series 
has an irresistible charm

One advantage of 
made-for-cable series is 
that, unlike their broad­
cast network counter­
parts, they're filmed a 
handful of episodes at a 
time - which means less 
ratings considerations, 
less weekly deadlines 
and less pressure to 
please the largest possi­
ble audience. Of course, 
this doesn't mean that ev­
ery cable series is golden. 
But it does mean that 
they can dare to be 
different. 

Delta Burke 

The risks and rewards 
of being different are ap­
parent in "I st & Ten: Go­
ing for Broke," the fourth 
cycle of HBO's football 
drama series. The series 
has an irresistible charm, 
like a pug-nosed dog that 
is too cute and ugly to 
dislike. This week's epi­
sode airs Sunday, Oct. 18 
and Wednesday, Oct. 21. 

What's best about "1st 
& Ten" is its soap-opera 
story line. A newly pro­
moted general manager is 
faced with business-vs.­
friendship decisions; the 
front-office is plagued by 

infighting and deception; 
an aging star feels come­
back desperation; and 
money-and-sex tempta­
tions are dangled in front 
of kids who have become 
famous too quickly. 

What's worst, on the 
other hand, is the dia­
logue, which is either 
stiffly written or just de­
livered that way, unin­
tentionally, by perform­
ers chosen more for their 
size and looks than for 
their acting capabilities. 
Some of them (such as Se­
attle Seahawk rookie Bri­
an Bosworth) bring genu­
ine gridiron experience to 
the screen, and their 
blustery background 
shows. Even the normal­
ly loose and believable 
O.J. Simpson struggles 
with his lines. Ironically, 
though, former Oakland 
Raiders lineman John 
Matuszak, playing an 
over-the-hill star, turns 
in the most realistic and 
touching performance of 
all. 

Except for Delta 
Burke, that is. The "De­
signing Women" co-star 
continues here as team 
owner Diane Barrow, the 
role that introduced her 
to TV audiences. Viewers 
who know her only as a 
sassy Southerner will be 
pleasantly surprised to 
see her playing an astute 
(if naive) executive. 

Since it aims at simu­
lating real life, there's 
lots of cheesecake and 
beefcake on "1st & Ten." 
But let's face it, football 
stars can be extremely 
sexist creatures. It's a 
point in the series' favor 
that such dark sides 
aren't glossed over.

A eat's paw, the Himalayan moun­

tains, a car bumper in Iceland. Highly 
strange places to fino insecticides. 

But there they were. In soil from these 
and other unusual places-almost 
always brought back by vacationing 
friends-scientists have found 72 new 
strains of a soil bacterium that kills in- , 
sect pests. 

The bacterium, Bacillus thuringiensis, 
or Bt, was once thought to be an insect 
disease, obtainable only from dead in­
sects. But according to entomologist 
Russell S. Travers of USDA's 
Agricultural Research Service in 
Beltsville, Md., Bt is a normal compo­
nent of many soils. It poses no threat to 
the environment either in its natural 
state or in insecticides. 

Three of the 72 new strains-two from 
beside an airport near Baltimore, Md., 
and one from the banks of the Snake 
River in Jackson, Wyo.-are as good as 
the best available chemicals at killing 
cabbage loopers and cabbage worms, 
said Travers' colleague Phyllis A.W. 
Martin. They're also ten times more po­
tent than strains of the bacterium used

Everybody's Science ... 

Plants for Cities 
By JIM BENSON 

That tree on the corner is one of your 
best neighbors. And that park in the next 
block is more than just another pretty 
place. 

According to Harold B. Tukey, Jr., 
director of the Center for Urban Hor· 
ticulture at the University of 
Washington-seattle, plants are one of the 
most i portant elements of the modern 
city, but one of the most overlooked. 

Plants in cities do many important 
things: they provide privacy, they pro­
vide food to gardeners, they protect us 
from the harsh effects of climate and 

r. heir natural beauty has a calming ef-· 
feet on harried city dwellers. Until 
recently, the people who grew plants 
looked to agriculture for answers, but 
agriculture is not giving appropriate 
answers for urban environments. 

For example, two trees of the same 
species, planted on opposite sides of a 
building, grow differently because one 
gets more light in the morning and the 
other gets more light in the afternoon. 
''The plants are very different than 
when they're growing in an agricultural 
situation, where so many shade trees 
are grown," said Tukey. "So you have 

-o acclimate the plant to the city. And 
no one knew that." 

Tukey said that one-third of the land­
scape plantings in Seattle fail because 
landscapers, city planners, and the hor­
ticultural industry don't know enough 
about how plants adapt to urban areas. 
He said that research needs for urban 
plants include site-specific projects to 
accommodate the vast differences in ur­
ban plant environments. Specifically: 

*How do .plants grow and develop 
under different conditions of light? 

*How do air and water move through 
urban soils? 

*How can we control insect pests in 
densely populated areas? 

"What new plants can we develop for 
urban use? 

Drawing from his experience at the 
7-year-old Center for Urban Hor­
ticulture, Tukey said that interest in ur­
ban plants has never been greater. The 
Center attracts some 40,000 visitors 
annually. 

Tukey recently presented the 20th 
B.Y. Morrison Memorial Lecture, which 
is sponsored annually by USDA's Agri­
cultural Research Service. The 1987 lec­
ture was co-sponsored by the Ohio 

f~Florist Short Course, the largest gather­
ing of professional flower growers, 
wholesalers and retailers in the U.S.

It helps the body absorb iron. 
It helps heal injuries. r• And it helps keep fruits and vegetables 

from turning brown- for a short time. 

It's vitamin C. And now, derivatives 
of vitamin C and other compounds pre­
vent browning of cut apples for much 
longer- up to 48 hours. In the future, 
they could help keep salad-bar-style 
fruits and vegetables fresh. 

Fresh fruits and vegetables begin to 
turn brown once they are cut, sliced or 
peeled. Until banned by the Food and 
Drug Administration last year for use on 
raw fruits and vegetables, sulfites were 
the most effective and widely used com­
pounds for slowing down the browning 
process. FDA banned use of sulfites for 
this purpose because they can cause 
allergic reactions-and even death- in 
some people, primarily asthmatics. 

"Ordinary vitamin C can be used but 
*'is effective for only a short time," says 

Gerald M. Sapers, a food technologist 
with USDA's Agricultural Research Ser­
vice in Philadelphia, who developed the 
procedures to evaluate these com­
pounds. "The compounds we studied are 
far more effective than that." 

Derivatives of vitamin C, which is also 
known as ascorbic acid, also controlled 
browning when mixed with various 
other compounds.

pounds studied are already used in 
Japan for various foods, and one of 
them- ascorbyl palmitate- is used in 
the U.S. to preserve fats and oils. 

"We think further studies will show 
that these compounds prevent browning 
for at least several days under commer­
cial conditions," says chemist Kevin B. 
Hicks , Sapers' colleague in 
Philadelphia. "There is industry interest 
in working with us to test the new uses 
of these compounds." 

In tests, the compounds worked on 
potatoes, Granny Smith apple juice and 
Winesap and Red Delicious apples. Fur­
ther studies may be done with 
cauliflower, mushrooms, lettuce and 
other vegetables and fruits. 

"We expect that these compounds will 
be safe and not affect taste," Hicks says. 
"But some will require FDA approval 
before use on food. (Agricultural 
Research Service, U.S. Department of 
Agriculture) .

There is really no great mystery to 
whole grains: they are simply all of the 
grain kernel ground into meal or flour. 
However, when a grain is refined for to­
day's all-purpose white flour, the highly 
nutritious germ and bran are removed. 
While enriched flour has some of the 
thiamine, niacin, riboflavin and iron 
added back, other vitamins, minerals 
and dietary fiber are not replaced. 

Whole grains are good sources of 
vitamin E and fiber, two food elements 
associated with lower cancer risk, so it's 
a good idea to include them in your 
menu planning as often as possible. Here 
are some ideas for increasing your 
whole grain consumption so you can 
"have it all": 

•Check the labels on breads and 
cereals to ensure that a whole grain or 
whole gr,ain flour is listed first. 

•Substitute whole wheat flour for all­
purpose flour in many baked goods 
recipes. One cup of finely milled 'whole 
wheat flour (or 7/8 cup if coarsely 
ground) substitutes for one cup of all­
purpose flour ' 

•Use brown (unpolished) rice in place 
of white (polished) rice for greater 
nutrition. 

•Try barley in a soup or as a side dish, 
using whole grain rather than pearl 
barley. 

•Bulgur, a variety of whole wheat, is 
a fine substitute for rice or potatoes. 

•Light-textured, mild-flavored millet 
can replace rice in most recipes. 

ALMOND RAISIN WHOLE 
WHEAT BREAD 

This hearty bread has the sweet flavor 
of raisins with just a hint of almonds. 
Nuts are high in fat and so should be con­
sumed sparingly as an "extra". The 
small amount in this recipe adds flavor 
and energy content, without adding too 
much fat or too many calories. 

3-4 tbsp. honey 
1 1/2 cups buttermilk (or skim milk 

plus 2 tsp. lemon juice) 
1 egg 
3 cups whole wheat flour 
1/2 tsp. baking soda 
3 tsp. baking powder 
1/3 cup ground almonds 
I/2 cup raisins 
Combine the honey, buttermilk and 

egg in small bowl. In a large bowl, blend 
flour, baking soda, baking powder and 
ground almonds. Add liquid ingredients 
to the dry blend, stirring with a spoon on­
ly until evenly moist. Add raisins and 
stir just until evenly distributed. Do not 
overmix. 

Sheriffs Support 
Seatbelt Safety 

The Kentucky Sheriffs Association 
recently requested the Kentucky 
General Assembly to act immediately to 
protect all vehicle occupants from 
preventable death and injury by enact­
ment of additional legislation requiring 
occupants four years and older to use 
safety belt restraint systems. 

The highway epidemic of traffic ac­
cidents kills thousands of people each 
year. Over 90 percent of all registered 
automobiles are equipped with safety 
belt systems, but less than 15% of all 
Kentuckians currently use these safety 
belt systems. It is estimated that in­
creasing safety belt usage in Kentucky 
to 80% would save 252 lives and Ken­
tucky's citizens over 83 million dollars 
a year. 

Kentucky law requires that children 
under four years of age be protected 
through the use of a child restraint 
system but does not provide for older 
children and adults. 

Pour the batter into a greased 5"x9" 
loaf pan. Bake at 3:>0 degrees for one 
hour, or until a wooden pick inserted into 
center comes clean. If you prefer a 
stronger taste of almonds, add a few 
drops of almond extract instead of in­
creasing the volume of nuts and thereby 
the fat content.

"I have no idea," Leslie County head 
coach Floyd Hines said. "We had played 
good defense all year, up until this 
point." 

"They played real well," Hines said 
of Prestonsburg. "They threw the foot­
ball real well, but we knew that they 
could do that. We scouted them last 
week, and they did a good job against 
Belfry in that first drive, but after that 
they looked pretty shakey." 

Led by Trusty, and a rapidly improv­
ing offensive line, the Blackcats moved 
the football through and over Leslie 
County but failed to stop the Eagles. 

Trusty hit on 10 of 16 passing attempts, 
compiling 144 yards. The lanky junior 
passer also threw for three touchdowns, 
with the first one coming on the game's 
opening drive. 

After taking the opening kick to the 
Leslie County 30 on five consecutive run­
ning plays, Trusty hit Hamilton for an 
eight-yard gain, then connected with 
tailback Johnny Ray Harris for a 
touchdown over the middle. 

But each time Prestonsburg scored, 
the Eagles countered with a score of 
their own. 

Behind an offensive line that packed 
a punch on each down, Leslie County ran 
up and down the field at will. Like a 
smooth running machine methodically 
going through the motions, the Eagles 
ground out yardage repetively on the ex­
act same plays. 

With three pass attempts, and few op­
tion plays used, the Eagles kept their of­
fense simple, running most of their plays 
straight up the middle. 

Trailing 7-() following Brent Hack­
worth's extra point kick, the Eagles ran 
11 consecutive rushing plays, and found 
paydirt on the 11th when Greg Feltner 
plunged over from one yard out. 

Leslie County's drive took four and a 
half minutes and gave them the lead 
when Feltner added the two-point con­
version on a run. 

"We've been playing strong defense 
lately, " Hines continued. "I don't real­
ly know what happened tonight, but 
when your defense doesn't do the job, it's 
nice to get that kind of effort from your 
offense.' ' 

Leslie County, mainly with two backs, 
averaged over six yards per carry. 
Feltner, a senior back who is averaging 
over 100 yards per game this season, 
rambled for 167 and four touchdowns, 
Friday night. 

Feltner's backfield mate, fullback 
Greg Hunley, rolled up 152 yards on 16 
carries, and ran for one score. Feltner 
also crossed the goal line on two conver­
sion runs. 

"He is a good football player," Hines 
said of Feltner. "So is our other back," 
the coach continued his praise. "They 
have been our bread and butter all 
season and were tonight. I thought our 

offensive line did a good job too. They 
opened some big holes for our 
backfield." 

But it wasn't a game Leslie County 
clearly dominated. 

Prestonsburg has some fire power 
themselves and displayed it several 
times during the night. Once on a 
85-yard, 12-play drive for their second 
score of the game, Johnny Ray Harris 
ended that one with a one-yard touch­
down drive with 11 :44 remaining in the 
first half. 

The Blackcats rolled up a total of 335 
offensive yards. Johnny Ray Harris led 
the rushing game, compiling 98 yards on 
18 carries. Jimmy Joe Crace had 57 
yards on 11 carries. 

"I thought Prestonsburg played a 
good football game," Hines said. "This 
was a big district game for them, and 
they were well prepared, and came 
ready to play. " 

Three times the Blackcats trailed, and 
three times the Blackcats rallied to gain 
an advantage, but in the end Leslie 
County's control offense ran the clock 
out on a rallying Prestonsburg team. 

Once Leslie County took an 8-7 lead, 
but Harris' second touchdown of the 
game put Prestonsburg up 14-8. Then the 
Eagles gained a 16-14 advantage, and 
upped it to 22-14 before the Blackcats 
rallied for their third quarter lead. 

With 2:11 remaining in the first half, 
Trusty threw to Derrick Johnson, who 
ran on to the end zone, completing a 
60-yard touchdown play, and cutting the 
deficit to two points. The two-point try 
was denied. 

To begin the second half, the Black­
cats did what they had been trying to do 
the entire first half, recover an onside 
kick. 

Prestonsburg, kicking off to start the 
third quarter, recovered the kick on the 
mid-field stripe. Ten plays later Trusty 
connected with his sophomore end, Dan­
ny Hamilton, who hauled down a pass in 
the end zone to give Prestonsburg a 26-22 
lead. 

That didn't last long though. 
On their next possession, the Eagles 

marched .60 yards on seven running 
plays, topped off by a Feltner four-yard 
run. 

Leslie County's score came with 5:01 
showing on the third quarter clock, but 
despite their awesome offensive show­
ing, their biggest play may have came 
four minutes and 54 seconds later, on 
defense. 

With Prestonsburg poised for another 
score, the Eagles' defense, roughed up 
most of the game, made their presence 
felt at least one time. 

On a fourth down and goal try for the 
10, Leslie County sacked Blackcat 
quarterback Tim Trusty back on the 
Eagle 22, taking possession of the foot-

"We played real well in the firs t half, 
but after that we just kind of fell apart,'' 
Johnson said. "We had a Jot of people 
out, and I'm not trying to make excuses, 
but we were missing about seven posi­
tions, and that has to say something." 

With Handy Jackson enjoying one of 
his best games of the season, 
Wheelwright took a 19-14 lead a t 
halftime but failed to mount any scor­
ing a ttack in the final two quarters, fall­
ing to 1-7 on the season. 

Jackson rambled for 120 yards and 
two touchdowns, both in the first half on 
runs of 63, and 40 yards. Doug Little -also 
crossed the goal line during his 63 
rushing yards.

Wheelwright will have Hood back this 
week, and possibly Martin, and McCay, 
but getting well this week may not ex­
actly be a great thing. 

The Trojans will welcome in powerful 
Raceland to Brackett Field this Friday 
night, and the Rams aren't exactly a 
team you want to try and turn your 
season around against. 

"They are a good sized ball club. They 
are well coached, and they have real 
good technique," Johnson said. " They 
run the wishbone real well, but we 
ha ven't had trouble stopping the 'bone 
this year. They have depth, and that is 
our biggest concern.'' 

"They play 21 to 22 people where we 
have just 13. They may just have 13 or 
14 kids they start, but when someone 
gets tired they have someone else to go 
to. We don't. Every one of our kids would 
be all right if they had t~ play just one 
way, but every one of them have to play 
both ways." 

The Trojans are 1-7 on the season, but 
Johnson says that could easily have been 
reversed. " I feel tha t we should be 8-0 
right now, Johnson said.

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NFL News And Notes 
Replacement teams, playing in their 

second week of games, brought crowds 
back to NFL stadiums, added concern 
to regular players, and parity per­
sonified to professional football. 

Two Sundays ago, with regular roster 
players walking picket lines, team 
owners elected to continue with the foot­
ball season and appear to have found 
success with their replacement squads. 

Last Sunday, crowds filtered back in­
to stadiums arot>nd the NFL, producing 
an increase of almost 90,000 fans. 

Over 38,000 fans attended the Browns­
Oilers game in Cleveland, but most of 
hose went home disappointed because 

Houston defeated the Browns, 15-10, and 
took a one-game lead in the AFC Central 
Division. 

The biggest crowd of the day appeared 
in Dallas to cheer on the replacement 
players. Although Tony Dorsett and 
Danny White crossed the picket line, the 
crowd favorites were not the vets, but 
those people who had been Cowboys 
since the strike started. 

Dorsett scored a touchdown, and 
White started at quarterback, but both 
were booed as the Cowboys beat Phila­
delphia, 41-22. 

A total of 34,927 were on hand in In­
dianapolis to witness the Colts shutout 
of the New York Jets. Steve Jordan kick­
ed two field goals, and Chuck Banks 
rambled for 158 yards as Indianapolis 
moved into a four-way tie for first place 
in the AFC East. 

The Jets committed for turnovers, 
allowing the Colts to record their first 
shutout win since 1976. That year the 
Baltimore Colts blanked the New York 
Jets. 

With the loss, New York dropped from 
the top of their division into a first place 
ie and into the middle of the pack. 
The only team in the East that doesn't 

have a share of the lead is Buffalo. The 
Bills lost, 14-7, in New England Sunday, 
dropping their record to 1-3. 

Only 12,000 fans saw that one, a far cry 
from the 30,QOO-plus who roared in the 
Kingdome. Cincinnati, however, spoiled 
their hopes and put a damper on their 
spirits, defeating homestanding Seattle, 
17-10. 

The Bengals, losers in the fourth 
quarter the past two games, led 17-Q at 
halftime, but allowed the Sea Hawks to 
rally back by committing three turn­
overs. But Cincinnati's defense held 
when they needed to, recording five 
~cks and two interceptions in the se­

cond half. 
Another crowd of over 30,000 was on 

hand for the unveiling of the new Joe 
Robbie Stadium near Miami, and the 
Dolphins completed the day by turning 
back Kansas City, 42-Q. 

As fans chanted 'stay on strike' the 
replacement Dolphin defense pulled off 
the impossible, or at least the normal 
impossible in Miami, shutting out Kan­
sas City. 

The Dolphin defense not only record­
ed its first shutout in a long while, the 
unit also accounted for two touchdowns, 
the first time a Miami defense has ac-

~omplished that feat since 1983. 
Ronald Scott ran for over 100 yards 

and three touchdowns, the first Dolphin 
back to score that much since 1979 and 
Larry Czonka. 

Fan support is obviously improving as 
is the quality of play, and if the first two 
weeks of replacement play is any indica­
tion, playoff races could remain tight 
throughout an extended strike. 

Entering the fifth week of play, and 
week six of the NFL schedule, only 
seven teams were better than .500, and 
only seven teams have lost more than 
two games. 

Parity may be an understatement, but 
surprising could also describe the 1987 
season thus far. 

Many experts were touting the New 
York Giants to defy recent history, and 
repeat as Super Bowl champions. The 
~iants are 0-4, and three games behind 
the Washington Redskins. 

Those same experts listed the Houston 
Oilers as one of the worst teams in the 
American Football Conference, but the 
Oilers are 2-Q since the walkout and have 
defeated Denver and Cleveland by a 
combined 35 points. 

Houston, with their replacement 
players, find themselves alone atop the 
Central Division, leading Cleveland, Cin­
cinnati, and Pittsburgh, who are all2-2. 

Chicago, 4-0 and the league's only 
undefeated team, is the only team that 
has more than a one-game lead in any 
of the six divisions. 

The Bears own a two-game lead over 
both Minnesota, and Tampa Bay, who 
sport 2-2 records. Chicago, coming into 
the week, shared the NFL's unbeaten 
spotlight with the Los Angeles Raiders. 

Chicago upheld their perfect end, 
defeating Minnesota, 27-7, Sunday, tore­
main on top of the NFC's Central 
division. 

The Raiders didn't. 
Joe Dudek, a near-miss running back 

with the Denver Broncos the past two 
training camps, ran for two touchdowns 
in the first half, and quarterback Ken 
Karcher hit Rick Massie for a touch­
down in the third quarter as the Bron­
cos defeated Los Angeles, Monday night. 

Dudek also ran for over 100 yards as 
Denver inched closer to the AFC West's 
top spot. The Broncos, 2-1-1, are only one 
game off the pace set by LA, and San 
Diego. 

The Broncos will find themselves 
again in intra-divisional play this week, 
taking on Kansas City in Arrowhead 
Stadium. 

If Denver can handle the hapless 
Chiefs, 0-2 since the walkout, they will 
gain ground on the West leaders. San 
Diego and Los Angeles will do battle in 
the LA Coliseam. 

The AFC East may get a shakeup of 
its traffic jam at the top when the 
Dolphins hook up with the Jets in New 
York. Both teams are tied for first at 2-2. 

Other games carrying playoff im­
plications include the Browns and 
Bengals in Cincinnati, and the New 
England Patriots taking on Houston. 

Cincinnati and Cleveland have iden­
tical 2-2 records, and a divisional loss 
could prove crucial to either team, 
especially if the Oilers can handle New 
England in Houston. The Oilers have 
proven themselves in their past two 
games, and if the strike continues, 
Houston may have a legitimate shot at 
post-season play. 

The NFC East will also be featuring 
a key matchup this Monday night when 
Washington and Dallas hook up in Mon­
day Night Football.

When all the votes are counted, and 

the final total announced, if Andre 
Dawson isn't the National League's 
most valuable player, baseball should 
closely consider the makeup of its most 
prestigious award. 

And consider making some adjust­
ments. 

Dawson was clearly the best player 
the league had, and shouldn't be denied 
personal honors just because the 
Chicago Cubs stumbled through another 
baseball season. 

Dawson, in his first year with Chicago, 
clubbed 49 homeruns, which tied Mark 
McGuire for the Major League lead. The 
refugee from Montreal led all of base­
ball with 137 runs batted in. He also hit 
.287. 

Most valuable. though? Dawson 
played on a team that finished last in 
their division, 1812 games out of first 
place. 

Unfortunately for Dawson and base­
ball, the letters MVP spell out most 
valuable player, and the Cubs could 
have most certainly finished last without 
Dawson. 

This is one reason why most baseball 
experts say Dawson won't win the 
award. If Dawson had played on a 
playoff contender team, he would now 
be a definite MVP choice. 

Baseball's best pitchers win the 
league's Cy Young awards, and the best 
hitters win batting titles. Why doesn't 
the best players win the biggest award? 

Jack Clark, just because he made a 
contribution to a division winner, is be­
ing touted as an MVP candidate. So is 
St. Louis shortstop Ozzie Smith. 

Will Clark is another name being sug­
gested occasionally, but neither of these 
three, playing for a non-divisional win­
ner, would even be considered. 

Both Clarks hit 35 homeruns, sixth 
best in the league along with Phila­
delphia's Mike Schmidt. Ozzie Smith 
drove in a career high 75 runs. but did 
not hit a homerun. Smith's defense is 
described as the best ever at shortstop, 
but Dawson covered some ground in 
right field, and his strong throwing arm 
denied many opposition scoring, 
opportunities. 

The baseball writers select the most 
valuable player, and Cy Young winner, 
which produces even more controversy. 
If they knew that much about baseball, 
they would be in it rather than writing 
about the people who are. 

Dawson was clearly the best player in 
the National League, if not all of 
baseball. The voters will now decide if 
winning is a major criteria for can­
didates, or if the award defies its own 
MVP meaning and goes simply to the 
best player. 

The same problem arises in the 
American League, where George Bell, 
Allen Trammell, and Kirby Puckett 
head the list of possible most valuable 
players. 

Bell, an outfielder for the Toronto Blue 
Jays, had an incredible year, surpass­
ed by only Dawson in the National 
League. 

Trammell hit some 37 points higher 
than did Bell, but the Toronto slugger 
pounded 47 homeruns and drove in 134 
runs. Trammell hit 28 homers with 105 
RBis. 

But then there is a defensive question. 
Trammell supporters say the Detroit 

shortstop played an intergral part in the 
Tigers winning the AL East through

defense. 
Although he stands only 5-foot-8, 

Puckett plays the taller part when he 
leaps above the Metrodome fence to rob 
the opposition of a homerun.

Patrolling 
centerfield in the Metrodome has 
become second nature to Puckett. His

Puckett hit .332, fourth best in the 
league, while blasting 28 homeruns and 
driving in 99 runs.

If the MVP mixup isn't enough to 
cause a few headaches, then the NL Cy 
Young award will. Chicago's Rick 
Sutcliffe would have to be the odds on 
favorite for this trophy, but not because 
he had a spectatacular year. 

Sutcliffe was the only NL pitcher to 
win over 16 games, 18-10, had almost a 
4.00 earned run average. Only two other 
pitchers won as many as 16 games, Oral 
Hershiser and Mike Scott. 

Dwight Gooden was 15-7 wtth a 3.21 
ERA. John Franco, of Cincinnati, led the 
league in ERA while recording 32 saves. 
Todd Worrell and Ken Dayley were just 
as tmpressive out of the St. Louis 
bullpen.

Last year's 
MVP and Cy Young award winner 
Roger Clemens is out to capture his se­
cond consecutive Cy Young trophy and 
it appears as if no one can prevent it. 

Clemens, after holding out the first 
part of the season, was the only pitcher 
in baseball to record 20 wins. The Boston 
righthander finished second in the ma­
jor leagues in strikeouts, and posted a 
2.97 ERA. 

Clemens lost only nine games. 
The American League rookie of the 

year picture is also clear. If Oakland 
could have held on in the West, Mark 
McGwire would be the AL MVP. Now he 
has to settle for the first year award. 

McGwire blasted 49 homeruns, most 
in the American League, and drove in 
118 runs. He also hit .289. 

Baseball writers of America have 
already made their decisions, but the 
public doesn't know the total decision. 

Regardless of what tale the final vote 
count tells, some players will be disap­
pointed, and some fans puzzled. Deser­
ving players won' t win because a more 
deserving player did. 

Winning helps the candidate of all 
awards, but sometimes playing in the 
media giants of New York and Los 
Angeles does, also, but shouldn't play a 
part this year. 

There is an argument for all sides, 
especially where the manager of the 
year is concerned, but soon all argu­
ments will be laid aside, talks ceased, 
and the winners announced. 

How about the managers of the year? 
You can't go wrong by selecting Tom 
Kelly, and Roger Craig. Then again, 
fans will put their votes in for Sparky 
Anderson, and Buck Rogers.

It Pays To Examine 
W oodburning Stove 

October marks the beginning of 
another heating season in Kentucky. 
Furnaces, stoves and fireplaces are be­
ing readied for use in homes across the 
state. Some have already been in use as 
the weather patterns alternate between 
cool and warm, damp and dry. 

Although some regular maintenance 
is required in any heating system, Ken­
tuckians with wood heat appliances­
either fireplace inserts, free standing 
stoves or wood furnaces-face a sterner 
challenge in readying their heaters for 
the upcoming winter. 

Farm Bureau in urging Kentuckians 
with wood-heated homes or outbuildings 
to take the necessary time to ensure that 
all facets of the systems are safe before 
the first fire is stoked. 

Chimneys need to be cleaned and in­
spected, pipes cleaned and checked, 
clearances to combustibles examined 
and wall pass-throughs scrutinized for 
fire risks. In some cases, homeowners 
themselves can perform the needed 
work, in others expert advice or 
assistance may be required. 

Recheck stove and insert manuals and 
look over your system with a critical 
eye. But above all, keep an open mind. 
The risk of an open flame burning 
regularly inside your home. with all the 
resulting sparks, ashes, smoke and fire 
should not be taken lightly. 

There are very real dangers involved 
with wood heat. Maybe with a little help 
from your friends, those dangers can be 
kept in check.

The 
natural result, of course, is that animals 
are then prone to eat things they might 
not otherwise eat. 

This can be dangerous, even fatal. 
Aco n poisoning in the fall is a com­

mon problem in Kentucky and could be 
more common this fall because of 
drought conditions. Gallotannins in the 
acorns cause gastrointestinal and 

i:l idney dysfunction, and kidney damage 
may be irreversible by the time the con­
dition is noticed and treated. 

Clinical signs include loss of appetite, 
nasal discharge, abdominal pain and 
constipation, followed by bloody 
diarrhea. 
- Another common problem in Ken­
tucky is Taxus cuspidata-the Japanese 
Yew-an ornamental shrub common 
throughout the northern two-thirds of the 
United States. It is popular because of 
the brightness of its foliage and berries. 

It is, however, dramatically 
poisonous. It contains an alkaloid which 
auses cardiac arrest and wh~ch, once 

ingested, acts too quickly to be effective­
ly counteracted. In horses, death is often 
instantaneous. The poison is found in all 
parts of the plant, both fresh and dried, 
except the ripe berries. As little foliage 
as .05 percent of the horse's body weight 
can be lethal, as little as a few mouths 
full for most horses.

In cattle, a little more may be needed 
for a lethal dose, and death may be 
delayed for a few hours because of the 
dilution effect of the rumen. 

Bottom Fishing For Bass 

Beware of the buckeye as well. 
•Alkaloids, saponins and other poisonous 

compounds are present in all parts of the 
tree or shrub, and young shoots and 
buckeye seeds are especially poisonous. 

Symptoms of poisoning from either of 
these include depression, incoordina­
tion, twitching, paralysis and inflamma­
tion of the mucuous membranes. 

Your veterinarian is your only source 
of help in poisonings, and speed is essen­
tial for effective treatment. 

Animal owners are advised to keep 
close watch on grazing animals during 
periods of difficult grazing and to be 
especially alert to keep animals away 
from oak trees, Japanese Yew and 
buckeye bushes and trees . Your 
veterinarian can advise you of any other 
toxic plants which grow in your area.

One of the hardest skills for an angler 
to acquire is bottom fishing. Now, I don't 
mean 10 feet down in shallow lakes; 
"bottom" here can mean 20 to 40 feet! 
"How on earth am I going to get those 
bass?," I once pondered on an impound­
ment. Little did I know that my instinc­
tual choice would be supported by bass 
pros over a year later. 

"If you're fishing below 20 feet," 
states Ken Cook, EvJnrude Pro Staff 
member, "you've got to use baits that 
sink pretty fast. The things I use are the 
jigging spoon, a grub, or a plastic worm. 
My choice depends on the time of year. 

"If you're fishing deep water in the 
summertime, I tend to go with a plastic 
worm or a plastic grub most of the time. 
Sometimes I use the jigging spoon in ex­
treme depths-when you get below 40 
feet, the jigging spoon or a real compact 
lure, like a Little George or Tailspinner, 
is about the only bait that will get down 
there efficiently. 

"In the 20- to 40-foot range," Cook con­
tinues, " I fish either a jigging spoon, Lit­
tle George, a sonic vibrating lure like a 
Silver Buddy, or the plastic worm or 
grub. To fish those baits properly, make 
your chest or vertical drop to the bot­
tom, and then just pick it up off the bot­
tom with a varying amount of 
vigorousness. In the winter, you're 
usually dealing with cold water bass that 
don't want a real vigorous bait, so lift it 
up a few inches from the bottom, mak­
ing it rise a little, then let if fall back 
down. In the summer, when the water 
is warmer and the bass are more ag­
gressive and are actively feeding, they 
normally react better to a more vigorous 
jigging action, so you pop it up off the 
bottom maybe two or three feet. In the 
process of raising if off the bottom, give 
it three jigs (dart, dart, dart) and then 
let it down." 

Half of the bass Cook caught at a Ju­
ly Pro Bass tournament in Las Vegas, 
Nev., were 40 feet down and on four 
pound test line! 

"With a line that light you don't have

to use a big heavy bait," Cook states. 
"The light line has good sensitivity and 
good bait action. I primarily use a four 
pound test line with an eight ounce 
jighead on it with a four-inch worm. It 
gets down pretty fast. 

"You don't want your lure to go down 
like a rock," cautions Cook. "You want 
some action to it as it descends. I use 
what they call "doodling," or shaking 
the worm. That's the hot thing to do in 
deep water: Get your bait down there 
and hold it at the desired depth and 
shake it with your rod tip." 

If it has been a while since you last 
treated your outboard to a tune-up, con­
sider scheduling an appointment with 
your dealer in the fall or winter months. 
Don't wait until April or May, when the 
service department at most dealerships 
is swamped. The service manager is 
often looking for work to do in November 
and December, ana many stores run 
off-season specials. Tune up now, and 
you'll be ready to go when the fish start 
biting again.

Jobless Rate Declines 
In Big Sandy District 

Jobless rates decreased in 110 Ken­
tucky counties between July and August 
as the state unemployment rate dropped 
to the lowest level in almost six years. 

The jobless rate in the Big Sandy 
district fell from 15.9 percent in July to 
13.6 percent in August. All counties 
reported rates above 10.0 percent, rang­
ing from 10.8 percent in Martin county 
to 16.4 percent in Magoffin county. 

The monthly sample of claimants of 
unemployment insurance benefits show­
ed 53.7 percent had worked in mining, 
16.2 percent in services and 15.3 percent 
in trade. 

Unemployment in Kentucky dropped 
1.5 percentage points, from a revised 8.9 
percent in July to a preliminary 7. 4 per­
cent in August, the lowest rate since Oc­
tober 1981, when it was 7.0 percent. 

New jobs in agriculture, education, 
trade, construction, manufacturing and 
transportation, communications and 
utilities accounted for most of the job 
growth in the state as the number of 
Kentuckians working increased by 
15,700.

U of L Study Finds Needs 
Of Elderly Not Being Met 

Efforts to provide housing, food, 
transportation and medical care 
reached few of Kentucky's senior 
citizens, according to a study released 
by the University of Louisville Urban 
Studies Center. 

The study, commissioned by the Ken­
tucky Cabinet for Human Resources, 
also indicated the problem will get 
worse. 

Researchers used 1980 census data 
and previous needs assessment studies 
to estimate the number of elderly adults 
needing 25 types of services. Agencies 
across the state were surveyed to deter­
mine the number actually receiving 
them. 

Twelve percent of those thought to 
need subsidized housing received the 
assistance. Of those needing home­
delivered meals, 23 percent were serv­
ed; 6 percent received adult day care, 
health screening and counseling 
services. 

Home health care and public assis­
tance income supplements were the on­
ly services reaching a majority of those 
in need. 

"A large number of people in need are 
not receiving these services, either 
because they cannot afford them, or 
they don't know about them," said 
Gerard Barber, director of the study. 

The study predicts that by the year 
2000 the number of elderly people 85 and 
over will more than double to 88,000. 
Maintaining present levels of service 
will require millions of dollars in addi­
tional funding, Barber said.

Radon: Part 1 
Q. I have read some newspaper 

stories about radon gas. Can you 
tell me more about it and how it af­
fects my selling my home or buy­
ing a new one? 

A. Radon gas is a clear, odorless, 
radioactive gas formed by the decay 
of uranium atoms. Uranium atoms 
are naturally found in soils and 
rocks. 

The radon gas comes up through 
the soil and can enter homes 
through cracks in basement floors 
and crawl spaces, for example. 

Radon is found in different levels 
in different parts of the country. In 
states in the northeast where in­
dustry has used radioactive 
materials for many years, radon gas 
is found in housing which has been 
built over landfills. 

In the real estate industry, the 
relocation companies which move 
people around the country for 
businesses are very aware of radon. 
Their awareness comes from their 
activity in the highly industrialized 
states where radon has been a 
problem. 

Some relocation companies are 
insisting on radon tests before they 
will allow the people relocating to 
buy or before they put the homes 
they are selling for people who are 
moving on the market. 

The tests for radon range from 
very complicated and long inspec­
tions to a very simple can of char­
coal. Testing for radon in the home 
seems to be heading toward the 
very simple can of charcoal. 

The charcoal cans can be pur­
chased at hardware stores and other 
places. They are then opened in the 
basement area of the home. 

After a period of time, they are 
sealed and sent to a laboratory. The 
laboratory conducts a test on the 
charcoal and determines the level 
of radon gas present. 

The cost of the charcoal cans 
ranges from $25 to $35 in one area 
with which we are familiar . This in­
cludes the testing by the laboratory 
and the report to the homeowner. 

It is important that the 
laboratory which does the testing be 
approved by the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA). EPA ap­
proval is assurance that the 
laboratory has met their standards, 
and you can rely on the report. 

In time, I would expect tests for 
radon gas to become more com­
mon. As the testing increases, there 
probably will be new methods to 
test more efficiently. 

The new methods probably will 
include economies in packaging the 
charcoal and efficiencies in 
laboratory procedures from doing

more tests. It is probable, then, that 
the cost of radon testing will 
decrease and the tests will become 
evf"n more widely used . 

Radon is another topic about 
which real estate agents must 
become knowledgeable. They have 
to know what it is and the condi­
tions that exist in their local 
market. 

The question of radon testing is 
important when buying or selling 
a home. Your licensed real estate 
professional is in a position to 
answer your questions or obtain the 
information for you . 

A second column will cover what 
to do about radon gas if it is found 
in your home.

Everybody's Science ... 

Slurping It Up 
Superslurper. Sounds like a name for 

one of Cookie Monster's buddies on 
Sesame Street. 

Like Cookie Monster, superslurper is 
a voracious eater But superslurper eats 
moisture, not cookies. And because it 
can absorb 1,400 times its weight in 
moisture-a consumption rate Cookie 
Monster can only envy-it has a varie­
ty of commercial and industrial uses. 
This derivative of corn starch is now us­
ed in all kinds of products-body 
powder, sanitary napkins, baby diapers, 
electrical conductors in batteries and 
absorbents in fuel filters, to name a few. 

Scientists with USDA's Agricultural 
Research Service in Peoria, Ill., 
developed superslurper 13 years ago 
because they wanted to find new uses for 
corn starch. There's a large corn 
surplus, and new products that use corn 
starch help create a demand for corn. 
That helps farmers and the companies 
that produce the products. 

Two companies that superslurper has 
helped are in small towns in rural 
America, places where farming is a big 
part of the local economy. 

One is the Central Illinois Manufactur­
ing Company in Bement, IlL Several 
years ago, the company began making 
industrial fuel filters with a superslurper 
material it calls hydrosorb. As fuel 
passes through the filter, the material 
removes any water that may be mixed 
with it. 

The company now makes about 26,000 
filters a month, and in four years its 
workforce has quadrupled from 25 to 
100- largely because of the popularity of 
the filters. 

The other company is Polysorb, Inc., 
of Smelterville, Idaho. About 18 months 
ago, a family there started a business 
making a line of superslurper-based pro­
ducts, such as medical and recreation 
cold packs, fuel filters and bulk ab­
sorbents for agricultural uses. 

For its factory, Polysorb converted a 
closed-down bowling alley and recrea­
tional facility that had gone out of 
business when a big mining and 
smelting company left town in 1981. 

A thriving company with 50 
employees, Polysorb ended its first year 
in the black with about $3 million in 
revenue. 

Superslurper is a big reason for the 
success of both these companies. It's a 
good example of how scientific research 
can have a helpful impact by creating 
jobs, new products for consumers and a 
market for farmers' crops. (Agricul­
tural Research Service, U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture).
