writers' workshop and Saturday's Shade 
Tree Pickin'. There will be storytellers, 
poets, square dancers and cloggers as 
well as those skilled in arts and crafts, 
all with the common goal of preserving 
the cultural heritage of the mountains. 

Artists and craftsmen will demon­
strate their art and products of their skill 
on the amphitheatre parking lot begin­
ning at noon Friday and continuing 
through Sunday until 3 p.m. Exhibited 
will be heirloom quality quilts, wood car­
vings, custom furniture, paintings, hook­
ed and woven runs-a treasure of hand­
made articles. 

One of the most distinctive of these 
craftsmen is Lyndall Toothman, whose 
forte is taking fibers no one else has 
worked with and spinning them into 
yarn. These include dog hair of which 
she has made more than one coat, cat, 

camel, llama, elephant, and human 
hair. She has been called 'The fabulous 
Granny Toothman" by Country Living 
mazine and now lives at Morehead, 
teaching at Morehead State University. 

Founded in 1966 by Mrs. Edith Fitz­
patrick James, nationally known for her 
work in preserving the purest forms of 
music of the Appalachian mountains, 
the festival has grown each year until it 
too has gained widespread acclaim. 

Mrs. Kathryn Frazier, who is now 
director, said this week that barring the 
caprices of the weather, this should be 
the finest festival to date.

Allen Central Parents 
Protest leaking Roof 

About 50 concerned parents of Allen 
Central High school students attended 
last Wednesday night's Board of Educa­
tion meeting, to voice concern about the 
leaky roof and the general disrepair of 
the building. 

The problem of the leaky roof has 
plagued the school since its construction 
in 1974, with several unsuccessful at­
tempts made to solve the problem with 
patch jobs. 

One parent, Bruce Scott, drew ap­
plause when he told the board that the 
era of the buckets and barrels was over. 
Another Barbar~ Yates, said that the 
school didn't need a patch job, but a new 
roof and demanded that the board allot 
money to allow its construction. Superin­
tendent Ray Brackett told the assembly 
that the money was not in the budget to 
replace the faulty roof but that he would 
see that it was repaired and conditions 
safe before the children were allowed to 
return to school. He told the group that 
a Lexington architect, Paul Haupmamn, 
would inspect the roof with infrared to 
see that there were no leaks. 

Concerned parents claimed that water 
was standing in the ceiling lights, drip­
ping from them in the school kitchen, 
and that ceiling tiles have collapsed with 
the expanding insulation resembling 
straw. Another concern voiced by the 

parents is the rundown condition of 
school facilities. 

Superintendent Brackett said that a 
contract had inspected roofs of county 
schools last spring and concluded that 
it would cost $150,000 to implement the 
needed repairs. He said the contractor 
had recommended that the Allen Cen­
tral roof needed work done on the edges 
and also around all vent outlets. 

Supt. Brackett drew applause from 
the assembly when he pledged that no 
more flat roofs would be constructed on 
school buildings during his tenure. 

Another item on the Board's agenda 
was a proposal to increase the general 
fund tax from 32.4 cents to 40.0 cents for 
the fiscal year 1987-'88. Supt. Brackett 
said that more money was needed 
because of the increase in expenses for 
maintenance of schools and said the 
board will hold a public hearing to 
discuss the tax, September 23, at 7 p.m. 

Another request brought before the 
board was a teacher's grant program. 
The program is designed to provide 
mini-grants for teachers to conduct 
creative and innovative programs in 
their classrooms. 

Brackett recommended to the board 
that brush cutting and bulldozing begin 
on the Left Beaver site of the new high

Stumbo Opposes Consolidation; 
Favors Renovation of Buildings 

"I have long been an opponent of the 
concept of consolidation," 

Thus State Representative Greg 
Stumbo has come out and said what 
some others have voiced and many have 
thought. He questions the wisdom of con-

solidation of schools as a policy for all 
education systems, particularly those in 
rural areas such as Floyd county. 

Although the Mitchell property site for 
the new McDowell-Wheelwright High 
School has been given the nod by both 
the architect, and the board, Stumbo has 
asked for an on-site inspection by 
Superintendent of Instruction Alice 
McDonald. In a letter to her, dated 
September 1, he cites the controversy 
over the location of the Left Beaver 
school, saying, "Prior to making a deci­
sion Con the site) I would formally re­
quest that you personally tour the area 
and make an on-site examination of the 
proposals." 

Assistant Superintendent Ron Hager 
said Tuesday that it is his Wlderstanding 
that the Hi Hat site has been approved 
by the Division of Buildings and 
Grounds, as well as the State Board of 
Education. 

Rep. Stumbo, who is also House Ma­
jority Floor Leader, in his letter to 
McDonald also pointed out that he and 
other members of the House are now 
formulating legislation to be taken 
before the 1988 General Assembly which 
would allow 'new construction monies to 
be spent to remodel and revitalize ex­
isting facilities .' This would mark a ma­
jor change away from consolidation 
which has held sway in educational 
circles for several decades. 

Stumbo said Tuesday that he believes 
there is a compelling need to seriously 
explore the possibility of using new 
funds to completely renovate present 
structurally sound buildings. "I sincere­
ly believe that the money might be bet­
ter spent in the manner I have sug­
gested," he said.

The Census Bureau will collect data on 
employment and unemployment from 
area residents the week of September 
14·19, according to William F Hill, direc­
tor of the bureau's Charlotte regional 
office. 

The local data will contribute to 
September's national labor force picture 
to be released October 2nd by the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics. The April 
through June data showed a national 
civilian unemployment rate of 6.2 per­
cent for the second quarter of this year. 
This is the lowest quarterly unemploy 
ment rate since the first quarter of 1980. 

The Census Bureau's monthly Current 
Population Survey includes a national 
sample of some 57,000 households and is 
sponsored by the Bureau of Labor 
Statistics primarily to gather employ­
ment and unemployment data. Informa­
tion supplied by individuals is kept con­
fidential by law.

The country band Exile entertained a 
capacity crowd at Center Stage, Tues­
day night, September 1. The former pop 
group performed a multitude of chart­
topping tunes, including their No. 1 hit 
single "She's Too Good To Be True." 

Leading off with "She's A Miracle," 
"Woke Up In Love," and "Hang On To 
Your Heart," Exile performed a virtual 
"Greatest Hits" concert, which yielded 
continuous applause from the audience. 
Their songs weren't limited to past hits, 
however, as they also introduced their 
newest collaboration, "Feel Like Fool­
ing Around." Concluding the set with 
"She's Too Good To Be True" and "I 
Could Get Used To You," the group was 
quickly called back for an encore which 
consisted of a medley of song hits made 
famous by other artists: "Take Me 
Down," "The Closer You Get" 
<Alabama) and "It Ain't Easy" (Janie 
Fricke) . Pop music fans of the earlier 
version of Exile weren't to be disap­
pointed, either, as they ended their show 
with their huge 1978 hit, "Kiss You All 
Over." 

J .P . Pennington, guitarist and lead 
smger, formed the band (originally call­
ed The Exiles ) back in 1963 "to have 
something to do on the weekends," he 
recalls. He and four high school buddies 
played school dances, parties and fairs 
throughout Kentucky, performing local­
ly at Prestonsburg Community College, 
the Martin Youth Center, and at Paints­
ville's Apple Festival. "We weren't play­
ing to make any money. We hadn't 
thought of that yet .. .it was just a way to 
express ourselves and have a good 
time," said Pennington. 

By the late 70's, Exile had reached the 
top of the pop charts with "Kiss You All 
Over," and a Gold (selling 900,000 units) 
album, Mixed Emotions. Disenchanted 
with the direction American pop music 

seemed to be heading, Exile returned to 
Lexington and began sharpening their 
country music skills as well as shifting 
personnel within the band. 

After renaming themselves " Exile" 
and playing countless club dates as a 
country band, Exile was released in 
1983. Public response to the album was 
enthusiastic, enabling it to produce three 
hit singles, two of them rising to the top 
position. 

Today they are among a select 
number of groups that are routinely • 
nominated for the CMA (Country Music 
Association> awards: Vocal Group of the 
Year (1985, 1986, 1987) and Instrumen­
tal Group of the Ye~• \1985) . Con­
tributing to these achievements are Pen­
nington; Sonny Lemaire; Les Taylor, 
co-lead vocalist and rhythm guitarist ; 
Steve Goetzman on drums; and Exile's 
newest addition, Lee rarroll , on 
keyboards and background vocals . 

The concert was co-sponsored by 
WMDJ-FMlOO, Martin, and the owners 
of Center Stage: Clyde Woods, Earl 
Mulkey and The Full House Band. The 
latter are mainstays in the music scene 
around Eastern Kentucky in their own 
right, performing a mix of country, pop 
and dance music for about nine years, 
and serving as the opening act for Ex­
ile, Tuesday night. Currently, they have 
plans to release an album which drum­
mer Kenny Bentley describes as "coun­
try rock," and hopes this will s timulate 
more interest in the music scene in the 
area.

QUESTION: My youngest sister has 
been diagnosed as having melanoma of 
the skin. I have been told it might be 
heredita ry. Is this true? Do I need to be 
concerned for myself and other 
members of my family? What should we 
look for? Ho can we protect ourselves? 

ANSWER: Recent studies have shown 
that certain families may be at higher 
risk of developing malignant melanoma. 
In these families, the condition that 
seems to be inherited is one of develop­
ing a typical nevi (moles). This condi­
tion, ca lled dysplastic nevus syndrome 
<DNS), precedes melanoma in only 20-35 
percent of newly diagnosed patients. 
DNS is characterized by the presence of 
a large number of unusual looking 

, moles. These moles suggest abnormal 
growth patterns which are more likely 
to lead to melanoma than ordinary 
moles. 

Dysplastic moles are different from 
ordinary moles in the following ways. 
Most people have between 10 and 40 

• moles on their bodies ; a person with 
DNS usually has many. moles, often 
more than 100. Most normal moles are 
symmetrical (one side looks the same as 
the other) , are small, have even edges, 
and are uniform in color- usually brown 
or tan. Dysplastic moles tend to be ir-
regular in shape, large <bigger than an 
eraser on a pencil) , and may have 
uneven borders or notches. These moles 
may have varied mixtures or shades of 
color- tan, brown, black, red or pink. 

Be assured that while a dysplastic 
nevus is the type of mole more likely to 
become cancer, the majority of them 
will never become cancer. In most 
cases, only those moles which look 
suspicious, new moles, or moles that are 
chnging will need to be removed. When 
a person who has DNS is followed close­
ly, changes which might indicate a pro­
blem are readily found at an early stage 
when simple surgical removal can pro­
vide a cure.

Hip-bone Nail May 
Shorten Hospital Stay 

By Krissie Kruer 
A European device largely ignored by 

U.S. surgeons is shortening hospital 
stays for hip-fracture patients at the 
University of Louisville. 

U of L researchers David Seligson and 
Stephen Henry, one of only a handful of 
orthopedic teams in the nation to use the 
Kuntscher Y -Nail, said it allows patients 
to stand up the day after their operation. 

Patients with hip fractures who don't 
get Y -Nails spend an average two weeks 
in bed, Seligson said. 

Used in Germany for over 40 years, 
the scoop-shaped component is driven 
into the neck of the femur, or thigh bone. 
An interlocking nail is inserted through 
the downshaft of the femur. 

"It hurts Jess, there is less bleeding 
and fewer complications," Seligson said . 

Fear of Failure 
Leads to Delay

Most procrastinators have spent years 

learning to put things off. But facing the 
reasons for the habit can help you over­
come it, says a University of Louisville 
psychologist. 

Paul Simon says many people put 
things off because they fear failure. 

"Postponing an assignment to the last 
minute allows people to rationalize their 
failures by· saying they could have done 
better if they had more time," he said. 

Others use delays to resist someone or 
something they don't want to confront. 

Breaking projects into smaller units 
that are easier to accomplish and 
scheduling enough time to finish are 
helpful in fighting the procrastination 
urge, he suggests. 
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It's tough to find good household help 
these days-but not for some owls. Ac· 
cording to International Wildlife 
magazine, Texas screech owls capture 
blind snakes and carry them to their 
nests. The snakes, which normally live 
underground and feed on termite larvae, 
help rid the nests of insects that 
parasitize young birds. Apparently the 
housecleaning pays off. Biologists found 
that young owls In nests with snakes 
grew faster and had a lower mortality 
rate than those in snakeless nests.

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Handgun/Firearms Laws 
By Attorney General David L. Armstrong 

Many Kentuckians own one or more 
firearms including handguns, rifles or 
shotguns. Therefore, it is important to 
know the state and federal law govern­
ing the use of these weapons. 

Federal law governs mainly the sale 
of firearms by dealers. It also mandates 
that no one under 21 years of age may 
purchase a handgun or handgun am­
munition. It further stipulates that no 
one under 18 may purchase shotguns or 
rifles or ammunition for these firearms. 

Kentucky's Jaws deal mainly with ac­
tual possession of firearms. For in­
stance, i~ is a crime for a firearm to be 
carried concealed on or about a person. 
This crime is a misdemeanor, unless 

committed by a person previously con· 
victed of a felony involving a deadly 
weapon, in which case it is a felony. 
Under law, any person convicted of a 
felony in Kentucky is not allowed to 
carry a firearm . 

In Kentucky it is als*o illegal to inten­
tionally deface a firearm or knowingly 
possess a def~ced firearm without 
reporting it to the police. This crime is 
also a misdemeanor.

"They 
see but may not understand fully what 
is happening to their family, especially 
in times of severe financial distress. 
Farm children may become mad at or 
blame either the bank or their own 
parents for the situation. On the other 
hand, the children may worry about 
their parents as they see how the crisis 
is affecting them. " 

Children also may experience sadness 
over things lost or potentially lost. The 
farm may be just as large a part of the 
child's world as it is the parents'. One 
of the things farm children may lose is 
their own opportwlity to go into farming. 
Their career dreams may be lost.

socially when experiencing stress, 
Hansen said. Farm children may 
withdraw from friends. They may drop 
out of extracurricular activities at 
school or through other organizations. In 
addition, such children have been found 
to have more physical illness and 
academic problems. 

Hansen said there are a number of 
ways both parents and other adults can 
help farm children manage during the 
current crisis. 

Children's fear and bewilderment 
often are the products of ignorance 
about the situation. Parents need to 
realize that they cannot hide the fami­
ly's problems from the children. 
Children can tell when their parents are 
tense, worried and experiencing stress. 
Problems need to be approached as a 
family. Children should be included, 
even in the pain, on a level they can 
understand. 

All adults can attempt to help children 
look to the future with hope and self­
confidence. The current crisis threatens 
many children's "life dreams." They 
may need help in finding new ones. 

Since parents often are preoccupied 
during stressful periods, other adults 
need to reach out to the children in their 
communities. 

" Above all," Hansen said, "adults can 
listen to children's ideas and feelings. 
They need to know that someone cares 
and understands." 

Tobacco Rebates 
Are Legal In Ky.

Tobacco season is near and with this 
in mind tobacco farmers should be 
aware that Kentucky has a law to 
guarantee them fairness in the market­
place. 

Many times, farmers are offered 
rebates as part of the price for their 
crop. Rebates are legal in Kentucky, but 
only if they are offered to each tobacco 
farmer serviced by an individual 
warehouse. 

Kentucky Revised Statute 248.350 pro­
hibits discrimination against any grower 
of tobacco in any way, including but not 
limited to, the sale, transportation, or 
handling of tobacco. All tobacco growers 
are entitled to the same considerations 
as all other tobacco growers serviced by 
the same warehouse. An exception to 
this law is that a warehouseman may 
distinguish among different types of 
packaging in setting the fee or 
commission. 

This law was created to protect tobac­
co farmers from unfair market prac­
tices. To report a violation, write Special 
Prosecutions Division, Tobacco Rebate 
Unit, 909 Leawood Drive, Frankfort, 
Kentucky 40601 or call 502-564-7600. All 
inquiries are kept confidential.

State's First Newspaper 
Anniversary 1b Be Marked 

Two hundred years ago, Lexington 
residents were reading something new: 
a locally-produced newspaper. 

John Bradford's Kentucky Gazette 
was not only the first newspqper in Lex­
ington, it was the first printed matter of 
any kind in the United States west of the 
Alleghenies, says Paula Pope of the 
University of Kentucky Libraries. 

To mark the anniversary, the library 
and the Lexington Herald-Leader are 
sponsoring a program Sunday, Sept. 13, 
at 2 p.m. in the UK College of Law 
courtroom. 

Thomas D. Clark, professor emeritus 
of history, says the newspaper was 
founded at a time when Kentucky set­
tlers were debating the issue of separa­
tion from Virginia to create a new state. 

"The paper served the purpose of be­
ing a line of communication at a time 
when public opinion was being formed 
on a crucial issue," he said. 

Ironically, most of the news in early 
editions of the Kentucky Gazette was 
from Washington and Europe, since 
local news was still carried largely by 
word of mouth, Clark says. 

Clark will speak during the Sunday 
program, along with Creed Black, 
publisher of the Lexington Herald­
Leader, and David Dick, acting director 
of UK's school of journalism. 

The program will be followed by a 
display of early Kentucky printing and 
a reception in the Peal Gallery, King 
Library-North. The event is free and 
open to the public.

Such articles 
explained why breeding supermen and 
super-women was important and killing. 
lesser races and the weak was desirable. 
The policy was not set by those who ran 
the work crews, operated the gas 
chambers,· repaired the ovens, counted 
the hair and the glasses and the shoes, 
melted down the gold fillings into bars, 
and did the other scut-work on the job. 

Genocide and selective breeding were 
discussed in scholarly journals before 
the Third Reich made programs possi­
ble. Some of those articles and books 
were published in England and 
America-and were later cited at length 
by German anthropologists and 
psychiatrists to justify the killing of the 

.. Jews, the gypsies and the other targeted 
groups. 

Those who recommended the pro­
grams to the Nazi Fuehrer were not, in 
sum, sadists or illiterate and vulgar 
brutes. They were professors and 
Ph.Ds-not to forget the M.D.s. And of 
them all, as a recent book by a German 
professor teaching at Cologne Universi­
ty thoroughly documents, the most anti­
religious and least impeded by cons­
cience were the psychiatrists. 

Like a recent best-seller by the 
American scholar Robert J. Lifton (The 
Nazi Doctors), the book by Professor 
Mueller-Hill of Cologne is a terrible 
story of the debasement of university 
education and scientific competence. 
The first steps in the killing programs 
were carried out by special troops who 
used pistols, rifles and machine guns. 
The next step was the use of carbon 
monoxide gas in mobile vans. The next 
step was the establishment of certain 
special concentration camps where the 
killing could be mass-produced-in one 
of them, 20,000 a day. 

The general program was thus laun­
ched and implemented, and with the 
right connections some experimenters 
were able to get heads, eyes, cadavers 

~ and unusual deformations of body ship­
ped to their laboratories. A few medics 
with psychiatric training were on March 
9, 1943 given by Hitler the right to select 
those they wanted killed for their collec­
tions. These records, still in existence as 
a tribute to the carefulness of the Ger­
man bureaucracy, were captured by our 
Army. Along with additional letters and 
notes kept in the private records of the 
experimenters, they provide the sources 
used in the very important book by Pro­
fessor Mueller-Hill, the leading pro­
fessor of genetics in West Germany to­
day. The title has has given his report 
is vi via: Die Toedliche Wissenchaft 
("The Deadly Science"). 

The keen analysis and moral force of 
Mueller-Hills' report on the debasement 
of the professions under Nazism is a 
tribute to a West German of the post­
Nazi generation. It is also a warning to 
all of us against the anti-human and 
genocidal tendencies of a good deal of 
modern psychiatry.

Listening To Insects Munch 
By SEAN ADAMS 

J .C. Webb isn't a physician, but you 
can often see him examining his patients 
with a stethoscope. 

, Dr. Webb is a U.S. Department ot 
Agriculture engineer, and his patient! 
are nuts, fruits and grain. Sometimes 
these agricultural products are infested 
with insect larvae that make sounds as 
they eat. 

You can't hear the chewing with your 
ear, but Webb can hear it with his 
stethoscope. He amplifies the sounds 
through a loudspeaker, and stores them 
in a computer to be analyzed. 

It 's an experimental system Webb 
began developing several years ago, and 
it may provide a new way for scientists 
to tell if produce is infested with insects. 
A system ready for commercial use may 
be a few years away, said Webb, with

Today there is no practical method to 
tell if produce is infested with munching 
larvae without damaging it. To check a 
grapefruit, for example, an inspector 
has to cut it open and examine the pulp 
under a magnifying glass- destroying 
the fruit in the process. 

"With our system, you can rule out an 
infestation in seconds and you don't have 
to ruin the fruit ," Webb said. 

The system is so sensitive that he's 
been able to hear, in a few seconds, the 
movements of a single one-day-old mag­
got in a grapefruit. It has quickly and 
reliably detected Caribbean fruit fly lar­
vae in grapefruit, papaya, loquat and 
guava fruit. 

Inspectors need a way to detect fruit 
fly and other larvae inside U.S. 
agricultural products that are exported, 
since some countries fear the insects will 
spread in infested fruit , nuts, grains or 
other commodities. 

In the past, commodities such as 
grapefruits were fumigated with the 
chemical ethylene dibromide to kill lar­
vae. But several years ago the federal 
government banned the use of EDB, so 
shippers are looking for alternatives. 

Webb said the system will help 
evaluate the effectiveness of new 
treatments for killing insect larvae. And 
if it is commercially feasible, it could 
replace chemicals or other treatments 
because shippers would be able to 
destroy infested fruit and ship only 
insect-free produce. 

If that happens, the stethoscope will 
become as helpful in U.S. agriculture 
and foreign trade as it is in modern 
medicine. <Agricultural Research Ser­
vice, U.S. Department of Agriculture) 

Woodlot Management 
Course To Be Offered 

Kentucky has nearly 12 million acres 
of forest, but only four million acres of 
that are managed efficiently. Universi­
ty of Kentucky Extension forestry 
specialist Don Graves wants to change 
that. 

Graves and others in the UK forestry 
department are planning to offer a cor­
respondence course to woodlot owners 
who want to learn how to manage their 
forests more profitably. 

"We think that if we can teach woodlot 
owners proper management techniques 
we could increase the value of Kentucky 
forest products at the farmer level by 40 
percent a year-up from about $224 
million each year to $313 million each 
year," Graves said. 

Overall, Graves said, the forestry in­
dustry employs nearly 17,000 workers. 
With a 40 percent increase in forest pro­
ducts the number employed in the in­
dustry should expand considerably. 

The correspondence course will cover 
topics of forestry management that will 
have the biggest impact on small wood­
lot owners, he said. 

"We're orienting the course toward · 
the predominate group of woodlot 
owners in the state- those with less than 
40 acres of forest, " Graves said. 

The correspondence course will be of­
fered as a non-credit course. Woodlot 
owners who want to enroll in the course 
need to contact their county Extension 
agent for agriculture for details. 

"We plan to have the course ready to 
start sending to those who enroll in it in 
about six months," the forestry 
specialist said.

Farmers Receiving 
Lower Produce Prices 

Kentucky farmers continue to receive 
lower prices for their corn and soybeans, 
with harvests of those crops not far off, 
according to Kentucky Agriculture 
Commissioner David Boswell. 

"Mid-August corn prices are down 20 
cents from the July corn average and 
down 31 cents from the average price a 
year ago," Boswell reported. "And cur­
rent soybean prices are down 26 cents 
from last month and ten cents compared 
with August 1986. 

Kentucky farmers have greater 
reason to be optimistic about livestock 
prices in the Commonwealth. Mid­
August beef cattle brought $57.20 per 
hundredweight, up by $9.50 over the 
August 1986level and up by $1.40 over 
July. 

Meantime, calf prices were up 36 per­
cent from a year ago, reaching $79.30. 
If the entire month averages at this 
level, it will be the highest monthly 
average calf price since March of 1980. 
Hog prices for mid-August are down, 
averaging $58.20, compared with $60.10 
in July and $61.60 in August, 1986.

SPICY PORK CHOPS 
These flavorful pork chops require a 

moderate amount of cooking time, but 
virtually no effort. To limit fat, make 
sure to select loin pork chops (which are 
lower in fat than other cuts), trim off all 
visible fat, and limit the portion size. 

4loin pork chops (3/4 inch thick), fat 
trimmed 

1 cup onion, finely chopped 
2 garlic cloves, minced 
1/4 cup soy sauce 
3 tbsp. lemon juice 
2 tbsp. honey 
1 1/2 tsp. chili powder 
3/4 tsp. curry powder 
Brown pork chops in large skillet over 

medium-high heat, turning once, about 
10 minutes. Add all other ingredients, 
bring to a boil, then reduce heat to low 
and cook 30 minutes. 

This will yield 4 servings, each of 
which contains about 304 calories and 11 
grams of fat. 

Crop Conditions 
Favorable In Ky. 

As of Aug. 30, 59% of the Com­
monwealth's burley and 59 percent of 
the dark tobaccos had been cut and were 
being housed. Only 43% of the burley 
crop was cut at this time last year, and 
only 50% of the dark tobaccos were cut, 
according to the Kentucky Agricultural 
Statistics Service. 

"The high temperatures and dry 
moisture conditions are causing housed 
tobacco to cure rapidly," said 
Agriculture Commissioner David 
Boswell. "The lack of moisture and the 
extreme heat are also affecting other 
crops, pushing growing crops to maturi­
ty and reducing the yields of the late 
planted crops." 

Corn is 93% in the dent or beyond 
stage. This compares to 87% at this 
stage last year and 72% for the five-year 
average. 45% of the crop is mature or 
harvested. 

Early planted corn is drying down, 
while later planted corn is struggling to 
develop. 

The soybean crop continues to pro­
gress well ahead of last year's crop. As 
of Aug. 30, 82% of the soybean acreage 
was at the setting pods or beyond stage. 
Last year at this time, only 77 percent 
of the acreage was at this stage. The 
five-year average is 70 percent. 

Late hay cuttings are short due to lack 
of rain. Dry conditions are forcing 
farmers in some areas to feed hay to 
supplement their pastures. Apples are 
maturing; peppers are being harvested, 
and the condition of the sorghum crop 
is fair.

CARROTS AND ZUCCHINI 
WITH BASIL 

This quick vegetable dish features just 
a touch of sweet basil to accent the sim­
ple flavors of carrots and zucchini. It 
goes equally well with fish, poultry, and 
meat. 

3 small zucchini 
3 small carrots 
2 scallions 
2 tbsp. margarine or oil 
1 clove garlic, minced 
1-2 tsp. fresh basil leaves, chopped (or 

1/4-1/2 tsp. dried) 
1 tbsp. chives, chopped 
Freshly ground pepper 
Wash zucchini arid carrots, but do not 

peel. Cut into very thin pieces the size 
of wooden matchsticks. Cut the scallions 
into thin slices and use a little of the 
green, not much. In a medium-sized 
skillet, heat the margarine or oil. Add 
the carrots and begin to saute, stirring 
frequently. When the carrots begin to 
soften, add the zucchini and scallions. 
Since the heat should be rather high, do 
not add the garlic until the vegetables 
are almost done, in order to prevent it 
from browning. 

Season with the salt and freshly 
ground pepper and add a dash of lemon 
juice (if you like) when the vegetables 
are crisp-tender. Sprinkle with the fresh 
herbs and serve at once. 

This will produce 4 servings of about 
1/2 to 3/4 cup in size. Each will contain 
about 6 grams of fat and only 84 calories.

Seattle, gambling that Bosworth 
would eventually sign, chose the highly 
touted line backer in the supplemental 
draft, and put themselves in the AFC 
West's driver's seat by inking Bosworth 
on a 10-year deal. 

Offensively the Sea Hawks, directed 
by quarterback Dave Krieg, are as good 
as anyone in the NFL. Krieg, throwing 
to all-pro Steve Largent, and Daryl 
'Deep Heat' Turner, finished second 
behind Dan Marino in AFC passing 
ratings. 

Seattle, when not wanting to pass, has 
a running game that could rival the 
great tandems of the past. Kurt Warner 
ran for over 1400 yards last season while 
leading the AFC in total yards. Big 
blocking back John L. Williams rambl­
ed for 538 yards and built a 4.2 rushing 
average. 

Where does Brian Bosworth fit in? 
Right behind a tough and talented defen­
sive line. 

The line backing corps, that's where 
Bosworth will play, has long been a sore 
spotfor the Sea Hawks, but shouldn't be 
anymore. 

In addition to Bosworth, Seattle also 
laid claims to Tony Woods, formerly a 
Pittsburgh standout, and Dave Wyman, 
of Stanford. Both are projected as im­
pact linebackers. From this trio, the Sea 
Hawks are expected to find someone 

that can team with Bruce Scholtz and 
Shelton Robinson, two vets with ability. 

Seattle already has defensive end 
Jacob Green, and strong safety Kenny 
Easley, two proven performers. With 
this kind of balance and ability, the Sea 
Hawks might just find themselves ahead 
of Cleveland as the AFC's best team. 

The Browns finished last season with 
the conference's best record, 12-4. And 
without their powerful backfield of 
Earnest Byner and Kevin Mack. 

Two seasons ago these runners com­
bined for over 2,000 yards, each rushing 
for over 1,000 yards. Last year they fail­
ed to reach the 1,000-yard level combin­
ed. Injuries slowed the Cleveland ground 
attack, but Curtis Dickey, a rejuvenated 
veteran, picked up the slack with 539 
yards. 

Dickey is expected to see action as a 
backup if both Byner and Mack return 
to full force. 

The Browns also compiled a 12-4 
record with a 22-year-old quarterback. 
Kosar, who should have been a college 
senior, enjoyed a solid season, finishing 
seventh in AFC passing. 

He is expected to improve, as is his 
receiving corps. Led by Webster 
Slaughter and Reggie Langhorne, three 
year's combined in the NFL, the Browns 
are explosive through the air. 

Cleveland shouldn't have much trou­
ble holding off their competition in the 
AFC Central. The Browns can score 
points, but they can also stop people 
from scoring. They were third last 
season in fewest points given up in the 
conference. 

New England, last year's Eastern 
Division champion, should also repeat, 
especially if their linebacking corps, the 
best in the AFC, stays healthy. 

Andre Tippett, Don Blackmon, and 
Steve Nelson can play with any trio of 
backers in the game, and have proven 
that in the past. The Patriots defensive 
backs are almost as good. Led by Ron­
nie Lippitt's eight, New England finish­
ed fourth in interceptions, second in 
completion percentage allowed, and 
total yardage given up through the air.

Playing Whitesburg High School thus 
far in 1987 has been no easy task.

Prestonsburg made the trip to Whites­
burg without Johnny Ray Harris, a 
starter in both backfields, who was suf­
fering from a bout with pneumonia, and 
played most of the contest without 
Hackworth, whore-injured a foot he hurt 
in the Blackcats' season opener against 
Lawrence County. 

Prestonsburg started the game on a 
positive note, taking a 6-0 early lead. 

After recovering a fumble on the 
Whitesburg 42, the Blackcats drove the 
football into the end zone with just over 
nine minutes remaining in the contest.

Waterfowl Seasons Set 
Duck and goose seasons, as well as 

hunting rules for the popular Ballard 
Wildlife Management Area in Ballard 
county, were approved by the Fish and 
Wildlife Resources Commission at its 
quarterly meeting in Frankfort, Aug. 24. 

All waterfowl hunting dates and other 
·egulations are tentative pending final 
Federal approval. 

The season for Canada geese in Ken­
tucky's Western Waterfowl Zone will 
open Dec. 12 and run through Jan. 30, or 
until the harvest quota is reached. This 
year's quota for the entire zone is 16,500 
geese, a substantial increase over last 
year's quota of 15,000. The bag limit on 
Canada geese remains at two per day. 

The Ballard reporting area, where 
goose hunters must register and report 
their daily harvest, will have a quota of 
10,400 Canada geese. 

The quota for the Henderson-Union 
reporting area, where hunters also must 
register and report their harvest, is 3,300 
geese. If quotas in either reporting area 
re reached before Jan. 30, the season 

in that zone will close, but the counties 

Duck season will open Nov. 26, with 
bag and possession limits identical to 
last year. 

The first phase of the split duck season 
will run through Nov. 29 with the second 
segment scheduled for Dec. 12 through 
Jan. 16. 

Once again the bag limit will be bas­
ed on the point system, with point values 
unchanged from last year. 

Canvasback ducks may not be taken 
!h}s season under any circumstances. 

Goose hunting season on the Ballard 
county Wildlife Management Area will 
open Dec. 12, and run through Jan. 30 or 
until the goose harvest quota is reach­
ed, whichever comes first. 

The application deadline is September 
30, 1987 and applications must be made 
on standardized forms available from 
Department of Fish and Wildlife

The Patriots ' running game, once 
solid but slowed by injuries last year, 
should return to strength. 

The National Football Conference will 
simply be a take two from last year 
when the New York Giants ran rough 
shod over the rest of the conference. 

The Giants may not be as dominant as 
they were last season and may have 
trouble from Washington, but not if they 
are healthy. New York has stars at 
every position, and the off-season hasn't 
brought much distraction. 

Although the cancer situation is caus­
ing concern, the Giants can overcome 
just about everything else, especially 
other football teams. 

Only an injury to Phil Simms or Joe 
Morris, barring an outrage on the rest 
of the team, can keep New York from 
returning to the playoffs, and probably 
the Super Bowl. 

Not since the Steel Curtain and the 
glory days of Pittsburgh has a team 
repeated as Super Bowl champions, but 
the Giants will come extremely close if 
they don't make it. 

Some teams will have an opportunity, 
especially the Chicago Bears, Los 
Angeles Rams, and San Francisco 
Giants, but there are some definite ifs 
there. 

If Jim McMahon can return to full 
form, the Bears could deny New York, 
but McMahon has to return because 
Chicago can't win with Doug Flutie at 
quarterback, of any one else for that 
matter. 

San Francisco would have to have 
their best season from each and every 
player in order to contend with the 
Giants on a regular basis, but in the 
playoffs it only takes one game. Los 
Angeles, if Jim Everett grows up in on­
ly his second year, has the horses to con­
tend with the Giants, but that is a big 
task for a 24-year-old quarterback. 

The Redskins lost twice to New York 
last season, and as a result lost their bid 
for an Eastern Division title . They did 
not help themselves much in the draft 
while the Giants may have strengthen­
ed their only weak spot by taking three 
receivers in the first four rounds. 

Philadelphia could be a surprise team, 
and Minnesota may take their playoff 
bid even further this year, but the big 
five will be tough to deny in those five 
playoff spots.

Electric Trolling Motor Tips 
" The greatest innovation for bass 

fishing is the electric trolling motor," 
states Randy Fite, Johnson Pro Staff 
member. "I wasn't around to scull a 
boat or anything of that nature, but I 
would certainly see how that would 
hamper my enjoyment of the sport and 
also my success in the sport if I had to 
hold an oar in one hand and try to fish 
with the other! " 

The convenience afforded to bass 
fisherman by the electric motor has 
made the sport much more enjoyable 
and made all anglers who use it much 
more successful at being able to catch 
America's favorite gamefish. 

Perhaps one of the greatest innova­
tions since the utilization of the electric 
motor was the production, testing and 
marketing of the weedless prop. "Where 
we used to have to fish the outer edge, 
which is still a good place to fish, now 
the prop gives us access to fishing inside 
the weeds," testifies Fite.

"I've watched fish a lot in the 
presence of a trolling motor and you can 
get right up on fish usually with the troll­
ing motor going.

Standing up and running a foot control 
trolling motor is very uncomfortable. I 
find that I stand on both feet a lot more 
when I use a hand control trolling motor . 
With both feet on the ground, I have bet­
ter control of my body motion."

Off And Running In September 
Is No Surprise For Cincinnati 

Good things come to those who wait, 
but not to those who wait too late. The 
Cincinnati Reds have finally strung 
together a group of wins, but they may 
have waited too long for their consistant 
play. 

Cincinnati, winning the same amount 
they have lost with 22 games remaining, 
are trailing both Houston and San Fran­
cisco in the National League West, even 
though the Reds had won five of their 
last six games going into play last night. 

Playing good baseball in the month of 
September shouldn't surprise anyone. 
Traditionally it's the Reds' time of year 
to shine, and so far tradition is holding 
up. 

In 1985 Cincinnati finished the season 
with a 20-12 spurt after September 1. The 
following year September produced 22 
wins against only 10 losses for the Reds. 

Cincinnati, after a month of vacation­
ing from winning, has posted a 5-l 
record in September, but have failed to 
gain any ground on San Francisco, the 
divisional leader. 

The Reds opened play this month with 
a victory last Tuesday night over East 
leading St. Louis, won the rubber game 
of the three game series Wednesday 
night, and enjoyed success this past 
weekend in Chicago. 

Friday afternoon in the Windy City, 
Cincinnati stretched their winning 
streak to three games, scoring four 
times in the ninth inning to pull out a 4-3 
victory. 

Trailing by three runs in the top of the 
ninth, Cincinnati began the inning with 
four consecutive hits to plate three runs, 
one on Paul O'Neill's RBI single, and 
two on Kal Daniels' double. 

Dave Parker, nursing an injured knee, 
drove in what proved to be the winning 
run with a fly ball. That was Parker's 
last at bat for the series, and the first 
game of the current homestand. 

John Franco, Reds' bullpen ace, shut 
down Chicago in the bottom of the ninth 
to record a save, his 26th of the season. 
Lee Smith, who pitched the ninth, suf­
fered the Cubs' loss. Frank Williams, 
4-0, was credited with the win. 

Paul O'Neill, filling in for regular right 
fielder Dave Parker, led Cincinnati to a 

' 10-5 victory Saturday as the Reds even­
ed their season record at 68-68. 

O'Neill, four RBis in his last four 
games, tripled and scored in the first in­
ning, and drilled a two run homerun in 

• the fifth inning as Cincinnati jumped out 
to a 7-G early lead. 

The Reds, aided by the longball, got 
homeruns from Bo Diaz, a two run shot 
in the first, and Barry Larkin, three run 
job in the fourth, to give Dennis 
Rasmussen his lOth win of the season. 

Rasmussen, 1-1 in a Reds' uniform, 
worked six and one-third innings, giving 
up five runs on seven hits to record the 
victory. 

The former Yankee did allow the Cubs 
to make a run when Chicago cut the ad­
vantage to 7-5 in the seventh inning, but 
Cincinnati added three in the final frame 
to ease the tension, and Cub possibilities. 

Trailing San Francisco by five games, 
the Reds suffered a letdown Sunday, and 
as a result slid down in the Western Divi­
sion standings. 

Leon Durham made sure Cincinnati 
lost, and Rick Reuschel made sure the 
Giants won, boosting San Francisco six 
games in front of the Reds.

Conditions Right 
For Pond Turnover 

Fish kills in farm ponds may be one 
unwelcome result of Kentucky's recent 
cool weather, according to fisheries 
biologists with the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

Natural fish kills can be caused by a 
lack of oxygen by what biologists call 
"turnover," the shifting of layers of 
water in a pond. 

When cool nights lower surface water 
temperatures, the surface layer sinks, 
stirring the bottom layer, which is low 
in oxygen, to the top of the pond. 

Fish coming to the surface, plus a 
.. darkening of the pond's water, are signs 

of turnover, biologists say. 
Turnover can be prevented by 

aerating or agitating the water to mix 
the layers and to add oxygen. Farmers 
with irrigation systems can use their 
pumps to agitate the water. An outboard 
motor can also be used to stir up the 

• pond's waters. 
Pond owners who have purchased 

grass carp for vegetation control should 
watch closely for signs of turnover, since 
these fish are particularly sensitive to 
low oxygen levels. 

Turnover is a common occurrence in 
many bodies of water in Kentflcky, but 
current cool weather conditions may 
bring it on earlier than usual this year. 
Pond owners should continue to watch 
their ponds for signs of turnover as long 
as there are periods of warm days and 
cool nights, biologists say.

The Reds opened their homestand on 
a positive note, defeating the Dodgers 3-2 
when Buddy Bell blasted a solo homerun 
in the bottom of the 13th inning. 

Bell, off new Los Angeles relief pitcher 
Brian Holten, drilled the first pitch 
thrown in the 13th inning over the left 
field wall to give the Reds and Tom 
Hume a victory. 

Hume, 2-4 overall, worked a perfect 
top half of the final inning to record his 
first win since rejoining the Reds three 
weeks ago. 

Cincinnati, once again even at 69-69, 
played Los Angeles last night, and will 
finish up the three game series tonight 
when Tom Browning goes to the hill 
against the Dodgers. 

The Reds will get Thursday off before 
welcoming in division leader San Fran­
cisco for possibly the biggest series of 
the season. A Cincinnati sweep could put 
the Reds back into playoff contention. A 
Giants' sweep would put Cincinnati out 
of contention. 

The two teams will play Friday night, 
Saturday night, and Sunday afternoon. 
Dennis Rasmussen will pitch the open­
ing game for Cincinnati with Ted Power 
going Saturday, and Guy Hoffman work­
ing the series and homestand wrap up. 

After the series with the Giants, Cin­
cinnati will travel to Atlanta for a two 
game series starting Monday night.

News And Notes From The NFL 
Through a pre-season cloud darkened 

by talks of a strike, a glimmer of light 
can be seen, although it may soon be 
burned out. 

Contract talks between the players 
and owners have broken off. Efforts are 
being made to settle broad differences, 
but Players' Union representative Gene 
Upshaw has instructed players to 
prepare for a strike. 

The NFLPU has went as far as setting 
a date, but before the not-so-magical day 
arrives the National Football League 
will give it's fans at least one weekend 
of football. 

The players did not file for a possible 
strike until August 15, making the first 
day they can walk out as September 15. 

Week one, and possibly the last week 
for some time in the NFL, may not be 
as exciting as others being scheduled on 
down the season's Sunday slate, but 
some games may tell the football tale 
that fans need to know early in the fall 
campaign. 

Pre-season expectations have been 
discussed. Experts have computerized 
their predictions, and fans have listed 
their 'should do's,' and 'if so's,' but un­
til actual contact occurs on the field, all 
this is simply pre-season pastimes. 

Topped by Monday night's matchup of 
the New York Giants and Chicago 
Bears, four games promise to be enter­
taining while also featuring matchups of 
possible playoff contenders. 

The Giants, defending Super Bowl 
champs, will travel to the Windy City in 
an attempt to become ABC's leading at­
traction for Monday night football. 

But playing the Chicago Bears is no 
easy task, and looking good against 
them is nearly impossible even for New 
York, who has a knack for looking good. 

In 1986, the Giants tied for the best 
record in the National Football League, 
14-2, and finished as the conference's 
number two defensive team. 

The team New York shared the NFL's 
best record with was the Bears. The con­
ference's number one defensive squad 
called Chicago home. 

Both teams are being touted as divi­
sional winners- New York in the NFC 
East, and Chicago in the NFC Central. 

The Giants, last season, held off 
Washington with two head-to-head vic­
tories over the Redskins, but may get 
help from some other folks this season, 
and that help could come before New 
York ever takes the regular season field 
in 1987. 

Washington opens their season 
against Philadelphia, a team much im­
proved under Buddy Ryan. The Eagles 
lost six of their 10 games by a combin­
ed total of 18 points last season and are 
expected to be much improved this year. 

Ryan, in his second year, has his 
defense playing take away football, 
posting a plus nine last year, and with 

the addition of all-American defensive 
lineman Jerome Brown, the Eagles can 
only improve in this area. But 
Philadelphia will be playing in 
Washington, a place where the Redskins 
lost only once last season. 

Sunday will also be a big day for the 
American Football Conference's early 
season races, especially for the Eastern 
and Western Divisions. 

In the East, Miami, without all-rookie 
choice John Offerdahl, will be taking on 
last season's champion, New England. 

The Dolphins are expected to have 
Dan Marino back, just in time for the 
highly rated fifth-year passer to contend 
with New England's talented defense. 

Led by a talented group of 
linebackers, New England allowed on­
ly 307 points last season, second fewest 
in the AFC. Dan Marino was the highest 
rated passer in the AFC, and Miami 
scored 46 touchdowns through the air. 

The Patriots have been picked to win 
the division, but Miami is expected to 
challenge. One of the East's most 
critical games may come during the 
fpening week. 

The two top teams are scheduled to do 
battle against each other in the Western 
Division, Sunday. 

Devern, last year's winner, will be in 
Mile High Stadium for a confrontation 
with Seattle, another team vastly 
improved. 

The Sea Hawks have been cited as this 
division's best team the past (;OUple 
seasons, and with the addition of Brian 
Bosworth, are once again being selected 
near the top. 

Seattle allowed the fewest points in the 
AFC last season while finishing at 10-6, 
not good enough to make the playoffs. 

The Broncos, also a top defensive 
team, 11-Slast year, held off Kansas Ci­
ty and Seattle, and a victory for either 
team, Sunday, would bolster their ef­
forts this season, especially if a strike 
becomes fact rather than speculation. 

Yesterday was the day NFL teams 
were supposed to trim their rosters 
down to the season's normal of 45 
players. 

Some big names were released, and 
still others were placed on injured 
reserve. 

The Chicago Bears, proven punchless 
without their starting quarterback, put 
Jim McMahon on injured reserve, as did 
the LA Raiders with defensive back 
Lester Hayes. 

Both players will miss at least the flrst 
six games of the season. 

Miami, already with Offerdahl hurt­
ing, didn't have any additions to their in­
jury list, but did release wide receiver 
Nat Moore, and tailback Tony Nathan. 

The Cincinnati Bengals let Mark 
Logan, former University of Kentucky 
runner, go.

"We are tickled to death that Camp­
bellsville College has decided to begin a 
football program again," said Ron 
Finley, head football coach and head 
baseball coach at the College. 

The team will play a junior varsity 
schedule during the 1987-88 season and 
wlll expand to a regular season during 
1988-89. 

Five schools will be played this 
season: Georgetown College, Sept. 19, 
away; Cumberland College, Oct. 10; 
Tennessee Wesleyan, Oct. 24; Lambuth 
College, away, Oct. 31, and Kentucky 
Wesleyan College, Nov. 7. All of the 
games will be at 1:30 p.m. and home 
games will be at Campbellsville High 
School.

Taylorsville Lake 

Taylorrville Lake will be featured on 
a two-part Kentucky Afield television 
series, scheduled to air on Kentucky 
Educational Television <KET) Sept. 16 
and 23 at 7:30p.m. (6:30 central time). 

The shows will feature interviews with 
biologists, fishermen and professional 
guides and will discuss current fishing 
conditions and the future of angling on 
this popular Central Kentucky lake in 
Spencer and Anderson counties. 

Since its impoundment in 1983, 
Taylorsville Lake has provided excellent 
fishing , particularly for bass. However, 
biologists have documented lower than 
normal spawning success for almost all 
game fish and are trying to determin 
the reasons. 

There is currently a good population 
of legal-sized bass in the lake, according 
to Gerard Buynak, the black bass 
specialist with the fish and wildlife 
department's fisheries division. Buynak 
says that the number of bass available 
next spring should be about the same as 
the population this year. 

However, many of these fish are the 
result of a supplemental stocking pro- 1 

gram the department began in 1985, 
Buynak says. He expects bass stocking 
will continue until the causes of poor 
natural spawns are discovered an 
corrected.

Without further research, Buynak 
says that he cannot pinpoint the reasons 
for the low spawning success at 
Taylorsville. Several factors, separately 
or in combination, may be involved, he 
says.

The Whitetail Deer, 
A Unique Animal 

One problem may be a lack of suitable 
gravel spawning sites. As the lake ages 
and the banks erode down to gravel, ad­
ditional spawning areas may become 
available, Buynak says. 

Heavy boat traffic may be another 
factor. Boat wakes washing th 
shoreline keep sediment stirred up. 
too much sediment falls on a bass nest, 
the male bass, which guards the nest, 
may leave, allowing the eggs to be 
smothered or to be eaten by other fish. By RAY BRONK 

The whitetails of Kentucky possess 
many evolved physical qualities which 
give them advantages not enjoyed by 
other members of the animal kingdom. 
Many of these physical features are 
found in other species, but the wide 
range of unique qualities seen in the 
whitetail would be difficult to find in any 
other animal. 

Some of these unique qualities are 
found at birth. The birth of a whitetail 
is rapid and apparently bloodless. This 
is important to an animal when preda­
tors are near. During the birth process 
and immediately thereafter, the hair on 
the metatarsal gland on the rear hocks 
of the doe will stand erect, emitting a 
unique odor. If necessary, the doe can 
dash off, emitting this odor to attract 
predators away from the fawn. If left un­
disturbed, the doe will consume any 
birth residue, keeping the birth site odor 
free. The fawn is born free of odor. Dogs 
have been seen walking past newborn 
fawns without scenting the newly born 
animal. 

In times of poor range and weather 
conditions, the whitetail doe is able to 
resorb the fetus, thus conserving 
precious body nutritional components, 
and preventing the birth of a poorly 
grown fawn into unacceptable living 
conditions. 

The fawn is born with a spotted coat, 
enabling it to blend into the background 
while still vulnerable to predators. 
Although the fawn can move about 
within a few minutes of its birth, it 
spends its first few days within an area 
about 10 feet in diameter. Newborn 
fawns will instinctively hide rather than 
flee, although by the fifth day of life, 
fawns may make a desperate attempt to 
flee. 

The milk of the doe is rich in butter­
fat. While Jersey cow milk, the richest 
of cow milk, contains about 5 to 6 per­
cent butterfat, milk of the whitetail doe 
consists of 11 to 12 percent butterfat. 
This rich milk provides nourishment for 
quick growth and energy, and enables 
the fawn to gain survival strength 
quickly. 

Within a month, the fawn's interdigital 
glands, located between the hoofs, 
secrete an individual scent, allowing the 
doe to track her fawn should it wander 
away. 

The whitetail can bounce back rapid­
ly from herd decimation. When condi­
tions are ideal, a mature buck and doe 
could increase their numbers to 22 
animals in five years. This is possible 
because some healthy doe fawns are 
bred their first year of life, producing 
one or two fawns . Fawn bucks, under a 
high nutritional diet, show rut behavior 
at as early as five months, although they 
generally do not participate in breeding 
until their second rut season. If a doe 
should die, one of the other does in the 
herd will care for the fawn as if it were 
hers. 

The whitetail has four stomachs. This 
is a definite advantage when predators 
are around. The whitetail can eat food 
rapidly, spending a minimum amount of 
vulnerable time, then return to its hid­
den bed, and leisurely chew cuds 
brought up from its first stomach. After 
chewing sufficiently, the cud is then 
swallowed to the second stomach, star­
ting the digestive process. Another cud 
is then chewed, until all the stored food 
has been finally chewed and swallowed. 

The whitetail can run extremely fast 
for short periods of time, but has little 
stamina for the long chase. It can usual­
ly outdistance a predato.r with a short 
burst of speed, then has been observed 
to stop and continue grazing, keeping a 
wary eye on its backtrail for any con­
tinued pursuit. When pursued for lengths 
of time, the deer has been observed to 
use cover and water to intelligently con­
found its pursuer. When cornered, its 

sharp hoofs are its usual weapon, with 
the antlers usually not used for defense. 
The antlers are used 01-0Stly during the 
rut, for pushing, shoving and in­
timidating, although some fight~ng 
bucks have gored their opponent to 
death. 

The whitetail has sharp senses. 
It has good eyesight for movement, 

although it cannot determine color with 
any great degree of success, and a mo­
tionless observer will usually not be 
detected by sight. 

The hearing of the whitetail is superb. 
The snap of a twig is enough to start it 
running in flight. Because it relies upon 
its hearing for protection, the whitetail 
is uncomfortable and tense during win­
dy conditions. It will usually hole up and 
wait for wind conditions to improve, 
since the noise of the wind covers up the 
sounds of danger. 

The nose of the whitetail is extreme­
ly sensitive. Even masking scents such 
as skunk odor will not completely cover 
the scent of man, and many wary deer 
are able to pick up the scent and flee. 

The whitetails of Kentucky are highly 
adaptable animals, well equipped by 
nature for survival, and able to co-exist 
with man. They will, through proper 
game management, survive in sufflcient 
numbers to ensure the enjoyment of 
many future generations of lovers of the 
outdoors.

Buynak is currently working on a pro­
posal with the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers to close one embayment on 
Taylorsville to all boat traffic and to 
restrict another embayment to idle 
speed only during the spawning season 
next year. This would allow the biologist 
to evaluate whether an undisturbed en­
vironment would improve spawning 
conditions and increase bas 
reproduction. 

Another project includes an ex­
perimental seeding of some banks with 
a perennial grass this fall, and possibly 
flooding some timber and coves in the 
spring to provide more shoreline area 
cover for fish to use when nesting. Un­
til the problem is solved, bass will be 
stocked to continue the angler's oppor­
tunity to catch this species at 
Taylorsville Lake.

effective than a suspended sentence and 
probation. 

In studies several years apart Gen­
naro Vito tracked the records of 1 800 
probation cases in Kentucky and Ohio 
comparing the crime repeat rate Gf 
those on regular and shock probation. 

"Basically, the shock probation 
doesn't seem to make any difference " 
Vito said. Type of offense, age and pri~r 
arrest record are more useful in predic­
ting whether a first offender will lapse 
into a life of crime, he added. 

Factors influencing a student's deci· 
sion to drop out often begin as early as 
elementary school. (Kentucky Dropout 
Prevention Advisory Committee.)

Quinn Redeker is back on 
'Young and the Restless' 
By Marie Michaels 

In July, after playing 
Alex Marshall· for eight 
seasons on "Days of Our 
Lives," Quinn Redeker 
decided not to renew his 
contract with the soap. 
"The 'Days' writer<; just 
ran out of story lines for 
Alex," he says. "My in­
stinct was to_move on."

He chose to rejoin the 
cast of "The Young and 
the Restless," where he 
first entered the world of 
daytime drama in 1979. 
His first "Y&R" scenes 
aired two weeks before 
the "Days" audience saw 
Alex sent to jail. 

"I suspect that the 
'Y&R' writers don't real­
ly know a lot of things 
about him yet," Redeker 
says of his new charac­
ter, the mysterious 
"Rex." "Sometimes in the 
middle of shooting a 
scene someone will whis­
per in my ear, 'Rex was in 
jail,' or 'He was a con 
man.'" 

Rex isn't the charac­
ter's real name, and his 
background hasn't been 
explained yet. So far 
we've been able to glean 

that he was a bum, and 
that Jill Foster (played 
by Jess Walton) took him 
off the street and cleaned 
him up. Now she has 
plans for him to seduce 
her arch-enemy, Kay 
Chancellor (Jeanne Coo­
per). "There's definitely 
another life buried in 
Rex's past," Redeker 
says. 

Redeker began his pro­
fessional career in 1954 
as a comic, and appeared 
on such TV shows as 
"The Joey Bishop Show" 
and "The Steve Allen 
Show" before retiring 
from the nightclub stage 
in 1970. Since then he has 
appeared in more than 
100 series episodes and in 
such feature films as 
"Airport" (1970), "The 
Candidate" (1972), "The 
Electric Horseman" 
(1979) and "Ordinary 
People" (1980). 

He first appeared on 
"Y&R" in January 1979, 
as Nick Reed, an unlik­
able fellow who sexually 
abused his daughter, 
Nikki Reed Newman 
(Melody Thomas Scott). 
The role ended abruptly 
the next June when, as 
Redeker puts it, "Nikki 
killed him in a fit of good 
taste." 

Despite his busy acting 
schedule, Redeker has 
also managed to pursue a 
career as a screenwriter. 
In 1978 he co-wrote the 
Academy Award-win­
ning film "The Deer 
Hunter," and the screen­
play was itself nominat­
ed for an Oscar. Last year 
he wrow a television pi­
lot called "P.J. Malone." 
He's currently writing a 
new screenplay.

Specials explore history, 
meaning of Constitution

"We, the People of the 
United States." These 
seven words open the 
U.S. Constitution, wl).ich 
has been the fundamen­
tal law of the nation for 
nearly two centuries 
now. We, the people, may 
gain a greater under­
standing of the document 
and its meaning through 
three news specials pre­
sented by the networks 
this week.

The first is "The Bless­
ings of Liberty," a three­
hour ABC News special 
airing Sept. 16. Peter Jen­
nings, Ted Koppel and 
David Brinkley anchor 
the broadcast, which 
traces the 200-year evo­
lution of the Constitu­
tion. The program uses a 
variety of techniques to 
capture the drama of de­
bates, court arguments, 
letters, pleadings and 
news coverage that have 
broughtaboutchangesin 
the law of the land. One 
segment presents dra­
matic interpretations of 
constitutional history 
performed by special 
guests, including Martin 

Sheen, Linda Lavin, Rich­
ard Kiley, Cicely Tyson 
and Lou Gossett Jr. An­
other explores present 
and future challenges to 
the Constitution. 

On Thursday, Sept. 17, 
CBS offers "We the Peo­
ple 200: The Constitution 
Parade," hosted by Brent 
Musburger. Set to begin 
at Philadelphia's Inde­
pendence Hall and wind 
through Center City past 
the Philadelphia Museum 
of Art to the Benjamin 
Franklin Parkway, the 
parade marks the 200th 
anniversary of the sign­
ing of the Constitution. 
Opening the parade will 
be a re-enactment of the 
Grand Federal Proces­
sion, first held in 1788 to 
celebrate the ratification 
of the document. 

That evening on CBS, 
Walter Cronkite hosts 
"We the People 200: The 
Constitutional Gala," 
from Philadelphia's Con­
vention Hall. This black­
tie event honors the bi­
centennial of the signing 
of the Constitution on 
Sept. 17, 1787. Highlights 
include Gregory Peck 
presenting the actual 
document, now housed at 
the National Archives in 
Washington, D.C. 

•If history isn't your 
thing, a more lightheart­
ed evening is a sure bet 
when women from the 50 
states and the District of 
Columbia vie for the cov­
eted crown in the 34th 
"The Miss America Pag­
eant," airing Saturday, 
Sept. 19 on NBC.

'Coast to Coast' is an 
effective music magazine

Magazines don't have 
to be on paper. We've 
seen news programs such 
as "60 Minutes" attempt 
a magazine format, and a 
browse through video 
stores turns up home vid­
eos based on magazines 
ranging from Parents to 
Playboy. Now Showtime 
and producer Ken Ehr­
lich have come up with 
"Showtime Coast to 
Coast," a music magazine 
that is as interesting as 
its print counterparts -
and, given the topic, 
much more effective. It 
airs Wednesday, Sept. 16. 

Herbie Hancock 

Hosted by keyboardist 
Herbie Hancock, "Coast 
to Coast" is a melange of 
music, comedy and dis­
cussion. With a little tele­
communications here, 
some mobile crews there, 
a dash of air travel and a 
pinch of archival footage, 
this 90-minute show is 
easily one of the most en­
tertaining music pro­
grams on TV. 

The premiere edition 
punches through its titu­
lar boundaries with a 
side trip to Rio de Janei-

ro, where the Manhattan 
!ransfer is seen record­
ing with a Brazilian en­
semble that hand-crafts 
its own spacey-looking 
instruments. We also fly 
to New Orleans for the 
1987 Jazz and Heritage 
Festival and to Los Ange­
les for a jam session fea­
turing Hancock, . Joni 
Mitchell, David Sanborn, 
Wayne Shorter, Bobby 
McFerrin and others. 

The quality varies. 
Self-styled "new wave 
country singer" K.D. 
Lang opens the show 
with an annoying reper­
toire of vocal tics and fal­
setto trebling. She would 
have been better off bur­
ied in the middle of the 
program. And Hancock is 
a far better musician 
than he is a host. 

But most of the show is 
wonderful. The festival 
segment features gospel, 
blues, jazz and a terrific 
photo essay on New Or­
leans food. The Neville 
Brothers play their 
hearts out, and Dr. John 
contributes a rousing 
"Right Place, Wrong 
Time."
