Council, Here, Discusses 
Health Insurance Change

Prestonsburg City Council has drop­
ped Mountain Trails as its health in· 
surance provider, returning to Blue 
Cross/Blue Shield coverage through an 
option 2000 policy submitted by Hall and 
Clark Insurance of Prestonsburg 

Council members voted to take the ac­
tion in its meeting .1onday night, follow­
ing the recommendation of a committee 
appointed last month by Mayor Ann Lat­
ta. The matter came up three weeks ago 
when the mayor told members that 
Mountain Trails had been put into 
rehabilitation by the state due to ap­
parent insufficient resources to cover an 
expanding policy base. 

C1ty Manager Fred James asked the 
return to Blue Cross be made retroac­
tive to Sept. 1 because "information 
brought to us the latter part of last week 
(makes us) very concerned about what 
would happen should we have a claim 
now on Mountain Trails." The city will 
have to pay for September twice, since 

this month's premium to Mountain 
Trails was paid in August. But James 
pointed out that valid insurance on city 
employees is the primary concern. He 
said he will look into recovering the 
September payment, but replied the ef­
fort will probably be futile. 

Charles Fain of Blue Cross has receiv­
ed permissiOn to make the policy retro­
active to Sept. 1 if the necessary paper­
work is taken care of today <Wednes­
day> or tomorrow at the latest. 

Before the vote, Councilmen William 
R. Callihan and William 0. Goebel, III, 
asked Fain some particulars. Callihan 
asked if it was possible to get a plan such 
as that available to some state 
employees which includes prescription 
drugs for $5 per prescription.

On Journey Back Th Good Old Days

If you are a person in search of fun the 

oldfashioned way, maybe you should 
pay a visit to the annual Slone Mountain 
Squirrel Festival. 

The festival, now in its sixth year, h!3S 
steadily gained in popularity, both local­
ly and regionally. Thousands of people 
gather at the event to experience the 
pleasure of eating wild game such ~s 
deer, ground hog, and of course, sqUir­
rel. Another crowd pleaser is the varie­
ty of music, from rock to Blu~grass, for 
which three stages are provtded. 

The preparation for the event begins 
months earlier, with hunts being 
organized to procure the game. Many 
people who have never tasted anything 
more bizarre than bologna or potted 
meat are pleasantly ~?Urprised by the 
unique flavors and aromas that were 
commonplace to our ancestors . 

Another feature that is a special 
favorite of youngsters are the traditional 
games. For those really wanting to g~t 
a grip on things, there are the greasy p1g 
and pole contest. Hundreds of children 
stand at the edge of a large circle and 
wait for the moment that the squealing 

swine is turned loose, giving them a 
chance for immortality in the family 
album. The greasy pole is another gooey 
thrill for an adventurous youngster. 
Besides winning a prize of $20, the win­
ner gets to wear the badge of victory, 
grease from head to toe. Also held at the 
festival are traditional sack races and 
horse shoe pitching contests, to allow a 
closet champion to show off his or her 
skills. 

When it is time to eat, there is plenty 
of good home cooking to choose from. 
Besides game, other mountain delica­
cies such as chicken and dumplings, 
shuck beans, sweet potatoes and a pot­
pourri of desserts are available. The 
people stand in a line that might stretch 
a quarter of a mile, but they have no fear 
of being turned away from the table, for 
there is plenty for all . Many people who 
do not wish to brave the line, bring pic­
nic lunches. 

The site of the festival is a hilltop at 
McDowell . The property has been land­
scaped to create a pleasant parklike at­
mOS{lhere where hundreds sit under the 
tall poplars and enjoy their lunches 

while they chat with family or friends or 
listen to the live music. 

Craftspeople from around the state at­
tend the festival to sell their handmade 
wares and make new friends. Terry 
Ratliff, of Manton, a furniture maker, 
sets up his drawing horse each year to 
demonstrate how our ancestors made 
chairs. He says that the atmosphere 
alone is worth the trip. even if he doesn't 
sell anything. If you are in the market 
for a quilt, homemade soup, or a hand­
crafted dulcimer. you are in the right 
place, and the craftspeople are always 
happy to answer questions or maybe let 
you join in. 

Tom Whitaker, local artist and pro­
fessor at Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege, says that the thing he likes best 
about the festival is the genuineness of 
the people "They·re JUSt aown nome 
folks, " he commented.

Praises be to Judge Hollie Conley and 

Assistant Commonwealth Attorney, 
Albert Burchett, for taking such an ada­
mant stand regarding the recently 
publicized rape trial of two men in Floyd 
county. 

What concerns me is to think that 
jurors who were obviously convinced 
that these two men were guilty would be 
concerned that they were being too 
severely punished with a 10-year 
sentence! 

Rape is a crime of violence and ag­
gression. The physical and psychologi­
cal repercussions of this crime for the 
victim far surpass the 10-year sentence 
received by the perpetrators. And when 
you consider the age of the victim, who 
was reportedly only sixteen, a lifetime 
sentence for these two offenders could 
not compensate this victim for the ir­
retrievable years she will spend trying 
to overcome this assault. 

It was with great disdain that a fellow 
colleague of mine was among the jurors 
who petitioned to have the verdict in this 
case overturned. I sincerely hope that 
this community does not consider the 
opinion of one person reflective of the 
opinions of all employees at Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center. I, per­
sonally, do not consider a 16-year old's 
frame of reference and judgement 
legitimate grounds to excuse the vicious 
crime of rape. In fact, many of us must 
have escaped rape by "luck instead of 
conduct" in our teenage years. It is the 
responsibility of adults not to take ad­
vantage of minors, not the responsibili­
ty of minors to try and second guess 
adults. Until we really understand the 
responsibilities inherent in being an 
adult, this culture will continue to foster 
the "good old boy" syndrome ... "boys 
will be boys", and men will continue to 
receive no indictment at all to minor 
sentences for the crimes of sexual 
assault. 

I consider the recent conviction at 
least a step in the right direction : The 
upholding of this verdict.. .a renewal of 
my faith in our local judiciary system.

A writers workshop held for gifted 
Floyd county students may lead to 
future authors of Ernest Hemmingway 
or Pearl Buck caliber coming from the 
ra 'lks of our schools 

The seminar, held for the second year 
at Jenny Wiley State Park, is sponsored 
by The Floyd County Schools Communi­
ty Partnership Committee. Since its 
beginnings in 1986, the workshop has 
sought to instill a love of writing in high 
school students in this county. 

The workshop includes among its in­
structors gifted and talented writers 
whose names read like an Appalachian 
literary digest. Among those par­
ticipating this year were Elliot Wigg­
ington, creator of the Fox Fire books ; 
Gurney Norman, fiction writer ; Albert 
Stewart, former editor of Appalachian 
Heritage magazine and poet; AI Smhh, 
journalist and host of KET's Comment 
on Kentucky; Loyal Jones, author and 
director of the Appalachian Center at 
Berea College; Ann Johnson, of KET's 
Headwaters program; Angie DeBord, 
playwright, and Alice Kinder, author. 

The students attended sessions held in

State University's Academic Services 
Center, has received two ·grants from 
the U.S. Department of Education for 
continued funding of MS'l.J's Trio

The Special · Services Program, 
received a grant of $118,783. The pro­
gram is designed to assist current MSU 
students, who are educationally or 
economically disadvantaged, • (irst 
generation college students, or physical­
ly handicapped, and need academic sup­
port to successfully complete college 
courses.

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A Terrible Waste 
"If you're not dodging cars, you're dodging rocks," so Cor­

. oner Roger Nelson was quoted this week as saying of the 
stretch of hazardous highway between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville. 

• He estimates 15 persons have lost their lives on this heavily 
'traveled two-lane segment of US 23. It is poorly engineered 
with unstable sandstone cliffs on one side, the river on the 

'other-and those who tra'vel it are caught in the middle. 
. Many who work in Paintsville travel Old 23, over ~bbott 
· Mountain. This isn't the greatest road in the state, but tt's far 
safer than US 23. But what can those who work at the hospital, 
American Standard, or who live in or near Van Lear do? They 

'literally run the gauntlet twice each day. 
: If they're lucky, they survive. Last Friday night, three 
didn't. 

It's a terrible waste, and we all lose. 
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His wife, Ms. Houghton, was a 
graduate of Lindenwood College in St. 
Charles, Mo., and received her master's 
degree in political science from the 
University of Northern Iowa where she 
was a graduate assistant. She had also 
done postgraduate work at Florida State 
University. 

Their deaths mark the third among 
PCC faculty members due to traffic ac­
cidents. In January, 1985, Mrs. Susan 
Sparks Nutter was fatally injured in a 
collision on Ky. 114 near Salyersville. 

Friday night's accident took place on 
a segment of U.S. 23 between Paintsville 
and Prestonsburg which is subject .to 
unusually heavy traffic. It has long been 
the focus of public censure and is even 
now scheduled for debate in the U.S. 
Senate. 

Coroner Roger Nelson said that he 
estimates 15 people have been killed on 
the seven-mile stretch during the past 
six years. Not all of these fatalities have 
been from traffic accidents; some have 
been the result of fallen rock from cliffs 
above the road. "The road's a deathtrap. 
If you're not dodging cars, you're dodg­
ing rocks coming off the hill," Nelson 
said. 

Dr. Allen said that Dr. Graves and Ms. 
Houghton had bought a home near Van 
Lear some months ago and had plann­
ed to stay in the area indefinitely. The 
college has established a memorial 
scholarship fund which will bear the 
names of the two instructors.

ARC Grant 

Prestonsburg is among 16 Kentucky 
cities that will receive grants totaling 
$100,000 from the Appalachian Regional 
Commission Downtown Revitalization 
Program, Gov. Martha Layne Collins 
announced recently. The grant program 
is designed to provide funds to assist Ap­
palachian cities develop healthy central 
business districts. 

The grants range from $4,000 to Flem­
ingsburg up to $6,500 to several cities, of 
which Prestonsburg is one. 

Gov. Collins said funding for ARC pro­
grams has been reduced in recent 
years; however, the grants awarded this 
year will continue to promote creation 
of jobs and renewal of commerce in Ap-
palachian downtown areas. ~ 

Other cities selected to receive grants 
are Ashland, Berea, Corbin, Flem­
ingsburg, Greenup, Harlan, Jackson, 
Lancaster, Louisa, Middlesboro, Paint­
sville, Richmond, Russell Springs, 
Somerset, and Warfield. 

The ARC Downtown Revitalization 
Program is administered in Kentucky 
by the Department of Local Govern­
ment.

Cities in the 49 Ap­
palachian counties in Kentucky are ~ 
eligible for grants through this program. 

Auxier-Inez Road

Two Sentenced 
On Rape Charge

Despite an attempt by seven jurors to 
overturn the sentence they had earlier 
delivered, Michael Clifton, 21, and Mike 
Woods, 22, were sentenced by Circuit 
Judge Hollie B. Conley, Friday, to 10 
years in prison. 

In a hearing held August 28, Judge 
Conley denied the petition to overturn 
conviction of the two on a 1986 rape 
charge. Some of those signing the peti­
tion sought to have the case retired, 
although if it had been granted, the mo­
tion would have, in effect, declared the 
defendants innocent. Five of the seven 
jurors who signed the petition said they 
had not read it, and all but one still felt 
the guilty verdict should stand. Most of 
them said, however, they felt the 
sentence was too severe in view of the 
circumstances. 

Ten-year prison terms are the 
minimum allowed under state law in 
first-degree rape convictions. 

Clifton and Woods, both of Allen, were 
convicted of the rape of a 16-year-old 
girl. A request has been filed with the fi• 
Kentucky Court of Appeals to overturn 
the verdict, but if this is not successful, 
the two will, under state law, be required 
to serve at least five years before they 
will be eligible for parole.

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Search Accelerates For Other Plariets

Smithsonian News Service 
For Dr. Richard Terrile, it was literal­

ly like discovering new worlds when, in 
1984, he found a possible breeding 
ground for planets around the star Beta 
Pictoris. 

"It was really unbelievable," recalls 
Terrile, a planetary astronomer at the 
Jet Propulsion Laboratory in Pasadena, 
Calif. "We put together the images and 
all of the sudden there was something 
we couldn't explain." 

Terrile's observation, made with Dr. 
Bradford Smith of the University of 
Arizona in Tucson, was only the first of 
several recent milestones in the search 
for other planets, and possibly other life, 
in the galaxy. What they found, a thin 
disk of dust surrounding that distant 
star, supports the more intriguing sug­
gestion that solar systems may come as 
part and parcel with the birth of all 
stars. 

"People have seen more and more 
evidence for these disks around all types 
of young stars," says Dr. Lee Hartmann 
of the Harvard-smithsonian Center for 
Astrophysics in Cambridge, Mass. " In­
deed, the presence of an extended halo 
of dust and gas may be the norm rather 
than the exception." 

Future research, using advanced 
detection techniques both on the ground 
and in space, may also provide impor­
tant clues about how our own solar 
system formed-and perhaps seriously 
challenge the notion of its uniqueness. 

To find the tell-tale signs of planet for­
mation, astronomers begin by studying 
the miracle of a star's birth out of a vast 
cloud of gas and dust in space. This 
cloud slowly contracts into a fiery ball. 
The tremendous energies generated by 
the contraction are transformed into 
motion, and, as the embryonic star 
begins to spin, some gas and dust are left 
behind in a rotating cloud. 

As the star's spin slows, the gas and 
dust around it is drawn out into a flat 
disk. In this orbiting disk, the captured 
dust particles engage in a sort of cosmic 
demolition derby, banging into one 
another over and over again for millions 
of years. 

Eventually, a few careening particles 
stick together to form irregular clumps 
that, once large enough, develop weak 
gravitational fields that attract more 
gas and dust. In a process that may take 
longer than a half-billion years, these 
gaseous clumps turn into more solid 
bodies and, finally, into planets. 

Our sun and its solar system are 
thought to have formed out of a similar 
process some 41 z billion years ago. The 
Beta Pictoris system, by contrast, is less 
than a billion years old and about twice 
as massive as the sun. It is 53 light-years 
away (a light-year is the distance that 
light travels in one year- about 6 trillion' 
miles). New photographs show that the 
dust in the disk around this "sun" has 
already progressed from a sandlike 
stage to a more pebblelike stage. 

Beta Pictoris is only one candidate for 
planetary evolution among the Milky 
Way's billions of stars. Recent studies 
have revealed more than a half-dozen 
others, including: 

*HL Tauri. Dr. Steven Beckwith of 
Cornell University in Ithaca, N.Y. , and 
Dr. Anneila Sargent of the California In­
situte of Technology in Pasadena have 
found a disk of gas in "Keplerian orbit" 
around this star, 500 light-years away, 
in the constellation Taurus. The disk 
material appears to follow the third law 
of planetary motion described by Johan­
nes Kepler in the 17th century, with the 
gas and dust closest to the star revolv­
ing faster than material farther out­
just as the Earth revolves around the 
sun faster than the outermost planet, 
Pluto. "The material forms a very 
elongated structure, so it looks like a 
disk centered on the star and lying near­
ly edge on as seen from the Earth,' ' 
Sargent says. "As far as we can tell, the 
dust grains have not yet started to 
coalesce." 

*Fu Orionis. Located some 1,600 light­
years away in the constellation Orion, 
this star belongs to a class that 
periodically flares to brightnesses hun­
dreds of times that of the sun. Hart­
mann, who has studied the object with 
Dr. Scott Kenyon, also with the Harvard­
Smithsonian Center for Astrophysics, 
believes the star flares because of gas 
and dust falling on its surface from a 
surrounding disk. "This star-and 
others of its class-may be at an early 
stage before the actual beginning of a 
planetary evolution," Hartmann says. 
According to the theory, the dust even­
tually begins clumping together and 
starts clearing out the disk, leaving less 
of it to fall on the central star. The star, 
then, becomes more stable and the 
flares cea~. 

*T Taurf: This complex star system 
that lies near HL Tauri offers evidence 
for being accompanied by a massive gas 
cloud. Indeed, Dr. Benjamin Zuckerman 
of the University of California in Los 
Angeles and his colleagues have observ­
ed a cloud in Keplerian orbit around one 
or both stars in this suspected double, or 
binary, star system. These systems 
traditionally have been considered un­
favorable environments for planetary 
formation because of the intricate and 
interlocking motions of the two stars. 

*Six nearby stars. A survey by 
astronomers at the National Optical 
Astronomy Observatories and the 
University of Arizona of some 50 stars 
within 12light-years of Earth showed six 
with signs of surrounding dust clouds 
that could be linked to the presence of 
planets. One of these stars, Epsilon 
Eridani, made headlines recently when 
a team of Canadian astronomers 
reported compelling ev.idence of~ bo~y 
two to five times the stze of Jupiter m 
its vicinity. Using a new techmque for 
analyzing starlight, the astronomers 

detected slight wobbles in the star's mo· 
tion. possibly caused by the gravita­
tional tug of a planet. The Canadian 
scientists reported similar observations 
for Gamma Cephei, a star about 48light­
years away from Earth. 

Although an increasing number of 
suspected solar systems keeps turning 
up. finding them isn't easy First, the 
stars are extremely far from Earth, re­
quiring ever-larger, more expensive 
telescopes. Even with giant optical 
telescopes, possible planets around 
other " suns" are difficult to detect 
because their faint light is overwhelm­
ed by the brightness of the nearby star. 
It's like trying to see a candle on top of 
the Empire State Building from 100 
miles away-with the sunrise in the 
background. 

Prior to modern detection techniques, 
astronomers primarily relied on indirect 
methods to infer the existence of a 
planet in orbit around a star. For exam­
ple, they used similar-but much less 
accurate- techniques to those used by 
the Canadian astronomers to calculate 
any deviation in a star's motion along 
what should otherwise be a straight 
path. 

Today 's techniques are more direct. 
"The main difference is that we don't 
detect planets themselves, but the 
material out of which they are made," 
Beckwith says. "It's much easier to 
detect planetary material before planets 
actually form." 

Increasingly, astronomers look for

evidence of this material at infrared 
wave lengths, which can help detect 
"cooler"-material, such as orbiting dust. 
Typically, a star's surface is some 7,000 
degrees Fahrenheit, Hartmann notes, 
while the surrounding dust will only be 
about -300 degrees Fahrenheit. The In­
frared Astronomical Satellite (IRAS) of 
1983 identified some two dozen stars with 
"infrared excess," an additional emis­
sion indicating the presence of some 
"cool" material extending beyond those 
stars. 

In a ground-base effort, Dr. Stephen 
Strom of the University of 
Massachusetts at Amherst and his col­
leagues search for possible planetary 
environments by looking at the "stellar 
wind" ejected from a star. Imagine a 
star-disk system as an LP record with 
an orange at its center. If this "record" 
is tilted toward the Earth, a high­
velocity stream of particles would be 
seen squirting from only the top of the 
"orange." The opaque, extended disk of 
gas and dust, or "record," would mask 
any wind emerging from the other side 
of the star. "By observing the winds, we 
can learn something about the disks," 
says Strom, who so far has found 16 ob­
jects that follow this pattern. 

The Hubble Space Telescope, which 
will improve detection techniques by at 
least tenfold when launched in 1988, 
should "aliow us to resolve these disks 
and to track their histories," Strom 
says. While astronomers have found the 
dust to be the building blocks of

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planets, they now want to watch the con­
struction process. "The next step will be 
to look for evolutionary characte­
ristics, " Beckwith says. "The in­
teresting question is how does dust and 
gas condense into planets?" To help 
answer that question, Beckwith and 
Sargent are looking for disk systems at 
different stages of development. 

One future instrument that could help 
is the Circumstellar Imaging Telescope, 
currently being developed by Richard 
Terrile, which should be capable of 
detecting Jupiter-sized planets near 
stars up to 32 light-years away. 

"We've understood stars and their 
evolution," Terrile says. "Now we are 
on the threshold of understanding the 
evolution of solar systems."

uge Surface Mine May Become 
New Community With UK Help 

A 17,000-acre reclaimed surface mine 
in Perry county may someday be a 
thriving community of homes, shops and 
industries. 

Cyprus Coal Co., owner and operator 
of the Star Fire property, has contracted 
with the University of Kentucky to help 
develop a land-use plan which they may 
lead to such a development. The proper-
y lies about midway between Hazard 

and Hindman, an area where large ex­
panses of level land are virtually 
nonexistant. 

The contract, worth $60,000, is being 
hailed as a first step in what could 
become the largest-ever partnership 
between UK and a minerals company. 

"This project is about being able to 
mine the coal and at the same time do­
ing it in a way that retains the usefulness 
of the land," said UK president David 
P . Roselle. 

If successful, the project could 
become a model for reclamation of min­

land in the entire Appalachian region, 
says John Tate, property supervisor for 
Southern Realty, a Cyprus subsidiary. 

Under the initial contract, the Ken­
tucky Geological Survey will determine 
the land-related needs in the area and 
will propose directions to take to make 
the best use of the land. This first report 
is expected to be completed by Dec. 31. 

Researchers in the Kentucky 
Geological Survey will study issues such 
as surface and ground water resources, 
slope stabilization, and how best to con­
figure the huge amounts of soil and rock 
that are removed during the mining 
operation. 

Also, other UK researchers will con­
duct socio-economic studies to assess the 
impact the development would have on 
the region. Industrial planning 
specialists will determine how best to 
make the property attractive to industry 
and other employers . College of 
Agriculture researchers will study cat- · 
tie grazing, vegetation, and wildlife 
issues. 

David Adams, UK extension agent for 
Perry county, says cattle grazing could . 

be an important interim use of the land 
between mining and industrial or 
residential development. He also envi­
sions the possibility of commercial fish 
production in the new ponds and lakes 
created during the mining process. 

In the longer run, Adams thinks the 
creation of suitable land for industries 
and homes will have a major impact on 
the area. 

"There are very few sites for industry 
to locate in this area, and most of the 
level sites are in the floodplain, " he 
says. 

He also pointed out that the lack of 
good homesites has pushed the price of 
even modest homes higher than those in 
larger cities such as Lexington. 

Although mining is already underway 
on part of the land, Adams points out 
that the proposed development is a long­
term project that is likely to continue in­
to the next century.

Natural Resources Secretary Mary 
Helen Miller signed a settlement agree­
ment on Wednesday, September 9, to 
end the year-()]d lawsuit filed against the 
state's administration of the surface 
mining primacy program. 

The agreement, to be submitted to 
Kentucky's United States Eastern 
District Judge Bertlesman, primarily 
addresses aspects of the program left 
over from the early 1980's when the sur­
face mining land was first implemented 
by Kentucky. Provisions are also made 
for increasing the state's computeriza­
tion of mining sites, increased use of 
helicopter overflights, development of 
additional training programs for inspec­
tors, and completion of hydrological and 
acidity studies. 

Miller concluded that "the settlement 
will not be easy to implement. It is an 
ambitious amount of work within speci­
fied time limits. Nonetheless, the federal 
monies give us the opportunity to ad­
dress the lingering problems of the in­
terim program and enhance our present 
program consequently. Kentucky will 
then be able to look forward to ad­
ministering the surface mining act 
rather than continue to be hampered by 
old problems. We have a great challenge 
before us, but I am convinced we can 
achieve these tasks . It is in Kentucky's 
best interest that we do.' ' 

RECTOR'S BARBER SHOP ........ 

A federal appropriation of $13 million 
spread over the next three years is a 
provision of the agreement which must 
be in place before the requirements go 
into effect. Secretary Miller reports 
that, based on her meetings in Washing­
ton, the state is anticipating full federal 
funding of the settlement. 

The settlement signed on Tuesday was 
preceded by two other proposed agree­
ments which Secretary Miller rejected 
because they did not adequately reflect 
the participation of all coal-related in­
terests both in Kentucky and in 
Washington. 

The attorneys for the plaintiffs have 
agreed to a two and one-half year 
moratorium against further legal action 
on the settlement which will allow the 
Cabinet time to have improvements in 
place before defending those same pro­
grams again in litigation.

year for Big Sandy Area people to retire. 
However, September is the time you 
should be thinking about it. Too many 
people wait until the last minute and 
often find that the process of retirement 
may take a little longer than they 
expected. 

Generally, we like to have people con­
tact us about three months before they 
are ready to retire. That gives them and 
us plenty of time to go over their plans, 
process the application, and have 
benefits start the month they quit work. 

Tn considering various retirement op­
tions under Social Security, a person 
should note the following: 

EARLY RETIREMENT-Benefits 
can be paid as early as 62. Such benefits 
are reduced for each month before 65, 
up to 20 percent for a worker who starts 
receiving benefits at 62. A widow or 
widower may apply for Social Security 
survivors benefits on the earnings 
record of a deceased spouse as early as 
60. 

DELAYED RETIREMENT-People 
who delay retirement past 65 receive a 
3 percent retirement credit for each 
year (14 percent for each month) after 
65 up to 70 that they do not get a benefit. 
Starting in 1990, the delayed retirement 
credit will increase gradually until it 
reaches 8 percent by the year 2009. 

EFFECT OF EARNINGS-There is a 
limit to how much a person can earn and 
still receive all Social Security benefits. 
The amount of the annual earnings limit 
depends on one's age and changes each 
year with increases in general wage 
levels. A monthly test is applied the first 
year of retirement, which makes it 
possible for a person to retire at any 
time of the year without having earnings 
in the months before retirement reduce 
benefits. For people who plan to con­
tinue to work after retirement, it's im­
portant to let Social Security know how 
much they expect to earn. 

MEDICARE-People don't have to 
retire to get Medicare. A person who 
plans to keep working after 65 can still 
get Medicare by applying at any Social 
Security office 2 or 3 months before 65. 
Medicare provides help with hospital 
and doctor bills for people 65 and over, 
certain disabled people under 65, and 
people with permanent kidney failure. 

EFFECT OF OTHER TYPES OF 
INCOME-To encourage people to plan 
for their retirement using Social Securi­
ty as a base, the law provides that, in 
general, only income from wages and 
self-employment affect Social Security 
benefits. This means that income from 
savings, private insurance, and other in­
come may not affect benefits. However, 
the public pension offset may affect a 
spouse's Social Security benefits if he or 
she also receives a pension from 
Federal, State, or local government 
employment not covered by Social 
Security. Also people who become eligi­
ble for both a Social Security benefit as 
a retired or disabled worker and a pen­
sion from work not covered under Social 
Security may have their Social Securi­
ty benefit reduced. 

If you want to plan your retirement 
call the Big Sandy Area Social Security 
office for an appointment with one of our 
retirement counselors. We work out 
what is best for you. 

More information about required 
reports can be obtained at the Big San­
dy Area Social Security office located on 
U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville. The telephone number is 
listed in your local telephone directory 
under U.S. Government.

As children go back to school this fall, 
many working parents are looking into 
alternatives for after school care. With 
the high costs of daycare and b-abysit­
ting, some families are considering 
allowing their children to look after 
themselves when they come home from 
school. 

The biggest factor to look at when 
deciding between supervised care and 
self-care is whether the child is able to 
look after himself properly. 

"Eight years old is the absolute 
minimum age for a child to be left on his 
own," said University of Kentucky Ex­
tension sociologist Gary Hansen. Eight 
is the earliest age at which most

The Lean Look 
The public is demanding le.aner meat 

and the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
is listening. 

Dr. Aubrey Cartwright, an animal 
physiologist with USDA's Agricultural 
Research Service in Georgetown, Del., 
is using electronic equipment to look at 
the size of fat cells in chickens and how 
that might affect how much chickens 
eat. Chickens, like people, have natural 
sensors that tell them when they've had 
enough to eat. They also have fat­
detection mechanisms that Cartwright 
believes regulate body fat percentages 
based only on the size of fat cells, not the 
actual amount of fat in chickens. Cart­
wright hopes that once he understands 
how this works he can find a way to trick 
chickens into thinking they have more 
fat than they actually have. 

Other ARS scientists are also taking 
advantage of the latest equipment and 
techniques to look closely at how 
animals produce fat, rather than con­
centrating on crossbreeding. 

Dr. Gary J. Hausman, an animal 
physiologist in Athens, Ga., has found a 
way to predict genetic leanness in pig 
fetuses. If blood and tissue samples 
show a high level of a swine growth hor­
mone coupled with a low level of a key 
enzyme, the fetus will develop into a 
genetically lean piglet. The immediate 
benefit is knowing before birth whether 
a piglet is worth raising for breeding, 
rather than spending time and money 
caring for the pig and then finding out 
the adult pig is genetically programm­
ed to be fat. 

Hausman and colleagues are also 
testing the effects of hormones and other 
substances on the development of fat 
cells, work that could someday lead to 
"anti-fat pills" or food supplement for 
pigs, and possibly even people. 

Many other scientists are also study­
ing the enzymes that help animals con­
vert feed to fat. If they can learn how 
these enzymes work, they may be able 
to control where, and how much, fat is 
formed. 

If the new inside look at livestock 
delivers what it promises, trimming 
meat with a knife will go the way of the 
neighborhood butcher. (Agricultural 
Research Service, U.S. Department of 
Agriculture)

children have the basic skills needed to 
take care of themselves. 

However, Hansen was quick to point 
out that not every eight-year~ld is ready 
to be left alone. Parents should evaluate 
the abilities of their children before 
making a decision. 

Hansen said that before he is left to 
take care of himself, a child should be 
able to: 

-understand and remember verbal 
or written instructions 

-read and write well enough to take 
telephone messages 

-operate locks in doors 
-use a telephone to contact an adult 

for help 
-understand what community 

resources (such as the police) are 
available to him and when they should 
be contacted 

Parents should sit down with the child 
and discuss what to do in special situa­
tions, such as if a stranger comes to the 
door or if the electricity goes off. A 
designated helper, either a parent or a 
neighbor, should always be available to 
the child if help is needed. The child 
should also be able to handle minor first 
aid, such as band-aids for cuts, without 
adult assistance. 

If the child is expected to use ap­
pliances such as the stove or vacuum 
cleaner, he should know how to operate 
them safely. 

But the most important thing to con­
sider, Hansen said, is whether the child 
feels safe when home alone. If he is un­
comfortable about either the amount of 
his responsibility in the house or his safe­
ty in the neighborhood, it would be wise 
to look into a different form of after­
school care.

In 1986-87, Centre finished ahead of 
Williams College (Mass.), which was se­
cond with 68.7 percent, and Dartmouth 
College (N.H.), which was third with 65 
percent.

Attorney General David L. Armstrong 
announced recently that a settlement 
has been reached with Nutone, Inc. of 
Cincinnati who through Hall Mack, of 
Harrodsburg, manufactures bathroom 
products. 

Armstrong filed suit against Hall 
Mack and its parent company in May, 
alleging that the defendants violated the 
Consumer Protection Act by packaging 
items which were marked to imply that 
these items were manufactured in the 
United States when, in fact, they were 
made in Taiwan. 

Under the terms of the settlement, 
Nutone will pay civil penalties of $120,000 
which is the largest such penalty ever 
obtained by the Consumer Protection 
Division. The company is also stopped 
from mislabeling its products sold in 
Kentucky under the Hall Mack line. 

"This case is unique," Armstrong 
said. "To our knowledge, no other con­
sumer office in any other state has sued 
a manufacturer under its Consumer 
Protection Act for mislabeling their 
goods as to country of origin. The terms 
of this settlement truly do restore 
credibility to the phrase, 'Made in 
America.' " 

Armstrong said the order, which was 
signed today by Mercer Circuit Judge 
Stephen M. Shewmaker, calls for 
Nutone to make full restitution to all con­
sumers who return their mismarked 
goods. The company also must provide 
labels, signs and other information ad­
vising consumers of the mismarked pro­
ducts and of their right to return those 
products upon proof of purchase.

Young driver programs will be ex­
ariuned in the traffic safety section of the 
fourth annual Justice, Safety, and Loss 
Prevention Conference scheduled Fri­
day, Oct. 9, at Eastern Kentucky 
University.

Ripped Off AS Usual-

Consumers Facing Higher Milk Prices 
Tight milk supplies in Kentucky and 

other southern states have pushed up 
retail milk prices by as much as 10 cents 
a gallon, even though the national supply 
of milk is abundant. 

During July, milk production in the 
southern states was down seven percent 
from year earlier levels- primarily, 
because of weather and U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture programs that paid 
some dairy farmers to leave business, 
according to Bob Beck, University of 
Kentucky Extension agricultural 
economist. 

The result, Beck said, is that milk sup­
plies dwindled below demand in some 
states. 

Another factor that may put a higher 
price on miik in ihe grocery stores of 
the South 1s mcreased consumption of 
the product- up nationally some two to 
three percent over last year. 

While Kentucky and other 
southeastern states have a milk shor­
tage, Upper Midwestern states, such as 
Wisconsin and Minnesota, are expected 
to have surpluses, but those won't like­
ly be used to augment the meager slip­
plies elsewhere, Beck said. 

The problem, Beck said, is that a high 
percentage of Grade A milk (the type us­
ed for fluid milk) in the Upper Midwest 
is used for manufactured products such 
as cheese, butter and dried milk. 

"Manufacturers that have both the 
machinery and the employees to process 
the milk likely will not want to divert 
any of their supplies to other regions 
without some sort of "give-up" charge 

added on to the price," Beck said. 
Beck expects the tight milk situation 

to ease as fall approaches and milk pro­
duction increases seasonally. However, 
whether prices will respond by decreas­
ing is unclear. 

"The wholesale price of milk increas­
ed by about six cents a gallon when milk 
became scarcer; retailers bumped that 
up to 10 cents a gallon. Somewhere in the 
process from farm to grocery store 
shelf, an additional four cents were ab­
sorbed,'' Beck said.

East Ky. Power To 
Delay Construction 

East Kentucky Power Cooperative's 
board of directors voted Wednesday to 
delay commercial operation of its pro­
posed J.K. Smith plant in Clark county 
from 1992 until 2001. 

In making the decision, the board 
reviewed the projected power needs of 
East Kentucky's 18 member system 
cooperatives, future industrial electrici­
ty needs, and the effect of the 
cooperative's new power exchange 
agreement with Cincinnati Gas & Elec­
tric <CG&E>. 

The recently signed agreement bet­
ween East Kentucky and CG&E allows 
the two utilities to exchange electricity 
during their peak seasons and defers the 
cooperative's need for additional 
generating capacity. East Kentucky had 
previously forecast that it would need 
additional power capacity during the 
1990-1991 heating season. 

When the Smith plant was planned in 
the late 1970s, growth rates for the 
system were forecast at 13-14 percent. 
By late 1981, electric growth had slow­
ed to 5.2 percent. Recent load forecasts 
predict the system's demand for elec­
tricity will increase approximately 3.2 
percent annually through 2006. 

At that rate, East Kentucky cim delay 
its need for additional generating 
capacity until1995, according to a power 
~upply study recently completed by 
Stanley Consultants. Plans call for East 
Kentucky to meet electricity demands 
at that time through a combination of 
energy management techniques, pur­
chased power, and the addition of small 
oil-fired combustion turbines. 

The board's action is the fourth ma­
jor change in the project since construc­
tion began near Trapp in Clark county 
in 1981: Unit I has been delayed several 
times and Unit II :was. canceled in 1982. 

"The 2001 construction date appears 
to be the least expensive option for the 
Smith site," said Bob Miller, East Ken­
tucky's Member and Public Relations 
Division director. "It remains the lowest 
cost alternative over a wide range of 
loads, plant costs, interest rates and fuel 
prices." 

East Kentucky provides wholesale 
electric power to 18 member distribution 
cooperatives who in turn serve the needs 
of some 300,000 homes and businesses in 
the eastern two-thirds of the state.

It's somewhat obscure in Kentucky, 

yet it can affect humans and for that 
reason sheep and goat farmers should 
be aware of contagious ecthyma, more 
commonly known as "sore mouth." 

It is encountered in all parts of the 
world, is most common in late summer 
and fall, and seems to be confined to 
sheep, goats and man except for a few 
reports of dogs infected from eating in­
fected carcasses. 

"Sore mouth" is caused by a poxvirus 
which is highly resistant to desiccation, 
and which has been recovered from 
dried crusts after as long as 12 years. 

Small, reddened pimples on the lips of 
the animal are the first sign, which soon 
become blisters which rupture and pro­
duce pus prior to forming a scab. Le­
sions are multiple, and may become so 
close and so numerous they seem to 
cover the entire lip. Similar lesions may 
occur inside the mouth. 

The disease may be spread to non­
immune ewes through nursing, where it 
affects the udder, and may occasional­
ly be seen on the feet. 

In one to four weeks the disease will 
run its course, and the lesions will heal, 
usually without scarring. Recovered 
animals are usually immune. 

Probably more important than the 
disease itself are the secondary pro­
blems it can bring about. For example, 
the mouths of nursing lambs and kids 
may become so sore they fail to eat, and 
so become weak and lose weight. They 
may also become lame from lesions on 
the feet. In ewes, mastitis may result 
from the infection. 

Persons who handle infected sheep or 
goats should wear rubber gloves and 
scrub thoroughly with soap and water 
when finished_ The virus is transmitted 
by direct contact. It produces a disease 
called "orf" in humans, which causes le­
sions on the hand and face not unlike 
those in sheep. 

Advice from your veterinarian is 
helpful, because in the early stages 
"sore mouth" can be confused with 
ulcerative dermatosis, which requires a 
different treatment. 

A vaccine is available, but should not 
be used in flocks free of the disease_ An­
tibiotic and/or antiseptic treatment may 
help prevent secondary infections_ 

Your veterinarian can diagnose and 
prescribe effective treatment, as well as 
preventive measures and management 
techniques to keep the disease from 
spreading. '

Misconceptions About Lice 
Call For Some Nit Picking 

Every year, in Kentucky and the rest 
of the nation, kids come home from their 
first few weeks of school with head lice, 
and parents become overly concerned 
and unduly accusative. 

"One of the first things people do is 
assume that the lice were brought to 
school by a child who does not bathe 
regularly. And then they assume that 
the lice are carriers of filth and disease. 
Neither case is true," said JoAnn 
Johnson, a registered pharmacist in 
Princeton. 

"Head lice do not carry disease and, 
unlike body lice, they don't care how 
often you bathe, or whether you ride to 
school in a chauffeur-driven Rolls 
Royce, or walk along the railroad tracks 
kicking a rock to school," Johnson said. 
"So there's no reason to get worried, and 
no reason to look for someone to blame." 

Chris Christensen, Extension en­
tomologist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, said the lice are 
transmitted from child to child by the 
sharing of caps, combs, scarves and 
barrettes. And once infested, a child can 
pass the crawly critters on to other 
members of the household. 

The lice themselves are difficult to 
find. They're less than one-fourth inch 
long and will scurry away from light. So, 
as the hair is parted in searching for 
them, they will run to other areas of the 
scalp. 

"The most effective way to inspect for 
head lice is to look behind the ears or 
along the neckline for egg cases, called 
nits, cemented to hair about one-fourth 
inch from the scalp,'' Christensen said. 
Use gloves and disposable wooden 
tongue depressors or applicator sticks 
for the inspection. Nits can be transfer­
red from head to head under a fingernail 
if inspections are done without gloves. 

derivatives of chrysanthemums. In­
dividuals sensitive to ragweed should 
not use pyrethrin shampoos. Lindane, 
the principal ingredient in once-popular 
prescription products, is not recom­
mended for babies, young children, or 
pregnant women. 

Most over-the-counter products in­
clude a very fine toothed comb. The 
comb is an important part of successful 
treatment. 

"The cement holding the nits to the 
hair is not dissolved by the shampoo, nor 
are the nits killed. You must 'nit-pick' 
to get the nits, the eggs, out of the hair 
to prevent re-infestation," Johnson said. 
The comb is used to help pick nits. 

All clothing, bedding and towels used 
by an infested person must be washed 
in very hot, 140 degree F water. Articles 
which cannot be washed or dry cleaned 
should be sealed in a plastic bag for 35 
days. Brushes and combs should be 
soaked for 10 minutes in the pyrethrin 
shampoo. 

"It is important that every family 
member be inspected and treated if 
necessary, sincere-infestations are very 
likely if any infested family members go 
untreated," Johnson said. 

Many drug stores, and all Kentucky 
County Extension offices, have free 
literature on the prevention and treat­
ment of head lice infestations. Stop by 
the Extension office and ask for publica­
tion ENT -44, or call a local drug store 
and ask about literature from the 
pyrethrin shampoo manufacturers.

"If lice are found, but there is no ex­
cessive irritation of the skin or infection 
as a result of excessive scratching, then 
a visit to a physician is probably not 
necessary. Pharmacists are well­
equipped to deal with head lice,'' 
Johnson said. 

Current recommendations to get rid 
of head lice include the use of shampoos 
containing pyrethrins, natural 

Dry Weather Harms 
Nearly All Crops 

This morning 23,316 ~eople 
brought you your coffee. 

"The overall dry conditions prevailing 
in the Commonwealth are affecting all 
crops, but especially soybeans," said 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Boswell. 

Soil moisture as of Friday, Sept. 4, 
was 71 percent very short, 28 percent 
short and only 1 percent adequate. Also, 
most reporting stations across the state 
have shown weekly highs in the 90s since 
mid-July. 

"The low soil moisture and the high 
temperatures have really stressed the 
growing crops," Boswell said. 

Tobacco harvest is advancing at a 
near record rate, with burley cutting 80 
percent complete by Sunday, Sept. 6. 
This is the most advanced burley cutting 
rate since 1957. This compares with 57 
percent a year ago and the five-year 
average of 49 percent cut by this date. 

Dark tobacco is 72 percent advanced. 
Tobacco which was set later has been 

more affected by the dry weather and 
yields will be less on the later fields. 
Yield and quality has been good on most 
early fields of both burley and dark 
tobacco. 

The condition of housed tobacco is fair 
to mostly good. The primary concern is 
that tobacco is drying too rapidly rather 
than curing properly. 

Corn for grain harvest became very 
active last week and was 11 percent 
complete by Sept. 6. This compares with 
9 percent a year ago and 4 percent for 
the average. With 75 percent of the corn 
mature, reporters expect an early 
harvesting season. 

Most early fields are producing good 
to excellent yields. Later corn has suf­
fered from the hot, dry weather since 
mid-July. Overall, the corn condition 
was rated 2 percent very poor, 8 percent 
poor, 18 percent fair, 63 percent good 
and 9 percent excellent. 

The condition of the 1987 soybean crop 
declines every day without rain. Soy­
bean condition as of Sept. 4 was reported 
as 4 percent very poor, 26 percent poor, 
52 percent fair and 18 percent good. 

Pods are dropping and not filling out 
properly. Yields are quite promising on 
early planted fields, but rain must be 
received soon, if some of the later 
planted fields are to produce a crop. 

Approximately. 21 percent of the soy­
beans are at or beyond the leaf dropping 
stage of maturity. This is comparable to 
a year ago, but ahead of the five-year 
average of 12 percent. A few of the 
earliest fields are being harvested. 

The pasture situation is serious in 
many counties. Statewide, the condition 

~ is 33 percent very poor, 35 percent poor, 
'J:l percent fair, 4 percent good and 1 per­
cent excellent. General rains and cooler 
temperatures are needed to give 
pastures a chance. 

A number of livestock producers 
report they are already feeding hay. 
Hay supplies are m~stly adeq~ate for 
normal winter feedmg, but m most 
years, very little hay is fed be~ore 
Thanksgiving. Also, late hay cuttmgs 
will be short because of dry conditions.

Grain Sorghum May Be Way 
To Reclaim Stripped Land 

Grain sorghum looks promising as a 
way to return surface-mined land to pro­
ductive agricultural use, according to 
University of Kentucky agricultural 
researchers. 

R.I. Barnhisel, agronomist, and Mor­
ris Bitzer, Extension grains specialist 
with the UK College of Agriculture, 
recently hosted a field day in Muhlen­
berg county to explain why the univer­
sity felt grain sorghum appears to be a 
better crop for the strip-mined land than 
other crops-say corn or soybeans. 

They got the beans. Last year, the corn 
results were just terrible. However, 
good yields are expected this year in 
corn." 

The grain sorghum tests, however, 
showed consistent results in both sites. 
Where the subsoil ranged from 24 inches 
to 40 inches deep and was treated with 
lime, yields were highest, Barnhisel 
said. 

"If you're going to grow crops on 
reclaimed mineland," Bitzer saitl, 
"grain sorghum looks like a good bet." 

Research on improving reclaimed 
mineland will continue for at least 
another year, Barnhise~ said.

National Guard Armory 
To Get Storage Buildings 

Governor Martha Layne Collins an­
nounced recently that the Kentucky 
Department of Military Affairs has 
received nearly $1,000,000 from the 
federal government to assist in 
alleviating a critical space shortage at 
13 Kentucky Army National Guard 
armories. 

The Prestonsburg armory will receive 
$100,000. 

The Kentucky Guard has experienc­
ed tremendous equipment growth dur­
ing the past few years, as the U.S. Ar­
my has allocated military supplies to 
every Kentucky Guard unit. That equip­
ment includes items like generators, 
camouflage systems, tents and chemical 
defensive equipment. The equipment 
has improved the quality of training for 
the individual Guard members and their 
entire units. But the additional equip­
ment has far exceeded the storage 
capacity of the Kentucky Guard. 

"Our most critical problem js storage 
space,'' according to Adjutant General 
Billy G. Wellman. "The Kentucky 
Guard continues to grow and the 
Guard's mission has expanded so that 
we must be prepared to deploy trained 
combat units on short notice. Over re­
cent years, the Army has assigned 
modern battlefield equipment to us and 
continues to do so while we have no 
available storage space." 

The Chief of the National Guard 
Bureau in Washington has appropriated 
$977,500 to relieve the storage shortfall. 
The money will be used for pre­
engineering design, site preparation and 
actual construction of the buildings. A 
siting investigation will be conducted at 
each of the 13 armories to insure that 
adequate land is available for the 
building. 

While the construction of the buildings 
will help the armories store their equip­
ment better, Adjutant General Wellman 
says, it will by no means solve the space 
problem. 

The only state funds to be used are 
contingency funds mandated by Ken­
tucky contracting laws. (The laws re­
quire that the state set aside funds to 
cover contingencies like cost overruns 
and liabilities, should they occur.) 

Local economies of the communities 
where the buildings are to be con­
structed will be helped, as the work will 
be done by private companies.

The university research is important 
because federal law now requires coal 
operators to return mined farmland to 
its original productivity. That's expen­
sive, and not everything works. Several 
crops may be used under current regula­
tions, but until the past two years, little 
data were available to compare yield 
variations among the different crops, 
Barnhisel said.

If grain sorghum can help rejuvenate 

the soil and produce a more satisfactory 
yield at the same time, the economic 
benefits to the farmer are obvious. 

' 'The sorghum has several traits that 
may reduce the risks for crop failure," 
Barnhisel said. "It withstands drought 
better than corn for one thing." 

Bitzer said university personnel tested 
corn and soybeans as well as grain 
sorghum on two different sites in 
Muhlenberg county over the past 
several years. 

"The results were not consistent for 
the corn and soybeans," he said. "Part 
of the problem may have been external. 
The deer liked the soybeans too much.

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$15.00 Seed Corn, 
Big Hit Farmers 

When the financial crisis hit the far­
ming industry a few years ago, Mike 
Williams didn't just sit around and wait 
for help to come. He used his farming 
and seed corn experience to find a 
cheaper source of seed corn. While com­
panies all around him continue to sell 
seed corn at $50 to $70 per bag, Mike sells 
the same top yielding single cross 
hybrids for $15 per bag. 

What's wrong with the seed? That's a 
fair question . The truth is there's 
nothing wrong with it. Mike buys from 
a major seed company, grades the seed 
in six sizes, treats it, and bags it (80,000 
kernels per bag) at WSF Equipment & 
Salvage, his company in Monon, 
Indiana. 

For years Mike has been growing seed 
corn and selling it to the same com­
panies he now buys from.

"We know that the corn is fertile, 
that there aren't a lot of off-types, selfs, 
or anything that will affect the quality 
of the corn. I know which pedigrees are 
top yielders and which ones to avoid. 
When the corn gets to the farmer, I feel 
100% comfortable with what he's plan­
ting, because I know everything about 
that corn." 

Driving to Monon, Indiana to pick up 
the seed represents the best "deal" to 
the farmers ; if you plant 75 bags of the 
seed, and save $50 per bag, you've sav­
ed $3750 just for the drive. But for any 
farmer who can't come to him, Mike is 
happy to arrange commercial delivery. 
Smaller orders can be shipped UPS; 
larger orders are sE'mt by over-the-road 
freight carrier. Shipping charges are 
added to the cost of the seed. 

"You have to ask what luxuries you 
need," says Mike, "Other seed com- • 
panies have hats, jackets, dealers, and 
delivery ... plus cars for their sales 
managers to drive. What we have is the 
same corn, cheap. Like my Grandpa 
always said, "If you don't spend much, 
you don't need to make as much."

Frying can be a delicious way to 
prepare many foods, but the fat added 
by this cooking method can be a real 
problem. The strong link between 
dietary fat and health problems, such as 
cancer and heart disease, have led most 
health and nutrition authorities to 
recommend limiting fat in our diets. The 
American Institute for Cancer 
Research, for example, in its Dietary 
Guidelines for Lower Cancer Risk, 
recommends reducing fat intake from 
the current average of 40 percent of 
calories, to 30 percent or lower. 

One method of frying, however, which 
uses very little oil and is extremely ef­
fective in preserving nutrients in food is 
stir-frying. 

This cooking technique originated in 
the Orient, but has become popular 
around the world. Stir-frying involves 
cooking foods quickly over high heat 
with just a small amount of vegetable 
oil, either in an oriental style wok, a 
heavy frying pan or evel} an electric 
skillet. In addition to holding nutrients, 
stir-fried foods maintain their flavor and 
color as well, making them a favorite of 
gourmet cooks. 

The key to successful stir-frying is to 
chop the vegetables and/or meat you 
are preparing into very thin or small 
pieces. Cutting vegetables on the bias or 
in julienne strips provides more surface 
area that speeds cooking. For optimum 
tenderness, meat should be sliced very 
thinly across the grain, which is easier 
if you freeze the meat until just firm 
(about 45-60 minutes) and use a very 
sharp knife. 

Since stir-fry food cooks so quickly, be 
sure to have all your ingredients ready 
before you start. Some vegetables may 
need to be steamed for a short time 
before you can stir-fry them. The usual 
order of stir-fry cooking is: first, 
pungent seasonings (such as garlic or 
ginger root) ; next, slower coking 
vegetables (such as carrots, broccoli or 
green beans); then, quick cooking 
vegetables (such as mushrooms, pea 
pods or cabbage); and finally,-rneat, fish 
or chicken.

LRC Proposes Changes 
In State Constitution 

Sweeping changes in Kentucky's 
90-year-old constitution were proposed 
in a report issued recently to the 
Legislative Research Commission by 
the Special Commission on Constitu­
tional Review. 

The panel, chaired by Chief Appeals 
Court Judge James W. Howerton of 
Paducah, proposed 77 changes in the 
1891 constitution. 

The top priority in the commission's 
175-page report would be establishing a 
Kentucky Emergency Budget Board 
comprised of representatives from all 
three branches of government, who 
would be charged with making budget 
cuts in times of revenue shortfalls. 

The second-most needed constitu­
tional change, the report said, is mak­
ing the superintendent of public instruc­
tion an appointed position, with the 
choice made by a board of election 
which had both appointed and elected 
members. 

Other amendment proposals included 
allowing the governor to retain the 
powers of office when out of state, com­
bining the duties of the lieutenant gover­
nor with those of the secretary of state, 
allowing the governor and lieutenant 
governor candidates to slate during 
primary elections, and abolishing the of­
fices of treasurer, agriculture commis­
sioner and school superintendent while 
permitting other statewide officeholders 
to run for two successive terms. 

The commission also proposed remov­
ing the constitutional ban on state 
lotteries. 

Following are the 10 highest-ranked 
constitutional changes proposed: 

•Creation of a Kentucky Emergency 
Budget Board of executive, legislative 
and judicial representatives, who would 
cut the budget when revenues fall below 
a certain projected level. 

•Change the state board of education 
to include seven elected members from 
each Congressional district and six ap­
pointed members, who would then ap­
point the state school superintendent. 

•Allow the General Assembly to per­
mit cities and counties to levy a variety 
of taxes on the local level. 

•Repeal sections of the constitution 
which currently regulate the way 
businesses can operate. 

• Restrict the amount of non-economic 
damages which can be awarded in in­
"jury court cases. 

•Prohibit discrimination based on 
race, color, religion, national origin, 
gender, age or physical or mental 
handicap. 

•Create a new section to pr9vide some 
limited form of sovereign immunity for 
cities and local government officials. 

•A section requiring the General 
Assembly to place spending limits for 
elections. 

•A section to recognize individual's 
rights to privacy. 

•A requirement for the General 
Assembly to provide adequate and 
uniform support for a free and quality 
primary and secondary education 
system and to adequately support a 
system of universities and colleges.

Harris Leads Prestonsburg In 
District Win Over Betsy Layne 

In a noisy Prestonsburg High School 
locker room, Johnny Ray Harris en­
thusiastically made three marks on a 
sheet of paper then turned to share the 
accomplishment with his teammates. 

Harris, Blackcat tailback and defen­
sive back, wasn't celebrating the marks 
but what they signified his three 
touchdowns in the game just concluded. 

The 5 '7", 145-pound Harris had put the 
final notch in his football belt for the 
night, and with Prestonsburg's victory 
over Betsy Layne, Friday night, had 
proved to be a complete success for the 
Blackcat player. 

Harris, a senior, was a member of 
Prestonsburg's 'glory' seasons of 
1984-85. Accustomed to winning, he, 
along with all Blackcat players and 
coaches, suffered from a dismal1-8 1986 
campaign. 

All during the spring and summer 
Harris talked of football and how thi$ 
year would be better for his Blackcat 
team. 

With the help of their tiny tailback, the 
Blackcats took their first step toward 
making this season a successful one. A 
winning season isn't necessarily what 
Prestonsburg wants, but the playoffs 
are. 

Friday night, with a 29-2 victory over 
Betsy Layne, the Blackcats captured 
their first district win of the season, 
evening their record at 1-1 against 
district competition. 

Harris scored three of the four Pres­
tonsburg touchdowns, and the Blackcat 
defense shut out Betsy Layne until late 
in the fourth quarter, dropping the Bob­
cats to 1-2 overall , and 0-1 in the district. 

Betsy Layne, against a tough Blackcat 
defense, managed onl~51 total yards. 
Rarely did the Bobcats generate any of­
fense, and when they did, they ended it 
themselves, being flagged for 119 penal­
ty yards, and turning the football over 
four times. 

"We just couldn't generate anything 
out there. It's that simple," Vince 
Tucker, Betsy Layne head coach, said. 
"The kids will have to re-evaluate 
themselves, and see if they really want 
it enough." 

On seven of their 14 possessions the 
Bobcats were limited to three plays and 
a punt. Two more offensive possessions 
consisted of turnovers on the first play. 

Betsy Layne stumbled into Blackcat 
territory only three times during Friday 
night play at Prestonsburg and failed to 
put points on the board on those few 
occasions. 

In the second quarter, the Bobcats 
marched into enemy territory as far as 
the 25-yard line, but back-to-back plays 
that netted a minus nine yards and an 
illegal procedure call pushed Betsy 
Layne backwards. 

Again the second quarter, this time 
late, the Bobcats found themselves 
across the 50-yard line. Dwight Jarrel, 
Bobcat quarterback, connected with his 
tailback Todd Sturgill for a seven-yard 
pass play, moving the football to the 
Prestonsburg 30. 

Following a running play that went for 
nothing, Jarrel again went searching for 
Sturgill, but this time found Tim Trus­
ty instead. Trusty, Blackcat junior 
defensive back, picked the pass off at the 
12-yard-line, and with 31 seconds re­
maining, returned the interception back 
to the 45-yard line. 

Not until late in the contest could Bet­
sy Layne mount another drive. Aided by 
a Blackcat personal foul, Betsy Layne 
marched to the Prestonsburg five. With 
a first and goal from there, the Bobcats 
were once again denied the opportunity 
to score. 

Betsy Layne failed to move any closer 
on their following four attempts, and 
finally made a place for themselves on 
the scoreboard thanks to the defense. 

With 34 seconds remaining in the 
game, Betsy Layne defenders trapped 
the Blackcats back in their own end 
zone, posting the two-point safety. 

Coach Tucker shook his head after the 
game, obviously disappointed, and 
possibly confused as to why his expected 
explosive offensive unit has scored on­
ly 10 points in three games this season. 

Tucker's disappointment was easily 
detected-almost as easy as Prestons­
burg's excitement in their post-game 
locker room celebration. 

Leading the celebration was Johnny 

Ray Harris, just as he had led the 
Blackcats' efforts on the football field. 

With 8:58 remaining in the opening 
quarter, Harris crossed the goalline with 
Prestonsburg's first score, capping off 
a seven-play, 61-yard drive. 

Jimmy Joe Crace, Prestonsburg 
fullback, set up Harris' 12-yard 
touchdown run with a 28-yard gallop the 
play before. 

Crace finished the game as the 
Blackcats' second leading rusher, roll­
ing up 84 yards on 12 carries. 

Harris led the team and the game with 
85 yards from scrimmage on 11 carries 
plus 103 yards on kickoff, and punt 
returns. Soon after Harris put the 
Blackcats up by six points, he added 
another touchdown, returning a punt 65 
yards for a touchdown 126 seconds after 
his first. 

Leading, 13-0, Prestonsburg padded 
their advantage just before halftime 
when quarterback Tim Trusty scored on 
a 14-yard run with 4:13 showing on the 
second quarter clock. 

Battling to get back into the contest, 
Betsy Layne proved to be their own 
worst enemy in the third quarter, turn­
ing an 80-yard touchdown pass into a 
10-yard penalty. 

Dwight Jarrell combined with wide 
receiver Stacy Hall for the pass, catch, 
and run that ended up in the Bobcat end 
zone, but the officials tossed the flag, 
saying Betsy Layne was guilty of 
holding. 

Betsy Layne failed to recover from the 
call, and after surrendering the football 
on downs, surrendered a third 
touchdown to Harris, a 34-yard scamper 
with 34 seconds left in the third quarter. 

Brent Hackworth added a fourth 
quarter 25-yard field goal to cap off 
Prestonsburg 's scoring night. The 
Blackcats compiled a total of 243 yards, 
169 of those coming from the running ef­
forts of Harris and Crace. 

Todd Sturgill, senior tailback, Jed the 
Bobcats in rushing with 53 yards while 
hauling down three Dwight Jarrel 
passes for 27 yards . 

Betsy Layne, I-2 on the season, will 
travel to Pikeville this Saturday to take 
on the powerful Panthers.

Saturday afternoon, destroying utah 
State, 41-0. 

The Wildcats rolled up a total of 530 of­
fensive yards and never allowed Utah 
State inside the 45-yard line in winning 
the season opener. 

During the game, kicker Joey Worley 
became the all-time leading scorer in 
UK history, bringing his career total to 
189 and breaking a 50-year-old record. 

The Wildcats will continue their drive 
toward a possible winning season this 
Saturday when Indiana, 35-13 winner 
over Rice last weekend, comes calling 
at Commonwealth Stadium. Game time 
is 1:30. 

Morehead State University also en­
joyed success Saturday, shutting out 
Kentucky State, 37-0, in Morehead. MSU 
intercepted five passes, a school record, 
and received two touchdowns each from 
Rodney Gorden and D.D. Harrison in 
evening their record at 1-1. 

The Eagles will take to the road this 
weekend, traveling to Virginia for a con­
test against James Madison. 

Elsewhere across the state, Eastern 
Kentucky University dropped a 10-0 
decision to UT·Chattanooga. The Col­
onels, number three ranked in division 
1AA, managed only 78 total yards. They 
will be in action against Marshall this 
weekend. The game is scheduled for 7 
at Richmond. 

The Louisville Cardinals, set to play 
at Purdue this Saturday, fell victim to 
Cincinnati, 25-0; Cumberland turned 
back Evansville, 26-21, for their second 
victory; Georgetown, improving to 2-0, 
blasted Tiffin, 41-14, and Union lost it's 
second consecutive game to start the 
season, falling to Millsaps, 31-9. 

Western Kentucky University, idle 
this past week, will return to action this 
Saturday with an intra-state contest at 
home against Murray State. 

If St. Louis hadn't already caused 
enough trouble, the New York Mets 
received a devastating blow last 
weekend. Losing to St. Louis was 
enough, but the Mets also lost Ron Darl­
ing for the remainder of the season Fri­
day night.

The United States Coal ChampiOnship, 
as the event is being called, will begin 
with sign-ins at 3 p.m., Saturday, at 

Cliff. 
The hunt a first annual event, will 

give hunte~s two hours of time in the 
woods, and a deadline to report hac~ has 
been set for 6 a.m., Sunday mormng. 

"We're not in it to earn money," 
Robert Moore, of the Bi~ Sa~dy C?<'n 
Hunters Association, said We_ JUSt 
want to give hunters an opportumty to 

have fun. They are people who love coon 
hunting just like there are people who 
love golf, and so forth," Moore con­
tinued. "They are dedicated, and work 
hard at it." 

Hunters will meet on Stephens Branch 
Road at Cliff, but according to Moore, 
they have the freedom to choose their 
territory. 

"They don't have to hunt here," 
Moore said. "They will probably be go­
ing all over the state. They can go any 
where they want to hunt as long as they 
are back before the deadline Sunday." 

In Eastern Kentucky, where coons are 
the leAst bountiful, one coon can be 
found per square mile, according to 
state surveys.

Kentucky Fishing Report 
Frankfort, Ky., September 

14-Fishing activity over the September 
12-13 weekend was light to moderate 
statewide. Intermittent showers fell 
over much of the state hampering 
fishermen but helping improve fishing 
conditions. Bass, bluegill and crappie 
were reported caught with the best con­
sistency. The lake-by-lake rundown, as 
reported by conservation officers or 
creel clerks at each lake: 

KENTUCKY: Creel Clerk Buddy 
Boyd reports that black bass were hit­
ting crankbaits and plastic worms along 
the submerged stumps and brush 8-10 
feet deep; catfish were hitting chicken 
livers and minnows along secondary 
creek channels in 15-20 feet of water; 
white bass were hitting small spinners 
along secondary creek channels 15-17 
feet deep; clear, stable at three feet 
below summer pool and 79 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Creel Clerk Norman 
Brantley reports that bluegill were hit­
ting red worms, crickets and poppers 
over stump rows and brush piles from 
the surface to about three feet deep; 
black bass were hitting plastic worms 
and crankbaits off gradually sloping 
rocky points 2-12 feet deep; clear, stable 
at three feet below summer pool and 80 
degrees. 

BARREN RIVER: Creel Clerk Ralph 
Shipley reports that black bass were hit­
ting crankbaits off points HH5 feet deep; 
crappie were hitting minnows over 
brushpiles 15-20 feet deep; in the tail­
waters, catfish were being caught on 
nightcrawlers and trout were hitting 
corn and red worms; clear, stable at 
summer pool and 81 degrees. 

NOLIN: Conservation Officer James 
Shipp reports that crappie were hitting 
minnows and jigs over cover about 9-12 
feet deep; black bass were hitting 
plastic worms off deep points in 10-15 
feet of water; clear to murky, rising, 
three feet below summer pool and 81 
degrees. 

ROUGH RIVER: Conservation Of­
ficer Harold Belt reports that crappie 
were hitting minnows over brush and 
cover 6-12 feet deep; black bass were hit­
ting plastic worms and crankbaits off 
rocky points and along stump rows 6-12 
feet deep; clear, falling, one foot below 
summer pool and 78 degrees. 

TAYLORSVILLE: Creel Clerk Bruce 
Raine reports that black bass were tak­
ing plastic worms and crank baits along 
outer and secondary tree lines and 
around fish attractors 10-15 feet deep; 
bluegill were hitting worms and crickets 
off shallow banks near stick ups 4·8 feet 
deep; murky, stable at two feet below 
summer pool and 79 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Conservation Officer 
J.O. Burkhead reports that black bass 
were hitting plastic worms and crank­
baits along shoreline cover 5-10 feet 
deep; bluegill were active on worms and 
crickets over submerged cover 4-10 feet 
deep; low water level is preventing laun­
ching at some ramps; clear, falling, 25 
feet below summer pool and 81 degrees. 

GREEN RIVER: Creel Clerk John 
Williams reports 'that crappie were tak-

LAUREL: Conservation Officer Ken­
neth M6bley reports that trout were hit­
ting worms, cheese and corn at night 
over main lake drop offs about 20 feet 
deep; bluegill were hitting crickets over 
submerged cover 8-15 feet deep; clear, 
stable, 13 feet below summer pool and 
80 degrees.

This past spring some local interested 
persons combined their knowledge, 
ability, and eagerness and began a sum­
mer youth league baseball team for 
Floyd county youngsters between the 
ages of 16 and 18. 

Just take a wild guess at the first prob­
lem they encountered. Yep, you guess­
ed it-money. Financially the program 
was as young as it was in actual ex­
istence, and bare to the bone would 
describe both situations. 

Due to area businesses and their 
generosity, Floyd county did receive a 
baseball team, allowing 20 county 
players the opportunity to further their 
skills, and playing experience. 

That first year team finished with a 
6-9-1 record, not exactly much to write 
home about, but this year's team won 
six more games than did last year's 
squad. 

From those meager initial efforts a 
legitimate baseball program has been 
given life in Floyd county. No longer do 
local players have to travel during the 
summer if they wish to play baseball. 

American Legion baseball, too. 
One of the most respected and most 

talented of all summer leagues, 
American Legion baseball is the closest 
thing to professional baseball this county 
has had in a long time and probably ever 
will have. 

And it's here. 
Senior Babe Ruth, as the team was 

called last summer, has made the tran­
sition to American Legion, and will play 
under Martin's Post 283. 

One of the reasons for establishing the 
program was to give local youngsters an 
opportunity to continue their baseball 
careers, and have the opportunity to 
sharpen their skills during the summer 
rather than have them go unused. 

''One of the reasons why Steve 
Hamilton said he didn't like recruiting 
players from eastern Kentucky was that 
they are fundamentally weak," Gary 
Frazier, the team's executive director, 
said recently. "I asked him how that 
could be corrected and he said give them 
the chance to play. This is what we're 
trying to do." 

Hamilton, Morehead State Universi­
ty's head baseball coach and athletics 
director, has come under much critisism 
for not recruiting players from this area, 
but as one local baseball person stated, 
"Why would he want a player from here 
that he would have to work with, who 
might help him when he's a junior, when 
Hamilton could get a player from Cin­
cinnati that could help him as a 
freshman." 

This has been one interest of the 
American Legion baseball program, not 
only here but across the nation. Legion 
baseball is closely followed by college 
recruiters, and professional scouts, giv­
ing players of those programs additional 
recognition. 

One problem all summer league pro­
grams face is the fact that they are not 
self-supporting. Dependent on outside 
funding, they have to be a combined pro­
ject of a total community. 

'In it's initial season, the local team 
received solid support from the surroun­
ding area, and fund-raising projects 
have been scheduled for this fall 

A roadblock across the county is cur­
rently being discussed for October 17, 
and raffle projects are in the works. 

With 11 players, eight of them at least 
part-time starters, returning Floyd 
county is expected to have better suc­
cess as far as wins and losses go. With 
four key additions already having been 
made, the current roster stands at 15 
players. Four spot~ remain open and 
will be filled this spring.

Reds Watch '87 

Giants Turn Back Challenge As 
Cincinnati Falls Off Set Pace 

One main requirement of any cham­
pion is to successfully meet all 
challenges The San Francisco Giants, 
this past weekend, met one of their 
greatest challenges of the season, and 
now are merely waiting to be crowned 
Western Division champions. 

The Giants haven't won the NL 
West-not mathematically anyway, but 
the six game lead they built on second 
placed Cincinnati could prove to be an 
impossible hurdle for the Reds to vault, 
especially with less than three weeks left 
in the season. 

First, San Francisco took care of 
business in Houston, winning two of 
three games from the then second plac­
ed Astros. 

After that successful series, the Giants 
rolled into Cincmnati, faced with yet 
another challenge from a Western Divi­
sion challenger. 

The Reds, going into the recent three 
game weekend series, trailed San Fran­
cisco by five games, but Cincinnati peo­
ple were hoping for a series sweep. 

That didn't happen. In fact, the Giants 
won two of the three games, leaving Cin­
cinnati one game better off than when 
they had first came. 

The Reds opened the series the way 
their fans had hoped they would-with 
a victory, but lost the following two con­
tests to fall six games off the pace. 

Cincinnati, in the opening game vic­
tory, defeated the Giants 4-3 as lefty 
Dennis Rasmussen recorded his second 
victory in a Reds' uniform. 

Dave Parker, and Dave Concepcion, 
two of Cincinnati's veteran performers, 
proved worthy of the pennant challenge, 
driving in all four Reds' runs. Parker 
collected two RBis in the first with a 
double, and Concepcion repeated the ex­
act feat in the second inning. 

Trailing by only four games, Cincin­
nati seemed primed to finally make 
their move on the Giants, but in keeping 
with this season's post all-star game 
tradition, San Francisco derued the Reds 
that opportunity. 

Rick Reushel, Giants right handed 
starter, scattered six hits through nine 
innings Saturday as San Francisco turn­
ed back Cincinnati 7-1. Reuschel, 12-7 on 
the season, also drove in three runs with 
a double in the sixth inning. 

Will Clark and Candy Maldonado hit 
one homerun each to give Reuschel the 
win, his fourth in five starts for the 
Giants . 

The 38-year-old right hander has 
proven to be the lift the Giants needed, 
and most people expected when he was 
acquired from the Pittsburgh Pirates 
August 31. 

Reuschel was a trade project of the 
Cincinnati Reds, but the Reds felt the 
future was more important than the pre­

Fuel Tank Tips 
What's the most important piece of 

safety equipment on your outboard 
motor? Well, for me it's definitely the 
fuel tank. 

Gasoline, as every boater knows, is a 
very volatile substance. That's why the 
fuel tank is a very important piece of 
equipment. It's one item not to be taken 
for granted. 

Before you head out on the lake or 
river next time, take a few moments to 
inspect your fuel tank. In fact, tear this 
column out for easy references when in­
specting your tank. Look for leaks, large 
dents that might turn into leaks and 
loose or damaged fittings . Also, check 
your fuel li~s for deterioration. The 
U.S. Coast Guard has made a point of 
this due to alcohol extended fuels . 

If you find any problems, it's probably 
time to invest in a new tank. Don't be 
one of those boaters who take the ex­
plosive power of six gallons of gas for 
granted. Just one spark or wind-blown 
cigarrette butt could spell disaster. 

Here's some good advice on fuel tank 
features from the friendly people at 
OMC Parts & Accessories, who make 
fuel tanks for J ohnson:!l and Evinrude · 
outboards. 

Fuel line fittings- "Start by shopping 
at the dealership where you bought the 
motor," advises Dave Hartke, a fuel 
systems specialist at OMC in Waukegan, 
Ill. "The dealer can sell you a tank with 
fittings engineered to match your motor. 
We see a lot of after-market tanks that 
use fuel line adapters which may offer 
some compromises. The biggest pro­
blem is usually restricted fuel flow at the 
primer bulb or tank outlet. This may not 
allow enough fuel to reach the motor at 
full throttle, which can be disastrous, 
causing it to run so lean that the motor 
is ruined. 

"A tank from the motor manufacturer 
will be designed to provide the proper 
fuel flow rate at all RPMs," Hartke said. 

Tank construction-"The tank should 
be made of heavy-gauge steel, not the 
thinner metal used in lawn mower gas 
cans," Hartke advises. "The best tanks 
will also have a weld seam around the 
base, which is stronger and less prone 

' to leakage than a crimped or press-fit 
seam. 

"Accidents can occur when internal 

pressure builds up to the point of 
bursting poor-quality tanks," Hartke 
said. "This pressure usually occurs due 
to changing temperatures. You may fill 
the tank up early in the morning when 
the air is cool, but by noon the tank is 
sitting in the sun and the gas vapor 
expands. 

"OMC tanks are designed as pressure 
vessels, using the same principles that 
apply to propane tanks, for example. 
They can withstand internal pressures 
of up to 25 pounds per square inch," 
Hartke emphasized. 

Safety cap-"An important feature to 
look for is a two-position cap, like the one 
found on your car's radiator," Hartke 
explained. "This allows internal 
pressure to escape as you open the cap 
and directs it downward rather than on­
to the operator." 

One-way venting-A unique feature 
found on OMC's tank is a one-way vent 
built into the quick-disconnect fuel line 
fitting. OMC's fuel lines disconnect at 
both the tank and the motor. When the 
line is disconnected at the tank the vent 
closes automatically to prevent gas 
vapors from escaping, into your car 
trunk, for example. When the fuel line 
is connected, the one-way vent allows air 
to enter the tank but keeps the 
dangerous fumes from leaving the tank. 

Convenience features- Some other 
nice touches found on better-quality 
tanks include a retaining chain or other 
device to keep you from dropping the 
cap into the lake or sand, and brackets 
on the tank to wrap extra fuel line 
around and keep it out of the way and 
off the bottom of the boat. This reduces 
the chance of a kinked line restricting 
fuel flow and should help the lines last 
longer. Also, lines should be checked for 
deterioration due to the effects of blend­
ed fuels. Alcohol extended fuels may 
also cause corrosion in the tanks. 

A fuel level gauge is handy. Check to 
see if the gauge lens is made of glass or 
plastic. Plastic lenses often yellow or 
cloud up with age, according to OMC's 
Hartke. 

It should be stressed that these tips 
mostly apply to portable fuel tanks and 
not the built-in types found in profes­
sionally constructed bass boats. That is 
a topic for another column!

The Trojan mentor, expecting to have 
finally found the correct playoff 
chemistry, has admitted that his 
Wheelwright team is now out of any 
playoff contention, and it came on a 
disappointing note. 

"Every game, like the Fairview 
game, we should have won," Johnson 
reflected, looking back on what might 
have been. "A call cost us that one, and 
I felt that if we could have ever gotten 
that one big play against Paintsville, we 
could have won that game" 

This past Friday, and Wheelwright's 
most recent district loss, injuries played 
a key role in the Trojans' loss. 

Johnson looked on as his starting 
center Chris Thornsberry left the field. 
Soon after, Shawn McKenzie, starting 
defensive back, and backup quarter­
back, went out. 

McKenzie had been spelling Bobby 
Hood, starting quarterback, who suf­
fered an injury in the third quarter. Star­
ting defensive end Craig Martin was also 
forced from the contest. 

"If we had those players I feel that we 
would have beaten their team by two 
touchdowns, because we were driving 
the football until the injuries set in," 
Johnson said. 

The Trojans, for the second con­
secutive game. allowed a touchdown on 
their first defensive effort, and after 
Hazard added a safety, Wheelwright 
found themselves trailing, 8·0. 

With just over 10 minutes remaining 
in the game, the Trojans tied the score 
when fullback Doug Little crossed the 
goal line from three yards out. Handy 
Jackson added the two-point conversion, 
tying the score at eight. 

In the second overtime period, Hazard 
scored six points, claiming the victory, 
their first of the season.

'Gallagher's Overboard' 
is offensive and mindless 
By Frank Lovece 

The self-mockingly ti­
tled "Gallagher's Over­
board," which airs on 
Showtime on Tuesday, 
Sept. 22, and Friday, 
Sept. 25, is the comedi­
an's lOth cable special, so 
he is undoubtedly popu­
lar. But while someone, 
somewhere, must be pre­
disposed to like Gal­
lagher, anyone with a 
sense of taste will be in­
clined to dispose of him. 
Nothing on cable - not 
the Playboy Channel, not 
MTV - is as unfunny or 
offensive. 

Gallagher 

Gallagher bills himself 
as a prop-comic, a come­
dian who uses props to 
garner laughs and make 
his points. Actually, he 
uses them to prop up his 
feeble sense of comedy. 
He sets out not to aniUse 
but simply to disgust his 
audience, offering as his 
trademark a bit in which 
he squeezes fake bird­
droppings from a plastic 
seagull suspended over 
the audience. While being 
gross and disgusting in 
order to make an artistic 
point can be admirable, 

Gallagher's act is gross­
ness for the sake of itself, 
a mindless indulgence of 
the right to free speech. 

Unfortunately, his fans 
not only tolerate his mo­
ronic behavior - they 
seem to revel in it. The 
audience at this Long 
Beach, Calif., concert 
wear raincoats and carry 
umbrellas to protect 
themselves from the 
droppings, water and 
sticky pieces of fruit he 
throws at them. At one 
point, they writhe in 
masochistic pleasure as 
he waves a fat-woman 
doll that excretes God­
knows-what from be­
tween its legs. It's more 
deliberately disgusting 
than anything at a heavy­
metal concert. 

When Gallagher has 
exhausted his repulsive 
repertoire, he turns to 
politics, jabbing lamely at 
targets that span from 
one end of the political 
spectrum to the other. 
The audience first laughs 
at, then actively cheers 
his reactionary jokes, 
such as his proposal that 
we should ship prisoners 
to Beirut and then check 
them off when they get 
kidnapped. Amid the 
cheers and applause you 
can practically see the 
raincoated rabble nudg­
ing each other in 
agreement. 

Ironically, Gallagher 
seems to know exactly 
what he's doing and who 
he's appealing to. "It 
doesn't have to make a 
lot of sense in America," 
he tells the audience. "It 
only has to be original." 
P.T. Barnum couldn't 
have said it better.

For Ron Perlman, playing 
the beast is ennobling 
By Paul Elie 

The strangest series of 
the new season may be 
CBS's "Beauty and the 
Beast," which premieres 
Friday. Sept. 25. 

Ron Perlman 

The senes depicts two 
worlds - the Manhattan 
social whirl of assistant 
district attorney Cather­
ine Chandler (Linda Ham­
ilton) and the under­
ground lair of Vincent 
(Ron Perlman), a hideous­
ly deformed man-beast 
who has joined a utopian 
community that exists be­
neath the city's subways. 
When Chandler is beaten 
by muggers, Vincent res­
cues her and nurses her 
back to health, sparking 
an incredible, seemingly 
impossible secret 
romance. 

"I've never had a 
chance to play a role so 
honest and heroic," Perl­
man says. "Vincent has 
had to overcome so much 
that he's risen to a level of 
great regality. I wish I 
could be so noble." 

Monstrous roles are 
Perlman's specialty. As an 
Ulam tribesman in "Quest 
for Fire" (1981) and as a 
depraved, hunchbacked 
monk in "The Name of the 

Rose" (1986), his features 
were hidden by makeup. 

Now, as Vincent, he is 
admirable in spite of his 
looks, a "superhuman 
Hamlet" with the face of a 
lion and the unruly blond 
hair of the most wigged­
out hippie. 

"I've always been enam­
ored with performances in 
which the actor loses him­
self in his work," Perlman 
says. "I've just taken it a 
step further." 

Perlman is himself 
something of a cross be­
tween a Hamlet and a hip­
pie. He rhapsodizes about 
how the series depicts 
"epic love," and describes 
Vincent as "high-level hu­
manity," comparing him 
to Albert Schweitzer and 
Mahatma Gandhi. 

"He's completely self­
actualized," Perlman says. 
"He's noble, compassion­
ate, heroic, just and coura­
geous. He's so sure of him­
self that he lives for the 
world. 

"He's rubbing off on 
me," he adds. "I have an 
incredible sense of well­
being because I spend so 
many hours a day playing 
Vincent. In some ways my 
whole life has changed. 
It's engaging and totally 
satisfying." 

CBS is airing the series 
at 8 p.m. (E.T.), perhaps 
hoping to reach the sort of 
young, comic book-read­
ing viewers that made 
"The Incredible Hulk" a 
Friday-night hit in the 
'70s. But Perlman insists 
that the series is not for 
kids. 

"I'm trying to appeal to 
the human condition in its 
most sublime form," he 
says. "You're not going to 
see me breaking through a 
door every week."

Sandi Ferguson says 'A W' 
is the perfect iob for her 
By Marie Michaels 

Although Sandi Fergu­
son, who portrays debu­
tante Amanda Cory on 
"Another World," seems 
right at home in front of 
the cameras, the role is 
her first foray into the 
world of daytime.

"I performed in local 
stage productions while 
in high school , and I was 
involved with theater 
workshops while I at­
tended community col­
lege back home in Pitts­
burgh," says Ferguson, 
who majored in commu­
nications and journalism 
just in case her care~r as 
an actress dicjn't flourish. 

Before coming to New 
York City, Ferguson ap­
peared in local commer­
cials, industrial fllms and 
theater productior.3, such 
as "The Barber of Se­
ville~' at the Pittsburgh 
Opera. She admits that 
she hasn't had extensive 
professional acting 
training. 

"I was doing very well 
in Pittsburgh when my 
manager suggested that I 
come up to New York 
City to see if I could get a 

role on a soap," she re­
calls. "Once I arrived in 
New York, everything 
happened very fast." She 
landed her " A W" role af­
ter auditions with four 
different soaps over a 
four-month period. 

"I believe that I have 
the perfect job for me at 
the moment," Ferguson 
says. "Working on 'AW' 
is a great training ground 
for me, and living in the 
city I have access to the 
best instructors and act­
ing coaches. 

"Amanda is very 
spunky, lively, and she's 
a nice person, although 
she does have a rebel­
lious streak in her," she 
says of her character. 
"She comes from a very 
wealthy family, so .. if 
there's something she 
wants she'll go after it 
until she gets it. But al­
though she takes her 
family's wealth for 
granted sometimes, she 
doesn't rely on the mon­
ey. She's determined to 
stand on her own two 
feet ." 

Since Ferguson is just 
settling into the role, for 
now she's content to go 
with what the show's 
writers give her to do on 
screen. But she does have 
ideas about what she'd 
like to see done with 
Amanda in the future. 

''I'd like to make my­
self a little bit more com­
fortable with the job and 
the role right now," she 
says. But eventually I 
think it would be chal­
lenging to tackle a story 
line that would have 
Amanda involved with 
something heavy, like al­
coholism or drugs."

As the diligence of the 19th century 
Shaker community bore fruit in well­
supplied cellars, -kitchens, workshops 
and dewellings, so the restored village 
celebrates the gathering time today with 
traditional activities_ 

Visitors are invited to taste cider as 
it flows from the apple press in the or­
chard ... smell the aroma of herb breads 
baking in the oven of the dwelling .. . see 
molasses bubbling beside the horse- , 
powered sorghum mill ... hear the black­
smith hammer at his anvil ... experience 
the Meeting House filled with Shaker 
music and dance. 

Village interpreters performing year­
r?und domestic chores of weaving, spin­
rung, broommaking and coopering are 
joined each September by visiting ar­
tisans, and singers and dancers from 
Kentucky, Indiana, Ohio and Virginia. 

After more than a decade of festival 
activity, Shaker Village of Pleasant Hill 
continues to introduce crafts of the past, 
work of the season and education 
through the joy of the senses. The gen­
tle sound of pull knife on wood, as a 
craftsmen ~hapes a wooden pitchfork, is 
heard bes1de the wool dyer at work 
above her cauldron. Tinsmiths demon­
strate the versatility of the material that 
was the plastic of the 19th century. An
