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.Grigsby's Reinstatement Ends 
School Board Legal Battle

A legal battle which began last April 
between former supermtendenl E.P 
"Pete" Grigsby and the Floyd Count} 
School Board. ended last Wednesday 
night with the reinstatement of Grigsby 
as assistant superintendent, at a salary 
of $50,000 per year and $10,000 in back 
pay. 

On the adVlce of the Kentucky School 
Board Insurance Trust. !.he school board 

~greed to an out-of .court selllcment with 
Grigsby, who last year filed a federal 
civil rtghts sutt against the system after 
his demotion. 

Grigsby's former salary had been 
$47,200 a year but upon state recommen­
dation last year. the board decreased his 
salary hy $7,000. The state had requested 
that three administrative positions be 
abolished but only Grigsby's was 
eliminated. The demotion and decrease 
in salary were the basis of his civil rights 
action. 

"1 have given 30 years to the school 
system and I have more to give and con­
tribute, ·• Grigsby S{;ud, and added that 
the board's decision was. "a victory for 
all teachers and administrators across 

~entucky''. Grtgsby thanked the Floyd 

county board for recllfying their deci­
gion and said he felt the trouble had been 
caused by bad advice from the state 
superintendent's office. 

Attorney Ned PiJiersdorf. who repre­
sented Grtgsby. sa1d that his client had 
a 90% chan<..-e of winmng had the case 
gone to court. ''It's a fact of life in moun­
tain commumhes, you are penalized for 
speaking out and that was the main 
point of the lawsuit." Pillersdorf 
commented. 

>\Jso reinstated at the meeting was 
Adrian Bentley as asststanl transporta­
tion director. 

Other business transacted by the 
board included a request by Lloyd 
Hamilton, of the Betsy Layne Touch­
down Club, that the board co-sign a note 
for new alum mum stadium seats at Bet. 
sy Layne High School. Hamilton told the 
board that his organization had raised 
well over flOO,OOO to improve the school 
facilities in the last four years and that 
they had installed, at no expense to the 
system, a sprinkler system, fencing and 
a flagpole. 

Board Chainnan Dr. James D. Adams 
said that the board would consider the 
matter and ex.amine the legality of the 

board's potential role as a co-signer. 
Hamilton said the present seating is fall­
ing apart and that the Betsy Layne 
Touchdown Club wiU pay aU expenses 
for the improvements. 

Geneva Scalf, a cook at Prestonsburg 
Element.arv School. went before the 
board to ask that two janitors be assign· 
ed to help clean up the school's lunch­
room. She said the present staff couldn't 
cook properly while doing janitorial 
work at the same time. The board 
agreed to look into the matter. 

The board gave their approval to Lex­
ington architect Paul Haupmann's idea 
for roof repairs at Allen Central High 
School. Haupmamn pointed out lhal a 
slanted roof on the school would cost ap­
proximately half a million dollars, while 
use of a new rubberlike roofing product 
may be a more desirable alternative. 
He said some of the advantages of the 
product include short installation time, 
cost, and a 17-year guarantee. Haup­
mamn said he will ask the company 
which makes the product to replace 
anything that may be damaged in the 
event of a leak for lhe full life of the 
warranty.

The 
tncident. which state police say stemm· 
ed from an argument between the VIC­

tim and his son, occt.h-red at about 7 p.m. 
It wa, reported that Mrs. Case ftred a 
single warning shot man effort to break 
up the altercatiOn. When her husband 
t·eportedly turned and advanced tn her 
direction. she fired lwo shots which 
struck Case, apparenlly killing him 
almost instantl~. 

The victim was pronounced dead on 
the scene by Floyd County Coroner 
Roger Nelson and ,\IIrs Case was ar­
rested later by Deputy Sheriff Harold 
Johnson. The incident was still under in­
vestigation Utis week by State Police 
Detective James Stephens and the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department.

.. Recurrent Fires, Attitudes Retard 
Floyd County's Timber Potential 
By Paul N. Allen 

Timber could rival coal in economic 
Importance in Eastern Kentucky as coal 
reserves dwindle during the next few 
decades, according to forestry manage­
ment experts. But traditional altitudes 
and misconceptions regarding land use 
as well as a commonly lax attitude on 
the part of the courts may combine to ef­
fectively negate the potential value of 
the area's forest resources. 

Indeed, a signlficant amount of the 
w once-great hardwood forest which 

covers much of Floyd and other Eastern 
Kentucky countie.~ has already been 
degraded for generations lo come 
through the repeated woodland fires 
which annually plague the area. 

In Floyd county, for example, 151 fires 
burned 17,369 acres of woodland dw·ing 
the fall, 1987 fire season alone. Thus far 
this spring, 48 fires in the county have 
burned 2,384 acres, and the "danger" 
period is far from over 

ln the Eastern Forestry District as a 
whole. which, in addition to Floyd, in­
cludes Pike, .Martin, Lawrence, Johnson 
and MagofCin counties, 585 fires were 
recorded with 37.649 acres involved dur­
ing last fall's senous rash of blazes 

The figures appear particularly 
discouraging when dollar losses are 
computed . Steve Brackett, district 
forester for the Easlern District, which 
is based in Prestonsburg, explained that 
losses are figured at SSO per acre each

In other 
words. Floyd county's 17,369 acres 
damaged last fall by fire amounts to a 
loss of $1,389,520. Multiply that by 75 and 
you come up with the grand total of 
$104,2i4,000. Again, this figure applies 
just to losses last fall When the county's 
year ·in, year-out forest fires are con­
sidered even over a period of a few 
years, the losses in timber value are 
staggenng. 

"It's sad because we can grow fine 
hardwood in Kentucky that's in demand 
all over the world," said Gene Reynolds, 
a forest protechon specialist with lhe 
state Division of Forestry. Referring lo 
Eastern Kentucky's historic and 
predominant dependence on coal, 
Reynolds added: ·'My personal opinion 
is that coal will play out some day, and 
people will need something like this 
<timber> to sustain themselves." 

The international demand for hard­
wood lumber, which is used to make 
such items as fine fw·niture and expen· 
sive tnm for interiors of homes and 
businesses. far exceeds lhe supply, ac­
cording to Reynolds 

Joseph Chang, associate professor of 
forest economics and management at 
the Umversily of Kentucky. pointed out 
lhat the price ot red oak. for example, 
had jumped nearly 50 percent in the past 
few months Strong markets for yellow 
poplar. another common species 
throughout Kentuck), could be 
developed as well, Chang believes. 

"So it's not just a bunch of junk that 
people might say. 'Let's burn it,· '' 
Chang satd. "But that's a message that 
hasn't gotten out much in Easlem 
Kentucky .. 

That, indeed. the message hasn't got· 
ten out in Eastern Kentucky is evidenc· 
ed by the fact that most of the state's fire 
problems occur in the coalfields section 
with lhe Eastern District "runmng neck 
mneck." 8l'Cordmg to Steve Brackett.

For future requests, an inspectiOn will 
be conducted prior to granting the 
subscription to verify accessibility. 

Prestonsburg's parking problem was 
broached Monday night, by Councilman 
Michael Vance who proposes that the 
city provide free parking for the enhre 
downtown area. "I think if we·re ever

Why lhc problem here? According to 
Heynolds, part of the situation stems 
frcJm a Scottish· Irish tradition of burn 
mg ground cover which has been hand­
ed down for generations among many 
mountam famtlies Of Ole 3,283 forest 
fires reported during 1987, 933 were., 
determined to have been caused IJy the 7 
carele;s bur·ning of trash In other cases. 
11 wus poinh.-d out, some people wrong· 
ly think burning the woods would rid 
them of licks, chtggers and snakes. 
Th~ terram works against Eastern 

Kentucky woodlands as trash fires set 
111 lhe narrow bottoms can relatively 
eastly spread to hillsides almost alway:. 
nearby and, unbelievably, arsomsts 
cause man; of the area's fires. lo 1987, 
ror mstance. 1,445 or the 3,282 fires 
reportl'd statew1de, were caused by 
wOods arsomsls 

A major problem, and one which 
forestry officials combat through educa­
tional programs, IS the feeling among~i 
many residents of Eastern Kentucky 
that f1re!; don't really cause much 
damage as they bum over slopes and 
ridges. M;.trk Hooks, who specializes in 
forest management for the Eastern 
District, Is quick to point out the fallacy 
or this notion, 
Be~ausc fires in the area do not nor· 

ma lly burn wtlh the dramatic intensity 
and speed which is common among 
western conifer stands, many see forest 
ftrt>s. in the area as more of a help in 
burning out briars, vines and other 
underbrush. •·But what happens is that 
you're burning out the regeneration 
capabilities 10 U1e understory," explain· 
ed Hooks, who pointed out that seeds and 
seedlings are killed outright in such r~ 
while mature trees sustain severe 
damage as well although it may not be 
immediately apparent.. 

Even with larger trees, according to 
Hooks, "a really hot fire can kill 80-90 
percent of the stand although they may 
not die right away.· • Fire will almost in· 
vanably scar the upper side of the tree 
particularly lUlling bark layers. "This 
allows the entry of insects and disease­
and although the scar will heal over, the 
disease and inseet damage has alread) 
set up,·· Hooks said. What appears to be 
a perfectly sound tree may well turn out 
to be slowly dying and worthless for use 
as lumber. • 

For this reason, beeches, a species 
whrch is particularly susceptible to fire 
damage, are of little value in Eastern 
Kentucky. Moslarea hardwoods, in fact, 
regularly bring only about a third of the 
pri<:e paid in Central and Western Ken­
tucky since damage from fire is su com· 
mon, according to Hooks. 

Most fires in Floyd are either 
deliberately set b~· arsonists or are the 
re:>uJt of irresponsible burning of trash 
and clearing activitie;. Jt is to the credit 
of the DivisiOn of Forestry here that 32 
Citations were 1ssued in connection \\illi 
the 48 fires elCperienced in the county 
this spring. But such citations, accor,j 
ding to District Forester Brackett, are 
rather casually regarded. by the courrs 
especially m Floyd county, where there 
is only about a tO percent conviction 
rate, one of the lowest in the state. 

''l..awl'encecounty has about a 75 per· 
cenl conviclion rate," Brackett said, 
''and the numher of fires 10 that county 
are way down as a result." 

As long as Illegal burning citations are ' 
routinely "filed away" in Floyd county, 
Brackett belie\'es, the •·ate at which the 
county's forest reserves are being losl 
wrll never be slowed. 

Dunng the spring fire season, whieh 
lasts until May 15, burning of any kind 
of material located withtn 150 feet of an\' ' 
woodlands is prohibited and all bunu~ 
must be carried out between 4~30 p.m 
and 12 midnight, Brackett stressed.

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Berries Need Pruning Too 
But Technique Is Different 

Just like frurt trees, the vines and 
bushes that most Kentucky berncs and 
grapes grow on need to be pruned to pro 
vide maximum production 

Whether you're talking about rasp· 
berries. blackberries, grapes, or goose· 
berries, pruning thm.e vines helps put 
more fruit on lhe table at harvest time. 
The techniques of pruning. however, 
differ. 

For example, black and purple rasp" 
her1·ies require both dormant and sum· 
mer pruning, said Gerald Brown, l<}den· 
sion fruits specialist with the Universi­
ty nf Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

Dunng the dormant spring season, 
four to ~ix of last year's cane:; should be 
left on each hill, and all lateral branch~~ 
from the previous year's growth should 
be cut back to about 10 to 12tnchcs, he 
said. Then in tbe summer, growers 
should pinch off the grov. ing tips or the 
new canes as they reach two feet for 
black and three feel for purple rasp­
berries This causes side branches to 
grow. 

Spring bearing red raspberries com­
monly grow in a hedgerow sysi.Cm, 
Brown said. The row should be 14 to 18 
mches wide. Tips are not pinched back 

rior these berries since they do not 
branch in response to the practice, Weak 
and dead canes should be removed In the 
spring, leaving four or five vigorous ones 
for each foot of hedgerow.

Brown s~ud. "Canes may be allowed to 
become :;lightly higher before summer 

• ptnchsng, however." 
Sem1 erect thornless blackberries 

should be trained on a trellis. Vigorous 
ones can be pinched when they get above 
the lop trellis wire to help them keep'in 
bounds. Then In the early spring before 
buds begin to swell, reduce the total 
cane number by about one-third, leav· 
ing the thickest, most vigorous ones. 

Grapes should be pruned in early 
spring arter the severe cold weather IS 

past, Brown said. 
"Don't prune them while the wood is 

frozen, because frozen canes are brittle 
and the vines could be damaged." he 
:;aid. "Pruning in late spring eauses 
bleeding (sap now) to occur, but there 
is no evidence such bleeding is harm­
ful " 

Al planting, cut the \'ine back to two 
buds and train one trunk up to the top 
of the trellis by pinching off the lateral 
growth during the growing season. 

The top one·third of the blueberry 
plant should be removed at the initia I 
plantmg. For the next two years little 
pruning is needed except to remove 
broken or damaged branches. After the 
third ga·owingseason, prune the bush to 
open up the center early in spring. 

Currants and gooseberries are prun­
ed in late winter before growth begins. 
Both have similar growth patterns. 
After lhe first season, retain six to eight 
of the most vigorous shoots on a plant 
and cut the others off at ground level 
After the second season leave four or 
five vrgorous one-year-old shoots and 
three or four two-year-old canes. After 
the third year, retain three or four each 
from the one, two and three year canes.. 
Smce cane; that are four-years-old or 
older produce very litUe fruil, those 
older canes should be removed.

From Varmint List 

Due to problems with deer and turkey 
poach1ng in some southeastern Ken 
lucky counties, the wild hog has been 
removed from the unprotech:d species 
list by the slate fish and wildlife 
commission 

Prc\'IOUt>ly, as a varmint, wild hogs 
could be hunted year around and thus 
pr<wided poachers the opportunity to be 
m the woods at un)' time "1th a high· 
powered riDe Thas caused law enforce­
ment problems smcc poachers could 
easil) shool deer 1£ the opportumty was 
a\'~lllablc wlule allegedly hunting wild 
hogs. 

The wild hog lli still considered a 
nUisance species and eradication con­
tinues to be lhc goal. However. biologtsts 
agree lhal reductions in the number of 
wtld hogs cau be accomph.shed v;ilhout 
hampering the protection of deu and 
turke). (\\O game ammals on which a 
considerable amount of time. money 
and effort has btoen spent. 

The latter 1s particularly true in lhe 
southea~t portion of the state, where 
wild bog populations are greatest and 
the deer aud turkey popu.Jalions are just 
:ilarting to increase. 

Therefore. hunters will only be able to 
Lake wild hogs during a deer season and 
tf they ha\'e n valid deer tag in posse.s· 
sion. Hunters must use whatever 
"'eapon 1s legal for deer at the time they 
are hunting Wild hog:- do nol have to be 
taggt;d, but mu~t be checked m at the 
nearest deer <:heck station 

Allowmg hunters to take w1ld hogs 
dunng the tlecr season should help 
reduct· poachmg problems outside the 
deer and turkey seasons, while conlinu­
mg the effort to elimmate lhts destru<·· 
ttve ammnl from Kentucky's fields and 
forests

'essor who is a nationally recognized ex­
pert on lhe mtluence of ultraviolet radia­
!ion on living things continues to make 
the national headlines. 

Dr Thomas P. Coohill. head of WKU's 
phystc~:> and astronomy deparunenl, was 
'IUOLt!d in some of the country's major 
metropolitan newspapers such as the 

• New York Times. San Francisco Ex­
aminer, plus other major metropolitan 
media after he spoke to a gathering of 
the nation's top scientists last month 

Coohtll is president-elect of the 
American Society for Photobiology, and 
at the organization's annual meeting in 
Colorado Springs discussed with scien­
tists the 2.3 decrease in the protective 
o~one laver which has occurred since 
I !!69 over the United States. "Ultraviolet 
light can have deJeterious effects on the 
g(!nel.!c material in plants," Coohill said, 
and the shrinkage in the ozone layer 
could cause widespread decreases in 
plant growth on a global scale. 

Implications of lhe gradual erosion of 
he earth's pretective ozone layer was 

one of the subjects of the meeting, and 
scientists shared their latest research 
find1ngs 

For example, his studies of the Herpes 
Simplex I virus resulted in application 
for a patent for the use of butylated 
hydroxy toluene <BHT). a food preser­
valive. as a treatment for the virus. 

Coohill was the fll'st to orally test BHT 
on rabbits inflicted with the virus. The 
objective was to inhibit and hopefully 
prevent herpes in the eyes, and to test 
the effects of BHT as a membrane per­
turber on herpes virus. 

During the 1986·87 school year. on a 
$5o.ooo grant from the National 
Academy of Sciences, Coohill worked 

..awith scientists at the Jet Propulsion 
laboratory at Cal Tech University in 
Pasadena, and at the University of 
California at Berkeley studying the ef­
fects of radiation on living matter. The 
work was done for the National Aero­
nautics and Space Administration 
<NASA>. 

This experiment involves sending 100 
million nematodes <worms) into space 
on a future space shuttle mission to aid 
scientists studying safety factors paving 
the way for human space traveL 

"The effects of radiation <possibly 
cancer) would sbow up in worms within 
a few days in humans it may take 20 

• vears!' he says, adding, ''It is also very 
'"~;>xpensive to send humans into space 
whereas these animal models can give 
us statistically significant results for a 
small expenditure of money.

"Until now the astronauts have not 
suffered from extreme amounts of 
radiation as they have orbited the earth 
near the equator where they are pro­
tected by the Van Allen Belts, magnetic 
fields around the earth," Coohill 
explains, 

Coohill is a former cbairm~n of 
Western's faculty senate. He received 
the Outstanding Teacher A.ward from 
WKU's Ogden College in 1980, and

QUESTION: I am a 34 year old 
woman in good health I had a chest x­
ray a few months ago, just before I had 
my gallhlndder removed. This x-ray 
showed a grnnulomn. What is a 
granuloma? My surgeon wants to do a 
follow-up chest x-ray in six months. Is 
this normal'! I am afraid that too many 
x-rays will cause a cancer. 

ANSWER: Granulomas are non· 
cancerous masses that can form when 
a foreign material, such as bacteria, 
enters the body. lf tht• body cannot get 
rid of the invading agent in other ways, 
a number of cells will collect around il 
and wall it off. These cells appear as a 
halo around the object. Formation of a 
granuloma is orten a reaction to persis­
tent irritation. Granulomns seen on 
chest x·rays arc usiUllly smnll dense 
areas due to a remote infection, 
sometimes tuberculosis, which as no 
longer active 

Your concern about O\'erexposure to 
radiation is undcrswndablc. Large 
doses of radiation arc known to cause 
cancer. Howcver,lhe exposure to radia· 
tion during a diagnostic x-ray is very 
low. According to the American cancer 
Society, the best evidence indicates that 
there is not a particular accumulated 
dose or radiation above which cancer 
always appears. Radiation indue~ 
cancers most commonly appear m m­
dividuals who have been exposed to high 
levels of radiation, as a result of treat­
ment with x·rays <not diagnostic x·raysl 
or atomic blasts. 

Whenever an x-ray is recommended, 
it is important to weigh the risks of the 
procedure against the benefits. If you 
are a smoker close follow-up will be 
needed to be sure that the mass on the 
x-ray is a granuloma and not something 
more serious Even If you arc not a 
smoker the follow-up x-ray recommend­
ed by your doctor may pro\'ide valuable 
information on the status of the 
granuloma seen on lhc imtlal x-ray. 
Changes may indicate a condition that 
requires additional treatment or follow­
up care.

Screemngs for students and adults 
having learning difficulties are being ac­
cepted for April 21 The screenings are 
sponsored by the East Kentucky 
Tutorial Program. This is for children 
and adults who show characteristics of 
a learning problem. These are normal, 
and oflen bright. individuals who have 
trouble with reading, spelling, writing 
and language arts. These children often 
have low or unsatisfactory report card 
grades in reading. They may have trou· 
ble with phonics, sounds, and are in 
remedial reading, special reading and 
other reading programs Some students 
reverse letters. have short attention 
spans, have trouble following directions 
and completing assignments, There are 
presently programs held in seven dif· 
Cerent counties including: Knott, Perry, 
Letcher, Floyd, Pike, Madison. and 
Pulaski counties. 

The East Kentucky Tutorial Program 
IS a pnmanly nonprofit parent sup­
ported program. It is coordinated 
through the Hindman Settlement School. 
This semester approximately 250 
parents and students are enrolled m our 
programs in the seven different coun· 
ties. The classes involve parental in· 
volvemenl using highly researched 
reading and comprehension materials. 
The parents are tramed to assist as 
tutors in the program and are given sup­
port in their child's learning programs. 
A summer program with boarding 
facilities is also available. Materials are 
available to take a poor reader from in· 
troducing him or her to basic reading 
patterns to highly advanced high school 
and college level concepts.

In personal income tax. Kentucky 
makes an above-average effort.

The same holds for 
sales taxes. It falls down in property 
taxes, on which it Jags badly. Unfor­
tunate!), state schools depends 
heavily on property taxes. and it is 
here that a big increase is going to 
have to he made if the schools are to 
improve.

Despite availability of both treatment 

a.nd methods to prevent infection, heart­
worm disease continues to be a major 
concern for dog owners throughout 
Kentucky. 

Scientically known as Dirofilaria im­
mitis, heartworms are parasites that 
live within the heart of the dog, primari­
ly the right ventricle., as well as in the 
major blood vessels, usually the 
pulmonary artery and the anterior vena 
cava, Adult worms are thin but may 
reach a length as long as 13 inches. 

Mature adult females produce a form 
larva called microfilariae by the 

thousands, which circulate in tbe blood 
throughout the dog's body. When the dog 
is bitten by a mosquito, the microfllariae 
are ingested along with the dog's blood. 
They develop in the mosquito into an ad­
vanced larval stage which is infective to 
dogs, and is then passed back to the dog 
by mosquito bites. 

Earliest signs of heartworm disease 
are coughing and tiring during exercise. 
As the disease progresses, the cough 
becomes chronic and the dog has dif. 
ficulty breathing when exercised. In ad­
vanced cases. the legs and abdominal 
cavity may become swollen with fluid, 
which indicates that the heart is not 
unctioning properly. Heartworms fre­

quently completely block the flow of 
blood in the circulatory system. causing 
death.

Attorney General Fred Cowan this 
week praised a ruling upholding Ken· 
tucky's harassing communications 
statute which prohibits obscene or an· 
noying phone calls and letters. Finding 
the law constitutional, the Kentucky 
Court of Appeals agreed with arguments 
by the Attorney ~neral's office that the 
statute is not vague or overboard and 
does not regulate free speech. "This is 
the first time a court has set a precedent 
in upholding this law, and I think it's a 
big victory," said Cowan. ''It's just terri· 
ble when people are subjected to to this 
kind of harassment in their own homes." 

The Court ruled in the case of Keirn 
Yates who pleaded guilty in Fulton 
District Court to four counts Of making . 
obscene phone calls. Court records 
showed that the defendant made 
repeated calls to four women during 1985 
and 1986. In Januarv of 1987, Yates was 
sentenced to a 30 days probated sentence 
and fined $250.00 doUars. County At­
torney Jim Paitsel agreed to aJJow Yates 
to challenge the constitutionality of the 
statute as a condition of the plea 
agreement.
