Superintendent: Four 
Schools Will Be Built

Floyd Supenntendent of Schools Ron 

Hager reiterated this week that all four 
or the county's proposed new schools 
will be built, desp1te rumors In some 
areas that one or more facilities wUI be 
delayed. 

The rumors began arter the local 
board discussed isslllllg some bonds 
this year, and the remainder In 
January 1989. The move was brought 
about because the bonds must be sold 
through Floyd Fiscal Court, and state 
statutes limit bond ISSUance to $10 
million per agency annually The four 
schools will require $14.7 mllhon In 
bonds. 

Two years ago, said Hager, the state 
Legislature created the School Facill· 
ty Construction Committee to evaluate 
school districts' needs and offer 
monetary assistance to construct or 
renovate schools. 

Hager explained that state officials 
set the $4.3 million Preston$burg Mid· 
dle School <for grades six through 
etghl) as the district's first priority 
The. remaiJUD.g schools-Waylahd 
Garrett Elementary, lhe new ~h 
school on Left Beaver, and Allen 
Elementary-were all g1ven lower 
pnonty Friday, lhe local board ap­
prm ed issuing bonds for Prestonsburg 
Middle School The final reading for 
that project ~ill take pJace at the 
Fiscal Court's Aug. 22 meeting, 

Hager satd the district p!an.s to open 
bids for the Garrett-Wayland school 
Aug. 31 The bids had been let previous· 
Iv but all submitted were too high 
~ger said lbe local bOard modified its 
original plans and re-bid the project-a 
process that legally requires 30 or more 
days to complete. 

"We may have to re-b1d something 
four or five times," added the 
superintendent In addition, aU bids ac­
cepted by the local board must be ap­
proved by state officials 

HaBer sa1d if the Garrett-Wayland 
bacia are too higb at lhe August open­
lq, tbe second bond issue would go to 
whichever of the three projects sub­
mits bl(Js wtthin the budget by the 
year's end 

To beBin linanclng the third school, 
Hager said the board may split bids in­
to two packages to take advantage of 
any remaining ~- bond monies. The 
remainder, and the entirety of the 
fOUrth school, wiD be issued in January 
1989 

Overall, Floyd County will receive 
more than $14 million for school con­
struction; only $2.4 million will be paid 
for by district patrons. Residents are

It is our nation's children who 
sometimes suffer the most from pover­
ty, crime. and neglect. Often their pain 
is endured in silence because they are 
unaware or unable to turn lo someone 
lor help. 

As a founder of the Kentucky Task 
Force on Missmg and Exploited 
Children, I was staggered by the latest 
figures on problem chiltlren . This year, 
an estimated 1.000,000 children in this 
nalion will run away: nearly 2,000 bet· 
ween the ages of t5 and 19 will commit 
suicide. 200.000 will become involved 
in prostitulton . 

A critical asset in helping these 
children is legislation 1 am cosponsor­
ing to reauthorize the Runaway and 
Homeless Youth Act Under this act. 
the Department of Health and Human 
Services will target nearly $80 million 
over the next lliree years to provide 
grants, technical a!>l.istance. and train· 
ing to states, localities, and private 
enterprises for the purpose of develop­
ing local facilities to deal with the im· 
mediate needs of runaway and home­
less youths and their families . This 
legislation is designed to give local 
auUtoritjes the resources they need to 
offer children a safe plaee to go and a 
caring person to counsel them on how 
to overcome their problems. 

The programs made poss1ble by this 
acl include the Runaway Hotline. a 
24-hour toll-free number which 
children in need can call for assistance 
and which serves as the national youth 
suicide hotline: a resource guide on 
combating juvenile prostitution; a 
public-pnvate partnership to go into 
the workplace and inform parents 
about warning signs of runaway 
behavior: and Operation Safe Place, in 
which local businesses are encourag­
ed to display an instantly recognizable 
safeguard sign and serve as a link to 
localt·unaway youth centers. 

Runaway and homeless children are 
often abused and in constant danger as 
they struggle for survival on city 
streets. Often they come to the atten­
tion of law enforcement officials only 
as a result of their involvement in il· 
legal activities. It is critical that we 
concentrate money and effort on pro­
grams that can rescue these children 
before they end up in the criminal 
justice system or in drug rehabilitation 
eli nics. 

If we are to progress as a nation we 
must stat·t with our youth. The Run­
away and Homeless Youth Act has 
literally saved thousands of childrens' 
lives from drugs and abuse and helped 
them overcome the problems that they 
faced.

Blocks of ace measunng 12-18rnches

horse-drawn sleds The ICC ~as then 
covered With sawdust nnd transported 
to an 1ce house lee houses wer{l \veil 
insulated Y<lth cork and sa\\ dust and 
kept the tee frozen through most of the 
summer months 

The ice mnn regulnrJ) delivered his 
product to homes <.'nntainlng an 1ce 
box Ice boxes were nonelectrical ap­
p!iall(.'£'S w1th a compartment at the top 
for stormg the &C<' Shelves 1>1tuutcd 
below \\ere for lo(Jd storage. 

The dtainagt' system wns simple: a 
pipe extending h·om the top <.'ompart­
ment carried the melted liquid to a pan 
located undc1ncnth the ICt! box 

The tee was not only used to preserve 
food. l.mt was also chipped and placed 
m glasses of refreshments Accnrdtng 
to Horn, tlle nver was so clean then 
that the 1ce was beautiful to behold

SSI Programs Alleviate 
Concern, Says Local Official 

A common concern of parents w1th 
disabled ch1ldrcn IS whether there will 
be enough mhnc•y to support them 
throughout lhe1r hvcs The SocJal 
Secur1ty and Supplcmcnwl Security In· 
come (SSI) programs can do much to 
lessen th1s concern, according tn .Jim 
Kelly, Social Secur1ty director for the 
Big Sandy Area, 

These two progrnms can assure 
some economic security to disabled 
children of all a~ws . Under Social 
Secu1·ity, children under 18 may he 
eligible for monthly hcncfits if one of 
their parenL'> rect•ivcs Social Security 
benefits or dies. But what happens to 
a disabled child when he or she reaches 
18 or 30 or '15 and a parent retires, 
ba'Omes disabled, or dies? The answer 
is "childhood d1sab1lity benefits " 

To he entitled to ch1ldhood disablli· 
ty benef1ts, says Kelly, the child's 
disability must have started in 
childhood- before lhe age of 22 A child 
over 18 whose d1snb11lty began in 
childhoOd can start gcttjng benefits 
when a parent tstep-p.'lrent or adoptive 
parent ), d1es or starts receiving 
benefits. (For example, a worker 
covered by Soc1al Secui'ILY d1es, leav· 
ing behind a 38-year-old mentally 

retarded daughter. Thal daughter can 
be entitled to childhood disability 
benefits.)

UVA, on the other hand, 
penetrates deeper into the skin to cause wrinkling, skin 
aging, and contribute to the development of skin cancer. 
Its waves may be less energenic tl1ctn UVB's, but they 
pose a daylong threat because they pass virtually un· 
diminished through the atmosphere's ozone layer. In ad­
clition, unlike UVB's, they are just as strong in Minnesota 
as in Mississippi. For now, the sunscreens that offer the 
best protection against UVA are those U1at contain ben­
zophenone. A more effective UVA blocker, butyl-meth­
oxy-dibenzoylmethane, still awaits FDA approval.

Wh1le trout can mam· tunes be 
caught almost anY'\•herc m Laurel 
River or Paintsville lakes. a good place 
to start fishing is along drop-offs or 
creek channels "here water deplhs 
show a significant change t\'i' many 
nngle.rs are aware, the ~Jd-walertrout 
need to survive is found in the deeper 
a teas of the Jakes during tbe summer· 
months.

How can vou raise the funds to 
finance your ~hild's future? According 
to the Kentuck) State Society of CPAs, 
the answer IS relatively sunple. plan 
wisely, start saving as early as possi­
ble. and invest carefully 

In order to accomodate the new ad­
clition to your famlly, you will probably 

• need to adjust your monthly budget­
cutting back on such expenses as travel 
and enlertair1ment. But as most new 
parents soon find out, those expenses 
have a mystet·ious \\ay of dimimshing 
all by them:selves as soon as an infant 
is in the house. More importanlly, if 
your budget has not mcluded a savings 
factor up till now. it's hme to make a 
change. 

Your primary concem should be 
building a nest egg to support your 
child's later expenses, such as a college 
education. And lor good reason. Some 
financial soothsayers predict that in 18 
years. fom· years at a reputable college 
could cost close to $100,000, 

rf you are struggling lo move your 
~ savings account out of the three.-digil 
~~ range, building an account of $100,000 

may seem an impossible dream. But if 
you stat·t saving now, when your· child 
is young. the dream is obtainable. In­
vest $2.470 a 1ear at ao interest rate of 
eight percent and in 18 year:s, you'll 
have $100,000. If you can't afford to 
save a little over $200 a month, invest 
whatever amount is reasonable-just 
make sure that as your annual income 
increases, so do the deposit::; to your 
child's savings account. 

How you invest )'our savmgs is one 
ol the most critical decisions you can 
make. Don't let time pressures lure 
you into following an investment 

j strategy that a neighbor or favorite un­
cle suggests. Get expert advice and 
research all options. 

Let's look al the most C()mmon finan­
Cial advice that young parents receive: 
Budd funds and shift tax liability to 
your child by moving income and 
assets into a Custodial Account for 
Minors, or by having each parent 
donate a tax-free gift of up to $10,000 
tu the child. For the average family, 
there are several reasons why this ad· 
vice should be viewed with caution.

Secondly, shifting income into a 
custodtal account means relinqui:.hing 
control of the assets to your child. You 
cannot use lhe funds lor your own pur 
poses, even in emergencies. nor can 
you use the funds to pay for ordinary 
expenses for your child Moreover. in 
most states your child wiU gain full ac· 
cess to the money at age 18. and may 
very well opt for a lnp to Tahiti ralhet· 
than tour years at Harvard. 

Finally. by shilling mcome to your 
child, you may adversely affect the 
amount of federal financial aid he or 
she may one day re<·eive. Under the 
Congressional Method of determming 
the amount of money thal a family can 
contribute to the cost of a college 
education, parent's assets are 
calculated at 5 percent of their value 
as opposed to 35 percent for the stu­
dent's assets. Thus. a savings account 
of $10,000 held in your name would add 
only $500 to the family contribution. 
while the same account in vour child's 
name would increase the ·ramily con­
tribution by $3.500. 

You can avoid some of the dra\\· 
backs of shifting income to a child by 
placing the funds in a trust for minors 
In many states, the trust will not 
release assets to the child until he or 
she is 21, and you can impose condt­
tions as to how the money is distributed 
and for what purposes. For these bene­
fits, you will generally have to pay a 
lawyer to set up the trust as well as an 
annual fee for the bank or trust com­
pany acting as trustee. The trust also 
has to pay any taxes due on the ac­
cumulated interest. 

Generally, saving for your child's 
future should be no different than sav­
ing for your own. Choose investments 
that have a risk factor and vield com­
patible with your goals. H tax deferral 
is of great concern lo you. consider op­
tions that defer taxes without requir· 
ing you to shift substantial amounts of 
income to your child. For example, you 
can buy U.S. Treasury EE series bonds 
in your own name and defer taxes on 
the interest earned lor up to 12 years, 
or buy them in your child's name with 
a maturity date that defers taxes until 
after your child reaches age 14. In 
either case, you receive decent interest 
and a guaranteed minimum return.

Another Lype of bond to consider IS 

the "zero coupon" bond, which is of­
lered at a price substantially lower 
Lhan 1ts face value. What makes these 
bonds a good investment is their high 
rate of return when I hey mature. Note 
that while these bonds pa) no 1nterest 
to the holder, the investor is never­
theless taxed as if interest were paid 
out annually For this reason. you may 
prefer zet·o-coupon municipal bonds. 
The interest is exempt from federal 
taxes, and also from stale and local 
taxes if you buy bonds issued by the 
state in which you live Certain 
municipal bond funds can also offer tri­
ple tax-free returns. 

'single-premium annuities have 
become an increasingly popular way to 
accumulate tax-deferred savings. But 
he warned-in many cases, you may be 
subject to surrender charges if you 
decide to withdraw a portion of your in­
vestment before a specified amount o! 
time has elapsed. Equally important. 
Congress is considering provisions lhal 
would reduce or eliminate the tax 
benefits of using insurance policies as 
savings plans. 

When saving for your child's future, 
consider lhe potential risks and retw'Ds 
of an investment first, and tax implica­
tions second Follow sound financial 
strategies and make sure your portfolio 
is ctiversined. H you are overwhelmed 
by allot the options. CPAs advise you 
to consult a financial expert.
