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School District 'Adrift,” Says Audit Team

Those attending Wednesday's
Floyd County Board of Education
meeting received a double dose of
bad medicine, in the form of two
reports: a much-lauded curriculum
audit found that the district has vir-
tually no curriculum coordination or
planning; in addition, the district
may face a deficil of $325,000 al the
end of the current fiscal year

The curriculum audit, the first in

Kentucky, revealed siudents are
“acting as tax collectors'' in garner-
ing $1.7 million in fund raising; il
also found political patronage by
board members and administrators,
a lack of goals and accountable
board policies, and virtually no coor-
dination of students' academic
studies from class to class, school to
school.

The possible deficit, meanwhile,
may mean that the state Board of
Education will volte at its January

meeting o take control of the
district's finances. The stale has
taken that step in the Pike County
school system.

According to district superinten-
dent Ronald Hager, an exit report
three to four weeks ago by state
auditors indicated that the district
may end the year $325.000 in the red.

In gquestion, said Hager, is
whether funds generaled by addi-
tional lax were placed ina restricted
account for school construction pro-

jects currently underway.

“I don't know if the money was
placed in the general fund, and il it
was used to alleviale the deficit,””
said Hager. He sald he éxpected to
receive a final report in the next
week.

The funds, collected aver the lasl
two years, are required by state law
to be placed in a restricted account
to be used as local funding for plann-
ed construction of four schools. Pay-
ment is due on the projects in

January or February.

Should Floyd County be declared a
deficit district, said Hager, ""Then |
would presume the state would take
over, as they did in Pike County ™
He said the threat of state control
has been apparent for "‘quite some
time."'

CURRICULUM AUDIT

“The recent history of the Floyd
County Schools has been one of con-
flict and instability, particularly in
the office of the superintendency.”

stated the report ‘‘The school
system slands at a unigue
crossroads, It can get on with its
struggles to come to full compliance
with state reguirements and man-
dates, or it can slip back into the
poor management practices of the
PBS!-"

Audil team members studied
documentation throughout the
9.385-student  district, wisited all
schools, and talked with ad-

Mayor Reports To City Council:
Good News Abounds In P'Burg

The news is good in Prestonsburg
these days: the city is fiscally sound,
the police department is doing well,
the fire departmenl has little
business, several streefs have been
repaved and Archer Park is
undergoing a continuing facelift

I that's not enough, officials are
also planning to finance new
sidewalks and curbg in the
downlown business ared, and begin
a major push for economic develop-
ment throughout the city

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latla
covered those poinls and several
others Monday night as she address-
ed the city council, delivering her
annual report on the condition of the
municipality

Following are highlights from her
report:

FINANCE

—The oty is '“safely in the
black,'”' said Latta, after nearly
three vears of coping with inherited
deficits and Lhe loss of Federal
Revenue Sharing funds. The current
budget is $1.7 million, with new
revenue provided by the 2 percent
tax on restaurant sales and hotel and
motel room rental. Lalta said all
proceeds from the tax are dedicated
to developing increased recreation,
tourism and convention business,
which she called the key to the city’s
future economic growth.

— The tourism (ax Is bringing in
more than originally planned: initial
estimates called for $135,000; in the
first half of the year, i{ generated

£100,000. From those funds, the cily
is developing brochures, assisting in
planning for a new festival, and
renovating Archer Park. Archer
Park work included swimming pool
renovalion, 2 new baseball field and
fencing.

— A youth centéer has been
eslablished, and a part-time director
employed

— The city survived a 22 percent
increase in health insurance
premiums for its employees, and
will begin looking at new salary
schedules in January. Latta says
funds for a raise are available.

— More than 20 businesses expan-
ed or located in Lthe Prestonsburg
area this pasi year.

POLICE DEPARTMENT

— Capt. Dickie Campbell was pro-
moted o chief of police in January
The department has answered more
than 3,000 complaints this year, clos-
ed over half of the cases it opened,
made more than 500 non-criminal
and more than 240 eriminal arrests,
issued nearly 1,500 citations, and
performed more than 10,000 security
checks

Of the 356 accidents worked in the
first 11 months of the year, only one
fatality was reported (the first in
almost six vears),

— Five police vehicles were pur-
chased for the department from the
State Police auctions of used
cruisers, at a total cost of $11,025,

— Although not strictly related to
the police department. represen-
tatives of the cily met with state
Iransportation officials. helping br-

PSC Rules On Utility
Cases In Floyd County

The Kentucky Public Services
Commission finalized a number of
cases involving Floyd County utility
companies, some resulting in
decreases, and others in increases,
or residents utilizing the different
firms.

Auxier Road Gas Company was
granted a purchased gas adjustment
to reflect a $1,043 increase in
wholesale costs from its supplier,
Columbia Gas of Kentucky. The in-
crease will result in an average an-
nual hike of $2.20 per customer. The
order became effective Tuesday,
Nov. 14,

The PSC also granted Elzie Neeley
Gas an adjustment lo reflecl a $202
increase in wholesale costs from its
supplier, also Columbia Gas of Ken-
tucky. The average annual increase
per residential customer will be
$2.28; the order took effect Tuesday

In a separate case, officials
granted Martin Gas an adjustment
to reflect a %908 increase in
wholesale costs from its supplier,
Columbia Gas of Kentucky. As with
other increases, residents will see
their annual rates increase §2.28.

East Kentucky Ulilities was

Tuesday Fire Heavily Damages
Ivel Residence; No One Injured

When Allen Fire Departmenti
firefighters arrived at the home of
James “Jimmy'' Settles at Ivel just
before 7 a.m, Tuesday, lhey found
two rooms at the back bf the house
ablaze, with flames shooting out of
the downstairs windows.

What they didn't know at the lime
was that the house included a full-
size basement, and that was where
the flames originated.

Firefighters Todd Gray and Joey
Reynolds attempled to go down into
the basement via a stairwell located
in the home's fronl room, bul were
forced to return upstairs

Fire department personnel began

removing valuables for the family
from the second story of the $300,000
home as others monitored the base-
ment blaze.

Part of the first floor fell into the
basement, said Gray. as firefighters
fought to contain the blaze Flames
spread through the atlic, going
through chimneys and causing
damage 1o the roof.

“After three or four hours of
fighting the fire, it was brought
under control." said Gray. Person-
nel remained on the scene two hours
longer lo find and extinguish hot
spots.

The Betsy Layne Fire Department

assisted by sending breathing ap-
paralus,

The home incurred extensive fire,
water and smoke damage. The
flames are believed 10 have started
inthe basement, where Settles' son's
bedroom is, Jimmy Seitles Jr. was
awakened by the smoke, and alerted
the other six members of the family.

The cause of the fire has not been
determined, bul officials have ruled
oul possible arson.

"“They were lucky o get oul of the
house,” noted Gray, who expressed
thanks lo the Settles' neighbors for
providing coffee throughout the coid

Wheelwright Water
Situation Improving

Residents of the Wheelwright area
had running water in their homes by
last Thursday, a privilege they had
missed for over a week.

1 hope we never have lo go
through an ordeal like this again.”

Ruling May Affect
Status Of Cemetery

About two dozen persons crowded
into the tiny hearing roam of the
Kentucky Department of Surface
Mining here Thursday to witness the
charges brought against local miner
and developer Gary Branham.

Most of the visitors were relalives
of persons buried in the Bingham
Cemetery, located on US 23 north of
Prestonsburg on a hill being
developed by Branham.

Al issue was nol the cemelery
itself, but the state's contention thal
Branham, owner of Triple B Mining.
had mined the site without a permit.

During the seven-and-a-half hour
hearing, Atterney Norman Bennett,
representing the department,
brought oul an array of witnesses lo
try to prove that Branham had taken
coal for sale from the site.

Branham, through his attorney
Charles Baird, contended he was
developing the site for an office
building. pasture and other uses,
The uncovering of the coal was nol
intended in the excavation, Baird
said.

State's witnesses included a coal
truck driver who said he heard there
was coal to be picked up on the site,
even though he did not haul any coal
away, and an inspector from the US
Office of Surface Mining who
testified he saw two loads of coal
taken from the site.

According to Danny Clark, chief
reclamation officer for DSM,
Branham could not legally mine

within 100 feet of a cemetery. “even
with a permil."' The cemetery
regulation, Clark said, "“doesn’t kick
in until he gets a permit."

Normally, a landowner can mine
up to 250 tons of coal for his own,
non-commercial use, said Clark.
Branham, however, who has a per-
mit to mine in Martin County. is con-
sidered a commercial miner and
“could not even sell a ton”” without a
local permit, Clark said.

According to Clark, if Branham is
found not guilty of mining without a
permit, the issue of the cemetery is
out of the department’s hands.

Hearing officer Susan Johnson, a
Johnson County altorney. has 30
days from the date of the hearing to
make a formal decision. Johnson
can determine whether Branham
violated the law and, if so, she can
dotermine the assessmenl against
Branham. The state has recom-
mended an assessment of $47,000. 1f
the hearing officer finds Branham
guilty of the violation. then he will
also have to retore the land to its
original contours.

Attorney Bennell, in presenting
the state's case, charged Branham
with “knocking over gravestones,
cutling trees and possibly removing
graves. "

Bennett claimed that there is
“real danger thal in the future, the
hillside will erode expasing graves
and causing further environmental
damage "

For Boyd, Home Is A Dream Coming True

The fool bridge crossing Buffalo
Creek is two slick boards wide. A
slack wire cable serves as a hand rail

Cecil Boyd has to cross the shaky
bridge to get to the road from his
home—if it can be called that—in the
back room of a dilapidated structure
that sits pear the end of an isolated
road in the northwestern part of the
county.

From the road, the old house ap-
pears to be unoccupied—unlivable, in
fact. Window panes are broken or

missing, boards are rotted, and the
roof sags.

Inside Boyd's room is a Fatso coal
stove he uses to warm himsell and his
food. Sool from the improperly-
vented stove covers everything in
Boyd's tiny guarters. Near the unus-
ed inside chimney, the upstairs floor-
ing is slowly making its way down-
stairs.

A single light bulb hangs from the
ceiling, jerry-rigged with an elec-
trical cord that runs to one wall and
around another, During the day light
hours the bulb is unneeded. Light
enters the room around the closed

door, through the stove vent and in
two cracked windows

In an outer room, once probably a
kilchen, Boyd keeps a supply of food
and steps gently over rotting floor
boards

But that way ef life is coming to an
end for the 83-year-old Boyd. Just a
few feet from his family home,
workers from the Christian Appala-
chian Project’s home repair program
are building a new residence for the
Endicott man.

The 12x20-fool wood structure will
not be extravagant by anyone's stan-
dards, bul it will be sealed off from

the winter winds with insulated walls
and ceiling, and will have good ven-
tilation for the sturdy old stove. It will
also have a front porch where Boyd
can sit when the weather clears and
watch the hills and the wildiife that
he’s known all his life.

**At least it will keep him warmer
and drier," said Jeff Russell, a CAP
volunteer and Notre Dame-trained
architect who is helping to build the
new house.

If the money is forthcoming, the
workers will also run water from
Boyd's well and install a bathroom
and septic system, something his old
house never had

“We usually try to repair homes,"
said Darrell Combs, manager of the
CAP program. '‘But this one couldn't
be repaired. The cosl to repair would
have been too much, and we probably
couldn’t have made it safe.”

Combs estimales that the new
house, without plumbing, will cost
about '2 500. He is hoping that CAP
can find the additional $2,200 to pay
for the plumbing system

The county has given bridge steel
to build a new bridge across the
creek. The CAP manager is now look-
ing for bridge lumber to complete that
phase of the renovation

The Boyd home is one of aboul 300
the CAP crew has repaired, added to
or built in the last few years. Repairs
have ranged from new roofs to lixing
electrical systems. Additions have in-
cluded adding a bathroom for two
elderly sisters and putting two large
rooms onto a small house in which
about 10 people lived.

Combs is hopeful that the state's
new emphasis on the homeless will
result in more funding for the pro-
gram. “CAP has been trying to do
something for the homeless for many,
many vears," he said. “We're glad

the state is becoming aware of the
hidden homeless which we've seen for

years."

CAP relies heavily on volunteers,
suich as Russell and Fr. Jim Scott of
Washington, DC who come in for
special projects like the Bovd house,
and Dan Becker, a Colorado construc:
tion worker who has commitled a
year, Two regular staff employees,
Donald Puckett and David Hutehin-
son, are also involved in each project,

Combs finds out about housing
needs from referrals, particularly
from other CAP workers. Judy Crum,
who works with CAP's elderly visita-
tion program, referred Boyd.

When Crum first visited Boyd las!

January, she was appalled at the liv-
ing conditions. ““He didn’t want to
leave his home and he had no medical
reason o be in a nursing home,”
Crum said. ""So | asked Darrell if
there was some way he could help."

While his vision and hearing are not
as perfect as they once were, Boyd is
spry and healthy, He doesn't talk
much, but his smiles and obvious joy
are evident as he watches the workers
put the finishing touches on his new
home,

“No one has to live like this,™
Combs sald "“The lolks that are
unable to help themselves are the
ones being forgotten."

Cecil Boyd is no longer forgotten.

The curriculum audit recently
received by school officials revealed
what many Floyd Countians already
knew: their educational districl is a
shambles.

The results shouted themselves
acraoss headlines of state
newspapers. across radiowaves and
throughout livingrooms in Eastern
Kentucky. While mosl people agreed
thal the districl had long since pass-
ed. in a downward spiral. any hint of
bare mediocrity, nearly everyvone
was aghast at the extent of the pro-
blems revealed

We all want someone to'say it isn't

so — that the distriet is bad, ves, but
not that bad.

Unfortunately, no one car.

And with a projected deficit this
fiscal year. it's a fairly good bet that
we, like our Pike County counter-
parts, will see the state step in and
control our financial dealings after
the state Board of Education meets
in January.

Somehow, we find ourselves in the
strange situation of shaking the loeal
board's hand at the same time we
are rapping their collective
Knuckles.

We are glad thal the board re-

quested the curriculum audit, know-
ing that ils objectivity and
thoroughness would strip away all il-
lusions that the district could
manage ilself. From the audit;
school officials and the public have a
base from which to begin rebuilding
the system.

At the same lime, however, we
have a superintendent who has been
with the district more than 20 vears,
who has, in fact, been assistant
superintendent. We have fundamen-
tally the same board now that we
have had for vears,

Why, we wonder, has something

not been done hefore? And what
should make the public believe thal
something will be done now?

We have the right to demand that
board members, rather than pro-
viding passive support to the
superintendent, be educational
leaders, setting the pace, reaching
for goals, and finding ways not to
catch up, but to excel,

We obviously must restructure our
school system, rebuild it from the
ground up: To do that, the the Floyd
County Board of Educalion is going
to have lo do semething it hasn'l
done in quite some time: be pro-
gressive.

People who don’t wanl to gel inlo
the holiday spirit should avoid
Mountain Comprehensive Cares
greenhouse on US 23 north of
Prestonsburg this time of year
The greenhouse, MCC's sheltered
workshop, is a profusion of red. pink
and white poinsetlias guaranteed Lo
give even Scrooge an Infusion of
seasonal cheer

The greenhouse’s 47 workers, all
_‘of them mentally handicapped or
with developmental difficulties,
have been growing the traditional
Christmas plants since last May, ac-
cording to Chalmer Howard, direc-
tor of the facility

The process starté with four-inch

rooted cultings purchased from a
supplier. After they get some
growth, said Howard, the
greenhouse workers start more cul-
tings from the original planis. One
plant can supply 25 to 30 cultings, he
said

In late August, when customers
are worryving about summer
harvests and fall foliage. the voung
poinsettia sprouts are being rooted
and potted. By late November, they
have become the lush plants that
grace tables in homes, churches and
businesses.

Howard estimates the greenhouse
sells "'several thousand'" poinsettias
in pols and hanging baskets to in-
dividual customers, as well as o
retail florists. ‘Poinsellias are our
second money-making crop, behind

Major elements of the bill include:

—~Creates an independent corpora-
tion to manage the lottery. The lottery
i& to be accountable to the Governor,
the General Assembly and the public
through & system of audits, reports
and financial disclosure.

—Allows the lottery corporation to
be given direction by a board of direc-
tors and a president of the corparation
to be given direction by a beard of
directors and a president of the
corporation.

—Requires all records of the cor-
poration to be open unless the infor-
mation relates (o a trade secret or the
security of its retailers or the lottery.

Subjects all employees of the jot-
tery and those retailers participating
in the lottery to security checks.

Exempts the first $600 annually in
lottery winnings from Kentucky in-
come tax

-Adds unclaimed prize money to
the pool.

The board of directors and its presi-

dent will decide on Lhe type of games
to be conducted and the price of
tickets. They will also select the
number and amount of prizes, as well
as the method, selection and valida-
tion of winning tickets, Also decided
by the board and its president will be
the means of conducting drawings
and the manner of payment of prizes.

This legislation did not address how
lottery revenue will be spent.
Legislators, including myself, agree
that it is wise to wait until the 1990
‘General Assembly convenes to decide
upon those kinds of expenditures. We
will then have a more realistic idea
of the monies the Commonwealth can
expect Lo receive.

1 feel the legislation is well written
and every attempl was made to
create an honest structure well above
the hint of any irregularities. I think
all supporters of the loltery owe a
great deal to the members of the
House state government committee
for taking the extra time to insure
such a quality piece of legislation. 1
am proud to have laken part in the
process.

The measure will now go to the
Senate, It is estimated that the
General Assembly could possibly
complete its work within the week.

SANCTIONS IMPOSED FOR ILLEGAL SATELLITE
DESCRAMBLER MARKETING

On November 10, John R, Ross, Sr. of J-Lyn Enter-
prises in Cartersville, Georgia, was sentenced
under the laws which prohibit the marketing of
unathorized satellite programming descramblers.
Ross received a one-year suspended jail sentence.
He was also fined $3,000, placed on two years’ pro-
bation, and required to forfeit all illegal items in
his possession. The U.S. Marshall’s Service ar-
rested Ross on August 25 and seized unauthoriz-
ed descrambling devices from his store, including
receivers, descramblers, an EPROM burner and
chips, and software used to tamper with
descramblers, Other such enforcement actions
are ongoing in various cities nationwide. Prior fo
Ross’s arrest, the Federal Communications Com-
mission had issued warning citations to
descrambler marketers (Washington Report,
August 8)

In its most recent report on scrambling, the
FCC concluded that the theft of satellite program-
ming through illegal descrambling devices is the
greatest threat to the future viability of the home
satellite dish industry (Washington Report,
February 29). The FCC report recommended that
Congress raise the penalties for piracy to deter
such activity. In addition, victims of piracy are
urged to seek relief under the piracy laws which
include civil or criminal penalties of up to $500,000
in fines, five years’ imprisonment, and seizure and
forfeiture of descrambling devices.

Contrary lo whal many anglers
believe, not all largemouth bass
hibernate in un-catehable depths dur
ing the winter

On some lakes, the fish actually
stay shallow—or pérhaps move
shallow at certain limes—during the
coldest temperatures

"“There are several shallow watér
winter patterns anglers should in
vestigate before giving up and
heading to deeper depths,’" explains
David Wharton, a member of the
Johnson Outhoards Pro Staff and
long-lime guide on Sam Ravburn
Reservoir in Texas

“Tributary crecks, vegetation, and
riprap often hold fish in shallow
waler, if not throughout the winter, at
least during part of it. Much, of
course, depends on whal else is
available for the bass, but | sirongly
recommend fishermen look for these
first if they want Lo stay in shallow
water."

Winter vegelation is more common
on Sun Belt lakes, says Wharton,
even though the cold weather kills the
greenery on'the surface, the grass
continues (o grow underwater
Anglers can find it by studying a dep
thiinder and concentrating along
deeper (lats, in shellered bays and
coves, and wherever the vegetation
may have been present earlier in the
I\'I‘EH'

Stop-and-go retrieves
are among the best to use

“Ancther option for shallow water
winter fishing is to work (ributary
creeks."” adds Wharton. *'Whal you're
doing when you fish a creek is simp
ly eliminate the deep water oplion for
bass. Some bass will live their entire
lives in the same Lributary and never
ieave, regardless of the conditions.”

Wharton believes the best winter
¢reeks are those that have good
spawning areas in them, and which
have abundant cover He always
chooses one o the lower end of a lake
the water will probably be
slightly deeper, and one on the north
shoreiine of the lake beciause it
receives the most sunlight each day

“*Many peaple who participale n
this program have no money and no
insurance and wouldn't go lo the
doctor otherwise,” said Dr. Russell
Travis. a Lexinglon neurosurgeon
who helped the KMA start and
operale the program. "People don't
like to beg and be rejected, so they
don’l go toa doctor. There’s no ques-
tion this program encourages people
togo." Travis said.

Travis, who accepted the AMA's
plaque and $5,000 stipend for the
KMA at the national group's
meeling in Dallas. said he hopes the
award *'ereates a dialogue’ to bring
attention to the medical needs of the

District To Participate
In Ky. Student Project

Floyd County is one of 15 school
districts selected to participate in the
Student Scholarship Partnership Pro-
ject during the 1985-1989 school year,
aceording {0 Kentucky Department of
Education officials.

The purpose of the Student Scholar-
ship Partnership Project js to
recognize and reward student
achievement by providing financial
incentives for post secondary training
and study opportunities at any ac-
credited vocational or academic in
stitution, officials said.

School districts selected lo par-
ticipate agreed to match a $2,500
federal grant on a one-to-one basis
with funds from business partners in
the local community.

The $2,500 grant, blended with
$2,500 from local partnership efforts,
will create a $5,000 scholarship fund
in each of the 15 participating school
distriets for a total scholarship fund
of £75,000. The Department of Educa-
tion, in administering the project. has
limited scholarships Lo a $1.000 max-
imum. Each district can award a
minimum of five scholarships or
more, depending on the amount of
each scholarship.

Student eligibility for scholarship
application is based on final semester
grade of B or above, full use of
academic/vocational potential! par-
ticipation in school-sponsored ac-
tivities; initiative to earn money, in-
ability to continue education without

financial assistance; neither receipt
nor anticipated receipt of finaneial
assistance during the 19891990 school
year.

Scholarship applications will be
available in the office of the loeal
Superintendent. Students will com-
plete the application, attach one let-
ter of recommendation and return
both to Superintendent.

Local school districts will name a
three-person scholarship selection
committee Lo review student applica-
tion and award scholarships.

by Mark Clarke The pioneer rural

other materinls they could save were
salvaged lo piece together for bed
covering

Handed down [rom mother (o
daughter and added to, when more
material became available for extira
padding, the quill became a family

heirloom. Treasured f{or hours of
labor and its comlort of warmth, il
was a gift given with love

The intricate designs of the modern
guilt came [rom these simple
beginnings

In this little book (rom the Ken

tucky Bicentennial Bookshell series,
Clarke examines the ¢raft of quilting
in Kentucky and finds it ditferent bul
as lively todayas it was 150 years ago

From the lone quilter stitching in
quiel conlentment (o the busy con
vivialiaty of the quilting bees, the
quilts that Kentuckians make are
prized for their design and workman
ship. With original crealions or a
variation of an established pattern

with material salvaged or purchased,
thousands of Kentuckians practice
the ancient craft for gift giving and
personal use. This book is their story
and a display of their art,

How to Make Whirligigs and Whim-
my Diddles, by Florence Pétit, Pro-
perly called a gee-haw whimmy did-
dle, it was prabably made by a moun-
tain whittler and given its silly name
when some child asked him what it
was. Made with two sticks cut with
notches and fitted with a propeller, it
hecame a children's toy made from
seraps and a few minutes of knife
work. With a pocket knife, a couple of
branches and this book, the toy of our
grandfathers can be recreated.

From a carved duek lo a corn shuck
doormalt, this wonderful *‘how-to"
book gives directions to recreate the
art of our ancestors. Today called
folk-art and collected, it is somelimes
a revelation to realize that we can
make these things new.

The operative word for using this
book is lime. The book supplies com-
plete instructions and a list of tools—
all the aspiring artist needs is lime
and a new generation of children can
be amusted by a gee haw whimmy
diddle or a whirligig.

Wooden Speon Puppets, by Addrey
Dean. You can buy them new or use
mom’s discarded one—add eyes,
nose, hair—some discarded scraps
for clothes and you are ready to give
vour own Christmas pageant with
wooden spoon puppels

The book gives hints for using other
discards (plastic bottles, cardboard,
old slinkies, buttons) to disguise the

A truly amazing collection of ideas,
this book and free access to what can
be scrounged from around most
homes and any child or adult with an
imagination, a pair of scissors, a
hammer, and some glue could be
ready for their first performance to
amaze their Christmas visiting
relatives,

In case modern imaginations are
not what they use to be, the book ends
with seripts for two original plays,
suggestions for theater settings, and
appropriate props. If you're a saver
of odds and ends, this project will
leave your wallet in your pocket.

Foxfire 3 ed. by Eliot Wigginton.
Like all the foxfire books; this is a col-
lection of folk tales and stories of how
things were done in the old way. It
tells about animal care and ginseng
gathering, bul mostly this edition of
the series is devoted to the things that
were made with discarded material
and simple tools—often only a pocket
knife. '

Cornshuck dolls were fashioned
from the dampened and shaped shuck
of the corn—enhanced by using the
silk for hair and colored with the dye
from berries. Decorative flowers
were also made from corn shucks,
and so were mops and door mats,
Gourds were used to fashion dippers,
bird houses, dishes, baskets and even
banjos.

The making of banjos and delei-
mers is a large part of mountain
heritage, and some of this history is
traced in these stories. As could be ex-
peeted in a “Foxfire"" book, there are
the ever-present interviews with plain
people on plain subjects of every day
living,

A nostalgic trip into the past when
everything was used for something
and most of thal something would far
outlast their modern, store bought
counter part.

Craft Projects, by Mike Bathum.
Shaved crayon and wax paper, with a
little imagination makes a stained
glass window—artistically rolled and
glued paper is an intricate collage—
popsicle sticks and yarn become a

Mexican good luck hanging—and
straws and string become birds and
dogs.

Craft Projects gives full, pictured
directions to make all of the above
and many, many other crealive pro-
Jjects that use imagination and found
material instead of money.

If you're a group leader looking for
activities, an arl teacher, or a
fundless youth seeking ideas f[or
Christmas presents, this book could
be a boundless source of inspiration

American Folk Toys, by Dick
Schnacke. Recognizing that the folk
knowledge to make homemade toys
from scraps was disappearing with a
generation weaned on the glitter of
the shopping mall, Schnacke has
gathered the surviving information
for 85 folk toys in this entertaining
baok.

Here are toys made from wooden
thread spindels (are they still wood?),
clothes pins, peach seeds, nails, and
lots of string and glue,

Divided into 13 sections, ranging
from action and skill toys to puzzles,
tops, dolls, and games, it enables the
reader o produce for himself or his
family and friends such exotic
amusements as the flipperdinger and
the sky hook, as well as the more con-
ventional apple doll and cornstalk
fiddle.

Inexpensive and ingenious, these
toys will prove to be as much fun to
make as they are (o play with.

The Forgotten Crafts by John
Seymour, More for reading and ad-
miring than the previous selections,
these crafts were not toys or past time
activities, but what it took to exist.
Thatching for roofs, sleds to move
things, spinning to make thread for
clothing, bricks for building and on
and on—things the people (before
mass production and modern
materials) made themselves.

From the simplest thing like a
bucket—withoul a handy hardware
store and money in your pocket—it
was made from natural materials,

This book shows, in painstaking
detail, how they did it. A horse show,
a wagon wheel, a boat, a barrel, a
pair of shoes, a saddle—they are all

shown being made the old fashioned
way—by hand.

A book {o make one humble, The
Forgotten Crafts reminds us that we
may be better educated but our
ancestors could exist (very well) by
using natural products, their own
power, and family learned know-how.

Basketry of the Appalachian Moun:
tains by Sue Stephenson, This book is
a complete manual of the technology
and history of basketry in the Ap-
palachian mountains,

Stephenson, a native of the moun-
lains, has examined hundreds of sur-
viving baskets to record the techni-
ques for making the traditional splint,
willow, honeysuckle, and straw
baskets as well as hearth brooms.

She provides complete, step by step
instructions and diagrams for mak-
ing, among others: a round service
basket, a provider baskel, a sewing
basket, a two-pie basket and the
master piece of mountain craft, the
twin bottomed egg basket.

Stephenson explains the language
of basketry (the meaning of such

terms as froe, slype. and glut), in-
¢ludes notes on the use of dyestuffs,
on cleaning and conservation of old
baskets, and on collecting, as well as
a list of suppliers of basketry
malterial.
