Confront City Councilors

An annexation ordinance and a new
city retirement system ordinance top-
ped the agenda at Monday night’s Ci-
ty Council meeting. While both issues
were discussed, the council decided to
study them further before voting.

The proposal is to annex an area
along U.S. 23 that takes in part of
Water Gap. The City’s Planning Com-
mission approved of the plan, and
Harold Baldridge, of Baldridge
Engineering, drew up a map of the
area to be incorporated; yet the map
included residential homes that
weren't intended to be included, so it's
back to the drafting board. Two
residents of the area questioned the ex-
pansion and said they prefer to be left
outside of the city.

Councilor William 0. Goebel called
the annexation a good way to provide
city services to people outside its boun-
daries and a way to meet the growing
needs of the city. '‘We're busting at the
seams, but we don’t have anywhere to
expand to,”" Goebel said. He cited
Pikeville as a city annexing large
tracts of land to accomodate growth
and business development.

Hager: ‘No Indication’ Of Problem

With the threat looming of a state
takeover of the Floyd County School
District, Board of Education members
prepare to face the state school board
in September with no indication from
them of the problem.

“When the state identifies the pro-
blems, we can take steps to correct
them,” |said Floyd Superintendent
Ronald Hager, who says he is as
perplexed as the general public as to
why the state threatened the takeover.
Hager says that he was hot aware that
Elnyd School system would be
discussed jn the state board meeting,
and if he had known he would have
been present to answer any guestions.

Hager said that one of his problems

is that he has not received any finan-
cial reports from former Superinten-
dant Ray Brackett, whose contract ex-
pired June 30th. Hager pointed out that
under state law, Brackett was required
to furnish the reports on the status of
the system before leaving office,
The David native, who has served as
Floyd County Schools head for less
than a month, said without the reports
from the former superintendant he has
no idea of the school system’s status.
According to Hager, local officials
have carried out most of the manage-

Hager stressed that the Floyd Coun-
ty School Board had requested the Ken-
tucky State Department of Education

management team’s assistance in 1983,
and that the team had not been impos-
ed on the board. The educator went on
to say that most of the progress made
in the last five years is due to the ac-
creditation program, which is a three-
year plan of school board goals.

In the May Floyd County School
Board meeting, Tom Vinson of the
state management team used such
terms as ‘‘remarkable’’ and “‘outstan-
ding” to describe board efforts to im-
prove the system,

Dr. Clay Parks, chairman of the

Llpll‘l
meeting of the state school board, the
Floyd County board will have to show
proof of sustained progress in

eliminating problems, or the state
board may declare the Floyd system
academically bankrupt,

The 1984 Kentucky Academic
Bankruptsy law would allow the state
board to remove local officials and take
control of the school district. The
statute has never been used, but
recently the state did take control of
the Pike County School System’s
finances.

In the absence of reports from the
former superintendant, the new
superintendant says that he, like the
general public, will have to take a
“Svait-and sée attitude.”” .

“They are obviously not happy with
some areas,”” Hager said, but he could
offer nothing to allay public fears.

The search for illegal marijuana
crops continues to plague growers, who
last week alone lost 139 plants to the
Floyd County Sheriff’s Department.

The areas searched this week in-
clude Bucks Branch, Bull Creek, Lit-
tle Paint, Branhams Creek, Tolers
Creek and Stevens Branch, with only
one arrest made: Grady Nelson of

Town Branch, for trafficking in mari-

juana,

Officers of the Sheriff’s Department
taking part in the search operation in-
cluded deputies George Hale, Anthony
Castle, Randy Johnson, Harold
Johnson, Arnold Adams, Ricky

says that the search will continue
despite the hot weather and that the
department will step upits efforts near
harvesting time in the late summer.

Annexation
Talks Continue

Annexation discussions are continu-
ing between representatives of the
Holiday Inn on US Route 23 near
Prestonsburg and city officials, accor-
ding to Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta,

If annexed into the city, the Holiday
Inn would gualify to serve liquor by the
drink, provided the city council ap-
proves an ordinance allowing the sales
at its Aug. 22 meeting.

The ordinance was introduced for its
first reading during Monday night's
council meeting. Latta said the second
reading and subsequent vote would
take place in August, and not at the
specially-called meeting next Monday
night.

The proposed ordinance will allow
restaurants with dining facilities for at
least 100 persons, and with at least 50
percent of gross revenues created by
sale of food for consumption, to sell li-
quor by the drink.

Currently, no restaurants in the city
serve liquor by the drink. Latta added
that the purpose of the bill is to foster
economic development in the area,

Campbell announced that his officers
will be stopping all people on the back
streets of Prestonsburg after midnight.
Campbell said the action will be taken
inan effort to stop the rash of reported
thefts that include: lawn mowers, weed
eaters, and bicycles. The police will
ask for ID from the person stopped.
“We'll see who they are and where
they’'re going,”” Campbell said.

Campbell said the new policy was not
harassment, but an effort to protect the
neighborhoods with so many people out
moving around at night during the
summer.

UK Creates Special Ground
Transport Unit for Newborns

The University of Kentucky Hospital
has the first special-purpose ground
transport unit in Central and Eastern
Kentucky, designed to carry its
neonatal transport team and equip-
ment fo stabilize premature or
critically<ill newborns to referring
hospitals in this part of the state.

In addition, said Mary Margaret Col-
liver, UK Hospital spokeswoman, the
ambulance will provide a link to
transport adults and children from the
UK Aeromedical Service's emergency
helicopter to the hospital.

In the past, said Colliver, two infants
from Floyd County and one from
Johnson County have been transported
to the UK neonatal unit. In addition,
two high-risk mothers from Floyd
County have been transported.

*‘Plans for this special transport unit
were made during initiation of the UK
Aeromedical Service,” said Frank A.
Butler, UK Hospital director. “We

have seen an increasing need for a
ground unit due to the large number of
newborns transported to the Hospital
as well as the growing number of
helicopter transports.”

Established in 1974, the UK
Hospital's Neonatal Intensive Care unit
(NICL cares for approximately 750
newborns each year in its 38-bed facili-
ty. As a Level 111 neonatal center, a
category reserved for the most com-
plex level of care, the UK Neonatal In-
tensive Care Unil specializes in the
diagnosis and treatment of the smallest
and sickest newborns. Sixty-two Ken-
tucky counties refer Lheir sick and
premature babies to UK.

Sinee 1977, the UK Hospital has had
a neonatal transport leam. The UK
team is the only one in the state utiliz-
ing a nurse transport team exclusive-
ly. All transports are led by an advanc-
ed transport nurse trained to perform
procedures necessary lo stabilize an
infant.

The specialists travel to referring
hospitais, stabilize the infants and then
accompany the patients to the
Neonatal Intensive Care Unil in Lex-
ington. Prior to 1977, referring
hospitals transported infants to UK by
community ambulance, For the past 11
years, the team has used a private am-
bulance service or the Military
Assistance fo Safety and Transport
(MAST) helicopter and the Kentucky
National Guard helicopter. Since the
program was established, more than
2,000 babies have been transported to
UK, with an average of 20 to 30 frans-
ports each month.

The neonatal transport leam utilizes
UK’s emergency helicopter sérvice
only for infants with specific medical
problems or for those who cannot be
stabilized.

“Ground transport is the preferred
method if the infant can be stabilized
a! the referring hospital,'" said Dr. Jac-
queline A. Noonan, professor and
chairman, UK Department of
Pediatrics. “The neonatal transport
team will have access to the new am-
bulance 24 hours a day.™

Every neonatal transport by ground
will consist of two nurses trained in ad-
vanced transport and an emergency
medical technician (EMT).

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Wade Continues Quest
For Justice After Gas
Line Explosion, Injury

By Joe Porter

Where is the justice? Thal’s what
telephone lineman Paul Wade of
Buck's Branch in Martin would like to
know.

Two years ago, Wade was severely
burned in a gas explosion while work-
ing as a lineman for South Central Bell
in Allen. As a resull, he suffered second
and third degree burns over two-thirds
of his body, spent three months in an
intensive care unit at the University of
Kentucky Medical Center, has had
eight surgical proceedures — skin
grafts — and, for a year after the ac-
cident, had to be fed, clothed and bath-
ed by his wife.

Today, Wade is still unable to retuwrn
to work, the Kentucky court system
had denied him.the right to sue the
Floyd Fiscal Court—the owner of East
Kentucky Utilities—who Wades
believes caused the accident; and if
that isn't enough, his employer, South
Central Bell, fired him in March
because he “abandoned his job" and
cut off all his benefits: workman's
compensation, life insurance, and
hospitalization.

But Wade, now 33, with a wife and
three children, said he had once been
a respected employee of the company
with 11 years of service, had won two
job safely awards, and was making a
decent living for himself and family
before the accident. “'I'm trying to
press on,” Wade said, ““for I had a good
Jjob before and I now have nothing. 1
feel a total abandonment,"

The lineman said he is sure it was a
leaking gas pipeline operated by East
Kentucky Utilities that caused the ex-
plosion. *'0.8.H.A., the Public Service
Commission, and the telephone com-
pany, all did an investigation and all
revealed that propane tank on my ser-
vice truck was not leaking,” Wade
said. Speaking about East Kentucky
Utilities, Wade continued, “they ac-
tually identified their leak, dug it up
two days after my accident and
repaired it. It was right there. My
mother got pictures of them doing the
work,"” Wade said the explosion occur-
red when, unaware of the gas leak, he
lit a cigarette.

Following the accident, Wade's at-
torney, Raymond D. Kirk, sued the
Floyd Fiscal Court, bul the suit was
thrcwn oul by Circmt Court Judae

legal princi-
ple éans that a govmmenlal body
can not be sued by a citizen it is elected
to serve. In September 1987 the Ken-
tucky Court of Appeals unanimously
reversed Conley’s decision, but then
the Kentucky Supreme Court in May of
this year upheld it, and now, Kirk has
asked the Kentucky Supreme Court for
a rehearing. That decision should come
in August.

While the legal process was going on,
Wade was undergoing surgical opera-
tions and physical therapy to recover
the use of his hands and arms. In the
fall of 1987, the telephone company
began to inquire about Wade's medical
status to learn when he would be able
to return to work. The problem came

in December 1967 when Wade’s doctor,
Edward Luce, chief of plastic surgery
at the University of Kentucky Medical
Center, approved of Wade's returning
to work on & limited basis.

Wade talked nhout_that' *fGiven
your condition, I don't see why you
can't go back on temporary light duty
status' is how the doctor put it to me."”
At the same lime, the doctor made a
list of restrictions: for example, Wade
couldn’t drive a car, work outside, or
stand for mare than 15 minutes; he also
couldn't do anything that mquired
dexterity.

The phene company called Wade
Dec. 31, 1987 and asked him to report
to work Jan. 4. Al the time, his arm
was still in a cast from the Nov. 28
surgery. When he refused to return, the
company lerminated him March 11. On
March 28, Wade underwent two more
surgeries.

Kirk is working to get
Wade's workman’s com-
pensation restored, and
there is a prehearing
scheduled Oct. 18 in
Prestonsburg before the
Workman's Compensation
Board.

Kirk advised Wade not to go back to
work, because if he returned for even
one day, it would have changed his
status and limited his ability to collect
compensation in the future. Yet Wade
had his own reasons, for nol going back
then, aside from the fact that the
surgeries had not been completed.

“Light duty is essentally a do-
nothing job,"” Wade said. “If I went
back and didn't like what they had me
doing, | couldn't do anything about it
In other words, I would be at their
mercy,”

Prestonshurg Attorney Paul C.
Combs, who is representing South Cen-
tral Bell-. says Wade had been examin-
ed by two doctors prior Lo his termina-
tion, and both doctors ““said he could
go back to work on light duty, but he
refused to go." Dorothy Chambers, a
telephone company attorney at their
Louisville office, preferred not to com-
ment at this time since Wade has a
Workman’s Compensation claim

ng.

Kirk is working lo get Wade's
workman's compensation restored,
and there is a prehearing scheduled
Oct. 18 in Prestonsburg before the
Workman's Compensation Board.
‘“He's not sitling home because he
wanis to. In fact, it's just the opposite;
he’d much ratlm- be working,” Kirk
said of his client.

Wade will never be able to climb
telephone poles again, but he hopes to
find a permanent job that
provides him with seeurity. “I'm not
totaled out,"” Wade said. *“There are a
lot of jobs I can still do, but I've got to
look out and see wha_t's the best thing
for me and my family."

Electrical Use

Floyd County residents and those in
19 other Eastern Kentucky counties sei
an all-time summer peak demand of
959,000 kilowatts of electricity for Ken-
tucky Power Co. between2and 3 p.m.
Friday, July 15

According to Tom Owen, public af-
fairs information manager for Ken-
tucky Power, the 148,000 customers'
record demand was the result of con-
tinuing temperatures in the upper 90's,
combined with high humidity.

Peak demand is defined as the total
amount of energy required by all
customers at a given point in time,

Record Broken

Owen explained. The previous summer
peak of 925,000 kilowatts was set be-
tween 2 and 3 p.m. on Aug, 3, 1987.

“Kentucky Power met the peak de-
mand of its customers with no pro-
blem,” said Owen, adding ‘‘both
generaling units at our Big Sandy
Plant are operating. Also, by being
part of American Electric Power, we
are able to draw additional electric
energy, if needed, from our sister com-
panies throughout the system. AEP
comprises eight operating companies
in seven slates, serving 3,317
communities "

Commodity Recipients’ Allotment
Won’t Increase Locally, Says Official

Although Kentucky will receive
more federal food commaodities in
August and September, Floyd County
recipients won't see an inerease in
household allotments.

According to Glenda Smith, a coor-
dinator for the Commumty Action
Agency in Paintsville which ad-
ministers the Floyd County program,
each househeold may receive up 16 5
pounds of cornmeal, 4 pounds of dry
milk and 15 pounds of flour, Distribu-
tion has been tentalively scheduled
during early August; a second distribu-
tion may be held in.September. There
are approximately 3,500 program reci-
pients in Floyd County, said Smith.

Because of limits on some commaodi-
ties shipped to Kentucky, butter will

not be in Floyd County. However,
cheese—which hasn't been available in
many areas since May—will be
distributed locally in limited amounts.
Commodity totals (in pounds) Ken-
tucky will receive in the August-
September shipping period are: Bul-
ter, 230,472; cornmeal, 378,000; flour,
924,000, and dry milk, 369,600,

In a related matter, Congress is ex-
pected to take up legislation in August
to determine whether the nationwide
program will be continued past Oct. 1,
A bill in the House of Representatives
would extend the program for one

vear, while legislation set to come
before the Senate would fund the pro-
gram through 1990,

Veterans Administration
Questions
And
Answers

Editor's Note: Following are
representative questions answered dai-
ly by VA Counselors. Full information
is available at any VA Office.

Question: My father, a veteran of the
armed forces, was buried in a private
cemetery and his headstone was fur-
nished, at ne cost, by the Veterans Ad-
ministration. I visited his grave recent-
ly and noticed that the stone was crack-
ed. Will the VA fix the headstone?

Answer: The VA will replace a
previously furnished government
headstone at government expense if it
is cracked, broken, destroyed or other-
wise made illegible. Requests for
replacement of a headstone should be
made in writing by a family member
or other responsible person. The re-
quest should state the condition of the
headstone and be sent to: Director,
Monument Service (42), Veterans Ad-
ministration, Washington, D.C. 20420,

Question: Is it true that husbands of

female veterans are eligible for the
same Veterans Administration benefits
as wives and widows of male veterans?

Answer: Yes. A husband or widower
has the same status as a wife or widow
of a male veteran and is eligible to
receive the same benefits if otherwise
entitled.

Question: Do the eligibility assess-
ment procedures for VA medical care
apply to veterans age 65 and older?

Answer: VA’'s eligibility assessment
procedures apply to all nonservice-
connected veterans regardless of age.
Public Law 99-272 repealed a provision
in The Veterans Omnibus Health Care
Act of 1970 that allowed veterans 65
years of age or older to receive care in
VA facilities regardless of income.

Question: I have questions about my
recent Agent Orange examination.
Whom should 1 talk to about my
concerns?

Answer: If you have any questions
about your Agent Orange examination,
contact the environmental physician at
the VA medical center where you had
the examination.

Question: Can a veteran get a VA-
guaranteed loan to purchase a con-
dominum unit?

Answer: Yes, provided the unil is
located in a condominum complex ap-
proved by the Veterans Administra-
tion.

12% in Four-County Region

Job placements through the area
Department for Employment Services
jumped nearly 12 percent during the
paslpruﬂrnwi}tutrfntthr;ﬂfnnhfusl
year, culminating in employment for
1512 residents in Floyd, Magoffin,
‘Martin and Johnson counties

According to Thomas Hereford III,
fieldoffice manager, 65 percent of the
1.1512 jobs were for retail sales or fast
food businesses

Herefard said expanson this year
may exceed (hal of last year. The pro-
gram vear for DES runs from July |
through June 30

“*We have made some real strides in
the last year or two in the retail sales
and fast [ood areas of all four coun
ties,"" noted Hereford

Job placements for 1987-88 were:
W Floyd County, Johnson County,
360; Magolfin County, 196; and Martin
County, 122

State-wide, the job services agency
helped more than 82,000 people [lind
jobs. It marked the first lime in DES'
55-year history that annual job
placements have passed lhe 80,000
mark. According to Human Resources
Secretary Harry J. Cowherd, M.D., the
new record eclipsed the previous high
by nearly 6,000 jobs

“Employment Services can only find
jobs for Kentuckians when there are
Kentucky employers looking for new
workers,” Cowherd said. *'These
figures show thal Kentucky's economy
is continuing to expand

834,

““T'his also should be a good sign [or
business and industry looking to logate
in Kentucky because it says that we're
able to find the workers they need.”

Cowherd said that more employers
are taking advantage of the services
the state offers, such as interviewing
applicants, giving them aptitude lests
and referring them to potential jobs for
which they are gualified,

“We're commilled to work with
employers and job applicants so that
we can match Kentuckians with posi-
tions where they can best use their
skills,” he said. “‘That's our contribu-
tion to Kentucky's economic develop-
ment process.”

Employment Services Commis-
sioner James Daniels said, “The
placements made during the past year
reflect the areas of growth in Ken-
tucky's labor force."

Nearly one-third (29 percent) of the
job placements were in manufactur-
ing, up from 21 percent a vear ago.
Trade and services accounted for
another 22 percent each. Services ac-
counted for 23 percent of the jobs
located through the department last
year, while wholesale and retail trade
made up 22 percent.

The remaining placements were in
transportation and utilities; construc-
tion; finance, insurance and real
estate; agriculture; mining; and
public and private non-profit agencies
(including workers in a federally-
funded summer youth program).

“Although manufacturing ranks
behind trade and services in total jobs
in the state, employmen! in goods-
producing indusltries is increasing al a
faster rate than in other categories."
Daniels said.

While Kentucky has seen significant
industrial development following the
announced location of the Toyota
Motor Corporation plant in Seott Coun-
ly, Damels altributed most of the
1987-88 manufacluring increases (o ex-
pansion al existing Kentucky plants

“Most of the workers hired at the
Toyota faeility in Scott County and at
its spin-off industries are nol included
in the totlals because they are still in
training."" he explained

The matching of 82 528 applicants to
jobs exceeded the department’'s goal
by 12 percent. “Our employment
specialists have had heavier workloads
as our existing businesses and in-
dustries have expanded and new com-
panies have moved into Kentucky
Despite additional interviews and tests
for new and expanding employers, our
staff made an average 309 placements
each last year, also a record,” Daniels
said.

{ederal grand jury in Lexington in con-
nection with the July 14 armed robbery
of the Peter Creek Branch of the Firs!
National Bank of Pikeville at Phelps,
according to Louise Defalaiss, US al-
torney for the Eastern District of
Kentucky

Charged with armed robbery are
Artemus ‘‘Pete” Blankenship, 59, of
Freeburn, and McArthur Lockhart, 42,
and Paul Frazier, 24, both of Vulean,
W. Va

The trio was also charged in the in-
dietment with carrying firearms-dur-
ing the robbery interstate transporta-
tion of a stolen autemobile, and in-
terstate lransportation of stolen
money.

DR. WILLIAM MARKESBERY

Highlands Regional Medical Center
will begin a Memory Disorders Clinie
Friday, Aug. 19, as an outreach pro-

The HRMC Memory Disorders Clinic
will focus on diagnoses, treatment.

The primary
focus will be Alzheimer's disease.

Alzheimer's, a progressive, age-
related brain disease that impairs
thinking and behavior, is the fourth
leading cause of death for persens over
65 years old. Alzheimer's affects ap
proximately 2 million individuals in the
US, and aboul 60,000 Kentuckians. It is
not, as many believe, an independent-
ly fatal disease. As Markesbery puts it,
“You don't really die from
Alzheimer’s. You die because you
become so incapacitated that you can’t
walk, vou can't feed yourself, vou can’t
carry oul the daily activities of living
and eventually you go to bed, When you
go to bed you end up with pneumonia,
urinary tract infection, sepsis... you die
of those things and not the disease. Yes,
it Kills you, but it does it indirectly.”
Currently there is no treatment
available to stop or reverse the men-
tal deterioration characteristics of
Alzheimer's disease

The Memory Loss Clinic at High-
lands will provide a means for diagnos-
ing Alzheimer's, as well as other

Calhoun Goble was born June 2, 1900
on his father's farm al the forks of
Miller's Creek (Van Lear) in the hollow
now known as Shade Ward Hollow, In
1900, the hollow was known as Goble
Branch, but before the Goble's bought
the land, it was known as High Rock
Branch. The hollow below Goble

Branch was Porter Branch, previous:
ly Mill Rock Branch, and now Slate
Hollow. The hollow above was then the
left fork of Miller's Creek and now Bul-
cher Hollow

Calhoun was named afler Calhoun
{John C.C.) Mayo, who had risen lo

prominence in Lthe previous 10 years
Although Calhoun does nol recall ever
meeting Calhoun Mayo, he knows that
when he was loo young to remember,
Mayo came to his house, put him on his
horse, and the two rode around and
around the yard!

Goble has a clear memory of his ear-
ly years on Miller's Creek. Although his
father's farm was located four one-half
tniles up the creek and away from the
main source of transportation-—the Big
Sandy River—there were families liv-
ing in every hollow, and plenty of
children to play with. One of Calhoun’s
friends was Lloyd Porter, son of Budgy
Porter. Budgy ran a water mill in
Miller's Creek, downstream [rom
Porter Branch, where the track came
to an end at the # mine when il was

Warnie was born in 1892, at Oil Springs, He married Nora Rivers, Asa Cruk, in 1911. They moved to Van
Lear from Middle Fork of Jenny's Creek in 1917, They lived in Wolf Pen Hollow, and on Slate Row.

Warnie worked for Consolidation Coal Co, as a blacksmith at #4 mine, and later worked at the #5 tipple.

A granddaughter, Barbara Sue Powers, lived with the Blairs. She graduated from Van Lear High School in
1954. She died during childbirth in 1961. Velva died in 1935, and Buster in the late '50s

Warnie Blair died in March 1962, and Mrs. Blair died in November 1974, Sybil lives in Urbana, Ind.. and

Sylvia resides in Hobe Sound, Fla

built later, The creek was dammed up
al this poinl; the water backed up into
Goble Branch and made quite a nice
fishing pond, especially for children.

Lloyd’s grandfather—Canada
Porter—was a well-known man in the
community also. He had a long black
beard, and had his coffin made in ad-
vance by Calhoun’s uncle, George
Powers. The coffin stood in a room in
the house and Calhoun remembers that
Canada would get in the coffin and ask
the children, **How do 1 look?" They
were scared Lo death! Canada died in
1905, and is buried with many
members of his family in the Porter
Cemetery. The Goble Cemtery is adja-
cent Lo the Porter Cemetery.

The years between 1900 and 1910
were busy ones on Miller’s Creek. Not
only had John C.C. Mayo bought rights
to all the unseen mineral and mineral
substances, bul had convinced Con-
solidation Company to buy these
mineral rights and develop coal mines
on Miller's Creek. Calhoun Goble
remembers thal when he was eight
yvears old, a steam drill was brought up
to where the #5 mine was later open-
ed, and a core hole was drilled. He
believes they burned coal to generate
steam,

Culting the virgin (imber on the
motntains had been going on for years,
and a logging company continued cut-
ting until the end when Consol gained
control in 1909 of all the tracts of land
for its own purposes, The saw mill was
located clase to the Goble farm at the
head of Miller's Creek. Calhoun’s
father also had an old saw mill which
he used occasionally, and had a
blacksmith shop for all the other land
owners on the Creek, Sherd Spradlin
had a house and small store on the
farm, too, at the mouth of the branch.

At age 6, Calhoun began school in the
county schoolhouse at the mouth of the
left hand fork of Miller's Creek, just up
from his house. Two teachers he
remembers are May Leslie, who
boarded with the Goble's throughout
the week, and Willie Webb, whose
family lived in the hollow. About one-
halfl mile down the creek from his
house, where the Consol a5 slore was
eventually built, there was a large log
church. When Consol started building
a town, this old church was torn down.

In 1908, Calhoun's family moved to
the bend in the Big Sandy River (loca-
tion of American Standard plant now).
Calhoun’s father, Christopher Goble,
traded his farm of 22 acres for a farm
of 88 acres, and $400 to Consolidation
Coal Company. Hard at work already,
Consol was building a town on Miller’s
Creek which would seon number 1,000
buildings, and by 1810 was ready lo
haul by rail the first ¢coal out of the first
Van Lear mine.

The farm to which the Christopher

Goble family moved was dwned and oo

cupied by Northeast Coal Company.
Northeast musl have exchanged this

property with Consol, however, for
when the Gobles moved onto the land,
Northeast withdrew its mining opera-
tion lo the other side of the ridge
towards Auxier. The operation had in-
cluded a house and office, a 600
sidetrack for mine cars going up the
hollow towards Cannel Coal Gap where
the mine was, and a lipple, The tipple,
track, mine cars and equipment were
all removed then, and if any more coal
was mined, it was taken through a tun-
nel to the big tipple at Auxier

After Calhoun's family moved, he
went to school across the hill at Hager
Hill. He walked down the railroad
Irack lo Limestone Gap and crossed
over to get fo the schoolhouse, Today,
the bridge crosses the Big Sandy River
al that location on Rt. 23, and the road
goes right through Limeslone Gap
towards Paintsville. Winhield Preston's
family lived there also, but the children
in this family had lo row a boal across
the river Lo get to the path that lead
through the gap and to school. Three
teachers Goble remembers are Worth
Conley, Zip Wells, and Ruth Fairchild,
who still lives in West Van Lear

When he was old enough to work,

Calhoun went back to Miller's Creek
tnow Van Lear) and got a job with the
company which had bought his family
farm and the farms of all his friends
and relatives, His first job was in 1922
al the M tipple, where he worked for
the next 11 years, One of his duties was
working on top of the lipple, using
levers to mechanically dump mine
cars into chutes, then returning the
empties to the mine for more loads of
coal. Men whao did this or similar tasks,
were called ‘emply’ catchers! He con-
tinued working for Consol

and above ground, except for a few
vears on Beaver Creek, until it shut
down in 1948. From then until 1952, he
worked for Farwest Coal, which had
leased the tipple and #5 mine. After
that, he worked for two years for Pat
MeCoart who had a small erew of men
pulling pillars in the old #1 mine. He
retired from coal mining in 1954, but
continued to be active as a carpenter
for a few more years,

Today, Calhoun Goble lives in West
Van Lear in the same house he has liv-
ed in for the past 50 years. HiS
memories are numerous and detailed,
and can educate us all.

QUESTION: I've heard that lanning
booths are safer than the sun because
they have UV-A rays rather than the
more dangerous UV-B rays which
come from Lhe sun.

ANSWER: Usually tanning salons
are made up of small booths lined with
sunlamps which give off UV rays.
There are lwo types of ultraviolet
radiation: ultraviolet-A (UV-A) and
ultraviolet-B (UV-B), UV-B rays come
maostly from the sun and cause skin
cancer directly. However, because UV-
A rays peneirate deeper into the skin
and atlacks the fiber which keeps the
skin supple, UV-A rays may cause ear-
ly aging of the skin. It is not certain
whether early aging of the skin will be
a factor in the development of skin
cancer in the future

Mos! tanning salons claim to use
lamps thal contain 95 percent UV-A
rays and five percenl UV-B. Although
the amount of UV-B exposure is low,
some exposure does occur and may in-
crease an individual's risk of skin
cancer,

Being exposed to the rays given off
by tanning bhooths can cause other
health hazards. Ultraviolet rays can
burn or injure the eyes and may in-
crease the risk of cateracts, Cold sore
may be aggravated by exposure to UV
rays. Also, certain prescription drugs
can increase a person’s sensititivity to
UV rays.

State Marking Health Unit Week

For the past 110 years, a team of
public health officials across the Com-
monwealth has been making Kentucky
a healthier, safer place to live—and
slate officials have set aside a week in
July to recognize their efforts. July
25-30 has been proclaimed ‘‘Local
Health Department Recognition
Week" in Kentucky by Gov. Wallace G.
Wilkinson.

“From the health department’s first
challenge in fighting yellow fever in
1878 to today’s emphasis on preventing
diseases, the state’s public health
workers have consistently worked to
protect and promote a healthier Ken-
tucky,"” said Health Commissioner
Carlos Hernandez, M.D.

After the establishment of the state’s
first full-time county health depart-
ment in Jefferson County in 1903, Ken-
tucky's network of health departments
has grown to 32 single county health
departments and 18 district health
departments with local health centers
in each of the other 88 counties.

Although the services offered by in-
dividual health departments vary
depending on the needs of the area, fun-
ding levels and desires of the county
and district boards of health, all pro-
grams in the state strongly emphasize
“‘preventive medicine.”

“It makes much more sense for us
to invest our resources in preventing
disease with programs such as im-
munizations, high blood pressure
screening and prenatal care,” said

State Law Requires Dogs
To Be Licensed Each July

Since 1954, it has been mandatory to
license dogs in Kentucky each July 1.

While it is a state law, it's one that
is not observed by most Kentuckians,
whether they have a house dog or five
or six other dogs.

Figures provided by the Animal
Health Division of the Department of
Agriculture, where the licensing pro-
gram is administered, back up that
statement. At the end of March, only
64,012 dogs of the slate’s estimated 1
million dog population had been licens-
ed for the 1987 licensing year.

According to state law, all dogs six
months and older must be licensed.

Dogs must wear their license tag at all
times because any dog without a tag
can be picked up and impounded by the
local dog warden.

Dog licenses are sold in each coun-
ty, usually through the local dog
warden or another county official, The
cost of the license is $1.50 for the year.

Money from the sale of the licenses
is divided eghally between the county
and a state fund which reimburses
farmers for livestock and poultry
which are killeéd by stray dogs.

To qualify for reimbursement, the
farmer must have all his dogs proper-
ly licensed.

GROWTH INDUSTRY

The relatively new science of genetic engineering has

produced a growth hormone. It is available for children
who are more than just a little “‘short for their age”. They
suffer from a growth-hormone deficiency which may
restrict their height to the four-foot range. Prior to 1985,
this condition was only correctable by weekly shots of
human growth hormone taken from the pituitary glands
of cadavers. Needless to say, this was a very expensive
proposition due to the severely limited supply of the pro-
tein. It was later discovered that the treatments carried
the unacceptable risk of death due to an extremely rare
virus within the cadaver-derived hormone. However,
pessimism gave way to optimism with the production of
unlimited amounts of growth hormone in the laboratory.
The FDA-approved pharmaceutical is available for

children with this growth deficiency.

Taught To Shawnee Kids

Eighty-six campers absorbed lessons
on handwashing given by Our Lady of
the Way Hospital’'s Director of Nursing
Charlotte Lawson at the Christian Ap-
palachian Project’'s Camp Shawnee
Monday, June 20.

The glo-germ indicator was by far

Lawson and Public Relations Consul-
tant Gwen Hall infected the campers
with fake germs at the beginning of the
program by shaking their hands. The
pretend germs, transferred by the
handshake, were fluorescent dust par-
ticles which glow in the dark.

The glo-germ indicalor contains a
black light and, as one camper opinion-
ed, looks somewhal like a commercial
video game. By looking through the in-
dicator’s evepiece and inserting their
hands at the bottom, campers could see
the fake germs they contracted glow in
the dark. They were then sent to the
restroom and returned to the indicator
to see how well they had washed. A few
of the campers had to wash again, but
all eventually earned a Scrubby Bear
puppet, pamphlets and a pencil by pro-
perly washing their hands.

The hospital’s handwashing pro-
gram was formalized as a teaching
module for the community during last
summer’s camp sessions. Since then,
most Floyd County first graders have
been offered the program.

Each team
must then pass a certification exam
consisting of six written lessons and
practical demonstrations administered
by IPO. Once certified, the teams will
train others, at their respective
hospitals. The ultimate goal of this pro-
gram is to develop highly skilled and
certified neonatal resuscitation profes-
sionals who will be present during
every delivery by 1990.

Clark is committed to reaching the
goal and knows it will be a challenge.
She maintains that, *‘adherence to
specific guidelines can help to elimi-
nate some of the unclear and inconsis-
tent technigues used in newborn
resuscitation. Babies are not small
adults and require different treat-
ments, medication dosages and in-
dividualized attention. Hopefully,

Arthritis Foundation
Offers Training Course

The Arthritis Foundation is the only
national voluntary health organization
working to find the causes, lreatments,
and cures for the more than 100
rheumatic diseases known as "‘ar-
thritis"'. In addition to the research that
the Arthritis Foundation sponsors, it
also provides public education, profes-
sional education, and patient services

One of the newer patient services in
Kentucky is the arthritis self-help
course. The course was developed and
tested at the Stanford University
Multipurpose Arthritis Center by Kate
Lorig, Ph.D. and her collaborators,
Halsted Holman, M.D., and James
Fries, M.D. The Arthritis Self-Help
Course consists of a 2 to 2, hour class
once a week for six consecutive weeks.
Each course is usually taught by two
trained lay or professional leaders, at
least one of whom is usually a person
with arthritis. This lalter person pro-
vides a credible role model that is par-
ticdlarly effective in motivating
desired changes in behavior; such as
the use of pain-control lechniques, the
increased use of exercise, the use of
relaxation and stress-management
techniques, and the skills to use the cor-
rect information aboutl the effects of

medications, diet, and non-traditional
treatments on arthritis,

The course is designed lo improve
patients self-care skills, so important
in any chronic disease. While the
course is not a form of medical therapy
initself, it is a valuable supplement Lo
services of physicians and other
members of the health care delivery
system. Because the course is effective
as it was developed, the Arthritis Foun-
dation has established striet policies
outlined in the Arthritis Foundation Ar-
thritis Self-Help Course program
guidelines' and procedures manual
Persons who become trained and cer-
tified to teach the course to patients
must agree.to teach the course accor-
ding to those guidelines. In addition, all
patients who take the course must ob-
tain a consent form signed by their
physician so as to verify the diagnosis
of arthritis and to make sure that the
physician knows that the patient is lak-
ing the course

The Arthritis Foundation is planning
two trainings of leaders (for the per-
sons who wish to volunteer to teach the
course to patients) this year. The train-
ing workshops last two full days. The
cost to leaders who take this training
15 a $38 materials fee. This includes the
cost of the leaders’' manual, program
guidelines, and two textbooks. A train-
ing will be held in Lexington August 11
and 12 (Thursday and Friday), and one
will be held in Hopkinsville September
13 and 14 (Tuesday and Wednesday.)

Farm Bureau President
Warns of Safeguards

Greater emphasis on education is
needed, bul supporters of increased
spending for schools should stay away
from two important property iax
safeguards, or risk an all-out fight in
the legislature.

That warning comes [rom Kentucky
Farm Bureau President Ray Mackey,

Mackey said a controversial court-
ordered series of hearings on school
funding has caused concern among
farmers and other property owners
who support educational improve:
ments but fear that the drive for an im-
proved publie school system will result
in steep increases in property taxes,

The two Farm Bureau-supported
safeguards are the Rollback Law,
enacted in 1965, and House Bill 44, the
product of a special legislative session
in 1979

The Rollback Law reduced tax rates
to match higher court ordered assess-
ments, and House Bill 44 gave voters
the option of requesting a referendum
on local property tax rates which bring
in revenues, excluding new growth,
thal are more than 4 percent above the
previous year's lotal.

“Education reform is important, and
we will support reasonable efforts in
that direction,”” Mackey said
“However, we don’t plan to stand idly
by and allow these lwo important laws
to be abolished. Reformers shouldn’t
expect to develop grandiose spending
plans, and pay for them with higher
property taxes,'

Funding governmenl programs
through property taxes is “archaic and
inappropriate ina modern economy, "'
Mackey added. "*Property taxes should
be gradually phased downward in
faver of broad-based sources of
revenue,

Farm Bureau has slrong pro-
education policies, including support
for improved teacher-student ratios,
adequate funding for teachers’ salaries
and more career-oriented instruction

Increased attention to dropout
prevention and programs to reward
outstanding teachers are also found in
Farm Bureau's education platform. In
addition, the group encourages a more
efficient use of school funds and urges
the General Assembly to continue its
efforts to achieve that goal.

Al the same time, the farm organiza-
tion says alternate sources of financ-
ing, especially at the local level need
to be considered, In the 1988 session of
the General Assembly, Farm Bureau
supported efforts to provide local tax-

Kentucky is not deficient, by com-
parison with nearby states." Mackey
noted. ““New sources of local funding
should be considered first to pay for
new or improved programs. "

Mackey said Farm Bureau is con-
cerned that the court ruling which led
to the hearings might be an altempt to
usurp legislative prerogatives. In that
ruling, Franklin Circuit Judge Ray
Corns said funding ineguities among
the state’s school districts violate the
constitution’s mandate thal the
legislature provide ‘‘an efficient
system of common schools. ™

Corns later appointed a 5-member
commission headed by former Western
Kentucky University President Dr,
Kern Alexander, and ordered the group
to develop appropriate remedies o cor-
rect the school system's deficiencies.

Mackey noted that Farm Bureau did
not send a representative lo testify
before the commission appointed by
Judge Corns but said Farm Bureau of-
ficials will likely take part in legislative
hearings on education planned later in
the summer.

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Hot Weather Problems

Kentucky Veterinary Medical Associaton, Copywright 1988

Climatologists are predicting that
the hot weather will continue
throughout July in Kentucky, and also
insufficient rainfall, which has caused
severe drought conditions.

It might be well to keep in mind what
this means to the animal population,
both domestic and wild.

The lack of rainfall has already
created a serious danger of forest fires,
which destroy the living space of
animals which inhabit them. Division
of Forestry personnel indicate that
there have been more than ten times
the acreage burned at this time this
year than in a normal year.

This means that animals not killed
by the fire must migrate to other areas
for living space, and in turn some areas
will become overpopulated. The com-
petition for a food supply, which is
itself diminished by adverse growing
conditions, and for a water supply
which is already inadequate, creates
even more problems.

One result might be that wildlife will
become more bold and forage areas
usually populated only by domestic
animals. If you catch the fox in the hen-
house, this year it might be a situation
in which the fox is simply starved and
looking for food wherever it can be
found, nol deliberately hunting
livestock or threatening humans.
Farmers with cattle in fields should
keep a steady watch on water supplies.
Some ponds will reach a dangerously
low level, and some streams may dry
up leaving only occasional pools here
and there. As they become stagnant,
they may also become poisoned as
decaying aquatic life releases
materials which might not be danger-
ous in normal volumes of water but
which reach dangerous concentrations
in low volumes and still water pools.

Some animals need water to cool
their bodies. Swine, for example, have
an inefficient cooling system and
wallow in water to cool off.

Horse farmers are beginning to
report incidents of cracked hooves
brought about by the dry weather. Ap-
parently the moisture is evaporating
from the hooves, and the parched
ground is also much harder than it nor-
mally is.

The first “W™ is
wind. The second is water.

Drought conditions and hot weather
can be quick teachers about the impor-
tance of water. Generally speaking, all
animals need clean water to drink and
some need water for purposes of cool-
ing their bodies.

Your veterinarian can advise you on
the minimum requirements for your
animals, and perhaps suggest ways to
care for the animals in emergency
situations. The need for water simply
does not diminish as the supply
sometimes does.

Local Resident
Responds To Wade Case

Dear Editor,

This concerns the article in your
paper July 6 by Paul Wade about his
denial of a jury trial.

I would like to welcome Mr. Wade to
the reality of a system of protective
politics, as his case certainly appears
1o be.

The United States Constilution
states, in the 7th Amendment, “In suils
al common law, where the value in
controversy shall exceed $20, the right
of trial by jury shall be preserved, and
no fact tried by jury shall be otherwise
re-examined in any court of the United
States than according to the rules of the
common law."

Ky. Constitution Section 7: *'The an-
cient mode of trial by jury shall be held
sacred, and the right thereof remain in-
violate, subject to such modifications

as may be authorized by this
Constitution."'
Section 14, Ky. Const.: “All courts

shall be open, and every person for an
injury done him in his lands, goods per-
son or reputation, shall have remedy
by due course of law, and right and
justice administered withoul sale,
denial or delay.”

Section 26, Ky. Const. : “All laws con-
trary to the bill of rights or the Const.
shall be void.™

The court ruled in Louisville V.
Kuhn, that a county government could
not take any action that would abridge
the individual liberties secured by the
Kentucky and federal Constitutions.
This could apply to any court of Iaw.

The United States District Court, in
civil action no. 85-1 (1987), ruled that
a county and a fiscal court are persons
within the meaning of 42 U.S.C. #1983,

The United States Supreme Court an-
nounced in Monell V. New York City
Department of Social Services (1978),
“Our analysis of the Legislative history
of the Civil Rights Act of 1871 compels
the conclusion that Congress did in-
tend muncipalities and other local
governments unils o be included
among those persons Lo whom #1983 ap-
plies, Local Governing bodies, therefor
can be sued directly under #1983 for
monetary, declaratory, or injunctive
relief.

Although, the number of court ac-
tions that have been taken against local
governing bodies could take up dozens
of pages, it is not surprising lo me to
hear of citizens being denied their con-
stitutional rights by government bodies
or hear politicians cry sovereign
immunity.

In spite of our constitutions, our laws,
and what our courts have ruled, as [
open my files, the story that can be
read from the documents and court rul-
ing is nol a very pretty story to read,
especially in a country that preaches
truth, justice, and freedom to the rest
of the world.

The stofy from this file telis of cor-
ruption in government or il agencies
from the lowest level to the top.

A story of elected officials using tax
payers' money to establish a private
business, of taking privale property
without due process of law; of paying
themselves approximately $900 per
hour for the duty they are required by
law to perform; of hiring and paying
close family members (and paying
them a large salary in some cases so
they will have more of the tax payers
money in their bank account when they
leave office).

Citizens of an entire county being
relieved of their Constitutional right to
vote for the county government to
spend more money than their yearly
budget would pay, with a state agency
stamp of approval,

As space will not permit me to state
all that is in these documents, 1 wish
to say that these documents contain a
story of a disease in our government to-
day that is worse than cancer, and it
is eating at the very heart of our
freedom in this country, it is protective
politics. The Attorney General's Office
(the chief law enforcement agency)
can lake no action against a certain
political group without permission
from another politician.

Documentation of hundreds of
thousands of dollars in illegal expen-
ditures reported lo a slate agency; no
action has been taken. A Circuit Judge
rule that a private corporation formed
by & fiscal court can search private
property with a warrant,

Citizens are threatened by a fiscal
court and an agency thereof with a fine
of $500 or one year in jail or both if they
do not patronize a certain private
business.

Employees of a government agent lie
and destroy personal and private
records to protect the government; all
these and more and nobody has gone
to jail. Why?

Kettle and covered cookers are the
most popular, bul water smokers,
which approximate Southern barbecue
smoked flavor, are gaining in use, Gas
grills are catching on as well. Their
grates are lined with reusable ceramic
briquettes, or lava rocks—natural
voleanic stones. These radiale heal
from the gas jets and cook the food.

Some seasoned Southern barbecuers
rely on wood.

Every day in Kentucky 400,000 adults are defeated by
an enemy they don’t understand: the written word.

They are “‘functionally illiterate,” unable to read well
enough to function in a world of words.

They cannot fill out job applications or understand
labels on prescription bottles. They cannot read a letter
or the Bible. They get by with help from friends and
family.

““The limits illiteracy puts on a person’s enjoyment of
life can’t be measured,’ said Connie Schwein of Lex-
ington, the literacy coordinator for Operation Read Inc.
and the Fayette County schools.

““They can't pick up the funny pappers and read ‘The
Far Size’ or understand it. They can’t read a book or an
article in the newspaper about their neighbor. None of
those things are even an option.”’

Illiteracy is considered one of America’s gravest pro-
blems because it threatens economic competitiveness and
undercuts democracy.

“We're now operating in a global market for brains,”
said Harry Caudill, a Whitesburg author and historian.

Although figures vary, experts estimate that one in five
adults in the United States is illiterate. That amounts to
about 27 million people.

Jonothan Kozol, the author of Illiterate America, says
that 60 million Americans are illiterate or marginally
literate.

However, the U.S. Census Bureau contends that 99.5
percent of Amerians are literate.

“Literate,” in that sense, can mean merely having the

ability to write one’s name, said Paul Siegel, the chief of -

the education branch of the Census Bureau. He added that
the bureau had no idea how many millions were func-
tionally illiterate.

A national literacy movement has emerged since
Kozol’s book was published in 1985. And Kentucky, with
one of the highest illiteracy rates in the nation, is mobiliz-
ing literacy workers in every county.

The problem

Those workers face a long, uphill fight. Here’s why.

e More than 1 million Kentuckians over the age of 25,
or 46.9 percent, lack a high school diploma, according to
the 1980 census. The national figure is 33.5 percent.

Many of these adults need literacy instruction.

* 650,000 adult Kentuckians, or 31.3 percent, have not
completed the eighth grade, according to the census. The
national figure is 18.3 percent.

= 400,000 adult Kentuckians are functionally illiterate,
meaning they read below a fourth or fifth grade level. Ten
percent of the adults in the state did not go beyond the
fifth grade.

These numbers do not reveal the personal tragedies or
wasted potential of illiterate adults.

Although illiterates come from every class and race,
the majority are poor.

Most often, illiterates are found in low-paying jobs,
unemployment lines, soup Kitchens and prisons. Low self-
esteem and dependency are common traits.

“Their life choices are very limited. The best way I
think you can define illiteracy is an absolute limitation
of choices,” said Patricia Gleich, executive director of
the Kentucky Literacy Commission.

Many of them are too ashamed to admit that they can-
not read. They do not seek out literacy programs.

Illiterates also have problems particpating in a
democracy.

When you can't read, one written
language is as meaningless as another,

There are now more than 400,000 functionally illit-
erate adults in Kentucky, adults who can't read a traffic
sign, fill out a job application or read stories to their children.
Their situation is desperate, but not hopeless.

An illiterate person cannot write to a congressman or
analyze a candidate’s platform.

Moreover, political corruption can easily flourish in
communities with high illiteracy levels.

“Vote-buying and use of patronage thrive where there's
limited employment opportunites and limited education.
They feed on one another,’’ said Robert Sexton of Lex-
ington, the executive director of the Prichard Commit-
tee for Academic Excellence.

““You will see across the nation a correlation between
the quality of government and the educational attainment
of the citizen,” Sexton said.

“In Kentucky we have low voter participation and a lot
of acceptance of unacceptable political behavior, which
grows partly from tradition.., People often just don't de-
mand very much from their elected officials.”

Causes

There are many reasons why Kentuckians are
undereducated.

A look at Kentucky history holds some clues,

Beginning in the 1760s, pioneers headed westward from
Virginia and the Carolinas. It took four generations to
cross ‘‘that almost impassible mountain’ between
Virginia and Kentucky, Caudill said.

And many of those who settled the Kentucky wilderness
were illiterate.

In Kentucky’s early years of statehood, schools were
practically non-existent, mainly because of the state’s
rugged geography and sparse population.

Schools were not the first item on life’s list for them.
The first item was survival.”” Caudill said.

In addition, Kentucky was largely agricultural. Educa-
tion was not seen as necessary.

“It didn’t take a lot of education to drive a mule behind
a plow or do logging work,”’ said historian Thomas D.
Clark of Lexington.

Many illiterate parents did not want their children to
“‘get above their raising.”

“If the child could come home from school and recite
stories and read, they (the parents) felt resentful and in-
ferior,”’ Caudill said.

And when parents do not support education, their
children are unlikely to cherish it, he said. That is why
illiteracy is perpetuated from one generation to the next.

These same parents resist paying taxes for schools.
And because Kentucky is such a poor state, anti-tax sen-
timent has been strong.

Over and over again, a governor would urge the

legislature to strengthen the school revenue laws, but the
legislature wouldn’t act because they didn’t feel most peo-
ple could afford to pay higher taxes,” said Caudill, a
former state representative.

Only in the last few decades has Kentucky had decent
roads in the mountains and a way for children fo get to
school more easily.

Even so, many never finished high school.

In 1940, only 16 percent of Kentucky adults had
graduated from high school, compared with 24 percent
nationwide.

“Now we're trying to go back and retrieve those
generations that were lost to illiteracy,” Sexton said.
‘“We're starting with an incredible deficit."’

High dropout rates also add thousands of
undereducated people to the pool of functional illiterates.
More than a third of Kentucky students who start ninth
grade drop out before they finish high school.

Unless dramatic measures are taken to reduce dropout
rates and educate adults, Kentucky is likely to rank last
again in high school diplomas in the 1990 census, Sexton
said.

to be last. ‘“The modern economy requires adaptability
and change,”” Sexton said, ‘‘and to adapt and change, you
have to be literate."”

Who’s to blame?

Like many of society’s problems, there is more than
enough blame to go around when it comes to illiteracy.

Kentucky education leaders and historians say schools,
parents, politicians and the public must share
responsibility.

“I blame business for accepting it, newspapers for not
bearing more responsibility, the public for accepting it,
politicians for not being willing to stand up and be
counted, administrators for not forcing the issues, and
parents for not raising hell with the local school,” said
Kenneth Johnstone, the executive director of the Ken-
tucky Association of School Administrators.

**Just about every part of our society has some blame.
And it's going to take all of us to correct it.”’

Schools must stop promoting unqualified students,
overemphasizing athletics and -assigning teachers to
classes outside their fields, Johnstone and others said.

Kentucky also has been hampered by unskilled gover-
nors, destructive regionalism, isolation, lack of a two-
party system, low voter participation and weak
legislatures, Sexton said.

“We're talking about cycles and traditions. Unemploy-
ment, poverty and illiteracy all go hand in hand,” Sex-
ton said.

Solutions

In the last two years, literacy councils have formed in
almost every county in Kentucky. They exist on shoe-
string budgets, receiving $4,000 to $9,000 annually from
the Kentucky Literacy Commission. Private fund raising
supplements their budgets.

Interestingly, every county in Kentucky had a literacy
council in 1917, said Harold Rose, a professor of educa-
tion at Morehead State University.

““I guess the priorities of the state changed,” he said.

Former Governor Martha Layne Collins had some suc-
cess in improving education during her four years as
governor, but those efforts must continue to be funded,
even if it means raising taxes, he said.

“"Somebody has to be willing to sacrifice their political
career. I believe that’s what it comes down to,”” he said.

In Kentucky during 1986-87, more than 5,000 volunteers
donated $1 million worth of free-time as tutors and
literacy helpers, Ms. Gleich said. That same year there
were 4,874 adult reading students.

In addition, preschool programs to give disadvantag-
ed students a fighting chance to succeed in school are im-
perative, education leaders said.

We're in a situtation right now, if we don’t do it (tackle
illiteracy) in the next four to six years, we're going to
leave this state high and dry,” Clark, the historian said.
“‘Other states are going to forge ahead in training people
to take the jobs in this technological society.

"“To me, personally, it's frightening... These folks who
are functionally illiterate will be washed away. If we're
last in 1990, we’re going to be sweeping a lot of floors as
janitors and washing a lot of dishes.”’

During his brilliant career, Tom
Seaver sel several records, and ap-
proached many more while taking the
art of pitching a level higher.

Seaver, that perfectionist of
mechanics, struck out over 200 hitters
in 10 different seasons (a record), and
won 311 games. He fanned more hitters
than any righthanded pitcher, and ap-
peared in 12 All-Star games

Sunday afternoon, in the place it all
started, Seaver's number, 41, was
petired in Shea Stadium. He played 10
seasons for the New York Mets, win-
ning two league championships with
themn.

Seaver, a three-lime Cy Young
award winner, pitched five years for
Cincinnati, where he threw the only no-
hit game of his career. He finished out
his career with the Chicago White Sox

Seaver was called *Tom Terrific™
and “The Franchise,” but he w'll be
remembered as a team guy, a person
who in the Miracle Mets year of 1969,
started counting off a magic number
for hs Mels even though they were
down big with little time left

He will also be thought about for ex-
ploding fireworks in the Reds’ dugout,
saying he thought the needed waking
up. Oh yea, and his fastball might bring
back some memories too

April showers bring May flowers,
July heat brings professional football,
and it all gets underway this week as
the pre-season campaign kicks off

For those gridiron fans who have
waited since the Super Bowl for more
football viewing, ABC will televise the
Cincinnati Bengals-Los Angeles Rams

Although viewers will see mostly
rookies and [ree agents, LA and Cincin-
nati could provide enough offense to
keep fans happy The Bengals have
been one of the NFL's highes! scoring
teams, and LA, with young quarter-
back Jim Everett, is no longer known
as a boring team.

His recard win in the Belmont Stakes
may have paved the way, probably
more so than the injury he suffered
while training for the race

Risen Star, winner of the Preakness
and Belmont, has been retired by his
owners, it was announced this past
week, and now his donation lo the
business will be through stud purposes
only.

While training for the Belmonl,
Risen Star injured a leg, and when its
healing process was slow the horse was
retired [rom running

But his 14 and one-half length win
may have played a part as well. Risen
Star will long be remembered for that
impressive race, and many will pay
much in the hopes of having a coll
which could possess the same abilities.

Many in the horse racing business
are already saying Risen Star will be
the most expensive and most sought
after of all stud horses,

Is it really the manager's faull when
a team loses, or does the change simply
shake life back into the players?

The Boston Red Sox management
recently fired manager .John
McNamara, and all of a sudden the
team went on an 11-game win streak
under new manager Joe Morgan

Morgan, was hired as inlerim

Jeff Lovely led the successful [rame
off with a single. and after Kevin Webb
walked. catcher Tony Kidd ripped a
double that scored Lovely, giving FC
its first run.

With a 40 lead and Tipton on the
mound FC appeared to be in fine
shape, but Pikeville said no, and quick-
ly went about its way of making a
comeback.

They scored three runs in the third
and two in the fourth, tying the game
al five. Pikeville scored an unearned
run in the fifth and added three of the
same kind in the sixth to take a 9-5 lead

Floyd County, which had eight hits
off Wright, mounied a last-inning ral
ly, but it died two runs too early.

Mike McQuate, with two oul, singl-
ed and scored on a double, and Webh

added a run-scoring single, but Tony
Kidd popped out to first, ending the
threat and the game

Tipton, 4-5, suffered the loss, giving
up all nine runs, three earned, on three
hits, He struck out three and walked
nine while also hitting two batlers.
Webb threw the final inning and one-
third, retiring all four he faced.

Robbie Wright worked all seven in-
nings for Pikeville to gel the win. The
hard-throwing righthander gave up six
earned runs on eight hits.

In the first game, Pikeville erupted
against starting pitcher Mason Slone,
scoring four runs on three hits off the
little righthander.

Slone, 5-3, never recorded an out in
losing his first game in his last five
starts. But Nathan Shelton, who reliev-
ed the starter, didn't enjoy any more
success.

Local Athletes Part Of
Growing Bluegrass Games

From its humble beginming in 1984 to
an impressive number of athletes and
events this year, the Bluegrass State
Games is rapidly becoming one of the
state's biggest attraction for amature
athletes.

The competition started by former
Governor Martha Layne Collins, has
more than tripled in events over the
past three years, and participation has
increased by more than 500 percent.

Only six events were offered in 1985,
but this year athletes have a total of 21
different sports to choose from, and
more than 10,000 athletes have already
registered,

A total of 12 people have signed up
to participate from Floyd County, five
of whom won medals last year

Brian Wallen, a sophomare to be at
Allen Central High School, is schedul-
ed to participate in track and field
events when the games begin Friday
and continue through Sunday. Wallen,
who won a medal last summer in the
discus throw, was a district champion
in the same event this past school year,

Wallen's coach at Allen Central, For-
rest Hughes, will also be competing in
the Bluegrass State Games’ track and
field events. That is one example of the
spirit and opportunity produced by the
Olympic style games. Not only can
player and coach go head-to-head, but
the yvoung and the young at heart can
all enjoy the challenge, and maybe
even with the agony, of competition.

“The philosophy behind the Blue-
grass State Games is to provide Ken-
tuckians of all ages and skill levels a
wholesome avenue for positive
development through sports and
physical activity,”” said Marianne
Blodgett, media coordinator for the
games.

Blodget!t also said that the games
promote and develop local amateur
athletics, and provide the amateur
athletes an opportunity to showcase
their talents and receive statewide
recognition,

The games attract athletes from all
across Kentucky, and this year people
from 111 different counties have
entered. Among those are three four-
year-old members of the archery,
swimming, and gymnastics worlds,
Last year the athletes ranged in age
from 3 to 94. This year the youngest (o
register was 4. The oldest js an 88-year-
old lady who will participate in
croquet.

Youth, though, comprises most of the
field, and a total of 1,352 people under
the age of 19 have signed up for this

year's final competition which will be
held in Lexington,

One of those young athletes who has
taken advantage of the competition
and exposure opportunity mentioned
by Blodgett is Matt Crum, a 12-year-old
from Prestonsburg. Crum, who will
take part in the tennis events, won a
medal last season in the 12 and under
competition.

Timothy Howard, also from Pres-
tonsburg, is another Floyd County resi-
dent who captured a medal in last
year's games, Howard won his medal
in B doubles tennis competition.

In some various individual competi-
tion, players are permitled to class
themselves on thier ability.

Bill Cox and Mark McGuire, both of
Prestonsburg, are medal winners of a
year ago who again will compete in ar-
chery this weekend,

Track and field has proven to be the
most altractive sport in individual
competition, having over 700 signing up
for the various running, jumping, and
throwing events.

Beth Laine and Sri Sundaram, both
from Prestonsburg, are scheduled to
compete in track and field, joining
fellow Floyd Countians Wallen and
Hughes in the popular category.

James Polk, archery, and Delois
Howard, tennis, are also scheduled to
participate in the fourth annual games.
Both athletes are from Prestonsburg.

In its inagural year the Bluegrass
State Games offered six sports, in-
cluding track and field, equestrian, ten-
nis, bowling, soccer, and softball. Ad-
ditional sports have been included each
year, bul the early ones continue to be
the most popular.

Track and field altracted the most
individual entrants this summer, and
softball, having 153 teams join in, has
produced the biggest team field.

The games are one of 26 such state-
wide events held throughout the nation.
The idea of the stale games began in
New York. They now attract over
75,000 athletes each year,

Second Season Begins As FC
Prepares For District Play

After a season of preparation and
play, Floyd Counly's American Legion
baseball team is ready for its second
season—officially known as tourna-
ment play. :

Floyd County, which lost ils last
three games of the regular season, will
play Pikeville this weekend to deter-
mine who serves as district represen-
tative in next week's sectional tourna-
ment, which can be hosted by the win-
ner of the FC-Pikeyille matchup.

This summer represented the first-
ever season for county players on the
American Legion level. They finished
with a 14-19 record while playing
against some of the best teams in
Kentucky.

The tournament, though, gives Floyd
County an opportunity to make up for
a sub-par regular season, and it all gets
underway Thursday at Pikeville.

The district tournament, which will
consist of a best two out of three be-
tween Floyd County and Pikeville, will
begin al 6 p.m. Thursday and continue
al the same time Friday. If a third
game is needed it will be played Satur-
day evening.

The two teams have met five times
this year with Pikeville winning three
of those, including a double header
sweep of Floyd County Wednesday
night at Allen Park. In the five games
between Lhe two teams Pikeville has
scored 36 runs, and had 11 hits ina 15-10
win this past week.

“We're hitting about .320 as a team.
We hil the ball real well, but our pitch-
ing is a little soft,”" Pikeyille coach
Dave Thomas said recently. It should
be a pretly good couple of games,
We've both got pretty good leams."

Pikeville's strong offensive atlack
may have suffered a blow recently
when Sammy Hamilton, the leading
hitter, failed to attend games this past
weekend. Hamilton, who hit .455 this
year, was not certain for the tourn-
ament,

Thomas said he would start Robbie
Simpson, a righthander who beat Floyd
County in the first game of Wednes-
day's double header.

Simpson, 54, gave up eight hits and
10 runs, but Pikeville scored 15 runs to
give him the victory, That was Simp-
son’s only appearance against Floyd
County during the season.

FC is expected to counter with left-
hander Nathan Shelton, a talented

southpaw that has suffered from a lack
of support during the summer. Shelton
finished with a 1-4 record, bul owns
below a 3.00 earned run average.

Shelton’s lone victory came against
Pikeville earlier in the summer. He
also lost a game to Pikeville, giving up
four runs in a 4-3 final decision. The
slender southpaw is tough against left-
handed hitters, and Pikeville normal-
ly has at least five lefties in their start-
ing lineup. But it takes two to capture
the district title, and if Shelton is suc-
cessful Floyd County will look to Mark
Tipton to do the job on the mound Fri-
day evening. Tipton, probably the most
improved player of those who played
on last vear’s Senior Babe Ruth team,
has won three of his last four starts.

Tipton, a righthander, lost last
Wednesday to Pikeville, but he failed
to get any defensive support and hurt
himself by walking nine batters and
hitting two others. Pikeville had only
three hits off him.,

Tipton, 4-5, and Shelton have had a
week's rest which should greatly help
bath pitchers. Pikeville, which played
Sunday, is uncertain about who they
will pitch Friday.

“We’ll start Robbie Simpson the first
game, but after that I'm really not
sure,”" Thomas said of his pitching
situation. “We'll probably go with Rob-
bie Wright. He's got the best record of
anybody. He's about 8-2,"

Wright, a hard thrower, has won one
of his two decisions against Floyd
County this summer, They hit him
bard in a 95 Floyd County win at
Morehead, but Wright got revenge by
beating FC 9-7 in the second game
Wednesday.

If the tournament goes lo a third
game, it will be played Saturday. An
exact time has not yet been
determined.

Floyd County will be forced Lo play
the tournament withoul second base-
man Mason Slone, who leaves today
and will not return until Saturday after-
noon. Slone, FC’'s leadoff hitter, has
been a valuable part of the team's of-
fensive attack, and is also their winn-
ingest pitcher. Slone, 53, defeated
Pikeville earlier in the year, but lost to
them last week.

Thomas says his team's hitting abili-
ty is the strong point of Pikeville's at-
tack, and mentioned pitching as their
weak spol.

Although not dominate in either cate-
gory, Floyd County has four reliable
pilchers, and has shown signs lately of
becoming a strong offensive club.
Defense, though, has been their sore
spol. When Floyd County has played
strong defense they have won, but their
record reflects the fact that they have
struggled in the field,

Even though the games will be held
at the W.H. Hambley Athletic Com-
plex, a coin toss will be used to deter-
mine the home team. Each game will
be nine innings long, and rules which
govern the National League will be in
effect.

Kentucky: White bass were hitting
jigs and spoons 15-20 feet deep over
drop-offs and the jumps; largemouth
bass were hitting plastic worms 10-15
feet deep along drop-offs; clear, rising,
one-half foot above summer pool and
B4 degrees.

Barkley: White bass were hitting
spoons and buzzbaits 5-10 feet deep
along creek channels and in open
water; largemouth bass were hitting
plastic worms 10-15 feet deep over
drop-offs; clear, rising, one-hall foot
above summer pool and 85 degrees.

Barren River: Largemouth bass
were hitting plastic worms at night
15-20 feet deep over drop-offs; Ken-
tucky bass were hitting live craws 25-30
feel deep over drop-offs near the dam;
clear, stable at two and one-half feet
below summer pool and 83 degrees.

Nolin: White bass were hitting spin-
nerbails on the surface in open water;
catfish were hitting cul bait 15-20 feet
deep along creek channels; large-
mouth bass were hitling spinnerbaits
and plastic worms 15-20 feet deep off
rocky points; clear, stable al one-half
foot below summer pool and 82
degrees.

Rough River: Bluegill were hitling
crickets 1-5 feel deep over brushpiles;
largemouth bass were hitting plastic
worms al night 1-5 feet deep off rocky

points; clear, stable at five feet below

summer pool and 84 degrees.

Taylorsville: Largemouth bass were
hitting crankbaits and plastic worms
5-10 feet deep in the mouths of creeks
and along drop-offs; bluegill were hit-
ting red worms and crickets 5-10 feet
deep off rocky points and around stick-
ups; murky, stable at one and one-half
foot above summer pool and 82
degrees

Green River: Crappie were hitting
minnows and jigs 10-15 (eet deep along
stump rows, creek channpels and
submerged (rees; largemouth and
Kentucky bass were hitting crankbaits
and plastic worms 15-20 feet deep off
rocky points and drop-offs; muskie
were taking crankbaits in the after-
noons along the shoreline; murky,
stable at one-half foot below summer
pool and 82 degrees.

Upper Cumberland: Largemouth
bass were hitting plastic worms at
night 20-25 feet deep along drop-offs;
bluegill were hitting crickets 15-20 feet
deep off rocky peinis: elear, falling, 24
feet below summer pool and 83
degrees

Lower Cumberland: Largemouth
bass were hitting crankbaits and
plastic worms 10-15 feel deep along the
shoreline and over submerged trees;
striped bass were hitting jigs and live
shad 20-25 feel deep off rocky points
and along creek channels; clear, fall-
ing, 24 feet below summer pool and 83
degrees.

Dale Hollow: Largemouth bass were
hitting plastic worms at night 25-30 feet
deep along drop-offs; bluegiull were
hitting crickets and red worms 20-25

feet deep over submerged trees; clear,
falling, nine feet below summer pool
and 84 degrees.

Laurel: Bluegill were hitting crickets
510 feet deep in open waler; trout were
hitting nighterawlers 20-25 feet deep
along drop-offs; clear, stable at 15 feel
below summer pool and 82 degrees.

Cave Run: Largemouth bass were
hitting plastic worms 20-25 feet deep
over drop-offs; muskie were hitting
crankbaits 20-25 feet deep along drop-
offs; clear, stable at summer pool and
82 degrees,

Paintsville: Largemouth bass were
hitting plastic worms §-10 feet deep off
rocky points; trout were hitting meal
worms 25-30 feet deep at night along
creek channels; clear, stable at one
and one-half foot below summer pool
and 82 degrees.

Buckhorn: Trout were hitting wax
worms and eorn and cheese 10-15 feet
deep in open water, catfish were hit-
ting cul bait 10-15 feet deep along creek
channels; clear, stable at one foot
below summer pool and 83 degrees.

Grayson: Troul were hitting
nighterawlers and corn and cheese in
the tailwaters; largemouth bass were
hitting plastic worms 5-10 [eet deep
over hrush piles, creek channels and
off rocky points; clear, stable at one-
half fool below summer pool and 83
degrees

Dewey: Largemouth bass were hit-
ting crankbaits and plastic worms 5-10
feet deep along stump rows; bluegill
were hitting wax worms 5-10 feel deep
over submerged trees; murky, falling,
one and one-half foot below summer
pool and 82 degrees.

McAlpine Pool Ohio River: Fresh-
water drum and catfish were hitting
red worms and cut bait 5-10 feet deep
along the shoreline; striped bass were
hitting artificial minnows 5-10 feet deep
below the dam; clear, stable at sum-
mer pool and 81 degrees.

Butterfly Migrants

For much of the better part of two
vears, the monarch butterflies for
which we have planted so carefully
have not shown up in healthy num-
bers. But beginning in mid-August,
many female monarchs placed eggs
on our milkweeds. Judging by the
numbers of fresh adults now gliding,
prancing and feeding throughout our
meadow, we could not have been the
only ones to note a turn-around in
this beautiful butterfly's fortunes.

Small white native asters are the
preferred food for these southward
bound butterflies at this late date.
Perhaps ane inlevery thausand that
I view will exit the United States alive.
Fewer still will arrive safely at their
overwintering ground in the Sierra
Madre of Mexico. Late in the Mexi-
can mountain winter, those healthy
monarchs that remain begin their
return flight to our country. With
luck, good weather conditions, and
a heaithy continuous milkweed supply,
the monarchs will return again and
repopulate much of the United States.

Few butterflies retrace their pro-
genitors’ path south for the winter.
Over the years however, there have
been antalizing indications that other
kinds, over a shorter route and in
lesser numbers, act as monarchs do.
Research, time, and very likely the
supportive efforts of interested back-
yard naturalists throughout the coun-
try will someday find out more of the

truth of this matter.

Mainy kinds of hutterflies move
north with the spring and summer and
never return o their place of birth.
They mate farther and farther north
with each brief generation and are
limited in their conquest of northern
lands only by the lack of specific
foods for their caterpillars and by the
return of killing, cold weather Some
of our best known and most attractive
butterflies are only seasonal visitors.
Their lives parallel those of the many
birds that race north out of Central
and South America each spring,
Buckeyes. red admirals, painted ladies,
and variegated frittilaries are among
the many species that follow this
route. Despite their death in the north,
they return from the south each
summer

Other southern emigrants may be
truly rare in your locale and are
ermed, somewhat negatively, va-
grants, In the western suburbs of
Washington, D.C., where we make our
home, over ten beauliful southern
butterflies could possibly show up in
my vard. As with very uncommon
native species, 1 try to plant their
favorite foods.

Your chances of seeing unusual
butterflies are greatly enhanced by
planting lures of their favorite nectar
foods and the often very localized
native plants their caterpillars need
as food. In this way, I'm providing
a safe harbor from development for
uncommon native plant species while
maximizing my chances of adding
more species of butterflies to the list
of those that have visited my Back-
vard Wildlife Habitat.

KGS Releases Reports
On Gas Production
In Eastern Kentucky

The Kentucky Geological Survey at
the University of Kentucky has releas-
ed two new reports on natural gas pro-
duction from the Devonian shale in
eastern Kentucky,

The first reporl covers Whitley,
Knox, Bell and Harlan counties, while
the second includes Breathitt, Clay,
Johnson, Leslie, Magoffin, Perry and
Wolle counties. Both reports are part
of a regional study funded by the Gas
Research Institute, according to Steve
Baron, UK spokesman.

The primary objective of the study
is to determine the geologic factors
thal control gas production from the
Deveonian shale of eastern Kentucky.
These rocks, which were deposited
about 350 to 410 million years ago, have
been a major source of gas since the
early 1900s, They are sometimes refer-
red to as “‘oil shales.™

The project also seeks to create a
comprehensive public data base of well
information. Information on 9,158
eastern Kentucky gas wells has been
entered into the KGS computer.

The new reports contain information
on gas exploration, comparisons of dif-
ferent well-stimulation techniques, and
a series of detailed maps showing
geology and well locations.
