Speedy Construction Schedule
Is Aim of P.C.C. Fund Drlve

If Prestonsburg Community College
can raise $194,800 by mid-summer, a
proposed $3.2 million science building,
for which funding has already been ap-
proved by the 1988 slate legislature,
could be in use by the fall term, 1990.

Dr. Henry A, Campbell, P.C.C, presi-
dent, said the college is ready to “‘go all
out" in its effort to raise the funds which
are necessary o pay half of the debt ser-
vice on bonds for the project which will
be sold in January.

Each college approved for a new
building must raise half of the debt ser-
vice for the first year, according lo
Campbell, and, although the bonds will
not be sold untll January, 1989, acquir-
ing the needed funds before that time
would make a significant difference in
the construction time schedule.

“As soon ag the money is raised or
pledged, we can begin to hire and ar-
chiteet and develop the plans,’”” Dr.
Campbell explained. ''Construetion
could begin in the summer of 1989 and
the building would be ready for occupan-
cy in the fall of 1990. We are asking that

donations be given by July 1, 1988, if

The building, which will be of two-
story construction and include 30,000
square feet, is designed to accomodate
much-needed classroom space as well
as housing faculty offices, science lec-
ture rooms, nursing labs, mining and
pollution labs, geology and chemistry.
It will also provide for space that will be
used for a dental hygiene program,
Campbell pointed out.

Whether it will allow out-of-state trash
to be brought into the county by rail was
a major question taken up in the May
meeting of the Floyd County Fiscal
Court last Friday

Prestonsburg businessman Donald

@' ‘Dootney"” Horn presented a proposal lo

the court whereby his company would
deliver two unit traing of approximate-
ly 100 cars of coal Lo Philadelphia a day
and on the return trip the cars would
bring back fly ash and mcinerated trash
Horn asked the court to levy a two-
dollar-per-ton tax on waste brought in-
to the eounty if it was decided 1o approve
his praposal

"It will add approximaltely $3 000,000
more to the counly coffers a vear,” ac-
cording to Horn who added thal with as
little as 20%; of the money, the rest of the
county could be cleaned up

Both County Attorney David Barber

and District No. 2 Magistrate Jackie Ed
ford Owens had strong objections to
Horn's proposal. Barber said a study
should be made to determine the en-
vironmental impact and suggested the
Environmental Protection Agency be
present to air their views on the pro-
posal. Magistrate Owens questioned the
effects of the waste on drinking water
saying, "I don't want my children drink-
ing contaminated water."

Horn explained to the court that the
malerial to be dumped consisted main-
Iy of fly ash and incinerated rubbish, but
County Attorney Barber conténded,

The court took no action on the pro-
posal, but agreed to consider it at a
future fiscal court meeting or call a

special session.

Martin Wins Settlement
In Blasting Damage Case

A circuit court jury has awarded
$6,000 to Thomas Martin, of Turkey
Creek for blasting damages done to his
house and property by the defendant
D.F.M., Inc., a strip mining company
from Allen.

The suit was first filed on February 5,

- 1986, with the complaint charging t

the defendant, *‘carried out blasting
operations and mining work by means
of high explosives which produced
violent concussions and vibrations of the
earth and air which shook the land,
buildings, and other propérty.” The
blasting started in March 1983 and con-

tinued up to the time that the suil was
filed

In answering the complaint, the defen-
dant denied the charge and stated that
the damage caused, "was of an acl of
God, circumstances beyond the defen-
dant’s control, or the negligence or
wrongful act of some third party.”” No
third party was ever mentioned during
the trial.

The jurors heard the testimony May
9, and after summations and instruc-
tions from the Judge the following morn-
ing, deliberated. It wasn’t a unanimous
verdict but nine of the twelve jurors—
the required three-fourths majority—
signed it.

Martin, who had asked for $16,000 in
damages, was disappointed thatl the
jurors hadn't awarded him more to
cover the cost of repairing his proper-
ty. “I think we should have brought

them up to the house to see the damage

done,” he said after the trial.

Both Martin and his attorney Jerry
Patton felt the jurors were swayed and
less sympathetic because of statements
made by the defense that Martin had
received during the mining operation
payments amounting to $100,000 s com-
pensation for the use of the land,

The pediatric unit of the Universily of
Kentucky's Chandler Medical Cenler is
proud of what staff members like lo
refer to as their “miracle children.”
Patrick, 11-year-old son of Floyd Coun-
ty Clerk Carla Robinson Bolton, is one
of them.

Born September 17, 1976, Patrick was,
in all outward appearances, healthy. But
he was treated for pneumonia only
seven weeks later and physicians at the
McDowell Appalachian Regional
Hospital detected a heart murmur,

At the time, the University of Ken-
tucky was conducting a heart clinic at
the Floyd County Health Department
here and an examination revealed the
possibility of aortic slenosis, a con-
genilal defect in the aortic valve. Heart
catheritization at the U.K. Med, Center
confirmed the diagnosis

“We were told he had a 20 percenl
chance to live with no surgery,” Mrs.
Bolton commented. Despite the inherent
risk of surgery and the fact that the boy
would undoubtedly face future opera-
tions, the choice seemed clear

A metal valve replaced the defective
one in an operation performed by Dr
Jacqueline Noonan, presently professor
and chairman of pediatrics. The pro-
cedure was performed on December 17
al age three months, and the baby was
home in a matter of days.

At age five, a second operation was re-
quired to provide for a larger valve to
accomodate the normally growing and
developing heart.

With a metal valve implant, patients
must take blood thinners, and Patrick's
tendency to bleed more easily than most
children has been the primary concern
in living with an artificial valve.

“Bul he rides his motorcycle and
plays Junior Pro Baskethall," said Mrs
Bolton, “‘and I just have to keep my
fingers crossed and worry a lo.”

There’ll be one more surgery, accor-
ding to Mrs. Bolton, again, to ac-
comodate the constantly growing heart.
Now, she said, Patrick will often lire
easily since his development, blood and
oxygen needs are beginning to outpace
the capacity of the valve implanted six
vears ago. The next surgery, which may
come in a couple of years, will give
Patrick the size heart valve he'll need
to allow him to function well through his
adult life.

Airport Schedules Open House 1
Although Access Woes Persist

Raymond Bradbury, acting chairman,

of the Big Sandy Regional Airport, an-
nounced this week a public open house
at the regional airporl facility, June
11-12.

A news release, announcing the open
house activity, described the two-day
event as ‘‘providing an opportunity for

everyone in the four-county region of

Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin and Martin
counties to visit and see first-hand the
completed airport and facility."”

Completed, the airport is. In fact, the
facility was officially dedicated in 1985.
But no one seems to be sure just how
“open’' it is.

On property donated by a Martin
county coal company, access is limited
by a company gate and guardpost and
entry remains by special permission on-
ly. The news release did state that “‘open
access to the airport is available to the
public for the open house,"” it should be
pointed out,

Announcement of the public invitation
to the airport coincided with an inter-
view conducted this week with Gustave
E. LaFontaine, executive director of the
Kentucky Transportation Cabinet’s Of-
fice of Aeronautics.

To reports that an independent mail
transport service had used the airport’s
5,000-ft. runway to land a 727 jet aircraft,
LaFontaine, who expressed doubt con-
cerning whether such use of the field had
ever taken place, pointed out that such
use is not illegal and “can be done
without filing a flight plan.” He said,
however, that the advisibility of landing
such a large aircraft pertains to the
weight of the airplance, temperature
and a number of other factors,

LaFontaine reiterated the primary
holdup in the opening of the airport for
public use by calling KY 3 which will
skirt the mountaintop site, in Martin
county the “driving force” in the situa-
tion. As the Federal Aeronautics Ad-

i

ministration (FAA) does not fund access
roads, he said, *'this road has been left
in a state of limbo pending the final com-
pletion of Route 3."

“When highway monies are available,
the situation will be resolved,” he
explained, )

The airport is *‘technically” open,
LaFontaine said, although ingress and
egress to the public remains restricted.
He said, however, that “Mr. Bradbury
and the airport board have made con-
siderable movement in the past weeks."

LaFontaine called the multi-million
dollar facility a ‘proverbial gold mine
of possibilities,” and said ‘‘there is
unbelievable potential if the planners
and dreamers put forth the right
efforts.”

The aeronautics official said the air-
port ean handle a metroliner with ease,
a DC-9, and, even, a 727.

The new hanger and administration
building is finished and ready for oc-
cupancy by the fixed base operator and
the building will be open to the public
during the open house activities. Efforts
are under way to provide a static air
display on the airport ramp and invita-
tions are being extended to aviation
clubs in Kentucky as well as to the Civil
Air Patrol to fly in for the occasion.

The Big Sandy Regional Airport can
be reached by traveling north on KY 3
from Jenny Wiley State Park. The ac-
cess road to the airport is also the en-
trance to the Enoxy Coal Company pro-
perty which is located 11 miles south of
Inez and eight miles north of Dewey
Dam,

Drought Threatens
All State Sections

With all areas of the state already in
some stage of drought, the Kentucky
Drought Monitoring Task Force warned
that many Kentucky communities will
run short of water this summer. Task
Force members are water resource
scientists who meet monthly to review
precipitation, streamflow, reservoir
levels and the Palmer Drought Index.

The driest part of the state is the
Bluegrass area. Using the Palmer In-
dex, the National Weather Service has
rated the Bluegrass area in severe
drought for the last nine months. Lex-
ington was 4.6 inches short of rain for
1988, as of May 15. During the last five
years Lexington's rainfall has been
about 40 inches below normal, the
equivalent of one whole year's
precipitation.

Eastern Kentucky is in a mild
drought, according to the Palmer Index.
However, Berea and Somersel were
more than eight inches short of normal
rainfall on April 30.

The Palmer Index shows western and
central Kentucky in a moderate
drought. The central area has been in
moderate drought for most of the past
nine months, with a brief respite in
March.

The agencies represented on the task
force are acting to lessen the impact of
possible continued drought. The U.S. Ar-
my Corps of Engineers began filling
many reservoirs earlier than usual to
reach normal summer levels. Disaster
and Emergency Services is working
with a seven-state task force organized
by the Tennessee Valley Authority to
prepare for a coordinated drought
response. The Kentucky Department for
Environmental Protection is again urg-
ing communities to use the Kentucky
Water Shortage Response Plan.
Prepared by the department two years
ago, the plan gives step-by-step
guidelines for coping with water
shortages.

“The plan gives valuable advice on
how to get citizens involved in consery-
ing water before the shortage crisis
hits,"" said Department for Environmen-
tal Protection Commissioner Dr, James
Corum.

Family Wages, Jobs

Characteristics Listed

The number of families with a full-
time worker increased by about 750,000
over the yedr ended in the first quarter
of 1988. Families with at least one full-
time worker now account for three-
fourths of the nation’s 64.2 million
families, the U.S, Department of
Labor’s Bureau of Labor Statistics
reported. Median family earnings also
continue to rise and, at $580 a week in
the first quarter of 1988, were 4 percent
higher than a year earlier, Other first-
quarter 1988 highlights were:

—About 52 million families (81 percent
of all families) had al least one
employed member and 93 percent of
these families had no one unemployed.
White families with employed members
continued to be less likely to contain an
unemployed person than either black or
Hispanic families.

—The number of families with unem-
ployed members fell to 5.5 million (8.5
percent of all families) in the first
quarter of 1988. This was 800,000, or 12
percent, below the level of a year
earlier. About 40 percent of the over-the-
year decline was among married-couple
families where the husband had been
jobless,

—There were 300,000 more employed
mothers in the first quarter of 1988 than
a year earlier. The increase was about
equally divided between mothers of
preschool- and school-age children and
resulted in a slightly lower level of
unemployment among mothers, Over-
all, the number of families with an
unemployed parent declined by 12 per-
cent over the year.

_The median wage and salary earn-
ings of married-couple families were
$648 in the first quarter. Earnings were
480 for families where the husband was
the sole earner and more than $1,000
where the wife and other [amily
members were also earners. Median
weekly earnings of families maintained
by women ($323) remained about half
those of married-couple families.

—At $5397, median weekly earnings for
all white families were about 40 percent
greater than the medians for all black
($421) or all Hispanic among families
with two or more earners. For example,
al $774 a week, the median for white
families with two or more earners was
just 17 percent greater than thal for
black families with two or more earners
and 28 percent greater than the median
for this group of Hispanic families,

Restraining Order
Is Issued Against

Prestonsburg Firm

Legal woes continue to plague the
Prestonsburg manufacturing firm of
Weddington-Tucker, Inc. as it was learn-
ed Lhis week that a temporary restrain-

ing order hadibeen-issued against the

company following a complaint by the
U. 8. Department of Labor.

The company, which makes children’s
apparel under the name, Mountain
Laurel, was ordered by U. S. District
Judge Eugene Siler fo halt shipments
because the firm has failed to meet its
payroll for two pay periods.

Jim Karn, a compliance specialist
with the Department of Labor, said Frri-
day in an affidavit that Weddington-
Tucker and its owner, Prestonsburg
native Lynn Weddington-Tucker, had
failed to meet the May 1-14 payroll.

“‘Because of such failures,"” he said,
“‘approximately 40 employees are due
approximately $10,000 in unpaid wages.”

In addition, employees had been told
this week that payroll due June 3 for
work done, May 15-28, would not be met,
Karn said.

Mrs. Weddington-Tucker, for the past
several years a resident of New York,
began the operation as a cottage in-
dustry a number of years ago employ-
ing area women who worked in their
homes. In November, her enterprise ex-
panded from a cottage industry to a
manufacturing operation after procur-
ing factory space in a West Prestons-
burg warehouse owned by the Christian
Appalachian Project.

Earlier this spring, the company was
named in a lawsuit filed by the U.S.
Department of Labor in U. S. District
Court at Pikeville which charged the
firm with violating several provisions of
the federal Fair Labor Standards Act,

History is a picture filtered through

the lenses of time, language and point

of view. The history of the moment. o

the daily headline, has immediacy an

heat but can often lack the depth and ac-
cumulation of detail a later look can pro-
vide. Language can alter the perception
of an incident without altering the
‘facts,’ can turn ‘striking workers' into
‘unemployed rioters’ and back again

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with a brushstroke, As for point of view,

accounts of an event vary not only with
the witnesses’ physical perception of the
instant but also their political and
philosophical perception of the world
and of human nature itself. History is a
‘tricky story that depends on who is tell-
ing it and where they're coming from.

If first heard stories of the coal wars
of the 20s, of the Matewan Massacre and
the Battle of Blair Mountain, by word of
mouth from coal miners and their
relatives as I hitchhiked through West
Virginia. Some years later I wrote a
screenplay for a movie called
“‘Matewan,'" based on what I'd heard
and what little I eould find that was writ-
ten about it. Most of this came from peo-
ple on one side or the other of the union
struggle, people who were there in the
thick of the fight and chose their words
as weapons in a battle still raging. But
as history usually belongs to the win-
ners, and the story of the coal wars is
largely that of people who lost and con-
tinue to lose, it was a story more often
told in ballads and folktales than in the
pages of library books.

As we began shooting the movie, we
discovered Lon Savage’s THUNDER IN
THE MOUNTAINS. For the first time I
felt there was someone with a feel for the
people and place who had gone out and
done the legwork, had tracked down the
stray bits of story, poked and probed at
what was already on the record and dug
up whatever new information was
available. Savage recognizes that if
history is a mirror it is a broken one, not
one perception of the truth but hundreds
of them, odd-shaped fragments of
memory that must all be examined to
form some kind of coherent story. The
story Lon Savage tells is a dramatic and
important one, as much part of our
heritage as that of the Alamo or Get-
tysburg or the winning of the West. It is
the story of people who pulled a hard liv-
ing from a hard land, people who lived
under the heel of power and who finally
could be pushed only so far.

One of the questions that led me to this
story was that of political violence,
Though the Battle of Blair Mountain
ended in a tactical and political defeat
for the miners who took up arms there,
the psychological victory of those violent
days may have been more important.
When a colonized people learn they can
fight back together, life can never again
be so comfortable for their exploiters.
And if people’s deeds last beyond their
lives, it is partly through the stories we
tell about them. With THUNDER IN
THE MOUNTAINS, Lon Savage helps
give shape tothose lives, to those times,
and brings us a story too long untold,

By returning to school, the
Governor's wife lold them, “You've
decided to make a difference in your
life,"

Mrs. Wilkinson handed oult diplomas
Lo 16 high school seniors and 12 adults,
receiving their GED. "You've made a
commitment to return to school," she
told them, “‘and the State of Kentlucky
has also made a commilmenl to educa-
Lion.”

The David School. which teaches adult
educalion classes and serves the dropout
population of Floyd county, was started
in 1973, In its first year, len students
were enrolled, and since lhen, it has
served the educational needs of more
than 600 students. Jean Ford, of
Baileyville, and Danny Green were the
school's founders. The private school is
funded by foundation grants and private
donations

Kentucky's first lady has begun a
campaign against adult illiteracy and
called the state’s severe dropoul rate our
biggest problem. “1 don’t like it said that
Kentucky has the lowes! percentage of
adults with high school diplomas," she
said. *‘We've got to change the label of
Kentucky being the illiterate state.” She
believes this perception is changing and
will continue to with more hard work
and a change in attitude.

Mrs. Wilkinson is a native of Casey
county and Liberty, Kenlucky, as is her
husband, Governor Wallace G. Wilkin-
son. The Wilkinsons attended Liberty In-
dependent High School together, and
later, the University of Kentucky. They
have been married 27 years and have
two teenage sons, Glenn, 17, and An-
drew, 15

By becoming educated, “we leave our
mark for others,” Mrs. Wilkinson told
the standing room only crowd and
challenged them to encourage their
friends and relatives to remain in school.
She called being a dropout, “the most

destructive thing to our daily lives and

acts as a powerful force against us.”

Also on hand was Mrs, Brenda Rollins,
slate director of adult education, who
presented the Adult Education
Diplomas. Prestonsburg’s Mayor Ann
R. Latta attended the graduation as did
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo and
Floyd School Superintendent Ray
Brackett.

Caution Advised
With Wildlife

Close encounters of the anirnal kind in-
crease when school lets out for the sum-
mer. Children must use care to avoid
harm to themselves and the animals,

“The gravest concern, of course, is
rabies," said Fred Servello, Extension
wildlife specialist in the University of
Kentucky College of Agriculture. “‘Wild
animals naturally aveid people. When
one is acting friendly, or does not llee
when humans approach, that animal
may be sick. And although it does not
flee when approached, it may bite if
handled.” If a child is bitten by a wild
animal and the animal escapes, the child
will have to undergo rabies shots as a
precaution

Servello said he's heard of no increase
in the incidence of rabies in the state, but
that prudence requires that an animal
which bites a human and escapes be
presumed to be rabid.

“You must treal to prevent rabies in-
fection. You cannot wait losee if symp-
toms occur. There is no curé for rabies
at that point,”" Servello said,

The chances of encountering a wild
animal are not limited to rural setlings.
A study done several years ago in Cin-
cinnati showed a greater concentration
of raccoons in urban neighborhoods than
in surrounding rural areas

“Skunks and raccoons have become
city dwellers, They stay hidden in the
daytime, coming out to hunt for food
after humans have gone to bed. If you
feed your dog outside, and the dog leaves
any food in the dish, there's a good
chance a raccoon will be along Lo finish
it off before morning,”" Servello said

Usually, though, it's the animal that
gets hurt when children find them

“Young birds often leave the nest
before they are accomplished [lyers
Children will find them flapping about
in the yard and conclude that they are
either injured or have been abandoned
by their parents. Neither is the case,”
Servello said.

The result is that the young bird is
brought into the house and installed in
a shoe box which has been converted in-
to a bird hospital. Attempts to feed the
bird are generally unsuccessful, and it
dies within a few days.

“It's difficult to raise baby birds even
when you know what you are doing and
have the proper equipment. The baby
birds are much belter off if left alone
If children want Lo be of help, they can
walch from a distance and protect the
yvoung bird from dogs and cats,”
Servello said

Boyd County Downs Redskins
To Earn State Tourney Trip

Less than a decade ago Jody Hamilton
was busy swinging out a name for him-
self as one of the nation’s besl college
hitters. His picture-perfect swing took
him to the top of the Ohio Valley Con-
ference heap, and all the way Lo the pro-
fessional ranks

Nine years after he played his linal
baseball game, Hamilton, about 40 miles
from the park where he played his pro-
fessional ball, coached the Boyd Coun-
Ly Lions into the state tournament's final
four to be held at Elizabethtown,

In 1979 Hamilton, a heavy hitling first
baseman, led the OVC in homeruns,
RBIs, and batting average, while also
being named as the conference’s mosl
valuable player. Thal summer he
playved professional baseball at Paints.
ville, a2 member of the New York
Yankees farm system.

Described by his coach at Morehead
State University, Steve Hamilton, as 'a
greal offensive plaver,” Hamilton fail-
ed to flourish in professional baseball,
partly because of his defensive weak-
nesses.

But still today he owns several offen-
sive records al MSU. His hitting ahility
earned Hamillon respect and praise
throughout a successful career, and
some often say thal a team is a mirror
of 1ts coach.

With this thought in mind, it comes as
no surprise when the Lions erupted for
six hits and 12 runs in the final two inn-
ings to blow open a close game, and earn
a 15-6 victory over the Cumberland Red-
skins, Thursday, in the sectional finals
al Pikeville,

“This is the first time ever for Boyd
County to go to the state tournament,
and I'm excited about that,” Hamilton,
wha is in his second year al the school,
said after the game

“I'm really proud of the kids,"”" he con-
tinued. “We've got 13 seniors on the
team, and they've nol quit ali season
We've worked hard all year. This might
be the hardest working team in the
state ™

Boyd County, 325, had a total of 11 hits
off four different Cumberland pitchers
The Redskins changed pitchers six
times, but a couple involved the same
pitcher,

The one Boyd Counly player who
proved to be an extension of his coach,
mainly in the hitting department, was
first baseman Chris Wheeler. Aithough
he had an RBI triple in the fifth, and
singled and scored in the seventh,
Wheeler's big hit came in the fifth
nning,

With the bases lpaded and Boyd Coun-
ty trailing 6-5, Wheeler cranked a [ull
count [astball over the left field fence,
giving the Lions a lead they would never
relinguish.

Alter trailing in the count -2, Wheeler
watched as Cumberland pitcher David
Shue threw three straight curve balls out
of the strike zone, Shue, who had started
the game on the mound but was making
his second appearance Lhere, was lore-
ed to come in with his fastball and
Wheeler was ready for it

"He did a heck of a job,” Hamillon
said of his first baseman. “T'm really
proud of the job Chris did "

The Lions fell behind twice, once by
two runs when Cumberiand scored three
times in the fifth, but they rallied each
time, finally putting the game out of
reach in the sixth inning,

“We never lost confidence,” Hamillon
said. I could tell that when 1 looked in
thelr faces, They just kept [ighting
back "

The Redskins broke out on top in the
second when third baseman Eddie Early
walked and scored on a Mike Dudash
double.

Boyd County took a one-run lead in the
third, scaring once on a wild pitch and
again on a squeeze play, and the Red
skins tied the score in the bottom of Lhe
third. Both teams scored a run in the
fourth, but aflter the Lions took a lead
with a single run in the f[ifth,
Cumberland scored three times in the
bottem of the fifth, going up by two

The Lions, after using their ace in the
opener against Paintsville, had trouble

“We threw our best pitcher last night,
but the problem we had was our control.
Five of their six runs came as a result
of walks.'" Hamilton explained when
asked about his pitching situation.

It's time for Charlie Hustle to re-enter
the Cincinnati Reds’ dugout. The suspen-
sion is over, and Reds' manager Pete
Rose has served his time like a true
prisoner. ;

To take baseball from Rose is like tell-
ing Rambo there is no more MIAs (o
recover. As a player he earned the name
Charlie Hustle through his everything or
nothing at all style of performing.

But Rose, even though he may have
been provoked. made a mistake he com-
mitted 2 crime that apparently, and
rightly so, will not be tolerated in Ma-
jor League baseball. He pushed an
umpire.

Early last month, Rose, in an argu-
ment with umpire Dave Pallone,
bumped Pallone nol once but twice, and
drew a 30-day suspension. Some, in-
cluding the Reds’ skipper, thought 30
days without baseball was too mueh.

The $10,000 fine didn't hurt, but Pete
Rose without baseball for 30 days hurt
him more than any amount of dollars
could ever add up lo.

That was probably what the National
League had in mind when they handed
out the suspension. The league also sent
a message to all other members of the
baseball profession; physical abuse of
umpites’#ill not beetepted

Rose’s suspension was the toughest
ever of its kind. Thal in itself shocked
many baseball fans, especially after
they waiched for vears as Billy Martin
had his way with umpires of the
American League, kicking dirt and the
like.

When Rose comes back today he will
still have his intensity. He will still argue
with umpires, bul second thoughts and
the memory of the 30 days without
baseball will prevent him from ever
showing another ump.

Rose held onto his story that Dave
Pallone poked him in the face. Pallone
says not. Here is another problem with
the suspension. Maybe Rose had a
reason to react the way he did, but the
NL didn't pursue Pallone’s actions, or
the fact that he made a bad decision.

The umpires need _ but sodo
teams from incorrect calls. In this case
Major League Baseball should take
another look at its position, and consider
both sides of the issue.

The profession could also study its
drug problem. They can suspend a
manager for 30 days, correct his pushing
problem, but they can't prevent a player
from doing drugs.

Mandatory drug testing may be an in-
vasion of privacy, but permanent dis-
qualification from the sport would cer-
tainly get some attention.

AIDS Hot Line
Answers Queries

Kentuckians who will soon receive a g
federal AIDS pamphlet in the mail will
be able to call a state Department for
Health Services toll-free number to ask
questions about Acquired Immune Defi-
ciency Syndrome and to discuss the
disease with trained specialists.

Health Commissioner Carlos Her-
nandez, M.D., has announced the hot
line as a planned response to the many
questions expected once people receive
the informational pamphlet from U.S.
Surgeon General C. Everett Koop in
June, :

‘*Kentuckians have come a long way
in understanding the facts about AIDS,"
he said, “‘but many people still have lots @,
of questions about the disease. While this
pamphlet will help answer those ques-
tions, we want to provide the back-up of
a trained person who can provide infor-
mation anonymously one-on-one to Ken-
tuckians who want more information."

Callers can: get 'answers about how
AIDS is and is not transmilted, how te
prevent getting AIDS, high risk behavior
and AIDS testing. If the caller is in-
terested, he or she can be referred to one
of the state’s 28 counseling and testing
sites in health departments.

Three lines will be staffed 8 aim.-8
p.m. Monday through Friday and 10
a.m.-6 p.m. Saturday, beginning June 1 g
and running through the end of the
month. The number is 1-800-654-AIDS
(2437).

Health officials will monitor the lines’
usage to determine if staffing patterns
should be changed. During hours the
lines are not staffed, a tape recorded,
general information AIDS message will
play when someone calls,

Hernandez acknowledges that the
pamphlet uses candid language but says
that the publication’s purpose justifies
the frankness.

“The purpose of the mailing is really
two-fold,"” he said. “The first is to ¢
educate the individual who reads the
material. The second is Lo start discus-
sions—in families, schools, churches,
businesses—so that we all understand
the facts about AIDS transmission and
our risk of getting it.

“The pamphlet urges parents to
educate themselves about AIDS and
then to discuss the disease with their
children and teenagers.”

In conjunction with the national mail-
ing from the surgeon general, the Health
Services department has sent preview
copies to 3,600 primary care physicians
across the state,

Michae! Moser, M.D., director of the
department’s preventive health ser-
vices, said doctors may get questions as o
a result of the national mailing.
‘‘Because this sort of information may
be most effective when delivered by a
personal physician, we wanted Ken-
tucky's family doctors to have a chance
to prepare themselves for inquiries from
their patients,”” he said, Physicians
should receive the pamphiets this week.

“It's important that people with ques-
tions get correct, knowledgeable
answers—whether the answers come
from our hot lines or the person’s private
physician,” Moser said.

Since 1962, 147 Kentuckians have been
diagnosed as having AIDS and 92 have
died. In the first five months of 1988, 26 ~
Kentuckians have been found to have
AIDS.

Acquired Immune Deficiency Syn-
drome, which is always fatal, attacks
the body's immune system, leaving vic-
tims vulnerable to many infections and
diseases. The only known means of
AIDS transmission are sexual contact,
sharing contaminated injection needles,
receiving tainted blood and mother-to-
infant transmission.

Cedar Point Resort
History Is Recorded

Today, Cedar Point is referred Lo as
The Amazement Park; however in the
early 1900's it was billed as the {inest
bathing beach in the world. In 1915,
Cedar Point was famous for its long
white bathing beach, ils beauliful
Hotels, and pleasant steamship rides to
and from the peninsula. Brochures
publicizing this summer resort claimed
Cedar Point was America’s mosl
beautiful summer—pleasure—health
resort,

In 1867, the editor of the Sandusky
Register proclaimed the peninsula's
greal potential as a resort, Within three
years, Louis Zistel opened & beer garden
with a small dance foor and constructed
a bathhouse and children's entertain-
ment area

The resort grew slowly and in 1897
George A. Boeckling took over Cedar
Point. In the following 30 years, under
Mr. Boeckling's nurturing, il grew to
become the Queen of the American
Watering Places. He passed away in
1931, before the Greal Depression and
World War 11 caused such severe prob-
lems that Cedar Poinl’s survival would
become questionable.

Somehow the resort held on and in 1950
Daniel M. Schneider leased the park and
fought to rebuild it. In 1956, an invest.
ment group acquired Cedar Point and
made plans to build a residential com-
munity on the peninsula, Due lo several
unusual events, those plans were scrat-
ched and instead they worked to creale
a park similar to Disneyland.

Recently, David W. Francis and his
wife, Diane DeMali Franeis documented
Cedar Point’s history in their book,
Cedar Point: The Queen of American
Watering Places, which will be publish-
ed this spring by Daring Books of Can-
ton Ohio.

“"Marla was always
there for me during that
first year,” Reed adds.
"She knows what she
wants, so she's always al-
lowed us to have a say at
what we do. So they've
given Rose a little more
spice. And everybody
seems to like it.”

Born in Springfield,
Ohio, and raised in a mu-
sical family, Reed started
singing at an early age.
She later developed her
singing talents in a band
called Marble Cake, while
a student at Ohio’s Kent
State University. After
three years on the road,
she settled in Chicago,
where she landed a role
in the musical "Hair."”

Paul Hogan may well
be Australia’s most valu-
able mnatural resource.
He's certainly one of Par-
amount Pictures' chief
assets, His enormously
successful creation of the
title role in "Crocodile
Dundee' (1986) did more
for Australia's tourist
trade (and Paramount's
earnings) than all the
kangaroos and koala
bears put together

And so we have "'Croc-
odile Dundee II,"' in
which Mick Dundee loses
some of his innocence
and most of his charm

When last we left the
man in the crocodile coat,
he was embracing his
girlfriend, journalist Sue
Charlton (Linda Koz-
lowski), m a subway sta-
tion in New York City
Then, Dundee was a
stranger In a strange
land, a bushman roaming
the concrete canyons of
the Big Apple. As an
alien, he had an innocent
outsider's view of mod-
ern life, “Seven million
people wanting to live to-
gether,” he observed, "It
must be a very friendly
town." His self-deprecat-
ing humor was charming
and seductive. His abun-

dant self-reliance, based
mostly on a knife the size
of a sharpened fender
from a '66 Buick, made
him, and Australia, a hit.

in Part II of the story,
Dundee is still in New
York. His Manhattan ad-
venture begins with a
group of Colombian drug
runners  who  kidnap
Charlton, in a plot dis-
tressingly similar to that
of "Romancing the
Stone.”" Stealing Dun-
dee's girl is like tugging
on Superman’s cape, as it
were, and so he is off to
the rescue. When a sadis-
tic drug lord vows ven-
geance, Dundee and
Charlton head for Aus-
tralia and some back-
woaods thrills

Hogan's polite macho
persona is as engaging as
ever, but the story is an
extended chase sequence
that provides little more
than passing thrills. Gone
is the charm of the first
film, replaced by a crew
of comic-book characters
who chase one another
around with toy guns.
Dundee has become a
blond Rambo, a Down-
Under James Bond paro-
dying himself in the Aus-
tralian bush.
