Wath state penalties stiffening on 
manjuaoa growers, sheriffs deputies 
have found it more difficult to l~tc pat· 
ches of pot because the growers ha\e 
moved mto more iSolated areas to 
cullavatc the illegal Y.eed. 

This year the shenfC has conftscated 
more than 500 plants. wath the most re· 
cent find F'nda), when 87 plants were

Sellards received a 90 day sentence 
and was C1ned $750.50 including court 
cosls. 

Attorney (or Sellards, Ned Pillersdorf, 
sa1d that an appeal of the decision would 
be filed and the court placed the defen· 
dant under a $5,000 bond pending a 
higher courts decision "I was dJsap­
pomlcd w1th the result."

Decision Favors Floyd 

As. of last Thursdal lhe nver's water 
level \~as al 1 9 feet abo\C the \\ater 
treatment plants ra'\\ water mtnke 
Usually 11 is three to four feet abo\ c the 
intake ''Thts IS the lowest I knoY. 1t's 
been tn 10 to 15 vears." Ho\\ard sn1d 
And to make the Situation worse people 
a re consuming more wa ter uccaust>. or 
the hot wNt!her. "We're pumpmg it al 
near capacity.'' he said. ''People <are us­
ing water m excess of 2.500,000 gallons 
a day."

Low river Y.ater creates another prob­
lem. The likelihood of conlammation 1S 
greater\\ hen the nver 1s lower , and the 
job of treat10g the water 1:; more 
demanding. "More chemicals ha\'e to be 
used to purify 1t, more observatiOn 1s re· 
quired. and the water 1s harder to clean 
up," the superintendent said.

Ky. General Fund 
Receipts Reflect 
Continued Growth 

State Ji'-mance Secretary L, Rogers 
Wells, Jr ha~:; announced that General 
Fund receipts for May amounted to 
SI96.5roillion. an increase of 4.3 percent 
more than May of last year, 

Accordmg to Wells, the pnmary 
sources of the increase were regular 
sales and use tax receipts which mcrt-as· 
ed by seven percent and employer 
withholdmg which was up by 10 1 per 
cent as compared to May 1987. "Growth 
in those two areas continues to reflect 
strength in the state economy.'' he said. 

Year·to-dale growth going into the 
final month of this fiscal year is 5.5 per­
cent. June economic growth figures 
need lO be 2.3 percent in order to meet 
the projected annual figure or 5.2 per­
cent, Wells said. 

A $20.2 million difference iu tax 
refunds from the previous year, 
pmnarily in individual and corporate in­
come taxes, curtailed the May figures. 
Corporate income receipts were down 1;2 
percent due to the refunds. 

Coal severance receipts were 11.3 per­
cent lower reflecting the use of stockpil· 
ed coal rather than new purchases. Pro­
perty tax receipts were down 25.9 per· 
cent which is an adjustment resulting 
from earlier payments m prior months 
of fiscal year. 

Road Fund coUections for May total­
ed $56.3 million, an increase of 8.5 per· 
cent more than May 1987 Growth in 
molor fuels taxes, including motor fuels 
use and motor vehicle usage, offset the 
loss of truck decal fees. Motor fuels in· 
creased by 47.1 percent and motor vehi· 
cle usage receipts were up by 12.6 per­
cent. The Road Fund has declined 5.3 
percent during the first 11 months of the 
fiscal year.

VA Begins Review 
Of Radiation Claims 

The Veterans Administration has 
begun reviewmg disabthty compensa· 
lion claims of veterans exposed to radia· 
lion while on active duty, and lhctr sur· 
nvors. under De\\ authority recently 
conferred by Congress. 

Legislation signed by President 
Reagan May 20 authorized payments to 
veterans suffering from any of 13 type:; 
of cancer, and their survivors. 

To qualify for the disability compen· 
saLon, the disease must be rated 10 per­
cent or more disabling and the \'eteran 
must have been exposed in one of three 
duty situations. participating Ill a test 
atmospheric detonation of a nuclear 
device, servmg occupation duty in 
Hiroshima or Nagasaki, Japan, between 
August 6, 1945, and July 1, 1946, or ex· 
posure while a prisoner of war in Japan. 

Claims involving the 13 cancers 
already on [iJe with the VA arc being 
reviewed for eligibility. Other claims 
may be filed from among some 300,000 
veterans who were in areas of possible 
exposure. 

The diseases automatically assumed 
by the law to qualify for compensation 
are the following cancers: leukemia 
other than chronic lymphocytic 
leukemia, thyr11id, breast. pharynx, 
esophagus, stomach, small intestme, 
pancreas. multiple myeloma, lym· 
phomas except Hodgkin's disease, bile 
duct. gall bladder, and liver except when 
cirrhosis or hepatitis B is indicated. 

The law restricts compensation to 
those veterans whose disease became 
evident within 40 years of expo.sure, 
beginning on the last date on which the 
veteran participated in a radiation· risk 
activity, except for leukemia, which has 
a 30-year limit. 

Monthly compensation paymenL'> to 
veterans range from $71.00 to $1,411.00. 
Additional amounts may be awarded for 
certain severe disabilities. For :sur· 
vivors, benefits range from $518.00 to 
$l.a2'7.00 a moo~, de,J?£nding uwo the 
pay grade of the veteran while on acllve 
duly. 

Veterans or survivors with cla1ms 
already on ftle are being considered for 
disability compensation. Other veterans 
exposed to radiation should me 8 claim 
immediately at the nearest of 58 VA 
Regional Offices across the country

Is this food still good? If you've ever 
wondered that question as you've taken 
food out of the refrigerator or freezer. 
Kentucky Department for Health Ser· 
v1ces offic1als have some lips for you 

''Everybody knows that improperly 
stored food can make you sick," sa1d 
.John Draper, supervisor of lhe depart· 
ment's food protection section "But not 
everybody knows how to store food so 
lhat il stays fresh and safe " 

Draper says lhat one of the most tm· 
portant factors in preventing spoilage in 
cooiCed food is the cooling period after 
cooking. 

''Cooling food gradually is a prime 
way to promote bacterial growth," 
Draper said, "Wben cooked food re· 
mains at room temperature for more 
than two hours. gradual cooling may 
allow bacterial growth. 

"Refrigerate cooked foods promptly," 
he said "ll you have a large pot of stew 
or soup, it should be divided into smaU 
containers so that lt cools quicker in the 
refrigerator, which should be cooled to 
40 degrees Fahrenheit." 

Food should be placed in the refrige· 
rator so that cool a1r can crrculate 
around it. 

''It's best to store meat. milk and lef· 
lovers in the coldest part of the refnge­
rator, which lS the area nearest the 
freezer."' Draper said. 

Draper advises wrapping food to be 
frozen in freezer paper, foil or heavy 
plastic. Packages should be dated and 
older ones used first. 

"If food is held at 0 degrees 
Fahrenheit or colder. leaving it frozen 
tor longer than recommended won't 
cause any health risks when the food Is 
eaten.'' be said. "But the food nughtlose 
Oa\·or or some of its nutritional value." 

Draper offers the foUo\\ ing gu1delines 
for refrigerated and frozen food

Raw meats, poultry, fish-one to two 

days; larger cuts of meat, such as 
roasts, three to four days 

Leftovers and cooked meat-chicken, 
gravy, meat broth, chtcken and turkey 
pies, chicken or tuna salad, one to two 
days: roast beef, stew, fresh ham or 
pork, meat spaghetti sauce, lamb­
three to four days: lefover canned or 
cured bam, four to five days.

Dark Clouds Over Dixie: 
Rural Economic Crisis Affects People 

The econom1c renaissance of the 19705 
Utat brought mmmg and oil-related jobs 
mto the rural South and the optimism 
that better times were here to stay 
dimmed as energy prices plummeted 
and technologies displaced many of the 
positions remaining. 

Manufacturing jobs promised by the 
dawnmg of the new South materialized 
for the urban areas. with only small spill 
over to the rural areas. 

Traditionally, the two Ps of the rural 
South have been pride and poverty The 
people are proud and poor but not 
proud of being poor. As the 1980s con­
tinue, poverty in the rural South 
increases 

·'To most Americans, poverty is an in· 
ner city problem," s1lid rural sociologist 
Louis Swanson, who is with the Univer­
sity of Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

''It is in the cities where it is most con­
centrated and more obvious to the 
largest segment of the population. But 
the con<:entration is misleading. Rural 
poverty ItS greater than urban poverty 
and in no place is it greater than in Ute 
rural South." 

WhLit the per capita mcome of the 
region. indud.ing both urban and rural 
areas, 1s now at about 88 percent of the 
n3tion's. per capita income in the rural 
South tS only 75 percent of the nation's, 
sa1d Jerry Skees.

In the rural South, the poor are 65 per· 
cent more likely to hAve diets that are 
inadequate for multiple essential 
nutrients. Children of the rural poor are 
almost three hmcs more likely to be 
growth-stunted than children ft()m more 
affluent families. 

"A characteristic or rural Sou them 
poverty is hunger, malnutrition and a 
higher·thanaverage infant mortality 
rate," Swanson said. ''In this sense, 
poverty spans the generations." 

Behind the statiStics, Swanson said, 
are real people whose lives continue to 
be plagued by poverty even 1! they are 
later able to earn enough money so that 
they are no longer part of the statistics 
of poverty. 

"Poverty is phy.stcally, psychological· 
ly and socially devastating and tts rem­
nants remam throughout a person's 
life," Swanson sa1d 

Central to povert) in the rural South 
is the low educational status olthe peo­
ple. The lack of n sufficient economic 
base of many r ural Southern counties 
contrtbutes to the perpetualion of the 
poor quality of the educational system, 
Swanson said

Now 1s the time to star! looking for the 
first of a long parade of fresh summer 
fruits-the apncot. Grown primarily in 
California, this luscious fruit can bring 
a taste of the summer sun even 
thousands of miles away- if you shop 
carefully. Apricots are one of the most 
fragile fruits and must be given the ut­
most care in shipping and handling. 

Apricots are an excellent source of 
beta-carotene, a form of vitamin A that 
research studies sponsored by the 
American Institute for Cancer Research 
have linked to lower cancer risk. 
Apricots are also a fair source of the im­
portant vitamin C. And, while they taste 
sinfully sweet, three apncots contain on­
ly about 50 calories. 

Apricots are at their peak in June. 
Look for plump fruit with an a pr icot 
scent and as much golden color as possi­
ble. Soft-ripe apricots have the best 
flavor, but must be used immediately 
Avoid pale yellow or greenish yellow 
fruit. or those that are very fir m. 
shriveled or bruised. 

ff the apncots are not fully ripe, group 
them loosely in a closed paper bag at 
room temperature and check them dai­
ly When they give to gentle pressure. 
they are ripe and should be used prompt­
ly or refrigerated and eaten within two 
days. 

Apricots can be enjoyed plain or 
prepared in a variety of ways. Serve 
slices on cereal or pancakes, or add 
apricots to fruit fish or chicken salads. 
They are delicious stewed or in desserts 
from pies to sherbet. 

Both apricots and broccoli add beta­
carotene to this delicious main-dish 
salad. Pork tenderloin, one of the leanest 
cuts of pork, is cooked ahead and used 
as the meat in the salad. flavored with 
a tasty orange-soy dressing. 

PORK AND APRICOT SALAD 
1 lb. pork tenderloin 
10 medium apricots, halved 
2 cups broccoli, blanched 
1 cup celery, sliced 
1/3 cup orange juice 
8 tsp. vinegar 
2 l.sp. soy sauce 
1/2 tsp. ground ginger 
Dash white pepper 
To cook the pork tenderloin, trim off

Improved Sleeping Habits May 
Help Reduce Pain of Arthritis 

People with rheumatoid arthritis who 
cannot sleep well because of pain can 
learn to make sleepmg easier. As an 
added result, they may feel less pain and 
be in a better mood during the day, ac· 
cording to new research presented this 
week 10 Houston at the National Scien· 
tlfte Meeting of the Arlhriti!i Health Pro­
fessions Association ( AHPA 1. the health 
professional section of the Arthritis 
Foundation. 

The new study is an outgrowth of 
research presented at last year's AHPA 
scientific meet1.0g that found a relation· 
ship between people's sleep quality and 
the arthritis-relat(.>d pain they feel 

"We've found that people wJth ar­
thnhs have more sleepmg difficulties, 
such as falling asleep and awakening in 
the middle of the night. than people 
without arthritis, even if the people 
without arthritis are experiencing pro· 
blems such as low-back pain We've also 
found that a person with more sleeping 
difficulties will also have more severe 
arthritis pain during the day," said 
Stephen Wegener, Ph .D .. leader of the 
research studv conducted at the Univer· 
s1ty of Virginia. 

The research presented at last year's 
sctentific meeting suggest:; that most 
nrthritss·related sleeping difff<:uJties are 
linked to pain. The new research sug­
gests that there are coping strategies 
that can be learned to help someone with 
arthritis sleep better and, potentially. 
help reduce the pain of arthritis during 
the day,

• Go lObed and awake at lbe same

ing to bed 
• 'l'ry 11ot to use over-the-counter 

medications to gel to sleep 
• Learn dl>ep bt·eathing and relaxation 

exercises 
• Imagine a pleasant place on which 

to focus and count vow- breaths (such as 
the beach or in th.e park> 

• If you have persistent problems with 
your :>l~p. talk to your doctor

In Time of Plague, 
Researchers Find

Epidemic diseases have been recorded for at least 
5 000 years. Still, each disease brings panic and fear, 
e~pecially for Americans who, until AIDS was first 
recognized·in 1981, had been lulled into believing that 
epidemics of infectious diseases were a thing of the 
past. "Not since the polio epidemics of the 1940s and 
early '50s has fear of infection reached such a high 
pitch as it has in the 1980s," Dr. Allan Brandt, a pro­
fessor at Harvard University's Medical School, says. 

The virus that causes acquired immune deficiency 
syndrome is unusually lethal. Of the 4,454 new AIDS 
patients in the United States reported to the Centers 
for Disease Control in Atlanta in the first six months 
of 1985, more than 3,000 were dead by late 1987-a 
fatality rate of 78 percent. This rate is expected to in­
crease as more people die from the incurable disease. 

There are striking similarities between AIDS and 
epidemics of the past. Historians and other resear­
chers say we can learn from these past experiences 
in order to conquer unwarranted fear, provide com­
fort to people with AIDS and continue research to find 
a cure and a vaccine. 

The American experience with the tuberculosis 
epidemic of the early 1900s can be compared to AIDS, 
says Dr. Daniel Fox, curator of "In Time of Plague," 
a recent exhibition on the history of epidemics at the 
American Museum of Natural History in New York 
City. The exhibition will tour the country next year 
under the auspices of the Smithsonian Institution 
Traveling Exhibition Service. 

Both TB and AIDS are infectious, often striking peo­
ple in their 208 and 30s, and both diseases have long 
incubation periods. Most important, says Fox, a pro­
fessor at the State University of New York at Stony 
Brook, "TB and AIDS test our compassion and 
strength as a society because victims of both diseases 
need special, long-term care." TB patients were often 
cared for at home or in sanitariums. Similarly, many 
AIDS patients receive out-patient treatment, which 
has led to an increase in the number of patients re­
quiring hospices and home-care services. 

How many cases of a disease make an epidemic? 
There is no set number, according to the CDC, which 
defines an epidemic simply as "more cases than you 
would expect to find in a certain population over a cer­
tain period of time." Thus, the CDC says, a single case 
of bubonic plague or polio in the United States would 
constitute an epidemic because it is more than the nor­
mal or expected number of cases. 

Some responses to epidemics or plagues are predict­
able-and negative. People often become suspicious 
of immigrants and travelers, for example, who may 
carry the disease. The United States, Thailand, Iraq 
and other nations require immigrants to be screened 
for antibodies to the AIDS virus. Victims of epidemics 
are also often avoided for fear of contagion, even in 
situations where the disease-such as AIDS or 
syphilis-is not spread through casual contact. 

One age-old step taken to prevent epidemics is 
quarantine or isolation. Many Americans can still 
recall quarantine signs stamped on their doors through 
the 1940s announcing that someone inside had scarlet 
fever, diphtheria, chicken pox or measles. Beginning 
in the Middle Ages, authorities in European cities at­
tempted to prevent the spread of bubonic plague by 
confining victims and their families to their homes. 

Doctors and public health officials now know that 
fleas on rats carried the plague bacterium~ In turn, 
the fleas bit humans. Confining families of plague vic­
tims to their homes-which were usually infested with 
rats-increased the chances that those people would 
contract the disease. Many historians agree, though, 
that quarantining ships and towns probably helped 
stop the spread of rats, and therefore the disease, to 
entire regions. 

In addition, people living during the bouts of plague 
that ravaged Europe from the 14th to the 18th centuries 
were advised to avoid the sick and their families, 
public gatherings, religious services and funerals. One 
British government recommendation involved mov­
ing infected people to special buildings and shooting 
anyone who tried to escape. Explaining the proposal, 
one official said, "Where the disease is desperate, the 
remedy must be so too.'' The plan met with public 
outrage and was withdrawn. 

Today, some people consider measures designed to 
stop the spread of AIDS extreme: distributing clean 
needles to heroin addicts in New York City, starting 

sex education classes for younger children and in­
cluding AIDS prevention information and sending 
pamphlets on the disease to every household in the 
United States. 

The response to another epidemic-syphillis in the 
early 20th century-also has much in common with 
people's responses to AIDS: "For de_c~d~s, there was 
no curative treatment agamst syph1hs, JUSt as there 
is no cure or vaccine for AIDS now," says Harvard's 
Brandt, author of a book on sexually transmitted 
diseases, No Magic Bullet. 

Public education, then, is an essential weapon in the 
fight against AIDS, just as it was for syphilis before 
the discovery of antibiotics. Thousands of U.S. military 
posters once recommended abstinence to guard 
against syphilis and gonorrhea. Today, posters, 
brochures and films advise the use of condoms and 
other methods-including abstinence-to prevent con­
tracting the virus or viruses that cause AIDS. 

For centuries, doctors have known that syphilis­
like AIDS-is sexually transmitted. Many people, 
however, persisted in believing that casual contact­
even touching-was dangerous. The U.S. Navy in 
World War II went as far as removing doorknobs from 
ships, Brandt notes, in an effort to protect sailors' 
health. 

''The polio epidemic in the United States had nothing 
to do with sexuality, but the fear it engendered was 
actually greater than the fear of AIDS," Fox says. 
Poliomyelitis was a well-publicized disease, which af­
flicted President Franklin D. Roosevelt and thousands 
of children and young adults. The epidemic was at its 
peak jroro 1942 to 1953. In 1952, 57,879 cases were 
reportea. The virus is passed by direct contact, such 
as sneezing or coughing on someone. This led to 
widespread fears about crowded places, and children 
were kept from swimming pools and summer camps. 

Polio has virtually been eliminated in the United 
States. According to the CDC, the virus has not occur­
red naturally in this country for eight years, which is 
why a single case would be considered an epidemic. 

Another epidemic, far more lethal than polio, was 
cholera, which struck in this country in the mid-1800s. 
Cholera still runs rampant in developing nations where 
water. supplies are contaminated or where infected 
people handle food with unwashed hands. 

Cholera, Dr. Charles Rosenberg, a historian at the 
University of Pennsylvania, says, is the ''classic" 
epidemic. Rosenberg recently spoke at a public sym­
posium on the history of epidemics at the New School 
for Social Research in New York City. As with many 
other epidemics, he says, cholera was first believed 
to be a punishment sent by God and transmitted in the 

·"miasma" -bad air that supposedly surrounded in­
fected places. Onset of the disease is dramatic, mar.k­
ed by diarrhea, vomiting, stomach cramps and sw1ft 
dehydration. 

By 1883, when the cholera bacterium was 
discovered, some American physicians were already 
familiar with the theory that contaminated water, 
rather than "bad air," caused the disease. They 
recommended that people boil water and disinfect the 
clothing and bedding of cholera victims. The response 
to cholera in the United States was a turning point in 
the fight against all infectious diseases and the begin­
ning of the public health movement. While scientists 
looked for cures and vaccines, public health and city 
officials began working for better housing and nutri­
tion, clean water, proper trash removal and improv­
ed personal hygiene. 

Artifacts maintained at the Smithsonian's National 
Museum of American History in Washington, D.C., 
trace the history of epidemics and the U.S. public 
health movement. The collection includes such items 
as samples of AZT, a drug used to treat AIDS; samples 
of vaccines; polio braces; military posters, and blood­
testing equipment. 

While most researchers agree that a vaccine or a 
cure for AIDS are years away, the history of other 
epidemics does provide guidance. ''Social action dur­
ing past epidemics may have been more effective than 
waiting for a triumph of medical science,'' Fox says. 
In the last century, death rates in the United States 
from the most lethal infectious diseases began to 
decline before vaccines or cures were available. Im­
provements in education, food, water supplies and 
housing were major factors in controlling epidemics. 
"Prevention,'' Fox adds, ''remains the best response 
to a disease such as AIDS that has brought the past 
firmly into the present."

For centuries m the Thai provutcc of

Pointing Out Deepwater Bass 
The term deep water immediately 

brings doubts to bass fishermen. It's 
more difficult to catch bass in deeper 
water. the {ishing is normally not as in· 
teresting, and there is frequenUy the 
doubt about actually being in productive 
water. 

Randy Fite, a member of the Johnson 
Outboard's Pro Staff and recogni~ as 
one of the nation's most knowledgeable 
deep water bass anglers, offers some 
tips on overcoming these difficulties He 
ftnnly believes some bass live in deep­
water year-around, and not many 
anglel'li ever fish for them. 

"The first thing I try to do on a Jake 
is locate what 1 call an "activity zone.'' 
says the Lake Conroe, Texas, guide. 
"This is a basic depth where I see the 
most fish activity. Once I determine that 
depth, I try to locate cover at that depth 
and begin flsbing." 

An activity zone. explains Fite. IS moot 
easily found by studying a depthfinder 
Right after an angler launches his boat, 
he should turn on the depthfinder, 
regardless of whether he uses a flasher, 
LCR. or chart recorder, and idle away 
£rom the launching ramp toward deeper 
water. 

Somewhere along the way to the 
closest river channel or major dropoff. 
Fite continues, he will begin to notice a 
certain depth range that seems to hold 
more fish. These fish can be bass, crap· 
pie, or even baitf!Sh; it is simply a depth 
range the fish seem to be preferring at 
that particular time 

"This basic activity zone level is not 
absolute." Fiteempbasizes. " ln fact, it 
will be different on opposite ends of a 
large Impoundment, simply because of 
differences in water clarily, tempera· 
ture, and basic lake depth It can also 
change during the C()Urse of a day. but 
it's a good general starting point for 
summer bass fishing." 

noticeable on pomts, seems to generate 
baitfisb actlvjty. and the bass qu1ckly 
move up from deeper channels and 
begin feeding on the poinLs, often in 
water less than 10 feet deep. 

It is actuaUy posstble to see bass on a 
depthfinder as they hover In deep chan· 
nels 18 to 20 feet deep. and watch them 
begin to move shallow as the current 
flow begins. 'I'he mQvement is fairlv 
rapid, and on some lakes anglers time 
their summer fishing to comcide with 
the hours of power generation 

Fite recommend-; fishing summer 
points byposltiomng h1s boat m deeper 
water and casting shaliO\\. He retrieves 
his lures down the slope, rather than up 
it. This approach keeps him from spook­
ing any fish that may be shallow, and it 
allows him to easily move deeper if he 
needs to. 

On points where current ss being 
generated due to water releases at a 
dam. Jure retrievers \\ill be more pro­
ductive if made in the direction of tbe 
current pull. which is down and shghUy 
across the slope of the point. 

Summer pomt bass like crank baits, 
plastic worms, jigs and .spoons, Crank 
baits are theeasit'.St to use because they 
can be retried quickly. The most effec­
tive divi11g plugs Will be those that ac­
tually dig along the bottom eight to 12 
feet down.

Christ United Methodist Church is the result of the merger September, 19115. 
of the Allen Umted Methodist Church and the Dwale Unitc."<i Methodrst Church . 
Tht> Allen UMC, first located in Johnson Bottom. was founded pnor to the C1viJ 
War and later moved to its present location in Allen in 1909 ChurC'h records 
indicate the Dwale UMC was formed m the late 1800's wtth scr\'kf's held in 
a log school at Dwale. 

1'tw pastor. the Reverend Kenneth R Lemaster who, with his wife Kay, had 
been at Clltlst UMG 14 years. stated "I am lhankruJ that I have been able to 
stay at Allen for 14 years to see t11e dream the churclt had eight years ago 
become a reality." Mrs. Lemaster's ministry with the youth of the communi­
ty grew beyond expectations, and this growth, coupled wtth the church's 
overall increased membership due in part to the merger with the Dwale con· 
gregatlon, produced the need for a larger, more modern structure. 

'l'he new facility has a white steeple towering almost 40 feel. a gift from 
the Christ United Methodist Women's group. The cross and flame, symbol 
of the United Methodist Church, rests atop the steeple and is the only one of 
its kind in lhe entire Kentucky Conference. Twelve stained glass windows were 
brought from the old church and now grace the south wall of lhe sanctuary.

3. Lead pipes and service connections can be replaced. 
4. Insist that only lead free materials be used in repairs 

or new plumbing. 
The only way to be sure of the amount of lead in your 

water is to have the water tested by a state cerWied testing 
laboratory.
