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Fairness And J ustice 
In early January some politician~ and 

journalists suggested that the broad 
form deed amendment was a good 1dca 
whose time had not come. They said 11 
a ouldn't make ll to the ballot this time 
'IT round, 

But as the 1988 General Assembly 
near:; the halfway point the broad form 
deed amendment has already 
unanimously passed one chambe1· and 
looks strong in the other. This IS be~: a use 
of many factors . 

First, smce the Kentucky Supreme 
Court struck down the 1984 broad form 
deed bill last summer there has been an 
overwhelming outcry from citizens and 
landowners across the state led bv the 
Kentuckians For The Commonwealth 

Second, there has been s trong and 
determined support from within the 
General Assembly. 1 espeeially want to 
hank the bill 's primary sponsors, 
• nator Benny Ray Bailey, Represen· 
tati\'e Clayton Little, and Represen· 
talive Grt>g Stumbo and all the many c~ 
sponsors in the Senate and House. 

And third, the issue is one of stmple 
fairness and justice. Landowners u\ 
Kentucky are not greedy. We simply 
want to protect the land that is rightful· 
ly ours. For too long the broad form deed 
has given control of our land to the strip­
pers. The proposed amendment would 
simply restore our privilege to control 
and use our own land. 

Two weeks ago the broad form deed 
amendment passed the Senate 38-0. We 
lfope that the House follows the lead of 
the Senate and puts this important issue 
on the ballot for a vote of the people. 

With the ruling by the Supreme Court 
we can ask no more oi the legislature. 
With our land in the balance, we can ex· 
peel no less.

Views on Nicaragua

A forum on Nicaragua was held last 
Thursday night al Prestonsburg Com 
munity College, with representatives of 
several presidential candidates airing 
the1r views on U.S. Central American 
policy 

Both pro and con views were discUS.'\· 
ed at the seminar which dealt wilh aid 
to the Contras and their struggle with 
the pr~Mat-xist Sandinista government. 

Senator Bob Dole's supporter Jeff 
Hinkle, Social Science instructor at 
Sheldon Clark Elementary. and Judge 
4ft ill T Scott, Republican Congressional 
candidate in the seventh District, both 
favor~d aid to the Contras, but both 
stopped short of endorsing active par­
ticipation of American troops. 

On the opposing side, Ned Pillersdorf. 
a Paul Simon supporter, said that his 
candidate was against American par 
tic1pation in the war and contended that 
the money could best be spent at home 
improving social programs. Mary Ellen 
Koenn and Christian Szakos, who have 
both visited Nicaragua, and who repre· 
senled Witnesses for Peace. concurred 
with Pillersdorf argument. saying lhal 
the people they had met in Nicaragua 

• had expressed the sentiment that the 
United States should remain neutral 

Judge Scott countered that the two 
women had been given a guided lour and 
had not recet\'ed a lrue picture of the 
situatiOn , The women argued that Utey 
had been allowed to talk to anyone they 
wished, and that while the peopl~ were 
not cnthus1astic about the Sandmistian 
government, they feared repn sals a nd 
atrocites by the Contras

Da\'id McKee, dted m 1984 at the age of 
36 as a result of contracting the AIDS 
virus from contaminated blood factor 
products he used to balance his 
hemophiha condthon These blood fac­
tor products. 1 learned, are produced 
from pools of blood from as many as 
150,000 paid ''donors "Until May of 1985 
there was no testing of the "donated" 
blood for the AIDS virus, and conse· 
quently, the virus \along with hepatitus, 
leukemia, and other blood transmitted 
diseases) invaded the large high-risk 
paid donor blood pools. Persons who had 
blood transfusions were at risk of ex­
posure to these diseases, as were the 
most frequent blood product users, lhe 
hemophiliacs. 

A recent news article (by Bill Estep 
which appeared in the Lexington 
Herald-Leader on 12·23·87) stated: "Ap­
parently only two hemophiliacs in Ken· 
tucky have contracted AIDS from blood 
products.'' 

I find it very diliicult to believe only 
two hemophiliacs in Kentucky have con­
tracted AIDS because articles I have 
read indicate 100% of all hemophiliac 
patients who were using blood factor 
products prior to 1985 have been expos­
ed to the AIDS \'ltUS. Even the physician 
testifying for the defendant in my case 
against Cutter Laboratories, one Peter 
Levine, M.D., Medical Director of the 
National Hemophilia Foundation, stated 
the following in his deposition :

Reye's Syndrome iS a frightening 
swift acting disease that strikes children 
and adolescents recovering from viral 
illnesses No chUd is immune. The 
symptoms are unfamiliar to many 
parents and countless health profes­
sionals. This lack of education often 
leads to misdiagnosis and improper 
treatment causing death or irre\'ersible 
brain damage to its v1ctims 

Epidemiologic research has shown an 
association between the development of 
Reye s Syndrome and the use of aspirin 
for treating the symptoms of influenza­
like illnesses, chicken pox and colds. The 
US. Surgeon General, the Food and 
Drug Administration and the Center for 
Disease Control recommend !hat aspirin 
and combination products containing 
aspirin (salicylate) not be given to 
children under 18 years during episodes 
of these illnesses. 

Early diagnosis is vitally tmportant ii 
treatment is to be successful. Reye's 
Syndrome usually appears soon aft.er a 
flu-like infection or chicken pox. The 
first signs of Reye's Syndrome are 
usually continuous or relentless 
vomiting. The child becomes irritable 
and llegative, wanting to be left alone. 
The child may become confused and 
unable to carry out simple tasks. Then 
if the disease progresses the child 
becomes confused and combative, strik­
ing out at those trying to help The child 
may moan or scream incessantly and 
demonstrate unusual strength. These 
symptoms progress within 12-48 hours 
and they clearly warrant a phys1ciao's 
attention. If you are unable to contact 
your family doctor. lake your child to 
the nearest hospital emergency room. 
The symptoms in in!ants do not follow 
a typical pattern and vomibng may not 
be present, but diarrhea and rapid 
breathing may be . .;l.ledicine, at the very 
least can mask symptoms Therefore, if 
any of the symptoms of Reye's Syn­
drome develop do not give your child 
aspirin or anti-nausea medicine. Phone 
your physician immediately,

Gant, of Owensboro A scathing dissent. 
written by Stephenson, noted that the 
ruling would 'effecli\'ely invaJi..date' the 
lllOth of lf per $100 valuation not only 
on unmwed coal but on other classes of 
property such as farm equipment. 
hvestock and business inventories to 
which 1t now applies 

Leibson. who wrote the majority opi­
nion. satd in an additional opinion that 
he beheves other legislative action will 
be sought by the coal industry "to cir­
cunwent our decision · 

Although the Revenue Cabinet and 
The Kentucky Coal Association argued 
t.hat the: coal industry's economic impor­
tance JUStifies a spec1al classification, 
the majority opinion said the size of an 
1nciusLry alone does not justify special 
tnmtment in that the classification helps 
onl) one segment of the industry. this be­
ing the companies that own coal but do 
not mine or process 1t. 

Justice Wintersheimer, in a separate 
opimon. concurred, saymg, "The ex­
istence of vast unmined and untaxed 
coal reserves does not promote the coa 1 
indusL.ry and does not provide jobs in 
support of the economy of lbe state " 

The other bit of encouragement for 
Eastern Kentucky is on the first the good 
news. U1en the bad news side. The House 
Fnda• voted .a major change. in the 
workers' compensatson bill passed 1r1 the 
special session in December. House Bill 
44!. sponsored by Majority Leader Greg 
Stumbo. D-Prestonsburg. passed 50-43. 
but is thought by many to have little 
change of passing in the Senate. 

The bill. whose purpose is to help 
small coal operators, would create a 
separate fund for miners' benefits and 
allow operators to pay for it with a tax 
on coal they produce. Or they would still 
have the option of paying a 63 percent 
tax of their workers' compensation in· 
surance premiums, a key to the funding 
plan enacted last year in the special 
sessiOn. 

Operators of small underground 
mines would be helped QY the change 
since workers' comp insurance 
premiums are based on payroll. and the 
small mines produce less coal per miner 
than the larger operations do. 

According to Rep. Stumbo, the option 
could save as many as 300 companies 
and 10,000 jobs in Eastern Kentucky. 
The figures, Stumbo said, are 10 no way 
a scare lactic but a "harsh reality." 

He acknowledged that his bHl's 
changes are guarded at best, but said he 
will discuss the bill tomorrow <Thurs­
day J w1th Sen Ed 0 Daniel, D­
Sprmgfield, chief sponsor of the·current 
bill. who is not included to chang~ it 

Critics of Stumbo's plan say it would 
go back to a pay as you go basis instead 
of t>re·funding the workers· comp costs 
over the next 30 years. Senate President 
Pro Tern John "Eck" Rose quoted as 
saying. "That's what we just finished 
correcting " 

Rose also indicated the bill may diem 
committet> 

While Stwnbo agrees that the change 
he seeks in the workers' comp law would 
produce less money than the present 
scheme, he said it would cover 
necessary rosts, citing that annual costs 
r elated to coal employees will begin 
declinmg in 1992. His plan, he said, 
would produce $104 million per year. op­
posed to suo million of the present plan. 

The outlook cannot be said to be 
bright. but there would appear to be a 
break in lhe dark Cloud covering 
Eastern Kentucky's economy

the uncontrol1ed burning of trash and 
brush piles being the second leading 
cause <28 percent). ··we have a problem 
in this area, .. Hooks said, ''because peo­
ple bw·n their gardens off; they bw·n old 
brush and weeds. And a wind•will pick 
up a burning leaf or twig and carry it 
off." 

Kentucky's forest fire protection laws 
tnstruct that., from March 1 through May 
15, it is illegal to set fire to any flam­
mable materiaJ capable of spreading 
when that material is loc~ted within 150 
feet o£ any woodland or brushland. Such 
fires are illegal and should not be set ex­
cept between 4·30 p m. and midnight 
when they can be best controlled due to 
low winds and dropping temperatures. 
People should be aware that the Division 
of Forestry will take legal action against 
people who cause megal fires . 

Mountain fires are difficult Lo control 
because of the terrain, "A [ire will burn 
faster going up the bill with the fire 
heating the area ahead of it," Rook~ 
said Firefighters are slowed down 
because of the difficulty of getting into 
position: and because of the land's 
topography, they can't usually utilize a 
bulldozer. Instead, they battle it with 
fire rakes. 

"1 wouldn't care if It rained every 
other day from now unW May 15. That 
would suit me just fine," Hooks said. 
But, regardless of What the weather is 
like, the forester recommends that aU 
people ohey lhe 4:30 burning law, stay 
with their fire while it's burning, and 
clear the area around the fire, so it cau't 
escape. 

A large sugar maple could remove as 
much airborne lead as Is emitted by 
automobiles burning a thousand gallons 
of gasoline An ac:re of mature sycamore 
trees can remove 15 tons ot pollutants a 
year. An acre of elms can capture 20 
tons of pollutants a year.

I I earl disease IS the number one killer 
in the United States today. and a 
cholesll.'rOI screening test measures U1e 

mount ot cholesterol m vour blood to 
detenmne whether you ha~·e an increas­
ed nsk for heart disease High 
cholesterol along with cigarette smok­
ing and high blood pressure are the ma­
jor risk factors for heart disease. And 
when these factors are reduced. the 
risks of heart disease are also reduce<!. 

The people were screened this wav: 
using a finger prick blood sample and a 
portable blood analyzer, the per·son's 
cholesterol count was detenmned in five 
lo eight mmutes. Then, after they were 

told the results, each person was 
counseled on ways to reduce their 
cholesterol Uu·ough proper diet and 
given educational material a nd recipes. 

It is recommended that all adults keep 
their cholesterol below 200 mg/ dl 
(milhgrams per deciliter). The three 
main ways to lower cholesterol are 
through a low-fat diet, a high fiber diet 
with fruits, vegetables, a nd whole 
grains: and regular exercise, for a t leas t 
20 mmutes. three times a week. 

"llhink we accomplished our goal and 
that was to make people aware that this 
program exists and that it's possible to 
get it in this atea," said Melissa 
Reynolds, a nutrition gr aduate student, 
who came to Prestonsburg from the 
Lexington-Fayette County Heal th 
Department, along with Karen Thomp­
son and Cindy Mcintosh. 

Thompson said that while 67 percent 
of lhose screened had levels above 200,

American population have high 
cholesterol levels. "The screening is a 
first step," said Thompson. " It just 
means that if a person does have high 
cholesterol, they should look into it fur­
ther, and perhaps see a physician to 
have more tests done. The one good 
thing about cholesterol is that it usual· 
ly responds to diet and exercise." 

Your blood cholesterol level is in­
fluenced by the foods you eat and by 
your particuJar body chemistry. " It 's 
what you eat and what your body does 
with it," said Reynolds. •·People who are 
not overweight will say they don't have 
to worry about it, but this is where 
they' re misinformed. Weight has 
nothing to do with il. Sometimes it's a 
person with a slim build who has a high 
cholesterol level. ' ' 

The trip to Floyd county was 
Reynold's idea. She is formerly from 
Allen and will graduate this May from 
Eastern Kentucky University. It is her 
hope that with interest generated by the 
screening the Floyd County Health 
Department wiU now inve:;;t in a blood 
analyzer. "People were saying why 
don't you do this more often?' ' Reynold 
said. 

" It's a good service and it gives an ac­
curate reading," said Earl Compton, 
Floyd County Health Administrator, 
about the cholesterol screening pro· 
ceedure. And of the possibility of the 
county purchasing a blood analyzer, 
Compton said, ' 'I'm going to talk with 
my board members and see if we can' t 
get one. I'll take their recommendation. 
I can't say definitely, but hopefully, we 
will get one in the future. I think it's 
probably worth the expense ."

Legislators View 
Health Club Bill 

Kentuckians who join health spa or 
fitness clubs would be protected against 
rip-offs by legislation being considered 
by the 1988 General Assembly. HB 809, 
a response to numerous consumer com­
plaints in this field, was created through 
the expertise of Attorney General Fred 
Cowan's Consumer Protection Division. 
"The pursuit of health and fitness bas 
turned into a nightmare for too many of 
our customers. We badly need this tough 
and thorough new law," according to 
Cowan. 

HB 809, sponsored by Representative 
Robert "Bob" Jones, of Crestwood, 
would require all spas to register and file 
a bond with the Commonwealth. "All too 
often, Kentucky consumers have been 
left 'high and dry' without a refund or 
facility to use when the club they were 
a member of went out of business," 
Representative Jones said. The bill also 
spells out a consumer's right to cancel 
his/her membership and provides a for­
mula for refunds in the event of 
cancellation. Another key safeguard 
would be a 36-month limit on the dura­
tion of spa memberships. 

The Attorney General is also strong­
ly supporting legislation that would set 
up a study of Kentucky's New Car 
Lemon Law enacted by the 1986 General 
Assembly. Bills, sponsored in the House 
by Representative Ron Cyrus, of F lat­
woods, and in the Senate by Senator 
Nelson Allen, of Ashland, could lead to 
an improved law providing better pro­
tection for the buyers of new vehicles. 

The General Assembly is currently 
also considering bills dealing with the 
regulation of so-<:alled "vacation clubs", 
sponsored by Representative Dorsey 
Ridley, of Dixon, and the control of the 
use of academic credentials by health · 
care providers, sponsored by Represen­
tative Walter Blevins, of Morehead. 
These measures also have the support 
of Attorney General Fred Cowan.

Economic Development Bonds 
Targeted To Rural Kentucky 

For 30 months, Wallace Wilkinson 
criss-crossed Kentucky talking about U1e 
need for county by county economic 
development.

Many have concluded that a 
high level of cholesterol in 
the blood increases the risk 
of developing ATHEROSCLE­

The 20th annual Envirorunental Quali­
ty (EQ) Index has been released by the 
National Wildlife Federation <NWF), 
and the 1987 Index reveals a dismaying 
array of environmental problems, in­
cluding groundwater contamination, 
acid rain, and threats to wildlife. 

On the positive side, conservationists 
were heartened early in 1987 by the 
enactment, over President Reagan's 
veto, of an eight-year extension of the 
federal Clean Water Act. The Act pro­
vided $20 billion for ftgbting water pollu­
tion and for the first time addressed the 
problem of nonpoint pollution-runoff 
from farms, city streets, and other 
sources. 

Another success was the President's 
signing of a federal law setting new 
energy efficiency targets for borne ap­
pliances, which consume one-quarter of 
the nation's electricity. The new efficien­
cy standards will save enormous 
amounts of energy over the coming 
years. 

Nevertheless, according to NWF 
President Jay D. Hair, these bright 
spots were often obscured by other 
disturbing trends and events. 

Following are some highlights of the 
1987 EQ Index: 

WILDLIFE: The last California con· 
dor in the wild was captured for a con­
troversiaJ breeding plan, and the dusky 
seaside sparrow became extinct, the vic­
tim of habitatloss and pesticide poison­
ing. Many species of ducks increased 
their numbers from 1986, but they re­
main well below their historic levels. 
The main threat is the continuing loss of 
wetlands in the northern states and 
Canada. 

CLEAN AIR: Important progress has 
been made toward cleaning the nation's 
air in the last two deeades, but some 76 
million Americans still live in areas with 
dangerous ozone levels, and millions 
more breathe unhealthful amounts of 
other poUutants. In 1987 the Interior 
Department found that air pollution now 
obscures scenic views in more than 90 
percent of tho national parks monitored 
regularly by the Department. Also, a 
Congressional committee was told last 
year that acid rain poses a serious threat 
to the health of children and elderly, in 
addition to harming streams, lakes, 
wildlife, forests, and historic 
monuments and buildings. 

CLEAN WATER: The extension of the 
Clean Water Act provided $20 billion for 
fighting water pollution and signaled a 
stronger Congressional commitment to 
clean water. Meanwhile, evidence 
mounted that subterranean ground-

water-source of half the country's 
drinking water-is more vulnerable 
than ever to contamination. Also, accor­
ding to testimony heard by a Congres­
sional subcommittee last spring, many 
fish in the Great Lakes region have high 
concentrations of toxic chemicals. 

ENERGY: In a bid to boost domestic 
supplies of petroleum, the Interior 
Department proposed opening for ex­
ploratory drilling the 1.5-million-acre 
coastal plain of the Arctic National 
Wildlife Refuge in Alaska. Conserva­
tionists believe that wildlife, air, and 
water quality could be severely affected 
by drilling in lhe refuge. In addition, 
they charged, the administration has 
neither examined alternative energy 
sources nor proven the national securi­
ty need for extracting the Arctic oil, if 
any exists in commercial quantities. 

FORESTS: A Forest Service study 
released in July forecast the loss of as 
much as 18.8 million acres of southern 
timberland by 1995. Conversion to 
agriculture is a serious problem, as is 
the failure of private landowners to 
replant cutover land. As a result, 
pressure is increasing on the Forest Ser­
vice to open more public land to timber 
cutting, and the prospects of protecting 
wildlife are becoming more precarious. 
And, according to the Wilderness Socie­
ty, the U.S. has consistently lost money 
selling timber in 76 of 123 national 
forests. One reason: the cost of building 
logging roads. 

U.S. forests continued to be afflicted 
in 1987 with slow growth rates and high 
tree mortality. One reason could be acid 
rain. Another could be toxic chemicals. 
Last February, scientists reported that 
fog samples in California and Maryland 
contained high concentrations of toxics, 
including pesticides. 

QUALITY OF LIFE: Each year, the 
editors of National Wildlife magazine 
conduct an opinion survey on en­
vironmental quality from a cross-section 
of readers. The 1987 survey found that 
an overwhelming 91 percent of respon­
dents would rather pay higher taxes 
than have the government reduce 
budget deficits by cutting pollution 
cleanup programs. 

Only 13 percent of the magazine's 
readers thought that the environment 
was in better shape than five years ago, 
while 37 percent thought it was worse 
and 50 percent thought things were 
about the same. Likewise, only 11 per­
cent of the readers thought the environ­
ment will be more livable in five years. 
Fifty percent thought conditions will be 
worse in five years, and 39 percent 
thought things will be about the same. 

The EQ Index, which has been com­
piled every year since 1969, represents 
the collective thinking of the NWF staff, 
based on a review of the year's media 
accounts and consultations with govern­
ment experts, private speciaJists, and 
academic researchers. 

The National Wildlife Federation is 
the nation's largest conservation 
organization, with more than 4.8 million 
members and supporters and 51 affiliate 
organizations nationwide. A private, not­
for-profit organization, the Federation 
was founded in 1936.

Math-Science Meet 
Slated Is A 'First' 

A first-<>f-its kind statewide conference 
of mathematics and science educators 
from Kentucky's schools and univer· 
sities will be held in Louisville, March 
11 and 12, at the Hurst bourne Lane Holi· 
day Inn. The keynote speaker will be the 
noted astronaut and educator. Dr. Story 
Musgrave. 

The conference will bring together 
some 400 Kentucky teachers of m.alhe· 
matics and science from kindergarten 
tbrougb college level to enhance profes· 
sional development and belp establish 
.. academic alliances" throughout 
Kentucky. 

The formation of academic alliances 
is based on the belief that improvements 
in mathematics and science education 
m Kentucky must take place at all 
educational levels. The elementary, 
middle, high school and college faculty 
all share equally in this responsibility, 
and all have equally important roles to 
play. 

The role of mathematics and science 
education in Kentucky is crucial as we 
prepare to enter the 21st century. A Ken· 
lucky symposium on "21st Century 
Resourcefulness," held in November 
1986, highlighted the need to have a 
population well educated in mathe­
matics and science as we compete in 
this age of information and technology 
and as we address Kentucky's economic 
development needs in the information 
age. 

The major purposes of this conference 
are to expose participants to educatiooal 
issues pertaining to mathematics and 
science instruction from national, state,

According to the Council on In­
ternational Exchange, the largest stu· 
dent exchange organization in the U.S., 
more than five thousand students will 
apply for work permits for countries in 
Western Europe and other students will 
choose to work in off-beat locations such 
as Costa Rica and New Zeland. The 
Council estimates that more than four 
thousand students will work in Britan 
alone, giving a distinctly American 
flavor to popular London establishments 
like the Hard Rock Cafe and the Chicago 
Pizza Pie Factory . 

Now in its nineteenth year, CIEE's 
Work Abroad Program is tl1e only one 
of its kind. By cutting through red tape, 
it helps thousands of students obtain per­
mission for temporary work in Britain, 
Ireland, France, Germany, New 
Zealand. and Costa Rica. Through the 
services provided by the Council and its 
cooperating organizations in each coun· 
try, most participants secure work 
within days of arrival, earning enough 
to cover room and board as well as some 
travel once they stop working. 

Past Work Abroad Program par· 
ticipants have served food and drink at 

a British royal wedding, sold books in a 
local shop in Cork, sheared sheep on a 
farm in New Zealand, and gained inter­
national career experience as a banking 
trainee in a Parisian financial institu­
tion. The program's flexibility allows 
participants to find jobs that fit in with 
their personal goals and interests. 

Students stress that working abroad . 
gives them an ''inside" view of a foreign 
country. "l had a full-filled summer, 
made friends for a lifetime, got ex- t.J 

peri en ceo that will look good on a resume, • • 
and gained knowledge of another coun· 
try that definitely isn't available through 
a textbook! ' ' says one University of 
North Carolina student. 

The Work Abroad program ts open to 
students 18 years of age or older enroll· 
eel ina U.S. college or university. The on­
ly cost to tbe student is a modest pro­
gram fee and the airfare to the destina­
tion abroad-an expense that may be 
reduced by special student and youth 
fares available through Council Travel 
Services.

Winter Heating Aid 
Funds Are Increased 

Additional funding of $1,025,000 is now 
available to extend the crisis segment of 
Kentucky's Home Energy Assistance 
Program <HEAP) for low-income 
families with residential heating 
emergencies. 

Cabinet for Human Resources 
Secretary Harry J. Cowherd, M.D., said 
the new appropriation foUows General 
Assembly passage and Gov. Wallace 
Wilkinson's signing into law of Senate 
BilllO. 

The legislation allows Kentucky to 
comply with a federal court order on 
distribution of the more than $39 million 
in a trust fund as part of a settlement 
over alleged crude oil and petroleum 
overcharges in the l970S. The plan 
allows the state Energy and Human 
Resources cabinets to draw upon the 
trust fund over the next 10 years for con­
servation and weatherization programs. 

"These funds wiJJ be put to use im­
mediately in this year's HEAP crisis 
phase," Cowherd said. "Within 30 days 
of the opening of this segment, both the 
original statewide allocation of $8.2 
million and an additional $1 million con­
tingency fund were nearly exhausted." 

From Jan. 11 to Feb. 12, Kentucky's 
23 regional community action agencies, 
which are processing HEAP crisis re­
quests, approved 57,811 applications for 
benefits totaling almost $'7.1 million. The 
average assistance in this portion of the 
program has been $123. 

"Despite the delays and ultimate 
reduction in Kentucky's share of this 
year's federal HEAP authorization, the 
relatively mild winter has helped us 
stretch the money we did receive to tms 
point," he said. 

"The new funds should enable the 
community action agencies, which are 
processing the crisis phase applications, 
to help several thousand more families 
during the remaining weeks of this 
winter," Cowherd said. 

Under the new law, at least $500,000 of 
the annual distribution from the trust 
fund will be used by the Energy Cabinet 
in its institutional energy conservation 
program, beginnmg with the 1988-89 
fiscal year budget. 

The remainder of the additional 
allocation will supplement the federal 
funds Kentucky re<:eives to weatherize 
the homes of low-income families and to 
provide emergency winter HEAP bene­
fits . 

In the current budget, the Senate Bill 
10 plan allocates an additional $1,025,000 
to both the HEAP and home weatheriza­
tion programs and $50,000 to the Legis­
lative Research Commission for a study 
of the slate's conservation and 
weatherization programs

Such symptoms appear· with 
aspirin use at a point when the youngster seems to be 
overcoming the flu, chicken pox. or other vir·al infection. 
Reye's Syndrome is a very serious illness. What may sur­
pnse some parents is the news that teenagers as well as 
children arc susceptible to Reye's Syndrome. For this 
reason, it is important not to administer aspirin to any 
child with a viral infection up through his teenage years.

But most of these jobs. they 
say,"' 111 come to the "golden trian­
gle" or Northern Kentucky. the 
Bluegrass .tnd Louisville.

Stream~ in 
the areas tend to flood in winter. dry 
up in summer, robbing the region of 
the year-around water supply needed 
by many industries. 

Efforts tn bnng 10 other industrier; 
to balance the erratic coal economv 
arc complicated b) the fact that 
many of the to.,..ns lack the ameni­
ties that bu~inc~s executives expect 
-good s..:hools, ho ... pnals, libraries. 
attractive neighborhoods, recreation 
and cftkient local government. Poor 
counties might attract industry if 
they could off..:r these amenities, but 
the)' can't ufford them until they get 
businesses tn provide jobs and pay 
taxes. They arc caught in a vicious 
cycle. Many counties are too small 
(some haven few as :!,500 people)

Are You Having Enough Withheld 
Foster Homes

IIIiAs the April15 income Ulx filing date 
q:Jproaches, do you find yourself dream 
ing about how you'll spend your large re­
fund or are you one of those people 
beginning to worry about how you're go­
ing to pay a huge tax bill? 

According to the Kentucky Society of 
CP As, the wise taxpayer will avoid both 
extremes. You should strive to come as 
close as possible to your actual lax bill 
by having the correct amount of money 
withheld from your paycheck, says the 
Society. It doesn't make much sense to 
let Uncle Sam use your money interest­
free, but. by the same token, you don't 
want to sell your soul to pay your tax 
bill. 

Withholding is the government's way 
ibf collecting tax on your salaried income 
on a planned schedule, a Christmas club 
of sorts. An employee with little or no 
other income has to have a certain 
amount of money withheld from each 
paycheck to meet his or her tax obliga­
tions. Ideally, the amount of money 
withheld by your employer during the 
year will match the amount of your an­
nual tax liability. 

Prior to tax reform, it often worked 
like this. Whenever you start-ed a new 
job, you were asked by your employer 
to complete a withholding form This 
W-4. form tells your employer how many 

otalowances, or exemptions, to consider 
in determining how much to deduct from 
your paycheck for income tax. Chances 
are, it was one of many pre-employment 
forms you were faced with and you may 
not have given it much thought. In fact, 
if you were like most taxpayers, you pro­
bably used the head·counting method. 
You counted the number of people in 
your family and claimed that number of 
allowances. The more alJowances, the 
less money withheld. Come April 15, if 
that didn't work out to your liking, you 
asked your employer to withhold more 

• r less during the following year. It was, 
for many, a trial and error approach. 

Then there were those taxpayers with 
significant deductions who found tbat 
they were being over-withheld and 
receiving large refunds. The IRS allow­
ed these taxpayers to claim additional 
exemptions to offset their deductions 
and bring their withholding closer to 
their actual tax bill. 

* Cancer 
Hope line 

QUESTION: I have a white patch in 
my mouth where I keep my plug of 
chewing tobacco. Could this be a sign of 
cancer? 

ANSWER: The condition you are 
referring to is called leukoplakia. It 
most often appears as white spots or 
thickenings on the lip, tongue, or lining 
of the mouth. It is very common in peo­
ple who smoke, especially pipe smokers. 
Alcohol use may also contribute to the 
development of leukoplakia. More 
recently it is being seen in teengagers, 
.-house chewing tobacco. Leukoplakia 
is not cancer, but it may become cancer­
ous if it is irritated by continued tobac· 
co and alcohol use. Poorly fitted den­
tures can also be irritating. 

If you have leukoplakia your doctor or 
dentist may first suggest getting rid of 
the irritant. such as quitting smoking. 
But, surgery may be needed to remove 
areas that do not heaL Removing the 
tissue is the only way to determine if it 
is cancer. 

Other warning signals for cancer of 
the mouth include a swelling, lump or 
sore that doesn't heal anywhere in the 
mouth; changes in color, especially red, 
brown, black or white spots; burning or 
f~Umbness io the tongue or lip. Also, 
painful, sensitive or loose teeth and dif­
ficulty in swallowing can be symptoms. 

. 

Any abnormalities or changes that 
last more than a few weeks should be 
checked. But, anyone who has 
leukoplakia should be seen regularly for 
changes that may indicate cancer.

TAX REFOHM AND 'l'HE NEW W-4 
1'he new tax law has crea~ the need 

for everyone t.o re-examine their 
withholding. Starting in 1987. less tax is 
being withheld as a result of lower tax 
rates. But, at the same time, many 
employees are likely to be affected by 
changes in the tax law that reduce or 
eliminate many tax breaks Fewer tax 
benefits mean more of your income is 
subject to withholding Affected 
employees who don't increase their 
wilhboJding may very well find 
themselves face-to-face with a large tax 
bill come filing time. 

taxpayers who have been offsetting 
large deductions with additional 
allowances should be aware that under 
tax reform, the value of each allowance. 
or ex~mption, has been increased to 
$1,900-up from $1,08~ in 1986. That 
means you need to almost double the 
amount of itemized deductions to war· 
rant each additional exemption on your 
W-4. Note. too, that many deductions 
have been limited while others have 
been eliminated. 

If your 1987lax return shows you had 
too much or too little withheld, you can 
correct the problem by filing another 
withholding form 

The IRS recommends that in situa­
tions whet·e both spouses work, both in­
comes should be combined on one form. 
For more accurate withholding, the 
spouse with the higher earnings should 
claim all the exemptions while the other 
spouse claims none. Be aware, however. 
employers are required to submit to the 
IRS any W-4 form on which more than 
10 allowances are claimed. 

CP As recommend that you make 

every attempt to be as accurate as possi­
ble when calculating your withholding 
because, according to new IRS regula­
lions. if the amount withheld is not equal 
to at least 90 percent of the year's tax 
liabihty or 100 percent of the prior year's 
laxes, the IRS may impose a penalty. 
However the IRS has ~greed that, for 
1987 taxes, it will waive thiR penally for 
employees who, 10 good faith, filed a new 
Form W-4 with their employer on or 
before June 1, l987. 

If you discover that you're not baving 
enough tax withheld, you should file 
another W-4 as soon as possible. If 
you're not well-versed in the changes 
brought about by t11e Tax Reform Act 
and think you may need assistance, con­
sider consulting with a tax advisor 
before filing a revised W -4.

The Gnnm•lt award of $100,000.00 is 
one ol 21 totaling $1.35 million announc­
ed through the " Literacy Challenge 
Grants Program ' These competitive 
grants round out the second year of the 
two yNII', $2.5 million program to foster 
coordinated, state level efforts pro­
moting adult literacy. 

The Kentucky Foundation for 
Lttcracy, Inc., w11l serve as fiscal agent 
for the project, with the Kentucky 
Literacy Commis:;ton, KET, and the 
Kentucky Department of Education 
working to help community literacy pro­
grams become more self-sufhctent and 
lo equip them wtth additional resources 
for dehvenng the1r programs. Goals of 
the project include: 

- hold1ng 15 regional workshops to in·

The Greenhouse Effect: 
Higher Crop Yields? 

By DENNIS SENFT 
The greenhouse effect may increase 

global temperatures, melt pa~t of the 
polar ice cap, and raise ocean levels n 
the next century. We've all heard that. 
Now some scientists think it may also 
boost crop yields. 

The greenhouse effect occurs because 
of a buildup of atmospheric carbon diox· 
ide, which is caused by burning of fossil 
fuels. 

Atmospheric levels of carbon dioxide 
are almost 25 percent higher than 200 
years ago and 10 percent higher than 
they were in the late 1950's. Some scien­
tists think levels could double within the 
next 100 years. 

As part of a larger experiment by the 
U.S. Department of Energy, USDA's 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS) 
will undertake a study near Yazoo City. 
Miss., to find out what projected in­
creases of carbon dioxide in the air will 
mean to crop growth. 

ARS scientist W. Doral Kemper of 
Beltsville, Md .• says agency studies to 
date indicate that a doubling in the levels 
of carbon dioxide in the air could in· 
crease crop yields by about 50 percent. 

The site that agency scientists are 
evaluating for the study will likely in­
clude eight or more plots, each about 50 
feet in diameter. At least 200 tons of car­
bon dioxide, donated by the Mississippi 
Chemical Co., will be released each day 
at the site. A computer system will 
measw-e the wind's direction and speed 
and will adjust release rates to provide 
constant high levels of carbon dioxide in 
the air surrounding the crop. "We'll 
have an environment," Kemper says, 
''that'll be as close as possible to that 
forecasted for the next century." 

from extra carbon dioxide, including 
wheat, rice and corn-the three ma­
jor foods for the earth's population," 
said Bruce A. Kimball, ARS soil scien­
tist in Phoenix, Ariz., who will work on 
the project. 

At Yazoo City, the first crop to be 
studied will be colton. Already, agency 
scientists in Phoenix have been study­
ing the crop in ooutdoor carbon dioxide 
chambers. "The cotton yielded 80 per­
cent more when we doubled the carbon 
dioxide levels in our chambers," said 
Jack R. Mauney, a plant physiologist at 
Phoenix, who will also join the study at 
Yazoo City. "We look forward to seeing 
whether we fmd the same huge response 
in Yazoo City on an ()pen field."

1988 Turkey Season Opens 
April 20 with New Regulations 

An unportant change in Uus year's 
turkey season regulations is that hunters 
under the age of 18 must be accom­
panied by an adult and rcmatn under the 
dlJ'cct superviSion of the adult at all 
hmes wh1le hunting. 

This change, effechvc wtth the open· 
ing of the 1988 spring turkey season April 
20, was implementt.'<i for the safety of all 
turkey hunters. The season runs through 
April 26 or May 3, depending on the 
county. 

The new regulation also includes that 
hunters born aftf'r 1972 must complete 
a hunter safety courst• before turkey 
hunting. Those required to complete a 
hunter safety course must have a cer· 
tificate in pos~c.'iSIOn while hunting. 

The season hmtl on turkey is one with 
visible beard per hunter. However, if 
one turkey IS taken from Ft Campbell, 
Ft Knox or Land Between the Lakes, 
(LBL) two turkC)'S may be taken per 
year. The turkey season atl"'t Campbell 
is April 9-May 2 (no hunting on Tuesdays 
and Wednesdays) and the season ot Jo't 
Knox is all Saturdays and Sundays 10 
March and Apnl. 

The turkey season at Land Between 
the Lakes. a 170,000 acre national 
recreauon area in Western Kentucky, 1s 
April 2Q.May 8. Spec1al regulations will 
be in effect Cor these three areas and 
hunter~ .should contact the appropriate 
agency for complete Information . 
HunterJ:> must pm;sess a valid hunting 
license and turkey permit to hunt. Tags 
cost $6.50 and a Sl~Ond tag must be pur­
chased before hunting fo•· a second 
turkey. 

Gun hunters are permitted to use 
shotguns only, which must be no larger 
than 10 gauge or smaller than 20 gauge. 
One other change for th1s season relates 
to the max1mum shot size gunners are 
perm1tted to use. Only r-;umbcr 4 shot or 
smaller may tie used Number 2 shot Is 
no longer legal, as 1t was in the past, for 
turkey huntmg in Kentucky.

"l'"orests Are More Than TrL'eS " IS an 
nppropnate tune to exammc specific 
management problems plagumt.t the 
world-renowned !'lational Forest Svstem 
and some solut1ons. · 

The 156 units of the Natlonul Fon•st 
System contain some ot U1c nation's 
most diverse and productive t'cosytt•ms 
National forests, for instance, t•onlam 
more than half the nation's cold water 
fish and big-game habitat and almost 
half of its salmon and steclht>ad sp:twn· 
mg and rearing hab1tat.ln adtht10n, they 
prmride critical hab1tat for 1291hrcaten· 
cd and endangered spcc1es Hut what 
has this Administration lx.>en domg to 
and for out national forests? 

In the last seven )ears, government 
officals ha\'e zealously promoted ex 
cessive timber har\'e.sling Uutt hasn't 
returned a profit. A 1984 study b) The 
Wilderness Societ) found that fl\·e of the 
mne Forest Ser\'lce regions cons1s~nt· 
ly lose money on their timber sa!I:'S Two 
congressional studies the sanw )car 
reached similar conclusions. 

On the Beaverhead National Forest m 
:\lontana, for instance, timoor brought 
in six cents for every dollar spent on 
harvesting between 1978 and 1982. The 
average ratio of timber revenul' to t~ost 
in the Midwest Region is 39 cents to the 
dollar. In the Rocky Mountain Region. 
the payback tails to five cents on lhe 
dollar. In short, the federal government 
is givmg away a natural resource­
limber-for a song. The problems don't 
stop with timber profits. 

The Forest Service. fortified w1th ever 
larger road construction budgets, hns 
managed to build more tlwn 340,0(1(1 
miles of roads in national forests This 
"highway" S)Slem is incongruous '"'llh 
the agency's mandate to protect natural 
resources. Moreo\'er, the environmen· 
tal aftershock is even lal'gcr than the 
number or highway miles. 

For each mile of road buill, at lcast4 5 
acres of wildlife habttal and space for 

growutg trees IS e:iminated . Numerous 
stud1es have shown that the traffic and 
noise generated by the roads disrupt 
w1ldhfe's nunnal life cycles. ln add1Uon 
rOCJdway construction and use increases 
erosion and :;ubsequent sedimentation of 
strc:uns, harming fish resources. ln 
~hort,thl' Fore~! Service's highway con­
struction is in d1reel conflict with its goal 
of protecting forest assets. 

But while the r'orest Service is far too 
busy paving over natural areas. it Is 
!:ipcndlng far too Uttle on fish and wildlile 
n•soun-t·s t<'rom 1981-1985, when the 
f'orcsl Scr.·1cc got a 20 percent increase 
for rood construction, allocations for fis 
,1r1d 'h ildlifl' programs fell by 11 percenL 
'l'hc budget for construction and 
mtllnlennnce of trails fell by 39 percent 
And soil and water protection programs 
took a 22 percent cut. 

Yet, experts estimate enormous in· 
creases Ill the public's demand for fish 
and '"ildlifc resources They anticipate 
a 90 percent increase in freshwater 
fishing nationwide, a 55 percent increase 
10 na lure study and a 69 percent increase 
m \\atcrfowl hunting by 2030. In the next 
two decade" alone, fishing in national 
forests is expected to jump by 40 percent 
anrl huntmg by 25 percent. •

The National Wildlife Federation 
diX•iln't propose to stop aU such commer· 
t'iul ventures as timber harvesting, 
livestock grazing or mineral leasing on 
national forests. But it does propose 
stnct ndherencl' to the laws that govern 
these activities, including Cull assess­
ment of the probable environmental 
consequences. 

And the Federation insists that th* 
f,orcst Sen ice'-. policies and programs 
reflect a greater ~pect for the forests 
they manage and for the well-being or 
f1sh and \\lldlife resources that depend 
on those forests The Federation's goal, 
after all, as to le<1\ e a forested land 
where :natural resources and wildlife 
abound ror the generations yet unborn

It hasn't been diffi­
cult for me to take over 
the role of Jack. because 
a lot of his problems were 
worked out by my prede­
cessors," says Matthew 
Ashford, the third actor 
in six months to portray

I married a wonder­
ful woman, and I'm ex­
tremely happy." 

A graduate of the 
Norlh Carolina Scho<>l of 
the Arts, Ashford played 
good guys Drew Ralslon

( 1982) and Cagney 
McCleary on "Search for 
Tomorrow" (1984) be­
fore joining "DOOL" last 
October. 

"I wasn't even looking 
for a job when I got Lhe 
role of Jack," he says.
