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Council Okehs Company’s Plan &
To Expand Operations Here @

The Mountain Laurel Company
brought expansion plans before the
Prestonsburg City Council Monday
night, and was given permission to apply
for a federal grant that would allow the
company to purchase more space and
provide more Floyd county jobs.

The West Prestonsburg [actory, which
is owned by Floyd county native Lynn
Weddington Tucker, manufactures
designer children’s clothing and
prepares contract orders for such com-
panies as Hallmark and Enesco.

*l LaDonna Berry, manager of the fac-
o

ry, said the company needs lo find a
facility with 14,000 square feet to expand
its operation and hire up to 40 more
employees.

“We have the work but CAP doesn’t
have any more space for us,” Berry
said, referring to the Christian Ap-
palachian Project warehouse that
Mountain Laurel has occupied for {wo
years.

The granl was approved by the city
council last year, but due to business dif-
ficulties Tucker was unable to follow
through with the application.

If approved, the money would be

granted Lo the city, which would in turn
loan it to the company.

The subject of expansion was also pro-
posed by residents of Howard Street,
who were granted permission to widen
their side road and lo construet
sidewalks.

Several new property owners on the
streel have agreed Lo finance construc-
tion for the expansion in return for the
right of way on their properties, accor-
ding to City Administrator Fred A.
James.

The roadway, which currently runs off
of Highway 1428 next to Ken's Gulf, will
be widened from its current 18 to 25 feel
by adding three to four feet on each side
of the road including sidewalks,

Also on the council’s agenda, but with
no definite action taken, was the park-
ing problem in downtown Prestonsburg,
specifically on Court Street. Council
members voiced frustration thal cars
parked on the street were not rotating
throughout the day due to employees of
the streets merchants parking there for
eight or more hours per day.

“What 1 would tell the business
owners is, if you can't tell your
employees to park so that they're not
blocking somiebody else from coming in
your store, then we (the council) sure
can't,"” expressed Councilman William
0. Goebel.

Additionally, expenses for maintain-
ing the city’s parking areas far outweigh
incoming revenue and resull in more
than $30,000 lest annually.

The eouncil discussed a number of
ways to alleviate the parking problem,
including a suggestion by Councilman
Michael D. Vanee to install meters that
accept tokens, which patrons of city

merchants could receive after making
a purchase.

In other action, the council agreed to
withdraw an earlier motion to grani
$50,000 for the purchase of radio equip-
ment. “Rather than to go into debt, we'll
hold the money and buy a base station
for the dispatching room and purchase
additional equipment as the funds come
in,” Mayor Lalta said.

The funds for the radio equipment are
from a reimbursement from the office
of Disaster and Emergency Services,

The fire subscription rate for Floyd
county residents outside the city of
Prestonsburg was amended to institute
a $50 minimum fee. The proposal still
maintains the previous fee of $1 for
every $100 of assessed property value,
however if property is not valued at
$50,000, the minimum fee is imposed.

The city code of ordinances, which
was compiled with a state grant by the
State Division of Libraries and Archives,
was approved in its final form by the
council. The document is the first of its
kind in Prestonsburg,

Mayor Latia announced that, in an ef-
fort to beautify the roadway, the
Prestonsburg High Scheol chapter of
Future Farmers of America will be
planting 100 white and scotch pine trees
along Highway 23 this spring. The
organization will add dogwoods to the
area in the fall.

*“A thousand pine seedlings, a gazebo,
and dogwoods will turn an unsightly
river bank into a pleasant, scenic vista
to greet visitors to the city."
Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta said this
week of an ambitious beautification pro-
jeet currently in progress.

Part of a “Take Pride in America"
project, sponsored by the Floyd County
Agricultural Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service and Seil Conservation Ser-
vice, work is focused on the City of
Prestonsburg’s flood gate property be-
tween North Arnold Avenue and the Big
Sandy River adjacent lo U.S. 23.

The pine seedlings. a mixture of White
and Scolch pines, are being provided by
the Kentucky Division of Forestry, the
prime coordinator of the work, accor-
ding to Mayor Lalla, Weather permit-
ting, the seedlings will be planted loday
{Wednesday) and Thursday by
members of Ron Hamplon's FFA class
from Prestonsburg High School. The
work will be carried out during the
school's regular lunch hour and the
students” noon meal will be provided,
free of charge, by Druther's Restaurant,
today, and by the First Commonwealth
Bank, Thursday.

Mark Hooks, distriet forester, design-
ed the beautification plan and will in-
struet FFA members in the proper plan-
ting of the seedlings. '“They will be small
when they're [irst set oul," Hooks com-
mented in reference to the pines, '‘but
ance they're established, they should
grow al the rate of a foot to a foot-and-
a-half a year."

The Lrees will cover the lower part of
the river bank near the Bert Combs
Bridge, he pointed out, but will not
obselre traffic nor a view of the new
gazebo or bank building. The plans will

eventually form a canopy which will
minimize growth of weeds and unsight-
Iy undergrowth which has dominated
the riverbank in the past, he explained.

Areas will be left clear along the
shoreline and plans are being made to
construet a small footbridge across
Trimble Branch near its confluence with
the river so that walkers and fishermen
might be able to utilize the river better
in this area,

The City will purchase spring-
flowering dogwoods to be set out this fall
in the same vicinity, and already, an at-

Unmined Minerals Tax Draws
Protest From Area Officials

The Kenlucky House of Represen-
talives passed an inmined-minerals tax
bill March 28. The bill, which would put
a cap on the amount of revenue counties
and school districts can collect, will cost
Floyd county $130,000, according to
House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo,
an opponent of the bill,

“We're working as hard as we can,"
Stumbo said of his efforts to defeat the
bill that is now back in the Senate, The
Majority Leader’s problem with the bill
is that it gives a big tax cut to out of state
non-producers, holding companies with
natural gas and oil reserves in eastern
Kentucky, while county governments
and school districts here are dependent
on the revenue generated by present tax
rate. Besides Floyd, Stumbo said other
counties would also lose money. For ex-
ample, Pike would lose $97,000 and
Perry $81,000. The bill passed 55-37.

Floyd Properly Valuation Ad-
ministrator Lovell Hall said that the
county has a tax rate of 17.7 for every
$100 of assessed value and the school
district’s tax rate is 33.4 for every $100.
Both of these lax rates would be reduc-
ed to 10 cents for every $100 under the
new tax bill. Hall said he believed that
Stumbao's estimate of lost tax revenues
1S an accurate one.

While a victory for the coal, natural
gas, and oil industries, the bill was a
defeat for Representative Clayton Lit-
tle from Virgie, who had earlier offered
a similar amendment which would have
not imposed a limit on local government
taxes. Stumbo supported Little's amend-
ment and said it would, “provide a
workable framework for assessing
mineral properties.” Yel the amend-
ment was defeated 47-41 after a heated
debate.

The need for a bill was the result of a
Kentucky Supreme Court decision
March 3 that said the unmined coal must
be taxed at the same rate as other real
estate—21 cents per $100 of valuation.
Before that, since 1979, unmined coal
had been taxed one-tenth of | percent

per $100. Both Little's amendment and
the one that passed, offered by
Representative Bobby Richardson from
Glasgow, provided protections for
farmers and land owners who don't in-
tend to mine coal by giving them a dif-
ferent classification for assessment
purpeses.

Floyd County Judge-Executive John
M. Stumbo is another elected official
concerned with the bill, but he is hopeful
the Senate won't pass it. *'I don't believe
the Senate will concur,” Judge Stumbo
said. “I don’t think they can get it
through.” The County Executive said he
has been in contact with Senators Ben-
ny Ray Bailey, David LeMaster, and

Kelsey Friend and that they are all op-
posed to il.

“1t's & bad amendment,"" said Senator
Bennie Ray Bailey, who repwa&nts
Floyd county, “and I'm going to do
everything I can fo see that the amend-
ment is killed.” The Senator from Hind-

* man said that the tax bill is now stuck

in the Senate Rules Committee and is
“in trouble."

If legislation is never passed providing
for a tax on unmined minerals, the
Revenue Cabinet would then have the
responsibility of taxing unmined coal in
order to comply with the Supreme Court
decision,

Middle Creek Residents
Protest Noise Pollution

It may be progress but residents of
Middle Creek are losing sleep because
of the constant noise caused by dump
trucks and heavy equipment running
through the night on a traet of land aleng
KY 114 that will be known as Hughes In-
dustrial Park.

“I can't hardly sleep. You can hear
them all night,” said Edgar Fitzpatrick.
““You can hear the tailgates banging and
the dozer whining. Any time of night,
you can hear them going, coming,
dumping. I would like a peaceful night
of a sleep when | lay down at 10:30."

““We're trying to meet a construction
deadline,” said James A. Hughes, who
heads the construction project. "The
sooner I can finish filling, the sooner we
can put up the buildings and provide jobs
for people.” Hughes said his trucks and
equipment are working approximaely 20
hours a day but not every night. He runs
only one dozer al night and a packer dur-
ing the day.

“I still think they can be a little

quieter,” Fitzpatrick said. ‘‘Those
trucks sound like they're dumping in my
back yard."

People are also cornplaining about the
dust. But noise and dust aren’t the only
complaints, Houston Stevens is concern-
ed about the possibility that flooding
may result because a principal drainage
basin for the creek has now been filled
in. “'I'm not against progress,"' Stevens
said, T can put earplugs inmy ears and
a pillow over my head, but when the
water comes the pillow will wash away
with everything else. I don't mind the.
noise nearly as much as the thought of
what the fload could do.”

Stevens said he has filed an official
complaint with the state Division of
Water. “‘We're used to the backwater,
but we've never had to worry about .
headwater or running. Now we do, If we
get a decent rain at the head of the
hollow it will come through real
different."

County’s Only School Nurse
Handles Big Job, Effectively

Despite the fact that the Floyd coun-
ty school system employs only one
school nurse to serve 23 schools, student
health records recently passed a spot in-
spection by a state accreditation team
with flying colors,

‘“Three years ago, only 40 percent of
the records were acceptable,” said Jen-
nifer Martin, Floyd county school nurse.
Currently, records verify that nearly
every student has met stale require-
ments for enrollment.

Earl Compton, administrator of the
Floyd County Health Department,
which provides free immunizations, said
that 87 percent of the students entering
kindergarten in 1987-88 had been
immunized,

The dramalic improvement is the
result of a uniform policy adopted by the
school board, “'where principals are all

doing the same thing,” Martin said,
citing the immunization policy as an ex-
ample. “If it hadn’t been for the support.
of the board and the superintendent and
for the principals saying, ““You don't
enter school without an imminization
certificate,” we couldn't have had such
a good report,'" she said.

At least four days per week Martinis
out in the schools, But because she is the
only school nurse for the entire county,
her duties involve more instruction and
training than would be otherwise, *“I'm
out advising principals of communicable
diseases, informing them of what needs
to be done, and how ta do it checking
health records, and training scoliosis
screeners, she commented, She alsp
distributes hand-washing kits to first
graders and Crest kits to third-graders.

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Computerized Food Stamp System
Operating in All 120 Counties

One year after the initial switches
were thrown in Harrodsburg and
Frankfort, Kentucky's food stamp
authorization computer network is up
and running in all 120 counties.

The Kentucky Automated Manage-
ment and Eligibility System (KAMES)
began operations the first week of
March 1987 on a trial basis between
Frankfort and the Mercer county office
of the state Department for Social
Insurance.

Now, according to Social Insurance
Commissioner Mike Robinson, the suc-
cessful operation of the nation’s first
statewide computer system to verify
welfare applicants’ eligibility is attrac-
ting attention—not only for what the
system currently achieves but also for
its future potential.

*“The network was brought up a few
counties at a time—an approach which
helped us tremendously,” Robinson
said. *“We avoided major problems by
planning ahead and cooperating close-
ly with the state Department of Informa-
tion Systems, the agency which actual-
ly operates and maintains the system."

The transition of Kentucky's time-
consuming, manual food stamp eligibili-
ty determination process to KAMES has
gone so well that states from as far away
as California have sent teams to observe
the network in operation.

“‘Many other states face the same
obstacles that we've overcome with
KAMES," said Robinson. ““With one of
every seven Kentuckians receiving
coupons, we needed a system that would
cut down on the time and paperwork for
our workers as well as our clients. And
we had to develop a program that could
grow.”

With the network now operational
statewide, the cases of Kentucky’s
473,000 active food stamp recipients
should be loaded in the system within
nine months.

Once that is accomplished, Robinson
said, the state will expand KAMES to
handle other types of public assistance.
A tentative timetable calls for trials in
selected counties next March and
statewide expansion by May 1989.

“By the summer of 1989, local

caseworkers will be able to determine
eligibility for Aid to Families with
Dependent Children, Medicaid cards,
State Supplementation and the Refugee
Assistance Program,” the commis-
sioner said. Those five programs cur-
rently serve more than 637,000
Kentuckians.

Meanwhile, both clients and
caseworkers are benefiting from the
new system.

“*We're seeing new food stamp ap-
plicants who supply all of the required
information receive their first coupon
booklets within 48 hours after their first
visit,"" Robinson said, “‘as opposed lo
several weeks before KAMES arrived.

“KAMES helps local office staff spend
more time working with the applicant—
getting accurate and updated informa-
tion for the application rather than fill-
ing out forms. This has improved the
working relationship between our field

workers and clients, who aren’t getting
lost in a paperwork shuffle.”

In simple terms, KAMES's primary
strengths lie in its speed and accuracy.

““The system is responsible for doing
the mathematical computations and
determinations,”” said Robinson. ‘“The
information is entered into the network,
all data is automatically verified and, if
necessary, the client is asked to supply
any missing information.

“Then, when it’s time to recertify the
client’s eligibility, any changes can be
placed directly into the system without
filling out a new form of application,” he
said. ‘‘In addition, the network
automatically notifies clients of any
changes in the status of their case.”

Robinson said, ‘"We've moved slowly
and cautiously, because this concept is
so new. But the first year results have
shown us that our original goal—a vastly
improved system for our clients and
staff alike—is now a reality."”

Notification Required
Before Oil Is Drilled

Legislation would require that public
notice be given of a pending application
for an oil or gas drilling permit has been
filed in the Kentucky General Assembly.
The bill was written by Kentuckians For
The Commonwealth and introduced by
Rep. Herbie Deskins.

Under the provisions of House Bill 758,
notice would have to be given in the local
newspaper with the largest circulation
and include the location of the propos-
ed drilling site and a list of the lan-
downers to be affected. Landowners and
other interested parties would have 30
days to submit comments about the pro-
posed permit to the Department of
Mines and Minerals,

A copy of the newspaper advertise-
ment would have to be submitted by oil
and gas drillers as part of their permit
application.

“One day I had to go to town, and
while I was gone an oil company grad-
ed my land to make a site for the oil
well,”" said KFTC member Charlie
Morgan of Leslie county. The company
was on Morgan's land illegally, and he
was able to prevent any further damage
to his property. However, had public
notification of the company’s intent to
drill been required, Morgan could have
been alerted to the company’s plan and
the mistake avoided.

Ky. Chosen To Help Lead
Fight On School Dropouts

Kentucky is one of 10 states that will
spearhead a national battle to reduce the
schoal dropout rate, Governor Wallace
Wilkinson announced

*Il is unacceptable that 20 percent of
the nation's young people do not finish
high schoeol. It is appalling that the
dropout rate in Kentucky (in 1985-86
32.8% of the 9th graders did not graduate
four years later) is almost twice the na-
tional rate.” Wilkinson said

That is why Kentucky will join teams
from nine other states to explore and
develop ways to combat this problem
that “‘undermines not only our eduea-
tional efforts but our whole society,”
Wilkinson added

The leams of educalors, employmenl
specialists, social workers and citizens
&om the 10 states will work with na-
tional experts in a series of planning ses-
sions during the next year. The intenl 1s
to draw up comprehensive national and
state policies to prevent more dropouts
and to assist those who already have left
school prematurely, the governor said

The Governor said Kentucky is spen-
ding $2 million: this school year on 77
dropoul prevention projects. Some
reduction in the statewide rate has been
noted in the last several vears; but the
problem conlinues lo be severe,
especially in rural areas, Wilkinson said

The national study group entitled
golicy Academy: State Strategies for
Dropout Prevention was developed by
the Council of State Policy and Plann-
ing Agencies under the sponsorship of
the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services Youth 2000 Initiative

To Foreign Investors

Disclosure Act Report is required by law
and those who fail lo report or who are
late in reporting face possible penalties

ASCS offices are responsible for keep-
ing track of how much agricultural land
is owned or controlled by foreign in-
dividuals or interests, Foreign investors
have reported owning abouf 12.4 million
acres of agricultural land in the United
States.

An Agricultural Foreign Investment
Disclosure Act Report must be filed
when a single foreign individual,
organizations or government holds a
direct or indirect interest of 10%, or
more; when a group of foreign investors
acting in concert hold an aggregate in-
terest of 10% of more; or when a group
of foreign individuals, organizations or
governments not acting in concert hold
an aggregate of 50% interest or more in
agricultural land.

Agricultural land is any tract of more
than 10 acres now in agricultural,
forestry or timber production. This in-
cludes land in agricultural use when pur-
chased, as well as land later converted
to agricultural use. Interest means any
right, title, or legal share of ownership
in agricultural land, such as partner-
ships, trusts, estates, or shares ina cor-
poration Lhat owns agricultural land

Foreign investors who own or have an
interest in 10 acres or less do not have
to report unless annual proceeds from
the sale of the farm, forestry or timber
products exceed $1,000,

Martin recently organized a CPR
training course with Highlands Regional
Medical Center staff to instruct and cer-
tify two individuals from each school to
administer CPR.

The shortages of nurses has required
that teachers and principals be in-
strueted in what to look for and what to
do if a health concern does arise. For in-
stance, teachers have been checking
students for lice, a problem Floyd coun-
ty schools have been battling throughout
the entire school year,

As a result of the lice problem, paren-
tal concerns about the lack of school
nurses have surfaced, according to
Sharon Sparr, president of the Prestons-
burg Elementary Parent-Teacher
Association, “A lot of parents think that
in a school of 1000 students, there should
be a full-time nurse,” Sparr stated, ad-
ding that some parents were not pleas-
ed with the follow up care after the lice
problem was discovered.

“We had parents really upset (over
the lice), but Jennifer Martin was over
here within 45 minutes of the time I call-
ed her and we checked heads and sent
out forms,"" Prestonsburg Elementary
Principal Thomas Tackett stated. *“Then
a second time teachers and I donned
plastic gloyves and went looking through
hair again, and I sent out forms a second
time." Tackett said they haven’t had a
reported case of lice since that time,
which was three weeks ago.

Tackett praised a booklet compiled by
Martin for teachers and administrators
that explains in detail school policies, re-
quirements and procedures on health
related issues.

“But I'm like all other parents in that
I think there is a need for the board to
consider more nurses, but they've been
in such a budget crunch, and there are
a lot of needs and limited resources,”
Tackett said.

Martin agrees that student health care
could be improved if the state would
allot the money to station a nurse in
every school, but with budget cuts
forecast in Frankfort, she says she will
have to continue training teachers and
principals to assist in student health
care.
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“It won't do any good to complain,”
said Jack Gibson. ““You can’t stop them.
They're going to go ahead with it
anyway."

Hughes said he could understand why
people would complain if it kept them up
at night, and added, ‘I probably would
too."" He expects the project to be com-
pleted some time in May,

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Plea Bargain Made
In School Robbery,

A plea bargain was made March 21 on
the day the trial was sel to begin in the
case against Bill Keathley and Glenn
Dale Frasure. After accepting their guil-
ty pleas, Circuit Court Judge Hollie Con-
ley sent the two men to the county jail
to begin serving their time.

The two men, both of Galveston and
21 years old, were charged with receiy-
ing stolen property over $100, a class D
felony. The criminal complaint read that
they, “intentionally and knowingly had
in their possession 30-35 cases of pop."
The cases of soft drink were alleged to
have been stolen from the John M. Stum-
bo grade school at Grethel, February 1‘1
1987,

For his part, Keathley’s indictment
was amended down to a class A misde-
meanor. The Commonwealth Attorney
recommended a one-year jail sentence
with probation after 30 days to be serv-
ed in the county jail. Frasure was given
one year in jail to be probated on the
condition that he plead guilty to a felony
and make restitution to the school. If
found guilty of the crime, both men
could have received a maximum
sentence of five years in state prison.

Assistant Commonwealth Attorney
Greg Isaac, who handled the case, said
the offer was made because stro¥y
evidence was lacking against the two
defendants. While he recommended pro-
bation for Frasure, Isaac said the judge
is not bound to accept the plea agree-
ment. As a rule Judge Conley frowns on
defendants who wait to the last minute
to plead guilty, rather than in the
pretrial phase when they're advised to,
since it causes administrative problems
for the court.

State Trooper David Jackson carried
out the investigation. Court appointed at-
torney Jack Richendollar represented
Frasure and Keathley was represen
by Pikeville attorney Eddy Coleman:.
Frasure's sentencing will take place
April 8 after the court receives a proba- -
tion officer’s report.

Citizen Vote Seems Certain
On Broad Form Deed Question

It now appears almost certain that
Kentuckians will have the opportunity
to vote on a constitutional amendment
which would impose considerable limi-
tations on the use of broad-form deeds
to strip-mine coal,

After a sustained lobbying effort by
citizens from across the state, the Ken-
tucky House approved Senate Bill 145 by
a 96-0 vote, last Tuesday. The Senate
passed the measure in February.

The bill was passed after an amend-
ment was attached to specify that the
bill applied only to coal. The amendment
initially failed, but was reconsidered at
the urging ol several representatives
who argued that it was critical to the bill.

SB 145, which is expected to pass in
some form and be placed on the ballot
in November, now refiirns to the Senate
for concurrence on the change in
wording.

Broad-form deeds were signed
primarily around the turn of the century
when coal was mined strictly by
underground methods. At that time,
agents of large and often out-of-state
companies would regularly offer sums
like 20 cents per ton as part of contracts
to purchase mineral rights. Land-
owners, needing cash and unable to
foresee the coming predominance of
surface mining, were usually more than
happy to transfer their mineral rights,

If approved by voters, the Kentucky
Constitution would be changed so that
surface land rights take precedench
over mineral rights, unless a deed states
otherwise. Consequently, mineral
owners could not strip-mine coal against
a landowner’s wishes. '

Currently, a coal company with a
broad form deed can strip mine without
the consent of the landowner and, in
most cases, without compensating the
landowner for damages and losl proper-
ty value. -

According to Rep. Clayton Little, D-
Virgie, who handled the bill on the House
floor, Kentucky has stood “naked and
alone’ among other states in permittin
such strip mining against landowner.
wishes.

The legislation has strong support
from a citizens lobbying group, Ken-
tuckians for the Commonwealth,
formerly the Kentucky Fair Tax Coali-
tion. Members of the organization,
which is based in Prestonsburg, have
pushed the bill this session. with some
citing their own experiences in losing
land to strip mining.

The General Assembly can place up
to four constitutional amendments on
the ballot, and because of strong support
in both chambers for SB 145, it is likely

to be among them.

Seek To Honor Auxier’s Past

The sounds of rattling lunch buckets
and the measured steps of coal miners
trudging off to work, may be a thing of
the past in Auxier, but if it is left up to
a group founded in 1986, these hard-
working souls will be long remembered
and their place in history assured.

The Auxier Historical Society was
founded by a dedicated group of
residents and decendants of original set-
tlers to preserve the town's past. “We
are fortunate that 75% of the original
houses are still in use’’ said Bob Castle,
president of the society. _

Auxier was founded in 1808 on land
purchased from John C.C. Mayo by
North East Coal Company of Boyd coun-
ty. The first house rose the year of the
town's founding amid cattails and
swampland,

The unique thing about Auxier is that
it was founded as a town, not a coal
camp. Richard C. Thomas, of Wellston,
Ohio beeame the first superintendent of
mines and he envisioned well laid-out
avenues with street lights to illuminate
rows of neat houses. {‘Both Thomas and
Mayo took a special interest in the area
and its people,” Castle explained. John
C.C. Mayo established a hospital to
bring health care to the working men
and their families and he was honored
for his efforts by having the brick main
street named in his honor.

The society has many plans for the
future to chronicle and preserve the
town’s past. For one thing, members
plan to raise money to help restore
structures that are in eminent need of
repair, *‘Our first goal was to preserve
the water tower but we were too late,
before construction began the ancient
timbers collapsed and the tower fell in-
to ruin,”’ Castle said. The society plans
to rebuild the tower and to rename the
streets of the hamlet as they were
originally designated,

Another project is the establishment
of 4 museum in the old Mary Luck Com:
pany store. The museumn will include a

library of books about the area, plans us-
ed to lay out the mines and build the
town, an exhibit of tools and equipment
used by the miners and a bed pogularl

known as the death bed, in whic fataf-'
ly injured miners were brought to be
comforted as their lives ebbed away.

In May, the society plans o have a
founders’ celebration in which Grace
Thomas, granddaughter of Richard C.
Thomas will be the guest of honor.
Events will include a talent show on the
14th and dunking steol at the Auxier
Elementary gym, in which County Cou
Clerk Carla Robinson Boiton will serve
as the ‘'victim.” Mrs. Bolton will also
serve as grand martial at the parade. A
beauty contest will be held, May 21 to
crown a Miss Auxier.

I was reading an updated version of
Marshall Sprague’s book, Newport In
The Rockies, which chronicles the
origins of our town...Colorado Springs,
Colerado. Original publisher was
Swallow Press but is now published by
The Ohio University Press in Athens,
Ohio 45701

The city’s founder and Union com-
mander in the Civil War was General
William Jackson Palmer, who dreamed
of a Rocky Mountain resort town where
sedate, temperate, wealthy folk could
enjoy life in tranguil comfort, because
he was determined to marry Llhe
beautiful woman named Queen Mellen,
who would not be happy in a rough and
tumble frontier area which we had in the
Wesl in 1860’s and 1870's. So Little Lon-
don was created for Queen. And on page
309 of my book. it tells us that Queen was
born in Floyd County, Kentucky and in
Prestonsburg, as a matter of fact, on
March 26, 1850 with the given name of
Mary Lincoln Mellen, Her mother was
Isabel Clarke whose father was Major
Nathan Clarke who fought in the War of
1812 and whe spent his career at Indian
frontier posts of Wisconsin and Min
nesota. William Proctor Mellen was
born in Pelham, Massachusetls in 1814
and when he married Isabel Clarke in
1843 he studied and practiced law in Cin
cinnati. Mary Lincoln Mellen was the
only child of this lawyer and his wife and
the reason she was born in Kentucky is
because her father had coal interests in
the area.

During the Civil War Mr. Mellen was
involved in business, bul in 1866 he mov-
ed to Flushing, Long Island in New York
state where he became a law partner in
the firm of Jordan, Hinsdale and Mellen

t was on a train ride that Mr. Mellen
and his daughter, Queen, met General
William Jackson Palmer who invited
him into his business of building the
Denver & Rio Grande Railroad line. And
it was on lhis train-ride that General
Palmer fell in love with Queen. And it
was their marriage that created our
glorious town of Colorado Springs,
Colorado.

If your town didn't know aboul this, 1
think this letter is going to reveal it now.
So there is a link between Floyd County
and Kentucky to Colorado Springs, Col-
orado through the founder of our town
and his wife, a beautiful woman born in
Prestonsburg in 1850.

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Waste Reduction Bill
Is Sent To Governor

Legislation to establish a Center for
Hazardous Waste Reduction received
the unanimous approval of the Kentucky
General Assembly and has been sent o
Governor Wallace Wilkinson for his
consideration.

House Bill 722 was passed by the
House on March 10 with a 98-0 vote. The
Senate followed suil on March 22 with a
J8-0 vote

“The best solution to the hazardous
waste disposal problem is to stop pro-
ducing and using those wastes in the
first place," said Jean True, a member
of Kentuckians For The Commonwealth,
a statewide citizens organization which
pushed the bill. True helped write the
legislation, which was sponsored by
Rep, Mark Brown

““T'his is a first step toward the reduc-
tion of hazardous wastes in Kentucky."
True added. It will show us there is a
better way than incinerating or landfill-
ing these wastes.”

HB 722 directs that the hazardous
wasle reduction center be set up at a
state-owned universily designated by
the governor. The role of the center will
be to facilitate and promote the im-
plementation of hazardous waste reduc-
Lion technologies and procedures by pro-
viding technical and financial assistance
to business and industry. Participation
by hazardous wasle producers and users

Part 4: K.C.P.C.—A Hospital Inside Prison Walls

The original St. Nicholas was a 4th
century Turkish bishop. According fo
legend, he dropped a bag of gold cains
down a chimney into a stocking a poor
girl had hung up by the fireplace fo dry.

The date is a nourishing food, high in
vitamins A, B, D, and G, and especially
the minerals calcium, phosphorous.
potassium, Iron, sodlum, copper and
magnesium

Despite a history of a mere seven
vears compared with those of sister in-
stitutions which began trealing patients
a century and a half ago, the Kentueky
Correctional Psychiatric Center
(K.C.P.C.) is nonetheless making its
own mark in the annals of mental health
care in the Commonwealth,

Opening in 1981, K.C.P.C. became
Kentucky's only forensic psychiatric
hospital, established solely to conduct
court-ordered pre-trial evaluations of
the mental competency of accused
felons as well as to provide post-trial
treatment of convicted felons with
diagnosed mental health problems,

But K.C.P.Cs status is also unusual
in that it is one of only a few secure
psychiatric facilites in the United States
that is operated by a mental health
agency while located within the walls of
a correctional facility

Located on the grounds of the Ken-
tucky Corrections Cabinet’s Luther
Luckett Correctional Complex in
LaGrange, K.C.P.C. is operated
separately by the state Department for
Mental Health and Mental Retardation
Services

Commissioner Dennis Boyd said,
*‘Most states provide criminal inpatient
evaluations and treatment in a secure
unit on the grounds of a state hospital or
in a separate unil inside a penal institu-
tion run by a corrections agency.
K.C.P.C, has additional security in what
is mainly a mental health setting.”

Director George Hancock said ap-
proximately 40 percent of the admis-
sions to the 97-bed hospital annually are
for pre-trial competency evaluations,

““When a judge orders an evaluation,
staff from one of six comprehensive care
centers makes an in-jail assessment of
the person to see if the evaluation can
be done there,” Hancock explained. "'Of
the 431 pre-trial referrals from state
courls in 1987, local comprehensive care
centers completed almost half.

“Through this arrangement, we're
better able to use our limited bed space
o meet increasing demands from the
court system for pre-trial evaluations.”

The remainder of the 960 patients

served last year were post-conviction
patients admitted for psychiatric¢ care
and outpatients from the seven Correc-
tions Cabinet [acilities located
throughout the state.

"After an evaluation is completed,
K.C.P.C. staff arrange to admit the pa-
tient here or provide follow-up outpa-
lient care is required,”” said Hancock.

“If no further inpatient treatment is
needed, Corrections then reassumes
responsibility for the patient,"

Under an agreement belween the
mental health and corrections agencies,
K.C.P.C. and the Luckett center share
many c¢linical and support services
because they meet the needs of both
facilities.

“Luther Lucketl provides K.C.P.C.
with all food preparation and serving,
maintenance, laundry and security,"
said Verna Fairchild, institutional care
director for the Department for Mental
Health and Mental Retardation Ser-
vices. "‘Our patients have access to the
legal library, medical and dental ser-
vices, and laboratory and pharmacy
services,

“In return we provide inpatient and
outpatient services Lo the Corrections
system, specialized mental health train-
ing to Corrections staff, consultation on
mental health issues and other related
services,"” she said

K.C.P.C. has asked the Joint Commis-
sion on Accreditation of Health Care
Organizalions to survey the center so it
may seek the same accrediled status
achieved by the department’s three
other psychiatric hospitals.

Boyd believes thal having all four
psychiatric care facilities accredited
would go a long way toward erasing
some public miscon¢eptions about Ken-
tucky’s syslem of inpatient mental
health treatment.

“People still misunderstand that
K.C.P.C. and the other facilities aren't
custodial-type institutions as some were
in the past,”” Boyd said. ““The profes-
sionals working in these hospitals strive
to slabilize patienl conditions so that
they can function away from the hospital
with outpatient treatment.”

Experimental Medicaid Program 5o g .
Gets 2-Year Federal Extension |

Kentucky's special Medicaid effort
linking some 200,000 low-income
mothers and children with primary care
physicians or clinics for most of their
medical care has been given the green
light to continue its unique slatewide
medical coverage through January 1990

Commissioner Roy Butler of the
Department for Medicaid Services an-
nounced the decision at loday's meeling
of the state Advisory Council for Medical
Assistance.

The U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services granted the exiension
following a three-month examination of
the two-year-old Kentucky Patienl Ac-
cess and Care (KenPAC) program
Since federal funds make up two-thirds
of Medicaid reimbursements, HHS had
to review KenPAC and authorize its con-
tinued operation

“The thrust of KenPAC is lo ensure
continuity of health care for Medicaid
clients who are receiving Aid lo
Families with Dependent Children
benefits,"" said Butler, "‘People receive
better medical care when they visit the
same docter or climic for their routine
health care needs than when they alter-
nate between two or more doctors or fre
guently rely on hospital emergency
rooms

“With ready access to a palient’s
medical history, the family physician Is
more knowledgeable aboul the patient,
may catch an illness before it becomes
serious and can reduce the risk of inap-
propriate or unnecessary treatment,"

Another equally important factor in
the federal decision to extend KenPAC
is the program’s cost-effecliveness,

““We're now estimating that KenPAC
will save the state Medicaid budget $21.1
million this fiseal year,”” Butler said
“The savings are projected to be even
greater—3$22.7 million—during the 1989
fiscal year.”

The lower costs are the result of a
dechine in emergency room visits, physi
cian office and inpatienl services,
hospital days and hospital outpatient
services, the commissioner said

Still another point in Kenlucky's lavor
in winning the federal extension is the
state’s work to monitor KenPAC and
look for ways to refine and make it more

In that same study, 90 percent of the
physicians surveyed ranked the quality
of care “average'' to “excellent.”

Physicians participating in KenPAC
may refer patients lo specialists and
authorize emergency room care when
necessary. '“This program doesn’'t block
anyone's access lo necessary medical
care,"’ Buller said. *In fact, we believe
il has improved the ability of many pa-
tients to getl the care that they need.

“Before KenPAC was implemented in
February 1986, palients reported dif-
ficulty in finding a doctor who would ac-
cepl their medical assistance eard. With
1,093 physicians in 109 counties par-
ticipating in the program, patients now

Seniors Have Fewer
Driving Accidents

According lo an automotive safety
study conducted by the American
Medical Association and General
Motors, drivers over age 65 have fewer
accidents than other drivers, but are five
times more likely to be injured or kill-
ed in crashes where the other driver is
a leenager

Older drivers take longer to
recuperate from accidents. In par-
ticular, women are more vulnerable to
bone [ractures as they grow older.
Therefore, injuries for the older person
are usually more severe,

Accidents involving older drivers
(over 65) fit a different pattern than
younger drivers. Older drivers are more
apt to be in a crash where they have:

Failed Lo yield the right of way.

Changed lanes without proper
checking.

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Many Changes Seen For
Taxpayers Who Itemize

The Tax Reform Act of 1986 made
significant changes for laxpayers who
itemize deductions this year. These tax-
payers use Schedule A, Form 1040, to
deduct part of medical and dental ex-
penses, amounts paid for cerlain taxes,
interest, charitable contributions and
some miscellaneous expenses.

Taxpayers may now deduct only the
part of the unreimbursed medical ex-
penses that is more than 7.5 percent of
adjusted gross income,

Miscellaneous itemized deductions, in-
cluding employee business expenses,
will generally be deductible only to the
extent that they exceed two percent of
adjusted gross income. Except for reim-
bursed expenses, all employee business
expenses will now be allowed only as
itemized deductions. Moving expenses
are deductible only as itemized deduc-
tions; however, these expenses will not
be subject to the new two percent
limitation.

Taxpayers may no longer itemize
deductions for state and local sales
taxes. Income taxes, real estale taxes,
and personal properly taxes remain ful-
ly deductible.

Home mortgage interest is fully
deductible on your principal residence
and your second residence for mor-
tgages secured on or before August 16,
1986. On mortgage loans secured after
that date you will generally be limited
to deducting interest only fo the extent
that the loans are not more than the pur-
chase price plus the cost of home im-
provements, Interest in excess of this
amount incurred on a mortgage that
was secured after August 16, 1986, will
be deductible only if the loan was incur-

red for qualified medical or qualified
educational expenses. However, a por-
tion of any excess may be deduclible as
a personal interest expense.

The deduction for personal interesl
will be phased out. This deduction will
be limited to: 65 percent in 1987, 40 per-
cent in 1988, 20 percent in 1989 and 10 per-
cent in 1990, Personal interest general-
ly includes interest on car loans, credit
cards, personal loans, and on most tax
deficiencies of individual taxpayers. il
will also include any interest you cannot
deduct because of the home morlgage
limitation.

Rural Fire Dept.
Grants Available

Grants lo assist rural fire deparl__‘
ments in upgrading their equipment will
be available again this year according
to Donald A, Hamm, Director, Division
of Forestry, Natlural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection Cabinet.

This year $40,000 will be available, The
grants are available to fire departments
in communities of 10,000 population or
less. The grants require the depart-
ments to mateh the grant on at least a
50-50 basis.

Last year 108 rural fire departments
completed grants. They matched the
grants with an expenditure of nearly
$64,000.

The grants can be used for the pur-
chase of firefighting equipment or for @
training, Hamm said. This year the
maximum granl will be $400. A letter ex-
plaining the program along with ap-
plications have been mailed to over 600
fire departments. Applications must be
returned by April 1, 1988,

Inspect Transplants Before
Putting Them In The Garden

Kentucky gardeners should examine
any cabbage, broccoli and cauliflower
transplants for disease before they plant
them in (heir garden.

“Although transplants may be cer-
tified by agencies in some growing
states as being disease [ree, there is no
real way for those agencies to make sure
each and every plant is free of disease.
Gardeners need to check for them-
selves, " said John Hartman, Universi-
ty of Kentucky Extension plant
pathologist,

If any transplants have symptoms of
disease, don't plant them, Hartman
said, because once disease is the garden,
it may spread lo other plants.

Hartman olfered this list of commen
diseases gardeners should be inspecting
transplants for:

Clubroot: This disease usually shows
up as galls or swelling on the side roots
of the transplants.

Black Jeg: Symptoms include ash
gray leaf spots or dark gray stem lesions
with small black pimple-like Fruiting
bodies in the plant tissues.

Wire stem: Infected plants show dark
colored diseased areas or cankers on the
lower stem

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New Day Care Rules Now
Apply To More Programs

Revised regulations for day care
centers in Kentucky will mean changes
in the child care programs, particular-
ly for some which previously were ex-
empt from having to meet state
standards.

The new rules from the Cabinet for
Human Resources; which licenses Ken-
tucky day care centers, also establish
educational and experience require-
ments for day care directors and annual
child care training for all day care
employees.

. William Gardner, the cabinet’s In-
Spector General and chief licensing of-
ficer, said the overall goal of the new
regulations is to bring Kentucky in line
with nationally-recognized minimum
skills levels among child-caring staff.

““The protection and development of
children in day care is the very reason
that licensing and standards were
created,” Gardner said. '“These revi-
sions underscore the fact that the state
places the same seriousness on quality
child care as do Kentucky’s working
parents who desperately need these
services."

There are three principal modifica-
Mbns in the new day care regulations:

Requiring some previously excluded
child care programs to be licensed and
comply with minimum state standards;

Establishing for the first time
minimum educational and work ex-
perience guidelines for new day care
center directors; and

Setting minimum continuing educa-
tion training for all day care employees.

“The key phrase in each of the
changes is ‘minimum standards,’ *' said
Gardner, ‘“‘These requirements are
already being exceeded by some Ken-

mucky day care centers, which will feel
little impact from the regulations.

Pikeville Baptist Hosts

Regional Music Festival

First Baptist Church, Pikeville, will
host one of the 22 Regional Music
Festivals for 1988 sponsored by the
Church Music Division of the Kentucky
Baptist Convention. Set April 8, the
Festival involves Adult, Youth and
Children’s choirs from the Pikeville
area.

@ Regional festivals are designed for
choirs, ensembles and soloists to come
together to share music. Two ad-
judicators at each festival will provide
choir directors with written comments
and suggestions on ways each group or
individual can more effectively use
music in their churches. Each group will
receive a certificate for participating.

Festivals will be held for Children’s;
Youth and Adult choirs throughout
March and April. Regional Director for
the Musie Festival is Bob Young of First
Baptist Church, Pikeville

“In the cases of other centers, they'll
simply be required to play by the same
basic child-caring rules as everyone else
in Kentucky and other states."

Woodrow Dunn, director of the state’s
Division of Licensing and Regulation,
said the major potential impact will be
on the previously unlicensed programs

‘In the past, nursery schools,
kindergartens not operated by school
systems and other child care programs
with education instruction as their
primary role didn't have to be licensed
or meel standardized requirements for
things like child safety, nutrition,
medical emergencies or employee train-
ing,"" Dunn said.

“Public and private school kindergar-
tens must comply with state Depart-
menl of Education standards, and this
change means that similar programs
will also meet some very basic practices
of good child care."

Previously, any literale adult could
apply for a Kentucky day care license.
Now a new director for a large (12 or
more children) facility must:

Be at least 21 years of age;

Have al least Iwo character refer-
ences from non-relatives; and

Have a total of five years full-time
paid experience working with children
in a group, and have completed 12 hours
of specialized training or have at least
two-years safisfactory full-time ex-
perience working with children in a
group setting plus either a Child
Development Associates (CDA) creden-
tial, an Associate of Arts with emphasis
on child development, or a college or
university bachelor's degree in a related
field of study.

Persons desiring to be licensed as
directors of small (fewer than 12
children) day care centers must:

Meet the same age and references
standards for large center directors;

Have a high school diploma or a
General Equivalency Diploma (GED);
and

Have completed 12 hours of specializ-
ed child development training.

Under the new regulations, all day
care personnel must complete at least
six hours of annual training designed to
improve the quality of child care. Addi-
tionally, staff must be trained in
pediatrice first aid, including CPR, so at
least one person with this training is on
duty whenever the center is open.

State-approvoed training is available
from both public and private sources, in-
cluding many colleges, universities,
hospitals and public safety agencies.

Gardner said day care centers will
have until February 1989 to comply with
the annual training mandate. However,
other changes, including the require-
ment of licensing for the previously ex-
empted centers, are now in effect.

Southern Appalachia comprises a ter-
ritory larger than that of England,
Wales and Scotland combined. Noted for
its natural resources, it is sometimes
forgotten that it is also richly endowed
in history and literature, The following
books from the P.C.C. library is an at-
tempt to pack a wealth of regional
literature into a few volumes.

Dog Tales
By: John Ramsey
Good dog stories are deeply engrain-

ed in the Appalachian heritage—so what

better to represent the culture of the
region than to collect 52 of these ‘‘tails"
together under one cover. Collected
mainly from the oral tradition and il-
lustrated by the author, these very short
stories were brought together to save a
vanishing folklore and to entertain.

Twice Out of Sight

which was to last for 12 years. Here,
Rev. Plowman shares some vivid
recollections of the people whom he
ministered to so effectively. Some of the
stories are of suffering and heartbreak;
some share joys and victories; some
show the unique humor of the mountain
people, and some show the moun-
taineer's strong character and rich
tradition. All of the stories are intended
to preserve some elements of the Ap-
palachian culture so future generations
will know and understand their
inheritance.

The Uneven Ground
Ed. Rudy Thomas

According to the author, the flood of
Appalachian authors writing about their
region is a response to being a ‘‘social-
ly marginal people,’” defined by others.
The desire to present themselves as they
believe themselves to be, to write their
own story, is a natural reaction to a
heightened self-consciousness to con-
tradict other’s definitions. Writers
native to the region, whose works were
an expression of Appalachia and not a

report on it, were emerging as early as’

the 1920’s. The essays, poetry and fiction
included in this book are about a ‘‘socie-
ty waking up’’ with an awareness of
itself. Many of the writers collected here
express this awakening—they are
writing their identity—in poems, stories,
essays, reflections and recollections.

The Great Appalachian Sperm Bank
By: Bill Best

With a half serious suggestion that the
horse breeders of Kentucky, who can get
millions for a well bred horse, run Best's
Sperm Bank so that the people would be
worth a comparable sum, Harry Caudill
opens Bill Best's anthology which pokes
fun, tells some good yarns and shares
some interesting history of the people

-and places of Appalachia. The author,

a native of North Carolina, a graduate
of Berea College and the University of
Tenn. and currently the director of
Berea’s Upward Bound program, writes
from personal experiences and daily put
his convictions into practical practice.
You may start this book because of its
catchy title, laugh at its satirical stories,
but you will also cry.

Previously, if the family’s income gol
too high, the state had no choice but to
withdraw eligibility for the expectant
mother,” Cowherd said.

“In a full-term pregnancy, this could
resull in off-and-on medical attention
due to lack of other family income to pay
the expenses. It also meant the possibili-
ty of lessened prenatal care and
heightened risk to the mother, the fetus
and, eventually, the newborn."

After a series of federal policy
changes last October, Kentucky's
Medicaid guidelines were modi.icd to
allow as many as 7,000 additional
mothers and children to becoine elig:'/le
for the program. However, last fall’s
changes did not address the potential
mid-pregnancy loss of eligibility,

*“This action should ensure continuous
access to medical care under Medicaid
for the term of a client’s pregnancy and
for up to 60 days after birth, regardless
of any interim change in the household
eligibility status,’” Cowherd said. “It's
just another tool in our fight to reduce
Kentucky's infant mortality situation
and increase our prenatal and well-chld
efforts.”

Commissioner Roy Butler of the
cabinet's Department for Medicaid Ser-
vices said adjusting Kentucky's policies
to allow for uninterrupted eligibility will
not cause a significant inerease in costs
to the program.

“We had prepared for this action last
fall when the program initially was ex-
panded to the 7,000 additional women
and children,” Butler said. “‘Our
original cost estimate of $6.5 million to
extend the Medicaid coverage shouldn’t
be affected by this policy change."

With less than a week ago in the
regular session of the 1988 General
Assembly, the emphasis has often
swung like a pendulum between a varie-
ty of constitutional amendments in-
cluding the lottery to the budget.

MAIL-ORDER PLANTS

Your mail-order plants should be ar-
riving soon, ready to plan! outside. Bul
what if there's a cold snap, a rainy spell,
or if you're just too busy fo plant them
right away? Here's what The Betfer
Way in Good Housekeeping's April issue
suggests:

If you've ordered bare-root plants,
you'll get a twiggly-looking piant with a
root system and buds or small shoots.
Roots are usually packed in moss or
wood chips, then wrapped in plastic or
moist newspaper. Some femporary
measures, good for a week or two: First,
moisten the roots if they look dry. Then
put your plants in a cool, dark spol; it
will keep them dormant or non-growing.
The roots must stay moist so keep the
root packing in place and moisten when
necessary.

Container-grown plants may look
twiggy, too, but they may arow faster
than barercot plants. To hold them un-
til planting, place them in a dark, cool
area, and keep the soil moderately
moist. Don’t overwater—they don't need
as much water as indoor house plants.

Unemployment Rate
Increased In January

Kentucky began 1988 with the first
single-digit January unemployment rate
since 1981, but the usual post-holiday
decline in department store jobs and
wintertime. cuts in outdoor work still
helped drive jobless rates up in 113 of the
state’s 120 counties.

The jobless rate in the Big Sandy
district rose from a revised 12.2 percent
in December Lo a preliminary 14.3 per-
cenl in January. Rates ranged from 11.3
percent in Martin county to 19.3 percent
in Magoffin county, as all of the district's
counties reported double-digit rates.

The monthly sample of claimants of
unemployment insurance benefits show-
ed 40.1 percent had worked in mining,
16.7 percent in construction and 16.0 per-
cent in trade.

According Lo a report on employment
trends issued recently by the Cabinet for
Human Resources, six counties reported
lower unemployment rates from
December to January.

Compared to January 1987, 85 Ken-
tucky counties had lower jobless rates
and 33 counties had higher rates.

Sevenly-pine counties reported
unempleyment at 10.0 percent or above,
up from 56 in December but well below

the 87 double-digit reports in January
1987,

Kentucky's chief labor market
analyst, Ed Blackwell, attributed higher
jobless figures to normal, seasonal fac-
tors. "Many of these job losses, such as
those recorded in education when
schools are on semester break, are tem-
porary and last for just a few weeks,"”
he said. "*Others, such as construction,
could last several months."”

The state unemployment rate rose
from a revised 8.2 percent in December
toa preliminary 9.5 percent in January.
The last time Kentucky recorded a
single-digit rate at the beginning of the
year was January 1981 when the rate
was also 9.5 percent, In January 1987 the
state jobless rate was 10.5 percent,

Nationally unemployment rose from
5.4 percent in December to 6.3 percent
in January, The comparable state and
national rates are not seasonally
adjusted.

Orange Juice: Made in the USA

By DORIS S, SANCHEZ

There's a good chance that the glass
of orange juice you had with your
breakfast this morning wasn't “made in
the USA." In fact, it could have been im-
ported from Brazil.

Bul research at the U.S, Department
of Agriculture may remedy thal. Three
new orange varieties developed by
Agricultural Research Service scientists
should help U.S. growers capture more
of the domestic orange juice market
they now share with imports.

The npew varieties—Sunslar,
Midsweet, and Gardner—have better
juice color than other varieties and will
supply the fresh as well as the process-
ing market, according to C.J. Hedrn,
planl genenticist at the U.S. Hor-
ticultural Research Laboratory in
Orlando, Fla, The new varieties are also
comparable in yield to the highest-
yielding commereially grown varieties.

But their major appeal to growers and
processors is that they can challenge a
market niche now filled by imported
juice—more than $400 million worth so
far this year, mostly from Brazil.

The new varieties, released in
September, are “‘midseason’ oranges
thal ripen from mid-January through
March for the processing market.

By centrast, Florida's early-season
Hamlin ripens from late December Lo

early February; the late-season Valen-
cia, from late April through May. Many
Pineapple orange trees, Florida's ma-
jor midseason variety, were killed off by
frost in recent years, which increased
the domestic demand for imports.

About 93 percent of Florida's 1986-87
orange crop (on-the-tree value of $520
million) was used for orange juice. Part
of the import need, Hearn said, is due to
Hamlin's insufficient color to meet
Grade A juice standards. Valencia often
is mixed with Hamlin to improve juice
color. (Agricultural Research Service,
.8, Department of Agriculture)

She began covering events in the
White House in 1961 during the Kennedy
presidency.

She has
received the Matrix Award from the
Women in Communications and was
named one of the 25 most influential
women in America by the World
Almanac in 1976.

Nothing else can provide
the special flavor buttermilk does to
biscuits, carnbread, fluffy pancakes and
other Southern favorites.

For many, the thought of buttermilk
evokes memories of making butter the
old-fashioned way. Churning butter was
no easy task, but the result was well
worth it—fresh homemade buller and
the remaining fluid called buttermilk,

Colonial homemakers brought to
America the chore of butlermaking-
churning a cool cream in a deep wooden
tub with a long-handled dasher. Milkfat
particles, or butter, separated from the
flud, which was drained off for useas a
beverage or cooking ingredient, The in-
ventive homemakers discovered many
ways to ufilize the baking potential of the
buttermilk.

Despite the flavor and moistness but-
termilk adds to cooking, it is low in fal
and calories. The fat goes into the but-
ter when it separates from the milk. And
for those who count calories, that's good
to know, Buttermilk is also nutritious,
supplving substantial amounts of protein
and caleium.

Today, buttermilk is made by adding
a special culture to milk, usually skim
milk which contains less than 0.5 percent
fat, Churning is no longer necessary
hecause the culture added to the milk
creates the same characteristic tang of
churned buttermilk.

Most buttermilk sold in the U.S. is
made from skim milk and contains on-
ly 90 calories in eight ounces, as com-
pared to whole milk which contains 150
calories. Low-fat milk (2 percent milk
fat) has 120 calories in eight ounces,
Manufacturers sometimes add flecks of
butter to the buttermilk, which increases
fat content slightly, but it’s still general-
ly less than 1 percent milk fat. Be sure
to check the buttermilk labels on
grocery shelves for nutritional informa-
tion on fat and calorie content.

To catch up on a few facts about cook-
ing with buttermilk, read the following
tips

» Buttermilk will keep for as long as
two weeks after purchase. Its acidity
retards growth of spoilage bacteria. The
date stamped on the carton is when the
buttermilk should be withdrawn from
retail sale, but does allow additional
storage lime in the consumer's home,

« Although the finished product may
not be as flavorful, when there’s no but-
termilk on hand and a recipe calls for it,
the following substitution can be made:
In place of 1 cup of buttermilk, add
enough regular milk to 1 tablespoon
vinegar or lemon juice to make 1 cup.
Then let it stand 5 minutes.

» For Southern-style fried chicken:
Dip or soak chicken pieces in butter-
milk, roll in seasoned flour and fry
Serve with Buttermilk Biscuits.

FAMOUS BUTTERMILK BISCUITS

2 cups sifted Martha White Self-Rising
Flour

1 leaspoon sugar

1/4 teaspoon baking soda

1/3 cup Snowdrift shortening

1 cup buttermilk

Melted butter

Preheat oven to 425°F. Sift together
flour, sugar and soda. With pastry
blender or two knives, cut shortening in-
to flour mixture until mixture resembles
coarse crumbs. Stir in buttermilk.

SSI Recipients Must
Report All Changes

People in the Big Sandy area who
receive Supplemental Security Income
(SS1) payments have an important
responsibility to report any change in
their circumstances which could affect
the amount of their payment. Jim Kel-
ly, Social Security director for the Big
Sandy Area said recently.

Not only must the reports be made,
bul it is very important that they be
made as soon as possible after the per-
son knows something has occurred, Kel-
ly said.

Late reports can result in over-
payments, which must be repaid, and
they can also result in a penalty.

People getting SST must report:

—Moving or change of address.

—Any change in the household—
someone moves into or out of the home.

—Entering or leaving an institution.

—Improving of a blind or disabled per-
son’s condition.

—Leaving the United States for 30
days or more.

—Marriage, divorce, or annulment of
marriage.

—Any change in income—starting
work or wages increase or decrease.

—Any change in resources owned—
opening a bank account with the SSI
recipient shown as joint owner,

—A drug addict or alcoholic stops
trealment.

Although SSI is administered by the
Social Security Administration, money
to make SSI payments comes from
federal general revenues, not Social
Security taxes.

More information about SSI reporting
responsibilities can be obtained at the
Big Sandy Area Social Security office,
localed on U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg
and Paintsville. The telephone number
is listed in your local telephone directory
under U.S. Government. The people
there will be glad to answer any
questions.

Plant Rhubarb/Asparagus Now
For Harvests Years To Come

Two garden specialities—rhubarb and
asparagus—need to be planted now for
harvest in two lo three years.

“Rhubarb and asparagus are cool
season garden favorites that produce
year after yvear if they are well establish-
ed’in a permanent location," said Mary
Witt, University of Kentucky Extension
horticulturist,

Rhubarb erowns should be planted as
soon as ground can be worked easily
Usually, that is March 1 in Western Ken-
tucky and March 15 in Eastern
Kentueky.

Rhubarb erowns should be planted
aboul two inches below the soil's surface
and about three to four feet apart. Make
sure the soil is well drained and the loca-
tion is a permanent one, since the plants
will bear for five lo seven years, she
said

If a well drained site is not available,
she recommends rhubarb be planted in
raised beds.

“Rhubarb plantings do better if the
planting site 18 first prepared by work-
ing in well rotted manure, If manure is
unavailable, use a complete fertilizer
suchas 10-10-10 at the rate of two to three
pounds per 100 square feet,” she said.

Mulching again in the fall with rotted
manure will help boost spring produc-
tion. Harvest can begin the seeond year,
but should be limited to & one to two
week period. After the second year,
harvest can be eight Lo 10 weeks long,
Witt said,

Foot Problems Seen
In Dairy Cattle

When animals are domesticated and
made to conform to an environment
created by man, other changes are often
pnecessary to maintain the animal's
health.

An example is the horse shoe. As the
horse evolved into a beast bred to fill
some of the needs of mankind, the horse
shoe was developed also, enabling the
animal to perform more efficiently with
less damage to the hoof,

Now, it's the feet of dairy cattle that
need attention, as the animals are evolv-
ing from creatures of the field and
pasture to beasts of confinement.

Some of the changes in Lheir lifestyle

%cludes a different diet, more wetness,
less space and exercise, a harder sur-
face on which to stand—and often, more
foot and leg problems.

While not all foot and leg problems
may be caused by or related direetly to
hard surfaces, enough are so related
that a checklist of preventive measures
that can be easily utilized seems
appropriate.

Some preventive measures include:

Reduce the abrasiveness of new con-
crete before cows have access loit, and
make old concrete less slippery by
grooving il. In addition, keep cows on
dirt as much as praclical, with a set time
each day if possible. Separate dry cows

om the milking herd and keep them on

gaslure or dirt lots,

Use a clean footbath containing a cop-
per sulfate or formalin solution daily (or
less often if it works).

Routinely trim and inspect the feet,
remembering to also view the bottom of
the hoof. Many ‘“‘normal appearing”
hooves are found to have bad spots, heel
erosion or severe wear when they are
picked up and inspected.

Inspect lame cows al the first sign of
problems, and routinely inspect all cat-
tle that have heen known to have foot
problems.

First Garden Vegetables
Should Be Planted Soon

Although it's still too early to plant the
stock-in trade garden vegetables—such
as tomaloes, beans and corn—it's just
the right time to plant a other garden
favorites: the cool season ones.

Mid-March to mid-April is the time to
plant the cool season garden, which in-
cludes cabbage, Brussels sprouts,
kohlrabi, turnips, broccoli, peas, car-
rots, collards, and lettuce, among
others, according to Mary Witt, Univer-
sity of Kentucky Extension
horticulturist.

Each of these vegetables needs to be
planted early in the growing season
because they stop producing when hot
weather comes, she said.

Cabbage, cauliflower, broccoli and
Brussels sprouts probably should be set
from transplants, rather than seed, at
this time in the growing season, Witt
said, Peas, carrols, collards and lettuce
can be grown from seed in the garden,

If it is impossible to plant these cool
season crops now, she said, a [all'plan-
ting will produce well. Planting in mid-
to late-July will usually yield a good fall
crop.

Witl suggests those interested in plan-
ting these cool season crops to ask their
county Extension agent for a copy of
HO-63, Home Vegetable Gardening,

ches deep in well drained soil, more
shallow in heavy soil.

Each crown should be al Jeast 18 in-
ches from any other crown. Once
established, Witt said, asparagus plan-
tings may last 15 Lo 20 years.

The asparagus planis should not be
harvested until the second year and Lhat
harvest should be restricted to three (o
four weeks. After lhe second vear,
harvest can last eight to 10 weeks, she
said,

Witt said that information about how
to grow both rhubarbs and asparagus is
available in HO-63, Home Vegelable
Gardening in Kentucky, available {ree

Cool Season Flowers
Perfect For Spring

Cool season flowers can brighten up a
humdrum landscape, and home
gardeners should be just about ready to
start preparations for them.

What are cool season flowers?

Snapdragons, pansies and ornamental
cabbages are some. They should be
transplanted outdoors about March 20,
Others such as pentunias and pol
marigolds should be transplanted April
10 and chrysanthemums and French
marigolds can be planted April 20.

Cool season plants thrive in cooler
temperatures, said Robert Anderson,
Extension horticulturist with the Univer-
sity of Kentucky College of Agriculture
Some will tolerate a light frost and
others can even tolerate temperatures
down lo 24 degrees

Plants which have difficulty tolerating
frosts should be planted around April 20,
he said.

“Cool season plants can be used in a
variety of ways," said Anderson. "‘They
can be planted in patio containers or as
bedding plants. Also they can be used as
cut flowers."”

Anderson said all plants need to be
located in sunny spots for at least five
hours each day. There are also some
that thrive in shaded areas during the
summer.

““Cool season plants will decline in late
June," Anderson said. “‘Scheduling your
alternate garden plantings is essential
to maintaining landscape beauty."

Anderson said most growers use one
of three basic technigues to enjoy a co-
lorful garden throughout the summer
and fall,

*They plant warm season annuals
among cool season plants. This will
allow constant coverage of the area with
little replanting.

*Or they remove cool season plants in
late June and replant with warm season
annuals that will live until fall.

*Or they remove cool season plants in
late June, replant with warm season an-
nuals, and then replant cool season
plants in fall (late August),

To Check On Their Refunds

Tele-Tax is an IRS program which of-
fers recorded tax information by
telephone on over 150 federa) tax sub-
jects. Taxpayers can also use Tele-Tax
to find out the status of their refunds
This automated refund information will
be avallable after March 15.

Kentucky taxpayers who have not
received their refunds within 10 weeks
of the date they filed their tax returns
can call the toll free number
1-800-554-4477 to check on their refunds.
Those who filed their tax returns elec-
tronically can check on the status of
their refunds by calling the same
number. Refund information on elec-
tronically filed returns will be on the
system within three to four weeks after
these returns have been transmitted.

Individuals using the Automated Re-
fund Information System should have a
copy of their tax return available since
they will need to know the first social
security number shown on the return,
the filing status and the exact amount
of the refund.

State To Combat
School Dropouts

Kentucky is one of 10 states that will
spearhad a national battle Lo reduce the
school dropout rate, Governor Wallace
Wilkinson announced.

*'It is unaeceptable that 20 percent of
the nation’s voung people do not finish
high school. It is appalling that the
dropoul rate in Kentucky (in 1985-86,
32.8% of the 9th graders did not graduate
four years later) is almost twice the na-
tional rate,” Wilkinson said,

That is why Kentucky will join teams
from nine other states o explore and
develop ways ta combat this problem
that “undermines not only our educa-
tional efforts but our whole society,”
Wilkinson added.

The teams of educators, employment
specialists, social workers and citizens
from the 10 states will work with na-
tional experts in a series of planning ses-
sions during the next year. The intent is
Lo draw up comprehensive national and
state policies to prevenl more dropouts
and to assist those who already have left
school prematurely, the governor said.

The Governor said Kentucky is spen-
ding $2 million this school year on 77
dropoul prevention projects. Some
reduction in the statewide rate has been
noted in the last several years; but the
problem continues to be severe,
especially inrural areas, Wilkinson said.

The national study group entitled
Policy Academy: State Strategies for
Dropout Prevention was developed by
the Council of State Policy and Plann-
ing Agencies under the sponsorship of
the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services Youth 2000 Initiative
and in cooperation with the National
Governors’ Association.

Kentucky was chosen because its ap-
plication demonstrated our desire to
“‘drastically reduce the dropout rate by
pooling resources from all public and
private groups fo create innovalive pro-
grams,"” Wilkinson said.

Other states chosen to participate in
the Policy Academy are Minnesota,
California, Illinois, Maryland, Mississip-
pi, Nebraska, South Carolina, Virginia
and Vermont.

Policy recommendations for the na-
tion’s governors including proposed
legislation are expected Lo be presented
next spring.

Commodities Loss
To Hit in April

Kentuckians who receive cheese,
honey, non-fal dry milk or other
foodstulfs through a federal surplus
commodities program will be getting
less, and in the case of some ilems, none
at all beginning in April.

The U.8. Department of Agriculture
has notified state officials that Kentueky:
will recejve no more shipments of honey
and rice and that the last committed
shipment of cheese and nonfat dry milk
will be received in April, according lo
Commissioner Mike Robinson of the
Department for Soeial Insurance, which
administers the federal program in
Kentucky.

“By the time May distributions begin,
the Temporary Emergency Food
Assistance Program (TEFAP) will of-
fer only butler, cornmeal and flour,"
said Robinson. The only exceptions
would be in areas where previously-
delivered supplies have not been
exhausted.

The reductions, which affect food
allocations to all states, resull from the
Department of Agriculture's determina-
tion that the nationwide dairy surplus is
now too low to continue commodity
distributions at previous levels.

The federal government's Food and
Nutrition Service (F'NS) has informed
the state operaling agencies that, star-
ting in May, the only assured com-
modities for distribution will be butter,
corn meal and flour

“FNS won't know what commodities
will be available in June until next
meonth," said Robinson, “For us, it's just
a wait-and-see sitnation, FNS is
monitoring the cheese and milk surplus
to determine if those produets will be
available after May,"”

TEFAP was created in 1981 to reduce
the nation’s huge dairy surplus. Late last
year, FNS announced that demand for
the commodities plus the reduced dairy
surplus could mean elimination of por-
tions or all of the program in 1988.

Gov. Wallace G. Wilkinson, Cabinet
for Human Resources Secretary Harry
J. Cowherd, M.D., Robinson and other
officials have been lobbying Kentucky's
congressional delegation to find options
for extending the program.

In the meanlime, the Department for
Social Insurance has asked distribution
agencies—in most cases, area develop-
ment districts and community action
agencies—to take steps such as redue-
ing individual household allotments to
stretch commaodities in stock as long as
is possible and fair Lo the clients.

Robinson said the TEFAP euts may
force surplus commodity recipients o
look elsewhere to supplement food
supplies

“While most affected Kentuckians are
also eligible for food stamps, other op-
tions that should be logked into include
school breakfast and lunch programs
and nutrition programs for the elderly
at senior citizens centers,” he said,
“'Others may qualify for the Women, In-
fants and Children (WIC) nutritional
supplement program which is available
through local health departments.”

Many people may turn to local agen-
cies such as food pantries, communily
welfare centers or social ministries for
help, but that may cause problems as
the demand for supplementing family
food supp]wb Erows,

Social Security

Let The Buyer Beware

Today, I would like to discuss with our
audience an old Latin phrase used in
business law—caveat emptor. It means,
let the buyer beware.

The reason I bring this up is because
there are some direct mail solicitations
made to the elderly and the disabled,
preying on their fears that Social Securi-
ty is not financially stable and that there
are serious efforts underway to dilute
the protection that Social Security
benefits provide.

The pitch is made that if our older
Americans would send in a contribution,
these direct mail outfits would take care
of the problem. This is why we al Social
Security say, caveat emptor—let the
buyer beware.

Available information suggests that
little of the money contributed to these
organizations is used for the stated pur-
poses of lobbying to represent the in-
terests of Social Security beneficiaries,

Apparently, much of the funds raised
by the first mail'solicitation are plough-
ed right back into additional mail
solicitations, designed to reach an even
wider audience, using the same scare
tacties,

These appeals are disturbing because
they make our job at Social Security to
educate the public about the financial
soundness of the Social Security system
and to restore confidence in that system
more difficult.

The Commissioner of Social Security
has stated both before Congress and in
public appearances and inlerviews
around the country that one of the top
priorities of Social Security is to restore
public confidence in the Social Security
system and to assure the current 37
million Social Security beneficiaries and
the 125 million workers who pay into the
system that the system will meet its
obligations now and into the future, as
it has done for almost half a century.

In spite of the efforts of so many to
assure that the Social Security system
is financially sound, older Americans
continue to receive fundraising appeals
suggesting that their Social Security

It's been around for a long time and
is caused by a well known agent, Strep-
tococcus equi, yet it remains a potential-
ly serious disease among horses.

It’s called “‘strangles,’” and while on-
ly horses, mules and other members of
the horse family are affected, it can
wreak havoe if it breaks out in a barn

,or stable.

The organism is transmitted through
the purulent discharges of infected
animals, and those discharges can con-
taminate the environment, including
mangers, fences and water tanks. The
discharges remain infective to other
animals for months.

Young horses are most frequently af-
fected, however susceptible horses of
any age inay develop the disease, Stress
tends to make a horse more susceptible.

Infected horses stop eating three to six
days after exposure, and may drool. It
is painful for them to swallow. A
temperature of 106 degrees (normal is
about 100 to 101 degrees) is not unusual.
Swelling may occur in lymph nodes near
the jaws and the base of the ear, which
will usually burst and drain a creamy,
blood-tinged pus within five to seven
days. Temperature will likely return to
normal then. The horse will likely lose
weight during the period when the
temperature is elevated. Affected
animals are infectious for at least four
weeks after onset of the disease.

Most infected animals will develop an
immunity to further infections.

Very few horses dies from ‘‘strangles”
and when death does occur it is usually
from pneumonia, severe internal
abscesses or asphyxiation caused by
blockage of the larnyx or pharnyx by an
abscess.

Treatment is effective and ranges
from hotpacks to speed maturation of
the abscesses to penicillin and other an-
tibioties to kill the causative agent. A
vacecine is available, however
veterinarians usually recommed isola-
tion of horses added to a band until it can
be determined that the animals are free
of Strep equi.

Your veterinarian is your best source
of help. He is qualified to treat the
disease as well as to map a strategy for
preventing it on your farm. Veterinari-
ans are kept up to date on com-
municable diseases in their area in
order to more effectively help you con-
trol disease on your farm.

benefits may be in jeopardy unless they
contribute to some organization
dedicated to protecting their interest.
Unfortunately, the very existence of
these organizations rests on their abili-
ty to raise funds by perpetuating the
myth that, in one way or another, the
Social Security system is “‘threatened.”

Another one of our concerns at Social
Security is the solicitation practices of
certain ‘‘document service™ companies
that offer, for a fee, assistance in such
services as applying for a Social Securi-
ty number, updating Social Securily
records to reflect a married person's
change of name, or requesting a record
of a worker's earnings. Social Security
does not change for these services.

The document services themselves
contribute very little to the process. The
forms they ask their users to complete
are essentially identical to the forms the
Social Security Administration uses. The
document services act solely as in-
termediaries in a process that simply
does not require the assistance of a third
party and may, in fact, simply delay the
process. p

Our concerns are that some people
may needlessly be paying for services
that the Social Security Administration
provides free of charge and that these
businesses promote their services by
fostering a false impression that either
Social Security will not provide certain
services or that it is difficult for the
public fo obtain them.

Remember folks, Social Security pro-
vides its services free of charge to the
public. For those of you who receive a
direct mail solicitation telling you other-
wise, just remember, ‘‘caveat emptor—
let the buyer beware."

Too much lead in the human body can cause serious
damage to the brain, kidneys, nervous system, and red blood
cells. The greatest risk, even with short-term exposure, is to
young children and pregnant women. ‘‘Lead levels in your
drinking water are likely to be highest:

—if your home or water system has lead pipes, or

—if your home has copper pipes with lead solder, and

—if the home is less than five years old, or

—if you have soft or acidic water, or

—if water sits in the pipes for several hours.”

The Beaver Elkhorn Water District does not have lead ser-
vice lines or other lead-containing materials in our distribu-
tion system. The water in Beaver Elkhorn Water District
water supply is not in violation of the current standards. The
water in your own house piping may be. It is the responsibili-
ty of the customer to pay for testing for lead in their own house
piping.

You can reduce the possibility of consuming water with high
lead concentrations by the following:

1. Flush cold water pipes before drinking—10-30 seconds.

2. Use only water from cold water pipes for drinking, cook-
ing or preparing baby formula.

3. Lead pipes and service connections can be replaced.

4. Insist that only lead free materials be used in repairs or
new plumbing.

deserve a share of the credit,” Dr. Grote
added

*‘While the data does reflect a number
of new students, it also demonstrales
that the University’s efforts at retaining

W students already here is begining to pay

dividends,”' he said.

Substantial enrvollmenl gains were
seen at the freshman/transfer and
senior class levels,

Interpreting Nutrition News Part 1

Nutrition is in the news. People in
search of a nutrition oriented lifestyle,
nutrition consumers, are a ready au-
dience. Radio, television, and print com-
munications are alive with bits and
pieces of nutrition information targeted
for the nutrition consumer, However,
the full message of the role of balance,
variety, and moderation is often over-
shadowed by sensalionalized nutrition
“news"

Translating mixed messages becomes
a major role for nutrition professionals
such as the nutrition education con-
sultants of the Dairy & Nutrition
Council-Mid East. Susan Spain, a
registered dietitian on the Charleston
area staff notes, *"The audience known
as nutrition consumers include all ages,
socio-economic groups, and education
levels. Each person and even each ma-
jor group has unigque needs. The mix of
the audience and the complexity of the
subject are frequently ignored in the
process of lrying to provide one message
applicable to the entire audience. The
resull is a consumer trying to personal-
ly apply infermation which may not be
practical or relevent lo his or her own
needs,"’

One example is what Mrs. Spain
describes as “‘the single nulrienl ap-
proach.”” Frequently, the interpretation
reached by the consumer is thal sup
plements of the latest fad nutrient are
surely necessary

An example involvesesearch efforts
on & type of fat component, Omega-3 fat-
ty acids. It is news when researchers
report that populations such as Green-
land Eskimos eal large amounts of fal
yet have low incidence of hearl disease.
Investigators have identified the
possibility that a component of a type of
fat, found in cold water fish and other
marine mammals, may be significant in
lowering blood cholesterol levels, The
result has been an interest in fish oils,
specifically those containing Omega-3
fatty acids. To some nulrition con-
sumers this has been incorrectly
translated to considering the sup-
plementation of diet with fish oil
capsules.

The issue is far from being resolved
The evidence seems Lo be in favor of in-
cluding 2-3 servings a week of such fish
as mackerel, salmon, tuna, or other cold
water ocean fish. At the current time
there is no recommendation lo consume
the oil without the fish since researchers
are unclear as to the benefits or risks
associated with such an approach!
However, the *'single nutrient ap-
proach’ leads people lo ignore the
balance of diet in favor of adding the
supplement,

120 Ky. counties
too many for the
modern world

Kentuckians are tired of sceing
thewr state ranked so low among the
states in individual income, schoals,
industrial progress and national
recognition. They want & better state,
a better economy, better schools,
more efficient government,

The trouble is that they refuse to
vote that way. In a high-tech age,
they cling to antique politics and
practices, This was the message
repeatedly given by government
experts to the recent conference of
the Shakertown Roundiable study-
ing the status of Kentucky.

A case in point is the state consti-
tution, a horse-and-buggy document
usually called the worstin the United

Shakertown
Roundtable

States. It was written 1891, when
Kentucky was torn by hatreds lin-
gering from the Civil War. Feuds
still bloodied the mountains.
Farmers distrusted banks and cities.
Whites and blacks clashed. Former
Confederates distrusted Unionists and
vice versa. There was deep distrust
of state government. especially in
pro-LUnion Eastern Kentucky, which
saw Frankfort as dominated by
former Confederates. [t was this
atmosphere of suspicion and hostil-
ity that led, in 1900, to the assassina-
tion of Governor William Goebel,
the only U.S, governor to be assassi-
nated, a mad act which further split
the state, weakened the Republican
party and bred factions among the
Democrats,

So it is not surprising that the
Constitution producédin 1891, unlike
the U.S. Constitution, was designed
not to guide government but to res-
trict and limit it It has complicated
the task of governing the state ever
since

The constitution saddles the peo-
ple with government agencies and
state officials no longer needed, It
makes more difficult the job of
governing our cities, deprives them
of home rule, denies them the right
to expand, or make laws governing
their own affairs. It saddles the tax-
payers with 120 counties, many of
them no longerof any use, imposing

on their taxpayers a heavy burden

and poor services, It has made it
hard to modernize the legislature.
We have had to get around the con-
stitution in order to keep our state
universities and hospitals open. It
hampers the state’s efforts to offer
modern government services to the
business and industry the state needs.
It builds the impression that Ken-
tucky is backward.

The voters refuse to change Ken-
tucky’s constitution, or get a better
one, They are like prisoners refusing
to be set free.

The county system is as out of
date as the constitution. There was
some reason for having so many
counties back in the last century
when they were formed. Roads were
bad, when there were roads. People
needed a county seat close enough
to allow them to travel to the court-
house and get back home in a day or

two, and to give them the protection
of law enforcement by the county
shenff.

Those conditions have disappeared,
but the 120 counties remain, They
have no place in the modern world.
They prevent the move toward
modern, efficient government. Many
are too small or poor to. afford
decent services. Their schools are
starved for lack of enough taxable
property, and further weakened by
the infamous House Bill 44, which
limits increases in property taxes on
which the schools depend. County
elections are shot through with
crookedness, corruption, and machine
and family domination,

The constitution makes good
county government almost impossi-
ble. For example, jails have become
a major problem; many counties
can't support one. And administra-
tion of the jail is made harder by the
fact that responsibility for the jail is
shared by the county judge, the she-
riff and the jailer, none of whom has
clear responsibility or control.

Last year 18 counties found them-
selves unable to pay their bills. State
officials worry that by this summer
as many as 40 - one-third of our
counties - may be, for all practical
purposes, bankrupt. They can expect
little help from a state that is facing
its own deep money problems, with
revenues over the next two years
predicted to be $450 million less
than budgeted expenditures.

The crisis might be eased by inter-
county agreements that could pro-
vide joint jail, fire, police, ambu-
lance, landfill or hospital services.
But in the long run only a new consti-
tution, consalidation of counties and
repeal of House Bill 44 can bring
real progress to Kentucky. If Ken-
tuckians really want a better state,
they can have it. But they have stead-
fastly refused salvation.

New Chemicals Used
For Termite Control

Chlordane and heptachlor, the most
common pesticides used to control ter-
mites for the past 40 years, were taken
off the market last year. As a result pest
control companies have now turned to
other chemieals to keep the pests at bay,
according to Chris Christensen, Univer-
sity of Kentucky Extension
entomologist.

““‘Homeowners should know that new
chemicals will be used and that these
newer chemicals may not provide the
long lasting protection that chlordane
and heptachlor did,"” Christensen said,

One chemical being used to control
termites is Dursban TC, an
organophosphate that has been used for
several years and whose track record in
controlling the pests is excellent, he
said.

Another class of pesticides, more
recently released for use in controlling
termites, are the synthetic pyrethroids.
Two commeon brands, Christensen said,
are Dragnet and Torpedo, both of which
stay stable in the soil and provide pro-
tection for several years following
treatment.

Still another synthetic pyrethroid that
may be used is Tribute, which has fen-
valerate as its active ingredient. It, too,
should keep termites away from the
house for several years, the en-
tomologist said.

‘‘Because the synthetic pyrethroids
are newer on the market, their track
record is not as extensive as some of the
older produets, but one treatment, if pro-
perly applied, should last for five
years,” Christensen said,

He said that “‘we may be entering a
new era in pest control, with retreat-
menl necessary every few years,"

The chemicals used to control ter-
mites are put into the soil to act as a bar-
rier Lo thwart invasion of termites. How
long the newer chemicals will remain
stable in the soil is nol known yet. It may
be that they will prove to be as stable as

Reds Out To Halt Three Years Of Second

The Big Red Machine is back?

It has been said over and over again
and over and over again the Cincinnati
Reds [ail to finish in their expected posi-
tion, falling short of returning to the
glory years thal revolved around the
teams known as the Big Red Machine

Cineinnali, under the direction of now
Detroit manager Sparky Anderson, won
more division litles than any other club
in the 1970s, and appeared in four World
Series’ battles.

Fans, baseball analysts, and the
genéral public have expected the Reds,
with their obvious talents, lo recapture
that past winning magie.

But it hasn't happened. Winning
hasn'l been a problem, they just can’t
seem to win when it counts the most.

In each of the past three seasons, Cin-
cinnati has found themselves in the thick
of things in the NL West, only to fade
from glory in the final few games.

Last yvear the Reds led most of the
season, but a four-game sweep by éven-
tual winner San Francisco eventually
broughl doom to Cincinnati. Those four
loses on the Wes! Coast proved to be the
turning point as the reds went from divi-
sion leader to second place, finishing six
games behind the Giants,

Once again Cincinnati supporters are
whispering the thoughts of a pest-season
appearance. But unlike the past couple
of years, the confidence may not be
total

The Reds did little in assuring anyone
of their capabilities to uphold the ex-
pected, even though they had, and still
do, the besl team in the race.

Pilching proved Lo be their downfall
last season, as well as losing second
baseman Ron Oester. The Reds' stallf,
made up mostly of relievers turned
starters and journeymen Llhrowers,
finished as the fourth worst in the Na-
tional League, besting only the staffs of
Atlanta, Chicago, and San Diego

Bul the organization figures they have

solved thal problem, and they very well
could have

Cincinnali, loaded with young infield
talent, shipped shortstop Kurt Stillwell
and pitcher Ted Power to Kansas City
in exchange for Angel Salazar and Dan-
ny Jackson,

Salazar, a shortstop, isn’t expected to
help much, but Jackson should. With a
team that he should have sued lor non-
support, Jackson finished with a 9-18
record.

But wait just a minute. Jackson had
a 4.02 earned run average, more than
respectable in the designated hilling
American League. No other Reds'
regular starter had a better ERA, and
none had more strikeouts than did
Jackson, 152 in 224 innings,

Cincinnati averaged 4.8 runs per
game, and even if Danny Jackson, a lef-
ty, matehes his sub-par performance of
last year, the combination of a little pit-
ching and a lot of hitting should equal
close to 20 wins,

With the Reds, Jackson will join Tom
Browning, 10-13 with a 5.02 ERA, Den-
nis Rasmussen, 4-1 after joining the
Reds, Ron Robinson. 7-5 and a 3.68 ERA
as a starter and reliever, and either Jose
Rijo, Mario Soto, or Guy Hoffman in the
starting rotation,

Rijo was obtained along wilh Tim
Birtsas in the deal that sent Dave
Parker to the Oakland Athletics, He was
27 with Oakland, but is said to be a pro-
mising 22-year-old.

Soto, who was one of the best
righthanders in baseball, has battled
arm trouble the past couple of years, but
has shown hope and promise in spring
training. Guy Hoffman, another
southpaw, won nine games last year for
the Reds

The bullpen, with John Franco, Rob
Murphy, Frank Williams, and a host of
others, seems as solid as any in baseball
The lop three relievers of a season ago
were 20-10 with over 40 saves.

Kansas, Oklahoma Out To
Make All Big Eight Final

Can Kansas continue its Cinderella
run? Will Oklahoma'’s defense be enough
to slow down Sean Elliott and Steve
Kerr? If the answers are yes, then Mon-
day’'s NCAA Championship may belong
to the Big Eight Conference, and the Na-
tional Title will remain in the greatl
Midwest.

Kansas. the lowest seed still alive in
the tournament, takes on Duke in Satur-
day's first national semi-final
Oklahoma plays Arizona in the day’s se
cond game. Led by college basketball's
Player of the Year Danny Manning, the
Jayhawks have eased through the
Midwesl Regional and into the Final
Four. It is the second time Kansas has
been to the Final Four in the pasl three
seasons. Manning has scored 58 points
in the last two Jayhawk wins, but his ef-
forts, as has those of Kansas, have come
against questionable competition. Kan
sas beat Xavier, Murray Slate, and
Vanderbilt on their way to the regional
finals. And Sunday, Manning again led
Kansas lo victory, this time over in-
trastate rival Kansas State for the right
to go to Kansas City and the NCAA's
Final Four. Manning, although he was
held well below his average in both
points and rebounds, paced the
Javhawks with a game high 20 points
Scooter Barry, a sub who had averaged
2.8 points per game, added 15 points to
the winning effort.

Kansas State, an upset winner over
number one seeded Purdue Friday, had
opened up a five point lead late in the
first half but Barry drilled a three-
pointer with two seconds left, trimming
the advantage to 29-27. The Jayhawks
fell behind again in the second half, 34-27
early. Bul that didn’t last long. Mann-
ing hit a jump hook at 13:34 and Kansas
had worked their way into the lead. He
followed that up with another bucket,
putting the Jayhawks up 4542, They
never trailed after that, marching on to
a 71-58 win, one that propelled them back
into the Final Four,

In 1986 Kansas reached the Final
Four, only to bail out against Duke in
their [irst game, Again the Javhawks
and Blue Devils tangle. Again Danny
Manning squares off against Danny
Ferry

Manning has beenselected as the na-
tional Player of the Year. Ferry has
been chosen as the ACC’s Player of the
Year. Manning, 6°10", averages 24
points and 10 rebounds per game, Ferry,
6'10"" averages just over 15 points, but
led Duke in scoring, rebounding, and
assists the past two seasons just to men-
tion some of his team contributions.
Ferry, as a freshman, bested Manning
71-67 in 1986. But that wasn't the last
time the two players and their suppor-
ting cast met, Back on February 20 Man

‘ning scored 31 points, but Kansas lost to
Duke 74-70 in overtime. Ferry scored 20
points, but guard Quinn Snyder proved
1o be the Blue Devil hero, tossing in a
team high 24 points. So it might not rest
tatally on the shoulders of the stars.

v

Their supperting casts may in fact write
the final seript, But regardless, all eyes
will be on the matchup of the two all-
American performers.

Duke knocked off Temple, the nation's
number one rated team, Saturday, to
reach the Final Four, They were led by
guard Kevin Stickland’s 21 points

Game time for the Kansas contest is
sel for 5:30 Saturday. The winner will
meel either Oklahoma or Arizona in
Monday night's championship game,

Arizona, a former number one team,
has apparently peaked at the ap-
propriate time-tournament lime. The
Wildcats, 34-2, have beaten four op-
ponents by an average of 26 points in the
NCAA tourney. Included in that was an
18-poinl defeat of North Carolina
Sunday

Arizona, trailing by two at halftime,
outscored the Tar Heels 44-24 in the se-
cond half to pull off a 70-52 victory in the
championship game of the West Region,
Sunday. With under 10 minutes left in the
game the Wildeats led by only five
puoints, But when all American forward
Sean Elliott hit back to back jumpers the
Wildcats sprinted out {o a 5546 advan-
tage with 5:50 lefl.

Tom Tolbert, Arizona’s 6'8"" center,
cashed in on a pair of layups and with
4:01 remaining in the game the Wildeats
tield an 11-point advantage. The final
four minutes were merely a showcase of
Arizona talent verses North Carolina
disappointment.

But don’'t feel sorry for the Tar Heels.
They have only one senior, Ranzino
Smith, or their squad. The Wildcats, as
impressive as they have seemed, may
find that final twosome much more
elusive than the Final Four.

Oklahoma has been just as impressive
during their run through the regional,
and against more respected opponents.
The Sooners, of sooner press than nol
philsophy. beat four lourney opponents
by an average of 19 points, And those op-
ponents included Auburn, Louisville,
and Villanova. U.T. Challanooga in the
opening round wasn't worth mentiomng,

Oklahoma, 34-3, averages over 100
points per game, but is known more for
its defense than offense. The Sooners
score more points off their defense than
by running designed halfcourt plays

Harvey Grant and Stacey King, the
powers of the paint, are Oklahoma'’s top
offensive threats. But they play offense
defensively so their guards, Mookie
Blaylock and Ricky Crace, could be
regarded as the top offensive players.

Oklahoma strives on turnovers.

Arizona rarely makes turnovers, Steve
Kerr, the Wildeat point guard, averages
less than one turnover per game. And
the rest of the team is almost as good
Hut the Sooners have a way of desiroy-
ing good offensive tearns, and if they do
in Saturday's second game, and if Man-
ning can pull off another caped perfor-
mance, the Big Eight just might own the
(Championship Monday night.

Pat Perry, picked up from St. Louis,
did not give up a run in 13 mnings of
work after coming to Cincinnati. The
61" 170-pound southpaw was 5-2 combin-
ed last season,

Even with Jackson, Rasmussen for a
full year, and Soto on the apparent
mend, pilching remains the biggest
thorn in the Reds’ baseball side.

Cincinnati can score runs, and they
can play defense, but it doesn’t
guarantee wins, especially when the
team ERA 15 4.24, and the starting rota-
tion completes only seven games.

Highlighted by a voung, fast, and
powerful outfield, the Reds are as strong
at the eighl regular positions as any
team in baseball, with the exception of
maybe the Big Apple teams.

Kal Daniels proved to be an explosive
leadoff hitter, although he doesn’t like
to do it. He hil 334 in 108 games, drove
in 64 runs, most of them coming when
he was moved down in the order, and
blasted 26 homeruns.

Daniels, who shared time in leftfield
with Tracy Jones, should have his posi-
tion fullime. Jones, playing against left
handers, will move to rightfield and
share that spot with Paul O'Neill.

Eric Davis owns centerfield, from left
ta right, and from the infield dirt Lo the
outfield fence. He hit 37 homeruns last
year and stole four with leaping grabs
in center,

All told, Cincinnati’s four outfielders
hit 80 homeruns, drove in 236 runs, and
stole 109 bases. The only problem they
have there is the fact that only three at
a time can play.

And the best thing about them; Tracy
Jones turns 27 tomorrow; Paul O'Neill
just became 25 last month; Kal Daniels
15 24, and Eric Davis is 25,

For some backup, Cincinnalti cancall
on tested and true Dave Collins or
second-year player Lea Garcia.

But youthful talent doesn’t end where
the infield dirt begins. Barry Larkin is
now the regular shortstop at 23, Jeff

Cincinnati has defense al third base in
perrenial gold glove winner Buddy Bell,
and power at first base in Nick Esasky.
Bell also hil 284 with 17 homeruns.
Esasky, finally finding a permanent
position, responded with 22 homeruns
and 59 runs batted in

Bo Dias gave the Reds punch and
defense behind the plate, driving in 82
runs and serving as a solid backstop. He
18 supported by second year player
Terry McGriff, who has been compared
by many to Johnny Bench.

With these numbers and their obvious
talents, there is little reason to wonder
why manager Pete Rose had his starting
eight established even before the Reds
opened camp in Florida, They have
speed, and those who don't have speed
have power, but most have both. The
situation is more than hopeful around
Cincinnati, ;

And that may even pick up when the
season’'s second month comes. That's
when Ron Oester becomes eligible.
Oester, the Reds’ longtime starting se-
cond baseman, severely injured a knee

last season, and was nol re-signed dur-il
ing the winter. ;

However, he was invited back and
worked out with the leam during spring
training. When Oester went down mid-
way of the season, Cincinnati held a big
lead in the West. Without Oester, that
lead disappeared rapidly.

Even without him, Cincinnati is ex-
pected to challenge in the West. With
him back al full strength, they could
even run away and hide from the rest of
the pack,

It all begins Monday afternoon when
they open up at Riverfront Stadium
against St. Louis, the defending Naliona*
League champ., .

Digest, wrote.

His message is certainly understood
here. There are no more eras of the Big
Red Machine, and the Lumber
Company.

No major league teams go to lengths
n providing a prognosticator the luxury
of simply penciling in their name and
resting assured that the pick will come
true. Repeating is a thing of the past,
and even when you have the talents of
a New York Mets of last year, the cer-
tainly of winning can disappear in a
burst of speed known as the SL. Louis
Cardinals.

But thal's what makes the sport ex-
eiting and interesting, and that's what
makes the task of picking the winners
such a challenge—even maybe an em-
barrassmenl come October.

It doesn’t matter, though. Being
wrong is merely an opposite of being
right and opposites attract, Even though
all of our projected winners from last
year finished second, we’ll still go about
our task of previewing, predicting, and
projecting the upcoming baseball
season

It's nothing scientific, and a huge staff
isn’t used. No compulers are used and
mega-bueks aren't spent in determining
that Cleveland will be the best team in
the American League East. That's a
cheap shot at Sports [llustrated in case
you didn’l recognize it,

Several trades were made by several
teams who were tired of finishing
somewhere other than first, and Los
Angeles, Cincinnali, and Oakland are
the cities who dealt-the most, and prob-
ably got the mosl in return.

The Dodgers, long recognized as hav-
ing one of the best starting pitching
corps in baseball, opened up the pocket-
book and signed a couple of hard hitting
outfielders, and a shortstop who can
play defense,

Kurl Gibson, 24 homeruns and 79 RBIs

for Detroit, arrives on the scene to pro-
vide much-needed fire power. He joins
Pedro Guerreo, .338 with 27 homeruns,
Mike Marshall, .294 and 72 RBIs, and
Mike Davis as power threats.

Davis, also signed as a free agent, hit
22 homeruns for Oakland last year.
Alfredo Griffin, one of the AL'S top
shortstops, was brought over in a trade
with the Athletics. The Dodgers lost Bob
Welch in the deal, but solidified their in-
field, a sore spot for a long time. Grif-
fin also hit 263 last year,

The pitching is strong, if not the best
around. Los Angeles had the second best
earned run average in the National
League, and with the addition of reliever
Jesse Orosco to the bullpen, their start-
ing combination should be much better.

Bul the Dodgers did lose Welch, That
won't hurt them much, but it will cer-
tainly help Oakland. The Athletics also
added Dave Parker from the Reds, and
could be one of the most explosive teams
in the American League.

Mark McGwire hit 49, Jose Conseco
hit 31, Dave Parker hit 30, and Carney
Langsford hit 19, That's quite a punch
in the middle of a lineup,

On the mound they have 20-game win-
ner Dave Stewarl, Bob Welch, and Curt
Young, who won 13. If their staff can
keep Oakland close, their big bats will
win more than they lose.

The Kansas City Royals are getting
old, but they added shortstop Kurt
Stillwell, 22, and they have Danny Tar
tabull, an impressive young outfielder
who hil 34 homers last year. Bo Jackson
is still around, and he hits baseballs as
hard as linebackers and cornerbacks.

Floyd Banaster has been added to the
pitching staff, and his 16 wins with the
White Sox last year should increase this
season, '

The Royals will be tough, but they pro-
bably won't stay with Oakland, and will
finish second behind the Athletics. Min-
nesota will fall from grace, all the way
o the three spol.

New York, in the Easl, 15 just as ex-
plosive as Oakland, maybe more so

Strengths Are Evident
For Talented Blackcats’

On May 15 of last year Russell
Shepherd stood beside Allen Park’s first
base dugout, looking on as his team
played out the final few scenes of a
familiar Prestonsburg show.

Shepherd, the mild-mannered
Blackeat baseball coach, watched calm-
ly as Prestonsburg recorded the game's
final out, defeating McDowell and as a
result, earning their 15th trip to the
regional tournament in the past 17
years,

Talent, luck, and guestionable com-
petition have all contributed to
Prestonsburg’s success. Last year the
Blackeats came into the districl tourna-
ment with a nol-so-impressive 8-16
record, but managed to get an easy
ticket to the regional tournament when
Betsy Layne and Allen Central, the
district’s top two teams, drew each other
in the first round,

In the past Prestonsburg hasn’t exact-
ly been tested in the district. But that has
all changed. With the building of
baseball programs at Betsy Layne and
Allen Central, and the strides taken at
McDowell, the Blackcats find
themselves facing sliffer counly
competition.

But just when the competitors step
forward, Prestonsburg flexes ils
baseball muscles, shows off its enor-
mous talents, and becomes one of the
region’s highest rated teams.

The Blackeats, although their 11-17
finish wasn't anything to brag about,
return several players who started last

vear. Included in that is the entire pit-
ching staff, which could be one of the
best in Kentucky.

They have power and they have
finesse. They have quality from both the
left and the right arm. and they go at
least five deep in their starting rotation.

Prestonsburg’s pitching staff carried
them to the semi-finals of the regional
tournament last year, before losing to
Paintsville when Joey Griffith limited
the Tigers to only three earned runs, The
Blackeats losl 4-1. l

*Joey Griffith, a senior and a four-'.!
year starler, is one of the besl in the
region,”” Shepherd said of his out-
fielder/pitcher. “‘At everything,”' the
coach added.

Griffith finished with a 34 record last
season, but displayed his true abilities
against Paintsville in the regional
tournament,

“He gave up only four hils against
Paintsville, That was probably the
fewest hits they had all year,” Shepherd
said, reflecting back on last season.
“Two of those came with two out after
he had walked a couple batters and had
to groove it."

Griffith, a lop-nolch defender in center
field, also hit well over .400 last season.#
The senior lefthander is expected to an-
chor the Blackcats pitching staff.

But he should have plenty of support
on the mound. Todd Justice, another
hard throwing lefthander, enjoyed suc-
cess last season and threw five shutout

Collins, a sophomore who broke in to
the starting lineup because of his defen-
sive abilities in the middle of the dia-
mond, is regarded as the best defensive
shortstop in the district.

But Shepherd says Collins might be
moved to second base.

Record Year For State’s
Turkey Restoration Effort

Kentucky forest land received 919 wild
turkeys this winter, a record breaking
season for the wild turkey restoration
program administered by the Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources

Fifty-seven sites were stocked in 51
counties, bringing the lotal to 112 coun-
ties across the Commonwealth that now
hfnf& wild turkeys. Six of the remaining
counties have relatively poor habital
and are scheduled (o be stocked next
year if suitable sites ean be found.
Fayette and Bourbon counties are less
than four percent forested and are con-

sidered not to have any turkey habitat.

According o George Wright, turkey
program coordinator, several factors
were involved in this year's successful
restoration effort. The most important
was thal other states worked hard o
meel long-standing obligations to Ken-
tucky lor wild turkeys

“Our involvemenl in wildlife ex:
changes with other states really paid off
well this year," said Wright, referring
to the department’s recent praclice of
trading river otters for wild turkeys

“We received several hundred birds
from states that had contracted with
Kentucky for wildlife trades over the
past few years. These slates were
behind in supplying turkeys, but made
up a good part of the deficit this season,"
Wright added.

A total of 740 wild turkeys were ac-
quired from oul-of-state sources, while
the remaining 179 were live-trapped and
relocated by department personnel. The
in-state efforl was also a record for a
single wild turkey trapping season

“This exceplional year has put us
ahead on the statewide restoration effort

six or seven years,” said Wrght

“In a normal year. we relocate aboul
250 hirds, and we released almost [our
times thal many this season. Since
reproduction takes place three years
alter release, we calculate a gain ol six
or seven years over whal would occur
from an average season,” said the
biologist.

“We'll probably never have another
restoration season like this one, since
our out-of-state sources fulfilled most of
their prior obligations. | expect we'll
receive the remaining 140 or so birds
next spring.”” Wright said.

After the remaining contracts are fill-
ed, Wright plans to negotiate for more
out-of-state sources to continue the wild
turkey restoration. Areas with suitable
habital to support larger flocks will be
targeted for additional turkeys.

“We wanted to be as fair as possible
with the initial statewide distribution of
wild turkeys,'" said Wright, ““and after
we've released birds in the last six coun-
ties, we'll return lo areas with several
hundred miles of turkey habitat.”™

Turkey season in Kentucky is just a
few weeks away, and should prove to be
another record harvesl season, The
number of turkey hunters in Kentucky
woods on opening day April 20 will be
over 5,000, and according to Wright that
figure is growing about 25 percent each
year.

Sportsmen should remember the ef-
fectiveness of turkey restoration, or any
similar program. relies heavily on the
observance of game laws. Poaching Is
the most detrimental factor to the
establishment of huntable game popu-
lations.

Your blood pressure is up and you
can’t keep it down? Or maybe you're
under such stress that you can’t sleep?
Perhaps you've simply lost any sense of
purpose in living”

Have you tried a companion animal?
Ongoing research is providing data that
indicates that a companion animal isn't
good only for the kids, bul has significant
benefits for adults as well,

Generally speaking, it has been known
for centiiries that the non-judgmental af-
fection of an animal for a human was
good for the human, Now, there seems
to be more to it than just a hunch or a
folk-wisdom tradition. Recent studies in-
dicate thal companion animals help us
relieve stress and depression. Caring for
animals takes our minds off of ourselves
and thereby relaxes us. Studies have
shown that merely putling a cat or dog
reduces blood pressure significantly.

Hear! attack patients whose families
include pets which are loved have been
shown to have significantly longer sur-
vival times than patients whose families
don’t have pets. Evidence is mounting
thal having and caring for pets helps
people live longer.

For the elderly, caring for an animal
can give life a sense of purpose. Pet
therapy has helped withdrawn persons
interact first with animals and then
through the animals with other people,
This has been shown to be especially ef-
fective in nursing homes, where pet
therapy also provides a pleasant diver-
sion in otherwise routine schedules.

A pet can also provide companionship
for persons who live alone, and may
funetion as an effective security system
as well,

For the young, feeding and caring for
a pet teaches responsibility regarding
others. It offers a way 1o teach a mean-
ing to life, how to cope with aging and
death, and in explaining reproduction to
children.

There can be disadvantages, however.
For persons on a fixed income, the ex-
pense of feeding a pet may become a
burden. So can vetérinary care in some
instances.

Bul some animals require less expen-
diture than others, some demand less
outdoor activity, some are less active
than others.

If you're considering a pet for yourself
or members of your family, talk with
your velerinarian first. Your veterinari-
an can give you an idea of which pets
might best match the people you have
in mind or their lifestyle, can lell you
how much caring for the pet will likely
cost per year, and otherwise help you
make a wise decision,

Forty years ago, an important
sports barrier was broken. It wasn't
one of strength or of speed but of
color. It was the vear Jackie Robinson
became the first black baseball
player in the major leagues,

In commemoration of that his-
toric event, the Jackie Robinson
Foundation and Coca-Cola USA
have produced a major, multi-media
exhibition of archives, artifacts and
memorabilia from the baseball
legend's illustrious career.

In this age of the tele-
phone and the television,
the personal letter may
be growing obsolete, But
when you don't have a
phone or a TV and you're
in Vietnam, 6,000 miles
from a friendly face, you
rediscover the intimacy
and satisfaction of put-
ting pen to paper.

It's ironic that this vid-
ev  version of “Dear
America,” based on the

book of the same name,

“simulations,”

Likewise, all the letters
are authentic.

“Dear Aunt Fanny,"
writes Second Lt. Sandy
Kemper. "“This morning,
one of my men turned to
me and pointed a hand
filled with cuts and
scratches at a plant with
soft red flowers and said,
‘That's the first thing ['ve
Seen today that didn't
have thorns on it.' The
plant was representative
of Vietnam. It is a coun-
try of thorns and cuts,
guns and marauding, of
little hope and of great
failure, Yet in the midst
of it all, a beautiful
thought, gesture and
even person can arise,
waving bravely at the
death that pours down
upon it, Someday this
place will be burned by
napalm, and the red flow-
er will ecrackle up and die
among the thorns. Yet
that [lower will always
live in the memory of a
tired, wet Marine.”
“Dear America" is to
Vietnam documentaries

what Michael Herr's
“Dispatches” was to
Vietnam literature.

Through the anguish, the
hope, the eloquence of
these letters, the speecial
speaks with candor and
simplicity. And if these
were good enough for a
grunt's girlfriend in Any-
town, USA, they should
be good enough for us:

Just take
a drive in the country on one of these
warm evenings with your car window
rolled down, What do you hear? From
ponds, ditches, and puddles across most
of the state come the clear, piping
whistles of our liny heralds of spring, the
Spring Peepers.

‘r_'i‘i!tm' responsible for this spring
rallelujah!) ehorus, It inflates its whole
one-inch long body to produce a high
whistle with a slight upward slur at the
end thal can be heard for half a mile.

Requirements Proposed
For Emergency Braking
Of Mining Vehicles

The Labor Department’s Mine Safe-
ty and Health Administration (MSHA)
has proposed a rule to require automatic
emergency-parking brakes on rubber-
tired self-propelled electrical face equip-

ent used in underground coal mines.

The proposed rule would set perform-
ance standards and a compliance
schedule for installation and retrofitting
of automatic emergency parking brakes
on designated equipment. The rule
would apply principally to shuttle cars,
scoops and battery powered tractors
which travel Lo the face where the coal
is being mined.

The automatic emergency parking
brake would engage when there is a loss
of power to the self-propelled equipment,

nd could be activated by the equipment
erator in emergency situations.

The rule intends to address dangers
faced by miners working on or around
rubber-tired self-propelléd eleccric face
equipment in limited spaces where a
miner might be pinned or squeezed be-
tween two pieces of equipment or be-
tween equipment and the walls of the
mine,

A 1978 MSHA study of all haulage and
machine-related fatalities in under-
ground coal mines between 1966 and 1977
showed that automatic emergency park-
ing brakes could have changed the out-
come of many of those fatal accidents.

‘,Wm'e recent information for the
1977-1978 period shows some decline in
fatalities in accidents of this type. The
proposed rule is aimed at reducing such
accidents even further.

The agency had published require-
ments for automatic emergency brakes
on rubber-tired, self-propelled electric
face equipment in 1973. The rule was
suspended in 1974, however, because of
inadequate technical specifications for
design eriteria and inadequate stopping
criteria for emergency brakes.

Current information indicates that the
technology for automatic emergency
barking brakes is available and is being
used by some equipment manufac-
turers. Providing automafic emergency-
parking brakes on rubber-tired, self-
propelled electric eguipment is,
therefore now feasible.

Written comments on the proposal
must be submitted on or before May 2.
Written comments should be sent to the
Mine Safety and Health Administration,
Office of Standards, Regulations and
Variances, Room 613, Ballston Tower
No. 3, 4015 Wilson Blvd. Arlington, Va.
If a public hearing is requested MSHA
will publish a notice of hearing dates and
locations and will announce issues rais-
ed in the comments received.

The Spring Peeper's last name, crucifer,
means one who carries a cross as in a
church procession, and this little fellow
does carry an obvious dark cross on its
back, which distinguishes it from other
treefrogs, Like other treefrogs, Peepers
have liny adhesive dises on the end of
their toes that help them eling to stems.

Spring Peepers are found across much
of Kentucky, although they are rare in
the Jackson Purchase Region; the frogs
vou folks are probably hearing in that
area are Chorus Frogs. Chorus Frogs
don't really “‘peep’’ like Spring Peepers:
their call resembles the sound produe-
ed by dragging your thumb across the
teeth of a small plastic comb. Chorus
Frogs emerge from hibernation several
days earlier than Peepers and prefer
breeding ponds in open areas, whereas
Peepers prefer moist wooded and
brushy habitats.

Spring Peepers emerge from hiberna-
tion usually in early March and gather
in noisy breeding groups about shallow
lakes, woodland ponds, and roadside dit-
ches. They keep up their loud ruckus
every night through the breeding
season, which extends through April and
sometimes on into late May, during
which time the female deposits her eggs.
The eggs soon hatch into tadpoles, and
the tadpoles metamorphose into tiny
frogs. After breeding, the adults
gradually leave the pools and return to
the surrounding woodlands where they
spend the summer eating insects.

Frogs are just as important in nature
as flowers and birds. They serve as food
for many other wild animals, like minks,
raccoons, owls, hawks, herons, and
many fish species. Their most important
benefil is that they eat millions of pesky
insects, Several years ago, pollution af-
fected ponds in parts of Europe causing
the frog population to drop sharply. As
a result the number of insects sky-
rocketed and heavily damaged many
Crops.

Celebrate spring in Kentucky with the
glorious sight of crocus and daffodils,
the sweet fragrance of the first warm
spring rains, and the happy singing of
thousands of Spring Peepers. Remem-
ber that not all of Kentucky's native
wildlife and plants are having it as easy
as these tiny frogs. Some are in need of
our protection. You can be a part of this
protection effort by donating to the
Nongame Wildlife/Natural Areas Fund
when you file your state income taxes,
It is all the different components of
nature in Kentucky that make it so
special!

Tax Return Must Be
Filed For Deceased

A taxpayer's death does not necessari-
ly mean that a federal income fax return
is no longer required in his or her name,
according to the Internal Revenue
Service.

1If a 1987 tax return is required and a
taxpaver died before filing the return,
his or her spouse or personal represen-
tative must file and sign a return for the

ecedent. A personal representative
can be an executor, administrator, or
anyone with legal responsibility to take
care of the decendent’s affairs. Even if
a return is not required, but the tax-
payer had tax withheld, a return should
be filed to ebtain a refund.

If the surviving spouse did not
remarry before December 31, a joint
return can be filed. Also, joint returns
for 1987 and 1988 can be filed if the tax-
payer died in 1988 before filing a 1987
return.
