Worned about their 
children and farnihes, Howard and Ber· 
tha Hackworth and Mrs. Aaron Howard 
and others, got busy making phone caUsl 
meeting with other restdents, and noli· 
tying government agencies. 

Howard got no help from the county 
government, but State Representative 
Greg Stwnbo called Willard Stanley, 
head of the Department of Mines & 
Minerals. Chris Perkm's office also 
assisted on the federal level. Finally, 
after numerous inspect tons, lhe state's 
Dtvision of Abandoned Lands, hired Bet­
sy Layne contractor Randall Blackburn 
to remove the burnang slag. Work 
~arted February 15. 

Now that the work IS done, residents 
couldn't be happier. Howard lauds the 
construction company-Coalfields 
Reclamation-for thetr work, and the 
state government for approvmg the con· 
struction money Darvine Bryant serv· 
ed as foreman on the JOb, and Granl 
Derossett oversaw it for the state. "They 
did an excellent JOb Everyone IS very 
pleased," Hov.ard lSaid. "Too see the 
b1ggest eyesore on Stone Coal Creek 
removed ls quite gr~ttifying . Jl seems 
like no expense was l>pared.''

Patton Outlines 
Incentives Aimed 
At Industry Boost 
By Joe Porter 

Lo11kmg for economic development 
and a suhstarttial nev. economy for the 
area, P1ke County Judge-Executive 
Paul Patton spoke at the Big Sandy Area 
Development Board meeting Monday 
mght and encouraged support for the 
Depressed Counties Progrnm. 

"If 11 's going to he succe~sful it's up 
to the leadel':' to sell thetr individual 
communltieli to manufacturing in· 
dustnes,'' Patton said of the program 
which he developed dln'ing his camprugn 
for Lieutenant Governor and lobbied for 
during the General Assembly. 

The Depressed Counties Ecunomic 
Development Program passert the 1988 
General Assembly with the full support 
of Governor Wallac•• Wilkmson, who 
called tt, "a landmark piece of 
legislalton-the best part of the legtsla· 
bon is that it will let the counties provide 
jobs and economic development to 
enable them to stand on their own feeL. • · 

The program will offer lucrative in­
centives to recruil manufacturing planiS 
into U1e slate PaUon summariz~ the 
program by .saying that m most cases a 
manufactunng compan} could obtam 
the land and building mcluding utilities 
to run them at no cost. Tax rebates and 
a job development .Assessment fee would 
be gr.anted the company for the hfetime 
of ~bonds which w11l be suld to finance 
the (.i~'"Ojec:, but "the cornJ)<lny can't get 
more in 1·ebates than the cost of lhe 
land" 

Patton told the meeting that 65 of the 
120 state counltes qualify as depressed, 
and comprise 34 percent of the populn· 
lion and .J5 percent of the total 
unemployment; in the state these coun· 
ttes have an unemployment average of 
14 percent. By defimtion a depressed 
county must bave had an unemployment 
rate above the state average for four out 
of the last five years. 

The program will beadmimstered l)y 
the "Kentucky Depressed Counties 
Economic Development Authority," 
which will seU the bonds to buy the land, 
build the buildmg and put in necessary 
utilities to get the faculty ready for the 
company lo begin production. The com­
pany will then make payments to the 
Authority to retire the bonds No state 
money will be used to make bond pay· 
ment, but the bonds will be exempt from 
state taxes and possibly federal taxes. 
Patton is hoping the five-member 
authority will be appointed by Governor 
Wilkinson b) July 1. He expects the 
Secretary of Commerce and Setretary 
of Finance lo be named memoors and 
possibly one !rom eastern and one from 
western Kentucky, Another aspect that 
will also have to be worked (IUt is 
whether the Jaw is t.'Onstitutional The 
Pike Judge-Executive expects a frtend· 
ly SU1l will be filed Lo settle the question, 
but said, "We think 1t wtll hold up." 

Patton calls the program a po nsk 
economic incentive package for the 
state. since it will only gl\'e these lncen· 
tives if the company in fact creates and 
mamta1ns JOOS 111 the state "I don't 
believe it gives us advantage over cen­
tral Kentucky," he said, "but it gives a 
chance to be more equal."

ISSUed by the federal Food and 
Drug Administration notice of 
which was released this week by 
the agency 

Accordmg to the federal warn­
mg. the Brite Life-labeled ipecac 
syrup may contain iodides tincture 
as a result of mtslabeling by the 
company The syrup in question ts 
of lot number 004715 with the ex· 
piratton date of7·92 and such bot· 
ties may be identified by the 
presence of a plastic applicator. 

The ipecac syrup labeled Hum· 
co may contain a poisonous 
amount of eucalyptus oil, which, 
considered safe in Its application 
m such thmgs as nose and cough­
drops and vaporizer compounds, 
can be fatal in concentrated 
amounts. 

Both medicmes are usually con· 
tained in one--ounce bottles.

mine portals'' which, according to the 
federal statement. "is slipping toward 
the residence and garages of Mancie 
Bentley." <Mrs. Bentley's late 
husband.) 

Actually, mud, rocks and trees have 
been not only slipping toward, but onto 
the Bentley homeplace since around 
1970.

The situation is frustrating for 
residents who would just as soon not 
have to drive past mouldering garbage, 
rusting appliances and decaying bodies 
of discarded domestic animals. It is par· 
Licularly frustrating for Floyd County 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo. 

Stumbo realizes full well lhl• 
seriousness of illegal dumping in the 
county but efforts by the county to 
thwart or even discourage such activi· 
ty have brought lilUe result. Referring 
to the KY 114 dump, Judge Stumbo said 
the county ecology officet·. Cleveland 
Tackett, has watched the dump site dur· 
ing early morning hours and at night. 
but those who discard their refuse at 
such places are wary. ''A fellow who 
dumps illegally is like a thter m the 
night," he commented. 

Stumbo sa1d Tackett "runs the roads" 
all over the county trying to apprehend 
offenders ''in the act." That's the only 
way an arrest will hold up in court," he 
pointed out. •·we often gel people's 
names from letters or envelopes in these 
dumps,'' Stumbo continued, "but 1t's not 
the nght kind of evidence for a convic­
tion.'' He added that it is customary to 
write residents whose names are found 
to emphasize that the activity is, indeed, 
illegal 

Stumbo said the county had not clean· 
ed up the KY 114 dump and suggested 
!hat stale b1gbway cre"'-s may have ac 
complished the work. Kirby Json, chtef 
dtstrict highways engineer for tht' 
Pikeville District, however, would not 
confirm whether tne state had carrwd 
out tl1e work or not. Stumbo sa1d the 
county had cleaned up the area about a 
) ear ago but that ' people were dump 
mg again in two or three days "

Should Parents Buy War Toys? 
Rocket launchers. grenades. ~hotguns 

and 1\1-IGs are not only national defense 
weapons. they are also some of the 
many so-called "war toys'' available in 
a typical toy store. The debate over 
whether or not parents should buy these 
toys for their children is addressed in the 
May bsue of PTA Today, examines the 
National PTA's award-winning maga· 
zine 

For parents who are undectded about 
whether or not to buy a war toy for their 
child, Karen L_ Bauer. ass1stant pro­
fessor and director of earlv chtldhood 
and elementary education at \'ilia Maria 
College tn Erie. Penn., suggests con­
stdenng both stdes or the contro\'ersy, 
the child's needs and the opinions of 
experts. 

"However. the decision of whether or 
not to purchase war toys ts even more 
dafficull because experts in child 
development disagree on Ute etlects war 
toys ha,·e on children." says Bauer in 
her article "War toys : To buy Ol' not to 
bu)'? '' 

One side of the debate contends that 
while not every ch1ld who pla)s w1th war 
toys will commit a violent act, such play 
makes violent actions a little more like­
ly. 'According to this position. ag. 
gressive play increases aggressive 
behavior. ·• says Bauea·. adding, "The 
rehearsed aggression becomes one way 
the child learns to respond to conflict .. 

chald ps)ChologLsl. "Adult5 need to 
und(·~tand the distmct10n between en­
couragml{ children to be aggressive and 
allowing I ht!m lo use loy weapons in 
ways that are important and meaningful 
to them" 

Bettleheim believes that ''playing 
with toy guns lells nothing about wbat 
a child will do and be later inliJe " He 
sayl:> that a t•hild who plays with blocks 
does not necessarily become an ar­
chilect and one who plays with toy 
weapons docs not necessarily become a 
future kdler. 

The child psychologist maintains that 
parental fear· that a child Will grow into 
a violc•nt adult b more harmful to the 
Nuld than uny amount of play with 
wt'.Bpons. "Many experts believe that 
ha\'lng toy \\eapons is not as important 
a~ the way famihes deal wtth aggres­
sion." savs Bauer. Children raised in an 
atmosphi·re of cooperation, compromise 
and caring will learn these values In a 
natural way, she adds. -

l:.!auer also notes that children engage 
in mock fighting wllhout the aid of war 
toy:, and that many sticks have become 
"guns" and beanbags have been 
translormed into "grenades." "A lack 
of access to sophisticated weapons does 
not eliminate children's imitation of 
adult violence.'' Bauer writes

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The job beeame larger and more com· 
plicated though, once tbe company got 
mto it. It was thought. when started. the 
job wouJd require only a couple of 
weeks' work ; it ended up taking a 
month-and-a-half. They first estimated 
6.000 'ards of slate would have to be 
removed ; they ended up hauling away 
10,000 yards . The fiery slate was also a 
bigger problem; they had to pump 
thousands of gallons o{ water on lt to get 
it down below 100 degrees before they 
could move 1t Then after moving the 
slag, they graded the slope, covered 1t 
with topsoil. and seeded it with grass. 
''They turned it Into a park." Howard 
said. "Everyone is satisfied with the 
way it looks.' 

Three dump trucks stayed busy haul 
ing the slate away. and to make use of 
tt as fill, the company buill extended 
parking lots for the Garrett Volunteei' 
Fire Department and the Old Regular 
Baptist Church near Wayland. Also, one 
Stone Coal resident got hls backyard Cill· 
ed. • 'Quite a few people benefitted from 
their work: ' Howard added. 

Dave Rosenbaum, state director for 
the Division of Abandoned Lands. said 
he was satisfied with the work perform· 
ed at Stone Coal Creek "We've done a 
couple hundred of these projects in the 
last six years, and as long as the funding 
is available we will continue to do 
them." he said.

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Already. according to residents along 
1H. an old refrigerator. a couch and 
other refuse has been deposited. 

There is a serious attitude problem. 
Stwnbo believes, one that might change 
dramatically with a few convictions and 
a few "stiff' fines.

Stumbo said along wide places on old 
U.S. 23 toward Sugar Loaf. the county 
had piled up dirt to make it difficult to 
conveniently pull off the road to dump.

Cow Creek residents 
carried out this year's clean-up about 
two weeks ago with the help of a county 
truck '' We lry to help out with equip­
ment and encourage these local efforts,··

He 9lso pointed to the Floyd County 
Area Chamber of Commerce clean-up as 
a good example of what a coordinated 
etfort can accomplish. An annual. two­
week event, county equipment and per­
sonnel are provided in the county-wide 
effort which is co-sponsored, planned 
and advertised by the Chamber of Com· 
merce. with additional help of the City 
of Prestonsburg In the clean-up, collec· 
Lion sites are advertised and larger 
items. such as discarded appliances are 
picked up.

President Thomas Hereford, Ill, said 
plans are under way at present for tbe 
annual clean-up which is scheduled to be 
carrted out next month.

Hatfields a.nd McCoys grew numerous 
and they intermarrted and hved among 
each other on both sides of the Tug Fork 
of the Big Sandy River, 

Harmon McCoy, instead of sharing his 
brother Randall's sentiment, was the 
leader of the Union home guards. The 
roots of the infamous feud probably 
began wtth the discovery of Harmon 
McCoy 's bullet-rtdden body. Randall 
suspected that ''Devil Anse" was ~hind 
the murder and hard feelings simmered 
between the families long after the war 
until 1880 whom a boiling point was 
reached due to a lawsuit concerning the 
ownership of a razorback hog. 

The Hatfields emerged victorious in 
the court battle with a judgment in their 
behalf and the stage was set for one of 
the bloodiest fueds in Appalachian 
history. Soon aft~r the court decision, 
guns barked that would ultimately lead 
to the death or disappearance of 40 to so 
people and conclude with the bloody con­
frontation dubbed by the yellow press as 
" The Battle of Grapevine Creek." 

When peace finally was restored to the 
dark hollows of the troubled border. 
A1lderson Hatfield, pattiarch of a large 
family. settled on his 15,()()() acres of r1ch 
soiJ and virgin limber and lived the life 
of a respected farmer Death came to 
Hatfield in 1921, ouUiving his bitter 
enemy Randall McCoy who preceded 
him in death by seven years 

In this rugged land with a rigid code 
of honor. Tennis Hatfield or Tennyson, 
after the British poet. cut his teeth on a 
revolver. Sadie Hatfield Click, came to 
know well the code the youngest son of 
"Devil Anse" lived by

Emma Road Worries 
V oieed As Floyd • 
Fiscal Court Meets

A group of concerned Emma residents 
attended last Friday's meeting of the 
Floyd Fiscal Court to voice concerns 
about the condition of roads in their com­
munity and seek help in having road 
work there included in the proposed 
budget for 1988 to '89, which received its 
first of three readings at the meeting. 

County Judge Executive John M. 
Stumbo explained to the group the pur­
pose of the meeting and told them that ~ 
decisions as to how the money wilJ be 
allotted can't be made until the budg-et 
is approved. Although the judge was 
sympathetic to the plighl of tbe citizens, 
he could not commit himself or the court 
to the project until the fiscal court finds 
out how much revenue it will receive. 

Oakley Sparits, an Emma resident, 
said that the damaged condition of the 
road was due primarily to coal truck 
traffic over the last few years. Judge 
Stumbo explained to Sparks that the 
county cannot pave coal haul roads since 
the two inches of blacktop used ca1mot 
accomodate the weight of the trucks. 
Sparks told the judge he believed min-" 
ing was at an end because the mines bad 
shut down adding that the dust is 
unbearable at times and is a definite 
health problem 

The judge executive explained to the 
residents lbat the county is responsible 
tor 465 miles of roads and that the state 
takes $177,500,000 in coal severance 
money 'off the top before the county 
receives any revenue. Stumbo went on 
to explain that the county receives 40% 
of aU monies collected thereafter. 

The only other business conducted at 
the meeting was the transferral of 
$2,400.00 to the jail fund to meet the ~ 
payrolL

"Little Strokes" May Signal Major Stroke, 
Is American Heart Association Warning 

May is National High Blood Pressure 
Month. High blood pressure is the 
leading controllable risk factor for 
stroke. 

About 10 percent of all strokes are 
preceded by "little strokes," according 
to John Fitts, M.D., president of the 
American Heart Association <AHAl. 
Kentucky Affiliate. 

'T'he med1cal term for "litlle strokes" 
is transient ischemic attacks, or TIAs 
A "little stroke'' 1s a warning about a 
possible stroke. 

Of those who have had one or more 
TIAs, 36 percent will later have a stroke, 
according to the AHA. In about 50 per­
cent of the cases. the stroke occurs 
within one year of the 'T'IA. 

A stroke is a form of cardiovascular 
disease It affects the arteries or veins 
of the central nervous system and stops 
the flow of blood bringing oxygen and 
nutrients to the brain. A stroke occurs 
when one of these blood vessels either 
bursts or becomes clogged with a blood 
clot. This causes part of the brain to die. 

'T'IAs result when a blood clot tem­
porarily clogs an artery going to the 
brain. The usual symptoms are like 
those of a full-fledged stroke: 

• Weakness or numbness of the face, 
arm and leg on one side of the body_ 

• Loss of speech. or trouble talking or 
understanding speech. 

• Dimness or loss of vision, parlicuJar­
ly in only one eye. 

• Unexplained dizziness. unsteadiness 
or sudden falls. 

The difference between a TIA and a 
major stroke is that a TIA lasts 24 hours 
ot·less. 

· 'TIAs are extremely 1mportant warn· 
ing signs for a stroke and shouldn't be 
ignored," said Fitts. Prompt treatment 
of these symptoms could prevent death 
o1· disability from a stroke." 

Besides TIAs, the pnmary stroke risk 
factors that can be reduced by treat­
ment are high blood pressure <the single 
biggest factor l. heart disease and a high 
red blood ceU count. 

Elevated blood cholesterol, cigarette 
smoking, excessive drinking, physical 
inactivity. and obesity are secondary 
risk factors

EPA-Dubious Protector 
Kentuck). like a number of other 

states reeently passed legislation to 
place restrichons on the s1ting of hal.ar­
dous waste facilities Kentucky's SB 169 
g1ves local go\·ernments a voice in the 
siting of hazardous waste mcinerators 
This law was developed wllh con· 
siderable input from citizens The 
legislature also passed a wast~ reduc· 
lion bill to establish an informatton 
ct'nter 1.o assistmduslry Wtlh hazardous 
waste reduction . 

In "'ovember 1981, the Atlanta 
regional office of the U.S. Environmen· 
tal Prote<:tton Agency <EPA> began pro· 
ceedings against North Carolina, wht<'h 
also enacted legislation restricting the 
siting of hazardous waste incinerators. 
In January 1988, six members of the U.S. 
Senate Committee on Environment and 
Public Works wrote the EPA ad· 
ministrat.or to point out that federal law 
guarantt>es North Carolina I and all 
states) the right to pass such a statute, 
and that EPA itself was acting "in viola· 
lion of the law.'' 

SubsequenUy, EPA temporar1ly ceas· 
ed the North Carolina action until an 
agency task force could develop a na· 
tional policy on consistency bet ween 
state and federal laws on this 1ssue. 
However, before the task force study 
was completed, EPA-Atlanta wrote a 
letter to Kentucky suggesting th<tt EPA 
might take action against Kentucky as 
it had agam.st North Caroti~ . According 
to the staff of the Senate subcommittee 
reviewing this issue, EPA·Allanta wrote 
Lrus letter without the knowledge of the 
subcommittee or EPA officials tn 
Washington, D.C 

Il is unfortunate that the EPA is resor· 
ling to blackmailtaclics as it bends lo 
the winds of the hazardous waste m· 
dustry It is ironic that EPA should in 
tliate action against North Carolina, 
which has been a leader in developing 
waste reduction programs. ll appears 
that EPA IS determined tol<eep the door 
open to waste handlers bent on deliver­
mg the nation's v.aste to vulllf'!rable 
areas oft he South It would be far more 
productive if EPA's limited resources 
were focused on developing cooperative 
efforts with the states aimed at perma· 
nent solutions to hazardous waste pro· 
blems Kentucky bas taken a strong tn­
tliative m that dtrection EP,\ could do 
v.ell to learn from our state's example.

Seeks Haws Family Info 
It all started in 1!178 with my nephew 

handing me a copy of "Edgar County, 
ll" a history about George W Haws. 
who was born in Floyd county, K) .. in 
1817. He was my great-grandfather. My 
grandfather, who came from Edgar 
county, Okla .• died in 1916. I decided to 
get involved in genealogy and trace 
Azreel Haws, from Floyd county. It 
would take me al&out a montn, maybe 
two {Or so I thoughlJ . 

Since 1978, through the postoffice, I 
have been to the National Archives 
about ten times. which had the name on 
record but no Information; the Floyd 
Couuty courthouse, which provided 
more information than any other 
source. the University of Kentucky 
<newspaper microfilms>; Kentucky 
State Archives, and have consulted 
many histories or Kentucky. I have 75 
sheets or court ri!Cords from Floyd coun­
ty court order book of I80J.l813. Samuel 
Sr. Samuel Jr., Robert and John Haws 
were judges. Sampson Haws, a con· 
stable, resigned in 1811. Azreel Haws 
showed up the same year. We have mar­
nage recorc.h;. ~lost of the marriages 
were periormed by Robert Haws. I have 
a file eabinel full of data for the sub­
name. Haws, whose descendants are 
also in search of kin from Kentucky. A 
Haws descendant from New Mexico is 
looking for John Haws: and we are look· 
ing for our Azreel Haws. 

In Floyd county Order Book No. 3, 
page 26, there is recorded a statement 
by Samuel Haws, concerning his 
Revolutionary War pension, which, 
along with others, was sent to the War 
Department !no record of this in the Na­
tional Archives). The search for the in­
formation we need keeps coming back 
lo !'~loyd county. I have sure learned lots 
aoout your beautiful Kentucky, but not 
too much about the Haws clan. But, it 
seems, everybody's descendants came 
from or through Kentucky 

If someone should know, would they 
please tell me who the parents of Azreel 
Haws were'! Was his father Robert 
Haws (Hawes) who was with Captain 
Mathia:. Harman~ We know they lived 
somewhere around the Licking River, in 
lhe Sandy Precinct. Or were Samuel, 
Sr , and the others hts brothers'~ Samuel, 
Jr, died tn 1811. Sampson went to 
Alabuma in l8H, we believe. Azreel 
came to Indiana in 1820. Last record of 
Sarnuel Haws. Sr .. was in Floyd county 
in 1824. We would like very much to 
trade information w1th anyone in Floyd 
county whose descendants may have 
r:ome this way.

make certain that the request is submit 
led within the specified lime limits. Jim 
Kelly, Social Security Director for the 
Big Sandy Area, said recently. 

lf a request for a review is not submit 
ted before the end of the time limit, the 
person may lose his or her rights to that 
review and may not be eligible for the 
next step in the review process. 

When the last day of a time limit ralls 
on a Saturday. Sunday, or national holi­
day. lhe lime limit is extended to the 
next workday 

A person may not want to take advant­
age or all the review steps, Kelly said.

QUESTION: My mothet· had hreast 
cancer five years ago. Last y~nr two 
tumors were found to have spread to her 
brain. She had radiation treatments 
which stopped I he growth of the tumors 
Now. they are growing agam hut the 
doctor sa~s she has had all the radiatton 
possible. He has put her on steroids to 
reduce the s\\elling in her bram When 
I asked him about ginng her chemother­
apy. he told me he didn't think it would 

• help because the drugs which help tn 
breast cancer would not reach the brain 
because olthe blood brain barrier. Can 
you explain thH• to me? 

ANSWI':H : The blood bram barrtcr is 
a net\\ ork of f1ne blood vessels and cells 
wh1chfiltcr the blood entering the brain 
Tht-se blood vessels allow for the 
passage of food and oxygen mlo the 
bra in and for the return of wasH~ pro 
ducts but no not to allow any toxic 
chem1cals or substances which may 
harm the bram to enter. In most cases. 
this works to our advantage, but in the 
case of anticancer drugs tchemother· 
apyl, it will let few of them enter the 
brain to do their work. 

W Research is currently underway using 
a \'ariety of techniques to deliberately 
disrupt the blood bratn barrier tern· 
poranly to allow chemotherapy to enter 
the brain. In addition to the limitations 
of the blood brain barrier, the growth 
patterns of tumors in the bram may also 
limit the effectiveness or the drugs once 
they are in the brain. Therefot·e, the ex· 
act role of chemotherapy in the treat· 
menl of brain tumors remains unclear 
and will requtre further study. 

QUESTION: Now that I am 50, my 
doctor has recommended a yearly 
mammogram. I have no lumps or other 
signs of breast cancer. I'm quite con· 
cerned about the risk of radiat1on in a 

• mammogram Isn't it true that radiation 
can cause breast cancer? Can you ex­
plain the rationale for a test that might 
cause cancer for a person who has no 
signs of a problem? How can I be sure 
getting mammogram is safe? 

ANSWER: We can understand your 
concern about the value and safety of 
mammograms (breast x-rays l 
However, screening mammograms 
Clooking for cancer in the absence of 
symptoms) are advised for all women 
over 50. on a yearly basis, by both the 
American Cancer Society and the Na­
tional Cancer Institute. 

When used as a screening tool, a 
• mammogram can often detect suspi · 

cious growths when they are very small, 
long before a lump forms that a woman 
or her doctor could feel. If cancer is 
round before a lump can be felt , it tends 
to be small and localized and more 
curable. Small breast cancers which 
have not spread to the underarm lymph 
node:. or elsewhere have a 10-year sur­
vtval rate of more than 90 percent. , 

The radiation exposure from today·s 
modern low dose breast x-ray equip· 
mentis minimal. There is little, if any. 
concern that a mammogram could 
cause a breast cancer to develop The 
risk is outweighed by the much more 

• common occurrence of finding an early 
breast cancer m a woman over 50.

Unusual Viral Disease 
Threatens Kentucky Wheat 

A wheal disease that has been iden· 
tified in Kentucky only once before now, 
has been positively identified 111 a held 
in Marion count) . 

"Wheat streak mosatc \'irus can tnfed 
a field of wheat and in a maHer of days 
after the first symptoms develop reduce 
yields. in severe case:-.. to the point 
where it is no longer economiCal to 
harvest it." said Dick Stuckey, Umver· 
sity of Kentucky Extension plant 
pathologist 

The disease, he said, has been quite 
severe in Kansas and Nebraska wheat 
fields this year 

The confirmed case was reported in 
Manon county and other suspected 
cases are bemg studied. Stuckey said. 
lmhal pathology reports for those fields 
were inconclusi\'e and serologtcal 
samples have been sent to Cornell 
University for further testmg. 

One of the symptoms of the disease in 
elude the yellowing of the top three 
lt~aves of the growing plant. The yellow­
ing is the color of a legal note pad 
Streaking of leaves may be present an 
some \\heat vaneties In the field. the 
plants appear in patches at first obser· 
vation. he said 

fields where the d1sease is suspected," 
'l'o,\nsend said. 

Tile mite also damages the wheat 
plants. causing curling of the flag leaf, 
sometimes so tightJ~ that the emerging 
gram spike cannot break through the 
curl, Townsend said 

The mite has not been extensively 
identified in Kentucky before now. 
although it wal) found in Ohio in 1969 and 
1970, Townsend said. 

If !he disease s trikes a field early, the 
grain sp1kes emerge without grain 
kernels pt·esent If it strikes later, the 
spikes have only a few kernels, Stuckey 
sa1d 

The 1 wo scientists hope lo make a 
pos1tive identification oi what disease is 
infecting the other fields . At that time. 
they w1li ISSUl' n statement concerning 
what farmers can do about infected 
fieldS. 

"Fields that have been positive]) iden· 
tified as being infected by the disease 
may need to be plowed under if the in· 
ft..>stahon 1:0 severe." Stuckey said. 

1'he mite can also carr) the ,·irus to 
corn fields and cause disease in the 
plants 

"Although the cause of the yellowing 
m the fields IS still under investigation, 
we arc sure that it is not a fungal disease 
th<tt can he cured by use of fungicides."

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Old Roses 
Come Into Their Own, Again

''Old roses don't need all that much attention. They 
have to have some sun, and you have to keep the critters 
from browsing. Of course, you don't have many browsers 
in Washington, D.C." Bill Welch lingers over that thought 
ever so tantalizingly and adds, "unless you count the 
lobbyists." 

Dr. William Welch, landscape horticulturist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service, partisan of old 
roses and pluperfect practitioner of legendary 'fexas 
hospitality, is having a little fun with his guests from the 
nation's capital. Sent by the Smithsonian News Service 
to Navasota, Texas, and environs to cover the ninth an­
nual "Old Rose Rustle," this reporter-along with hus­
band Bob, who is handling the horsepower; Pamela 
Puryear, historian and self-described "lily-in-the-field/' 
and Welch-is bound for Weimar, Texas. Moving across 
rolling countryside peppered with oaks, pecans and 
yaupon holly and populated with cattle, fire ants and ar­
madillos, tbe group is on the trail of horticultural history. 

The Texas Rose Rustlers are riding out in all manner 
of vehicles to "round up'' antique roses-many of them 
around for at least 100 years. Some are descendants of 
roses that may have been growing somewhere on Earth 
thousands of years ago. The American Rose Society 
defines an old rose as a variety introduced before the 
debut in 1867 of the first Hybrid Tea rose, the seductive, 
silvery-pink 'La France.· 

For much of the 20th century, the popularity of the 
Hybrid Tea, so farruliar in gardens and flower shops to­
day, pushed the old rose classes with such names as 
China, Gallica and Hybrid Perpetual out of sight. out of 
mind and out of commerce. 

"Thousands of varieties have been lost," Margaret 
Sharpe says. "We know of many that once existed by look­
ing in the old garden catalogs." The chairman of the 
Texas Rose Rustlers is ever optimistic, however. "Occa­
sionally, somebody comes up with one that's been miss­
ing.·· The lure of coming up with a rare find spurs rose 
rustlers on. 

The Texas Rose Rustlers and other rosarians belong 
to a nationwide fellowship. the Heritage Roses Group, 
that aims to preserve, propagate and popularize old 
roses. Once again appearing in a growing number of 
nurseries are such favorites of yesteryear as 'American 
Beauty,· a Hybrid Perpetual that "Diamond'' Jim Brady 
sent actress Lillian Russell by the roomful to express his 
love. 'Old Blush,' a China rose in Europe after 1752 but 
thought to have been cultivated in China for many cen­
turies, is also popular. 

It was love at first sight for Pam Puryear when, in 1969, 
she first spotted 'Old Blush'-although she did not then 
know it by name-in front of an abandoned log cabin. 'Old 
Blush' was. she recalls fondly, "blooming its head off" 
in the thick August heat of central Texas, "and it hadn't 
rained for months. At the time, I was being sweet as pie 
to 'Sterling Silver' <a Hybrid Tea rose), and all I had to 
show for it was three brown sticks." Puryear dug up her 
plentifully flowering pink prize and transplanted it to her 
yard, where it continues its promiscuous blooming ways. 
Thus the appeal of old roses-"A rose should exist to 
please you, not you to please it," Puryear advises. 

It wasn't exactly the War of the Roses, but in years 
past, "old rosers'' and the American Rose Society folks 
haven't been on the same side of the garden fence. "Those 
fellows wanted to grow these exotic things with leaves as 
big as your hand and blooms like cabbages," Puryear 
says. describing the ARS emphasis on extravagent 
Hybrid Teas. 

''The ARS was started by nurserymen and growers who 
were interested in marketing new varieties," Barbara 
Whitford, the chairwoman of the Society's Old Rose Com­
mittee relates. "But times change, and today the ARS is 
much more accepting of old roses than it used to be. We 
have the Hudson Old Rose Garden at our headquarters 
in Shreveport, La., and often as many as 30 old-rose 
categories in our ARS National Rose Shows." 

Sub rosa, however, there remains an undercurrent of 
partisan feelings. "I plant old and new roses because I 
like variety," Whitford says, .. but there are lots of 
rosarians who wouldn't have an old rose in the garden." 

More and more gardeners are interested in heritage 
roses, nurseryman Mike Shoup finds. Shoup and his wife 
Jean specialize in the historic blooms at their Antique 
Rose emporium in Brenham, Texas. They raise and sell 
more than 400 different varieties, a number of which they 
have propagated from cuttings collected by the Rose 
Rustlers. 

"With all the inbreeding and cross-breeding of the 
Hybrid Teas, trying to get a perfect flower and long 
stems, such vital qualities as fragrance and disease 
resistance often have been lost," Shoup explains. 
Throughout the 19th century, breedets tried to create a 
yellow rose. At last they succeeded, but with 'Rayon 
d'Or-the first yellow Hybrid Tea-came an epidemic of 
black spot that still blights roses today. ''Most old roses 
are hardier, have a true rose fragrance and are easier 
to care for." Shoup says. 

"I water them the first year, and then they're on their 
own," Raleigh, N.C., horticulturist Charles Walker says 
of the old roses he grows from cuttings rooted directly 
in open ground. ''Chemicals? I just don't bother with 
them." Walker's secret for successful old-rose growing 
is to choose varieties that demonstrably flourish in one's 
area. "Mother Nature has already done the weeding-out 
for you." 

James Buckler, director of the Smithsonian's Office of 
Horticulture, agrees. "Grow new England roses in New 
England and Texas roses in Texas, and you'll have the 
perfect roses for that place," he says. "Rose breeders are 
like high-couture designers. They create new roses to 
keep gardeners interested and excited. Roses come into 
and go out of fashion. Balancing that is the growing move­
ment to preserve old roses for the sake of research and 
history." 

It is a history that began long before the evolution of 
homo sapiens Just how far back into prehistoric time 
rose roots reach is uncertain, but recognizable roses have 
been found in 32-million-year-old fossil deposits in Colo­
rado and Oregon. Some roses are native to the United 
States, but most evolved in the Middle East, Europe and 
Asia. Over the centuries, species roses-those occurring 
naturally in the temperate zone-were cross-pollinated 
by nature's agents: insects, birds, water and wind, 
creating new varieties. Some horticultural historians 
speculate that garden cultivation of roses began in China 
some 5,000 years ago. 

European botanists, in the late-18th century searching 
for worthy garden plants. discovered in China and the Far 
East roses that, unlike their own once-blooming types, 
bloomed continuously. Plant sexuality was at this time 
becoming better understood. Botanists and horticulturists 
discovered that hybridization-the process by which 
pollen from one plant is placed on the receptive pistil of 
another, ultimately creating an "offspring" different 
from its "parents"-could be accomplished manually. 
without waiting for nature to take its quixotic course. 

The Orientals-Chinas and Teas-were crossed with 
the European classes-Gallicas, Musks, Centifolias and 
Damasks. Born were such new classes of roses as Noiset­
tes, Bourbons, Portlands, Polyanthas, Hybrid Perpetuals, 
Hybrid Musks and the Hybrid Teas. 

There were more than 1,000 cultivars-varieties of 
roses under cultivation-by the beginning of the 19th cen­
tury. Exhaustive hybridization and technical advances 
in rose-growing created a seemingly endless rose parade 
in Victorian nurseries. 

Rose petals have marked a colorful trail of American 
history: the white Damask planted by the Pilgrims in 
1621; the red-and-white-striped 'Rosa Mundi' planted by 
Jefferson at Monticello; the pink rose of Castile brought 
to California from Spain by a French expedition; the pur~ 
pie, pink and white 'Cherokee' roses planted by that tribe 
along a Texas trail, and the 'Yellow Banksia'-thought 
to be the yellow rose of Texas-that made its way from 
China to Mexico and settled happily in Texas. 

Meanwhile, back at the ranch in Weimar, Texas, shears 
at the ready to clip the slips that might make history, the 
rustlers are circling about 'Mrs. Dudley Cross,' a Tea 
rose at the home of Annie Martinez. At Lawrence Rose's 
cottage, there is a cream-colored rose, perhaps a China­
Bourbon cross Until it can be identified, it gets the study 
name •Lawrence Rose'-a true case of "rose is a rose. " 
At a dormered Victorian, the dudette from Washington 
gets her big chance to study-name an unknown. HHow 
about 'Meantime'?" she asks. And 'Weimar's Meantime 
China' it becomes. 

As the sun sets on Weimar, a rose-stated company 
heads for the local inn for refreshment and remem­
brances of rustles past. Pam recalls that "first real 
bonanza'' -Bellville citizen Raymond Fisher's collection 
of roses inherited from his Austin County forebears. Two 
years later, Mr. Fisher died, and his garden was bulldoz­
ed. But the likes of •cramoisi Superieur,' and 'Paul's 
Scarlet' now live on in other gardens. 

Legend and the Rose 
Everybody knows that an individual standing beneath a 

sprig of mistletoe is risking a kiss from anyone who happens 
to be nearby. It is perhaps less well known that someone sil­
ting under a rose is bound to keep a secret. 

The origin of the phrase sub rosa has been attributed by 
an anonymous Latin poet to classical mythology. Apparent· 
ly, Eros (Love) dedicated the rose-the special flower of his 
mother Venus-to Harpocrates, the God of Silence, so that 
Venus' love life might be kept "under the rose." Roses 
overhead as decorations on the ceilings of confessionals and 
council chambers were meant to symbolize secrecy. ''In Con· 
gress, we are bound to secrecy, but, Ul'lder the rose, I believe 
that ten thousand men will be maintained in Masschusetts," 
John Adams, second president of the United States, wrote in 
1826 to a confidant. 

Fact and fancy, perennial legends surround the rose. 
·'Roses have had a major impact on human life for centuries," 
the Smithsonian's James Buckler says. Buckler, director of 
the Office of Horticulture, is currently researching the 
historical, artistic, medicinal, cosmetic and culinary aspects 
of the rose for a planned exhibition celebrating America's na­
tional flower-a bloom that has flourished in many cultures. 

Roman emperors followed a custom of dropping rose petals 
on the heads of diners after a banquet. Heliogabalus. in the 
third century, gave roses a bad name for a long time to come 
when several of his guests suffocated under a shower of the 
velvety leaves. 

Julius Caesar wore a garland of roses on his head-a 
fashion, it was said. be affected to hide advancing baldness. 
Had Caesar lived long enough, he might have benefited from 
the wisdom of the Roman naturalist Pliny. who. in about the 
year 77. discovered that "Wild Rose leaves reduced into lini· 
ment with bear's grease doth wonderfully make hair grow 
again·· 

A heady brew made with "old Red Rose water" was recom· 
mended by English wriler Samuel Pepys "to wash the 
molligrubs out of a moody brain." 

And this bit of advice was offered by the Old Testament: 
"Come then let us enjoy what good things there are; .. take 
our fill of the dearest wines and perfumes, let not one flower 
of springtime pass us by Before they wither crown ourselves 
with roses "

MaJor Larry Adams, Prestonsburg's 
an;on Investigator, had that opportuni· 
ty not too long ago when Charles L. 
Roblee author of "The investigation Of 
Fires'' stopped at the Prestonsburg fire 
station May 3 "It was overwhelming 
that the author of th1s book would walk 
into the station and say where's Larry 
Adams'!"

The 6'4" guard from Owensboro said 
he decided to move on to professional 
basketball because of business reasons 
and that the current problems sunoun­
ding the UK program did not influence 
his decision. 

Chapman became the first freshman 
ever to lead Kentucky in scoring, and 
averaged over 18 points per game this 
past season He has been compared to 
Jerry Wesl and Pete Maravich, and 
some fans even wanted to rename Lex­
ington in honor of him. 

He drew praise from his supporters. 
and heat from foes of the UK program 
In only two years Rex Chapman placed 
himself among the all Lime Kentucky 
playing favorites. 

Now though Chapman, 20, is faced 
with the challenge of playing against 
equally talented, stronger guards who 
are more mature and experienced. 

All NBA scouts agree that Chapman 
is a h1ghly-regarded prospect, but most 
agree that he is not a lottery pick. The 
lottery, which will be determined this 
Saturday, is made up of the seven teams 
that failed to make the playoffs. 

At least five other big guards are 
rated higher than the Chapman, which 
could lead to a lower position in the 
draft, and a lower initial contract. But 
Chapman is expected to become an im­
pact player in the future. He is only the 
second player ever to leave UK early.

Stumbo Discusses 
New Road Tax 

Becau!>e of a recenl Kentucky 
Supreme Court decision concernmg the 
current rlt::cal fee placed on trucks 
traveling m the stale, the Legislature 
was left to find a comparable substitute. 
As a result of this court dec1sion and the 
achon taken by the General Assembly, 
I thought a discussion of the new road 
tax in my second legislative article 
\\Ould be appropriate. 

The court decision declared the decal 
tax unconstitutional and thus limited the 
Glmeral Assembly's options for other 
tees . After a considerable amounl ·of 
study and discussion between members 
ot the legislative committees on 
transportation and appropriations and 
revenue and the Transportation Cabinet, 
a form of the weight distance tax was 
adopted 

The weight distance lax was the 
method for taxing trucks traveling on 
Kentucky highways before the decal 
statute was mtiated. Us formula is bas­
ed on the weight of the vehicle in addi· 
twn to the mtles traveled within the 
Commonwealth. The reinstituted weight 
distance tax requires truckers in excess 
of 59,000 pounds to pay $2.85 per mile 
traveled m the Commonwealth. For ex 
ample. 1f a truck travels 50,000 miles of 
highway yearly in the state, the fee 
would be $1,425. 

An additional $1.15 per mile has been 
added to the fee to assist the state in the 
cost of paychecks relating to the ill-fated 
decal fee . 

Under the new provision, truck 
registration fees for the three highest 
weight classifications increased from 
$588 to $882 yearly for trucks weighing 
between 55,001 and 62,000 pounds. For 
trucks weighing 62,001 to 73,280 pounds, 
the new registration fee would be $1125. 
And. vehicles weighing 73.281 to 82.000 
pounds would have a $12.00 registration 
ree . 

The fi:.cal estimates show the Com­
monwealth receiving $66.26 million as a 
result of tlns new law. County govern­
ments stand to receive $2.59 million. 

The only exemptions mcluded in the 
new legislation is the motor vehicle 
usage tax for vehicles located in enter· 
prise zones. 

Although members of the East Ken­
tucky delegation worked hard to exempt 
coal truckers from the law. we could not 
secure the needed votes for a majority. 

It is my hope, and I am confident it is 
shared by most state legislators, that 
although the weight-distance tax was not 
our most popular option, it is workable 
and a mechamsm by which we can 
maintain our state highways.
