With Election Day just around the
corner, a group of Floyd County
churches have banded together to fight
Constitutional Amendment One: the
lottery

Lay people from Baptist, Methodist,
Chureh of God, Assembly of God and
Preshylerian congregations have
gathered at First United Methodist
Church in Prestonsburg to make calls
and give information about the lottery
issue, according to the Rev. Quentin
Schaltz, minister of First United
Methodist Church.

Over 2,000 calls have been made to
county residents by the phone valun-
teers, and 65 percent of those called are
against the loltery, Schoitz said. Of the
remaining 35 percenl, many are
undecided.

The phone campaign has run
throughout the month of October and
will continue until Nov. 7. There has
been about one different church each
night staffing the phones, Marian
Masters, member of the phone com-
mittee, said

For Sholtz, the important thing is
that the lay people are really involved.

“There are very few ministers in-
volved (with the phone project),” he
said. ""You can about expect a minister
to speak, but it is very special when the
lay people are involved."

The phone bank, which was organiz-
ed through the Floyd County
Ministerial Association, provides those
called with information aboul lotteries
in general and aboul the amendment
on the ballot, Masters said.

One of the purposes is to raise
awareness of the lottery, she said.
“Some people don't even know it is on
the ballot.”

“Kentucky is known for horse rac-
ing, liquor and tobaces,'" she said. “'If
we add one more thing, Kentucky is go-
ing Lo be in bad shape.”

The response of the phone campaign
has been really good, Masters said.
There have also been interesting
answers—some hang up, but most of
the people called are nice

Even i the amendment is passed,
the phone bank volunteers say they
won't be defeated.

“We'll feel like we'll be winners even

Volers in several
precincts will also have an opportuni-
ty cast votes on three school board
races, while Wheelwright residents
will elect two city council members as
well,

(Sample ballots are printed in Sec-
tion 5 of this week's Flavd County
Times.)

Seventh District US Congressional
incumbent Chris Perkins, a
Democrat, is facing a strong bid by
Republican challenger Will T, Seott

For the majority of Floyd Coun-
tians, the most hotly.contested races
will involve local school district seats.

Voeers i Distriel 3 will choose one
of three men as thehr new board
representative — Ricky Jou Doherts,

In Districl 4, incumbent Dr. Mary
Hall. who has been on the board for
more than 15 years, will attempt o re
tain her seat despite challenges from
Ricky D. Hamilton, Judy Breeding
Bartley and Klein D. Stumbo.

Coal Company Official Responds
To Stumbo Hollow Resident's Views

Responding to complaints made
recently by residents of Stumbo
Hollow, who said access was denied to
eighl homes in the area, Mickey Mar-
tin, president of Driftco Coal Company,
said his company is aiding by an agree-
ment made last year with the circuit
court,

Martin said his company agreed to
leave open the railroad track access
which was in use before the coal tipple
reopened.

Joe Roberts, a resident of Stumbo
Hollow, told members of the Floyd
County Fiscal Court at its Oct. 22
meeling that the access and trestle
were blocked because the coal com-
pany kept adding cars to the unit train.

According lo Martin, residents are
only totally blocked in when the Lrain
is moving, as al any other railroad
crossing. The trestle is blocked when
the company is loading a unit train,
Martin said, but the cars are stacked,
and at every crossing they are broken
S0 people can have access lo their
homes.

“The train is put together on the
main line,”" Martin said,

Roberts also stated coal gons were
loose and last year 17 cars traveled un-
controlled down the tracks, destroying
a mini-car used by the coal company
He reported that trains back up al
night with no lights on the end, and with
no one as a lookout.

Answering the claim, Martin said in
June 1887, 17 runaway cars did destroy
a mini-car valued at $50,000 belonging
Lo the coal company. *'Someone releas-
ed some brakes on those coal cars,"
Martin said,”" and a valuable piece of
equipment was destroyed. Workers
stack cars one and two at a time, back-
ing up the main line going up the
hollow,"" he continued, “‘for the men's
safety and public safety, the men must

Martin also said residents have an
access without going in the creek. “'The
access [ provide them enables them not
to go into the creek to get lo their
homes,"* he said. Before the mine was
put in, residents used the creek as their
road, Martin explained,

Roberts told the court a represen-
tative of the C & O Railroad recently
told area residents to stay off the
tracks. Martin explained thal officials
were al the site because someone had
inlercepted the train and told them not
to run any more. Martin said anyone
walking on the trestle or on the railroad
tracks other than al a designated cross-
ing was trespassing.

Roberts also reported railroad cars
were still blocking the access, Satur-
day, Oct. 22. According to Martin, no
unit trains have been in the area since
Wednesday, Oct. 19, when a unil lrain
left at midnight.

“Someone has been tampering with
switches, putting coal company
workers inan unsafe condition by try-
ing to cause a derailment,”” Martin
said,

Martin said he has worked with the
Floyd County Court's roadway depart-
menl, fixing the main county road. Ac-
cording to Martin, he has bought
gravel, used his own equipment to
grade and lo patch holes, and he has
helped install culverts.

In Johnson County. & shight drop
was recorded, from July's 11.9 to
August's 111 percent. In Magoffin
County, unemployment fell by slight-

Ladder Truck Used In Rescue

Utilizing its new ladder truck, the
Prestonsburg Fire Department made
a daring rescue Saturday, Octl. 29,
when firefighters removed an injured
teen from atop the Playhouse Restau-
rant in Prestonsburg,

According to Tom Blackburn, fire
chief, Johmnie Craft had fallen or
jumped from a third story building, the
old Hobbs building, to a second story
building, the Playhouse Resiaurant,
and injured his fool

Blackburn said Craft's brother and
another youth came to the fire depart-
ment Saturday, around 4:45 p.m. and
told officials about the injured boy.
Blackburn said the boys apparently
had thrown a football on top of the
building and were attempting to
retrieve it when Crall was injured.

Blackburn said access Lo the top of

" the buildings was gained via the fire

escape at the C & R Office Supply.

Firefighter Kevin Hedrick, Kenny
Crisp, Mike Wells, Don Hall and a
volunteer, Tim Conley, traveled the
ladder, which was extended about 30-35
feet to the top of the Playhouse
poolroom. Rescuers placed Craft’s foot
in an air splint and placed him in a
Stokes basket, an enclosed fiberglass
baskel.

Blackburn said the basket was

secured al the head of the hydraulic
ladder, Kenny Crisp and Hall stayed on
the ladder with the injured youth, keep-
ing him calm and stable while the lad-
der was raised straight up, turned
around and lowered to the streel.
Craft was transported to Highlands
Regional Medical Center where he was
treated for a broken foot and was
released, hospital authorities said

Rescue operations took only 35
minutes to complete, and without the
ladder truck, Blackburn said, Cralt
would have been lowered to the ground
by ropes, which would have taken
about an hour.

o see how easy the ladder had made
the rescue operation. *“The ladder has
so much potential and it will pay for
itself in the future.” Blackburn said.
The ladder truck was purchased about
Iwo years ago for $185,000.

Four score and seven years ago,
roughly, our fathers gave away the
mineral rights to the whole of Eastern
Kentucky—swapped a future Saudi
Arabia for a few cents an acre.

The money went east. The big money
people from Pennsylvania, New York,
New Jersey, and Maryland took their
friillions from our coal and endowed or
built dozens of colleges, universities
and libraries in their own rich
neighborhoods—fine for them, but
know what—they didn't leave a single
high schoo!l in Eastern Kentucky, much
less a college. The bottom line—Who
needs an educated coal miner!

So we were taken to the cleaners—
whipped, beaten, laughed at. We per-
formed as servanis before our
masters, digging untold millions of tons
of coal for the enrichment of the East.
All we got was the danger, the dust, a
few dollars and disaster.

Where were the bright sons and
daughters who might have spoken up
and said, ‘‘Hey grandpa, hold it, you're
going al it all wrong—this is your land,
your coal, and you're getting nothing
out of it!" But there were no bright

sons or daughters; even if there had
been they wouldn't have been allowed
to speak,

Which brings me to the point I want
to make: we are besolted with an
ancestral mentality that has doomed
us to failure or mediocrily, We don't
wanl our children to know more than
we know—we never did!

Praise be! Why not? It's an old thing,
a really ancient thing; you'd have to go
back hundreds of years to the clans and
family patriarchs of Ireland, England,
Seotland, and Germany to find the
answer. Since most of us are descen-
dants of those people, we inherited
their easy chair of ignorance.

As a rule of necessity, ¢lans and
families needed only one leader—there
was too much trouble with too many.
It was only practical to limit member
intelligence to a selected few—and it
always made the old man look good. So
our ancestors brought it here, and it
has stayed here—up every creek and
hollow.

(For all the parents who have truly
tried to educate their children, |
apologize for some of these comments,
But even among those who have truly
tried, how many times has it gone for
naught because of one lousy teacher,
principal, superintendent, or school
board, the whole county educational
system?

In the early decades of this century.
landowners in Floyvd County signed
documents called broad form deeds,
which transferred their mineral
rights to coal companies. Al thal
time. coal was recovered by deep
mining methods, which caused little
surface disturbance

During the 1950s, coal companies
turned more and more Lo strip min-
ing. Kentucky courts ruled that old
broad form deeds entitied companies
to strip land without the permission of
the landowner. In 1984, the Kentucky
General Assembly passed a law pro-
tecting landowners and giving them
the right to refuse permission to strip
miners. The State Supreme Court
struck down this law

As a result, the last four decades
have been a nightmare for Eastern
Kentucky landowners. Strip miners
have come onto their land without

permission, shearing off mountain-

tops and filling in hollows, destroying
orchards and comnfields, plowing
under topsoil, polluting water sup-
plies, and leaving behind mud slides,
rocks and hydroseeded scrub grass,
Landowners have even been denied
access to their own property.

The abuse of broad form deeds
harms more than just landowners.
The economy is harmed because
businesses will not locale on land
which might be affected by strip min:
ing at any time =

One Kentucky landowner injured
by broad form deeds is Sidney Cornett

of Perry County. Cornett served two
tours in Vietnam and returned to the
land that had been in his family for
generations. He served his country,
fighting to protect the rights of others,
yet his land was stripped without his
permission and he could donothing to
stop it

Floyd County landowners and
homeowners like Betty and Roy May
of Maytown also live in fear of what

" the future holds. Coal companies are

waiting for the outcome of the Nov. 8
vote to strip their land. Families like
the Mays of Floyd County do not have
the rights other Americans have to
protect their land and property. Ken-
tucky is the only state which tolerates
this situation. A few years ago, Ten-
nessee became the latest state to pro-
tect landowners’ rights. The laws
declared unconstitutional by Ken-
tucky state courts are the same as
those upheld by courts in other states.
the only way around Kentucky's
industry-dominated courls is to pul
the issue directly to the voters.

Human decency and a commitment
to this nation’s values of freedom and
justice require the passage of this
amendment. It is supporied by
Democrats and Republicans, by
liberals and conservatives, by church
groups and civic organizations, and
by enlightened elements within the
coal indusiry itself

Bul others in the coal induslry are
taking advantage of the general
public's lack of knowledge of broad
form deeds to spread misconceptions.

They are saying the amendment
violates the integrity of contracts. Not
true. The amendment will not deny
the coal companies access to their
coal. It simply requires that the com-
panies have to receive the permission
of the landowner to strip mine. If the
landowner refuses permission. the
companies may still obtain the coal
by deep mining, the "‘mining method
common to the day'' when the deeds
were signed. Rather than violating
the contracts, this restores the con-
tracts ta their original intent and pro-
hibits the contractual violations of the
recent past.

Then there are the usual industry
cries for pity. Electric rates will rise,
jobs will be lost, the industry will
leave Kentucky, go out of business.
Fiddlesticks. The coal industry iscar-

rying on as usual all across the coun-
try. without broad form deeds,

For 40 years, the Commonwealth of
Kentucky has tolerated the selzure
and destruction of private property
without the property owners’ permis:
sion. This is an injustice more ap-
propriate lo a totalitarian society
than a free one. It is time to restore
the rights of American citizens to
Eastern Kentucky landowners.

Save the homeplace. Vote yes on
Constitutional Amendment Number
Two.

Voters Need Identification This Y ear

Kentucky voters, for the first time,
need Lo take identification to the polls
with them on election day, Nov. B ac-
cording to Secretary of State Bremer
Ehrler, chair of the state hoard of
elections,

"*According o the provisions of the
new election reform legislation,
precinet workers are required to con-
firm the identity of the voters,” he ex-
plains. Identification can be made by
personal acquaintance with the
precinet election official, by showing
a driver's license, credit card or
Social Security card.

“We hope our voters don't get too
upset with having to produce this
identification, bul the members of the
Kentucky General Assembly passed
this legislation to insure that every
voter has one vote and one vote only,™
Ehrler said.

Precinct election officials will be

required to note the means of iden-
tification on the precinct roster, then
add their initials by the voter's name,

In a separate election malter,
Ehrler reminds all voters that vote
buying and selling are illegal. Large
signs will be displayed in each of the
state’s 3,234 voting precincts Noy, 8
stating that fact, he said.

“Vote buying and selling have
always been illegal, but this time, the
offenses will be felonies,” Ehrler ex-
plains. “‘We are trying to get the at-
tention of the potential vole buyers
and sellers with the new precinet
signs."

“Bribery'” is the term used for vote
buying and selling under the election
law. The penalty for bribery is nol
less than $1,000 nor more than $10.000,
or confinement in the pentientiary for
not less than one nor more than five

Floyd Fiscal Court Meets,
Discusses Bond Refinancing

A special meeting of the Floyd Coun-
ty Fiscal Court was held Friday, Oct.
28, to discuss the proposed refunding of
First Commonwealth Bank Bonds.

An ordinance was presented regar-
ding the authorization and sale of the
County of Floyd, Kentucky Economic
Development Refunding Revenue
Bonds (The First Commonwealth Bank

af Prestonsburg, Inc. Project) in the
principal amount of $5,000,000.

Bur] Wells Spurlock, president and
chief executive officer of the bank, told
the court when the bonds were f[irst
issued it was at the higher 9,6.percent
rate. Spurlock said he would like to
reissue the bonds at 2.5 percent lower
interest. The bonds would have the
same maturity date, Spurlock said,

and could result in "'$500,000 to $1
million savings over an eighi-year
period.”

Spurlock explained that bond reis-
suance is not much different than when
a homeowner fakes out a mortgage
then refinances when the interest rates
drop.

Terrell Ross with Merit Financial
Corporation in Lexington read a sum-
mary of the ordinance to the court, He
said there was "‘no obligation on the
part of the county and no obligation to
the county.”" Ross presented the first
reading of the ordinance.

In other business, Carla Bolton
reported to court members that Arnold
Prater, who had low bid for voting

machine storage and removal, told her
he had no intention of putting electrici-
ty in his building and he would use a
pickup for hauling the machines. Al the
last meeting Friday, Oct. 21, court
members had agreed to give Prater
time to check with the power company,
and also to see if he could obtain usage
of a lift truck.

Magistrate Jackie Owens said that
after inspecting the building, he agreed
it should have electricity, The court
awarded the voling machine slorage
and removal to Jeff Shepherd at the
rate he had presented to the court
earlier.

The next meeting of the Fiscal Court
will be held Friday, Nov. 18, at 10a.m.

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Magoffin Men Indicted For Election Fraud

Louis DeFalaise, United States At-
torney for the Eastern District of Ken-
tucky, announced recently the indict-
ment of four Magoffin County residents
on charges of election fraud in connec-
tion with two separate eleclions in
Magoffin County, in May 1985 and
November 1986

According to Assistant United States
Attorney Thomas L. Self, a federal
grand jury sitting in Ashland returned
two separate indictments on Oct. 26,
charging lour individuals with viola-
tions of federal criminal laws pertain
ing to elections

|

One indictment charges Larry Hall
of Salyersville with five counts of vote
buying in connection with the Nov. 4,
1986, general election in Magoffin
County. Hall is specifically charged
with paying five separate vittrs for
voling in the Nov. 4 election in viola-
tion of federal criminal laws. Because
the election in question was held in part
to elect a senator and congressman,
federal law prohibits the buying or sell-
ing of votes. Each count of the indict-
ment carries with it a maximum
sentence of five years in prison and a
line of up to $250,000,

In a second and separate indictment
returned by the same grand jury,
Ronald Hensley, Donald Crownover
and Henry Clayton Williams are charg-
ed with violation of federal criminal
laws involving the buying of absentee
ballots in the May 28, 1985, primary
election in Magoffin County

The indictment alleges that Ronaid
Hensley used or caused the use of the
United States mail to mail absentee
ballots to seven individuals with intent
to carry onand facilitate the carrying
on of the law

Donald Crownover of Salyersville is
charged in one count with aiding and
abetting Hensley, and Henry Clayton
Williams is charged in two counts with
the same offense in which he is aided
and abetted by Ronald Hensley.

All three are charged with a violation
of Section 1952 of Title 18 of the United
States Code which prohibits interstate
travel or the use of the mails to carry

on or facilitate the carrying on of cer-
tain unlawful activity which includes
bribery in violation of slate laws.
Because Kentucky law classifies vote
buying or selling as bribery, the indict-
ment alleges that the use of the mails
to mail absentee voter materials for
the purpose of bribing a voter violates
federal criminal laws. The statutes
allegedly violated carry with them a
maximum punishment of up to five

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Literacy Programs: Serving Floyd Countians

Martha haled school and skipped as
many days as she could before dropp-
Ing out completely the day after she
turned 16. She was lucky enough Lo get
a job, but now her boss says she can't
Eel a raise or promotion unless she
finishes high school

Ralph was a sweet, shy child who
never caused any trouble in school, and
so he went from grade Lo grade before
leaving school in the ninth. At the age
of 34, he has led to face the reality that
he cannot read and that he can no

gonger manage a “‘gel by"" existence by
ading into the woodwork and keeping
is mouth shut,

Angie “fell in love' when she was 14,
got pregnant, married and quit school,
Divorced at 22 and with two small
children, she finds herself unprepared
for even minimum wage jobs.

Amos feels he didn't need a high
school diploma for the 24 years he
worked as a coal miner. But then his
last employer went bankrupt, and just
about every job he's applied for since,
including coal companies, has required
a high school education. “We're sorry”
is a phrase he's sick of hearing.

What all of these people have in com
mon is that they're among the
thousands of Floyd Countians who need
the services coordinated by the Floyd
County Literacy Council. What sets

Mhem apart from most of the other
statistics is that they're now trying Lo
remedy the situation.

Throughout the county on any given
week day between B in the morning and
9at night, someone in Floyd County is
involved in a GED program or in lear-
ning to read.

With what amounts to pockel change
compared to school system budgets
and with a eadre of volunteer or near
volunteer workers, the Literacy Coun-
ciul oversees literacy programs of-
fered by Mountain Comprehensive
Care, Christian Appalachian Project,
Floyd County Library and the David
School. Those organizations are joined

voy Floyd County Board of Education
and Prestonsburg Community College
in providing preparation classes for
taking the GED exam, the passing of
which is accepted in lieu of a high
school diploma by most employers.

During the 1987-88 fiscal year ending
in June, more than 500 persons were
served by the various programs,

Of these, the majority, aboul 340,
were in GED classes. More than 50 are
known to have passed the GED exam.
Marcie Menster, coordinator of the
literacy council, is certain that even
§ore have passed, but the state, which
evaluates the tests, has no system for
informing the program leaders as to
who has passed.

The GED classes vary in format.
Some follow a traditional mode with
10-15 studenls in a classroomn under the
direction of an instructor, In other pro-
grams, as with Sister Mary Gervase of
Christian Appalachian Project, in-
structors travel the county, offering
classes in churches, schools or
wherever need and space exist (o as
few as one at a time. AL PCC two facul-
ty members volunteer their time to
conduct classes in labaratory-like set-

‘lings. where students work on par-
ticular parts of the test that are most
difficult for them, such as English and
math.

Last year, almost 170 Floyd Coun-
tians took a giant step and began lo
learn to read through one of the
Literacy Council’s reading programs,
and more than 50 volunteer tutors went
through training on how to feach an
adult to read.

After a student's reading level has
been diagnosed, a tutor is assigned to
work with the student whose skills may

ary from fourth grade reading level
to barely recognizing the alphabel. For
the reading program, tutors will meet
with the students for individual instruc-
tion wherever the student feels comfor-
table, in his or her own home or
another location.

The numbers enralled in GED and
literacy programs still represent only
a drop in the bucket, since between 40
and 49 percent of Floyd County adults
have not completed the eighth grade

According to Menster, there's no
way of knowing just how many people
in Floyd County are functionally il-

(Qiterate, that is, they cannol read above
a fourth or fifth grade level, State
figures indicate that about 400,000 adull
Kentuckians are functionally illiterate,
and the problem appears to be most
acute in Eastern Kentucky.

School, as well as to decry the lack of
substantive teaching of the arts
throughout the school system. [
remarked that to deprive children of
the right to develop their potential in
music, art, and drama was a sin, Few
people asked, but I suppose many
wondered on what Biblical principle
that statement was based.

The answer is a simple one found in
James 4: 17. In the authorized version,
it reads *‘to him that knoweth to do
good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin."

That is an aspect of “'sin’’ we often
forget—the so-called sins of omission.
We have for too long focused on the sins
of commission and I speak of the clergy
and churches here, that people think
that if they don’t do this or that,
somehow they are not sinning—that is,
falling short of God's standards for
righteous living.

The Episcopal Book of Common
Prayer has a wonderful phrase in its
General Confession of Sin, *“We have
left undone those things which we
ought to have done, and we have done
those things which we ought not to have
done."" Does that not reflect the human
condition so very well?

The sin of omission of “‘what we
ought to have done,” is every bit as
serious as the sin of commission. In
fact, in Jesus’ parable of the Last Judg-
ment in Matthew 25, it is the omission
of certain acts of kindness that sends
the unrighteous into *‘the eternal fire
prepared for the devil and his angels."
You did not give Me (Christ) food,
drink, shelter, ete.

And how did those acts of omission
("'sins"') take place? When we failed to
acl toward the “least of these”—
translate that children. So, I contend,
we are sinning when we fail to give our
children the very best. We are sinning
when we know we ought to do good, but
instead do something else.

But that’s where the Wheelwright
defense, which held Sheldon Clark to
only five first downs and 45 yards
rushing in the first hall. toughened
They stopped the Cardinals, victimiz-
ed by a delay of the game penally, after
they had a third and goal situation on
the three.

The Trojans limited Sheldon Clark to
only 186 yards of total offense while
holding them to 10 first downs in the
game, but Wheelwright, playing with-
out key members of its offense,
struggled even more with its offense.

Wheelwright, normally a solid run-
ning team, gained only B85 yards
rushing, 51 of those coming on a second
half Handy Jackson touchdown run.

Jackson, with 8:45 remaining in the
game, broke loose for one of Wheel-
wright's few big offensive plays of the
game. He had previously ran the foot-
ball five times, gaining only one vard.
Jackson, a senior, finished as the Tro-
jans' top ground gainer with 52 yards
on six carries.

How To Bluff A Bass

Of all types of structure in a lake, few
are more obvious than the steep, im-
posing bluff banks that cradle some
waters. Few are more lighlty fished,
either

“Actually,” says top lady bass pro
Fredda Lee, a member of the Johnson
Outboards Pro Staff, “*bluffs can offer
surprisingly good fishing, especially in
the middle of the day when other struc-
ture doesn’t produce,”

The key to look for when fishing a
bluff says the former model-turned
bass pro is a gradual stair-stepping bot-
tom helow the water, Bass often hold
on these steps and willingly hit jigs,
worms and crankbaits.

When: the bluff continues straight
down, explains Lee, the places to fish
are al either end of the bluff where the
bottom is more likely to be a gentle
slope of gravel and smaller rocks,

“Normally, I like to study a bluff
with a depthfinder or chart recorder
before 1 start fishing," says Lee
"Often, you can guess al what's below
by studying how it looks above water,
but a run along the edge with a dep-
thfinder will tell you for certain.

**Another thing 1 look for are possi-
ble points or pockets within the bluff
itself, which bass always seem to use.
1 also Jook for rock slides, timber that
has washed in and anchored, or
anything else that breaks up the sheer
face of the bluff because that’s what
bass will be attracted to."

Lee lishes stair-step bluffs several
ways, One technique is positioning her
beat in 15 to 17-feet of water and casting
a jig directly in toward the rocks. She
plays out line and gradually hops the
Jig down the steps,

Another technique she recommends
anglers try is parallel casting along the
rock face with a deep diving erankbait
When she feels the lure bounce into the
rocks; she hesitates the retrieve
momentarily, then starts reeling
again. The lure acts like a crayfish skit-

tering along the bottom.

“When you cast parallel like this,"
says Lee, “vou can easily work several
depths, depending on where you posi-
tion your boat. Sometimes [ have my
boat 10 or 12 feet out from the bluff, and
other times I'll be right in the tight
against the rocks.

Where bluifs are standing by them-
selves in the water seemingly out in the
middle of nowhere, the Johnson Out-
boards pro often concentrates on the
upstream side of the bluff where there
is likely to be some debrig washed in
or possibly an eddy where the water
breaks around the rocks. In either in-
stance, bass are often present,

“Surprisingly," says Lee, “these
isolated bluffs are often better than the
regular shoreline bluffs, simply
because they offer the only shallow
structure around. When I see them in
a lake 1 always check them with a
depthfinder."”

On some lakes with steep bluffs, bass
will also hit a fast-moving spinnerbait.
says Lee. The trick is to bring the lure
back as close to the rock wall as possi-
ble and as fast as possible without
breaking the surface,

“I've also noticed bluffs that have
darker shades of rock hold bass better
than light shades of rock,' says Lee,
“It’s simply a matter of light reflec-
tion. The fish feel more comfortable
where the rock doesn't reflect as much
light.”

Game 10—Louisville (6-3) won its
fourth straight game when il beat Cin-
cinnati 21-6 last week. The Cards win-
ning streak is the longes! since 1978, If
the Cards beat Va. Tech it will give
them the longest winning streak since
1972. The game marks one of the two
remaining games on U of L's schedule.
Virginia Tech (2-6) lost lo Virginia
16-10 in front of a sellout crowd of 50,329
last week.

U of L is off to one of the best starts
in history, and the win in Cincinnati
guaranteed the Cards their first winn-
ing season since 1878, 10 years
ago...The win over Cincy marks the
first time the Cards have won [our
straight since 1978 .. It also marks the
first time the Cards have won two
straight road games since 1979... U of
L's 63 record is the best start since 1978
when the Cards were 7.2 after nine
games... U of L's 3-2 road record is the
best since 1972 when the Cards were 50
on the road,.. If U of L wins the next
two games it would give them the best
record since 1972 when the Cards were
9-1... An 8-3 (.727) record would also
rank the Cards in a tie for 11th place
among all-time U of L. teams. The 1949
team also had an 81 record

Records fall for Jay Gruden—Jay
Gruden became the all-time passing
leader at U of L when he threw for 234
vards vs. So.

According to Pikeville suthor, Marie
R. Justice, one chapler of her revised
edition ol One Mullins Family is
devoted 1o the Stumbe family, Justice
said the Stumbos are ancestors of
Margaret (Peggy) Mulling, who was
the daughter of Robert and Elizabeth
Stumbo Fleming, and wife of Alex
ander Mullins

Justice said the Stumbos first settl-
ed in the Pennsylvania counties of
York, Lancaster, and Franklin. The
name was spelled as Stambaugh or
Stambach, According to Justice, a
Stumbo descendant, George Venters of
Dickinson County, Va., said his grand-
mother, who was a Stambaugh, could
only speak a broken English when she
came o this section from
Pennsylvania

Phillip and Elizabeth Stambaugh
came from Pennsylvania down into the
northern part of Virginia and were
found in Hampshire County, near the
Pennsylvania-Virginia line in 1790,
Justice said, Four of their five sons
were barn in Pennsylvania

In 1808 their daughter, Elizabeth
{Betly) married an Irish immigrant,
Robert Fleming According to Justice,
records indicate Bob and Belly mar-
ried in Washingtan County, Md., which
i5 just across the Pennsylvania line

Justice said Robert Fleming is
shown in the 1790 census of Franklin
County, Pa., and she imagines he may

Robert and Betty Fleming moved to
Lee County, Va in 1810, along with Bet
ty's parents and four hrothers. The
Stambaughs had a [ith son, Frederick,
born in Virginda. Justice sxid the fami.
ly moved to Floyd County after that,
according o an 1810 census report. The
Stambaugh family consisted of Phillip
and Elizabeth and sons, John, Samuel,
Phillip, Lawrence snd Frederick. The
Flemings lived next door o them in
1820, according to Floyd County
census

By linking his advise not lo worry
overly about food additives to the
knowledge that a nutritious food like
shrimp naturally contains arsenic,
iodine, and copper, he shows the absur
dity of obsessively worrying aboul a
usual diel. The key, he advises, s
dosage and balance.

1t is the purpose of A Chemical Feas!
to dispel worry about the food we con-
sume. Many of its chapters explain
phenomenon that have been the lead in
contrasting news stories: whether
foods cause cancer, food poisoning and
parasites, hypoglycemia, hyperactivi-
ty and food allergy.

Floyd County Schools
Are Chosen For Pilot

Program, Says Frazier

Gary K. Frazier, assistant superin-
tendent for instruction for the Floyd
County School System, announce thal
Floyd County had been one of 10 school
districts in Kentucky selected Lo par-
ticipate in a pilot test scoring and
report generation project

The purpose of this pilot project is to
assess the usefulness of the application
of objective mastery testing for
managing instruction in local school
districts. Through the use of specially-
designed software, Floyd County will
be able to score the Kentucky Essen-
tial Skills Test (KEST), several com-
mercially available skills tests, and
teacher-made tests for the purpose of
better instructional management,

The necessary equipment will in-
clude a micro-computer, & printer, and
a table top scanner. The Tandy Cor-
poration has agreed Lo supply a micro-
computer for this project for one year,
Scantron Corporation has agreed to
provide a lable-top scanner for one
year. The Tandy Corporation has also
agreed lo provide a printer for the

same period of time: All equipment will
be provided to Floyd County at no cost

The software has been purchased
from CTB/McGraw-Hill by the Ken-
tucky Department of Education. This
software, Test Mate, has the capabili
ty to scan the above mentioned lests on
the proper forms, score the tests and
generate the necessary reports. The
Test Mate software has the additional
advantage of being able to reorganize
the normative data which is currently
being returned to Floyd County and
that which will result from the CTBS/4,
the newly-adopted state testing pro-
gram. This should increase the usabili-
Ly of the data to the classroom leacher
oblained from the state testing pro-
gram, said Frazier

The pilot project will be used on the
fifth grade level at three elementary
schools and at the 10th grade level at
one high school. If the program proves
successful, Frazier stated that he
hopes to expand to all Flayd County
schools in the near future

Mental Illness Group Formed

There are many myths about long-
term mental illness, according fo
Barry Hamilton, program director of
community rehabilitation and support
centers.

There are many misconceptions,
Hamilton said. Most of them come
from television programs that don’t
deal with the realities of mental illness
and notions are held over from the
past, when people thought mentally ill
people were possessed by demons.

However, according to the latest
research, long-term mental illness can
be linked to genetic and biochemical
processes, he said.

These misconceptions can be dispell-
ed by people working with a support
group which centers around the New
Hope Clubhouse in Dana.

Early this year, they formed the

Mountain Consumers’ Alliance Group,
a group of long-term mentally ill peo-
ple (consumers) who want to educate
the public to dispell the myths and pro-
vide advocacy for their rights, accor-
ding to Hamilton.
" The clubhouse is a service of Moun-
tain Comprehensive Care Center that
provides a social support and educa-
tional setting for the people it serves,
-according to Don Trimble, elub house
supervisor,

The clubhouse is run by the clients
who use it, Trimble said.

‘‘We let them make decisions and we
provide support when they make those
decisions,” he said.

The need is great for services like
these.

Kentueky ranks 47 out of 50 in money
spent per client with mental illnesses,
Hamilton said. Kentucky spends $18.40

per capita, compared with the national
average of $38.40 per capita.

The Consumers’ Alliance has set
about nine goals for the year, including
to provide support for each other
socially, to educate the public about the
issues of the mentally ill and to ad-
vocate for changes in government
policy, Hamilton said.

“They want to break down the bar-
riers of stigma,” he said.

The consumers are also wanting to
expand their membership throughout
Southeastern Kentucky and to publish
a quarterly newsletter, he said. The
group has applied for a grant to help
fund these objectives.

The Mountain Consumers' Alliance
Group is currently one of four of these
type groups in the state, and the groups
are planning to have their first state
constitutional convention to develop
bylaws and corporate standards for the
state, Hamilton said.

They are having their next meeting
Wednesday, Nov. 2, at 4:30 p.m., with
guest speakers Bill Stewart, director
for Protection and Advocacy for the

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Coffee Enhances Many Recipes

Whal better way to warm both body
and soul during the brisk days of
autumn than with a cup of fresh brew-
ed coffee? However, there are other
ways to enjoy coffee than in a mug.

Coffee, as a flavoring, can be incor-
poraled into cakes, pies. sauces,
mousses, ice creams, and even
pastries. The delicious aroma of coffee
make the desserts smell as good as
they taste

When cooking with coffee, instant—
not freeze-dried—works best and, if
brewed colfee is used, it is most effec-
tive when strong and concentrated.

Coffee was discovered around 1,300
vears ago in Ethiopia. It was populariz-
ed in America affer the Boston Tea
Party and today, Americans consume
approximalely 450 million cups a day

Two of the following recipes use cof-
[ee as an ingredient; the other recipes
are a pleasant addition to a steaming
cup of coffee

COFFEE CHOUX PUFFS
Makes 10-12

1/4 cup butter

3/4 cup water

1/2 cup, plus 2 tablespoons all-
purpose flour

2 eggs, beaten

Filling

1 1/4 cups heavy cream

Few drops vanilla extracl

2 tablespoons superfine sugar

Frosting

1 cup confectioners’ sugar

1 teaspoon coffee extract

2 lablespoons crushed almonds

Place the butter and water in a small
pan, Heat gently until the butter melts
and bring to the boil. Add the flour all
at once and beat, over the heat, for 2
minutes unlil the mixture comes away
from the sides of the pan. Allow to cool
slightly. Gradually beat in the eggs, ad-
ding just enough to give a fairly staff,
smooth glossy paste. Place in a large
pastry bag filted with a plain nozzle
and pipe rounds the size of ping-pong
balls onto greased baking sheets, Bake
at 425°F for 20 to 25 minutes until very
crisp and light. Cool on a wire rack.

To make the filling, whip the cream,
vanilla and sugar until it stands in
peaks. Split the puffs and fill them with
the cream

To make the frosting, blend the con-
fectioners' sugar with the coffee ex-
tract and just enough water to make a

thick glaze. Spread a little frosting over
each puff. Allow to dry before packing
in a rigid container, Chill before
transporting.

PRUNE BREAD
Yield: 1 large or 2 small loaves
1/4 cup (1/2 stick) butter
1 cup sugar
3 eggs
2 1/3 cups all-purpose [lour
1 teaspoon EACH: baking powder,

baking soda

1/2 teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon EACH: allspice,
cinnamon

1/2 teaspoon ground cloves

1/2 cup dairy sour cream

1 tablespoon fresh lemon juice

1 cup chopped pitted prunes

Preheat oven to 350° F. Cream but-
ter in a large mixing bowl; gradually
add sugar and beat until light and fluf-
fy. Beal in eggs, one al a lime, bealing
well after each addition. Combine
flour, baking powder, soda, salt,
allspice, cinnamon and cloves. Add to
creamed mixture alternately with sour
cream. Mix just until blended. Com-
bine lemon juice with prunes; add to
batter. Turn into one buttered 9 x 5-inch
or two 81/2x 4 1/2-inch loaf pans, Bake
50 to 55 minutes or until a wooden pick
inserled in center comes oul clean.
Cool in pan 10 minutes. Remove from
pan and cool completely on wire rack.

COTTAGE CHEESE FRUIT BREAD

1/2 cup firmly packed brown sugar
2 eggs
1 tablespoon EACH: grated lemon
peel, grated orange peel
1 1/2 cups cotfage cheese

2 cups all-purpose flour

2 teaspoons baking powder

3/4 teaspoon baking soda

3/4 teaspoon salt

1 cup finely chopped mixed dried
fruit (including raisins)

1/2 cup chopped pecans

Preheat oven to 350°F. Cream butter
in a large mixing bowl; gradually add
sugar and beat until light and fluffy.
