proved that fact as the Wheelwright 
Trojans ran by Allen Central 26-2 in a 
hard-hitting district contest. 

"I was worried coming in about their 
size," Roger Johnson, Wheelwright 
coach, said after the game. "They're 
a lot bigger than we are, but we were 
quicker. Our speed won tl for us." 

Wheelwright's speed. which is well 
divided among several players. 
resulted in scoring plays that covered 
34, 35. and 37 yards, and turned possi­
ble big Allen Central plays into turn­
overs and big plays 

"We missed tackles all night." Rebel 
Coach Donnie Daniels said, "That con­
tributes to their athletic ability. 
Tney've got a lot of God-given 
abilities.·· 

The Trojans shut down Allen Cen­
tral's offense, interecepted two passes, 
and recovered two fumbles in winning 
its first district game of the season. 
Wheelwright. 2-4, turned all four of 
those turnovers into touchdowns. 

··we just didn't execute,' ' Daniels 
said "l thought we could run the foot­
ball against them. We came out and 
tried to run it, bul we missed a lot of 
blocking ass1gnments. 

"They played good defense,·· Daniels 
continued, "and I'll have to contribute 
that to good coaching. They showed us 
a lot of different formations. They kept 
shooting six and eight guys at us and 
we just failed to pick them up." 

Wheelwright held the Rebels to 
under 200 yards of total offense, g1ving 
up 93 in the first half and 99 in these­
cond half. They held Allen Central to 
under a four yard per rush average. 
and let the Rebels complete only three 
passes. 

··we ran multible fronts at them," 
J ohns on said. describing Wheel­
wright's defensive scheme of things. 
"We ran three different fronts at them. 
I don't think we could have stopped 
them with just one front. ' · 

Allen Central's offensive line 
averages about 2\l pounds per player 
more than Wheelwright's defensive 
line. so Johnson and company opted to 
keep the Rehels off stride rather than 
simply knock heads with the bigger 
squad 

"We worked hard at il," Johnson 
said of his defense. ·•our defense just 
did a good job. ' 

The defense gave Wheelwright's of­
fense g()od field pos1tion on its (irst 
scoring drive by recovering a Rebel 
fumble on the AC 22 yard line 

The T••ojans. on its first possession 
of th(' game. drove the football to the 
Allen Central nine before eventually 
bemg turned away scoreless when they 
missed a field goal attempt of 33 yards. 
A two-yard loss on a running play. and 
a delay of game penalty had pushed 
them back. 

But Wheelwright, thanks to the run­
ning of quarterback Bobby Hood, 
wouldn't be denied on this chance. 
After Hood, who rushed the football 
five limes for 60 yards. ran to the four, 
and from there Vic Cotton, the Trojans' 
leading rusher. barely broke the plane 
of lhe goal line to g1ve his learn a 6-0 
lead 

Colton, who ran for 89 yards on 11 
carries. swept around right end, and. 
when hit. the Trojan runner· stretched 
his arm and the football ac.·ross the goal 
line. Although Allen Central came up 
w1th the football, officials ruled the 
play a Wheelwright score. 

In the third quarter , trailing 6-0, 

Allen Central quarterback B.J 
Aldrich, looking for tight end Jamie 
Hall, had his pass picked off, and that 
turnover led to a Trojan score as well. 

Defensive back Handy Jackson 
made the diving pickoff on the Trojan 
34 with 7:25 remaining in lhe period. 

Three plays later. just after a clip­
ping penalty negated a long Cotton run, 
Hood threw off to his left to Chad Hall. 
who ran on into the end zone, com­
pleting the 34-yard scoring completion. 

Hood, according to his coach, is im­
proving with every game, and Friday 
the junior quarterback accounted for 
140 yards, 80 through the air. He com­
pleted six of 11 passing attempts. 

J ust ovet· two minutes after he had 
thrown a touchdown pass, Hood in­
tercepted a pass, taking one away from 
Hall, who almost pulled the lhrow from 
punt formation in. 

On the next play Wheelwright 
transformed the turnover into six 
points as Handy Jackson broke loose 
for a 35-yard touchdown scamper, put­
ting the Trojans up 2o-o with 3:04 left 
in the third period. 

Wheelwright scored its final lime 
with 10:28left in the game. After Chris 
Thornsberry recovered a Rebel fumble 
on the 'S7, Cotton scored on the first play 

from scrimmage. dashing straight up 
the ntiddle for the touchdown. 

The win gave Wheelwright one more 
than thev had all of last season. and 
they are. 2-2 in &strict play. 

"It's a district game. and anytime 
you win a district game, irs nice,' 
Johnson said. ''Of course, we're a lot 
better off now than we were this time 
last year." 

The Trojans, who beat Fairview at 
home for their other win, will play at

HIStory will show the shotgun slug 
has pt>rlormed as expected on both ac 
count:; While 1t was reasonably safe 
for use in rural hunting areas, the 
slug's accuracy ccrtamly d.idn 't jeopar­
dize the deer population 

Times change, so do deer mannge­
ment and shotgun slugs 

Now we lrnow the whitetail dl'er has 
a remarkable ability to live and pros· 
per in close prox1mity to farms and 

suburbs Over-huntmg IS seldom a 
threat in today's regulated seasons. In 
fact. the opposite 1s tz·ue. Many 
farmland states are reporting record 
numbers of deer

slug hunters were still carrying that 
handicap mm and hope 

The hme~ are changing again, 
how£'v(•r, finally, I he shotgun deer 
hunt"r has received a much·deserved 
break in h1s quest for whatetails. In re­
cent years, both the shotgun and Ule 
lead slug have been rcdes1gned for a 
more accurate combinatiOn afield. 

For example, the makers of shotguns 
ha\ c de\ eloped ''deer models.'' design 
cd Y.1thshorter, more accurate barrels 

A major breakthrough m accuraC) 
occurred v. ith the de\elopment of rifl· 
ed slugs and technolog1eal tmprove· 
ments 111 uniformity One major 
manufacturer, Federal Cartridge Co., 
redesigned 1ts slugs Wlth a hollow pomt 
to imprO\'C hocking poy,er. 

In addtllon, Federal applwd nfle am­
mo sa\'VY to the question of accuracy 
in 1L<; r1fled slugs. As a result. Federal 
mcrea~ed muule velocity and slug 
energy <measured in foot·pounds) un 
ttl the Federal slug was resembling a 
.30·30 deer nne at 50 yards. 

Yet, a shotgun slug is only as ac­
curate as the shooter. Today's r ifled 
slugs are reasonably accurate to 
d1stanl·cs of 100 yards-m the right 
hands, of course. 

To summarize, the key to accuracy 
is 

1 Scle<'l a shotgun w1lh a barrel 
designed for deer $lugs 

2. UUiize lhe new-generation slugs. 
such .1s J<'ederal's Hi·Shok that rna) 
drop less than 12-inchcs at too-yard 
distances 

3 Equtp the shotgun barreJy,;th ad· 
Justablc stghts or a low-power scope. 

The bottom hne m all of this, of 
course, is the deer and the hunter The 
deer deservtos to be hunted with an ac· 
curate weapon and the hunter deserves 
a reasonable chance to shoot where 
he's aiming

To try and hide the true issues of who should represent 
Left Beaver Creek on the· Floyd County School Board, my 
opponent and her supporters spread rumors about the loca­
tion of the proposed Left Beaver High School.

a generic drug must demonstrate that it is the bio­
equivalent to its brandname "alter ego" in order to have 
the approval of the Food and Drug Adn,inistration. In 
other words. the generic must have the same active in­
gredient as the brand-name drug. It must also be of the 
exact same strength and dosage form. In addition. it must 
be taken by the same method, and must release an iden­
tical amount of drug to the body as the brand-name drug. 
While it jc: the responsibility of the genenc manufacturer 
to demo . .&Strate the quality, strength, and purity of his pro­
duct. it is the consumer's responsibility to find it at a price 
lower than its brand-name counterpart.

The ct·edit \Viii gradually mcrease to 
!l percent a year between 1990 and 2009 

In addition to these credits, a per­
son ·s earnir1gs after· 65 may also result 
in a larger check than would have been 
payable at 65, he said 

Of course. a person who starts get 
ting checks at 65 can still work and 
earn a significant amount before his or 
her benefits are affected, Kelly said. In 
1988, people 65 through 69 can earn 
$8.400 and still get a full year's benefits.
