palachian Research and Defense
Fund, said he was notified Thursday
that he was selected for an interview
Sept. 24. The Federal Judiciary Selec
tion Commission of Kentucky an
nounced that 11 of the 40 applicants
had been selected for interviews. the
Lexington Herald-Leader reporied
Friday

*1t"s an honor 16 be in the group of
11."" Rosenberg said

Concerns have surrounded (he
selection of the judge to serve the LIS
Districl Courl in Pikeville. A coalilion
of slate women's groups called for
“serfous consideration” lo be given
for the selection of 2 woman for the
position, and the Floyd County Bar
Association has called for (he
nominee to hold court full-time in
Pikeville.

According to Robert J  Turley.
chair of the selection commission, the
narrowed field includes residents of
Lexington, Eastern Kenlucky. and at
least one woman, the Herald Leades
reported

“People in this region deserve o

have a Tull-time cour! in Pikeville,
and 1 don't think there is much
dispute about thal." Rosenberg said

People would like the judge to be
here so he or she can be available. he
said, but added, "‘everyone wants the
judge 10 be the most qualified.™

Rosenberg has been in the public in-
terest sector praclicing law for 25
years. He said he applied for the
vacancy because il was timely. and
he felt he could offer services to the
region in the capacity of judge

“"Lawyers who appreciate fawver
ing and appreciate the law in this
country migh! aspire to be judges ai
the right point in their careers.”
Rosenberg said.

Rosenberg has been director of the
Appalachian Research and Defense
Fund since 1970, and from 1962 1o 1970
served in the civil rights division of
the Department of Justice. He is also
aclively involved wilh various com:.
munily groups. including the Floyd
County Bar Asseciation, the Job
Corps and the David School

City Receives New Fire Truck

A four-wheelin', fire-eatin’ truck by
the name of Rescue R rolled into
Prestonsburg Friday to help
Prestonsburg fireflighters get to fires
and put them oul casier

“This is what we're looking at for
the future.” Prestonshurg Fire Chief
Tom Blackburn said abou! the tvpe of
truck

Called a Rescoe Pumper, the truck
15 & four-wheel drive diesel fire truck
that can pump 1.000 gallons of water
per minute, and can carry 500 gallons

in the truck itself. Blackburn said i
also holds over 1500 feel of hose, as
well as fire and emergency equip-
ment.

It's a unigue truck because of iis
height. because it can be used in bad
wealher. floods and on sireets that
are inaccessible with the larger
trucks, he said

The truck has everyvihing needed
for the first attack,of a fire, said
Blackburn, “We can use il for any fire
or rescue;’’ he explained

Blackburn said it {8 comparable lo
the larger trucks, excepl for one
thing: fhe price Funding lor the
truck came from area development
funds through Big Sandy Area
Development District, according to
Mavor Ann Latta, The cost of the
truck was 888.000. in comparison with
the larger trucks thu! normally cost
between $150,000 and $200.000,

“It's an all-weather truck at half the
cost."" Cily Manager Fred James
said

LLearning To Read Can Open New World

iv L) Cooley

(Editor's Note: Following is the se-
cond story of & Iwo-part Series coneern-
ing literacy tutor training.)

For an adull, learning to read for the
first time can open up a whole new
world

Sister Mary Gervase of the Christian
Appalachian Project Adult Education
Advancement Program, and Charles
Wilson, a literacy volunteer tutor, ex
plained optimistically the triumphs
and tribulations of the adult literacy
student

Just as tutors have fears about
teaching someon# how Lo read, the stu-
dent has fears aboul lheir ability to
handle learning to read, Wilson said

One of the hardest parts of a learn-
ing program for'the adult is beginning.

“What people don'l realize is that (a
nonreader ) lives in fear that someone
is going toask them to read something
they can't,” Sister Mary Gervase said

“One of the biggest [ears is thal
evervone is going Lo know aboul (start-
ing the literacy program),’ she added,
“but it is confidential. We respect the
confidentiality of the person because
many are afraid their employees will
find out or theire

mployer will find out

and fire them.”

Literacy students are over the age of
16, and most left school at an early age

They may have lefl school because
they were needed at home, needed Lo
gel a job o support the family, or were
just frustrated because they were fall-
ing behind in school. Sister Mary Ger-
vase said

But the student joins the literacy pro-
gram because he or she really wants
to learn to read, she said

" An education is also wanted for the
possibility of getting a better job,”
Wilson said.

When a student first starts learning
with the tutor, the progress is self-
paced. They start with the basics of
reading and writing and build upon
that,

“The process starts at the very
beginning, so the adult doesn’t get
frustrated,’ Sister Mary Gervase said
‘It is a regulated system set up so the
adult can learn as quickly as possible,
but can move at his or her own pace.”

Wilson described the learning ses-
sions with his student. Students usual-
lv meet with their tuter one or two
times a week for about an hour

The sessions begin with the two of

them working with phonetic word and
letter combinations and then reading
a story, Wilson said. Then they review
words, answer guestions about the
story read and then have a writing ex-
ercise. Generally, by the end of the
basic reading program, the student is
reading and writing paragraphs

The success of the student is ap-
parent to all

There is a spark in the students’ eyes
when they know they can really do it
Sister Mary Gervase said.

““The proudest moment for some of
the students is that they can read to

their children or grandchildren,'” she
said. ""They are also excited about the
fact that they can read billboards and
signs when they travel.”

When the student is learning lo read.
many of the family members are very
supportive.

Learning lo read, she said, "is com-
parable to any new step in life."”

A literacy program “'is not a band-
aid project,” said Sheila Patton,
secretary for the Adull Education Ad-
vancemen! Program. “Knowledge is
something that lasis a lifetime and can-
not be taken away from you."”

Renee Vannucci Girdler has relurn
ed to her birthplace for part af her
medical studies

Girdler, daughler of the Rev. and
Mrs. Lorie Vannucci of Finance Hollow
near Martin, was born at Our Lady of
the Way Hospital. Now as a fourth-year
University of Kentucky (UK) medical
student, she's doing a four-week fami
Iy practice rotation here

Every UK medical student must do
a rotation in at least one of many area
health education centers like Our Lady
of the Way Hospital. Girdler said the
Martin hospital was her [irst choice

“1 chose Our Lady of the Way
because my family lives here, | know
many people in the area, and Dr. Mar
tin is an excellent physician,” she said
“A lot of patients have told me, ‘Il you
can be a doctor like Dr. Martin, you'll
be a greal physician.” | think that's
definitely true.”

Dr. Lowell D. Martin is a board cer
tified family practitioner whose Mar-
tin Clinic is located across the streel
from Our Lady of the Way Hospilal. As
an assistant clinical professor of family
practice for the University of Ken-
tucky, he has guided several medical
students through [amily practice rota-
tions. Family practitioners Dr. Allan
D. Halbert of Martin and Dr, Blake
Burcheil of Prestonsburg are two of his
former students. As Girdler's precep
tor, he is but one of two Floyd Coun
tians named Lowell Martin who have
influenced Girdler’s pursuit ol
medicine

The “other' Lowell Marlin teaches
biology at Allen Central High School
Girdier said her interest in becoming
a doctor stems [(rom him

1 really liked the sciences,” explain-
ed Girdler, who majored in biology at
Transylvania Universily where she did

her undergraduate work. “*My parents
have always encouraged and sup
ported me in those areas [ chose to pur
sue. | have alwiays wanted lo help
people.”

Girdler said yvou don't know what
you're gelting into until vou are actual
Iy in medical school,

“1 would do it again, but there are a
lot of things you sacrifice.  If you're
married, you have lo have a very sup-
portive husband. Fortunately, 1 do
he's wonderful,'* she said with sparkl-
ing eyes and a smile.

Girdler’s husband, Joseph (Joe)
Girdler, is Associate Pastor ol
Kingsway Assembly of God Church in
Versailles. One of the sacrifices of his
support is seeing hs wife only on
weekends while she does her rotation
in Martin.

Girdler plans to become a family
practitioner and possibly a medical
missionary. She’ll get her first laste of
medical missionary work when she
and her husband go to Argentina in
March

“On the mission field and al a
smaller facility, CAT scans and MRIs
(magnetic resonance imaging) are less
available," Girdlersaid “‘Solhavelo
be a better clinician. The history and
physical are very important. You rely
on fewer tests and you must listen
carefully to your patients.”

Girdler said her rotation at Our Lady
of the Way Hospital is much like an in-
ternship. She arrives al the hospital at
seven o'clock each morning and makes
rounds with Dr. Martin. He co-signs the
orders she writes. At the Martin Clinic,
both see patients, but Dr. Martin
checks all her work. Girdler also sees
patients in the hespital’'s emergency
room, but Dr. Martin reviews her
histories, physicals and admission

The recent hoopla concerning
Republican vice-presidential candidate
Dan Quayle’s membership in the Na
tional Guard has served to cloud
another issue concerning him—that of
his voling record concerning veterans
benefits. Republicans and conser-
vatives are trying to cast this as a bal-
tle between the press, which is widely
considered lo be liberal and conser
vative Republicans

After looking carefully at Quayle's
voting record, you come Lo the logical
conclusion thal since Quayle is for a
strong defense—unlimited billions of
dollars for military budgets—then he
must believe that velerans are expen-
dable and disposable. It is impossible
Lo believe otherwise. Here are the most
important issues for velerans Lo come
to the senate since he was first elected:

Judicial Review. The Velerans Ad-
ministration is one of the largest agen-
cies in our government and recent con
gresSional investigations have
reported that the VA Irequently makes
wrong decisions and then covers up its
mistakes. Also, the major appeals
arm—the court of last resort of the
VA—is presently being sued for acts of
malfeasance in it's conduct of the ap-
peals process. Judicial review would
give the veleran the right Lo challenge
the VA decisions [rom this appeal

board in court. Quayle voted no!

Cabinet Status for the Veterans Ad-
ministration. The reasoning behind Lhis
bill is that the VA has no reporting
responsibility to anyone or supervision
by anyone. The presidenl appoints its
administrator, and if he chooses Lo ig
nore his administrator's deeds or
misdeeds, there is noone who can slap
the VA’s hands. As a Cabinel-status
agency, the Secretary of Veterans Al-
fairs must be confirmed by the Senale;
and his aclivity will reflect on Lhe
senators who voted for him.

This will keep the senators interested
in what's happening at the VA, for they
have to run for election again; and as
we know, there aren’'t loo many
senalors who want to be known as op:
ponents of velerans isSsues. Quayle
voted no on this issue!

Other Issues of Primary Importance
To Veterans: Quayle has repeatedly
and continuously opposed all issues
concerning benefits lo be offered to
veterans, Here is a listing of other
veleran-related bills which Quayle has
opposed:

—He opposed a bill designed Lo con-
linue funding to preserve the slore-
front Vet Center providing counselling
and assistance to Vietnam velerans.

—He opposed appropriating $20
million dollars to provide veteran job
training and relraining

Slone Led Tigers Get Revenge
In Shutout Over Prestonsburg

What a difference a year makes.
What a difference a little experience
makes. What a difference a little Slone
makes. .

Just over a vear ago, the
Prestonsburg Blackcats were whoop
ing it wp in celebration of a 4146
thrashing of a young Paintsville team

The Blackcats in a rebuilding stage
themselves, had not only handed Paint-
sville one of their worst defeals ever,
they had embarrassed the proud
Tigers, and rubbed their noses in the
shame.

But what comes around goes around,
and Paintsville, 3-8, survived the defeal
and the 1987 season. They may even be
a better team because of their pitiful
year last season

They certainly showed it Friday
night, shutting oul Prestonshurg 27-0in
their first home game, and gaining a
bit of revenge over basically the same
team thal had beaten them on that im-
pressive Blackcal night lasl
September,

Paintsyille is one of the state’s most
improved {eams, and one reason is
their defense. Another reason is
transfer lailback Greg Slone.

The Tigers, in five games, have
given up a total of eight points, and
earned their fourth shutout of the
season Friday night. They are averag-
ing just above 30 points per game on
offense.

“The best part of their defense is
their defensive backfield, and that kind
of surprises me,”’ Prestonsburg coach
Bill Letton said. **They played bump
and run and ['ve never seen a high
school team play bump and run as well
as they do."

Prestonsburg was held to 71 yards
passing, well below their average, and
Tim Trusty, normally an effeclive
passer, completed only six of 21 pass-
ing attempls. The Blackcats, as a
team, were six of 25 throwing the
football.

Prestonsburg, 14, didn’t enjoy much
more success running the football,
although senior fullback Kevin Dolson
found copsistent running room. Of the
Blackcats' 117 running vards, Dotson

had 75 of those on 17 carries.

Junior tailback Aaron Flannery ran
13 times for 38 vards before leaving the
game with an injury. Trusty and wide
receiver Jamie Howell were also hurt,
and may miss Prestonsburg's game
Friday against CAP.E,

“We moved the ball well,” Letton
said. “'It's just the same old story. We
moved the ball well between the 20s but
when it comes time to score, we can't
get the job done."

A prime example of Prestonsburg’s
scoring problems came lale in the
game when they received a fumble an
the Tiger 31, and failed to score after
a pass interference call gave them a

Although the points wouldn't have af-
fected the outcome, it effectively

Kevin Spurlock came to Belsy Layne
from Allen Grade School regarded as
one of the besl quarterback prospects
the Bobeats had ever had.

Craig Hunter had been the regular
Betsy Layne quarterback. but Friday
he saw action at a different position
while Spurlock, a junior, started his
first ever high school game at QB

Although Tucker, in his second year
as the Bobcal mentor, says the move
isn’t necessarily a permanent one, he
liked the way the offense moved with
Spurlock directing the action

“‘He did a lot of good things for us,”
Tucker said. “The line was doing a
good job, and everything just sort of
started clicking at the same time,"
Tucker said

Spurlock threw for 107 yards and
rushed for over 50 while the Bobeat
defense completely shut down the
Sheldon Clark offensive attack.

A face mask penalty added 15 yards
to the drive, and on a fourth and one try

During the drive Spurlock, on a third
and 10 from the Cardinal 26, connected
with tighl end Dave Recznic for a
15-yard gain, Later the two, again on
third down, hooked up for a 13-yard
pass play.

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Tips For Flshmg Autumn Creeks

This month s a good time to be up
a creek. especially if you're afler
largemotth bass

" In September und October bass are
becoming more active, and if | want to
find them in a hwrry, 1 head lo the
creeks,"” explains Johnson Outboards
Pro Staff member Charlie Reed “'Fish
tend to bunch In large schools this time
of year as they feed on shad, and it's
possible to cateh a lot of fish ina short
period of time

“The advantage of (ishing a creek,”
Reed continues, "'is that yvou're concen-
trating your efforts in a relatively
small area. You can figh quickly and
cover a lot of water.”

Before he heads to any new lake he
hasn't been on before, Reed carefully
studies a map to find a tributary creek
he wants to fish. This saves him
precious time and effort, for onee he
launches he can go directly to his
chosen spol

“My first requirements for a
tributary creek is that it have a well:
defined channel.” says Reed. “1donol
like to fish silted channels or shallow
water that has no current. A good map
will show channel banks and waler
depths, so [ can eliminate & lol of
ereeks without actually seeing them,"

Reed's next basic requirements for
a late summer/early autumn creek is
that it have vegetalion in il. Some
maps will show this, but more often,
Reed has to find it by on-the-waler
exploration

“Bass will hold in vegetation
anytime,'* he says. “In fact, 1 believe
bass will by-pass other forms of cover,
such as boat houses, treetops or brush
just to utilize vegetation. The [ish like
the oxygen, the protection and the
shade vegetation provides. "

When there is no vegetation, Reed
inoks for stumps along the bends of the
creek channel. Sometimes the stumps
will be visible from the surface, but
more often, the Johnson Outboards pro
finds them with a depthiinder. Bass
may be in the stlumps bul freguently
Reed locates them along the oulside
edge of the cover in slightly deeper
waler

Water clarity and temperature are
twio more factors Reed studies before
he finally decides on a creek. If he has
to fish cooler water, he wants it also to
be clear. If the water is warm, he
wants it to be stained or colored.

“Normally, 1 ease into a creek and
just look and study the water, structure
and cover,'' explains Reed, “especial-
ly if T haven'l lished it before. Basical-
Iy, I'm trying to ‘read’ the water, look-
ing at a lot of different things that help
tell me where bass might be under the
existing conditions.

“1'll continue up the creek until'l
reach really shallow waler, then turn
and fish my way back out.”

Al this tlime of year, Reed’s favorile
lure choices include topwaler plugs and
buzz baits, and shallow-running
crankbaits. In most instances, he will
begin by casting a surface lure.

“You can learn a lot about the mood
of bass when they strike a lopwater
lure,” says Reed, “and they'll certainly
fut one this time of year, If you catch
fish with the topwater lure, you're on
target, but if you keep missing fish, it's
probably because the bass don't real-
v want thal Jure just then,™

When this happens, Reed quickly
changes to one of the shallow running

minnow-immitation crankbaits, which
he twitches just under the surface. He
works the lure in quick, erratic darts
around the grass or stumps. making
the lure look like an injured baitfish.

“The shallow, minnow-immitalion
crankbaits, which we usually call ‘jerk

baits,’ are probably among the most ef-
fective lures this time of year."” says
Reed '“The bass are beginning to feed

maore and more on minnows and these
lures really do immitate them well,
both in sppearance and action.”

biggest number of those likely lo use
the product can be reached

This is one of the ma jor reasons why
aleoholic beverages have increasingly
dominaled the major sports advertis-
INg spots

Another important factor 15 thal pro
fessional sports such as baseball,
basketball, hockey and [ootball
couldn’t survive without it

According lo Sports Inc., a magazine
dedicated to the business end of
athigtics, beer is the single most impor
tant contributor to the sports economny

The publication went on to say thal
without the revenue generated from
this advertising, professional sporis
woitld be foreed inlo a contraction that
some in the brewing indusiry say
would inevitably lead lo government
control

It also mentioned that without the
brewing Industry, several smaller
sports which aren’t shown on lelevision
would be impossible to promole, and
even charily events would become
extincl

The beer-making people sposnor
evenls such as rodeos, strong man
competitions, and many other sporting
activities that they say would fold
without their support

Beer companies make up between 10
and 12 percent of all television revenue,
and the three major professional sports
generate their biggest assets (rom net
work television, along with cable, The
NFL alone gets between #0 and 65 per-
cent of s linances [rom such
advertising

Executives in both television and the
professional sporting events agree thal
neither could sustain the losses if, for
some reason, the brewing industry

To The Voters of District 5 School Board:

We all know that the state is on the verge of taking over
the Floyd County School system because of poor manage-
ment. After reading an article that made front page news
in another state’s newspaper—not even in Kentucky—I
thought | should pass this article on to the voters of Dist.

5. It reads:

‘“State May Assume Full Control Of
Troubled Floyd County Schools”

PRESTONSBURG, Ky.—The
Kentucky Board of Education will
tesl the 1984 academic bankrupley
law for the first time il it goes
through with a takeover of the Floyd
County school system

The board is considering such a
move less than two months alter it
ordered the financial takeover of the
Pike County schoal system

Bul Superintendent of Publie In-
struction John Brock said the Floyd
County situation is different {rom
thatl in Pike Counly
“Floyd County is more serious be-
cause they (the state board) are
looking at the possibility of invoking
the academic bankruptcy law,”
Brock said,

The statule permils the stale
board to seize control of distriets
that repeatedly fall lo correct pro-
blems within certain timetables, As
a last resort, the law also authorizes
the state to remove local board
members, the superintendent or
other school employees.

Under the law, school distriots
with problems such as low
achievemenl-lest scores, poor atlen-
dance records and high dropout
rales are required to come up with
a plan to correct those deficiencies

Thus far, the statute has not been
tested in Kentucky, where any
sweeping changes in school boards
normally are the result of elections

In July, howeéver, some frustrated
state school board members unex-
pectedly proposed declaring the
Floyd County system academically
backrupt because they were fed up

with what they viewed as continued
mismanagement.

They cited the county’s failure to
follow the board’s recommendation
to eliminate 23 unnecessary jobs.

Officials in the district, which has
23 schools, 9,500 students and a $23.5
million budget, say they are most-
ly puzzled by what they hear from
the state school board.

In May, a state consultant prais-
ed lhe Floyd board for im-
provements and eliminating a 1986
deficit of $600,000, said Dr. James D,
Adams, chaiman of the Floyd
hoard.

“Then, the first thing I know,
bam, they re jumping on Pike Coun-
ty and bam, they're jumping on
Floyd County,” he said. “"Well, 1
don't know what they're talking
about. I don’t understand.”

Adams said the board was work-
ing on problems with test scores and
average daily attendance. He also
defended the jobs of seven ad-
ministrators the state wants to cut.

“We finished the year in the
black," Adams said. “1f we're in the
black, you tell me what problem we
might have?"

Floyd Superintendent Ronald
Hager said he doubts thal the law
would allow the state school board
to remove elected officials without
a court baltle,

“Even {f they filed the process, |
presume our board would fight it.”
Hager said.

State board member Robert
Robert Ruberg wanted to take over
the Floyd County system in July,

but he said Brock had 1o recom-
mend any such action.

The Floyd board is making “a
mockery of what we're [rying to
do,"" Ruberg said.

Floyd officials give “lip service”
to improving its system when state
officials are around, then refurn to
old practices after slate represen-
tatives go away, he said.

“They talk a good show, but when
push comes to shove, they do what
they want to do,”" Ruberg said.
“They don't really want you lo in-
terfere with what thev're doing.”

Ruberg conceded he was
frustrated with the Floyd board, but
said he woul d base any decision on
evidence produced at the state
board meeting.

Brock said Floyd County would be
discussed "'in great detail’’ during
commitlee meetings before the
Sept. 13-14 board meeting.

Dr, Clay Parks, the state board
chairman, said the Floyd system
was not getling management
assistance this vear, except on a
follow-up basis.

That's where Floyd County’s
latest difficulties began,

Although a state consultant, Tom
Vinson of Cadiz, praised the Floyd
board in a May report, his commit-
tee report before July's state board
meeting angered some members.

Vinson said he had recommended
thal Floyd County eliminate seven
unnecessary jobs. The board voted
to cut four jobs and, after a lawsuit,
just one position was eliminated.

NFL News And Notes

It wasn't long ago when football fans
in Cincinnatli were encouraging Bengal
team officials to send bead coach Sam
Wiche on his way, and most wanted
him to take Boomer Esiason along for
the ride

But a season later, even though
stupid coaching decisions and con-
traversial Esiason sirike actions still
linger, the Queen City his apparently
fallen back in love with its coach and
its quarterback

Wiche, who lasl season saw his team
lose several games in the fourth
quarter (most contests they were in
control of), has the Bengals on top of
the AFC Central, and pne of only three
undefeated teams in the National Fool-
ball League

Esiason, a former Pro-Bowl per-
former, drew healed criticism for the
way he handled his duties as team
representative during last fall’s strike

Winning, as they saw, is a way lo
cure all ills, and now, with Esiason
leading the NFL in touchdowns thrown,
and the Bengals one full game in front
in the Central division, nol many fans
remember last year

Cincinnati, 411 in 1987, wenl into
Pittsburgh Sunday tied with Houston
for the Central lead, and when the day
ended had returned home as numero
uno.

The Bengals, fresh off o victory over
the Eagles in Philadelphia when
Esiason threw four touchdown passes,
took advantage of a stoul defensive ef
fort Sunday to defeat Pittsburgh 17-12

Esiason, who completed 15 of 27
passes, threw for two touchdowns, lif-
ting his season total to nine. The Bengal
defense, the leam’'s major question
mark before the season began, in-
tercepted lwo Bubby Brister passes as
Cincinnali improved to 3-0 for the first
time since 1975

The Buffalo Bills also kepl their
record perfect when Scoll Norwood
kicked a field goal with 11 seconds re
maining to give them a 16:14 viclory
over New England

New England, 1-2, had taken a 14-3
lead in the first half, but Jim Kelly
threw a touchdown pass, the Bills’ first
touchdown of the season, which enahl
ed Buffalo to win with the field goal
The Bills are alone atop the AFC East,
one game in front of the surprising New
York Jets

New York, who many figured would
bring up the rear in the East, record-
ed its biggesl margin of victory ever

Sunday by thumping the Houston
Oilers, 45-3
Ken O'Brien, a former all-pro

quarterback, passed to Wesley Walker
for three touchdowns, and the Jet
defense held the Warren Moon-less
Oilers to 108 yards passing, and 258
total

The Houston loss, their first of the
season, enabled the Bengals Lo Lake
sole possession of first place in the
Central.

Another surprise team, the Los
Angeles Rams, defeated lhe Los
Angeles Raiders 22-17 o improve to 3-0,
and move ahead of San Francisco and
New Orleans in the NFC Wesl

Greg Bell, [or the second consecutive
game, rushed for over 100 yards and
one touchdown and the Rams' defense
sacked Raider quarterback Steve
Beuerlein nine times to help record the
victory

The Rams, though, are just entering
the toughest portion of Lheir 1988
schedule, taking on the New York
Giants this Sunday. They then play
Phoenix and Atlanta (nol part of the
tough portion) belore taking on San
Francisco, Sealtle, New Orleans twice,
and Philadelphia in live consecutive
games

Upset Sunday: Week three of the
NFL season may well be remembéred
as upse! Sunday. No less than five
upsets were recorded, three of which
could be described as shocking

The Atlanta Falcons, one of the
NFL's youngest teams, rolled over the
4%ers in San Franciseo, thanks lo a
21-point outburst in the sécond quarter

The 4%ers, coming off two tough con
tests against New Orleans and the New
York Giants, saw Joe Montana throw
three interceptions, allowing the
Falcans to record their first win of the
season

Gerald Riggs ran for 115 yards, the
25Lh career 100-yard day for the Allanta

running back. The Falcon win also
allowed the New Orleans Saints, 22-14
winners over Detroil, to move inlo a se-
cond placed tie with lhe 4%ers

The San Diego Chargers recorded a
shocker themselves, defeating Seatlle
17-6 al San Diego. Gary Anderson ran
lor 120 vards, and the Chargers got an
interception returned for a teuchdown
in breaking an eight-game losing
sireak.

But the Seahawks, known as an in-
consistent squad, weren't damaged
greatly by the loss. Kansas City made
sure of that,

Seattle was supposed Lo wage a two-
leam war with Denver {or supremacy
in the AFC West, and thus far the Bron-
cos are fighting without much of an
arsenal. They were handed their se:
cond defeat Sunday; this time a former
teammate did most of the damage

Steve DeBerg, former Bronco QB,
threw for two touchdowns, and the
Kansas City defense picked off two
John Elway passes as both teams end-
ed the game 1-2

The Minnesota Vikings, in a game
which wouldn't be termed an upsel ex
cept thal Chicago lost big at home,
completely dominated Chicago, earn-
ing a 31-7 victory, and drawing even in
the NFC Central race.

The Bears turned the football over
five limes, and Tommy Kramer threw
for three touchdowns to give Chicago
one of their worst whippings ever in
Chicago

Super Bowl Repeat: The Washington
Redskins are trying to do what no team
in'quite some time has been able to
do—repeal as Super Bowl champions,

But Sunday afternoon, they took a
positive step toward thal menumental
goal by turning back Philadelphia, one
of the teams expected Lo challenge the
Redskins in the NFC East. Washington
scored on its first two possessions, and
recorded six quarterback sacks in
keeping pace with the Giants in the
East

Timmy Smith, a heroin last season’s
Super Bowl, ran for 107 yards and a
touchdown, and Washington relied on
its defense lo contain Randall Cunn-
ingham and the explosive Eagle
offense,

Philadelphia had one last opportuni-
Ly, getting a punt on their own 40 with
1:40 remaining in the game, bul they
were offsides on the punt, allowing the
Redskins o retain possession.

Monday Night Affair: The Cleveland
Browns may give their team MVP
award to third string quarterback Mike
Pagel, who threw two touchdown
passes in Lheir 23-17 must win over
Indianapolis

The Cleveland delense may also
deserve game notice for their second
half efforts. They shut down the Colts
in the second half, and all of In-
dianapolis’ points came on a punt
return.

Games To Watch: The 49%rs are
coming off a loss. So is Seattle. Both
will need a win Sunday when they hook
up in Seattle. The Seahawks were 6-2
at home last season, one loss came dur-
ing the strike.

That doesn’t matter to the 49ers, they
were 7-1 on the road last season, and
are 2-0 this year. San Francisco has
won two of their three meetings.

The Philadelphia Eagles are 1-2, and
if they are o challenge the Giants and
Redskins for a division title they might
have (o go into Minnesota and defeat
the Vikings. The last time the two
leams mel the Eagles won 37-35, This
is expected to be a high scoring affair
as well

The Cleveland Browns are still
without Bernie Kosar and the Cincin-
nati Bengals have the hottest passer in
the NFL. But Cleveland still has their
defensive talent in check. Last year the
Browns won both meetings, but this
game is in Cincinnati. The Bengals are
favored by the experts
