Otis W. Hayes and Goldie johnson 
of Hi Hat and John Scalf of Betsy 
Layne all called last week with an· 
swers on the origin of the place name 
Hi Hat. The three agree that the 
community name came from the Hi 
Hat Elkhorn Coal Co. which opcr· 
a ted in the area in the 1940s. 

The previous post office name had 
bccnfed,butScalfsald the name was 
changed because of confusion with 
FedsCreek m Pike County. Hayes 
said that despite the postal name. 
most area residents referred to the 
community as Clear Creek before it 
bccameHa Hat. 

Disagreement on the origin of the 
name of the community of Bonanza 
arises in responses from Scalf and 
Doda Woods, who was "born and 
raised at this blessed location.'' 

According to Scalf, when word 
spread that the community was get· 
ting a post offacc in the late 1880s, a 
long forgotten voice reportedly said, 
''Boy, if we get a post office, it'll be a 
bonanwl''

Officials Await Autopsy Report 
On Baby Born To Lick Fork Girl 

Nelson said he dol!s not expect a 
final cl!ltopsy report until later this 
week. 

Late Tuesday, ncithl'T Coroner 
Roger Nelson nor Commonwealth 
Attorney Jcny Patton had received 
results of an autopsy on a baby bc.>m 
last week to a 17 year-old Lick Fork 
girl. 

The newborn baby was found 
dead April 10 1n a shallow grave 
behind the girl's family home. 

Although the girl reportedly said 
the baby was tillbom, Nelson satd 
that a preliminary autopsy shO\~ed 
there was air In the infant's lungs. 
The presence of air could indicate 
that at least one breath wac; taken, he 
said. 

Patton said the girl could be 
charged in the baby's death If au· 
topsy reports indicate that the child 
was alive when it was reportedly 
placc.'<i in a lard bucket in an out-

building. The girl's father apparcntl y 
found the infant later and buried it. 

Thegirl'sfatheris reported to have 
said the family was unaware of th~ 
girl's pregnancy. The girl apparently 
acted out of fear, according to the 
father. 

According to published reports, 
hospital officials in Prestonsburg in­
formed police and Nelson of the 
baby's death. Authorities then went 
tothehomeanduncarthcd the body. 

The girl apparently gave birth 
early in the morning ina dilapidated 
chicken house and left the baby there. 
When she later suffered from faint­
ing spells, the father reportedly took 
her to a Langley clinic, where it was 
discovered she had recently given 
birth.

Several of our well meaning friends have suggested 
the possibility of bringing back the city vehicle 
sticker tax to replace the $75,000 to $80,000 in lost 
taxes from the 2°/o tax on sales of alcoholic bever­
ages. This city vehicle tax would require all city resi­
dents owning cars and trucks, as well as all of those 
persons working within the city limits and using city 
streets, to purchase a city sticker for their vehicles. 
It has been estimated that there are over 2,500 ve­
hicles the vehicle tax would apply to. Using the 
vehicle tax to replace the $75,000 to $80,000 would 
require a tax of approximately $25 to $35 per vehicle 
per year. A vehicle tax is a totally unfair tax to impose 
on city residents and city workers. It would tax all 
residents owning vehicles, whether they are on a 
fixed income, live in low rent housing projects or in 
other words, tax everyone whether they could afford 
the tax or not. Voice your concern about a city 
vehicle tax to your friends and neighbors as well as 
to those on the Prestonsburg City Council and those 
that plan to run for Prestonsburg City Council.

"I listen tothC!boysa lot; they have 
a knowledge of the game, and have 
some good suggestions," Keathley 
said. ''We need pitching worse than 
anything. Mike McQuate 1s an excel­
lent baseball player. Alice Lloyd and 
Georgetown are interested in him." 

"Albert got me to go to the Doyle 
Brothers baseball clinic forcoachec:at 
P1kcville/' Keathley explained, "they 
introduced me and thcmstruclorsaid 
he knew it was a coming- women 
coaching baseball. They treated me 
real well, and the clinic helped me a 
lot." 

Keathley says she tS hnvmg fun 
and really enjoys coaching boys base­
ball.

Stegall has played and coached

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Spring: The Best Of Times, 
Worst Of Times For Anglers 

Spring can be lhe best or times­
or the worst of times - for a bass 
angler. · 

The best of times occur when the 
fish are biting spinncrbaits in shal­
low water and nothing can go wrong. 
The wors t of times is when the 
weather turns sour, the fish become 
finicky and nothing can be done right. 

"The thing to remember about 
:.;prmg bass fishing/' explains top pro 
Jerry Rh yneof the Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff, "is that the fish are begin­
ning to move shallow. They're be­
coming more active and aggressive. 

"Even when the weather turns 
really bad, the bass aren't affected

nearly as much this time of year. 
"The worst that happens," says 

Rhyne, "is a late cold front that puts a 
sudden chill on the water. Even this, 
however, does not cause bass to be­
come inactive. All it does is slow them 
down. 

"I like to fish a jerk bait under 
these conditions," says Rhyne. "This 
is one of those minnow type lures 
that float at rest but dive when you 
retrieve them quickly or snap your 
rod tip.lnstcad of fishing these lures 
on the surface, I fish them one to two 
feet below the surface, and I try to 
keep the lure dancing in the same 
place as long as possible." 

"I use a six foot spinning rod with 
a light tip, and I cast parallel to the 
shoreline in three tofivefeetofwater 
I make a long pull back with the rod 
to make the lure dive, then I just 
twitch or jerk the rod to keep lure 
darting around in that same spot." 

Rains are common in the sprin& 
and while many anglers groan at the 

sight of a soggy sky, Rhyne actually 
enjoys fishing in the rain. 

"Because spring rain water is 
usuallywarmerthanlakewater, bass 
often get just five or six inches below 
the surface," says the Johnson Pro. "I 
like to fish a floating plastic worm, 
swimmingit slowly around any type 
of floatingdebris,evena wadoflcaves 
or pine needles." 

"Water depth has no effect on the 
fish under these conditions. You can 
fish the back of a cove or pocket where 
the depth may be 20 feet, but the bass 
will be just under the surface. After a 
heavy spring rain, you can check the 
water temperature, and it may be 10 
or 12 degrees warmer in the top six 
inches." 

Rains often bring mud, but again 
Rhyne has a solution. He advises 
anglers to try to fish under the mud. 

"In the spring, the warmer muddy 
water will separate and stay near the 
surface," the Johnson pro explains. 
"Youcanfishacrankbaitthatdivesto 
four or five feet and often catch bass 
because the water at that depth will 
be clear. Use a slow, stop and go 
retrieve, and parallel the bank with 
your casts." 

Still another weather hex that 
plagues anglers this time of year is 
wind. 

"If you can, fish windy banks," 
says Rhyne. "Bait gets blown against 
the shorelines, and bass follow. Use a 
crankbait or spinnerbait, and cast 
toward theshoreatabouta 45 degree 
angle." 

"If you catch one fish, work the 
area thoroughlybecauseyou'llneatly 
always fimf more bass nearby. 

Fishing activity over the Apri115-

Hopson's personality and needs. 
"That time in front of the television 
was my time," she said. "I told my 
family to leave me alone during that 
time, and they were very suppor­
tive."'
