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Board Sells Bonds 
And Accepts Bids 
For Local Schools

The Floyd County School Board 
authorized saleofbonds for the Allen 
Elementary School project at a spe!· 
dal meeting Tuesday night, and ac­
cepted bids for the first phase of con· 
struction at McDowell-Wheelwright 
Con~olidatcd High School on Left 
Beaver. 

The board members and 
A .;sistant Superintendent of Fmance 
Russell M. Frazier also comprise the 
district's finance corporation. 
Meeting in that capacity after the 
board meeting, they also votc..'<i to 
c;eiJ the bonds. 

1ncAilcn project, which had been 
kt for bids on three previous occa­
sions, got a boost earlier this month 
when StatcSuperintendentofSchools 
John Brock allowed the local district 
to negotiate with bidders rather than 
bid the school for a fourth time. 

Tuesday, the local board rejected 
all bids previously received (except 
tho<:econcerningexcavation) and, by 
mutual agreement, canceled Ervin 
Akers' contract as construction man· 
ager. The board then hired Akers as a 
general contractor to ovcrsa• school 
construction. 

On a motion by Ray ''Shag" 
Campbell and a second by Or. Mary 

Hall, the board voted to approve is­
suing $3.5 million in school building 
revenue bonds to finance the Allen 
project, 5 percent add-on for 
Prestonsburg Middle School and 5 
pe!centfor the Garrett-Wayland Ele­
mentary School. Bonds are expected 
to be sold Dec. 20, according to Super­
intendent Ronald Hager. 

"The people in Allen arc going to 
betickled,"saidjocHinchman,presi· 
dent of the Allen Parent-Teacher 
Organization. "We'reaJotcloserthan 
we were a month ago. It's great." 

Four additional classrooms were 
cut from the first phase of construc­
tion to get the project in line with 
budget allocations, bringing the total 
delayed until the next phase to 16 
c:lasc;rooms and the gym. 

The board also approved bids for 
the first phase of construction for the 
McDowell/Wheelwright Consoli­
dated High School.

A courthouse battle boiled over 
Thursday between Commonwealth's 
AttomeyJerryPatton,and1989Grand 
jury Foreman and former District 1 
magistratecandidatcGormanCollins 
Jr. 

Jlatton rdeased a letter yesterday 
morninginr~ponsctoa Wednesday 
Grand Jury report signed by Collins 
which alleged that several problems 
were encountered during Jury activ­
ity in November. 

Specifically, the jury report said 
that Patton" •.. may have tried to 
influence the Jury towards taking 
cases ba'-cd upon his opinion of what 
was Winnable, as oppo"ed to what 
should be prosecuted." 

The report also stated that "some 
cases that wc{thcjury) had returned 
indictments on were never typed up 
to be signed and returned to judg~ 
Conley,of these some had the charges 
dropped, but some were apparently 
left out." 

The report further alleged that, 
during the Jury'c;inv~tigation of vote 
fraud, the misuf.c of county tax 
money. and election law infractions 
in Floyd County, "we weremisiL'<.i in 
our authority Lo obtain legal subpoe­
nas for witnesses by the 
Commonwt>alth's Attorney, jerry 
Patton.'' The~c s\lbpoonas were re­
ceived by tlw Jury later, without the 
involvemt>nt of Patton, according to 
the report. 

In Patton'<: response to the jury 
report, hl' noted th.1l it was Collins 
who prepared and ~ignl'd the report, 
saying. NHi., accusatiOns against me 
arc tah>l' and they too arl! politically 
motivated," and that''Mr. Collins~~ 

seeking to retaliate politically as a 
result of his recent defeat in the 
Magistrate's race." 

Pattonalsostated in the letter that, 
"'Every ~ffort is being made to justly 
and fairly Investigate his (Collins) 
claims of election law infractions. If 
Mr. Col1ins is truly interested in jus­
tice he should have considered turn· 
ing his alleged information over to 
the Attorney General's Office and 
excused himself from participating 
in this matter." 

In an interview following the re­
lease of Patton's letter, Collins eli! bo­
rated on the allegations contained in 
the Grand jury report 

.,Regarding the election investi­
gation, the jury asked to have some 
witnesses subpoenaed," said Collins. 
''Patton said we couldn't have them 
subpoenaed because of lack of evi· 
dcnce. We were mislead because I 
was able to get them subpocnat.-d 
m yself la tcr ." 

A~o"Cording to Collins, two former 
countyemployeesand one employee 
currently working for the county 
wished to present evidenct• thal 
county funds have been divert~,'<.! to 
private use in return for politkal 
favors. Collins says these Wllnco;c;c.; 
know of county gravel being p),,ccd 
on private property. 

''I've seen it myself and took a 
photo of it," said Collins. 

Collins stated that Patton, how­
ever, rcfu.;cd to issue subpoenas to 
these witnesses, misleading the jury 
by saying that enough evidence 
wa.-..n't presentto warrant tt, and stall­
mg the invco;tigation. It wao; at thts 
point that Collins approached Judge 
Hollie Conley to contad the slate 
Attorii'-'Y General's ofFice Ml tho.~t a 

special prosecutor could be o ppointcd 
to examine the alleged election fraud 
and misuse of public funds. 

"It's important to know that most 
of this investigation deals with last 
May's election, and even some ques­
tions that go back three yc.ars," says 
Collins. "This isn't about the election 
that 1 was a part of. These are prob­
lems that people have known about 
for a long time." 

A further problem developed be­
tween the jury and Patton this week 
afl~rCollins requcsll'<i that the sched­
uled meeting of the Grand Jury for 
Wednesday, Dec. 6, be changl.'<i due 
to the inability of one juror to aHend 
on that day. 

"I contacted the Commonwc.1lth 
Attorney's office last Friday about 
the problem, and they said the date 
couldn't be cbangcd.l told them the 
same thing early this week, and they 
still wouldn't change the date," said 
Collins. "We came to court Wednes­
day morning with the 11 jurors who 
could attend, but berouse we were 
m1ssing the one per!'On we were 
unable to meet. The Jury was dis­
charged permanently. We had two 
witnesses waiting to testify about the 
mic;useof funds but there! was no jury 
tc1 hear them." 

According to Collins, the subpoe­
nas h(! issued will stand until a spe­
cial prosecutor from the Attorney 
Ct>n<"ral's office is as~ignl.'<i to exam­
inc the matter. Thl•inv~ti~llioncoutd 
begin this month, ilCcordmg lo JuJge 
Conley's letter to the Attorney

In a few short months, the tiny 
blonde who looks as if she ~hould 
sllll be in high ~hool had made her 
rnnrk. For instance, she started a new 
&ection emphasizing academics, giv­
ing attention to schools and students 
throughout Aoyd County and pro­
motinga balance In what often sccmc;

She stood by a policy that there are 
no "sacred cows." No one is too 
importanttokeephisorhernameout 
ofthe paper, and no one is too uni m· 
portant to beincluded. She has worn 
out tile telephone and several sets of 
tires to make sure that all sides of an 
issue are covered. 

Her standards for correctness of 
grammar and accuracy of facts are 
unusually high fora paper of this size 
and type. Sure, mistakes occasionally 
occur, but their proportion is minus­
cule. 

Her code of ethics is solid, strong 
and admirable at a timewhenethical 
breaches are considered common· 
place. 

With editorial employees she is

Low-Cost Mammograms Are Concern 
To Area Hospitals, State Legislators

The word mammography has 
crept into the gc.nC'111l vocabulary 
recently '"ith the public's lnaca!ilng 
awareness of the dangers of cancer. 

Of great concern in the medical 
field is the mounting numbcrofbreast 
cancer cases in women. 1'he good 
news is that, with early detection. 
breast cancer is a very treatable dts­
ease. 

Highland Regional Medical Cen­
ter in Pre~tonsburg and other area 
hospitals offer low<ost breast cancer 
screenings. HRMC's most n .'Ccnt at­
tempt to offer tho service to a lar~er 
segment of the pubbc by creating 
screening centers in Prcston~burg. 
Martin and Paintsville has been de­
feated by the Commission for Health 
Economics Control in Kentucky. 

The commission disapproved 
HRMC'~ request for a frcc-standing 
center in Floyd County, to be called 
Breast Image., on the basis that a 
need was not established, according 
to Brad Hughes of the Office of 
Communication for the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. 

"We didn't fed we needed to 

spend a lot of time and money cx­
plairung what we thought wac: pat­
ently obvious," said Clarence Traum, 
HRMC administrator, following the 
ruling. 

Traum explained that anyone 
associated with the medical field is 
aware of the need for inexpensive 
breast cancer screening services. The 
application process fora certificate of 
need requires significant paperwork 
and legal representation to present 
the case before the commission, he 
said, all of which would cost the 
hospital a sizable sum. Traum said he 
felt that it was unnecessary. 

Statelegislatorsare being asked to 
consider either abandoning the cer­
tificate of need application process, 
or streamline it to allow simple proj­
ects to by-pass this process, Traum 
noted. He added that the streamlin­
ing option is favored by hospttals, 
since total abandonment of the con­
trol would result in more compcti­
tionandhighercoststotheconsumcr. 

He stressed that Highlands would 
decide how best to approach getting 
the three area clinics after the legisla­
ture has decided on the certificate of 
need issue. 

Medical experts recommend that 
any woman over 40 year~ of age get 
an initial screening. and thoseover60 
have a mammography test performed 
yearly. The process is pamlcss and is 
o;imilar to getting an x-ray. 

Due to the importance of all 
woman bemg able to afford a screen­
ing. Sen. Benny Ray Bailey has pro­
posed legislation to establish a panel 
of experts, funding them with 
$250,000a year, and asking that they 
develop programs to assure all 
women in Kentucky have access to 
affordable mammogram screenings. 

"There arc 700,000 people in Ken~ 
tucky, wilh350,000ofthose working 
without hospitalization. I feel this bill 
is a very important one," Sen. Bailey 
t>Xprc!\St'd. "Th~scr~ninghas proven 
to bcsuchagood prcventativemeas­
urethat ttisu shame that some cannot 
afford to have this simple procedure, 
that could possibly safe their life, 
done." 

Bailey added that Rep. Emesto 
Scorsone has proposed a bill to re­
quire aU in."-urcrs providing coverage 
forsurgicalscrvicesforamastcctomy 
to also cover low-dose mammogra­
phy screening.

What do crushed aluminum cans 
and the development of mentally 
handicapped area residents have in 
common? 

A great deal, if analuminum recy­
cling program that's being organized 
by Mountain Comprehensive Care 
goes into effect in l'rcston!'lburg. 

Chalmer Howard, a Floyd County 
native and regional director of Adult 
Day Habilitation Program& for Moun­
tain Comp, has developed n recy 
cling project with Alcoo Aluminum 
of Knoxville, Tenn., which will util­
ize the labor of retarded and develop­
mentally disabled clients to conduct 
a long term ~elf supported recycling 
effort in Floyd County. The project 
";11 be located ncar the site of the 
current Mountain Compgreenhousc 
operationandacrossfrom Highlands 
Regional Medical Center. 

'The retarded arc often devalued 
in society,'' said Howard. "Our pro­
gram hru-e at the greenhouse, and 
with the future recycling effort, al­
lows the community to sec the work 
of our clients and recognize their 
many positive qualities." 

The concept of the r~ycling pro­
gram is straightforward. Aluminum 
cans will be collected at Mountain 
Camp offices around the five county 
region served by the organization. 
The cans will be brought to a facility 
behind the greenhouse, where they 
will be fed into the recycling ma­
chine, to be crushed, sorted and then 
blown into a waiting truck. The truck 
will take the crushed aluminum to 
MountainMetalin West Prestonsburg 
to besold.Howard expects to receive 
approximately 40 cents per pound 
for the metal and anticipates retarded 

clients will be involved in almost all 
ac:pccts of the effort. 

"'Our clients have different levels 
of retardation, from mild to severe," 
stated Howard. "Some have multiple 
handicaps. We will have a supervisor 
for the work but clients will be di­
rectly involved in the recycling work, 
Our purpose with both the gr<'en­
houc;eand the recycling program Is to 
have our people productively occu· 
pied. This is more than an activity. 
We have a real world work orienta­
tion." 

The greenhouse project, sponsored 
by Mountain Comp, has been in 
operation for 16 years. Clients work 
together with stafftoraiseplants and 
flower.; for sale. From both a devel­
opmental and economic standpoint, 
Howard says, the horticultural op­
eration has been a success. 

"Working in the soil is therapeu­
tic," says Howard . "We have a spe­
cial type of program here. Others tatcs 
have approached us (or direction on 
how to start similar projects.N 

Recycling is a new focus for 
HowardandMountainComp.Alcoa 
Aluminum has agreed to provide the 
equipment and truck trailers neces­
sary to conduct the operation. How­
ard is currently talking to area com­
panics about ~ponsoring site prepa­
rationactivities, which include pour­
ing a concrete slab on which to place 
the machinery, a shelter to put over 
the site, and a security fence to sur­
round the area. The county has a)­
read ydonated personnel and machin­
erytoclearandlevel the site. Howard 
anticipates preparation costs to run 
about$5,000. 

'We're soliciting contn'butions 
from the community in this project,"

While it's truethatsomewho 
arc mentally retarded can't get be­
yond a certain level of activity, there 
isalsoa pcrccntagcwhichcanhandlc 
high rcsponstbilihes.lt just takes our 
clients a little longer to learn." 

Howardsaysthatopcrationscould 
begin as soon as construction work is 
completed at the site. Alcoa has as­
sured him that the recycling equip­
ment is ready and waiting to be sent. 
Howard wifl continue to seek local 
support for the program in order to 
expedite the process. 

'We're starting with aluminwn, 
but we hope to move to glass and 
paper in the future," said Howard. 
"Working wtth Alcoo and Mountain 
Metal, l know we'll have a strong 
operation here."

State's Role In Acid Rain Debate 
by Toby H. Weingarten,

The coal in Eastern Kentucky is 

causing one of tM worst environ­
mental problems facing the U.S.A. 
and Canada today. It is called acid 
rain. The coal which forms the life­
blood of the area has a high sulfur 
content and it is the sulfur that makes 
acid rain. Every time coal is burned to 
make electricity or to warm a home, a 
little bit of sulfur enters the air, just 
waiting to make acid rain. 

Acid rain is produced when high 
sulfur coal is burned. This variety 
burns better than an average piece of 
coal. This is why it is used more often. 
When the coal is burned, the sulfur 
compounds in it are released into the 
air. The compounds will eventually 
find their way to a cloud, where they 
mix with the water there and change 
the rain's acidity. Normalrainshould 
have an acidity of about 5.5pH or 
higher, but the sulfur compounds 
changeittoalevel of2.5pH. That is as 
acidic as vinegar or lemon juice! When 
the rain enters the water cycle, plants 
weaken and die. The fish take in the 
poisons and either die immediately 
or pass on deformities to their off­
spring. Larger animals suchas hawks 
eat the fish and the same problems 

that occurred infishhaP.penin them. 
Soon all the wildlife W11l be dead. 

Special dampers and filters can 
cut down on the amounts of sulfur 
compounds thatentertheair, but not 
every power plant or home uses them. 
Conserving energy will cut down on 
theamountofcoal burned. Altemate 
forms of energy will also slow down 
the use of the depleting coal supply. 
This is the most promising answer 
because if coal production isn't 
slowed soon, all of this resource will 
be depleted within a few decades. 

A precarious balance exists be­
tween the coal and the environment. 
Many people depend on the coal to 
survive. Ifthecoal wasn't mined then 
the acid rain would no longer fall, but 
miners and other coal operators 
would beoutofwork.lfcoal produc­
tion increases as much as predicted, 
acid rain would fall a tan even greater 
rate and almost all animal and plant 
life in the area would be dead. Should 
coal production be slowed down to 
protect the wildlife or is money more 
important than everything?
