Following several weeks of local
filming and a week full of enticing
network promotions, the hour-long
show aired to mixed reviews.

The show featured segmentsona
poor family in the southern corner of
thecounty, Mud Creek Clinicand its
founder/director Eula Hall, Wheel-
wright High School, cock fighting, a
teen marriage, deep coal mining,
spouse abuse and the Christian
Appalachian Project’s home build-
ing operation. Intermingled were
interviews with country music super-
star Dwight Yoakam who was born
in Floyd County and has recorded
songs about the region.

ensionhadbeenheightened by a
story in Thursday’s Lexington Her-
ald-Leader which quoted CBS re-
porter Phil Jones as s_?_gin : “(The
show’s) going to look Third World.
It's foreign. It's awful. It's filthy.
They're not educated. They getup in
the morning and watch television,
and they do nothing the entire day.”

Jonesis further quoted as describ-
ing conditions in Floyd County as
“outrageous. " Heis said to havetold
the Lexington writer, “The people |
raninto, they justdon’thavethespunk
and the drive to get out of there and
make a new life.”

With Jones’ words as a lead in,
many local viewers expected the
worst. Some say they saw it.

Dennis Holbrook, town council
member in Wheelwright, expressed
his disappointment with nge por-
trayal. “It was the same old stere-
otypewe getplacedin.l thoughtthey
should have concentrated more on

some positive things,” Holbrook said
shortly after seeing the show. “This
typeof program will be seen by people
outside the state and set us back sev-
eral years.”

Echoing Holbrook’s sentiments
was sheriff-elect Paul Hunt Th-
ompson, who owns a Wheelwright
store. “The sad thing is where we're
trying to improve education and

Weneed to work formore jobsand to
improve our image. We can do bet-
ter.”

It was terribly nega-
tive and focused on a small segment
of our population and our economy.

Wright,
a Florida native whomarried a Flg{;l
Countian, added, in a call to
Times, “1have family (in Florida) who
watch this show who have never been
here. I'm expecting my grandmother
to send money soon!”

Wright termed the show “a
shame,” adding, “People have
worked hard in this area to improve
(the area) and the show never men-
tioned them once. There was not one
positive thing said.”

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo,
while gisagreeing with the thrust of

the show, did see some positives. “The
people they talked to were happy
people, their homes were clean. Dru

Qutside of those aspects, Stumbo
said he saw little else positive about
the presentation. “Overall, it left a
bad impression. Programs such as
this do nothing to help us promote
industry.”

David School director DanGreene
called the show “outrageously one-
sided and exploitative. It gave the
American people an impression that
everything is dreadfully hopeless in
Appalachia.” Greenesaid he believes
the county was “greatly misrepre-
sented onthenationallevel, Theshow
will further perpetuate the legacy of
the age old stereotype of unproduc-
tiveness.”

Greene added that when he had
been approached by “48 Hours” re-
searchers when they first visited the

caunty, he was concerned that the
show would “ultimately exploit” the
problems of the area.

Rose Price, anadministrator with

the Christian Appalachian Project,

said thatin her talks with the network
representatives she was told “they
wanted to show problems and solu-
tions. But 1 don’t think they stressed
the solutions as much as the prob-
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lems.” Priceadmitted, however, that
she didn’t think the show was "as
bad as I thought it was going to be”
when measured against the network

Poll Says State Ineffective: But Keep Trying

The state’s intervention in the
Floyd County school system has not
beeneffectiveinaddressing problems
of patronage hiring, political favorit-
ism, or low teacher pay, but the state
should continue in its efforts to posi-
tively change the system within the
county,

So says a survey of 362 Floyd
County parents and teachers, con-
ducted in October and November by
the Floyd County Education Forum,

Releasing theresults of the survey
onTuesday, Dolores Smith, anofficer
of the forum, noted that the purpose
of the five question survey was to
provide a chance for teachers and
parents toexpress their feelings about
thestate’sinterventionin thecounty’s
education system.

The Floyd system was placed

under Phase 3 of the academic-bank-
ruptcy law in January of this year.
This required that state officials take
an active role in revamping the
county’s educational operations,
through retraining of administrators
and principals, and theimplementa-
tion of policy reform.

But, as Smithnoted in heranalysis
of the survey, “People in the county
had hoped for better results from the
state.”

Participaing in the survey were
187 area parents and 175 Floyd
County teachers. When asked if the
state’s intervention in the school sys-
tem was positive, a majority, 196, said
no, while 137 respondents said yes,
the intervention had been positive.

The mostdramatic response came
whensurvey-takers wereasked if the
state has done what it should have,
while intervening in the county. An
ovemhe}minimajority —285to 48
— said no. Both teachersand parents
were in equal agreement on this
question.

Despite the expressed displeasure
at the state’s performance in the
county, a signiﬁcant majority — 217
to 112—said that thestate should not
move out of the county, Comments
from participants on this question
supported the belief that problemsin
the county’seducation system would
be worsened by the withdrawal of
stateintervention.

The answers given to this ques-
tion, involving the withdrawal of the
state, showed a significant difference
between parents and teachers. Close
to half of the teachers — 74 to 78 —
said that the state should withdraw.
Parents were stronglyagainst thestate
leaving, by almost four to one — 139
to 38

The two final questions on the
survey required respondents to pri-
oritize reforms the state should take

Within the county, the most im-
portantchanges required toimprove
the school system, according to the
362 respondents, was an increase in
teachers salaries. This response, said
forum members, was influenced by
the number of teachers involved in

thesurvey.

Change within the current Board
of Education was called for next, fol-
lowed by the removal of politics from
the school system, the improvement
of materials, supplies and equipment
within the schools, and the creation
of better school facilities. This rank-
ing wasdetermined by the number of
times each category of change was
mentioned.

Considering action on the state
level by the Task Force on Education
Reform, respondents called for, in
ranked order, more accountability
within Kentucky schools, increased
involvementof teachers, parentsand
the community inschools, aremoval
of politics from the system, higher
salaries for teachers and animprove-

Duff noted that thisdidn’t
representa majority of Floyd County
citizens.

Ernie Johnson, adropout preven-
tioncoordinatoratWheelwright, was
recognized by the board and dis-
cussed dropout prevenfion programs

for the board’s consideration. Hager

noted that such programs had been
examined in the past, but they were
notconsidered economically feasible.
Counselors, currently in the schools,
deal with drop out prevention, said
Hager.

Jean Rosenberg presented a peti-
tion to the board, which would de-
mand Lovell Hall, property valuation
administrator in Floyd County, to
“correct the ine;l]uitable property tax
assessments in Floyd County...” and
call property owners to cooperate
with such an effort.

Child Support Collections
Show 40 Percent Increase

Collections of overdue child sup-
port in Kentucky rose by more than
$15 million — a 40 percent increase
— inthe federal fiscal year thatended
Sept. 10,1989,

The annual report by the Cabinet
for Human Resources. Division of
Child Support Enforcement showed

collectionsup from $1.6millioninFY P

1988 to better than $57 million in FY
1989,

Infact, tougher child supportlaws,
additional parent-tracking man-
power and computer systems, plusa
major increase in public cognizance
about the impact of delinquent child
support, have boosted Kentucky’s
child support collection nearly 14-
fold during the 1980s.

“Since the early “80s many collec-
tionand enforcement programs have
beenimplemented, suchasautomatic
wage withholding, consumerreport-
ing and the tax intercept program,”
said Commissioner Mike Robinson,
whose Department for Social Insur-
ance administers Kentucky’s child
supportenforcementprogram. “And
these programs have proven tremen-
dously successful.”

Forexample, the consumer report-
ing program allows for the notifica-
tion of child support non-paymentto
lending institutions, making difficult
for the delinquent parent to obtain a
car or home loan. Since this effort
began in May 1988, the reporting
program has garnered over $344,000.

Another example is the program
which allows for the interception of
federal and stateincome taxrefunds.
Tax returns are withheld in order to
satisfy child support arrearages.
During the 1988 tax year, the taxinter-
ceptprogram rerouted more than$7.6
million into the child support pro-
gram.

“An increased public awareness
regarding the financial responsibility
of parents is a major factor in the
collection increase,” said Maxine
Stricker, director of the Division of
Child Support Enforcement.

Consumer Alert: Unsafe Toys Found, Removed

More than a dozen unsafe toys
have been removed form Kentucky
stores following the Department for
HealthServices’annual checkof play-
things offered for holiday sale.

“the toys in question fell into two
groups,”said Clyde A. Burgess, M.D.,
director of the department’s Com-
munity Safety Division. “Some were
items that the US Consumer Product
Safety Commission has previously
recalled but were still for sale in
Kentucky stores,

“Others were toys thatour inspec-
tors judged to be in violation of fed-
eraland statestandards—allbutone
of these involved items that had parts
toosmall for use by young children.”

The seven Health Services inspec-
tors checked 13,400 toys and other
children’s products in 124 stores
across the state. Theylooked foritems
with sharp points and edges, small
partsand painted toys with highlead
levels.

Some playthings, such as the
painted ones, must be sent to
Frankfort to be laboratory-tested.
Others, such as those with parts of
questionable size, can be tested by
inspectors right in the store,

While inspectors try to be as thor-
ough as possible, parents should not
be lulled intoa false sense of security
about buying toys, according to E.P.

“People buying toys need to put
some thoughtinto their purchases —
even though toys intended for chil-
dren under eight years of age must
meet rigid federal regulations,” Co-
nyers said.

“A toy can meet standards and
pass all tests and still be dangerous
depending on who uses itand how it
is used,” he said.

For example, age recommenda-
tions on toys should be used as a
broad guideline—notahard and fast
rule, Notall three-year-oldsareready
for toys suggested for that age.

“Clahe" Mosley was a boy, and they are better, too,
for the most part. It has been a long time since Clabe was
a boy.

Now in his 88th year, this gentle patriarch with a erystal-
clear memory, still is an active preacher as well as moderator
in the Old Regular Baptist Church.

A minister of the Gospel for more than 70 years, the oi®
mundelivered an % 11 day in April
at the Caney Fork Church of Old Regular Baptists. He even
remembers his text:

“Behold, | make ye a new sharp, slashing instrument
having teeth. Thou shalt thrash the mouniains and beat
them small and shall make the hills as chaff.”

Despite his great age, the mountain preacher is able to
read without glasses. All the teeth he has are his own and
he doesn't even need a cane when he walks, although he
carries one each Sunday when he goes to church. A doctor
who examined him recently said he was in perfect health. He
expects to live a long time yet.

He has no particular formula for his longevity. He doesn’t
smoke although he often ¢hews tobaceo. He doesn’t drink
liquor, although he did as a young man. He eats whatever he
wishes,

Commenting on his age, the old man said, “I have always
been a man, from boyhood up, for putting my faith in- thé
Lord. I believe He has always been with me.”

Hospitable add courteous, a true mountsin man, the vet-
eran preacher lives a litlle way up on Roaring Branch of
Right Beaver Creek in Knott Counfy not far off KY 7. The
church where he preaches is about six miles way, on a gravel
road near the Raven Postoffice. The Postoffice nearest his
home is named Topmost.

He lives with his dsughter and son-inlaw, Mr. and Mrs.
John B. Hall, on a little hillside farm. He takes his meals
with them but prefers to spend most of his time in a one-
room shack behind the house where he can meditate, doze
when he feels like it, and read his Bible with nobody to
disturb him.

Not that he doesn’t like people. He does. And quite often
he goes to Raven Lo spend a couple of days at a time with his
good friend, Jonas Slone, the postmaster and storekeeper.

Not too long ago, the old fellow was recognized as the
best rifle shot for miles around, and he loved to hunt, But
now that encroaching civilization has chased the game far
afield, he finds it too bothersome to go hunting. Besides, it
pains his legs.

“But you give me a rifle gun right now,” he said, “and I
can kill a squirrel as far as you can see it.” It wouldn't pay
to bet that he couldn't do it, either. He’s been hunting ever
since he was a boy and his first weapon was his grandfather’s
old flintlock. the kind Danics-Anone used.

The old man; who likes to be called J. C. Mosley, use
at his age it sounds a mite more dignified than just plain
Clabe, is a storehouse of knowledge of old-time mountain
customs and & way of life rapidly passing away. But he likes
things as they are now much better than the viclence preva-
lent in his youth.

People are much better behaved now, he said, recalling
the days when often it was impossible to hold church serv-
ices because of wild, drunken men who thought nothing of
shooting up the church.

Then there was the time, 70 or more years ago, when he
saw Talt Hall “shoot his first man." Before he was hanged
over in Virginia, Talt was credited with killing 13 men, in-
cluding Billy Triplett. And Triplett was the first man Hall
ever shot, the/ preacher said, but it took him three attempts
before he finkhed the job.

Young Mosley saw Hall and Triplett get into a fuss over
something. Then Triplett kicked Hall in the shins. Hall
walked away, snapping his fingers and asked another man to
let him see his pistol. With the pistol in his hand, Hall spun
around and fired two shots.

“Billy Triplett fell down when the shols were fired,” the
old man said, “and Talt Hall walked away. Some consiable
or deputy sheriff started out to get him but he came back in
& hurry when Talt fired a shot at him. '

Iam pleased to report that recent
legislation passed by the United States
Senate will significantly reduce the
costs of congressional mailings, or
“franked mail.” As Chairman of the
Senate Rules Committee, [have been
helping to lead the reform effort to
limit the number of these mass mail-
ings and ensure accountability and
responsibility for the use of public
funds for these mailings:
Thelegislativeappropriations bill
that has passed Congress contains a
provision which will certainly enstire
this accountability in the use of the
“frank.” That provision — establish-
ing separate franked-mail spending
limits for the House and Senate —
will not only reduuce the total costs of
franked mailings, but will continue
to require the public disclosure of
how much fundseach Senator spends,
House members are not subject to
individual public disclosure.

Prior to the passage of this meas-
ure, the House and Senate shared a
jointaccount formailings. The Senate
had been taking steps to keep spend-
ing down, but the House was spend-
ing more each year than the Senate

wassaving. Thislegislation willbring
an end to overspending on mailings
by Congress,

An additional provision in the
legislative appropriations bill limits
the tofal number of mass-mailings
thateach Senatorand Representative
may send from six per year to a total
of three in this calendar year. The
savings realized by this limit alone
may will be in the millions of dollars.

With theachievementof the sepa-
rateaccount, the Senate returned toa
practice begun in 1986 which further
assures accountability and responsi-
bility in the use of public funds for
mass mailings.

By passinga resolution thatlspon-

sored, the Senate voted todivide their

new mass-mail account among indi-
vidual senators and other Senate of-
fices, with the senators’ allocations
based on the populations of their
states. Under the amount appropri-
ated this year the allotments will not
make it possible for many senators,
including myself, to send even one
stalewide mass-mailing,

TheSenate resolutionalsorequires

thatall Senate franked mailexpendi-

tures be disclosed quarterly in the

widely read Congressional Record.
Another reform will require that all
mass-mail be identified as material
“prepared, published and mailed at
taxpayer expense.”

“And you know,” he laughed, “the soldiers never did
come."

Life was rugged in the mountains at the end of the Civil
War, the minister recalls, “My parents had a hard time rais-
ing their children. Every in the country where we lived
was broke up after the war and it was several years before
the people got on their feet.™

Tuwning back the pages of memory, he dwelt on the days
of his boyhood with his favorite brother, Linsey, who at
the age of 92. Linsey, the eldest child, was a year older than
Clabe. Both of them became preachers.

*“When we were about 8 and 9 years old,” Mr. Mosley said,
“our mother learned us to spin on the old wheel. And also
to milk the cows. And wash the dishes. So we both could spin
and milk as good as any women. ¢

“Our mother had a hard time keeping the children
clothed. | remember how she would card and spin and sing-
the good old songs, working day and part of the night to
keep the children clothed.

“1 still- love to sing the good old songs my mother used to
sing.'I .

Mr. Mosley's father, who came into the hills of Floyd
County with his parents from Tennessee no telling how long
ago. would take Clabe'and Linsey with him to church and
have theili &ing. That interested the boys in preaching.

When the brothers were about 14 and 15, their father let
them hire out to other people so as to help provide for the
rest of the family. But the only work available was farming.
Nobody in that part of the country in those days dreamed
that those Floyd County hills were fabulously rich with eoal.

Priorities For Snow
Removal Announced

The state Transportation Cabinet
road crew are in place to deal with
inter conditions so the roads will be
cleared quickly and efficiently.

“Itis absolutely essential that we
clear the roads of snow or ice so
motorists will be able to travel Ken-
tucky safely during the winter
months,” said Cov. Wallace G. Wilk-
inson.

In order to accommodate Floyd
%ublic travelers” winter driving, the

ransportation Cabinet has an-
nounced that the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Highways crew will clear
U.S. 23, KY 80 and KY 114 first. The
nextroads to be cleared will be prior-
ity B and then priority C.

“Work begins as soon as precipi-
tation becomes significant,” stated
Angie Siegel, transportation cabinet
representative, “Crews will salt or
plow the top priority roads first. The
priority systemis based on theamount
of traffic carried by the road.”

Priority A roads include inter-
states, parkways, urbanexpressways
and otherstateroads with exception-
ally large volumes of traffic. Priority
B roads are state primary roads,
bypasses and roads with slightly less
traffic than Priority A roads. Priority

B includes roads such as: Rt. 3, Rt

2553, Rt. 194, Rt. 1426, Rt. B50, Rt. 7,
Rt. 1086, Rt. 680, Rt. 1929, Rt, 979, Rt.
1498 and Rt. 1091.

State secondary roads, rural sec-
ondary roads and other routes with
equal traffic fall into Priority C cate-
gory. Priority C roads are those such
as: Rt, 2030, Rt. 1427, Rt. 1426, Rt.
3379, Rt. 777, Rt. 1210, Rt 122 and
others.

“The remaining state roads are
cleared after these categories have
been treated,” Siegel explained,
“Motorists can plan their trip more
safely by using Priority A roads
whenever possible during bad
weather.”

The Department of Highways
reports 118,700 fons of salt on hand
for the 89-90 snow season. There are
50,600 tons under the immediate
control of the twelve districts and
68,000 tons is reserve. The reserve is
for release should vender routine
resupply breakdown, Siegel noted.
“The Department deploys over 850
heavy vehicles and 2500 workers in
response tostorm conditions, toclear
Kentucky’s roads,” she continued.
“Whilelong range forecasts predicta
normal to mild winter, the transpor-
tation Cabinet is prepared for a se-
vere one.”

DEER HARVEST SLIGHTLY UP,
SMALLGAME
HUNTING GOOD

Nearly 65,000 deer were taken by
Kentucky hunters during the 10 day
season in November, according to
preliminary reports from the state’s
nine wildlife districts.

The figure shows a slightincrease
over last year’s total deer harvest.

Deer populations were reported
upindistrictscomprising Centraland
Eastern Kentucky. Inremaining por-
tions of the state, deer numbers were
either up or about the same as last
year.

The increase in both harvest and
population levels seems to indicate
two things — that deer restorationin
Eastern Kentucky is paying off, and
deer herds across the state are recov-
ering from the effects of 1988's
drought. povils

During the first six days of reo-
pening of small game seasons, hunt-
ers took 1, 661 rabbits, including 42
limits, while quail hunters bagged
813 birds with 12 limits. A

Grouse hunters are reporting
fewer birds but better hunting this
year. According to Jeff Sole, wildlife
biologist for the Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources, grouse hunt-
ers are flushing an average of one
bird per hour while in the field.

Grouse hunting is limited to the
eastern half of the state.

Place the butterin a large mixer
bowl. Beat on high for a minute.
Add the remaining sugar and beat
on high until the sugar is white and
fluffy. Add the vanilla and eggs —
theeggs goinoneata time, beating
well atter each addition.

Sift and measure the flour. Mix
the baking powder inand add this
to the butter mixture alternately
with the milk. After it is smooth
blend in the chocolate mixture. Pour
equal amounts (I use a scale) into
the three baking pans and bake for
25 to 30 minutes. Whena tooth pick
inserted into the center of the cake
comes outclean or when the center
of the cake is firm to the touch,
remove it from the oven and cool.

Atthispointlcould notresist the
cake, so I served one layer with va-
nilla ice cream. That left me with
two layers to frost and decorate. |
froze them to make the job easier —
I would ice them for Christmas
Dinner.

Prepare the Frosting: In a warm
mixer bowl (I use the copper liner

that fits my Kitchen Aid mixer) mix
the egg whites, cream of tartar, salt,
sugar, food colorit peppermint
extract, vanillaand boiling water, Beat
thisone high until itis stiff enough to
use as a frosting. Frost the layersand
sides of thecake. Thanks, Evelyn, for
this recipe.

Homeowners Warned To
Check Wood-Burning Stoves

Homeowners should check their
wood-burning stoves for creosote
residue before use because it poses a
fire hazard, an Extension specialist
said.

Resulting from wood tar distilla-
tion, creosote, a sticky, oily liquid
with a pungent odor occurs anytime
wood is burned and is especially
dangerous during the first few fires
in the stove.

‘Creosote is a natural by-prod-
uct,” said Gene Ball, Extension safety
specialist with the Floyd County
Extension Agency. “When the tem-
perature of the chimney falls below
250 degrees, creosote tends to accu-
mulate on cool surfaces,”

lf there's a really hot fire burning
during the first cold days, “creosote
canignite and cause a chimney fire,”
Ball said.

Creosote buildsin chimneys from
slow, smoldering, smoky fires; air-
tight stoves; cold, oversized chim-
ney; and creosote build-up from pre-
vious years,

Ball said homeowners can check
for freuble signs in woodsbuming
stoves by looking for sluggish burn-

ingand black smoking while re-fuel-
ing.
“You also can check the stove for
creosote by tapping the stove pipe,”

Ball said it also is to make a
visual inspection of the chimney. He
said anytime there’sanaccumulation
of more than a quarter inch of creo-
sote in the chimney that it should be
cleaned.

He recommends hiring a profes-
sional chimney sweep to clean the
stove because they can inspect the
stove installation to make sure it is
safe. Homeowners whowanttoclean
the stove themselves need to obtain
the proper-sized flu brush for their
chimney.
