Renovation Money Approved
For Jenny Wiley Amphitheater

The convention center currently
under construction at Jenny Wiley

Icy roads took the life of an East-
ern man Tuesday as he was deliver-
ing supplies to a mine in a remote
area above McDowell.

Bailey was apparently driving a
flat bed truck up Bill Hall Branch
Mountain, on United Mines prop-
erty, when the truck began sliding
backwardontheicyroad. According
to Chuck Hall of the Left Beaver
Rescue Squad, Bailey apparentl
jumped f?gm themovii{gvgll;c!eang
was trapped under a front wheel.

“He probably thought the truck
was going to goover the hill when he
jumped, butitswungaround against

the side of the hill,” said Hall, who
arrived on the scene at 5p.m., after
receiving a call at 445 p.m. from
McDowell Appalachian Regional
Medical Center. “He must have
slipped when he hit the ground. The
front wheel struck him and dragged
him about 15 feet, before the truck
backed off the road into the ditch.”
When Hall arrived, he found
Bailey face down with the front left

wheel of the truck resting on hisright
hip and midsection. Hall checked for
signs of life, but found none. State
police and other rescue workers ar-
rived and used the hydraulic lift on
thedamaged flatbed truck and ajack
to raise the truck and remove the
body of Bailey.

“The roads were very icy and we
had trouble getting back off the hill,”
said Hall. “We used 100 pounds of
salt just to get down.”

According toHall, itwasreported
that Bailey had been married only a

few weeks, prior to Tuesday’s acci-
dent.

The accident is under investiga-
tion by the state police.

Unemployment Rates Up
In Floyd County And State

In spite of a decline in Kentucky’s
overall jobless rate between Septem-
ber and October, 90 of the state’s
countiesrecorded higher unemploy-
ment rates during that same period,
as most of the employment ¢ es
occurred in a single region.

In the Big Sandy district, unem-
ployment rose from a revised 7.1
percent in September to a prelimi-
nary 7.7 percent in October.

Former School Chief Sues Board For $5 Million

Wolfe Man Gets 14 Years For Murder

WOLFE COUNTY— Wolfe County resident David Lee Dunn, 25, was
sentenced to 14 yearsin prison oncharges of second degree murder inthe
death of Jose Luis Lozano.

Dunn, of Rogers, was indicted in August for the murder of Lozano on
June 7, in the Red River Gorge area of Wolfe County. Dunn claimed that
he acted in “semi-self defense” during a dispute, in which Lozano
allegedly pulled a knife on Dunn, according to Assistant US Attorney
Thomas Self, who prosecuted the case. Lozano had beenshot 18 times by
Dunn.

In October, Dunn pleaded guilty to thecharge and admitted murder-
ing Lozano. Dunn will be required to serve the entire 14-year sentence.

Appeals Judge Releases Letcher Detective:

Stumbo issued an order last week to release Letcher County
commonwealth’s detective Bradley Jones, after Jones was jailed by Cir-
cuit Judge F. Byrd Hogg for contempt of court.

Hogg charged Jones with contempt after Jones failed to appear in
courtforacasein which he was the investigating officer. It was his second
contempt conviction in the same case. He was found guilty of contempt
earlier for failing to serve subpoenas on witnesses in the case.

Stumbo made her decision because Jones “...may suffer immediate
and irreparable injury before a full hearing may be held” on the appeal
of Hogg's ruling.

“Unemploymentand
labor forcedeclinesin thatarea alone
were enough to account for the Sep-
tember-to-October decrease in the
statewiderate,”

The major single change occurred
in Jefferson County, where 10,755
peopledropped outof thework force.

“While the potential for getting a
joblures peopleinto thelabor forcein
any Kentucky county, the sheer
number of jobs in Jefferson County
alone attracts a larger number of job
seekers,” Blackwel%said.

“For some variety of reasons —
and we're honestly not certain what
those reasons are — a substantial
number of those people who didn‘t
find work dropped out of the labor
force in October. Many of these job
seekers may be lured back into the
labor market with the promise of jobs
during the holiday season, but we
won't know about that until the
Novemberand December figuresare
available.”

A comparison with October 1988
figures showed 100 counties had
lower rates than a year ago, while 19
counties had higher rates. Even with
this apEarent rise in employment,
Kentucky still has a 1.1 higher rate
than the national average, 5.0 per-
cent.

Seven counties has unemployment
at 10 percent or higher, up from two
in September, but down from 24 in
October 1988.

Although the number of Ken-
tuckians working — both here and
commuting tootherstates—declined
between September and October, the
total number of jobs in the state in-
creased.

Yes, Virginia, There
Is Holiday Depression

Parties and dinners to plan. Gifts
to purchase. A house to clean and
decorate. Cookies and other goodies
to bake.

The list seems endless, each item
demanding its own amount of per-
sonal time and attention. And for
some Kentuckians, theextrademands
of the Hanukkah, Christmas, New
Year’s season is more than they can
handle.

Mental health experts say that holi-
day depression can be a very real
problem for some Kentuckians, espe-
cially if the melancholy remains E:
yond the season.

Vicki Hayes, a mental health pre-
vention/promotion specialist with
the state Department for Mental
Healthand Mental Retardation Serv-
ices, said a distinction must be made
between holiday depression and
chronicdepression.

“Holiday depression is transient;
inother words, itdoesn’tstay around
very long. Chronic depression lasts
for a lengthy period of time,” said
Hayes.

“If someone wasdepressed before
the holiday season or if the depres-
sion continues into January and Feb-
ruary, professional help is war-
ranted.”

Signs of chronic depression in-
clude changes in eating habits, prob-
lems with sleeping, withdrawal, ex-
cessive emotion or numbnessand the
inability to experience pleasure.

“Overindulgence can be a cause
for most cases of the holiday dol-
drums,” said Hayes. “Over-spend-
ing, over-eating and excessive drink-
ing can lead to depression, Exhaus-
tion can make someone feel de-
pressed.”

One effective method of beating
the “holiday blues” is to practice
saying “no.” “Saying no means you

understand your limitations. If the
parations outweigh the end re-
sult, ask yourself, 1s all of this work
really worth thetrouble?”” said Hayes.
Here are some other tips on how
to conquer holiday depression:
— Delegate authority to other family
members to prevent fatigue.
— Take time for personal needs. Get
plenty of rest and do not skip meals.
— Be flexible, Make plans whichcan

be altered; allow time for the unex- g

pected. 2
— Seek others’ support. I‘aki;xj time
out tobecared forand nurtured is im-
portant. Talking about your frustra-
tions is excellent therapy.

— Include the family in your plans.
Share the fun by allowing childrento
help in the holiday decorating.

— Plan your days. Checklists are

helpful.

— Prepare ahead of time. If you're
planning an evening of entertaining,
much of the food can be prepared a
day or two ahead of time.

Certain family situations or diffi-
culties may seem exaggerated during
the holidays, according to Hayes.
Therefore, thisemotional timeof year
is NOT a time to attempt to resolve
family differences.

“Families whohavelostloved ones
inthe past year, people whohavejust
gone through a divorce, and even
newlywedsand new parents whocan
nolonger makeit toall thefamily get-
togethers may feel a sadness during
this time of the year,” she said.

“Butbeginning new traditionsisa
start to accepting the fact that the
holidays cannot stay as magical as
when we were children.”

rinking problem. According to the
US Dept. of Justice report released
last year, nearly 50 percent of those
arrested for drunken driving were
repeatoffenders,”

In addition, the survey revealed
that the typical offender had con-
sumed six ounces of pure alcohol,
equal to 12 beers or eight mixed
drinks, in the four hour period prior
to his or her arrest, according to
Holbrook

Another survey released last fall
by the AAA Foundation for Traffic
Safety found thatevenstates with the
stiffest penalties against first-time
intoxicated motorists sawlittlechange
in their drunken driving statistics,
Holbrook noted.

“Treatment won't getevery drunk
driver off the road, but it’s a step in
the right direction,” he concluded.

Kentucky law allows police and
other law enforcement officials to

administer more than one test to a
motorist arrested for driving under
the influence, according to an opin-
jon issued by Attorney General Fred
Cowan. Some judges and prosecu-
tors have disagreed on the meaning
and intent of the statutedealing with
thisissue.

The opinion is significant, says
Cowan, since Breathalyzer tests,
which are most often used, are not
able to detect whether a motorist is
impaired by drugs. “A motorist high
on drugs can be just as deadly a
menace as a driver who is under the
influence of alcohol. Police officers
need to be able to use sufficient test-
ing to detect these people and get
them off our roads.”

Cowanadds that police frequently
encounter motorists who, although
“blowing” below the legal limit for
alcohol on a Breathalyzer, display
behavior indicating obvious impair-
ment by drugs.

“48 Hours" crew presented anunbal-
anced pictureof Fgoyd County —and
Eastern Kentucky — to the world last
week.

What we saw on the screen was a
classic case of the facts not equaling
thetruth. Thecamerashowed factual
settings and situations, but the por-
trait lacked the broad view of truth.

The camera crew and reporters
stayed ina modern motelchain, noted
for its sameness from state to state,
They could look out their windowsat
a four-lane highway, traveled by
people going toand from work. They
could have walked to fast food res-
taurants and national chain stores.
They spent untold hours with col-
lege-educated, nattily dressed pro-
fessionals.

They chose to ignore thatcontrast
when their film footage was culled
for broadcast. They opted for the
sensational, the dramatic, the visual
and audible “difference” thatis East-
ern Kentucky to many of our fellow
Americans. The outcome was bleak,
depressing and demoralizing.

But whatishappeningintheafter-
math is even more demoralizing,
more depressing and more bleak.
Over coffee, waiting in grocery lines,
lolling in our old haunts, we're feel-

ingthe powerlessness rendered usby
faceless network moguls in a distant
city, and we're looking around for
someone among us to blame.

In age-old tradition, we're help-
less when it comes to faraway corpo-
rations, thus someone here must be
responsible for our depression. So
we'rerounding up the usual suspects:

— anyone who wasn’t born and
raised right here in Floyd County.
(Even those from neighboring coun-
ties are not above suspicion.)

— anyone who's ever criticized
the status quo.

— anyone who was shown or
mentioned during the hour-long
broadcast.

The question on rumoring lips is
“Who told them (CBS) we were here,
that we have poor people, that we
talk funny, that some of us support
illegal sports, that...whatever?” The
questionis pointless, at best, counter-
productive, at worst.

It's apparent that whoever talked
with the hatchet crew — from singer
Dwight Yoakam to the folks on infa-
mous Muddy Gut Hollow to the
professionalsin designer suits—was
duped. It'sapparentthatthe TV folks
came here with a portrait of Eastern
Kentuckvin mind;theyfoundit; they
captured iton film; they displayed it

to the nation,

If we're looking for the villain, it's
clearly the reporters, producers, writ-
ers and cameramen who came here
on a Ereordainecl mission. So, let’s
stop this petty, divisive activity that
always finds us fighting ourselves.

Direct your accusations toward
CBS. Use the power of your penand
your voice to write or call New York
and tell the arrogant media barons
who you are, where you're from and
what you think.

And, forall oursakes, getinvolved
in changing the facts that were re-
vealed in the broadcast — even
though they didn’t add up to the
whole reality. Work to end the pov-
erty. Help to extend medical care.
Urge the end of cock fighting, if it
disgusts you. Teach your children
the values of education and work.
Encourage teenagers to wait to get
married. Stop the abuse. Convince
the governor, legislators and
Frankfort bureaucrats that there is
just one Kentucky and we're very
much a part of it.

Working together, we canmakea
difference. We canmake the factsadd
up to the truth, if we unite. Butif we
idle away our time by pointing the
lfingeral eachother, CBS winsand we
ose.

DEER HARVEST SLIGHTLY UP,

SMALL GAME HUNTING
GOOD

Nearly 65,000 deer were taken by
Kentucky hunters during the 10 day
season in November, according to
preliminary reports from the state’s
nine wildlife districts.

The figure shows a slightincrease
over last year’s total deer harvest.

Deer populations were reported
upindistrictscomprising Centraland
Eastern Kentucky. In remaining por-
tions of the state, deer numbers were
either up or about the same as last
year.

The increase in both harvest and
population levels seems to indicate
two things —thatdeerrestoration in
Eastern Kentucky is paying off, and
deer herds across the state are recov-
ering from the effects of 1988's
drought.

During the first six days of reo-
pening of small game seasons, hunt-
ers took 1, 661 rabbits, including 42
limits, while quail hunters bagged
813 birds with 12 limits.

Grouse hunters are reporting
fewer birds but better hunting this
year. According to Jeff Sole, wildlife
biologist for the Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources, grouse hunt-
ers are flushing an average of one
bird per hour while in the field.

Grouse hunting is limited to the
eastern half of the state.

GOOSEPIT WITH ACCESS
RAMP, FIRST FOR KENTUCKY

Kentucky's first goose pit with a
ramp for wheelchair access was con-
structed this year on Sloughs Wild-
life Management Area (WMA) lo-
cated in Hendersonand Unioncoun-
ties.

The waterfowl hunting site, which
lies on the Henderson County por-
tion of the area, can accommodate
two hunters in wheelchairs and two
attendants.

‘One final detail remains unfin-
ished, according to Mike Morton,
manager of the WMA. Although all
depthadjusting controls arein place,
there’sno way tolink up witha water
source. Once this is completed, the
field in front of the goose pit can be
flooded and water levels controlled.

Construction costs amounted to
$2,000, about twice the outlay for a
goose pit withouta ramp and retain-
ing wall.
