Arson Suspected In Stanville Fire 
Kentucky State Police investiga­

tors reportedly suspect arson in a 
Stanville fire that started Christmas 
Eve. 

The fire occurred in a house owned 
by Rubie Stratton. According to Betsy 
Lane Fire Department reports, au­
thorities have not been able to contact 
the persons who were renting the 
house from Stratton. 

No one was reported in the house 
at the time of the blaze, but witnesses 
say that persons were seen entering 
and leaving the house before the fire 
broke out. Evidence of diesel fuel was 
also found within the residence. 

The house was damaged but 
remained standing. The case is cur­
rently under investigation by the 
Kentucky State Police. 

A Bundle Of Busted Pipes 
Shawn Combs works to repair a broken water pipe at the home of his parents, T.A. and Dan.1 Combs of 

Maytown. According to Shawn, the water pipe burst six inches from the water meter, on the Combs' property 
Otristmas morning. About 92,000 gallons of water poured out before they were able to shut off the flow. Water 
problems like these extend throughout the county. 

utility representatives. 
Water has been shut off to the 

communities of David, Betsy Layne, 
Stanville and Harold. Mining compa­
nies in the area, including Branham 
and Baker Coal near David and Con­
tinental Coal at I vel Creek, have been 
required to stop using water, accord­
ing to Howard, superintendent of 
Prestonsburg Utilities. All county 
residents are requested to restrict 
water use, except for basic needs. 

''We have a water crisis in Floyd 
County," said Jacobs, commissioner 
for the Sandy Valley Water District. 
"We're supplied by the Pikeville and 
Prestonsburg systems, and they're 
unable to get water to us." 

According to David Chaffins, co­
ordinatorofDisaster Emergency Serv­
ices (DES) for Floyd County, calls from 
area residents to . Gov. Wallace 
Wilkinson's office and the state office 
of DES prompted the activation of 
four members of the National Guard 
tosupplywatertotheMudCreekand 
Little Mud Creek areas. Concern cen­
ters on those who are housebound 
and cannot go out for water. 

Chaffins was informed by Jim 
Spurlock of the Pikeville water sys­
tem that a 16-inch main line had rup­
tured in the Pike County system, re­
quiring that a collar be placed on the 
damaged pipe. The system, which 
serves the Stanville, Betsy Layne and 
Harold areas, in conjunction with 
Prestonsburg Utilities, was reportedly 
shut down for part of the day Thurs­
day, to complete repairs. 

Chaffins also said that Pikeville 
authorities estimated that complete 
repairs to their water system would 

require" ... betweeneighthourstotwo 
weeks to complete." 

Chaffins noted that water distribu­
tion points will be set up by the Na­
tionalGuardattheSprucePineSchool 
at Little Mud Creek and at the head of 
Mud Creek. Currently, this distribu­
tion is scheduled to run for at least 
three days. 

''We'reworkingourwaterplantto 
capacity and we're not gaining on the 
problem," said Howard, at

Hall, 30, hopes to 
improve his department's investigative techniques and develop a closer 
relationship between the police department and the Prestonsburg com­
munity. 

Prestonsburg Gets 
New Police Officials 

Captain Greg Hall, 30, was named 
Chief of Police for the city of 
Prestonsburg Thursday. He steps into 
the vacancy left by Chief Dickie 
Campbell, who died of a heart attack 
Oct. 18. 

Atthe morning announcement in 
the Prestonsburg City Council room, 
Patrolman Roy D. Roberts, 45, was 
also named Assistant Police Chief. 

Hall is a 1980 graduate of the police 
academy at Richmond and has served 
with the Prestonsburg Police force for 
nine years. 

Roberts, a 1987 graduate of the 
Richmond police academy, has been 
with the police force for two years. He 
takes over a position that has been 
unfilled since Campbell held the posi­
tion before being named Chief. 

''We're very pleased with the offi­
cers we've selected," said 
Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta. 'They 
work wciJ together and they'll be very 
bcneficialfor the city .I'm pleased that 
we had qualified people to draw from 
within our own department. Because 
of this, we didn't need toad vertise for 
these positions outside of the depart­
ment." 

Hall noted that he has several items 
on his agenda as Chief of Police. 

"I don't see any drastic changes, 
but I do plan on some restructuring," 
said Hall. "I plan to improve the in­
vestigative techniques of the police 
force. I'll also look to improve com­
munity relations. I'd like to have open 
meetings withcommunitymcmbers.H 

Latta noted that improvement in 
the investigative abilities of the police 
was a recognized need and that an 
officer would soon be selected to serve 
as a full-time investigator. 

Roberts' responsibilities will in­
clude working with dispatchers, di­
recting the 13-member auxiliary po­
lice force and handling administra­
tive tasks. 

Said Roberts, when asked if the 
promotion to AssistantChiefofPolice 
came as a surprise, ''It was a bit of a 
surprise, but I'm tickled todeathabout 
it." 

Hall is married and has one child. 
He lives in I vel, but plans a move to 
Prestonsburg in the near future.

Package receivers who are suspi­
cious of a mailing and arc unable to 
verify its contents with the addressee 
or sender, or who are unfamiliar with 
the sender, are advised to take several 
precautions. 

•Do not open the article. 
"Isolate the mailing and evacuate 

the immediate area. 
•Do not put the envelope or pack­

age in water or a confined area. 
•contact the local police depart­

ment or postal inspector for profes­
sional assistance. Do not worry about 
possible embarrassment if the item 
turns out to be harmless. 

The advisory comes after some 
reported deaths from mail bombs in 
the South.

Prestonsburg Utilities. "We serve the 
Left and Rtght Fork of Middle Creek, 
all of Martin and Bull Creek, new 
Allen, the Prater Creek Water District 
and a number of other water districts. 
lt'snotthatwejustscrvePrestonsburg. 
Seventy-five percent of our water goes 
outintocounty, and right now we just 
can't supply all thewaterthat'sneeded 
in the direction of Pike County. We 
don't have the water to pump." 

Howard added that the water 
problem developed primarily from a 
combination of " ... broken water 
mains, service lines and meters, as 
well as broken pipes in people's homes 
and water running in houses to pre­
vent freeze-ups." 

Howard also noted that the prob­
lem was not found only in Floyd 
County. 

"All across Kentucky, they're hav­
ing these problems. Lexington is re­
porting many of the same things. It's 
beyond man's control, at this point. 
Until we get a break in the weather, 
we'll continue to have problems." 

The break in weather came Thurs­
day, as temperatures rose into the40s, 
but the damaged caused by the icy 
weather is still being evaluated. 

"WehadamainlinebustatWarco, 
off of Route 80, below Maytown, on 
Wednesday and a pump station 
flooded in the Hi Hat area Tuesday," 
said Daniels, water plant manager for 
Beaver-ElkhorninAIIen. 'We've also 
got numerous reports of freeze-ups. 

"Luckily, we've had no problems 
at the plant and have been pumping 
at full capacity. That's860,000gallons 
a day serving 1800 customers. We 
serveAllenandall up LeftBeaverand 

Right Beaver to Wayland, and every 
nook and hollow in between," Daniels 
said. 

He reported that the company's 
four-man crew has been working long 
hours since the Friday before Christ­
mas to keep up with customer calls of 
frozen pi pes and meters. He estimated 
that more than 100 frozen meters had 
been replaced, as of Wednesday. 

''We had 45 reported frozen me­
ters on Tuesday," said Daniels. "It's a 
real mess." 

Danielssaidthatsomepeoplehave 
had no water for four or five days and 
that most problems stem from shal­
lowly buried or exposed water lines 
which have frozen solid. Beaver-Elk­
horn, which sells water to the town of 
David on a wholesale basis, shut water 
off to the town David Wednesday 
morning. 

"David is considered a secondary 
customer," said Daniels. ''We reserved 
the right to turn off David in these 
types of emergencies. It's only fair 
that we first supply our primary cus­
tomers, which we'reabletodo. There's 
no way, right now, to say when we 
can return to David. We just can't 
say." 

In order to cope with fire dangers 
in the Betsy Layne area, the 
Prestonsburg Fire Department has 
agreed to provide fire pump trucks, if 
necessary, to backup the Betsy Layne 
Volunteer Fire Department. 

''We really appreciated Mayor 
Latta's offer to help us out," said 
Jacobs, of the Sandy Valley Water 
District. ''Wekeepourowntruckfilled 
up from the creeks, but we can use the 
backup." 

Want To Take The Census 
The US Census Bureau is looking 

for area residents to help with the 
1990 census. The temporary jobs will 
last from five to eight weeks and re­
quire the census taker to have access 
to a car. 

The Employment Services in 
Prestonsburg has more details on the 
jobs, but the bureau has scheduled 

testing dates. Testing will take place 
todayattheFloydCountyCourthouse 
Annex; Jan. 2at the Allen Fire Depart­
ment; Jan. 3 at the Prestonsburg 
Armory; Jan. 4 at the Cow Creek Fire 
Department and Jan. 5 at the Court­
house. 

The tests will be given at each loca­
tion at 10 a.m. and 1 p.m.

Water officials have made several 
recommendations to customers still 
receiving water. Waterusersareasked 
to conserve water, using it only for 
essential needs. It is also recom­
mended that exposed pipes be insu­
lated to prevent future freeze-ups. It 
is not advisable to put heat on frozen 
meters, as this could damage the 
devices. 

Finally, if serious leaks are found, 
water should be shut off until repairs 
can be made. However, until all seri­
ous leaks are identified in the various 
water systems around the county, full 

water capacity and service will re­
main questionable. 

"I got one call from a man whose 
son was handicapped and needed 
frequent baths to treat him," said 
Jacobs. "His water's been out and the 
boy can't be treated. Pikeville and 
Prestonsburg haven't told us when 
water will be pumped into the area, 
and until we get it, we'regoingtoface 
these kinds of serious problems."

Safe Pets For Winter Days

Cold winter temperatures make 
everyone uncomfortable, but it is fre­
quently the family pet that suffers the 
most. whenleftoutsidein below-freez­
ing weather. 

Local veterinarians in Floyd 
County noticed that the recent cold 
snap, which produced wind-<:hills of 
well below zero, did have an adverse 
effect on some area animals. 

''I saw four or five cases of dogs 
that were frozen to death," said 
Prestonsburg veterinarian Rudolph 
Ousley. "Even if a dog was protected 
bysomesortof shelter, with the wind­
chills that we experienced, it some­
times wasn't enough. To protect the 
animal, the doghouse should be out of 
the wind and have dry bedding mate­
rial in it." 

determining how well it can handle 
cold temperatures. Ousley also noted 
that putting an animal out from a 
warm home, into below freezing 
temperatures is not good for the 
animal's system. 

"I've seen two casesofindoor dogs, 
which have gone out into freezing 
temperatures, and developed pneu­
monia," says Mahendra Varia, a vet­
erinarian in Martin. ''Indoor animals 
should not be exposed for long peri­
ods of time to the cold, and outdoor 
animals need to have an adequate, 
covered shelter. Dogs can also cut 
themselves on ice, so pet-owners 
should watch for injured feet." 

Veterinarian Carol Howard of 
Beaver Creek didn't report any cold 
weather injuries among her patients, 
but did warn against the dangers of 
poisoning caused by car anti-freeze. 

According to Ousley, theageofthe "Animals get into anti-freeze in 
animal, its nutritional level and the the fall and winter because it tastes 
animal's body fat all play a role in sweet, but it's very poisonous," said 

Howard. "People need to be very 
careful about how they dispose of old 
anti-freeze. I've had two or three cases 
ofitthis pastfall,and it' soften too late 
to do anything about it." 

Howard also noted that chemicals 
and salts used to de-ice roads can 
irritate the feet of pets. Owners should 
keep an eye out for lim ping or licking 
after an animal is outside, near salted 
roads or walkways. 

Cats, who are usually good at tak­
ingcareofthemselves,requirespecial 
consideration around cars. Cats like 
to crawl up under car hoods to get 
close to warm engine blocks. It's rec­
ommended, before turning on a car 
engine, that the owner bang on the 
hood or beep the horn to scare the cat 
out and give it time to get to a safe 
distance. 

Keeping these points in mind, 
Floyd County pet owners can ertsure 
that their animals are kept healthy 
and,;safe, until warm days return in 
the Spring. 

Proper Addressing Speeds Mail

No one likes to have a letter re­

turned or misdelivered. While the 
Postal Service makes mistakes, there 
are often problems with insufficient 
or improper addressing which cause 
mail to be delayed, misdirected or 
returned 

post office box number or rural route 
number and box number. If mail is 
for a multi-unit complex or apart­
ment building, place the room or 
apartment number to the right of the 
street address or on the line directly 
above the street address. The bottom 
line must show the recipient's city 
and state and should include the zip 
code

For easier starts on cold mornings 
and better motor performance year 
round, many experts recommend 
addinggaslineanti-freeze to the tank 
every time you fill it up. 

Also, remember thatcondensation 
occurs in your gas station's large gas 
tankjustasitdoes in your car's small 
one. Buy gas from a busy gas station 
in order to ensure that the gas going 
into your tank has a low water con­
tent. 

Corrosion on the battery connec­
tions can mean a slow start or even no 
start under wintry conditions. At the 
same time you check the connections, 
check the electrolyte (fluid) level in 
the battery. If your battery is four 
years old, have it replaced. 

Check the tension on the fan belts 
and replace them iftheyarefouryears 
old.

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Pinnipeds At Center Of Scientist's Tug Of War

During mating season in the pack 

of icc of the remote Bering Sea off 
Alaska, the air and water arc filled 
with the knocking, ringing and whis­
tling challenges of walrus bulls com­
peting for space ncar receptive cows 
on the icc. Dominant males square off 
with rivals, crashing their formidable 
tusks down on them with bonc-crush­
mg force. 

Increasingly, however, new rum­
blings and challenges are coming as 
well from scientists defending care­
fully constructed theories on the 
ancestral origin of walruses, sea lions 
and seals. 

These creatures, clearly evolved 
from land-dwelling mammals, are 
known as pinnipeds, Latin for "fin­
footed." Pinnipeds have developed 
remarkably similar adaptations to life 
in the ocean during their million of 
years of existence. Scientists have long 
debated whether they descended 
from twodistinctancestorsand inde­
pendently developed similar charac­
teristics, or whether they evolved 
from a common ancestor. Strong evi­
dence exists for both cases. 

Researchers' thcoriesarecentered 
upon a 24- to 25-million-year-old 
fossil, one of the most important of 
thousands of pinniped fossils avail­
able for stud yin museums, including 
theSmithsonian'sNationalMuseum 
of Natural History. Using such fossils 
along with their Jiving relatives to 
unravel ancestral links among all 
animals and plants is the ultimate 
goal of taxonomists-scientists who 
classify organisms according to 
shared features such as physical struc­
ture and genetic traits. 

"Part of the beauty and strength of 
science is that it is self-correcting," 
says Dr. Clayton Ray, a Smithsonian 
paleobiologist studying the pinniped 
fossil record. "Old theories are con­
stantly subject to testing by new evi­
dence. Withf tinnipeds, we are now 
in a stage o stimulating disagree­
ment. Although the last word isn't 
yet in, this is an excellent exam pie of 
thcnatureofscientificinvestigation." 

Since the late 18(X)s, most scien­
tists have classified seals separately 
from sea lions and walruses because 
of underlying differences in their 
form, structure and locomotion. On 
land, seals move by wriggling on their 

bellies. Their specialized rear flippers, 
which propel them through water, 
are useless on shore. Sea lions and 
walruses prop themselves up on the 
soles of their front and rear flippers 
and waddle on land. A circus sea lion 
balancing a ball on its nose is a famil­
iar example. 

"Because walruses and sea lions 
share long necks, bony canals at the 
base of their skulls and other similari­
ties with bears, they arc widely con­
sidered to have evolved millions of 
years ago from a land-dwelling, ~r­
like creature," Dr. Andy Wyss, assts­
tant professor of geology at the Uni­
versityofCalifornia in Santa Barbara, 
says. "Seals somewhat resemble ot­
ters and weasels and have been 
thought to have descended from an 
otterlike creature." 

According to Wyss, scientists have 
traditionally dismissed obvious simi­
larities among seals, sea lions and 
walruses as evidence of "parallel 
evolution," rather than evidence of 
close ancestry. Seals resemble sea lions 
and walruses, some scientists argue, 
because any mammal adapting to life 
in the occanmustinevitably acquire a 
streamlined body, flipper append­
ages and a thick layer of blubber. 

In 1975, a Smithsonian field collec­
tor prospecting 24-to 25-million-year­
old sandstone deposits near Bak­
ersfield, Calif., found what may be a 
"missing link," for all pinnipeds, a 
nearly complete skeleton ol a fin­
footed, bearlike animal-Enaliarctos 
mealsi. Well Jreserved skulls of 
Enaliarctos ha earlier been discov­
ered and described by scientists who 
concluded that the animal was clearly 
an ancestor of the bear. 

About the size of a small male 
harbor seal, Enaliarctos represents 
one stage in the transition of pin­
nipeds from Jand-dwellingcarnivores 
to a marine carnivore. Because the 
skeleton strongly resembles a" cross" 
between a bear and a sea lion, most 
scientists consider it as further evi­
dence that sea lions and walruses, but 
not seals, evolved from bear like an­
cestors. 

But in studying the Enaliarctos 
skeleton, some scientists observed it 
possessed a curious number of traits 
also common to seals. It has an en­
larged thumb, for example. In addi­
tion, Enaliarctos apparently used all 
four flippers to swim. Today, sea lions 
swim mainly with their front flip­
pers, and seals and walruses swim 
with their hind flippers. 

"On the basis of morphological 
evidence," Wyss explains, "many 
aspects of Enaliarctos do not neces­
sarily reflect the double-origin the­
ory. It simply isn't feasible to assume 
that Enaliarctos is closely related on! y 
to sea lions and walruses. 

"It seems equally logical," he 
concludes, "that after entering the 
sea, carl y pinnipeds branched out in 
different directions, evolving into sea 
lions and walruses as well as seals. 
Over time, these animals individu-

ally developed unique specializations 
such as the peculiar configuration of 
the car region and foot in seals." 

Additional evidence was found 
linking seals to the other pinnipcds. 
For example, a shortened middle bone 
in the little finger of the foreflippcr 
occurs in all three groups of living 
pinnipeds, as well as a distinctive 
arrangement of bones in the front 
and hind feet and bones of the inner 
car. Wyssand others argue that these 
similarities are very likely the prod­
uct of common inheritance. Parallel 
evolution would demand an unlikely 
coincidence to explain the similarity 
of such detailed structures. 

According to Dr. Lawrence C. 
Barnes of the the Natural History 
Museum of Los Angeles County, 
however, pinniped flippers and other 
easily modified skeletal parts may 
change through time, making them 
an unreliable basis for classification. 
"Over millions of years, fingers and 
flippers change," Barnes says. "I put 
more stock in the structure of the 
brain case and outer ear structure of 
these animals because they are deeper 
in the body and less subject to change 
from the environment." 

He adds, "the ankle bones of seals 
are vastly different from those of any 
other mammal. They seem to have 
evolved way, way back in the group's 
history when seals were just evolv­
ing from land-dwelling animals. 
Judging from their ankle structure 

alone, there is no question that seals 
represent a very different lineage of 
carnivores than do sea lions and 
walruses." 

Geographic segregation of the 
fossil record of seals supports Barnes' 
views and the traditional two-ances­
tor theory of pinniped evolution. 
Walrus and sea lion fossils dating 
back some 25 million years, are found 
exclusively in deposits in the Pacific 
Basin-whcreEnaliarctos was found. 
Seal fossils extending back nearly as 
far appear only in Atlantic Basin 
deposits. Only in the more recent 
Ia yers of rock do fossils of the three 
pinniped groups appear together. 

Recent biochemical analysis of the 
genes and proteins in seals, however, 
has turned up few significant differ­
ences between the genetic material of 

sea lions and walruses. Although this 
evidence strongly implies a close re­
lationship between all three families, 
it is not conclusive. 

''Taxonomic debates essentially 
involve two or more different ap­
proaches to looking at the same ani­
mal," says Dr. Annalisa Berta, an­
other pinnipcd expert, at San Diego 
State University. "Different 'philoso­
phies' (about taxonomy) can mean 
evaluatingcharactcristicsdifferently. 

"Looking at a primitive character 
in an animal doesn't really tell you 
anything about the group to which it 
belongs," Berta continues. "Rather it 
is the derived characteristics that an 
animal shares with other closely re­
lated animals that provide evidence 
for its unique evolutionary history." 

''The only way seals could have 
obtained characteristics so similar to 
sea lions and walruses is through 
inheritance," Berta insists. ''The bur­
den is now on those who still think 
pinnipeds evolved from two lineages 
to defend their position." 

"Resolving the debate over pin­
niped origins may take years," the 
Smithsonian's Ray says. "And then 
again, it may never be resolved to 
everyone's satisfaction. Very seldom 
do you find an ultimate truth in tax­
onomy, or science in general, but 
instead move closer and closer to­
ward an approximation. For the first 
time, we have an abundance offossil 
evidence and plenty of competent 
people to study the fossil and living 
pinnipeds. Unquestionably the past 
live years and the next five will have 
produced greater advances in under­
standing this group than any previ­
ous decade."

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Auto Club Defends Use Of New Air Bags .. .for hope i6 born again today 

Auto safety reached a new mile­
post in 1989, according to Chuck 
Kuebler of the United States Auto 
Club. 

Federal law that took effect Sept. 1 
requires all domestic and imported 
cars sold in the US to have front-scat, 
driver-side air bag~ or automatic scat 
belts. 

While seat belt usc hit a record 
43.4 percent last year, questions re­
garding air b,1gs arc a great concern 
to many motorists. Many consumers 
arc finding that even their dealers 
often do not have a lot of information 
about these devices, Kuebler said. 

Hidden in the steering wheel hub 
and on the right side of the dash­
board, air bags have been proven to 
provide effective protection in fron­
tal crashes. In one study conducted 
by General Motors, occupants in cars 
with air bags had a death and injury 
rate 50 percent lower than for non-air 
bag cars. 

Air bags arc designed to inflate 
only in frontal impacts equivalent to 
hitting a solid wall at 12 mph or higher. 
In the unlikely event of an inadver­
tent air bag release, you would not 
lose control of the car, Kuebler said. 
General Motors tested driver reac­
tion by inflating air bags without 

Recycling Used 
Motor Oil Saves 
InManyWays 

Nearly 19 million gallons of used 
automotive and industrial oil are 
generated each year in Kentucky. 
While much of this oil is recycled, 
millions of gallons arc carelessly 
dumped onto the land, set out with 
the garbage or poured into sanitary 
sewers. 

Used oil contains such harmful 
chemical wastes as lead, cadmium, 
and barium. These chemicals, which 
can contaminate soil and drinking 
water supplies, arc hazardous to 
human health. 

Most of the motor oil is thrown 
away by people who change their 
own oil themselves. But do-it-your­
self oil changers have an alternative-­
recycling. 

Here arc three good reasons to 
recycle used motor oil. 

It protects your water. Used oil 
dumped on the ground or in storm 

warning at speeds up to 45 mph. The 
company reported that "without 
exception, the drivers retained con­
trol of the automobile." 

Although air bags arc best used in 
conjunction with seat belts. they arc 
designed to protect unbelted occu­
pants in the front seat. Equipping 
cars with air bags reduced the aver­
age injury severity in serious frontal 
crashes by 64 percent, even though 
more than 80 percent of the occu­
pants were unbelted, according to 
industry sources. 

Air bags require no maintenance. 
They are designed to work for the li fc 
of the car in which they are installed, 

Kuebler said. 
After a crash severe enough to 

deploy air bags, most cars are dam­
aged beyond repair. For cars that can 
be repaired, the bags should be re­
paired or replaced, just like the brakes, 
the lights or other parts of the car. 

Finally, air bags work in multiple 
crashes. That is, in a crash in which a 
vehicle hits another, bounces off, and 
then is involved in a second impact, 
air bags arc designed to protect front­
scat occupants throughout the crash 
sequence. 

Next year, consumers can expect 
25 to 30 percent of new cars to contain 
air bags. The Highway Loss Data 

Institute estimates about 2.9 million 
1990-modcl cars will have them, up 
from 700,000 in 1989.

Which is not to say that illegal drug abuse is not discouraged. In college, 
the NCAA takes great care to educate college athletes on the dangers of 
illegal drugs. By the time pia yers get to professional football, they have had 
four or five years of lessons on it. Then in the NFL, they get the same thing. 
The point is that players can't claim ignorance. They know they are not 
supposed to be using illegal drugs. 

There comes a day when the players who think they can get away with 
everything must pay for their mistakes. And some pay with their football 
careers. 

For example, Washington Redskins' defensive end Dexter Manley re­
cently ended up with a lifetime suspension from football for use of illegal 
drugs. 

It's a shame, because he's a guy who was really working to make some 
improvements in other areas of his life. If someone had stopped him a little 
earlier along the line and made him realize he could ruin his life, he might 
not be where he is today. He was never taught to look at the big picture of 
life. Now who is going to take a chance on Dexter Manley? 

The use of steroids is another problem facing football. While I don't 
believe that the use of steroids is as widespread as some people claim, 
there's no question it has changed the face of the game. Players are getting 
bigger and bigger, and while most of it is due to better weight training and 
diet, some players go the steroid route. It's completely wrong, and I think 
steroids should be thrown in the same category as other illegal drugs. 

While theN FL is not a harbor for abusers of illegal drugs- I'd say only 
three percent or four percent of the players use illegal drugs - it is a 
problem that won't go away until taken more seriously. My suggestion is 
to make the penalties more substantial. don't teach these guys that they can 
get caught a couple of times and get away with a short suspension like the 
NFL does now. A mandatory lifetime suspension for the first incident of 
illegal drug use should be the rule. 

Good(e) Rebound Teach the guys "one time and you're gone." With a penalty like that, I 
guarantee you'll see an end to illegal drug use in the NFL.

Plan Ahead When Driving 
After Drinking, AAA Says 

The Blue Grass/Kentucky chap­
ter of AAA urges drivers to "plan 
ahead" if they arc going to drive after 
drinking alcoholic beverages over the 
New Year's weekend. 

"It's important to decide before­
handhowmuchandhowoftenyou're 
going to drink and stick to the plan," 
said Lilla Mason of AAA's Safety 
Foundation. '1fyou wait until you've 
had a few drinks to decide, your 
decisionismuddledand you're likely 
to drink more than you can handle." 
. After just one drink, a person's 
JUdgment can be impaired enough to 
affect vision, hearing, reaction time 
and balance, Mason said, adding that 
after four drinks the chances of the 
drinker having an accident arc multi­
plied 10 times. 

Mason reminded that the amount 
of alcohol in the bloodstream docs 
not start to decline the moment a 
person stops drinking. A good rule of 
thumb, she said, is to drink no more 
than one alcoholic beverage per hour 
She urged that drivers who plan to 
drink should consult a Blood Alcohol 
Concentration table to determine how 
much they can safely drink over a 
period of time. 

"Some people think it's possible 
for a drinker to get sober quickly by 
drinking coffee, taking a cold shower 
or exercising vigorously, but that's 
simply not true," Mason said. "The 
body burns up one-half ounce of al­
cohol per hour. Andalthoughfood in 
the stomach slows the absorption of 
alcohol, one can still become intoxi-

cated on a full stomach." 
AAA offers the following tips for 

those planning to drive after attend­
ing a party where alcohol is served. 

••Don't drink alcoholic beverages 
unless you really want to. If you feel 
awkward about refusing a drink, 
accept it and set it down after a while. 
Get a soft drink instead. 

••If you decide to drink, set a limit 
of how many you'll have and stick to 
it. No one else is counting. 

""Sipyourdrinkslowly. Your glass 
will never become empty and you 
won't be tempted to fill it. 

"Don' tletothers pressure you into 
drinking. Only you know what is 
best for you. 

••Even if you've had only one or 
two drinks, wait an hour or two be­
fore driving. 

••If you drink too heavily, plan to 
stay with a friend or have someone 
else drive you home. Or, rely on a 
"designated driver" in your group.
