John Jarrell of Banner was in-
dicted on two counts of murder for
the deaths of Roy and Louverla
Adams in December after Jarrell's
truck collided with the Grethel cou-
ple's vehicle on US 23 near Harold

Indicted on charges of first degree
manslaughter was Karen Couch, 30,
of Prestonsburg. Couch is accused in
the shooting death Noy, 16 of James
R. Hudson at their residence near
Dewey Dam, following an apparent
domeslic argument.

Five persons were indicted on
drug-related charges. Michael J
Garbacz of Ypsilanti, Mich,, was
charged on lwo counis of trafficking
incontrolled substances. He was ar-
rested on Oct, 25 for possession with
intent to sell LSD and cocaine.

Utility Employees Cited
For Gas Outage Work

In a special meeting Monday,
Prestonsburg City Council members
voiced appreciation (o the city’s
utility employees for their work late
last week to correcl problems with
the municipal gas system thal af-
fected nearly all city residents,

According to Bill Harvey Howard,
utilities superintendent, the problem
arose when another company was
treating a well on Middle Creek with
nitrogen. The nitrogen migrated to
an adjacent well operated by Basin
Energy Co.. the city’s supplier.

Nitragen, which does not burn,
displaced natural gas in the city’s
system, causing Prestonsburg
utilities workers Lo cul off most main
lines, residentinl and business
meters in the city. The lines were
purged and replenished with new
natural gas

“We've never experienced
anything like this before," sald
Howard

After purging the sysilem,
employees conlinued io
work — some for &s many as 32
hours — to turn meters back on and
re-light residenlial fumaces in the
city

Allen Man Indicted
In Counterfeiting Scam

An Allen man was among five peo-
ple indicted in federal court in Hunt-
ington, W. Va, last week

Rick Birchfield, 31, operator of
Southern Truck Parts, was indicted
on three counterfeiting charges, along
with John P. MeCoy, 42, of Slater’s
Branch (Pike Countyl, and Debbie
Farley, 35, of Fort Gay, WV

McCoy, Harold D. Runyon, 39, of
Forest Hills (Pike County) and Doyle
David Moore, 26, of Lovely (Martin
County) were also charged in the in-
dictment with armed bank robbery
and witness intimidation.

Last summer, Birchfield allegedly
purchased a laser color copier from
an Ashland dealer which was used to
produce about $800,000 in counterfeit
US and Canadian bjlls. Shortly after
the purchase, a fake burgiary was
staged at his Allen business, and the
copier was moved to a Pike County
location, amccording to an article
published in the Williamson (WV)
Daily News,

When Columbus, Ohio, police ar-
rested three persons for attempling to
pass the counterfeit bills; the copier
was moved to Fort Gay and later o
Mingo County, W. Va.. Birchfield ap-
parently purchased a second copier to
provide spare parts for the original
copier.

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County Fire Season
Getting An Early Start

Lack of rainfall last summer and
this winter is contributing to an
early forest fire season in Floyd
County, according to Steve Barrett,
district forester with the Kentucky
Division of Forestry in Prestonsburg.

“We normally don't have any fires
this time ol year,"" explained Bar-
rett. “"They usually start the last
week of February or the first week
of March."

At least four [fires have been
reported in the Hueysville
area — one burning more than 45
acres of woodland — while others
have been reported at Buck's
Branch and Spewing Camp.

In Hueysville, four fires have been
reported near Rt. 7 since last Fri-
day. A Saturday fire burned eight
acres, while another nearby on Sun-
day burned 45 acres. Other fires
reported overlapped or adjoined the
acreage that burned previously, said
Barrett. As late as Tuesday after-
noon, another fire was reported in
the area.

A separate fire burned about 20
acres al Buck's Branch, and a half-
acre fire was reported at Spewing
Camp, located belween Price and
McDowell.

Barrett said much of the damage
could have been contained If the
Forestry Division had been notified
He said officials did nol know about
the Buck's Branch blaze until about
seven hours after it began. The

Spewing Branch fire was reported
immediately. he said. and was con-
tained to about a hali-acre

Three other fires have been
reported in Pike County, and one in
Letcher

“These fires are not thal hard to
put out,' said Barrett, “but if some-
ane sees them and doesn't call in, they
get big."

This group of professionals receives
even less money for working 12
months a year, al least 40 hours a
week and is on call weekends and
holidays. | am referring to social
workers,

These dedicated professionals daily
encounter victims of child abuse,

spouse abuse, alcoholism and
adolescent crisis where their lives
are placed in danger. There have
been instances where social workers
have suffered dog bites, beatings
and even death by gunshot

The starting salary for a licensed
social worker with the Cabinet for
Human Resources is $13,856 per
vear. The starting salary for begin-
ning teachers in Floyd County is
$16.710 per year.

To me. the discrepancy seems
oulrageous. Fortunalely, those per
sons who choose to be social workers
realize that the emotional fulfill
men! thev receive when they
discover they have made a (remen
dous impact on the lives of some ol
their clients far outweighs any
monetary compensations. There are
many professions which pay much
‘more for less education than social
work, but there are none maore
rewarding.

Reader Complains
About Game Officer

Dear Editor:

I have been informed by reliable
sources that there is an investigation
of a conservation officer (game
warden) in Floyd County for viola-
tion of game laws. as well as trying
to force his way on private property

1 have read the complaint that has
been filed with the proper authority
in Frankfort. Talking lo the
witnesses about this situation. the
statements made can be considered
to be true: that the game warden
was trving to exercise authority
which he or no other conservation of-
ficer possesses

An understanding of whal a con
servalion officer is and what
authority thev possess would help
evervone involved in this siluation

Conservation officers are peace
officers to the extent of the enforee:
ment of the fish and game laws
They have express slatulory
authority to arrest. without a war-
rant, any citizen whom they observe
in the act of violating such laws, in-
cluding entering private property lo
enforce game laws. provided that
the offense is committed in their
presence.

Although state law states that all
persons charged with enforcement
tmay enter, eross over. be upon and
remain upen privately owned lands
to enforce laws or orders of the
department relating to game or fish
no liability shall be incurred by any
person charged or directed in the en
forcement of this chapter

This section does not clothe con-
servation officers with blanket
authority to enler upon Or pass ayver
private property without the consent
of the owner

Any peace officer. before entering
privale property Lo make i search,
musl have a search warrant, unless
he is pursuing Someone thal is
known to have commilted a erime
and has seen the person enter
private property.

The Kentucky Supreme Courl
defined this section of the Kentucky
Constitution 1o mean search was
legal when made by trespassing on
defendant’s private property: Also,

since under this section search war-
rants could not he issued excepl
upon affidavit of same other person
other than issuing officer, justices of
the peace have no official duty lo
prepare such affidavit. Also, a John
Doe warrant withou! description of

premises and name of owner is nol
valid

The reasons for requiring thal an
affidavil be filed as a prerequisite to
the issuance of 4 search warrant are
to enable the officer 1o delermine
whether probable cause exists for is-
suing the warrani. and to fix respon-
sibilitv for civil redress or criminal
prosecution in the event of & false ac-
cusation

The Supreme Courts of this coun-
try have always upheld the rights of
private property owners given by
the United States and the Kentucky
Constitution

To a degree, every law in our
government emanates from authen-
tv conferred by the exercise of police
power. However, that broad scope of
power is subject to the Bill of Rights
in our federal and slate constitu-
tions. Thus, a county or city, while
enacting ordinances in the interes
of the public safety, health, welfare
or convenience, may not abridge the
individual liberties secured by the
conslitutions

If a city or county cannot pass an
ordinance, nor the state or federal
government a law, to inirude upon
private property without a search
warrant, where does this game
warden think he gels his authority?
To demand a key from one person {o
a gale on another person’s property.
and have this man summoned into
vour! withoul a warrant or citation
lo answer 10 a charge of interfering
with a peace officer. because he did
nol get a Key to someone else’s priv-
perty

No peace officer has any slatulory
authority to intrude upon privale
property for the purpose of sear-
ching it without a search warrant or
the owner's permission. regardless
whether the peace officer is sear-
ching for a tin can or hunters without
proper license, as a search warrant
musi desceribe the place to be sear-
ched,and the person or thing to be
seized

It appesrs that this situation is be-
ing swept under the rug. as other
situations | have knowledge of by
people either connected to or involv
ed in politics

During the latter part of November
and the first few days of December
1988, our town, as well as Bypro and
Burton, were without water due to the
disappearance of our water from the
source, We still don’t know where the
water went, or why, but a study is be-
ing done to try to determine the
answers

In the meantime, we've laid over
8.000 feet of new line, through the
mountain, out on the other side, under
the highway and into another moun-
tain, to reach another source of water.

This sounds like a super-human
endeavor, and il was; this could not
have been done without the help of
numerous persons and companies.
The governor, by declaring it an
emergency enabled us to gel equip-
ment and men from the National
Guard. Bill Callahan, DES, spent
some erucial time with us, coor-
dinating the emergency help. County
Judge John M. Stumbo was in-
strumental in our obtaining needed

equipment and supplies and
Magistrate Betly Caudill provided
supplies and transportation for those
supplies.

The State Department of Mines and
Minerals, represented by Willard
Stanley and Richard Waltls, made
mine inspectors available, almost
around the clock, to assure our safe-
ty as we proceeded through the
mines. Mr. Watls and Kenneth
Meade, through their knowledge of
various sources {or needed equipment
and supplies, were invaluable to this
great effort

Paul Gearhear{, Harold Telephone
Company and South Central Bell,
each delivered over 3,000 feet of
power line to us and they absorbed the
cosl. Because we needed under-
ground communication equipment,
National Mines of Wayland donated
mine phones [or our use,

Roger Recktenwald of Big Sandy
ADD helped throughout this erisis by
coordinating with FmHA, from whom
we had obtained a water loan and
grant, and helping with the plans of
each stage of the operation. L.J.
Horne of Kentucky Power made a
crew available to hang an emergency
power drop, and moved it to a dif-
ferent location as needed. The City of
Pikeville sent equipment and & crew
to flush our sewer mains

Denzil Allen, Civil Air Patrol, made
members of the Job Corps available
to help distribute drinking water to
the four communities we serve, Inad-
dition, they unloaded the water from
the trucks that delivered il.

Those donating drinking water
were Anheiser-Busch, Green Acres
from West Virginia and Nello Fran-
cis of Francis Water Company. The
delivery services for the water were
provided by Brown Produce and
Perry Distributing, Inc. Woody
Fugate, a resident of Ashland, heard
of our disaster and loaded his vehicle
with bottled water and drove to
Wheelwright to deliver it,

Katie Newsome, Christian Ap-
palachian Project, made the facilities
of the Youth Center available to house
and feed the National Guardsmen.
Sterling Tackett provided mining
equipment that helped make it possi-
ble for us to lay the line through the
mines.

We extend our appreciation and
heartielt thanks to all of the
aforementioned.

Last, but not least, our customers
reacted to this situation with patience
and fortitude—traits attributed often
to mountaineers. They've made us
proud to be one of them. Our office
received numerous calls regarding
the status of the emergency, and with
few exceptions, each asked if there
was anything they could do to help.

By their actions, our people prov-
ed these weren’t empty offers, Those
who had a means to do so hauled bath
water and water to wash clothes, not
only for themselves, but for many
others. “Boots" Hill and her children
spent days helping distribute drinking
water and hauling bath and wash
water for others. Hollis Daniels of
Burton, used his vehicle to distribute
drinking water. Paul H. Thompson of
IGA donated groceries to help feed
the Guard. Ladies of the community,
too numerous to name, cooked and
baked for the National Guard and any
other valunteers al mealtime,

Words cannol express our pride in
the people of these commumties.
They practice what they preach and
have demonstrated they believe in
“people helping people.”

If county government were g
business, the judge/executive would
be the president of the company. or
its chairman of the board

In many ways. county government
15 a business, It provides services for
fees (laxesi, It employs personnel to
administer the services, It pur
chases supplies and equipment
needed Lo provide the services, and
it must be accountable (o its
“shareholders” — the cilizens who
pay for and receive its services and
elect its leaders,

A more appropriate title for the
op county official would be simply
rounty executive or counly ad-
ministrator. The present title is a
holdover from the era when the of-
ice holder had judicial respon
iibilities, which were eliminated
when the Judicial Amendment of
1975 reorganized the state's court
system

Al that time, the judge/executive’s
administrative duties were strength-
ened, bul the archaic title remained.,
according to County Government in
Kentucky, a publication of the Legis-
lative Research Commission

The judge/execulive presides over
fiscal court and oversees lhe
county's finances, His or her arm of
responsibiity touches ailmost every
county office and function. It is a
powerful, pressurized. full-time job
requiring keen financial skills. clear
judgment, honesty, and good
management skills. if it is o be done
properly

According Lo a courthouse source
the judge/executive also needs a
greal deal of patience lo handle the
many complaints and reguesis that
are received daily

Unfortunately. none of these
qualities is required by candidales
for the position. As with most other
elecled posts in the county, il the
candidate is 24 years old, has lived
Iwo years in Kentucky and one year
in the county. he or she gualifies 1o
be judge/executive,

To run for the position, the can
didate pays the filing fee. has two
persons vouch for his or her wdentity
and tells the clerk he or she meets
the residence and age requirements

Each vear, the judge/executive
must prepare a budgel proposal
estimating the county’s income from
local, stale and federal sources and

its outgo for emplovee salares and
benefils, supplies. equipment,
payments Lo private contractors for
proposed services, and contributions
o quasi-governmen! agencies, such
4s the public library, animal shelter.
airport authorily, ete

He must then “sell’” the budget lo
the district magistrates. who, along
with the judge/executive. make up
the fiscal court

Onee the budge! is approved by a
majority of the fiscal court, the
judge/executive is responsible for
seeing that the money is indeed
brought in and properly spent

Slate law requires the judge/ex-
eculive 1o make a quarterly finan-
cial report for the liscal court. the
state local finance officer and to the
public via posting on the front door
of the courthouse

In preparing the
judge/executive relies on “‘detailed
financtal reports’” from all those
county officials and boards that use
county funds. Often. he helps the of-
ficials and boards in compiling their
budgets and reports

The judge/executive also has the
authority to hire, supervise, sus-
pend, and remove county personnel

budget. the

An old railroad tunnel off KY 122 near Hi Hat shows the sad result of years
of neglect and disuse, Albert Johnson, 93, of Weeksbury, said the tunnel was
not in existence when he went off to World War [ in 1917, but when he return-
ed home on leave in early 1915, the passenger train he rode went through the
tunnel. Johnsgon remembers when passenger and coal trains used the tunnel
daily. According to Fred Salisbury of Wheelwright Mining Co., the tunnel was
on a branch line running from Weeksbury to the Martin railyard. Salisbury
said the track was out of use for a long period in the 1960s and ‘705, went back
into service in the early '80s, and has since closed.

some money from SSI while testing
their ability to work. The amount
received depends on the amount of
carnings—as earnings increase, the
SS1 payment decreases or stops. A
recipient who finds his or her work at
templ is unsuccessful. however, may
have payments started again—often
without filing a new SSI application

In addition, many blind and dis-
abled recipients can keep Ltheir
eligibility for Medicaid coverage even
when their checks stop because their
earnings make their income too high
ta eontinne receiving checks

“To keep Medicaid coverage, a
recipient must continue to be blind or
disabled, meei all other non-earnings
881 eligibility requirements, depend
on Medicaid coverage lo contlinue
working, and be unable to purchase
similar medical care,” Kelly said.

Blind or disabled recipients who
work also are encouraged to gevelop
a plan for achieving self-support to
allow them to set aside income or
resources for a work goal, and can
mean an increased $SI payment.
Some examples of work goals include
education, voealional training, start-
ing a business, or purchasing work-
refated equipment. Kelly said.

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Carlton To Coordinate Legal Services Program

Appalachian Research and Defense
Fund of Kentucky Director John
Rosenberg recently announced the
start of a new free legal service pro-
gram lor the poor in Appalachian
Kentucky with the hiring of Frank €
Carlton, the former city manager of
Pikeville, as Pro Bono program
coordinator

The new program of voluntary
legal case work by area attorneys is
headquartered in the Appalachian
Research and Defense Fund’s Pres-
tonsburg office, but will eventually
serve the poor population needing
legal representation in all 37 counties
served by ARDF's 10 offices, said
Rosenberg

Carlton brings with him almost 30
years of serving the public in ¢ity and
town government positions from Cali-
fornia to New Hampshire, as well as
Kentucky. He has also been involved
in public non-profit organizations, in
cluding a vear as president of the
Pikeville Rotary Club, two years as
president of the Pike Counly Humane
Society and he presently serves as
chairman of the Board of Directors of
the David School Board in Floyd
County

He is married and his wife is a
kindergarten teacher in the Pikeville
Independent School District. The
Caritons have four children and one
grandchild

There are eighl areas in Kentucky
with Pro Bono Panel Projects said
Rosenberg. The other seven serve
Louisville (13 counties), Lexington
(Fayette County), Frankfort (Frank-
lin County), Northern Kentucky
(eight counties), Northeast Kentucky
(15 counties ), Madisonville (Hopkins
County), and Bowling Green (Warren
County). 611 attorneys statewide par-
Licipate in the voluntary legal service
programs

*Pro Bono Publico,” or free legal
services, are donated by lawyers lo
help poor people get representation in
court or before governmental
agencies

Ihe Pro Bono project is jointly
funded by the Kentucky Bar Founda-
tion’s IOLTA (Interest on Lawyer’s
Trust Accounts) Fund, and by fund-
ing from the Legal Services Corpora-
tion administered by ARDF of Ken:
tucky under its private bar involve-
meni project. ARDF of Kentucky,
also known as APPLERED, is the
federal government-supported agen-
¢y in this area responsible for legal
services for low income citizens in 37
eastern and south-central Kentucky
counties,

Due to budgel cutbacks, said
Rosenberg, there are 23 altorneys
employed by ARDF to serve the
250,000 low income residents in the
37-county service area

In 1981, ARDF employed 48 al-
torneys to serve thal same poverty
level population, said Rosenberg

“Two altorneys per 10,000 low in-
come residents is considered a
minimal level of staffing for legal ser-
vices, so it is evident that ARDF can't
adequately provide services to its
clientele with only half the recom-
mended number of staff attorneys,"
he said. "'This siluation is aggravaled
by the fact thal poverty has increas-
ed in Kentucky between 1976 and 1986,
based on a recent study done by the
University of Louisville Urban
Studies Center."

Kentucky's poverty population rose
from 641,300 (17.6 percent) in 1979 to
674,000 (18.2 percent) in 1986,

Since its inceplion
in January 1987, information officer
Norm Minch has documented over
300 trophies taken in Kentucky
waters

The trophy list contains 25 fish
species, each with ils own minimum
length requirement. Basically, if
you catch a fish of qualifying length
on a rod and reel, and if your catchis
witnessed and photographed and the
necessary form completed, you will
receive a decal suitable for place-
men! on truck, boat, or tacklebox,
along with a certificale of merit,
which is suitable for framing. Each
trophy fish taken will receive both
decal and certificate, and if you
catch three different species you will
receive a Mastler Angler Award
This award consists of a decal, cer-
tificate, and a plague

received over the two-year span,
and this indicales excellent
striper fishery al Lake Cumberland
The next largest group was
largemouth bass, and that tells me
Kentucky has a lot of anglers going
after bass exclusively.”"

TROUBLE WITH
CRANKBAIT DEPTHS?

With all of the crankbaits that 1
stuffed into my tackleboxes, I can't
seem to keep them all straight, One
of the golden rules of crankbaiting is
choosing a lure which runs at the
proper depth. After all, if vou don't
put the bait where the fish are
feeding, vou are certainly nol going
to ecatch them

To help me choose the right bail
I've started labeling each crankbail
with the depth at which il runs. (I
suppose that is cheating...kind of like
making a crib sheet before a
geomelry test!) I use a permanent

marking pen called a photographic
marker which is made by Pilol and
available at most office supply
stores

I've found that the best position to
mark the bail is just behind the bill
on the bail's underside because it is
a relatively protected spot. If the
bait runs six to eight feet deep, simply
put a small 6-8 under the bill.

It will prevent a lot of trial-and-
error experimentation. and it might
just catch vou an extra fish or two
{and this is a greal time of vear for
this type of work).

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First In A Series:

Corns Decision: How It May Affect East Ky. Schools

Editor's Note: The historic school:
finance ruling by Franklin Cireuit
Judge Ray Corns is now before the
Kenlucky Supreme Court

In February the high court is ex-
pected to decide whether Corns was
correct when he ruled last October
that the present system of funding the
slale’s elementary and secondary
schools is unconstitutional.

Beginning with the following arti-
cle, this newspaper will present a
series of articles explaining the Corns
ruling

Regardless of what the Supreme

Court decides, these background ar-
ticles may help readers understand

why Lexington attorney Lawrence E,
Forgy, Jr., a member of a commiltee
advising Judge Corns, calls the Corns
opinion *The mosl important lower
court decision for Kentucky's future
in our lifetime.”

Sevenly years ago a Kentucky
court delivered a simple and eloquent
judgment on the fundamental impor-
tance of education. Ruling in a local
school case, the courl declared that
illiteracy is the bane of society, its
greatest burden and most dangerous
enemy. The court then proceeded to
order equitable funding of the schools

Bul unfortunately, no court decision
in the intervening seven decades—
and no administrative or legislative
action—has succeeded in abolishing
the illiteracy condemned by the 1918
opinion. Nor, more generally, has
government even devised a means of
providing equitable funding for all the
schools across the length and breadth
of the Commonwealth,

With respect to illiteracy, figures
from 1880 census show that Kentucky
has, overall, the most unlettered
citizenry in the United States. The
problem is most dramatically visible
in the state’s Appalachian counties, in
which almost half of the population is
functionally illiterate. Although cur-
rent efforts may be producing some
improvement, a recent study shows
that fewer than half the Eastern Ken-
tucky students entering the ninth
grade stay around to receive their
diplomas

Startling contrasts greet the visitor
who looks at schools in various
districts. Physical facilities range
from altractive modern campuses in
such affluent areas an Anchorage and
Fayette County to dilapidated and
literally unsound buildings in
Morgan, Letcher, and other mountain
counties.

Physical facilities hardly constitute
the only problem facing Kentucky's
schools. Because it cannot afford to
do more, Morgan County offers ils
high school students only one foreign
language and no advanced math
courses, and physics is given only in

alternate years. Even in a town like
Dayton—in the shadow of Cincinnati
and next door to opulent Fort
Thomas—the high school cannot offer
Latin, advanced English and advanc-
ed computer training, despile the
students’ need and desire to lake such
courses. Letcher County offers ad-
vanced science and pre-calculus at
only one of its three high schools, and
at none of the three can students find
calculus itself or Latin and college-
prep English

No one will be surprised lo learn
that the quality of education offered
in a school district correlates very
closely with the distnict’s “‘fiseal
capacily"—its wealth,

In the 1984-85 school year, for in-
stance, a group of four “high capaci-
ty" districts including Forl Thomas
and Fayette County spent $500 more
per pupil, just for instruction, than did
a group of four mountain *'low capaci-
Ly districts, If an average class con-
sisted of 20 students, this means a dif-
ference per elassroom, for instruction
alone, of $10,000.

Such a difference direclly translate
itself into the fact that in the high-
capacity districts more than 40 per
cent of Lhe students were enrolled in
advanced math courses while in the
low-capacity districts only 15 per cenl
enjoyed the same opportunity. The
high-capacity districts paid their
teachers an average of $2,689 more
per year than did the low-capacily
distriets. It is not hard 1o see not only
who had the mosl science leachers
but who had the best ones,

Such figures, and others dealing

with achievemeni-test scores,

dropout rates, and other indexes of
educational deprivation, could be

endlessly paraded across the slage.

and they would merely confirm and

reconfirm the existence of a situation-
that is already clear:

A disturbingly large proportion of
the children in Kentucky's schools are
suffering from educational depriva-
tion—and this happening in an in-
creasingly demanding technological
world that offers no place o persons
of limited literacy.

If, as has been said, Kentucky is
educationally a land of striking
contrasis—two states existing within
the boundaries of one—the fact is that
the economic bills that uitimately fall
due must be paid by all, even those
who life far away from the problem
areas.

In 1985, after discussion of their un-
satisfactory circumstances, repre-
sentatives of 66 *'property poor” Ken-
tucky school distriets formed an ad
hoc nonprofit corporation called the
Council for Better Education, Inc..
with the highly specific purpose of su-
ing the stale government—not only
the governor and education afficials
but the legislature as well

The plaintiffs hoped to win a judg-
ment that Kentucky's present method
of financing the public schools is
unconstitutional,

When Willie Barrowman used to
accompany a female doctor on her
hospital rounds. patients invariably
assumed he was the doctor and she
the nurse. The opposite was true

Barrowman. now a nurse
anesthetist at Highlands Regional
Medical Cenler. is one of a grow-
ing—but still small—number of men
in nursing. The image remains hard
for some to accep!

“The roles are so ingrained.” said
Barrowman. a former Elkhorn Gity
High School football plaver:

‘Children will say ‘You can't be a
nurse because you're not a girl.”

Traditionally “women's work.”
nursing is slowly attracting men to
its rianks, Of aboul 400 graduates af
the nursing program al
Prestonsburg Community College
since the program began in 1973,
about 16 are males. according to
Jenny Bottoms, who heads the PCC
program.

Only aboul 2 percent of the licensed
nurses in Floyd County are men,
according to the Kentucky Board of
Nursing. In the siate of Kentucky.
males make up a little more than 3
percent of all nurses

Three male nurses were in last
month's PCC graduating class. and
all three were quickly snapped up by
Our Lady of the Way Hospital

“There’s still a stigma attached to
men in nursing. People think male
nurses have to be effeminate,” said
Tim McSurley, 28, of McDowell, one
of the Martin hospital’s new men
nurses. “‘Thal concept is slowly
dissipating, but it's still attached
You just can't let it bother you.™

McSurley, who at well over 6 tall
could pass for a professional football
linebacker, said he gets a little
distressed when women nurses
welcome him because he can help
with lifting and other tasks requiring
physical strength. “Sometimes it's
as if you can’l be a caring, compas-
siohate person.’ he sdid. *'Some peo-
ple don’l think men can have this in-
stinet. ™

The stigma probably keeps a lot of
men oul of the nursing field. said
MeSurley. who is married and the
father of a 4-year-old. “If yvou're
secure enocugh in your own
masculinity, vou can deal with it."”

Drema Osborne, director of the
nursing staff at Highlands, recalls
seelng no men in nursing in the 1950s
when she was in nursing school in
Louisville. **Around the mid '60s, 1
began to see some men in the field.”
she said. ""The first 1 knew had been

Rarrowman said he hasn'l run
across any gender préjudice in nurs
ing, However, he does admit that he
has encountered ‘‘some older
women who didn't think a man's
place is in pursing,

Others, he sald, particularly
women nurses. welcome men
“Some say it's about time men gol
mto nursing sothey can see what it's
really like.” Barrowman adds thal
many women nurses believe
hospital administrators tend fo
listen better to men than to women

McSurley admils that “a lot of
older ladies” don't accep! males as
nurses, "'If someone feels uncomfor-
table with me. we gel someone else
to help them."” he said, adding thal
he generally explains who he is to
patients so they don’t mistake him
for a physician

Both Barrowman and McSurley
speak highly of their profession, and
both agree thal opportunities
abound in nursing

“*Women aren't confined Lo nurs
ing any more." said McSurley.
referring to the fact that nursing
was once one of the few career op
tions open (o women. '‘Women are
now going into other fields and men
aren't coming in o take up the slack
lefl by women. You can see ads for
nurses all aver the country ™

“There's a lol of opportunity.”
Barrowman agrees, pointing lo
openings not only in hospitals. but
also in doctor's offices, public health
departments and industry, “T would
encourage men o go into nursing. It
1s emotionally rewarding. as well as
financiallv. ™

Barrowman said tha! beginning
nurses in this area can earn between
$80 and $90 a dayv and twice or three

the country

Osborne. however, indicated that
the upper salary limit is not as com-
petitive as it could be. **A staff nurse
here probably will never go aver $14
an hour." For this reason, she said,
many male nurses seek further

training to get inte higher paving
specially, areas, such as nurse
anesthetist or nurse midwife
Amelia Salvers, direclor of nurs
ing at McDowell Appalachian
Regional Healthcare. concurs. She
has no men on her nursing staff
since the lone male nurse became
chief of x-ray for the hospital
“Eveéryone can use more than
thev're making.”" said McSurlev,

Housing activity in 1989 likely will
be slower due to an overall rise in
mortgage interest rates, according to
the latest monthly ““‘Outlook for the
Economy and Real Estate" from the
National Association of Realtors.

The January report, issued by
NAR's forecasting and policy
analysis division, anticipates further
tightening of the nation’s money sup-
ply by the Federal Reserve Board to
limit inflation risks from rapid
economic growth.

Long-term interest rates, including
fixed-rale, 30-year mortgage rates,
likely will continue to be affected by
the anticipated credit tightening, the
reporl says. As yel, one-year
adjustable-rate mortgage rates have
borne the brunt of the Fed's action,
rising at a faster pace than interest
rates for fixed-rate home loans.

An increase in mortgage rates dur-
ing December is expected o continue
through the spring of 1989, resulting
in a 1988-to-1989 decline in sales of ex-
isting homes and new homes, as well
as a lower level of housing starts, the
outlook prediets,

It attributes the strong sales pace
of existing homes last fall lo home
buyers ‘“trying to keep one step
ahead” of future mortgage interest
rale hikes.

The outlook contains an economic
commentary by NAR chief economist
Dr. John A. Tuccillo and includes the
following predictions for the real
estate industry and the economy in
general:

—Sales of existing single-family
homes are expected to total 3.41
million for 1989, a level 3.4 percent
below that of 1988.

—Sales of new single-family homes
are expecled to total 623,000, dropping
8.2 percent from 1988,

—Housing starts are expecled to
toal 1.40 million units, dropping 5.7
percent from 1988. A total of 1,02
million starts for single-family units
is anticipated, falling 5.9 percent from

$120,600, representing a 5,3 percent in-
crease from the 1988 price.

—Interest rates for fixed-rate,
30-year mortgages are expected to
average 11.0 percent for 1989, rising
from an average of 10.5 percent for
1988.

—Interest rates for one-year
adjustable-rate mortgages are ex-
pected to average 8.2 percent, rising
from an average of 7.6 percent for
1988,

—The gross national product (the
total value of the nation’s goods and
services) is expected lo total $5.23
trillion in 1989 in current dollar terms,
representing an inflation-adjusted in-
crease of 3.0 percent from 1988.

—Consumer price inflation is ex-

—The civilian unemployment rate
is expected to total 5.4 percent for
1989, compared to 5.5 percent for 1988,
