Reed, Known Th1~oughout. 
Sandy Valley, Passes Away 

Boyd F. Reed, well-known coal 
operator and civic leader in Floyd 
and surrounding counties, died 
11\\lrsday, July 13, at his home in 
Lexington at the age of 91. 

A retirC'Cl coal operator, R<.'Cd had 
a number of business and commu­
nity interests throughout the Big 
Sandy Valley. 

lie was a member of the More· 
head Slate University Board of R<' 
gent" from 1954. to 1978. University 
offionls recognized his contributions 
by awarding him an honorary degree 
and by naming one of the campus 
buildings, Boyd F. Reed Hall, in his 
honor. He alro served as a trustee of 
PtkcvillcCollcgcfor.22 years In 1974, 
following his rcs1gnation, he n.-ceh·cd 
an honorary doctorate from the col­
lege. Proceeds from sales of a book he 
nuthorcd, NMy Life in Cool," arc 
donated to Pikeville College. 

Additionally, Reed was the only 
person to serve a" chairman of the 
Eastern KcntuckyPianningCommts­
sion, which served the area from 1957 
untill962. The commission was the 
!>lcppmg-stone lo what today is 
known as the Appalachian Rcg1onal 
Commission. 

Reed, born Sept. 3, 1897 in the 
anthracite coal fields at Shamokin, 

Penn., began working at age 17 as 
chid clcrk a taCO.'\ I company there. In 
1921, he moved to the company's 
corpornte office in Cleveland, Ohio, 
and 1x>c.1mc treasurer of the firm. 

In f.ebruary 1927, Reed and his 
brother, the late C.D. Reed, came to 
Floyd County and purchased Jacks 
Crt.:e>kC<Jal Co.ln1931 the two organ· 
f;rt·d the pn$cnt-day Turn('t Elkhorn 
Minu1g Co. at Drift. For years, Turner 
Elkhorn was the larg,'st independent 
coal compa ny m the Btg Sandy Val­
Icy.} le !>erved as treasurer of Turner 
Efkhorn from 1931 until1974, and as 
pr "1dcnt from 1974 until1979 

Reed ~os an organizer of the Big 
Sandy Elkhorn Cool OpcratorsAsso­
Ciahon 111 June 1933, and served as its 
prcsidt!nt m 1947. He also served as 
president of the KentuckyCoal Asso­
CI tion m 1954 and, when it was 
rcorg.milo:ed m 1959, became its first 
ch;urman 

lie was chosen by the Kentucky 
CoaiAssoctationns "CoalManofthe 
Year"m 1977. For13ycars, from 1964 
until1977, he served as a member of 
the board of directors of the National 
CoalAssoc1.1tion, and was a member 
of the of the llituminous Coal Re­
search boarc.l for five years .

" He has done an ek-ctrical n·~is· 
tivity c:tudy, similar to usc ol n sci'­
mograph, trying to predict what's 
ben<•ath the surface," the AML dircc· 
tor said .

Theatregoers today who plunk 
do~ n a day's pay for a Broadway 
!ihow or even those who patronize 
regional theatre can expect that the 
robust orchestra sounds they hear 
actuallycomefroma tape player-a 
soph1 ticatcd electronic system cer­
tainly, but st11l il tape player. 

Patrons of Jenny W1lcy Summer 
Music Theatre ncar Prestonsburggct 
the real thing The theatre orchestra, 
14 members strong, proVtdcs the 
instrumental support for the cast of 
smgers tn each season' four musical 
productions. 

''The trend in theatre production 
is to go to taped orchestration," said 
theatre m.magcr jim Dl•aton. "We 
spend mor\' than $20,000 each sum­
mer to have a live on:hcstru, so we 
could save a lot of rn01wy by using 
ta~. 

"But the live orclwstra just adds 
something. Not having one would be 
a big lo s," Deahm ccmtinuC'd. "Our 
audiences seem to appreciate and 
want a live orchestra. 

"Besides, a tape can't enlcrtain an 
audience when the clectrioty goes 
off," Deaton l:lughcd, recalling times 
when the musksans ha'Yc kept the 
audicncchappywh1le tcchrucal prOb­
lems were being cleared up. 

all four summer shows, is a 25-ycar­
old Ac;hland native, now living in 
New York. Doubling as the 
orchestra's pianist, Rous is in his third 
stint withJWSMT. 

"I like it here because there's so 
much more to a music director'.; job 
in outdoor theatre," said Rous, whose 
responsibilities began wjth choostng 
the orchestra members m <>arly May. 
He also was able to write and arrange 
someofthemusicforThcjcnnyWncy 
Story. 

His biggest challenge is to direct 
the 14-member group to sound like 
the much bigger orche trac; that nor­
mally play the musk of shows such 
as Camelot and Funny C1rl. "In 
Camelot, for instance, you're sup-

posed to have 40 or 50 in the orch('S­
tra," Rous said. "Here, we have to 
arrange the music for 14 and make it 
sound like more." 

Timothy Byrns, a cellist who will 
return in the fall to his professional 
job with a symphony orchestra in 
Florida, concurs. "A (orchestra) pit 
usually has 12 violins, and we have 
one. It's a problem to create the same 
sounds, but I'm think we do a good 
job," said Byrns, a Louisville native 
and music graduate of Eastern Ken­
tucky University. 

"S<>metimcs when it's hard to hear 
the singers, we have to trust Bruce 
nnd follow hun," said Byrns, "but we 
often have to usc our own intuition, 
ns well." 

Besides Byrnsonrdloand Rousat 
piano, the theatre orche.'>tra has a 
violinist, bass playl'r, four mu~icians 
on reeds, five brassmcn anJ a drum· 
mer. 

A-One And A-Two ... 

Them usi<.'ians generally arrive at 
Jenny Wiley about a week before the 
cast of actors comes in. That means 
they ha vc just a couple of weeks to 
learn the music and learn each other 

be for~ the fustshow opens. Once that 
fmt show IS on, they immediately 
bcgtn working on the next, and soon 
unhl all four shows arc running in 
rotation.

STUFFED LITTLE NOSES 
Infants and babies lack the ability to clear their noses 

of mucus. This mability makes it particularly uncomfort­
able at feeding time when they cannot drink and breathe 
simultaneously. In order to help the baby clear nasal 
passages, a parent may purchase a bulb syringe at the 
pharmacy. By deflating the bulb and gradually releasing 
pressure, a suction action can be created that draws 
mucus from the baby's nose. After the mucus is drawn 
into the bulb, it can be expelled into a tissue. Working one 
nostril at a time, a small child's nose can be cleared in this 
fashion. If the mucus is dry and difficult to draw out, saline 
nosedrops should be administered to loosen the block­
age. This, too, should be purchased from the pharmacist. 
Homemade saline solutions are rarely sterile or of the 
correct concentration.
