Amanwhowastwicelcftfordead 
while a prisoner of war during World 
War II was hcnorcd Saturday with a 
POW Medal by AuxurrChaptcr 18 of 
Big Sandy Disabled American Veter­
ans. 

Jamcc: W. (Dec) Caudill of Auxier 
accepted the medal from Kelly Webb, 
past commander of the loa\ I chapter, 
at thechapter'snnnual picnicatjenny 
Wiley State Resort Park. 

Caudill was captured by Cerman 
soldiers whilt' he was on recogni­
zance patrol in France in 1943. While 
in the German POW camp for about 
10 months, he said he was twicecon­
!'idercd expendable by hi!! captors. 
Once when ill,hcwasthrowninto the 
snow tofrce1e. The other time he was 
near starvation. 

Both times he was nurtured back 
to health by other prisoners, includ­
ing two other local prisoners, Shirley 
Lewis and Ccnc (Buckwheat) Castle. 

When he was left to freeze, the two 
mcn"sawmvnamconthelistofnew 
prisoners and looked for me," Caud­
ill said. 'They fed me, dressed me up 
in French clothes and wnlkcd me 
around until I could make it." 

Caudill related that even before 
his capture he experienced a close 
catl. Hcandanothcrsoldicr were ina 
row of buildings that was destroyed 
by German tanks. At first, he was 
reported dead and then was found 
under the rubble by Allied forces n 
few days later. 

When he got out of the German 
prison, Caudill weighed 90 pounds, 
he said. "They (Army counselors) 
thought I would go berserk. They 
tuld everybody to humor me." 

Caudill added that when he was 
discharged from the military, he was 
advised to "forget about ha\in~ a 
family. They figured I wouldn't hvc 
very long."

Prestonsburg'sWaterUtility: Nearly 90 Years Of Progress 
(Editor's Nolt•: Thr. following story, 

by Gary LAyne, is rl'printrd with pr.rmis• 
sion from the Summer 1989 issue of 
Kmtucky Rur.2l Watt'r Associ.lticm, Inc.) 

It a 11 began ncar 19lXl, when wa I er 
was sold and distributed in 
Prestonsburg by horse and wagon. 
ThewatcrcamedirectlyoutofthcBig 
Sandy River-untreated, raw water 
-and sold for an alarming 10 cents 
per barrel. 

As time went on and the city's 
needs grew, thcadca of pumps, pipes 
and tank-. camcintoplay. Rathi!r than 
using the same untreated raw water, 
many of the residents reverted to 
hand-dug wells and cisterns for their 

drinking water needs. 
By 1917, chlorination wa~ added 

to the water and things really began 
to take shape. In 1927, a filter pl,mt 
was designed by H.K. Bell Engineers 
of Lexington for the owner of the 
-.ystem, Grover Davis. The sy.;tem 
consisted of steam pumps, filters and 
new lines. Davis decided to sell his 
interest in the water syl-tem to E.S 
Maysin or around 1930, fora sum of 
$60,000. But as the city's demands 
grew, thecityfathcrsdccidcd it would 
be in the best interest of the citizens of 
Prestonsburg to own its only source 
of potable water, so the city pul"('hascd 
the complete water system one year 
later for 5100,000. 

Things were starting to move at a 
more inflated pace. Looking back at 
some of the operational records in 
1939, we saw that theplantwasoper­
atingapproximatcly four to six hours 
ada)' and producing approximately 
~.<XX> gallons of potable drinking 
water. 1lle daily costs were: labor, 
SS.37;chemica~ 47 cent:>; power,$1..30; 
for n total daily cost of S7.40. 

In 1957, the old plant was oper­
ated at capacity and a new 1 million 
gallon a day plant was built upstream 
to meet the city's future needs. 

This was adequate until around 
1983, when a majorchangewasmade. 
The old rlant was modified to a ca­
pacity o 3 million gallons per day 

with capab1hhes ot 6 million gallons 
a day with some modifications. 

Prestonsburg U lilities cu rrcntly 
employs 20 people in its water, was· 
tewater and natural gas sysf(•m. 'I his 
isthcsamenumberofcmployccsthat 
was employed 15 years ago. 

Bill Howard, utilities manager, 
grinned when asked about the un­
usual situation, and reminded me that 
many of the employees arc third 
generation operators. This contn'b­
uted to the efficient operation. How­
ard has been wath the utility com­
pany for over 2S years. He contrib­
uted much of the success and prog· 
rcss to the hard work and dedication 
of all the employees. 

Prestonsburg Utilities offers its 
employees a complete health benefit 
package which consists of dental, 
accidental death, etc., while also of· 
fcring an excellent retirement pack­
age. 

During the past 15 years the em· 
ploycenumbcrshavestayedthesame, 
but the system has doubled in size. It 
currently serves parts of three coun· 
ties, or 10,(XXJ people, including o;ix 
large wholesalers. Currently, 75 per­
cent of all productioncapacityisbcing 
uscdbyitsout-of-dtycustomcr ,and 
only 2S percent is used by city rcsi· 
dents.

Prestonsburg Utility Co. has been 
very aggressive in pursuing and re­
ceiving low-intcrc.!.t loans and grants. 
It has made a conscious effort not to 
neglect its employees' wages and 
benefits.

Grace According To Quist 
by Gary Shepard 

Pastor Zebulon Baptist Olurch 
Almost everyone in rei igion today 

claims to believe in some kind of sal­
vation by grace. Most preachers and 
religious leaders talk about grace in 
general terms and, because of that, 
they and their messages arc widely 
received and accepted. 

This general grace is presented as 
a scmtimental altitude in Cod toward 
men, or they tell us that grace is sim­
ply the plan by which men who, of 
their own free will, respond to Cod's 
offer and are saved. Although these 
ideas arc generally accepted, this is 
not the grace of God of the Bible. ll 
leaves God as a mere well-wisher; 
trying, begging and pleading, and 
yet salvation is said to be ultimately 
up to man to either accept or reject. 
Good inti:!ntions will not raise a dead 
man, and neither will such grace raise 
a dead sinner to spiritual life. 

Had Christ preached such a 
"grace," he, too, would have met with 
no opposition, much like the great 
majority in our day who proclaim 
such a message. But the Lord Jesus 
Christ preached salvation by the grace 
of Cod as it is-particular, not gen­
eral! God is an absolute sovereign 
(doing what He will for whom He 
will) and His grace must necessarily 
be sovereign grace. 

When Christ returned to the syna­
gogue in his hometown of Nazareth, 
he stood and read the scriptures as 
many others before him had done, 
and they had offended no one. But 
Christ then proceeded to illustrate to 
these people who had been taught 
and believed that God was obligated 
to be gracious to them that God's 
grace was not that way at all. In Luke 
4:16-30, where this account is re­
corded, we have the illustration of 
grace he used and the response of the 
people. 

The first example was the widow 
to whom Elisha was sent. This is how 
Christ illustrated God's particularand 
distinguishing grace: "But I tell you 
of a truth, many widows were in Is­
rael in the days of Elias ... but unto 
none of them was Elias sent, save 
unto Sarepta, a city of Sidon, unto a 

womanthalwasa wtdow."(vs.25,26) 
Then, so as not to be misunderstood, 
He reemphasized His doctrine of 
discriminating grace with a second 
illuslra tion: "And many lepers were 
in Israel in the time of Elisius the 
prophet; and none of them was cle­
ansed, saving Naaman the Syrian," 
(vs. 27) 

Their response reveals that they 
understood cxactlv what He meant. 
He said what the scriptures say 
throughout, that God will be gracious 
to whom He will be gracious! This 
makes man to be the beggar, not God! 
(Exodus 33:19, Roman 9:9-24) "And 
all they in the synagogue, when they 
heard these things, were filled with 
wrath, and rose up, and thrust him 
out of the d ty, and led him unto the 
brow of the hill whereon their city 
was built, that they might cast him 
down headlong." (Luke 4:28,29) 

The response is still the same to­
day when a trueservantofGoddares 
proclaim the distinguishing, sover­
eign grace of God. God did not send 
either of these prophets with deliver­
ance to all in Israel, but to the two in 
particular lt is not Cod's desire nor 
purpose to save everyone and His 
desire and purpose are the same. 
Christ did not die to make salvation 
possible to all in general, but to se· 
cure it for his elect in particular. He 
laid down his life for the sheep and 
purchased the church with his blood. 

Men today find no offense in hear­
ing messages or reading articles that 
speak of grace in general, man's so­
called free will, man able to lim it and 
resist God, mora llcssonsorany brand 
of salvation based upon human works 
or general grace. 

Cod's grace, like Cod Himself, is 
omnipotent, sovereign free grace that 
was purposed toward its objects be­
fore the foundation of the world, 
purchased by Christon the cross and 
produced in the hearts of Cod's elect 
by the Almighty Spirit. The gospel of 
Cod's sovereign grace is the only 
message of salvation and the only 
message that the people of God will 
hear They will not hear the voice of a 
stranger who makes God's grace 
general, not actually saving anyone. 
We are commanded to preach this

Because most anglers who float a 
boat in search of these tasty denizens 
of the deep do ~o on a slack water 
reservoir, they are overlooking a 

The 
fact is most southern rivers support 
great populations of hefty slabs. 

MOVING WATER 
VS. STILLWATER 

To catch crappie in rivers and 
streams, an angler must first of all 
undcrs tand the in t ricacics of moving 
water. Crappie, whether they live in a 

stream or a lake, are still crappie. The 
only difference in the two is the body 
of water which they call home. A 
stream is much different than a lake, 
and crappie will bE!have differently 
in each environment. Consider these 
aspects: In a river system, current is 
alway~ present. Ina lake, true current 
is normally non,.cxistent, and if pres~

ent, tends to be slight. 
In moving water, current is usu­

ally lhc primary factor determining 
crappie location and feeding activity. 
In lakes and reservoirs, water tern~ 
perature is usually the critical factor. 

Water temperature tends to be 
moremoderateyeararound ina river 
than in a lake. This is due to the 
mixing effect imparted by the "roll­
ing" action of the current. 

Because of the mixing effect of the 
current in a river, levels of dissolved 
oxygen tend to be nearly equal from 
surface to bottom and shore to shore. 
And because the water temperature 
and dissolved oxygen levels ina river 
are equal through the depths, streams 
do not "stratify" as do still water 
impoundments. 

CHARACTERISTICS 
OF RIVER CRAPPIE 

In a sense, crappie arc the gypsies 
ofthe pan fish family. They will travel 
miles and miles primarily in search of 
food, and secondarily in search of 
comfortable water conditions. With 
river crappie, these migrational ten· 
dencies are most pronounced in the 
spring and the fall. One trait of the 
crappie which influences and ties 
together theirmigratorytravels is this: 
they will always locate near a food 
source. 

Other aspects of crappie behavior 
to keep in mind include their ten­
dency to school, their sensitivity to 
light, and inclination to feed "up~ 
wards." By nature, crappie arc a gre-

garious lot and will travel in .schools. 
When you find one crappie, you have 
found several. 

Crappie arc extremely light sensi~ 
tive,meaningsimplythattheydonot 
feel comfortable in bright light By 
relating this propensity with with the 
clarity of the water, an angler should 
be able to arrive at a starting depth at 
which to begin looking for fish. Sim­
ply stated, in muddy water, look to 
shallower water; in clear water, look 
to deeper water. Also, crappie will 
react to changes in light intensity. 
Often, a decrease in light intensity, as 
occurs at dusk, will trigger a feedjng 
spree. 

And finally, crappie are notorious 
for their tendency to feed upwards. 
They will most often rise to a bait 
presented slightly above or parallel 
to them, but will rarely, if ever, hit a 
bait placed beneath them.

During the past decade, 41 states 
out of 50 have addressed school fi­
nance on some governmental level. 
How each state has confronted the 
problems ofadequateeducation is as 
varied as the court suits themselves. 

Most recently, Kentucky's high 
court has joined the chain of states 
that have put aside their current 
education system as unequal and 
financially unbalanced. Six finance 
formula cases with final decisions, 
including Kentucky, have held edu­
cation to be a fundamental right. Ten 
c.ases already ruled upon held educa­
tion not a fundamental right. 

As a result of the courtrulingwhich 
held the General Assembly directly 
responsible for the discrepancies in 
the system, a 21-member Task Force 
on Education Reform was created by 
legislative leaders to grapple with the 
problem. It was decided that mem· 
hers of both House and Senate lead­
ership should be members, while the 
governor was given five slots on the 
task force to represent the executive 
branch of government. Task force 
members will be divided into three

Fortunately, there are many 
inexpensive books, videos and com­
puterprogramsthatcanbepurchased 
for at-home skill enhancement.

Many books like Time {or College: 
When You Work, 1-la?Je a family, tmd 
Want More from Lifo, contains infor· 
mation on all three of these vital aca­
demic skills. The book begins with 
"Going to College: Dreams for a Bet· 
te.r Future" and ends with 'The School 
of Life: How to Develop a Survivor 
Personality." Chapters9and 10focus 
on the best ways to study and making 
high grades on tests. 

Chapter nine focuses on active 
l~aming. and advocates specific tech· 
ruques to guarantee better learning 
and better~des.lt provides specific 
analysisofSQ3Rstudymethod. While 
most people think of studying as 
reading and highlighting a chapter, 
this "passive" method is ineffective. 
The SQ3R technique offered in this 
book is the best alternative to just 
reading and underlining a chapter. 

Often, people tum on the televi­
sion and sit down to study. Accord­
ing to the authors, this is committing 
''academic suicide." Having an or· 
ganized study method is important, 
but using it in an appropriate envi· 
ronment is vital to learning. 

How long can you concentrate on 
reading material before your mind 
wanders? The authors say that most 
people concentrate for about 10 to 15 
minutes without interrupting 
thoughts. Find out how long you 
concentrate and expand that time, 
using techniques provided In this 
book. 

Chapter 10, "How to Get High 
Grades on Tests," shows how to make 
practice tests and predict exam qucs· 
tions, two important activities for 
learning material and relieving test 
anxiety.

In that room, he sug-
gests student<; have an alarm clock, 
typewriter, bulletin board and com­
puter. The chapter explains how these 
items can help you study more effec­
tively. 

Chapter 12 on note-taking con­
tains only two pages of information. 
If you need more intense reading or 
actual practice on this skill, get a 
workbook or video tape that presents 
practice exercises. 

The two chapters on test-taking 
provide excellent information on 
various kinds of tests and subject 
area!'i. There is even a section on tak· 
ing math tests which gives practical 
clues to finding the correct answer 
faster through memorizing a few 
simple techniques devised by a col­
lege instructor for completing math 
sections on ACT and SAT tests. 

Other academic skills examined 
in this text include reading efficiently, 
improving vocabulary, spelling ac­
curately and rcrnemberingw~tyou 
read. For the person who needs a 
solid review of basic academic skills 
to use in high school or college, this 
book serves the purpose.

day. Aug. 3. 

Appropriately called 
Prime Time, the new hour­
long show will be co­
anchored by Sam Donaldson 
and Diane Sawyer, with 
reports by correspondents 
Chris Wallace and Judd 
Rose. 

The program is designed to 
provide a provocative look 
at the news of the week from 
wherever it is happening 
through live and taped 
repons. 

Donaldson brings 22 years 
of experience with ABC 
News to Prime Time. He 
currently is also anchor of 
World News SundBy, and an 
interviewer and panelist on 
Tbis Week With David 
Brinkley, both on Sundays. 

Prior to joaning Prime 
Time, Donaldson had been 
ABC'~ chief White House 
correspondent sance 1977. 
He covered the daily activa­
ties of the pres1dent at the 
White House and traveled 
With him on foreign and 
domestic tnps. 

The Washington Jour­

'1fsomeonecould have walked In 
my room and said they had survived 
this disease, itsurewould have given 
me some hope for the future," Johnson 
explains. '1 was certainly frightened, 
to say the least." 

Atone point, thefamilyofanother 
CBS patient asked her to visit, Re­
membering how strange Cuilllan· 
Barre sounded to her when she was 
in the hospital, she went. 

"All other states have from one to 
three support groups, except Ken­
tucky," she relate5. "We didn't have 
any at all." 

As she got stronger, she began to 

think about starting a support group.

"Thesupportgroupisdes1gned to 
help patients emotionally, as well as 
to hear the latest methods of treat­
ment.

History Of Byington's College, Normal School Given 
(Editor's Note. The following infor· 

mation was prepared by Minmr. Gmci! 
Harris Sutl~rland for I hi! reccnt reunion 
of tlu! Prestonsburg Cia ~s of 1919 to 
1933.) 

The first a eadem y was established 
on Jan. 131 1820 The orodcmy was 
named thcPrestonsburgArodcmy. 

On March 29, 1873, the name of 
the institution was changed to 
PrestonsburgAcadcmyand the Nor­
mal School. 

In 1891, Walter Byington founded 
the East Krntucky and Prestonsburg 
Normal College It had 300 pup1ls in 
1903, and by1904, thecnrollment had 
grown to500 pupils. In 1904, County 
Superintendent I Jcnry F. Patton 
stated, "11te E.1st Kentucky Normal

Preparing Homebuyers For 
The Loan Application Process 

"Learning residential fmancing­
nnd staying up-to-date on new fi­
nancing altemativ~ -is a formi­
dable task, even for a skilled real CS· 

tate person.'' according to Allen F. 
Hainge, whose article, "Eam Your 
Black Belt in Mortgage Financing," 
appearsinthejulyissueofRalEsfafe 
Today, the official publication of the 
National Association of Real tors. 

"Today, this knowledge, as well 
as the ability to convey it to buyers 
and sellers, is increasingly important 
ingettingandrnarketingalistingand 
making the sale," the author states. 

Hainge is president of Allen F. 
Hainge Seminars based in Spring­
field, Va. He is an instructor for gmdu­
ate realtor institute courses and certi­
fied residential specialist courses of­
fered by the Realtors National Mar­
keting Institute. 

To familiarize oneself with the 
mortgage finance options, Halnge 
suggests real estate agents start by 
reviewing the lending guidelines, 
beginning with those established by 
the three big secondary mortgage 
market organizations-The Federal 
National Mortgage Aso;ociation, the 
Federal Home Loan Corporation, and 
the Government National Mortgage 
Association- the major buyers of 
themortgageloansoriginatcdbylocal 
lenders. 

"Since most lendt:!rs want to sell 
their loans through a secondary 
market, they follow guidelines estalr 
lishcd bi' the secondary mortgage 
market,' says Hainge. ·ence you 
understand those guidelines, you 
have a so1id base for basic residential 
financing ~kills." 

Haingc also advises agents to 
study any additional underwriting 
guidelines imposed by local lenders 
because some, called portfolio lend· 
ers, don' I resell their loans in the 
secondary market. "They set their 
own guidelines, which might include 
tighter quatlfyif'lg ratios than those 
required by the big three, a different 
way of looking at the applicant's 
debts, or tighter appraisal standards," 
says Haingc. 

Jt'c;alc;oimporlanttohavea work­
ing knowledge of private mortgage 
insurance companies (PMI), which 
provide default insurance on home 
loans. Approval by a PMl company 
used to be automatic if the lender 
approved the loan. ~ottoday;" says 
Hainge. "PMI companies have tight­
ened thclr requirements for insuring 
low down-payment- and in some 
cases, high down-payment loans."' 

Government loans are an addi­
tional source of mortgages that sale­
speople should be familiar with in
