Council Introduces Ordinances

Twoordinances, one on the 1989-
90 budget and the other on regula-
tions on burning, were introduced
and had their first reading at Monday
night's Prestonsburg City Council
meeting.

The budget proposal, formally
introduced by Councilman William
R. Callihan, projects estimated reve-
nues in excess of $2 million for the
first time ever.

In a budget message to council,
Mayor Ann Latta said that “the major
impact on this budget results from
$200,000 in revenue projected from
the tourism tax on gross sales of res-
taurants, hotels and motels.”

Latta said the projected tax reve-
nue amounts to about $65,000 more
than last year. She added that “all of
these funds, with the exception of a
smallamountreserved by lﬂecity for
administrative costs, are designated
for the promotion and improvement
of tourism and recreation.”

The budget, which represents an
increase over last year of more than
12 percent, also includes projected
revenue increases in occupational
license fees, insurance license premi-
ums, alcohol beverage taxes, sanita-
tion fees and fire runs and subscrip-
tions.

“Increases in these categories in-
dicate a healthy, growing business
economy inthecity,” Latta said, New
funds in the budget, she added, are
spread across all departments, with

the primary need for new equipment
and higher costs for state-mandated
retirement policies for city employ-
ees.
The ordinance on new burning
regulations was also introduced by
Callihan. It covers the burning of
trash, buildings, vacant property,
scrap materials or refuse of any kind
which “can create dangerous and
uncontrollablesituations which could
cause loss of life or property.”

Theordinance, essentially, forbids
burning without the'tonsent of the
Prestonsburg Fire Department. [tcalls
for the obtaining of burning permits
from the fire chief.

Council alsoagreed to pay $600 to
have the city’s personnel policy and
procedures updated, on a motion by
Mike Vance, seconded by Callihan.

Also passed was a motion by Cal-

After several meetings in which
the Wayland town board heard citi-
zen complaints about stray dogs,
other local residents attended
Saturday’s meeting to protest a pro-
posed animal control ordinance.

At issue to many residents in at-
tendance was a proposal to license
and chain dogs in the city limits,

In response to a citizen's state-
mentthatdogs are needed for protec-
tion, board member Hobert Webb
confended thatdogs could bechained
and still protect. “If you have it
chained up, it canbarkand make you
gszgg tocheck(ifthere’sa prowler),”

said,

Mayor PatMurphy explained that
board members “have had complaint
after complaint about stray dogs.
We're trying to find a solution to that
problem.”

“As the old saying goes, every-
body wanis to go to heaven, but
nobody wants to die,” added board
member Gene DeCoursey, in re-
sponse to the dilemma.

version of the original proposal that
included city licensing of dogs, cats
and other animals kept within the
citylimits, Theordinance, passed with
a motion by Webb and seconded by
DeCoursey, requires that animal
ownersshow proof of rabies vaccina-
tions and purchasealicense tag from
the town.

The cost of the licensing will be
minimal to cover the city’s costs for
the tags.

The letter, which Superintendent
Ronald Hager received last week,
addressed the local board’s failure to
demote three central office employ-
ees following due process hearings

A total of five demotions were
recommended by Hager. I[fapproved,
heestimates the cutbacks would save
thedistrict$79,400 annually. Recom-

Mont Frazier, assistant superinten-
dent in charge of finance; Sharon
Newsome, co-director of food serv-
ice; Ned Bush, health coordinator;

Barbara Griffith and Patty Mol-
lette, both of David, Roxie Manuel of
Prestonsburgand John Scalf of Betsy
Layne called with responses on the
origin of David. All agreed the town
was named after David L. Francis,
former presidentof Princess Elkhorn
Coal Co.

Griffith said the area was previ-
ously referred to as Lick Fork and
that Daniel Boone reportedly trav-
eled throughinhis exploration days.
TheDavid postoffice wasestablished
during the 1940s when, according to
Griffith, David was one of the prime
mining communities in the state.

Some divergence arose regarding
the origin of the name of Banner. Scalf
said the community was named for
David Banner, who “came from Vir-
Finia to buy cattle and married” a

ocal woman. He said the settler was
postmaster of the local post office,
which opened in 1897.

Bill Meade, a former Banner resi-
dent who now lives in Lexington,
contends the founder’s name was
David Banner Leslie, a teacher in the
area. Meade believes the post office
was started between 1900 and 1902.
Hesaid his grandmother was thefirst
postmistress.

You work hard and steady for 29,
27, 44 years. Retirement days come
around, you close the store, put up
the brooms, lay aside the mail bags.
You pick up the rod and reels and
head to your favorite fishing hole
with two ol’ buddies you grew up
with.

The sun is shining but it’s not too
hot. The wind is blowing, butit's not
too cool. Ahhl, it’s just right to sit on
the bank, throw a line in the water
and just wait for the fish to bite.

But what if you get no bites, catch
no fish? That's all right. You spend
the day with your two best friends
inyway.

Such is the case with Kendrick
Caskey, Arnold McKenzie and Gra-
ham Burton, all of West Liberty.

Caskey, 74, worked for 27 years as
custodian at Morgan County High
School before he finally “laid his
brooms and mops down” in favor of
the excitement of fishing for trout,
bass, and pike

McKenzie, 75, a retired store
owner, figures “44 years is enough,”
s0 he closed the old store down, and
went fishing.

Burton, 75, isa retired postal clerk.
He worked 29 years in the West Lib-
erty post office. When “the govern-
ment put the food stamps on us, re-
tirement was easy,” he says,

The three fishermen have been
fishing together for “many years”.
They've tested the waters of Laurel
River, Carr Fork, Fishtrap, Dewey
Lake, Paintsville Lake, Dale Hollow,
Red River Gorge, Green River and
Cave Run,

Last week the three were at the
spillway at Dewey Lake, watching
staff of the Fish and Wildlife Depart-
ment deliver 1,000 rainbow trout to

restock the lake.

At the age when many give up,
these three enjoy notonly fishing, but
also fellowship with each other.

“We grew up together in West
Liberty,” said McKenzie, who an-
swers to the nickname “Buck”. “We
fisha lot together now that we are all
retired.” McKenzie, whohasrelatives
in Martin and Floyd County, was
making only his second fishing trip
to Dewey Lake.

Lynn says that for froggers who
use a gun or a bow and arrow, a
hunting license is required. Taking
frogs with a pole and line requires a
fishing license.

“Ifyouuseagigorjustyour hands,
either a fishing or hunting license is
valid,” she says.

Howell Advises Probe of Bolton's '85 Expenditures

Floyd Fiscal Court should "take much
stronger control” of the county elerk’s spend-
ing and may do well to have the state
auditor or attorney-general investigate the
clerk's books, an official with the state
Department of Local Government wrote in
a letter to the county judge-executive last
week.

Al howell, a supervisor in the depart-
ment, cited as evidence of "questionable”
spending a tripling in the cost of supplies
for the clerk's office between 1984 and
1985 and a doubling in the cost of office
equipment.

Although state law requires that items
over $7500 be purchased only after adver-
tising for bids, fiscal eourt minutes show no
evidence of bids being taken last year for
new equipment in the clerk’s office. Howell
noted in the April 28 letter which also bears
the signatures of state Local Finance Offi-
cer Robert L. Purdom and Local Govern-
ment fleld representative Dan Tuttle.

As a result of the increase in spending
fees to be turned over to the county, which
add up to only $13,113 for 1985, have
dropped off sharply by comparison with

recent years. "Thomas Lafferty, Jr. turned
in $70,357 over 10 months in 1983, and
Bolton herself had $78,039 left over in
1984—and have embarrassed county offi-

_cials, who drew up this year's budget

expecting that they would receive at least
$60,000 from the clerk's office in excess
fees for 1985, Howell said. "The loss of an-
ticipated revenue affects the county as a
whole rather than the clerk's office,” he
added.

Howell, who was the state official who
first raised the questions that resulted in a
lengthy state police probe of the 1982
county administration, also suggested that
the clerk may be paying her employees
more than she is entitled to and may be
improperly listing part-time employees as
full-time workers for the sake of receiving
county paid fringe benefits.

In a_telephone interview later, Howell
claborated on the charges, claiming that
the jump in expenditures on office sup-
plies—from $20,070 in 1984 to $59,545 in

A summary of the law is:

1. Ppblic records {sghoel board
recordsincluded) shall be opened for
inspection by the public (with some
limited exceptions).

2. The public has a right to have
copies madeof publicdocumentsand
memoranda.

3. The publicagency must provide
you with opportunity to have access
to information when requested.

You will have to pay to get copies
of public documents. The public
agency hasa right tocharge but must
charge a “reasonable fee.”

The charge per copy | paid as a
SALT fellow and later as secretary of

the Floyd County Citizens Education
Council was 20 cents per page.

After writing for an attorney
general’sopinion on what corfstitutes
“reasonable fee,” we received a rul-
ing that cost per page, not including
the time the clerk uses to make those
copies, must not exceed actual cost.

Since that opinion was given, the
Floyd County Board of Education has
charged .03 cents per copy.

As | stated in Part 1 of the sum-
mary of thelaw, thereare exceptions.
One exception is your child’s school
records. Parents do have a federal
right to see their child’s record. I'll
explain that federal law in my next
column.

Undecided about where she will
continue her education, Hamilton, 30,
wanits to get a bachelor’s degree in
psychiatric nursing or clinical psy-
chology.

She came back to school because
of her children, “Education was al-
ways important to me even though |
T‘Jit school in the eighth grade,” says
the Teaberry resident. “l found |
couldn’t tell my children it was im-
portant, if I didn’t go.”

Lamore, also the mother of three,
says she fulfilled a lifelong dream by
going back to school. She was also
graduated with high honors, was
selected for Who's Whoand inducted
into Phi Theta Kappa honor society.

Alaw enforcement major at PCC,
the Paintsville womanhas receiveda
Presidential Scholarship to Eastern
Kentucky University. “Three years
ago, I never thoughtl’d be here,” she
says.

“l was scared because [ had been
outofschool forsuchalong time, and
I was full of doubts,” Lamore says.
“The support group has beenimpor-
tant. There are so many women in
similar situations, You can draw
strength from them.”

The students face a myriad of
problems, Rosenbergsays. “Thoseon
Aid to Families with Dependent
Children (AFDC) or food stamps often
find their aid cut when the enter
school,” she explains. “So it takes a
lot of courage to continue.”

The program, which operatesona
small state grant, helps the students
with money for child care and pro-
vides a small transportation allow-
ance. But even that support is iffy,
sincestateand federal fundsarebeing
cut, Rosenberg says. The college will
know next month if the program is
funded for another year.

“Theneed isdefinitely there,” says
Rosenberg. “We had 68 applications
or inquiries from January to March
which indicates that many women
who qualify are interested in con-
tinuing their education.”

Anational study recently released
on education in the United States
portrays a nation “standing still"” in
education performance,

Looking specifically at Kentucky,
the study infers, it is still slipping
further behind. In two key factors in
which the study focused, Kentucky
stopped gaining on other states.

Reversing what had been an
upward trendineducation since 1962,
Kentucky students received lower
scores oncollege entranceexamsand
graduated from highschool atalower
rate in the most recent year for which
nationwide statistics are available.

Last year, college bound students
in the commonwealth scored an av-
erage of 18.2 out of a possible 34 on
the American Collgge Test. That was
down from 18.3in 1987, Thenational
average last year was 188,

Also slipping in the rating arena
was the percentage of Kentucky high
school students who graduate, from
68.6 percentto 67 4 percent from 1986
to 1987, The national graduation rate
was 71.1 percent in 1987,

Bad news came in the face of the
1985 school reforms, which reduced
class sizes and increased per pupil
spending and teacher salaries,

Kentucky did, however, increase
significantly theshare of students who
take advanced placement tests which
can confer college credits for work
donein high school. In1982, only 1.6
percent of students took the tests,
Last year, 7.5 percent did so, causing
Kentucky’s rating to increase from
37th place to 30thamong the 50 states,

Thereporthasshowed thatin 1987
Kentucky continued toranklow (43rd
among the states) in its reliance on
locally generated tax revenues (only
23.8 percent of its money from that
source). The commonwealth relies
heavily onstate funds-64.5 percent of
the total or tenth place in the nation.

This report only magnifies the
urgency to reemphasize the impor-
tance of continuing education im-
provements, This is not the time to
ease off the push for more reforms or
sit back on our laurels because they
are too few and cannot bring the
desired results without a consistent
move forward.

Theplan that was presented tothe
governorrecently by legislative lead-
ers provides that continuity. While it
isnotfull of grandioseideasand shiny

tinsel quick fixes, it certainly contin-
ues the consistent momentum of re-
form. With revenue shortages play-
ing a major role in the type of pro-
posalactually presented to the gover-

nor, itappears modest but to the point.
In addition, 'there are other critical
problems facing Kentucky state gov-
ernment, such as human service
needs, the justice and correction sys-
tems problems and benefits of state
employees. These situations are all
vital toa healthy commonwealthand
require more revenue;

The education plan, along with
the $350 million cost, was presented
to the governor with the knowledge
that these programs and additional
moniesarenota sufficient remaedy to
now, or ever, give the children of the
commonwealth a first class educa-
tion. But the plan stabilizes our pro-
gram and hopefully will keep the
state from sliding further into jeop-
ardy.

In the future we can seize every
opportunity to continue to improve
our education system as we work to
meet the goals and objectives set out
in the legislative “working paper on
education.”

The plan submitted for the
governor's consideration includes
continued classroom size redyction
and additional funding for the School
Facilities Construction Commission.

Early childhood education is
addressed through a recommenda-
tion that additional funding be pro-
vided to the Head Start Program and
PACE.

Full funding is recommended for
the power equalization program as
well as salary increases for teachers.

Elementary school counselors are
included in the proposal because
legislators feel that at-risk students
need to beidentified as early as pos-
sible to insure immediate guidance.

Expansion of the adult education
program is advocated as well as an
increased appropriation to vocational
education, special educationand the
gifted and talented program.

The governor’srestructuring con-
cept with full funding is included in
the education proposal. The funds
may be used to initiate school based
management, benchmark schools or
toestablish professional development

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'A Nightmare Just Come True:
Malady Opens Eyes To Problems

(Editor's Note: The following article,
aboul a former Prestonsburg resident, is
run with permission of the Daily Com-
mercial, a newspaper in Leesburg, Fla.)

Frustrated. Angry. A nightmare
just come true. Those are a few of the
words local architect Marvin Crider
uses todescribe his recent experience
as a wheelchair patient.

Although his confinement was
temporary - Crider has slowly re-
gained his mobility - his change of
perspectivetoward the handicapped,
both personally and architecturally,
has been permanent.

Crider awoke in early December
with aching feet and ankles. By late
morning they wereswollen. A visitto
his doctor yielded no diagnosis and
Crider’s medical history offered no
clues. He was able to walk, slowly
and painfully, only by taking corti-
sone

By Christinas, Crider’s lower ex-
tremities were so swollen he was
confined tohisbed, Cridersaysitwas
“a nightmare just come true.”

Specialists could not agree on a
diagnosis, Some called it osteomyeli-
tis, a crippling and eventually, fatal
disease; others suggested rheumatoid
arthritis.

Admitted to Leesburg Regional
Center, Crider’s white blood count
skyrocketed from the normal 9,000 to
20,000, Prescribed antibiotics inter-
fered with the healing process and
ultimately voided all diagnostic tests.

Tentatively diagnosed as having
Reider’s Syndrome, Crider resorted
to using a wheelchair. Without it, he
would have been confined to his bed
and unable to work.

The syndrome, which is precipi-
tated byaninfection of the urinary or
intestinal tract, causes inflammation
of the lower extremities or lowerback.
It appears suddenly, varying in in-
tensity from day to day.

Crider realized his confinement
was Dnlytcn'.porary.Nonuthelcss, he
viewed it as a real eye opener.

“You have to plan every move,”
Crider soon discovered.

Bornin Yorktown, Va., toa Naval
warrant officer and housewife, 42-
year-old Crider grew u in
Prestonsburg, Ky., the eldest of three
children. He views his early years as
“rather idyllic. ] was into art and did
a lot of projects. I'm a picture per-
son.”

Following his 1971 graduation
from the University of Kentucky,
Crider worked for various architects,
obtaining hisreal estatebrokerage in
1977.

Due to the high gasoline prices,
Kentucky was enjoying an economic
boom in the mid 70s, although the
rest of the country was not doing as
well. Caught in the construction
upsurge, Crider bought a lumber
company in1978 butended up losing
the business, By 1981 the price of oil
had stabilized, leaving eastern Ken-
tucky in a state of depression,

Crider's 1984 move to Florida
reunited him with parents who had
relocated here and strengthened his
idea of establishing his ownbusiness.
After working for several Lake
County architects, Crider contacted
Ron Gibson, an established designer
and Baptist minister, inviting him to
be his partner.

Operational since last February,
Central Design Group now has three
full-timeand three part-timeemploy-
ees and has recently moved to larger
offices. Aninteriordesigner will soon
join the staff.

Because Crider himself is respon-
sible for designing some of the com-
mercialbuildings in the Central Flor-
ida area, he is adamant his future
designs incorporate three-foot door-
ways, as opposed to the conventional
2-foot-8-inchor less. The extrainches
would guarantee accessibility by
wheelchair users. But Crider’s
thoughts on designing for the handi-
capped don‘t stop there.

“We need to eliminate as many
barriers as we can - things the build-
ing codes don't even cover. Deep
counters and high storage shelves
should be eliminated. There may be

space (for a wheelchair) in a toilet §

stall, but if there’s no room to get
around the opened door, it doesn’t

matter,” Crider explained.

Crider says the coding laws don't
cover private dwellings, including
apartment complexes. He said in
order tohold downcost, space for the
handicapped is often minimized.

“There should be no rises, projec-
tions vr steps,” said Crider. “The
rampsshould haveonly slight slopes,
withnostepmore thatone-inchhigh.
Most buildings are mazes which are
setupasbarriers for the handicapped.

Cridersaid althoughanapartment
dweller may notbe handicapped, the
building’s design would probably

prohibit visits by an impaired friend
or relative.

Crider said he’s heard many gripes
about accommodating the handi-
capped and now realizes “we’re all
ambivalent to their f]ight, due to
ignoranceand misunderstanding.”

Crider is particular vocal about
the designated parking spaces seen
atmallsand other public facilities. He
said, “Lax county and government
agencies are passing handicapped
spaces that don’t begin to meet stan-
dards. They need limitations on the
area around the actual spaces.”

“If a car is parked right next to
you, there's no way you can get a
wheelchairmaneuvered between the

cars,” Crider said, “Arcas bordered
by grass leave a handicapped person
immobile. Have you ever tried to
manipulate a wheelchair on grass?”

And as for the able-bodied who
dare to park in those designated
spaces, Crider has only words of
contempt, “Those people are lower
than low,” he said. “Impolite is too
good a word to use.”

They're the lucky ones, since the
Kentucky DepartmentofSocial Serv-
ices hasnotaccepted inquiries about
infant adoption, other than infants
with special needs, in several years,

The increase in the number of
unwed mothers whoopttokeep their
babies and the legality of abortions
have sharplycutback theavailability
of infants for adoptionyaccording to
Kathy Bohr, family services worker
for the DSS in Floyd County.

Lisa and Wade have agreed to
adoptanolder, harder to placechild,
but close to two years have elapsed
since they firstapplied,

They wanta whitechild, areason-
able request since they live in an all-
white community. Since both work,
they realize they could not care for a
severely handicapped child. Theyalso
prefera child who is reasonably well
behaved, without serious emotional
problems.

Eachof their realisticand practical
criteria further limits their chances of
providing a home for a child.

Seeks Adopfive Farmly |

“The state adoptian process has
become morecomplicated,” says]Joan
Tackett, adoption and foster care
representative for the DSSregion that
stretches from Ashland to Pikeville,

Scldom are phﬁsically and emo-
tionally healthy children left as or-
phans these days, she said. Nor do
many parents willingly give up their
children for adoption because of fi-
nancial or emotional reasens which
may have once been the case.

Rather, manychildrentodayreach
the adoptive stagebecause theirbirth
parents cannot cope with a severe
disability or because the circum-
stances of their birth home were so
dire the courts had to intervene. In
the latter case, the experience some-
times affects the child emotionally,
physically or psychologically.

Many. of the children are victims
of neglector physical or sexual abuse,
In all but the most traumatic cases,
everyattemptis made tokeepa child
inits birth home, with social services
and court supervision and with fam-
ily counseling, says Marty Hicks,
Floyd County’s child protection rep-
resentative.

The other alternative is to place
the child with an appropriate rela-

tive, she says. Finding the child an
adoptive home is a final recourse.

The adoption process is long and
complex, Tackett said, because the
state wants to make sure that the
match of child and family is a good
one. “We

need adoptive parents who can
make a lifelong commitment,” she
said. “Our goal is not to find a child
for a home, but to find a home for a
child.”

Many of the children available for
adoption have suffered considerable
emotionaldamage just by being taken
from their birth parent, regardless of
thesituation,shesaid. “Wedon't want
to placea child with a family and six
months later have that family decide
that they don’t want the child after
all”

The adoplive parents must meet
some state requirements. According
to Tackett, they must have a steady
income, although they donothave to
be well off. More important, she said,
they mustdemonstrate “theability to
live within their means.” For parents
of children in the Special Needs
AdoptionProgram (SNAP), the state
provides subsidies for medical and
counseling needs.

Adoptive parents must also have
adequate space in their home for the
child, bein “reasonably good health,”
and be at an age “where they could
have parented naturally a child of
thatage,” Tackett said.

“They also must be able to love
and accepta child notborn to them,”
she said, “and that includes being
able to accept that child’s history.”

Theadoption process starts witha
series of information meetings for
persons who want to adopt or be-
come foster parents.

“We emphasize flexibility and a
sense of humor,” said Bohr, “Some-
times kids will do a lot of testing. If
the parents are not flexible, it won't
work.”

During the seven weeks of meet-
ings, prospective parents can assess
themselves, Bohrsaid, toseeif they're
really prepared toacceptanadoptive
child. In addition, the meetings give
the social workers a chance to assess
the parents-to-be.

The sessions include instruction
onrightsand responsibilitiesofadop-
tiveand foster parents, problemsolv-
ing, discipline and values. Partici-
pants also go through several exer-
cises designed to help them under-
stand the children better.

“We try to show them how the
children might feel when they are
taken from their birth home,” Bohr
said. “The children actually go
through the stages of grief just as we
do when someone close to us dies.”

After the prospective parents
complete the series of meetings, they
must fill out “lots of forms,” Bohr
explains, This includes providing
personal and financial references.

Among the forms is a complex
“acceptance form,” which allows the
couple to check off what they can
acceptinanadopted child. The phygi-
calrange goes from healthy tohaving

The couple must also indicate
"“acceptable” factors on legal issues,
suchas thecaseofa father nothaving
terminated his rights to the child.

What the couple willacceptin the
background of a child's birth family
is also considered. For instance, one
of the child’s birth parents may be a
drug addict or may be mentally ill.
Adoptive parents must decide
whether they can aceept those im-

plied risks in a child.

From the file on each couple, au-
thorities in Frankfort give the final
approval on whether a couple will
make suitable candidates for adop-
tion.

Once approved, the couple can
look at photos and brief histories of
children on thestate’s waitinglist for
adoption and choose a few whom
they would like to pursue,

The possible match of child and
coupleis madein Frankfor{,and then
the process beginsin whichchild and
couple meet.

e first step involves a meeting

of social workers, prospective par-,
ents and the child’s foster parenls.
Here, the couple interested in adop-
tion get to learn as much as possible
aboutthechild from adultswhoknow
the child.

Then, the prospective parents get
to meet the child in his or her foster
home fora brief period. The meeting
times then become progressively
longer leading to an extended (per-
haps 30-day) visit of the child in the
couple’s home. Social workers talk
‘with parents and child during this
time to monitor the developing rela-
tionship. -

Once the state okays the match,
more paper work ensues. Anaverage
ofabout six months passes before the
adoptionbecomes legal, Tackettsaid.

“We want to make sure the child
settles into a daily routine and that
the honeymoon period is aver,” she

And Iwant
the people who are responsible for
adopting children to families to hear
my story.

First, let me say that | agree that
prospective families have to be
checked outcarefully. Butdoesithave
to take years? In the meantime, these
children are growing up alone. Tell
me, by your standards, what is the
perfect mom and dad? | denot know
of ene who is perfect.

As for me, 1 would just love to
have (a momand dagd). The momand
dad whom I refer to in this story are
really my grandparents. [ was their
daughter’s child.

In1955my mother,inamomentof
passion, made a mistake and dis-
graced the family. She either left or
was sent away. In 1956 my mother
brought me and left me with her
parents. This was thestartof my being
alone.

I was very young when | started
feeling I didn’t belong there. When
my mom (grandmother) took me to
church, I would hear her talking to
people about how I was just aban-
doned and that they had to raise me.
used tolook at these peopleand see
pity in their eyes and I hated that.

One day when | was seven, [ had
anothercrisis, A child atschool called
me a “bastard.” 1 came home from
school and I asked my mom what
that meant. Her words burn in my
heart to this day.

She said, “That is what you are.
Youareabastard: Youhaveno mother

or father.” !

It seems, as the years passed, |
couldn’tdoanything to please them.
If 1 did anything wrong, | was ac-
cused of being just like my biological
mother. They never did adopt me or
accept me as part of their family.
Everythinglloved they hated.Ithink
their sons, except for one, were jeal-
ous because they took me in.

I turned to the only friends I had,

myanimals, They were theones who

truly loved meanditdidn’t matter to
them whatl was. Butthen theystarted
disappearing or were killed. [ havea
scar on my back today because [
covered my dog’s body with mine,

[ wasnever physically abused. If]
had been, [ could have those: scars
removed, but the mental scars can
never be removed.

Iran away at the age of 16, and at
theage of 18 I had a child of my own.
The same people who took me in,
either out of pity or revenge, tried to
make me give my son away:

[fought withevery ounceoflifein
me and | went hungry so my son
could eat.] walked back and forth to
work three miles a day and worked
fora wonderful lady wholetmekeep
my son at work with me.

When he was eight, I married for
the second time, a wonderful man
who takes care of us. My son is 14
now and will graduate from eighth
gradeina few weeks. Thatwill beone
of the proudest days of my life be-
cause when | look back I can see that

I'have accomplished what they said [
could notdo.

My son has a little six-year-old
sisteranda dad wholoveshim.I have
been accused of getting above my
raising. Well, I have. I have a home
and my children have everything I
could only dream of having, so Ih{ﬁd
my head high instead of lowering it
inshame.

Somg of the legal problems I've
had are mind boggling. My nameis
not Sandy, but that wasallTknew for
years. Every year that] wentto school
I had to try to explain who I was.
Once [ got an F in English for not
writing an autobiography.

Eventodayl'mstillexplaining. By
notbeingadopted, Ireally had nolast
name. My birth certificate turns out
to be a lie, So [ have very few legal
rights. But, you know, I'm like my
little dog; I still love mom and dad.

People who want to adopt chil-
dren have to be the greatest, for they
would be proud for a child to carry
theirname.1‘malotlike these people.
They want to be called mom and dad
and give their love.

lalways wondered whatit would
be like to have a mom and dad and
their love. So why don’t you people
whodictate thesechildren’s lives ask
them what they want? I'll bet you
wouldn’tfind one whosaysthey don't
want to be loved by a mom and dad.

We might be a minority, but we
have rights, too. We are strong and
weare survivors.

POTS DE CREME
AUCHOCOLAT

(Begin five hours or a day ahead)

2 cups “half-and-half” (1 pint)

4 squares semisweet chocolate

6egg yolks

1/4 cup sugar

1/2 tsp salt

Vanilla extract

1/4cupheavyorwhippingcream

2 Thsp confectioner’s sugar

In one-quart saucepan over me-
dium heat, heat half-and-half until
tiny bubbles form around edge of
saucepan (donotallow half-and-half
to boil) setsaucepanaside. Indouble-
boiler over hot — not boiling — wa-
ter, meltsemisweetchocolate squares,
stirring occasionally with rubber
spatula.

Removedoubleboiler top to work
surfaceand, with rubberspatula, beat

egg yolks into the melted chocolate
until smooth, then stir in sugar and
salt.

Gradually stir half-and-half into
the chocolate mixture until thor-
oughly blended. Replace double-
boiler top over simmering (not boil-
ing) water.

Cook, stirring constantly, until
mixture coats back of spoon, about 15
minutes, Stir in 2 teaspoons vanilla
extract.

Pour mixture into six 6-ounce pots
de creme cups or stemmed glasses.
Refrigerate for about 4 hours or just
until the mixture sets, 3

In small bowl with mixer at low
speed. beat cream, confectioners’
sugarand 1/4 teaspoon vanilla until
stiff; use to top pots de creme.

Makes six servings.

HONEY MOUSSE
“"Mouse au Miel”
1 tsp unfavored gelatin
1'Tbsp water

1/2 tsp vanilla

1/4 cup (60 ml) mild-flavored
honey

2to3 teaspoons Grand Marnier, to
taste

Sprinkle the gelatin into the water
in a heavy-bottomed saucepan. Let
stand to soften.

Beat thecream until it forms a soft
shape when dropped from the beat-
ers. Beat in vanilla.

Beat egg whites to soft peaks with
clean beaters in a separate bowl.

Stir in gelatin mixture over very
low heat. Stir constantly, and when
the gelatinis thoroughly dissolve, stir
in the honey. Continue to stin over
low heat until you have a smooth,
uniform mixture.

Remove from the heat and stir
until the mixture begins to thicken

Bohr, Tackett and Hicks all agree
that taking a child from his birth
parents is seldom in the child’s best
interest, regardless of the home situ-
ation, “The worst thing youcandois
remove a child from his birth home,”
Tackett states, “Unless a child is in
imminent danger, it’s best to leave
them in the home.”

el iturally loves hisbirth parent,

sheexplained. “If you takehim away,
ever if he is being abused, he thinks
he is being punished doubly.”

Ifachildis remowved from his birth
home by the court, Hicks said that
social services then tries to arrange
counseling for the birth parents. If
treatment is begun and the court al-
lows the child to return home, social
workers monitor the family’s prog-
ress “for as long as necessary.”

If the family counseling appears
not to change parental behavior, so-
cial workers fry first to place the child
with relatives, so that the change is
not so dramatic. Failing that, termi-
nation proceedings, which may take
more than a year, are initiated, and
once final, the child can be available
for adoption.

The operations of the social serv-
ices department, from child protec-
tion to adoption, are “hard to justify
to the public because everything is
confidential,” Tackettsaid. The work
is also tightly regulated by law and
by the courts, she added.

Tackettalso pointed out that par-
ents interested in adopting children
have thealternative of going through
a privateadoptionagency. However,
the number of private agencies has
decreased in the last few years, she
said, because of the drop inavailabil-
ity of adoptive children not in the
special needs category.

Privateagenciesalsogenerallycost
a good bit of money. “There’s no
charge for going through the slate
process, except for attorney’s fces,”
Bohr said.

A not-so-simple speeding case

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From Florence To Frontiers, Span Of Nursing Examined

by Trisha Morris,

Nursing is as old as humankind,
but nursing as a profession is com-
paratively new. The following books
from the Prestonsburg Community
library tell the profession’s story —
how it developed, the most famous
nurse in Kentucky, the nurse whose
name is symbolic to all nurses, and
the nursing service which served the
mountain people of this state when
no other medical care was available.

Wide Neighborhoods, by Mary
Breckinridge. This is an autobiogra-
phy of a woman of vision and sound
practical sense. Nothing in
Breckinridge’s origins orupbringing
would have led one to guess that she
would becomeoncof the great nurses
in history, following in the footsteps
of Florence Nightingale and Clara
Barton. Her greatachievement lay in
introducing theconceptof the trained
nurse-midwife to the United States,
modeled on those of the British Isles,
and inestablishingadministration of
complete family health care in
Kentucky'sremoteruralarea.Shedid
this through the organization which
shefounded in1925and directed until
her death in 1965 — the Frontier
Nursing Service.

With the motto, “. . .to safeguard
the lives and health of mothers and
children . . , to give skilled care to
women in childbirth . . . to educate
the population in hygiene and child
care...(and) toadvance the cause of

zens,” Mary Breckinridge brought
healthcaretothedoorstepsof people
in rural southeastern Kentucky and
began thecarcer which was to be her
life. Thisisthestory of her nursesand
herself as only she could tell it.

A Social History of the Frontier

Nursing Service, by Nancy Dammann.
In 1925, Mary Breckinridge founded
the Frontier NursingServicein Leslie
County. Her purpose was todemon-
strate the feasibility of using nurse-
midwives to deliver health carein a
socially and economically deprived
area. This book is the story of that
service and, because it became her
life work, a biography of its founder.
Mary Breckinridge was raised in a
distinguished southern family,
schooled inSwitzerland and married
a young attorney. It was after the

early death of her husband and the
later deaths of her twochildren, from
asecond marriage, that Breckinridge
felt the need to bring medical care
within the reach of everyone.

Deprived of a life with the chil-
dren she wanted so badly, Breckin-
ridge devoted the balance of her life
to planning, organizing and admini-
stering the Frontier Nursing Service.

Malnutrition, anemia, hookworm,
tuberculosis, typhoid, accidents and
child birth were the most common
health problems the new nursing
service found. By 1930, ithad builtsix
outpost centers so that health care
was no more than an hour’s horse-
back ride for any family in the area.
From its beginnings, led by Breckin-
ridge, to its leadership under Helen
Browne and later Dr. W. B. Beasier,
the Frontier Nursing Service is a tale
of courage well told.

Florence Nightingale, by Elspeth
Huxley. Known as the “Lady with
the Lamp,” and the “Heroine of the
Crimean,” Florence Nightingale®is
perhaps the most well-known nurse
in history. Raised in luxury,

Nightingale’s vocation in the 19th
Century wasnota professionallowed
to daughters of the rich. But, feeling
that she was called to serve by God,
she turned down marriage and de-
voted herself to the study of medi-

cine. In her mid-30s she began her
career as the superintendent of the
“Establishment for Gentlewomen
During Illness,” and, during the Cri-
mean War, was sent to head a team of
38 other nurses, to minister to the
English wounded.

Finding a dirty, overcrowded
hospital, shebegan by providing good
diet, cleanlaundryand sanitary serv-
ice for the sick and wounded. In six
months she had reduced the death
ratefrom 42 to2 percent, The soldiers
loved her and Longfellow immortal-
ized her in poem. -

Generously arrayed with draw-
inis and photographs, this is a book
of biographical information, inspira-
tion and beauty.

The Emergence of Modern Nursing,
by Bonnie Bullough. The history of
nursing isalso the history of people’s
humanity for their fellow humans.

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First Highlands Cath Procedures Performed

The first proceduresin Highlands
Regional Medical Center’s new Car-
diac Catheterization Lab, opened
officially on April 16, were performed
this week on two area patients.

The procedureis used to diagnose
the presence and severity of block-
ages in arteries that supply the heat
— blockages which cause heart at-
tacks, according to hospital officials.

The first two patients to receive
catheterizationat HRMC were James
Gniffith#45, of Paintsville, and Wil-
liam Cruthers, 54, of Van Lear. Grif-
fith had previously undergone car-
diaccatheterization, angioplastyand
coronary by-pass surgery at the Uni-
versity of Kentucky. However, he was
againexperiencing heart-related chest
pains called angina, said hospital
officials. Since heart blockage prob-
lemscanreoccur, anothercardiaccath

was recommended by Dr. Rodney
Handshoe, Highlands' chief of cardi-
ology. The procedure enabled Hand-
shoe to evaluate the present condi-
tion of the coronary artery graft.

Cruthers likewise experienced
sudden chest pains and an EKG indi-
cated the problem, Because of a fam-
ily history of heart disease, Hand-
shoe recommended catheterization
for Cruthers to further define the
problems thatshowed upon the EKG.

“1 was surprised — there was no
pain,” noted Griffith. Cruthers shared
thesentiment, noting, “I wasa mazed
by the whole procedureand justhow
easy it was.”

HRMC began offering cardiac
catheterization in mid-April, and
officials expecttoaverage four proce-
dures a week.

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Help For First Time Home
Buyers Key In Housing Issue

Affordable housing is returning
to the forefront as an issue that “de-
serves its fair share” among federal
budget priorities, U.S.Senator James
R. Sasser, D-Tenn,, told the National
Association of Realtors,

Sasser, who chairs the Senate
Budget Committee and is-a member
of the Senate Banking committee,
addressed NAR's Legislative com-
mittee during the association’s 1989
Midyear Conference and Trade Ex-
position, Nearly 6000 members al
tended the April 14-19 conference

Provisions to help entry level
buyers purchase their first homes
represent a key part of housing bills
now beforeCongress, Sassersaid. The
decline in home ownership among
first-time buyers, as well as increas-
ing homelessness, are “two disturb-
ing trends” that must be reversed, he
said.

Legislation providing assistance
to help border-line buyers become
homeowners would have the effect
of opening up the supply of rental
units for people whocannotafford to
buy, he said. “The more people who
havetocontinue torentdrivesup the
price of rents..and pushes them
(lower-income people) out to the
nation’s streets,” Sasser said.

NAR President Ira Gribin com-
pares housing opportunity to climb
ing a ladder, with the very-low-in-
come on the bottom rung and first-
time buyers a few rungs above, In
previous testimony before Congress,
Gribin has pointed out that unless
programs can be established to en-
able renters to become buyers, few
people are “going to move up the
housing ladder.”

Sasser and Senator John Heinz, R-
Pa. haveintroduced The Homeown-
ership Assistance Act 1989, which
Sasser said secks to amend the Fed-

eral Housing Administration’s mort-

gageinsurance program to help first-
timchomebu}'ersm'cr\'omeuh:mr.]vs
preventing homeownership.

The bill raises FHA's maximum
mortgageinsurance limitand lowers
the program’s down payment re-
quirements for first-time buyers. It
alsoauthorizes FHA, which has more
lenient mortgage qualification re-
quirements than those for conven-
tional loans, toinsureadjustable-rate
mortgages (ARMs) with terms com-
petitive with some conventional
ARMs.

A major advantage of the bill is
thatitaddressesfirst-time homebuyer
affordability problems in a fiscall
responsible manner thatdoes notcall
fordirfxtgm‘crnmrn!ap].)rn;*;rialirms,
Sasser said

Regarding federal budget con-
cerns, Sasser said he would oppose

attempts toim.ludehausingpm am
user feées as revenue raisers in fiscal
1990 budgetlegislation. Such propos-
als would eitherincrease existing user
fees or impose new user fees for sec-
ondary mortgage market agencies
such as the Federal National Mort-
gage Association, Government Na-
tional Mortgage Association and the
Federal Home Loan Mortgage Cor-
poration

Raising housing user fees would
etfectively “make housing more ex
pensive,” Sasser said..

Sasser's FHA legislation has been
incorporated into the National Af-
fordable Housing Act, introduced by
Senators Alan Cranston, D-Calif, and
Alphonse M. D'amato, R-N.Y. The
omnibus housing bill is an “all-out
attack on the housing crisis,” Sasser
said.

Specificsof the Cranston-D’ Amato
bill were discussed ina separate ses-
sion during the NAR conference by
Don Campbell, senate housing sub-
committee staff director. Homeown-
ership provisions inthebillarea major
p.u'lufthcl-;gislali".\r’..(’.ampbcl] said,
speaking tomembersof NAR s hous-
ing and community development
subcommittee.

“This bill recognizes that housing
is not justa matter for the very poor,”
he said. “The housing problems of
those trying to buy their first home,
and getting backed up in the rental
market, are passed on down to those
atthe bottom of the chain,” Campbell
said.

In addition to FHA program
changes, the homeownership provi-
sions in the National Affordable
Housing Act would allow first-time
buyers to use Individual Retirement
Accounts and 401(k) plans to pur-
chase homes, and extend the mort-
gage revenue bond and mortgage
credit certificate programs.

NAR supports the creation of
down paymentassistance programs,
such as those involving the use of
IRA and 401(k) savings. The associa-
tion also supports raising the FHA
mortgage insurance limits to 95 per-
cent of the median price in a local
market. The current $101,250 limit
for high-cost areas does not help
buyersinciteswhere themedian price
isfarabove thatamount, according to
the association.

Another major segment of the bill
will address the preservation of exist-
ing low-income housing , Campbell
noted. He said the Senate housing
subcommittee would be seeking
suggestions from the real estate in-
dustry on the most effective ways to
preservesuch units ina manner suit-
able to property owners and tenants.

"We've gottolook at whatkind of

(owner) incentives make sense,”
Campbell said.

Legislation identical to the Na-
tional Affordable Housing Act has
been introduced in the U.S. House of
Representatives by Rep. Marge
Roukema, R-N.J.

Itis not certain whether Congress
will complete action on the legisla-
tion during the current session,
Campbell said, noting that hedoubts
the bill will be enacted this year.
Prospects for enactment are more
likely for the next congressional ses-
sion, he said.

State Gets Poor Marks
In Environmental Survey

Kentucky ranks in the bottom 10
percent of states invits efforts to pro-
tect the environment, according to a
report released nationally by the
group Renew America and ]()ca![} by
Kentuckians For The Common-
wealth.

Only six states had worse records
in the study, which ranked states’
performance in protecting drinking
water, managing forestlands, ensur-
ing food safely, recycling of solid
wastes and uontrul]mb the effects on
the environment of urban growth.

Therankings were based oninfor-
mation gathered from a variety of
state, federal, academic and citizen
sources, Renew America, a national
environmental group, said. The sur-
vey included state programs and
actions through1987, orinafewcases
through early 1988, and does not re-
flectanychanges orimprovementsin

Kentucky’s performance since.

Kentucky’s worst performance
came in the area of drinking water,
where the Commonwealth received
two of a possible 10 Foints‘h Accord-
ing to the report, alt muhh the state
found 1011 violations of the Safe
Drinking Water Act in Kentucky
water systems in 1987, six of them
serious, no action was taken against
any of the systems, Kentucky was
oneof 19 statesnationwide to takeno
action against drinking water viola-
tors in thatyear.

Kentucky received three points,
of a possible 10, for its solid waste
recycling efforts, although the report
acknowledged that the programs
counted in the report were mostly in
planningand educational stages,and
not implemented. The state has no
laws thateither encourage or require
recycling, as do 25 other states, and

has no program for recycling used
oil, industrial waste, scrap tires or
household hazardous waste, accord-
ing to officials of KFTC,

In other area, Kentucky received
three points in forest management
and controlling the effects of urban
growths on the environment, and four
points in food safety.

The state received only 15 out ofa
possible 50 pointsin the survey, and
ranked 41 in the nabon, tied with
WestVirginia, Indiana and Wyoming,
The six states ranking worse were, in
descending order, Nevada, Arkan-
sas, South Dakota, Utah, Tennessee
and Louisiana. Californiaranked the
highestin the survey, with 42 points,

Jim Kelly, Social Security district
director of the Big Sandy Area Dis-
trict, says many people are asking
whether Social Security will be con-
tinued until they are ready to retire.

“This is a question that was being
asked frequently several years ago. |
now find that'm hearing it less and
less,” he said.

“Onereasonis probably thatmore
people are hearing about the grow-
ing financial health of the system.
Since 1983, when a series of bipartt—
san recommendations were imple-
mented tostrengthen the system, the
trust fund reserves have registered
annual increases. Present estimates
say ‘that cumulative reserves will
mountrapidly and will bemore than
sufficientto pay benefits wellinto the
next century without additional fi-

nancing,”

Accordingto Kelly, thismeans that
today’s baby boomers, whowill start
retiring around 2010, can be assured
thatthesystom, thatisa majorsource

ofincomefor their parentsand grand-
parents, will be there for them, too.
This is no small assurance to people
who are planning their financial se-
curity and hope touse the benefits as
a base on which to build.

“With out the reserves generated
by the 1983 changes, Social Security
taxes would have to go up substan-
tially to pay benefits to the retirees in
the2lstcentury,” Kellyadded. “That
could generate an entirely different
perwptmn of the value of the pro-
gram to society, and public confi-
dence in its future would undoubt-
edly fall.”

New Rule Allows
Medicaid Patients
To Purchase Items

From Man

Kentucky Medicaid patients who
use medical equipment such as hos-
pital beds, wheelchairs, walkers and
lift chairs in the home will be avail-
able to obtain these items directly
from suppliers as of May 1.

Currently, Medicaid coverage of
this type of equipment— which first
mustbe prescribed by a physician —
is restricted to purchases through a
home healthagency.

Kentucky’s Department for Medi-
caid Services is making the change, in
agreement with the Ef;dcml Health
Care Financing Administration, to
broaden patients’ freedom of choice
and access.

“Initially, werelied on homehealth
agencies to provide this equipment
in order to assure that patients had
access to the items they needed,” said
Medicaid Services Commissioner Roy
Butler.

“However, because of an increase
in the number of suppliers in recent
years, it will be an added conven-
ience for our patients to be able to

ufacturers

order the items directly.f

Patientscanalsoobtainequipment
from home health agencies that are
suppliers of these items.

Suppliers mustgetapproval from
the Departmentof Medicaid Services
before they may fill a patient’s order
forany equipment costing morethan
$150, justas home healthagencies do
now,

“Most of the items are also cov-
ered by the federal Medicare pro-
gram, which has seta maximum cost
in mostinstances,” Butlerexplained.
“These same limitsalso weuld apply
under the Medicaid program.”

Durable medical equipment cost
Kentucky’s Medicaid program $3.3
million during the fiscal year ending
June30. “We expect thiscostto goup
about15percentduring the nextyear,
primarily because ofinereased useof
these items,” Butler said.

“However, this will be offset sub-
stantially by a decline in administra-
tive charges from home health agen-

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Wheelwright --
Model Coal Co. Town

In 1916, Elkhorn Coal Corporation purchased the mineral
rights to one of the richest veins of coal in Eastern Kentucky,
located along Otter Creek in the Left Beaver section of Floyd
County. The area was sparsely populated and isolated from the
rest of the world. The residents, mostly Halls and Littles, earned
theirliving from farming, timbering, and a little “moonshining.”

With the arrival of Elkhorn, hundreds of thousands of tons of
coal were dug and stockpiled before the C&O Railroad had
finished laying the tracks for the first train. Thecompanyquickly
built a town not unlike those found out West, with wooden
sidewalks and store fronts. At times, the behavior of the people
seemed tobeasunrulyasthatof their Westerncounterparts, with
frequentfightsand arguments breakingout, butby 1924, Elkhorn
had builta considerable town, having constructed 400 homes, a
theater, and two company stores and recreational halls for the
nearly 2,000 people living in the town.

In 1931, Inland Steel Corporation of Chicago, [ll., purchased
the town and begana program Lo upgrade the living conditions,
as well as the mining operalions. They replaced the wooden
tipple in the center of town with a steel and concrete one, eventu-
ally moving the tipple out of the town altogether. For 34 years,
primarily under the direction of E.R. “Tack” Price, the town
continued to prosper and grow. Atits height, 3,000 people lived
there,and Wheelwright was promotedasa “modelcoal town.” In
1965, Inland Steel sold its holdings to Island Creek Coal Co. Soon,
Island Creek also sold its holdings, and Wheelwright began to
change. People moved away to find jobs, and stores closed down.
Over a period of 48 years, Wheelwright had developed froman
isolated areaintoashiningexampleofacoaltown, and thenit was
over.
