Furnace Blast A t Allen 
Injures School Principal 

by Frank Clark, 
Staff Writer 

A furnace explosion rocked Allen 
Elementary School Sunday evening, 
seriously injuring Principal Daniel 
Bran~on and causing approximately 
$25,000 in damages. 

Accordin.g to Fire Chief Roy 
Compton, the Allen Ftre Station re­
ceived a call trom a.n unidentified 
woman at approximately 6:48 p.m. 
reporting an explosion at the school. 
Other witnesses living in the area 
also reported hearing a loud explo­
sion from several hundred yards 
away. 

"We knew right away that 50me-­
thing :.crious had happened/' said 
Compton. "7hc woman caller was 
vcry upset." 

Firefighters rushed to the school, 
where they found Branson lying in 
thccntrywayoftho5Chool.Hiscloth· 
mghad been burned offexceptfor his 
belt and parl of hie; necktie and he 
was semi-conscious. 

From reports by Branson's wife, it 
was learned that Branson, as was his 
usual practice during cold weather 
months, had gone to the school Sun· 
day evening to light the furnace so 
that the school would be warm for 
Monday morning classes. He entered 
theba~ment wherethefumacewas 
located and lit a piece of paper to 
reaCh the pilot lightmeclmtism in the 
old furnace. At some point while he 
wac; attempting to light the pilot. gas 
wbkh had leaked from the furnace 
after the pilot had been extinguished 
igntted, causing a powerful explo­
sion which threw Branson back eight 
feet into a steel door, and burning 
him badly. Thcforceoftbeexplosion. 
according to Compto~ knocked a 
steel brace out from the basement 
ceiling, and th~n followed tbepathof 
least rc~istance- through the venti­
lation shafts- knocking plaster from 
ceilings. Theceilingsapparently lifted 
up frotn their supports and then 
settled back down, bending some 
electrical conduits. A vending ma· 
chine that was pushed up against a 
door leading to the basement was 
knocked away from the door and the 
door was blown out of its casing. 
Luckily, the fire of tgnited gas blew 
itsclf out in the explosion. 

After the explo~ion, Branson ap­
parentlymaMgcd towallcupthetwo 
flightbof stairs to themainfloorofthe 

school and then fell in the school's 
entryway. When firefighters arrived, 
Braman was conscious and with his 
wife, who h.ad been upstairs in the 
school, but was m pain and begin· 
rung to swell from his bums. After 
calhngPandBAmbulan<eServiceof 
PrestoiUbur~ firefi~hters quickly 

checked the buildillgto detennine if 
a fire was present. They also moved 
to shut off any gas flow to the bw1d· 
ing.

The 1988decr season marked the 
12th consecutive y~r that Kentuck • 
deer hunters have enJOyed a record 
harvest 

Although Ia t year's unforeseen 
drought conditions caused the csh· 
mated total deer harvest of 83,500 
animals to be lowt•r than prcst·a~on 
predictions, the harvest d ld rcfl('Ct an 
increase of over 3,()Xl from thl' 1987 
season 

For the 1989 season, dt•cr huntcrc: 
can expect a similar increase in har­
vest,ahhough a large harvcstin 1987 
and the effects of last year's drought 
has warranted a reduction in either 
sex hunting days In some counties 

Barring more of nature' urpriscs 
and chmatic extremes, Kentucky's 
deer population should make a full 
recovery by thc1991 sea on. accord­
ing to Progr<~m Coordmator John 
Phillips. 

'The levcl of fawn mortality expe­
rienced in 1988 was tgntficantly 
reduced when compared to th1~ 
summer, H said Phillips.

Before 1978 the office of magistrate possessed important duties1 but the judicial amendment to the constitution stripped 
the magistrates of their duties to hold court, write warrants, issue attachments, summons etc. The only judicial authority left 
is that the magistrates may perform marriages and accept applications for those who want to serve as a notary public, if the 
governor or the county judge executive gives them this authorization. 

When he orders a truck load of gravel or any piece 
of equipment to any road or construction site he is over stepping his authority and could be liable for suit if that piece of 
equipment is involved in an accident where someone was killed or injured.According to Nathan Goldman,AssistantAttomey 
General, the magistrates or fiscal court members are only district legislature members to the fiscal court. 

The fiscal court is a very important court in our county government. Our county budget for this year was $5,469,000.00 
and all of that money is allocated to each of the county offices by members of the fiscal court. I want to serve on that court and 
I will be a conservative member and "a watch dog" over the tax payers' tax dollars to stretch it as far as it will go to pay for 
and maintain our county government.

AGE-OLD WISDOM 
Physicians must take certain physical realities into 

account when prescribing drugs for the elderly. An 
older person may experience a loss of up to 30 
percent of his cells in muscle and soft tissue. As a 
result, his metabolic rate slows and blood flow 
decreases. Whether this slowdown is due to aging or 
1s simply a consequence of vascular disease, the flow 
of drugs and nutrients is impeded. In additton,lowered 
cellular mass carries w1th it the consequence of 
decreased water content in the body. This means that 
a particular dosage of prescnption medicine will be of 
a higher concentration in an elderly person's body 
than in a younger person's system. Physicians, 
therefore, follow the general rule that drugs have a 
heightened effect in patients as they grow older.

Any child 
who has been reported as a truant three (3) or more times is a habitual 
truant.

The task force has chosen u~ duel 
coordinators and enlisted the assis­
tance of three highly-qualified con­
sultants. And, with several weeks of 
meetings under their belts, task force 
members havccmbract.>d certain basic 
assumptions touscasa foundation to 
build the final recommendations of 
the task force that will restructure 
Kentucky's school system. 

The most important ac:<;umption 
that Kentuckians must acknowledge 
is that all students can learn- our 
belie fin the system must include the 
perspective that all or nearly all ~tu­
dents can learn at high levels. Other­
wise, we arc doomed to fail with many 
since expccta tions transla tc into sclf­
fulfilli ng prophcdes. lf one expects a 
discernible portion of tudcnts to fail, 
then more than IJkclr., the first ~tu­
dcnt withacademicdJfficulty is iden­
tified ac: a c:tudent who cannot learn 
when measured against rigorous cri­
teria. That student w11l literally or 
figuratively be abandoned. Soon, a 
second will jomthcinitial failed child 
and then another and another. 

Kentuckianc; must also learn to 
assume that all teacher~ can success­
fully teach all students. Thl~ i!; obvi­
ously not true for every teacher In 
every school currently. What works 
is a matteofknowlrogc, not opinion. 
The challenge is not the challenge of 
discovery; it is thcchallengeof equip­
ping all school staff with the knowl­
edge to act succesc:fully. 

When the system fails w1th a child, a 
classroom or with a school, the atti­
tudemustbeassumed thatthcpropcr 
mix of how, where, and who has not 
been discovered and another angle 
attempted. 

Kentuckians must learn to look at 
education ac;. a perfonnancc-bascd 
"Y"tem. We must asses our schools 
by asking. "did it work?" not. "did 
you do what you were told?" 

School-based staff o;hould have a 
major role in shaping instructional 
stTatcgies. Whoamongusisprcparcd 
to assume accountability for our ac­
hons if we have little control ovi'r 
policy? School accountability and 
school-based authority arc two inter­
twined partsofthe !Nlme proposition. 

To achieve these goals ~hool !>taff 
mustbeequippedwiththecapability 
to make good instructional decisions. 
The concept of school-based man· 
agcment is empty if at the same time 
bureaucracy impedes or frustrates 
those decisions Ytith layers of paper­
work. 

Andfinally,anyplanningprocess 
and implementation must mclude 
measuring and monitoringthcqual· 
ity of its success. A fair mca<~urc of 
tcstingmustbedesigncd to accurately 
rate any new structure withm the 
education system. 

The last factor in the foundation 
must include the involvement and 
support of parents and community, 
for without this ingredient the other 
assumptions can never become a 
reality.

She 
lives inn small tow nand was referred 
to a comprehensive center for treat· 
ment. What is a comprehensive can­
cer center and how is itdiffcrent from 
a local ho:;pital? 

ANSWER: A comprehensive can­
cer center is a medical facility which 
meets certain guidelines cstabli<~hed 
by the National Center Institute. The 
NCI is agency funded by the Umted 
States Foocral Government and is part 
o( the larger National Institutes of 
Health. There arc currently twenty 
officially designated comprehensive 
cancer centc.>rs across the U.S. 

In order to have been designated 
as a comprehensive cancer center, a 
facilitymustmaintainstaffandcquip­
ment to conduct cancer research. 
provide state-of-the-art cancer treat­
ment and c:erve as a focal point for 
professional education and medical 
training in its region. Although NCI 
has not used the official designation 
"comprehensive" since 1974, there are 
now an additional 20 centers deslg· 
nated "clinical cancer centers" which 
provide most of the same resources. 

Research activities arc a major 
aspect of a comprehensive cancer 
center. These activities can mclude 
laboratory research, investigational 

studies of new cancer treatments, 
animal studies and cancer control 
studies. With funding from NCI and 
other resources, researchers invcsti· 
gate causes of cancer, the role of 
genetics, viruses and ways to train 
the body's own immuno system to 
destroy cancer y.ilhout harming the 
patients. 

In clinical research. studies arc 
conducted to assess the safety and 
effectiveness of new cancer treat­
ments, including applications of 
newly developed drugs and biologi­
cals. Comprehensive cancer centers 
are the focal points for large clinical 
bials sponsored by NCI. 

ln addition to basic and clinical 
research,comprehensivecancer ccn· 
ters providestate-of-the-art trea trncnt 
to cancer patients. Because research­
ers and clinical staff work closely 
together, progress in one a~ can 
give new direction to the work in 
others. This speeds up the process of 
transferring research results to actual 
patient care. 

Education of medical and research 
personnel is also a primary task of 
comprehensive cancer centers. Since 
most are affiliated with a local uni· 
versity, -the center servesas.a ti'atning 
ground for medical student$, gradu­
ate student. biologists, gcnetici~ts,and 

immunologists. 
QUESTION: My son is being 

treated for leukemia and is doing so 
well on his chemotherapy that his 
doctor says he can return to school. 
I'm worried though, about a recent 
outbreak of chicken pox in his school. 

,Couldn'tthisbe harmful to a child on 
chemotherapy? 

ANSWER: Chicken pox can be a 
very serious illness for a child taking 
chemotherapy. Because the drugs he 
is taking reduce his ability to fight 
infection, chicken pox can pose a 
special risk for your son. It will be 
important to make his teacher and 
the ~hoot nurse aware of this risk 

A child who has chicken pox is 
infectious from 48 hours before the 
rash appears until all the sores have 
crusted over. Spending over one hour 
in the same room with the infected 
child any time during this period is 
considered tobcsignificantexposure. 
If this happens, your exposed child 
should get an injection of VZIC ( var­
icellazostcrimmuneglobulin) within 
72 hours of his exposure. This will 
protect his immune system from 
being overwhelmed by the disease. 

Be sure tocontactyourson'spedi­
~tric oncologist If you learn of his 

posure to chicken pox. to find out 
what he or ~he advises.
