Rubber Band Used

A rubber band on a furnace valve
at Allen Elementary School was used
to keep the pilot light lit, bypassing
virtually all safety mechanisms on
theunit, the state fire marshal’s office
has confirmed.

On Oct. 29 a furnace explosion
severely injured Principal Daniel
Branson and caused approximately
$30,000 in damage to school. Chil-
dren were not present at the time,

“We had reports of troubles with
the pilot light after the explosion by
people who had to keep the furnace
running,” said Assistant State Fire
Marshal Nick Castanis on Tuesday.
“They told us about having to light
the pilot by hand, getting flashbacks
while they were lighting, and using
improper means of keeping the valve
on the pilotopen. Webelievea rubber
band was used to keep the valve open.

I saw it on the floor when1 inspected
after the explosion. Educators aren’t
mechanics, but that still doesn’tan-
swer why the furnace wasn’t main-
tained properly.” .

Castanis could not fully explain
why stateinspectorsdidn’t notice the
problemduring regular yearly inspec-
tions, the last conducted on Oct. 5.

“Our people are not that well
versed on furnaces. Maintenance
specialists are the ones to check on
that type of thing. I'm not saying our
personp:lissed somethingduring the
inspection, but if he saw a rubber
band on the valve, he should have
reported it.”

Anna Bentlc‘ag; who had been the
head janitor at the school for 13 years
and retired last June, reported in an
interview with theFloyd County Times
that, for the past four years, a valveon
the furnace E:d been often held open
by a rubber band to keep the pilot
light lit. According to Bentley, the

rubber band was needed to insure
that the furnace would operate.

Bentley also noted that the local
school districts’ maintenancedepart-
ment was frequently contacted about
the furnace problems.

“Every time Mr. Branson would
see the rubber band he would yank it
off and tell us to call maintenance,
and we would, but the repair would
only last for three days and then we
would beback using the rubber band
again,” Bentley explained. “It was
either use the rubber band or freeze
to death. The children have gone
without heat for several days in the
past.”

Bentleyalso noted that, to the best
of her recollection, state inspectors
had never examined the furnace.

“They would look at everything
else but never had me take them to
the furnace.”

The furnace in question was in-
stalled in 1940, according to Bob So-

ronen of Columbus Heating and
Ventilation Company, which per-
formed the work. It was converted to
gas from coal roughly 24 years ago.
There is no record of any mainte-
nance work performed on the fur-
naceinthe past 10 years, according to
Columbus records.

Superintendent Hager, when
asked Tuesday whether he had ever
been informed of problems with the
Allen furnace, stated that neither he
nor any other school board members
had been aware of the situation.

“Wehad regular inspectionseach
year, and | was never told of trouble
with the furnace in Allen.”

Hager went on to state that all
inspections to determine the present
safety of the school had been com-
pleted Tuesday afternoon and that
classes at the school would begin on
Wednesday.

“The state fire inspectors, our
structuralengineer, the engineer hired

by the PTA, Fire Chief Compton, and
the gas company have all declared
the school safe. Structurally, the build-
ing is considered safe and it and all
schools in the county will be open
Wednesday.”

An official report on the incident
by the state fire marshal has not yet
been filed, asinvestigations continue.

Daniel Branson is currently listed
ingood conditionat Cabell-Hunting-
ton Hospital, and is expected to be
discharged in one to two weeks.

For Park Convention Center i)

With a flourish of gold shovels
and white hard hats, state and local
officials broke ground Friday at the
site of a new 500-seat convention
centerinJenny Wiley State Park, offi-
cially kicking off the construction of
what is hoped will be a shining cen-
terpiece for economic development
efforts in Floyd County.

The facility, now under construc-
tion, will be located in the current
outdoor amphitheater parking lot at
the park, providing 14,340 square feet
of conventionspace tohostlocal, state,
and regional groups, and bringingan
estimated $15-20 million innew reve-
nues into the county each year, ac-
cording to estimates by local officials.

“This center will benefit both the
park and the entire area,” said Ken-
tucky Parks Commissioner Rapier
Smith. “The positive economic im-
pact will be felt by many area busi-
nesses, particularly hotels, restau-
rants, and other service-oriented
businesses.”

Mary Ray Oaken, secretary of
Kentucky’s Tourism Cabinet, agreed
with Smith’s assessment.

“Kentucky has a great need for
more tourism facilities. There are cit-
ies in neighboring states which have
more facilities for tourists than does
our entire state. We're now trying to
encourage the development of facili-
ties in our parks which can be used to
encourage the tourist industry here
in our state.”

Oakenexpressed particular thanks
to State Rep. Greg Stumbo for work-
ing to get funding approval for the
project. Stumbo not: that, while in
past Kentucky governors tended to
ignore development efforts in East-
ern Kentucky, the current admini-
stration was actively supporting ef-
forts like the new convention center
and the recruitment of industry into
the area.

“East Kentucky is not being 'ig-
nored anymore,” said Stumbo. “Aside
from the center here, the governor
also approved a $1.2 million grant to
improve Martin’s sewer s{stem. We
in the mountains are finally getting
the recognition we deserve.”

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta
noted the need for a larger meeting
place in the area to handle large

oups that want to hold meetings
gcally, but who are stymied by the
lack of an adequate location.

“We have the hotel rooms to
handle all groups, but we haven't
had a center to handle groups larger
than one or two hundred who want
to meet in one place. I want to thank
everyone who has supported this
project. I's going to make a great
difference for our area.”

According to Stumbo, inan inter-
view after ceremony, the new
Jenny Wiley convention center proj-
ectreceived verbal supportfrombo
the Collins and Brown administra-
tions, no action was taken. The first
significant support, says Stumbo,
came from Wilkinson.

“He (Wilkinson) didn’t have a lot
of political support from the area
during the last election, but he’s
shown that he cares about and is
dedicated to rural and Eastern Ken-
tucky. This convention project really
took off when the current Governor
came into office.”

When asked how the center will
economically impact the region,
Stumbo was extremely positive.

“There is no facility like this any-
where in the area, It will be able to
handle a wide variety of events that
most other facilities can’t. I consider
this center tobeonebigsteponalong
flight of stairs that's going to bring
this area up toa higher development
level.”

Constructioncosts for the conven-
tioncenter havebeen setat$1,609,400.
The center willinclude park offices, a
food preparation area, banquet style
seating for500,a bledance floor,
a tour bus drop off area for the thea-
ter, and parking for a minimum of
150 cars. The center will be handi-
capped accessible.

Dignitaries attending the ground
breaking included Parks Commis-
sioner Rapier Smith, State Sen.

I've often wondered who should
hold judges accountable. You hear
every day of legal decisions madebK
the federal and state judiciary whic
affects thousands and, at times, mil-
lions of people. Decisions onabortion
and civil rightshave changed thelives
of so many in this country that it’s
oftendifficult toremember that these
legal opinions which have become
law areusuallymadebyasmall group
oflawyers who, throughappointment
or election, have attained legal au-
thority over the lives of all of us.

Even on the local and county lev-
els, the districtand circuit judges are
powerful figures. They have tremen-
dous discretion over cases which
come before their bench. It isn’t un-
usual for two persons, charged with
thesamecrime, toreceive very differ-
ent sentences, depending upon the
judge’s perception of the individual
and the case, Frequently, claims of
bias or favoritism are leveled at
members of the bench, particularly
wherejudgesare dependentuponan
election system toremaininoffice.In
this type of system of judicial selec-
tion, there seems to exists a greater
potential for judiciary decision to be
made on the basis of election time
practicality rather thanonlegal prece-

dent.

Last Thursday afternoon, Sheryl
Snyder, president of the Kentucky
Bar Association (KBA), addressed a
large group of area lawyers and law

rofessionals at the Jenny Wiley
ge. In a brief speech, he laid out
the KBA's plans to implementa pro-
gram in the near future which will
seek to evaluate all active judges in
Kentucky. It’s designed so that the
lawyers who try cases before district
and circuitcourtjudges will have the
opportunity to grade each judge on
the basis o legaﬁmsoundness in deci-
sions, presence of bias against mi-
norities in decisions, and the judge’s
ability to promptly dispense with
cases, among other categories,

It is undoubtedly true that law-
yers, as citizens, are not representa-
tive of the average Kentuckian in
terms of wealth, education and re-
lated factors, We may wonder what
hidden agendas they will keep from
us whileconducting theirevaluation,
but most lawyers are professional in
theirconductand it's hard toimagine
any other group more qualified to
provide the public with some basic
information about the quality of our
judiciary. Whether we like them or
not, lawyers are the ones who spend

turned into a lead weight for partici-
pants because it has %ailed to keep
pace with changes in the coal indus-
try. Almost across the board, the
program’squalification requirements
are now a disincentive to participate
and are causini SOAP to be grossly
under-utilized by those most in need
of assistance.

Earlier this month, | introduced
legislation with Sen. Wendell Ford
thatwill turn this program around by
refining and tailoring it to the needs
of sma]?opemtors. Firstand foremost,
the definition of a “small operator”
will be changed from the current
100,000 ton-per-year limit to 300,000
tons. The previous level was unreal-
istically low and actually penalized
anoperator who wasable toincrease
production beyond the 100,000 ton
cap. The new limit will serve to in-
crease production and encourage
competitiveness. The new SOAP
proposal will also expand the types
of permit services that are available,
Forexample, qualifyingoperators will
be able to draw upon government
experts that can cut bureaucratic red
tape and assist them in the applica-
Hon process — a very costly up-front
mining expense,

Our small coal operators are criti-
cal not only to Kentucky's economy
but to the nation’s economy as a
whole. these entrepreneurs are able
to go in and mine small veins that
would ordinarily be passed over by
larger companies.

a significant portion of their profes-
sionallives dealing with judges.

CO-FIRING OF COAL,
NATURAL GAS CAN HELP TO
PROTECT COAL-MINING JOBS

Along with many other Ken-
tuckians, I see 2 growing need to do
everything possible to combine two
of Kentucky’s most important goals
— protecting our environment and
erthancing the future of our vitally
important coal industry.

Iam pleased to report that | have
introduced a bill — the Co-firing
Promotion Act of 1989 — that [ be-
lieve willbea major step toward both
of these goals. This bill calls for
starped-up efforts to develop tech-
nologies for co-firing coal and natu-
ral gas tocontrol pollution from many
coal-burning power plantsacross the
nation.

We know that proposed environ-
mental 1?313&05 threatens to ad-
versely affect coal-industry employ-
ment in Kentucky and elsewhere.
Coal and gas co-firing could help to
protect coal-mining jobs while also
stimulatingemploymentinthe natu-
ral-gasindustry.

Inmany cases, co-firing technolo-
gies may be our least disruptive and
most economical pollution—control
option, These technoloﬂ:a: could be
applicable tosome 550 plants making
use of coal from operations employ-
ingabout 16,000 mine workersacross
the nation.

Co-firing could permit many coal-
burning utilities to control pollution
without abandoning medium and

high-sulfur coal or installing costly
andinefficientscrubbers. Inmy view,
itiscertainly one of our most promis-
ing near-term clean-fuel technologies,
especially for retrofitting existing
coal-fired boilers.

One reason that co-firing is so
promising is that the top 100 sulfur-
dioxide-emitting power plantsarean
averageofonly fivemiles from oneor
more natural—gasripclines.

In spite of all of these advantages,
we are not doing nearly enocugh to
develop co-firing technologies under
our existing clean-coal research pro-
gram at the U.S. Department ofPEn-
ergy.

Our bill, which | introduced with
Senator Jeff Bingaman of New Mex-
ico, calls upon the Secretary of En-
e to carry out a three-year, $18
million program of research, devel-
opment and demonstration of co-fir-
ing technologies. And it contains a
number of other provisions to en-
courage our energy industry to be-
come actively involved in these vital
technologies.

The energy security of this nation
is threatened by a rising tide of oil
imports. We are sorely in need of
national policiesallowing us tomake
full use of every available option in
our drive for an efficient domestic
energy industry and a clean environ-
ment. Coal and gas co-firing is one of
our major options, and [ intend to do
everything | can to see that its great
potential is realized as quickly as
possible.
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Smokers Unite — But Don’t Light

As millions of smokers prepare to
uit for 24 hours during the Great
erican Smokeout, Thursday, Nov.
16, the March of Dimes Birth Defects
Foundation is urging pregnant
women and women planning preg-
nancy to stop smoking,

“Cigarette smoking is clearly as-
sociated withanincrease instillbirth,
miscarriage, prematurity, low-birth-
weightandinfantdeath,” says March
of Dimes Chairperson John Henry
Felix,“Wehope that pregnant women
who smoke will take advantage of
the American Cancer Society’s Great
American Smokeout to give their
babies the best chance for a healthy
birth.”

According to the March of Dimes,
smoking during pregnancy doubles
a woman's chance of having a low-
birthweight baby (less that 55
pounds). It also doubles the chance
that the baby will be born prema-
turely.

Alow-birthweightbabyis40times
more likely to die during the first
month of life than a baby weighing
5.5 pounds or more. Babies born
prematurelyareoftencritically illand
frequently have severe respiratory

problems.

Dr. Richard Morton, March of
Dimes vice president for health serv-
ices, explains that smoking reduces
the supply of oxygenand other nutri-
ents toan unborn baby. Nicotine in a
mother’s blood causes blood vessels
to contract, reducing the flow of blood
to the baby. Carbon monoxide in the
blood limits the amount of oxygen
that can be carried.

Butheadds thatquitling smoking
does help. Studies show that women
whostop smoking earlyin pregnancy
reduce their risk of having a low-
birthweight baby to nearly the same
level as women who have never
smoked. Even quitting or reducing
smoking later in pregnancy ¢an sig-
nificantly increase the chances of
having a normal-weight baby

“The March of Dimes urges
women planning pregnancy lo stop
smoking before conception,” says
Morton. “Women who cannot stop
completely should try to minimize
smoking, particularly during the
second half of pregnancy when ad-
verse effects on the fetus seem to be
greatest.”

More babies in this country die
because of birth defects, low-birth-
weight and prematurity than any
othercause, The missionof the March
of Dimes is to improve the health of
infants through the prevention of
these major newborn health prob-
lems. The March of Dimes supports
research, education and health serv-
ice programs that help babies be born
healthy.

According toCompton, once the new
furnace has been installed, state in-
spectors will examine the building
thoroughly beforecertifying itassafe.
He also noted that he would be pres-
ent for the inspection.

A parent in the crowd asked how
they could besure that theinspection
conducted by the state inspectors
would be thorough and not influ-
enced by the school board’s desire to
reopen the school quickly. Said
Compton, “If someonesigns his name
and states that the building is safe,
when it really isn't, he’d have tobea
goofball, absolutely crazy. There'stoo
much at stake,”

Parents decided thatmoney would
be allocated by the PTA to hire a
private structural engineer to also
check the safety of the building. Until
this was completed, most agreed to
notallow children to return toschool.

One of the myths surrounding
Catholics in the Big Sandy area, and
in the United States in general, is that
we are newcomers. People who be-
lieve this myth forget that the settle-
ment of Maryland was the work of
Catholics (some of their descendants
are friends of mine). Even less well
known to the casual historian is the
fact that some of the early Indian
hunters who came across the Ohio
were members of northeastern tribes
converted toCatholicism by theNorth
American martyrs in the early 17th
Century. Nor would it be unlikely
that one of the first white settlers in
the Big Sandy was reared as a Catho-
licin his native Ireland — none other
than Thomas Wiley, husband of the
undefeatable Jenny. He lived here 30
years after herdeath, and is buried in
the vicinity of River, Ky.

InFloyd County,immigrant popu-
lations brought ttll';eir Ca%lr'lolicp?al.:;th
with them. Theidea of Catholicism as
a foreign faith probably stems from
hesitancy to accept large numbers of
immigrants. More than five churches
established to meet their needs no
longer exist — even though all of
them were established in this cen-
tury.

Sizable Catholic populationshave
been in Kentucky since the mid-18th
Century. It was c{uring thattime that

the first Mass was offered within our
present state boundaries. Later, Fa-
ther Stephen Badin, the first priest to
be ordained in the United States, was
sent to be a missionary in Kentucky.
At Contrary Creek in Estill Cou.n?'

the descendants of one of the early
Catholic families still practice our
ancient faith. Their name (Durbin),
can be found throughout the state. |
have taught members of the familyin
Northern Kentucky.

Floyd County Catholics are part
of the Diocese of Lexington. A dio-
ceseis thedistrictin which a particu-
lar bishop exercises ecclesiastical ju-
risdiction. He is the chief pastor of
this area; the priests are his “arms,”
aiding him in the ministry to the faith-
ful. Asa successor to the Apostles, the
bishop is botha sign and an effective
agent of church unity. Catholics are
united with him. Through him weare
united under the universal guidance
and leadership of the Pope (thebishop
of Rome), and ultimately, we are
united under theHeadship and Lord-
ship of Christ through His Body, the
Church.

The reason for this short trip
through the pages of history is that
Monday, Nov. 6, marked the 200th
anniversary of the establishment of
the Catholic Hierarchy in the United
States. Pope Pius VI, by his decree Ex
hac Apostolicae, erected the Diocese
of Baltimoreand named John Carroll
its first bishop in 1789. Our bishops

Both actions
m on the bass’ sense of curiosity

will actually attract fish from
quite a distance in clear water.

Beginning Jan. 1, 1990, it will be
illegafto take grass carp from any
lake owned by the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources.

Here is the current list of state
owned lakes stocked withgrass carp:

“Ifbowhunters would use
a safety strap in tree stands, these
self-inflicted accidents could be pre-
vented,” said Marion Mattingly, who
handles statewide hunting accideut
statistics for the Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources.

Last year's hunting accident re-
Fort attests to the fact that falling
rom a free stand is no laughing
matter.Onebowhunterdiedinstantly
after sustaining a broken neck. An-
other archer who fell from his tree
stand remains paralyzed from the
waistdown;,a ncfma third incident, a
teenager suffered a concussion and
brokenarm.

Mattingly, who also heads
Kentucky’s hunter safety program,
urges all hunters (not just Eowhun-

‘ters) to use some kind of safety device

whileina freestand. Thissimple step
can prevent serious injury or even
death.

A few other cardinal rules for ei-
ther gun orbow huntingsafetyare: 1)
positively identify your target, 2)
know what‘s behind the targetand 3)
know where other hunters are.

Recommendations For

Schools in Floyd County may
benefit from State Auditor Bob
Babbage’s recommendations for
changes in school management pro-
cedures,

“Areschools wasting money willy-
nilly? No,” Babbage said.

“Can schools set stronger stan-
dards and control money better?
Definitely,” he added.

Babbage made his suggestions in
areportrequested by the Legislative
Research Commission which was
presented Nov. 1.

Babbage said his recommenda-

tions were positive an could be used
by any school district in Kentucky.

“We have identified ways to im-
prove accountability and manage-
ment practices in school districts,”
Babbage said.

He noted in his report that local
school administrators “are doing a
commendable job of managing their
operations considering the limited
resources available to them.” The
report states that no cases of inten-
tional waste or mismanagement were
found in the districts reviewed dur-
ing the study.

Improving Local School Districts Submitted

Babbage suggested that small
school districts may save money by
contracting with larger districts for
someof theiradministrative costslike

accounting, purchasing, cash man-
agement and data processing.

“By contracting for services, local
school boards would continue to
maintaindirectcontrolover theirown
business,” Babbage explained.

The report also suggests that the
local school districts beable toassign
the duties of the director of pupil
personnel. Those duties are now

Kentucky spends $10 million
annually for salaries for pupil per-
sonnel services, Babbage explained.
Those funds might be better used if
their management and the duties of
these positions were defined at the
local level, he explained.

Purchasing and the authorization
of purchases should be done by dif-
ferent people, Babbagerecommends.
Allowing the same person to perform
both function is “like having the fox
guard the hen house,” he noted.

The auditor recommends that
school districts place all possible
fundsinto interest-earning accounts.

Planning is another important
recommendation contained in the
report, Babbage noted. School dis-
tricts should develop and follow plans
for maintenance of facilities, equip-
mentand vehicles. Healsosuggested
plans and criteria for other areas,

including custodial staffing.

Self Employed? Ability To Afford

Mortgage May Not Be Enough To Qualify

“[The] assumption that anyone
who can afford a mortgage will get
one is perhaps the one misunder-
standing that leads to more wasted
time and money than any other cir-
cumstance invoelving residential
mortgages,” states Carmine Lunetta,
whose article, “Be Safe, Not Sorry,
with Self-Employed Prospects,” re-
cently appeared in Real Ef,la{e To-
day, the official publication of the
National Association of Realtors.

Before beginning to look at prop-
ertics, the homebuyer and the real
estate agent should meet to discuss
the facts about self-employmentand
mortgages. “The prospects may think
they can afford the loan, but particu-
lar and definite qualifying rules may
sometimes lead to an entirely differ-
ent conclusion,” the author states,

Lunetta, a former mortgage loan
officer, is a salesperson with Schilott,
realtors in Morristown, N.J.

“First,” Lunetta advises sales
agents, “you must determine which
prospects are self-employed accord-
ing to the rules of mortgage under-
writing.” This entails more than'sim-
ply asking. “Most likely, they have
no idea how the mortgage industry
determines that, so their responses
may not be correct,” says Lunetta.

Determining whether prospects
receive a W-2 or a 1099 form for in-
come tax purposesis generally a good
test. “In almost all cases, those who

receive a W-2 are employees, and
those who receive a 1099 are self-
employed,” the author states,

This test, however, is not always
conclusive, asin thecase of individu-
als whoreceiveasalaryasemployees
ofa smallcorporationand alsoowna
certain percentage of that
corporation’s outstanding stock.Such
ownership will cause mortgage
underwritersto classify them as self-
employed.

Mortgage underwriters have spe-
cial rulesfor self-employed individu-
als applying for a loan. “Generally,
for their self-employed income to be
considered as qualifying income for
mortgage underwrnting purposes,
self-employed prospects must have
been self-employed in the same line
of business for at least 24 months
preceding themortgageapplication,”
says Lunetta.

“In addition,” she continues,
“mostlenders want to determine not
on!g that the prospects’ income is
sufficientto repay the mortgage loan
but also that the business is a suffi-
ciently viableentity and canreasona-
bly be expected to continue to sup-
port the prospects” future obliga-
tions.”

It is also important to know that
notallincome currently beingearned
by self-employed people can be used
in a mortgage qualification caleula-
tion. The income of self-employed

prospecisisnot whatthey'reearning
at the time of the application or even
whatthey earned in the previous year.
“Rather, it's the monthly average of
theamountearned for the 24 months
immediately preceding the applica-
tion,” states Lunetta.

Similarly, ina situation involving
ownership of a percentage of stockin
a small corporation, retained earn-
ings of the corporation that have not
yetbeendistributed to the sharchold-
erscannotbe includedin the gualify-
ing income of the sharehalder.

Finally, the qualifying income is
not the total income that's actually
earned. Business expenses claimed
on federal income tax returns must
firstbededucted. “Generally, subject
tocertain “add-backs,” theamountat
the bottom of Schedule C on the 1040
form will beused as the self-employed
income,” according to the author.
Add-backs are items that are de-
ducted as expenses on Schedule C
butthatmay beadded back toobtain
the real net for mortgage qualifying
purposes.

“Thisistheareainwhichthegreat-
est problems involving the mortgage
qualification of self-employed pros-
pects arise,” concludes Lunetta.
“That’s because it's apparently an
American tradition to place very
possible personaland quasi-personal
expense within the eategory of legiti-
mate business expenses,”

DISCUSSING DIETARY HISTOR

Patients with cardiovascular diseases are often treated
with anticoagulants if they run a high risk for clot formation.
These drugs work by compromising blood platelets’ ability
to sticktogether to form a clot. As effective as anticoagulants
may be, however, there are certain foods that can alter
their action. For instance, the omega-3 fatty acids found in
deep-water fish can compound anticoagulant effectiveness.
If there is too much fish in the diet of a patient taking
anticoagulants, he may tend to bleed too easily. On the
other hand, eating too many foods rich in vitamin K may
neutralize an anticoagulant’s effect. Eating large amounts
of broccoli, for instance, may undue the drug's anti-clotting
properties. Obviously, those patients taking anticoagulants
should discuss their dietary habits (as well as other
medications) with their physicians.
