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County Requests Disaster Relief

Cleanup continues in Floyd
County after last week’s flash flood-
ing, whichdamaged an estimated 235
homes in the area.

While a great deal of damage
remains from the waters dumped on
the Floyd County area by the
remnants of Hurricane Jerry, nor-
malcy has returned to places which,
only a week ago, were covered with
water and mud.

According to Frank Pack, princi-

pal of flood-ravaged McDowell Ele-
mentary, which suffered approxi-
mately $76,724 in damages to sup-
plies and equipment, classes areback
in session after four days of cancella-
tions,

“We finished almost all of the
cleanup by Saturday,” said Pack.
“State health inspectors came in late
Saturday morning and told us we
were OK. We had sprayed the place
clean and put down disinfectant
throughout the classrooms and all
over the campus. On Sunday, we

finished cleaning the tennis courts.”

On Saturday, Gov. Wallace Wilk-
inson, accompanied by state, federal
and Red Cross gcrsonnel, inspected
and evaluated damages to the East-
ern Kentucky region. In Floyd
County, four teams from the Federal
Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA), working with members of
the state and local Disaster Emer-
gency Service (DES), combed the
county todeterminedamageto roads,
bridges, schools, and private dwell-
ings, according to David Chaffins of

the Floyd County DES. While some
roads and bridges still remained
under water and could not be evalu-
ated, FEMA estimated that approxi-
mately $450,000 in damage was done
to local road ways. A further $126,000
in damages were assessed for local
schools, which included the two
schools at McDowell, Drift Elemen-
tary, and Garrett Elementary. More
than 230 houses were estimated to
have received varying levels of flood
damage.

These damage estimates were

submitted to Gov. Wilkinson, along
withtheestimates from Clay, Jackson,
Knott, Leslie, Letcher, Magoffin,
Owsley, Perry and Pike counties,
totaling $11.3 million for the region.
OnMonday, this figure was presented
to President Bush,
that the 10-county region be
a disaster area. Approval is expected
later this week.
About $7 6 million of the
roposal is scheduled to be allocated

Good News For Local Miners

Twenty-one retired miners and
two widows of miners from the Drift
area are once again receiving their
UMWA Health and Retirement Fund
benefits, which they lost on Feb. 1,
1988, accordingto spokesperson Ross
Lewis.

Sixty-year-old Lewis, of McDow-
ell, who worked for the coal mines for
29 years before retiring, was elected
spokesperson for the group, which
was represented in court by
Prestonsburg attorneys Ned Pill-
ersdorf and Janet Stumbo.

The return of health and retire-
ment benefits follows a ruling in
Federal District Court of the Western
District of Pennsylvania, according
to Pillersdorf. A number of similar
suits had been filed, and litigants
%1“ to allow Judge Donald E,

to make an overall ruling.
iegler returned the miners’
medical cards, and ordered reim-
bursement for all prior medical ex-
penses and prior insurance premi-
ums, and 10 percent interest on both.

The local suit was filed against
Left Beaver Coal Co. in Drift and
trustees of the United Mine Workers
Association’s Health and Retirement
Funds. The UMWA Health and Re-
tirements Funds are a separate entity
from the UMWA.

All disabled or retired, the miners
claimed that what they thought were
lifetime medical benefits were cut off

in 1988, when Left Beaver Coal Co.
said it was no longer affiliated with
the miners’ union. The company also
apparently said it was no longer re-
sponsible for carrying out the terms
of the 1984 National Bituminous Coal
Agreement, the last union contract
under which the plaintiffs had
worked.

Accordini'to the Pittsburgh court
order, the UMWA Benefit Plan and
Trust will provide health and death
benefits coverage to the miners, wid-
ows and dependents as well as reim-
bursing them for any premiums for
alternative health insurance cover-
age they paid and pay off any bills
which they incurred during the time
they were not covered, plus 10 per-
cent interest.

The Fund has asked Ziegler to

The community college system in
Kentucky, withanenrollmentof more
than36,000, has more than 25 percent
of the students in the entire univer-
sity system, but receives only 8 per-
cent of all higher education money,
according to a report from the Com-
mission on the Future of the Univer-
sity of Kentucky Community College
System.

Dr. Henry Campbell, president of
Prestonsburg Community College,
noted that the community colleges
receive only 67 percent of the full
formula funding recommended by
the Kentucky Council of Higher
Education, while the average for the
state universities is 84 percent.

This is the reason Governor Wal-
lace Wilkinson stated thathe willask
the General Assembly toappropriate

funds in the next session to bring the
state’s community college system to
catch it up to the state’s eight univer-
sities.

“We cannot continue to expand
the educational opportunities these
colleges provide to our citizens and
atthesametimesteadily reduce their
share of the money we a Elpropnate
for highereducation,” Wilkinson told
several hundred people ata banquet
celebrating the Community College
System'’s 25th annwersarﬁ

Dollar General Corporation, crea-
tor of the “dollar-store” retailing
concept, turns 50 years old on Satur-
day, Oct. 28.

The company will kick off its

There are three Dollar General
stores in Floyd County — in
Prestonsburg on Court Street, in
Wheelwright on Main Street, and in
Martin on Main Street.

"We wouldn’t be 50 years old
today if it weren't for the loyalty of
our customers,” said Cal Turner Jr.,
chairman and chief executive officer
of the corporation. “That’s why we
want to give our customers to cele-
brate on our birthday. It's our way of
saying thank you.”

Inflation over the years has forced
Dollar General from its foundin
concept of “Everything for $1,” sai
Turner. But the stores still price mer-
chandise in even dollar amounts.

A $10,000 stake in 1939 began
Dollar General as a wholesaler in
Scottsville. That wholesale business
soongrew intothe first “dollar store”
retailer, which is today a publicly
traded corporation with 1,3&] stores
in 23 states. Sales in 1988 reached
$613 million.

After going public in 1968, the
chain consistently set sales and earn-
ings records through 1984.

for the path beaten by animals and
perhaps Indians, forked. Suddenly
as if released from her unconscious-
ness, came the remembrance of the
dreamvoice: “Follow the path in
which have fallen the chips from the
white man’s axe.” True enough, in
the left hand path lay a few chips
from some pioneer or explorer’s axe.
Came now a great exaltation, for she
believed a Divine Providence was
aiding her. the chips surely were from
the axe of some nearby settler, per-
haps Harmon orofothers from South-
west Virginia who had often talked of
a settlement on the River of Great
Mystery.

A few hours after sunrise she had
come out at the mouth of Little Paint
Creek and was standing upon the
river bank gazing across at the Har-
mon Blockhouse. She had notknown
it was there for it had been erected
after her capture, and the INdians,
although they had known, had studi-
ously avoided any reference to itin
her presence. As Henry Skaggs
pushed over the crude raft towards
the Blockhouse shore, her fear of the
Indians began to fallaway. The lilt of
freedom wasupon herand theascent
of the river bank was a climb up the
golden stairs.

Yes, GARBAGE IS FOREVER, and the property can never again be used for other purposes.
Example: It takes up to 500 years for a disposable diaper to decompose in a land fill.

According to one source, our Garth Hollow site was designed to last 44 years. Now that we
will take “all we can get,” how long wiil it last? in some East Coast citles, it costs up to $300
per ton to dispose of their garbage; yet, In Eastern Kentucky It costs only $3 to $8 per ton.
When we fill Garth Hollow where will we dump then? Move to another hollow? Even “IF” it
could be safely contained, we are using valuable space that our future generations will need.
Then they, too, will be paying $300 per ton to dispose of thelr wastes. We are doing a greater
Injustice to them than the BROAD FORM DEED has been to our generation. With gach new
contract for more garbage, our homes and land will depreciate a little more.

Garbage should not be thought of in terms of “PROFIT.” Our landflll should be used only
for SANITARY disposal of Floyd County’s wastes. In the May primary, Knott County Judge
Executive Homer Sawyer listed his major accomplishments. Among those he said Perry
County was asking $72,000 per year to use their landfill. They contracted with Floyd County
for $35,000 per year for a 5 year period with the option of 3 more years and a cost Increase
of NO GREATER THAN 5%. This contract alone has saved Knott County approximately
$300,000. If Knott County SAVED, then Floyd County LOST. We, the taxpayers, picked up the
tab. We are also taking garbage from Johnson County and the city of Paintsville.

Whoever you choose to serve as your next magistrate will have the responsibliity to
negotiate the next contract with Knott County and others. 1 assure you that If | am elected your
magistrate, | willNEVER vote to accept ANY garbage at ANY price. If you are concerned about
the future of Floyd County, you will have the opportunity to speak loud and clear on November
7th.

HUNTING SEASONS

For some folks November means
a special meal with turkey and all the
trimmings, while others anticipate a
holiday from books and lessons. For
Kentucky hunters, however, Novem-
ber means remaining motionless ina
deer stand, shivering ina duck blind
or trekking along streams or creeping
into woods in quest of small game.

Here's a brief rundown of
Kentucky’s November hunting sea-
sons for deer; rabbits, squirrels, quail,
grouse, waterfowl and furbearers.

Deer gunseason opens Nov.11in
most zones and continues through
Nov, 20. Withan Oct. 1 openingdate,
deer bow season is underway and
runs through Dec. 9-15 muzzle load-
ing season.

Deer hunters who are required to
have a hunting license must possess
both a valid annual Kentucky hunt-
ing license and a deer hunting per-
mit. Hunters under age 16 may pur-
chaseeithera one tag permit for $11.50
or the two tag permit for $17.50 per-

“I think the main thing to remem-
ber about bass fishing this time of
year is that because the fish are mov-
ing actively and in transition, pat-
terns are likely to change during the
day. What works well in the morning
probably won’t work at midday.

“Being able to adjust and change
with the fish is the key to catching
them this time of year.”

Nixon’s favorite ﬁshjn%:gols this
time of year include weedbeds, open
cover in the backs of coves, and the
edges of standing timber.

“Inthemornings | work weedbeds
with topwater lures, particularly a
buzzbait or a fast-moving spinner-
bait,” says the Evinrude pro. “I keep
thelure moving fast because thebass
are usually pretty active, and work
the edge of the grasslines.”

lfhecan’llocalevegctatiomNixon
works stumps, stickups or logs in the
backsofcoves. Helikes water threeto
four feetdeep, and tries to find cover
near deeper channels. Crankbaits,
Sﬁinnerbaits and worms are his lure
choices,

“Later inthe day the pattern often
changes,” explains the well-known
tournament angler. “You may have
to switch to a crankbait and work
underwater ridges, stumpy points,
or rocky riprap around bridges and
dams.

“Look for baitfishactivity in places
like this, because the bass are feeding
heavily, as if to stock up for the win-
ter, and where you find bait you'll
also find bass. Often, you'll find
schools of bass, so make certain you
fish each area thoroughly.”

“During the summer when water
temperatures are warm, bass are not
active,” the Evinrude pro notes. “In
many lakesthebassstay deepand are
hard to find.

“When the water temperature
cools to about 70 degrees, fall
patterns in shallow water start. They
continue until the water temperature
falls to around 50 degrees. The bass
gradually becomelessand lessactive
astheystartleaving theshallow water
for deeper winter structure.

“In most parts of the country, this
fall season lasts a minimum of sev-
eral weeks. Whileit'sin progress, it's
certainly one of the most enjoyable
times to be out fishing.”

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Halloween .. . it's almost impossible to keep chil-
dren from overindulging in candy and other sweet
“treats” during this time of the year. According to a
1988 survey by the candy industry, 80 percent of all
American households gavecandy to “Trickor Treaters”
last year,

And childrenare risking more than an upset stom-
ach from these sweet “treats” — excess sweets, with-
out proper oral care; can lead to cavities and tooth
decay,

Allowinga child toeatsmall amounts of candy over
several days is unhealthy for teeth because teeth will
beconstantly coated with sugar. This can be even more
damaging tochildren'’s teeth than allowing them toeat -
it all at once.

But parents can keep their children’s teeth healthy
on Halloween and long after by helping their children
follow these simple oral health tips:

— Halloween treats should be eaten after regular
mealsand childrenshould brush their teeth afterward,
(Remember, children need supervision while brush-
ing until age seven or eight,)

—Always usea fluoride toothpaste thatisaccepted
by the American Dental Association (ADA). Tooth-
pastes spgcia]}ydesigned toappeal tochildrenmakea
parent’s job of getting children to brush much easier.

— Youngchildrentend toswallow toothpaste when
they brush their teeth. Use a pea-sized amount of
toothpaste — preferably one that contains less foam-

ingaction, suchas ColgateJunior Toothpaste—on
the toothbrush to avoid this common problem.

— There isn’t much of a “trick” to flossing, but
smaller children have difficulty. For Halloweeners
over the age of eight, make sure flossing is a daily
habit.

—Fluoride rinses can help preventtoothdecay.
Usearinse whichbears the ADA's seal of approval.
Colgate Flourigard Mouthrinse, when used daily
along with brushing, has been shown to reduce
cavities by up to 40 percent more than brushing
alone. (Fluoride rinses are not recommended for
children under six years of age.)

— Childrenshould visitthedentistnolater than
the age of two or three. The dentist and hygienist
will check for cavities or development problems
and provide information on preventing children’s
oral health problems.

— After a long night of “Trick or Treating”
sleepy youngchildrenshouldn’t be put to bed with
a bottle filled with anything but water. Other lig-
uids can cause the upper front teeth to decay at the
gumline soon after they appear in the mouth. This
condition s often referred to as “Baby Bottle Tooth
Decay.”

Halloween can be safe and healthy for children
if parents monitor treats and help children follow
good oral care habits.

This Halloween, Kids Can Create
Homemade Papier Mache Masks

Given the success of last
summer’sblockbuster hit, Batman,
it's likely that the Joker, the caped
Crusader’sarch-rival, will encour-
age the revival of clownfaces for
l-ﬁeuoween.

To avoid the high price tag of
store bought costumes, why not
help children make their own
masks? Papiermache masks(more
lightweight and breathable than
their rubber and plastic counter-
parts) are easy to makeand fun to
wear.

Start with a blown-up balloon,

lenty of old newspapers and a

50 mixture of Elmer’s Glue-All
and water.

Use wet, unglued strips of
newspaper to cover the first layer
of balloon. Then, dip strips in
Elmer’s Glue mixture, pulling the
strips in between fingers to

squeeze out excessand wrap four
or more layers around balloon.

Apply one layer cross-wise on
balloon, the next up and down
and so on. 1

Whenthorou dry,splitinto
two sections {frcﬁn:l Zm;ybagk) and
remove balloon. Cut small open-
ings in each mask for eyes and
mouth.

Paint whole surface with glue,
tinted pink, yellow or green with
food coloring. Letdryand paintor
add on features.

Try using small pieces of paper
dipped in glue-water mixture,
squeezed out and molded into
heavylips,a pointed noseorheavy
eyebrows. For a comic clown, use
a plasticred ball foranose,a paper
cup for a hat and yarn for hair.
Paint on a broad red grin and at-
tach big, round ears.

Trick-Or-Treat Guidelines
Each Halloween thousands of Kentucky children don their

costumesand go trick-og-treating. Unfortunately, many of these
youngsters become the recipients of “tricks” such as tainting of

food with toxic substances or the placing of sharpitems in fruits,
candies or cookies, according to Earl Compton, administrator of
the Floyd County Health Department.

Compton stated that physicians and other health profession-
als can help these tragedies by reminding their patients about
some basic safety precautions.

— Children should not eat any treats until they get home so
each may be examined for tampering. Unwrapped treats should
be especially scrutinized. Remember, “If in doubt, throw it out.”

— Smaller children should be accompanied by an adult or
older child.

— Stay within your neighborhood and go only to homes
who's occupants you know.

— Costumes should be light, bright colored and trimmed
with reflective tape so that drivers can more easily see them.

— Costumes should be short enough to prevent tripping.
Costume accessories (swords, knives, etc.) should be made of

“Avoid dressing young children
incostumes with capes, longanimal-
like tails or very loose clothing which
could hamper movement,” Pitts
advises.

“Hand-me-down or borrowed
costumes are great, but make sure
they fit your child,” Pitts said. Over-
sized costumes are cumbersome and
could causeaccidents. Anything that
is part of the costume, like wigs,
beards and masks, should fit your
child correctly.

“Also, buy only those costumes,
masks, beards and wigs that carry a
‘flame-resistant’ or ‘flame-proof’ la-
bel,” Pitts said. “The costumes can
still catch fire, but they will resist

Pitts suggests using make-u
or face paint instead of a mask. “
mask can block vision and is
sometimes hot and uncomfort-
able.”

She suggests white face ma-
keup to lighten a dark costume
and make your little goblin more
visible. Just remember to try out
the makeup before the big night to
test for possible allergic reactions.

Keep footwear simple and
sturdy, Pittsadvises. “Thisis defi-
nitely not the time for dressing up
in mother’s high-heeled shoes,”
she said.

Pumpkin is perhaps the most widely
known variety of winter squashand
is in great supply as we near the
Halloweenseason.

Pumpkins are fun to carve, but
can also be enjoyed as part of a fall
meal, Low in fat and sodium, the
pumpkin is famous for its large
amountof vitamin A.Italso contains
phosphorus, calcium, iotassium and
iron. One cup of cooked pumpkin

rovides more than the recom-
mended daily allowance of vitamin
A and has only 50 calories without
added seasonings.

The Floyd County Extension Of-
fice offers these tips and instructions
for selecting, cooking and storing

kin:
% selecting a pumpkin, look

for one that is heavy for its size, has a
hard rind, and is free of blemishes
and soft spots. Store the pumpkin in
a cool, dry place. Use it within a
month. )
To prepare the pumpkin, rinse in
cold water, cut into halves or quar-
ters,and remove theseedsand stringy
rtions. You can remove the rind
ore, during or after cooking.
However, it is easier to remove the
rind during cooking as it loosens.

Cover the pumpkin with a small
amount of water to prevent sticking.
Too much water wil?take away from
the flavor. Cook the pumpkin until
tender; drain and mash well. Then
drain it a second time to remove ex-
cess liquid. A pound of uncooked
pumpkin yields about one cup of
cooked pumpkin.

Refrigerate cooked pumpkin for
twoto threedays, or freezeitforlater
use. Cooked pumpkin can be used in
breads, pies and cookies, or in a side
dish prepared like sweet potato cas-
serole.

Don’t discard the seeds scraped
from the pumpkin. Try toasting them
for an unusual and nutritious treat.

Oncetheseedsareseparated from
the pumpkin flesh and stingfs, wash
and spread them on a towel to dry.
Next, spread evenly over a cookie
sheet and bake in a 350 degree oven
for 20 to 30 minutes.

Betterstill, hull the seeds by crack-
ing them with a nut cracker. Then
toss each cup with one teaspoon of
oil. Spread seeds on a cookie sheet
and toast 15 minutes in a 350 degree
oven. Salt may be omitted. Serve hot
orcold.

THE POTENTIAL FOR ANEMIA

A great many rheumatoid arthritis sufferers take aspirin
regularly to stave off pain and inflammation. There is a
recent trend among middle-age men which calls for daily
doses of aspirin to help avoid heart attack. While the
benefits of taking aspirin in these cases are obvious, there
is also a potential risk. People who take large doses of
aspirin over an extended period of time may experience
internal bleeding from the stomach. Those who take 12 to
15 aspirin tablets daily for a month can have blood loss
from the stomach that exceeds normal amounts by five to
13 times. This amount is enough to cause iron deficiency
anemia. While not everyone who takes aspirin regularly is
at risk, it pays to eat iron-rich foods as a precaution.
