Wayland Considers
New Insurance Tax

Wayland Town Board members
Tuesday night approved the first
readingofan insurance taxordinance
to raise needed funds for the city.
The move came at the suggestion
of Sam Campbell of the Big Sandy
Area Development District, who
submitted a proposal to the board for
an ordinance that would allow the
city tocollect a tax on insurance pre-
miums paid by Wayland residents.
The ordinance, Campbell said,
would require insurance companies

which provide property, vehicle, fire,
health and life insurance to pay the
city a tax of up to 8 percent of the cost
of all premiums paid by local policy
holders,

Campbell said several cities, in-
cluding Prestonsburg, have similar
ordinances, and he estimated that
Wayland could raise $7,000 to $8,000
a year in extra revenue through the
tax, amounting to a 33 percent in-
crease in city revenues. He said the
tax would be administered by the
insurance companies and paid to

Floyd County Technical High School:

New Approach Will Benefit Students

The name has changed, but the
basic philosophy remains the same:
providing quality vocational educa-
tion to Floyd Cnunl%:students.

Floyd County Technical High
School, previously known as Garth
Area Vocational-Technical School,
began the new school year with an
updated title and an improved in-
structional program, according to
Ronald Turner, director.

The school is offering Applied
Communications, Principals of Tech-
nology and Applied Math, in addi-
tion to its array of traditional voca-
tional programs.

The move makes it possible for
vocational students toattend FCTHS
all day, earning math, science and
English credits, rather thancommut-
ing from campus to campus and los-
ing what Turner points out is valu-
able instructional time,

“We want to try to keep students
here all day — seniors especially,”
says Libbx‘ Hall, special vocational
liaison. “This way, if they need their
English, or have to pick up a math
course, they can pick itup here.” The
school's entire concept has changed,
she explains with obvious enthusi-
asm, and core curriculum classes are
geared to vocational training to pro-
videadditional practical skills for the
school’s students,

“Students need to be able to %0
through these courses, especially
communications,” said Hall. “They
are so much more important to them
than sitting out there bored to tears

with ‘Romeo and Juliet’. There will
be literature, but their education here
is going to bedirectlz;:lated to what
they regoingtodoaftergraduation.”

One of two students who attend
college will drop out in their fresh-
man year, points out Turner,

“It doesn’t have to do with aca-
demics, it has to do withinterest,” he
adds. : &

Statistically, adds Hall, 20 percent
of today’s fier grade students will
earn a college degree. The emphasis
on college Ereparation in the main-
stream high school curriculum, she
notes, may be misplaced in terms of
the remaining 80 percent.

“Alotof them won’t go to college.
If they can’t communicate to who-
ever they work for, they won't stay
on the job. You need certain basic
skills, whether you're going to work
ata fastfood restaurantorina techni-
cal field.

“With our new programs, these
kids — even if they’re going into a
technical field — need to be here. We
offer thebasics of what they will need
when they go to college, All students
need good vocational training and
employability skills, nomatter what.“

The high school’s math, science
and English classes, as well as its
vocational courses, offerastep up for
area students planning to attend
Mayo Vocational School in
Paintsville. Additionally, some class
hours can be applied to Mayo’s pro-
grams, allowing students to gradu-
ate earlier,

Computer training will be offered
in every area taught at the technical

“Nobody ever talks to the com-
munity colleges when they propose
these things,” said Dr. Henry
Campbell, presidentof Prestonsburg
Community College since its begin-
ning 25 years ago.

He was refert inf; o a recommen-
dation by the Study Committee on
Education and the Humanities fo
remove the 14 community colleges
from the control of the University of
Kentucky, where they’ve been since
the system was begun by legislative
act in 1962

“I prefer not to be separated from
theuniversity,” said Campbell. “ see
no need to separate.” }-L said the
legislative committee’s recommenda-
tion is not new, but has been bandied
about by other groups before.

Dr. Charles Wethington, chancel-
lor of the UK Community College
System, said in 2 phone interview
earlier this week thata different form
of control is not what the system
needs. “Theissueiscatch-up funding
for the community colleges, not
community college governance,” he
said.

Reports indicate that, of all the
higher education institutions in the
state, the community colleges receive
theleast funding. “I'm going tospend

my time trying to serve students and
achieve equityin funding, and notin
worrying about changes in govern-
ance,” the chancellor said.

“The community colleges have
done an excellent job of serving stu-
dentsand theregionasa partof UK,”
Wethington said. “This year we ex-
pect enrollment (at the colleges) to
exceed 36,000 students. We must be
doing something right.”

Wethington added that what is
happening at PCC, which has been

experiencing fecord enrollment for
the past several years, is happening
at the other community colieges, as
well. "PCC has had years of steady
growth and has an excellent story to
tell, as do the others,” he said.

My favorite, pedestrian-type ex-
ample is a movie of a few years back,
“Absence of Malice” starring hunk
Paul Newman and charmer Sally
Field. Anunscrupulous police officer
isoutto tie Newman toan organized
crime syndicate because some of the
hero’s family are involved in it. He
makes it easy for reporter Field to be
misled into writing a story that
Newmanisunderinvestigation, even
though there are no facts to warrant
aninvestigation,

The upshot is that Newman's
businessand reputationaredamaged,
and he determines revenge. He con-
cocts a series of “factual” incidents
that appear to link him to the mob,
and he makes sure Field is around to
cover them, For instance, he is seen

Phyllis George returns
to ‘Miss America’ pageant

Former titlist
to co-host event
By Anne Wheeler

Phyllis George, television
personality, entrepreneur
and Miss America of 1971,
will return to the Miss Amer-
ica Pageant as co-host for the
first time in a decade when
she joins host Gary Collins
on the new stage at Conven-
tion Hall in Atlantic City for
the 1989 Miss America
Pageant, to air Saturday,
Sept. 16, on NBC.

After winning the coveted
crown at the 1970 pageant,
George returned each year
from 1971 to 1979 as co-
host. This will be her first
appearance at the pageant
with Collins, who is marking
his eighth consecutive year
as host.

George joined CBS-TV in
1975 and co-anchored the
sports division's NFL Today
for eight years. That pro-
gram won a 1976 Emmy as
the best “live” sports series.

She was an important part
of the on-camera teams at
five Super Bowls and eight
broadcasts of the Tour-
nament of Roses Parade. As
co-anchor on the CBS Mormn-
ing News in 1985, she inter-
viewed such prominent peo-
ple as then-First Lady Nancy
Reagan, industrialists Lee
lacocca and Armand Ham-
mer, and heart surgeon Dr.
William DeVries.

Such career success is
every Miss America’s
dream. The pageant, alth-
ough featuring evening gown
and swimsuit competitions,
serves the primary purpose
of providing scholarship
money lo the winning con-
testant, according to last
year's winner, Miss America
1989, Gretchen Elizabeth
Carlson.

“It’s my belief that in order
to become Miss America you
really have to have other
talents in your life and
concentrate on those talents,
concentrate on your educa-
tion,” she said. “Then when
you reach the age of 18 to 21
or 22 you are mature enough

to take on such an endeavor
as this program.”

Phyllis George did not only
g0 on to a great career, she
also was able to find a happy
home life.

In March 1979, she mar-
ried John Y, Brown Jr., who
was elected governor of
Kentucky later that year.
They are the parents of ason,
Lincoln (9), and a daughter,
Pamela (5).

George was the First Lady
of the Bluegrass State from
1979 to 1983. In that capaci-
ty, she led the campaign to
revitalize Kentucky's ser-
ious lagging crafts industry,
raised money for family
crisis centers for abused
women and children, and
raised millions of dollars to
save and renovate the deter-
iorated governor's mansion.
She is the founder (1986),
chairman and spokesperson
for Chicken by George, a
company that markets
specialty gourmet chicken
products.

While George is returning
to the pageant aftera 10-year
absence, Collins, her co-host
for this year’s pageant, is
marking his eighth consecu-
tive year in that capacity.
