Floyd Man
Still In Jail
For Holding
Two Hostage

A 64-year-old Floyd County man
is in jail on $150,000 cash bond after
holding his wife and stepdaughter
hostage Saturday night.

Sid Blizzard, 64, of Estill Bottom,
is charged with alcohol intoxication,
disorderly conduct and three counts
of first degree wantonendangerment.

According to Floyd County
Sheriff's Deputy Anthony Castle,
Blizzard and his wife, Lillie Fay, had
argued about use of the couple’s ve-
hicle. Mrs. Blizzard would not let her
husband, who reportedly had been
drinking, use the car, said Castle.

Blizzard threatened his wife and
stepdaughter, Carla Huff, 25, witha
gun, Castle said. Mrs, Blizzard faked
a heartattack and escaped, goingtoa
neighbor’s tocontact police, Her step-
daughterescaped shortlyafterwards.

Castle said when he arrived, Bliz-
zard was “standing on the porch with
a gun. | just kept talking to him.”
Castle grabbed the gunand wrestled
it away from Blizzard, arrested him
and took him to the county jail.

After close to an hour of discus-
sion, Prestonsburg City Council
members agreed Monday evening to
renew its employee insurance pack-
age with Blue Cross/Blue Shield,
despite a 20 percent increase in pre-
mium costs.

Council members heard Blue
Cross representative Earl Litton re-
cap the proposal that was presented
at an earlier meeting and independ-
ent agent Ron Gullett explain a
“wraparound” proposal.

Gullett's proli‘osal was to go with
a Blue Cross g: cy with a de-
ductible and B0 percent ent of

medical expenses up to , after
which 100 t coverage would
kick in. G pro adding a

second policy, possibly at employee

expense, that would pay $400 of the

deductible and cover 100 percent of

expenses. He estimated cost of the

“wrap” policy atabout$25 per month
individual premium.

Darling Newsome of Wayland has
been indicted on a charge of first
degree manslaughter in the shooting
death of Carl Ray Martin. Martin,
then 39, who was allegedly shotonce
in the right side with a shotgun out-
side the residence of Will Bryant on
Stam Branch, near Wayland, on
Juned. Martin was pronounced dead
at the scene by Coroner Roger Nel-
son.

History Of Local
May-Fitzpatrick

House Recounted

Dear Editor,

The article about the May-Fitzpa-
trick house featured in the Floyd
County Times, Sept. 6, 1989, was long
on architecture but left out the his-
tory, which is well known by the
older natives of Prestonsburg,.

Andrew JacksonMay wasbornin
1829, a son of Catherine Evans and
Samuel May, who built the first brick
house in Prestonsburg in 1817, still
standing, Andrew, as he was called,
grew up in Prestonsburgand became
a prominent lawyer, well known in
Eastern Kentucky for his legal exper-
tise. He gained even more promi-
nence during the Civil War. E{e be-
camea Colonel in the Fifth Infantry of
the Confederate Army. He recruited
men, suppliesand gunsall over East-
ern Kentucky.

Colonel AJ. May was the com-
manding officer in the Battle of Ivy
Mountain in 1861, Much more could
be said about this well known and
respected man, but let’s get to the
building of the house in question.

Colonel A_J. Maydid notbuild the
house. After the Civil War, he moved
his family to Tazewell, Va., became
wealthy and stayed in Tazewell until
his death May 3, 1903,

He married first Mary Matilda
Davidson, sister to Samuel P.
Davidson Jr. After the death of Ma-
tilda hemarried Nell Davidson, niece
of Matilda. Nelland Colonel A.J. May
had one son named Colonel, born
May 1, 1903.

After her husband died, Nell re-
turned to Prestonsburg and built the
beautiful house on South Arnold
Avenue. Sometime after her deathin
1919, the house was sold.

Sally Davidson, grandmother of
presentowner BuddyFﬂﬁmn‘ick, was
was a niece of Matilda. Also, the sec-
ond wife, Nell Davidson, was a first
cousin to Sally,

Finance Reform

Dear Editor,

The League of Women Voters of
Kentuckycallsonourrepresentatives
inWashington tocommit themselves
tomeaningful debateona vitally criti-
calissue facing the American elector-
ate: campaign finance reform. Parti-
san politics hassofar placed the issue
in “committee limbo.” Withthe House
and Senate soon to convene and 1990
races looming, Congress must act
NOW.

The average price for a successful
congressional race in 1988 was ap-
proximately $3 million for a Senate
seatand $350,000 fora seatin the US.
House of Representatives, Total
spending for those congressional
campaigns exceeded $450 million,
representing nearly a four-fold in-
crease in spending since 1976. Based
on current projections, the 1990 fed-
eral races will continue this pattern of
escalating campaign costs.

These staggering figures have set
up prohibitive financing hurdles for
qualified candidates and are largely
responsible for the increasingly in-
fluential political role special interest
groups have with elected officials,
Special interest groups contributed
almost 34 percent of all receipts for
House and Senate races in 1988, with
aneven higher percentageearmarked
for ranking congressional members.
Moreand more, calls for the reform of

resent campaign finance rules are
geing heard from all sectors, includ-
ing incumbent politicians.

The League of Women Voters of
Kentucky urges Congress to enact
comprehensive legislation that will:

— Curb the undue influence of
large special interest group contribu-
tor?;n%eirealthy individuals;

— Provide public benefits for
congressional candidates whoaccept
voluntary spending limits;

— Restore federal tax credits for
political contributions by individu-
als;

— Provide for limits and full dis-
closure on such questionable cam-

paign practices designed to circum-
vent existing campaign laws such as
“soft money” and “bundling” of
contributions;

— Repeal the “grandfather
clause,” wﬁich permits certain mem-
bers of Congress to retain unspent
political contributions for personal
use once they leave office;

— Support reforms that will en-
able the Federal Election Commis-
sion to more vigorously monitorand
enforce campaign finance laws.

By acting now Congress can en-
able future candidates to compete
more equitably and effectively pre-
vent the undue influence on elected
officials. Without action, suspect
campaign spending practices, will
undoubtedly further erode both the
confidenceand trustof the American
peopleinourrepresentative govern-
ment.

DUI, Drunkenness Arrests
Put Dent In County Total,
According To KSP '88 Stats

Arrests for driving under the in-
fluence of alcohol (DUI) accounted
for almost a fourth of the total num-
ber of arrests made by law enforce-
mentofficersin Floyd Countyin1988,
according toa report just released by
the Kennglcky Sg:: olice Records
Section.

The report, titled “Crime in Ken-
tucky,” indicates that state, county
and municipal police made 2812
arrests in Floyd County last year on
charges ranging from murder to
vagrancy. Of the total, 662, or more
than 23 percent, were for DUI, in-
cluding one arrest for DUI by the
water patrol.

The report also shows that 780
arrests were made for drunkenness,
the category with the largest number
of arrests. (The report does not indi-
cate if there is overlap in drunken-
nessand DUl charges.) Narcotics were
the basis for 156 arrests, with the
maijority involving marijuana.

n what the state classifies as Part
I crimes, or property and violent
crimes, 523arrests were madeinFloyd
County last year. Larceny accounted
for the largest number, followed
by 147 arrests for burglary. Also in-

cluded are 81 arrests for aggravated
assault, 50 for auto theft, eight for
murder, seven for robbery and four
for rape.

Among surrounding counties,
Johnson County had the lowest
number of arrests, 375, and Pike
County had the highest number,
3,931, The total number of arrests in
other counties was: Magoffin, 1,054;
Martin, 944; and Knott, 769.

Arrests for DUI in surroundin
counties included: Johnson, 153;
Knott, 205; Magoffin, 230; Martin, 205;
and Pike, 939,

Comparing Floyd with Kentucky
counties of similar population, the
local arrest rate appears to be about
average.

Total arrests for the entire state
last year amounted to 51,146, which
is a 30 percent increase over 1987,
according to thereport. However, the
report attributes a major part of the
increase to improvements in report-
ing processes by law enforcement
agencies and court systems.

The report also states that of 304
murders in the state last year, 46
percent of the victims were killed by
a firearm, with handguns the pri-
mary weapon. The leading circum-
stance leading to murder, the report
says, was an argument.

Slow Down, You're Fishing Too Fast

You may remember these words
of advice from a popular song years
ago, but they’re just as important
today — especially tobassfishermen.

“We're all fishing too fast,” says
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff mem-
ber Charlie Reed, winner of the 1986
BASS Masters Classic, “and as a re-
sult, we're passing right over fish we
could catch.

“If you slow down your fishing,
you'll keep your lure in the strike
zonelongerand thatalwaysincreases
your chances of getting a hit. De-
pending on water clarity, I'd say the
actual strike zone of a bass is nor-
mally only a foot or less. That's why
accurate casting to specific targets is
so important, but once you're at that
target, you need to keep the lure
there.”

For )}ears, bass fishermen have
tried to slow their fishing, but the
run-and-gun style of tournament
action makes it difficult. Now, how-
ever, Reed sees the trend to slower

fishing becoming stronger and more
widespread.

“I'honestly think we're fishing for
smarter bass today than we were
several yearsago,” he says. “Thebass
have become conditioned to seeing
lures and the constant pressure has
made them more wary.

“I believe fish are looking at Jures
more carefully because the majority
of the time they're striking from
hunger, notimpulse or anger.”

Onewayanglerstraditionally slow
theirfishingisby changinglures. Jigs,
forexample, willfall slowerif they're
worked with heavier lines and used
with a large, buoyant pork chunk
trailer.

“Now,” says the Johnson Out-
boards pro, “manufactures are be-
aning to design lures that can be

ished slower. There is a new jig on
themarket witha plastic-coated head
that falls as slowly as one foot every
three seconds. Normally, jigs fall at
the rate of a foot every second.

“When bass are suspended in
flooded brush or around boat docks
and pier pilings, a lure like this will
notonlybe easier to control butmuch
more effective, too.

“I think in the near future we'll
also see manufacturers producing
other lures that can be fished slower.
There are already spinnerbaits and
buzz baits with plasticinstead of wire
in them so they don’t fall as fast.”

Anglers need to remember bass
are predators, Reed explains, and they
usually try to attack young, old, or
crippled prey that moves slowly and
has little chance of escape. Thus,
anytime an angler can slow his lure
he improves his chances.

“The only time you really don’t
want to use a slow-falling lure, par-
ticularly a jig, is when the fish are
really deep,” he notes. “In those situ-
ations you want a lure that falls
quickly down to the fish.

“The majority of the time, how-
ever, slower is definitely better.”

Several Tips Offered To Help
Catch Those Big Summer Bass

Isolated cover. Shallow water very
nearasharpdropintodeeper depths.
Abiglurepresented very slowly and
deliberately.

These are the key ingredients to
catching big bass on practically any
lakeanywhere, according to top tour-
nament angler and Evinrude Out-
boards Pro Staff member Larry Nixon.

“Thereare practically always two
distinct patterns for small ‘limit’ bass
and for larger, heavier bass,” Nixon
explains. “Intournaments, wegoafter
the smaller fish first because they’re
easier tocatch, but then we try for the
quality fish that real[f add weight to
a stringer, and it will normally be a
different technique entirely.

“Anotherimportant partof catch-
ing big bassis using big lures,” Nixon
continues. “My favorite is a jig
adorned with a large pork chunk,
which 1 fish year-round. I also like
large plastic worms, a tandem wil-
low leaf spinnerbait, and for early
morningand lateafternoon fishing, a
topwater plug or a buzz bait.

“Ifirmly believe youneed biglures
when you specifically want to catch
big bass. Small lures will catch big

fish, too, but not as consistently.”

Fishing those lures slowly is criti-
cal, adds Nixon, whose largest tour-
nament bass weighed 9 pounds, 4
ounces. Big bass seem to be more
cautious thansmaller fish, hesays, so
it'simportant to slow thelureand let
the fish have a chance to study it.

“Sometimes I’ll let a plastic worm
sit motionless on the bottom 10 or 15
seconds,” he says, “then just barely
crawl it back. You may have to make
repeated casts to the same spot, too,
before you finally get a bite.

“One thing to keep in mind while

- you'refishing,” concludes Nixon, “is

to always be looking for possible
hideouts for a big bass. Work the
shoreline cover the way you always
do, but never pass up the chance to
cast to a single log or stump out by
itself.”

The first thing to realize, Nixon
points out, is that big bass patterns
are generally one-bass patterns. It is
extremely rare to locate a school of
bigbassin onesiaot. Thismeansgoing
from place to place looking for simi-
lar conditions. On the other hand,
you may catch several big fish out of

the same spotovera period of twoor

three days.
“1 believe the big bass push the
smaller bassaway when they find the

perfect cover,” Nixon says. “Then,
when you remove that big fish, an-
other big one moves in.

“Normally, larger bass seem to
hold around isolated underwater
cover rather than visible cover. This
may be a retreat from fishing pres-
sure, because the visible coverabove
water, such as sticks and logs, gets
fished by more anglers.

“The key ingredient I've always
found,” adds the Evinrude pro, “is
that the cover is very, very close to

deep water. | believe big bass may
use thisdepth as a form of cover, and
simply move deeper when they feel
threatened.”

During the hot summer and into
early autumn, Nixon recommends

anglerstrzatolocateamswherecreek
or river channels run close to shore-
lines when searching for big bass.
The shallow water along the shore
should have heavy cover, such as
vegetation, stumps or fallen timber,

— For each 10 mph that you are
traveling, allow one truck and trailer
lengthbetween rou and thecarahead.

— Youshould not park your truck
and boat on a steep grade. But if you
must, be sure to “scotch” or “chock”
the wheels.

‘Testmate” Program Designed
To Boost Student Achievement

This year, each school will have
thecapability of analyzingand utiliz-
ing test results more effectively to
improve student learning,

A computer, optical scanner, and
a software program called Testmate
will enable schools to score, reorgan-
ize, and analyze data from a variety
of tests. This will allow teachers and
administrators to identify strengths
and weaknesses of the curriculum
and more effectively serve students
who are exhibiting particular learn-
ing difficulties.

The pilot program will be operat-
ingat the fifth gradelevel in reading.
This program is a cooperative effort
of the Kentucky Department of Edu-

cation, Floyd County Schools, CTB/
McGraw-Hill, and the Scantron
Company. It performs as a pilot to
examine the positive effects of the
teaching-testing-researching model

with the use of a computer. An in-
service program is planned early in
the year with all principals and gﬁh
grade ruading teachers. A diagnostic
test will be administered in reading
at the beginning and the middle of
the year and will permit teachers to
identify specific oﬁtjectives to be tar-
geted for instruction. Interim tests
will also be used, such as teacher-
made tests and end of chapter tests.
These tests may be scanned and
scored at the school using the com-
puter.

The First United MethodistChurch
of Prestonsburg is noted in its entry
in the National Register of Historic
Places “as one of the most architec-
turally distinguished buildings in
Prestonsburg,”

Builtbetween 1917-19, with a 1951
addition, the church at the corner of
South Arnold Avenue and Graham
Street, is among 12 sites recently
added to the National Register.

When it was built, the church was
known as the Methodist Episcopal
Church South, reflecting one of the

oups that later merged to form the
Inited Methodistdenomination. The
congregation, dating to 1865, accord-
ing tothe Kentucky Heritage Council
report for the Register, was the sec-
ond religious organization to be es-
tablished in the city.

Meeting first in the school orcourt-
house, the congregation was givena
lotforabuilding in 1883 by Joseph M.,
Davidson and his heirs. The first
buildin% onCourtStreet, wasa “small
gabled brick building crowned with
a steeple,” according to the report.
Churchrecords, the reportsays, show _
that the first wedding in the building e
took place in 1894 and the first bap- First United Methodist Church
tism in 1897. The 1894 congregation
consisted of 78 members, with 16
added the following year, according
to the report.

The church had 151 members in
1915, and a revival brought in 39 new
members in January of 1916, leading
apparently to the need for a new
church building. That summer, the
reportsays, Georgeand Emma Archer
donated the present site, a former
potato patch,

The cornerstone for the present
structureisdated 1916, but the report
notes that May’s church history con-
siderstheactualdatetobe 1917, World
War I, which had heated up by this
time, created a delay in construction
because of the scarcity of materials
and money. The notorious influenza
epidemic in 1918 also resulted in
delays.

HYPERTENSION DRUGS

Hypertension afflicts about 60 million Americans.
Because it features an elevation in blood pressure,
hypertension has been linked to strokes, heart at-
tacks, and kidney failure. Mild cases of hypertension
are treated by restricting sodium intake, lowering
alcohol consumption, weight loss, and exercise.
However, when non-drug therapies do not work,
physicians have four basic categories of drugs from
which to choose. Diuretics work by eliminating excess
salt and water from the body. There are beta-blockers
which lower blood pressure by reducing the heart rate
and the amount of blood pumped. There are calcium
antagonists which dilate small blood vessels allowing
blood to flow more easily. There are the ACE inhibitors
which prevent the production of a hormone that ele-

vates blood pressure,

Lower Interest Rates May
Keep Home Sales Steady

Long-term mortgageinterestrates
are expected to slip a bit further into
thefall, whichshould help keephome
sales steady, according to the latest
monthly “Outlook for the Economy
and Real Estate” from the National
Association of Realtors.

The August issue says that the
interest rate decline continued last
month due to reports of lagging eco-
nomic growth, resulting ina drop in
the Federal Reserve Board’s funds
rate, followed by a drop in the prime
interest rate.

However, the outlook notes that
because no substantial retreat of in-
flation is foreseen, financial markets
likely will keep long-term rates from
falling significantly below their cur-
rent levels. Asaresult, fixed-rate, 30-
year mortgages probably will “bot-
tom out at just above 9.0 percent,”
says the report, before increasing
slightly in the late fall.

Sales of existing single-family
homesareexpected topick upslightly
over the next few months; the out-
look does not predict a sales surge,
despite lower rates. Slow employ-
ment growth and a sluggish econ-
omy probably will keep the season-
ally adjusted resale between 3.30
million units and 3.50 million units
during the second half of the year.

A copy of the outlook, published
by NAR’s forecasting and policy
analysis division, is enclosed. It con-
tains an economic commentary by
Dr.John A. Tuccillo, NAR chief econo-
mist, along with the following pre-
dictions for the real estate industry
and economy in general for 1989:

— Sales of existing single-famil fr
homes are expected to total 3.41 mil-
lion units, dropping 5 percent below
sales for 1988.

— Sales of new single-family
homes are expected to total 631,000
units, dropping 6.8 percent from 1988.

— Housing starts are expected to
total 1.44 million units, dropping 3.8
percent from a year ago. A total of
1.04 million units starts for single-
family units is expected, droppin
4.4 percent from 1988. Starts for build-

ings with two-to-four units are ex-

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pected to total 56,000 units, dropping
4.7 percent from 1988; and starts for
building with five or more units are
expected tototal 342,000 units, falling
1.7 percent from 1988.

— The national median existing-
home price is expected to reach
$93,800, rising 5 percent from last
year, The national median new-home
price is expected to reach $121,800,
rising 8.3 percent from last year,

—Interest rates for fixed-rate, 30-
year mortgages are expected toaver-
age10.2 percent, falling fromanaver-
age of 10.5 percent for 1988. Interest
rates for one-year, adjustable-rate
mortgages are expected to average
8.8 percent, rising from an average of
8.5 percent last year.

— The gross national product (the
total value of the nation’s sand
services) is expected to total $5.228
trillionincurrentdollar terms, repre-
sentinganinflation-adjustedincrease
of 2.6 percent from 1988.

— Consumer price inflation is
expected to reach a rate of 5 percent,
compared to 4.1 percent in 1988.

—Thecivilianunemploymentrate
is expected to be 5.3 percent, com-
pared to 5.5 percent last year.
