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Wayland Mine Fires Gain OSM Attention

When thesmokeclears, thesmoke
should be cleared. That's the hope of
federal officials who are funding the
latestattempt to douse the mine fires
that have been burning along Ky. 7
on the outskirts of Wayland for sev-
eral years.

Workers for Coalfield Reclama-
tion Co. of Betsy Layne have been
shooting foam into cracks in the hill-
side since the latter part of August
under an emergency :fpmpﬁation
from the Abandoned Mines fund of
the US Office of Surface Mining,

Over the years, heat from the
burningcoal insideabandoned mines
inthearea has weakened the hillside,
resultinginrepeated landslidesalo
the state route that goes throug
Wayland and into Knott County,
according to Jim Kennedy of OSM'’s
regional office in Pittsburgh, Pa.

Travelers along the route have
beenabletoseesmokeemerging from
thecracks in therocks for years. State
highway workers, as late as last win-
ter, have dislodged threatening rocks
before the rocks fell onto the road,

and local residents say they have
registered repeated complaints to

state and county officials about the
situation.

“OSM authorized the emergency
appropriation because of the threat
to the 1 well being of the pub-
lic,” Kennedy said.

The federal official said workers
have been shooting the foam into the
mine cracks almost continuously,
“seven days a week, 24 hours a day,
except for about six hours on Sun-
days,” since Aug. 30. They have
penetrated about 40 feet into the
mined area, Kennedy said.

Half of the road has been closed
off, with traffic lights used to direct
motorists, while the project has been
underway.

“We'rein the winding down phase
now,” he said. “We have to do verifi-
cation drilling to make sure there's
no fire in the area we’ve been pump-
inginto.” Kennedy said the project is
expected tobe completed by Sept. 29.

The project cost is about $87,700,
Kennedy said.

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Floyd Above State Average In Alcohol-Related Accidents

Forty-six percent of persons who
died on the state’s highways in 1988
were killed in accidents involving a
driver who was drinking alcohol,
according to a report released this
month by the Kentucky State Police
Records Section.

The percentage was somewhat
higher —about53 percent — for Floyd

County, wherealcohol wasa factorin
seven out of 13 traffic fatalities last
year.

Of 1,375 accidents recorded by the
state police in Floyd County, 128, or
more than 9 percent, involved alco-
hol, KSP’s 1988 Kentucky Traffic
Accident Facts indicates. The report
also notes that 119 persons were in-

jured in the alcohol-related accidents,

Across the state, 7,860 accidents
took place involving drinking driv-
ers, with 389 persons killed and close
to 6,000 injured.

Thestaterecorded a total of 147,587
traffic accidents last year and 840
accidentrelated deathsand more than
52,000injuries from vehicle accidents.

Floyd wasamong the area leaders

in percentage ofalcohol-related acci-
dents. It was bested only by Magoffin
County, where alcohol played a role
in11 percentof trafficaccidents. Knott
County roughly tied with Floyd by
recording about 9 percent of its road
accidents as alcohol related. Percent-

ages for other neighboring counties

ABSORBING READING

Most people are becoming educated to the fact that
taking incompatible drugs can result in a risk to one’s

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Residents On State 2030 Demanding Better Road

by Tess A. Whitmer

Inasectionof Floyd County some-
times referred to as BlueMoon, Route
2030 runs over Spurlock Mountain,
connecting StateRoutes 122and 1426.

Although a 1987 state road map
shows a mileand a half of theroad as
“crushed stone or gravel,” inrealitya
larger section, about four and a half
miles, consists of patchy paved spots,
dirt, rocks and ruts.

The poor condition of the road
concerns the 300 to 400 people who
livealong this stretch of countryside.
They wantasphaltfor theroad, which
is a secondary state road that has not
been blacktopped since the early
1970s.

“This road was blacktopped in
1972 and it was really nice,” recalls
Dwayne Carroll, resident and a
spokesperson for the group. “Since
tﬁen it was scraped up instead of
being repaired, and we have only
seen gravel and dirt since then.”

Another resident pointed out, “We
weren’t even good enough for real
gravel — all we got was creek gravel
which had glass in it and would cut
up our tires.”

The residents there say that re-
quests for improvements have been
made in writing and by teieﬁhone to
many officials, including the Fiscal
Court, magistrates, Congressman
Chris Perkins, state Rep, Greg
Stumbo, transportation secretary
Milo Bryant and others.

“All say the same thing — not
enough money, maybe next year,”
Sue Carroll noted. “We feel like we
are being discriminated against, be-
cause there is blacktop on other sec-
tions of the road and just over the
hill.”

Carroll said Frankfort officials told
residents that since Route 2030 was a
“coal haul” road, they would not be
able tojustify blacktopping. “I would
just like to know what road in Floyd
County isn't a “coal haul’ road,” she
said,

Acting individually in the past,
the residents have begun to ban to-
gether to “make a bigger statement
and maybe get noticed by the right
people,” said one resident.

nother resident added that citi-
zens “down theroad” have beenable
to get blacktop placed on small sec-
tions in front of houses by stopping
coal truck drivers and asking them
not to use the road because it raises
dustand causes additional damage.

Sheadded that thecoal truckdriv-
ers were “very helpful,” and some
actually satin with them during their
protest.

“In the past, the only timeanyone
would do anything to the road was
when the coal trucks couldn’t get

through,” another resident noted.

Carroll said that three times this
year work has been done on theroad:
onceafter a school bus was stuckina
turnaround spot after not being able
to climb the hill, again after high
waters damaged the road in June,
and last week after the group started
protesting the existing conditions.
“Last week they came and gave us
three truckloads of gravel to cover
about five miles of road,” a resident
said.

In addition to filing a complaint
with the Floyd County Fiscal Court
Friday, at which time a resolution
was drawn up requesting that the
State Department of Transportation
surface the road, the residents also
tgoke to Rep. Greg Stumbo to see if

ey could enlist his help with this
situation.

“This is the worst road in the
county and has been for several

ears,” Stumbo said later. “Since |
ve takenoffice(in1980) | have been
pushing to see that road repaired,
calling for a joint effort between
county and state, but my plea has
fallen on deaf ears.

“lagreed to hand carry their peti-
tion to the governor’s office and give
a copy personally to Secretary Milo
Bryantat the Transportation Depart-
ment,” he added. “Its my under-
standing thatthe highway engineers
in Pikeville feel that any blacktop-
ping done on that road would be
obliterated overnight by the heavy
coal hauling traffic on it.”

Dwayne Carroll said that he had
spoken with Tommy Boyd, school
board member, and asked him “to
usehis contactsatthestatelevel toget
things moving.” According to Car-
roll, Boyd agreed to get an engineer
to estimate the cost of blacktopping
the road and he would have the re-
sults in three days.

However, Boyd said Tuesday that
he said that he recommended that
Carroll contact an engineer with the
Pikeville transportation office, since
obtaininga price would help theresi-
dents plead their case with highway
officials.

RUN DOWN

Kentucky hunfers will have sev-
eral opportunities to hunt wild tur-
keys on public huntingareas this fall.
Inconnection with deer archery sea-
son, hunters who possess an unfilled
deer taﬁandalurkcy hunting permit
may take one turkey of either sex.

Areas open to turkey hunting this
tall include Higginson-Henry Wild-
life Management Area, Union
County, Oct. 1-31; Fort Campbell,
Christian and Tristan counties, Sept.
24-October 7; Land Between The
Lakes (LBL), Trigg and Lyon coun-
ties, Sept. 23-Oct. 27, Oct. 31-Nov. 10
and Dec.17-31.(Check forareas closed
to hunting as posted by signs. Suc-
cessful turkey hunters on LBL must
fill out an official game check card
and harvested birds must be tagged
and checked out.)

Exceptions to archery only at Fort
Campbell: One turkey of either sex
may be taken by shotgun Sept. 17-19,
22-23. White turkeys of either sex may

be taken at the rate of one bird per
deer gun season. Check with l;:rt
Campbell for these hunting dates.
(White turkeys taken on this area do
not count toward filling the state-
wide limit.)

GRASS CARPUNDER
HANDS-OFF POLICY

Grass carp may not be harvested
orremoved from department-owned
lakes effective Jan. 1, 1990, according
to a declaration issued by the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and Wild-
life Resources.

Grass carp eat aquatic plants such
as musk grass, hydrilla, duckweed
and curly leaf pondweed, inaddition
to some species of algae. These
“housekeeping” fisheffectively clean
up lakes clogged with excess plant
growth — that's why the fish and
wildlife department purchases and
stocks grass carp in some if its lakes.

An overabundance of vegetation
not only hinders fishing access and
opportunities, but excessive plant

Coast as far north as Nﬁiryiand, and
south in the Mississippi Valley to
Mexicoand Florida. Their range was
gradually extended westof the Rocky
Mountains after 1887 when large-
mouths were introduced to the Co-
lumbia River system. Shortly there-
after, an employee of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad caught several bass
from the Ohio River drainage and
stored them in a perforated bucket
hanging in the water tank of a loco-
motive tender.

'Rat'Fishing

Should Be Good This Fall

Oneof the newest techniques gain-
ing popularity in bass fishing t
days is known as “rat fishing,” and
one of the best times to try it is right
now as waters slowly begin to cool.

Rat fishing involves the use of a
small floating plastic lure, usuall
made to resemble a rat or . (3
works best whenretrievedinlily pads,
milfoil or moss.

“Ratfishingisn’ta new technique,”
explains Evinrude Pro Staff angler
Burma Thomas, who has used the
lures with excellent success for years
on the women's professional tourna-
ment circuits.

“It's just that the lures received
some national publicity on television
and in magazines, and suddenly
everyone wants to try them. We've
been doing it for years on Lake Gun-
tersville in Alabama.”

Thomas, the the all-time leading
money winner in ladies bass fishing
competition, has also fished plastic
rats on Georgia’s Lake Seminole,
Mississippi‘s Igolss Barnett Reservoir,
Lake Sam RayburninTexas,and even

Did You Know . . . that the first
multiplying (several revolutions of
the spool per each turn of thehandle)
baitcasting reel was made in 1810 by
George Snyder, a Kentucky watch-
maker? Prior to 1880, each baitcasting
reel (or “Kentucky” reel, as they were
commonly referred to at that time)
was built entirely by hand down to
each individual screw. The avera
Kentucky reelmaker produced about
seven reels a month, and these often
sold for $50 to $70.

Fish Commission in 1876.

Did You Know . . . that fish and
humans both havea blood pH of 7.4?

Did You Know . . . that a fish's
“lateral line” is a series of connected
pores containing ciliated (hair-like)
cells? These cells, which are sensitive
to low frequency water movements,

help fish detect subtle changes in
water current, nearby obstructions,
and the presence of other fish.

Did You Know. .. that the family of
black basses is not limited to the
common largemouths, smallmouths,
and s bass? In fact, the list of
black basses is comprised of six major
species and four subspecies, or 10 in
all. The major species include the
largemouth, red-eye or Coosa bass
(which resembles the smallmouth),
smallmouth, spotted bass, Suwanee
bass (a Florida native seldom reach-
ing 10 inches), and the Guadalupe
bass (a Texas bass seldom growing
over a foot in length). The four sub-
species include the Florida large-
mouth, the Alabama spotted bass,
the Neosho smallmouth (occurring
inthe Neosho Riverand tributaries of
the Arkansas River in Arkansas,
Oklahoma, and Missouri), and the
Wichita spotted bass (occurring in
the Wichita mountains of Oklahoma).

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National Register Of Historic Places

‘Bungalow’ Typifies Architectural Era

(Fifth In A Series)

The G.D. Callihan house at 105
West Graham St. was chosen for in-
clusion in the National Register of
Historic Places for its architectural
significance, according to the nomi-
nating report of the Kentucky Heri-
tage Council.

Described as a "semi bungalow,”
the house’s styling is typical of do-
mestic architecture that was popular
across the country — and particu-
larly in California — in the early part
of the century. Though built when
the style was waning in popularity,
the house “exemplifies the type most

common in the city ... and is distin-

ished from other examples by ils

ine state of preservation and for its
tile roof,” the report states.

The house was constructed dur-
ing the Great DeIpression b; Dr.
Grover Darbon Callihan (1931-32) on
land owned by his family since the
19th century, according tothereport,
Citing the builder’s nephew, Bill
Callihan, the report says that the
Khysician built the house in stages as

is finances allowed.

The masonry contracting firm of
Tom Ellis, Bill Hubbard and Joe Harris
reportedly did the actual construc-
tion.

The one-and-a-hall story brick
structure has a side-gabled roof of
green Spanish tile, considered an
unusual feature. “Since it is one of
less than half a dozen tile roofs in the
city, its presence on a house of com-
paratively modest stature is all the
more surprising,” the report says.

A sunroom on the east end of the
front porch appears to be original,
“ornearly s0," according to theevalu-
ators, who indicate that such a fea-
ture is generally an afterthought.

The report adds that the bunga-
lowstylewas the “predominantmass
market house style of the inter-war
period.”

1 Thsp vanilla
1 cxp chopped walnuls
