Y Still Waiting For A

Steady, Safe Water Supply

For most of their years on Abner
Fork, Buck Keens and his wife have
hauled wateror caughtitindrums —
or done without.

“There used to be a spring four or
five feet deep” in back of his house,
Keens relates, “with the prettiest
water you ever saw.”

The water disappeared in the mid
1960s when Keens dynamited the
spring to make it deeper.

For seven or eight years, the fam-
ily hauled water to Keens’ home, set
on the side of Abner Mountain. His
80-year-old mother and 26-year-old
daughter, for whom he also hauls
water, live just feetaway in theirown
homes.

Afterspendingseveral years trav-
eling the 12 milestoJack’s Creek each
week to get water, Keens and his
family hada 300 well dug, Hismother
applied for and received a govern-
ment loan to finance the project.
Replacinga Fum 1p which burned out
brought the family’s total investment
ina water supply to $5,000. Then the
well went dry.

Government officials refused
another loan, saying his mother was
too old to qualify.

“It was pretty clear water,” Keens
says, recalling the well. “It never did
change colororanything until it went
dry. Butwhenitwentdry,itwentdry
overnight.”

Unbeknownst to him at the time,
his neighbor’s wells were also going
dry or dropping water levels sub-
stantially,

Keens, whose house is located
withina half-mile of four to fivenatu-
ral gas wells, believes drilling caused
his well to go dry.

Prestonsburg Traffic Count Shows
Development, Need For New US 23

Traffic through southern
Prestonsburg has tripled in the past
30 years,

n 1959, the Eastern Kentucky
Regional Planning Commission re-
ported an average of 4,800 vehicles
traveling US 23 every 24 hours, What
was U523 thenis now known as State
Hiq}\way 1428, or South Lake Drive,

he Department of
Transportation’s latest figures for
southern Prestonsburg’s US 23 traffic
count werecompiled in August 1988,
and show an average of 14,454 ve-
hicles per day.

Joe Anderson, district traffic engi-
neer for the Departmentof Highways,
says theincrease doesn’tsurprise him.

“When you build a new road —
and the new US 23 four-lane highway
was built during that time — you
generate traffic, Traffic stimulates
development of all kinds, commer-
cial, educational, industrial, residen-
tial and economic.”

"Itallindicates that we’re a grow-
ing, thriving part of Eastern Ken-
tucky,” says PrestonsburgMayor Ann
Latta,

Prestonsburg did a traffic study of
its own in 1985 that showed almost
identical numbers.

“US 23 is a major north-south
route, The two-lane sections need to
become four-lane highway. The traf-
ficcountindicates our need to get the
rest'of the road finished,” said Latta,

Chalmer Frazier, executive direc-
tor of the Floyd County Chamber of
Commerce, says US 23 has been
“worked on” for more than 30 years.

Floyd Veterans Still Eligible

With more than six months of the

Floyd Countians Support State School Intervention

OnJan. 11, things in Floyd County
changed. The state school board
members voled unanimously to in-
tervene in the management of the
Floyd County school system,

Since then, debate has abounded,
with many le supporting the
state takeov(l:::(; gcl ud iggc:hengoyd
County Education Forum. However,
others have voiced opposition. This
week, we will look at how people in
this area really feel about the take-
over and the local school system.

When asked, “Do you agree or
disagree with the state takeover of
the local school system?” 70 percent
polled said they agreed. Twenty-eight
percent saictiwtyhcgdisagreed, ;‘gh,'l
percent had no opinion. However,
when asked if they felt they or their
family had received a quality educa-
tion from the local school system, 42
percent said yes, 42 percent said no,
and 16 weren't sure.

It seems clear that the majority of
the community does support the
school takeover; however, feelingsare
mixed among many groups. If we
look atvariousincome levels, we find
that support is again varied. The
strongestsupport {83 percent) comes

from those who make less than

$20,000a year. Thisiscertainly under-
standable, since education is one of
the most important paths to success
in American society. Those in the
lower income levels have the most to
if a school system does not operate
well. Among those making $20,000to
$40,000a year, 62 percent support the
takeover. Of those making more than
$40,000 a year, 75 percent supported
the state’s action.

EDUCATIONALGROUPS

If we look at support for the take-
over by educational groups, we have
some fascinating results. For adults
with less than a high school educa-
tion, only 17 percent support the
takeover — or, on the flip side, 83

ent disa with the state’s
aP:if'f)rL lhoseiﬁns whohavebeen
failed by the local school system, inter-
estingly,are thosewhoaremostlikely
to support its autonomy.

This finding is hard toexplain. We
do, however, find that most of these
people tend to make between $20,000
and $40,000a year. They may be from
the generation that could drop out of
school and still make a salary
waorking in the coal mining industry.
From their point of view, formal
schooling may have played a small
partin their occupational success, This

How can we account for this dif-
ference? Tounderstand the problems
in the Floyd County school system,
we must also look at our national
system. Sociologists have been con-
cerned with education problems for
some ftime. Floyd County is by no
means the only school district experi-
encing problems — Whitley County
schools weretaken over thesameday
as the local district.

One of the insights of the socio-
logical debate over America’s schools
is that schools are part of a system.
Floyd County does notstand alone. It
is also part of the state and federal
systems, and is part of a community.
If we look for somewhere to place the
blame forlowereducational achieve-
ment, we don’t need to look any fur-
ther than ourselves. We vote in the

politicians, or wedon’tbother
atall. Weallow abuses to occur. If our
educational system fails, itis because
our social system has failed.

Rcset;ert tells us that all bureauc-
racies (the school system, for example)
are resistant to change. This ma)?‘bee
one reason why the best districts in
Kentucky tend tobe theindep
systems. In this area, both Pikeville
and Paintsville’sindependent schools
do well in state ratings. A smaller
school is usually easier to change.

We may find that it’s not that the
Floyd County school system has got-
ten worse, but that other school sys-
tems havebeenlessresistantto
and have been able to correct past
problems. In many ways, the state
takeover is one group — the state —
telling another group — the county
— that it’s moving too slowly.

And |
certainly can’t imagine any honest-
to-goodness hunter wanting tobein
the same woods with the carrier of
such a weapon — who may or ma
not be in possession of all his facul-
ties, <

It's time we take a harder look at
the responsibilities that goalong with
gunownershipand get off this kick of
damning any type of control. The
laws should be stricter for potential
gun buyers, to include bachound
checks and waiting periods — na-
tionwide. And there should bea total
banonall “assault” weapons, whether
of foreign or domestic origin.

The French Baron, Montesquieu,
who authored much of the philoso-
phy adapted for the United States
Constitution, said; “In order to have
this liberty, it is requisite the govern-
ment be so constituted as one man
need not be afraid of another.”

Obwviously, the day when no per-
son is afraid of another is far off. But
if weareever toapproach being truly
civilized, we must have more strin-
gent controls on the buying and the
selling of implements of death.

And it’s high time our lawmakers
realize this and stop fearing the spe-
cial interest groups that tell them
otherwise.

Miss Viers died. She was reportedly
found months later, some say in a
trunk in the river at Hanging Rock,
Ohio. Folklore says that Coyer took
her to a logging camp on Rouih
Branch of Elkhorn Creek in Pike
County where he strangled her to
death and put her in the trunk.

Local gossip alleges that other
Auxier residents of that time were
involved in the intrigue.

Castle has been told that by the
time Miss Viers’ body was found,
Coyer had joined the military and
was never seen in the area again.
However, Castle says he has found
one resident who contends Coyer
returned to Auxier, dressed as a
woman, for a family member’s fu-
neral in the 1940s.

Some balladsof the day relate that
Coyer wasapprehended and takento
the Johnson County jail, but Castle
can find no evidence to that effect.

All of the people involved in the
incident, as far as Castle can deter-
mine, are dead now, so the case re-
mains a mystery. Miss Viers’ father,
Morgan Viers, apparently died
shortly before his daughter. Her
mother died in 1950 and her son,
Russell, in 1978 at the age of 62.

The incident, nevertheless, is
brought up frequently by Auxierites
who grew up with the legend of Lula
Viers.

Woman Hears After Sophisticated S

Debbie Adkins is discovering a
new world. She's learning that in-
sects make sounds and that they're
each different. She listens to birds
singing. She gets excited by a baby’s
loud wail. She knows now that when
she pushes high, the porch swing
emits an annoying squeak.

“She liked to died laughing when
she first heard me sneeze and blow
my nose,” says her mother Earvina
Adkins. “Shedidn’t know that made
a noise.”

For 22 years, the Branham’s Creek
woman never heard the buzzingand
clicking of bugs, the chirping of birds,
the howling of a demanding baby or
the screeching of rusted metal on
metal. She was born into a totally
silent world.

“Doctors said it would take a
miracle for her to hear,” says the
young woman’s mother, who spent
years seeking help for her child. “But
a miracle is all you can call it.”

In May, Debbie underwent an
experimental, high risk operation at
Cincinnati’s Bethesda North Hospi-
tal during which a computerized,
electronic hearing device was im-
E(l)anled in her ear. During the 2-1/2-

ur surgery, Dr. Claude Hobeika’s
drill went within an inch of Debbie’s
brain — “within one millimeter of
disaster,” the doctor is quoted as
saying ina Cincinnati Post article.

The implant was placed through
the mastoid bone of her skullinto her
inner earand cochlea. A magnet that
rests on the skin just above her right
ear transmits sound from a speech
processor, shaped like a small, metal
flask, that she wears at her waist.

“I was scared when the surgery
was done,” says the mother. “But |
was more scared when I read about
the process in the Cincinnati paper. |
didn’t realize they came that close to
the brain.”

When the time came to test the
system, tension was high, says Earv-
ina. “l was scared for them to dothe
tests, [ was afraid she couldn’t hear,”
she says.

The anxious mother and Debbie’s
sister-in-law Linda Adkins sat qui-

Dykeman: Award Winning Apalachian Novelist

Wilma Dykeman is an Appala-
chian author who needs little intro-
duction to readers of that genre. A
Tennessee novelist, historian, biog-
rapher and essayist, her books have
been winning awards for the past 25
years. Add toheraccolades thatsheis
asoughtafter publicspeaker, weekly
columnist, Tennessee state historian
and widely acknowledged expert on
Appalachian literature, and one has
s?me idea of this very busy woman's
life,

Well known for her insight into
mountain life and the vitality of her
writing, Wilma Dykeman uses her
many talents to illuminate the
strength of mountain people against
generations of adversity. She is an
Appalachian concerned with her
heritage as she continues to tell her
stories of the mountain people — of
their “quiet courage wgies:;x helped
pioneer and hold and build this re-
gion for those of us who live here
today.”

turn The Innocent Earth. With
this story, Wilma Dykeman, ardent
conservationist, sings her favorite
theme louder and clearer than in all
her other works.

turn The Innocent Earth is a bal-
lad novel about those who love the
land and the people closest to itand
theopposing forces, the wastrelsand
plunderers,

Dykeman weaves this story, from
its setting in the Appalachians dur-
ing the post civil war days of 1896,
into the modern world of jets and
computers, promotersand polluters,
allinthe framework of a giant contest
for control of the Clayburn Brothers
Canning Company. The Clayburns
had allowed their company to fall
away from its humble beginningsina
family farm kitchen into the hands of
tycoons who pull strings and dangle
Sple, who cut ribbons and string

tape,

This is a closely controlled, care-
fully crafted story of four generations
of mountain families. The town,
Churchill, leaves behind horse and
buggy, acceptsacommuterairport;a
community goes from forest to culti-
v;:hed field, and acompany loses track
of its purpose.

The French Broad (1955). Wilma
Dykemandescribes thisbookas "The
chronicle of a river and a watershed
and a way of life where day-before-
yesterday and day-after-tomorrow
exist in odd and fascinating har-

mony.”

The French Broad flows from
Asheville to Knoxville, its name 1is
derived from thedirectionin whichit
flows — toward the lands formerly
owned by France. Thestoryisastudy
of the western North Carolina and
eastern Tennessee country drained
by it.

y'l‘hestory ins with Indiantimes,
moves through the period of The Civil
War, and concludes with the time of
this writing (1955). Theriver witnesses
theIndians givenland only to haveit
takenaway, the pioneers comingand
cutting down the trees to tame the
forest, Union brother fighting Con-
federatebrother, theindustrialization
along its banks during the lumber
boom, and its choking death from
pollution caused by the overcrowd-
ing of civilization.
