Speaking at the Caucus Club on
Thursday, Sept. 21, was UMWA Dis-
trict 30representative Charles Dixon.

Dixon was invited by
Prestonsburg Community College
Professor Tom Matijasic to speak on
UMWA'’s involvement with the
Pittston coal strike and how it effects
Eastern Kentucky.

Dixon reminded the audience that
last year, the UMWA contributed over
$10 million to Floyd County in the
form of pensions and benefits; Pike
County received over $60million. He
said all union mines are affected if
Pittston wins and is “able to pull out

of theunion.” Heexplained thatevery
union mining company contributes
to the union pension plan and the
UMWA would have “to fill the hole”
to support Pittstonemployees should
Pittston no longer contribute to their
miners’ retirement fund. Thisincludes
Eastern Coal Company, which has
about 225 employees, according to
Dixon.

“The average life of a coal mine is
seven to 10 years and companies
change namesall the time. That's why
the union needs to control the pen-
sion,” Dixon explained.

WITHOUT EDUCATION

Sen. Bill Bradley and the other spon-
sors of federal legislation aimed at pro-
tecting college athletes from exploitation
probably didn't need more documenta-
tion about the pitifully low graduationrates
of basketball and football players at cer-
tain universities. But the other day, they
got it anyway, in the form of a General
Accourtting Office study that found that of
97 universities with big time sports pro-
grams in football and basketball, 35 had
graduation rates among their basketball
players of 20 percent or less.

That's anappalling number. Only four
of those schools had graduation rates
that slow for their students as a whole.
The record was somewhat better in foot-

ball — 14 of 103 had graduation rates of
20 percent or less — but hardly some-
thing to cheer about.

Bradley and his co-sponsors, all of
whom were athletic stars in college, want
to make certain that colleges inform pro-
spective athletic recruits about the kind of
commitment they make 1o the academic
progress of their athletes. Their bill, the
Student-Athiete Right to Know Act, would
require institutions to tell prospects what
the colleges’ graduation rate is by spori,
race and gender.

in addition, the colleges also would
have to report in which fields those de-
grees had been earned, along with com-
parable data on other students. A lot of
college athletes dream about going on to
pro sports, but very few make it. The

colleges owe them something more than
four years ina gym.

The bill has been endorsed by high
school principals and college admissions
counselors, but is opposed by the Na-
tional Collegiate Athletic Association,
which argues that this kind of data ought
to be provided voluntarily, and shouldn't
be the subject of federal legisiation. But
s0 far, such data hasn't been provided
voluntarily. Were it not for pressure from
the public and Congress, it would never
be. The colleges provide every last ath-
letic statistic about their players. But until
they start showing similar interest in their
academic perdormance —or atleast until
they are sufficiently embarrassed fo do
something about it — the pressure will
have to continue.

It is a
liquid protein product at a store or
from a neighbor, and it lacks some of
the important features found in
medically supervised liquid diet

Evmgrams such as the one Oprah
infrey successfully used,

All liquid protein diets create
major adjustments in bodilz;crroc-
esses. The medically supervised pro-

ms, such as the one Oprah chose,

constantwatchonthesechanges.
Tests and measurements are done
including screening for normal heart
activity, electrolytes (salt and potas-
sium which affects water balance),
anemia, and the cholesterol and
triglyceride (fat) levels of the blood.

Using a liquid diet, even on the
best program, can create problems
suchas hair loss, heart problems, gall
bladder ems, constipation, light-
headednessand ps calstress,
Peoplewhoareat risk for these prob-
lemsshould be under the close obser-
vation of a physician. A history is
taken in a supervised program, and
persons who have had blood clots,
strokes, ulcersand cerfain heart prob-
lems are rejected. The program is
alsonotopentothe pregnant or nurs-
ing mothers or diabetics requiring
insulin.

Liquid protein diets that are not
medically supervised give the same

rinted directions for everybody.
viously, the same amount of lig-
uid diet formula would notbe needed
fora 170 pound cashierasa 315 pound
coal miner. Programs need to be indi-
vidualized.

Most important of all, the un-
monitoried liquid diets donotchange
a lifetime of poor eating habits; they
do not reeducate with the food facts
about how one tasty hamburger can
be 300 calories less than another one,
for instance. Ther don't have the
important psychological group sup-
port program that helps keep you
committed to your diet.

Registered dietitians have a pro-
fessional interest in the health of the
community, especially in healthy
eating habits and dependableadvice
about nutrition. We hope this infor-
mation will help someof you whoare
wondering whether to use this kind
of weight loss diet, and if so, which
kind o?liquid dietprogram tochoose.

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Murphy, Wayland Mayor, Won’t Seek Reelection

After two and a half terms in of-
fice, Patricia Murphy believes it is
time for a change,

Murphy, mayor of Wayland for
thelast10 years, announced ata Sept.
5 townboard meeting that she would
not run for reelection in November.

A life-long resident of Wayland
and a graduate of Morehead State
University, Murphy, 49, has com-
bined her public service witha career
as an educator teaching history and

social studies for 26 years.

Initially, Murphy was motivated
toentercitygovernment by a beliefin
smoking and washouts, and know-
ing thatit could have beenimproved
— that's the biggest disappointment
I've had as mayor.”

Murphy calls her working rela-
tionship with town board members
“harmonious.”

“I've never had any real trouble
among the council members. We're
all focused on the same effort—todo
anything we can tomakethecommu-
nity better.”

Inher decision not to file for reelec-
tion in November, Murphy noted
several factors came into play.

“I'm on the Floyd County Educa-

tion Association’s Board of Directors,
and I'minvolved with Big Sandy Area
Development District and the Floyd
County Chamber of Commerce. I've
found myself doing too many things
and not having time with my family.
When you try to do too many things,
youdon’tdoanything well. Twoother
people are going to run for mayor,
and they’ll carry on what neads tobe
done.”

Drawing from her 10 years of
experience, Murphy noted some of
the issues facing the next mayor of
Wayland.

“You've got to deal with day-to-
day problems with limited funding.
We don’t have a lot to work with.

Howe, we have to talk about cutting
the responsibility of individual citi-
zens to take part in community gov-
ernance,

“] got tired of sitting around grip-
ingabout what wasbeing done or not
being done in Wayland,” said
Murphy. “Idecided it was time to get
inand dosomething aboutitmyself.”

Murphyrecognized before taking
office that basic issues such as police
protection and street repair would
take much of her time. However, she
did place one key issue on her public
agenda.

“foremost in my mind was that 1
wanted to get federal grant money to
clean up what was left by the Elkhorn
Coal Company,” said Murphy. “We
havemajor problems with fumes from
mine fires and drainage systems
blocked by minedebris washouts that
cause flooding.”

In response to the problem,
Murphy, the town board and con-
cerned citizens took action.

“We applied for any funds avail-
able and agencies have sent people
down here to look at the problem,”
explains the mayor. “We tromped
through mud and took pictures and
worked to get those cleanup funds.
But then, when we thought we had
the funds three different times, there
always came something to block it.

QUESTION:  have been smoking
for about 10 years and have tried
several imes toquiton myown. This
time I've decided to try a stop smok-
ing program, What types of programs
are available? How do | go about
choosing one?

ANSWER: There are many types
of programs to choose from but the
two most popular ones are behavior
modificationand hypnosis. Nosingle
program works for everyone, so it is
important to make sure that the pro-
gram you choose meets yourindivid-
ual needs.

Behavior modification programs
are usually group sessions which
examinesmo Eehavior, and pro-
vide strategies for quitting, relaxa-
tion techniques for reducing tension,
and support. Participants are taught
toreduce compulsive needs to smoke
and to substitute other behaviors for
smol

Hypnosis canbedone privately or
ina group. It consists of relaxa-
tion or a mild trance to minimize the
stress of quitting. The goal is to en-
hance the smoker’s ¢ nceinhis
or her ability to quit. Some
provide a cassette tape of relaxation
exercises asa follow-up tothe formal
sessions.

There are several factors to con-
sider when selectinga program. These
include:

Cost: Programs range from a few
dollars to several hundred dollars.

Method: Which method of quit-
ting are you most comfortable with?

Time: Some programs run over
several weeks, others are one time
sessions.

Success rates: Good success rates
average between 35 and 45 percent.
The success rates should be based on
the percent of all participants not
smoking one year after completing
the program.

Your success will depend on the
strength of yourdesire toquitand on
selecting a program that's right for
you. So,investing your time in select-
inga program is important. Call sev-
eral programs, ask for written infor-
mation about their program and ask
them to answer any questions you
have about it. Then select the pro-
gram that best fits your needs.

If abnormal cells are found, a fi-
beroptic brochoscope (a thin flexible
lighted tube) is used to help find
abnormal areas in the lungs.

With this combination of meth-
ods, some lung cancers may be found
when they are very small—perhaps
before they have spread. More stu
is needed to see if treating these small
cancers will lead to longer survival.

Both the West Prestonsburg and
Town Branch bridges were recently
added to the National Register of
Historic Places.

In recommendations for the list-
ing, the Kentucky Heritage Council
evaluator describes both bridges as
possessing “a grace that surpasses
many other examples of the style.
Sincemany rainbow arch bridgesare
characterized by a squat, sturdy
appearance, the delicacy of the...
overall appearance and the slender-
ness of (their) vertical members is
noteworthy. The soaring height of
the arches and the sharp radius of
their curve are dramatic in impact.”

The Town Branch bridge is be-
lieved tobe the only bridge of its type
still used as a roadway in Kentucky.
The report does note, however, that

the bridge “suffers from deferred
maintenance,” with chipping con-
crete, crumbling railings and exposed
reinforcing rods.

The WestPrestonsburgbridge, on
the other hand, has not been used for
auto traffic since the 1970s when it
was closed because of deterioration.
The city has plans to refurbish the
bridge for pedestrian traffic.

A third bridge of the same tyﬁ:
and same era once existed in t
Harold area.

Builder of the bridges was the
Steel and Lebby Co. of Knoxville,
Tenn, The first to be built was the
West Prestonsburg span, completed
around 1928. The report states that
the bridge was probably commis-
sioned by Chesapeakeand OhioRail-
road to permit easier access to its

P'burg Water,
Sewer Rates
Are Lower

The message to folks who com-
plain about high water and sewer
rates inareas served by Prestonsburg
Utilities is clear: It could be worse.
They could live in Pikeville or
Paintsville.

An independent survey of 86 cit-
ies, including the three Big Sandy
cities, indicates thatPrestonsburgresi-
dential rates are lower than the state
average and lower or comparable to
those of neighboring municipalities,
according to local utilities director
Bill Harvey Howard.

The survey indicates that while
Prestonsburg users pay $10.45 for
5,000 gallons of water, residents of
Paintsville pay $11.05 and Pikevilli-
ansarecharged $17.25. For minimum
usage, both Paintsville and
Prestonsburg assess a monthly fee of
$4.60 for 2,000 gallons, and [’iieville
charges $6.90 for 1,000 gallons.

For small commercial (15,000 gal-
lons) and small industry (25,000 gal-
lons), Prestonsburg’s rates are lower
than the other two cities and only

slightly higher thanthestateaverage.
Small commercial users in
Prestonsburg pay $29.95, while those
in Paintsville pay $30.85 and Pikev-
ille, $51. In Prestonsburg, small in-
dus usmmnexpectbrﬁisofﬂiﬁ
monthly, with Paintsville assessi

atarateof $49.85 and Pikeville $84.25.

State averages for small commer-
cialoperations are $28.57 and forsmall
industries, $44.51.

Prestonsburg sewer rates are dra-
matically lower than those of its sister
cities, thesurvey shows. Theavera
residential sewer rate locally isabout
$7.32amonth, while Pikevillecharges
$14.65, almost twice as much, and
Paintsville, $22.60, more than three
times as much.

Taken together, the total average
monthly bill for water and sewer for
Prestonsburg Utilities residential
customers comes to about $17.77,
based on 5,000-gallon usage. Similar
usage in Pikeville costs $31.90 and in
Paintsville, $33.65.

Janie Hall, formerly with Moun-
tain Comprehensive Care Center, is
the new coordinator of the local op-
eration, whichrecently relocated from
Wayland to Prestonsburg. The new
office is on Front Street, in the office
suite above Playhouse Restaurant.

Hall replaces Charles Slone, who
resigned to take another job. She said
the physical move was made to pro-
vide a more central access to the
council’s services.

Among the new coordinator’s

Is is to “pull together” the area’s
ifferent resources relating to
children’s welfareina task force that,
she hopes, will better serve the vic-

timsof child abuse. “Right now, we’re
not pulled together enough to know
where the gaps and strengths are,”
she said.

Hall added that such a task force
existed several years ago, with fund-
ing, and was successful, but it was
discontinued aftera time. Itincluded,
shesaid, representatives of MCC, Big
Sandy Area Development District,
Christian Appalachian Project, state
social service agencies, hospital so-
cial workers, local doctors and the
local health department.

The council, she said, wants to

lay a role in bringing the grou
gac{ together. ”Wegclogld heﬁ:(;af}i
other to help the families,” she said,
adding that task forcemembers, many
of whomarein highstress jobs, could
serve as support for each other,

Hall notes that some ¢ ration
has already occurred since her desk
was donated by CAP and the filing
cabinet by Big Sandy ADD.

Hall said the council also wants to
strengthen the local affiliate of Par-
ents Anonymous, a self-hel u
for parents who have abusgdgt-}';eg
children or who need help with par-
enting. “The group here is one ome
strongestin the state,” she said.

reasonisthat Alice Adams (convener
of PA) hangs in there. We need to get
a functioning board for that group in
order to help her.”

Hall said she aims to put “a lot
more emphasis” on prevention of
child abuse. Activities she is plan-
ning include training for local minis-
ters, education programsand a s
tem of referrals.P o

The coordinator’s long term goal
is to see more scrutiny of child abuse
cases. “The public needs to be aware
of how these casesare taken care of in
thisareaand tomake politicians more
accountable,” Hall said. She urged
citizens to say, “Good job, judge.”
when a judgment is made on behalf
of children.

“I believe so strongly about the
revictimizationof children,” Hall said.
“It's bad enough to be abused by
someone they trust, but worse yet
when they gointoa courtsystemand
are slighted. The trust factor is vio-
lated. A child looks at the judge,
lawyer, juryand thinks, “These people
are here to protect me.’ Is that what
we're doing and if not what are we
doing?”

Hall said the problem of child
abuse and how it is handled by the
courts is prevalent not justin Eastern

Kentucky, but across the state.

“1 know that people on the street
would be mortified, outraged and
saddened by the way casesare some-
times handled,” she said. “We have
to look at what we can all do to make

the life of the child a little less trau-

matic. Some things we can do are
simple: the way we talk to children,

the element of compassion and belief
in them, letting them know what to
expect, things that adults often take
for granted.”

“Money-
wise, not counting labor, we have
around $5,500dollars in what we have

done here so far. If we had to hire it
done, it would have cost us around
$20,000."

Most of the labor was donated by
Randy Martin, who did the back hoe
work in digging trenches to pour a
cement foundation for the stands.
Carpentry work was furnished by
Johnny Chatworthy, Jimbo Bailey, Sid
B.ailer, Buck Roope, Stan Osborne,
Charles Martin, Rick Hancock and
Ray Chatworthy, as well as Daniels.

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation paid to have the electrical work
finished.

“Theschool board gave us $2,500,"
says Daniels. “Thatpaid for theblocks
and having them laid. We had other
monies come in from the boosters
club. The school hasn’t had to pay
anything. The labor has all been
donated.”

”Pe'Psi Cola bought the scoreboard
for us,” the Rebel coachadded. "Pipe
to build the goal posts was all do-

nated. If the money comes available
we want to put around three inches
of top soil on the field and slope it
from the middle out, and then haveit
hydro-seeded.

“It will take around 50 to 60 coal
trucks of top soil to do the job,” the
school’s principal explained. “If we
can find someone to haul it for us
withoutbreaking us up, we could get
itdone.

Twelve to 14,000 years ago, the
people that we call Indians first trav-
eled into the United States. Travers-
inga land bridge exposed by lowered
ocean levels, these le of Mongo-
lian descent traveled by foot from
what is now Russia into Alaska.

From Alaska, theymigrateddown
into the United States, where they
quickly crossed the country from west
to east, then down into South Amer-
ica. At that time, the paleo Indians
were nomadic bands of hunters and
gatherers who followed the migra-
tions of their favorite game (woolly
mammoths, giant bison, etc,, all of
which are now extinct).

As thelargegameanimalsbecame
scarce, the Indians became increas-
ingly dependent on agriculture, thus
prompting the birth of large, perma-
nent, settled communities.

Fishbecamea popular staple with
the Indians, primarily because they
were 50 abundant and easy to catch.
Through the ages, these creative
aboriginal Americans developed a
multitude of fish gathering tech-
n;gues, many of whichare still in use
t ‘H:

e first American fishing hooks
were crafted by Indians of the South
from the toebones of whitetailed deer.
Themiddlesection of these oval bones
were removed, leaving a doughnut-
shaped ring;. Then, the Indians cut
out a section so that the bone closely
resembled our modern fish hooks.
The top of the bone was grooved so
that they could be attached to a Line.
Though most commonly utilized on
trot-lines, they were, on occasion,
used on a pole/line comba, I have
one of these bone hooks which was
excavated from a dry cave on the
shores of the Ohio River near
Maysville. The age of my hook is
estimated atabout the time of Christ.

Before developing the “J” shaped
fishing hook, Indians used a tool
knownasa “gorge” tocatch fish with
a line. Basically, a gorge was a piece
of bone or stone which resembled an
elongated football with sharply
pointed ends. The middle was
grooved for the attachment of a line.
The gorfe wasslipped longwaysinto
a bait of some sort, and the fish was
allowed toswallow the bait, Thenthe
angler would givea sharp jerk on the
line which turned the gorge sideways,
thus lodging in the fish’s gut. The
gorge was removed when the fish
wascleaned and, likeall ancient tools,
was used again.

Indians also used bone gigs,
spears, and harpoons to gather fish,
as well as the bow and arrow. Often,
a float and line would be attached to
the arrow so that when impaled, the
fish would eventually tire itself and

could then be easily located and re-
trieved.

Surprisingly, American Indians
utilized night fishing techniques.
Using largedugoutcanoes fitted with
afirepitononeend,a teamofang}en
would j into the t. A few
lndiansp“n:gled the rgasrl:oe, one
tended fire, and two or three
would gig the fish attracted to or
illuminated by the light.

These native Americans also con-
structed elaborate V-shaped rock fish
traps in Southern rivers, many of
which may still be seen today during
periods of low water, especially in
the Tennessee River system. Coastal
Indians constructed traps of caneand
reeds which would trap fish at high
tides. :

Oneof the most unusual traps was
a freshbuffaloskinheld inacylindri-
cal shape with green branches. One
end was sewn shut, while the other
was fitted with a drawstring closure.
The Indian operating the trap would
lower it into the water, where the
fresh blood from the skin attracted
catfish,

Personally, I find the fishing tech-
niques of the American Indians ex-
tremely fascinating. Using the most
primitive implements imaginable
(and nod ers!), they wereable
to gather enough fish to feed their
villageseachday, while havetrouble
catching justa few fish with the most
advanced tools available to modern
man!Maybe I’ll start using sticksand
stones and bones.

Once the sun slips behind the
surrounding mountains, says Tho-
mas, it's time to try a buzz baitagain.
Crank baitscan alsobe worked along
the deeper edge of the milfoil; Tho-
mas caught her largest Guntersville
bass, 8-pounds, 13-ounces, this way.
