Man arrested for DUI 
while driving county car

A Martin man was arrested Fri­
day nightfordrivingunder theinflu· 
ence of alcohol while operating a 
vehicle registered by Floyd County 
for the designated use of the Floyd 
County Sheriffs Department. 

Bill Dingus, 56, had just pulled 
ontoKY 1428inMartinatabout11 :30 
p.m. Friday night, when he was 
stopped by a Kentucky State Police 
trooper for allegedly driving in the 
wrong lane and for not having his 
headlights turned on. 

According to the pollee report, 
Dingus had a strong odor of alcohol 
on his person and failed to perform 
three tests requested by the trooper to 
determine his capacity to drive. A 
subsequent brea thalizertestallegedly 
revealed a blood alcohol content of 
.13. A blood alcohol reading higher 
than 10 i...'fcom;hiernd-t4' ln-ik•atc al­
cohol impairment. 

A police check of the vehicle's 
registration revealed that the Ford 
car Dingus was driving was owned 
by Floyd County and was designated 
for use by the Sheriff's Department. 

Dingus, an employee of the Floyd 
County Board of Education, stated 
that he was not and had never been 
an employee of the SherifFs Depart­
ment. 

According to Floyd County Sher­
iff Paul Hunt Thompson, the vehicle 
Dingus wasdrivingatthetimeofhis 
arrest was one of three junked ve­
hicles, registered to the Sheriff's 
Department, but no longer service· 
ablefor police activity. 

''This was a junked vehicle that 
had bce.nsittingupon the lot and was 
supposed to be towed off," said 
Thompson."Bill Dingusisafriendof 
mine. These cars were just sitting up 
there, not running. He didn't have a 
car and I told him if he wanted to fix 
it up, he could." 

Thompson noted that Dingus 
invested between $1500 to $2000 in 
the unmarked pollee vehicle to make 
it road worthy. Two, marked, unused 
police cars were also parked in the 
courthouse lot,apparenlly waiting to 
be removed to lhe junkyard. Th­
ompson acknowledged that the car 
gi"en to Dingus was still registered 
to the county. 

"This car was fixed at his 
(Dingus's) own expense," said the 
Sheriff. "If he hadn't spent the money 
to fix it up, it would still be sitting 
there.''

Driver gets 13 years 
for Martin woman's death 

An Indiana man was sentenced to 
13 years in prison Monday ina Perry 
County court for a 1988drunk-driv­
ing accident that claimed the life of a 
Floyd County woman. 

David L. Turner,22,oflndianapo­
lis was found guilty of driving on the 
wrongsideoftheDaniel Boone Park­
way and having a blood-alcohol 
content of .24 when his vehicle col­
lided head-on with a car driven by 
John Maddox of Martin who was 
injured in the accident. 

Maddox's wife, Charlene Maddox, 
a passengerin the vehicle, was killed. 

Turner received lOycarsin prison 
for the manslaughter charge and three 
years for the wanton endangerment. 

Perry Circl.lit Judge Calvin Manis 

noted in an interview with theLouis­
ville Courier-Journal that the sentence 
handed down was almost as severe 
as the 16-year sentence given Larry 
Mahoney, thedriverconvicted in the 
1988 bus crash that killed 27 people 
near Carrollton. 

Manis said this sentencing high· 
lighted the need for legislation set­
ting uniform sentencing guidelines 
for fatal drunken-driving accidents. 

Said John Maddox, a Martin city 
council member and a teacher at Betsy 
Layne Elementary School, following 
the sentencing, "I'm glad lhe sen­
tence wasn't reduced. This accident 
W<!S totally the boy's fault" 

The case was proseculed by Floyd 
County Assistant Commonwealth's 
Attorney John D. Caudill.

For many residents of Floyd 
County, Dewey Lake, located in Jenny 
Wiley State Resort Park, is a place of 
great natural beautyandrecrcational 
fun, providing a convenient spot for 
year-round boating and fishing, and 
a shorelinecustom~dcsigned for long, 
leisurely hikes. 

Unfortunately, Dewey Lake is 
being threatened dail ybyamanmade 
menace that could choke the life out 
of the vulnerable Floyd County lake. 
1l1at menace is garbage. 

Last year's series of floods, which 
washed thousandsofpoundsoftrash 
from illegal dump sites into the lake, 
combined with thedailyindifference 
of some area residents who consider 
all of nature to be their personal trash 
caJl, have cluttcrl.>d many sectioils of 
shoreline around Dewey Lake with 
refuse, potentially damagingto wild­
life both in and out of the water. 

At the same time, the floating and 
washed-up trash seriously mars the 
sccnicbeautyofthelake, which draws 
visitors and tourist dollars to the 
county. 

"This is one of the biggest prob­
lems wcfacehereatthe park, a never· 
ending battle:' said Leon Russell, 
manager of the state park. 

Russell noted lhatabout$40,000a 
year is budgeted to deal with aU trash 
cleanup in the park, a large portion of 
which is designated for lake and 
shoreline cleanup. A small team is 
assigned exclusively to clean the 
shoreline between theCennan Bridge 
Camping area and Dewey Dam, a 
stretch of about 14 miles. 

Despite the effort, the flow of tTash 
into the lake continues relatively 
unabated. 

"In 1986, the trash problem was 
the worst it's been," said Russell. 
"Crews picked up 192 tons of trash in 
the park. Since then, it's gotten pro­
gressively better. 

"Lasl year, though, we had three 
periods of high water, and we over­
spent on cleanup. Fifty percent of the 
money allocated to the maintenance 
departml'nt has to go for trash 
pickup." 

Particular g.ubagt! problem areas 
incluc-le the section of shoreline run­
ning from the park boat dock area

A recent walk along this section of 
shoreline revealed a 10-yard strip of 
washed-up trash, providing an ugly 
coUar to the tree-lined lake.

and dedicates three streets in Archer 
Park. At Mayor Latta's suggestions, 
the street names in the ordinance will 
be Creekside Drive, Diamond Drive 
and Memorial Circle. 

In the visitors' segments of the 
meeting, Roger Meece of Children's 
Care Inc. asked council members to 
attend hearings in Frankfort on Thurs­
day that will address the need for a 
proposed children's psychiatric hos­
pital in the area. Specifically, he asked 
that they speak on behalf of the hos­
pital, which he said is greatly needed 
in this region. 

He added that such a faci uty would 
be a boost to the local economy, 
employing 136 persons and expend­
ing some $5.7 million a year in oper­
ating costs. He said the 60-bed child 
and adolescent psychiatric hospital 
would have construction and start 
up expenditures totalingaround $9.5 
million. 

Fannin moved that the council pass 
a resolution in support of the facility 
for Latta to take to the Frankfort 
meeting. On a second by Collins, 
council approved the motion. 

Alsoappearingbeforecouncil was 
Thomas Hereford of the Prestonsburg 
office of state Employment Services 
to express concern over hazardous 
traffic conditions in front of his office 
on North Lake Drive. He said that 
three persons have been struck by 
cars within the last year or so. 

Hereford said he has petitioned 
the state Transportation Cabinet, to 
no avail. A proposed overwalk for 
the site would cost some $400,000, he 
said he was told. 

Administrator James said he be­
lieved the traffic light that is to be put 
up at Patton Street and North Lake 
Drive would help to slow traffic on 
the dangerous stretch. 

On the issue of revising the city's 
parking fine structure, which was 
openedatthe last meeting, Latta asked 
the council's Traffic Committee to 
review current provisions and make 
recommendations at the next meet­
ing.

Hager 
noted that a return to classes by ele­
mentary school children was possible 
as early as Friday, but he realistically 
expected theapprovalprocess to take 
longer. 

Hager said that testing of the jun­
ior high buildingwouldcontinueuntil 
a determination of the cause of the 
rash could be made. Air tests to reex­
amine bacteria levels will be per­
formed,and new chemical and insec­
ticide checks will be made. 

"This is a strange and very diffi­
cult situation," said Hager. "We'll 
continue to test and sample every­
thing until we find an answer." 

Initial reaction by parents to the 
decision to relocate junior high stu­
dents appeared generally favorable 
T1.1esday. Manyremained worried by 
the disruption which the rash out­
break and resulting student reloca­
tion will cause for their children's 
education. 

"If they call off school and relocate 

students, 1 guess that's all the school 
board can do," said Brenda Cook, a 
parent of three children who attend 
McDowell. "I was just hoping that 
w hen I called the school Monday that 
Mr. Pack (the elementary school prin­
cipal) would say everything was fine. 
But it wasn' t." 

Classes for both McDowell Ele­
mentary and High schools will re­
mained canceled until approval of 
the relocation plans is given and 
construction work to prepare the new, 
temporary classrooms in the high 
5chool is completed.

TAX PLAN IS 
THE WRONG ANSWER 

TO OUR AVIATION PROBLEMS 
Ar:. chairman of our Senate Avia­

tion Subcommittee, J have taken a 
hard look at theAdmmistration' s new 
tax-the-traveler plan for the future of 
aviation in Kentucky and the nation. 

Tt hasn't taken me long to con­
clude that I could not even consider 
supporting this plan in its present 
form. 

The new plan reflects a misguided 
effort to shift the burden of stagger­
ing federal budget deficits to state 
and local governments, the traveling 
public and other victims of the bor­
row-and-spend policies of recent 
years. 

This five-year plan would add 
billions of dollars to the cost of air 
travel by increasing the tax on air I ine 
tickets from the current 8 percent to 
10 percent of the ticket price. And it 
would set the stage for even greater 
costs by permitting airports to levy 
additional taxes on airline custom­
ers. 

In trying to place these crippltng 
tax burdens on aviation users, the 
Administration is ignoring the fact 
that communities across Kentucky 

and the nation receive great benefits 
in the form of economic growth from 
Federal support of badly needed air­
port-improvement projects. 

I see no justification for these 
additional taxes when our federal 
government is falling to make the 
bestuscofrevenuesfrom the existing 
ai rline-ticket tax. 

These revenues go into our Avia­
tion Trust Fund, which current1y has 
a surplus of$7.6billion. It is no secret 
that this huge surplus is being used to 
help mask the true size of the federal 
deficit. The same is true of even larger 
surpluses in our Social Security, 
Highway and other trust funds. 

Wehaveanobligationtouseexist­
ing aviation taxes for their legally 
intended purposeofsupportingcriti­
cal aviation and air-safety improve­
ments across this nation. 

I have long maintained that these 
taxes should be reduced if they are 
not going to benefit Kentuckians and 
other Americans who pay them ev­
ery time they use our aviation sys· 
tem. And I certainly have no inten­
tion of supporting a plan to raise these 
sametaxesata time when the surplus 
in our Aviation Trust fund is larger 
than ever before. 

TheAdministrationdescrvessome 
credit for efforts to address the long­
neglected needs of aviation and other 
elements of our deteriorating trans­
portation system. 

But I don't believe that its current 
plan is the right answer to our avia­
tion problems. Nor do I believe that 
highway problems can be solved by 
shifting more and moreofthecosts to 
motorists and hard-pressed sta tea nd 
local governments, as the Admini­
stration proposes in another part of 
its larger transportation plan. 

Potential problems already have 
been illustrated by reports that the 
Transit Authority of Northern Ken­
tucky next year could lose $900,000 
under the Administration's mis­
guided proposal to ignore a fcc!eral 
responsibility formuch needed mass 
transit. 

It is up to the Congress to reject the 
Administration's mostobj<'Ctionable 
proposals. It is up to Congress and 
the Administration to start working 
togetherin earnest to solve our budget 
problems in a way that is fair to all 
Americans. Wehavedela ycd too long, 
and the time for action is now. 

While the Education Reform Act 
and its fundtng mechanism has been 
touted as the most important piece of 
legislation passed by the General 
Assembly this century, we did man­
age to address a number of other 
issues as well. 

HumanaofLouisvillewasgrantcd 
its request to be exempted from the 
Certificate of Need and Licensure 
Board's review process otherwise 
required by Kentucky hospitals to 
expand facilities and services. 

Several environmenta I issues were 
addressed. House Bill 31 prohibits 
the issuance of permits for incinerat­
mg solid waste until regulations to 
safeguard the environment are in 
place.

By 1992, 18 months of meticulous 

preparations toward a recaptured 
Floyd County in book form should be 
completed. 

The end result will be a compre­
hensive volume, complete with his­
torical factsofall typesandhundreds, 
perhaps even thousands, of heirloom 
pictures.

Carolyn Traum, a Prestonsburg 
businesswoman, author and educa­
tor is chairing the Bicentennial Book 
Committee. "This effort will most 
likely produce a book of over 1000 
pages of community histories, along 
with family histories and a cross-ref­
erence, school history and church 
history," she said. 

Efforts of this type in Floyd County 
are in conjunction with Kentucky's 
Bicentennial celebration in 1992. The 
local book effort will reflect Floyd 
County history from 1800 to 1992. 

"This will be an excellent vehicle 
for people of today to leave behind a

Sixty-fivecomm unities have been 
identified in the county, from which 
as much historical data as possible 
will besought. The150-yearresearch 
completed in the1940s will be a source 
of much material. All historical docu­
ments, military records and other 

related materfals will be in great 
demand. 

When the book is completed, it 
wi II beavailableforpu blicviewi ng at 
the Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege library and at various Floyd 
County post offices. It wi II be printed 
onacidfreepaperanddurableenough 
to last 50 to 60 years with no prob­
lems, Traum said. 

"Old storefront pictures from 
various towns will be featured," 
Traum said. "Defunct communities 
like Jump (Left Beaver), Eureka 
(Lancer) and justelle (Betsy Layne 
a rea) will receive their just coverage." 

For instance, Eureka, once the 
name of the riverside area in Lancer 
behind Riverview Manor Nursing 

Home, was the site of a huge mining 
operation. This business of the 1920s 
era boasted whatmanyresidents were 
sure was the tallest smokestack in 
Kentucky. The only remnant of the 
vastindustry is the massive concrete 
supports for the bel tline near the riv­
erbank. 

Then there was Jump, repor tedly 
so named because the train didn't 
make a stop there, and all the men 
traveling home from work had to 
resort to jumping onand off the train. 

Another piece of Floyd County 
history that will be included in the 
book is a report on the Patsy Teen­
agers, a choral group that received 
national exposure and traveled across 
the country when the town of David 
was a model coal camp.

"A lot ofcoa I camps had their own 
athlehc programs, especially ~seball 
teams," Traum said. "I'm sure we'll 
devote a lot of space to this period of 
our history." 

Traum said she looks forward to 
the project eagerly. She has a copy of 
a similar book that was done on a 
Central Kentucky county on display 
at her store, the Bookworm on Court 
Street in Prestonsburg. 

"No doubt, this Aoyd County 
historywillbesomethingpeoplewill 
treasure and Jookatfor many years to 
come," she said.

A standardized alarm !!ystem for 
businesses in the Prestonsburg area 
moved closer to becoming a reality 
whl.!n city council Monday night 
authorized City Administrator Fred 
james to advertise for equipment bids.

Sneak up on those trout 
America Outdoors 

Stream trout see well, especially 
during dear, low water cond1tionsof 
summer. The following tips provide 
a stealthy approach to clear water 
trout fishing and run a beginner to 
expert overnight. 

-Wear polarized glasses. These 
reduce glare and help locate trout in 
their hiding and feeding places. 
They'll help spot underwater haz­
ards and deep holes which cause 
problems when wading. 

- Use trees, bushes and other 
cover to conceal your approach. When 
no 11atural C9Ver exists, approach 
slowly in crouched manner. A voicl 
quick movements. In small streams, 
crawl to the edge of the bank and 
slowly rise to a kneeling position 
before casting. 

-Felt-soled waders reduce noise. 

Felt also offers better traction than 
traditional rubber soles. This helps a 
fisherman walk more quietly. Clat­
tering rocks and crunching gravel 
alert trout to your presence. 

-When possible, approach fish 
by wading in areas of wildly turbu­
lent waters. This hides a wader's noise 
and reduces a fish's vision. Use care 
to avoid taking a dangerous spill. 

-Fishand wade upstream. Trout 
face into the current, so you approach 
them from behind. Wading upstream 
also helps better foot balance and 
sends dirt and debris downstream. 

Trdut stay elusive and wary. A 
stealthy approach improves success 
on any small stream outing.

Early industry, 
recreation highlighted 

by Barbara P. Martin

Timber played an important part 
in the economy of Eastern in its early 
days, until the supply dwindled. The 
effect of the Industrial Revolution 
penetrated into this tiny mountain 
community and made itself known. 
Coal mines opened about 1917. There 

' were no unions and wages were puny. 
The land remained thegreatsupplier 
until about the 1950s. 

The Eastern Carbon Black Com­
pany used the abundance of natural 
gas in the area to produce soot for out 
of state manufacturing plants. The 
company's methods resulted in great 
waste since nothing was produced 
but soot. 

Today, about one mile from the 
old site stands Kentucky Hydrocar­
bon. All the products of the burning 
of natural gas are savedi very little is 
lost in producing the carbon. 

The old "soot factory" did bring 
withitcity-typeliving:impoundmenl 
of water for running water in com­
pany houses, electric lights generated 
from the company's own dynamos. 
Employees were provided town-type 
houses, with sidewalks made from 
wooden boards. Many years after­
wards, the subdivision was called 
"Fairview," and some described it as 
"over on the hill." 

Sports were introduced among the 
workers, and a Sunday afternoon ball 
team, with its spectators, is shown in 
an old photograph 1 have. The white 
shirt and tie of my father, Thomas 
Howard Acree, and his friend depict 
the pride of the settlement, as does 
the dress of the ladies. The picture 
was made in the early 1920s. 

In the picture,ldaRebecca Marlin, 
who became my mother, is relaxing 
with her hands on Belva Martin's 
head. 

The spot where I now live, on the 
bank of Right Beaver Creek, was used 
for baseball, softball and other sports.
