stateregul.ations recently announced 
by the governor would, among oth­
ers things, require special plastic 
liners to be placed under all landfills 
and could drive lhe price of operat­
ing the county landfill excessively 
high. 

1'Right now, we're in the black 
with our operation," said Stumbo. 
''We're the only county in the state 
covering all our costs and making 
money, and we take no money from 
the General Fund. But that'd change 
if these regulations come through." 

Floyd County is only one of five 

counties in the statewi tha universal 
garbage pickup program. Stumbo 
says that between 120 to 125 tons of 
garbage a day goes into the landfill, 
focated on KY 122, not far from the 
Floyd County Technical School. 
Despite the large quantity of trash 
going in, no ill effects on the ground 
water have been recorded. 

"The ground water under the site 
is purer now than when we began 
using the site," said Bob McAninch, 
a political science professor at 
Prestonsburg Community College 
and a nationally recognized expert 

on landfills and waste disposal. 
"Thestateispiacingunneccssary 

restrictions on landfills in Kentucky, 
such as the plastic liner requirement. 
These liners are not necessary, and 
the idea ~beingpus~ed primarily by 
the plashc compames. In many in­
stances, it's more ecologically sound 
to have unlined landfills," McAninch 
said. 

McAninch cited cost figures for 
placing liners in a landfill at about 
$300,000 per acre. For Floyd County, 
which currently operates on only five

The citizen~ of 
Price contend that the "entertainment 
center'' would increase traffic and 
congestion, createan intolerablenoise 
factor and be a danger to their chil­
dren, according to the petition filed 
in court.

Canine cop considered

Floyd County may have a new, 

highly trained crime fighter working 
in the Sheriff's Department sometime 
this year. Unlike most county depu­
ties, however, this taw enforcement 
officer will be furry, long-tailed, and 
have11n E>xqui~itely se"sitive nose for 
drugs. 

Sheriff PauJ Hunt Thompson has 
developed a proposal to purchase a 
drug sniffing dog for the county. Last 
Monday, he went before Prestonsburg 
city council requestingfundingassis­
tance for the purchase of the animal, 
as well as training for a county dep­
uty who would work with the dog. 
Council agreed togrant$3,500forthe 
project. 

Drug dogs have been operating 
with law enforcement agencies for 

many years with great success, says 
Thompson. They have been trained 
to find marijuana, hashish, cocaine, 
and heroin, and some are used in 
bomb detectiol'l by the U.S. Customs 
Service. Others are used for tracking. 

''This dog would be used primar­
ily for drug searches in buildings and 
cars.'' said Thomnson '1t's really 
prc1ctically impossible to hide the 
scent of narcotics from a trained dog. 
I think having a drug dog would 
greatly improve the county's ability 
to deal with the area'!i drug prob­
lem." 

While the initial cost for the proj- -
ect seems relatively high, Thompson 
believes the animal would quickly 
pay for itself. 

"The cost to purchase a trained 
dog is about $7,000," said Thompson.

State studies solutions 
for area water probletns

The first official step to address 
long tenn water problems in the 
Weeksbury, Melvin, and Burton ar­
eas of southern Floyd County was 
taken by the state Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabi­
net this week. 

A state-tunded "Weeksbury 
Ground water Conta minationStudy" 
wasannounced.Thestudy will under­
take to sample and test existing and 
potentia) ground water sources, in an 
effort to identify the severity, extent, 
and source of water contamination in 
the region. It will also seek the causes 
of water depletion. 

Some $40,000 have been ear­
marked for the study, according to 
State Rep. Greg Stumbo. 

According to residents in the area, 

the impact of coal mining over the 
past century, combined with the ef­
fects of recent gas well drilling, has 
reduced the quality and quantity of 
well water. Manyresidents have been 
forced to collect rain water, buy 
bottled water, or carry water in from 
other towns serviced by city systems. 

David Gardner of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District says that 
the newly authorized study is the 
first step needed to bring state fund­
ing to bear on the county's water 
problem. 

"A trust fund was established, 
controlled by the federal Office of 
Surface M"ming, to beuse(i for mitiga­
tion purposes on abandoned mine 
lands," said Gardner. "In order to 
receive funding from the Kentucky 
Abandoned Mining Land program.

Can you believe it? Floyd County 
high school students are being al­
lowed to watch television at school. 
In fact, they're being encouraged to 
do it 

Of cour~e, the kids love it, but now 
the teachers are in favor of it, too. 
What's the world coming to? 

"It's one of the finest things f've 
seen happen," proclaims Joyce Wat­
son, one of Allen Central High 
School's prize teachers. 

Of course, Watson doesn't pro­
mote students' overexposure to the 
controversial tube. What she does 
promote is the use of the Star Chan· 
nels program on Kentucky Educa­
tion<d Television. 

Watson isoneofanumberofteach­
ers in ,til of the county high schools 
who sing the praises of the program 
which allows students to take sub­
jects the schools simply don't have 
the resources to offer. 

Students throughout the county, 
for instance, are taking this semester 

a course called discrete mathematics, 
an advanced; fairly specialized course 
that most schools could not offer. 
Finding teachers for such a course is 
one problem, and justifying offering 
it to the han~ul of students who 
might be inter ted is another, espe­
cially in light o lhe need to present a 
range of basic co~ses. 

Across the co 'lty at 10 a.m., the 
television comes o in selected class· 
rooms. Students o n their notebooks 
and switch on their portable key­
boardsthatalloweach to interact with 
the teacher on the srreen. 

From a KET studio more than 100 
miles away, mastat teacher Tom 
Graviss emerges on the screen with a 
welcome and a warm up routine. In 
the day's Jesson, he explains a ne.w 
concept in the compJex mat~ and Il­
lustrates it graphically while a cam· 
era focuses on his hcmd work. 

He gives the students a similar 
problem to work oul or asks them a 
question about the concept The 
ACHS students, along with !'otudents 
in 41 other countie~ and 16 other 

\ 

states, punch in their answers on lhe 
keyboard, and almost instantane­
ously, Graviss records the compila­
tion, giving a graph showing what 
percentage of students answered 
correctly. The system gives him a 
chance to back up and explain the 
concept again if too many students 
appear not to have understood 

By phone, students can call Grav­
iss with specific questions. 

Graviss sends his tests and an­
swer sheet (for school officials only) 
to the school via corrlputcr printer 
and modem. Test results are logged 
back to him and he can compute the 
results for his anxious audience the 
next day, showing th~m how they 
compare to the 618 students in the 
class at various locations. 

For review, students can take a 
copy of lhe taped lesson home with 
them, which adds to their study time. 

Each day, the show features a 
l'articula1 school in the network. 
Graviss wear<. a tE;c shift from that 
school and converses on the phone 

about selected problems with stu­
dents fro m that school. 

Last week, for instance, the spot­
light school was one in Fayetteville, 
Ark., which has only one student 
taking the telcv1sion class. 

Allen Central was the feature 
school in October and will have that 
honor again next week. 

The quality of the course is out­
standing. claimsACHS' Watson. ''The 
material is comparable to my junior 
level classes in collage," she says. 

Watson adds that the course also 
leads students to become computer 
litcratc,since the textbook gives step­
by~step instructions for using a com­
puter in completing assignments. 
"They don't have to be familiar with 
computers when they begin the 
course, but it leads them to be," she 
sa1d 

Importantly, the TV courses are 
reality-oriented, Watson contends. 
"In discrete math, fo~ instance, stu­
dents learn hnw to deal with large 
bits of information and put them into 
u;;able forms, such as building us-

age.'' ln conjunction with the class 
~atson's st.udents are trying to d~ 
Vlseasch~uleof clao;ses for the school 
that would allow each student at 
ACHS to have optimum choices. 

"I didn't think any of this (course­
work) would apply to me. but it does," 
confirms student Darnella Bradlev. 

Last fall, Floyd County high school 
students had the opportunity to take 
a course in probability and statistics 
via Star Channels. The course is one 
that most schools could not have of­
fered individuallybccauc:.cofthe lack 
of teachers and interested students. 
For both semester:; of th1s ye<Jr, stu­
dents arc taking phyl>ics, another 
course that would bl~ difficu It to offer 
at each high school. 

Next year, theS<hool system plans 
to opt for Star Channels classes in 
Japanese and Russian languages, 
world geography and advanced 
plac~m('nt economics, according to 
Cary Frazier, assistant 1>UP•'rintl'n­
dent for in~truction .

"This is hard luck and may cause 
a deficit this year," Frazier said. 'We 
did not plan on this and didn't know 
it was owed. This may mean consid­
erable belt tightening." 

Hager told the board his admini­
stration will "need your support to 
go back and find the funds," indicat­
ing that administrators will try to 
discover the root of the problem. 

The problem of supplying water 
to the new Garrett/Wayland grade 
school was also discussed. Nelo 
Francis of Francis Water Company, 
which supplies water to that area, 
estimated the cost of bringing water 
to the school site at more than 
$130,000, not including a holding 
tank. 

Hager indicated that East Ken­
tucky Utilities will do tbe gas pipe­
line construction to the school for free 
and asked Francis to consider a simi­
lar action.

certain steps must be taken, includ­
ing an initial study. The study wiU 
first determine if a problem exists, 
and how serious it is. ''Secondly, the 
study will see if damage was caused 
by mining or not," he said. 

"Finally, it will determine if dam­
ages were caused by pre-law mining. 
AML funds can only be used for 
mitigation work in areas where 
damage occurred prior to 1977, when 
federal reguJations on mining were 
enacted." 

Gardner noted that, following the 
study of the area's water situation, 
several alternatives will be offered in 
the report. 

One wouJd be to do nothing. A 
second would be to drill new wells, 
but, as the ground water appears 
contaminated, this would not solve 
the problem. A third possible solu­
tion might be to build water storage 
cisterns and haul the water into the 
area, but, says Gardner, this appears 
impractical. 

The final solution, and the one 
most favored by residents in the area, 
wouJd be to tie the area to a public 
water system. Gardner said that if 
this solution could be proven to be 
the most effective, the state would 
have to support it. 

'' AML grants cover 100 percent of 
the costs of mitigation," said Gard­
ner." A certain amount of AML funds 
are aJ toea ted to the state each year for 
these purposes." 

The cost to bring a public water 
system tothissectionofAoyd County, 
however, might surpass the entire 
amount of AML funds granted to 
Kentucky, noted Gardner. A 1987 
study estimated that such a project 
wouJd cost $2,827,000. 

Whetherthestatewould beableto 
grant thisamount to the county in the 
near future is open to question. De­
spite this, Gardner believes the an­
nounced state study reflects positive 
action in dealing with the county's 
water woes. 

Reaction to the announcement of 
the study was mixed, when resi­
dents were informed that the study 
was not scheduled for completion 

until Juneof1991. 
"l know that miracles can't be 

worked overnight, but many people 
badly need water right now," said 
Peggy Bradford, a Weeksbury area 
resident who has spearhead~ a call 
for improved water. "We've been 
working on this for 10 years, and 
there've already been severaJ stud­
ies. There is plenty of water in the 
area, in these abandoned mines, and 
l'd like to know if it is possible to get 
an emergency purification system 
hooked up so we could get water to 
people sooner." 

Regardless oft he delays, Bradford 
was still pleased that state action was 
being taken. 

"I do want them to continue with 
this study," noted Bradford. ''It may 
be the only route we have to get this 
situation taken care of." 

In a release prepared by State Rep. 
Greg Stumbo's office, Stumbo encour­
aged residents affected to actively 
participate in the state study and 
provide information on the water 
situation in the area, if so requested.

quires the monitoring of well water 
around the landfills. This he consid­
ered positive. 

He also believes that some of the

"We've been operating on only 
five acres since the landfill opened 
nine years ago," saidMcAninch.''We 
have about 19 more years to go on 
these five acres.

dreaded the thought of facing her. 
Seeing her would break my heart 

In October, she and her husband 
lost their second child. There were so 
many complications with his birth, 
yet he held on and fought for months. 
How she made it through these ago­
nizing months, I can't begin to imag­
ine. 

As! satatthefuneral home talking 

every Christmas sent five pounds of 
sweet, shelled pecans to me, my 
mother and my aunt and uncle, from 
his south Georgia grove. 

Acoupleofyearsafterthedeathof 
my mother-in-law, he even called to 
get my blessing on his wish to marry 
again. His birth children were most 
unhappy with the match, and he 
wanted my opinion. Convinced that 
he needed a companion and know­
ing he had much love to give, I en­
couraged this 74-year-old man to do 
what he wanted to do, to make him­
self happy. About a year later, his 
new wife called to tell me he'd died 
quickly of a heart attack on his way to 
a business appointment, active to the 
end.

State Government 
News Summary 

Bad trews for catfish lovers ... Certain fishspeciescaughtin the Ohio 
River should not be eaten because of the potential health risk from 
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBS) and/ or chlordane, the state depart­
ments of Health Services, Environmental Protection and Fish and 
Wildlife Resources have advised. The Fish Consumption Advisory, 
issued jointly by the three agencies, cautions against eating channel 
catfish, carp and white bass from the border river. Data collected by 
federal agencies over the last three years show that these species, taken 
from various locations in the Ohio River, are contaminated with levels 
ofPCBsand chlordane that approach or exceed the limits set by the US 
Food and Drug Administration. 

Cough, cough ... Kentucky has more areas not meeting the national 
ozone standard thananyotherstate in Region IV of the federal Environ­
mental Protection Agency's jurisdiction. Consequently, the EPA has re­
quired the state to begin the process ofrevisingi tsim plementation plan 
for achieving and maintaining ozone air quality standards. Ozone has 
been shown to cause immediate short term changes in lung function 
and is suspected of playing a role in the long term development of 
chronic lung diseases. Major contributors to the ozone problem, says 
the state Division of Air Quality, are, in order of importance, transpor­
tation, fuel combustion, industrial processes and solid waste. 

Getaways growing ... 1989 was a banner year for Kentucky tourism, 
according to the state Tourism Cabinet. State park sales posted gains of 
three percent over the previous year, and the state's travel business 
barometer showed monthly increa~s of between 3.4 and 6.6 percent 
during the summer monlhs. Fishing grew to a $1 billion industry last 
year. Telephone calls to the state's toll-free travel information line 
increased by 27 percent.

Fourth in a series 

Teen pregnancy: A situation of decisions, problems Oj

For three weeks The Floyd County 
Times has been running a series on 
Teen Pregnancy. The first part dealt 
with the statistics. The second ad­
dressed the services available to the 
teenager who finds herself pregnant, 
oris interested in finding out more on 
birth control. The highly successful 
Betsy Layne Daycare program was 
the focus of the third part in the se­
ries. 

But one essential part of this puzzle 
has yet to be discussed, and that is the 
teenmotherherselfand thedilemma 
she faces when trying to be a parent 
while still, to some, a child and to 
complete her education. 

There are as many reasons for the 
condition as therearepregnantteens. 
Some choose to become pregnant to 
get out of school, to get out of home, 
to start their family, etc. Others find 
themselves pregnant by accident, 
either after marriage or before, do 
not believe in abortion, cannot face 
the separation accompanying adop­
tion, or see keeping and raising the 
child as the on! y solution. 

Becoming a mother at the tender 
age of 15, 16,17 or even 18 presents 
numerous complications. First the 
expectant teen must decide about her 
future, her education and her career. 
She, and the father, face the ordeal of 
confronting their parents and mak­
ing a decision about marriage. 

Some girls see marriage as just 
another problem and choose to re­
main single and raise the child at 
home with their parents. Others, of~ 
ten because of family pressure, arc 
determined to get married and give 
their child a lesti tim ate name. 

Whatever the case, a child faced 
W1th the consequence of rai~ngachild 
is ina turbulentsituati.on.Oftentimes, 
health problems occur because the 
youngbodyisstillgrowingandisnot 
yet ready for the strain pregnancy 
and giving birth puts on it Conse­
quently, the teen is forced to miss 
school and must find the determina­
tion and the means to finish her edu­
cation. 

The two girls who are featured in 
today's article represent two of the 
situations described above. Both stu~ 
dents are from Betsy Layne High 
School and are planning on ftnishi11g 
their education. And both agree that 
the nursery at the school and home 
<..>conomiC!I teacher Patricia Huffman 
were key factors in their decisions.

from car accidents, broken bones, 
surgery, fragile handicaps or emo­
tional disturbances 

Although she cannot receive 
homebound instruction, Frasure has 
another option to finish her educa­
tion. Ac<-ording to Huffma,n, the 
nursery program, which recently 
received funding for the next year, 
has in the past provided correspon­
dence course material for students 
who had to leave school because of 
pregnancy. 

Huffman feels, however, that with 
the availability of the homebound 
instruction program, she should not 
have to do this with the nursery funds. 
Floyd County has two full-time 
homebound teachers, who carry an 
average caseload of more than 10 
students a day, with an additional 
five teachers doing part-fune home 
instruction, according to Slone. 

Whatever the result of Frasute's 
situation, she is determined to finish 
school. 

"Della will graduate from high 
schoolandcollege,she'sa tough little 
girl and she'll figure it out," Huffman 
said. 

The second girl interviewed was a 
lot luckier that Frasure, in that her 
pregnancy presented only a slight 
obstacle to her education. Rhoda Mae 
Hall was able to carry her baby to full 
term while attending school and 
dropped out for a year after giving 
birth.

The televis1on version of 
the Nasty Boys is made up of 
drug ring infiltrators (Ben­
jamin Bratt, Craig Hurley 
and JeffKaake), a munitions 
expert (Don Franklin) and a 
martial ans expert (James 
Pax). 

Dennis Franz, who starred 
as Det.

"Krieger is assigned to the 
unit because he is perceived 
to be a dirty cop," Franz 
said.
