The Floyd County Gra.nd Jury 
dealt with a full docket this session, 
decidingona varietyofcasesranging 
from attempted murder to failure to 
pay child support. Two and a half 
days of considerations were required 
by jury members to decide on the 46 
indictments. 

Heading the list of indictments in 
degree ofseriousness (see above story 
for murder and rape indictments) 
were the charges leveled at Marvin I<. 
johnsonandCarlWhitaker,foralleg­
edlyattemptingtomurder Kentucky 
State Trooper Terry Thompson. 
johnson allegedly fired a firearm at 
the trooper from a car driven by 
Whitaker. The incident occurred on 
Sept. 22 of last year.

for the alleged rape of a minor.

Medical 
records of the child and the names 
and addresses of doctor!;, teachers, 
and social workers should also be 
provided, in order for a dctcrmina· 
tion to be made on the child's condi· 
tion 

Finally, providing an income tax 
return and other financial informa­
tion will allow for the state to dctct· 
mine.finanoal cligability for the child's 
family.

I know of 
several adults whoadmitto being hit 
with switches or spanked, and most 
say that it was definitely a deterrent 
to bad behavior.

as long as we didn't tcll Dad, who 
usually forgot he grounded us. 

I believe that a one-week ground­
mg.ortwowccksforreallybaddeeds, 
is appropriate and gets the message 
across. Since as children my sister 
and I had paper routes, the ability to 
withhold our non-existent allowance 
wa<; non-existent. This could be a 
proper method to usc for money 
conscious youths, but if n parent ends 
up giving the child money to do things 
heorc;he would normally spend theal­
lowancc on, what's the use? 

Being a parent obviously comes 
with a lot o( responsibility and deci­
sions. Parents need to work with, and 
suP.port the decisions of, their 
ch1ldren's teachers and school admin­
Istrators-as long as these adults act 
responsibly and not excessively. Each 
child is an individual and should be 
treated as such. Handing out arbi­
trary puni hments1" ineffective. 

Each child responds to a different 
ct of stimuli and this needs to be 

taken intoconsidcrntion when deter­
mining the appropriate method of 
punishment. So put some effort and 
thought into your action c., and never, 
never act in anger, 'Jbat's what I 
learned in my child psychology 
courses in college. I only hope 1 am 
able to apply this knowledge when 1 
am blessed with a child. After all 
children arc a valuable commodity~ 
they arc our futuro. And what we do 
now will have ala~ling affect on that 
future.

Today' s children have 
little to fear of dental care 

(Last in a series) 
Fewer chtldrcn experience anxi­

ety toward dental c;.uc due to early 
d~ntal visits and advances in dental 
treatment, according to the Kentucky 
Mountain Dental Society 

Parentsarenowmor<!awnreofthe 
tmportance of early, regular dental 
visits. In 1983,28 percent of children 
between two and !our years of age 
and 67 percent of chtldren between 
five and 17 years of age had visited a 
dentist the previous year, but in 1986 
thcscpcrcentagcsmcrcascd to33and 
71 percent, respectively. 

General dcnhsts and ped1atric 
dentists, who spcctalize in care of 
children, can provide many tips to 
parents about preparing their chil· 
dren for dental visits and about pre­
venting dent.,) diseases. 

Both dental professionals and 
parent!' arc becoming ~killed in 
makingdentalcarea positivecxperi­
cnce. The Kentucky Mountain Den­
tal Society recommends that care 
should~nimmediatclyafterbirth. 
Cleaning mfant's gums with a soft, 
damp washcloth or clean gauze pad 
aftercachfccdingcstablishcs hygtenc 
as a pleasant, datly routine. 

A child's first dental vis1l should 
bebctweensixmonthsand 12 months 
of age. By age one. parents should usc 
a soft toothbrush and a dab of tooth­
paste to dean their child's teeth. Not 
only have several of lhc baby's pri­
mary teeth come in. but these visits 
also help accustom the child to proce­
dures. 

Parents are instructed m the care 
and development of their child's teeth 
and in preventionofbaby bottle tooth 
decay. In this condition liquids con­
tainingsu~ars, such ao: milk or jukes, 
arc left in tne infant's mouth for long 
penodsoftime,damagingthcinfant's 
teeth. 

Somechildreninitiallycxpcnencc 
dental anxiety.lnparticular, theyfror 
injections,drillingand the possibility 
of chokin&r but by usmg a number of 
behavioral modification techmques, 
dentists can relax the1r young pa­
tients. 

One of the most common tech­
niques is role playing. Unlike adults 
who can be told what to expect of a 
procedure, children have difficulty 
understanding abstractions, so they 
are shoWn -or role play-what will 
happen. Before treatment, for ex­
ample, children arc introdun.'<i to the 
sounds of the vacuum, the spray and 
the hand piece. When it comes time 
for treatment, they have alrc.:~dy 
e.xperienced many of the S('nsation& 
of the dental environment. 

Distraction, using stereo head· 
phones or electronic games placed in 
thewattingrooms,tsanothcranx.iety 
reducing technique. Playing tapes of 
children's favorite c:torics during 
treatments has been found to bcespe­
ciall y relaxing When 45 chtld rcn aged 
four to nine listened to audiotape 
stories during dental vtsits, thctr level 
of uncooperative behavior dropped 
by 80 percent, according to a study 
published in The Journal of the 
American Dental Association. 

Make food labels 
clear and useful

Natureabhorsa vacuum, which is 

one reason the American Heart Asso­
ciation is launching a food endorse­
ment and labeling program called 
HcartCuide for selected processed 
foods. 

The U;S. Food and Drug Ad mini· 
stration has blasted the program, 
warning the heart assodahon it risks 
confusing the public. 

Me<ha commentators also have 
weighed 1n, pointing out that the as­
sociation charges stiff fees for the 
commercially valuable label~ and 
suggesting that changing food label­
mg is really something government 
!;hould do. AHA say~ 1t will continue 
the program. 

The whole controversy til ustrates 
tht.! chaos that exasts on the nation's 
grocery shclvc.c; and the need for­
and absence of- government lead­
ership. 

H the government were helping 
con.o;umcrs understand thenu tritional 
risks and benefits of processed foods, 
HeartCuidc wouldn't be necessary. 
But the government has yet to figure 
out a way to go beyond the outdated 
labels that list mgredients in propor· 
tion to thcir volume in the food. 

Meanwhile, it's a frcccountry.And 
tt's hard to fault the heart assoc1ation 
for trying to ftll the mfonnationgap. 
The group has long been active m 
educating the pubhc about diet and 
heart d1seasc. lts information at least 
will be accurate. 

The labels themc.elvcs arc far less 
confusang than the requ1red ingredi­
ent listing. 

"l1us product tnt.-cts Amencan 
Heart Association HeartCuide dic­
tarycriteria for total fat, saturated fat, 
cholesterol and 5<>dium when used 
by healthy American adults as part of 
a healthful diet," thclabds wall read. 
"It is not a cure or remedy for heart 
disease For HeartCuideinformation 
call·1-800-2~2323" 

In many instances the labels \'.ill 
include a barchnrtin whichthequan· 
tity of fat, cholesterol and sochum m 
a typtcal 5CT\'tng are represented. 
They're shown in approx1mate pro­
portion to the adult datly mtake the 
heart association recommends 

These recommendations, indden· 
tally, are not much different from 
those of government agencies and 
the National Academy of Sciences. 
There's a fair amount of scientific 
con~nsus about what constitutes a 
heal thy diet. One point worth noting 
is that the healthiest foodc; -fruits 
and vegetables- often aren't pack­
aged or processed and thus carry no 
labels. 

The HeartGuide labels arc part of 
an overall educational program that 
includes not only the toll•frec num· 
ber but in-store promotional htcra· 
ture. The stiff fees that food makers 
pay go mostly to that program. 

It's a safe bet that most food labels 
eventually wm look a lot like what 
the heart association 1c: producmg 
now. Having a private group latxil 
food is one price the nation pays for 
the lack of government leadership 1n 

an area where the public is cia monng 
for clear information. 

• U.S, blacks may be almost twice 
as likely as whites to be legally blind 
orsufferotherimpaired vision, a new 
study by the Wilmer Eye Institute of 
johns Hopkins University has found . 

Almostl.6pcrcentofblackswhosc 
vision was tested in the institute's 
Baltimoreoff1ce were legallyblind­
mcapableofreadingat20fcct what a 
person\'.ithnormal vision could read 
at 200.

The researchers had no ready 
explanationforthediscrcpancy,othcr 
than the fact that blacks tend to suffer 
from glaucoma more than whites do.
