The board approved bid changes
—all forincreases —onconstruction
projects and projections for
Prestonsburg MiddleSchool, Garrett-
Wayland School and the Left Beaver
high school site. The requests came

Persons
needing school records had previ-
ously been paying two cents percopy,
whjgh is qﬁilz:a%)it under ﬂfehat &Ye
service costs the school system, ac-
cording to Superintendent Ron
Hager. The board approved a new
per copy cost of 10 cents.

Requests by vendors of milk in
cartons to rebid existing contracts
because of dramatic increases in the
cost of raw milk were rejected by the
board. “1 know milk costs are going
up,” said Chairman James D. “Doc”
Adams, “but why not hold them
(vendors) to the original firm bids.”

A representative of Pet Milk Co.
responded, “This is the first time
we've everbeen faced withsuchcosts
of raw milk. We have always bid

schools at a very narrow profit, but
now we'reina situation w we're
operating ata loss.”

Adams atp inted a committee,
consisting of Hager, AssistantSuper-
intendent Russ Frazier, food director
Wayne Ratliff and Attorney Bill
Francis, to advise the board regard-
ing the purchase of milk products.

The anrd also accepted an offer
by Mr. and Mrs. Charlie Adkins to
remove an unused mobile home at
Betsy Layne Elementary School.
School officials said the structure is
unsafe and would be costly to re-
move;

The board also agreed to give its
unusable and unsaleable, junked
buses to the Floyd County Rescue
Squad. Therescue squad indicatedin

its request that the buses would be
used to practice extrication of chil-
dren in case of a bus emergency.

On Hager’s recommendation, the
board approved the school system’s
joining of the Council for Better

ucation Inc. Also approved was
the adoption of a saf licy su
ported(ib];'thel(enh.lck;tgc oolgoan;ls’:
AssociationRiskManagement Trust.
Adoptionofthe policy will resultina
three percent reduction of insurance
costs for the system, Hager said.

Transportation director Earl
Ousley was authorized by the board
to apgly for a federal license for a
high frequency communication sys-
tem. Ousley told of plans by his de-
partment to install a two way radio
communications system that would

eventually beoperational inall county
school buses. For a basic cost of
$22,000, Ousley said, the board can
purchase 20 mobile units, a base sta-
tion and a repeater for a tower. “We
would liketoadd about20 moreeach
year until we get a complete set,”
Ousley said.

Hager added that he hoped the
communicationsystem would “even-
tually beinall buses and all schools.”

In his report to the board, Ousley
also explained how he makes deci-
sions on whether conditions are safe
for bus travel, Among his sources of
information on road conditions, he
said, are the Jackson Weather Station,
Kentucky State Police, highway
workers, private citizens and bus

Program Means Jobs, Independence For Mentally I1I

Society has come a long way since
the days when family members who
were “kinda quire” wererelegated to
closed off attics and, more recently,
since the days when they were
whisked away to institutions for a
lifelong robotic existence,

Withtherevolutioninmedications
in the past 30 or so years, profession-
als who work with mentally ill per-
sons now favor getting those people
back into society and allowing them
to be productive people.

But the stigma remains. Use the
jargon of the psychological profes-
sions, such as “severe psychiatric
disability,” and most people conjure
images of the mass murderer or the
crazed gunman,

Psychologist Tony Bentley is
trying to dispel those images and rid
society, at least in this area, of the
stigma atfached to mental iliness.

“Psychiatric illness is biological,”
says Bentley, the director of Project
TIME, which tries toget persons with
mental disabilities back into the job
marketand living independently. “It
has nothing todo withintelligence or
emotional capability,and most men-
tal illness can be controlled with
medications.”

Bentley, who's affiliated with
Mountain Comprehensive Care Cen-
ter in Prestonsburg, has been travel-
ing a five-county region since last
summertodrumupjobs for mentally
ill and mentally retarded persons in
the area.

“We have had fantastic coopera-
tion from employers,” says the direc-
tor of the project, which operates with
state and federal funding. ”I didn’t
expectit. The emplorers who'vehired
these people have learned that they
can function in jobs and do well.”

One loud cheerleader for the pro-
gram is Mark Thornburg, manager of
the Sears catalog store in

Prestonsburg. Bentley and his staff
recently hailed Thornburg as their
first “employer of the month.”

“If 1 had the itions, 1 would
take 12 more of him,” says Thorn-
burg, referring to the Project TIME

employee heaccepted. “He's alwa
here, and the atmosphere among the
other employees has been noticeably
more upbeat since he came.”

Thornburg’s employee has had a
“major mental illness for several
g::rs," according to Bentley. “He has

n in and out of the state hospital
and in intensive day rehabilitation
programs. This is his first chance to
earn an income in several years.”

Bentley stressed thattheemployee
isonmedicationand is getting strong

Inareportto thestateboard, Betty
Steffy, deputy superintendent for
instruction for the state, said the
educationdepartmentis “notas opti-
mistic” about Floyd County’s prog-
ress under Phase lll as itisabout that
of Whitley County.

tol. Investigation showed mt the
deceased was shot three times in the
chestand abdomen.

The defendant claimed self-de-
fense, stating that she was a long-
term victim of abuse. Markelonis
contended that the defendant did
not have any injuries following the
deathof her husband and questioned
the validity of this defense.

The jury reduced the initial in-
dictment of murder to the lesser
chame of reckless homicide.

rkelonis expressed disap-
intment at the verdict. “I believe
the defendant deserved at least a
manslaughter convictionin the case,”
said the prosecutor. “When it was
reduced toreckless homicide, | asked
for the maximum penalty of five
years, but she was just given a year

in the correctional facility. I'm v
disappointed by thejury’sdecision.

Attorney Larry Webster of Pike
County represented the defendant
in the trial. Special Prosecutor
Markelonis was broughtintothe case
when Floyd County
Commonwealth’s Attorney Jerry
Patton was determined to have a
conflictofinterestin thecase, having
represented the defendant’s famil‘y
in prior civil cases, said Patton’s
secretary Dave Woods.

“Atthe end of the
first three months of this school year,
we had an average daily attendance
for the district of 96.2 percent,” he
said. Last year’s figure for the same
period was 94.99 percent, he added.

For the fourth month, the ADA
was 93.7, Grigsby said, compared to
92.5 for the same month last year. He
commended the high schools for
“tremendousimprovement.”

Assistant Superintendent Gary
Frazier reported on the state-man-
dated curriculum in family and par-
entlife skills, which he said is to start
thismonthinsome schools. Headded
that parents may review the curricu-
lum for different grade levels ateach
school library and he explained that
parents have options if they don’t
want their children to participate in
the program.

Pack Suit Is Settled

A legal settlement between Ervin
B, Pack, former principal of Wheel-
wright High School and a physical
education instructor at Melvin Ele-
mentary, and the Floyd County
School Board was reached Dec. 27, at
the U.S. District Court in Pikeville.

According to a press release pro-
vided by school board attorney Bill
Francis, Pack agreed to receive
$25,000, plus one half of a year’s sal-
ary for a physical education teacher
in the school system for the 1989-1990
school year, in payment for damages
ofany and all monetary claims made
by Pack.

Pack agreed to reimburse the the
school system, via the Floyd Circuit

Court Clerk, in theamountof $8,901,
for moniesallegedly misappropriated
while he was principal at Wheel-
wright.

The $10,000 paid to Pack came
from a Pittsburgh insurance com-

pany.

As a part of the final order, the
school board and former superinten-
dent Pete Grigsby continue to deny
any wrongdoing oitheir part, in the
removal of Pack from his position.
The board noted that because litiga-
tioncould be lengthy and expensive,
it was determined that a settlement
would be most beneficial for the
school system.

Four Day Diabetes Seminar
At HRMC Prefaces Unit Opening

Diabetes is an age old condition
plaguing thousands and with no
apparentcure, only treatment. Alarm-
ingly the diabetes incidence rate in
the Big Sandy Valley, at nearly six
percent of the population, surpasses
all national averages.

In arder to better serve the needs
of area diabetic patients, Highlands
Regional Medical Center has an-
nounced the openingofan In-Patient
Diabetic Unit in the spring of 1990

In preparation for the unit’'s open-
ing, an indepth, four day diabetes
education seminar was held at High-
lands in December for all involved
nursing personnel. Guest speakers
from related medical and ancillary
departments presented information
covering all aspects of the condition
and problems affecting the diabetic
patient.

Dr. John Furcolow, MD, internist,
addressed the Pathophysiology as-
g\‘ts of diabetes, its two types (dia-

tesmellitusand diabetesinsipidus);
the role of labs; acute complications
of thedisease and the effects of hypo-
glycemia (an abnormal, decrease of
sugar in the blood)

Don Hicks, technical director of
the lab, discussed different tests
required to properly evaluate the
diabetic patient.

Tom Melntire, director of phar-
macy, reviewed medications, suchas
insulin and other oral agents needed
for the treatment of vanous diabetic
conditions,

Dr. Mark Caruso, MD, internist,
discussed chronic complications re-
lated to diabetes including Vascular
(blood vessel) Disease, Retinopathy

(noninflammatory diseaseoftheeye),

Neuropathy (functional disturbances
or pathological changes in the pe-
ripheral nervoussystem),and Hyper-
tension/Hyperlipidemia (highblood
pressure/ ﬁcﬁnl‘:entraﬁuﬁof fatty
substances in the plasma).

Barbara Rodenbeck, dietitian,
provided information on the newest
concepts of the nutritional magage-
ment of diabetes through diet,

Linda Omer of physical therapy
services spoke on exercise and t
diabetic patientand the treatment of
foot infections frequently found in
diabetics.

Brian VanHoose, managerof CDS
Home Care Equipment Company,
demonstrated different types of glu-

cometers available for monitoring
blood sugar levels.

Lora Hamilton, RN, quality assur-
ance, andcoordinatu-o?lhediabetes
seminar, spoke on effectively teach-
ing the diabetic patientself help train-
ing in areas such as blood sugar
monitoringand insulininjections. She
also addressed the psychosocial
implications faced by all diabetic
patients,

Hamilton stated, “Highlands’ new
Diabetic Unit will provide compre-
hensive in-patient treatmentof acute
symptoms which areserious enough
to require hospitalization. Currently,
many of these patients must seek
hospitalization in distant cities.

Yougo
looking for the saddest example and
thenattempt to prove this represents
everyone in thatarea.

My family was featured on TV’s
"It's A Wide, Wide World" (NBC) in
1956 as a typical miner’s family. We
wereonly onforabout5 to6 minutes.
The crew was in our home for three
days but we enjoyed the experience.

They showed usas beinga close-knit,

ambitious and hard working family
typical of coal mining communities
throughout the region.

What's remarkable is the fact you
did that story while the Lexington
Herald-Leader has worked all of 1989

Cold December Means Hot Bills

The second coldest December on
record coupled with the holiday sea-
son likely resulted in higher than
normal energy use by area residents.

According to the National Weather
Service office at Huntingion's Tri-
State airport, 27 out of 31 days in
December were below freezing and
six days the temperature drop
below zero. In fact, at Farmers, Ky.,
the mercury plunged to 24 degrees
below zero, setting a new staterecord
for the coldest day in any December.

“These sustained cold tempera-
tures,added toshorterdaylight hours
and the holiday season, resulted in
higher electrical usage and therefore
higher electric bills in many cases, “
said W.W. Zoellers, division man-
ager of Kentucky Power Company.

“There are no exceptions because
of his iliness,” Thornburg said of the
emrloyee. “Hehasareal joband gets
real pay. In fact, he could do a lot
more if he had more confidence and
that's improving all the time. He's
super with customers.”

Thornburg added that the em-
ployee is always outside waiting on
the manager when he arrives each
morning to open the store. The only
time the employee has been late, said
Thornburg, was when he had car
trouble. He called in to tell the boss of
the problem. “Ididn’t think he’d bein
because of his car, but a little while
later here he was. He had found
someone to bring him to work.”

Having a mentally ill employee
creates no extra work for the man-
ager, Thornburg contends. “It's not
any more work than any other em-
ployee. Idon’t treathim asif he hasa
disability, I don't think of him as
having a disability.”

“The reason Mark is so outstand-
ing,” says Bentley, "is that he can see
thecapabilities of thisindividualand
that this person is good in the busi-
ness.”

The project director added that
Thornburg has gone beyond the
simple act of hiring a project client.
“He has called legislators and lob-
bied for the program. He has ex-
pressed to them his own experience
and has talked to Sears administra-
tots encouraging them to use this
program in other stores,

“He's alsotalked to otheremploy-
ers in the community, letting them
know that there’s another work force
available.”

FBI May Examine
PropertyValuations

Floyd County’s property valuation
office may be the focus of a future FBI
investigation, followinga request by
Louis DeFalaise, United States Attor-
ney for the Eastern District of Ken-
tucky, toinvestigate PVA operations
in Pike County,

According to an article in the
Lexington Herald-Leader Tuesday, a
letter was sent from DeFalaise to the
FBI, requesting an investigation into
the Pike County PVA operations to
determine if bri[‘;ery orextortion was
involved in the setting of property
assessments. Also requested was an
examination of the use of the US mail
system to report fraudulent assess-
ments to state officials.

FBI Agent Ally Mackenzie, whois
currently involved in the Pike inves-
tigation, was quoted as saying that
the investigation might spread to
Floyd and Magoffin counties if FBI
work in Pike County is fruitful,

Bill Cheek, spokesman for the FBI,
could not confirm yesterday if such
an investigation might spread to
Flozd County.

Whatmakes this case so unusual
is that a reporter got a copy of the
letter from the US Attorney to the
FBI, requesting aninvestigation,” said
Cheek. “Thisis whatopened thedoor
to our releasing information about
thecase. However, any investigation
of Floyd County goes beyond the
scopeof theletter that was published,
and | can neither confirm or deny the
rcEglrt. Icansay thatan investigation
is being conducted in Pike County.”

No local officials have reported
contact from the FBI regarding an
investigation,

Tax Refunds
May Await
Some Locals

The namesof Kentucky taxpayers
o whom federal tax refund checks
were issued in 1989 but returned to
the IRSas “undeliverable” havebeen
released by William E. Palzkill, dis-
trict director of the Internal Revenue
Service.

The list includes 427 individual
taxrefund checks totaling $162,519.79,
and the average refund check is
$380.60.

According to Palzkill, the taxpay-
ersmay have moved orchanged their
last names during the yearand failed
to notify the IRS. Sometimes the
handwriting on the tax return may
simply beil ez’ble.

hen a refund is returned by the
Postal Service, the IRS attempts to
find the taxpayer and deliver the
checks, but there are always some
who cannot be found, according to
Palzkill.

Palzkill also noted that electronic
filing will be available again to tax-
payers in 1990. Taxpayers who file
electronically can elect to have their
refund deposited directly into their
bankaccount thereby eliminating the
possibili of alost, stolen orundeliv-
erable refund cht;ck. s

refundian}::l have moved or changed
their name during the year are en-
couraged tocontactthe IRS. Kentucky
taxpayers can telephone IRS toll free
at 1-800-424-1040 to claim their re-
fund.

PCV Valve
Affects Engine
Performance

Has yourcar started using oil? It's
not uncommon for an engine to burn
aquartarwwithever{hvomdm
tanks of gas after it has logged 75,000
to 100,000 miles.

Advancements in oil and filters,
engine design and metallurgy have
resulted in vehicles which may go
twice that far with minimal oil con-
sumption. How well the vehicle has
been maintained usuallyis the deter-
mining factor, says the Car Care
Council.

Oil burning is the result of oil
entering the combustion chamber,

usually past worn valve seals or pis-
ton rings. When the condition be-
comes severe enough, the car will
smoke and spark plugs will foul.
Major engines repairs may be neces-
sary.

The valve controls the amount of
vacuum which is sucking the fumes
outof thecrankcase. Toomuchor too
little can be harmful to the engine.
Too little venting action can cause

ressure tobuild upinthecrankcase,
Eaading to blown seals and erratic
engine operation.

oo much vacuum can cause a

mist of oil, rather than just vapors, to
bedrawn into the combustion cham-
bers.
The PCV valveshould bechecked
as part of seasonal services. Costing
only a few dollars, it's a good invest-
ment in preventive maintenance,
emphasizes Car Care Council.

All this be-
cause of dedicated men like Kelly
Moore.

I'll start with his oldest boy Le-
muel. He bought what we know as
the Bill Martin Branch, down there
above where Elzie Adkins live now,
(Hancock owns it now, 1985). He
built his house right the foot of the
hill, when we lived there the chim-
ney stones were still there and a big
sweetappletree hesetwhenhelived
there.

Hemarried Nancy Roberts,daugh-
ter of Jimmy Roberts. They had one
daughter—Martha, She married
Squire Hamilton and they built the
house down at the Mouth of the
hollow where Hancocks live now.
Squire and Martha bad a large fam-
ily.

131st infan-
try. The firstbattle that he wasin was
Bull Creek.

He was serving under Cen. James
Garfield atthe time. He was thesame
JamesGarfield who was laterelected
as president of the U.S, in 1880 and
was assassinated before his term was
out. #

They came upan these confedoer-
ate soldiers camped there at Bull
Creek. They had a little battle. It must
have been only a skirmish for as far

as [ know only one confederate sol-
dier was killed and no union soldier.
theconfederatesoldier’s graveis still
there beside New Route 23 just be-
low Allen near Dwale on the side of
the highway.

They (union) were stationed there
forawhile, Garfield and hisaids were
billitted in a house in Prestonsburg.
It is still standing for it carried the
historical marker.

NOTE: This home was recently
bought by the First Commonwealth
Bank of Prestonsburg, and has been
razed to make way for their new
main office building, (1986).

While there, granddad got a pass
to go see his parents because he was
so close. He went by night because
he was afraid of the confederate sol-
diers—sniper—would see him if he
traveled by day. One night he went
home, stayed a couple of hours with
them and started back tocamp. Ashe
was coming along about Allen, the
moon was shining bright, he heard
horses coming and reined his horse
into the bushes beside the road into
the shadows where he couldn't be
seen, They came on. It was five con-
federate soldiers on a mission or
patrol.
