New lawman 
in W'wright 

DANNY MILLIGAN 
A new face has been seen be­

hind the city cruiser in Whcel­
wnght since july 10. Choosing 
from 10 applicants, the Wheel­
wright City Commission unani­
mously voted to hire Danny Milli­
gan of Prestonsburg to fill the 
vacancy left by former police chief 
Randy Johnson. 

The27-ycar-old lawman comes 
to the city of Wheelwright with 
experience as a Floyd County de­
tective and deputy sheriff. Milli­
gan said he intends to hold road 
checks for DUis in the near future 
and plans to cut down on public 
intoxication in the area. 

The new police chief will be 
hiring two auxiliary police offi· 
cers and is going to attempt to get 
a state or federal grant to hire two 
full-timers. A 1981 Prestonsburg 
High School graduate, he and his 
wife Rita are relocating to Wheel­
wright. 

Employment up/ down 
Unemployment rates for the 

Big Sandy region were up slightly 
in May from the previous month, 
but down from last year for the 
same time period, according to 
figures from the state Employment 
Services in Prestonsburg. The 
counties of Floyd, Johnson, Ma­
goffin and Martin recorded an 
average unemployment of 8.7 
percent for May, as opposed to 8.6 
for April and 10.9 percent for May 
1989.Johnson reported the lowest 
unemployment with 6.6 percent 
and Magoffin the highest at 20.3. 
Floyd County registered a 7.2 
percent unemployment rate and 
Martin, 8.5.

Fuel leak w-orries 
West P'burg residents 

Prestonsburg firefighters and res­
cue workers were on the scene of a 
largedieselfuelleakMondayin West 
Prestonsburg. 

The leak occurred when a tanker 
truck crossed the railroad tracks near 
Duncan and Hawkins streets and 
scraped a drainage plug from the 
bottom of the vehicle's fuel tanks. 
About 30 to 40 gallons of diesel fuel 
spilled into the street, according to 
Mike Wells of the Prestonsburg Fire 
and Rescue Department. 

Workers covered the spill with 

~;and and placed the contaminated 
substance in large containers for dis­
posal. 

Rl'sidents of West Prcstons~urg 
were initially concerned that the die­
sel fuel might make its way into a 
supply of ammonia nitrate~ ored near 
the s ~.:ne ot the sptil. 

However, said Wells, ''There was 
never any rcaldangerofthat happen­
ing. We covered the spill and kept 
traffic off the spill until we had the 
scene cleared. Diesel fuel is some very

Three counties involved 
in Pike shooting incident 

Asbestos at complex 
within safe levels

Thin layers of asbestos fireproof­
ing recently discovered at the Green 
Acres housing complex in 
Prestonsburg were deemed not to be 
dangerous this week. 

The asbestos was discovered dur­
ing recent modifications to the build­
ings at Green Acres and was tested 
for its impact on workers and resi­
dents of the complex. 

"Our findings were that we didn't 
have any (asbestos fiber) levels above 
EPA and OSHA guidelines." said Jeff 
Stutsman, vice president of Jerry 
Taylor Environmental of Lexington. 

Taylor explained that the site was 
tested using the PCM testing method 
and that levels of asbestos fiber posed 
no danger to workers or residents of 
Green Acres. 

The asbestos layer is located be­
tween the inner wall and the outside 
layer of brick and siding, according 
to Chris Robinson who actually con­
ducted the on-site test for the asbes­
tos fiber. OSHA guidelines dictate 
that fiber levels not exceed .10 fibers 
per cubic centimeter. Robinson said 
that levels at Green Acres were only 
found to be .028 with several test sites 
reporting levels too small to record. 

"I'm not too concerned or worried 
about it," said Nicole Conley, a resi­
dent of Green Acres. "At least I'm not 
worried about it yet. From what I've 
heard it isn't anything to get upset 
over." 

State Lottery share 
is $109 million+ 

Kentucky Lottery officials Friday 
announced that its regular quarterly 
payment to the state this week total­
led $19,220,000. 

"Kentucky coffers have been en­
riched by more than $109 million 
because of the lottery,'' said Russ 
Davidson, senior vice-president of 
finance. "Since our beginning, we 
have generalC'd $109,220,000 to the 
state or about 35 percent of our total 
sales." 

Davidson added that about $163 
million has been won by players in 
prizes, including the 24 people who 
have won more than $1 million since 
the lottery began on April4, 1989. 

Retailers, too, have benefited from 
the success of the lottery and have 
received about $16 million in com­
missions for selling the tickets.

Pot, pills, 
beer taken 

Four separate raids conducted this 
weekend by the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department netted a variety 
of illegal substances, including' mari­
juana, hashish oil and Sunday beer. 

The raids were conducted in the 
Toler's Creek area by Sheriff Paul 
Hunt Thompson and Deputies Danny 
Jarrell, L. Newsome, C. Newsome, 
Roy Compton, Larry Shortridge, 1:! 
Rickman, Chuck Ousley and canine 
officer Dingo. 

One raid led to the confiscation of 
a variety of prescription drugs in 
improper containers. Valium, Xanax, 
Flexoril and several bottles ofTylenol 
with codeine were seized by the offi­
cers. 

Six bags of marijuana and o~e ba~ 
of marijuana soaked in hash1sh otl 
were confiscated along with on<.' 
m.uijuana plant about two f(•et tall. 

The last of the raids netted 23-1/2 
cases of beer which was allegedly 
being sold on a Sunday, a violation of 
alcoholic beverage control laws.

hours to clear the spill. 
The car was on a feeder track 

within about 250 feet of the Southern 
Explosives unloading station when 
the spill occurred. 

"Aftertheygotthecarturned back 
over there were between 35 and 50 
tons of the material in the road," said 
David Chaffin, DES director. ''There 
is a creek there that runs into the Big 
Sandy River, and with the heavy rain 
spreading the stuff around, there was 
some concern thatit might be washed 
into the creek. 

"But the highway department 
brought in sand so that we could dike 

around the spill, and there was no 
problem," Chaffin said. 

With the help of an endloader 
borrowed from the Auxier Water 
Company, workers cleaned the spill 
up and had cleared the scene by 7:30 
p.m. 

Ammonium Nitrate is an odor­
less, crystalline substance used as an 
explosive agent in area coal mine 
operations when it is mixed ~ith 
diesel fuel. The substance is com­
pletely stable and non flammable in 
its solid form. 

No injuries were reported in con­
nection with the spill. 

Candidate favors 
return of coal taxes

While it's a given that persons 
running for public office must have a 
knack for saying what voters want to 
hear, Lt. Gov. Brereton Jones has made 
two announcements within the last 
week designed to endear him to East­
ern Kentuckians. 

Last week in a speech to members 
of the Kentucky Coal County Coali· 
hon at Midway, Jones, a candidate 
for governor, said he believes the 
state's coal-producing counties 
should receive a bigger share of the 
revenue generated by the coal sever­
ance tax. 

Jones told the audience that local 
governments in the coal regions 
should receive 50 percent of the sev· 
erance tax revenue, up from the pres­
ent 12 percent. 

Under current laws, the 46 coun­
ties in question are given about $21 
million of the $192 million the state 
takes in from thetax.Jonessaid those 
counties should receive more of the 
money to help finance such projects 

as industrial parks and municipal 
utilities. 

He cautioned, however, that the 
change in tax disbursement should 
be phased in to allow an adjustment 
to the loss of funds on the state level. 
He also said that residents of other 
parts of the state must come to realize 
that they have a stake in a healthier 
~onomy in the coal-producing re­
gtons. 

In a call to The Times yesterday, 
Jones announced his interest in fur­
ther development and upgrading of 
Jenny Wiley State Resort Park. 

"At Jenny Wiley, we have to work 
t~ r~store the b~ch and put more 
ptcmc tables out, Jones said during 
the unsolicited call. "We also need to 
establish restrooms at the north and 
south entrances and do some things 
to spruce (the park) up and make it 
more desirable. 

"I'd like to encourage increased 
attention to Jenny Wiley," he said, 
acknowlt'<iging that he has been

House Okays 
added 23 funds 

Congressman Chris Perkins has 
announced that the US House of 
Representatives, acting on t~e rec 
ommendation of the Appropr1ahons 
Committee two days earlier, voted 
last week in favor of increased fund­
ing for US 23 between Prestonsburg 
and Paintsville. 

"It is encouraging that at a time 
when Congress has less and less 
money to allocate, that we have been 
successful both in the past and now 
the present inacq';!ring ~cede? funds 
for this highway, Perkins sa1d. 

The funding approval marks the 
fourth consecutive year in which the 
Congressman has been able to secure 
federal money for US 23. . 

Perkins said that construction 
along the highway was scheduled to 
begin this year. He also noted that the 
$4 million funding approval. now 
raises the total of federal fundmg to 
over half the amount requested by 
the Kentucky Department of Tra_ns­
portation, according to information 
provided to Perkins two weeks ago. 

"These structural improvements 
I to US 23) are crucial to Eastern 
Kentucky's efforts to improve its in­
frastructure, its ec0nomy and its link 
with other states in the r<>gion," Perk­
ins said. 

The funding, part of the Transpor­
tation Appropriations Bill for fiscal 
year 1991, now gO<'s to the Sen;1te for 
considera.tion.

'40s vintage motel lost to time

A Prestonsburg landmark for more 

than four decades is crumbling to 
dust and soon folks will try to re­
member what it looked like, the 
memory slowly fading. 

Brown Motor Court, built in the 
1940s when North Arnold A venue 
was a busy thoroughfare, is being 
torn down for want ofluse. Once a 
block away from US 2$, the motel 
was a busy place in its heyday as 
motorists and businessmen sought 
comfort and rest. 

13tlsincss was less brisk when the 
present US 23 bypassed the motel 
and other stopping places cropped 
up closer to the highway. 

But Helen Clark remembers that 
for many years locals irreverently 
referred to the inn as "heartbreak 
hotel" because of the number of men 
who needed a place to stay when 
"their wives put them out." 

"ltwasalwaysa nice place, though, 
,\nd I'll miss it," said Clark who lives 
across the street from the once popu­
lar sight. 

Having lived in the same house 
for some 64 years, Clark can fairly 
well trace its development. 

Her uncle, Dave Branham, she 
said, constructed the large house that 
stands on the property, now owned 
by Don Chickering of Branham and 
Baker Coal Co. 

The house, which she describes as 
"beautiful, with the prettiest doors," 
originally sat closer to the river bank 
but has been moved nearer the street. 
Branham is believed to have built the 
house in the 1930s. 

The main part of the building, 
facing Arnold Avenue, was first a 
filling station and then "grew into a 
motel." 

Bill and Lena Brown, who had

formerly operated the old Elizabeth 
Hotel on First Street in Prestonsburg, 
are the hostelry's namesakes. They 
used the middle building as a laun­
dry and turned Branham's barn, 
which sat farther back, into another 
part of the motel complex. 

The Browns later sold the place to 
Belle Sturgill, who often provided 
meals to tenants, much like a board-

ing house, according to another neigh­
bor, Josie Howard. "She fed them 
(the boarders) well and treated them 
really well,'' Howard said. "It was 
always full." 

The motel has not operated as such 
for several years, but some of it was 
rented out as small apartments until 
last year, Clark said. She remembers 
when the last tenant moved about a 

year ago. 
Clark pointed out that several of 

Chickering's employees lived in the 
apartments for a time. 

Clark said that the present owner 
has indicated he plans to landscape 
the lot. "I'll miss seeing the motel," 
c;he said, "but 1 know he'll do a good 
job on the yard and it will be pleasant 
to see." 

Controlling the menace of mosquitoes 
If mosquitoes are beginning to 

buzz around your house and become 
a general nuisance, now may be the 
timetodeclarewar,accordingtoGene 
Ball, Floyd County Extension Agent. 

To control these menacing insects 
you should first know something of 
their life cycles. 

All mosquitoes go through four 
life stages: egg, larva, pupa and adult. 
Eggs are laid either singly or in rafts 
on the surface of quiet pools of water 
or along,theedges of streams or pools 
where tney remain until they become 
wet. The eggs of some of these 
flood water type mosquitoes can sur­
vive long periods of drought. 

Mosquito larvae or wrigglers 
develop in water. They come to the 
surface to breathe through a short 
tube at the end of their body. Mas­
qui to larvae feed on micro-organisms 
found in the water, grow rapidly and 
become pupae in about seven days. 

The pupae, called a tumbler, is a 
non-feeding stage in which the mas­
qui to changes from larvae to the adult. 
Only adult females are blood feeders; 
most must have a blood meal before 
they can lay eggs. Different species 
have different hosts, but there are a 
large number that feed on humans. 
Mosquitoes also feed on most mam­
mals, birds, reptiles and amphibians. 

The feeding habits of the female 
mosquitoes are not only annoying, 
but in some cases a bite can result in 
the transmission of diseases. Cur­
rently the viral encephalitides are the 
most important diseases transmitted 
by mosquitoes to man. 

St. Louis Encephalitis (SLE) has 
caused several deaths in Kentucky in 
previous years. Birds provide a reser­
voir for the virus and it is transmitted 
to man when a mosquito that has fed 
on an infected bird subsequently feeds 
on a human. The major vector ofSLE 
in Kentucky is the northern house 
mosquito, Culex pi pi ens. 

Dog heartworm is a filarial dis­
ease that is transmitted by some 
mosquitoes to dogs and cats. 

There arc two groups of mosqui­
toes that can be pests. TheCulexgroup 
is widely represented by the north­
ern house mosquito Culex pipiens. 
There arc container breeding mos­
quitoes. Fcma les lay their eggs in rain 
barrels, bird baths, tin cans, old tires, 
car bodies, cisterns, eave troughs, 
catchment basins or any other small 
collection of water. The life cycle is 
short with development being com­
pleted in 10-14 days. 

These mosquitoes are vicious bit­
ers and often invade homes to feed on 
humans. They are also bird feeders 
which provides the opportunity for 
them to transmit St. Louis Encephali­
tis from the bird reservoir to humans. 

The Aedes group are represented 
by Aedes vexans, a fl~~ater mos­
quito, and Aedes solhC!tans, the 
saltmarsh mosquito. The adult fe­
malcsofbothofthesemosquitoeslay 
their eggs in the mud along streams 
or pools. Flooding triggers egg hatch, 
and the larvae develop rapidly be­
coming adults in 8-10 days. Aed7s 
sollicitans is especially a problem m 
Western Kentucky where they breed 
in coal mine strip pits. 

Both of these species are fierce day 
b1ters that can be tremendous nui­
sa nccs. n,cse mosquitoes arc strong 

Freezing changes some flavors: 
the potency of onion flavor de­
creases; that of spices and garlic 
Increases. 

fliers and can be found many miles 
from the breeding site. 

Adult mosquitoes can fly long 
distances, therefore it is often neces­
sary to supplement good larvae con­
trol with adult control procedures. 

Mechanical barriers such asscrccn­
ingonwindowsanddoorsorairblast 
doors at the entrance to dairy barns 
or stores will prevent adult mosqui­
toes from entering. Those insects that 
do get into structures can be killed 
with an aerosol space spray contain­
ing synergizcd pyrethrum. In other 
cases similar control can be obtained 
by using in"ecticide impregnated 
PVC strips. 

Persons w0rking or playing in 
mosquito-infested areas should use 

mosquito repellents containing ingre­
dients such as diethyl phthalate, di­
ethyl carbate, die thy! toluamide, and 
ethyl hexanediol. Check the label for 
these active ingredients. 

Individuals can reduce the num­
ber of areas where mosquitoes can 
find shelter by cutting down rank 
weeds or grasses. Regular lawn 
mowing helps to reduce mosquito 
harborages. 

Obviously shrubbery or flower 
plantings should not be removed, but 
mosquitoes can be controlled in these 
areas with residual insecticide spra \'" 
such as Sevin, malathion or Dursl>an. 

Other control measures home 
owners should follow for mosquito 
control are: 

-Destroy or dispose of tin cans, 
old tires, or other artificial water 
containers; 

Clean gutters and remove any 
standingwaterunderoraround struc­
tures, or on flat roofs. 

-Change water in bird baths at 
least once a week and stock ornamen­
tal pools with top feeding predacious 
fish. 

- Fill or drain puddles; be sure 
ditches are not seeping and clear 
vegetation to facilitate drainage. 

-Fill tree holes or drain them. 
- Place tight insect-proof covers 

on cis terns, cesspools, septic tanks or 
fire barrels where water is stored. 

- Eliminate standing water 
around animal water troughs.

This week I would like to stress 
keeping your garden dean and dear 
of weeds and grass up to the first 
killing frost Weeds and grass com­
pete with your veget~bles for nutri­
ents, sunshine, fresh air anci moi~· 
ture. 

Weros have their place in the 
garden. Really without them there 
wouldbenohumusmattcrtoreplen­
ish the soil. No exerci~e for the gar­
denerwhoplows them in, pulls them 
uptomulchtomatoesandbcanswith, 
or plays Santa Claus with the goose­
necked Hoe, Hoe, I Joe. 

So many times we rush to have the 
earliest producing garden in the 
spring. Mainly to brag: I have had 
green beans and tomatoes, etc., so far! 
Our garden spots get worked when 
the soil is either too wet, too cold or 
both, doing untold damage to the 
soil. After a few <'arly items, our zeal 
dim; along with the matured garden 
vegetables. 

We should always remOVl' old 
plants anrl weC'ds from the garden. 
Till or plow them back mto the soil. 
Your garden will have fewer weeds 
year after year as less and less are 
allowed to go to seed. 

Never replant the same spot with 
the same vegetable. Setout late plants 
inthisarea,orplantcorn where beans 
were. This will keep your garden 
producing until a killing frost. 

Use all excess garden produce for 
canning, freezing, storing and shar­
ing with those who have no garden. 

With 180-210frost-frecdays in this 
area, july is the last month you can 
plant with hope to harvest, with the 
exception of turnips, mustard and 
other greens which should be sowed 
around the middle of August. 

Maybe you will lose some ora II of 
your last planting. If so, you still come 
out the winner, as you have been 
eating out of your garden for about 
two and a half months longer than 
your one-crop neighbor You have a 
deusey tan and feel gre<tt! 

Now is a good time to pull any 
sweet potato vines loose that are tak­
ing root. If allowed to continue II> 
grow they will "ste.ll'1 nutrients from 
the main plant, with c;maller and fewer 
potatoes to the hill. 

Harve.<;t all vegetables as they 
become mature "o your plants can 

continue to produce. 
To prevent the "home canned" 

taste of green beans that so many 
dislike, add a pinch (two or thtee 
grains) of summer savory to the top 
of each quart of beans before adding 
water. Use your own recipe and 
methods for great beans next winter. 

To make you own V-8 juice, all 
that is needed, if you do not have a . 

juicer, is to add five-10 other vege­
tables to your tomatoes while cook­
ing. Strain the vegetables and pulp 
out with your tomato seeds and skins. 
Process as regular tomato juice. Each 
"batch" will taste a little different, but 
each will be good.! use onions, garlic, 
sweet and hot peppers, carrots, green 
beans, lima beans and soy beans.lt is 
easier to juice everything except gar­
lic, onion and pepper. Happy eating.

The Floyd County Education Association (FCEA) met 

on Friday, July 13, to prepare plans in th£' effort to get a 10 
+ 10 raise for the coming school year. 
. Acti~g president Bud Reynoldsemphasiz~ that there 
ts more.mvolved thana pay raise. He said, ''Teachers are 
att<'mpting to open up the Floyd County School System. 
We want to be involved in decisions that affect the chil­
~ren we teach daily. We feel we have talents and ca pabili­
ties that are not being utilized by our administrators. We 
know better than anyone what our children need." 

FCEA has compiled these 10 points on which the 
members wish to negotiate with the Floyd County Board 
of Education: 

- 1. Task Force made up ofteachers, srudents, parents 
and community leaders to plan for implementation of 
House Bill940 

- -2. Department heads 
- -3. Content area specialists to assist teachers 
-4. Professional treatment 
-5. Teacheraides(anythingthatmighthelpeliminate 

time wasted by teachers, freeing them for classroom irl­
struction) 

-6. Promotion/Merit to be on performance of person 
in question, free from political affiliation 

-7. Consistency of programs and materials among 
schools 

-8. Fair, adequate and meaningful evaluation of teach­
ers by qualified people in their areas of instruction 

-9. Open communication between Floyd County 

Board of Education, administration and classroom teach­
ers concerning instructional decisions, directions and im­
plementation of instructional form 

-10. Input and participation in determining district­
wide budget priorities. 

The educational association decided to continue with 
petitions to businesses and the citizens of Floyd County. 
FCEA felt that many people irl the county are not fully 
aware of the efforts to restructure our schools. To this end, 
they prepared a list of information (and questions) that 
the organization feels teachers and the general public 
need to know. 

The Floyd County School System will bereceiving$4.7 
million additional dollars for the 1990-91 school year. 

How do you, the taxpayer, want this money to be 
spent? 

Did you know that the Floyd County principals re­
ceived a $10,000 raise four years ago? Under a proposed 
plan the average salary for principals in Floyd County 
will be $48,000. The proposed average salary for teachers 
will be $28,000. 

Do you realize that 18 administrators will make ap­
proximately one million dollars. With this same amount 
of money, 32 experienced teachers could be hired. Do our 
board members value the administrators more than the 
teachers who acrually teach our children? 

Citizens, do not be misled. The tax increases were 
enacted by the state legislature to implement House Bill 
940 to restructure our educational system. The 10 + 10 
increase that the teachers are asking for would come from 
state monies. The $4.7 million is adequate to cover the 
raise that the teachers are asking for.

My amendment, known as the 

National ChildSearchAssistanceAct 
of 1990, requires law enforcement 
agencies to funnel data on missing 
children to the National Crime Infor­
mation Center (NCIC) in Washing­
ton, OC. From the NCIC, legal au­
thorities will be-able to access up to 
the minute information on missing 
children 24 hours a day. 

The National Child Search Assis­
tance Act of 1990 is only the latest 
step I have taken in my fight to pro­
tect America's children. Since com­
ing to Washington in 1984, I have 
become one of the point men for child 
protection legislation in the Senate, 
introducing or sponsoring nearly 
every child protection bill that has 
become law in the 99th, 100th and 
101st Congresses. I have testified 
before both the Senate Judiciary and 
Senate Labor and Human Resources 
committees, which share jurisdiction 
on this issue, on the need for constant 
vigilance in the protection of our 
children. 

As an active participant in a 
numbcrofnationalorganizationsand 
task forces established todevclopand 
advocate more effective child protec­
tion policies, I have testified before 
the Attorney General's Commission 
on Pornography on the harm that 
pornography inflicts on children; I 
am also a member of the Senate 
Children's Caucus and assisted in 
advancing the Caucus' flagship leg­
islation, the Young American's Act. 

The National Child Search Assis­
tance Act of 1990 represents another 
tool our police officers can use to tear 
down the wall of horror that revolves 
around the m1ssing children prob­
lem Creating a national center for 
collecting information on child dis­
appearances will not only enhance 
and streamline our ability to access 
information and collect valuable sta­
tistics for analysis, but most of all it 
will help find our missing children.

Electrical demand 
peaks last week 

Kentucky Power Company's 
153,000 residential, commercial and 
industrial customers set a new sum­
mer peak demand for electrical usage 
on Tuesday, July 10. 

The 1,049,000 kilowatt record 
broke the previous record of1,017,000 
kilowatts set on Aug. 18, 1988. 

Peak demand is defined as the 
total amount of electrical energy re­
quired by all customers at a given 
point in time. 

Due not only to warm weather, 
residential and commercial growth, 
and dependence on air conditioning, 
customers have set seven new sum­
mer peaks in the last three year~. 

According to company president 
Coulter R. Boyle III, "the company is 
generally considered a winter peak­
ing company, with the all-time peak 
demand of1,202,000 kilowatts being 
set on Dec. 22,1989. 

''The company is meeting th? elec­
trical needs of its customers w1th no 
problem. However, customers are 
reminded the increased usage of elec­
tricity, in an effort to ~eep .'~~ will 
result in higher electrical b1lls.

According to Robert Turan, park 
ranger for the US Army Corps of 
Engi~eers, Life Jugs are a part of an 
ongomg program instituted by the 
Corps of Engineers to make the wa­
t~r~ of Dewey Lake a safer place to 
VISit. 

"There have been three drown­
ings at Dewey Lake this year. This is 
a horrifying statistic. Two of these 
drownings were less than a week 
apart and both involved swimmers," 
I uran stressed. 

A !though there are no designated 
swimming areas at Dewey, many 
peoplechoosetoswimatplacessuch 
as Goble Branch and Arrowhead 
Point. Life jug stations have been 
placed at many of these popular ar· 
eas. 

"If you see someone in the water, 
in trouble, don't assume that they 
are playing around. They could be in 
serious trouble and could drown in a 
matter of seconds," Turan cautions. 

"Just grab the jugs and throw. It's 
that easy. The jugs float and will al· 
low a swimmer in trouble to keep 
his/her head above water. Always 
assume that when a person looks 
like he or she need help, they really 
do need help. Throw the jugs." 

The only bad thing about the Life 
Jugs is that they have to be there to 
work. "It would be pretty terrible if 
someone were drowning, you went 
to grab the jugs, and they were not 
there," Turan said. 

"So it is extremely important that 
the jugs never be removed unless 
they are needed to save a life. If you

Plastic bottles may sometimes be a common sight near the waterways in

drowning, an onlooker can toss out these jugs and, since the jugs float, th e 
victim would be able to keep his orherhead above water until help arrives.

children who may need them. Ask 
that the jugs be replaced on the 
wooden poles and explain why it is 
so important to do so." 

Life Jugs, the name says it all. 
Learn where they are and remember 
what they do. 

"After all, anyone can drown. It 
could be your friends, your kids, even 
a stranger who happens to be swim­
mingnexttoyou whogetsintotrouble 
out there in the water," Turan cau­
tioned. '1t might even be you, and if 
you were the one drowning wouldn't 
you want the jugs to be hanging there, 
ready to save your life?"

A hitter looks at that 
"green monster", as they call it, and 
adjusts his swing to hit it. Suddenly, 

and thatinvitinggreen wallisn'tthere 
anymore. 

In general, I think it is a big mis­
take for a hi ttcr to adjust his swing to 
fit a ballpark's peculiarities. The first thing to look at is the 

dimens1ons of the field. If you have a 
ballpark that is 330 feet down the 
alleys and 310 feet down the left field 
line, 310 feet in dead center field, 360 
feet down the alleys and 310 feet or 
315 feet along the right field line, 
then it's a hitter's park. 

But if the fences are 460 feet in 
center field and 380 feet in the alleys, 
then it's going to be difficult to hit it 
out. If you hit in dead center field, 
then you are going to have to hit the 
ball a pretty good poke. 

In a park like that, in order to be a 
good hitter, you have to become a 
dead-pull hitter. That means hitting 
the ball down the foul lines where the 
fences arc closest to home plate. 

In the early part of my career, I 
sprayed the ball all over the field, so 
dimensions didn't matter that much 
to me. In 1957, when we won the 
World Series and I was named Most 
Valuable Player, I hit 44 home runs 
and about 20 of them were to right 
field and the rest to center or left 
field. 

When I became a disciplined hit­
ter and began to wait on certain 
pitches, then no ballpark bothered 
me. All ballparks are about the same 
distance down the lines to the fences. 

Iftherewasonepark that gave me 
trouble, it was Candlestick Park, 
home of the San Francisco Giants. 
The reason was the unpredictable 
wind. Sometimes it blows out. Other 
times it blows in, and sometimes it 
blows across the field. You never 
know what to expect. 

Among the famous ballparks that 
have since been torn down, I liked 
Ebbcts Field, home of the Brooklyn 
Dodgers. The only thing that would 
keep the ball in was the hi~h wall in 

The Polo Grounds, where the New 
York Giants played, was a different 
story. There you had to be a dead pull 
hitter. Hit anything to center field 
and it was a graveyard out there. I 
did reach the center field bleachers, 
one of only a handful of players to 
accomplish that feat. 

At the Polo Grounds, you could 
bloop the ball one time and watch it 
go out for a home run. The next time 
you came to the plate, you could hit 
one as hard as it could possibly be hit 
and then watch it be caught in center 
field. 

In the American League, Boston's 
Fenway Park features a high green

NOTICE TO DELINQUENT 
FLOYD COUNTY TAXPAYERS 

Kentucky Law requires the County Attorney to notify delinquent 
taxpayers that delinquent taxes have not been paid so that they 
may have an opportunity to pay the taxes before a lawsuit is filed 
against them. In that event, delinquent taxpayers could also be 
assessed additional costs, including court costs resulting from the 
lawsuit required to collect the taxes owed. 

The Tax Collection Division of the Office of the Floyd County 
Attorney has been advised by the Floyd County Sheriff and Floyd 
County Clerk that certain taxpayers have failed to pay their 
property taxes and are now delinquent. 

A letter of notification of delinquent taxes has been sent to the 
taxpayers who have failed to pay their taxes, giving them notice 
of this delinquency. 

If the delinquent taxpayer thinks that he or she does not owe the 
bill, or if the property has been sold prior to the year(s) of tax 
liability, or if he feels that the property bill is incorrect, he should 
immediately contact the Property Valuation Administrator (Tax 
Commissioner) and get the bill(s) corrected. 

These delinquent taxpayers are urged to immediately take the 
notice letter to the Floyd County Clerk's Office and make 
arrangements to pay the delinquent taxes, if owed. 

Please take notice that the amount stated in the notice 
letter does not include interest and/or penalties owed by 
reason of the nonpayment of the taxes. However, the delinquent 
taxpayer may call the Floyd County Court Clerkls Office, (606) 
886-3816, and get the exact amount that is due upon receipt of 
payment. Payment can then be made to the County Clerk either 
in person or by mailing the payment in check or money order form. 

The longer the property tax bill remains unpaid, the more 
interest and/or penalties will be added, so it is important that the 
delinquent tax bill is settled immediately.

Beauty may be in the eyes of the 

beholder, but when it comes to ap­
pearance, Americans aren't taking 
any chances. In 1989, according to 
conservative estimates, wespent$25 
billion on "personal care products" 
- including cosmetics, toiletries, 
fragrances and powders. Clearly, 
beauty is big business. 

"Appearance is a complex thing," 
says Dr. Barbara Clark Smith, a histo­
rian at the Smithsonian's National 

Museum of American History m 
Washington OC. ''We know or be­
lieve that our looks do not express 
our essential selves; many of us would 
say that, fundamentally, a person's 
looks don't matter. 

"Yet the energy that so many of us 
invest in appearing right, the time 
and money we are willing to spend, 
the discomfort we are willing to 
undergo, all suggest that looks, and 
the social rules that govern them, 
matter a great deal in American cul­
ture."

When Susie (Click Hicks) was a 
small girl, her father built a log cabin 
near the tunnel at the mouth of 
Wilson's Creek. 

She recalled happy times playing 
and fishing in Right Beaver Creek, at 
the Bethel Regular Baptist Church 
house. If you have never played in a 
creek as a child, you cannot know the 
many pleasures available for discov­
ery there. They swung on a huge 
swing that hung on a big tree in the 
churchyard. 

There was a swinging bridge that 
spanned Beaver Creek at the church 
house, and another about 1/4 mile 
up the creek. Susie's father told her 
thatthe wires of the bridge were held 
up by a dead man. She was so fright­
ened that she did not try to cross it. 

The cabin, at the left of the tunn~l 
going toward Maytown from East­
ern, sat in a grassy area with fruit 
trees growing around it. Henry Mor­
ris was the last to live there. It burned 
down after he moved. 

The time of Susie's family's move 
to Wilson's Creek was when Roberta 
Click, her mother, heired the land. 
I oe build a house on the land and they 
moved to it. Susie told oftheir yard at 
the new house. It was bare of grass as 
was most everyone's at that time.

Every Friday was yard sweeping day. 
A neighbor had joined us in this 

old timey talk, and they agreed the 
reason for the grass less yard was that 
the chickens were allowed to run loose 
on the place. They ate every blade of 
grass and were known to pull it up by 
the roots. Susie's neighbor, Mefissa 
Campbell, recalls that some fo~ks who 
moved into houses with grassy yards 
got busy and removed every bit of it 
as soon as they could. 

GRASSLESS YARDS 

Now, why would you want a yard 
with no grass? For one reason those 
old push lawn mowers were expen­
sive to buy and had to be propelled 
manually. Mowing grass was useless 
work that could be applied to tasks 
more vital to their lives than appear­
ances. 

Another good reason for having 
no grass was the children. You could 
play so many good games there. 
Marble games, hopscotch, rolly holly 
-all left their marks in these yards. 

Active youngsters in the family 
played jump rope -single throw, 
double Dutch, hot pepper, high wa­
ter, Cinder Ella dressed in yellow, 
and many other games. (Adults also 
played marbles. Agamecalled "buy 
in" required the use of 20 huge stone 

marbles.) 
Susie told ofplayinground town, 

a ball game similar to baseball. I 
believe the difference was that you 
could stack as many as you wanted 
on a base, as long as they could touch 
a part of the base. The object was to 
make the round and return to home 
base as quickly as possible before 
you got tagged out by someone 
throwing and hitting you with the 
ball or touching you with it while 
still in their hand. 

Two captains chose up the teams 
from as many as were present to 
play. Susie remembered that if they 
did not get twins Littie and Lillie 
Bentley on the same team, there 
would be a fight before the day was 
over. All batted by taking turns. 
Pitcher and catcher rotated to who­
ever wanted to fill those places. 

It was quite a popular game in 
those days, and the schoolyard in 
Maytown was the scene of action 
every weekend. Some of my earliest 
memories are of my dad taking me 
to this event with the threat that if 1 
did not behave, I could not go again. 
He was an ardent ballplayer. 

Susie's uncle, Bascom Stephens, 
had a store on the opposite side of 
the tunnel from their cabin. He and 
his wife Verge raised their family

And apparently, it has always been 
true. For millennia, women and men 
have used cosmetics to protect their 
skin as well as embellish or enhance 
their looks. The ancient Egyptians 
used cosmetics; so did early civiliza­
tions in Greece, Rome and China. 
Throughout the Middle Ages and 
Renaissance, men and women alike 
wore cosmetics. 

During the Victorian era, polite 
society frowned on the use of artifi­
cial t:eauty aids, calling such prod­
ucts tmmoral. The only way to im­
prove on Mother Nature, people be­
lieved, was the generous use of soap 
and water, a proper diet and plenty of 
fresh air and exercise. 

By the turn of the century, modest 
applications of powder and rouge 
were tolerated on older women; 
younger, unmarried women were 
expected to remain "natural." But that 
was soon to change. 

World War I accelerated feminine 
emancipation, and paradoxically 
inspired women to make greater use 
of cosmetics. It was an era when 
women won the vote, millions 
worked for a wage and thousands 
attended college. "The growing ac­
ceptance of makeup was reflected in 
the era's growing acceptance of con­
sumption, sexual expressiveness and 
women's visibility in the public 
sphere," Smith says. 

"Fashion, beauty and glamour 
could be bought across the counter at 
department stores and drugstores, 

through mail-order catalogs or at 
beauty parlors in the 1920s," adds 
Smith, who is curator of an exhibi­
tion, "Men and Women" A History of 
Costume, Gender and Power," at the 
Museum of American History. 

"Beauty experts, advertisers and 
women's magazines offered a demo­
cratic message: Every woman could 
be beautiful. But she did have to put 
her time, money and attention into 
pursuing beauty." 

The beauty business blossomed in 
the 1920s. Elizabeth Arden and He­
lena Rubinstein were leaders in the 
industry, pioneering in the develop­
ment of new makeup products and 
techniques.Afterdevelopingmakeup 
-even coining that term - for film 
stars, Max Factor began marketing to 
the general public. 

The pursuit of beauty was popu­
laramonga11 women. Duringthe'20s, 
black women such as Annie Turnbo 
Malone and Madame C.J. Walker 
pioneered in the development of hair 
and skin treatments and trained thou­
sands of women in beauty culture. 
Many of them opened beauty shops 
in the expanding black neighbor­
hoods of Northern cities. 

"The beauty business offered 
important job opportunities for many 
African American women at a time 
when most were limited to employ­
ment as domestic servants, agricul­
turallaborersand laundresses," Smith 
points out.

Depression not depressing 
for makeup industry 

Although the Depression ravaged 
the economy in the 1930s, the cos­
metic industry thrived The strived­
for look was one of cool, urbane so­
phistication. Movies influenced that 
look. Womt?n everywhere longed to 
emulate theallurcofHollywood stars 
of the day, including Greta Garbo, 
Joan Crawford, Norma Shearer and 
jean Harlow. 

Eyeliner and nail polish gained 
popularity. In 1932, Revlon was 
founded with a single product: nail 
enamel. Until then, nail polish was 
available in three pale, translucent 
shades: light, medium and dark. 
Revlon founders Charles Revson, his 
brother Joseph and chemist Charles 
Lachman developed an opaque nail 
enamel in colors never before seen, 
including pinks, corals and reds. 

As his first market, Charlc~ Revson 
targeted professional beauty salons. 
To sell the salons, he painted his own 
fingernails with different shades to 
dramatize the color variety offered 
by his fledgling company. 

Beautyfroducts for men, on the 
other han , were largely limited to 
shaving and hair-care items. In 1937, 
American men paid ancstimatcd$200 
million to keep up appearances. 
Mostly they spent their money in 
barbershops, but a sizable amount 
went for home usc of shaving creams, 
razor blades, lotions and other toilet­
ries. 

By World War II, more than 6 
million women were working out­
side the home for the first time, most 
in war-related industries. "Many 
donned trousers for factory work," 
Smith says. "Butadvertisers,govem­
mcnt spokesmen and others agreed 
that women should be careful to 'stay 
feminine'." 

Guns and roses 

Lipstick became an important 
symbol of femininity during the war. 
In July 1942, the US government's 
War Production Board sought to dis­
courage cosmetic companies from 
P{oducing lipstick and other beauty 
supplies. Three months later after a 
ground swell of complaints, the board 
changed its mind, agreeing that lip­
stick was important in maintaining 
morale. 

A Tangee Lipsticks ad in Photo­
play magazine put it this way: "No 
lipstick- ours or anyone else's­
will win the war. But it symbolizes 
one of the reasons why we are fight­
ing ... the precious right of women to 

~feminine and lovely- under any 
Circumstances." 

Despite the war, overall sales of 
cosmetics in the United States in­
creased 65 percent from 1940 to the 
mid-' 40s. According to one account, 
American women spent nearly $30 
million for 5000 tons of lipstick in 
1946, of which near! y $6 mill ion went 
to the government for luxury taxes­
or, as Life magazine pointed out­
enough to pay the president's salary 
(at that time) for 77 years. 

For postwar women, the fashion­
able shape became the hourglass sil­
houette, heralded by Christian Dior' s 
"New Look." The look was the an­
tithesis of wartime dress- the shoul­
der lines were softer, the waist was 
p~nch~ in and the skirts longer and 
b11lowmg. The beauty industry pro­
duced a wide range of cosmetics to 
complement the look. The fashion­
able women now wore scarlet lips 
and long, gleaming nails. 

A 1957 poll of American college 
women showed that more than 99 
percent used lipstick and about half 
used eyebrow pencil and mascara. 
The general attitude toward makeup 
seemed to be expressed by one coed's 
op~~~n: "I prefer natural beauty to 
a.r~hCial beauty, but I also prefer arti­
fiCial beauty to natural homeliness." 

The early '60s saw women wear­
ing. h~vy,. dark eye makeup and 
white hpshck. False fingernails and 
eyelashes gained popularity. But by 
the mid-'60s, the beauty industry 
faced a major revolution. 

"At times," Smith says, "groups 
that have dissented from the domi­
nant culture have made their own 
alternative ideals broadly felt." She 
cites as an example the "Black is 
Beautiful" movement, which fostered 
new concepts for African American 
femininity and masculinity. Blacks 
drew on African cultures for cloth­
ing; both men and women rejected 
hair straightening in favor of the 
"Afro" or "natural." 

"Fashion also became a target for 
the feminist movement," Smith adds. 
"In 1968, feminists picketed the Miss 
America PageantinAtlanticCity, N.J. 
In a dramatic protest, they threw 
symbols of women's oppression­
bras, girdles, curlers, high heels, cos-

metics, dishrags and steno pads -
into a trash can. Many feminists 
stopped wearing makeup, bras and 
nylon stockings, shaving their legs 
and plucking their eyebrows. 

A flood of back-to-nature prod­
uct~ filled store shelves in the 1970s 
and '80s. The implication was the 
lotions and cosmetics - hinting at 
vitamin-packed goodness or herbal 
purity-would not only make one's 
skin more presentable, but healthier 
as well. 

"Natural" products in bio-de­
gradable containers are likely to 
appeal to today's environmentally 
aware consumers. But one thing 
appears certain: While Americans 
have embraced the ideals of their 1890 
counterpartsconcemingexerciseand 
diet, they are not likely to give up the 
promise of beauty in a bottle.

The Lomaxcs 
made the first high-fidelity field re­
cordings of folk music and collected 
30,000 samples for the Archive of 
American Folk Song at the Library of

"American Patchwork" travels the

1989 State-by-State 
average home prices 

It was still possible to buy an aver­
age-priced home for under $50,000 
in 1989. Twostatesrecordedaverage 
selling prices below $50,000 last 
year-Iowa, the lowest in the nation 
at$48,883,and Oklahoma at$49,653. 

It was also possible to spend more 
than$225,000 for the average-priced 
home; Hawaii recorded an average 
selling price of $228,983 last year. 
Hawaii's average home price was 
more than $50,000 ahead of the sec­
ond most expcnsi vesta tc,Massachu­
setts, at $175,851. 

The average state housing prices 
arc based on more than 450,000 
homes sold in 1989 by the 6,000 of­
fices that comprise the CENTURY 
21® residential real estate system in 
the United States.
