The other drug problem

Legal drugs are
a problem, too

“It would be awfully hard for me
to completely quit them,” said Bon-
nie, a 22-year-old Floyd County resi-
dent. “l don’t always take them every
day, but I like knowing that they are
thereif | want them. I'mnotan addict
or anything. I could quit, but I don’t
want to. I like to party.”

For those who know Bonnie,
however, her life is not a party.
Bonnie's love for the prescription
drug Soma, a prescription muscle
relaxer /sedative, is an obsession that
has come between herand her family
and is possibly the cause for her re-
cent divorce.

“I'm sure that she could give you
a lot of other reasons for us splitting
up,” said Bonnie’s ex-husband
Tommy, “but I can tell you that | had
to leave becauseof thedrugs. Shehad
no desire to do anything but drugs.”

By her own account Bonnie will
purchase Soma, and its generic
equivalent Carisprodol, at a price of
$1-$2 each in quantities of 50 or 60. I
usually try to get as many as I can,
They aren’t very expensive.”

Bonnie, along with others who
share her passion for the tablets, will
often visit as many as five different
doctorsinoneday toobtain thedrugs.
Many times she will carpool with
others and tradeaway drugs that are
not desirable for ones she likes more.

“Theeonly bad thing about themis
you can forget how many you took,
because you don’t want to lose your
buzzand youwill take five or six pills
every 20 or 30 minutes when you
think it's been an hour or two since

you took the last ones,” said Bonnie,
who admits to consuming between
40 and 60 tablets on some days.

Bonnie is not necessarily the ex-
ception; by many standards, she is
the typical abuser of prescription
drugs.

“Depressants are commonly the
drug of choice in thisarea,” said Tom
Mclntyre, head pharmacist at High-
lands Regional Medical Center. “We
don’t have as much demand for
amphetamines orspeed. Most people
here will simply find a doctor who
will give them things like Valium,
Soma and Tylenol with Codeine.

“Very often something like Fastin
(a prescrigtion amphetamine) will
be prescribed along with the depres-
sant drugs in order for the user to
function at work,” said Mcintyre. “1
had never seen Soma prescribed in
large quantities until [ came to Ken-
tucky.”

Valium, a commonly prescribed
tranquilizer, hasalso been recognized
as having great potential for abuse
and is commonly sold for $2 apiece
for 10 milligram, with “Blue” Valium
with five milligram tablets (yellow)
being sold for a dollar.

Tina, a native of Johnson County,
said that she began taking Valium
and other tranquilizers to help her
cope with the death of her baby girl.

“There was a time that [ just could
not face the day without a lot of
Valium and Xanax. Those were the
ones I liked best, [ used to try very
hard to get to the point where [ could
stare at the TV and not understand
anything it was showing. When I
caught myself paying attention ta
something, | knew it was time to pop

Many states, he said, have tried a
variety of tactics to establish such
regulations and have failed. He dis-

Here’s one solution

A problem that has plagued Floyd
County for sometime has a new team
of people working ona solution.Since
the demise of the coal miner because
of new technology, more and more
people have found themselves out of
work or having to leave the area.

Floyd County Judge-Executive
John M. Stumbo has come ur with
one hopeful solution, or at least a
start — an’economic development
organization.

Apparently the original thciu%ht
came by way of the tucky Re-
vised Stah.leChage;mlSZ andinvolved
State Rep. Greg bo. Representa-
tives of the Floyd County Chamber of
Commerce and the Big Sandy Area
Development District realized that
something needed done in Floyd
County to help create jobs and boost
the economy, so they went to Judge
Stumbo.

The original idea was to have one
extremely qualified person do all the
leg work and the position be funded

partially through city funds and par-
tially through county funds, accord-
ing to former Chamber President Tim
Hites. '

“l was really impressed with th
way Judge Stumbo handled it. We
went up and met with him and he
had alotofgood ideasand said all the
right things,” Hites said. “If anyone
deserves the credit it's him, because
he took the ball and ran with it and
got the thing done.”

Hence, The Floyd County Eco-
nomic Development Authority was
created, The Authority is to consist of
six board members, working on a
volunteer basis, rather than one sala-
ried person since the funding was
unavailable, (The county did come
up with its part).

On July 18, Judge Stumbo sent out
six letters to non-political, commu-
nity leaders requesting their coop-
eration in serving on the board. Those
asked were Delores Smith of R&S
Trucking, Burl Wells Spurlock of the
First Commeonwealth Bank, Julius

“This isa problem nationwide, in
this state and in other counties,”
Hammond said. “Thereis big money
insolving the problem becauseitisso
great.”

The county has to be very careful
in the wording of any ordinance on
the subject because of the possibility
of being sued, Hammond cautioned.
“We don’t want to come up with
something haphazard and we need
to do it right. But | feel any money
spent in court tests will be well spent.

“We must also consider how we
are gong to take care of our own
medical waste,” Hammond said, “We
can’tbe naive enough to think others
states and counties are going to take
it, cause they’re not. So, we are going
to have to solve those problems as we
approach this.”

Hammond said the starting point
was to make sure any regulation
meets withstateand federal constitu-
tions and any prohibition does not
interfere with interstate commerce.

Any drafted regulation, he said,
would restrict private waste facilities
whether they useincineration, dump-
ing or a landfill, hazardous or house-
hold, but would not affect the public
landfill. Hammond pointed out that
the public landfill would be regu-
lated as it has been by the Solid Waste
Commission.

“After drafting the regulation on
what it would take to get a private
facility operative in this county,”
Hammond explained, “the nextthing
we have to.do in the same ordinance
is figure out how we are going to
finance the regulation of it (the pri-

The other litter problem

Pets reap man's irresponsibility

More than 70,000 of these babies
are born every day in the United
States. Only about 14,000, roughly 20
percent, end up in loving, lasting
homes. The rest die, most often from
starvation oraccidents, oraredoomed
to lives of cruelty and maltreatment,

How can this be? you ask. Some-
one should put a stop to it, you say.

If you're an owner of a cat or dog,
that someone can be you, says Teresa
Qusley.

As one of the operators of the
county’s animal shelter in West
Prestonsburg, Ousley is in a position
to know. Ousley, who volunteers for
the often heartbreaking job, and
Sandy Wright, the shelter’s paid staff

member, witness daily the results of
irresponsible pet ownership.

On a recent day, the facility in the
old landfill hollow sheltered some
three dozen kittens, three sets of
puppies and a couple dozen adult
dogs and cats of varying ages and

ped"gree.

hen a visitor approaches, most
of the animals clamor to the front of
their cages as if to say, “Take me, take
me‘#

Some slink away, evidencing a
history of cruelty from these crea-
tures called humans. These, Qusley
confides, will most likely never be
adopted because they don’t demon-
strate the personality and energy
prospective owners look for.

Among those who endear them-

f

selves to the potential owners who
come by:

*All the roly-poly kittens and
puppies thattumbleand stumbleover
cach other fora touch of humanaffec-
tion, a desire that seems innate,

*A huge yellow tomcat who rubs
his thick fur against the cage, obvi-
ously receptivetoa finger patthrough
the wire holes.

*A wiry-haired, mostly Airedale

Someofthe points Hammond said
.the county would need to take into
consideration include: what it will
cost the county to make sure the
operators have the permit, the cost of
on-siteinspections, where the money
would come from to close down an
operation that doesn’t comply with
the ordinance, what fees would be
charged and so forth.

Some of the regulations he sug-
gested be imposed on any private
waste disposal operation are: bonds
. foreventual closure and fines, fees of
up to $1000/ounce for hazardous
waste, requiring permits, requiring
sites be open to inspections and a
detailed manifest be kept on what
type of garbage is coming in.
Mentioning the one such private
waste disposal facility in the county,
MedisinInc., Hammond said “If they
can not comply withthis ordinance, [

*Abig, interesting-looking female
dog with a hint of wolfhound in her

Most are the victims of former
owners who can or will no longer
take care ofthem for whatever reason
or who don’t want to have another
litter of pups or kittens and refuse to
havetheanimalsneutered, (About 85

percent of discarded animals are
females, Qusley says.)

Some are dropped off in darkness
attheshelterdoor.Othersarebrought
in by concerned motorists who find
theanimalsdeserted along highways,
a fate that nearly alwaysleadstodeath
by car or truck wheels or by starva-
tion.

Some end up at the shelter be-
cause they’re no longer wanted by
theirowners. Theonce cuddly puppy
has grown into a big, overly friendly
dog. The playful kitten maturesintoa
fighting tomeat. Or an old, tired petis
replaced by a younger, more ener-

a few more pills,” said Tina

Doctors prescribed the drugs for
Tina for the first few months after her
baby’s death, but soon the pills could
only be obtained illegally.

After nearly two years, Tina is
trying to get straight. “I think that I'm
going fo try to get clean for at least a
tull year,” said Tina, “and then I'm
going to try and have another baby.”

Thereare many other prescription
drugs that can be obtained illegally,
notably Percodan, Percocette and
Dilaudid. All three are narcotic pain
killers, usuailly prescribed only in
small quantity with strict control of
dosage.

While Percocette and Percodan,
both versions of the synthetic nar-
coticoxycodone, sell for the high price
of $5 to $8 each, Dilaudid tablets are
commonlyboughtand sold for $40 to
$60 per tablet.

Dilaudid tablets are usually
crushed and melted before being
placed in a hypodermic needle and
takenintravenously by the user. They
are highly addictive, and only heroin
surpasses their narcotic qualities.

“The narcotic buzz is the ultimate
high,” said Jeff, a former Floyd
Countian;now living in Pike County.
“When you close your eyes it’s like
you go into a dream-like state with
little flashes of light and a feeling that
you are literally floating, That is
usually accompanied by vivid dream
sequences and deep thoughts.”

Jeff considers himself a true con-
noisseur of narcotics and says that he
doesn't gettotake them often enough
to get addicted because the drugs are
not easily obtained in this area. He
emphasizes that he does not drink
alcohol and does not take Valium or
other sedatives.

Heclaimsto haveno problem with
any drug, however, in 1987 he traded
a new Harley Davidson motorcycle
for 150.dilaudid tablets and an ounce
of cocaine, “I really meant fo turn a
profit onthe cocaine and some of the

pills, “ said Jeff. “Butonce I gota taste
of it I had to haveitall.

“The dope was gone in just over
two weeks, but the bike was just paid
off about a year ago. Me and a few of
my friends were really wild while it
lasted though,” Jeff added.

Police say that the illegal distribu-
tion of prescription drugs is a prob-
lem to combat. “All someone has to
doishavethreeorfouroftheir friends
go to doctors that they know will
prescribe certain drugs,” said
Prestonsburg Police Chief Greg Hall.

“They can sell the pills for enough
money to pay for the doctor’s visit
and the prescription while making a
very healthy profit for themselves,”
the police chief said. “The best we
can hope to do is catch the people
selling the drugs, which we usually
do.”

The commonly abused drugs are
considered to be very effective for
their prescribed purpose, according
to Tom McIntyre, but when they are
abused the effects are often reversed.
“¥Valium, specifically, can causeanxi-
ety and nervousness, which are the
symptoms it was originally pre-
scribed to help,” Mclntyre said.

The desire for prescription drugs
is indeed a problem. The desire to
escape from reality is very strong for
many people. It is likely that profes-
sional counseling and drug with-
drawal programs will be seen as the
only solution to this long standing
problem.

Ifyou or someone you know hasa
problem with the abuse of prescrip-
tion drugs, urge them to seek help.

That help can be obtained locally
through Mountain Comprehensive
Care Center’s Helpline, 1-800-422-
1060, or by calling MCCC at 886-8572
and asking for Theresa O'Brien.

MCCC offers treatment and reha-
bilitation programs locally through
the Layne House residential recov-
ery program and also offers an out-
patient recovery program thatallows
the user to remain at home,
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getic one,

Some are given up reluctantly
because the owner is ill or dies or has
to move.

Ousley and other members of the
society use every means possible to
find good homes for the animals.
Recently, they even set up a table in
front of Wal-Mart and matched a
bunch of kittens with excited owners.

All animals that come to the shel-
ter, except those that are seriously ill,
are treated for fléas and given basic
vaccinations for state registration.
Cats are checked for signs of the
generally fatal leukemia-like disease,
although, according to Ousley, tests
on kittens are not always accurate,
Cats are also neutered before adop-
tion.

Forthese services, all cheaperthan
most veterinarians would charge,
persons who adopt dogs pay $22.
Some people balk at that fee, but
Ousley says the cost became neces-
sary after it was discovered that some
were purchasing dogs at $5 from the
shelter and then selling them at flea
markets for $20. (The flea market
animals often end up in animal re-
search centers.)

The adoption fee for cats is $35,
which is a significant bargain when
you consider that most veterinarians
charge more than that for spaying or
neutering alone. “Some people say
they don’t want a female cat spayed,
butif she's not, then you can count on
them being back in two months with
both the cat and a litter of kittens,”
said Qusley, who points out thatacat
can have six litters a year,

Despite the services of the animal
shelter, the reality is that there are
more cast off animals than there are
people to adopt them. After a cat or
dog has been at the shelter a period of
time — too long, some say — it is
humanely “put to sleep,” as the eu-
phemism goes.

“I probably do put it off too long,”
said Ousley, whose husband is a
veterinarian. “But | always keep
hoping that tomorrow someone will
walk in and want this one or that
one.”

Qusley admits that it's easy to get
attached to the animals that come to
the shelter, making supervising their
deaths even moredifficult. “It’s hard,
it’s really hard.”

Butthe demand for a “shelter” for
stray and unwanted animals means
that room must be made. More
municipalities have begun to clamp
down on strays, and officials clamor
to have space freed for the animals
they want to bring in.

“People can get very rude,” said
Qusley. “You get attacked. They say
you have to make room.”

Shelter personnel do keep a wait-
ing list for people who want to bring

animals in. “When a space comes
available, we call the next person on
the list,” she explained. “Sometimes
they don’t comein for two weeks and
then get mad if we don’t have space
then.”

The shelter operates almost liter-
ally on a shoestring, under the aus-

ices of the Dewey Dam Dog and Cat
Brotection Society. The county pays
$833 a month to the shelter, and the
city of Prestonsburg donates $200 a
month.

Thatamount hardly pays for food,
insurance, bathing and flea treatments
and standard health care for the ani-
mals, let alone payment of staff.

Thesociety raises someadditional
money through a yearly roadblock
and a Christmas gift wrapping proj-
ect at the Prestonsburg Sundry Store.
Some individuals contribute, al-
though notas much as they oncedid,
according to Ousley. _

Also, somebusinesses and organi-
zations help out. Wal-Mart, for in-
stance, recently donated paint for the
shelter, The Prestonsburg Kiwanis
Club has helped buy cages, and the
Junior Woman'’s Club donates pro-
ceeds from its annual horse show.
Branham and Baker Coal Co. pro-
vides coal for heating, and Mountain
Comprehensive Care Center recently
helped with landscaping.

As strongly as Ousley has fought
for the shelter, however, sheis just as
adamantin her belief that thereshould
not have to be an animal shelter.

“You wouldn’t need an animal
shelter if people would control their
pets,” she said, eyes ablaze.

QOusley isastrong believer in keep-
ing pets up or having them neutered
so that they won’t reproduce more
unwanted animals.

“Some people will say they just

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can’t stand to have female dogs and
catsspayed, yetthey don’t want them
to have offspring either. You can’t
have it both ways,” she said.

The consequence of the high birth
rateamong petsis that shelters across
the country have to humanely kill
close to eight million animals a year
because homes can’t be found.

One way Ousley and other mem-
bers of the animal protection society
are trying to help is by sponsoring
tours of the shelter by school children
and scheduling visits to classrooms.
By reaching these young people with
the case for humane and responsible
pet ownership, they hope to make
some inroads into the problem that
exists in Floyd County today.

TRUCKS, RAILROADS
ANDCONGRATULATIONS
Will coal trucks continue operat-

ing through Prestonsburg? That's a
question that may havealready been
answered following lastnight's meet-

ing of the Prestonsburg City Council.

Thequestion has todowith weight
restrictions on the Bert T. Combs
bridge, the large number of heavy
trucks (mostly hauling coal) and the
condition of the bridge.

Last week, Kentucky Transporta-
tion Secretary Milo Bryant made a
surprise helicopter visit to
Prestonsburg, for what can be as-
sumed an inspection of the bridge.
The media never caught up with the
secretary because of last minuteshuf-
fling of schedules. By the time we got
the correct information on where
Bryant was, the copter and secretary
were gone. City officials fared about
thesame,

If the weight limit for traffic is
enforced, coal trucks will either have
to lighten their load or use the route
to Ashland by way of Salyersville.

Somecriticsinthe pastcomplained
trucks were hauling above the weight
limit. They point out that Virginia’s
strictly enforced weight limit law is
enforced. I can’t remember exactly
what it is, but it has to do with how
high above the top of the truck bed
the coal can be stacked.

On theother hand, some folks say
Kentucky’s law must be that as long
as coal is no more than three to four
feetabove the top of the truck, or less
than a ton gets scattered across the
roads en route to the docks or that
trailers can remain upright while
turning curves, then everything is
okay.

I'veeven heard some of those who
enforce the law from the coal fields to
the Ohio River, and that covers a
numberofcounties, have putafeeon
traveling through their county. No

proof of this, but I find this hard to
swallow, knowing the political cli-
mate of Eastern Kentucky.

1 grew up the rest of my years in
Kent, wenttocollegethereand moved
outonmy own for the firsttime toan
apartmentin Kent. After graduation,
having gone through ROTC, I had a
six-month commitment with the
Army whith I completed in Tucson,
Ariz. I loved it there, too. What a
wonderful place tovisit. Shortly after
completing my Army course I gotan
apartment in Canton, Ohio, where
my grandmotherlived.

Pledging to continue working on
the ordinance along with the other
Fiscal Court members, Hammond
said if it was completed soon Judge-

Several members of the Floyd
Countians In Action group were at
Friday's court meeting, sporting
protestsignsagainst Medisin Inc. The
one action they asked the court to
take was to “Prohibit any member of
the Fiscal Court from sitting on any
board of directors of a medical or
private hazardous waste company
and that these provisions apply to
any board or commission established
by the court.”

Hammond said, “There is a state
law already which prohibits Fiscal
Court members being on boards or
company boards of any type that
would bein conflict with the business
of the county.” Hammond warned
that the public would not want to
restrict them from sitting on any
publiccommissions that would bene-
fit the county. “This might tie our
hands and prohibit us from doing
our jobs,” he said.

A resident from the old Holbrook
Subdivision in Rough and Tough
Creek appeared before for the court
asking two things, to haveaditchline
cleaned outand a slip filled with rock
and that pipe be provided so that city
water could be run up another 2/10
of a mile to service six more houses,

The residents are willing to pay
the$300deposit required by the water
company, but were told by Bill Har-
vey Howard that no pipe was avail-
able and they would need to go be-
fore the Fiscal Court to get some.

Judge Stumbo said he couldn’t
answer for the Prestonsburg City
Utilities but only work with them. “I
understand that you just want water
and I'll talk with Bill Harvey and see
what we can do,” he said,

Charles Tackett of the Middle
Creek Volunteer Fire Department
presented the court with a petition
for a fire tax district. He was advised
that he needed to advertise it the
required number of times, specifying
boundaries, and if there was no pro-
test, the court would address the is-
sue at the next meeting.

Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson
spoke about the new Disaster and
Emergency Services regulations,
noting he was concerned about the
county’seffectivenessatanyaccidents
and spills because of the new regula-
tions. ‘

“Anything over a five-gallon die-
sel fuel spill, the DES has to come to
it,” Thompson said. “That’s some-
thing we could take a garden hose to.
Now we can’t do anything. They've
tied our hands.”

He added that if a tanker should
overturn, no one could even goto the
driver’s rescue for fear of suffering a

sonal fine, All the officials could
doisblock traffic until the DES people
arrived. He mentioned that gas lines
are broken every day when digging
or cleaning out ditch lines, some-
thing the DES also needs to be called
on, .

Hammond pointed out that daily

there are 4000 non-originating trac-
tor-trailers that pass through Floyd
County going northand south. “With
that kind of traffic hauling that kind
of waste, wearesitting onadynamite
keg,” he said. “Floyd County being
the center of five counties, and being
‘wet’....this new regulation would be
a big expense to the county.”
Apparently, if emergency work-
ers are not DES qualified, they will
not be reimbursed for any services
they perform ata spill. Such things as
digging temporary drainage dishes,
pouringabsorbent materialsonaspill,
any clearing of debris and the likes
will have to be paid for by thecounty.

RIGGING YOUR OWN BOAT
HELPS WHEN
TROUBLE OCCURS

The nexttime you purchaseabass
boat, consider doing the rigging
yourself, or at least being present
when the dealer does it.

That's the advice from Linda
England, a member of the Johnson
Outboards Pro Staff and considered
one of the best lady fishermen in
America. Fredda Lee, also a Johnson
pro and top female competitor,
agTCQS.

“When you rig your own boat, or
at least watch it being rigged,” Eng-
land explains, “you learn where
evcrythinﬁéshxatedandconnccted.
This can be an advantage if prob-
lems, especially electrical problems,
occur when you're on the water.

“You can usually go straight to
the trouble spot and correct it.”

Another major advantage of self-
rigging, says Lee, is that you can
place dashboard gauges and other
equipmenton theboatexactly where

ou want it.

“Linda and I were present when
our boats wererigged,” sheexplains.

“We each like to have a surface tem-
perature gauge and a pH monitor
mounted wherewecan see them from
both the console and the front deck.

“Many fishermen don’t watch
these instruments when they’rerun-
ning,” continues the Johson pro, “so
they mount them differently. Because
we were present, we were able to
locate them where we wanted them.”

“Each fishermanisdifferent,” says
England, “and has his own prefer-
encesof where he wantscertainthings
located on his boat. Their placement
is important to him because of his
style of fishing, but thereis no way a

dealer can know that.”
One tip both England and Lee
offer is to attach your boat's battery

boxes with screws so they remain |

stationary in rough water. Place the
tie down straps under the box first,
then screw the boxes in place, being
careful not todrill a hole completely
through the hull.

“If you're in really rough water,”
explains Lee, “a bouncing ride can
shift a battery, which in turn could
break a wire or cause a bad connec-
tion that would result in a loss of
engine power. In big waves, losing
engine power could be disastrous.”

What rock climbers
are up tonow...

In a world of extremes it seems
redundant to make rock climbing
harder than it already appears.

Butforthosein sca:‘cﬁof%helatest
in vertical challenges, the stark, arid
landscape of the Colorado Plateau
country of Canyonlands National
Park and southwestern Colorado is
the latestcall.

For there, in the lost land of hoo-
doosand stone bridgesmade famous
by author Edward Abbey, a few
young climbers are redrawing the
limits of the sport.

They do their work among the
soaring sandstone cliffs, walls, but-
tresses and buttes of Canyonlands,
Rocks there are defined and
transected by fissures and cracks.
From hairline tracings to fissures big
enough toswallowa Winnebago, the
canyoncountry of Utahand southern
Coloradais a world of cracks.

For the climber, the soaring sand-
stone splits of the Colorado Plateau
offer a new vision and version of the
sport.

“Many are just straight up —
straight as an arrow,” says climbing
photographer David Benyak. “This
type of crack climbing is totally dif-
ferent.”

Benyak recently spent 12 days
photographing world-class climber
john Duran of Albuquerque as he
climbed anumber of theCanyonlands
morechallenging crack routes. Duran
works at the Wilderness Centre.

This brand of climbing is in stark
contrast to the more typical “sport”
— or “face” — climbing normally
associated with rock climbing,.

“With face, or sport climbing, you
can see the (hand and foot) holds,”
explains Duran. “It’s a more natural
kind of climbing for the humanbody;
it's almost like climbing a ladder.”

Butforthecrackclimber, the range
ofhand and foothold options usually
dwindles to the single vertical line of
a fingertip width split in the sand-
stone walf.

And whilefaceclimberscanplota
course from rest stop to rest stop, a
crack climber’srestis usually limited
toa fist-wide opening from which he
canhanghis weight supported solely
by the friction of a bunched fist
jammed hard against the rock.

“You can really know,” says
Duran. “l mean, a crack does what-
ever it wants.”

“it can be real scary.”

Like the cracking of a windshield,
the minute — though persistent —
upward thrust of the Colorado Pla-
teau hascreated a never-ending vari-
ety of climbs in the walls of Can-
yonlands.

“It is probably one of the meccas
for crackclimbingin the world,” says
Duran. “Thereare cracksso longand
unrelenting thata lotof them haven’t

been done, or maybe they've been
done once.”

As if the challenge of rock and
crack werenotenough, climbers must
contend with the dessicating heat of
the Utah desert. Like a thermal
sponge, the sandstone soaks up and
bathes theclimberinthe overwhelm-
ing heat of the sun.

“It was just sweltering,” recalls
Duran, “It was about 100 degrees
against the rock.

“But it was fun.”

While the majority of Canyonland
cracksrun from 40-80 feet, somesnake
as far as 140 feet above the desert
floor. '

With the exception of a few climbs
in southwest Colorado, Benyak and
Duran focused primarily on the can-
yons in the Indian Creek area of
Canyonlands.

And even for a highly regarded
climber, like Duran, the cracks of
Canyonlands hide many climbing
secrets to be learned.

And while thetraditional toolsand
techniques of the rock climber can
coaxoutthosesecrets, when theworld
shrinks down to a fingertip grip of
sandstone 60 feet above the cactus

and horned toads, something else is
needed.

“I¥s a whole mind game,” ob-
serves Duran. “You just have to be
mentally tough to keep going.”

NEW LAWS
AFFECT SPORTSMEN
Here's a rundown of several new
laws that affect Kentucky sportsmen
beginning July 13, 1990.

After 30days, new Kentucky resi-
dents ma[}' urchase resident sport
hunting /fishing licenses. Theold law

required six months to establish legal
residency.

Kentucky residents declared to-
tally and permanently disabled by
the federal Social Security Admini-
stration ora state Workers” Compen-
sation Board don't need to purchase
sport hunting and fishing licenses.
Applications tor disability exemption
cardsareavailable from the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources, Division of Fiscal Control,
#1 Game Farm Rd,, Frankfort 40601,
or call 502-564-4224.

In addition, resident servicemen
on furlough of more than three days
may huntand fish statewide without
purchasingsportlicenses. Servicemen
must carry proof of furlough status
while afield. Previously, furloughed
servicemen were restricted to the
county of legal residence before en-
tering the service,

JUNIOR HUNTERS

Junior hunting licenses remain
valid for the license year in which
they are issued. This means 15-year-
olds who turn 16 before the current
license year ends do not have to buy
anadulthunting license. (Kentucky’s
license year runs March 1 through
the lastday of February the following
year.)

v

HUNTING PRIVATE LANE

Regardless of the type of hunting
equipment used, all deer and turkey
hunters must obtain written permis-
sion from landowners or tenants
before hunting deer or turkeys on
privately owned land.

A law prohibiting damage to
buildings, fences, crops, livestocks or
domestic animals while hunting or
fishing onprivate land was passed to
protect landowners’ interests.

SPOTLIGHTING

Kentucky’s spotlighting law
makes it illegal to “deliberately cast
the rays ofa spotlight or other artifi-
gial light, with the intent to. poach,
intoany field, pasture, woodlands or
forest, whether public or private,
where wildlife or domestic livestock
may reasonably be expected to be
located.” Violators may be fined $300
to $1,000, plus court costs. (The law
doesn’t apply to vehicle headlights
“inanormal course of travel” or other
legitimateactivities requiring the use
of lights.)

In addition to it being illegal to
shoot from a vehicle, it is against the
law to sheot on, over or across any

public roadway.
OHIO RIVER

Ohio River sportand commercial
fishing licenses are no longer avail-
able. Nonresidents licenses to fish
only the Ohio River were deemed
unnecessary because the states of
Ohio and Indiana share jurisdiction
with Kentucky on the Ohio River,
and lllinois is attempting to gain
similar status. Ohio River licenses
issued prior to July 13, 1990, will be
honored through the last day of
February, 1991,

IWOULD BUY

IEIHAD THE MONEY

TheGeneral Assembly established
the Kentucky Heritage Conservation
Fund Board which will spend the
next couple of years identifying
wetlands and natural areas it can’t
purchase because the “Fund” has no
funds. The legislature did not ap-
prove a proposed increase in the
existing land transfer fee whichcould
have provided around $5 million
annually toward purchasinglandsto
be protected.

DOGS ON DEER PUBLICITY
GAINSATTENTION

Recent reports on free ranging
dogs killing deer in Kentucky
prompted an anti-hunting editorial
proposing an old idea — an open
season on dogs.

TheDepartment of Fishand Wild-
life Resources, supported completely
by sportsmen’s dollars, does not
endorse this approach to salving the
state’s free ranging dog problem.
Educating dog owners, it seems, is
the better way.

Dog owners need to realize that
well-fed butunconfined petscan meet
withother roaming dogsandliterally
rundeer todeath. Dogsdon’thave to
be particularlylarge tocausethiskind
of damage.

John Phillips, deer biologist for
the fish and wildlife department,
recalls an incident in which one deer
was chased for seven miles by a pack
ofdogs. Thedeer escaped intoa fenced
area only to die of a lung hemor-
rhage.

Nearly 2,000 whitetails succumb
to dog-related deaths each year in
Kentucky. According to Phillips, an
average of 15 incidents are reported
annually from each Kentucky county.

Dogs on deer is of special concern
in Eastern Kentucky where deer
populations are making a comeback
with the aid of the fish and wildlife
department’s deer release program
and the support of knowledgeable
wildlifeenthusiasts.

* AVOID TICKS:

PREVENT LYME DISEASE

Pinhead size, orange and brown
“deerticks” are mostcommoncarrier
of Lyme disease that, if untreated in
the early stages, can lead to serious
long-lasting problems suchas chronic
fatigue, depression and repeated at-
tacks of arthritis.

The best way to prevent Lyme-
disease, orany tick-related infection,
is to keep all ticks away from your
skin. Wearing protectiveclothingand
checking yourself (also children and
pets) for the presence of ticks after

being outdoors are a couple of com-
mon-sense things you can do.

I's a good idea to choose light-
colored clothing thatisnotonly cooler,
butmakes spottingticks easier. If you
plan to be outside for a long time
especially inwooded or grassy areas,

wear a cap or hat, long-sleeved shirt
and long pants. Be sure to tuck pant
legs inside boots or socks —and you
may wanttoadd astrip of tape where
the two meet,

“Doc Bogue” Ratliff, who once
owned the log cabin in question, got
his nickname because he was called
on to help the people on the creek in
time of sickness.

He doctored and my grand-
mother, being the widow of a
preacher, prayed for the sick. She
studied his medical books andlearned
to assist him as a nurse.

It was the 'ﬂrach‘ce in thosedays to
sit up with the sick and the doctor
was called to the house. Helpers who

thered were quitenumerous. They

Iped do up the work and all were
fed.

Sometimes their mischief caused
doubtasto their usefulness. My Uncle
Josephus Howard told of how they,
as teenagers, used to ride with his
mother and stepfather on calls.

Seated on the back of the horse
drawnbuggy, they sweptunder trees
with chickens sleeping on the
branches overhead. A rapig grabsoon
bagged a fowl, which was taken into
the house for the cooks to prepare for
the crowd of attendants, waiting to
hear the news from the sick room.
