Rural phone rates drop 
Some rural South Central Bell 

customers will pay 95 cents to $8.70 
less each month as a result of a regu­
latory plan designed to give the tele­
phone company and its customers 
the opportunity to share the gains 
achieved through efficient manage­
ment. 

Thera tedecreases will be reflected 
inmileagechargespaidbycustomers 
who live in areas more remote from 
their telephone switching office. 
''These decreases will make one-party 
service more economical for our ru­
ral customers," explained South 
Central Bell Manager Art Willett. 
Customers who live the farthestfrom 
the switching office will see the big­
gest decrease. 

The regulatory plan, called incen­
tive regulation, was approved by the 
state Public Service Commission in 
1988 on a two-year "experimental" 
basis. Each six months, South Central 

Bell calculates and reports its earn­
ings to the commission. The com­
pany and its customers share earn­
ings above the level authorized by 
the commission. 

If the company earns below the 
authorized level, telephone custom­
ers pay only a portionofanyincrease 
needed to bring earnings back to the 
bottom of the range of authorized 
earnings. 

"The incentive plan is designed to 
give our customers the opportunity 
to share in gains achieved through 
good management of the business 
and to give the company positive 
motivation tooperateevenmoreeffi­
ciently," Willett said. 

According to Willett, this will be 
the third time telephone rates for 
certain services have been reduced 
since the incentive regulation plan 
was implemented.

Last Thursday, Friday and 

Saturday, the Kentucky Press 
Association had its summer 
conference at Kentucky Dam 
Village, affording me my first 
venture into the western part of the 
state. Although I grew up in 
Kentucky and have traveled and 
lived all over the US, I confess I'd 
never been west of Louisville in this 
state. 

Of course, as those who've been 
there know, I was in for a treat. 
Those rolling hills and lush farms 
are almost as beautiful as our 
higher terrain. I found the people 
very much Kentucky with the same 
language and warmth as their 
eastern kinfolk. Two things pose 
great differences, however. 

First, the roads are a joy to drive 
on. There are four-lane highways 
all over, even though the two-lane 
ones are for the most part straight 
and smooth On country two-lane 
roads, I had to check myself to keep 
the speedometer at or below 70, 
something we never have to worry 
about since on most of our roads 
feeling safe at 55 is an unusual 
sensation. 

I kept wondering why this 
section has such good roads and 
ours are so poor. There, four-lane 
highways parallel and crisscross 
smaller roads that are better than 
just about any we have Why is 
that? 

Second, the cleanliness of the 
roadways there was a striking 
contrast to ours. Seldom is there a 
stretch of highway, primary or 
secondary, that does not sport an 
"Adopt a Highway" sign. The 
sponsors range from businesses to 
civic clubs to government offices to 
church groups to school organiza­
tions. 

So intrigued was I that I started 
looking for htter. In three days of 
driving throughout the region I saw 
one brown paper bag and one 
aluminum can along the roadways. 
Contrast that with what you know I 
saw when I started climbing back 
toward the hills en route home. . 
Why is that? 

There was one major disappoint­
ment. I noted on the map that I was

less than an hour away from the 
Mississippi River. Having spent 
four of the best years of my life in 
Arkansas near the mighty river, I 
wanted to see it again for the first 
time in 12 years.

Kentucky doesn't often enjoy the 
national praise the newly enacted 
education reform program has at­
tracted. Called "the most intelligent 
state reform program that has been 
adopted anywhere in the country," 
Kentucky's reform legislation has 
been held up as a model by education 
leaders, by other state's Governors, 
and even by President Bush. 

From coast to coast editorial writ­
ers commend it to their own legisla­
tors as a bold stroke, "sweeping away 
entrenched bureaucracies, en­
trenched disparities in spending and 
entrenched attitudes about schools 
and how schools should be run." (San 
Antonio Express News) 

The long history of neglect and 
minimal spending has victimized 
Kentucky by such state rankings as: 

1. 50th in adults with high-school 
diploma; 

2. 5th in unemployment; 
3. 49th in college graduates; and 
4. 46th in per-pupil spending for 

education (despite claims of many 
that Kentucky has been "spending 
and spending"). 

In addition more than one-quar­
ter of our Kentucky children are

SOLDIERS FACING 
EARLY RETIREMENT 
DESERVE OUR HELP 

With the apparent collapse of 
Communism in Eastern Europe and 
a relaxation in world tensions, Con­
gress and the Bush administration 
have pledged to reduce military 
spending and our current troop lev­
els. In order to meet new budget 
constraints, each branch of our armed 
forces will be cutting thousands of 
personnel. 

These reductions will save billions 
of dollars; however, they do not come 
without a human cost. Those people 
discharged early will be thrust into a 
very competitive job market without 
many of the benefits that non-service 
workers would receive if they were 
laid off. After years of faithful duty, 
many soldiers will face unemploy­
ment without adequate health-<:are 
coverage for themselves or their 
families. 

These men and women deserve 
better than this and I have cospon­
sored legislation that will create a 
package of benefits to help ease the 
transition between military service 
and civilian life. 

This legislation includes measures 
that will: 

• Provide pay for officers and en­
listed personnel who are involuntar-

and social disadvantage. Without 
special effort to break this cycle, many 
will not acquire the educational skills 
to provide for their own support, let 
alone contribute to the Kentucky 
economy.

every way. But it does put in place the 
tools to create basic change in the 
way students are taught. 

The law says that "schools shall 
expect high levels of achievement of 
all students." Multipleapproaches to 
help schools help students learn have 
been created. These new tools com­
prise the "whole" program. 

They include school performance 
standards; rewards and sanctions 
based on school performance; new 
performance based testing; the elimi­
nation of patronage and nepotism; 
continuity in state education leader­
ship; decisions made at the local 
school level; significantly expanded 
remedial study and pre-school pro­
grams; family resource and youth 
service centers; additional teacher 
preparation, strong state oversight 
and authority over malfunctioning 
districts, and much, much more.

The new taxes (one cent sales tax, 
income tax modifications, and corpo­
rate taxes) are projected to raise $1.27 
billion in General Fund revenue 
through 1992. The 1990-92 elemen­
tary and secondary education budget 
amounts to $949 .7 million more than 
the present budget. This is 74.7% of 
the new money in the tax pill. Higher 
education will receive $210.5 million 
more and the "work force develop­
ment" (vocational education) $27.6 
million more, bringing the total new 
education spending to $1.188 billion 
more than the present budget. This is 
93.5% of the new tax revenues con­
tained in House Bill940. I believe it to 
be far cry from the '1ess than half' 
myth that is being perpetuated by 
critics of the new legislation, which 
detracts from the real challenge-­
improving schools. 

I say the Task Force, the General 
Assembly and Gov. Wilkinson should 
be commended for their courage and 
foresight. Let's be proud of what has 
been done. Now, if the Governor, 
legislators, parents, citizens, teach­

Roger Smith earned more than $2 
million in 1989 as chief executive offi­
cerofGeneral Mdtors Corp. That's no 
small amount, but it's not outrageous 
when you consider that GM led the 
nation in sales and profits last year. 

Dozens of CEOs earned more 
money than Smith in 1989. So you 
could argue that the biggest fish in 
the pond is entitled to be as well 
compensated as the other chief ex­
ecutives. 

But whatever the merits of paying 
princely salaries to corporate manag­
ers while they're working, there is 
not much to be gained by paying 
them princely pensions after they 
retire. 

That is why GM is taking so much 
flak for its decision to pay Smith $1.2 
million a year, nearly doubling his 
pension, after he steps down on Aug. 
1. He'll be making as much in two 
weeks of retirement as the typical 
auto worker earns in a year. 

Admittedly, GM sold cars and 
made money during the 10 years 
Smith served as CEO, but its share of 
the US auto market fell from 43 per­
cent to about 35 percent. Hardly a 
reason to rejoice. 

"We think Roger Smith could eke 
out a retirement at $749,000 a year," 
said Michigan Treasurer Robert 
Bowman, who opposed the increase 
for thestatepensionfund, which owns 
1.5 percent of GM stock. 

All told, the new pension plan for 
Smith and 3,500 other GM executives 
will cost the company an additional 
$42 million this year. 

"GM could make much better use 
of this money," said Bowman. 

No doubt the United Auto Work­
ers will have similar views. Look for 
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the UA W to use Smith's pension as a 
bargaining wedge when it negotiates 
a new contract with the three big auto 
companies this summer. 

It's one thing to pay an executive 
$1 million a year when he's working. 
It's something else to pay him $1 
million a year when he's fly-fishing 
in Canada, golfing in Palm Springs or 
visiting his maiden aunt in Colum­
bus, Ohio. 

The argument that good people 
will quit the company unless they are 
showered with benefits is mostly 
hokum. It's perpetuated by execu­
tives who cheerfully serve on each 
other's boards of directors. 

Onesuspectsmanyofthesepeople 
would make less somewhere else, not 
more. 

Yetmatchingtheotherguy's bene­
fit package has become a game of 
one-upmanship in which every com­
pany tries to be more generous than 
the national average. You can see 
where that leads. 

The worst example of nest-feath­
ering is the "golden parachute," a 
severance agreement under which 
executives who lose their jobs are 
given millions of dollars to go away. 

Armand Hammer, the92-year-old 
chief executive of Occidental Petro­
leum, has a severance deal that could 
pay him more than $16 million. Sid­
ney Sheinberg, president of MCA, 
the movie-maker, would get $16.8 
million, 23 times his salary. Toy maker 
John Amerman, Mattei's CEO, would 
get five times his salary and benefits 
if he were fired after a corporate take­
over. 

The list goes on and on. Often, the 
parachutes protect a whole squadron 
of executives, not just the man at the 
top. 

Stockholders are beginning to balk 
at these agreements. In some cases, 
suits have been filed to prevent ex-
cessive compensation. · 

Corporate boards should stop 
behaving like good old boys and ask 
themselves whose interests they think 
they're protecting. 

As long as companies are willing 
to make such deals, CEOs will be 
happy to accept them.

Whenever I am in Washington, 
DC, I go to the Vietnam Veterans 
Memorial to spend a few moments 
with my buddies. During that quiet 
time near dawn, I remember each of 
them as they were. As I touch each 
name on the Wall, I can still see their 
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faces and hear their voices. We were 
so young, so full oflife. Death had not 
touched us, and we bore no scars of 
battle. 

Dying was a concept as abstract as 
patriotism, yet each of us - as had 
the generations before us - soon 
ca.."TTe to understand the meaning of 

both. Those of us who eventually 
made it home had left our youth in 
Vietnam, but we returned with a 
commitment to our friends who will 
be forever young. In this respect, our 
generation is no different than those 
who answered their country's previ­
ous calls to arms. 

Our commitment is not to their 
memory alone, but also to the ideals 
and values they died believing in. I'm 
not ashamed to admit it: Our flag, to 
me, is the living symbol of all those 
things, good and true, that my bud­
dies laid down their lives for. In life, 
they respected and loved what it 
stands for. 

And in death, it draped their cas­
kets in honored glory, and in mem­
ory of who they were, what they did, 
and why they did it. 

When someone burns that flag, or 
spifs on it, or tramples it, then he is 
desecrating not just the flag, but also 
the memory of those brave men and 
women. To accord such repugnant 
acts of disrespect and defiance con­
stitutional protection based on some 
legal interpretation of "free speech" 
defies logic and must not be permit­
ted to continue. 

"We, the people" have the right 
and the obligation to protect our flag 
by adopting a narrowly drawn con­
stitutional amendment which will 
settle this issue once and for all. Stat­
utes which existed prior to Texas v. 
Johnson have been overturned. Con­
gress' attempt to draft new flag- pro­
tection legislation now faces the con­
stitutional challenge we predicted it 
would. 

The only sure course is the one 
that made the most sense from the 
beginning: Amend the Constitution. 

Our flag deserves this protection. 
It is the torch the poet spoke of that 
we the living must hold high and 
pass on to future generations. We 
have a commitment to those who are 
no longer with us, as well to those 
who will follow us, to Stand By Our 
Flag.

I've critiqued this year's Donruss, 
Fleer, Score, Topps and Upper Deck 
cards. Here are my ratings: 

1. Upper Deck - Clean, sharp 
and attractive.

I asked the respondents to rank 
the cards from worst (one) to best 
(five).

votes and 121 points. Fleer finished 
second with 109 points and six first 
place votes. Score was third with 107 
points and three first place votes. 
Topps finished fourth with 95 points 
and six first place votes. Donruss 
failedmiserablywiththegroup,scor­
ing only 63 points with three first 
place votes and 21last place votes. 

Then I conducted the same survey 
with a group of 22 third graders. The 
results were nearly opposite that of 
the adult survey. 

Donruss, least favorite with the 
adults, was the overwhelming favor­
ite of the children with 12 first place 
votes and 93 points. Topps finished 
second, followed by Score, Upper 
Deck and Fleer. 

VVhat do these surveys prove? 
Probably nothing. But they do show 
that baseball card tastes of adults and 
children have little in common. 

It's also very obvious that Upper 
Deck cards, the most expensive on 
the market, are produced for adults. 
Donruss, probably the easiest to ob­
tain, are targeted for children. 

A dip or spray of flea killer for 
Fido, a good cleaning and anti-flea 
treatment for the kennel, and fresh 
bedding are the ways to get the jump 
on fleas.

Mining Kentucky's literary·talent 
When Gurney Norman, Univer­

sity of Kentucky English professor, 
talks about the importance of mining 
to Kentucky, chances are he's not 
talking about coal mining. 

"In Kentucky we have an incredi­
bly rich literature- it's a gold mine, 
a motherlode, terrific raw material 
for drama," Norman says. 

In 1986Normanand Andy Garri­
son, a filmmaker at Appalshop, an 
arts production collective in 
Whitesburg, began a series of discus­
sions aboutNorman' s shorts tory "Fat 
Monroe." 

WhenGarrisonfirstread the story, 
which takes place in the mountains of 
eastern Kentucky, he found it "re­
markable-itreallyspoketome." As 
he and Norman discussed their per­
ceptions of the story, Garrison de­
cided that "FatMonroe" would trans­
late well into a dramatic film. 

The result is the first Appalshop 
non-documentary film in 20 years, a 
15-minute production of "Fat 
Monroe" directed by Garrison and 
£hot in May of 1989 in various parts of 

·Letcher and Perry counties. Kentucky 
native and longtime Appalshop 
friend Ned Beatty, whose film credits 
includeDeliveranceandTheBigEasy, 
stars as Fat Monroe. 

Norman thinks the casting of 
Beatty as Fat Monroe is a perfect 
choice. "Ned is absolutely beautiful 
in this role," Norman says. "He's a 
funny and extremely versatile actor." 

For Ned Beatty, this was a home­
comingofsorts. '1 was born and raised 
in theLouisvillearea-St.Matthews 
-and waspartofa touring company 
that did children's theater in 
Whitesburg in the early' 60s," Beatty 
says. He was in the cast of Rumpel­
stiltskin, which played at that time in 
Whitesburg grade schools. 

"'Fat Monroe' is a terrific story. I 
grew up around men like him -
carpenters who would send me out 
for sky hooks and widgets, always 
testi~g my naivete." Beatty says that 
he enjoyed working with 10-year-old 
WilHam Johnson who, he says, has 
"good impulses for 'pretend.'" 

From Carbon Glow, Johnson was 
cast as Wilgus. "Here's a kid who had 
never acted before," Norman says, 
"and he was totally unintimidated. 
When William was being chosen, 
Andy asked him if he had any ques­
tions. '1 have om•,' he said. 1s it OK if 
I throwrocksinbclween takes?'What 
a perfect question! Andy assured him 
it would be fine." 

The idea for "Fat Monroe," Nor­
man says, came 28 years ago as he 
wasdrivingthe mountain roads near 
Hazard, wherehegrewup. "Driving 
through the mountains on those two­
lane roads was a very productive 
thing forme to do," he says, "because 
thl' unchan~l'Cl landscape triggered 
mt'lllories (•,tsi ly." 

A fl'w months later, in thearmyat 
Fort 13cnning, Ca., Norman would 
get off work at noon on Saturdays 
and check into the Ralston Hotel in 
Columbus, Ga., to work on his fic­
tion. This is where he started writing 
"Fat Monroe." 

Norman hopes that the story and 
the film will provoke critical thinking 
and stimulate good talk. "I believe 
film is useful in directing attention 
back to the word. the dialogue in the 
sctt'Cnplay is practically unchanged 
from the dialogue in the story." 

He adds that the video ver.sion of 
the film will include a 15-minuteinter­
view with him talking about the film 
and about Kentucky literature. Nor­
man hopes that the 30-minute video 
will be useful as a classroom tool. 

Nonnansaysthefinaldayofshoot­
ing was an extremely moving one. 
"The final scene was shot about sun­
set after a rainy afternoon.
